facture and disti’ibution of the $1.49
Remington Records album titled “Mu-
sic From the Original Broadway
Scox-e, ‘The Music Man’ ”. Capitol’s
suit contended the Remington album
cover almost exactly duplicated the
original, exclusive and best-selling
Capitol Broadway cast album of “The
Music Man” which usually retails for
$5.98.

“My Fair Lady Album”

Set For Australia

SYDNEY, AUSTRALIA— A few
years later than the United States
release—after thousands of bootleg
copies had been brought into the
country—the music publishing house
of Chappell & Co., Ltd., Sydney, has
announced that the official release

date for the music of “My Fair Lady”
is December 11.

Record companies here have been
warned by Chappell that under no
circumstances can disks of “My Fair
Lady” be issued prior to that date.

Radio stations throughout Austra-
lia have been instructed that they
are not to broadcast any music from
“My Fair Lady” prior to December
11; even then they are strongly re-

stricted in the number of items from
the show they are able to broadcast
in any one transmission period.

In many similar cases in the past,

these broadcast restrictions have not
been rigidly enforced. But since the
big stir as a result of Liberace’s per-
forming of songs from “My Fair
Lady” during his recent tour of Au-
stralia, Chappell has issued stern

warnings of the consequences that

could result from any infringement of

the public performance restrictions

applying to “My Fair Lady.”

The very fact that disks of “My
Fair Lady” have not been readily

available through normal retail out-

lets has been responsible for many
lucrative businesses in bootleg copies.

Reduce EPs To $1.29

CINCINNATI — King R e c o r d s’

prexy, Sydney Nathan, last week, an-
nounced that effective with sales made
on Wednesday, October 8, 1958, all

King, Federal, De Luxe and Bethlehem
45 rpm EP’s will carry a suggested re-
tail price of $1.29 each, instead of the
previous price of $1.49 each.
King will sell to the dealer at 80<f

each. In making the reduction, Na-
than pointed out the dealer will
suffer no inventory loss since hereto-
fore all King-distributed EP’s had
been sold on a “buy eight get one free”
basis which amounted to a 12%%
discount, whereas the dealer cost re-
duction from 91^ to 80<f amounts to
only an eight per cent reduction. Also,
anticipating this move, a lot of new
EP releases were held back pending
the reduction to the standard EP
pricing level. From Oct. 8th on, King
will sell EP’s straight with no deals.

To kick off the new program, a heavy
new EP release schedule is planned,
to include such artists as Bill Dog-
gett, Little Willie John, Johnnie Pate,
and others, on King, and Chris Con-
nor, Frances Faye, Mel Torme, and
the Australian Jazz Quartet on Beth-
lehem.

In discussing the future of the
EP market, Nathan went on to say
that there had been a considerable
upturn in EP sales during the past
several months, which he thought in

part was attributed to the recent
recession and tight consumer rec-

ord dollar. The King organization
has noticed a considerable interest
in jazz EP’s and therefore the Bethle-
hem line, famous for its jazz artists,

will go into production on a regular
schedule for EP releases.

Myers clarified the thinking behind

NEW YORK—MGM’s Irv Jerome,

Charlie Hasin and Sol Handwerger,

on a cross-country trip holding re-

gional meetings with distributors to

introduce the label’s Fall Album Fes-

tival, kicked off the tour with a special

dinner for Eastern Distributors at

the Park Sheraton Hotel in New
York, Thursday, Oct. 9.

Working with an impressive audio-

visual presentation, MGM unveiled

what is probably its strongest album

release since Arnold Maxin took over

as the label’s prexy.

The display of fall releases on

MGM’s $1.98 Lion releases thrilled

the distributors. Attractively housed

in 4-color covers were such albums as

“40 All Time Christmas Favorites” by

Robert Maxwell, harpist; “An Old

Fashioned Christmas”—Richard Ell-

sasser; “Christmas Is For Children”,

a set of songs and stories about Xmas
for children; “Beloved Xmas Hymns
and Carols” by the Canterbury Choir;

a “Tom And Jerry” LP; “Rip Van
Winkle” & “Johnny Appleseed” as

told by Lionel Barrymore and Kate

Smith; “The Wonderful World Of
Fairy Tales” by Robert Q. Lewis, an

album which is being tied in with

Classic Comics Illustrated; “The Bear
That Wasn’t” and other stories by
Keenan Wynn and Betty Garrett; and
“Mother Goose Parade” a package of

nursery rhymes set to music.

The distributors sighed when they

were introduced to MGM’s new jazz

label, Metrojazz. Supervised by jazz

critic Leonard Feather, one disk fea-

tures the hot “Sonny Rollins And Big

Brass”. Another package stars jazz

pianist Toshiko with an International

Jazz Sextet. Under the MGM banner,

a new series of five jazz albums intro-

ducing the Metropolitan Jazz Quartet

were received with excitement by dis-

tributors. The five disks have the

title “Melodic Jazz” on favorite themes
from “The Movies”, “Broadway”, “TV
Shows”, “Classics” and “Foreign
Movies.”

Carroll, a package housed in a special
fold-open “Playboy style” cover; a
“Jane Russell” mood package; “The

Best Of Burlesque”, the original sound
track of an off B’way musical starring
Sherry Britton and Tom Poston;
“Hello Tiger” with Sallie Blair; and
three new albums including 60 songs
in each by Dick Hyman at the piano—“60 Great Songs From 60 B’way
Musicals”, “60 Great Songs That Say
I Love You” and “60 Great Continen-
tal And Classical Favorites”. MGM
is offering the three Hyman albums at
$2.98 each during Oct. and Nov., the
price to revert back to $3.98 in De-
cember.

A special browser box plus a 4-page
supplement describing the new Hy-
man sets and his six previous “60

songs in each” disks is also being-

made available to dealers.

MGM capped its Fall Festival cake
with a tasty icing: A new film sound-
track album of MGM’s film musical
“Tom Thumb” starring Russ Tamblyn
which will sell for $1.98 under the
Lion banner. t
Dee jays will get sampler albums of

Hyman’s records, the Metropolitan
Jazz Quartet’s five albums, and a
number of complete albums in the
release. Salesmen’s brochux-es, order
pads, supplements, cover easels and
an elaboi’ate “Tom Thumb” display
are all being made available to deal-
ers.

It was also announced that many of
the packages are also available in
stereo.

At the conclusion of the meeting,
Ii’ving .Jerome announced that he is

leaving the company to join another
fii-m (see other story this issue).
Arnold Maxin, prexy of the label, ex-
pressed his regrets at seeing Jerome
leave and introduced Charlie Hasin,
who is MGM’s new sales manager.

Though three tunes were omitted from
the pic (“Near To You”, “The Game” “A
Man Doesn’t Know”), the main body of the
bright Adler-Ross score is present (“Heart”,
“Whatever Lola Wants”, “Who’s Got The

Adler item, “There’s Something About An
Empty Chair”. Figure a chart run.

“LITTLE WOMEN”—Original Cast—Kapp KL-

The disk, on one side, contains the Dick Adler

songs for the forthcoming (Oct. 16) TV musical

based on the Louisa May Alcott classic, “Little

Women”. Handsomely performed by the principals

in the TV production, Jeanne Carson, Florence

Henderson, Bill Hayes, and Rise Stevens, the eight

songs are packed with melodic merriment and
warmth.

Selections from four famed musical works, two
musicals and two operettas, meet on common
melodic ground in this typical richly scored Kos-
telanetz issue. One side contains four great re-

presentatives from Cole Porter’s “Anything Goes”
(“You’re The Top,” “Blow, Gabriel, Blow”), and
four gems from Jerome Kern’s “Music In The
Air” (“I’ve Told Every Little Star”, “The Song
Is You”). The flip side is devoted to two Franz
Lehar operettas, (“The Merry Widow” and “The
Count Of Luxembourg”). A natural for mood-
show music shelves.

The disk is essentially out for a mood audience,

but the whole production displays a highly skilled

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GEORGE A. MILLER

After 16 years in the garage and
tire business in Oakland, California,
to the point where he now owned
three outstanding service stations,
George Arthur Miller was convinced
by the late Johnny Dorser of Fresno,
old time automatic piano operator,
that he should get right into the new
automatic phonograph business.

So back in 1934 Johnny shipped
George 15 new 10 selection phonos.
George placed these on locations. He
became fascinated with the automatic
phono business. Sold his service sta-

tions. Within a year’s time he had
115 phonos on locations in Oakland.

In 1935 Oakland’s music ops asked
George to set up and head an associa-
tion for them.

“Here”, George remarks, “I found
my true path in life.”

During 1936 George was called
upon by other groups of music ops
thruout California to create associa-
tions for them. He sold his route and
began to travel the state from San
Diego to the Oregon line bringing the
music ops together in one state asso-
ciation.

In 1939, George Murdock, who was
then Rock-Ola regional manager, sold

George A. Miller on becoming the
Rock-Ola distributor for 24 counties
in noi'thern California. George con-
tinued as distributor until War II.

During the war years he went back to

conducting the business of the state

association.
He again took over as Rock-Ola

distributor in ’46 and continued on
until ’49. But during these years
operators in surrounding states were
now calling on George to help them
to set up as successful an association
as the one he headed in California.

This began to take up so much of

his time he was forced to give up his

distributorship and devote himself
completely to association work.

The name George A. Miller had
begun to spread thruout the country.
When he appeared at the CMI con-
vention in Chicago he was invited
to speak before a group of associ-

ation leaders called together in a
private suite at the Bismarck Hotel
by this publication.

The next day a national organiza-
tion was officially formed. George A.
Miller was elected president and busi-
ness manager. This association was
MOA (Music Operators of America).

George Arthur Miller is a member
of many noted organizations. The
Athens Club, Commonwealth Club,
Rotary, 50-50 Club, Chamber of Com-
merce. Jr. and Sr. All bodies of the
Masonic fraternity, a Mason, Scottish

In this new business age, an outstanding spirit of
complete cooperation is necessary to assure success-

ful, profitable operations.

The operator must have the location’s complete
cooperation. In most cases he can obtain this thru
open, frank and honest business discussions.

In some cases he may simply have to apply what-
ever new business methods he adopts and hope, in

time, that his location will understand the need for
such necessary change.

If the operator is to continue to exist, under pres-

ent business conditions, he must arrange for a more
equitable share of the gross intake by removing all

overhead expenses, his as well as the location’s, and
then share the profits only on whatever basis assures

the better future welfare of both parties concerned.

To accomplish this, in some areas, mergers will

probably have to come about between competing

operating firms.

Such mergers, by cutting overhead and servicing

expense and concentrating the operating efforts into

a single, efficient unit, may find that the requests that

will be made of the locations may not prove as grating

as were each individual operator to go it alone.

Regardless of what method the operator will

adopt, the final fact remains that, to continue pro-

gressively ahead under today’s inflationary forces,

there must be arranged a more equitable division of

the gross intake to assure those who desire to carry

on in this industry the full opportunity to do so profit-

ablv.
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Me Law 85-859 of the 85th Congress, H.R. 7125,

Approved September 2, 1958, Opens the Wav to:

AI5ING TO JUKE BOX MUSIC
New Era Dawns as U.S. 20% Cabaret Tax is Eliminated by

“Public Law 85-859” Allowing Dancing to Juke Box Music in

“Milk Bar” Where “Only Light Refreshment is Served.” Can

Mean Rebirth of Old Dance Locations and Growth Boom for

Thousands of New Type “Milk Bar” Locations Nationwide.

CHICAGO—This is the follow-up
on the story that appeared in The
Cash Box some months ago. At that
time this publication notified the in-

dustry there was every possibility

that Congress might pass Public Law
85-859 “to make technical changes in

the Federal excise tax laws, and for

other purposes”.

The Cash Box advised the trade
that the bill seemed sure to pass both
houses of Congress. The following is

now Public Law 85-859 as approved
by Congress on September 2, 1958.

USC 4232 (d) of Public Law 85-859,

72 Stat. 1287, reads: “Application of

Cabaret Tax to Milk Bars—Section

4232 (b) (defining the term “roof

garden, cabaret, or other similar

place”) is amended by adding at the

end thereof the following new sen-

tence: “Such term does not include

any place if
—

“(1) no beverage sub-
ject to tax under chapter 51 (distilled

spirits, wines, and beer) is served or

permitted to be consumed; “(2) only
light refreshment is served; “(3)

where space is provided for dancing,
no charge is made for the dancing,
and; “(4) where music is provided or

permitted, such music is (A) instru-

mental or other music is supplied
without any charge to the owner,
lessee, or operator of such place (or

to any concessionaire), or (B) me-
chanical music”.

Perhaps “milk bars” may never be-

come as numerous or as popular as

“pizza” places throuout the U-S. But,
there is every possibility that, once
this new law becomes better known
to businessmen, there may be a tre-

mendous boom of “milk bars” nation-
wide.

In the first place, milk bars can
feature dancing to juke box music
and serve “light refreshments” with-
out having to pay any cabaret tax.

The former U.S. cabaret tax for any
place where dancing was allowed to

juke box music meant an addition on
every customer’s check of 20% on
everything that the customer had con-
sumed, whether a soft drink, sand-
wich, or anything else.

This new Public Law 85-859 elimi-
nates this 20% U.S. cabaret tax for

milk bars. In short, thousands on

thousands of such spots can open all

over the U.S., with the knowledge
that they can serve “light refresh-

ments”, and the public can dance to

the juke box music without having

to be taxed so doing.

It also means that many former
dance locations, which have fallen into

mediocrity, can now return and, once

again, become top spots for those

operators who know how to program
the kind of music that will get patrons

to start dancing again.

One noted coinman stated:

“This may start a new dancing era

which will mean more profit for or-

chestras and bands all over again.

In short, people may again start danc-

ing to music, instead of just standing

up in front of the bandstand and

listening to it.”

Should a craze develop, as happened

in the case of the pizza places all

over the U.S., with America’s youth

clamoring for dance floors in milk

bars, there is no doubt that this can

lead to tremendous prosperity for

builders, sellers of diver merchan-

dise and, at the same time, result in

a more carefully supervised and bet-

ter behaved youth which could, of

itself, help to eliminate much delin-

quency.

There must be, most definitely,

many progressive businessmen who
can foresee the possibilities of milk

bars in their communities as well as

in surrounding areas. This should

and could lead to a boom in milk bars

which might change the entire loca-

tion picture as far as the juke box

business is concerned.

Here, in this new Public Law 85-

859, approved by Congress September

2, 1958, and now effective, is the

wedge to present an entirely new era

for dancing to juke box music. Not
only for teenagers but also from
those older people who are not con-

cerned with hard drinks and who
would much rather enjoy “light re-

freshments” and dance music.

Wealthier operators, if they will

quickly enter into the new picture

by opening “Milk Bars” in their com-
munities under the management and/

or supervision of some members of

their staff, may find that these are a

far better business than some of the

other outside businesses in which they

are engaged. At the same time milk

bars would mean new locations for

their juke boxes which can bring them
profits from every angle.
