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Capitol Issues Part II Of International Festival Of Music

HOLLYWOOD—The second part of

Capitol Records’ International Fes-
tival of Music album release will be

on sale at record dealers’ throughout
the United States the week of Nov. 3.

Like part one of the label’s Inter-

national Festival of Music program
first introduced in Oct., the new Nov.
release consists of 33 new high fidel-

ity recordings. Of these, 21 are popu-
lar music, six are FDS classical re-

leases, and the remaining six are
‘Capitol’ of the World albums, each
recorded in a foreign land.

To introduce its three new album
artists of the month, Capitol offers

“I’m Shooting High,” featuring the

voice of Ann Richards, “Young Ro-
mance,” offered by Molly Bee and
“Swingin’ Fling,” spotlighting the
music of Alvino Rey.

A session recorded at the Hotel
Sahara in Las Vegas is Louis Prima’s
newest album for Capitol, “Strictly
Primal”.

Capitol introduces the newest re-

lease by the George Shearing Quintet,
“Latin Lace,” which is the noted pian-
ist’s second Latin-styled album.

“Judy In Love” is the newest album
featuring Judy Garland.

The newest entry by Les Baxter and
his orchestra is “Love is a Fabulous
Thing.”

“The Things We Did Last Summer”
are recalled musically by The Four
Preps in their new album of that title.

A jazz package is “Experiments in

Sound,” featuring- Johnny Richards
and his orchestra.

In his first Hammond organ album,
“Cocktail Hammond,” Don Baker aug-
ments the sound of celeste, piano and
drums to form The Don Baker Trio.

Tex Ritter, with music by Kathryn
Julye, offers “Psalms,” in which Rit-
ter reads 15 psalms.

Twelve song hits that helped make
him famous are offered in “This Is
Faron Young!”
A Hawaiian music package, the

newest in the Webley Edwards Pre-
sents series of Capitol albums is “Na
Mele 0 Hawaii” (Songs of Hawaii).
For lovers of Dixieland, Capitol

presents a new package by Jack Tea-
garden, “Big ‘T’s’ Dixieland Band.”
Harry James’ new package is

“Harry’s Choice!”, an album of swing-
ing favorites in the Harry James big
band style.

Just like her new album reads,
“Things Are Swingin’,” Peggy Lee
moves along with a dozen songs at a
sassy pace.

The tunes Ray Anthony performs in
his latest album, “Ray Anthony Plays
Steve Allen,” range widely.

“Blue Angels,” a session featuring
the music of Joe Bushkin with ar-
rangements by Kenyon Hopkins, is

another album on Capitol’s November
release.

Nat “King” Cole’s newest album is

“The Very Thought Of You,” in which
he is accompanied by the music of
Gordon Jenkins and his orchestra.

For Jonah Jones’ fourth album on
the label, Capitol presents “Swingin’
at the Cinema,” which features hit
songs from top Hollywood motion
pictures.

The six new ‘Capitol’ of the World
albums for November were recorded
in England, Lebanon, Austria, Scan-
dinavia, Spain, and Buenos Aires.

From England comes a traditional
Jewish music album in high fidelity,
“Olives, Almonds and Raisins,” by
Ray Martin, his orchestra, and the
Bill Shepherd Chorus with Lynne
Allison. “An Evening in Berut,” of-
fering songs by well-known vocalists
of Lebanon. “Austrian Folkmusic” is

an album featuring the Kitzbuheler
Nationalsanger directed by Toni Prax-
mair. The folk songs of Sweden, Den-
mark and Norway sung in three
tongues are presented in “Scandina-
via!”, featuring the voice of William
Clauson. Recorded in Spain in high
fidelity is, “Los Macarenos’ Fla-
menco!”. The authentic tangos and

milongas of Argentina, are performed
by Argentina’s Mariano Mores and
his orchestra in an album titled,

“Piano by Mores.”

To promote its 21 new popular al-

bums, Capitol has prepared and dis-
tributed to dealers full-color displays
of the four girl singers featured on
the release—Ann Richards, Molly
Bee, Judy Garland and Peggy Lee;
on the new Nat “King” Cole album,
“The Very Thought of You;” and
the new Harry James, Peggy Lee,
Jonah Jones, Louis Prima, Ray An-
thony, Les Baxter, and The Four
Preps albums. A special full-color
double-panelled display has been pre-
pared on the new George Shearing
“Latin Lace” album. Special full-col-

or, die-cut display cards have been
produced on the new Cole album, as
well as on Alvino Rey’s premiere
album package for Capitol.

Key disk jockeys throughout the
country are receiving nine of the new
November albums in their entirety,
including the new vinyls of Jonah
Jones, Louis Prima, Peggy Lee, Har-
ry James, Les Baxter, Nat “King”
Cole, George Shearing, the Four
Preps, and Alvino Rey. Also, three
special deejay mailings have been
made designed to spark greater air-
play: A “Latin Lace” mailer con-
taining two preview selections from
Shearing’s new album, a “Mystery
Artist” recording presenting selec-

tions from Alvino Rey’s “A Swingin’
Fling,” and a 45 rpm spotlighting
tunes from Ann Richards’ and Molly
Bee’s debut albums. Special radio
scripts have also been prepared for
broadcast stations’ use.

To further promote its Internation-
al Festival of Music program, Capi-
tol has placed black and white adver-
tisements in numerous consumer pub-
lications, all with national circula-
tions, plus the New York Times Sun-
day Supplement and the New York
Herald Tribune Sunday Supplement.
An ad mat further promoting the new
pop albums is available to dealers.
A deluxe two-record deejay album,
including tracks from all of the new
Capitol pop and ‘Capitol’ of the
World albums have been prepared and
serviced to radio and TV stations for
programming use and to national re-

viewers.

So that copies would be available
thi’oughout the nation the week of
Nov. 3, Capitol Records last week
was rushing production on a special

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MGM Reports Its Jump In Record

Market From 1% to 7%

NEW YORK—Under the leadership

of Arnold Maxin, px-esident of MGM
Records, the label has jumped into

considerable prominence since Janu-
ary 1, 1958. Maxin and A & R chief

Morty Craft who is also director of
single record sales have established

MGM Records as a top label and a
top money-maker in the business.
MGM’s pop singles sales have jumped
fx-om 1% of the total market to 7%
while its album business has mox-e
than doubled.

The diskex-y is currently operating
five labels—MGM, the low-priced Lion
label ($1.98), a new Metrojazz label,

Cub, and Metro Records.

Arnold Maxin is px-esently working
out plans with MGM Pictures studio
executives whereby studio activities

and record activities could come in fox-

mutual tie-ins, such as title songs,
theme music and even the possible
use of one of the label’s artists in

a motion picture production. Maxin,
however, is emphatic that the recoxd-
pictui-e tie-in would only be arranged
if there was sales potential. His xnain
intex-est, Maxin says, is to make a
profit for the record company.

Contributing to MGM’s pop singles
sales under Maxin and Morty Craft’s
leadership were the million sellers of
Connie Fx-ancis’ “Who’s Sorry Now”,
Sheb Wooley’s “The Pux-ple People
Eater-”, Tommy Edwax-ds’ “It’s All In
The Game” and the smash Conway
Twitty “It’s Only Make Believe” disk.
Stacking up good sales for the com-
pany ax-e Joni James’ “Thex-e Goes
My Heart”, Tommy Edwards’ “Love
Is All We Need”, Connie Francis’

“Failin’ ”, Fx-an Warren’s “Sunday
Kind Of Love”, Johnny Desmond’s
“C’est Si Bon Cha Cha”, Jimmy New-
man’s “You’re Makin’ A Fool Out Of
Me” and Morty Craft’s “Love Theme
From Cat On A Hot Tin Roof”.

MGM’s top album sales are spear-
headed by the label’s sound tracker
of “Gigi”, the Maurice Chevalier pack-
age of “Yesterday” and “Today” and
the Morty Craft album of “Jazz In
Black Tie”.

Contributing factor to the record
company’s big sales push is the
separation of the pop singles and the
package goods sales efforts. The pop
singles line, under the direction of
recording chief Mox-ty Craft who is

also director of single record sales,

is treated like an indie disk operation,
while the album line gets a class ap-
proach under the sales direction of
Charles Hasin, newly appointed na-
tional sales manager.

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ABC-Paramount Releases

“The Teen Commandments
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NEW YORK—The announcement of

an unusual record release came from
ABC-Paramount this week when Sam
Clark, president of the diskery, an-

nounced release of “The Teen Com-
mandments,” a suggested ten-point

guide for teenage conduct, already fa-

miliar to radio listeners in the Pitts-

burgh and Boston areas. The record-

ing, made by three of Am-Par’s top

recording artists—Paul Anka, George

Hamilton IV and Johnny Nash—is ex-

pected to receive widespread public

acclaim. The disk was introduced to

the press at a luncheon at A1 and
Dick’s Steak House in New York, last

week.

The story of “The Teen Command-
ments” began at Westinghouse Radio

Station KDKA in Pittsburgh, when
Art Pallen, station deejay, read them
on his show. A tremendous avalanche

of mail resulted. Recognizing the

great potential for public service,

Pallan sent a copy of the “Command-
ments” to Norm Prescott of Westing-

house Radio WBZ in Boston. The pub-

lic’s response to Prescott’s airing of

the piece drew more than 19,000 let-

ters from priests, preachers, high

school principals, lawyers, bankers

and doctors. The most rewarding cor-

respondence came from thousands of

teenagers themselves, who gave their

hearty approval to the inspirational

list of rules for self-conduct. As a re-

sult of the Boston broadcast, “The
Teen Commandments” have been pub-
lished in over twenty-five Boston area
newspapers. On May 8th, Arthur
Godfrey read “The Teen Command-
ments” on his coast-to-coast radio

show and received a public response

even greater than any preceding it.

When “The Teen Commandments”
came to the attention of Sam Clark
at ABC-Paramount, he immediately

decided that here was an opportunity

to perform a public service for the

teenage public, which has been large-

ly responsible for the great success

enjoyed by the ABC-Paramount label.

“SING A SONG OF ITALY”—Toni Arden-Nick

Miss Arden knows the graceful, sentimental
value of an Italian tune, and she is appealingly
at home with a melodic 16-song bundle of Gallic
numbers. Included on the mostly ballad program
(sung in Italian and English) are “Non Dimenti-
car” (Nat Cole’s current hit), “Souvenir D’ltalie”,
“Arrivederci Roma” and “Fa La Nana Bambin”.

A unique album idea, Warner Bros, has assem-
bled 12 personalities who cut hit disks, and has
re-recorded them performing some of their top
efforts.

Mercury Issues 27 LPs In Fall Package

CHICAGO — Mercury Records has
announced a large fall release of
twenty-seven long-play albums.
The merchandise, which will reach

dealers’ shelves in plenty of time for
the anticipated Christmas shopping
spree, is comprised of fifteen Popular,
five Emarcy Jazz, and seven “Living
Presence” Classical packages. In order
to allow the dealer, the opportunity to

absorb the new product, the entire re-

lease has been divided into two ship-
ping dates. The first grouping went
out around mid October while the
second contingent is scheduled for
early November shipment.

Included among the fourteen al-

bums, in the initial release, are a set
of jazz-inspired material; “Max
Roach 4 at Newport” and “New-
port ’58” featuring Dinah Washing-
ton, Terry Gibbs, Max Roach, and Don
Elliott. Both albums were recorded
live at Newport this summer by
Emarcy Director, Jack Tracy. “Swing-
ing in Sweden” with Jimmy Raney
and George Wallington; and “Percus-
sion at Work” with Mercury’s West
Coast A & R Director, Pete Rugolo.
The Popular music albums are com-

prised of “Honky Tonk Piano the
Stein Way” with Lou Stein; “Walkin’’
with Buddy Johnson and his Big
Band; “Ma! They’re Coming Down the
Street,” a Dixieland set with the River
Boat Five; “Country Pickin’ and
Singin’ ” with the Stanley Brothers;
“Tango Time” with Paquito Roca and
his Orchestra; and “Swing Softly”

featuring the guitar work of Jorgen

Ingmann.
The Classical foursome contains an

esoteric and perfectionist approach to

some works that are commercially-in-

demand; The complete ballet of De-
libes “Sylvia,” interpreted by Anatole

Fistoulari and the London Symphony

Orchestra is available in a deluxe
package presentation, ideal for Christ-
mas remembrances. Others are “The
Strauss Family Album” with the
pages turned by Antal Dorati and the
Minneapolis Symphony; The Eastman
Wind Ensemble, led by Frederick Fen-
nell performing “Mozart’s Serenade
for Wind Instruments;” and “Solome”
musically unveiled by Paul Paray and
the Detroit Symphony.
The November half of the fall re-

lease is highlighted by the album,
“Improvisations to Music,” featuring
all new material by one of America’s
hottest young supper club acts, Mike
Nichols and Elaine May. The audi-
ophile will particularly be interested
in three “sound” albums, “Mr. Percus-
sion” with Bobby Christian; “Skin and
Bones” with Carl Stevens; and “Ban-
jorama” with Carmen Mastern. Then
too, there is “I’ve Heard That Song
Before” with Patti Page; “Buddy
Johnson Wails;” “On Stage with The
Carlisles;” “Play Gypsies, Dance
Gypsies” with Sandor Lakatos; “From
Natchez to Mobile” with The River
Boat Five; and “Harry Arnold’s Big
Band Plays Quincy Jones.”
On the Classical horizon, there is

another deluxe package featuring
Antal Dorati and The Minneapolis
Symphony in a musical portrait of
“Dvorak’s Slavonic Dances and Sme-
tana’s Bartered Bride Excerpts.”
Dorati also makes a second appear-
ance in the release as he leads the

Philharmonia Hungarica through “Ko-
daly’s Marosszek and Galanta Dances
plus Bartok-Weiner’s Two Roumanian
Dances.” The final third of this trium-

virate of classics is “Mozart’s Sym-
phonies #39 and #41,” re-created by
the London Symphony Orchestra with

the baton handled by Schmidt-Isser-

stedt.

Joseph George Lewis Anthony
Westerhaus actually started in the
coin machine business when he was
10 years old. At that tender age he
helped Joseph Westerhaus, Sr., his

dad, repair machines.
“And”, he recalls, “my dad would

say, ‘if you can fix ’em, you can keep
’em’.”

“This business”, says Joe Wester-
haus of the well known firm of Wes-
terhaus Amusements of Cheviot,

Ohio, “was a real brain-busting head-
ache many times in the past. But”,
he adds, “I just love it. I love the

excitement and the thrills associated
with new products. I’m fascinated,

as I look back over the years, at the

rapid development and growth of the
industry.”

Joe’s dad started operating in 1909.

Joe, instead of entering right into

the industry when he grew up, took a

job driving a bread truck. When Joe,

Sr. died in 1934, Joe, Jr. had his

hands full trying to find his dad’s

locations. His dad kept all his rec-

ords in his head. Joe continued driv-

ing the bread truck during the day
and operated at night. This went on
for about six months.
By 1935, Joe had built up a nice

route. He then entered into the in-

dustry full time. Joe recalls the big
floods of ’37 when he lost over $10,000
worth of equipment. But he kept
right on. He was now completely
sold on this business. By 1941, just

before War II, Joe had 25 employees
working for Westerhaus Amuse-
ments.

In 1942 Joe became a rebuilder of

pinballs. He won an outstanding
reputation for the fine games he re-

vamped. He was among the very
first to feature four color process
advertisements to show his games
in full, natural colors.

In 1946, with the large. manufac-
I

turers returning to games production,
Joe halted his rebuilding business.
From that year on Joe Westerhaus
concentrated on operating. He has
purchased many routes while building

|

his operating business. He has de-
veloped many outstanding, efficient

1 operating methods.
He is the father of four boys and

two girls ranging in age from five to

twenty years. His two oldest attend
Northwestern University in Evanston,
Illinois. He is tremendously proud
of his family. Joe is a real family man.
“My first love”, concludes Joe Wes-

terhaus regarding this industry, “has
always been operating. And”, he adds,
“looking back over the past, I’ve no
regrets. It’s a great business. I’m
happy to be a part of it.”

Loans
i

and

Bonuses
One of the operators’ most serious

problems at this time is acknowledged

to be demands of locations for “loans”

or outright payment of “bonuses.”

Operators, when discussing this con-

dition, tie the two together. However,

in our observ ation, there is quite a dis-

tinct separation.

Let’s take up the question of

“bonuses” first. This is a vicious and

highly reprehensible device conceived

by certain operators who needed a

substitute for salesmanship in order to

secure, either a new location, or “take

away” an established spot. There is no

excuse for its existence. It should be

eliminated. Like all vicious practices,

these “bonus” offers, in many in-

stances, force the legitimate operator to

meet this unfair and unethical competi-

tion to retain his own location—or com-

pletely eliminate him from securing

new locations. These tactics add to

operational costs, and can only lead to

financial disaster.

The matter of “loans,” however, is

to be viewed in a different light. The

consensus among operators themselves

is split. Some think this situation is a

legitimate part of operating their busi-

ness, and can he tolerated and coped

with, as it serves a practical purpose.

Others view it dimly, pointing out that

they are operators of coin machines,

and are not in the banking business.

However, others feel a moderate loan

tends to solidify their position with their

good customers. Ray Erfle, Philadel-

phia banker presents his views in the

October 25 issue of The Cash Box. He

states, “The biggest problem against

loans to locations is the availability of

funds.” He then explains his hank’s

method of arranging these matters with

his operator customers. “We get a

credit application from the location

owner, but have the note endorsed by

the operator,” advises Erfle.

The weakness of this method, as far

as operators are concerned, is where

they are not getting hank assistance.

This operator may he in a tight cash

position, and any further demands on

his liquid cash may put him in an

untenable position. However, “loans”

can he viewed as part of the business of

conducting an operation, for which the

operator might he temporarily embar-

rassed, but hardly ever hurt.

To be practical, however, this condi-

tion exists. The operator in most in-

stances, can tolerate “loans,” but every

effort should be made to eliminate the

vicious and harmful practice of hand-

ing out “bonuses.”

‘Niagara’
uses a large ball-type puck that ac-

tually hits the pins for realistic bowl-
ing action.

In concluding, DeSelm said, “Here
are two more important games to

help round out United’s parade of
profit makers.”

MIAMI, FLA.—Willie Blatt, Su-
preme Distributors, this city, takes
pen in hand and writes us a long dis-

course on his favorite subject, “Pub-
lic Relations.”

Addressing his missive to Joe Or-
leck. The Cash Box, Blatt writes:
“Your editorial in the October 25

issue, titled ‘Why’ is one of the best
ever written, and it hits home. I be-
lieve there ought to be more of the

same without a let-up until the coin

machine industry realizes what’s best

for it.

“I agree with anyone who advocates

that we need a Public Relations pro-

gram, either national or local—or

both—and there is no doubt that we
need it right now. Unless all the

people in the coin machine business,

all over the country, start doing some-

thing— anything— that will reverse

public and newspaper opinion in favor

of the industry, we are sure to exneri-

ence one of the most trying times in

our existence, due to adverse pub-

licity, slanted investigations and
headline seekers in general. It seems

we are the scapegoat, and most of us

feel we cannot fight back—or do not

even try.

“I must put the blame on most of

the people in our business who try

to shirk their responsibilities to the

industry, their fellow coinmen and
themselves by not coming forward,

whether they are called upon or not, to

give the true facts about their busi-

ness. I insist that we are as much to

blame for all our bad publicity and
misinformation published at the pres-

ent time because when we are intro-

duced as Mr. and Mrs. So-and-so from

the coin machine industry, the first

thought in the minds of our new
friends is that here are some multi-

billionaires who make untold for-

tunes every week from some unsavory

business and therefore are themselves

unsavory characters. In reality, if the

truth were known, the Mr. So-and-so

is probably one of the small, self-em-

ployed coin machine operators, who by

far, make up the greatest number of

owners and operators in the business,

who purchase their equipment on

credit from a distributor, who, in

turn, makes a legitimate profit, and

in reality, both just about make ends

meet.

“If we would only take the time

to acquaint our friends, our neigh-

bors, our politicians and our officials,

in fact, the entire general public, that

the coin machine industry for more
than 25 years now, has undergone a

complete change, and is no different

from any other industry catering to

the entertainment needs, supplying

economical amusement, music and
service—and its members have their

share of troubles, headaches and mis-

fortunes the same as people in any
other industry.

“It’s my opinion that the easiest

way to achieve better Public Relations

on a national scale is to create good

will on a local scale. Each and every

operator, in his own way, in his own
town or city, must be publicly active,

so that his neighbor, his official and
the local newspapers will get to know

that the coinman living in his com

munity is a good neighbor and
credit to the community.

known prices as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely divergent.

(Some equipment offered by outstanding firms, haring
a reputation for shipping completely reconditioned machines, will be offered
at higher prices than others, due to the added cost of reconditioning.) “The
Cash Box Price Lists” reports each quotation exactly at it is made and depends
on the subscriber to make average price adjustments to fit the peculiarities of
his territory.

METHOD: “The Cash Box Price Lists” should be read as follows: First
price listed is lowest price quoted for the week; Second price listed is highest
price quoted.
