What’s In A Name A Hit Record

CHICAGO—Mercury Records offer-

ed a behind-the-scenes story last week
of Tony Dalardo’s artist credit on his

best-selling version of “Come Prima”.
It all began last spring when Mer-

cury’s international affiliate in Italy,

Gurtler and Company, sent a dub
across the ocean of a song titled

“Come Prima”, which listed “Tony
and his Friends” as the artist credit

on the label. The disk was well re-

ceived by the Mercury A&R staff, and
American rights to the master were
obtained. Released in May, the deck,
retaining “Tony and his Friends” as
the performers, received some terri-

torial reaction, but did not sustain
itself throughout the rest of the
country.
A business trip by Irving Green,

Mercury head, to Europe last August
came at the time “Come Prima” was
enjoying great success there, and he
returned to Chicago enthused about
the tune. So, Mercury execs went to
work on the disk again, but this time
they decided that the full-name of
the artist on its “Come Prima” wax-
ing would add greater sales appeal to
the disk. A cable was dispatched to
Italy for the information and some-
how in the transmittance the accurate
spelling of his name “Dallara” was
transposed to read “Dalardo”. Mer-
cury, knowing the tune was hot.

worked fast on the re-release and con-
sequently the print order for label
copy was sent in reading “Tony
Dalardo”.
The thousands of records pressed

with the “Tony Dalardo” monicker
were sent to Mercury distribs, and
when, several weeks later, the legal
contracts arrived in this country in-

dicating the correct spelling, Dallara,
it was already too late to change the
“Dalardo” spelling. With “Come
Prima” gaining in importance daily,
Mercury, in the interest of eliminating
confusion, decided not to change the
spelling on the labels.

“This instrument puts stereo tape
playing into the mass, market for the
first time by utilizing the inexpensive
RCA tape cartridge that now makes
tape playing as simple as enjoying
disk records,” Saxon said. “There is

no inconvenient tape threading—you

merely place the cartridge on the
instrument and push a button. When
one passage is completed, the player
automatically shuts off. Then, a sim-
ple flip of the cartridge and you are
set for another half hour of stereo
or a full hour of monaural music.”

The SCP2 has two electrical input
and output jacks for feeding console
models of the RCA Victor Stereo-
Orthophonic High Fidelity line or
public address systems, or for record-
ing electrically from stereo phono-
graphs or from stereo broadcasts.

Addition of the RCA Victor auxili-
ary speaker units SHS13, nationally
advertised at $9.95 or the SHS12,
nationally advertised at $19.95, com-
pletes the stereophonic sound system.

The new unit, which will supple-
ment the current line of RCA Victor
reel-type recorder-players, features
five watts of undistorted output for
single track recordings and ten watts
for stereo.

The cartridge eliminates many
of the shortcomings of operating a
standard magnetic recorder, accord-
ing to Skinner.
“The Armour Research develop-

ment,” stressed Skinner, “definitely
will not make current reel-to-reel

recorders obsolete. The cartridge
consists of a flanged spool and a
graded leader with a catch. It is

1 designed so that the catch engages

with a pre-threaded leader in the
mechanism. Using this system, no
threading is necessary.”
“When forward recording is com-

pleted,” Skinner continued, “an end
leader reverses the drive for re-wind.
The single reel mechanism can be
operated at any speed, and can be
adapted to a standard magnetic re-

corder by removing the permanent
leader. The self-threading device can
fce installed easily on a conventional
machine,” concluded Skinner.
Marvin Camras, senior physicist

at the Foundation and one of the

principals in the development of

magnetic tape recording, designed the

self-threading cartridge.

Brought “Dooley” To Life

LAS VEGAS, NEV.—Deejays Jerry
Dexter and Bob Salter of KENO, here,
brought the character of “Tom
Dooley” to “life” (and to a “re-trial”)

recently, and the results caused quite
a stir in the city.

The story of Tom Dooley is based
on an actual incident ninety-three
years ago in Ferguson, N. C., when a
Tom Dula (the correct spelling) was
convicted and hanged for a murder.

In mid-October, Dexter and Salter,
broadcasting appeals to their lis-

teners, kicked-off a campaign to
“save” Tom Dooley, the subject of
the Kingston Trio’s (Capitol) number
one pop hit of the same name, from
the “gallows”. Response came not
only to the two deejays, but more than
200 citizens signed petitions and filed

them with the then Governor of
Nevada, Charles Russell, requesting a
“new trial” and asked that Dooley be
released until the day of the “trial”.
Both politicians and newspapers com-
mented on the situations, and many
thought that a real person named Tom
Dooley was languishing in the Clark
County Jail, wrongly accused of
murder.

Oblivious of various demands to
quit the bit, Dexter and Salter ar-
ranged for Dooley’s “new trial”, and
Harry Clayborn, a lawyer and City
Attorney for nearby Henderson, Nev.,
volunteered to “provide Dooley’s de-
fense”. Held in one of KENO’s studios,
the “trial’s outcome” was flashed via
a radio bulletin. Dooley had won ac-
quittal. “Evidence” presented at the
re-trial proved that the real killer
was “Mr. Grayson”, another charac-
ter in the Tom Dooley song.

Students at Las Vegas’ Southern
Nevada University immediately sked-
ded a “Tom Dooley Victory Dance”
Nov. 14.

Tucker added with a wink, but it is

easy to see that he’s mighty proud

to add that “first arrival” title to

the others.

JOSEPH NORMAH ABRAHAM

Joseph Norman Abraham is a great
believer in youth. He sees a magni-
ficent future ahead for all the young-
men and women- of this great nation.

“And”, sincerely says Joseph Nor-
man Abraham, “this is a good in-

dustry for young people.”

Joe reminisces about those early

days, during the depressive ’30’s,

when he was engaged in the dry goods
business in Warren, Ohio. Sitting

around one day talking with friends,

he found that some of these friends

were engaged in a strange business

to which they mysteriously referred
as “the coin machine industry”.

“I can’t recall why right now”,
Joe says, “but, for some reason or

other, I became very much inter-

ested.”
“And”, he adds, “before too many

hours had gone by I decided to enter
into this field.”

He drove to Chicago with one of

his friends, that year of 1931, and
they returned, each of them, with new
machines. He called his new operating
venture, Ohio Distributing Co. He still

calls it by that name.
As pinballs became more popular,

Joe added these to his routes. At one
time he operated in Lorain, Ashtabula
and Conneaut as well as in Cleveland,
0. He has since sold all routes in all

cities but Cleveland.
In 1942, during War II, he bought

out Earl Moloney’s Lake City Novelty
Company, distributors for Bally Mfg.
Co. Joe changed the firm name to:

Lake City Amusement Co.
When the war ended, he was named

to retain the Bally distributorship. He
has remained Bally’s distributor in his

area to this day.
In 1949, Joe bought the Windsor

Phonograph Co. He then became a
Rock-Ola distributor. He still is dis-

tributor for Rock-Ola Mfg. Corp.
There are inumerable peoples who

owe the livlihood they are enjoying in

this industry today to Joe Abraham.
To his generosity. To his belief and
faith in people. To his willingness to

go far out on a limb to finance them.
Many well known and affluent Ohio

operators now tell how Joe advanced
them many thousands of dollars worth
of equipment even though they didn’t

have a plugged nickel’s worth of col-

lateral.

This generosity to his fellow men
is only one facet of Joe Abraham’s
charity, faith and belief in his human
counterparts.

His purchases of Israel Bonds, dur-
ing every such bond drive, are well
known in Cleveland. Israel is to him
like youth. “Because it’s a young
country”, he says, “it deserves all

support to help it get ahead.”

Over the past few years the sweep toward

10^ play seemed to take hold of the oper-

ators to the extent it was believed that by the

end of 1958 there wouldn’t be a machine in

the country operating on 5^ with the excep-

tion of special and limited type of location.

The economical facts of life give the oper-

ator a choice—go to dime play as a mini-

mum, or go broke.

However, in the past several weeks, we’ve

been hearing some disturbing reports from
certain territories. These reports are, that

because of pressures of competition, it has

been necessary, even for good operators, to

revert back to a nickel. It’s difficult to be-

lieve. In one territory, where the majority

of operators are running on a dime, pressure

has forced some to go to lO*
4 4 or 5 plays

for a quarter.

Operators will be interested to know that

the above ridiculous condition was created

in areas where there are no organizations, or

where the associations are weak.

If it was necessary to operate at a dime up
to now— it might conceivably become neces-

sary to go to 15<*—2 for 25<* in the not too

distant future. Then, the 5<* operator might

as well get ready for the jump from the high-

est building he can find. If the 5 <5 operator

makes the switch to a dime right now, when
things get even tougher, he might stand a

chance of survival.

The Neir York Times
, a day after election,

stated: “The business community took the

sweeping Democratic national election vic-

tory on Tuesday as a portent of increased

Federal spending and increased inflationary

pressure. ... It is, therefore, reasonable to

believe that the new Congress will be even
more eager than the last one to spend money
to boost the rate of business activity. . . .

The stock market has already reflected the

anticipation of more inflation.”

It’s inconceivable to us how any busi-

nessman can still continue to sell his product
at the same price he did in 1933. And, yet,

that’s what the 5^ operator is doing. The
usual cry that lie’s meeting the price of his

competitor is old hat. If his competitor
wants to commit suicide, that’s his own per-

sonal affair. There’s no sense in all oper-

ators in that area joining him.

We realize the suggested solution seems
simple enough, hut it takes action to solve

this crippling problem. One, and the one
which has worked in those territories where
dime play is standard, is cooperation. Co-

operation among all the operators in the area

—and cooperation, particularly, between
operators whose equipment is located in

nearby spots.

Another means of upping the play rate

is new equipment. In music, particularly

at this time, stereophonic music. Some loca-

tions who have installed stereo equipment
are getting 15^—2 for 25<\ We know of a

stereo location where the operator has been
permitted (and willingly) a contract calling

for S30 front money; with play at 10^—

3

for 25c4

.

Whatever the move—the 5<f operator bet-

ter make it. 1CU—3 for a quarter play is a

MUST now.

HAGUE, HOLLAND—One of the

first major manufacturing moves,

made with the European common
market in view, has just gotten under

way at Hague, Holland, with phono-

graphs the product concerned.

It is American controlled and al-

most certainly heralds other, similar

maneuvers by other major American

firms.

The firm is Van Der Heem, N. V.,

which we are told is second only to

Philips in The Netherlands. In a

part-assembly, part-manufacture op-

eration it is producing 200-selection,

electrical and mechanical AMI music

machines that are identical, in every

respect, with those made at Grand

Rapids, Michigan.

But the firm is not in the position

of a licensee (like those appointed by

AMI in Great Britain, France,

Mexico and Australia). Van Der

Heem is building the AMI machines

under orders from AMI, Incorpo-

rated. AMI, (S.A.) Geneva, Switzer-

land, will have the. sole rights and

responsibilities for selling the equip-

ment. The Dutch responsibility ends

with producing the music machines.

The general direction comes from

Paul Hunger, who runs the European

interests of AMI, Inc. of Grand

Rapids, from Geneva, Switzerland.

The markets into which Paul Hun-

ger will be selling the new AMI’s

will be mainly the so-called soft-cur-

rency ones—i.e. the ones where only

equipment with a European certificate

of origin can be admitted. But with

an ultimate “domestic” market (if

the Common Market scheme goes

through as planned) as large as

either that of America or Russia,

production runs could eventually be-

come comparable to those in Michigan.
Already the Swiss organization is

selling the Dutch machines in Japan
and other parts of the Far East, in

the Middle East, and in other areas
outside Europe. It may also sell into

hard-currency markets, which can buy
direct from America.

In preparing a flexible and pro-

gressive policy AMI executives had
spent many months studying the laws
of the Benelux countries and of other

territories. They also investigated
many potential factories, before de-

ciding that Van Der Heem’s offered

far and away the best prospects.

From the moment when the factory

at The Hague had been decided upon,
it was only six weeks till the first

machines produced had been sold.

The factory is particularly impres-
sive. It is one of the largest, in the

electronic field in Europe, and is not-

able also for the characteristic neat-

ness, cleanliness and discipline of the
Dutch.

A tour of the enormous factory
buildings, which, as far as the many
products are concerned, are virtually

self-supporting, made it evident that

no matter what Hunger’s demands
for his European markets may be in

the years to come, the Van Der Heem
factory will be able to cope with
them.

The Van Der Heem Company was
established in 1926 staffed with three
partners and one employee. The com-
pany is now the biggest private in-

dustrial concern in The Hague indus-
try, giving work to about 8% of all

workers of that area (according to

the official statistics). Moreover Van
Der Heem N.V. has two modern fully

equipped factories elsewhere in Hol-
land.

The factory employs about 2,300
people at the present time, and this

number is increasing steadily.

In the early stages, a number of
highly-skilled technical men were
flown from Grand Rapids to help

set up the assembly and manufactur-
ing arrangements. Still there for

liaison and technical assistance is

Dutch-born, Grand Rapids manufac-
turing engineer, J. Holzhauer, who
led the team of experts. One re-

markable result of their efforts is

that the manufacturing and assem-
bly methods at The Hague are exactly
the same as those at Grand Rapids.
And every single item in the Ameri-
can and Dutch machines, down to the
tiniest screw is interchangeable.

To achieve this high degree of qual-

ity and uniformity, special testing

and other equipment was shipped
from America to Holland. In build-

ing for AMI, therefore, Van Der
Heem is working to 100 per cent
American specification. In order to

get a Dutch certificate of origin, a
minimum of one-third of the total

value of the components must be
Dutch.

Holzhauer expects to be in the Van
Der Heem factory for perhaps an-
other six months, before moving on
to another global assignment.

Van Der Heem produces motors,
transformers, amplifiers; the wood
cabinets, and the stamping and plat-

ing of the many metal parts. The
firm even makes its own special pack-
ing cases.

The music machines being produced
are all 200-selection models, with
either mechanical or electrical selec-

tion. They are being made in two
colors—Aqua (with green inside and
on the dome), and Charcoal (with
pink inside and on the dome).

Market sales (Holland is a member of the six-nation bloc), other reports are
current of similar moves in Europe. They concern Rock-Ola, Seeburg and
Wurlitzer. . . . Rock-Ola is believed to have a major plan for becoming a
main force in the British industry by initiating a further part-manufacture
operation in a nearby country. This would presumably be Adickes initiated.

. . . Seeburg is believed to be in an advanced stage of negotiation with an
electronics giant in Holland. . . . Wurlitzer is said to be similarly placed with
a coin-machine firm in Britain, the initials of which are to be found in the
first three letters of the alphabet. . . . All of these moves are causing a cer-

tain amount of jitters among the British and European executives who have
heard the whispers, and it is generally believed that it will be some months
before stability and purpose returns fully to the young and rapidly expanding
industry. . . . An important political move in the past week has added to

the confusion, and to the complications of manufacturer planning. France
has suddenly and dramatically torpedoed the British plan (which had been
seriously discussed for two years) for a European Free Trade Area of 17
countries. . . . This does not affect the European Common Market scheme
for six nations, which begins on January 1, and which will result in Europe
being split into two blocs, with tariffs being cut and quotas increased within
the Common Market bloc, and retaliation from the countries (including
Britain) that are at present outside. The six nations are France, West Ger-
many, Italy, Belgium, Holland and Luxembourg. . . . There will be intensive

political activity behind the scenes between now and the new year in an effort

to find a formula, acceptable to France (whose industrialists fear British

competition), by which the other nations can be brought into a wider Free
Trade area. The other countries are Great Britain, Austria, Denmark, Greece,

Iceland, Eire, Norway, Portugal, Sweden, Switzerland and Turkey. But no
one knows and the jitters (with so much at stake) continue.

Joe Hirsch

Dies

NEW YORK—Joe Hirsch, well
known coinman, and one of the in-
dustry’s most controversial figures
over many years, died here on Tues-
day, November 18 of a heart attack'.
He was 58 years old.
Hirsch entered the coin machine

business with the advent of the intro-
duction of pin ball games in the late
1920’s. His machines were located in
one of the most lucrative sections
of New York, the garment center. He
served as president of the Amusement
Machine Operators Association of
Greater New York during the early
years of its existence.
When pin ball machine operation

was terminated in New York, Hirsch
conducted an extensive operation in

Philadelphia for a number of years.
Just before the end of World War II,
Hirsch made an unsuccessful effort to
bring pin ball operating back to New
York City.

“The Cash Box Price Lists”

[Also known as the “C. M. I. (Coin Machine
Industry) BLUE BOOK**]

FOREWORD: Many times, wide differences appear
in the quotation of high and low prices of certain
equipment. Like any true reporter “The Price Lists’*

can only feature the market prices as they are
quoted. “The Price Lists” aets exactly the same at

the market quotation board at the Stock Exchange

—

posting the prices as they are quoted for the past
week, regardless of how much they may seem to be
ont of line. Some prices do not change for months.
“The Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain
the last known quotations for such equipment so
that the subscriber at least has the last known prices
as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely
divergent. Someone on the West Coast may feel a

certain machine worth $150.00 whereas someone on
the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of
course, serial, appearance, demand, territory, quan-
tity, and condition of equipment must be taken into
consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstand-
ing firms, having a reputation for shipping com-
pletely reconditioned machines, will be offered at

higher prices than others, due to the added cost of
reconditioning.) “The Price Lists" reports each quo-
tation exactly as it is made and depends on the sub-
scriber to make average price adjustments to fit the
peculiarities of his territory.

METHOD : “The Price Lists” should be read as
follows: First price listed is lowest price quoted for
the week; Second price listed is highest price
quoted.
