Christinas has come early to the

record business. Sparked by “The
Chipmunk Song”, which may very

well turn out to be the fastest sell-

ing disk in the history of the rec-

ord business, and which reliable

reports indicate has already gone

over the two and a half million

mark, the entire industry has sud-

denly experienced a surge not only

in Christmas items, but in its entire

catalogue.

If anything should prove to the

industry in general that one really

hot record can create enough ex-

citement to generate sales for every-

one, this should do it. For cus-

tomers coming into stores to buy
the record they must have, very

often then find others they would

like to have. It’s when there aren’t

any particularly startling best sellers

around that people just must have,

that the record industry feels the

pinch. But even at such times, our

concept of the pinch is usually

somewhat tighter than it really is.

During the past several months,

industry leaders have been com-

plaining about the lack of sales,

about all sorts of ills that they see

besetting the distribution and sales

set-up of the industry. What they

were complaining about basically

was that customers weren’t coming

into the stores to buy. But when

they said customers weren’t buying,

they meant that they weren’t buy-

ing at the top peak quantity that

they ever bought before. In other

words, all comparisons were being

made at the top so that anything

below that was felt to be poor busi-

ness.

There’s no doubt that despite all

the complaints, when the final fig-

ures are in, the record industry as

a whole will have once again

reached a new high gross.

So once and for all and finally,

let’s accept the realities of the rec-

ord business. Let’s accept the fact

that there have always been slow

periods in record sales, not that we

shouldn’t try to overcome those

periods, but we should realize that

the world is not coming to an end

when we experience them and that

in a short time they blowT away.

At any rate business is booming

now. Let’s enjoy it and let’s all have

a Merry Christmas.

Stere-O-Craft Enters Elektra Adds To Staff

Retail LP Mart

NEW YORK — Stere-O-Craft
Records—a label which has been
supplying stereo singles and EP’s to
juke box operators only—is entering
the consumer market with a number
of stereo LP releases, according to

W. C. Prutting, Stere-O-Craft exec.

Formed about two years ago, the
diskery started in the stereo tape
field and recently added stereo disks
to its catalog. All releases by the
firm will be available in stereo. Decea
distributes the Stere-O-Craft line.

The label has issued a $3.98 “Sing-
ing & Swingin’ ” stereo sampler,
which includes stereo performances
on one side by the voices of the
Helen Carroll Quartet, and the
music of the Carl Kress Sextet, and
a repeat of side one selections in

monaural sound on the other side.

The purpose of this package is to
make either store or home change-
over to stereo that much more spec-

tacular, since the same selection

played monaurally and then stereo-

phonically makes stereo depth easier

to comprehend. Other packages in

Stere-O-Craft’s current stereo LP
issue are: “Chicago Jazz”—Joe Mar-
sala; “Pee Wee Russell Plays Pee
Wee”; “Dick Cary Hot And Cool”;

Is A MUST

For Future Welfare
Even the most stubborn must give way to progress.

If it isn’t sooner—it's later. But in the meantime, the

holdouts can be hurt—and even hurt others.

We’re thinking particularly about cooperation

—

large or small groups; formal or informal. We can go

back to the old days, more than a quarter of a century

ago, when members of the coin machine industry were

great individualists. Everyone was out for himself, and

hardly knew who else was operating the territory.

However, even in those days, certain organized groups

were functioning due to the type of equipment being

operated.

When the modern amusement machine came into

existence, many operating associations were formed,

particularly in big cities. It was necessary to contend

with local and statewide legislation. In many cases, a

handful of progressive operators would carry the bur-

den for many. Due, in many instances, to the lack of

complete cooperation among all operators it became

possible for headline seeking politicos to create such

confusion that entire areas were limited as to what type

of amusement machine was permitted or banned. In

certain territories, even states, such equipment as guns,

shuffles and bowlers were prohibited—and are up to

this day.

It is our observation that these conditions are

caused by lack of interest by the coinmen themselves

—who ride along with the tide, until some disaster

occurs, and then they try to fight it off.

Over the years, leaders have been able to convince

operators in most areas thruout the country, regardless

of what type of equipment they operate—be it music

machines, amusement machines or vendors—that to

safeguard their business interests it is necessary to forge

their strength into a group, an organization, or an asso-

ciation. Thru the combined strength of all is it possible

to contend with the many local, state, and national

problems facing the individual coinman.

The day of the individualist in the coin machine

industry is a thing of the past. It is thru the lack of

strength in past years that he is, in most instances, in

a defensive position today.

Most coinmen, in most areas, recognize that today

they must band together. And yet, surprisingly enough,

there are many (too many) territories thruout the

nation, where the individual is still trying to fight over-

whelming odds.

It would he well worth while for these operators to

study the possibilities of combining their efforts for

their own benefit. If it’s local, the leaders should meet.

If it’s statewide, local groups should investigate the

advantages. And if it’s national, all individuals and

groups should add their strength so that the industry

has a solid and substantial spokesman.

The more all-inclusive the membership, the greater

the possibilities of accomplishment thru strength.

OAKLAND, CALIF. — “It’s never

too early for music operators to re-

serve table sittings for MOA’s mam-
moth Banquet and Floor Show, during

the convention, April 8, in the Terrace

Casino Room of the Morrison Hotel

in Chicago,” declared George A.

Miller, national president and man-
aging director of the Music Operators

of America (MOA), from his office

here.

“In this respect,” Miller continued,

“members of MOA can purchase

their tickets during the entire month
of December by contacting our of-

fice, at 128 East 14th Street, Oakland,
California; or the following ticket
committee members: Howard Ellis,

1430 South 13th Street, Omaha, Ne-
braska; and James Hutzler and Al-
bert Denver, who are well known to

the trade.”

At this time only members of MOA
may purchase tickets, Miller said, in

The Music Operators of America
Convention will be held at the Mor-
rison Hotel in Chicago, April 6, 7 and
8; and will be climaxed bv the mam-
moth banquet and floor show featur-
ing top recording talent.

“It is important at this time,”
Miller said, “to emphasize to every-
one that we are forging ahead in the
drive to increase our membership con-
siderably. We have men out in the
field in many territories to accom-
plish this. Although membership nor-
mally has been rising steadily, we
feel we haven’t been reaching all

employees of music operators’ firms
and other operators who just haven’t
taken the time to study our vast
MOA program.”
Regarding exhibits, Miller said,

“Letters and application blanks
will be mailed out to prospective ex-
hibitors by the first of January. Man-
facturers of music, record companies,
the vending machine industry, and all

others allied to the automatic phono-
graph business, will be invited to
participate as usual. Approximately
39 exhibitors have already signified

their intentions of taking part in the
1959 convention, and many have ask-
ed that they be assigned to the same
exhibit snace as they had in the past
year or two.”

He concluded by emphasizing the
absolute need for cooperation from
everyone, excluding none, to attain
MOA’s goals.

WASHINGTON, D.C.—Witnesses
subpoenaed to appear before the Select
Committee on Improper Activities in
the Labor or Management Field,
which opened hearings on Thursday,
December 4, relating to activities
connected with the coin machine in-

dustry, were informed that the hear-
ings were postponed until the start
of the new year.

The Committee will notify the wit-
nesses at that time just when they
should appear.

In reply to a telegram sent by
Walter J. Manning, Rudd-Melikian
Inc., vending equipment manufactur-
er, Senator John L. McClellan, chair-
man of the Select Committee, an-
swered, stating “at no time, either
as a Senator or as chairman of the
investigating committee knowingly
made any statement that would re-

flect upon or discredit the juke box

or vending machine industry either
in manufacturing, distributing or op-
erating capacities, as such.’

In his letter McClellan further
stated, “Unfortunately, however, just
as we found to exist in labor-man-
agement relations in some areas with
some business interests and some par-
ticular unions, there are unwhole-
some, improper, and in some in-

stances, corrupt and criminal prac-
tices being perpetrated that should
be exposed, condemned, and appropri-
ate remedial legislation enacted to
prohibit such conduct.

“It is not the purpose of the Select
Committee and it will undertake to
avoid doing so” Senator McClellan
said, “to in any way reflect upon,
discredit, or embarrass the whole in-

dustry or those engaged in this busi-
ness who are innocent of wrong-
doing.”

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Mass. Supreme Court Upholds

$50 Entertainment License Fee

NEW ENGLAND NIBBLES
Big news here is the ruling of the full bench of the Supreme Judicial Court

of Mass, on Friday, Dec. 5, that a statute and a City of Boston ordinance
requiring cafe owners to obtain a yearly $50 entertainment license for juke
boxes and television sets are not unconstitutional. The Supreme Court re-
jected a contention of Mosey Cafe, Inc., owner of the Ball and Bat Cafe,
565 Tremont St., that the license fee on juke boxes and television sets con-
travened the constitutional guarantees of freedom of speech and the press.
An immediate meeting was called by Dave Baker, president of the Music
Operators of Massachusetts Association for Wednesday night at the Boston
Club at which time Arthur Sherman, legal representative of the assn., was
to explain the decision to the membership.

First snow storm of the season blew into Hub Sunday night and kept
many ops from their usual early week visits to distrib plants.

Britons Introduced To

New Phono “Meteor”

GREAT BRITAIN GLIMPSES—
All the talk this week is about the new Chantel juke box, Swiss designed,

and tried out over the past year in the French market, which is being
launched on the British phonograph market as we go to press. The machine,
a futuristic looking 200-selection box called the “Meteor”, with a spaceship
dome and tapering legs, is being built under license by Chantel, Ltd., Station

Road, Bristol, and undercuts all British boxes by a considerable margin.
Sales manager of the firm is well known in the coin biz. He is Glen Cornelius,
who worked for the Peerless firm on the first soft drink vendor here, in

1948, and then was in at the birth of Coolers and Vendors as sales manager.
He has lectured throughout Britain on automatic machines and intends to

establish a clear cut policy for distributors and operators. Very high produc-
tion figures are programmed for early in the new year. . . . The annual
Amusement Trades’ Exhibition which is to be held in London in the first

week of February is attracting so much interest this year that the exhibitors’

space could have been sold out twice over. Lists have already been issued

of stand allocations. The lists show that out of a total of 53 amusement
men exhibiting, 29 are manufacturers and distributors of coin operated
amusement and music equipment. ... At a meeting of Northern Ireland
operators under the chairmanship of Jack Swinson of Messrs. J. H. A. Swinson
& Co., Ltd., a 100 per cent attendance was achieved, including representatives
of the Ditchburn Organization. It was decided to form a Northern Ireland

association of operators which will, for the time being, at any rate, be
independent from the British Phonograph Operators’ Association, although
it may seek affiliation later. . . . The fourth meeting of the new Scottish

section of the phonograph Operators’ Association was held in Glasgow

recently with a good attendance. The chief matter of concern at the meeting

was the question of operators selling to sites—a practice which is beginning

to cause worry throughout Britain, as more and more new blood comes Into

the business. . . . The P.O.A. Council also discussed selling to sites and

poaching of sites at its monthly meeting, and decided on a line of action to

be taken against such methods. It was also decided that a paid assistant

secretary should be engaged to assist P.O.A. secretary, Mrs. L. Shaw in her

arduous work. . . . Britains very first drug store (on American lines), was
recently opened in Streatham, London. Called “The Double E” it is to be

one of a chain of such establishments throughout Britain. Behind the venture

is South Africa-born cinema magnate Eric Rhodes, who intends installing

music machines, amusement equipment and vendors in all his drug stores.

Mangan Appts Joe Westerhaus

First CM Distrib in Outer Space

CHICAGO, ILL. — James T. Man-
gan, one of the pioneers of the coin

machine business, now head man of

the Nation of Celestial Space with

a legally recorded claim to all space

in the sky, today appointed Joe Wes-
terhaus, of the Westerhaus Corp.,

Cincinnati, Ohio, as the first coin

machine distributor and jobber in

Outer Space.

An official license, for a term of 3

years, was issued by Celestia, the

space nation, to the Ohio distributor.

Westerhaus considers it a signal

honor to be selected as the first li-

censed coin machine man in space
with the right to do business any-
where in the vast territorial reaches
of Celestia. He agrees with Mangan
that the earth moves through space
1,500,000 miles each day and that we
are all basically sky people, not mere
earthlings.

Joe is sending hundreds of official

passports to the Moon to his custom-
ers, in celebration of achieving the
very first coin machine space license.

Mangan’s claim to outer space has

been publicized widely for 10 years

—

2 recent appearances on the Jack
Paar TV show—and on December
21st Celestia formally celebrates the

completion of its tenth year of exist-

ence with proper ceremonial activi-

ties in the space capital, Evergreen
Park, Illinois.
