All of these albums are available in

Elliott Octet are now being released

in stereo—they were originally mon-

aural disks only.

Cricket Into $1.98 Kiddie Albums

NEW YORK—Cy Leslie, president
of Pickwick Sales, announced last
week that Cricket Records will short-
ly go into the $1.98 kiddie album field.

Leslie revealed that he is currently
scouting for an executive to run the

new operation and for a promotion
man who will concentrate on placing

the new Cricket “Play Hour” series of

records on TV and radio.

“For the first year,” Leslie stated,

“we intend to bring out thirty $1.98

Cricket albums and sixty EP’s which
will sell for 49 cents. We are now
planning a distinct and separate ad-

vertising campaign for the new Cricket

‘Play Hour’ album line that will in-

clude trade, direct consumer and co-op

advertising. Our initial appropriation

for this first, introductory program
is $75,000, and will include Parents,

Good Housekeeping, Children’s Di-

gest and TV Junior magazines among
others.

Leslie made it clear that Cricket’s

25 cent singles operation will con-

tinue as it has in the past with sales

outlets including retail record stores,

supermarkets, department stores, drug
chains, toy stores and furniture stores.

The same record distributors and rack

jobbers who are now selling the Crick-

et singles will also sell the new EP’s

and albums.

First of several promotional de-

vices that will be employed to help

kick off the new “Play Hour” series

of albums is “The Cricketeer Club.”

A four-color, animated display called

“The Cricket Carnival Kiddie Record

Corner” will be given free to the re-

tailer with a minimum order of Cricket

LP’s. On these displays, and on coun-

ters and browser bins will be applica-

tion blanks for the clubs. The young
“Cricketeer” will fill in the name and
address of the outlet where he

obtained the blank as well as his own

name and home address. The “Crick-

eteer Club” •member will then receive

a special noise-maker to signal other

members, a button, a membership card

and regular copies of the “Cricketeer

Club” News. Later on, when mem-
bership has had a chance to build,

Leslie will stage a contest.

Among the artists who have already

been signed to record Cricket albums

are Dennis Day, Smiley Burnette,

David Wayne and Jack Carson. In ad-

dition to these, tie-ups are now being

negotiated with other performers and

with TV and radio children’s shows

personalities. The best selling items

among the 200 records in the Cricket

singles catalog will be re-recorded and

included in the .album releases.

“All recording for Cricket,” Leslie

stressed, “will be done monaurally.

We have no intention of releasing

stereophonic children’s records now.

However, it is obvious that before too

many years the bulk of all records will

be binaural and we want to be able

to convert quickly and reasonably

when that time comes.

“Through the first half of 1958 we
saw the Cricket line just hold its own
while we concentrated almost com-

pletely on Design and Stereo-Spec-

trum. However, during the last six

months, the sales of our Cricket singles

have shot ahead almost of their own
accord and we believe that 1959 will be

a bonanza year in the children’s rec-

ord business. In addition, so many
youngsters today have their own long-

playing record sets either by default

as their parents moved up to better

units or as gifts, that we believe this

is the perfect moment for us to come

out with children’s record albums.”

In addition to Cricket, Leslie’s Pick-

wick Sales helms the Design, Stereo-

Spectrum and OfF-Broadway diskeries.

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12 New Capitol Classical LP’s Peter Gunn Calling

HOLLYWOOD — Featured among
the twelve new Capitol classical al-

bums for January is one from the
first recording' sessions of John
Browning, young American pianist,

for Capitol, and one from the last

sessions with EMI of Artur Rodzinski,
whose long and distinguished career
in America made him one of the most
esteemed conductors in the world.
Browning’s first Capitol album is

titled “Debut” and includes works by
BachBusoni, Chopin, Schubert, De-
bussy, Liszt, and Rimsky-Korsakov.
Artur Rodzinski, whose sudden

death last November shocked music
lovers, will be on three Capitol al-

bums; with the Philharmonia and
Royal Philharmonic Orchestras. The
first, issued this month, is devoted to

three works by Richard Strauss fea-

turing the “Dance Suite after Harp-
sichord Pieces by Francois Couperin,”
along with “Dance of the Seven Veils”

from “Salome” and “Tod und Ver-
klarung.”

Other recordings in this release of

12 albums include Leopold Stokowski
conducting the Orchestre National de
la Radiodiffusion Francaise in per-
formances of Spanish music by
Frenchmen. The selections are De-
bussy’s “Iberia;” Ravel’s “Alborado
del Gracioso” and Ibert’s “Escales.”
A recording Capitol expects to have

broad appeal, is “Sea Chanties” in

which the male voices of the Roger
Wagner Chorale present 11 salty bal-

lads. This group is currently present-
ing a national series of concerts in 70
cities in 22 states and British Colum-
bia, which will keep them on tour
through April. The voice of Earl
Wrightson is featured with the Wag-
ner Chorale in this recording.

Erich Leinsdorf is heard for the
first time with the Philharmonia Or-
chestra in six opera overtures by
Wagner, Rossini, Weber, Mozart,
Beethoven and Verdi. Leinsdorf as
artistic director of the Metropolitan
Opera, will conduct in the neighbor-
hood of 40 performances for the Met.
To this schedule he has added guest
conductorships of the Rochester and
Los Angeles Philharmonic of one
month each.
On “Belshazzar’s Feast” Capitol

has the man who conducted the world
premiere—Sir Malcolm Sargent. In
this new album he leads the Hudders-
field Choral Society and the Royal
Liverpool Philharmonic Orchestra
with James Milligan, bass baritone, as
soloist.

“Le Carnival d’Aix” by Darius Mil-
haud is presented by Grant Johan-
nesen with the Philharmonia Orches-
tra under Georges Tzipine. Also in-

cluded on this disk is Saint-Saens’
fourth piano concerto. Georges Tzi-
pine will be remembered for his early
Capitol album of Roussel’s 4th Sym-
phony and Suite in F, which first in-

troduced him (and the music) to the
American classical record public.

The return of Vitya Vronsky and
Victor Babin, Russian-Amei'ican duo
pianists, husband and wife, to the
EMI recording studios is also marked
on the new release. In a new album
they perform Mozart’s Concertos for

two pianos and orchestra, K.365 and
K.242, in E Flat and F Major.

Babin is currently director of the

Aspen Summer Music Festival.

The remaining new albums include

Efrem Kurtz and the Philharmonia
Orchestra performing music from
Tschaikovsky’s “Nutcracker Ballet”;

LOS ANGELES — Jack Lewerke,
president of California Record Dis-

tributors, revealed last week that
during the month of December stereo

record sales amounted to 25% of his

overall record volume. Lewerke said,

“This is remarkable, considering that

the first stereo releases came out just

8 months ago. Sales have far exceeded
expectations.”

“Another remarkable fact,” said

Lewerke, “is that this development of

stereo record business has had no
effect on the sale of ordinary monaural
recordings. Sales of standard LP’s

have maintained their volume of a
year ago. However, pre-recorded
tapes, which used to account for 15%
of Cal Records sales, now make up
only 4%.”
Lewerke believes that in the months

ahead, monaural recordings will con-
tinue to maintain their steady sales
at present levels; however, the sales
of stereo recordings will probably
double by midsummer of this year.
The firm distributes Andex, Audio-

phile, Fantasy. Hi-Fi, Judson, River-
side, Stereo, Good Time Jazz, Con-
temporary and World Pacific disks.

When the modern juke box was introduced around

1932, it was more difficult to purchase 78 rpm records

than it is to obtain stereophonic records today. Those

who were setting up music routes at that time will recall

those conditions.

We like to tell the story about Babe Kaufman (the

first Wurlitzer distributor) who bought 100 P-10

phonos. The next step was to get locations and program

the machines. We went along with Babe to the biggest

record company at that time. The request for 1,000

records (anything at all) flabbergasted the salesman

(who was about 80 years old). Even tho Babe took

everything on the shelves, there weren’t 1,000 records

on hand.

That was the beginning.

The next evolution was the introduction of the 45

rpm record. The juke box, once again, played the

deciding role in its eventual success, because Seeburg

brought out the “M100B’, a 100 selection, all 45 rpm

phonograph. A conflict developed between the two

foremost recording companies one favoring 45 rpm,

and the other 33 rpm. Eventually the 45 rpm record

was accepted by all as standard—with the juke box a

deciding factor in determining the type of record most

practical. However, before both the record manufac-

turers and the juke box manufacturers accepted the 45

rpm development, many, many months passed.

The current advancement is now stereophonic

music. Altho recording companies, and manufac-

turers of home players have been talking stereo il

wasn’t until the juke box, once again, took over. All

five juke box manufacturers have announced stereo

equipment, with the first only a few months ago. Unlike

previous evolutions, when operators had to wait long

periods to obtain the proper records, stereo records are

available immediately. Not in the same quantity that

everyone would like—but it won't he long. Record

companies (see January 17 and 24 issues for state-

ments and listings) are turning out their best and latest

releases on stereo, or are ready to release them at a

moment’s notice.

So, it appears to us that stereo sound is here

—

much more rapidly than was thought possible. Some

music experts even predict that in some 12 to 18

months, it'll he stereo almost exclusively, with mon-

aural records suffering the same fate as did the 78 rpr

records.

! GRAND RAPIDS, MICH.—In con-
junction with the “Jubilee Year” cele-

bration, John W. Haddock, president
of AMI, Inc., has announced on behalf

of AMI, Incorporated, the following
statement:

“A M I Incorporated this year cele-

brates a half-century of music serv-

ice that spans the music machine era
from player pianos to the latest multi-

selection stereophonic juke boxes.

Many of the basic design and electro-

mechanical features found in present-

day equipment were developed and pi-

oneered by A M I during its fifty

years in the coin-operated music
field.

“The company was launched in

1909, with the invention of a selecting

device for player piano rolls. It was
this application of selectivity to coin-

operated music that launched the mu-
sic business as we know it today. The
principle of providing “the music you
want to hear, when you want to hear
it—at a price anyone could afford,”

made the company’s piano an instan-

taneous and sustained success with
the entertainment-loving public.

Selectivity Saves the Day

“Prior to this time, instruments
usually offered a limited program and
played the few selections offered in

unvarying rotation. Patrons, of

course, had to sit through tunes that
might not be of interest to them in

order to hear their own favorites.

This served to discourage play, and
m some cases resulted in apathy to-

ward the music ami downright cus-
tomer antagonism. But. the selectiv-

ity feature, thanks to AMI, was in-

- roduced in time to reawaken the
public interest in coin-operated mu-
sic to the extent that it has con-
tinued to grow from that day to this.

With selectivity, music could at last

^serve its purpose as the entertain-

ment medium it was meant to be
while at the same time providing wel-
come extra income to the establish-

ment that made it available.

“The company’s major business for
a number of years was in the manu-
facture of these selective player pi-

anos which were operated by A M I or

its affiliates. As an operator, AMI
had many thousands of pianos on lo-

cation during their heyday to help
satisfy the public’s apparently in-

satiable desire for music. Several of

them, in fact, are still in daily use
in recreation rooms and business
places where their novelty continues

to attract the younger customers who
like the “new” musical treat. Older
patrons, too, find that the tinkling

tunes bring back nostalgic memories
with their honky-tonk rhythms and
sentimental refrains as interpreted
by the master musicians of the day.

Amazing Artistry

“There is an interesting sidelight

on the virtuosity of these pianists

whose performances were recorded
on master rolls. The most difficult

phrasm'1- was accomplished with ease
by their nimble fingers, much of it

beyond the dexterity of even the most

accomplished musicians. The fact is

that these seemingly impossible pas-
sages were not played by the per-
forming artist, nor could they be. In-
stead, they resulted from additional
perforations being dubbed onto the
rolls by machine. A competent man
on the punch press which made the
tiny holes in the paper might not be
able to play a simple scale, but when
he added the flourishes the finished
roll was the work of a rare genius.
Here indeed, are shades of the echo
chamber and electronic devices by
which the interesting musical effects

are achieved in so many of today’s
recordings.

A New Era Gets Underway

“The automatic player piano went
into virtual oblivion as a revenue
producer in 1927 when AMI com-
bined electronic amplification, selec-
tive play and the disk record to pro-
duce the world’s first automatic, se-
lective, coin-operated juke box. This
instrument, w'hic-h played both sides
of the record, marked the start of
the music industry as it exists to-

day. Within two years, AMI was
operating approximately 10,000 juke
boxes in 32 states and the District
of Columbia.

“While the company had manu-
factured its equipment from the be-
ginning, the owmership and operation
of it on location was later supplanted
by the present method of distribution.
Today, AMI manufactures juke
boxes for sale through distributors
in approximately 50 points in the
United States and exports equipment
to more than 40 countries. In addi-
tion, the company licenses the man-
ufacture of A M I juke boxes in a
number of areas abroad. A M I’s long
experience in the operation and main-
tenance of music equipment on lo-

cation is reflected not only in the
durability and service convenience
which are basic in the design
of A M I machines, but also in fea-
tures which help to merchandise the
music on location and increase oper-
ator revenue and profit. It is this

background of experience and first

hand knowledge of operator prob-
lems that is reflected in the slogan
long used by A M I — “The Juke
Box Built for the Operator”!
“As recording techniques improved

which increased the range and brilli-

ance of recorded sound, AMI equip-
ment kept pace to insure reproduction
of all the music on record. The public,

it was felt, had developed a discern-
ing ear and while, year for year, the
juke box reproduced music with a
quality at least comparable with the
best of home phonographs of the

same vintage, the rapid advances be-

ing made in high fidelity called for
a like improvement in the juke box.

“A M I’s audio engineering group
was given carte blanche by the man-
agement to design and develop the
components for a juke box sound
system comparable with or better
than anv then being acquired by the
hi-fi addict, generally credited with
being a st/kkle1' •’or nerfectinn.

Chicago Seeburg Distrib

One Of The Industry’s Most

Beloved And Respected Men

MORRIE GINSBURG

CHICAGO—The industry here was

shocked and broken hearted at the

sudden death of the popular and be-

loved Morrie Ginsburg of Atlas Music

Company, this city, who died in Miami

Beach, Florida, of a heart attack, on

Wednesday, January 21. He was 52

years old.

The body was flown to Chicago

where services will be held on Mon-
day, January 26, at the Weinstein Fu-

neral House. Burial will be at the

Rosemont Park Cemetery.

Eddie Ginsburg, who was so closely

attached to his brother Morrie, both in

business and socially, was reported on

the verge of collapse.

With the death of Morrie Ginsburg,

the industry lost one of its pioneer

coinmen, who had a great deal to do

with the heights attained by both his

firm and the industry. He entered the

coin machine business in 1931, join-

ing his brother Eddie in the Lakeview

Novelty Company. In 1933, they

changed the firm name to Atlas Nov-

elty Company, which later became the

Atlas Music Company. Distributors

for the Seeburg line of phonos since

1936, with branch offices in Des Moines,

Iowa, and Pittsburgh, Pa., the stature

of the Atlas firm has grown to a point

where its fine reputation is acknowl-

edged internationally.

Morrie was also known for his chari-

table endeavors, and was a member of

the B’nai Zion Temple, B’nai B’rith,

and the Covenant Club.

GRAND RAPIDS, MICH.—A com-
plete new line of A M I Golden Anni-
versary juke boxes with a choice of
either monophonic or stereophonic
sound systems was introduced
throughout the country last week byAMI distributors.
There are four new Jubilee “J” mod-

els in all. The sleek, jaunty lines of
the new cabinets are distinctive and
different. Both in monophonic and
stereo, AMI offers true high fidelity

of component quality and introduces a
number of mechanical and electrical
developments designed to facilitate
maintenance and seiwice and add to
the tradition of dependable perform-
ance that has long been a hallmark
of A M I equipment.

Four Multi-Selection Models
The new “J” models are offered in

a choice of 200 or 120 selection models
with electrical selector systems. In ad-
dition there are 200 and 100 selection
models with fast-action mechanical
selector systems. Stereophonic or
monophonic sound systems are option-
al, with all monophonic models pre-
adapted for quick changeover to ster-
eo in the field by the addition of a
few easily installed stereo compon-
ents. The four-coin slug rejector is

standard on the “J-200”, optional on
the other models.

Dramatic New Design
All “J” models feature identical cab-

inet styling in a choice of suave mid-
night blue or glowing ivory finishes
which are set off by gleaming blight
metal trims and wide sweeping areas
of clear curved glass. The “J”’s func-
tional appearance begins with its

rakish sloped fiberglass dome which
has the finish color molded into the
material itself for permanent good
looks and maximum resistance to
damage. Continuing its pioneering in
theatrical stage type lighting that
beams inward on the title strip display
and turntable areas, AMI has brought
out a glare-free lighting arrangement
that ingeniously prevents eye discom-
fort even to those sitting immediately
adjacent to the new juke box on lo-

cation. All the lighting is accom
plished with the use of but two fluor-
escent tubes, commonly available. An
18 inch, 15 watt tube illuminates the
upper section of the “J”; a 24 inch,
20 watt tube the lower section in-

cluding the grille and push buttons.
The latter dramatically situated in

the highly styled midsection area of
“J” are colorfully backlighted, with
numerals and alphabetical designators
standing out clearly against the fin-

ger fitting contours of the push but-
tons, the largest ever to be used on
a juke box. Gleaming chrome mold-

j

ings, and patterned vinyl clad steel 1

trim in contrasting color, frame the
recessed pushbutton area.

Mechanical selection “J” models
feature an equally attractive although
distinctly different midsection area.
Here, instead of the display of king-
size pushbuttons, is a comfortably
sized, translucent selector wheel,
flanked by illuminated panels carry-
ing short, simple operating instruc-
tions in large lettering to speed play
and reduce selecting errors.
The rigid metal grille is anodyzed

in a rich gold color. It is recessed
behind vertical chrome-finish metal
bars which are protective as well as
smartly decorative. A design at the
base of these upright, contoured bars
is reminiscent of the pedals of a
grand piano and symbolic of the evi-

dent quality of the “J”. A chrome-
framed panel is displayed prominent-
ly at the front of the grille as a
message area into which lighted pan-
els, lettered “A M I”, “200” or
“Stereophonic” may be placed at the
option of the operator. Wide chrome
trims extend across the bottom
edges of the cabinet to form a dur-
able, mar-resistant rub rail.

is completely accessible through gen-
erous size front and rear cabinet open-
ings to speed and simplify servicing.
The new AMI model “J” line has
essentially the same play-proven rec-
ord changer that has previously won
operator commendation for its speed,
simplicity and trouble-free perform-
ance. There are, however, a number
of changes which bid fair to win op-
erator acceptance and immediate ap-
proval. The entire mechanism, for
example, is mounted on rails and
slides out from the cabinet through
the removable back door. It is tilted
downward by loosening two handy
thumb nuts which places all mechan-
ism components in convenient serv-
icing position. With the changer tilt-

ed, the entire Pulse Converter is out
in the open at handy workbench
height. The Pulse Generator is hinged
at both ends and swings up from its
position under the pushbutton banks
and latches to provide full accessi-
bility without removing the assembly
from the cabinet.

Another feature sure to be much
appreciated by operators is the new
three-position record loading switch
with its “off”, “on” and “rotate”
positions, the latter allowing the rec-
ord rack to turn while bypassing any
pins which have been selected. This
feature eliminates accidental cancel-
lation of tunes customers may have
paid to hear.

The full-view, curved glass front
window is framed in gleaming metal
and swings up for access to the
changer compartment. It is held se-
curely in the raised position with a
new automatic latch. The -title racks
are fully independent of the opera-
tion of the window assemly with its

double locks for increased' security.
Another interesting new develop-

ment is the “J” ’s use of cantilevered
lower title racks which ingeniously
solve the problem of getting all titles
into display at one time in a readily
readable position. A decorative as
well as a functional feature, these
racks swing up for access to the
changer and other components and
provide firm support for the swing-
out upper title racks. Title strip re-
tainers of molded white plastic snap
out for easy changing of strips at or
away from the juke box. The indi-
vidual title slots are designed to hold
strips firmly in place while retainers
are snapped in or out of the racks.
The entire front grille assembly

easily removes in one complete piece
by releasing two thumb latches from
inside the cabinet for further all-

around access to speakers, coin
equipment, light tube, AVC unit,
pushbutton banks, credit unit and
other operating assemblies. Most of
these units, it is interesting to note,
may also be serviced through either
the back or top cabinet openings, if

desired.

A separate back door gives access
to the roomy, fully ventilated ampli-
fier compartment. The slide-out metal
amplifier mounting frame puts all

components and terminal strip con-
nections in the open. Space is pro-
vided for quick attachment of the
additional amplifier required for
changing over the “J” from mono-
phonic to stereophonic reproduction.
The slug rejector and cash box are

accessible through their own indi-
vidual side doors to speed collection
and service attention. The slug rejec-
tor door has a cheat-proof side latch
arrangement that blocks probing into
the credit unit or wiring inside the
cabinet. The cash box door is metal
bound to resist forcible entry. Other
convenience features include com-
fortable recessed hand grips on the
back and across the front of the
cabinet. Mounted on the back of the
cabinet are the volume, cancel and
AO off-on switches. AMI is also
introducing a new Volume and Cancel
Assembly in a handsome, compact,
all-chromed unit which may be used
to replace that mounted on the juke
box cabinet for remote control of the

juke box volume and cancellation of
selections. This unit is available in
both stereo anti monophonic models
and takes no more space on the back
bar or wall than a small thermostat
control or a furnace.

Choice of Sound Systems
Operators who are undecided as the

extent they want to go into stereo at
this time will especially appreciate
the adaptability to quick changeover
from monophonic to stereophonic pro-
vided by the new “J” line. As the
only juke box manufacturer which
has been admitted to membership
in the Institute of High Fidelity Man-
ufacturers, AMI has accumulated an
extensive background of experience
in stereophonic and monophonic high
fidelity. The beautiful home stereo
units which the company has had on
the market for the past two years
are conceded to be among the very
finest in their field and it is evident
that the lessons learned in this en-
deavor are incorporated in the sound
systems of the new “J” models.
Use of the following high fidelity

components insure that the AMI juke
box in stereo as well as monaural
will bring the location the same high
quality reproduction that is expected
from the most costly home units:
1). a 25-watt amplifier with preamp
(a second amplifier is required when
changing over to stereo); 2). a well
weighted transcription-type turn-
table which is precision balanced for
stereo and monophonic records and
individually matched to its own me-
chanism; 3). gentle, groove-preserv-
ing gravity needle ride; 4). light-
weight tone arm, GE VR II cartridge
with .7 mil diamond stylus on the
stereophonic models; 5). twelve inch
woofer, hoi’n loaded, with a compres-
sion type high frequency horn and
driver assembly; and 6). built in
cross over frequency dividing net-
work.

The decorative lamina-
tion wood enclosures house three
separate speakers: a heavy duty 10-
inch cone type woofer, plus two wide
dispersion tweeters for dual coverage
of the high frequency range. Univer-
sal mounting brackets allow the
speaker units to be placed in vertical
or horizontal position on walls or in
corners. This unique feature, plus
inverting the grille on which the
speaker units are mounted enables
the operator to use the new AMI
Stereo Mate speakers in as many as
eight different positions for best
stereo coverage of rooms of almost
any size and shape. The attractive

gold-colored grille complements the
ivory finish of the speaker cabinets
and is set off by sparkling metal
trims. AMI is continuing with its

regular line of wall, ceiling and cor-
ner speakers which may be used for
either monophonic or stereophonic
sound installations as a lower cost

substitute for the new three-speaker
unit enclosures, or in some installa-

Institute Membership Offered
“The measure of success achieved

by A M I’s engineers, their in-

genious designs and meticulous at-

tention to detail in the manufacture
of components is evidenced in the
invitation given to A M I to become
a member of the Institute of High
Fidelity Manufacturers. This was
high honor indeed for the quality of
reproduction that can and is being-

provided by the juke box. It is in-

teresting to note that at the time
when the quality of A M I compo-
nents had won such recognition there
were many companies manufacturing
costly phonographs for home use
whose standards of quality did not
permit them to obtain the coveted
Institute membership they so eagerly
sought.

“It is noteworthy, too, that AMI
exhibited its juke boxes at high fidel-

ity shows five years ago and pleasant-
ly alerted many visitors to the ex-
hibitions that juke box music could
meet the requirements of the most
aurally acute.
“A M I, meanwhile, continued its

developments in the field of high
fidelity by introducing a line of qual-
ity phonographs for home use. These
were of custom grade, with A M I’s

sound system, basically the same as
that used in the juke box, enclosed
in fine cabinets that were built by
exclusive furniture makers of Grand
Rapids, a city world renowned for
its wood craftsmen.

“We’re Proud of Our Juke Box
Background’’

“In introducing its line of home
high fidelity units to a selected list of
distinguished dealers, there were some
who advised the company not to iden-
tify itself as the same AMI which
built juke boxes. Such advice was
immediately rejected for it was
the company’s attitude that there was
much in the field of sound reproduc-
tion that the makers of home equip-
ment could learn from the juke box
manufacturer. Not a single dealer
hesitated to take on the AMI line.

Moreover, not only the dealers but
their customers also, felt that the ex-
perience a builder of juke boxes could
bring to the field of home entertain-
ment would assure them of freedom
from service problems as well as
sound of superior quality.

“Actually, there are many today
who, because of A M I’s entry into
the home entertainment field, are
looking at the juke box with admira-
tion and respect—and are playing it

as well. There is already ample evi-
dence that the juke box has been up-
graded substantially and that profit-

able locations are opening for it which
might otherwise never have consid-
ered the installation of coin-operated
musical entertainment.
“With high fidelity not yet at the

zenith of its popularity, AMI was
alert to the burgeoning interest in

stereophonic reproduction through
the tape medium, and introduced a
line of premium grade instruments
which are today considered the very
finest available, retailing in the $2,-

500.00 price class.

“Experimental work on stereo ap-
plication to juke boxes has been un-
derway at A M I for some time.
Haddock continued “Our people and

our equipment have moved forward
step by step with the development
of the stereo record. The advent of
the dual channel microgroove record
in the 45 rpm, 7-inch size was the
final step needed and enabled us to
provide operators with a ready means
of profitably adapting AMI equip-
ment to this exciting new sound sen-
sation.

“In these early stages of stereo,”
Haddock said, “there are many who
will want to judge this innovation by
what might be called its ‘gimmick’
aspects. This is understandable, of
course, for there is a tremendous
presence in hearing a bowling ball

roll down an alley to make a ten
strike at the far end, or hear a train
pull into and out of a subway station.

Eyes follow the sound in fascination.

“Stereo is More than a Stunt”

“But,” Haddock added, “music’s
appeal is, after all, to our sense of
hearing. It is the fine music quality
of stereo rather than its novelty
which is firmly establishing it. Stereo
music gives a -dimension and depth
to sound that seem to bring the per-
former right into the room with the
listener. We are all familiar with
the thrill of looking at the life-like

reality of photos viewed through the
old stereoptican, or more recently the
3-D viewer. The pictures seem to

come alive. We want to reach out
and touch them. It is the same with
stereophonic music in its ability to

create a ‘you-are-there’ atmosphere.”

“Music is a Business”

Haddock continued, “Music, how-
ever, is a business. No operator can
afford stereo solely because it en-
hances the music standards of those
who listen to his equipment. Stereo,
magnificent as it may be, must pro-
vide the operator with opportunities
to earn more from His business if it

is to be a wise investment for him.
“I believe that stereo does provide

these opportunities for growth and
profits. Some operators — many of
them, I am sure—are ready to make
stereo installations now and have, in

fact, been making them—and making
them pay! This has been proved on

i
location after location with stereo
equipment built by competitors as
well as ourselves.
“At AMI we have sought, in our

new Golden Anniversary Jubilee ‘J’

model to give the operator a high
degree of flexibility in determining
whether or not he should go into
stereo now and, if so, to the extent
that will best fit his particular route
requirements. The operator may now
obtain a new model ‘J’ juke box that
is ready to provide stereophonic mu-
sic on delivery. Or, if he prefers, he
may have a monaural ‘J’ that may be
adapted to stereo at any time. The
changeover is quick, easy and rel-

atively inexpensive.”
Haddock concluded, “The new ‘J’ we

feel, is not only a fitting culmination
to our 50th year as a major factor in

the coin-operated music business, but
also—and more important—it is the
kind of juke box that expresses our
confidence in the industry as A M I

begins its second half-century of
service to music and those who pro-

vide it.”

Sales As Hundreds Of Ops

Pour Onto Tenth Ave.

EASTERN FLASHES
Tenth Avenue was “alive” with action this past week with over 300

operators from New York and the outlying areas pouring into coin-row for
a first look at the new Wurlitzer “2300” models and the new AMI Model “J”
line. Both phonos displayed monaural and stereo units with Wurlitzer
featuring 200 and 104-selection machines and AMI showing 200, 120 and
100-selection models. Reports from the phono distributors indicated a sub-
stantial number of orders during the week-long showing period. The premieres
started on Saturday and ran through to the close of the week’s business.
Both phono distributors confirmed the expected turnout in the branch territory
showings which were held in the middle of the week at the respective show-
rooms. The word in every conversation was “stereo” and distributors were
prepared with merchandising material to defeat the misinformed argument
that stereo records were not available. Lists of stereo singles and ep’s were
made available to visiting operators which carried approximately 250 sides
available for stereo juke programming. The presence of several hundred
operators on the avenue naturally stimulated business at all dealer points.
Games were still selling fast especially on the new models. Deliveries were
slightly behind at the early part of the week but toward the end of the week
distrib showrooms were filling all back orders. Summarizing distrib opinion,
the sales were definitely there to be had although in some instances additional
sales techniques and solid sales know-how had to be brought into the overall
distributor function.

ture. Wortham stated, “at this Janu-
ary, 1959, session of the West Vir-
ginia Legislature a bill will be intro-

duced which is designed to remove
phonographs from the non-intoxicat-

ing West Virginia beer law.

“In 1934 a non-intoxicating beer

law was enacted in West Virginia. This

law permitted the sale of 3.2% beer

daily between the hours of 7:00 A.M.
and 12:00 midnight, except Sundays
from 1:00 P.M. to midnight. For
some unknown reason this same law
contained a clause which states that

any establishment selling beer cannot

operate a phonograph after 12:00

midnight.

“For twenty-four years this unfair

and unnecessary clause in the beer

law has penalized the music operator

and the locations which sell beer. The
effect has been to drive the after

midnight trade away from the licensed

business, and to stimulate the so-called

‘boot-leg trade.’

“If this legislation is successful it

will mean a sizeable increase in rev-

enue from phonographs for the opera-

tor and the location,” concluded Wor-
tham.

1 st Inti. Automatic Vending Show

Opens In London March 2

GREAT BRITAIN GLIMPSES
British phonograph operators have their quota of troubles in securing

local music licenses, paying annual fees to composers’ and record companies’
associations, and in dealing with the problems of income tax. But their
problems are nothing compared with those of French operators who are
going through their most difficult time ever, as a result of the economic
changes that took place at the end of December. Principal difficulty is that
whereas last year the government took 15 percent of each operator’s turn-
over on each and every box, it has now decided to take 30 percent off the top!

In addition, in future, if a box is installed in a location which has not
previously had one, the rating assessment on the entire premises is to be
increased by 20 percent. Add to this the recent increases in the costs of
petrol, rail fares and postal rates, and you have some measure of the problems
that are facing French operators and distributors, a number of whom are
reported to have gone out of business in the past month. There are still

worries, too, about the heavy franc, and fears that cash money may be
called in.

The vending business is booming to a similar degree to the coin operated
music machine business, and it will be “house full” when Britain’s First
International Automatic Vending Machine Exhibition opens in the Old Hall
of the Royal Horticultural Society (convenient in size and district), West-
minster, London S.W. 1 on March 2, for four days. The director and organizer
is W. R. Kern, M.I.E.D., F.R.S.A. A trade convention, in connection with the
show, is also being arranged

Among exhibitors with interests in phonographs and amusement equip-
ment are Hartley Baird, Ltd. of Dover St., London W 1, Photome, Ltd.,
Manchester Square, London, W. 1, and Automaten Distx-ibutors, Ltd., of
Denmark St., London.

Negotiations have been going on in London this week for British manu-
facture-under-license for G.B. and the Commonwealth of the highly successful
Swedish coin operated wall machine (which tests people’s mental and physical
reflex reactions in terms of speed) called the Testo. A target of many
thousands has been set in production, and it is understood that the contract
is ready for signing. Details will be given in this column in due course.

A British firm in Cromer has begun manufacturing coin machine cabinets
in fibre glass, with apparent success.

A Catering Trades Fair, to be held in the Old Horticultural Hall, West-
minster, at the same time as the Amusement Trades Exhibition at the
New Horticultural Hall will include some coin machine exhibitors from the
ATE. Automat Machine Sales Ltd. are to show new machines publicly for
the first time at the Catering show. They will also show a Talkomat which
speaks a message of thanks to customers. The messages are recorded on tape.

George Whittaker, of Blackpool is at present in Monte Carlo, with one of
his agents, Sir Hugo Seebright, examining coin machine possibilities in the
Principality of Monaco.

One of the main features of the Amusement Trades Exhibition is to be
the first showing in Britain of the Bal-Ami electrical selection 1-200. Previ-
ously, only the mechanical selection 1-200 has been available in Great Britain.
