HOLLYWOOD—A special 45 rpm

stereophonic promotion disk was sent
last week to more than 4,000 key
dealers of Capitol records. Five hun-
dred additional copies of the record-
ing are also being made available
to various branches of the Capitol
Records Distributing for distribution
to selected disk jockeys.
The recording, titled “At Opposite

RCA Victor Opens New
“Music Center” In Hollywood

HOLLYWOOD, CALIF.— In line
with its general expansion of record-
ing activity on the West Coast, RCA
Victor last week opened a new “Mu-
sic Center of the World” at the cross-
roads of Hollywood’s entertainment
industry—Sunset and Vine.

Robert L. Yorke, Manager of West
Coast Operations for RCA Victor,
announced that the new headquarters
includes the nation’s “most modern re-
cording studios for stereophonic
sound.”
“These studios were developed by

RCA’s top acoustical minds under the
direction of Bill Miltenhurg, our Chief
Engineer, and several entirely new
concepts of sound will he instituted
for these studios,” Yorke said.

Approximately $1,000,000 was spent

for remodeling, engineering and acous-

tics, it was reported. Yorke said all

West Coast Victor record activities,

with the exception of manufacturing,

will be based at the new offices. These
include rehearsals, auditions, record-

ing, mastering and editing. Pi’esent

plans call for an exhibition hall in the

lobby on the Vine Street side of the

building, special booths for visitors

and clients in the recording studios,

and guided tours.

The two major studios will accom-
modate various sizes and types of

groups with a maximum capacity of

approximately seventy-five musicians.

One studio measures 58,354 cubic feet

and the other, 40,404 cubic feet. Each
one is acoustically treated so as to

provide very low reverberation time

in order to obtain optimum separation

between microphone channels, which
is especially important for the best

in stereophonic recording.

According to Miltenhurg, the stu-

dios will have ultramodern control

rooms with multi-channel mixer and
monitoring facilities.

“Each console provides up to twenty
microphone input positions and has

the very latest in amplification and
noise reduction equipment now avail-

able,” Miltenhurg said. “Instanta-

neous group switching of microphones
is also available to provide multitrack

recording. Two triple-track tape re-

corders are standard equipment in all

control rooms,” he added.

Separate editing and listening rooms
are also available so that tapes can be

processed without tying up studio fa-

cilities and without the pressure of

the artist and musicians normally in-

herent during a recording session.

There will also be special facilities
for producing master lacquers at any
speed both monophonically and stereo-
phonically. For the first time, RCA
Victor will be able to complete the full
cycle from the original recording
through mastering, processing, press-
ing and shipping all within one city.

The entire recording facilities will

also be available on a custom basis

for outside clients.

In addition to the studios, over
3,000 square feet of the building con-
tain newly built offices for personnel
in both the commercial and custom re-
cording activity for RCA Victor. The

,

entire Victor West Coast operation
will continue under the direction of
Robert L. Yorke, who was appointed
to the post a-year-and-a-half ago.

Victor’s West Coast operations on
the West Coast began thirty years ago
in Oakland when singing idol at the
time Gene Austin cut “My Blue
Heaven”—one of the biggest hits of
all time—for the diskery there. A few
years later—in 1931—the studio loca-
tion was moved from Oakland to Hol-
lywood, on Sycamore Street, where
such talents as Artur Rubenstein,
Duke Ellington, Artie Shaw, Glenn
Miller, Jascha Heifetz and Leopold
Stokowski cut sessions.

Following the highly successful
joint film-record promotion pattern
set with “I Want To Live!”, United
Artists Records is planning a release
of 3 albums, 2 singles and 1 EP,
simultaneously with the opening of
the new Marilyn Monroe motion pic-
ture “Some Like It Hot.” The albums
will include the original sound track
recording, highlighting the music of
the 20’s with three songs sung by
Marilyn Monroe. The second album,
recorded separately from the film, is

entitled “Some Like It Hot Cha Cha
Cha.” The sound track album will be
available in Monaural and Stereo at
$4.98 each, while the “Cha Cha” al-

bum is being released on the com-
pany’s pop list at $3.98 for Monaural
and $4.98 for Stereo. The third al-

bum, “Some Like It Cool” is a sam-
pler for the company’s extensive jazz
catalog featuring tracks pulled from
albums by Gerry Mulligan, Art Far-
mer, Randy Weston, Herb Pomeroy,
Diahann Carroll, etc. The sampler is

being offered as, a $1.98 retailer in

Monaural and $2.49 in Stereo.

The singles include Marilyn Mon-
roe’s warbling of “I Want To Be
Loved By You” and “I’m Through
With Love,” both taken from the
“Some Like It Hot” sound track.

But is any industry devoid of these

individuals?

^‘The difference is in the attitude of the press and

public. When an unsavory character is involved in, say

politics, the press reports a factual story on the in-

dividual. But let it happen to anyone in the coin ma-

chine business—then the entire industry is condemned

in super sensational, highly colored news stories.’^

This statement, while true in every way, had its

limitations, as it was read only by the people in onr

own industry—who are fully aware of industry con-

ditions.

On Sunday night, March 1, Steve Allen, nationally

known TV, movie and music figure, made a statement

during hi& show on NBC-TV, which in substance, re-

iterated The Cash Box editorial of October 25—and it

was heard by some 30,000,000 or 40,000,000 people

-—most of whom have been beheving the highly colored

newspaper stories of recent date, in which reference

has been made of the members of the coin machine in-

dustry, indiscriminately tagging them and the industry

as ‘‘racketeers” and “coin machine racket” and “juke

box racket”.

In a serious mood, following a comedy sketch based

on the recent hearings, Steve Allen observed:

“Lrtdies and gentlemen, we’ve just been having a bit

of good-natured fun, as is our custom, with material

taken from the front pages of the nation’s newspapers.

But there is, of course, a very serious aspect to the mat-

ter of gangster infiltration into legitimate industries.

The mob, as you may know, takes money out of your

pocket every week because of its activities not only in

the juke box business, but in labor unions, nightclubs,

boxing, gambling, the clothing business, the waterfront,

the construction business, trucking, prize fighting, as

well as such out-and-out criminal activities as selling

narcotics, loan-sharking, and the like. You name it.

CHICAGO—George A. Miller, na-
tional president and managing direc-

tor of the Music Operators of Amer-
ica, Inc., announced from MOA head-

quarters, this city, that among the
speakers who will be present at the
General Meetings to be held during
the MOA Convention, April 6, 7 and 8,

NEW YORK — With legislative

bodies in session (state, local, and
federal), every day’s newspapers
highlight the financial plights of these
areas, and the necessity for raising
money thru taxes.

The coin machine industry, along
with all others, comes under the
scrutiny of these legislators. Many
special licenses and taxes have al-

ready been effected over the years,
taxing the members of our industry.
And, like all other businessmen, coin
machine firms have paid. While some
of these taxes have been excessive and
unfair, and members of the industry
have battled to have them pared down,
they have paid them according to law.

With all the publicity in the papers
these days, the coin machine industry
has to be more alert than ever. Ac-
cording to these reports emanating
from the Washington hearings, every-
one in the coin mactiine business is

wallowing in money, even if he isn’t

a hoodlum. Therefore, these legisla-

tive bodies, well meaning, but highly
uninformed, could introduce legisla-

tion which they believe would clean
out the hoodlum element, and at the
same time bring in plenty of revenue.
Coinmen must be on the alert to

combat any such type of legislation.

They must be in a position to know
v/hen any bill might be introduced in

committee (or when a bill is being
readied to be placed in commitee) so
that they are not caught by surprise
without any chance of presenting
their side.

Being without the services of any
Tax Council, either on a national scale

or on a local level, it is up to leaders
of associations, or individuals who
have close contacts with legislative
bodies, to be constantly on the alert

to be forwarned of any legislation
affecting the interests of the coin ma-
chine industry. They then should be
in a position to take whatever action

is necessary to combat any intended

bill which would be unfair and confis-

catory. We’re sure that legislators, in

every level of goveiTiment, do not

wish to injure its citizens. But they

must know the facts—and must know
them before they institute or vote on

any bill.

An alert industry will be in a posi-

tion to avert what could become a

calamity.

Small Business Assn. Head
Decries Smear Of C.M. Industry

Tells Of Sound Coin Business Activities

In LetterTo Leading Newspaper Editor

NEW ORLEANS, LA.—J. D. Hen-
derson, national managing director,
American Association of Small Busi-
ness, with headquarters in this city,

who has taken up the cudgels for the
coin machine industry in the past
(copyright bill S. 1870), tok another
step this past week. He sent a letter

to the editor of the New Orleans
Times-Picayune, in which he stated:

“Recent developments by the Mc-
Clellan Committee and Robert Ken-
nedy, its counselor, have indicated
that unions in certain areas of the
country are operating a racket in the
music box and coin operated machine
industry. It is hard to believe this a
true condition of the industry as a
whole, or in the New Orleans area.

“The American Association of
Small Business, Incorporated, has
members in practically every phase
of small business interested in the
coin operated machine business here
in New Orleans, and we believe that
there is definitely no syndicate, union,
or racket being operated in the music
box, amusement game, cigarette ma-
chine, or any other coin operated ma-
chine small business.
“Many small businesses in which

coin operated machines are located,

as well as a number of distributors
and operators throughout the United
States, are also members of the
American Association of Small Busi-
ness Incorporated. If any of our mem-
bers were known to be connected with
a racket or syndicate they would most
certainly not be members of this or-

ganization very long.

“Unfortunately, this investigation
reflects on the music box and coin
operated machine industry all over
the nation. The general public should
not assume that all people engaged
in the coin operated machine industry
are in the same category with those
persons being exposed by the Mc-
Clellan Committee.
“We believe there is definitely no

syndicate or racket being operated in

the music box or coin operated ma-
chine industry on a national level.

The coin operated machine industry
is sincerely endeavoring to improve
all facts of the business. The juke
box and coin operated machine loca-

tion owners, operators and distribu-

tors are proud of their industry. It is

as much a part of the American scene
as soft drinks, popcorn, or hot dogs
at a ball game.
“The entire music box and coin

operated machine industry cannot be
condemned because of the sins of cer-

tain union racketeers.”

CHICAGO— While the Wurlitzer
Company has earned a world-wide rep-
utation in the music machine and
coin machine industries, and also
has made its mark for popularity
among- the millions of juke box pa-
trons down through the years, the firm
is recognized primarily as a manu-
facturer of coin-operated music ma-
chines and musical instruments. There
is still another facet of the Wurlitzer
operation that is little publicized and
hence not too widely known. Ever
since the cessation of hostilities dur-
ing World War II, The Wurlitzer
Company has continued to produce
vital defense products for the United
States government. This separate,
fully integrated unit of The Wurlitzer
Company has now become a perma-
nent operation of the company, it was
announced by R. C. Rolfing, president.

“Staffed by some of the most bril-

liant and aggressive young engineers
in the country, this unit has developed
a series of specialized components for
the government,” Rolfing stated. “Our
ability to produce these products to
even exceed the high reliability re-
quirements of thg advancing weapons
systems is primarily responsible for
this decision to make electronics and
defense work a continuing and ex-
punding part of Wurlitzer.
“Formerly called the Defense Prod-

ucts Departaient, the unit was re-
named the Electronics and Defense
Products Department, following recent
finalization of plans for its sound and
consistent growth,” Rolfing explained.
“The new name much better describes
the work of the department today be-
cause of its much deeper involvement
in the field of Electronics,” he added.

“The net sales of defense products
nianufactured by this department dur-
ing the company’s 1958 year will total
$2,500,000,” Rolfing stated. “We an-
ticipate that net sales of these prod-
ucts made during our 1959 year will
have reached $4,000,000,” he concluded.

One of the biggest customers for
these Wurlitzer products is the San-
dia Corporation, Albuquerque, New
Mexico. Sandia designs the electronic
and mechanical segments of nuclear
weapons for the Atomic Energy Com-
mission.

What definitely will prove to be one
of the major contributing growth
factors was pointed out by Roy F.
Waltemade, vice president and mana-
ger of the Wurlitzer North Tona-
wanda (N. Y.) Division; headquar-
ters of the Electronics and Defense
Products Department, when he said,

“In addition to electronic defense prod-
ucts, the newly expanded department
is now also geared to develop an in-

creasing volume and variety of highly
complex electronic comjionents for
commercial application.

“In 1957, the year after our de-
cision to continue and expand elec-

tronics and defense products develop-
ment and production, net sales of
these products foi- that calendar year
were $1,842,000, or double the figure

for the same period in 1956.”

The Electronics and Defense Prod-
ucts Department is headed up by John
W. Dally who joined the com))any in

1952 from General Electric in Syra-
cuse, N. Y. Although young, he has
had wide experience in the electronics

field and particularly in the special-

ized area of quality control and prod-

uct reliability. A graduate of Colgate
University, he was a bomber pilot of

the U. S. Navy with the Atlantic

Fleet during World War II.

During World War II and the Ko-
rean conflict, Wurlitzer developed and
l>roduced proximity fuses, turbine

generators, radar indicators, trans-

mitters, ringer converters. Link flight

trainers and other complex defense

products. Again, the company’s vast

woodworking facilities were used to

make precision wood products in the

country’s all-out effort to conserve

aluminum.
The 102-year-old American manu-

facturer and distributor of musical

instruments got its first taste of sup-

plying the military when it received

its orders for drums and bugles in

1860 prior to the Spanish-American
