NEW YORK—Problems confronting

the record dealer were discussed at

a recent meeting of the Association

of Record Dealers in New York.

Principal speaker was Martin Spec-

tor, vice-president of the Society of

Record Dealers of America. Spector

said that “record dealers from coast

to coast are plagued with identical

set of problems: the selling of records

as loss leaders; discount operations;

Backed by a group of first class jazz musicians
which includes Wild Bill Davis, Harry Edison,
Eddie Costa and Jo Jones, Miss Lynne makes her
wax debut in a most impressive manner. Swing-
ing through the likes of “April In Paris,” “Per-
dido,” “June Night,” “Bye Bye Blackbird” and
others, she is reminiscent of Sarah Vaughan, yet
retains a good measure of individuality in her
powerful voice.

Although there are several other fine recordings
of the work, including a previous Rubinstein-

While the music machine industry, thru the introduc-

tion of stereo juke boxes, is practically laying the ground-

work for the expansion of the sale of stereo records, these

network programs accomplish a tremendous chore by whet-

ting the appetites of the millions of record buyers and juke

box patrons.

The problem of the juke box operator in programming

lis stereo phonographs, because of limited supply of stereo

•ecords, is being overcome with great rapidity. With the

nassing of each week, more and more stereo records, both

rfngle and ep, are becoming available. Since The Cash Box

started to record and print every week, a list of stereo re-

eases, more than 145 6tereo singles, and 85 stereo ep’s have

[become available. Not only in volume, but in appeal value

thru the feature of top recording artists and pop current

tunes—-those whose popularity brings in coin to the music
machine.

It is interesting to note that even the manufacturers of

stereo juke boxes are more than excited over the acceptance

of stereo music machines. Executives of these firms had
expressed the hope of selling stereo equipment at its in-

ception to a certain extent, but as their distributors ex-

ploited the value of stereo machines to their operator cus-

tomers, and as these customers installed them on location,

the demand for stereo machines kept increasing. Operators

advise that patrons buy stereo music at a greatly accelerated

pace, and that wherever an installation had been made, col-

lections show a wonderful increase. Certain operators re-

port that because of stereo music, they had set their ma-

chines at 15#—-2 for 25#. They acknowledge that the

15# price is due to the novelty of the stereo music, but it all

adds up to increased volume.

The one remaining problem is to be able to buy stereo

singles in sufficient quantity. With the passing of each day,

this problem will be overcome, as record manufacturers are

producing more and more of them.

Among the many singles now in circulation, operators
have a choice of top recording artists and current hit tunes.

ROCKFORD, ILL. — The value of

public relations was vividly demon-
strated last week in this area. For
the past number of years, operators

here, under the leadership of the

well-known and popular Louis Casola

of Mid-West Distributing Company,
have cooperated with the “March of

Dimes” campaigns in which juke

boxes were the collection instruments

for “A Day of Dimes for The March
of Dimes”. Some very substantial

contributions have been made over the

years. And, because of these efforts,

Casola and his fellow operators in the

area have received considerable news-
paper stories and pictures commend-
ing them.

The newspapers in the past several
weeks have been printing many un-
favorable stories about the alleged
hoodlumism in our industry and these
stories have been run indiscriminately
without giving the majority of mem-
bers a chance to defend themselves.
However, in the Rockford area, be-
cause of the established honorable
reputation of Lou Casola and his fel-

low operators, the editor of the Rock-
ford Register-Republic, before running
into print, contacted Casola (had to
phone him in Miami) to ask questions.

The results of the interview were
reported on the front page of this
newspaper in a banner 8-column
headline. The story, together with
Casola’s picture, ran three full

columns on the front page, and 2
more columns on page 2. The long
story did much to overcome some of
the terrible damage done by those
other unthinking and sensational seek-
ing reporters who have been reporting
the McClellan hearings—especially in

the territory where Casola and the
other firms conduct their operations.

Casola emphasized conditions in his
area with a statement reprinted in

the lengthy story; “In Winnebago
county, the juke box business is a
legitimate industry, and we are as
interested as anyone else in keeping
the hoodlums out.”

Lou writes The Cash Box: “It is a
very fair representation of the case
and we have received many compli-
ments as a result of it.”

Professor OfBusiness

Administration Advises:

Business Men Should Push For

Liberalization Of Depreciation

Allowances
NEW YORK—As reported in the

March 7 issue of The Cash Box, many
industries and businessmen thruout
the nation are beset with the problem
of inequitable and long-time depre-
ciation methods now permitted by the
Internal Revenue Department, as are
those in the coin machine business.

At a meeting of the Society of
Business Advisory Professions this
week, William A. Paton, professor
of accounting at the School of Busi-
ness Administration of the University
of Michigan stated “Business men
should push in every way possible for
liberalization by Congress of depre-
ciation allowances on machinery and
equipment, which would benefit small
enterprise more than big business.”

Dr. Paton said the present deprecia-
tion schedules “have a stranglehold on
the expansion of the United States
economy.”

As is known, coin machine operators
of music machines and amusement
machines are using any number of

methods in depreciating their equip-
ment. The methods being used, we
are advised, if accepted by the dis-

trict office of the Internal Revenue
Department over the years, becomes
precedent, and the department, re-

gardless of whether the method is

good or bad, invariably insists it be
continued.

Like other industries, the coin ma-
chine industry needs a more liberal

depreciation method. And it appears
to us that the only way to accomplish
a change is to follow the suggestion
made by Dr. William A. Paton.
The leaders of the coin machine

industry must take the problem to

Congress. With other industries mak-
ing a similar bid for greater liberaliza-

tion of depreciation allowances, the
coin machine industry can add its

weight. A cencerted drive by all can
accomplish results which would be of
tremendous help to the businessmen
not only in all businesses, but di-

rectly for those in the coin machine
industry.

Thru
the process of arbitration, the situa-
tion is resolved in from 30 to 60 days.
Reproduced on the page to the left

is the contract now being used by
New York operators. Paragraph 4
is the condition breached by the loca-
tion owner. Reproduced below on this
page are “Other Terms And Condi-
tions”, which is printed on the reverse
side of the contract. Paragraph K
determined that the case be heard
before the American Arbitration As-
sociation. The contract comes in
triplicate. We reproduce these docu-

ments in the event operators thruout
the nation wish to use them. However,
we suggest that operators check with
their attorneys to be sure contract
conditions can be stipulated in their

States.
The decision of the American Arbi-

tration Association is reproduced
herewith :

“In the matter of the Arbitration
between HERMAN AUTOMATIC
MUSIC CORP. (operator), and GER-
ALD DEAN (location owner):

“I, THE UNDERSIGNED ARBI-
TRATOR, having been designated in

accordance with the Arbitration
Agreement entered into by the above-
named Parties, and dated August 9,

1958, and having been duly sworn and
having duly heard the proofs and alle-

gations of the Parties, FIND, as
follows:

“1. That the contract of August
9, 1958 between the parties is a valid
contract,

“2. That there was no breach of
that contract by HERMAN AUTO-

Bally Advises Ops How To Fit

Into Shopping-Center Picture

BILL O'DONNELL

CHICAGO — The Bally Manufac-
turing Company recently exhibited
photographs of the Great Eastern
Mills Playland, the much publicized
shopping center-amusement arcade,
located in West Paterson, New Jersey,
and under the supervision of Runyon
Sales Company, Newark, New Jersey.
The exhibition of photographs took
place during the 40th Annual Outdoor-
Amusement Exposition. One of the
questions asked most by operators
was, “How do we fit into the picture
of established shopping centers?”

Bill O’Donnell, Bally general sales
manager, has answered this prime
question in the February issue of
“Bally-Who,” the firm’s monthly
house organ.

“Every coin machine man who saw
the pictures of the Great Eastern
Mills Bally Playland was intensely
interested,” wrote O’Donnell. “All
agreed that the Ballyrides and Bally-
bowlers are ideal equipment for mar-
ket-playlands. The profit potential

was obvious to all operators. Only
one question was consistently asked:
‘How do we fit into the picture of es-

tablished shopping centers, which con-
sist of numerous individual stores

each with a separate entrance from the
parking plaza?’

“A general answer to the question
is that the aggressive operator fits

into the shopping-center picture by the
same techniques that fit him into any
location picture—by intelligent loca-

tion scouting and intelligent sales-

manship of his service. A detailed

answer to the question requires brief

analysis of several types of market-
playlands.

“The playland at Great Eastern
Mills,” continued O’Donnell, “may be
described as a playland area—one of

numerous houses in a gigantic room
divided into practically all of the de-

partments found in a multi-story de-

partment store.

“The operator with an eye on the

future will be alert to ‘discount

house’ developments and-—like Run-
yon Sales Company in the case of

Great Eastern Mills—will start his

negotiations before the building foun-

dation is laid.

“In contrast to the ‘gigantic room’
layout of the ‘discount house,’ the con-

ventional shopping center consists of

separate stores, grouped around a

central parking-plaza. Operators can,

of course, establish playlands in this

type of shopping-center only by rent-

ing a unit to be devoted entirely to

coin-operated amusement, and per-

haps, coin-operated vending of re-

freshments and music. Guiding factor

in determining the size of operation

would be, as in all operations, the

density and consistency of traffic pass-

ing the playland store. Leonard L.

Farber, president of International

Council of Shopping Centers, esti-

mates that 2,400 shopping-centers are

now in operation in the United States
and Canada and predicts that the
number of shopping-centers will rise

by 1960 to 4,000 with annual sales of

$70 billion,” advised O’Donnell.

“Although the new shopping-cen-
ters mentioned in Mr. Farber’s proph-
ecy offer operators opportunity for
future playland stores, they are often
confronted with ‘no vacancy’ condi-
tions in the case of existing shopping-
centers. The operator who is deter-
mined to participate in the traffic gen-
erated by shopping-centers is not
stopped by the ‘no vacancy’ sign. His
aim then is to enter the shopping-cen-
ter with a sub-area playland—a sub-
area within one of the stores in the
center. The supermarket, the variety
store, the bowling alley, the children’s
specialty shop are typical shopping-
center units adapted to the installation
of a sub-area playland. Although em-
phasis is on kiddie rides in sub-area
playlands, an additional trend toward
additional adult games is apparent,
not only in outlying shopping-centers
but in variety stores and supermar-
kets in urban shopping districts.

“Summing up, the market-playland
is merely a new type of location oppor-
tunity, arising- out of the times in
which we live. As in the case of all

types of locations, the opportunity of
the market-playland requires imagi-
native exploitation on the part of
operators. Manufacturers can assist
with suitable equipment. Bally plans
to cooperate with operators in de-
veloping decorative ‘flash’ for market-
playlands. But the big job of promo-
tion belongs to the man in the field.

Chiefly through his efforts will mar-
ket-playlands fit into the picture of
all types of shopping-centers,” con-
cluded O’Donnell.
