“Giant Variety Stores Loom As Major Outlets

For Stereophonic Albums”

NEW YORK—Eli Oberstein, presi-

dent of Rondo Records, predicted to-

day that such giant variety store

chains as Newberry, Kress, Wool-

worth and Grant are now in a po-
sition to become major outlets for
stereophonic albums, heretofore strict-

ly a record retailer item. Oberstein
based his statement on the fact that
45 per cent of the stores in these
chains are now handling stereo phono-
graphs and J. C. Penney is expected
to follow the trend shortly with its

1,691 outlets.

Oberstein stated that “The variety
store’s experiment in selling stereo
equipment has been enormously suc-
cessful. The phonographs are more
than paying their way and have de-
veloped a plus-traffic not ordinarily
available to variety stores. They are
also highly effective in selling bin-
aural records and in bringing in re-
peat record business. People return-
ing to buy more stereo disks for their
sets also buy other items and thus in-

crease business generally.
“Approximately 2,685 chain stores

are now in the stereo field with both

players and disks. These stores are
aware that the average person buys
80% of all the records he will ever
own within the first few months of

his purchase of a set. By moving into

the field, they are shooting for a
healthy slice of this business and they
are going to get it. The units carried
are in the low-end price range. They
are models that have already been
proven ‘fast-movers’. The variety-
store chains don’t carry as many dif-

ferent types of sets as the average
‘sound retailer’ but their prices are
generally competitive.
“Space and the need to make every

inch show a sizeable profit prevents
the variety store from carrying stock
in depth or offering discount prices.

Layaway and credit plans are also ac-
celerating the equipment buying.
“The result of all this is that the

record rack jobbers who have for-
merly been interested solely in mon-
aural albums will not be handling
more and more stereo packages. Once
again, the low-cost lines will be the
biggest beneficiaries since their prices
are better suited for the purchaser

I of an inexpensive stereophonic player.”

Bostic takes his famous alto sax through a

dozen memorable tunes from an unforgettable

era, including “Manhattan,” “Charmaine,” “My
Heart Stood Still,” “Indian Love Call” and “More
Than You Know.” Backed capably by his group,
Bostic sallies forth in an easily listenable, jazz

directed concert, that reiterates the reasons for

his long standing popularity. Deck should do
very well in both pop and r&b areas.

“LISTEN TO THE QUIET”—Joe Bushkin—
Capitol T 1165 & ST 1165 (Monaural & Stereo)

the Sun Shines Nellie” and “The Waiter, The
Porter and the Upstairs Maid” (also with Jack
Teagarden). Others include “White Christmas”
and “Sunday, Monday, Or Always” (two million

sellers). Strong mature purchaser appeal.

“GEORGE GERSHWIN AT THE PIANO”—
20th Fox 3013 (Monaural & Stereo)
The deck consists mostly of material recorded

by Gershwin on excellent-sounding Du-Art piano
rolls in the twenties, including a Gershwin read-
ing of “Rhapsody In Blue” (it fills one side of

the LP). The flip side includes further Gershwin
piano rolls on both his own material (i.e. “That
Certain Feeling”) and others (i.e. Jerome Kern’s
“Left All Again Blues”) ;

newsreel soundtracks
of a rehearsal sequence—featuring Gershwin and
comedians Clark & McCullough—for the 1930
Gershwin musical, “Strike Up The Band” and
Gershwin again performing variations of his “I

Got Rhythm”. Gershwin material that will be
greeted enthusiastically by the show-music
coterie.

“I DREAMT I DANCED THE CHA CHA CHA,
MERENGUE, WA PA CHA AND THE RHUMBA
—Tico LP 1060

For this LP Tico has drawn upon its limitless

catalogue of Latin music, compiled some of the
best tracks from previous releases, and has come
up with one of the most potent Latin dance sets

to date. Featured here are Tito Puente, Machito,
Tito Rodriguez, Alfredito, Joe Loco, Pete Terrace
and Ricardo Rico and their respective aggrega-
tions playing some of their more popular num-
bers. For excellence and variety, this album
can’t be beat.

“THE EXCITING CONNIE FRANCIS”—MGM
E 3761 (Monaural & Stereo)

The vivacious young Miss Francis, on her
second LP for MGM, displays more of the charm
that has brought her to the top of the pop mar-
ket. The bill is composed mainly of standards;
side one featuring more or less up-tempo num-
bers (“Come Rain or Come Shine,” Rock-A-Bye
Your Baby With a Dixie Melody”) while the
flip side has her doing slow ballads (“Time After
Time,” “That’s All”). Her current popularity is

sure to win sales here.

symphony percussion unit (2 vibes, 2 xylo-
phones, glockenspiel, marimba and assorted
tympani).

“Hello Little Girl” and “All of Me.” An
ultra-exciting album.

“DIZ ’N’ BIRD IN CONCERT”—Dizzy
Gillespie & Charlie Parker—Roost LP 2234

A live appearance by Jazz Giants Gillespie
and the late Charlie Parker finds the two
rambling spontaneously through Gillespie’s
“A Night in Tunesia,” “Groovin’ High,”
“Dizzy Atmosphere” and Parker’s “Con-
firmation” among others. This repackag-
ing effort by the label (some numbers are
previously released singles) should prove
a most saleable disk venture.

TCHAIKOVSKY: Symphony No. 3 in D Major
(“Polish”)—Hans Swarowsky conducting the
Vienna State Opera Orch.—Urania USD 1026
(Monaural & Stereo)

Though Tchaikovsky’s last symphonies remain
as his most popular works, primarily due to
their dramatic and tragic qualities, there is much
to be learned from the early works, especially
the much-neglected third symphony (only one
previous waxing). Lighthearted, full of spirit,
gaiety, charm and melody, the work receives r
major outing here.

“MUSIC FOR CHUBBY LOVERS”— Stubby
Kaye—Seeco CELP 4210 (Monaural & Stereo)

After successful, show-stopping performances
on Broadway in “Li’l Abner” and “Guys and
Dolls” (plus the film version), the rotund Kaye
is heard on his first solo wax stint. His booming
voice gets things rolling with “Mr. Five By
Five” and on to “Let’s Do It,” “After You’ve
Gone,” “Everybody Loves My Baby” and an
exciting four minutes of “One For My Baby.”
Looks like the start of a rewarding disk career
for Kaye.

“IN MY OWN QUIET WAY”—Johnny Costa,
his piano and Orch.—Dot DLP 3167

Originally a staff pianist with KDKA ( Pitts-

burgh) and more recently a featured nite club
performer, Costa supplies some tuneful, relaxing
moments here—his piano virtuosity backed up
handsomely by lush strings on twelve neglected
but beautiful compositions, among them “Stair-
way to the Stars,” “I’ll Never Be the Same,”
“The Night We Called It A Day” and the title

tune. Fine mood expression.

“THAT HOLLER GUY”—Joe Garagiola—United
Artists UAL 3032

“PORGY & BESS”—Hank Jones—Capitol T
1175 — ST 1175 (Monaural & Stereo)

Another in the long procession of “Porgy &
Bess” albums, this set features “swinging im-
pressions” by pianist Jones, supported rhyth-
mically by Milt Hinton, bass; Kenny Burrell,
guitar; and Alvin Jones, pei'cussion. The arrange-
ments are by A1 Cohn, and are refreshingly
inventive yet manage to maintain the original

flavor of the score. A tasteful production.

Broadcaster for the St. Louis Cardinals and
ex baseball catcher, Garagiola is now in demand
as a toastmaster for many baseball banquets.
Several of his hilarious speeches, recorded in

performance during the past year, are heard
here, and the spontaneous laughter of the guests
attests to the success of his comedy. Naturally
the humor concerns baseball. Rib-tickling novelty
disk.

“THE DO-RAY-MI TRIO”—Stere-O-Craft RCS
508 (Stereo only)

The trio is composed of A1 Russell (piano),
Buddy Hawkins (drums) and A1 Moore (bass)
all of whom play and sing with an infectious
gaiety. Their first disk finds them joining hands
in a contagious concert of standards

—

“On A
Slow Boat To China,” “I May Be Wrong,” “Route
66,” “Old Man River,” “Blue Skies” and four
original tunes. The happiness so aptly displayed
by the group should bring them into widespread
attention. Fine stereo separation.

“THE LOWEST”—Red Callender—MGM E 1007
(Monaural & Stereo)

The title refers to Callender’s tuba, which
holds forth as a solo jazz instrument on four
tunes in the package. The other seven stints

has him plucking the bass strings. Joining Cal-
lender on the tunes, “Autumn in New York,”
“They Can’t Take That Away From Me,” “Of
Thee I Sing” and five Callender originals, are
such jazzists as Buddy Collette (flute, piccolo,

tenor sax), Red Mitchell and Bill Douglass among
others.

“RUGOLO PLAYS KENTON”—The Pete Rugolo
Orch.—Mercury SR 80014 (Monaural & Stereo)

Rugolo plays Kenton—yet Rugolo also plays
Rugolo for, as Kenton’s former chief arranger,
Rugolo collaborated with Kenton on four of the
twelve numbers here, and had a hand in arrang-
ing the other Kenton-penned tunes. Among the
18 musicians present are Bud Shank, Dave Pell,

Shelly Manne and Milt Bernhart playing such
famous Kenton numbers as “Eager Beaver,”
“Artistry in Rhythm,” “Minor Riff,” and “Con-
certo To End All Concertos.” Big band jazz at

its best.

“LATIN FIRE” — Candido — ABC Paramount
ABC 286

This album is a blending of three parts—
Candido’s Latin beat, brass, and lyric-less voices

—each contributing toward making this a highly
volatile Latin-jazz set.

NEW YORK—The story reported

in the trade papers recently that a

gioup headed by Jack Gold was to ac-

quire the stock of Broadway, Kassner

International and Rush Music fell

through.

The
negotiations started at first for the

acquisition of Broadway Music, which
Kassner, Sporn and Kessler pui'chased

in August, 1958. Since their purchase

of Broadway Music, Broadway be-

came reactivated.

In seeking to acquire Broadway,

these groups discovered that in order

to employ Kassner, Sporn and Kessler

to continue Broadway’s business, that

they would also have to purchase the

stock of Kassner International and

Rush Music. Kassner International

is a netwoi'k of companies all over the

world which controls many BMI cata-

logs in the music business. The acqui-

sition of all three firms imposed many
financial and tax problems to all con-

cerned because of the current tax

laws.

During the negotiations, Kassner
purchased Arthur Mogull’s interest

in the firms. Mogull resigned his posi-

tions in the firms and went into busi-

ness for himself. Kassner is presently

interviewing various leading profes-

sional men to replace Mogull.

Machat stated that all negotiations

with all parties have been suspended

and that his clients are now disin-

clined to resume any discussions for

the sale of their stock.

nts On 1 Minute Promo Disk
As we mentioned in our editorials

of last and this week, the industry’s

reaction to our one minute promo
tional record has been hot and heavy
The following are samples of comment
for and against the idea which we
think would permit more time for

exposure of new releases.

“The idea of a one minute promo
record appeals to me. Any means by
which a record may possibly gain
more air time should be explored and
exploited. The physical cost involved
is small compared to the possible bene-
fits, not only to the manufacturer,
artist and retail outlet, but to the
radio industry who will be able to

offer a much more varied program
without expanding the air time.

“Today, I believe that neither the
radio nor the phonograph industry can
successfully operate without the full-

est cooperation of the other, and if

by making one minute promo records
we can add mileage to the present
day short-lived single, then we should
carefully examine the idea and give
it an airing at one of the forums in

Miami.
“Only by exposing more records can

we remain a healthy business, for with
the present limitations imposed by
today’s programming not only are
manufacturers suffering, but nation-
ally, record stores and every type of
retailer face a loss of business. This
is attributed to many sources, the
two obvious to every one . . . too much

product chasing too little money but
too little exposure is a cause also.

“It is important at this stage to
realize that radio is not only the means
ot supporting manufacturers, but
that hundreds of associated businesses
such as studios, printers, pressers re-
ly on the fact that several active
manufacturers in a healthy position
saleswise increase their activity. To
eclipse activity from the manufactur-
ing will eventually limit the scope
of the radio industry, and possibly
leave the individual disk jockey in
a precarious position, almost leading
to automation.

“Unless radio programming is due
to receive an overhaul, the only way
in which it can extend more program-
ming is to accept shorter and edited
versions of commercial recordings.
The time is now ripe to inject more
action into the singles market, vary
the material programmed, and pro-
tect the future of radio by keeping
the phonographic business a healthy
competitive one.”

“Let me take complete exception to
your suggestion to the trade for more
one-minute disks for DJ’s. I think
you inadvertently might be making
a patsy out of the Radio business.
You have momentarily forgotten the
all-important points of our existence:
programming and entertainment.”
“Many of today’s “normal” records

are short enough, but they at least
allow for a musical statement and a
little thematic development. To sug-
gest sending out for promotion and
programming purposes what I can
only call “semi-songs” is to defeat
the purposes of the record artist and
to a much broader degree force a
heavy decision on radio management
everywhere.” I fully understand and
agree that Cash Box is set up to help
introduce and exploit new disks. That
is primary and obvious, but your sug-
gestion for shorter selections over-
looks (with a somewhat strange get-
more-disks-on-the-air-boys attitude)
the fact that short one-breath per-
formances tend to lose all musical
value in addition to being quite un-
creative from a programming stand-
point. (A handful of diamond chips
never equals one big stone no matter
how firmly you make a fist.) I don’t
mean to sound dull or unknowing: I

fully realize we’re dealing with a
commercial entity, today’s record
market, not in art, even if the lan-
guage of our commerce is music.

“Since, by your suggestion, these
semi-songs would be abbreviated ver-
sions of the “regular” consumers
product, they would too often lend
themselves to the horrors of irrever-
ent editing, incompetent chopping,
etc., and frankly, some numbers might
just not lend themselves to whole-
sale amputation. Also, under what
delusion do you anticipate radio sta-
tions associating themselves with an
incomplete or shoddy musical output?
Our primary concerns are to entertain
and sell our sponsors wares. NaturalF',
as an obvious and legitimate by
product, we sell records or rather,
cause records to be sold, but never
lose sight of the basic radio man’s
xesponsibility. It is laudable that as
a responsible trade journal you must
make suggestions to help the busi-
ness grow and progress generally.
But you may be suggesting some-
thing that could, in fruition, turn out
to be an ogre and a disservice in-
stead.”

of new records being released.

I feel that the record companies
should consider the idea, but not
hastily. Let’s hope that they do not
merely release PARTS of records for
DJ’s, that is, shorter versions that
just fade out or end abruptly. This
would tend to injure the sound quality
of a disk show, which I consider an
integral part of the overall quality
of what a deejay has to offer.”

“Regarding one-minute promotional
records, count me on the side of Bill

Stell. Any program of one-minute
record renditions on this station will

be sponsored by the company produc-
ing the records, or it won’t go on!

I have been under the impression
that “ratings” and audiences were
built by an entertaining program of
music . . . not by a rundown of eight
bars of each of several hundred rec-
ords. If this sampling technique is

the answer to larger audiences, the
Whitehall company, with its twenty
minute record pitch must be number
one across the country.
You comment on the “free” enter-

tainment provided by the record com-
panies. Perhaps this is true for
stations in the larger markets . . .

but we pay out plenty in “service
charges” for the disks we receive,
much of it unusable. Our ASCAP,
BMI, and Sesac fees are not to be
ignored, either.

We program to different audiences
at different times of the day, and we
have been pleased with the response
to our teenage rock and roll pro-
grams. I insist that our teen agers
are far too intelligent to dial in a
sampler program of one-minute pro-
motional records. They don’t use radio
as an electronic record catalog. They
want to be entertained; and, if they
are sufficiently entertained by a rec-
ord, they’ll go out and buy it.

Yes, we need the record companies,
but we don’t need them so badly that
we have to short-change our audience
and our sponsors.”

“Commenting on your “Something’s
Gotta Give” editorial, I think that
the idea of minute disks for air play
is good, with a couple of added
thoughts. In my experience with the
minute disks so far, disks are re-

ceived that have just been lifted out
of a longer record with no editing
done on them. The same length intro-
duction would be found as on the long
version and when the first chorus
ends, so do the shortened disks, and
abruptly too. A smoothly produced
short version disk would indeed be
a boon to programming, but just a
short choppy cut, sounds just that
on the air. Another thing, a minute
cut would only be good during tight
times of the day, when they are al-

most a necessity. At other times I

would still want to program the
regular version, which would mean
double service to stations, by all

companies interested in that plus air

time you talk of creating with the
short disks.”

Gentlemen:
“Regarding your editorial on the

one-minute promotional record, I be-

lieve that if this idea is accepted by
the record manufacturers it’s just

going to turn this business into a
real Frankenstein.
For sure, it would hurt radio itself.

With so many commercial spots the
public would be getting more adver-
tising and less entertainment. A
one-minute record would scarcely be
heard. True, there are too many re-

leases, but how many of these releases
are any good? The good records must
be heard in their entire form, not
excerpts and there is plenty of room
for these good records even if they
run three minutes.
Another thing—the way commer-

cials are being prepared right now
it would be a tough decision to decide
which is more entertaining—the one-
minute record or the one-minute spot.

Sure, the first manufacturer that
puts out one-minute promos is going
to get a lot of play, but just as soon
as it should become universal then
look out. How many station owners
and program directors would start

thinking of one-minute promos as
one-minute spots. It could happen.
If radio were to get hurt they would
have to look elsewhere for added
revenue.

I’m also envisioning the plight of
the A & R man who has to edit a
good 2:30 record into a one-minute
bit that would show off the commer-
cial possibilities of his record.

Also, the manufacturer would have
to continue pressing these one-minute
promos if his record would become a
hit. Stations are constantly loosing-

records or wearing them out and
presently we can take records out of
stock and replace these, so we’d have
to continue ordering promos and I

don’t imagine pressing costs are any
cheaper for a one-minute recoz-d.

Most important—how long would
the public listen to a popular station,
already over-loaded with commercials
with two spots between each one-min-
ute record.

I don’t honestly believe it could
ever happen—and I’m glad. If it does,
the smart radio people would have to
stay away from it anyhow.”

NEW YORK — Coinmen attending
the UJA dinner at the Hotel Astor,
this city, Monday night, May 4, were
given a tremendous lift to their
morale by the statements of Aaron
E. Koota, Kings County Assistant
District Attorney.

Koota, who is also chief of the
rackets bureau here, and who has had
close contact with criminal elements,
and who has met many of the lead-
ing coin machine figures, attended
this gathering of coin machine peo-
ple without any embarrassment of
being accused of being with an un-
savory element. To the contrary,
Koota made it his business to tell

those in attendance:

“While an investigation of seg-
ments of the coin machine industry
leaves a bad impression of the entire
industry, it is an unfortunate im-
pression, but is one which is always
the case, no matter what is being in-

vestigated. When a single policeman
is found to be breaking the law, the
entire police department is thought
guilty by the public who read of
these scandals. Actually, the ‘phan-
tom union’, organized and led by a
small minority within the coin ma-
chine industry, is the cause of the
investigations. We need the coopera-
tion of everyone in the industry to
do away with this bad element.”

Coinmen gathered at this annual
charity affair, who as industry mem-
bers have been victims of the current
bad and unfair press, and who feel
their side of the story hasn’t been
told to the public, were highly elated
by Aaron Koota’s conclusions, being
that he is so close to the situation.
Many who were morally upset by the
reams of highly colored press stories,

advised that they felt in better spirits

and were ready to fight back against
their tormentors with confidence and
faith.

Koota’s comments about the coin
machine business, following those of

Senator John L. McClellan’s at the

conclusion of the Armstrong Circle

TV show of a week ago, are showing
its effects on the restoration of the

morale and confidence of those in our
industry. McClellan stated: “I am
sure that the great majority of those

in the juke box field are honest, law
abiding citizens — businessmen and
workers. The juke box industry of

course is a legitimate business that

has a proper place in our economy.”
Let’s hope some more honest and

factual reports of conditions in the

coin machine industry, as they ac-

tually are, are given wide circulation

thru the press and on the air. As
we’ve stated editorially in the past,

people in our industry should feel

like boasting of their business, as it

gives the public the opportunity to

enjoy economical entertainment and
relaxation-—something which is great-

ly needed in these times of stress and
tension.

(Same As U. S. ASCAP) Advises Higher

Fees Under Certain Conditions

NEW YORK—American music ma-
chine operators, as well as those con-
nected with the manufacture and dis-

tribution of automatic music ma-
chines, have been opposing the
change of the 1909 Copyright Act,
exempting royalty payments for the
use of recorded music on their

machines.
The music machine industry has

been successful over the many years
in convincing the law makers that
these copyright bills introduced at
the instigation of ASCAP would be
unfair and discriminatory.
ASCAP, over these years, has of-

fered as a point of contention that
those in the music machine industry
have not been willing to compromise
and come to an arrangement with it.

Should the music machine industry
and its leaders even think of such a
compromise, we would like to point
out a situation which developed in

England this past week. England has
a contract with The Performing
Right Society, collection agency
there, equivalent to ASCAP here. The
Society wrote a letter to the Phono-
graph Operators Association in

which it advised that if extension
loudspeakers were placed in addition-
al rooms, and “further if for special

sites a juke-box rate of Is 0d per
record play were instituted, we should
have to consider a higher fee' than
those already agreed with you.”

In other words, even tho an agree-
ment is in effect, the collection

agency would increase its fees should
a progressive operator come up with
an idea to increase collections; or if

he should raise the price to play the
machine. Of course, in addition, the
collection agency, at the termination
of contract can always dictate the
terms to the operator, increasing the
fee at its own discretion.

The Operators’ association answer-
ed this letter contesting the claims of
the collection agency.
Of interest to American music ma-

chine operators is the last paragraph
of the letter The Performing Right
Society sent the association in reply.

“We note” said the collection agency’s
manager, “what you say about con-
ventional ‘juke boxes’ or coin operated
machines with extension loudspeak-
ers, and models worked by Is Od in-

sertion. We shall, of course, have to
consider whether these call for spe-
cial rates when and if they develop.”

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Parkoff Lectures H. S. Seniors On

Music Machines, Publicity, Unions

LAWRENCE, N.Y. — Meyer Par-

koff, president of Atlantic New York

Corporation, Seeburg distributors for

the New York, New Jersey and Con-

necticut areas, spoke before an honor

class of high school seniors, which in-

cluded his son, Gerald, at Lawrence

High School, this city, last Tuesday,

May 5th.

The honor class, currently studying

a course in American History, has

been concentrating on American labor

practices and Parkoff’s son, Gerald,

was faced with the problem of ex-

plaining the music machine industry

publicity which has been scrutinized

by the class, as a result of the recent

McClellan hearings in Washington,

D. C.

Gerald Parkoff was given permis-

sion by the class instructor, Roy Pear-

son, to ask his father to appear

before the class and explain the music

machine industry and union practices

from an industry point of view.

“Professor” Parkoff complied and

in his discussion' covered all phases

of the music machine industry concen-

trating on three major points: “Music

Machines—Technical and Economical

Factors”; “Newspaper Coverage of

the Recent McClellan Hearings” and

“Labor Management and Unions In

the Industry”. The discussion was fol-

lowed by a lengthy question and an-

swer period. According to Roy Pear-

son, the class instructor, “Mr. Parkoff

immediately surprised me by his ap-

pearance which was that of a banker

and amazed the entire class and my-

self by his genuine sincerity in dis-

cussing the topics we in the class

have been concerned with of late.”

Parkoff started the talk off with a

brief insight into a music machine,

covering points such as service, en-

gineering techniques, the skill required

in the manufacture of a phonograph,

and the men that make up the music

machine business, from the manufac-

ture of the product to the ultimate

buyer and the service required. Par-

koff explained programming, the evo-

lution from 78 rpm to 45 rpm, from
high fidelity to stereo and the manner
in which selective music is brought to

the general public. Parkoff also point-

ed out the part a coin operated phono-

graph plays in the American way of

life and the problems that the indus-

try is confronted with in satisfying the

public’s musical tastes.

In a discussion of newspaper prac-

tices, specifically concerning news cov-

erage of the recent investigations,

Parkoff used tearsheets of actual news

stories and brought out discrepancies

between headlines, photographs and

news content, using the same stories

that the class had previously read but

failed to analyse, in this manner, as

has the American public. “Guilt by

association,” said Parkoff, “is a typi-

cal way that newspapers create head-

lines.” He then proceeded to explain

each photograph and inference with

an open question and answer period.

“The newspapers unfortunately fail

to get the facts,” said Parkoff, “be-

cause the facts don’t always make in-

teresting reading.”

The third segment of Parkoff’s lec-

ture concerned unions and labor man-

agement. He discussed paper unions,

controlled pickets and failings of cer-

tain labor legislation to support what

it originally starts out to accomplish.

“It so happened that just this week

Senator John Kennedy’s battle in the

Senate appeared on the front pages

of newspapers,” continued Parkoff,

“and we discussed Secretary of Labor

Mitchell’s fight to strengthen Ken-

nedy’s bill because of its weaknesses.

I explained to the class, when they

asked why things such as paper un-

ions and controlled pickets are not

outlawed, that the amount of red tape

necessary to cori'ect such weaknesses

takes so long to revise a piece of

legislation that much harm i& done

before corrective measures can be

brought about. The problem thing

exists in relation to our industry.

Legislation is being ‘put through the

grinder’ to correct the glaring weak-

nesses, which the students were quick

to point out.” In speaking with Roy

Pearson, the student instructor, he

told The Cash Box, “Mr. Parkoff en-

lightened the students and certainly

gave them much food for thought.

We have, in the past, compared news

and magazine stories and the mannei

in which they were handled by differ-

ent publishers. Mr. Parkoff brought

about a practical example with a case

history, by displaying the music ma-

chine news stories that have appeared.

“I myself was ready to agree with

a suggestion that shady people with a

criminal past be prevented from join-

ing unions and eventually infiltrating

into the important positions in unions.

However, the students were quick to

point out that the problem goes much

deeper than that. While the man with

a criminal past would be prevented,

practically, from making a livelihood

at all, were he excluded from union

membership, the bad element could

always control the strings by plac-

ing a ‘front’ man into a puppet seat.

The students have a clear understand-

ing of the union problem today, thanks

to the enlightening talk by Mr. Par-

koff.

“Just today, (the day following

Parkoff’s talk), a student brought into

class a copy of a newsmagazine fea-

turing an article on featherbedding

practices of neswpapers. So you see

the class has already put the benefits

of Mr. Parkoff’s talk to constructive

use.

“We have a continuing course of

study which is entitled, “Problems In

American Democracy”, consisting of

films, lectures, etc. and Mr. Parkoff’s

talk will certanly serve as an import-

ant part of our course of study,”

concluded Pearson.

Nation’s 1st Qtr. Sales Point To Good 1959

The following report, showing sub-
urban retail outlet sales, indicates
that the trend toward shopping-cen-
ter-playland-type locations could play
a major part in the coin machine in-

dustry. Industrial growth being ex-
perienced by aircraft, textile and
steamship lines will eventually result
in the development of new retail

stores, which includes a percentage
of funspots, taverns, etc. Increased
employment and factory growth all

add up to a bright 1959 for the na-
tion’s coin machine industry.

NEW YORK— Sales reports from
leading department stores around the
United States, a barometer of the na-
tion’s economy, were reported at 6%
above the level for 1958, in the week
ending April 18th, according to the
Federal Reserve Board.

Large retailers, who poured mil-

lions into post-war expansion pro-
grams are evidently witnessing the
fruits of return on their investments.

Another reason behind the increas-
ed sales in department stores is that
several major stores with branches
in suburban cities have reported an
increase in the suburban outlet sales

with figures as high as 22% of the
total sales stemming from the “coun-
try” outlets.

Following is a breakdown of ma-
jor cities in the nation showing in-

creased buying with factors that sup-
ported these increases:

Philadelphia: The Philadelphia Fed-
eral Reserve Bank reports that used
car sales are strong with prices high
leading to an increased market for

new cars based on the increased trade-

in allowance which “sweetens” the

price differential on a new car pur-
chase. The report expected to see

sales continue until Fall when the

“big 3” auto manufacturers introduce
a small compact model with a price-

line level with that of late model
used autos. Boston: Business develop-
ments during recent weeks have been
favorable. This area indicates that it

has been keeping pace with the na-
tion as a whole in achieving recovery
from last year’s recession. Ideal early
Spring weather has been a factor in

the success the New England textile

industry is experiencing for the first

time in several years. Chicago: Indus-
trial developments announced during
March climbed sharply from Feb-
ruary figures. Among the larger ex-

penditures planned were three by
separate steel concerns. Acme Steel

Company plans to modernize a hot
strip mill to increase its steel making
capacity to 125,00 tons each year.
Cleveland: Cuyahoga County building
permits represented a gain of only

1% over 1958. Steel production was
on its highest level on record for any
quarter period, with used car sales

up 7% and retail sales up 6%.
Richmond: New industry invest-

ment and expansion plans call for a
total expenditure during 1959 of $56,-

779,000. Textile mills have announced
expansion which will also effect the
North Carolina areas with the J. P.

Stevens Company and Moorseville
Mills spending a half million dollars
for plant modernization in the Caro-
lina territory. Department store sales

were up 8% for the quarter. Kansas
City: Industrial activity continued to

mount with Cessna Aircraft planning
on doubling production during this

year. Another big wheat crop is in

the offing and demand for grain has

been excellent. Retail sales showed a

substantial increase and Western
Auto Supply experienced record sales
