Trade Questionnaires

MILWAUKEE, WISC.—“The suc-

cess of the newly-formed National

Association of Record Merchandisers
is dependent upon member response

to trade publication requests”, Jim
Tiedjens, national president of the

NARM said last week.

In a letter to all members of

NARM, Tiedjens asked that they fill

out trade questionnaires regularly so

that rack-jobbers could benefit mutu-
ally through the “rack jobbing sec-

tions” which trade publications have
recently inaugurated.

“We can best help our fellow rack-

jobbers with their problems if we will

assist the trade publications in their

sections or lists,” said Tiedjens.

“Please fill out any requests from

trade publications so that the top

selling lists of rack-jobbers will be-

come a recognized pattern in the

music field. Only through the mutual

cooperation of all members can the

rack-jobbing pages of trade publica-

tions become effective harbingers of

hits. The trade, through a lack of

knowledge of the effectiveness of the

rack-jobber’s potential, has not con-

sidered rack jobbing as a vital part

of its success. But the recent sales

of ‘The Chipmunk Song’ brought the

results of rack-selling to the atten-

tion of manufacturers, and we are

now looked upon as a potent factor

in the trade.”

“When we came up with conclusive

proof of such potential,” continued

Tiedjens, “not only the trade publica-

tions, but the manufacturers them-

selves must sit up and take notice.

In the case of ‘The Chipmunk Song’,

a hit of unusual smash proportions,

our sales were nearly 10% of the

national total. It is a fact that manu-
facturers have not realized, but in

lesser hits, rack-jobbers will come up

with a much bigger percentage than

that. The larger the hit, the larger

the spread, and the smaller credit

due any phase of the business. When
a record is not a hit, it is very rarely

purchased by the regular record

dealer. What few sales are made on

a non-smash, are generally the re-

sult of the efforts of a rack-jobber.

It becomes increasingly important to

the trade as a whole to back the

efforts of rack-jobbers. In many in-

stances, the efforts of the rack men
mean the difference between loss and

profit on many records.”

Tiedjens emphasized the fact that

associate membership in NARM was
open to all manufacturers, and that

he hoped many would join before the

NARM convention, to be held June 12

to 14, at the Edgewater Beach Hotel

in Chicago.

Tops Wins Wakely Suit

LOS ANGELES, CALIF. — Judge
McRoberts of the California Superior
Court recently handed down a deci-

sion in favor of Tops Records and
C. P. MacGregor and against Jimmy
Wakely in Wakely’s suit for unfair
competition in the sales of Tops’ LP
“Jimmy Wakely-A Cowboy Serenade”.
Wakely had claimed that MacGregor
had no right to lease his master rec-

ordings to Tops for phonograph re-

cord use, that Tops Records were of
inferior quality and that he had been
damaged by the album.
The Court held that Wakely had

sold the master recordings to Mac-
Gregor, that MacGregor was the
owner of the masters without reser-
vation, that no custom in the trade
prevented MacGregor from leasing
the master for phonograph record
use, and that MacGregor had the right
to enter into his agreement with Tops.

By Miami Mayor King

PHILADELPHIA — This is “the
age of mass retailing in the record
business,” according to Nelson Verbit,
president of Marnel Distributing, this

city and Baltimore. Verbit, who han-
dles only record lines in both branches
of Marnel, last week warned distribu-

tors all over the country in an open
letter that if they do not radically al-

ter their merchandising procedures,
the bulk of sales in the album field

will be out of their hands by the end
of this year.
“Make no mistake,” Verbit stated,

“the record distributor today is losing
control of the LP market by leaps
and bounds. If we arc going to main-
tain our position in the record indus-
try we’ve got to change our thinking
and our entire method of operation.
Too many of us are still acting as
though music retailers were the only
cutlets for records. I wish they were,
but they are not! And we have no
choice but to realistically conform to

this new situation.
“The record industry has reached

that stage in its development where
mass production is the only feasible
means of manufacturing albums. In
older to merchandise this enormous
volume of product, present day dis-

tributors must constantly seek new
outlets to the public. The manufac-
turers have been doing this far more
aggressively than wc have and as a
result we are losing bigger and big-
ger chunks of the LP market to elec-

tronics distributors, rack jobbers,
specialty salesmen in the hardware
and auto supply fields and in many
cases to department store buyers and

military purchasers because we have
net been active enough in setting up
co-op advertising deals and local in-

store promotion.
“Because he is a specialist, the mu-

sic store owner will always be our
industry’s most important customer.
But servicing them is only the begin-
ning of our job. We now sell to

places we didn’t even dream of visit-

ing six months ago. Singles aren’t
enough. Distributors have got to have
album sales for steady income.

“It’s too easy to blame the manu-
facturers for selling all around us.

The truth is that we have brought it

on ourselves. The economic fact is

that LP’s, particularly the low-priced
and non-club lines, have got to be
manufactured in volume. By not af-

fording these disk firms a means of
selling in volume we have actually
been instrumental in creating our own
competition.

“I don’t claim that my solutions to

this problem are perfect; however, this

is what I have done. Three of our
salesmen, A1 Melnick, Morrie Sloan
and Saul Lanrpert, spend two days a
week at non-music stores. We have
an active co-op ad schedule with any
store that will tie in with us and with
our lines, we make a point to have
weekly phone conversations with our
label’s sales managers and we are
working towards a closer understand-
ing with the rack merchandisers and
news wholesalers. This still isn’t the
whole answer but at least we feel

we’ve made a good beginning and
we’re aware that our future depends
on the success of this program.”

Nat “King” Cole Six Week South

American Trip A Triumph

HOLLYWOOD — “I was honored
and flattered at the treatment they
gave me down there,” Capitol record-

ing- artist Nat “King” Cole told

newsmen after his return recently

from a six-week concert tour of

South America.
At a press conference in his Los

Angeles home, Cole commented on

everything from Argentina politics

(“a lot of the poor people still like

Peron”) to Venezuelan pickpockets

(“they lifted $500 from my manager,

Carlos Gastel, and a whole month’s

pay from a young fellow the Em-
bassy assigned to our party”).

In each of the countries Cole visited,

crash-helmeted police and soldiers

were assigned to protect the singer

from the crush of admiring crowds.

“When I saw all those people squeez-

ing in on our car, I was glad they

were on my side,” Cole said, referring

to the riots that took place when Vice

President Nixon visited South Amer-

ica last year.

Cole’s tour reached a high point in

Brazil where, at the invitation of the

country’s President, Juscelino Kubits-

chek, he sang at the formal opening

of Rio de Janeiro’s new opera house.

Afterward, President Kubitschek en-

tertained Cole and his wife at the

Presidential palace, and formally in-

vited Cole to return again next year,

calling the singer “the best good-will

ambassador the U.S.A. has sent” be-

low the border.

Also in Rio, Cole recorded a new
album, scheduled for possible release

late this vear. In the album, “A Mis

Amigos” (To My Friends), Cole sings

entirely in Spanish or Portuguese.

Although not officially sponsored by

the State Department, Cole’s tour had

the department’s blessing. In Caracas,

he gave a benefit concert for the

Catholic Boys Club that was coor-

dinated by the U.S. Ambassador to
Venezuela and the Venezuelan govern-
ment. More than 7000 youngsters at-

tended the concert.

Cole told newsmen that be was
strongly in favor of more State De-

partment-sponsored tours by artists,

pointing out the good will gained by
Russia in sending out the Moiseyev
and Bolshoi Ballet troupes.

“You can’t run the world on music
alone,” Cole said, “but it gives people

the opportunity to forget the differ-

ences between countries. Music offers

a common ground for the exchange of

ideas and cultures.”

Cole told reporters that the South
American press seemed to be pri-

marily interested in his views on

racial problems in the U.S. “I didn’t

duck it,” Cole said. “I told them that

there certainly were problems, but

we’re doin" everything we can to

work them out. The best example I

could give was myself. I’m a Negro,

but I’m doing alright.”

Summarizing the trip—on which

he appeared before more than 1,000,-

000 people—Cole said that his only

regret was that he didn’t have more
of an opportunity to get out in the

cities and meet as many people as

he would have liked. Whenever he

left his hotel, thousands converged on

Cole and his party. In Rio, it took

two and a half hours for Cole to get

from the airport to his hotel. Cole

pointed out that he managed to learn

about local problems in each country

through briefings by U.S. embassy

personnel.

In addition to his wife, Maria, Cole

was accompanied on the trip by Capi-

tol artist and repertoire executives

Lee Gillette and Dave Cavanaugh,

Capitol engineer Louis Valentine, and

(“Control” Colpix Policy

NEW YORK—“Control” is the key
word in Colpix Records handling of

what it terms “overproduction” in the
disk industry. Paul Wexler, Colpix
director of operations, last week out-
lined the firm’s policy of releasing
disks, singles and LP’s alike.

Idea centers around the release of
a minimum amount of decks, and the
employment of full Colpix promo-
tional forces around it. Release is first

issued in test cities, (new towns each
release), though all Colpix distribs
receive deck. Should deck then show-
up, national exposure is attained.

Wexler sees the Colpix operation on
releases as an idea which has suc-
ceeded for his firm, but realizes other
diskeries may have the kind of set-

up that must issue disks in quantity.
He still feels that the Colpix method
can be remolded into a suitable plan
for such outfits.

The diskery, Wexler said, has also
adopted a policy which in effect “iso-
lates” certain markets. Should a hit

deck show signs of waning in a par-
ticular area, artist’s follow-up can be
released there, though not on a na-
tional basis.

Damone Bookings

HOLLYWOOD—Vic Damone, con-
cluding a three week engagement at
Las Vegas’ Flamingo Hotel last week
(21), has just signed two contracts
involving over $250,000 to bring him
back to Nevada for at least thirty-
four weeks in the next three years.

The singer, reportedly headed for
his heftiest year financially with an
estimated $750,000 in 1959, pacted
with Flamingo prexy A1 Parvin for
two month-long engagements for each
of the next two years and signatured
a three year contract with Charles
Mapes, Mapes Hotel in Reno, calling
for two three-week stints a year.

Damone also has signed for sum-
mer stock engagements, “The Great
Waltz” at the Starlight Theater in

Kansas City, and “Oklahoma!” at the
Carousel Theater in Framingham,
Massachusetts, and is being sought to

headline “Say, Darling” opening Aug-
ust 3 at Biltmore Theatre in Los
Angeles and moving to San Fran-
cisco’s Curran Theatre in September.

Damone returned to Los Angeles
for a week-long recording session

with Columbia and then repx-esents

the label at the DJ conclave in Miami
Beach.

Lutz
reported that the colloquial spoken lan
guage will be taught rather than the
“classical” tongue which is often of
little value in everyday speech.

The reinforced learning method
first came to Cy Leslie’s attention via
a newspaper article that described the
teaching system that had been de-
veloped by educator Lewis Robbins.
The method has reportedly reduced
the time necessary to learn not only

foreign languages but typing, Morse
code and electronics. Robbins has
trained hundreds of students in the

Clarify “Kansas City” Suit

NEWARK, N.J. — Clarification of

the action instituted by Savoy Rec-
ords against Furv Records concerning
the label status of Wilbert (“Kansas
City”) Harrison was made last week
by Jack L. Cohen, attorney for Savoy.

Savoy claims Harrison is pacted to

the diskery, and therefore could not
legally cut “Kansas City” for Fury.

Upon Savoy’s filing- of the complaint
in the United States District Court
in New York, Judge Palmieri issued

an order which restrained Fury and
Harrison and their servants and
agents from: (A) manufacturing,
processing and distribution of any
recording using the voice of Harrison
and particularly the record entitled

“Kansas City”; (B1 making any other
further recordings which would em-
ploy the voice of Wilbert Harrison.
“These restraints”, said Cohen, “were
to remain in full force and effect until

further order of the Court. Upon
application by the defendants it was
considered unrealistic to ‘destroy’ a

best selling record and the potential

profits to be earned from its manu-
facture and distribution. The first

of the restraints mentioned was there-
fore eliminated so that the recordings
could be manufactured and distrib-

uted, upon express condition that to

partially indemnify Savoy against
ultimate success in this suit, the de-

fedants were required to post in-

demnity in the total sum of $20,000.

“This condition,” the lawyer con-
tinued, “has been complied with and
the record therefore continues to be
manufactured and distributed”. The
suit is still pending and the second
restraint continues in full force and
effect pending trial of the suit, Cohen
said.

In a suit instituted in New Jersey,
similar restraints were imposed by

New York—Radio Station WOV,
New York City, was sold last week
to Bartell Broadcasters, subject to

the customary approval by the Fed-
eral Communications Commission.
Sales price was not disclosed.

Melvin Bartell, President of the
Bartell corporation which will operate
the station, stated the present pro-
gram policy would be retained. WOV
divides its time between Italian-lan-

guage and Negro programming. The
station also operates its own studio
in Rome, Italy.

the running. Like western movies,
country and folk music has a constant
audience whose tastes in music do
net change. That’s why the country
and western division of Columbia re-

cords has always been the backbone
of the company, just as cowboy pic-

tures have always been the mainstay
of the movie industry. Whenever the
boxoffice hits a slump, Hollywood
inevitably launches into a cycle of
western films, to boost attendance.
And when record sales start slipping,
who has always come in for the res-
cue ? It’s been the folk and western
singers, such as Hank Williams, Roy
Aeuff, Gene Autry and Ernie Tubbs,
to mention but a few.
“From the gramophone days right

on down to the stereophonic era, there
have been more country and western
records sold, than any other single
type—be it rock ’n roll, the blues,
Dixieland or Latin-American. Not
that the individual records have ne-

cessarily been the biggest sellers; it’s

the grand total of all records in a

field that has known comparatively

few flops.

“Art Satherly, former vice-presi-

dent of Columbia Records, once told

me that the company never pressed

less than 50,000 initial records on

any Gene Autry release. And more
often than not, they had to go into

second, third and even fourth press-

ings, to meet the demand.

“One of Satherly’s statistical as-

sistants once figured out that it would
require a 25-car freight train to carry

every Autry record that has ever

been sold.

“To me, there is nothing astound-

ing about all this. Country music has

always been, and always will be the

heart-beat of America. It tells the

story of our people, without flourish

or embellishment. It is not of, or for,

the tastes of musical snobs, the fad-

dists or the intelligentsia. And therein

lies its permanence—its unflagging

popularity. It will never make a come-

back because it will never be gone!”

The supply of stereo play-
back units available is limited, but those that are being marketed reproduce
the new medium beautifully. There are also several brands of conversion
units being sold at low prices. In many cases the “not-so-interested” record
buyer has just finished converting his disk-player from the old single-speed

BMI Establishes Chair

In Jazz Competition

NEW YORK—Establishment of the
John Lewis Chair in Jazz Composition
was announced last week by the School
of Jazz. This is the first faculty chair
to be established at the school, now in

its third year, and it is made possible
through a grant of $1,000 from Broad-
cast Music, Inc. (BMI). Last year
BMI awarded the first jazz composi-
tion scholarship in history to Arif
Mardin, a young Turkish composer,
who attended the 1958 session of the
school.

Announcement of the John Lewis
Chair was made by Robert J. Burton,
vice president of BMI, when he pre-
sented a $1,000 check to Lewis, execu-
tive director of the school. This in-

itial grant will endow the chair in jazz
composition for both the 1959 and
1960 sessions of the school.

Through the BMI grant, composi-
tion students who enter the School of
Jazz will pay reduced fees. Formerly,
full-time composition students paid
$385 tuition for attendance. Students
enrolling this year will receive an au-
tomatic reduction of $125, making
the full-time resident tuition fee in

composition $260.
The BMI grant is the first that the

school has received in its program to

establish faculty chairs in each of
the major areas of study at the school.

These include composition, piano, bass,

guitar, drums, trombone, trumpet,
saxophone and vibraharp. By estab-
lishing chairs in each of the areas of
study, trustees of the school hope
eventually to offer reduced fees to all

students.
The School of Jazz offers a three-

week session each year in jazz per-
formance and composition. The fac-
ulty is drawn from professional jazz

men and has included members of the
Modern Jazz Quartet, among them
John Lewis, Percy Heath and Milt
Jackson; Lee Konitz, Max Roach, Os-
car Peterson, Jimmy Guiffre, Dizzy
Gillespie, Bob Brookmeyer, Kenny
Durham and Jim Hall. The faculty
also includes histoi'ian Marshall
Stearns and composers George Rus-
sell, Bill Russo and Gunther Schuller.

The third session of the School of
Jazz will be held on the grounds of
Music Inn, Lenox, Massachusetts,
from August 9, through August 30,

this year. Interested students should
contact Stephanie Barber, Secretary,
The School of Jazz, Lenox, Mass.

Of necessity, as it is one of the most important prob-

lems of the coin machine industry, we must keep pound-

ing on the subject of Public Relations. We have been

writing and writing on this vital matter for many long

years. The only result has been spotty attempts by a

handful of individuals in a few communities.

The thousands of words printed in the pages of The

Cash Box has brought out no organized or coordinated

attempt by MOA or any of the many local associations

to do anything other than talk—talk—talk.

The talk has been going on for all these years

—

during which the industry and its members have been

maligned beyond belief. During the past several

months, the press, politicos, government officials (local

and national), television and radio have had a field

day at the expense of our industry.

During a discussion a few weeks ago with one of

television’s top executives who had been studying the

juke box industry in line with his duties, we were once

again made aware of the lack of knowledge of all those

outside the coin machine industry as to the actual con-

ditions prevailing in the coin machine industry. When

our conversation was coming to an end, after perhaps

an hour, this stranger to our business made a statement

which is worth reporting. He exclaimed: “To my way

of thinking, after talking with you, and my talks with

others, the members of the coin machine industry are

their own worst enemies. It seems to me that, instead

of working together, they are continually fighting each

other. Why don’t the industry make their story avail-

able to the press and general public thru a public rela-

tions program?”

Everyone in our industry realizes the extent of this

problem, and have been talking about correcting it for

years—but it’s all been talk. A program should have

been instituted twenty years ago. It’s pretty late now

—but if the talk continues—-and no action taken—

-

conditions will grow worse, had as they are today.

So—let’s get past the talking stage—let’s get into

action—let’s get going!

It is our belief that some kind of organized public

relations program should be started at the local level by

coinmen in their own areas—for to wait for MOA or

any other segment of our industry to undertake a na-

tional program of any kind, even ineffectual, is a waste

of good time.

English Music Machine Ops Pay

Fees To 2 Collection Agencies.

Ops Admit They Should Have

Fought Revision Of Copyright

Bill BEFORE It Became An Act

Situation Should Be Cause For Extra

Added Efforts By U. S. Ops In View Of

Forthcoming Celler Bill Hearing Dates

NEW YORK — From reports re-

ceived here, it is evident that juke

box operators in England have to pay
performance right fees to two col-

lecting agencies— Performing Right

Society and Phonographic Perform-
ance Ltd.

The World’s Fair, English trade-

paper, reports and editorializes on a

current condition. “The organizations

controlling the copyright in music and
records are on the warpath”, stated

the editor of this publication. “After

many hints and warnings, they appeay
to be gunning for certain juke box
firms in quite a big way.
“Perhaps there was an element of

doubt in the minds of some operators,”

continued The World’s Fair, “despite

assurances from legal experts to the

contrary, that Phonographic Per-

formance Ltd. had no legal right to

their fees in addition to those of the

Performing Right Society.

“The outcome of the Birmingham
case, which concerned a firm that

could well afford to have fought to

the bitter end if the legal position

of Phonographic Performance Ltd.

had been shaky, should dispel such

doubts.
“We are speaking, of course,” The

World’s Fair stated further, “of the

legal position and not the moral one.

Many of us have certain doubts about
the morality of the double licensing

arrangement in Britain as applied to

juke boxes.”
The following comment in this

editorial is vitally important to the

juke box industry in the United
States. Says this English paper, “BUT
THE LEGAL RIGHTS OF THE
RECORD COMPANIES TO FEES
COULD AND SHOULD HAVE BEEN
FOUGHT BEFORE THE REVISED
COPYRIGHT BILL BECAME AN
ACT.”

This same condition can become
fact in the United States should the
music machine industry give way be-

fore the persistent onslaught of

ASCAP, who year after year sponsors
a Bill to revise the Copyright Act
of 1909.
The Celler Bill (HR 5921) is sched-

uled for hearings before the House
Judiciary sub-committee on June 10,

11 and 12 (postponed from the
original dates of May 20, 21 and 22).
The proponents of the Celler Bill

will be heard on the above dates, and
the opponents (juke box industry)’
starting on June 17.

It is of the utmost importance that
all in the music machine industry lend

an effort in combatting the passage of

this bill—otherwise it is highly con-

ceivable that the operators in the
United States will wind up with the
same untenable problems which now
face the English operators. As is

stated by the editor of The World’s
Fair :
