S. - Canada - Australia

NEW YORK— In the past three
months executives of The Cash Box
have made two trips to Europe to in-

vestigate and set up a chain of of-

fices to gather news, lists, record and
tune information, growth of markets,
price changes, etc.

Great changes have already taken
place in some areas, in others there
are slight rumblings that show the
shape of things to come. More and
more companies in each market are
becoming aware of the great possi-
bilities that lie in the exchange of ter-

ritorial rights to tunes and recordings
and the future promises keen compe-
tition for such rights.

The results of the two trips are un-
veiled in this announcement. The Cash
Box has opened an office in London,
where Neville Marten will be in
charge. Offices have also been opened
in Hanover, Germany, (temporary
address) under the guidance of Miss
Eva Morell; Milan, Italy, directed by
Vittorio de Michelli; and Amsterdam,
Holland, represented by Skip Voogd.
The latter office will handle Holland,
Belgium and Luxemburg.
The globe is shrinking with each

aeronautical advance—and with it

the music world.
Not too long ago records were re-

leased in foreign countries as much as
two years after they were hits in the
United States. Today it is very often
only a matter of weeks. This was at
one time considered inconceivable.
The whole picture in Europe is chang-
ing. The American influence is get-
ting stronger and stronger. Simul-
taneous releases? Who knows? Not
today—and not in the immediate fu-
ture—but with the rapidity with
which the musical scene is develop-
ing internationally can one say with
certainty that this will not come
about?
A jet-plane gets you to Europe

today in six and one-half hours. One
of our larger language schools is
advertising that the not too distant
future will see this reduced to three
hours. Already there has been a
strong exchange of music personali-
ties between Europe and the United
States (both entertainers and trade
publisher’s, manufacturers, etc.)—and
the number is growing weekly. When
we reach the three hour stage travel-
ling to the farthest parts will be al-
most like commuting—and more bar-
riers will have been overcome.
We visualize the rest of the world

as being in somewhat the same posi-
tion today as was the United States

half a dozen or a dozen years back
when rhythm and blues sold only to
the negro markets and country and
western sold only in its own particu-
lar markets. Education and exposure
via radio, television, moving pictures
and ease of travel have broken down
these barriers in the United States
and similarly will bring foreign mar-
kets into our sphere of sales in the
near future. Already England, Ger-
many, Canada, Australia and New
Zealand are big buyers of American
product. The Scandinavian and Bene-
lux countries are also strong fol-
lowers of our record stars. France
and Italy are beginning to feel the
influence of our tunes and records,
South Africa and Japan have become
markets for our U.S. product.

By the same token foreign product
has made its mark in the United
States. Currently moving rapidly up
the charts is “Morgen” by Ivo Robic,
a German import, preceded by “Pe-
tite Fleur”, ‘Ciao Ciao Bambina”,
“Volare”, among others. The recent

number one song in the nation, “Three
Bells”, is an American version of a
French tune.

Going back a couple of years some
imported artists who made it in the

United States were Caterina Valente,

Crazy Otto, Vera Lynn, David Whit-
field, Mantovani, Lonnie Donegan,
Michelle and Raymond LeGrande,
Nancy Whiskey, and many others.

Space does not allow the listing of

all the material that originated in

countries all over the world and which
hurtled to hitdom in the American
markets. BUT—we believe what has
happened in the past is but the be-

ginning of a larger and more excit-

ing ONE-WORLD market in the fore-

seeable future. There will be an ex-

change of tunes and records on a
much larger scale. New companies
will be formed all over the world and
competition for material will be keen.

It is of the utmost importance that
you be kept informed as to what is

happening in the record markets all

around the globe. The Cash Box has
spent months investigating the mar-
kets abroad and setting up offices in

key areas. News will be flowing from
all markets into our publication office

To-
day we must think in terms of global
markets. This is the thinking of the
future, and we, The Cash Box, will

spare no effort to keep you aware of
what is happening.

Dinah’s New Look

HOLLYWOOD — Fans of Dinah
Shore are discovering a new vocal
lock on her Capitol LP debut, “Dinah,
Yes Indeed” and here’s the story be-

hind her styling on the set.

Capitol’s Voyle Gilmore, producer
of the package, in planning the lark’s

Capitol bow, decided that three things
had to be done: first, the songs Miss
Shore sang in the album—the maj'ority

of them, at least—had to swing. For
change-of-pace, there would be some
ballad but, for the most part, Gilmore
wanted lots of rhythm; Gilmore also

felt that the artist should lower her
voice a bit, a slight change in style

that neatly fitted the repertoire he
and Miss Shore had chosen for the
album. To accomplish this, Gilmore
later instructed arranger-conductor
Nelson Riddle to drop the key from a
half to a full tone on most of the
tunes; lastly, the exec wanted the
album to have a relaxed, free-swing-
ing mood and—with the exception of

a four-song ballad medley, Miss Shore
vTould swing.

When it came time for Riddle to

start on the arrangements, rather
than work directly with Dinah on
each song, it was agreed that she
and Riddle would discuss the gen-
eral “feeling” they wanted, then

Riddle would work independently and

come up with a fresh, new sound for

the performer.

Said Gilmore after the recording

last May: “Dinah sang better on

those dates than I’ve ever heard her

sing before.”

Since 80% of Cos-
nat’s business is made up of albums
we have devised DSBA to help the
dealer stock in greater depth and in
greater quantity and offer his custom-
er greater variety and selectivity. If
dealers have time to pay-as-they-sell
Cosnat albums, they will stock greater
quantities of our merchandise and
a? a result must increase our business
too.”

The plan operates as follows: A
dealer becomes a DSBA member by
agreeing to purchase a minimum of

$300 worth of albums in any given
month. Assuming that he purchases
$300 worth of albums for October,
he can pay out the $300 sum over a
five month period by making his first

payment of 20% of the amount by
Novemebr 10, 20% by December 10th.

and so on until by March 10th the en-
t'me sum is paid in full. Blaine made
it clear that there are absolutely no
interest charges for this service.

Should the dealer sell out his stock
before the tenth of November and de-

sire to pay the amount in full before
that date, he may deduct his 2% dis-

count. But should he desire to invest
in another minimum album order of

$300, he can do so and have two DSBA
orders working at the same time; one
expiring in March and the new one
expiring in April.

Blaine specified that dealers will

be given every benefit manufacturers
arc offering when an order is placed.

When a manufacturer is offering deal-

ers a 10% or 20% discount during
a Fall Plan, Christmas Plan, etc., the

discounts will be passed along to the
DSBA member.
“We have tested this plan in a

number of markets,” said Blaine, “and
dealers just love it. The DSBA plan
applies only to album product and
we expect, if dealer enthusiam is any
indication, to increase our annual al-

bum dollar volume by more than $2,-

500,000. The dealer has absolutely

nothing to lose since he has under
DSBA a 100% exchange privilege. It

is imperative that every distributor
help the dealer grow and prosper in
business. This is one way in which
we at Cosnat intend to help the
dealer.”

Two banks have financed Cosnat to
the tune of $1,000,000 to start the
DSBA Plan rolling.

Simultaneous with the introduction
of the DSBA plan, Blaine announced
that he is opening a new branch in
Cincinnati before the end of October.
He also revealed that in the near
future he hopes to open branches in
Chicago, Los Angeles, Pittsburgh,
Boston, Baltimore and Washington.

“WHITE GODDESS”—Frank Hunter and his
Orchestra—Kapp KL 1136 & Stereo KS 3019

Unusual sound is a big factor in the attrac-
tiveness of this album. Hunter has turned out an
intriguing session of exotic music using such
songs as “Poinciana,” “Jungle Fantasy” and

He’s an artist of indetermin-
able ability, as proven once more on this date.

Gonzales’ comically cool, yet all-too-true com-

Trumpeter Stewart and trombonist Wells, two
highly respected “oldsters” in the business, take
a respite from their usual dates to indulge in

musical fun-making. Using mutes and some
unique manipulations of them, the two, assisted by
rhythm, “talk” back and forth in imitations of

human voices. The tunes are all suited for this

type of duet. They include “Little Sir Echo,”
“Gimme a Little Kiss,” “Side By Side” and
“Frankie and Johnny.” Comical session.

VERDI: “Rigoletto”; BIZET: “Carmen” — The
Rome Symphony Orchestra directed by Domenico
Savino — Kapp KCL 9032, 9035 (Monaural &
Stereo)

These two popular operas are the latest re-
leases in the label’s “Opera Without Words” se-

ries. Played faithfully and efficiently by the ork,
they offer suite-like compositions of the original
music and provide enjoyable listening. Will appeal
to pop market.

“A MAP OF JIMMY CLEVELAND”—Mercury
SR 60117

Trombonist Cleveland heads up an almost all-

brass septet — Ray Copland (trumpet), Ernie
Royal (flugel horn), Don Butterfield (tuba),

Jerome Richardson (tenor sax) plus rhythm by
Junior Mance (piano) and Art Taylor (drums).
Ernie Wilkins’ clever arranging has voiced the
sax to blend with the other brass, and some hot
brass-choir cooking results. All solo effectively,

with Cleveland spotlighted, but the Wilkins ar-

rangements of such tunes as “Swing Low, Sweet
Chariot,” “Jay Bird” and “Stardust” are the stand
outs of this date.

With 30 branches under his con-
trol he would have to order 9,000 rec-
ords monthly to stock only one of
each label. He urged dealers to seek
some arrangement whereby supplies
could be taken on a “sale or return”
basis.

A Record Dealers Association rep-
resenting something in the region of
1000 retail outlets was, in fact, form-
ed in March this year. R. Reed, chair-
man of the Association, whilst agree-
ing with Cadbury, feels that “sale or
return” would be a little drastic.

However he would welcome some sort
of compromise whereby dealers are
not left holding stocks of tax paid de-
leted records. Permission to sell off

cheaply is no solution as only the non-
selling records are deleted for which
there is no market.
Reed hinted that an arrangement

with manufacturers to take back two
deleted records in exchange for one
new release would ease the situation.

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20th Fox Unveils ProfitScope Album

Plan; Offers Dealers 20% Discount

NEW YORK—The first major sales

program by 20th-Fox Records, “Pro-
fitScope,” started rolling last week
throughout the United States. It will

bring to record dealers, for the first

time, the opportunity to buy 20th’s

top albums at a 20% discount. Until
this program the 20th-Fox line had
never been sold at special discounts.

20th’s program also provides a
January 10 exchange privilege date
for dealers plus a liberal dating plan
calling for only 25% payment in Nov-
ember, 25% in December and 50%
on January 10.

Fifteen thousand record dealers will

participate in the 20th-Fox program,
according to reports received from
distributors by Roy Freeman, 20th’s
National sales manager.

Indicative of the program’s “Profit-

Scope” appeal to retailers are the
snowballing orders for the album,
“Sing We Now of Christmas” by the
Harry Simeone Chorale. This is the
album that contains the original ver-
sion of “The Little Drummer Boy.”
20th had advance orders of 90,000 on
its books for this album. The day
after the program was announced
orders for the album reportedly leaped
to 120,000. Two days after the an-
nouncement the orders totalled to
175,000. The company is now gearing
its production of this one album for
an expected quarter-million sale.

Initial orders for the first two vol-
umes by “The 20th Century Strings”
were tripled by Cecil Steen and Ed
Barsky, 20th’s Boston and Philadel-
phia distributors, following the
“ProfitScope” announcement.

All of 20th’s “blockbuster” pack-
ages, which the company has been
producing since last October, when

opinion—supplemented by appropriate

Findings of Fact and Conclusions of

Law—Judge Dimock of the U.S. Dis-

trict Court for the Southern District

of New York, sustained Bourne Inc.’s

claim of ownership of the “renewal”

of copyright in the composition en-

titled “That Old Gang Of Mine” which

the composers Billy Rose, Ray Hen-

derson and Mort Dixon had chal-

lenged, contending that their April

1923 assignment of the song to

Bourne, Inc. (previously known as

Irving Berlin, Inc.), did not effectively

convey the renewal.

Because the Court deemed “frivol-

ous” the composers’ contention (as-

serted in spite of settled law to the

contrary )
that the original assign-

ment of April 1923 did not convey

the “renewal” to Bourne, Inc. and

compelled Bourne, Inc. to litigate the

composers’ claim (later withdrawn),

that Bourne, Inc., had not performed

its agreement, the Court awarded

Bourne, Inc. not only the costs of the

action but also the reasonable counsel

fees and expenses which Bourne, Inc.,

incurred.

“Frankenstein”

The story of “Frankenstein” is so well known, its

connotation is now used as a description of disaster

—

you build a monster which eventually destroys you.

The most important single item in operating is the

“location”. Precedent, established thruout the years,

has determined a commission arrangement between the

operator and the location owner. In practically every

area thruout the country, it is the same. Operators

have tried to obtain better commission arrangements,

and in some isolated instances, have been successful.

To safeguard his interest in the location, operators sign

“location agreements”—1 year, 2 years, 3 years or 5

years. The location owner, for many years has been

happy with this arrangement.

However, in the past several years, the location

owner has been given an advanced education in bar-

gaining with coin machine operators. He now pits one

operator against another. The operator who conies up

with the largest “bonus” or “loan” winds up with the

location. Even those locations who know that his

operator offers the better service and best equipment
I':

is a target. “Joe Gilch”, he says, “just offered me $500.

4ou’re a nice fellow and I’m happy with you. Give

me $400, and we’ll continue as we have.”

Even the location tied up with a contract becomes

a source of worry. In some instances, the contract is

violated. Even if a law suit is instituted, it’s a cause of

considerable grief. In other instances, the location

owner waits until the contract is expiring, and then

puts on the pressure for a “bonus” before signing a

new contract.

While the “bonus” is great source of grief to the

operator, were it not for the offers of unfair competi-

tors who offer outlandish sums for the “spot”, the

legitimate operator could work his way around the

problem. But, these unfair offers create the trouble.

The operator of record either has to meet the “bonus”

offer (or come close to it), or give up the location. In

many instances, the unfair competitor soon finds out

that he paid too much, and “pulls” his machine, or

takes a terrific financial beating. However, the damage

is done, and the first operator has lost a location.

Many operators are complaining bitterly

—

claim-

ing that the “bonus Frankenstein” will destroy many

of the operators.

“Is there any way of defeating this ‘Franken-

stein’?”, operators keep asking. We don’t know. May-

be a long term contract, personal attention and friend-

ship with the location owner, top service and top

equipment may be a deciding factor.

Pinball Game, “Golden Bells”

5-Ball Game Is A Single Player

CHICAGO—Sam Lewis, vice presi-
dent and sales director of Williams
Electronic Manufacturing Company,
this city, reported that the firm’s new
“Golden Bells” single player pinball
game was released to the trade last
week and is currently being shipped
to distributors throughout the
country.
Lewis asserted that the game was

The wide, lighted backglass
is contrasted by the bright colored
bells.

Casola Stresses Need For Action From

Nation’s Coin Machine Industry

Cites Abuses Aimed At Industry By Newspapers

He asserted that many flagrant

abuses are constantly being heaped on
the industry by newspapers and other

media in many ways. In illustrating

this point he called attention to a

comic strip which appeared in a met-
ropolitan newspaper, September 23,

which carried the theme of hoodlums
attempting to coerce a location owner
to accept their particular type of

equipment or suffer the consequences.

“In this comic strip,” stated Casola,

“the cartoonist didn’t even bother to

explain the position of the legitimate

operator, who is definitely in the ma-
jority. He ignored the industry as

a whole completely. Naturally the
main objective was to attract reader-
ship to the cartoon.

“The most unfortunate thing about
such cartoons is that they cater chiefly

to children, and are instrumental in

forming their opinions. It is this sort

of flagrant and negative thinking we
must combat,” he said in conclusion.

Casola reminded all members of the
executive committee that the next
regular meeting of the Information
Council of the Coin-Operated Indus-
try is scheduled for October 15. Mem-
bers will be notified by mail of the time
and place of the meeting.

Five Cig Majors Cited For

Promotional Allowances

L & M Ordered To Cease-Desist

NEW YORK—In a report from

Washington on Friday, September 24,

the Federal Trade Commission issued

orders barring five major cigarette

makers from paying discriminative

promotional allowances to favored

vending machine operators.

Liggett & Myers Tobacco Company,
Inc., the only contested case of the

five firms affected, was ordered to

cease and desist. Four other tobacco

firms agreed to consent orders pro-

hibiting the alleged industry practice.

The four agreeing to the consent

decree are: Philip Morris, Inc., Amer-
ican Tobacco Company, R. J. Reynolds

Tobacco Company and Brown & Wil-

liamson Tobacco Corporation.

The Federal Trade Commission ad-

vised that all of the tobacco firms had

violated the Robinson-Patman anti-

trust law, which calls for promotional

allowances to be granted equally to

all customers on proportionate terms.

The consent agreements did not con-

stitute admission by any of the firms

that they had violated the law, advised

the FTC.
Complaints were issued against Lig-

gett & Myers in 1956 with the other

four firms receiving complaints from
the commission in 1957.

It has been the general opinion from
all sections of the country that background music returns are paid like clock-
work from solid corporations making for a healthy source of income for any
businessman.

Of Gross Sales To

Buyer’s Charity

Suggests Nation’s Mfrs. Join

In Public Relations Move

JOHN FRANTZ

CHICAGO—John F. Frantz, presi-

dent, J. F. Frantz Manufacturing
Company of this city, stressed the

need, last week, among all segments

of the coin machine industry, to put

into motion a strong, comprehensive

public relation program as soon as

possible.

“I have given much thought to

the Information Council of the Coin

Operated Industry,” Frantz said, “and

I know that many of us are aware

of the fact that every manufacturer,
distributor, and operator must pitch

in and work for the success of any
suitable prog’ram this organization

proposes to the trade.

“I’ve been toying with an idea in

my mind I feel will really start the

ball rolling” continued Frantz, “and

I’m ready to go all the way with it.

“Actually,” he said, “the success

of this plan is practically assured

because of the close alliance between
manufacturers, distributors, and
operators.

“I will be more than willing to

pledge 10% of my gross sales per

machine to the distributor and/or
operator, to be donated to any charity

of his choice by him anywhere he
wishes to place it.

“Specifically here is how the plan

works,” continued Frantz.

“Assuming that a machine cost

$110, my firm would bill the ma-
chine out at the $110 figure. How-
ever, I would send a check in the

amount of $11.00 to the distributor

or operator to be donated to his pet
charity. Multiplying this by many
times, and by many manufacturers,
you can readily understand that a

plan such as this could very well fa-

vorably affect every part of the
nation, and foreign countries as well.

“In this way,” Frantz said, “with
the cooperation of other manufac-
turers we can stimulate this great
public relation move in every territory,

and through countless distributors
and operators.

“Naturally we are all aware of the
fact that many isolated cases of
charitable activity exist among oper-
ators and distributors. However, they
are not based on a concerted campaign
aimed at the entire length and
breadth of the country, and there is

very little publicity accorded them
by the press.

“This plan,” he concluded, “has
much merit, and should be very seri-
ously considered by all those con-
cerned in local areas, toward their
attempts to improve the image of
respectability the industry so richly
deserves.”
