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THE INDUSTRY’S

GREATEST DEGADE

As December 1959 bows in, the

most fabulous decade in the history

of the record business approaches

its conclusion. It is, of course, un-

fortunate that the Fabulous Fifties

must end on the sour note struck by

the “Payola” investigations. How-
ever, this probe will shortly become
history, and the major subject of in-

terest within the business will again

be better selling and better sounding

records.

The past ten years in the record

business have been truly remark-

able. Undoubtedly the most signifi-

cant single change of the decade was

the rise to prominence of Rock and

Roll music, and with it the rise of

hundreds of independent labels who

have been playing a key role in the

industry. Albums, a product almost

non-existent a decade ago, have

grown to the point where today

many firms report they account for

80% of their dollar volume. The

complete demise of the 78 rpm rec-

ord and the rise of 33-1/3 and

45 rpm as the accepted speeds for

records; the introduction of stereo-

phonic recordings; the merchandis-

ing of records through super mar-

kets; record clubs, premiums, etc.;

the growth of the record rack job-

ber; and the introduction of pre-

recorded tape are just a few of the

other radical transitions the indus-

try has made in the past decade.

What major changes will take

place in the coming decade only

time will tell. That some engineers

are already discussing a visual-re-

corded tape which will play record-

ings through a television hook-up

and offer the buyer a visual and

aural performance by his favorite

artist, should be sufficient evidence

that the record industry has no

boundaries.

Whatever the industry’s accom-

plishments are in the sixties, it can

certainly be proud of its advances

during the fifties.

Slatkin will be associated with
Waronker in the production of LP
albums for the label, and will also
be in charge of developing new talent
in keeping- with Liberty’s long-range
policy of expanding the roster of
contract artists.

“The addition of Felix Slatkin as
an executive in our A&R department
is a key move in our expansion,” says
president Waronker. “We have excit-
ing plans for the utilization of his
skill and experience.”

Prior to his new appointment, Slat-
kin has been an artist and musical
conductor at Capitol Records for the
past 10 years where he has been ac-
tive in both classical and popular LP
recordings. He conducted for such
artists as Sinatra, Keelv Smith and
Dakota Staton in the popular field,

and the Hollywood Bowl Symphony
in the symphonic realm.

Starting in the music business as
a boy-wonder violinist at the age of
9, Slatkin was awarded a five-year
scholarship at Chicago’s Curtis In-
stitute. At 16 he was assistant concert
master with the St. Louis Symphony
Orchestra, and at 17 started the St.
Louis Little Symphony Orchestra.

In 1937 Slatkin moved to Holly-
wood, joining- the music department
at Warner Bros. He later moved to
20th Oentury-Fox to become concert
master, and joined the Air Force fol-
lowing Pearl Harbor.

Slatkin continued in music while in
uniform, conducting the Santa Ana
Orchestra, and later conducted the
late Glenn Miller’s band for Armed
Forces Radio.

Returning to 20th at the end of the
war, Slatkin next formed the Holly-
wood String Quartet with which he
traveled world-wide as 1st violinist.

He reports to his new post with
Liberty immediately, and will also

continue as a non -exclusive artist at

Since
the nineteens and twenties are the years
mostly involved, composer Jerry Bock has
supplied a bright score that nicely evokes
those years. Sheldon Harnick has written
deft lyrics particularly for the political

songs (i. e. “Politics And Polka,” “Little
Tin Box”). Cast performances excellent.

“LATIN AFFAIR” — George Shearing
Quintet — Capitol T 1275 (Monaural &
Stereo)

Shearing’s third Latin album for Capitol
is much in the same note as his previous
sets, which have made this jazz pianist pop-
ular far beyond the confines of jazz audi-
ences. With Armando Perrazza providing
the basic percussive drive, Shearing and
the group swing lightly and pleasantly over
“All Or Nothing At All,” “You Stepped Out
of A Dream,” “It’s Easy to Remember” and
others. For mood listening or Latin dancing
this album expertly fills the bill.

Jolson was the entertainer, the showman of the

century and nowhere is this more evident than

in these air checks from his Kraft Music Hall

Broadcasts, where, although confined by the ob-

vious limits of radio, he was able to completely

captivate his audience. Along with some of the

most famous Jolson songs, album includes “I ve

Gotta Get Back to New York” (a little known
Rodgers & Hart tune), “When You Were Sweet

Sixteen”, “I’ll Be Seeing You” and “My Gal, Sal.

“PRECIOUS MEMORIES”—LaVern Baker Sings

Gospel—Atlantic 8036 (Monaural & Stereo)

Like most in her profession, Miss Baker was

deeply influenced by gospel music and is n&ye*

far removed from it (in both music and Lite).

To hear someone with her vocal power and un-

bridled enthusiasm do exemplary justice to this

music supersedes almost all other pop singers

attempts at it. Of equal importance, is

Baker’s accompaniment, Alex Bradford s singers

and organ-led combo, who carry through the law

emotionalism of the music.

With Miss Horne interpreting them in her
enchanting, completely captivating manner, the
session jells into one continually charming pack-
age. Included are “Like Someone in Love,” “But
Beautiful,” “It Could Happen to You” and “You
Don’t Have to Know the Language.” Can have
big sales future.

“YOUR NUMBER, PLEASE . . .’’—Julie London
—Liberty LST 7130 (Monaural & Stereo)

This is Miss London’s per-sonal tribute to the
great singers of our day, on a bill of songs usual-
ly associated with them. However she is com-
pletely herself, bringing her breathless, languid,
sensuous interpretations to such lovely ballads
as “When I Fall in Love,” “A Stranger in Town,”
“Angel Eyes” and “Love Is Here to Stay.” Andre
Previn has again distinguished himself with ex-
citing and imaginative arrangements. Well con-
ceived session of superior music.

“PAUL WHITEMAN’S CAVALCADE OF MU-
SIC”—Grand Award GA 244 SD (Monaural &
Stereo)

Twelve songs representing a cross-section of

American popular music selected and played by

the “Dean” of American music, Paul Whiteman.
The arrangements tend to preserve the original

quality of the songs, none of which are “younger”

than 25 years. Included are “St. Louis Blues,”

“The Peanut Vendor,” “Stardust,” “Twelfth

Street Rag” and “I Got Rhythm.” Delightful

pageant of nostalgia, excellently recorded.

“THE EYES OF GOD”—Leslie Uggams—Colum-

bia CL 1376 (Monaural & Stereo)

Miss Uggams has a mature voice that astonish-

ingly belies her 16 years. It is full throated, pow-

erful and, just amazingly beautiful. With the

proper material she can easily become a top

artist. And this album of inspirational songs is a

natural vehicle for her, for she delivers with the

strength of a Mahalia Jackson, and with uncanny

poise. Songs include “It Is No Secret,” “He,

“I Believe,” “You’ll Never Walk Alone” and I

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“DANCE, EVERYONE DANCE”—Phil Bennett
and his Orchestra—Top Rank RM 302

An asssemblage of 44 show tunes are arranged
into 13 dance medleys and played in sweet, tune-
ful fashion by the Bennett ork, with the leader
being featured on several sax solos. Most are done
in fox trot tempo but with waltzes, cha cha chas,
tangos and up-tempos offered as occasional
changes of pace. The music is light, direct and
the tunes are always recognizable. Pleasant pack-
age of danceables.

"FLAUTISTA!”—Herbie Mann Plays Afro-Cuban
Jazz—Verve MG VS-6074 (Monaural & Stereo)

The most forthright (and successful) jazz flut-

ist, Mann has realized the most natural setting

for the flute in jazz, and whether what he plays
(Afro-Cuban) is not always true jazz, he has
done more with the flute than any other jazz mu-
sician. Recorded on location at New Yr

ork’s Basin
Street East, this session is by Mann’s pi'esent

group. Oddly enough they will soon embark on a
State Dept, tour of Africa. The five tunes leave
very little to be desired in excitement value and
should meet with large success.

“THE MAGIC STRINGS”—Musidisc M 6002
(Monaural & Stereo)

The trend started by the success of the Knights-
bridge Strings continues to gain favor and pop-
ularity and is carried further by the Magic
Strings, which utilizes two separate 40 violin
sections (plus brass, reeds and rhythm). Ten
ballads are performed in big beat style, the
strings soaring melodieally. Included are “Sep-
tember Song,” “Dream,” “You’ll Never Know”
and “In the Dawn.” Fine mood session.

“CARMEL QUINN SINGS OLD IRISH-AMER-
ICAN FAVORITES”—Headline HLP-500M
These songs cry out for a thick brogue and

Miss Quinn is happily endowed with such, plus
a strong, well modulated voice. The songs range
from the ancient, revered “The Rose of Tralee”
and “The Donovans” to the tin pan alley-born
“How Are Things in Glocca Morra” and “My Wild
Irish Rose.” A veritable treasury of Irish pride,
humor and joviality. However, poor recording
(enormous surface noise) mars full enjoyment
of the disk.

“MEMORIES OF JOLIE”—Morty Craft and the
Singing Strings—Warwick W 2001 (Monaural
& Stereo)

A1 Jolson-associated songs are given a pleas-
ant light string mood reading by Craft. Ever-
greens include “April Showers,” “Swanee,”
“Liza,” “Anniversary Song.” Attractive book-
type package with biographical notes and photos.
Nothing obtrusive here—just good easy listen-

ing. And it’s got the Jolson name-value.

“ODDS AGAINST TOMORROW” — The
Modern Jazz Quartet—United Artists UAS
5063 (Monaural & Stereo)

John Lewis’ score for the film can be
heard on the soundtrack album played by a
much larger group built around the MJQ.
This session accords Lewis the chance to
improvise upon his own compositions and
acquit himself for his large jazz audience.
That the six numbers played here have more
interest for the jazz fan goes without say-
ing for the group takes its cues from an
integrated film score and translates into
swinging, comprehensive and at most times
compelling performances. Whatever may
be said about the group’s lack of virility
and freedom is minimized here. Pop inter-
est in LP can be awakened by film’s suc-
cess. May be another “I Want To Live!”

“LOUIS ARMSTRONG MEETS OSCAR
PETERSON”—Verve MG V-8322
Armstrong singing with the Peterson Trio

(plus Louis Bellson here) can be considered
1 y many the ultimate in jazz entertainment.
The Trio is the ultimate in rhythmic co-
hesion and Satchmo is undoubtedly our
greatest jazz singer. The album is a magic
blend of great talent and includes such
songs as “Let’s Fall In Love,” “I’ll Never
Be The Same,” “Sweet Lorraine,” “What’s
New,” and “Just One Of Those Things.”
The few times Louis picks up his horn is
an added delight.

JAZZ PICKS OF THE 1N EE K

“BIG BAND BLUES”—Ted Heath and his Music
—London LL 3125

The Heath band is a tightly controlled, im-
peccable dance crew that at times shows flashes

of greatness, especially in its more free-wheeling
sessions (as in the “Things to Come” LP). Here
the most famous blues songs (“St. Louis,” “Mem-
phis,” “Tin Roof,” “Royal Garden,” “Basin
Street,” etc.) are respectfully given their big band
due by Heath, who makes fine use of several
interesting soloists in the few solo passages he
allows. The ensemble playing is the attraction,
clean, crisp and very Basie-ish. Dynamically ap-
pealing session.

“SOULFUL SAXOPHONE” — Gene Ammons—
Chess LP 1442

Tenor Saxophonist Ammons first attracted at-

tention with a series of singles for Chess several
years ago. This package is a re-assembling of

some of these singles, plus two unreleased sides.

The all soulful ballad bill includes “My Foolish
Heart,” “Prelude to a Kiss,” “You Go To My
Head” and “It’s the Talk of the Town.” Ammons
playing is melodic and improvisationally tasteful,

with an earthy power that derives from the blues.

Intriguing mood session, but with not too much
to offer for the jazz fan.

CLASSICAL PICK OF THE WEEK

STRAUSS: “Der Rosenkavalier”—Chorus
of the State Opera, Dresden; Saxon State
Orchestra, Dresden, Karl Bohm, Conductor—Deutsche Grammophon DGMR 301

This is a fine recording. All the soloists

(Schec-h, Seefried, Streich, Fischer-Dieskau,
Bohme) are established vocal artists whose
performances are consistently on a high
plane. The conducting is at times eloquent,
always definitive. The attractive packag-
ing should also give the album a sales lift.

HANDEL: “Harpsichord Suites”—Anton Heiler,

Harpsichordist— Vanguard BGS-5021 (Monaural
& Stereo)

Heiler, in this two-volume album, offers power-
ful, convincing interpretations of the Handel
works. His playing demonstrates a thorough
technical command of his instrument, and a good
grasp of the style and structure of the suites. An
interesting program combined with Heiler’s vigor-
ous personality should make this album good
sales material.

TCHAIKOVSKY: “Manfred”—Symphony in Four
Tableaux After the Dramatic Poem of Byron,
Op. 58—Sir Eugene Goossens conducting the
London Symphony Orchestra— Everest LPBR
6035 (Monaural & Stereo)

Tchaikovsky’s “Manfred” is a compelling piece
of dramatic program music. Written in symphon-
ic form, it rises above its programmatic nature
in offering a thrilling listening experience on a
par with the composer’s other symphonies. Goos-
sens conducts the music adroitly, taking full ad-
vantage of its dramatic moments. Though not
often recorded, this has the Toscanini version to
contend with.

STRAUSS: “Don Quixote”; “Till Eulenspiegel’s
Merry Pranks”— Paul Tortelier. Cello, Giusto
Cappone, Viola—Rudolf Ivempe conducting the
Berlin Philharmonic Orchestra—Capitol G 7190
(Monaural & Stereo)

“Don Quixote” is a tone poem in which Richard
Strauss attempted to depict musically several
incidents in Cervantes’ classic novel. Kempe di-

rects with subtlety and the soloists perform
capably in their respective roles. Another tone
poem, also of a light nature, fills out the album.
Both pieces are indicative of Strauss’ ability to
capture the essence of a storyline, in his music.

Frank Patten, General Manager and Director of Dash Music, has high
hopes for the latest version of “In A Chapel In The Moonlight” (first published
in 1936) and now recorded by a new and exciting young' group, The Kestrels,
cutting their first disk on the Pye label.

Organizational Changes

in EMI in Past

Year Strengthen

Administration

LONDON—EMI has announced cer-
tain changes in the organization which
have taken place during the past year,
directed mainly to a strengthening of
the central administration of the
Group. R. Dawes, who was made an
executive director a year ago, has been
given responsibility for EMI’s record
business and subsidiaries throughout
the world, with the exception of those
in North America. J. E. Wall has
taken charge at board level of all

Group services, including finance and
administration, personnel and organi-
zation.

L. G. Wood, who has been a director
and general manager of EMI Records
Ltd. since 1957, has been appointed
managing director of that company in
succession to C. H. Thomas, and who
will now devote his whole time to spe-
cial problems as adviser to the chair-
man. J. B. Stevenson, a divisional
director of EMI is now responsible
for record production throughout the
world, and E. G. Hurst for interna-
tional marketing and administration.
The reconstituted board now consists
of L. G. Wood, managing director,
E. G. Hurst, J. B. Stevenson and C. H.
Thomas.
The territories of Africa, Pakistan

and the middle east have been brought
together under W. J. Richmond, the
area supervisor and managing direc-
tor of the Pakistan company. In
France, G. E. Cross has been ap-
pointed managing director and F. Min-
chin a director of Pathe Marconi.
Other executive changes have been
made to improve still further, for the

benefit of their record dealers, the
general business in EMI Group rec-

ords. These changes will knit more
closely the promotional and exploita-

tion activities over all the trademarks
in the Group and are designed to in-

crease the impact of EMI records on
the public and improve the overall

assistance to the retail trade.

LONDON—Following in the wake

banned. The Postmaster General has
told Mason that he should present any
evidence of irregularities he may have
direct to the organizations concerned

(i. e. the B.B.C. and I.T. A.).

negotiations for the representation of American labels in Italy, such as MGM
and Everest Records, and renders possible the publication of records by

CGD artists, Johnny Dorelly, Betty Curtis and Torrebruno, in the United

States and all over the world. Recently an agreement was signed with Harry

Finfer, Jamie Records, an independent American company, which will exploit

the CGD repertoire in America. In the very near future, the first Jamie

record obtained by CGD will be released on the American market. It will be

an LP by Betty Curtis. Also two to three singles by Dorelly and one single

by Torrebruno. Since he started working in the recording field, Giannini is

contributing to Italian musical magazines as a reviewer.

ROME—Italian RCA is the only large record firm whose central seat is

not in Milan.

It started “wanted
girls for dance-troupe”. Interested girls reported at the Grand Hotel the next

day, but when they arrived no one was there. The person who advertised hap-

pened to be sick in Copenhagen. A couple of evening papers went for some
sensational headlines, and the whole matter was described as “white slavery”.

When the American promoter (from Las Vegas) arrived in Stockholm, Grand
Hotel informed him that “he was not wanted at the hotel”, and he moved to

the Foresta. His visit, during which the dailies had to bring the sensational

headlines down to more normal proportions, resulted in contract with five

Swedish girls for the Las Vegas contract. During last weekend, they were
supposed to fly to Paris to join the rest of the troupe, but bad weather forced

them to take the train instead. Still taking advantage of the situation, most
Swedish papers had correspondents following the girls to “report every step

taken”. The troupe is supposed to open in Las Vegas on December 25th.

NEW YORK — Two regulatory
agencies of the government last week
moved in on payola and the general
area of commercial bribery.

The Federal Communications Com-
mission (FCC) in the latter part of

the week directed the nation’s radio

and TV outlets—5,236 strong—to pre-

pare sworn statements as to whether
station employees had accepted pay-
ments for assorted air plugs since

Nov. 1, 1958. The statements are due
Jan. 4.

It was noted that the broadcasting
networks are not licensed by the FCC,
and would not be required to submit
the sworn statements. The stations
owned by the networks, however, will

still have to comply with the directive.

The other agency that became in-

volved in payola investigation last

week was the Federal Trade Commis-
sion (FTC) which disclosed that it

would take action against record com-
panies involved in payola payments.
The FTC entered the payola picture
under Federal laws which prohibits
unfair methods of competition and
deceptive practices in interstate com-
merce. The FTC regards payola as
falling under such Federal juris-

diction.

The FTC’s move was a result of a
three-week investigation of disk jock-
eys in several cities and their involve-
ment in receiving payola in the form
of money and gifts. Though the
agency’s action was directed toward
diskeries, deejays can be included in

the action as “conspirators” in acts to

deceive the public. Earl W. Kintner,
FTC Chairman, declined to reveal any
results of the agency’s probing.

Punitive action against stations
which violate Federal laws in matters
relating to payola include revocation
of FCC licenses, fines and, the rare
course, criminal prosecution. If the
FTC—after its investigation—con-
cludes unfair practices by any disk-

eries and/or disk jockeys, it will issue
cease-and-desist orders. If they are
not complied with, the Department of
Justice would take over for prose-
cution. Conviction could mean a $5,-

000 fine for each day’s violation.

As the whole question of payola and
allied areas was being- readied for the
Washington spotlight this week, Kevin
B. Sweeney, president of the Radio
Advertising Bureau, last (2) week
rapped the newspapers for mak-
ing payola “the most overplayed news-
paper story of 1959” and defended the

great majority of disk jockeys.

Sweeney made his comments before

the New Orleans Advertising Club.

“Make no mistake about it,” Sween-
ey said, “there is, or was until last

month, payola in radio, but it doesn’c

represent the tiniest fraction of 1%
of the music played.” “Of more than

10,000 deejays who play disks,” Sween-

ey commented, “only a handful were

ever on the take.”

The RAB urged that FCO program-

ming investigations hear the testi-

mony of not only “educators, people

in public life and the professional

do-gooders,” but also of station di-

rectors who give “much attention”

to giving the public the kind of pro-

gramming it wants.

Among the jocks whose tenure with

their stations ended last week, was
major platter spinner Mickey School-

of Detroit’s WXYZ. Word had it that

many more top deejays would no

longer be affiliated with their outlets

in the coming weeks.

NEW TYPE
LOCATIONS

Keeping in mind the coinman’s operating founda-

tion, the local tavern-type location, several new types

of locations have sprung up during the past few years.

The best of these new type outlets, from our observa-

tions, have been the howling alley, the super store and

the bowlette center.

Taking each of these new fields in order, the howl-

ing alley has seen the greatest growth of any other

participant sport. To accommodate the rapidly rising

number of howlers in the nation—and there are 23,-

000,000 in the country today with an estimated 35,-

000,000 howlers by 1966 (Ed. note—figures have

been authorized by the American Bowling Congress),
tremendous howling emporiums have been constructed

by leaders in the howling industry (and this manage-
ment field, too, has witnessed expansion by entry of

businessmen heretofore in “foreign” fields). Herein

lies the basis for entry by the coin machine operator.

To date there are 87,145 howling alley locations

in the United States. This figure has doubled since

1948. It will undoubtedly continue to increase pro-

portionately. Because of the nature of howling as a

pastime and its sudden growth, the howling alley

constructed today, features in addition to up to 100
spanking new lanes at a cost of approximately $13,000
per bowling lane, accommodations for throngs of

awaiting clientele who, because of this tremendous
howling interest must wait in turn to use a lane. The
features to hold this keen interest during the ensuing
time wait are cocktail bars, milk bars and coin operated
equipment. The bowling alley of today is more a com-
bination amusement center-meeting place for people
of every age.

Statistics indicate that the total number of alleys

(87,145) has increased from the 73,073 figure for

1958, a phenomenal growth and also basis for carte

blanche credit from banks to potential bowling alley
j

entrepreneurs, all reasons enough for the coinman to

consider this field of growth.

A second new type location has been found in the

super store location. (Ed. note—reprints of Operations

In Super Stores , which appeared in The Cash Box, Feb.

14th issue are still available). The super store field

is one in which a well thought out program must he

introduced in conjunction with a sizable investment

and conducted on a very high operating level. How-
ever, for the enterprising operator with such resources

and capabilities the return is great. Whereas the initial

investment runs in the neighborhood of fifteen thou-

sand dollars, with equipment ranging from multiple

hanks of big howlers and shuffles to dozens of guns,

kiddie rides and other arcade equipment, and space

requirements of approximately 1000 square feet,

‘round the clock attendants during the ten and twelve

hour operating days, plus servicemen continuously on
call at the super store, the return runs as high as five

times that of other departments (food, drug, clothing,

etc.) within the overall super store operation.

Finally, we see the bowlette type location as still

another new field. More personal in scope than the

super store, bowlettes have arisen across the nation

as community centers similar to the billiard parlor of

some years back but this time with an entire family

participating, as in the super store location. Bowlettes

are operated on a miniature scale as compared with

the actual operation of a bowling alley substituting

howlers and shuffles plus other equipment for regula-

tion bowling lanes. Bowlettes serve to introduce the

industry’s equipment to the tavern patrons of tomorrow
and also prospective patrons of today, another field

of discussion in itself.

There are surely other avenues of diversification

open to the coinman. The fields mentioned here have
proven themselves. They clearly indicate a fertile field

for the ambitious operator.

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Testify Before House Ways
and Means Committee:

Tax Experts Ask
For More Liberal

Depreciation

Allowances

Seen As Inducement For

Greater Capital Investment

Loss Of Gov’t Revenue Would Be

Offset By Tax On Higher Profits

Closer M.O.A. Contact With I.R.S.

Seen Imperative

WASHINGTON, D. C.—Ten tax experts testified before

the House Ways and Means Committee this week, and
seven of them expressed their opinions that, even though
the Government would lose sizable amounts of revenue if

depreciation allowances were further liberalized, they be-

lieve that both business and the economy as a whole would
benefit from faster writeoffs of capital investment.

Accelerated depreciation or an alternative method of treat-

ing capital investment as an expense in the year in which it

is made was advocated by this majority of the panel, because

they believe further liberalization would prove an induce-

ment for capital investment. They said that, even though
individual companies would reap a permanent tax benefit

from higher depreciation writeoffs, they would also earn
higher profits from their increased output and pay bigger

tax bills in the long run.

Depreciation methods existing in the coin machine in-

dustry are varied. Some operators depreciate their equip-

ment over a five year period—20% each year; some de-

preciate their equipment over a four year period

—

25%
each year; others depreciate their equipment over four
years, on a basis of 40%, 30%, 20% and 10%; and one
area permits operators to depreciate their machines over
four years, on a 50%, 25%, 1214%, 1 2 ^4% basis. Despite

these various methods, the internal revenue department
permits each of its regional offices to set its rules. In most
regions, the department will refuse operators permission
to change the methods they’ve been using. They claim that

the firm, in setting its depreciation method in its initial

stage, and if accepted by the department, sets a precedent,

and has to be used from then on, unless the department
finds exception.

It is acknowledged by practically all experts that a faster

depreciation method is needed in all industry. The coin
machine industry needs it just as much, if not more than
other businesses. Officials of Music Operators of America
are supposed to have contacted the internal revenue depart-

ment in Washington to set up a nation-wide, liberal method
of depreciation. So far, nothing has been accomplished.

It is encouraging to see that economists and business
leaders thruout the nation are discussing this subject with
members of the Congress. A more practical depreciation
method may result. However, leaders in the coin machine
industry should he in continuous contact with Washington
to see that the members of our business are considered.

C.A.V. Convention Addressed By PR Exec

LOS ANGELES, CALIF.—Ernest
Beyl, Hill and Knowlton, Inc., public

relations firm, addressed the Third
Annual California Automatic Vendors
Association Convention, held two
weeks ago in Los Angeles, and ad-

vised the group of the merits of a
strong public relations program.

Reports last year, issued during

the opening of the Seaway, advised

that estimated tonnage for the 1959

opening season would be 25,000,000

tons.

The waterway, running from the

However, bad
weather impeded ship movements and
the official date was postponed to

have the waterway close on Friday,

December 4. This extension was based
on Minister of Transport George
Hees’ report that milder weather was
expected for the remainder of the
final week.

While original estimates on the
number of ships expected to pass
through the St. Lawrence Seaway
were quite accurate, with an expected
number totaling 7,000 ships, and the
actual number of ships reaching the
6,959 mark, actual tonnage aboard
each ship was seen as the reason for
the falling short of the expected 25,-

000,000 tonnage figure.

At press time, no further informa-

tion was available on the seaway
strike, expected at the opening of

the 1960 season, as reported in The
