Next week, the Harris Commit-
tee’s investigation of payola in the

broadcasting and record industry

reopens. We hope that this series

of hearings will he the last.

The committee should have no
doubt that both industries have
been guilty of mal-practices. There
is also no doubt that the guilty have
learned their lesson.

Payola is a monster which only a

small few in the record industry

wanted to be a part of. Unfortu-

nately, monsters have a way of get-

ting out of hand to a point where
they are uncontrollable. The Harris

probe has done a magnificent job

of helping the radio and record in-

dustries clean house. It is hoped
that the Committee’s suggestions to

Congress will prevent payola from
enveloping the business again.

Throughout these hearings the

record business has functioned
under trying circumstances since

many of the innocent had to con-
duct business in an unhealthy at-

mosphere of insecurity and fear.

Although the end effect of the

probe will benefit both industries,

the harm that has been done to

some of the innocent will be im-
possible to measure.
The Committee has made its

point. Although further investiga-

tions may uncover additional mal-
practices, they will probably be
similar to those uncovered in pre-

vious hearings.

Therefore, it is urgently hoped
that the hearings will come to a con-

clusion in the very near future and
the record and radio industries will

be given an opportunity to turn

over a new leaf and function in

clean and healthy surroundings.

DJA Adopts Code Of Ethics

At Minn. Business Meet

NEW YORK—The first annual meet-
ing of the Disc Jockey Association in

Minneapolis last week (9, 10) pro-

duced a code of ethics stressing the re-

sponsibility of disk jockeys.
The code points out that deejays

have a “primary responsibility to the
public” and an “obligation to enter-
tain and inform to the best of our
ability within the framework of sta-

tion policy and industry-wide govern-
mental regulations.” The code also
tells the DJA membership that it

“shall avoid interested parties’ favors
which might tend to evoke a sense of
personal favoritism or professional
obligation” and it “shall have no out-
side interests, business or profes-
sional connections without their sta-

tion managements’ knowledge and ap-
proval.” Deejay conduct on and off

the air is to bring “credit, distinction
and approval to the broadcasting in-

dustry.”
DJA president Jim Hawthorne

(KFWB-Los Angeles) said that “ad-
verse publicity—much of it unwar-
ranted—was leveled against all mem-
bers of the industry, despite the fact
that a tiny minority was involved in

the malpractices.”
The association decided to stick to

its by-laws w-hich state that the asso-
ciation will not act as a bargaining
agent between deejays and their sta-
tions.

Heavy Advance Reported

NEW YORK-—Elvis Presley’s first LP
since his discharge, titled “Elvis Is

Back,” was released last week to one
of the largest advance-order demands
in the history of the industry, RCA
Victor disclosed.

The record, which was cut in Nash-
ville two weeks ago at a marathon
all-night 13-hour session, contains a

dozen tunes. The package itself is

flap-type, bearing full-color photos of

Presley on both the front and back
covers and a special bonus offer on
the inside sleeve of Presley army
photos from his G.I. days.

A special sticker on the front cover

of the album carries a listing of all

twelve tunes on the LP. Material for

“Elvis Is Back” includes rock tunes,

ballads and blues. Among the titles

are “Fever,” “Such A Night,” “Re-
consider Baby” and “Dirty Dirty Feel-

ing.”
Presley’s new LP will be the sub-

ject of a widespread advertising and
promotion campaign that will take in

all media, including full-page news-
paper ads, magazines and TV, in addi-

tion to elaborate in-store display

material.
The first Presley single, “Stuck On

You,” (b/w) “Fame And Fortune”)
which was released just under two
weeks ago with advance orders over
1,250,000 records, is the number one
tune in the country.

Presley, who has been busy since

last month’s discharge at Ft. Dix with
making new records in Nashville and
taping the May 12 Frank Sinatra
Show in Miami, now heads for the
coast to start work on his first post-
army movie, “G.I. Blues.”

Rendezvous Activity

Standard Stereo Terms
Proposed By MRIA

NEW YORK—The Magnetic Record-
ing Industry Assoc, standards com-
mittee, under C. J. LeBel, and the Na-
tional Better Business Bureau have
proposed the following standards as
regards certain stereo terms:

1. A CHANNEL is a single com-
plete electronic transmission path for
sound; it must include one or more
separate microphones; an amplifier,

and one or more loudspeakers. It may
have a recorder and reproducer inter-

posed as a time storage device. In a
multi-channel system, the number of
channels is equal to the number of
main transmission paths.

2. A TRACK is a path which con-
tains reproducible information left on
a medium by recording means ener-
gized from a single channel.

3. When a time storage device is

used, the channel may be divided into

two parts: the recording channel, and
playback channel.

A. A RECORDING CHANNEL in-

cludes the means by which sound is

prepared for storage on a single track.
B. A PLAYBACK CHANNEL in-

cludes the means by which the re-

corded sound on a single track is re-

produced.
Note: In a multi-channel system,

the number of channels cannot exceed
the number of tracks.
LeBel has written to all MRA mem-

bers for their comments. The terms
will then go to the board of directors
for approval, after which the National
Better Business Bureau would be ad-
vised of MRIA’s action.

New London Record
Company Formed

LONDON—After six months’ active
preparation, a new record company.
Associated Recordings Ltd., was
launched this month operating from
a well equipped suite of offices, in-

corporating a large store room, in the
center of London’s West End.
The company was founded by man-

aging director, D. M. Bennett, with
the object of presenting the record
buying public with “high quality re-

cordings of a type not previously
available and at an acceptable price.”
The company issued four labels,

Whitehall and Parliament—both re-
tailing at the low price of 22/6d

—

and Westminster and Artia which sell

at 39/9d.
All disks are 12" LP’s, packaged in

attractive and tastefully designed al-

bums. K. L. Whiting, sales manager,
stressed that, despite their low price,

the Whitehall and Parliament labels

would receive the “same high standard

of processing and pi’oduction as the

others.” The A & R manager for As-
sociated Recordings Ltd. P. H. C. Hig-
gins (who, like Whiting, is late of

Deutsche Grammophon Gt. Britain

Ltd.) told The Cash Box that the ini-

tial releases which total 54 albums
(19 on Whitehall, 26 on Westminster,

5 on Ax-tia and 4 on Parliament) are

confined to the classical repertoire and
folk music. Material for all labels

contains a certain proportion of first

recordings of a highly original nature,

such as “Passport to China” by The
Chinese National Song and Dance En-
semble on Artia as well as more fa-

miliar works, one of which, Proko-
fiev’s Piano Concerto No. 1 in D Flat

Minor and the Bach Piano Concerto
in D Minor by Sviatoslav Richter was
The Cash Box Classical Pick Of The
Week in March this year.

Although expansion into the ‘pop’

field is planned for the future, this will

not take place until really suitable

material is available. Issues on the

Whitehall and Westminster labels are

direct imports from America, while
Artia and Parliament contain many

Music Corporation of America. Direct
distribution is handled by the com-
pany’s sales force headed by Whiting
who stated:

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“REFLECTIONS”—The Platters—Mercury SR
60160
The Platters reflect on a brace of real oldies,

reaching as far back as the Twenties for the ma-
terial. David Carroll’s ork supplies the graceful,
mild beat ork support. Tunes include “Lazy
River,” “Red Sails In the Sunset,” “Rainbow On
the River,” “Sleepy Lagoon” and “Reflections in

the Water.” All “water” songs, they are appro-
priately handled smoothly and with calm assur-
ance. Should soon find a chart niche.

“THE FRANZ LISZT STORY”—Carmen Caval-
laro—-Decca DL 8909
“Song Without End” is a forthcoming flick

about the life of Liszt. Cavallaro gets a jump on
the track LP with his own album of famous Liszt
numbers. He and ork leader Jack Pleis have ar-

ranged and condensed the longer works into a
beautiful program that will broach appeal to pop
and classical markets. “Lieberstraum,” “Les Pre-
ludes” and several of the Hungarian Rhapsodies
are present among others. The excitement the
pianist created with the Eddy Duchin track LP
could be repeated here.

“TOWN AND COUNTRY”—The Browns—RCA
Victor LPM 2174
A pleasing package in which the smooth vocal

harmony of the trio assures pleasant listening.
They gloss lightly over the strains of “Red Sails
In the Sunset,” “My Adobe Hacienda,” “Scarlet
Ribbons,” “True Love” and the current hit, “The
Old Lamplighter.” The eountry-ish approach to
the material gives it an even more relaxed atmos-
phere. Has that winning look.

“HELLO LOVE”—Ella Fitzgerald—MG VS-6100
The first lady of song turns up here in a moody

ballad groove, offering scintillating readings of
such lovelies as “Willow Weep For Me,” “Every-
thing Happens To Me,” “I’ll Never Be The Same”
and “Stairway To the Stars,” among others.
Frank DeVol, in ork support, is tasty and re-
served, allowing Ella full frontage on the songs.
Another series of great performances by Miss
Fitzgerald.

“WOODY WOODBURY'S LAUGHING ROOM”—Stereoddities MW 2
With his first album making amazing headway

up the best-selling charts, Woodbury’s second
album promises to follow it right up. Recorded
live in a Miami Beach hotel, Woody again proves
his biggest interest is booze and comes-up with
some wildly hilarious drunk stories. Other types
of comedy are used, but it is the drunk who reigns
supreme in this comedian’s domain. Definitely not
for air play, the disk will nevertheless be a big
seller.

“DINAH SINGS SOME BLUES WITH RED”—
Dinah Shore with the Red Norvo Quintet—Capitol
ST 1354
This is probably the best Dinah on records.

Norvo’s support points up her natural swing, her
timing and phrasing abilities which do not always
come through on her usual dates. Most of the
tunes are not blues, however there’s an Ellington
blues number present—“I Ain’t Got Nothing But
The Blues”—to contrast the fine array of pop
songs here. They include “Lucky In Love,” “Sky-
lark, “It’s All Right With Me,” and “Someday
Sweetheart.”

SONGS OF THE BAD OLD DAYS”—Pearl Bai-
ley-Roulette R 25116
The Twenties and Thirties provide the wonder-

ful array of songs which Pearlie Mae gives a
charming kick here. Reminisce with “I’ve Got The
World On A String,” “Memories Of You,” “Ain’t
Misbehavin’,” “Stormy Weather” and “As Long

I Live.” And the interesting arrangements are
by Don Redman, who was the first big jazz band
arranger (with Fletcher Henderson in the Twen-
ties). Attractive, vivacious vocal album.

This live cut
from her appearance at the Copacabana Palace
preserves the excitement generated by her and
includes her between-numbers chatter, and, most
naturally, the enthusiastic audience reaction.
Songs she performs includes “Look Me Over
Closely,” “You’re The Cream In My Coffee,” “The
Boys In The Backroom,” “Das Lied ist aus” and
“Makin’ Whoopee!” She’s still a grand performer.

“CONCERT FOR LOVERS”—The Magic Strings
and The Golden Brass conducted by H. Nirenberg—Musidisc MS-16011
A fascinating concert of familiar and cherished

classical themes occupies side one. Tender care is

given the “pop” interprelations of Grieg’s Piano
Concerto, Borodin’s Polovetsian Dances, Tchai-
kovsky’s 5th and 6th Symphonies, and Rachmani-
noff’s 2nd Piano Concerto. Many pop songs ema-
nated from these pieces and their tunes will be
proudly recognized. Pop medleys of “Porgy &
Bess” and others fill out side two nicely. Stereo
sound is excellent.

“LIKE IN LOVE”—Nancy Wilson—Capitol ST
1319
A polished youngster with an easy-swinging

gait debuts on a collection of songs of various
tempos and feelings designed to show off her
talents and versatility. And she does very well
by the songs. Her phrasing is clipped—similar to
Carmen McRae’s but not as sophisticated. She has
more of a pixie-ish approach. Tunes include “You
Leave Me Breathless,” “People Will Say We’re In
Love,” “Passion Flower” and “All Of You.”

Barker’s approach to “exotic” music differs
from the usual fare in that he puts particular
emphasis upon strings, brass and woodwinds in
interplay as well as the expected rhythms. It is

this full ork sound that makes for an exciting
listening experience here. The tunes used for the
session include “Magic Is The Moonlight,” “Ama-
pola,” “Maria Elena,” “Monique,” “Orchids In
The Moonlight” and “The Moon Was Yellow.”
Fine excursion into “exotica” for Barker.

“HENNESEY”—Original Music From the TV
Series—Jackie Cooper and His Orch.—Signature
SM 1049
Sonny Burke has written an interesting pseudo-

jazz score for the popular TV series which stars
Jackie Cooper. It is similar to many such success-
ful jazz-oriented TV scores and on this basis holds
strong commercial potential. Cooper does double
duty as ork leader for the album. Thankfully, the
music is quiet and moody and does not hit you in
the head like much TV “jazz.” Highly saleable
merchandise.

“HERE COMES JERRY KELLER”—Kapp KL
1178
Having scored with “Here Comes Summer” last

year, the songster bows on his initial album with
a program of evergreens. He carves out solid
readings of “Unchained Melody,” “Sixteen Going
On Seventeen,’ ’“The Girl That I Marry,” “True
Love” and his latest single release, “American
Beauty Rose.” Another newcomer of merit who
deserves a hearing.
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“IN TIMES LIKE THESE”—Gene McDaniels—
Liberty LST 7146
A skillful new singer with a serious approach,

Gene McDaniels debuts with a program of supe-
rior ballads which goes a long way in establishing
him as a contender for future chart honors. He
carefully essays “Love Is Here To Stay,” “When
I Fall In Love,” “It Might As Well Be Spring,”
“Yesterdays” and “Gone With The Wind.” Strings
and voices are directed by Johnny Mann. Reward-
ing session for listeners.

“THE ART OF JAZZ”—Zoot Sims—Seeco CELP
This is the kind of session needed to appreciate

Sims’ talents. He has a free hand here, blowing
gustily all the way, tearing off long, solid state-
ments in his vigorous, assertive manner. Valve-
trombonist Bob Brookmeyer is in tow and gets his
licks in as well as a cooking rhythm section com-
prised of Milt Hinton, Gus Johnson and John Wil-
liams. A couple of standards are interspersed
among some Sims originals. This is good, swing-
ing jazz.

"HYPNOTIC SWING”—Reg Owen and His Or-
chestra—Palette MPZ-1001
Owen’s arrangements are swinging, contagious

and exciting. And the material he has chosen for
this outing are naturally meant to be swung. Most
of the tunes are re-arrangements of spirituals,

such as “Jericho,” “Down By The Riverside,”
“Solomon Stomp” and “Swing Low, Sweet Cha-
riot.” A lively, tuneful, big band album.

“THE SONNY SIDE OF STITT”—Sonny Stitt

—

Roost LP 2240
Though not as popular as many of his contem-

poraries, Sonny Stitt is one of the more original
sax voices today. A skillful disciple of Parker, he
has developed his own style and sound and con-
tinues to grow inventively. These Roost sides
present him in solo light (with rhythm backing),
his best atmosphere, playing “Don’t Worry ’Bout
Me,” “Day By Day,” “I Never Knew” and “I’ll

Remember April.” Invigorating album.

“THE RUSS COLUMBO STORY”—Paul Bruno-
Coral CRL 57327
For those who remember Columbo, hearing

Paul Bruno render his songs will be a true experi-
ence, for the youngster bears an amazing vocal
resemblance to Columbo, not only in sound, but
in style, approach to the lyric and intensity.
Columbo’s songs are given this treatment here—
“Temptation,” “Guilty,” “Prisoner of Love,” “If

I Could Be With You”—and should prove an
unusual attraction for adults.

“LIFT EVERY VOICE AND SING” — Marie
Knight—Carlton LP 12/119

Gospel shouts, spix'ituals and sacred hymns are
all present in this album which is subtitled “the
best loved songs of the American Negro.” Max-ie
Knight is backed by a choir and the usual organ
and rhythm accompaniment in her vigorous
treatment of this contagious music. Selections in-

clude “In That Great Gettin’ Up Morning,” “Lean-
ing On The Lord,” “Joshua Fit The Battle Of
Jericho,” “Little David Play On Your Harp” and
“Sometimes I Feel Like A Motherless Child.”
Stirring performances by Miss Knight.

“FIORELLO”—The Oscar Peterson Trio—Verve
MG VS-6134
The Peterson brand of hypnotic swing is now

taken to the score from the smash Broadway
musical and it comes up a winner. His infectious
handling of the delightful tunes—“Little Tin
Box,” “Politics and Poker,” “Gentleman Jimmy”
and “

’Til Tomorrow”—realizes the score’s success
as a stimulating jazz vehicle. Another top notch
jazz-show album from the pianist.

“JOE VENUTI PLAYS GERSHWIN”; “JOE VE-
NUTI PLAYS JEROME KERN”—Golden Crest
3100; 3101
One of the elite of jazz violin, Venuti is heard

on two albums honoring two greats of the Amer-
ican pop scene. Here with small combo (guitar-
bass-drums-piano) he swings brilliantly through
such Gershwiniana as “Fascinating Rhythm,” “I
Got Rhythm,” Oh Lady Be Good” and “Embrace-
able You.” The Kern disk contains “A Fine Ro-
mance,” “Smoke Gets In Your Eyes” and “Lovely
To Look At.” A stimulating pair of records. All
done in exquisite taste.

LEHAR: “The Merry Widow”—Sadler Wells Op-
era Company and Orchestra, William Reid, con-
ductor—Angel S 35816
Franz Lehar’s delightful operetta is treated to

an elegant recording by Angel. A new English
version by Christopher Hassall is used, thus mak-
ing the cherished work understandable to new
American audiences, yet retaining the flavor and
charm of the original German. Performances all

around are excellent. The stereo depth completes
a beautiful picture.

STRAVINSKY: “Petrouchka”—Pierre Monteux
conducting the Boston Symphony Orchestra

RCA Victor LSC 2376
A new stereo recording of the famed Stravinsky

ballet music by the conductor who first intro-

duced the music to America. Long associated
with the Stravinsky work, Monteux puts on a
display of conducting insight, which definitely

proves his acknowledgment as the foremost in-

terpreter of the music. Solidly saleable.

“THE SPANISH GUITARS OF LAURINDO
ALMEIDA”—Capitol SP 8521
In a dazzling display of virtuosity, this great

of the Spanish (Flamenco) guitar serves up a
tasty program of classical pieces transcribed for
two and three guitars. Multi-tracking completes
the picture Among the eleven numbers is a selec-

tion from Falla’s “The Three Cornered Hat,” an
Almeida original, and pieces by Chopin, Debussy,
Ravel, Bach, Rachmaninoff. An artist of consum-
mate skill.
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“ROOSTER BLUES”—Lightnin’ Slim—Excello
LP 8000

Slim’s blues art lies somewhere between the
rough country blues and the more sophisticated
city blues singers, for his material and approach
embraces both styles. With guitar in hand he
beats out the striving messages on “Bed Bug

SCANDINAVIA
Metronome Records arranged a party here on April 18th celebrating the

opening of its new recording studio at Karlbergsvagen 57. The studio was
formerly a cinema, but since motion picture business is not what it used to be,
several cinemas are closing down. It is equipped with the latest modern equip-
ment for all kinds of recording in mono as well as stereo field.

Helena Eyjolfsdottir and the Atlantic Quartet, among the best money-
making record artists in Iceland today, are planning a tour in Norway and
Denmark this summer. They are also interested in including Sweden in their
plans. They are recording for the Icelandic label Islenzkir Tonar in Reykjavik.
Helge Roundqvist of Cupol Records, back in Stockholm from a journey to the

principal continental cities of Europe. Roundqvist reports he had a successful
business talk with Oriole in London, Vega in Paris and ITN in Zurich. He also
went to Brussels where he acquired the rights for releasing Rocco Granata’s
new disk in Scandinavia. His company, Cupol, did a very good business handling
Granata’s first record, “Marina,” in this territory.

The problems between the European record companies and BIEM-NCB
(mechanical licenses collectors) have been resolving themselves and the record
business can continue again in Europe. Sweden, however, still has its own
problems what with the strike of the musicians. They are not allowed to
participate in any recording sessions arranged by members of Record Manu-
facturers Association, to which most of the main companies belong.

Modern Jazz Quartet gave concerts at Stockholm Concert Hall on Monday,
April 11th. It is a Norman Granz troup handled here by Nordisc, a promotion
and publicity unit consisting of mainly Karusell and Metronome Records in
Sweden.

Jacqueline Boyer, daughter of well known Lucienne Boyer, winner of this
year’s Eurovision Song Festival from Royal Festival Hall in London, was
contracted for appearances in Danish TV before the result of the Festival
was known. After she had won, Miss Boyer received requests from almost
every TV company in Europe, including the Swedish. However, as far as
Sweden is concerned, she refused because of already signed contracts with
Denmark.
American night-clubs, particularly in Las Vegas, seems to have become

very interested in Swedish girls. Some months ago, seven Swedish dancers
left Sweden for Las Vegas. Now Stockholm has been visited by a Miss Mills,

who is searching for Swedish talent for the Lido Show this summer. Last
year, the whole matter was used for sensational frontpage headlines by some
of the evening papers, who wrote about “white slavery” and caused great
interest in the whole affair. This time most of the newspapers didn’t consider
it worth more than one or two lines.

Elvis Presley’s first record for RCA after leaving his military duties, looks
like it will be a tremendous success in Sweden. A “golden disk” is given here
after the sale of 100,000 records. RCA reports that they have so many
“advance orders” (before it was recorded in America) that it might be neces-
sary to think about a “golden disk” from Sweden even before the record is

received.

A new way to give a golden disk was introduced by Knappupp. Its EP with
Martin Ljung, a monologue titled “Final Olsson,” sold 50,000 in a very short
time. The flip side was a song parody of some popular numbers by Povel
Ramel, and sung by himself. The company gave the artists their golden disk
after the sale of 50,000 pointing out that “Martin Ljung sold 50,000 and Povel
Ramel also sold 50,000, making a total of 100,000. .

.” They made only one
golden disk giving each artist one half.

Brazilian Audio Fidelity Rep

In States For Business Confabs
NEW LORK—Last Week The Cash
Box office here was visited by Sebas-
tiao Bastos, president of Audio Fidel-

ity Do Brasil Ltda., the Brazilian rep-
resentative for Audio Fidelity Rec-
ords. Basto was in the U.S. for

business conferences with Sidney
Frey, president of Audio Fidelity.

Bastos told a very interesting story

about his operation in Bi-azil. His
plant is located in Sao Paulo, the in-

dustrial center of Brazil, and a staff

of five salesmen cover an area equal to

that of the U.S. These salesmen serv-

ice the retailers directly, using planes
(2nd World War Catalinas) to get to

the interior jungle areas of the coun-
try. There are no distributors in Bra-
zil and these five men are responsible

for the entire sales operation of the

company. Therefore they are contin-

ually on the road—or more approxi-
mately—in the air.

Bastos began his business six

months ago with fifteen Audio Fidel-

ity albums. He builds up his catalog
by releasing three new albums each
month. The firm now sells 4,000 LP’s
a month, with a projected 1960 total

sales expected at 60,000 LP’s. The
most popular artist in the AF line,

the only line which Bastos handles, is

Joe Basile.

Bastos said that Brazil was the sec-

ond country in the world to press
stereo records. His introduction of
stereo in Brazil paralleled Sid Frey’s
introduction of the sound process in

the U.S. Bastos’ introduction of the
process also prompted the production
of stereo equipment in the country, a
new industry which is now booming.

Bastos presses all the records him-

self. From masters he receives from
AF in the states, he makes new mas-
ters through a disk-to-tape-to-disk
process. A Johnny Puleo record was
the first stereo album to be pressed.

In discussing the Brazilian record
market, Bastos said that 78’s are still

the most popular disk form there. 45’s

are only a small percentage of the

singles mai’ket because of lack of new
equipment. Despite this, Brazil is the

4th largest record market in the

world. The reason U.S. record manu-
facturers have not been attracted to

Brazil is that only occasionally do U.S.

rock and roll records become hits

there. The present taste runs pri-

marily to authentic Brazilian music.

As to modernization, the LP mar-
ket differs quite a lot from the singles

picture. Bastos noted that 20% of all

LP sales in Brazil are stereo records

—

the highest percentage in the world.

Bastos was in the U.S. looking for

“high quality” labels to represent in

his country. He said that he has com-

plete modern pressing equipment and

facilities for reproducing album cov-

ers. His plant also includes a modern
stereo recording studio which he in-

tends to put to use soon to cut his own
records for release on the Audio Fi-

delity label.

Expansion plans for Bastos’ opera-

tion include the opening of branch

offices in major South American cities.

Changing Times

Demand

Changed Thinking

The coin machine industry, in its short span of

life, has seen a number of changes take place. And
like all industry, these changes in the coin machine
industry are determined hy the changes in the tem-
per and economy of the public and the physical re-

vision of the cities and communities in which they

live.

In the early days of our industry, as we know it

today, created by the introduction of the pinball

machine (10 marble halls for 1^—non-electric) the

location was primarily the candy store. Music ma-
chines were being operated—hut usually in “juke
joints" and similar type locations. The biggest

boom to the industry was the repeal of prohibition.

Every tavern, bar, restaurant, roadside inn, etc.,

that opened was a prospect for machines. Not only

did the pinball (now at 5c) find a new home, hut

the music machine became a necessary fixture. The
business boomed. New operators entered the busi-

ness. New manufacturers produced machines. New
play type machines were invented and manufac-
tured.

Then came the war. Manufacturers went into

armaments, drying up the flow of new equipment.
However, the operator prospered. Locations were
kept busy day and night hy members of the armed
forces, as well as hy factory workers seeking relax-

ation.

In the years following the end of the war, the

business at all levels settled down to routine.

However, in the past few years, several develop-

ments have come to light. One, affecting big city

operators in particular, has had an adverse reper-

cussion. Slum clearance programs thruout the

nation in these big cities have wiped out many lucra-

tive locations. It has been stated that for every five

locations destroyed, only one new one is opened.
Another factor in big city operating which has de-

creased income in certain sections is the migration

of city dwellers to suburban areas. Coinmen con-

centrating their operations in these city areas have
been hurt. However, some operators with facilities

to service locations in the suburbs, have been able

to offset their losses hy lining up new locations as

they open up to serve the expanding population

there. These new outlets, fresh, clean and furnished

in the modern decor, need specialized service—new
modern music machines, probably a wall box and
speaker installation, and the most up-to-date amuse-
ment machines. The operator, in addition, if he has

the equipment, can probably set in a cigarette ven-

dor. Also, in certain type locations, background
music is a possibility.

Another development in the last few years is the

tremendous growth of bowling alleys and super
stores. Both these type of locations offer coinmen
the opportunity to expand their activities. While
the super store type operation is highly specialized,

requiring large capital and a special organization,

the howling alley location is one any capable oper-

ator can seek. The American Bowling Congress re-

ports that there are 23,000,000 howlers in the

country, with the possibility of 35,000,000 in

1966. At this time there are 87,145 howling alleys

in the U.S.—and more being built every day. These
locations need all types of equipment, music,

amusement and vendors.

It would be well for the coin machine industry,

like all others, in these changing times, to keep
abreast of all new developments.

ChiCoin Ships “Pony Express’’ Rifle Game
CHICAGO—J. A. (Art) Weinand,
director of sales for Chicago Dynamic
Industries of this city, announced the
release this past week of Chicago
Coin’s “Pony Express” rifle-target
amusement game.
Weinand stated that this game,

which is loaded with target and scor-
ing features, was originally inspired
by the commemoration this year of
100 years since the creation of the
Pony Express—the first rapid (at
that time) mail service in the wild
and woolly West.
“The Centennial celebration of this

courageous, romantic mail delivery
service was naturally singled out by
our designers as a timely, and excit-
ing theme, tying in Chicago Coin’s
‘Pony Express’ rifle game with the
commemoration by the United States
government of the beginning of the
original Pony Express.”
Both Weinand and Mort Secore, of

the sales department of Chicago
Coin, singled out as the prime feature
in “Pony Express” a “running Indian
target. As the Indian runs sideways
to get to the other side of the target
area the player attempts to shoot
him. When he is hit he turns and
runs back to hide behind a rock.

Other targets on the huge, 3-di-
mensional backglass include moving
“Black Panthers” on the front row,
facing the player, “Indians” on the
second row of targets, and “Buffaloes”
on the third row.
At the extreme right of the back-

glass is a list of “Markmanship” rat-
ings for the player to qualify. They
are “Scout,” “Rifleman,” “Frontiers-
man,” and, finally, the highest rating—“Top Gun.”
“Pony Express’ also features ex-

tended play. When the player shoots
a perfect score the target area lights
up, and the target score is auto-
matically re-set back to “0”. However
the player’s score continues to ac-
cumulate on the backglass, instead of
the previous, customary free play
awards.

Weinand explained that sample
shipments are being rushed out to
Chicago Coin’s distoibutors all over
the country and abroad. He conclud-
ed by stating that a heavy return of
repeat orders is anticipated due to
immediate, and wide interest already
shown “Pony Express,” after distrib-
utors were advised of its availability.

“The
Cash Box Price Lists” reports each quotation exactly as it is made and depends
on the subscriber to make average price adjustments to fit the peculiarities of
