NEW YORK—The tenth anniversary
of Bell Sound Studios here marks a
rise from obscurity to one of the na-
tion’s top recording services.

At that time, engineers Allen Wein-
traub and Daniel Cronin left their jobs
at the Municipal Broadcasting Sys-
tem to venture into private enterprise
recording air checks, weddings, and
other events along these lines.

Soon, larger quarters were estab-
lished in Brooklyn’s Lafayette Street,
but vibrations from the “A” train of

the independent subway system, and
the need for a “real” studio, which
the Brooklyn location lacked, meant
another move, this time to Manhat-
tan’s 89th Street. As the firm’s serv-

ices grew, a more central location was
desired, and, thus, another Bell move
to West 46th Street. Last Bell move
was last June to 237 West 54th Street.

By that time, the firm had a staff of

forty people. Any of today’s record-

ing needs are accommodated at Bell

with monaural, 2 & 3-track recording

facilities in all its studios, and com-
plete mastering and editing rooms.

Bourne Wins "Gang" Case

NEW YORK—The United States
Court of Appeals for the Second Cir-
cuit last week unanimously affirmed a
lower court’s decision holding that
Bourne Music is the present legal
owner of the renewal copyright of
“That Old Gang Of Mine,” which the
writers Ray Henderson, Mort Dixon,
and Billy Rose had assigned to Bourne
in 1923. Decision upheld the previous
decision of Judge Dimock in the U.S.
District Court for the Southern Dis-
trict of New York. Judge Dimock’s
decision was appealed by Rose.

The case involved the important
principle that an author may effec-
tively assign his expectancy in his
right of renewal of his copyright at
any time prior to the commencement
of the renewal period, and that such
assignment is valid if the author is
alive at the commencement of the re-
newal period. It upheld Judge Di-
mock’s ruling that since all three
authors in this action were alive on
April 24. 1950, when the renewal pe-
riod began, and the consideration paid
for such assignment was adequate, the
assignment was binding and the com-
posers could not reclaim the copyright.

In reviewing this issue of adequacy
of consideration paid by Bourne, the
Circuit Court pointed out that Judge
Dimock had held that the 1923 assign-
ment was supported by adequate con-
sideration and they adopted his analy-
sis of the evidence on this Question.

Finally, the Circuit Court held that
there was no abuse of discretion when
Judge Dimock awarded Bourne a sum
of $7500 towards the fees of their at-
torneys, Phillips, Nizer, Benjamin,
Krim & Ballon, who represented
Bourne, both in the trial below and
on the appeal.

Lucky too, for his sophisticated, well-
poised stage presence is in complete control of
the audience, which responds enthusiastically for
good reason. The reasons include “Autumn
Leaves,” “So In Love,” “Stranger in Paradise,”

“CAROUSEL”—Lois Hunt, Harry Snow, others

Another of the label’s current re-creations of

Rodgers and Hammerstein hits.

The accent is on strings, for the violinist leader

directs a large string section through a quiet

mood reading of European favorites. And what
could be more continental than strings? The se-

lections include “Santa Lucia,’’“April in Portu-

gal,” “Non Dimenticar” and “Vienna, My City of

Dreams.” Good relaxing music.
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"60 FRENCH GIRLS CAN T BE WRONG'”—Les
Djinns Singers—ABC Paramount ABC 327
The irresistible chai-m of a massive chorus of

60 French girls (between the ages of 13 and 16)
singing a program of French songs marks this
album as a choice item in the novelty category.
Completing the full sound heard here is Le Grand
Orchestre de Paris directed by Paul Bonneau. The
material includes some familiar things (i.e

“L’ame Des Poetes,” “Marie Marie”) but it is the
surprise of the newness of the sound and material
which captivates. Worth listening to.

And, like, this Leo is here with his whole bag of
tricks which includes a knack for imitating brass
instruments and sundry other unusual vocal
sounds. He has a pleasant vocal style which he

alternating voice with imitations. Added are a
couple of comedy stints—one about Japan and one
on Africa—in which sound, of course, plays an
important role. Interesting album.

Styne’s pop songs have a naturalness about
them that have endeared them to jazz musicians
the swing treatments. (“Bells Are Ringing” is a
re:ent example.)

The
arrangements are markedly original and leave
Bellson plenty of drum room, which he puts to
tasteful advantage.

For his Columbia LP debut, Allison debuts an

While in London Mogull hopes to set the release of the American single record-

ings from the show in this country as well as the R.C.A. LP albums by Frankie

which will be available for British artists.

Mogull has acquired the rights in many Far and Middle East countries for
the local lyrics of the continental hit “Mustapha” and aims to have Ameidcan
and English waxings with new lyrics by Bob Merrill for world release under
the title of “Mustapha The Sheik Of Morocco.” Mogull leaves here for Paris on
June 6th en route for the States.

Shortly after flying into London airport this week America’s husband and
wife team Gordon and Sheila MacRae drove up to E. M. I.’s Manchester Square
headquarters in a horse drawn surrey with the fringe on top to attend a recep-
tion given in their honour. During their stay Gordon and Sheila will appear in

A.T.V.’s “Sunday Night At The London Palladium” and will also film two
“Saturday Spectacular” programs for transmission later in the summer. To
coincide with their visit Capitol is releasing its first LP together entitled “Our
Love Story.” Gordon’s sound track recordings of “Carousel” and “Oklahoma”
are two of the best selling LP’s in the history of the record industry. His latest
album for Capitol is “This Is Gordon MacRae.”

Leslie Gould, General Manager of Philips Records since its inception a year
ago, has been appointed to the Company’s Board of Directors. Gould who is

currently holidaying on the Continent was Chief of Philips Records in Aus-
tralia before coming to London.

“Puss In Boots” featuring Cyril Shaps and The Atlas Theatre Company with
music by Vivaldi; “Beauty and The Beast” again with Cyril Shaps with music
by Mendelssohn and an adaptation of the story by Grimm of “The Little Tailor”
featuring well-known actor Donald Pleasance with music by Gluck. There are
also two additions to the Lives of the Great Composers’ series. “The Story of
Chopin Told To Young People” by Robert Hardy and “The Story of Mozart
Told To Young People” by Alex McCowen. Both disks are illustrated with
music by the composers.
Jack Baverstock A & R Manager for Fontana Records recently returned from

Stockholm where the label’s star A1 Saxon is enjoying enormous success and
popularity during his two-week engagement at The Tivoli. Saxon will also visit

Gothenberg and Oslo. His disk “Marina” is a best seller throughout Scandinavia.
Baverstock also met up with top executive for Philips and Fontana in Sweden.

Title theme from the 20th Century Fox film “Songs and Lovers” to be pre-
miered here this month has been recorded by Johnnie Gregory and The Cas-
cading Strings on Fantana, for American release on Columbia, who also issue
the same artist’s LP “Great Instrumental Hits.” This solely stereo waxing has
already proved a good seller in this country. Baverstock is delighted with The
Lana Sisters’ latest disking of the Italian hit “Tinterella Di Luna” and with
Valerie Masters’ version of “Banjo Boy”—both on Fontana.
From Dennis Preston—boss of Record Supervision Ltd. comes news of the

first anniversary of the highly successful Lansdowne Jazz Series released via
the Columbia label. Preston reports that since June 1959 Britain’s top ten jazz
sellers has never been without one Lansdowne issue in the frame. Persistent
best sellers include disks by Chris Barber, Acker Bilk and Ken Colyer. Recent
releases include LP’s from Alex Welsh “Music Of The Mauve Decade”; The
Laurie Johnson Orchestra “Brass Band Swinging” and E.P.’s from Ottilie Pat-
terson and Terry Lightfoot. To kick off the second year the June list includes a
first disk for Lansdowne by Humphrey Lyttelton “Blues In The Night,” “Jazz
For Young Lovers” brings Alex Welsh clarinetist Archie Semple his first disk
as a leader and “Harlem Washboard” by Cecil Scott with a group of Harlem
veterans gathered together by Chris Barber when visiting the States last year.

Visiting the fabulous Sammy Davis Jnr. show at London’s Pigalle Restaurant
this week “The Cash Box” representative found A1 Burnett—the man respon-
sible for bringing Sammy over here—flushed with success. Burnett who expected
to get little more than prestige from the gamble finds himself actually making
money. Davis is reported to be getting around £.12,000 for the three-week sea-
son which is a complete sell out with two shows a night and with a capacity
audience of 450 a time. On the strength of this success Burnett will shortly
visit the States to try to persuade more famous names like Frank Sinatra, Lena
Horne and Red Skelton to appear at his nightspot.
Brunswick has released a new Sammy Davis Jnr. single “Happy To Make

Your Acquaintance” backed with “Baby, It’s Cold Outside.” Both titles are
tracks from the Sammy Davis-Carmen McRae American Decca album “Boy
Meets Girl” which was issued in E.P. form in April of last year with both these
tracks excluded due to copyright restriction on “Happy To Make Your Acquain-
tance” from the score of Frank Loesser’s “The Most Happy Fella”—the music
of which was held up until the arrival of the show in London.
Back in England after five months in Australia Tommy Steele hit the head-

lines this week by announcing his marriage in three weeks’ time to 23 year old
Anne Donoghue. Even more sensational is the news that Michael Benthall,
Director of the world famous Old Vic Theatre, home of Shakespeare and the
classics, has invited Tommy to play Tony Lumpkin in next season’s production
of “She Stoops To Conquer.” This will follow his summer season at Blackpool.
Manager John Kennedy advises that future plans for the talented rock ’n’

English Disk Sales Up 28%
LONDON—Manufacturer Disk sales
here in the first quarter of 1960 were
3,800,000 pounds, according to the
latest returns from the Board of

Trade. This represents a 28% in-

crease over the same period last year.

Figures for March show that sales

were 1,225,000 pounds, which is 61%

more than March of ’59. Export sales

were 36% ahead more than a year
ago. In March, the production of 45 ’s

was 75% more and LP’s 43% more
than the previous March, while 47%
fewer 78’s were produced.
The first quarter of ’60 saw 54%

more 45’s and 39% more LP’s pro-

duced than the first quarter of ’59,

but 67% fewer 78’s produced.

We sure made a decent mistake in this column in the May 21st issue of
The Cash Box when we stated that RCA of Australia had issued seven albums
of the Boston Symphony Orchestra and Boston Pops. The correct situation is

that RCA of Australia has released twenty-seven albums by The Boston Sym-
phony and twenty-six by The Boston Pops.
The Australian tour of The Boston Symphony Orchestra, which is under the

sponsorship of the United States Government, is scheduled to begin in Bris-
bane on 6th June, then to Sydney 7th, 8th and 9th June, Adelaide 11th June
and Melbourne 13th and 14th June. To mark the occasion of the visit to
Australia, RCA of Australia has released a special album featuring the musical
history of the Boston Symphony and Boston Pops. This special 12" LP retails
at only 15/6, by far the lowest priced album to ever appear in this country.
The RCA campaign behind the Australian tour of this famous orchestra is one
of the most extensive yet attempted in this territory.

Popular English vocalist Lita Roza is now in Australia for a theatre circuit
season. Pye Records has rushed through a single of “Maybe You’ll Be There”
by this artist.

Viking Records of New Zealand has commenced operations in Australia.
They are working from headquarters in Sydney, with distributors in other
states. The first Australian release on the Viking label consists of two 12" LPs,
two 10" LPs and two EPs. The first single release is “Clap Your Hands” by
The Beau Marks—this one has made its initial appearance on The Cash Box
Top 100.

Philips Records, which handles the Roulette label in this area, has released
the Jimmie Rodgers album—both mono and stereo—“When The Spirit Moves
You.”

Pye Records has made a timely release of the Lonnie Donegan album “Lon-
nie Rides Again.” Lonnie is hot here at the moment through his single “My
Old Man’s A Dustman.”
Also Pye has just issued a single by the Bill Benham Quartet—a Sydney

group—“The Man I Love” c/w “S’Wonderful.” These two tracks are from an
album—“Hallmarks In Hi-Fi” to be released in June—by the group which
consists of Bill Benham (piano) George Golla (guitar); Ed Gaston (bass) and
Colin Bailey (drums).

Following a closer relationship between Garnet H. Carroll of the Princess
Theatre group and The Tivoli Circuit of Australia, the Sadler’s Wells Opera
Company will present Christopher Hassell’s English version of “The Merry
Widow” at The Tivoli Theatre in Melbourne, commencing 16th July. The im-
portation of the Sadler’s Wells Opera group is one of the most important events
in Australian theatircal history.

W & G Records reports “fantastic” initial sales with its new A1 Morgan
releases—a single and an EP. Morgan is currently doing television and club
work in Sydney.

Ken East, Record Sales Manager for the vast E.M.I. group of labels, is tour-
ing interstate offices in connection with its Mantovani Month drive.

RCA should score well here with its newest release “Mario Lanza Sings
Caruso Favorites.” Lanza has always been a strong disk attraction in this area.
In fact his “Student Prince” album is still one of the best-selling records ever
issued in Australia.

First it was “The Way Of A Clown” by Teddy Randazzo that had to be
withdrawn because of copyright problems. Now Jackie Wilson’s record of
“Night” has had to be withdrawn because it is said to be an infringement of
another composition that is still subject to copyright in this area.

By Accident or Design

Theyje Worth A Fortune\_

NEW
IDEAS

Having discussed and written about the need for
new ideas in amusement machines, and having
noted that several of the best play ideas for coin
operated equipment came from “left field,” we
read with great interest an article which we repro-
duce here.

“Not every revolutionary idea conies from pro-
fessional inventors,” this article stated.

“Many of the big ideas came to fruition because
someone was alert enough to build upon an acci-

dent.

“Ice cream was the result of some accidental

frozen custard.

“Other ideas, too, such as the one the U.S. natu-

ralist came up with while doing research in Labra-
dor when he noticed that meat frozen in 40 below
weather tasted a lot better than meat frozen more
slowly.

“Back home, he tried quick-freezing a variety of

foods and started a frozen food business. His name

:

Clarence Birdseye. He sold the business in 1929 for

$22 ,000 ,000 .

“Another observant chap was Nicholas Appert,

a Frenchman born in 1750, who had drifted about
working as a chef, pickier, confectioner and brewer.

One day, whilst pondering over a wine bottle, he
said to himself, ‘Nicholas, why do you not pack
food in air-tight containers as you do wine?’

“He tried it and voila ! So today, 150 years after

he dreamed up this idea, we Americans are con-

suming 60,000,000 cans of food per day.

“It pays to never stop looking for ideas, even

when you’re munching your victuals. You may bite

into a fortune.”

Along these same lines, in the coin machine; busi-

ness, the idea for a bumper pinball game originated

in Utica, N.Y., with a machine called “Spot Pool.”

The Chicago manufacturers utilized the play fea-

ture, developing the “bumper” as we know it to-

day. The idea behind shuffle alleys originally was
seen in a crude game made in California. The manu-
facturers developed and refined the idea to produce
the many shuffle games which were a tremendous
boon to all in the industry.

If anyone, anywhere in the country, has been
toying around with a game idea ; or if anyone has an
idea which he believes can be produced by any of

our games factories; we suggest it be put down on
paper or in blueprint form, and offered to these

factories. The “professional inventors” or “factory

engineers” will be able to refine it for commercial
use. Your idea may be the one which the industry

is seeking—and one which could bring you a for-

tune.
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Prospects Of British Gaming Law

Amendments Reviewed In London

Hurleyville Operator Goes On Record With

Solution To Major Industry Problems

English Association Leader Sees Broadest

Possible Revisions Still Somewhat Restricted

Expect Passage Of Amendments In October
NEW YORK—Ever since the an-
nouncement from Great Britain that

a revision in the gaming law legisla-

tion would be forthcoming at future
House of Commons' meetings, coin-

men throughout the world as well as

on the British Isles have been in a.

state of confusion as to what the
present legislation consists of and
what effects the probable changes in

gaming laws in Britian would have
on the coin machine industry. The
Cash Box London office conducted a
thorough investigation of these mat-
ters and following is a report that
should clear up any misconceptions
held regarding the British Gaming
Laws and possible revisions in these
laws.
The law in Britain as it stands now,

and this has been a matter of law
for more than one hundred years,
allows that no machine may be op-
erated that gives to a winning player
anything whatever, either in cash or
kind. Therefore, as of now, every
game in the category is illegal, even
to the point of machines which merely
return to the winning player his own
coin and no more. To keep strictly on
the right side of the law you must
give nothing out at all whether it is a
game of chance or a game of skill.

While this is the situation, the present
law is not policed as thoroughly as it

was when it was entered as British
law, originally.
The proposals for the revised Gam-

ing Law, which are still subject to
final amendment, are likely to be
along these lines: (1) Amusement
Arcades (or Id (1 1/6 </•) arcades),
Amusement Parks, and places of that
nature will be subject to licensing by
the local authority. On licensed sites,

machines can be operated on these
conditions: (a) That the charge made
for playing the machine does not ex-
ceed 1/-, (14c). (2) Where prizes are
in kind (as in merchandising ma-
chines) there is no limit to the value,
but cash payout is limited to 1/-

(14$).

(2) Fruit machines and other ma-
chines of this type may be operated
only in private premises, clubs, etc.,

to which the general public do not
have access and which are used
wholly or mainly by persons under
the age of 18 years on the following
conditions: (a) The charge for the
use of the machine may not exceed
6d (7$). (2) The net takings after
payment of prizes must not be de-
voted to the purpose of private gain.

(3) Machines which either return
to the player his original coin or give
him a free play, but not both. These
are the only machines which would
become completely legal and could be
operated anywhere without restriction

of any kind.
The Cash Box spoke with John

Singleton, secretary of the Amuse-
ment Caterers Association, and his

comments follow: “I am anxiously
watching developments in some sec-

tions of the trade because as will be
seen by the foregoing, the door is not
really being opened very far, and even
with the new legislation, operators of
fruit machines and other machines
of similar type will still be somewhat
restricted, but the tremendous activ-

ity that seems to be taking place in

that field at the moment suggests to

us that many people who should know
better still do not realize this fact.

We, of course, are in close touch with
Government circles and know what
their views and intentions are. Our
real fear is that if there is any abuse

of the new laws when they come into

force may well lead to the re-imposi-

tion of restrictions which will leave

us nearly as badly off as we were

before.

“The latest and most reliable fore-

cast is that the new laws will prob-

ably not come into operation before

October 1960—but there is a faint

chance of speeding things up before

then.”

Seeburg Appoints Danneman For

Music-Vending Lines In Scandinavia
NEW YORK—Charles Danneman, F.
Danneman Company, Gottlieb distrib-
utors with main offices in Stockholm,
Sweden, advised The Cash Box, in an
exclusive interview last week, that
the firm has been appointed Seeburg
distributors for the Finland-Norway
territories, with the possibility of a
wider sales territory to be announced
at a later date.
Danneman arrived in New York

after spending several days in Chi-
cago with his father, Freius, president
of the Danneman firm. Freius Dan-
neman stayed on in Chicago while
Charles left New York during the lat-
ter part of last week after visiting
The Cash Box New York offices.

The firm has merged with the Abata
Company, owned by Kurt Swenson,
coin machine distributor currently
handling the Williams games fran-
chise. The firm distributing the See-
burg line will now be known as the
Abadan Company, a combination of
the two names. Danneman will con-
tinue to function under the F. Danne-
man firm name for its Gottlieb busi-
ness while Swenson will continue
under the Abata name for its Wil-
liams line.

Charles Danneman, son of the vet-
eran European coin machine man, is

an executive with the Danneman firm
which has experienced a generation
in the Scandinavian countries operat-
ing and distributing music and games. I

The firm has also taken on the See-
burg vending line and expects to
broaden its current vending distribu-
tion set-up.
“We expect to contact the industrial

plants in the Scandinavian terri-

tories in order to lay the groundwork
for a vending business. It is doubtful
that we will also operate vending ma-
chine equipment the way we presently
operate games and music, but rather
lay the foundation for a vending en-
terprise which can be conducted by
industrious vending firms wishing to
expand in this field,” stated Danne-
man. Danneman thought highly of the
current Seeburg “Album of the
Month” program having recently wit-
nessed a factory presentation con-
ducted by Tom Herrick, national ad-
vertising and promotion manager and
Jack Gordon, vice-president in charge
of the Seeburg phonograph division.
“We see a great future for the ex-

pansion of music and games in Fin-
land and in Norway with bright re-
ports emanating from the respective
Governments. The Scandinavian coun-
tries are capable of supporting an
extensive music-games operation and
also full-line vending as it is known
in the United States. We believe we
can accomplish progress faster and
more efficiently now that we are the
exclusive distributors for the Seeburg
music and vending lines in these coun-
tries,” concluded Danneman.

Millie McCarthy Outlines Personal Views
NEW YORK—Mrs. “Millie Mc-
Carthy, of Hurleyville, New York is

a music and games operator who
spends a great deal of her time an-
alysing and trying to solve the prob-
lems that effect her business. She is

treasurer of the New York State Coin
Machine Association and is active also
in legislative matters and tax prob-
lems which effect the coin machine in-

dustry in New York State. Mrs.
McCarthy is a member of the Public
Relations Committee of the
N.Y.S.C.M.A., Inc., and manages to

stay abreast of industry developments
throughout the entire New York State
area, including New York City. Her
work along these lines has been in
conjunction with her coin machine op-
eration and until now has centered
primarily in New York State. The
problems of the New York State coin
machine operator are much like the
problems of the nation’s coin machine
operator. Public Relations, legislation,
national association leadership, local
association activity, copyright prob-
lems, and similar problems have be-
come national topics within the in-
dustry.

Following is a letter written and
signed by Mrs. McCarthy, which ex-
presses her personal opinion as to the
solution of many of these important
problems facing the coin machine op-
erator today. The letter ivas mailed
to the coin machine trade in New
York State, and while it is a solicita-
tion of support for her local associa-
tion it expresses views on the same
topics which are received with equal
importance throughout the nation to-
day. Her letter follows:
THIS is a personal letter from me

to you, and does not necessarily re-
flect the views of the organization or
its officers. I have worked very closely
with the Ass’n from its inception, and
have kept a close watch on problems
of neighboring States. The operators’
problems follow the same pattern in
any State.
What to do? Let’s take accounting

of our set-ups first—see where we’re
lacking—ascertain our aims and our
goals—then build toward that end step
by step.

Is our present set-up of Associa-
tions wrong? Personally, I wouldn’t
say so, except that we are lacking in

more local area associations. STATE
and NATIONAL can NEVER really
be strong unless each little area is

covered by a cooperating small asso-
ciation. Because of improper organiz-
ing, many of our existing associations
seem limp and lacking in purpose.
Don’t abolish them—STREAMLINE
them! One State out west has 3 opera-
tors, some States have less than 30.
With over 500, we should set the
standards and LEAD THE WAY.
Furthermore, the ASCAP entrench-
ment is in New York.
Are there too many associations?

The situation seems to be more ideal
in the upstate areas. Operators of all

types of equipment join the local

group. Even an arcade is applying for
membership. Why not? Their prob-
lems are the same as ours. Factories
and the industry lords all cry DI-
VERSIFY, and they follow their own
advice; but what happens to the op-
erator at the bottom of the heap ? In
a city area he belongs to a jukebox
association and possibly a union. He
belongs to a games association and
possibly another union—likewise for
his cigarette machines and a few vend-
ing machines he may have. That also
means FOUR Conventions, FOUR
Journals, and FOUR Annual dinners.
Why do we lie to ourselves? We say

“jukebox operators” when we have all

types of machines. Why should we ask
the public to stand up and respect us
if we act like we are not proud of
what we operate? Even MOA which
stands for Music Operators of Amer-
ica, exhibited two types of music ma-
chines in the front, and had an ad-
joining room of exhibits that looked
like an arcade. Why keep them under
wraps—let’s UNIFY. Probably the
major obstacle here would be to have

some entrenched leaders of the indus-
try give up their little kingdoms and
submit to a subordinate position in a
unified group.
Are we going about Public Rela-

tions in the right way? I would say
“no” if you mean any paid program.
On the Grass Roots level is where we
could do the most good by presenting
ourselves as good, solid, civic-minded
citizens among our own neighbors. If

we speak of paid programs, I think
personally we are going about it

erroneously. We first have to teach the
Public Relations firms the industry,
and then try to make them under-
stand us before they can transmit it

to the general public. In the meantime
it’s costing us money. If you had to
fight a jukebox case in the courts,
would you hire a lawyer who under-
stood your industry, or would you first

sit there for weeks and teach an at-

torney who had no conception of the
problem he had to fight? Particularly
on a National scale, has anyone ever
approached THE CASH BOX and
BILLBOARD on handling such a
proposition together? They are our
truest friends, and yet we take them
for granted like a husband does a
wife. (OK I’ll concede—and vice

versa). We wouldn’t have to waste
time orienting them. They remember
us ’way back from our beginning, and
they have the files and statistics on
us. From a recent experience I’ve had,

I realize the other firms would rely

largely on their information anyway.
You say they don’t reach out into

other publications ? Give them the

money you’ll spend elsewhere, and
you’ll be surprised how many doors
that could open.
What makes you think constant

give-aways are the answer? That
could backfire. They could say you
rake in enough money to well afford

it. They could say what are you try-

ing to cover up? Did you ever try to

bring your wife candy or flowers

when it wasn’t an occasion? Did she

say “thanks”? No! She said, “What
did you do wrong today?” Same prin-

ciple.

Probably a good start in the right

direction would be to dignify the ad-

vertising and thus psychologically

create a better image of ourselves in

the public eye. You don’t see beer ads

showing women in a provocative

stance—instead you’ll see the mother
sitting with her family on the patio

near a barbecue pit with a glass of

beer in her hand—not an ordinary

glass, but stemware. Not long ago it

was considered vulgar for a woman to

sip a beer, but this type of advertising

has bi’ought beer into the homes of

the elite. Why must we picture a girl

in scanties standing alongside a juke-

box or playing an alley. Then the ma-
chine is associated with that atmos-

phere. This item appeared in THE
NEWS recently. “Can’t the music in-

dustry do something about the ob-

scene covers on the record albums
they’re putting out lately, or can’t

the music get by on it’s own merit?”

Are we treading too softly with our

ASCAP problem? Definitely so! From

some of the accounts I have read, we

are pleading as though we were in

the gutter, and we’d be grateful for

any consideration. We are either

RIGHT or we are WRONG. There is

no point in whimpering that we are

poor and can’t afford it. That is irrele-

vant! We can be just as wrong

whether we are rich or poor. The way

I see it, we have THREE legs to

stand on, so let’s stand on a point of

LAW instead of sympathy.

How can we make our dues more

equitable? For three years I have

pondered this question, and finally

have come up with a solid plan which

I hope to present at the annual meet-

ing in the Fall.

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Atlas Uses “Service

Call” Technique To

Instruct Coinmen
CHICAGO—Nate Feinstein and Har-
old Schwartz, Atlas Music Company,
this city, recently advised that the
Seeburg distributor is currently hold-
ing service school classes for opera-
tors throughout the area in the Atlas
showrooms every other Wednesday.

Schwartz made particular mention
of the fact that a complete “work-
shop” procedure is maintained
throughout all class periods.

“In other words,” he said, “our
sei-vice experts (instructors) do an
actual ‘service call’ operation on the
equipment. The pretense is made that
the phonograph or vending machine
is being serviced on actual location.

“When the instructor completes his
assignment he then calls upon an op-
erator in attendance to repeat the
procedure himself, just as he observed
it being accomplished.

“This ‘service call’ technique is

showing up very well,” Schwartz
added, “and the operator-students are
as much in favor of it as the Seeburg
and Atlas Music instructors are.”
The service school is conducted by

an expert engineer from the Seeburg
organization, and an engineer of the
Atlas staff.

“A short while before we recess,

prior to the question and answer
period, we serve refreshments,”
Schwartz stated.
“After the question and answer in-

terval the class is adjourned for the
day.

“In previous years we have found
this service school feature to be of
inestimable value to operators,”
Schwartz said, “and we are always
attempting to improve upon the pro-
cedure. This new ‘actual-location serv-

ice call’ operation is undoubtedly our
most effective method for conducting
these classes,” he said in conclusion.

Bally Releases “Skill-Score” With

Upright Pingame Playing Field
CHICAGO—Announcing a new type of
pingame—with vertical, instead of
horizontal, playfield, Bill O’Donnell,
general sales manager of Bally Manu-
facturing Company, this city, stated
that “Skill-Score,” the new game,
would in his opinion, open 50,000 new
locations to game operators.

“In fact,” O’Donnell said, “
‘Skill-

Score’ was developed and built as a
result of our surveys, indicating that
dozens of well patronized locations in
every community are being neglected
by operators because limited floor

space bars the use of conventional
coin-operated amusement equipment.
Included in this category are diners,
laundromats, cocktail-lounges and nu-
merous other high traffic locations in
which floor-space is at a premium.
“The compact construction of ‘Skill-

Score’—only 20 in. by 27 in. floor-

space—permits operation in these
crowded busy spots. At the same time,
the game serves as extra money-mak-
ing equipment in locations already
using larger equipment.
