New Product: Orders Near SI Million
HOLLYWOOD, FLA.—Highlighting
its “Big 5th” celebration, ABC-Para-
mount last week (19-22) hosted a big

distributor convention here at the
plush Diplomat Hotel. Orders for all

new AmPar product unveiled—de-

scribed by distribs as the “best” and
“strongest” they’ve seen—were be-
tween $800,000-900,000, according to

national sales director Larry Newton.
The first formal meeting took place

on Monday afternoon, and was pre-

sided over by AmPar prexy Sam
Clark; executive veep Harry Levine;
Newton; director of promotion Irwin
Garr; director of publicity and adver-
tising Nat Halle; A&R director Sid
Feller; A&R man Creed Taylor;
Comptroller Albert Genovese; general
director of production Romeo Fabi'i-

zio
;

director of album production
John Natoli; radio & TV relations
Leonard Scheer. Surprise meet opener
David Berger; single records sales

was a 60-piece brass band, which
emerged from parting curtains and
proceeded to play as its members
marched up-and-down the meet room.

In his welcome address, Clark told

distribs of AmPar’s dedication to put
out a commercial product, and the
kind of sales plans to put it over. He
counted on distribs to put “selling

muscle” in their sales.

Next speaker was Newton, who
pointed out the evils of transhipping,
and the liklihood that if it continued,
“the entire country will be open terri-

tory.” Each distrib, Newton said,

“must take care of his own house, and
if he doesn’t, he will be out of busi-

ness.” He said that “laziness” has
crept into the business, and it was of
the utmost importance to “go out and
hustle.” “Competition was getting
keener,” he added.
The introduction of the label’s new

LP product was made by Allan Par-
ker, director of album sales and mer-
chandising. A sampler containing
selections from the new releases was
played (see separate story on this

page for full details on the new re-

leases), which included performances
by Paul Anka, Ray Charles, Lloyd
Price, Johnny Nash, Eydie Gorme,
Steve Lawrence, Sabicas, and others.
Sales kits—containing the sampler
and all the album covers, were passed
out. Parker spoke of a newspaper ad
campaign, which will include mats for
a coop ad campaign in which the costs
will be equally divided among AmPar
(50%) and the distrib and dealer
(50%). Distribs were shown a huge
window and/or in-store display which
featured attractive lighting and
waterfall. Other merchandising aids
included new dividers with each art-
ist’s name for browser boxes. In ad-
dition, a special 12%% discount was
made available for eleven of the
twelve new releases.
The LP not included in the discount

deal is the special Paul Anka LP,
“Paul Anka Swings For Young Lov-
ers,” which features a plasticized
photo of the teen star which lights-up
and can be used for night light, TV
lamp or boudoir picture. List is $4.98.
Those attending received the LP with
great enthusiasm.
Announcement was made that

United Stereo Tape would distribute
twelve AmPar 4-track tapes.

Chancellor Records, distributed by
AmPar, presented its new product at
the same meet. Label head Bob Mar-
cucci, originally slated to attend, sent
a telegram of regrets, saying he
couldn’t be present because he was
working with the ad agency on the
Cocoa Cola TV special this week (27)
which features Chancellor artists
Frankie Avalon and Fabian. General
manager Pete Gerardi took over the
meeting, and in his opening remarks
said that “lack of enthusiasm by dis-
tributors could become contagious.”

In introducing the new Chancellor
LP’s, Gerardi said that the label was
putting out a quality product, and was
issuing seven LP’s when “it could
have been seventy.”
Top new albums from Chancellor

are Fabian’s “Good Old Summertime,”
Avalon’s “Summer Scene” and “Hit
Makers,” a collection of past hits by
both Fabian and Avalon. Samples
were played from albums by Carol

Lawrence (“Tonight At 8:30), Linda
Lawson (“Introducing Linda Law-
son”), Jerry Wisner (“Appercep-
tion”), A1 Caiola (“Great Pickin’”),
Chancellor’s new Sea Horse kiddie
line, and “Hymns Of Heaven On
Earth,” featuring Karsh pictures of
the Popes. There will be a new logo
for the label’s jazz series.

Chancellor will run a special
Fabian-Avalon promotion, “Win A
Date.” On the inner sleeves of the
new Fabian-Avalon LP’s there is an
entry blank on which the teener is

asked to submit in twenty-five words
or less why he or she would want to
meet the two songsters.

Second prize will be the boys’ orig-
inal styles of suits or sweaters, and
third prize will be lockets of their
hair. Additional prizes will include
picture buttons.
During the open forum portion of

the meet. Bill Shocket of New York’s
Malverne Distributors brought up the
point of written agreements between
manufacturers and distribs so that in
case of a distrib change by a manu-
facturer, there would be “definite” and
“clear” understanding as to inventory
takeover.

Upon the
news of his indictment, Mr. Atwood’s
attorney from Los Angeles contacted
County Prosecutor Guy W. Calissi of
Bergen County and stated to him that
his client agreed to waive extradition
and would appear voluntarily for the
arraignment in Hackensack, New Jer-
sey. The three defendants were placed
in $2,500 bail each and are now
awaiting trial which will probably
come up in the early fall of 1960.
The indictment covered the counter-

feiting of Cameo and Laurie Records.
Further investigation revealed that a
great many other labels were prob-
ably being counterfeited and this in-

formation is being run down assidu-
ously by the prosecutor’s office.

Bobby Rydell appeared on June 14
before the Grand Jury in Bergen
County and testified to the fact that
the only company that he was author-
ized to record for was Cameo. At the
present time legal action of a civil

nature is being prepared and will be
used against the three defendants in

the Bergen County case under the ap-
plicable civil laws of the state of New
Jersey.

Sidney Mittleman, proprietor of

Record-Kat was indicted last week

(20) by the Essex County Grand Jury

on four accounts of knowingly selling

counterfeit records. The Prosecuting

Attorney of Essex County is also in-

vestigating the possibility that other

counterfeit records may also have

been sold by Mittleman.

House Commit'tee Passes

Bill On Agency Ethics

WASHINGTON—A bill making it a
crime to approach Federal agency
members or employes by “secret or

devious” methods was unanimously
passed last week by the House Com-
merce Committee. The bill is an out-

growth of investigations over the last

two years by the Special Committee
on Legislative Oversight, which re-

cently conducted the payola hearings
under Rep. Oren Harris, who is also

chairman of the Commerce Commit-
tee. Several agency members have
recently resigned as a result of the
Committee’s disclosures.

Subject to a maximum penalty of

a year in jail and a $10,000 fine would
be any party who attempted a be-
hind-the-scenes approach to an agency
member or employee. Bill would also
make the party subject to disqualifi-

cation for a license or any other serv-
ice which the agency could provide.
As Congress adjourns soon, passage
of the bill won’t be likely until the
next session.
Though an attempt to exclude

members of Congress from the bill

was defeated, the bill would permit
Congressional members to make “in-

formal” inquiries on how a particular
case was getting along.
The bill terms improper approaches

to agency members by “secret and
devious methods calculated to achieve
results by the exertion of pressures,
by the spreading of false information,
by the offering of pecuniary or other
inducements or by other unfair or un-

ethical means.” Banned are private

talks with agency members or em-
ployes in any case “required by law

or by agency rule to be based on the

record of an agency hearing.” This

covers all quasi-judicial proceedings

and also rule-making cases conducted

through formal hearings.

Agencies involved in the bill are:

The Federal Communications Com-
mission; Federal Trade Commission;
Civil Aeronautics Board; Federal

Power Commission; Interstate Com-
merce Commission; Securities Ex-
change Commission.

It includes
the two hits, a couple of other duet numbers and
several solo performances, among them “There
Goes My Heart,” “Love Walked In,” “Call Me”
and “Again.” A truly worthy meeting of two
outstanding artists.

“YOUNG AT HEART”—The Ray Coniff Singers
—Columbia CL 1489
The Coniff crew is back for another assault on

the charts—almost guaranteed by their past suc-
cesses. This collection is made up of some of the
best loved sentimental love songs, such as “I’ll Be
Seeing You,” “If I Loved You,” “I’ll See You In
My Dreams,” “You’ll Never Know” and “These
Foolish Things.” It’s all handled in the accus-
tomed good taste that marks all Coniff outings.

“THE STEVE LAWRENCE SOUND”—United
Artists UAL 3098
A swinging, full-throated Steve Lawrence is

heard here as he, booted home by Don Costa’s
pungent arrangements, lets loose a torrent of
talent on such swingables as “Begin The Be-
guine,” “The Song Is You,” “Frenesi,” “Night
And Day” and “Let’s Face The Music And
Dance.” Has the strength for a sizeable chart
dent.

“LAST MOMENTS OF GREATNESS”—Tommy
Dorsey and his Orchestra featuring Jimmy Dor-
sey—Top Rank RTJ-1

Recorded during the Dorsey Brothers’ 1956
engagement as NY’s Cafe Rouge—their last ap-
pearance before their deaths—this handsomely
packaged, three-disk album presents the band
playing selections from their past as well as the
current pop favorites. Vocalists Tommy Mercer
and Dolly Houston appear occasionally and Lee
Castle’s trumpet gets plenty of room. Notes and
pictures a-plenty for the historically inclined
purchasers. Important issue.

“THE RETURN OF THE WAYFARING
STRANGER”—Burl Ives—Columbia CL 1459
The venerable balladeer turns up in this col-

lection of vintage items from the Columbia cata-
log. With just a couple of exceptions, the songs
are all true folk songs, some re-arranged by the
artist to fit into his casual, easy-going manner.
Among the tunes are “John Henry,” “Mah Lindy
Lou,” “Lord Randall” and “The Wayfaring
Stranger.” Strong sales appeal.

“MURDER, INC.”—Composed and Conducted by
Irving Joseph—Time S/2002
Joseph has composed an original series of 12

dramatic jazz numbers which fit into the cata-
gory of “Peter Gunn,” “Mr. Lucky,” etc. This is

explosive, stirring music which takes full advan-
tage of the engineering precision of the label’s

2000 stereo series, and also includes some excel-
lent jazz passages—thanks to the presence of
several top drawer jazz musicians at the session.
Among the titles are such descriptive terms as
“Bad Day In Brooklyn,” “Stool Pigeon,” “Third
Degree” and “Double Cross.” Should get a warm
sales reception.

“STANDARDS IN SILHOUETTE”—Stan Ken-
ton—Capitol ST 1394
The Kenton touch leans languidly into the

mood music area as he takes eight evergreens for
a colorful mood-jazz ride. Bill Mathieu’s orches-
trations are skillful examples of precision writ-
ing and he leaves ample solo space—altoist Char-
lie Mariano is the most rewarding of the five

soloists. Among the tunes are “Willow Weep For
Me,” “When Sunny Gets Blue” and “Django.”

JOiimrCAKS
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“SONG WITHOUT END”—Jorge Bolet—Everest
SDBR 3062

Bolet is the pianist who plays the music in the
film, “Song Without End,” the story of Franz
Liszt. In this Everest album he is joined by the
Symphony of the Air conducted by Robert Irv-
ing for performances of Liszt’s Concerto for
Piano and Orchestra No. 1 and the Hungarian
Fantasia, while he solos on the “Mephisto Waltz.”
The performances are sparkling and are decidedly
more classically-inclined than the other releases
of Liszts’ music tieing in with the film. Should
meet with favor.

“THE WORLD’S GREATEST RAGTIME
PIANO PLAYER”—Joe “Fingers” Carr—War-
ner Bros. W 1386
For barrelhouse barroom piano playing, “Fin-

gers” reigns as one of the top funmakers. Here
he takes a batch of oldies—some unlikely suited
for the “art”—and transforms them into romp-
ing, stomping performances. Included are “Jap-
anese Sandman,” “Twilight In Turkey,” “Copen-
hagen” and “Song Of India.”

“THE WINDJAMMERS”—RCA Victor LSP 2196
Three young Norwegians debut their spirited,

enthusiastic singing talents here with a program
of folk songs and pseudo-folk songs of various
national origins. Exuberantly they sing the
praises of “Cindy,” “Nellie Sits A-Waiting,”
“Eddystone Light,” “Lili Marlene” and “Kari
Waits For Me” to guitar and rhythm accompani-
ment. Good entertainment.

“THE NEW RAY ANTHONY SHOW”—Capitol
ST 1421
Ray Anthony’s new act, caught here “live”

from the stage of the Sahara (Las Vegas) is

somewhat patterned after the successful Louis
Prima-Keely Smith act. Anthony fronts a small
instrumental combo and has the added assistance
of two lovely vocalists—Diane Hall and Anita
Ray. They run through a jam-packed bill of num-
bers which includes “Just In Time,” “Night
Train,” “One O’Clock Jump,” “Mack The Knife,”
lots of humor, group singing, etc. A generally
good time seems to have been had by all—and it’s

all on this attractive disk.

“LAUGH WITH PROFESSOR BACKWARDS”
—Jumbo LP 201
Jimmie Edmondson, known to audiences of such

niteries as Ciro’s, the Americana and The Desert
Inn, where this session was taped, as Professor
Backwards, relies on a soft sell delivery for his

humorous stories and anecdotes—somewhat akin
to the manner of Woody Woodbury. Lots of good
chuckles and guffaws here. Should make out
well sales-wise.

“HEARTACHES”—Ted Weems—Jaro JAM 5006
Weems has updated a crop of his past hits, and

has even given the date that re-union touch by
rounding up former band singers Country Wash-
burn and Ted Stanford plus Bonnie Ann Shaw
for the vocal solo chores. Of course the title tune
leads off, and then such as “I Wonder Who’s
Kissing Her Now,” “Somebody Stole My Gal,”
“My Gal Sal” and “That Old Gang Of Mine.” In-

herent nostalgic interest.

“PENTHOUSE HIDEAWAY”—Ellis Larkins at

the piano. With Orchestra—Decca DL 8947
Warm, strongly-scented mood creations of such

sturdies as “Ship Without A Sail,” “Down With
Love,” “Wrap Your Troubles In Dreams,” and
“In Love With Vain.” Larkins’ piano takes the
melodic route, but imaginatively, and the ork
surrounds him with an abundance of strings.

Good item for the late hours.
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“KALANIOT”—Shoshana Damari—Warwick W
2015
Miss Damari, Israel’s most celebrated singer,

brings sophistication and concert-hall elegance
to these native popular songs, yet she loses very
little of the earthy ravniess and spiritual fervor
which usually characterize this music. The pro-
gram is a mixed one of love ballads, celebration
dance-songs, nationalistic chants, etc. Accom-
paniment consists of full ork and chorus. An
album of rare folk charm and beauty.

“BRAVO MICK!”—Mick Micheyl—Decca DL
8966

Mile. Micheyl is a sophisticated French song-
stress who writes all of her own material

—

clever, witty, radiant songs. This album, her
first release in the U.S. finds her in a typical
program, delightfully communicating such charm-
ers as “Je T’Attendais,” “Sortileges D’Anda-
louise,” “Grand Comment?” and “Petite Ga-
mine.” No translations are supplied, and there-
fore might win favor only with French-speaking
disk buyers.

“WORDS AND MUSIC TO DREAM BY”—Skip
Letcher, narrator, Dick Fry, organist—Rodeo In-
ternational RLP 88

Letcher is the much-listened-to host of “Music
For Sunday,” a four hour music and poetry inter-
lude over WICU-Erie, Pa. In this album he recre-
ates the serene atmosphere of his show, reading
love poems by Ellen H. Eff to an organ-piano-
chimes music background supplied by Dick Fry.
Such romantic ballads as “If I Loved You,” “To-
gether” and “You Stepped Out Of A Dream” are
included. Intriguing work, but limited in appeal.

“WESTERN SUITE”—Jimmy Giuffre with Bob
Brookmeyer & Jim Hall—Atlantic 1330
An untiring experimenter, the work that Giuf-

fre has accomplished with this unconventional,
rhythmless trio is climaxed in the “Western
Suite,” a four-part, classically-built suite that is

written down for the most part but has some
improvisation. The recording requires concen-
trated listening and it’s worth the effort, for
Giuffre has many rewarding things to say for
jazz. Side two contains extended readings of two
jazz standards which fit into the same mood

—

“Topsy” and “Blue Monk.”

“RED ALONE”—Red Garland—Prestige/Moods-
ville Vol. 3

Besides being exemplary mood music, this first

solo piano album by Garland, has qualities of an
unusual jazz nature. Garland’s style encom-
passes grace, finesse, a charming lyrical quality
and a solidity and depth drawn from experiences
with the blues. The selections are all sturdy pops—“These Foolish Things,” “When I Fall In
Love” and “I’ve Got It Bad” among them. It all

adds up to excellent mood/jazz listening.

“THE SOPHISTICATE OF THE PIANO”—Ko-
komo Wellington—King 704

Wellington’s “Whispering Jazz” (as tagged by
the sub-title) presumably refers to the pianist’s

quieter ballad moments (i.e. “Blue and Senti-
mental,” “Lament For A Lover”) but he also
shows he can be a pretty solidly swinging musi-
cian as on the latter moments of “The Man I

Love,” “Caravan” and “Dark Eyes.” He also
vocalizes on “Silver Dollar” and “Evening.” It’s

an enjoyable session all around.

JAZZ PICKS OF THE WEEK

“THE ONE AND ONLY ERROL GARNER AND
HIS TRIO”—Columbia CL 1452

Garner’s supreme artistry is heard on eight
standards. He opens with a magnificent reading
of “Once In A While” which leaves the listener
breathless and impatient for his performances of
“Some Of These Days,” “Them There Eyes” and
“I Got It Bad And That Ain’t Good.” Good humor
and good taste always reign uppermost.

“THE RIDDLE”—Dave Brubeck Quartet featur-
ing Bill Smith, Clarinet—Columbia CL 1454
The Brubeck Quartet plays a subordinate (but

never insignificant) role here, giving way to the
writing and playing of experimental jazz/classi-
cal clarinetist Smith. “The Riddle” is a series of
eight compositions based on the English folk song
“Hey, Ho, Anybody Home?”, a melodic ditty
which is

.
easily transformed into jazz terms by

the now-quintet. It all turns out to be quite a
swinging date, with the usual Brubeck good taste
the prevailing mood. Give a listen to “The Twig,”
“Offshoot” and “Swingin’ ’Round.”

“JAZZ CONTEMPORARY”—Kenny Dorham—
Time S/2004
Dorham has been recorded beautifully. The la-

bel’s finely engineered product allows a wide
uncluttered range of fidelity in which the trum-
peter can move with complete freedom. Of course,
the sidemen also have the benefit of this advan-
tage—especially Jimmy Garrison’s bass (side 1),
which comes across splendidly. The music is first

rate modem jazz and Dorham’s individuality is

a superior note. It’s all tied up into a “classy”
double-fold liner for added visual impact.

“THE OSCAR PETERSON TRIO AT JATP”—
Verve MG V-8368

Cut at a JATP concert in Berlin way back
when Barney Kessel was with the group, this
date, besides bringing the vital, vibrant piano
to the fore in its earlier days, also shows the
enthusiasm which greeted Granz’s tours in Eu-
rope. From the clever, subtle “Tenderly” opening,
to the joyfulness of “Sweet Georgia Brown” and
on to the closing “Cotton Tail” which features
Buddy Rich, Roy Eldridge, Flip Phillips, Charlie
Shavers, Benny Carter and Lester '^oung, the
record is a striking attention-holder.

The Directors of The Record Society announce that plans are well advanced

for making some of their own recordings in this country. The Society was
formed in 1957 with the idea of promoting specialized classical and authentic
folk recordings—bolstered up with the releases of the more ‘popular’ classical
works. The Directors are Charles Ede, Brian Rawson and Ewald Junge, the
latter being the founder of Discurio—one of London’s most unique and special-
ized I'ecord emporiums. Originally run entirely on a subscription basis as a
club the company’s recordings are now available through selected retailers.
Recordings to date have been licensed from Association European De Disque
and from Spa Records of America. Material ranges over orchestral, chamber
music, operatic and vocal, sacred and folk music. The most important classical
works so far issued are perhaps the Shutz “Resurrection” and the Stravinsky
“Symphony In Three Movements” and the Concerto in E flat; Dumbarton Oaks.
This month’s additions include a 12" L.P. of Schonberg songs by Ilona Stein-
gruber (soprano) and Herbert Haefner (piano). A 10" L.P. Mozart Bassoon
Concert in B flat Major K.191, Horn Concerto in E flat Major K.417 by Maurice
Allard (bassoon), Louis Bernard (horn) and The Salzburg Mozarteum Chamber
Orchestra; and a 12" L.P. Tchaikowsky’s Symphony No. 4 in F minor by the
Orchestre Des Cento Soli.

In the folk music field future releases include 3 10" L.P. “Songs of Andalu-
sia,” “Songs of Tahiti” and “Songs of Corsica.”

In November 1958 the Society set up its pressing plant—Micropressings Ltd.,
using a process both economical and unique in this country. Mr. Rawson told
The Cash Box that the process differs considerably from that hitherto used by
record companies. The main difference lying in the fact that records are made
direct from vinyl powder so obviating the need for solid biscuits, high pressure
and more complex equipment. As well as the standard black records it is possi-
ble to make transparent records of any colour. Mr. Rawson claims that the
records produced are of at least as high a quality as those manufactured by
conventional methods, particularly where stereophonic records are concerned.

Success story of the week belongs to 21 year old Tommy Bruce, a driver’s
mate at London’s Convent Garden Fruit Market. A month ago this good looking
six footer cut his first disk for Columbia “Ain’t Misbehavin’ ” which now enters
the British charts. This week Tommy signed a £-15,000 contract with impres-
sario Larry Parnes (Joint Manager with John Kennedy for Tommy Steele).
With another star from the Parnes stable, Joe Brown, he will open a summer
season at Blackpool on July 17th—filling the gap created by the sudden return
to the States of Gene Vincent. In the meantime Tommy plans to continue his
job at Convent Garden.
More Parnes stars appear in a summer season at Great Yarmouth including

Vince Eager, Dickie Pride and Billy Fury. The latter has just completed a tour
with Joe Brown, Peter Wynne and Lance Fortune entitled “Tribute To Eddie
Cochran”—a percentage of the takings being donated to Eddie’s dependents in
America.
The summer season is now under way and many top line recording stars are

appearing in resident shows—among those who will be featuring their latest

recordings and thus boosting disk sales up and down the country are John
Barry, Eve Boswell, Alma Cogan, Lonnie Donegan, Tony Dalli, Robert Earl,

Emile Ford, Adam Faith, George Formby, John Hanson, Teddy Johnson & Pearl
Carr, Anne Shelton, Harry Secombe, Tommy Steele, Frankie Vaughan and
Yana.
Manufacturers sales of gramophone records in April were valued at £934,000

which was 4% less than in April 1959. Export sales were 31% less than a year
ago. Total sales for the first four months of the year were 4.7 million or 20%
more than in the corresponding period of 199. In April the production of .’

r.p.m. records was 2% greater than in April 1959 but 20% fewer 33 1/3 r.p.m.

and 43% fewer 78 r.p.m. were produced. During the first four months of this

year 41% more 45 r.p.m. and 22% more 33 1/3 r.p.m. records were produced
than in the same period of 1959, but 63% fewer 78s were produced.

E.M.I. issue this month on the H.M.V. label three new E.P.s on sport featur-
ing motor racing, tennis and cricket. Produced by Fiona Bentley (who was
responsible for compiling the recent release of the first 9 E.P.s in the H.M.V.
Junior Record Club Series) and Lord Aberdare, these disks which will appeal
to both children and adults are “Motor Racing With Stirling Moss” on which
the famous driver talks about the technique and requirements of a racing
motorist; “The Game of Tennis” which includes a visit to Wimbledon and inter-

views with Lew Hoad, Neale Fraser, Barry Mackay and Harry Hopman and
“The Game of Cricket” with a visit to Lords with commentary by Brian John-
ston and interviews with Peter May, Colin Cowdrey, Godfrey Evan and Keith
Miller.

Ira Moss of the Topps label in America has been in London for extensive dis-

cussions with Monty Lewis, Boss of Gala Records. According to Lewis the meet-
ings took the form of a ‘summit conference’ as a result of which plans will be
announced in the near future regarding the introduction of a new marketing
method in this country based on an American system of retailing records

Ashcroft are all celebrating the release this week by Capitol in America of
their big hit version of “Little Boy Lost.” Leeds is hopeful that one or two
more versions will be released in America and they also expect big things
from the Michael Holliday version being set for release in England. With the
upsurge of interest in folk music in America, Australian composers are hope-
ful that—from a land steeped in folk and western music—they will have many
of their compositions accepted on the American market within the next few
months.
Under its contract agreement with Artone Records in the Benelux area,W & G Records has made a rush single release of the Billy Longstreet Jazz

Band with their instrumental version of the big European hit “Milord.” W & G
has also rush-released the Jon Thomas single of “Heartbreak It’s Hurtin’ Me.”
This one made its initial appearance on The Cash Box Top 100 Tunes of June
18.

After a long delay, the Edd Byrnes single of “Kookie Kookie (Lend Me
Your Comb)” has been released here on the Warner Bros, label. This one has
probably lost a great deal of its impact due to the long delay in release after
its American success.
Rex Records has made a rush release of “Turn Me Kangaroo Loose” by

Sydney comic Joe Martin. Disk is a clever and humorous thing which is a skit
on the nation’s number one novelty hit of the moment “Tie Me Kangaroo
Down Sport.”

Whilst on the subject of skits, RCA has rushed through the entertaining
Homer & Jethro performances of “He’ll Have To Go” b/w “Sink The Bis-
marck.” Both these numbers were big hits in their original form when released
here.
The Boston Symphony Orchestra is making a highly successful tour of

Australia, playing to capacity houses at each concert. In Sydney the bookings
were so tremendous that the orchestra performed at the Stadium and the
Australian Broadcasting Commission telecast the program. It was a strange
sight to see this famous orchestra doing a live TV performance with more
than half the members wearing overcoats—it was a very cold night in Sydney.

“Alley Oop” has only been released in Australia for one week but is already
being tipped for the number one spot in this country.

Col Joye’s latest single release on Festival looks set for popularity here.

NEW ZEALAND
Local artists are having a great run here at the moment, the best ever.

Howard Morrison Quartet is touring the country for the Kerridge organiza-
tion and have two locally flavored tunes “Battle of Waikato” (viz: New Or-
leans) and “My ()ld Man’s Ap All Black” (viz: Dustman) in the parades.
Bill & Boyd are giving English star Cliff Richard a great run with their ver-
sion of his overseas hit “Fall In Love With You” and Aucklander Ronnie Sun-
den has “Poor Me” on charts. Two other new Auckland singers are also in the
charts, Toni Williams with “Cradle Of Love” and Pete Barchard with “Tall
Oak Tree.” Red Hewitt and The Buccaneers continue to stay on charts with
“Beatnick Fly” and Eddie Howell looks like he will have a big one with
“Cathy’s Clown” (The Everly Bros, disk is not available here). Although
Kahu Pineaha is in Australia, his recordings are still very big—particularly
“The Fly” and “Parakeets.” Vince Callaher (also in Australia) still has a
strong seller with “It’s All Because.”

All in all the scene has never looked so good for local artists since the days
of Johnny Devlin, two years back.

Messrs. Bill Smith and Jim Sutton from the Australian Record Company
(Coronet and Warner Bros.) recently paid a whirlwind trip to Auckland and
Wellington so perhaps the aftermath will be the appointment of a NZ distribu-

for Warner Bros. It is known they called on and had discussions with
Philips Electrical Industries (already holding their Coronet line) and the
Kerridge-Odeon organization (Top Rank) who are affiliated with Warners in
the film business. Where the label will go however, nobody is prepared to say.

Carol Davies, who has met with much success in Australia since leaving NZ
at the height of her career, has just had a release on Festival, “Sweet
Nothin s, which could click for her.
Mavis Rivers, local girl made good (via her American Capitol records) is in

great demand with her single of “So Rare.” Her two LP’s are available and it
is rumored she may visit us later this year.
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GERMANY
Billy Vaughn’s “Moonlight And Roses” backed with “Beg Your Pardon,”

which has only been on the German market for one week, has already sold
30,000 copies. Another instrumental on London, Ernie Freeman’s “Big River”
and “Black Eyes” has had great success in the German juke boxes. Though
“Cathy’s Clown” by The Everly Brothers on Warner Brothers is a success, the
German version “Joe Brown, der Clown” by Ralph Maria Siegel is also a big
hit here.

SCANDINAVIA
Philips in Sweden will release an EP from the broadcast-report from New

York’s Polo Grounds of the Ingemar Johannson-Floyd Patterson heavyweight
fight. Since Philips last year released a 10 inch LP from the fight, some ob-
servers here wonder if Philips thinks this year’s meeting between the two
champs might be an even shorter affair than last year. Philips as well as
Sveriges Radio (Swedish Broadcasting Co) is engaged in this year’s fight.
Philips is broadcasting from New York via the commercial radio station in
Luxembourg, a commercial program. Pekka Danger and Lars-Henrik Ottoson
reported from New York. The Luxembourg station started its program at mid-
night (local time) with several recording artists engaged in a “while we’re
waiting” entertainment. Last year. Philips made a similar arrangement which
was heard by some two and a half million listeners in Sweden. This year.
Philips has competition from the Swedish Broadcasting Company, who last
year refused to report the fight, pointing out that “the official attitude against
professional boxing is that it is not a sport.” The Swedish Radio declared that
in general they have the same feeling this year, but since it is the first time
Sweden has had a world champion, they agreed to report the fight as it “might
be the kind of ordinary news service the license payers have the right to ask
for.” On other hand, another Swede, Lennart Risberg met Henry Wallitch in

the Polo Grounds before the title fight, but Swedish Radio has refused to air

any report from this fight according to their principal attitude against boxing.
Philips on other hand included a report from this fight in their broadcast.
Philips reports that their EP record from the fight is expected to be ready for

countrywide release on June 23rd.

Swedish RCA artist Lars Ldnndahl is set for a tour of Finland next winter.
Britt Damberg, popular singer in Sweden, left Decca and has signed a record-

ing contract with BFB.
Norsk Musikforlag in Oslo has obtained the Scandinavian publishing rights

to the German song “Rote Anemonen.” Swedish subpublisher is Bhrling & Lbf-

venholm. A Norwegian recording by Sbstrene Bjbrklund (Bjdrklund Sisters)

has been made by Philips.

Bjorn Fremer, head of publicity at Scandinavian Record Company in Stock-

holm, is back from his New York visit. He is now planning to leave for Milan
where he will discuss the possibility of bringing Frankie Avalon to Scandinavia
later this year. Scandinavian Record Co. handles Chancellor and Roulette,

among other American labels, in Scandinavia.
Dag Haggqvist of Gazell Records in Stockholm, is planning to visit Madrid

for business talks with Hispavox records in Spain. Ernie England, Chicago-
born trumpet player of Swedish origin, now living in Sweden and contracted to

Gazell, will make some Spanish recordings for Hispavox. Typical Spanish num-
bers will be used on the records, which will be released in Scandinavia by
Gazell.
A Swedish vocal group, The Glenners, replaced the Ink Spots for the rest of

their planned tour of Sweden. The Glenners is a newly formed Swedish vocal

group headed by Glenn Burgess, a former member of the Golden Gate Quartet.

The Glenners have been conti'acted for the Ambassadeur night club during July.

Several record companies are bidding to sign the group to a contract.

Scandia-Musiikki Oy of Helsinki, Finland, has produced a musical film,

which includes a total of 28 songs and with the label’s (Scandia) leading artists

appearing. The title is “Iskelmakaruselli pydrii” (Merry-Go-Round of Sings).

The film is scheduled to have its Helsinki opening on July 15. For other coun-
tries, Scandia is trying to sell the film to TV companies.

Diversification

Is Within Reach

Of Most

Coinmen

There is no doubt in the minds of leading coin-

men in this country that diversification is the answer
in many cases to the broadening of a coin machine
operation consisting of music and games. While it

may not be the solution to some operators, it has
helped many others extend their operations to in-

clude cigarette and vending equipment thereby
opening avenues for new locations and deriving

greater income from present locations. Like most
expansion moves in business, thorough study
should be made of the potential before a penny is

expended in this direction.

It would seem from observing the progress of

such successful ventures that a good starting point

would be in the cigarette vending field. Cigarettes

maintain the flavor of operation and service that

music and games do, with the exception of service.

Merchandise of course is a necessary part of the

cigarette business whereas a juke box may remain
on location for an additional day or week without
the periodic record changes and of course, a game
vends an intangible, amusement.
We can’t think of a music or games location that

doesn’t offer a potential for a cigarette machine, if

one isn’t already on location. A move such as this

would eliminate additional and costly service. Si-

multaneously servicing of present equipment and
newly added equipment presents a low-overhead
expansion move. The investment required, in addi-

tion to the cost of equipment and merchandise, is

almost standard in many areas. Advance commis-
sions based on earnings can be figured fairly accu-

rately. Cigarette machines, in themselves, are rela-

tively inexpensive.

Other avenues of diversification offer similar

equipment for use on present locations. Gun games
are steady earners in many taverns. Properly ro-

tated from location to location, these machines pre-

sent an attractive opportunity in the proper loca-

tion. A coffee or drink machine, efficiently serviced

and operated, might lead to greater expansion in

the vending field itself. While in-plant installations

pose problems of large investment and experience,

individual vendors in smaller locations may return

extra income without too great an expansion or in-

crease in overhead.

The word “diversification” lends itself to being

defined as “tremendous expansion into areas not

previously considered.” Don’t let it scare you.

Cigarette machines, beverage vendors, background
music and other types of coin-operated equipment
are all within the capabilities of most operators.

The economics of today’s business almost de-

mands that the “small” operating firm look to every

possible area for expansion. It need not be looked

upon as something that is beyond reach of the aver-

age coin machine operator.

“Bank Rate” In Effort

To Fight Inflation

LONDON, ENGLAND—British coin-
men were concerned with the an-
nouncement by the government that
an increase from 5% to 6% has been
instituted in the “bank rate,” thereby

tightening the credit available. The
rise is expected to lead to an increase

in interest charges thruout the British

economy, thereby making it less at-

tractive for businessmen and individ-

uals to borrow money.
The measure was instituted in an

effort to smother inflationary pres-

sures and bolster Britain’s foreign

trade.

With the coin machine business ex-

panding so rapidly here, credit and

borrowing is extremely important to

accomplish the ultimate goal of serv-

ing the nation with the latest and best

equipment. The increase in bank rates

could cut into the profit factor, thus

slowing up the surge of buying which

has been noted in the past few years.

ABT Manufacturing Co.
CHICAGO—Automatic Canteen Company of America has acquired ABT
Manufacturing Company, Rockford, 111., manufacturer of electronic control
devices for coins and currency, it was announced today by Nathaniel Leverone,
Canteen Chairman. ABT is a wholly-owned subsidiary of Atwood Vacuum
Machine Company, Rockford.
The purchase is an exchange of stock transaction. Details were not disclosed.
.Leverone said the acquisition of ABT “rounds out Canteen’s Electronics

Division, and marks another step in Canteen’s program of integrating its

manufacturing operations. It also provides Canteen with the electronic coin-
and-bill-changing components and control devices which are essential parts of
today’s modem vending machines,” he said.

“In addition, ABT brings to Canteen prototype models for several important
new vending machines,” Leverone stated.
ABT, which will become part of Canteen’s Electronics Division, is a pioneer

in the development and manufacture of changeniakers, totalizers and sophisti-
cated electronic coin and currency handling equipment.
The ABT “Bill Changer” has been in constant field use by Automatic Can-

teen and other firms for two years. It can be designed to handle any denomina-
tion U.S. or foreign currency, including $1, $5, $10 and $20 bills.

Leverone pointed to a growing need for currency-changing devices which will
allow vending machines to accept currency and return a purchased product
plus the correct change. “Vending of higher-priced consumer goods, including
complete meals, requires use of proved currency handling equipment. Canteen
now has such equipment in ABT’s electronic Bill-Changer,” Leverone said.
The “heart” of the Bill-Changer is adaptable for many other currency han-

dling jobs, including tote machines at race tracks and for several banking-
operations, Leverone added.
Automatic Canteen is the largest company in the automatic vending field.

Sales and other income in the fiscal year 1959 amounted to $140,509,948, with
net earnings reaching an all-time high of $4,470,997.

In addition to the Electronics Division, which includes ABT, AMI (Auto-
matic Music, Inc.) and Tonomat Co. in Frankfort, Germany, Automatic Can-
teen operates Food and Vending divisions. The company’s manufacturing sub-
sidiaries include AMI, one of the world’s largest manufacturers of coin-oper-
ated record player and background music equipment; and Rowe Manufacturing
Co., producer of vending machines and equipment. Recently the company es-
tablished Rowe-AMI Sales Co. to coordinate Rowe and AMI sales in the United
States and Canada.

In 1959, Automatic Canteen launched a wide-spread expansion program
abroad, and today the company has large and growing operations in England,
Germany, Sweden and Italy, as well as in Canada. Additional steps are now be-
ing taken to greatly accelerate this position in the foreign field.

Seth G. Atwood, President of ABT, said plans are to continue the present
ABT manufacturing operations in Rockford. Atwood, who becomes a member
of the Canteen Board under the acquisition agreement, will continue to have an
active interest in ABT operations.
Atwood stated that “The new arrangement with Automatic Canteen will en-

He added that ABT will maintain its own sales organization, to serve vend-

ing machine manufacturers in marketing ABT’s complete line of coin-and-
currency-handling equipment. Field sales and service at the operating level will
be handled by Rowe-AMI Sales Company.
