Wanda Jackson is the latest of the
country stars to break the pop chart
barrier. The record to do it, “Let’s
Have A Party,” was originally cut for
an album released over a year ago
but consistent and growing demands
for a single version prodded Capitol
into releasing it as such. The record
showed up in this week’s Top 100 in

the #50 slot.

Wanda’s emergence as a star began
seven years ago when she was ap-
pearing on a local radio show in Okla-
homa City. She was thirteen then.

Capitol star Hank Thompson guested
on the show, was impressed with little

Wanda’s talents and invited her to re-

hearse with the band. A recording fol-

lowed with Billy Gray and his band.
“You Can’t Have My Love,” which
became a top country hit. This activ-

ity, and Thompson’s recommendation,
interested Capitol into inking the
thrush to an exclusive wax pact. Suc-
ceeding hits on the Capitol label in-

cluded “Hot Dog,” “Baby Loves Him”
and “Donna Wanna.”

Miss Jackson keeps busy these days
by appearing regularly on the “Ozark
Jubilee,” an ABC-TV presentation
from Springfield, Missouri.

The old show biz axiom, “there’s no
substitute for experience,” has an ar-

dent believer in Jaye P. Morgan,
whose latest single score is “I Walk
the Line” on MGM.

Jussi Bjoerling,

Opera Great, Dies
STOCKHOLM, SWEDEN — Jussi

Bjoerling, the opera tenor, died last

week (9) at his summer home in the

Stockholm Islands. Cause of death

was attributed to a heart attack. (The

singer had had a history of heart

attacks.) He was 49 years old.

Bjoerling, one of the greats of the

opera, was one of RCA Victor’s most
prolific classical recording artists. For
Victor he has been recorded in com-
plete operas: “Vanessa,” “Pagliacci,”

“Cavalleria Rusticana,” “La Boheme,”
“Manon,” “Tosca,” “Aida,” “Rigo-

letto” and “H Trovatore,” plus solo

albums “Bjoerling In Opera,” “Bjoer-

ling Sings At Carnegie Hall” and
“Jussi Bjoerling In Song.” Ironically,

his last recorded performance for Vic-

tor was in Verdi’s “Requiem,” which
is scheduled for release in October.

Bjoerling, born at Stora Tuna,

Sweden in 1911, first came to the

United States in 1919 as part of a

family quartet headed by his father,

David, who was a noted opera and
concert singer. After touring here for

four years, Bjoerling obtained a

scholarship to the Royal Academy of

Music in Stockholm. Shortly after this

he made his first recording, a Swedish
version of “The Sunshine Of Your
Smile,” now a collector’s item.

In 1930 Bjoerling made his debut at

the Stockholm Opera singing Ottavio

in “Don Giovanni.” World success fol-

lowed rapidly with appearances at the

opera houses in Prague, Vienna,

Dresden, Paris, Brussels, Florence

and London. In 1937 he came to the

U.S. again for a radio and concert

tour. He was signed by the Metropol-

itan Opera the following year, making
his debut at Rodolfo in “La Boheme.”

In 1945, after the war, Bjoerling

again returned to the U.S., remaining

to become a mainstay of the Metro-

politan and San Francisco Operas.

He was married to the lyric soprano

Anna-Lisa Berg. He leaves three chil-

dren.

"Reyolution" Bows Columbia's Legacy Series

NEW YORK — The music, sounds,
words and pictures of the American
Revolution have been gathered to-

gether in Columbia Records’ new doc-
umentary, “The Revolution,” first in

the company’s new “Legacy Series,”
and successor to the epochal volumes
of “The Confederacy” and “The
Union.” All three volumes have been
produced by Goddard Lieberson, pres-
ident of Columbia. The new series is

designed, according to Lieberson, “to
portray, in more than a single dimen-
sion, a segment or facet of history or
culture.”
The musical portion of the 62-page

book-and-record set is a recording of
“The Revolution.” a cantata based on
music of the American colonies dur-
ing the years 1775-1800. Consisting
of marches, dance music, hymns, love
songs and descriptive music, “The
Revolution” was arranged for or-

chestra, vocal soloists and chorus by
Richard Bales, who also conducts the
performance for the recording.
A distinguished group of authors

has contributed specially commis-
sioned articles for the elaborate book
accompanying the record. Noted his-

torian Arthur M. Schlesinger, Sr., has
written “The Revolution in the
Making,” describing the events lead-
ing to the conflict. Poet-author Rob-
ert Graves has contributed an article
on the Revolution as it might have
seemed to an American Tory, “The
Case for the Forgotten Loyalists.”
Marshall B. Davidson, Editor of Pub-
lications for the Metropolitan Museum
of Art, in his article “A Time to
Part,” summarizes the battles of the
war.

Oscar Pettiford Dies;

One Of Jazr's Greats
COPENHAGEN, DENMARK — Os-
car Pettiford, internationally famous
American jazz bassist, died here last
week (8) in Frederiksburg Hospital.
Cause of death was not disclosed at
press time. He was 37 years old.

Pettiford, of Negro and Indian
descent, was born in Okmulgee, Okla.,
on an Indian Reservation. He, and 10
other Pettiford children, toured with
a family band until 1942, when Petti-
ford joined the Charley Barnet band,
forming a two bass team with the
famed Chubby Jackson. Leaving Bar-
net in May, 1943, he enjoyed a swift
rise to fame among musicians as one
of the originators of “bop” jazz on
New York’s 52nd St. He made his re-
cording debut in Dec. 1943 with the
Esquire All Stars. Pettiford played
with such other outstanding jazz in-
novators as Dizzy Gillespie, Duke El-
lington, Boyd Raeburn, Coleman Haw-
kins, as well as with his own groups.
Leonard Feather, in his Encyclope-

dia of Jazz, describes Pettiford as “de-
veloping the most melodically invent-
ive and technically agile bass style
since Jimmy Blanton.” He also
adapted tbis style to the cello.

In recent years, Pettiford has been
a familiar face to European jazz au-
diences, touring the continent with
Stan Getz, Bud Powell, Kenny Clarke
and other American jazz expatriates.
He had been living in Copenhagen for
the last 15 months.

“STRING OF TRUMPETS”—Billy Mure, his gui-
tar and orchestra—Everest SDBR 1067
With a renowned trumpet section, rhythm, and

himself on guitar. Mure offers a delightful mu-
sical entertainment through such songs as “Trum-
pet Cha Cha Cha,” “Dancing In The Dark,” “It’s
Magic,” “In The Mood” and “Cherry Pink.”

“NINA AT NEWPORT”—Nina Simone—Colpix

Completely uninhibited, unrestrained and seem-
ingly impromptu are the principal features which
endear Miss Simone’s live performances to audi-
ences. Her appearance at Newport 1960 has been
caught quite realistically here in one of the most
exciting and electrifying of recent jazz disks.
Miss Simone, at the piano and with basic rhythm
support, vocalizes “Trouble In Mind,” “Little Liza
Jane,” “In the Evening By the Moonlight” plus
3 others. Has enormous potential commercially.

“SOUNDIN’ OFF”—Dizzy Reece—Blue Note 4033
The open-horned honesty, the straight-from-

the-shoulder sincerity and clarity that Reece dis-
plays right from the opening bars of “A Ghost of
a Chance” makes him deserving of even more at-
tention which he’s received since arriving in New
York from England in 1959. His strongly individ-
ualistic trumpet style is further revealed on “Once
In a While,” “Yesterdays,” “Our Love Is Here To
Stay,” the other standards in the set. Of course
the Art Taylor-Doug Watkins-Walter Bishop
rhythm section is consistently reliable. Merits, and
will stand up under, close scrutiny.

I.DOIK'I.OCKJAW-llWt,', “BACALOA”—Eddie ‘Lockjaw’ Davis and Shirley
Scott—Prestige 7178

Prestige’s copious recorders—Davis and Scott—are again teamed in sparkling duet. Davis’
frenetic tenor over Scottie’s supple organ stylings
accented by Ray Barretto’s conga and bongos are
a sunny combination in “Last Train From Over-
brook,” “When Your Lover Has Gone,” “Some-
times I’m Happy” and five other tracks. Davis
and Scott are very popular in the East.

“RICHCRAFT”—Buddy Rich and His Orchestra—Mercury SR 60136
Back again in the big band drummer’s seat.

Rich displays here the propelling force which
drove the Tommy Dorsey and Harry James bands.
The studio ork gathered for this session is hand-
somely studded with top talent (Harry Edison,
Jimmy Cleveland, A1 Cohn, Benny Golson) and
they pick up on the reliable Rich beat for some
stunning solo and ensemble work on “Indiana,”
“Sweets Tooth,” “Cherokee” and “Yardbird
Suite.” Invigorating swing ork date.

“DRUM FEAST”—Manny Albam and His
Orchestra—United Artists UAS 6079
Now jazz and percussion. Experimenter Albam

has concocted a flavorful “menu” of original per-
cussion compositions each of which puts forth
the merits of a particular instrument (or instru-
ments). For instance, there’s “Cymbal Soup,”
“Egg Foo (Jong,” “Rare Snare,” “Traps Suzettes.”
It all culminates in a tasty combination dish fit-

tingly titled “A Sip Of Drum Bouie.” Jazz? . . .

Well. But it’s great stuff for the stereo bugs.

“PHIL NAPOLEON IN THE LAND OF DIXIE”
—Capitol ST 1429

Napoleon and the Memphis Five give out with
the Dixie sound on a lineup of tunes which in-
clude “Memphis Blues,” “Fidgety Feet,” “Tin
Roof Blues” and “Runnin’ Wild.” This is good,
reliable traditional jazz for the devotees of the
two-beat era. Cover art is extremely displayable.

CLASSICAL PICK OF THE WEEK
VERDI: “La Traviata”—Victoria de los Angeles,
Carlo del Monte, Mario Sereni, The Rome Opera
House Orchestra and Chorus conducted by Tullio
Serafin—Capitol SGCR 7221
Mme. de los Angeles, exclusively Capitol’s, now

adds the role of Violetta to her label’s opera lau-
rels. The only non-Italian in the cast, she per-
forms the role dynamically. Carlo del Monte, as
Alfredo, is exemplary, and unfortunately un-
known on these shores.

T. B. R. Threlfall, General Manager of Pye Group Records leaves for a three-
week visit to the States on September 8th to examine the possibilities of wider
distribution of the Pye product in America, particularly in the classical field.

Threlfall is anxious to meet independents interested in exploiting their prod-
ucts in England and the United Kingdom.

Another visitor to the States later in the month will be Bob Kingston, Man-
aging Director of Southern Music Company, London, who leaves for New York
on September 17th for three weeks to attend the International Convention of
Southern Music’s World Organization to be held at the Savoy Hilton Hotel
from 19th to 23rd September and attended by Managers from Branch Offices
all over the world. Kingston, who will be taking some British material with
him hopes to revisit publishers and recording managers he met last year.
Always anxious to promote home material Kingston has, this year, effected
recordings of more British titles than ever before by Southern music including
two hits “Tease Me” and “Ooh-La-La” by Keith Kelly on Parlophone and the
currently successfully British instrumental “Caribbean Honeymoon” by Frank
Weir on Oriole. Publishers of “Angela Jones” the first hit by Michael Cox
Southern also publishes his follow-up “Along Came Caroline” for release shortly
on H.M.V. Southern recently formed its own Iver Recording Company Limiled
for the purpose of recording British titles owned by the company for market-
ing through major labels.

Decca Records Chairman, E. R. Lewis, is currently on a three-week business
trip to New York.

Paul Anka’s latest single “Hello Young Lovers” backed with his own com-
position “I Love You In The Same Old Way” released here on Columbia.

With Connie Francis’ “Mama” on M.G.M. still in the charts Bill Phillips of
The Peter Maurice Publishing Group is hoping that “Jealous Of You” will soon
follow suit. The A side “Everybody’s Somebody’s Fool” published by Nevins-
Kirshner is already there and well established. Having made the charts with
Brenda Lee’s “Sweet Nuthin’s” and currently with her Brunswick release “I’m
Sorry” the Peter Maurice Exploitation Department is working overtime on four
American hits from The Cash Box Top 100—“The Twist” by Chubby Checlter
on Columbia and on Parlophone by Hank Ballard and the Midnighters and the
same group’s successful “Finger Poppin’ Time,” “Shimmy Shimmy” by Bobby
Freeman also on Parlophone and The Platters’ “Red Sails In The Sunset” on
Mercury. Also MacMelodies publish “You’re Thrilling” composed and recorded
for his debut disk on Parlophone by newcomer Johnny Angel.

The American hit “Walk Don’t Run” by The Ventures, originally recorded
by Top Rank will be re-released by E.M.I.—meantime there are cover versions
by The John Barry Seven on Columbia and Rhet Stoller on Decca—publishers
Planetry-Kahl.

The popular American TV series “77 Sunset Strip” which has been seen for
several months in the Midlands and North on ABC TV is being networked by
ATV on Saturday evenings commencing September 10th. One of the first rec-
ords issued on the new Warner Bros, label in April was Don Ralke’s “77 Sun-
set Strip” backed with “77 Sunset Strip Cha-Cha” by Pete Candoli and in view
of the new interest which has been aroused by the networking of this series
Decca is renewing its promotion campaign for the disk.

Top Australian acts have been added to the cast of Lee Gordon’s Ricky Nel-
son tour of Australia. Local talent on the bill includes Col Joye, Lonnie Lee,
Johnny Devlin, Dig Richards, glamor gals Candy and Mandy and our top star
Johnny O’Keefe who will be making his first tour since his recent auto acci-

dent. With all these leading names to support Nelson, the show should be a
complete sell-out in every city it plays.

The local hit parades are once again featuring a batch of local record mate-
rial. O’Keefe is well up the charts with his new “Come On And Take My Hand”
and the coupling “Don’t You Know Pretty Baby” is also listed. Col Joye is

still going well with “Moonlit Night” and The Allen Brothers’ Pyle disk of the
local composition “My Secret” and “W’hiplash” by Rob E. G. (also on Pye)
are both showing out well.

Earl Grant has just completed a capacity season at “The Embers” nightclub
in Melbourne, which resulted in a considerable increase in his record sales in

Victoria. Only one of Grant’s TV appearances was relayed to other States but
this six-minute act created such a stir in Sydney that it looks as though Grant
will certainly be back in Australia soon. His manager for the tour, well known
music man Mickey Goldsen, received a virtual parade of local publishers trying
to do a deal for this territory for Criterion Music and its subsidiaries but
Goldsen left for Hawaii with his catalogue intact—to record more material in

Tahiti on the way. He expressed the view that Australia had great potential
for the music business.

Borje Ekberg of Metronome Records was on the telephone the other day. A
couple of weeks ago, this column said that the publicity organization Nor-Disc
AB would cease to exist after September 1. Ekberg said that Nor-Disc will
continue to exist, but instead of a co-operative organization handling the pub-
licity for several record companies, it will be working for Metronome only for
the future, and for the American labels handled by Metronome, among others
Disneyland, Atlantic, etc. Pelle Mystrom, who has been the head of Nor-Disc
since its start will continue handling it.

Also on the telephone was publisher Ake Gerhard-Larsson of Belinda (Scan-
dinavia) AB, Robert Mellin (Scandinavia) AB and Europa-Produktion. Mr.
Larsson referred to the latest Danish Hit Parade published in this column.
Among the songs appeared the French Hit “Milord” which was listed as “not
published.” Mr. Larsson didn’t agree since Belinda and Robert Mellin in Sweden
are publishers for the whole of Scandinavia and Finland (which actually means
Denmark, Finland, Iceland, Norway and Sweden). On the other hand, which
often usually happens here, there is no sub-publisher in each of those countries.
Mr. Larsson pointed out, however, that the sheet music printed in Sweden by
Belinda is sold also in Denmark, as well as the other countries in this neigh-
borhood.

An Italian song “Lettera a Pinocchio” (Letter to Pinocchio) published for
Scandinavia by Wilh. Hansen in Copenhagen. Swedish publisher is Ehrling &
Lofvenholm.

E.M.I. reports that the latest recording for His Master’s Voice made by
Carli Tornehave is the American “Itsy Bitsy Teenie Weenie . .

.” and the French
song “Papa aime Maman.” Coupled with two more songs, this record will be
out on an EP in near future.

Gloria Smyth, the American vocalist who has been appearing on TV and at
nightclubs in Melbourne for the past few weeks, did a rush trip to Sydney to
promote her W & G record of “I’ll Be Over After Awhile.” She also surveyed
the Sydney nightclub scene with a view to working in that city before returning
to the United States on the 1st November.

Popular pianist and recording star Winifred Atwell has returned to Aus-
tralia for another nationwide tour. Winnie, who has previous successful Aus-
tralian tours to her credit, is one of the most widely popular artists to visit

this country. Her records are outstanding sellers, including her albums which
are always in constant demand. Quite apart from her tremendous popularity
as an entertainer in Australia, Winifred Atwell has endeared herself to Aus-
tralians as a result of her fine and generous charitable work.

An interesting situation has arisen with the release of the number “The
Wreck Of The John B.” currently on The Cash Box Top 100. Some time ago
Pye Records issued the Lonnie Donegan version under the title of “I Wanna
Go Home” and now Roulette have issued the Jimmie Rodgers release under
“The Wreck Of The John B.” Situations such as these should be avoided wher-
ever possible as it tends to cause confusion among the buying public.

Cliff Richards seems likely to reverse the English position with his latest lo-

cal release “Where Is My Heart” which is showing out in preference to the
number one English hit “Please Don’t Tease.” Vocal duo, the D Kroo Bros,
have taken up the song for TV spots with great success.

RCA has made its first release of Greek singles; the first batch comprises
six records, by various artists, that retail for 9/3d. each which is almost ex-
actly one dollar. With our growing Greek communities these new singles could
find a healthy ready market.

“Yes Sir That’s My Baby” seems likely to be the most recorded revival in
many a long day in Australia. Col Joye first recorded it about six months ago
but held back the release because of the Dick Caruso version which was asso-
ciated with his visit. This week Col got another rebuff with the announcement
of the Ricky Nelson version—also associated with a visit.

To coincide with his Australian tour E.M.I. has released—on its London
label—an EP of Ricky Nelson singing “Down The Line”; “Unchained Melody”;
“I’m In Love Again” and “Don’t Leave Me This Way.” In addition to this it

has also made a rush release of Rickys’ new single, which has just been issued
in the United States, “I’m Not Afraid” c/w “Yes Sir That’s My Baby.”

Lonnie Lee makes it four in a row with his new local composition “I Found
A New Love” and the coupling “Defenseless” also listed. Dig Richards is al-

ready assured of parade ratings for his next release “(My) Little Lover” and
Johnny Devlin has a certainty with his latest “I’m Gonna Love You.”

RCA Records has just issued two new albums with tremendous potential with
the teen buyers. They are “He’ll Have To Go” by Jim Reeves—who is really
set up as a big attraction in this country—and “Teensville” by Chet Atkins.
Atkins has never struck the big time here as yet although he did have some
success with “Boo Boo Stick Beat.”

American comedian Larry Daniels has arrived in Melbourne for a television
season with GTV-Channel 9.

American comedian Dick Curtis has returned to the United States following
the completion of a successful season on television for GTV-Channel 9. During
his stay in Australia Curtis recorded some material for W & G Records.

Joe Halford of Castle Music in Sydney advises that one of Castle’s overseas
affiliates has asked that Castle assign them “Tie Me Kangaroo Down Sport”
to them for the territory of Iceland!

Their recording of “Everybody’s
Somebody’s Fool” in German by “The Jolly Sisters” is, at present, outselling

the German language version by Connie Francis, and their German folksinger

Erich Storz is high on the charts with, Hohe Tannen. Here’s more news from
Metronome. Track star Carl Kaufmann who holds the European 400 meter
dash record and is at present in Rome for the Olympics has recently signed a
recording contract. His first release is entitled “Cupid Runs With Me.” Carl,

who was born in N.Y., is also set for his first American tour. On October 1st,

he sails on the “Hanseatic” for N.Y. and is already set for TV shots on The
Disney Show, Pat Boone Show and The Perry Como Show. He’s being billed as

the world’s faster singer.

Chris Barber another Metronome star, is a car racing bug. In fact, he just

finished racing the Nurburgring German Championships. I’m sorry to report
that he didn’t win as his windshield wiper went out on him. Chris came to

U.S. attention with his hit recording of “Petite Fleur.” Danish singing duo
Nina and Frederik who have a new album on Atlantic in the states, have a
new film with Louis Armstrong opening in October. It’s called “Why Is Dad
Against It” and the top song is “Formula For Love”—featuring the Danish
duo with Pops Armstrong. The good looking Nordic couple have recently
announced their engagement, and are also set for a new film in Berlin begin-
ning on September 24. British jazz trumpeter Nat Gonella will be making his

first German tour at present.

The first production from this material
will be Frank Sinatra’s “High Hopes” by Bully Buhlan under the German title

“Mister Bye Bye.” Helidor has released three jazz albums from the United
Artist line. “Modern Art”—Art Farmer-Benny Golson Quintet, “I Want to

Live”—Gerry Mulligan, “The Jazz Soul of Porgy and Bess”—All Star Big
Band. Orchestra leader Bert Kaempfert has a new record on the American
market.

The movement of the nation’s population during
the past several years calls for a review by all busi-

nessmen of the economic structure of sales terri-

tories affected by these population changes.

While the population growth has its greatest po-

tential in the suburbs (80% growth in metropolitan
areas is occurring in suburbs) there is a feeling in

many industries today that this migration might be
viewed out of focus, with the large amount of atten-

tion paid to the suburban picture.

There is no question that total population figures

will continue to decrease in the central city areas

with these same numbers showing up in an increas-

ing suburban population. Two out of every three

people in the U.S. now live in the metropolitan area

and the trend is definitely from the rural (country)

section to the metropohtan (city-suburb) but the

largest migration is from city to outside the city, or

the suburbs. By 1975 population figures in city-

suburb-rural areas are expected to look like this:

number of persons living in the city—60 million;

number of persons living in suburbs—80 million;

number of persons living in rural section—80 mil-

lion; total population 220 milhon.

While the growth potential is certainly in the

suburban area with a reported 80% share of the

total, the city area is far from being evacuated. Ma-

jor cities report slum clearance projects that in

some instances also clear away more coin machine

locations than are replaced. But the population in

the city is still a market to be reckoned with and

while the total has decreased, the city population

must still be served, although possibly in different

ways. Perhaps new locations or new type locations

(bowlettes, amusement centers, etc.) are the an-

swer. The fact remains, this changing market must

he served in another way.

Suburban operators, and other ops with loca-

tions in the suburbs, must also recognize a changing

and a growing market. Standard type location fa-

cilities must be brought up to date in order to han-

dle larger crowds. A different way of life that seems

so prevalent once a family moves to the suburbs

must also be taken into consideration (super store

shopping, use of leisure time, new ideas on per-

sonal entertainment, etc.) must all be cultivated.

It does every businessman a world of good to re-

view his market from time to time, to adapt his

business to conform with whatever changes come

about. The coin machine operator, whose business

is at the core of these changing times, being on the

location, should be that much more interested in

these changes.

NEW YORK—Metropolitan tavern
owners learned of the Craig-Todd
Agency’s “King Of Games” contest
last week when the official tavern
tradepaper Beverage Retailer Weekly
carried a banner headline in its Mon-
day morning edition reading, “King
Of Games Contest Scheduled For Tav-
erns—13 Week Tourney Starts Octo-
ber 15 Amid Fanfare.” The liquor
publication is read by close to 90%
of the taverns in the metropolitan
area. The business weekly went on to
tell the location owners that a “sorely
needed stimulant is being provided
to revitalize interest in the tavern
business by the coin machine indus-
try.” The feature story which occu-
pied most of the front page described
the contest in detail after editors
learning the specifics from Martin
Greenfield, Craig-Todd exec in charge
of the games contest.

Greenfield advised that the reaction
from the news story was “fantastic”
after receiving about one dozen phone
calls from taverns early last week
asking for additional information and
advising the PR exec that “the con-
test is what we’ve been waiting for to
put life into our business.”

Greenfield shrewdly slanted the
news story to put the weight of re-
sponsibility on the shoulders of the
games ops ad\’ising the tavern own-
ers that “unfortunately, not all games
operators in the area have joined”

and that “there is a possibility that
some taverns may be left out.” Green-
field also indirectly suggested that the
tavern owner will literally be left out
in the cold once this contest hits with-
out him. “Each owner should contact
his operator at once,” continued the
article. Summarizing, the feature
story as it appeared last week should
have the City’s location owners call-

ing the operators all week long beg-
ging for admission to the “King Of
Games” Contest.
Meanwhile a Craig-Todd Agency

telephone crew continued working
with operating firms with from two
to one hundred machines and more
(“We’re not particular” says Green-
field) reporting the addition of two
more operating firms whose names
will be announced later, according to

Greenfield.
Officials contract forms complete

with enclosure for $20 checks for each
game, per location, for the 13-week
period are being mailed over the
weekend and the City’s operators
should receive them no later than
Tuesday morning, September 13.

The Craig-Todd letter that accom-
panies the contracts and official papers
reads, “Let’s Take One Big Giant
Step Forward.”

If the City-wide tourney catches on,
and it shows indications of doing just
that, the games business in New York
could increase in leaps and bounds.

Poll Shows U. S. Industry

In Agreement On More
Liberal Depreciation

NEW YORK—Like those in the coin

machine industry, most businesses
and economists favor more liberal

depreciation policies, according to the

results of a poll conducted among 535
representative authorities by the
American Economic Foundation.
The United States Treasury Depart-

ment has also conducted a survey
among 6.000 business firms, which

should be completed at this time.

The Foundation said that replies

from its questioning indicated that 95

per cent of the firms felt that contin-

uously increasing private investment

is both necessary and desirable to na-

tional growth, prosperity and defense.

They also said that there would be

better incentives for capital invest-

ment if businesses were permitted to

recover their investments more rapidly

than present regulations permit.

Faster tax write-offs have been ad-

vocated in various Congressional hear-

ings in the past year as a means to

modernize an estimated $95 billion

worth of obsolete tools and equipment

burdening American industry. An in-

crease of $5 billion to $7 billion a year

in depreciation allowances is estimated

as required to close the gap between

the flow of cash to business for tools

and equipment and the total normally

needed to finance capital expenditures

which provide jobs.
