Larry Verne’s rise to fame with the
novelty smash “Mr. Custer” came
about from a complete personality
change in his singing style. Pre-
viously a soft-spoken, easy going
vocalist with “cultured” manners, he
made the transformation to a hard-
hitting, western “twang” style out of
disgust with his failure.

Born in Minneapolis, Minn., Feb. 8,

1936, Verne became familiar with the
piano as soon as he was tall enough
to reach the keyboard. In time the
piano gave way to the guitar. His
proficiency as a singer-guitarist
prompted his friends at Marshall
High School to encourage him to en-
ter as many contests as possible. But
it was always the rock-a-billy artists

who won out over Larry’s casual
style.

Invited to audition for the recording
of “Mr. Custer” by Era Records,
Larry, at first, retained his own ap-
proach. When someone at the audition
suggested he try clowning in a nasal
voice, Larry immediately tore into the
song with vigor and punch.

of Mechanical Rights Society. Roberts
told The Cash Box that the idea be-

hind the confederation is to standard-

ize as much as possible the operating

methods of member societies through-

out the world. The highlights of this

year’s agenda included the proposal

by the British P.R.S. to invite Russian
authors’ societies to join C.I.S.A.C. It

is hoped that this vitally important
musical country will respond favor-

ably to the international approach
which it is planned to make. Another
major point of interest was the pro-

posal for extending the period of

copyright from 50 to 80 years after

the author’s death and delegates were
charged to approach their respective

Governments regarding this. Incident-

ally, the present American period of

copyright extends only for 28 years

from the date of registration.

Discussions also took place on the

new German draft copyright law and
recommendations for certain modifica-

tions were put forward, similarly the

draft International Convention cover-

ing the protection of performers,

makers of phonograms and broad-

casters vitally affecting the interests

of authors, came under review. For
the first time Japanese delegates were
present at the Convention and Japan
was formally elected to membership
of C.I.S.A.C.

Apart from the formal conferences

great importance is attached to the

social side of the convention affording

ample opportunities for delegates to

meet informally and discuss their

mutual problems. Representatives

from other countries attending the

convention included Cedric Dumont
(Switzerland) Josef Hochmuth (Aus-
tria) Enrique Lebendiger (Brazil)

Jack Mills (U.S.A.) and Robert Salvet

(France).

The magnificent style flowers beautifully in stand-
ards, his favored vehicles, “My Heart Stood Still,”

“September Song,” “Don’t Blame Me,” and “There
Will Never Be Another You.” Invaluable collec-

tor’s item.

“PORTRAIT OF THE ARTIST”—Bob Brook-
meyer—Atlantic 1320
The artist excells on trombone and piano and is

also a prolific composer. This album showcases
all of these talents beginning with a “Blues
Suite” which takes up all of side one, and through
four other tunes including “It Don't Mean A
Thing,” “Out of Nowhere” and “Darn That
Dream.” The accompanying ork is basically brass
but with slight sax and woodwind diversion. This
is good, straightforward jazz swinging, tasty and
enjoyable.

“SOUL JUNCTION”—The Red Garland Quintet
featuring John Coltrane and Donald Byrd—Pres-

tige 7181
Garland, Coltrane, Byrd plus Arthur Taylor

and George Joyner lean heavily into the “soul”

dept., the return to roots fad in jazz, displaying
their wholehearted approval of this recent turn
of events. The tunes are four standards (“Birk’s
Works,” “I’ve Got It Bad,” “Hallelujah,” “Wood’n
You”) and the Garland penned album titler.

poems are performed with the Sargent flair for
full, sweeping orchestral colors. The dynamics of
the works demand broad sound and Everest’s
35mm tape supplies this width and depth efficient-

ly. Excellent performances of pieces that are in
continual need.

“SYMPHONIC FAVORITES”—The Royale Phil-

harmonic Orchestra of Rome conducted by Nicho-
las Flagello—20th Fox FOX 4002

Perennial favorites in the concert repertoire
are ably etched by the young, talented maestro.
The package embraces Chabrier’s “Espana Rhap-
sody,” Saint-Saens’ “Danse Macabre,” Tchaikow-
sky’s “Marche Slav,” Debussy’s “Prelude To The
Afternoon Of A Faun” and Sibelius’ “Valse
Triste.”

Directors of the company are Marcel Rodd, C. J. Dalton, Miss A. Court,
Jack Klein and J. A. Grimmer. Klein told The Cash Box that as a small concern
Children’s Record Company started out with a total acceptance that ‘more
people create less and few people create more’—a singular philosophy in these
days of take-overs, combines and monopolies. He added that pressings will be
handled by its neighbouring company, Allied Records which, although claiming
the distinction of being this country’s smallest pressing plant, has for the past
four years been pressing for several small independent companies. Disks will

be available only through established dealers for whom wall and counter dis-

play units will be obtainable at a moderate cost. The P.V.C. conventional com-
pression moulded disks are presented in full color sleeves. Top professional
artists have been used for the recordings with famous orchestras including
The London Philharmonic.

Mr. J. van der Haar, A&R chief of C.N. Rood L.C., flew to Berlin last week
where he supervised two recordings by Gitte Lind, popular German singer. Gitte
sang two German tunes in Dutch.
Hank Kervezee, publicity-chief of C.N. Rood L.C., just returned from holidays

in Paris and the Ardennes.
Elvis Presley’s first recordings after his discharge did not get the attention

from Dutch teenagers that was expected. However, with his recording of “It’s

Now Or Never,” Presley made his triumphant comeback on the Dutch record
market.

In The Cash Box of September 10, we wrote that sales up till that time of
“Itsy Bitsy” indicated that the Dutch public preferred the (German) version of
Jan & Kjeld over the original version by Brian Hyland. In the meantime, the
situation changed considerably and now the “Bikini” record by Brian Hyland
(released on the London-label by Phonogram L.C.) is selling tremendously well,
better than all the other versions together.
Dureco L.C., Amsterdam, has the two hit versions of “Les Enfants Du Piree”

on Barclay; the original one by film star Melina Mercouri and one by Dalida. Mr.
Adams, publicity-chief of Dureco, told us that the company also expects very
much of the Jolly record “20080” by Italian singer Adriano Celentano. The
famous “Cocktail Trio” made a Dutch version of “Alley-Oop,” which is selling
very good; it was released on Dureco’s Omega-label.

Caterina Valente is riding the charts with her Dutch version of the American
hit “He’ll Have To Go” on Decca. It seems to be an even bigger success than
Valente’s first Dutch record “Sweetheart, My Darling, Mijn Schat,” which sold

over 100,000 records and won a gold disk.

Skiffle is back in Holland. Bob Cort’s “Mule Skinner Blues” on the Decca label,

is selling pretty well and the Philips record of the (Dutch) Mozam Skiffle Group
is a favorite on juke-boxes all over the country.

Editions Musicales, the Belgian publishing firm, has advised The Cash Box
that three of its tunes listed in the July 30 anniversary issue’s run-down of

tunes which sold 100,000 disk versions in the Benelux countries actually had
sales below 100,000. They are: “Lonely Boy,” “Mandolins In The Moonlight”
and “Send Me The Pillow.” In addition, the publisher has corrected a statement
in the Benelux column of September 3 in which five of its tunes were credited

to another publisher: “Send Me The Pillow,” “Banjo Boy,” “Schafe Mein
Prinjchen,” “Itsy Bitsy” and “Alley-Oop.”

Most major dealers continue to report a growing improvement in album
sales, although action on singles is still at fairly low level. If this trend con-
tinues at its present pace, the next few months (spring and summer) could
witness a fall-off in the number of singles to be released by major companies.
Over the past months many prominent dealers have expressed concern at the
“excessive” amount of singles released each month; they maintain this is a
contributing factor in the decline in sales of individual singles.
EMI will clean-up big in the “Hot Rod Lincoln” stakes. Label’s London label

carries the Johnny Bond version, while it also has the Charlie Ryan release
on its Parlophone label. “Hot Rod” is the type of hit that could catch good
sales throughout Australia.
For the past year or so there have been persistent rumors that “Elvis Pres-

ley will tour Australia soon.” They still continue to be persistent; latest is that
“Elvis is likely to visit this country next year for Lee Gordon.” A local tour
by Presley would become almost of “Government importance” at this stage.

Jackie Cain & Roy Krai have been booked for a season at The Embers, start-
ing late in October. If this team can follow-up its many successes in the United
States, it should do good business here.
Lee Gordon is adding artists to his jazz festival tour of Australia planned

for late October. Latest addition to the talent roster is Buddy Greco who is

receiving plenty of air play with his single of “The Lady Is A Tramp.”
One of the hottest records on the market at the time of writing is the EP

—

“The Best Of Delo And Daly,” which was recorded and released throughout
Australia by W & G. American comic/singing team has now returned to
America after a solid six months in this country appearing on television and
doing club and hotel work.

Popular visiting pianist Winifred Atwell has completed a highly successful
season in Melbourne playing to capacity houses all the while. Winnie is now
on concert tour through other major Australian cities. Australians never seem
to tire of her artistry; this is her third Australian tour and her reception
(always at capacity) is improving with each visit. In the disk field, she is rep-
resented by a whole flock of best-selling material released here through EMI.

Great joy in the Pye camp in Australia over the acceptance by Colpix records
in the United States, of the locally produced single by the Allen Brothers
(Chris & Peter) of “My Secret” and “First Kiss.” Both sides have been show-
ing out well on national sales charts, and have the sound that could score well
in America.
Among the fastest moving singles across the nation are several local produc-

tions; “Come On And Take My Hand” by Johnny O’Keefe—Lonnie Lee one of
Australia’s best-selling singles stars, is hot with “I Found A New Love,” and
Col Joye is winning the “Yes Sir That’s My Baby” revival stakes with his popu-
lar Festival release of the old favorite.

FROM HERE AND THERE:
Star Australian swimmer John Konrads is represented on disk for the first

time. On EMI’s Columbia label, Konrads’ Kaydets present “Balin’ Wire” and
“American Patrol.” The young international sports idol has his own teenage
style TV show here.

English record artist Lonnie Donegan, who is set for an Australian tour in

October, has another new single released here on the Pye label; it carries

“Lorelei” and “In All My Wildest Dreams.”
George Shearing has arrived for his Australian tour.

Jeri Southern left Australia for the United States after only a few days in

this country.
Even though the Viking records release of “Clap Your Hands” by The Beau-

Marks disappeared from the chart last week, it enjoyed sufficient sales to leap

back again this week into No. 10 spot.

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GERMANY CANADA
The race is on for the top hit of the new fall season and the strongest song

at present appears to be “Never On Sunday.” There are already several instru-
mental versions out including the strong offering of Don Costa, an original
Soundtrack version with Greek singer Melina Mercouri doing the song in her
native tongue, a pair of French interpretations including one by top Ariola star
Dalida and, of course, several German versions. Since, with few exceptions, the
German language versions of songs usually end up as the best sellers, all ears
and eyes are directed toward the records by Miss Mercouri sung in German on
Polydor, Lale Anderson, the Lili Marlen gal, on Electrola, Lys Assia for
Philips and Caterina Valente for Teldec. It's too soon to tell which will end up
in the winner’s circle, but one of the versions should hit the Top Ten within
a few weeks. The film opened here on September 16.

Germany’s youngest major record company, Ariola, opened the new fall sea-
son with a promotional bang with the presentation of its “Week Of Phonograph
Records.” The event opened on September 17 in Karlsruhe with the “First An-
nual New Talent Festival.” Fifteen contestants selected in competitions held
in various major cities in Germany, Austria and Switzerland were presented.
Last year’s new talent discovery Gaby King opened the show with her newest
hit and the talent contest followed. First prize of a record contract was pre-
sented to 13 year old Juergen Siebert, however at least 7 of the other contest-
ants were also awarded contracts. All the winners were under 21 years of age.
In addition, highlights of the evening included the awarding of a Gold Record
for one million records sold to Jan And Kjeld. The young Danish duo opened
the star presentation portion of the show and were followed by Peter Wegen,
Willy Millowitsch, Jimmy Makulis and Zarah Leander. The two show stoppers
were the Banjo Boys who are top notch performers and Zarah, who has been
a star for over 20 years here. She is a wonderful cross between Marlene
Dietrich with her tight white gown and furs and Sophie Tucker. She sings
with the power and depth of Mario Lanza and seems to be a natural for the
top supper clubs in America.

In addition to the festival, Ariola stepped out promotionally with display
material for shops and help aids for special record request concerts given
locally, record hop dances and listening hours featuring dramatic and children’s
stories. The material was to be selected by the individual shops from the Ariola
catalog. Prizes were offered to shop customers identifying certain stars. Top
prize was a 500 dollar stereo-TV combination. Shops held a window decoration
contest with first prize being 125 dollars. Another competition was held for
shop sales personnel with first prize being a 500 dollar vacation for two. An-
other interesting event of the week was a competition held in the public schools
for music teachers. A group of school musicians and teachers were sent to
public schools to hear taped lectures of class instructions given by individual
teachers. The lectures and methods of teaching were evaluated and prizes
consisting of record players and records were awarded to the best instructors.
The festival closed with a classical concert in Ulm given by the Southwest
German Chamber Orchestra. The entire week was supplemented by ads in
major music magazines and papers, posters throughout Germany and an-
nouncements over commercial German radio. Ariola officials report that they
are so satisfied with the results that they will present a similar program every
year. This is the first major promotional effort by a large firm here.

Classics are finally going commercial. Top pop producer Kurt Feltz is pro-
ducing the most popular songs from different opera and operetta works for
EP and LP packages for Polydor.

Radio Luxemburg gave their Golden Lion for the top record for this quarter
year to Freddy for his “Ingendwann Gibt’s Ein Wiedersehn.” The Silver Lion
was awarded to Rene Carol for “Kein Land Kann Schoener Sein” and the
Bronze Lion went to Jan And Kjeld for “Banjo Boy.” More over the Luxem-
burg pop music festival next week.

Central Germany’s biggest one stop “Globus” reports that the following new
numbers are scheduled for top hitsville. “Volare,” by Bobby Rydell, “Every
Day Another Party,” by American Bill Ramsey, “I’ll Always Belong To You,”
by Heidi Bruhl, and “It’s Now Or Never,” by Elvis Presley.

North Germany’s biggest one stop and coin machine firm, Helmut Rehbock,
reports that the best selling records last week were “Die Sterne Der Praerie
(The Stars Of The Prairie)” by Lolita, “It’s Now Or Never,” by Elvis Presley,
“Itsy Bitsy Teenie Weenie Honolulu Strand Bikini,” by Caterina and Sylvio
Valente and “Everybody’s Somebody’s Fool sung in German by Connie Francis
in that order.

American violist Nathan Milstein is building a new castle in Switzerland.

Leontyne Price, Negro star opera singer who made her way to European fame
with her performances in “Porgy and Bess” opened the Berlin Music Festival

on September 18. Teldec star Werner Mueller is set for the direction of a

concert in Cleveland, Ohio. RCA will record the festivities. Werner is famous
for his instrumental work and his backing of Caterina Valente.

Lys Assia is set for performances in New York, Montreal and Puerto Rico
this fall.

Gei-many will be represented at the “Chason Festival” in Zurich by Gitta

Lind and Caterina Valente.

One of the greatest world hits, “Stardust” by Hoagy Carmichael, has just

been published in Germany. Karl Heinz Busse reports that he and Universal
Edition’s Alfred A. Kalmus have nailed down the song for Germany. “Born
Yesterday” is on the road in Germany. The show stars Hildegard Kneff in

the roll made famous by Judy Holliday. The Hamburg Philharmonic has re-

corded an LP of “Symphony For Tommy Dorsey” for release in England.
The platter is not available here in Germany. British recording star Anthony
Newley is entering the ranks of foreign pop singers recording in the German
language. He’s doing the standard “Charmaine” for Decca here. German jazz

critic Horst H. Lange has turned out a new novel called “The Story Of Jazz
In Germany.” This book covers the time from 1910 to 1960 and proves that

there was much jazz to be heard here even during the Nazi regime. Songstress
Angele Durand, whose husband Nils Nobach is a top producer for Electrola,

has left the label. Her new home is not known.

Venezuelan Songster To Get U.S. Promo
NEW YORK—Bringing along records
and press notices, Martin Reynolds,
Amei’ican ad executive and radio-TV
producer from Caracas, Venezuela,
ari’ived here recently to promote star
Venezuelan songster Nestor Zavarice
in the United States. He has arranged
with Key Broadcast Management-
headed by Arnold Hai’tley and Ralph
Weil, to do stateside promotion.

Zavarice’s current hit in Venezuela
and Mexico is “El Pajaro Chogui (The
Blue Bird).”
The songster is 24-years old, and,

according to Time Magazine, which
ran a feature story on the artist in
its September 5 issue, he has ci’eated
Venezuela’s first bobby-sox following.

“Venezuela has never seen anything

like the squealing teen-age girls

—

pavitas—who mob Zavarice wherever
he goes, Time said. “At a television
station a few weeks ago,” the article

noted, “Zavarice had no sooner fin-

ished singing “Chogui,” with a live

bird perched on his hand, than pavitas
suddenly swarmed on stage, kissed,
pinched and bit him, knocked him into
the orchestra pit. The bird was killed

in the scuffle. Half-conscious himself,
Zavarice was dragged away by police,

who had to clear a path with tear
gas.”

Zavarice is 24-years-old, and was
performing on radio when he was 12.

Between the ages of 13 and 17, he
made six films. He also has done much
TV work.

George Pincus, Pi’esident of Gil Music Corp. and George Pincus Music Corp.,
was warmly received last week by the Italian music publishers in Milan during
his current European trip. His international smash, “Itsy Bitsy Teenie Weenie
Yellow Polka Dot Bikini” has just been released in Italy by Brian Hyland on
London, and by Buddy Hackett on Top Rank, and promises to repeat the great
success it has received throughout the rest of the world. Pincus’ other new
songs include “Four Little Heels” by Brian Hyland, “Where’s The Boy” by
Jan Morgan on Kapp, “Where’s The Girl I Never Met” by Jerry Granahan on
Canadian American, “Tangerock” by The Chantons on Top Rank, “Dusty” by
Jimmy Boyd on Dot, and “Was There Once” by Charley Phipps on Capitol,
are among the songs which aroused great interest in Milan. Another Gil Music
standard, “No Arms Can Ever Hold You” as recorded on Carisch by Peppino
Di Capril under the Italian title, “Nessuno A1 Mondo” has been high on the
Italian best sellers for 15 weeks. Lawrence Greene, New York attorney is ac-
companying Pincus. After spending two days in Milan visiting publishers
Pincus and Greene left for Berlin.

Paolo, the King of Greece awarded Maria Callas and oi’chestra conductor
Arturo Serafino (On VCM), the “Ordine Della Benemerenza Per Le Buone
Azioxii” as acknowledgment of their worldwide music activity. In Italy, Bruno
Martino received a Golden Juke Box as the most popular band leader, and Toni
Renis as vocalist.

An interesting tendency is appearing in our music industry. Record pro-
ducers are becoming music publishers and publishers are also opening record
companies. His Masters Voice Columbia-Marconiphon started buying rights to
tunes and publishing music sheets. Recently, Gurtler-Saar did the same, as
well as Durium. Durium annouixced that some months ago maesti’o Franco
Cassano was appointed as head of the music publishing department. Cassano,
piano player and composer, won the third prize at the 1956 San Remo Festival
with the tune, “Sorrisi E Laci’ime” (Smiles And Tears). He was the music
adviser of Durium president Krikor Mintangian at the last Naples Festival,
where the three first prizes were won by Dui’ium. All the music arrangexxients
pei’foi’med by the Durium ai-tists are supervised by Maestro Cassano.

Another example of the move mentioned above is represented by publisher
Alfredo Rossi, who told me that he soon will join a big record producer.

Had dinner with Mr. Casetta, director of Bluebell and Gunnar Bergstrom.
Mr. Casetta told me he is planning a sti’ong release of his smash singer Tony
Dallara in the States. He has just returned from a ten day stay in New York.
Bergstrom of Scandinavian Record Company (Sonet and Storyville Records),
is visiting Milan in the company of Dag Haeggovist. Both stressed the fact
that the 18th Anniversary Issue of The Cash Box created a great sensation in

the Scandinavian countries. Bergstrom and Haeggovist have left for Paris, one
of the stops of their European tour.

Due to the fact that there was such a tremendous demand for the record
“II Nostro Concerto” by Umberto Bindi on Ricordi, there wasn’t a record avail-

able in the Italian record shops for an entire week.

His Master’s Voice (Germany), released an interesting record titled,

“Liebelei” by German singei'-composer Rolf Pauer. Italian VCM’s publicity

office manager, Mr. Gandino, called and informed The Cash Box that all copies
of this record were completely sold out after the first days of distribution.

The music and Italian lyrics of the smash tuixe, “Itsy Bitsy Teenie Weenie
Yellow Polka Dot Bikini” have been copyrighted by the Bridge publishing
house, for the Italian market. Durium announced that popular singer Marino
Marini has recorded this hit song.

Italian Cash Box i’ep met Hans Lenngsfelder of Request Records, Inc., New
York, who, during his business tour of Europe, stopped in Milan as well. After
visiting Mrs. Mintangian of Durium and Mr. Postiff of Fonocrom, he left for
Vienna. Mr. Postiff and Mr. Grossi, managers of Fonocrom, will be in New
York later in October.

A review of the export business transacted dur-

ing the first half of this year projects what could
amount to a peak export business year, with the

first half of a possible $24 million in coin-operated

equipment already shipped to foreign ports. 1957
resulted in a total dollar volume of $26 million and
this was the best export year on record. Last year

reached a $20 million mark for a decided drop in

export volume but with $12 million already on the

1960 books and a number of bright spots on the

globe showing every sign of at least duplicating

first-half business the year-end should show an up-

swing that will prove profitable in more ways than
one to the American coin machine industry. It has

been pointed out here in previous reports that each
machine shipped from this country benefits every

member of the coin machine industry right down
the line. The greater the number of export outlets

for used equipment the healthier the domestic mar-
ket becomes for new and used machines.

One of the bright spots that constitutes a healthy

export picture is Great Britain where more than
two-hundred thousand dollars in business on games
alone is transacted each month. This figure will in-

crease with the next report and continue to increase

until any one of a number of marketing trends

slows the import volume. Western Germany still

leads the world as an importer of phonographs and
this situation should continue especially with the

country re-shipping much of the equipment into

other European and even South American ports.

The Latin American government has furthered

its reputation for being unpredictable and the result

has been a decline in the Venezuela volume but a

quick look at the Asian figures no longer shows a

blank but a bright spot in Lebanon where 1100
games arrived during the past three months ac-

counting for $80,000 in equipment. Tariffs are

very high on phonographs but leading wholesalers

and export specialists are optimistic. Australia came
out of the blue with $38,000 volume on vending
machines and almost doubled its games imports

with a quarterly total of $90,000.
There is no doubt that with a few breaks 1960

could be an exceptional year for exporters. With a

little luck it could prove to be a peak business year.

England Shows Greatest Gain

With Games Imports Up 50%

The export upswing for the first

quarter of 1960 continued through this

past April-May-June period with total

dollar volume of coin-operated equip-

ment exported from the U.S. reaching

the $6 million mark for the first time

in years. The total figure represented

an increase of $1 million over the first

quarter and one-half million over the

comparable period in 1959.

While phonographs remained steady,

vending machines showed a marked
increase and games took the play
away with a large amount of the in-

crease going into England. No doubt
the lifted restrictions accounted for
the reason behind the growing im-
ports on games with the increase in

Britain amounting to roughly one hun-
dred thousand dollars each month.
The United Kingdom accounted for

3,676 games valued at $682,019 during
the second quarter. Also high in the
“gains” list during this period was
Lebanon with a total of 1,1111 games
imported, topping all other countries
in Asia. Canada just barely stayed in

the 2,000 machine bracket with 2,196—double the volume imported on
games during 1959 periods.

A notable decline in amusement ma-
chine imports took place in Western
Germany when this leading European
buyer accounted for only 491 games
this quarter. More than three times
this figure was accounted for by W.
Germany during- the first three months
of 1960. Phonographs, however, took
an upturn with more than 2,000 juke
boxes imported into Western Germany—1338 were shipped during the first

quarter. The increase represented a
gain of one-half million dollars to
American exporters.

Recent relaxing of import restric-
tions in France will not show on offi-

cial import-export figures until the
third quarter figures are made avail-
able.

PHONOGRAPHS: 4,827 coin-oper-
ated phonographs valued at $3,226,778
were shipped from U.S. ports to for-
eign shores during April, May and
June, 1960. This accounted for an in-

crease of 800 machines valued at

$500,000 over the first quarter for

’60. Europe again led the world’s im-

porters accounting for 80% of the

phonographs shipped from American
ports. West Germany led the Conti-

nent with a purchase of 2,020 juke

boxes which represented most of the

overall European increase. Most im-

porters held close to early quarter

figures leaving the gains to be made
by Europe and Western Germany.

AMUSEMENT MACHINES: The
United Kingdom made most of the

news in the games category with an
increase of 1300 games bringing the

total dollar value to $682,019—an in-

crease of $327,0000 over the early

quarter figure. The increased business

from England has definitely shown in

the dollar columns and is expected to

continue. Belgium was steady this

quarter while Canada managed to drop
500 machines on the unit side but
picked up the dollar volume $21,000.

Evidently the Canadian coin firms are

buying later model equipment. West
Germany imported only 491 games
during this quarter, about one-third

the volume shipped during the first

quarter of ’60. Lebanon increased its

games purchases by 10% with a total

of 1,111 units.

Total dollar volume for games ex-

ported during the second quarter

reached $1,901,856—a $400,000 in-

crease over the first quarter for this

year.

VENDING MACHINES: Business
went on the upswing again with vend-
ing machine exports recovering from
losses suffered the final quarter of

1959—7,701 machines valued at $893,-

381 approached the early 1959 figures.

Total dollar volume was up $346,000
with 1,000 machines more than first

quarter being imported by foreign

countries with Britain, Canada and
Australia showing the increases.

Australia set a $38,275 figure for the

first time after recording a blank for

previous quarters. Canada enjoyed a

50% increase taking 4,932 machines

valued at $526,204.

Sec. of Treasury Views British

Depreciation Laws With An Eye

To 40% 1st Year Write-Off

NEW YORK—Under Secretary of the
Treasury, Fred Scribner Jr. has said
that answers received to the Treas-
ury’s recent questionnaire mailing re-
garding depreciation write-offs on
business machines and industrial
equipment (which would naturally in-

clude coin-operated equipment) show
that most businessmen are willing to
give up capital gains tax treatment of
profits on used property in exchange
for faster depreciation write-offs. The
questionnaire was mailed approxi-
mately three months ago as the start
of a Treasury Department program
whereby the goal was expected to be
faster depreciation on tax returns.

Mexican Population
Increases By 34%

MEXICO CITY—Official census fig-

ures indicate an increase in Mexico’s

population of more than 34% in the

last ten years with a total population

figure for 1960 of 34,625,903. Ten
years ago Mexico boasted a total pop-
ulation of 25,791,017.

The population of Mexico City was
increased during this same period by
58% with the total number of per-

sons legally living in Mexico City set

at 4,849,402.

The reason for the questionnaire was
to determine just how the change in

depreciation laws should be written.
Scribner made this information

available at a recent meeting of the
American Bar Association. During his
talk, Scribner noted that English de-
preciation laws call for 40% first

year write-off, noting that any over-
depreciation resulting from a sale was
added to ordinary income.
Many observers are reportedly

looking for the Treasury to sponsor
legislation along these lines or en-
courage liberalized allowances in some
other way during the next Congres-
sional session.

White Sox Score
Board Might "Tilt"

CHICAGO—Bill Veeck, Chicago White
Sox head, is reportedly reviewing the
possibilities of incorporating a “tilt”

factor to his famed electrical score-
board at Comiskey Park. The idea is

to flash the word “tilt” whenever a
player hits a foul ball.

According to Veeck, the close calls

would be identified immediately as a
foul or a homer. The communication
would be dramatic in keeping with
the Veeck reputation for promoting
anything that can be dramatized from
midgets to pinball terms.

The fruit machines must operate

within the confines of the rulings set

down by the legislation which call for

all fruits to charge not more than six-

pence and with profits going to char-

ity rather than private gain. There

may not be on location at one time

more than two machines. This portion

of limitation on number of fruits does

not apply to licensed amusement ar-

cades where there is no limit on the

number of cash pay-out machines

that may be installed, providing the

maximum payout is not more than

1/-, which is also the maximum
charge to play the machine.

Second quarter export figures on

amusement machine exports from the

U.S. to the U.K. indicate a tremen-

dous increase in previous quarter fig-

ures and it is estimated that a large

portion of the increase has been at-

tributed to fruit machines. (See page

Now Takes Nickels

CHICAGO—Bill O’Donnell, general
sales manager of Bally Manufactur-
ing Company, reports that a new type
coin-chute now standard equipment
on “Challenger Bowler,” is resulting
in substantial increase in play.

The
export market has helped things considerably as witness the quarterly export
statistics featured in the front of this coin section. Many of our New York
wholesalers are responsible for the increased sales of equipment overseas and
the effects are beginning to show. Not too much used equipment to be had
around Tenth Avenue while the new equipment sales hold up well. The only
answer is the exporting of used machines.

Surprise visitor from Chicago is Ed Ruber, of Wico Corp., parts and supplies
house supplying the coin trade. Ruber was lining up distribs for the firms’ new
sound equipment which enables the juke box to offer sound reverberation
(reverba-sound) or a sound pretty much achieved when a recording artist such
as Fabian or any of the youngsters around today steps into a recording session
and has his voice channeled through a sound chamber for amplification and
“echo tunnel” clarity. The new 1961 music machines are expected to feature
this dimension and, according to Ruber, the new sound will “revolutionize”
juke box music. Ed Ruber has traveled to the major cities on the seaboard
visiting Boston and then New York and expected to call on several more
distribs before driving back to Chicago.

Myron Sugerman, Runyon Sales Co., boasts a list of twenty-five foreign
ports receiving equipment with the Runyon label on it. “We’re selling just
about everyone but the countries behind the iron curtain,” quotes Myron, “and
don’t be too sure we won’t break thru there either!” Myron has done a tre-

mendous job with the firm’s export sales since taking over the department
about one year ago and organizing it to the point where it is a primary
division of the overall Runyon business. “Shugy” confirms all Myron has to
say and adds that music machines from AMI, Inc. are being received checked
and shipped to the “domestic” market as fast as they arrive. The “Continental”
and “Lyric” phonos are still big attractions. Marvin Goldstein has enjoyed an
immediate sales reaction on his new line of “Decrosonic” wall speakers which
are constructed inside some very attractive silk screen paintings. The side wall
in the firm’s NYC showrooms accommodates about 8 or 10 different paintings
and Marvin tells us the speakers are selling to ops with locations boasting fine

decors. Morris Rood had his office filled with out-of-country buyers last week
and from all indications the Bally line of reconditioned shuffles received a
good workout. No word from “Kempy” Kempner who was on the road selling
his wares. . . . Surprise visitor to coinrow was Mrs. Koenig, of Koenig Music.
Jack Rowan, Koenig route manager, called as usual but this time Mrs. Koenig
came along for the ride and also to conduct some top level business.

Maurice Machkovsky, Mar Del Plata, Argentina, in NYC buying coin-operated
equipment and meeting the New York wholesalers during his stay. . . . Mike
Munves away to Hot Springs for another week or two with his wife Rose and
also “Rusty” while brother Joe handles the many visitors to the showrooms.
