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THE TEENAGE
DOLLAR

The record business is a great
business. It’s exciting. . . . It’s un-
predictable. . . . It’s rewarding. It’s
a business that gives thousands of
people a wonderful income but at
the same time it’s a frustrating
business.

It’s satisfying to see a veteran
performer with talent finally make
it big on records. And there is great
satisfaction in watching a gifted
youngster take the country by
storm ‘“‘overnight.”

But just as it is pleasant to live
with the successes that occur dur-
ing the year, that’s how difficult it
is to take the frustrations. One of
the most disturbing conditions ex-
isting in our industry is the *“‘mil-
lion seller” which too many people
seem satisfied with as the ultimate
in single record sales.

At present, with the usual lull
before the Christmas rush, even the
million figure seems to be difficult
to attain. But we cannot settle for
a lesser figure. We must not settle
for even a million.

What brings this disturbing state
of complacency to mind again is a
survey which Seventeen magazine
conducted among 13-19 year old
girls in the United States. At pres-
ent there are almost ten million of
them (9,750,000). They have a
$4.5 billion annual income. Of
this $3.2 billion goes for apparel
and footwear.

This group is responsible for
more record sales than any other.
Of the 4532 girls in this age group
which Seventeen interviewed, 80%
collect records, 72.9% own their
own phonographs and 53.4%
their own portable radios.

Translating these figures into
record potential, we find that not
including the important teenage
male record buyer and not count-
ing the adult buyer, there is a po-

tential teenage female market of
7,800,000 with an average weekly
income of $9.53. While this mar-
ket is growing both in size and in
spending money, we cannot be sat-
isfied with the progress records
have made among these young-
sters. *

Record companies are not only
competing with other record com-
panies, they are also competing
with other products which are gun-
ning for the teenage dollar. These
teenage girls spend some $300
million on cosmetics annually and
this figure keeps growing at an
amazing rate. Although one would
imagine that every cosmetic item
that possibly can be created has al-
ready been thought of, the cos-
metic industry continues to come
up with new creams, lotions, make-
up and what have you, almost as
rapidly as super-markets can build
shelves for them.

Last week, ABC-Paramount Rec-
ords introduced its Fabian and
Frankie Avalon ¢‘Facade’ pack-
ages. Although the Christmas sea-
son will determine the success of
this product, itis a step in the direc-
tion of inventive thinking that is
urgently needed in our industry.

Some believe overexposure of
product has hurt somewhat. With
53.4% of teenage girls owning
their own portable radios, it is im-
possible to control this overex-
posure. We can’t cry about factors
we can’t control.

We must continue a never end-
ing search for new ideas, new prod-
uct, new sounds, new artists, new
merchandising methods. Competi-

tion for the female teenager’s $9

" weekly income is becoming increas-

ingly keen. The record industry
must make its product more attrac-
tive and desirable than ever before.

Supreme Court
Upholds Bourne;

Rejects Rose’s ““Gang’’ Appeal

NEW YORK—The U.S. Supreme
Court has just denied Billy Rose’s ap-
plication to have the Court review the
decision of the U.S. Court of Appeals
which had previously unanimously af-
firmed a judgment in favor of Bourne,
Inc.,, judicially determining that
Bourne was the owner of the renewal
copyright of the oldie, “That Old Gang
Of Mine,” of which Rose was one of
the writers.

The long-standing suit involved a
test of the principal holding that a
writer may assign his interest in the
renewal term of his copyright at any
time prior to the commencement of the
renewal period, the prerequisite to the
effectiveness of such assignment being
that the writer be alive at the com-
mencement of the renewal period.

Rose not only challenged the princi-
pal, but claimed that an assignment of
the renewal, prior to the commence-
ment of the renewal period, did not
embrace new discoveries, such as radio
and TV, or any other means not in
existence at the time of the original
assignment.

The District Court as well as the
U.S. Court of Appeals, and now the
U.S. Supreme Court, have all rejected
this contention,

The District Court had awarded
Bourne the sum of $7,600 toward the
fees of its attorneys, Phillips, Nizer,
Benjamin, Krim & Ballon, for their
services in the trial. The Court of Ap-
peals not only approved this award,
but permitted an application for a
further award for Bourne’s attorneys’
services on Rose’s appeals to the Court
of Appeals and to the Supreme Court.
The amount of such additional award
has not yet been fixed by the Court.

Barry’s Re-Inked

NEW YORK—The Barry Sisters,
Claire and Merna, sit side-by-side with
Roulette Records president Morris
Levy as they ink their new exclusive
wax pact with the firm. Standing is
Roulette vice president Joe Klosky.
The Barry Sisters, whose latest LP
is titled “Side By Side” and will be re-
leased Nov. 18, embark this week on a
European tour, opening at London’s
Pig Alle on Nov. 14. Tentatively set
is an engagement at the Bolshoi
Theatre in Moscow. The girls return
to the States Jan. 25 to begin an ex-
tended engagement at Jack Silver-

man’s International, where they have
always done SRO business.

Atlantic’s second group of jazz singles will be released this week it was dis-
closed by label topper Ahmet Ertegun. He said the release was prompted by the
success of the first batch of singles issued last month. Among the new disks are
Charlie Mingus’ “Saturday Night Prayer Meeting,” Slide Hampton’s “Sister
Salvation,” Ornette Coleman’s “Una Muy Bonita” and Herbie Mann’s “Uhuru”
and “High Life.” Of these four records, all except Mann’s are two-part’ers. This
points up the opposing views of diskeries in regards to jazz singles. Whereas
some (as Atlantic) prefer not to edit down performances, others such as Blue
Note and Verve do edit the original LP tracks and offer the consumer two differ-
ent tunes per disk. The fact that heavy issuance of jazz singles is a relatively
recent trend and no consumer preference has yet been voiced, it will be inter-
esting to see which school of thought will prevail in the future. Some people
look to this divergence as a future battle between the artistic and commercial
viewpoints, yet can it be argued that release of jazz singles is alone a very
commercial endeavor ?

We focus attention this week on the release of the Columbia package “Thes-
aurus of Classic Jazz,” a four disk set of reputedly classic jazz performances
culled from the now historic catalogs of Perfect, Harmony, Okeh, Pathe, Dom-
ino, Actuelle and Velvet Tone. The four disks come boxed with a comprehen-
P,sive sixteen page booklet (notes by Richard DuPage and Frank Driggs) and in

total contain fifty-two previously unavailable tracks from the Twenties by such
figures as the early Dorsey Bros. ork, Frankie Trumbauer, Miff Mole, Joe
Venuti, Eddie Lang, Adrian Rollini, Red Nichols, Arthur Schutt, Wingy Ma-
none, and many others. According to introductory notes by John Hammond,
this four volume release represents “the cream of early improvised jazz in one
of the most comprehensive collections ever published on long playing records.”
After sampling some of the treasures in the package, we heartily concur.

Our sincerest apologies to Geoff Edwards. Seems that several weeks after we
inaugurated this column, Geoff informed us that he’d been sending out a news-
letter for over a year under the heading, “And All That Jazz.” Anyway, Geoff
has more important things to say. His “Grotto” show, broadcast nightly over
KFMB-San Diego, is now rated number one by Pulse, beating all others in
every quarter hour from 8 PM to midnight. We quote Geoff, “who says jazz
doesn’t build andience?” Now if only others will wake up to this fact! Geoff
lays ¢laim to the only “formula” jazz show in the country and he’s sure that
this is the reason for his success.

While in Nashville covering the Country Music Festival, we discovered that
not only has that city moved to virtual domination of the pop music scene but
it is now extending its tentacles into the jazz world. First came the RCA Victor
LP, “After the Riot at Newport,” which featured a group of Nashville country
musicians that were invited to display their brand of jazz at the Newport Festi-
val. Unfortunately the cancellation of the festival prevented the “cowboys”
from performing. But Victor was on hand to tape the boys’ work. Now we dis-
covered that Don Law, Columbia’s country music A&R head has recorded
guitarist Hank Garland in a jazz album. Don even flew Joe Morello and Joe
Benjamin in for the session. Hank, we learned, has been jazzing it up after
hours at the clubs along Printer’s Alley for some time, so it was inevitable that
someone would have the foresight to preserve his work on disk. We’re looking
forward to the release of this session.

Roulette continues to cash in nicely on the Basie 25th ann’y special. The
label is now offering consumers one free LP with the purchase of any two from
its catalog, which include the three new Basie packages.

Chris Connor’s next album for Atlantic will be her first with a string accom-
paniment. The set will be titled “Portrait of Chris” and feature arrangements
by Jimmie Jones.

Reggie Lavong, WWRL’s “Dr. Jive,”’ premiered a new jazz program for
WRFM in New York. The show, tagged “Jazzville, U.S.A.,” is a two hour stint
heard each Saturday from 4 to 6 PM over the FM outlet.

JAZZ JOTTINGS: Miles Davis brings his quintet into the Village Vanguard
on Nov. 15 for a two week stand that will be the group’s only New York nitery
booking of the season. The group is recently returned from a highly successful
tour of Europe. . .. Alternating with Davis will be the Bill Evans Trio. . . .
_ Following his smash engagement at the Cloister, Cannonball Adderley and the
Quintet embark Nov. 16 for an eighteen day European tour. The first nine
days will be spent on the continent, the second nine_in England. They arrive
back in New York Dec. 4. . . . Herbie Mann opens at Birdland Nov. 10 with his
Afro-Jazz group. As with his recently-released Atlantic LP, “The Common
Ground,” Mann will augment his group with four trumpets for the occasion.
Also into Birdland the 10th is vocalist Gloria Lynne. She is skedded for an ap-
pearance on the Nov. 20th Harry Belafonte TV spectacular. . . . The Belafonte
spec will also feature the Modern Jazz Quartet. . . . Gene Krupa and his trio,
currently at Chicago’s London House through Nov. 20th, open the following
night at Ft. Wayne’s Embers for a week.

NARAS Outlines
““Grammy”’ Procedures

NEW YORK-—Procedures for the
nomination and selection of the an-
nual awards given by NARAS, the
National Academy of Recording Arts
& Sciences, were detailed last week
by the national Recording Academy.

The “Grammy” awards will be an-
nounced on a major TV special pro-
duced by NARAS early in 1961. Gen-
eral categories covered by the awards
are: Classical; Pop; Technical (Engi-
neering and Art); Jazz; Folk; Chil-
dren; Rhythm & Blues; Western &
Country. There are thirty-nine cate-
gories in all.

The voting procedures will be the
same as last year, in that members
will seleet five nominations in each
category and will then vote on the
final nomination list as submitted to
them.

However, this year, member nomi-
nations may be supplemented in vari-
ous categories. “Because of the vast
number of releases from September
1, 19569 to November 30, 1960—the
eligibility of dates of releases—and
because of the possibility of overlook-
ing some noteworthy achievements
during this time, NARAS has called
upon nominations committees to care-
fully review the releases in a num-
ber of categories and to supplement
the members’ nominations by no more
than three additional nominations,” a
statement said.

For example, in the jazz categories,
the members will initially sabmit their
five choices. Each record company will
similarly submit five choices. The
membership is then mailed a total list
of all selections thus nominated and
asked to vote for five in each category
in which they wish to vote.

The five selections in each category
receiving the most member votes will
then be placed on the nominations
list. In addition, a committee of active
NARAS members with the broadest
possible exposure to jazz releases
will be selected by the boards of gov-
ernors and such committee will select
no more than three recordings they
deem noteworthy. In the event selec-
tions are duplicated between mem-
bers’ nominations and those of the
committee, the three choices of the
committee will be reduced by one for
every duplication.

In this way, members-and members
alone—will vote on up to eight nomi-
nations, five of which will be their
original choices. The NARAS boards
feel that this system will give mem-
bers a “broader voting base and also
afford them the benefit of the com-
mittee’s vast exposure to releases.”

An additional jazz category was
added to the list of awards: “Best
jazz composition of more than five
minutes duration and first released
in 1960.”

The board of governors are also
considering giving an annual award
to someone within the industry who
has made an overwhelming contri-
bution to it. Also, an award for liner
notes is being considered.

According to Bill Gallagher, Colum-
bia VP in charge of sales, the distribu-
tor response to the idea has been “fan-
tastic” and distribs have been buying
the gift disks by the thousands.

The company feels the gift idea
will meet with great consumer re-
sponse because it is the “ideal gift for
the record collector who has every-
thing.” Anyone seeking a gift for a
record collector can be absolutely sure
that the person for whom he’s buy-
ing the gift cannot possibly have the
“Camelot” original caster.

Leslie Predicts $21 Mil.
Kiddie Disk Sales
For Three Months

NEW YORK-—Cy Leslie, president of
Pickwick Sales, producers of Cricket
Records, the kiddie record firm, pre-
dicted last week that $21,400,000
worth of children’s singles, albums and
EP’s will be sold during November,
December and January.

“Extra advertising, promotion and
publicity, beautiful new holiday al-
bum packages and gifts of phono-
graphs to youngsters will result in
the sale, during this period, of ap-
proximately 40% of the $53,500,000
worth of children’s records that will
be sold in the United States during
all of 1960. Bearing this in mind, ev-
ery record retailer who wants to get
his share of these sales shounld plan
now to provide substantial display
space for children’s records and allot
them a hefty percentage of his pro-
motion and advertising budget.”

The Pickwick president went on to
point out that the majority of these
sales will be of the “impulse” variety
which makes display an absolute ne-
cessity. “Customers are often in the
store for something completely differ-
ent when they spot a children’s record
and decide that it would make a per-
fect gift.

“Very often, the sale is triggered
by Junior who spots ‘Felix The Cat,’
‘Popeye,” ‘Woody Woodpecker,” ‘Kiddy
TV Themes,’” ‘Ringling Brothers and
Barnum & Bailey Circus’ or some
other favorite of his on an album
cover. Since most of these LP’s are
priced at $1.98, he usually winds up
with his record, and more often than
not, more than one.

“Impulse, of course, is unpredict-
able. However, it can certainly be
helped along by displaying front cov-
ers that either have strong TV or
cartoon tie-ins or else feature well
known personalities like William Ben-
dix, Joseph Cotton, Boris Karloff, Gi-
selle MacKenzie, Dennis Day, David
Wayne, Ray Heatherton or any of a
host of other familiar names who
record for this market.

“Obviously, seasonal items like
“The Little Star of Bethlehem,” “The
Toy Box,” ‘Rudolph” and “Frosty”
are sure to draw. The use of point-of-
purchase items provided by all manu-
facturers and strategic placement of
merchandise will all do their part in
adding impetus to impulse.”

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Capitol Offers Continuing 100%
Exchange Program On Singles

HOLLYWOOD—A continuing 100
percent exchange privilege on all
Capitol single records was announced
last week by William B. Tallant, vice
president and national sales and op-
erations manager of Capitol Records
Distributing Corp.

The program offers dealers a 100
percent exchange privilege on ten
copies of each new single record re-
leased by Capitol on or after Oct. 31,
1960.

Dealers with more than one retail
outlet are eligible for the program in
each store.

Distributors and wholesalers will
be extended the exchange privilege on
ten copies of each new single per
number of single-record accounts.
One-stop and rack-jobber policies re-
main the same.

“With this new program,” Tallant
said, “Any dealer can stock at least
10 copies of each new Capitol single
at no risk.

“Initial dealer reaction has been
excellent,” Tallant said. “A lot of
dealers who haven’t stocked singles
for some time are buying again.”

“The overall purpose of the pro-
gram,” Tallant continued, “is to offer
our customers full protection on a
limited quantity of every new single.”

Under the terms of the program,
purchases may be made from the date
of release until the 25th of the third
month following release date. Ex-
change of merchandise may be made
at any time until the 25th day of the
fourth month following release date.
In certain instances, CRDC may ex-
tend the exchange period to a maxi-
mum of the seventh month following
release. Other conditions of the new
program provide that merchandise
returned must be in salable condi-
tion. Also, each request for, or ex-
change of, merchandise must be ac-
companied by an order of at least
equal monetary value.

New purchases under the new pro-
gram will also be included in CRDC’s
regular 10 percent exchange program.
In addition, a new simplified ex-
change procedure is now being formu-
lated, Tallant said.

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Cees Hundepool, Bovema’s label manager of Capitol, told The Cash Box that
Holland is really Frank Sinatra-crazy, as a result of the recent Edison 1960-
Award which the famous singer won for his LP “Only The Lonely.” Bovema’s
tie-in with this Sinatra-madness is underlined by the release of a single fea-
turing “Ebb Tide” and “Blues In The Night,” two numbers of the record.
Also the presentation of three singles from Sinatra’s “Come Dance With Me”
—album will certainly prove to be a great commercial success,” said Hunde-
pool. Many preparations are being made for the big event of the Show busi-
ness-year in Holland: An Evening With Judy Garland in Amsterdam, on De-
cember 10 next. The star will be brought to this area by impresario Lou van
Rees in close cooperation with L.C. Bovema’s Capitol label. It is to be expected
that Judy’s personal appearance will give a tremendous up-lift and support
to the popularity of American showbusiness in Holland.

The Dutch Swing College Band, traditional jazzband with more than Euro-
pean fame, has a new single record released on the Philips label (L.C. Phono-
gram) with an unusual number, featured in the new Heidi Briihl-picture, “Im-
mer Will Ich Dir Gehoren” (I Want To Be Yours Forever). This piece, called
“Erzherzog Johann-Jodler” (The Yodling Duke), is heard played by this band
in the picture just mentioned. Flipside of the new single is “Bei Mir Bist Du
Schon,” a steady favorite ever since it was first sung by the still active An-
drews Sisters, way back in the late thirties.

Willeke Alberti, charming 15 years old daughter of Willy Alberti (known in
the States too, since his hit recording of “Marina’”), sings the Dutch version
of a popular German hit on her latest Philips single. This very catchy song,
“Midi-Midinette,” will no doubt become another big success for this promising
new songstress (L.C. Phonogram).

Bovema’s MGM label will soon release a series of singles from the Benny
Goodman Treasure Chest Performance 1937-38, featuring the original orchestra,
quartet and trio which broke up the Swing Era. The singles are presented in
a specially designed cover by the publicity dept. of Gramophone House.

The French label Pathé already scores a tremendous amount of enthusiasm
in Dutch record buying circles. Dutch people are, besides American, also very
French-minded, which is quite logical because of Holland’s multi-linguitism.
The Pathé label, managed by Bovema in Holland, just released a new record
of the French songster Line Renaud, from the Paris-musical “Plaisirs,” well
known to all Americans who visited the French capital this year. Also featured
on the record is the Golden Gate Quartet. Furthermore Pathé’s most important
highlights are: “Quand Le Valse Est La” (When The Waltz Is Here) by René
Louis Lafforgue, famous for its magnificent music and lyrics, interpreted by
the composer, André Claveau and the French accordeonist Yvette Horner.

The Ozek’s recently made their first recordings. This vocal-instrumental trio
features brothers Frans and Hans Ozek and William Paffen. They are all coal-
miners in Limburg (the mining district of Holland) and are very well known
in that part. Frans and Willem play the accordion, Willem plays the drums.
These musical miners write most of the songs they sing as well, both words
(in German) and music. Their debut record is “Nur Ein Wandersmann’” and
“Die Blauen Matrosen,” on L.C. Phonogram’s Philips label. Also debuting on
Dutch Philips label this month are The Yellow Rocks, who sing two novelty-
songs by Dutch orchestra leader Frans Kerkhof: “De Kat En De Hond” (The
(The Cat And The Dog) and *“Engeltjec-Rock” (Angels-rock) on their first
single release. These ‘“Rocks” certainly have a new, fresh sound and L.C.
Phonogram is expecting big sales of this hit-to-be.

From the first LP by Bing Crosby on the MGM label, “Bing and Satchmo,”
the well known version of “Muskrat Ramble” has been released, also “Ruby
Douby Du” from the motion-picture “Key Witness” played by Charles Wolcott.
Great sellers in the current MGM repertoire are a religious treat by Hank
Williams, “Jesus Is Calling” and Connie Francis’ “White Christmas.” Also the
sales of Jimmy Jones—and Five Saints—recordings are doing very well.

The original Dutch version of Loewe & Lerner's “My Fair Lady” has just
been released by L.C. Phonogram on a 12” LP. The same songs as on the
Broadway version LP are heard, in the same order of course. “On The Street
Where You Live,” “The Rain In Spain,” “With A Littl Bit Of Luck” and all
the other big hits are enthusiastically sung by well known Dutch artists like
Wim Sonneveld, Margriet de Groot. Dutch lyrics were written by twenty-one
year old student Seth Gaaikema. Dutch premiere of “My Fair Lady” at Rot-
terdam’s Luxor Theatre was reported in The Cash Box of October 29. Dutch

interest is so great that the first supply of this Philips LP was out of stock
within two days.

Bovema’s Columbia label provides the European premiere of the new Bobby
Rydell-record, “Sway” and “Groovy Tonight,” also the Hucklebuck” by Chubby
Checker. Both records are making headway promotion in The Cash Box lists.
There’s a great demand for Dixieland-versions of oldtimers in the European
market. This fact exPlains the popularity of bands like Acker Bilk’s, Chris Bar-
ber’s and Papa Bue’s in Europe. Acker is now high in the charts with his
“White Cliffs Of Dover”—Dixieland-typed number, according to Robert Oeges,
Bovema’s Columbia label manager.

Just released on the Philips-label is the hit version of “The Green Leaves Of
Summer” from the film “On The Alamo,” beautifully sung by the vocal-instru-
mental quartet The Brothers Four. This version is, as USA Cash Box-readers
know, coupled with the oldie “Beautiful Brown Eyes,” one-time hit of Rose-
mary Clooney.

The latest activities of L.C. Bovema in the home-made recording field are
represented by a single of singer Mary Scotti, entitled “Lief Zusje” on the
Imperial-label and the release of a brandnew Toon Hermans-LP and EP of his
famous “One Man Show 1958.” Toon is one of the best entertainers in the
comedy-field today. His appearance in Vienna, Austria, is a real gasser. Her-
mans is to be heard on the His Master’s Voice-label.

Last Saturday evening Corry Brokken was for more than one hour the guest
of Dutch most popular TV-hostess, Mies Bouwman. During this program every-
thing she wished, could be realized. For instance she acted “La Dame Aux
Camelias” with one of our young actors, Maxim Hamel. Also she disguised as
a clown, but the highlight was the discussion about her job and her family.

Gerry Mulligan and his big band are playing concerts in Amsterdam and
The Hague, followed on November 19 by “Jazz At The Philharmonic”-concerts,
also in Amsterdam and The Hague. J.A.T.P. will feature the Cannonball Ad-
derly Quintet, Dizzy Gillespie, J. J. Johnson, Roy Eldridge, Coleman Hawkins,
Ben Webster, Stan Getz. On November 27 Art Blakey's “Jazz Messengers”
are expected in Brussels; this group will play in Holland in December,
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Ralph Maria Siegel reports that he thinks that “My Heart Has A Mind Of
Its Own,” the Connie Francis hit, will be even bigger here than “Everybody’s
Somebody’s Fool” which is high on the charts. The song has been recorded by
Gina Dobra, the 20 year old Polydor newcomer, Nana Gualdi, on Phillips, and
Swedish star Siw Malmquist on Metronome. Ralph did the lyrics on both of
the tunes and also publishes them.

Hazy Osterwald is still a young man, but his life story is already being
filmed for TV. Hazy with his sextet specializes in comedy presentations. The
50 minute TV show will be broadcast on December 28. Hazy’s latest hit is
“Tango Bombastico.”

Rudy Von Der Dovenmuehle from Minerva Music reports that the Tommy
Sands hit, “That’s Love,” has been recorded in German by English sensation
Billy Saunders, Les Paul & Mary Ford’s “Wonderful Rain” has been covered
by the Darling Sisters, and the Australian top hit which also made time on the
English charts, “Tie Me Kangaroo Down Sport” is being done by the Nilson
Bros. All will be released on Electrola.

The singles market here is getting tighter and tighter. Right now, it's neces-
sary to have two “A” sides in order to really move a record. One example took
place recently when Polydor called back the latest two Ted Herold records,
cut out the “B” sides, and re-released the “A” sides back to back. Ted is a top
teenbeat star, but has recently specialized in sweet numbers. Electrola pro-
ducer Nils Nobach also says that he has quit looking for a strong “B” side and

tries to produce only top sides so the public and the music boxes can take
their choice.

Music publisher Melodie Der Welt reports that they have the following
Cash Box Top 100 tunes for Germany: “Twist,” “Chain Gang,” “Never On
Sunday,” “Diamonds And Pearls,” “Move Two Mountains,” “Poetry In Mo-
tion,” “Dreamin’,” “Pineapple Princess,” “Finger Poppin’ Time,” “Temptation,”
“If She Should Come To You,” “The Girl With The Story In Her Eyes,” “Wait
For Me,” “Night Theme,” and “Yes Sir That’s My Baby.”

Camillo, the top D.J. at Radio Luxemburg reports that his two top tunes are
“Everybody’s Somebody’s Fool” sung by Connie Francis in German, and “Never
On Sunday” sung by Lale Anderson. It takes over 2000 written requests to
make the number one spot on his show.

German Baritone Fischer Dieskau has just won the Edison Prize in Holland
as the most popular classical singer there.

Gerry Mulligan and his new Big Band will make their first appearance in
Germany on November 9. Gerry is still quite popular here because of the old
sides he made with his pianoless quartet featuring Chet Baker. Chet’s living
in Italy at present.

Also from the world of European Jazz, French critic Charles Delauney is
privately producing an LP with Lucky Thompson, Kenny Clarke and Bud Pow-
ell. This LP will be distributed through indie channels throughout the world,
xam(ii all profits will go to the family of the late great bass player, Oscar Petti-
ford.

It looks like our predictions of the top version of “Never On Sunday” are
correct. Lale Anderson has already sold 120,000 copies of the top hit.

Electrola star Ruth Fischer is becoming a top star in E. Germany. The com-
munist radio there is playing the wax off her records.

Sir John Barbirolli, from the Hallé Orchestra in London, is conducting a con-
cert with the orchestra from the Bavarian State Opera on March 6. There’s
still time to get tickets.

The newly formed Pye-Vogue record firm here has picked up distribution
of the Mexican label Orfeon and the N.Y. based Latin American-jazz firm
Seeco. One of the top selling LP’s for the firm is the new Diana Dors record.
The publicity reads “She sings like she looks.”

French star Jacky Noguez who hit the charts on the Jamie label stateside
a few months ago has adopted a bit of the Ray Conniff sound. He’s also got a
big vocal group singing wordless phrases on his new EP. It’s moving well in
Germany.

The manager for Della Reese, Lee Magdid, was in Berlin to line up TV shots
for his star and is setting publishing rights for his firm. He had talks with
Gerd Hammerling of Peter Schaeffers Music Peter Meisel, and Paul Siegel.

Germany is finally giving a try to the old method of covering standards in
new pop arrangement style. Philips has released a new Peter Biel single fea-
turing “I Walk Alone,” and Polydor has released Billy Buhlan with “As Time
Goes By.”

Capitol record executives Gordon Fraser and Richard Rising visited the

Electrola offices in Cologne for talks with Dr. Veder, and export manager
Herr Wirtz.

Vico Torriani, who smashed with his French based song “Kalkutta Liegt
Am Ganges,” is releasing another song along the same line. It’s named “It
Only Happens In Paris.”

Caterina Valente has an invitation to appear on the Perry Como show next

ear. She’ll leave in January for Mexico, and then appears in Israel for a tour.

aden-Baden TV is also planning to film the “Caterina Valente Story” for re-
lease next fall.

The fabulous European hit-song, “Milord,” which has developed into perhaps
the biggest hit of all time in some European areas, has been recorded, with a
new English lyrie, by pretty Gaynor Bunning on a new W & G single which has
been rushed into release. W & G distributors and promotion men in each State
and in New Zealand have been alerted to go on an all-out drive on the disk
which is Gaynor Bunning’s debut for W & G Records.

Almost on the eve of his departure on a lucrative visit to England for a
concert and disk tour, leading Australian star Col Joye was slapped with a writ
for £10,000 (better than $20,000) from promoter Bill McColl. As yet the reasons
for the action have not been divulged to The Cash Box. The writ was served
soon after a widely popular TV rock ’n roll spectacular in which Col was
presented with the Lee Gordon Trophy as “the star of the year.” Col won the
honor on votes from press, radio, TV and disk-jockeys. The presentation was
made ky Brian Henderson, host of the national TV pop music session “Band-
stand.

RCA has rush-released the Skeeter Davis single of “(I Can’t Help You) I'm
Falling Too.” Hank Locklin’s “Please Help Me I'm Falling” is a good hit
across the nation right now.

In honor of Nancy Wilson’s present Australian visit, EMI has released her
album “Like In Love.” Nancy is in this country on a nine-week visit to fulfill
personal appearances of five weeks at the Hotel Chevron in Melbourne and the
final four weeks at the recently opened Chevron-Hilton Hotel in Sydney. Nancy
is also set to star in television spectaculars in both cities.

Festival Records is catching big sales with four albums by local stars which
have been issued to grab a sﬁce of the brisk Christmas trade in records. The
albums are “The Golden Boy” featuring Col Joye and The Joy Boys on Festi-
val; on the Rex label is “Bad Boy” an album by Dig Richards; Johnny Devlin
has an album on the Teen label entitled “Real Nervous” and on the Lee Gordon
label (distributed by Festival) is “Lee Gordon Presents The Big Show” starring
Johnny O’Keefe. These are four of the hottest Australian disk stars at the
moment so there should be a good response to these albums.

Continuing its recently adopted policy of recording local talent, Coronet
Records have issued a new single by nineteen-year-old Sydney girl Carol
Murray, it carries two ballads; “Lonely Life” written by Paul Anka, and
“I Think Of You” composed by local writer Richard Gill. Carol is well known
in Sydney through TV and club appearances and the Coronet boys predict big
things for her new disk.

Young American singer Gene McDaniels proved to be very popular during
his performance here recently with Lee Gordon’s First Australian Jazz Festival.
Gene worked well on all shows and was very thrilled with the backings he
received from our local musicians.

Sydney music publisher Boosey & Hawkes is doing well with a big batch
of popular hits that include “Kiddio”; “You Talk Too Much”; “Move Two
Mountains” and “All My Love.”

Viking Records have issued the new single by The Beau Marks with “Billy
Billy Went A-Walking,” a song published by Boosey & Hawkes. The Beau
Marks had a really big smash hit in this country with their debut disk of
“}?lap Your Hands”; it should be close to the top of the best-selling singles of
the year.

FROM HERE AND THERE:

That fine American vocalist Herb Jeffries has arrived in Melbourne with
his glamorous wife Tempest Storm. Herb is doing a four weeks season at
Mario’s Hotel.

Also at Mario’s is American star Billy Falbo, he has a single, released by
W & G which carries “Hot Doggies” ¢/w “That Wonderful Girl Of Mine.”

Pat Boone’s “White Christmas’” album has been released by EMI on its
London label.

Sydney disk jockey Bob Rogers will welcome taped Christmas greetings
from recording artists from all over the world. Tapes should be sent to Bob
c/o Radio Station 2UE, 29 Bligh Street, Sydney, Australia. Tapes received by
ls30b will be used in his national disk-jockey shows throughout the Christmas

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On their European trip, Norman Orleck and George Albert of The Cash Box
stopped in Milan for two days and had the pleasure of meeting many of the
people in our record industry, such as Mr. Mintangian of Durium who is con-
tinuously expanding his house, Mr. De Guy of VCM who stressed the necessity
of devoting more space to classical recording news, Mr. Ricordi of Ricordi who

romised to announce the engagement of a big Italian record star very soon,

r. Baron, who stated that all of our record houses underwent a terrific re-
cession in sales over this year, and brought to our attention some of the
possible reasons of this troubling phenomenon of the Italian market, such as
th:d birth of too many new record houses; the ever spreading use of tape re-
corders.

We had a long breakfast with Mr. Casetta of Bluebell, the most successful
record house among the new ones, with whom we faced the difficult problem of
RAI’s monopoly of radio and TV broadcastings. There is only a single Radio-
TV station in Italy, with three simultaneous radio programs and only one TV
channel. The second will possibly oFen next year as announced by RAI. RAI's
broadcasting monopoly is a political problem.

We also met Mr. Tosi of Italian Decca and Mr. Gurtler of Gurtler-SAAR,
with whom we renewed the discussion about the record recession over the year,
and Mr. Matalon of Italdisc who proudly let The Cash Box people listen to the
voice of Mina, the number one Italian songstress. Among the publishers we met,
. Mr. Sugar, who is always very busy, had a talk with us and spoke of his future
weekly record magazine. Gramitto Ricci of Curci, who announced the firm will
celebrate the one hundredth anniversary of the Curci publishing house this
month and almost confidentially spoke of his plans for a Curci record company.
We also met Mr. Franceschini, Seeburg’s Italian rep, who stated the coin
machine industry in Italy needs a really active trade organization.

At a cocktail party held in Milan in her honor, Caterina Valente received a
golden record from Ing. Bacchini, head of Italian Decca for “Personalita”
coupled with “Till,” which represents the 250,000th copy sold in Italy. It means
an extraordinary record for our market. To be exact, she received the award
from our dramatic player and film actor, Vittorio Gassman. As usual, she was
accompanied by her husband and personal manager, Eric Van Aro and brilliant
secretary Gunter Arendt. The record topped the Italian chart for several
months and is still doing extremely well on our market. The day of the cocktail
party was the first anniversary of the launching of Caterina’s songs in Italian
in our territory. Besides giving her the golden disk, Italian Decca was proud
to take this opportunity to show and introduce her first LP titled “Personalita”
to the press.

Mr. Ricordi and Mr. Rapetti in New York for a one week stay. They told me
that they added some already well known names to the Ricordi cast, such as
Quartet 2 Plus 2, formerly with Italian RCA, Wanna Ibba, formerly with Mr.
Gurtler and Sergio Endrigo. Rapetti told me that he publishes some one hun-
dred new tunes each year and out of these launchings four or five become big
smashes and about five do extremely well.

V.C.M. (Voice-Columbia-Marconophon) is organizing a strong promotion
office handled by Mr. Gandino and Mr. Malaspina, who announced the release
of a wonderful jazz piece, “Birth Of The Cool” by Miles Davis, on a Capitol
LP. It will certainly arouse the interest of Italian jazz fans. The Name of
Miles Davis has a great power of attraction, but unfortunately limited to the
non-vast public of pure jazz lovers.

Cameo Records president Bernard Lowe visited CGD, his Italian representa-
tives. The launching of Bobby Rydell’s repertoire and in particular his “Volare”
and “Singing School” were discussed and CGD’s managers showed great en-
thusiasm for Rydell’s recordings.

Peppino Di Capri, the 21 year old singer who topped the popularity charts
in Italy over the past year, was loudly cheered at a cocktail party hosted here
in Milan by the Astoria night spot, where he will appear every evening through
the next month and a half. Peppino is presently considered one of our best
singers with a most promising future. Since his record debut, he has been
waxed on Carisch and Mr. Mazzocchi, head of the label announced that after
recording “No Arms Can Ever Hold You” (Number 3), already recorded by
Caterina Valente, and “‘notte Di Luna Calante,” already recorded by Domenico
Modugno, just waxed “Il Nostro Concerto” already known as Umberto Bindi’s
hit. His song is presently appearing as number 10 on our chart.

Big film event, “Ben Hur,” which is published here mainly as the movie that
won eleven Oscars, had its gala opening in Milan on October 31. Its known
sound track LP on MGM has been available in Italy for a month and CGD-
MGM told me sales are higher than they hoped for.

Mr. Calefato of Titanic told me that his records will be distributed by Fono-
crom, a one year old record company which is just building its cast of artists
with known soubrette Sandra Mondaini and the new voice of Wilma Roy.

Publisher Mr. Daniele sold his successful “Ehi, Tu!” to Ardmore Music
Company, which will publish it under the title of “Lazy Dreams” and his “Un
Mare Di Baci” (A Sea of Kisses) to Mills Music which will possibly give it a
strong release. On his part, this publisher has issued the U.S. best selling
“Pink Shoe Laces” which was waxed by Gloria Christian, but both sheet music
and recordings were not as successful as in the States.

CGD’s commercial director, Mr. Giannini was in Rome to supervise the new
material Katyna Ranieri recorded for MGM, “La Fine Del Mondo” (The End
Of The World) b/w “Tornero’ Tornero’ " (I Shall Come Back).

For thirty years, Maestro Maietti has been specializing in tango songs and
thanks to his vast experience in this particular kind of pop music, he recently
opened his own tango publishing and recording house here in Milan (Vicolo
Pattari I). He stated that this type of music has long been keeping a steady
and fairly good standard of sales, especially among country buyers. More than
once he was forced by the lack of Italian tango bands to go to Paris and cut
successful tango recordings there. It is interesting to know that another record
house exists in Italy specializing in a particular type of music—Combo Records,
handled by Trevisan (Corso Europe 16, Milan), which produces Italian country
and folk recordings exclusively.

Songstress Misao Nakahara of King Records of Japan is expected to visit
Italy. Some of her recordings in Italy are available on CGD. After undergoing
surgery on her throat, Anita Traverso of Mr. Gurtler’s cast is expected to go
to Israel for singing appearances. Xavier Cugat will make 8ix appearances on
our TV screens. The cha cha cha is presently the most requested dance in Italy.
A very promising Christmas record was published by Ri-Fi on the Primary
label, as announced by Mr. Velona’, head of the house. It couples the tune “Caro
Gesu’ Bambino” on both sides, sung by a child and by Bruno Pallesi.
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Raleigh Distributing has contracted to distribute the Herald and Ember
Catalog in Canada.

CBC TV is preparing a folk song special. Probable artists to appear on the
show will be Mitch Miller and Odetta. Stan Harris is the producer. Lee Farley
of (%uality Records in town and reports that the Beau Marks latest release,
“Billy Billy Went A Walking,” is showing on the top twelve radio station
surveys across the country. This certainly indicates that this is another smash
for the group. “Sway” by Bobby Rydell is another sure winner for Ciua]ity.
Other hot records for Quality are ‘“Stay” by Maurice Williams, “A Million To
One” by Jimmie Charles, the Platters’ “To Each His Own.” “The Hucklebuck”
lﬁv Chubby Checker and “I'll Save The Last Dance For You” by Damito Jo on

ercury.

Mornys Distributing is keeping right on top with “Night Theme” by The
Mark 11. The Folksing group, The Travellers, now an LP on Columbia.

George Davies, program director and general manager of radio station
CKGM has returned from his vacation which covered Hawaii, NY, LA, and
many other large cities in the US.

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SWEDEN

Lennart Reuterskiold, music publisher in Stockholm, looks very satisfied
these days. He acquired the world rights to the song “Gotlindsk Sommarnatt,”
published in Sweden by Wessman & Pettersson in Visby. So far Reuterskisld
can show a very good result, and the other day he told The Cash Box that,
particularly in the United States, there is a great interest in this Swedish song.
The American publisher is Garland Music and the lyric has been written by
Carl Sigman. There are two American recordings ready so far, one instru-
mental with Roger Williams, one vocal with Jane Morgan, both on Kapp. The
American title is “Homesick for New England.” Kapp Records has also taken
up the Swedish recording with Ernie Englund on trumpet, recorded here on
the Gazell label. More American recordings are to be expected. But also in
many other countries, the record buyers will be able to listen to this Swedish
song, since Reuterski6ld has placed it with Robbins in Great Britain, Ventura
in France, Zerboni in Italy, Bens in the Benelux countries, Kiinzel in Germany,
Scandia in Finland, Mérks in Denmark and Egil Monn-Iversen in Norway.
Now he is negotiating with the Spanish-speaking part of the world. From
England there will at %east. be one recording, made by Mantovani’s Orchestra,
said Reuterskiéld.

Philips released the records from the Marilyn Monroe-Yves Montand pic-
ture “Let’s Make Love” on Nov. 4. The film opened in Stockholm on Oct. 31
and was very well received by the critics. Sonata, a label specializing upon
religious songs, announces a new EP with singer Jan Sparring. Music publisher
Felix Stahl of Stockholm’s Musikproduktion visiting Germany where he formed
a new publishing house in Hamburg. Rolf Bjorling, son of the late Jussi B.,
follows in his father’s footsteps and is expected to sing a great part at the
Royal Opera House in Stockholm already in January 1961.

Philips reports that they will release the recordings from the film “The
Alamo” within the next 14 days. John Wayne was expected to visit Sweden
in accordance to the opening of the film, but his plan was suddenly cancelled
the other day when Wayne flew back to the States from London. The film
is expected to open here around Christmas.

Making records for children seems to be a promising thing in Sweden. More
and more labels have produced such records in recent years, and there are two
or three labels speciaﬁzing upon this kind of recordings. According to Ingvar
Eriksson, publicity man of Svenska Philips-Sonora, Sonora has also joined
this field and started with two EP records.

Best selling LP’s in Sweden now are “Elvis Is Back” (RCA) with the sound-
track from “Porgy And Bess” (Philips) at second and “Bjoerling In Opera”
(RCA) at third place.

It seems as though RCA might have something that can become a best
selling record in Sweden in a very short time. The company recently released
an EP with theme music from popular TV serials, among them “Bonanza”
played by Buddy Morrow and his Orchestra. Since “Bonanza” is among the
most Yopular serials in Sweden at the moment, the record shops report they
can sell almost any quantity they can get of this record.

Belinda (Scandinavia) AB, headed by Ake Gerhard-Larsson, is the Scandi-
navian publisher of the American hit tune, “Save The Last Dance For Me.”
There is a Swedish lyric ready to be distributed among the record companies.

Borje Ekberg, export manager of Metronome Records, just back from the
United States, reports that there is a great interest in Siw Malmkvist in the
States. She is the top name on Metronome and sings in several languages.
Her last records have all been best sellers, starting with “Augustin’ which
sold 56,000 some 18 months ago, to her present hit, the biggest so far in her
career, her Swedish version of “Everybody’s Somebody’s Fool” which report-
edly just passed the 70,000 mark.

Philips will start a serial of EP from modern American operettas. Sonja
Stjernquist and Per Lindqvist will be singing and the first records will be out
before Christmas.

Cupol has recorded the theme music from the TV serial “Bonanza,” played
by Hacke Bjorksten and his Orchestra.

Bernt Bihne of Gehrmans, one of Sweden’s veteran publishing houses, re-
ports a very great success in Sweden for “He’ll Have To Go,” and coming up
strongly “He’ll Have To Stay.” The latter has been recorded in Swedish by
Ann-Louise Hansson on Metronome, while the former is among the top sellers
in a recording with Tommy Jacobsson on RCA.

The production of Christmas records has started. Philips is making an LP
where it has collected some earlier Xmas recordings, once released here on
78’s. Among the artists are Gunnar Wiklund, Carl-Axel Hallgren, Harry
Brandelius, Elsy Lindgren and others. The title is “Julen dr h#ér” (Christmas
Is Here). Odeon has released an LP with Nicolai Gedda titled “Nicolai Gedda’s
Swedish Recordings.” Columbia presents a new EP with jazz singer Monica
Zetterlund. Also on the EP is Lars Gullin on baritone saxophone.

Gunnar Bergstrom and Sven Lindholm have just celebrated the fifth birthday
of their company, Scandinavian Record Company. Five years ago, the two
started with presented jazz records from some American labels as Savoy
and Dee-Gee, and later they began a close cooperation with Dansk Grammo-
fonpladeforlag in Copenhagen which resulted in a bigger catalog, including
not only jazz but also pops and, to some extent, some classics. Today, the
company represents Sonet, Storyville, Colpix, Rouelette, and other labels.
Recently, the company’s publicity man, Bjorn Fremer, who is now in the
U.S., presented a Golden Disk to Count Basie for the sale of 10,000 of his jazz
LP in Sweden.

Renée Agén is a ten-year-old girl whose been seen in some TV programs
here. Now she has debuted on records for Cupol singing among others a new
song by Thore Skogman, titled “Mamma Ocﬂ Pappa Dansa’ Tango’ (Mom
and Dad Danced Tango).

Stockholm’s Musikproduktion, of which Felix Stahl is the head, has pub-
lished the music from Anita Ekberg’s Italian pic, “La Dolce Vita.”

DENMARK

The new Danish film, “Forelsked i Kébenhavn,” (In Love In Copenhagen)
opens here Nov. 4 at the Palace-Teatret. Siw Malmkvist, the Swedish disk
star (Metronome Records), has the leading female role. The film is expected
to open in Sweden around New Years. Siw and others including Valerie Mas-
ters, Bob Cort and the Four Jacks will join a package show touring in some
Danish cities between Nov. 12 and 17. Anders Holmstedt, head of EMI’s record
department in Stockholm, is in Copenhagen for business talks. The new Amer-
ican top seller “Save The Last Dance For Me” with The Drifters has been
released on Atlantic here. Metronome Records handles the Atlantic label here.
Scandinavian publisher of the song is Belinda (Sandinavia) AB in Stockholm.

Danish singer Grethe Ingmann has recorded “Cookie Little Paradise” and
“My Heart Has A Mind Of Its Own” in Swedish for Metronome.

New top selling record in Denmark is a Danish song, “Oh! Marie, Jeg Vil
Hjem” (Oh, Marie, I Want To Go Home) recorded by Four Jacks on Odeon.

The Danish radio has started two programs which look like top attractions,
especially among the youths. It is “Teenage-Hjornet” (The Teen-Age Corner),
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broadcasted weekly every Thursday, and the monthly “Week-end.” In The
Teenage Corner, Jorn Hjorting plays records as well as invites teenagers to
the studio, where they are interviewed on their opinions on various questions.
It is reported that the selection of records for the program has satisfied
the young audienees. In “Week-end,” produced by Ole Mortensen, there’s an
orchestra and chorus plus soloists.

FINLAND

Swedish trumpet player Bengt-Arne Wallin in Helsinki for concert in Fin-
nish TV. A recording artist for Philips, his latest hits are the songs from
the film “Never On Sunday.”

The Blue Diamonds, a Dutch singing duet (the Indonesian-born brothers
Riem and Rudy de Wolf) contracted for TV appearing here on Nov. 27. The
two brothers, who are studying in Holland, recorded the oldie “Ramona” for
Fontana, and also sang it in the Dutch TV, and became famous overnight.
Now they are busy trying to mix their studies with all the offers from
European radio and TV stations. Swedish singer Anita Bergsten might come
here for concerts within the next weeks. Anita is recording for Philips, handled
in Finland by Fazerin Musikkikauppa Oy.

Contracted for a TV program here on Nov. 28 is Swedish singer Siw
Malmkvist. A singer on Metronome label in Sweden, her records are handled
here by Nor-Dics, a part of Scandia-Musiikki Oy.

“Save The Last Dance For Me” with The Drifters on Atlantic has been re-
leased here and promises to become a great hit also at the Finnish market.

NORWAY

Singer Alf Proysen to Sweden where he will cut an EP in Swedish for
Philips. Helge Roundquist of Cupol Records in Stockholm on a short visit in
Oslo for business talks.

The French song, “Milord,” sung by Edith Piaf at Columbia, has finally
began to show up at the Norwegian Hit Parade. The song has been a best
seller all over Europe, but has had some difficulties in Norway, probably be-
cause it has not appeared on Radio Luxembourg’s “Top Twenty” which more
or less dictates the sale of records in Norway these days.

Siss Hartmann, singer, off for London where she’s contracted for some
appearances. She has just recorded “He’ll Have To Stay” and “He’s So
Afraid” for Odeon.

Elisabeth Granneman, known as “the singing housewife,” is doing very
good with her records for Philips. One of her recent recordings presents
“Mustapha” and *“Never On Sunday.” Nordisc presents newcomer Ragnar
Asbjornsen, who is doing very good with his debut record. Another newcomer
on records here is Odd 'Holme, who also is composer and writer of some of the
songs he is recording.

Everyone interested in the future of MOA no
doubt had their spirits lifted sky-high last week
when George Miller and his Board of Directors ap-
pointed Ed Ratajack to the post of Managing Direc-
tor and Coordinator. We can’t think of a better
choice.

Ed has a wealth of experience to offer the na-
tional organization. He can ideally represent the
operators since he himself has had long experience
dealing with operators and their problems. In fact
Ratajack will truly act as a member-operator would
act in every instance. What more can members of a
trade organization ask?

The Miller-Ratajack team has set its sights on
several goals to be achieved between now and MOA
Convention time in May. Among the major tasks
outlined are increased membership and a highly
successful Convention. The coinmen indeed have
their work cut out for them.

Prior to this appointment, George Miller has
handled MOA responsibilities practically single-
handedly. He has no doubt given his job the very
best he has to offer. But the size and scope of this
tremendous undertaking requires much more than
any one man can possibly offer. Miller’s naming of
Ratajack appears to be the solution to many prob-
lems facing MOA. Ed has the vitality, the experi-
ence, and the interest to give MOA leadership a
powerful one-two punch.

An editorial appeared on this page two weeks
ago and outlined what we thought should be a pro-
gram of progress for MOA to follow. We suggested
that MOA open its doors to all types of coin-
operated equipment. This has been done with the
exception of certain licensed games on the $250
level.

We also suggested a program of interest for coin-
men attending the Convention. The Board has ap-
pointed ten committees, each with a specific pur-
pose in mind. Several of these committees have
been assigned to this important facet of conven-
tion programming. We also suggested that an all-
out intensive promotion campaign be launched to
insure at the outset a full house at the Deauville
Hotel, Miami Beach, May 15-17. This too has been
done. We have been advised by Ratajack that the
Association will meet with the three music machine
manufacturers who didn’t participate last vear in
order that these difficulties be ironed out.

This is progress. It has come about almost over-
night. These changes must result in a large degree
of success. The entire coin machine industry will
benefit.

Congratulations to Ed Ratajack on his appoint-
ment and to George Miller for having the foresight
to lead his officials along this path. And the very
best of luck to MOA for a bigger and better 1961

Seeburg Distribs Unveil '61 Line
During Weekend Open House Shows

New Model Features Location Owner's Name

J. C. (JACK) GORDON

CHICAGO—The 1961 Seeburg phono-
graph line was introduced to the na-
tion’s operators this week with a large
majority of the distributors unveiling
the phono line at formal showings dur-
ing weekend socials held at various
hotels and clubs in the respective ter-
ritories, With few exceptions, the af-
fairs were conducted on Saturday and
Sunday, November 12 and 13, and
multi-territory distribs planned on-
the-road showings in the outlying
areas during the coming weeks. The
model ‘numbers of the new machines
are “AY-160,” 160-selections and “AY-
100” 100-selection model.

Highlight of the new machine is the
personalized top-panel which permits
display of the individual location
name. The 33-1/3 “Artist of the
Week” feature will remain a prime
attraction of the Seeburg phono and
the firm will continue to merchandise
the musie “on location” in conjunction
with the LP selections and now with
the location name ‘“presenting” these
artists. Cabinets are identical in di-
mensions.

Jack Gordon, Vice-President in
charge of phonographs, expressed his
feelings about the new machine when
he said, “This is only the begin-
ning! We expect to drive heavily
along with a promotion program that
takes the operator right into the loca-
tion and doesn’t stop even there. We
believe in merchandising and selling
the music and the machine and that’s
exactly what we are doing. We’ve got
several other angles that aill tie-in
beautifully with our overall '61 pro-
gram and the announcements will be
made in the coming weeks.”

Gordon continued describing the
machine pointing out several features
which are new to the Seeburg phono.
“The newly designed selection-panel,
styled in frosty chrome, is fingerprint-

proof and resists smudges and finger-
marks. It retains its glittering beauty
in the busiest locations without the
need for constant polishing.”

Seeburg is also introducing the in-
dustry’s first five-year guarantee on
the magnetiec pickering pickup. This
does not cover the stylus, according
to Gordon.

A new motor-driven volume con-
trol, using standard 5-wire cable, per-
mits all speakers connected to the
phonograph to be controlled from any
remote point. A reject button is in-
cluded.

Seeburg is also featuring again, for
both models, its standard, built in
Dual Spindle Dise and Auto-Speed
Unit that permits intermixed pro-
gramming of both 45 and 33-1/3 reec-
ords: No additional accessories are
needed for this automatic operation.

Heavy emphasis is being placed on
Seeburg’s 1960 innovation, the musie
merchandising plan known as “Artist
of the Week.” Based on record manu-
facturers’ increasing releases, as
33-1/3 stereo singles, of big hits from
top-selling albums, the Artist of the
Week plan gives location owners a
popular choice, every week or two, -of
ten album hits by the same artist.
These along with a full-color minia-
ture of the album cover, are show-
cased in the phonograph’s lighted top
panel.

To further merchandise Artist of
the Week music, window banners and
window-or-ledge display cards—the
latter providing a spot for the same
miniature album cover featured on the
phonograph—are being made avail-
able.

“Another popular stereo hi-fi music
merchandising device, introduced by
Seeburg in mid-1960, is the Koss
stereophones,” said Gordon. “This is
a stereo headset, a location accessory
that can be assembled directly to the
phonograph. It ecan also, with a quickly
fixed bracket, be attached to Seeburg’s
new Wall-OQ-Matic 100 remote selec-
tion unit, which has been newly styled
to look like a miniature stage.

“With stereo, which Seeburg intro-
duced to the coin-operated phonograph
in 1958, with the standard built-in
intermix system, and with ‘Artist of
the Week,’ Seebure feels that location
owners now have the means to capture
more business from the post-teenage
public and, regardless of trends in
public taste, insure and enlarge the
music revenues of both operator and
location alike,” concluded Gordon.

Another merchandising aid pre-
sented to distributors was a new
“Sales Mate” film strip for use by op-
erators to detail the Artist of the
Week plan to their locations as a
means of helping them secure more
favorable location contracts.
