Model Awarded Minimum
Damages In Photo LP Suit

NEW YORK—Though she had not
signed a written release for the use
of her photo on an album, a model
was awarded minimum damages in a

suit against King Records in a recent

decision from the New York Supreme
Court.
The model, Dorothy Jones, charged

violation of the Civil Rights Law,
which states that a person must give

written consent for the use of his

name, photo or likeness.

King contended that it is custom
that models permit the use of their

pictures on recordings without their

written consent and that she had
given her oral consent to such use.

The decision noted that the “plain-

tive knew precisely the purpose for

which she posed, the intended use of

the photograph, that she gave her
oral consent, thereto, and agreed to

give her written release which the

photographer inadvertently failed to

obtain.”
“Since by virtue of plaintiff’s si-

lence upon the facts and_ circum-
stances of the case, the decision reads,

“she concedes a mere technical viola-

tion of the act and fails to indicate

any reason for assessment apart from
the fact of technical violation, and all

the facts show a defense just short of

complete, there is no ground to war-
rant a reference for assessment.”
Miss Jones was awarded damages of

6 cents.

Lower Court Upheld In Wide-Range

Of Liability For Disk Infringements
NEW YORK—The U. S. Court of

Appeals in New York last week up-

held a lower court’s decision which

greatly strengthens music publishers’

defense against infringements of their

copyrights—via bootlegged disks or

otherwise.

The Appellate Court’s affirmation of

the lower-court’s decision makes liable

for damages all those involved in the

manufacture and sale of illegal disks.

Action involved in the decision was
a suit brought by Harry Fox, the pub-

lishers’ agent, through his attorney,

Julian T. Abeles, in an action by

Reeve Music and Robbins Music
against Crest Records and Shelley

Products.

The suit stemmed from Reeves’

“I’m In Love Again,” and a Robbins’

“Too Young To Go Steady,” which

were allegedly cut for a 69<- EP with-

out a license under the Copyright Act.

In the lower court. Federal Judge

Matthew T. Abruzzo granted the

plaintives summary judgment against

the defendents; appointed a special

master, George Hearn, to determine

royalties and damages; ordered the

defendants to deliver up all infring-

ing disks, masters, stampers, etc.

The sole party liable for damages,

the defendants claimed, was the disk

manufacturer. Solitaire Recording of

Toronto. The defendants contended

that they were only subcontractors.

In support of their contention, the

defendants pointed out that the label.

Cameo Records, under which the rec-

ords were manufactured and sold was

that of Solitaire, the parent com-

pany; that Solitaire had engaged the

artists and recording studio and re-

corded the compositions on an acetate

disk or tape, from which it had the

master, mother and stampers made;

that Solitaire had sent the stampers

to the defendants, which Crest had

processed and from which Shelley had

pressed the records
;
and that upon in-

structions of Solitaire, the records

were shipped to RCA Victor Ltd. in

Ontario, Canada, and then placed in

jackets and distributed and sold by

Solitaire. The defendants produced

Solitaire’s check for $750, received in

payment of their services, which had

been returned for “lack of funds.”

This was the first case involving the

liability of a sub-contractor. It had

previously been assumed that the only

liability was that of the manufacturer

which owned the label, performed or

made the arrangements for all the

services entailed in the finished prod-

ucts, and distributed and sold the rec-

ords under its label as the manu-

facturer thereof.

The only other case concerning

liability to a copyright proprietor,

where more than one party was in-

strumental in producing the infring-

ing record, was G. Ricordi & Co. v.

Columbia Graphophone Co., which had

been decided by the same Court of

Appeals in 1919. However, that case

did not involve the liability of a sub-

contractor. Columbia had taken all of

the essential steps, other than the ac-

tual pressing of the records, in the

United States and then had its Cana-

dian affiliate press the records, which

were distributed and sold under the

Columbia label. The court determined

that, having its affiliate in Canada
take the last step of pressing the

records did not relieve it from liabil-

ity. In the instant case our counsel

argued that everyone who partici-

pated in the unauthorized manufac-

ture, regardless of the nature or ex-

tent of such services, was liable to

the copyright proprietor to the full

extent of all royalties payable and all

damages sustained. The Appellate

Court in affirming the determination

of Judge Abruzzo held that “infringe-

ment of a copyright is a tort, and all

persons concerned therein are jointly

and severally liable as such tort

feasors” and “We think it plain that

here, whether or not the separate act

performed by each defendant con-

stituted ‘manufacture’ the two de-

fendants, acting in concert ‘manufac-

tured’ the infringing disks.” Under
the order of Judge Abruzzo the matter

will now proceed to hearing before the

Special Master, to assess the royalties

and damages to which plaintiffs are

entitled.

In the prior case of Shapiro, Bern-

stein & Co., Inc. et al. against Goody,

brought by Abeles on behalf of Fox,

the court determined for the first time

that a dealer was liable for the sale

of infringing records. In the subse-

quent case of Shapiro, Bernstein &
Co., Inc. et al. v. Remington Records,

Inc., likewise brought by Abeles on

behalf of Fox, the court determined

for the first time that the copyright

proprietor could adduce expert testi-

mony to refute the accounting of a

record manufacturer. Under the pres-

ent determination the publisher can

now pursue its remedy against every-

one concerned, in the manufacture of

the infringing records. It is under-

stood that in the past the pressing

plants of a number of the leading rec-

ord companies have exposed them-

selves to such liability.

It was pointed out that all pressing-

plants and others concerned must re-

quire that either a license, or the giv-

ing of statutory notice, be evidenced

before rendering any services for out-

siders in the manufacture of records.

Abeles said that this applies to those

renting out recording studios, and all

those concerned in the making of mas-

ters, tapes and stampers, the pressing

of the records and the manufacture

of the labels and jackets. In cases of

infringement, all individuals partici-

pating as officers, employees or agents

of any of the companies engaged in

such practices, will be held jointly

and severally liable with such com-

panies, Abeles warned.

Shirley’s piano style defies classification. It

isn’t jazz, pop or classical, but a composite of the
three influences contained in a highly original,
somewhat experimental style that can sometimes
be effective. Working here with a bass and cello
accompaniment, the pianist delves into the likes
of “Blue Skies,” “The Man I Love,” a four tune
tribute to Billie Holiday and a particularly ef-
fective reading of “Water Boy,” whose drama
could mean pop single potential.

“RONNIE HAWKINS SINGS THE SONGS OF
HANK WILLIAMS”—Roulette R 25137
Some of Hank Williams’ greatest tunes are

taken for a rocking ride via the vigorous dynam-
ics of Ronnie Hawkins. The emphasis is on rhy-
thm, which is consistently exciting, but there is

also a strong reliance on the melodic and lyric

beauty of the songs. Selections include “You Win
Again,” “Cold, Cold Heart,” “Your Cheatin’
Heart,” “There’ll Be No Teardrops Tonight” and
“Jambalaya.”

“BONGOS/REEDS/ BRASS” — Bob Florence —
Life L-lOOl

Hifi enters the “deluxe” sound scene with their
own Life label affiliate. Florence leads a big band

Lili Lo.” Arrangements have put the emphasis on
bongos and the section voicings of reeds and
brass. Interesting date, with good musical content.

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CoL’s Sales Volume Tops In ’60,

Lieberson Says In Year-End Report
NEW YORK—Columbia Records had

the highest sales volume in its history

in 1960, increasing its disk sales by

13% over 1959. This was reported last

week by label president Goddard Lieb-

erson in a year-end statement.

In looking back over the year, Lieb-

erson noted important merchandising

innovations and internal develop-

ments inaugurated during the year.

In mid-summer, the label introduced

the simultaneous release of 33 singles

with their 45 counterparts, thus,

Lieberson said, “pointing the way to

the more convenient and profitable

use of one-speed . . . for all record-

ings, both albums and single disks.”

At year-end, Columbia launched

Panorama, a new mail-order opera-

tion of its Record Club, which centers

around a slide projector, color slides,

illustrated books and recorded

speeches by celebrated authorities on

a wide variety of topics, including art,

natux’al history and travel.

The label’s transcription depart-

ment, newly titled Columbia Record

Productions, was reorganized to ex-

pand its depth and scope. “Its custom

record operation,” Lieberson noted,

“made important advances in pressing

for private labels. An outstanding

achievement was the negotiation of a

one-year contract with the U.S. Gov-

ernment to produce recorded material

for all Federal agencies. A special

products operation was organized to

develop sales of diversified products

and services, including premiums and

promotions, electrical transcriptions

and studio services.”

Lieberson also noted: The Austra-

lian Record Co., a wholly-owned sub-

sidiary, was added to Columbia’s grow-

ing international organization; ex-

panded new headquarters and facili-

ties were built and opened in Canada;

new manufacturing facilities at Pit-

man, N.J. began operation, adding to

production of existing plants in Con-

necticut, California and Indiana.

“A major step in the field of enter-

tainment and record advertising,”

Lieberson said, “was inaugurated in

April, 1960 by Columbia Records with

a television program series, ‘Play-

back.’ A five-minute TV program pro-

duced and sponsored by Columbia,

‘Playback’ presented such noted art-

ists as Leonard Bernstein, Johnny

Mathis, Duke Ellington, Eugene Or-

mandy and The Philadelphia Orches-

tra. ‘Playback’ is shown seven times a

week over station WNTA in New York

City and three times a week on KCOP
in Los Angeles. Columbia will begin

to air the program in Chicago in

Jan.”

In the classical field, Lieberson

noted that “three major musical or-

ganizations renewed their associations

with the label”: long-term pacts were

signed with Leonard Bernstein, The

New York Philharmonic and The

Philadelphia Orchestra with con-

ductor Eugene Ormandy.
“A consolidation of distribution for

Epic Records, Columbia’s separately-

marketed label, brought further sales

strength to that operation,” Lieber-

son reported.

According to The Cash Box year-end

juke-box poll, the label came-up with

the top single in the country, “Theme
From A Summer Place” by Percy

Faith. In the LP department, the label

topped both the monaural and stereo

Top 50 Albums of 1960 with the

original-cast LP of “The Sound Of

Music.”

The label’s other entries in 1960’s

pop singles best-sellers included the

late Johnny Horton’s “Sink The Bis-

marck” and “North To Alaska” and

Guy Mitchell’s “Heartaches By The

Numbers.” In the country field, the

label had big hits with “El Paso” by

Marty Robbins; “Under Your Spell

Again” and “One More Time” by Ray
Price.

During 1960, the label released the

original-cast albums of such hits as

“Bye Bye Birdie,” “Irma La Douce”

and Lerner & Loewe’s “Camelot.”

Lieberson said the album—merchan-

dised prior to release by special mini-

atures of the album—had already

passed the 200,000 sales mark.

Mercury 6oes To Indie Distribs

In Four Territories
CHICAGO—Mercury Records made
an announcement last week through
its executive vice president, Irwin H.
Steinberg, that it will be changing
four of its branch distributorships

over to independent distributorships

as of Jan. 1.

Steinberg made it clear, that al-

though the branches have been suc-

cessful and have proven the com-
pany’s theory of having a separate
sales and promotion force in each
area, the firm felt the changes would
best further their goals by giving
more freedom to the part company
by enabling it to spend more time on
creating product, in general manage-
ment, and general promotion.

In California, the Mercury branch
was purchased by the branch manager.
Norm Dudley, who will now head the
distributorship.

extensive experiments and technical

developments. All new equipment has

been created to produce the master

tapes for the Stereo Action series.

“The RCA Victor executive noted

that Stereo Action was primarily

dedicated to heightening the pleasure

of listening to music. “The arrangers

and composer at work on the new
series are creating solely in Stereo

Action terms,” Yorke said. “In addi-

tion to writing music for the orches-

tra to play, they have to supply a

chart of the movement of instruments

for the engineering staff to follow. In

effect, we have developed a recording

technique which bound the composer,

A & R, engineer, and musical director

more closely together than they have

been at any time in recording.”

Initial albums in the Stereo Action

series have already been cut by Dick

Schory, Marty Gold, Ray Martin, Bob
Prince, Leo Addeo, Vic Schoen and the

Keith Textor Singers.

Bobby LaPointe, nicknamed the “Dranem 1960,” is winning over the crowds
at the Alhambra Music Hall. Mireille, once more before the studio mikes, will

make a children’s album for Fontana. Dario Moreno returns to Paris on De-
cember 27th from his tour of Canada, Mexico and Cuba. Harold Nicolas leaves

for Switzerland the same day.

M. Dasque of Festival Records has sent us the album of religious music by
Lili Boulanger, which was awarded the Arthur Honegger prize by the Acad-
emie Francaise Du Disque. Igor Markevitch conducted the Lamoureux Orchestra

and the Elisabeth Brasseur choir for the recording.

Billy Fury and Gracie Fiel s. ITV captured Tommy Steele, who had his own
Christmas Day show and the spectacular “Alice Through The Looking Box”
starred Jeannie Carson, Harry Secombe, Jackie Ray, Janette Scott, Pete Mur-
ray, David Hughes, Marty Wilde and Joe Henderson. Bing Crosby recorded a
special 45 minute disk show for transmission on BBC Light Programme on
Boxing Day featuring records by international stars Bob Hope, A1 Jolson,
Danny Kaye, Louis Armstrong, Rosemary Clooney, Connie Boswell, The An-
drews Sistere, Mary Martin, Jack Teagarden, Peggy Lee and Gary Crosby.
Also on Boxing Day disk stars Russ Conway and Joan Regan hosted their own
party for BBC sound radio and guests included Edmund Hockridge, Billy Cot-
ton and The King Brothers.

As usual many top disk stars are appearing in pantomimes and Christ-
mas shows up and down the country including Eartha Kitt, Edmund Hockridge
and Joe Henerson, who star in the long-running Palladium success, “Stars In
Your Eyes,” which has moved to The Empire Theatre, Glasgow for the Christ-
mas season. Harry Secombe, Gary Miller and Roy Castle are in “Humpty
Dumpty” at the Palace Manchester. Ronnie Hilton stars in “Goldilocks And
The Three Bears” at the Empire, Newcastle. Lonnie Donegan plays Buttons in
“Cinderella” at The Theatre Royal, Nottingham. Ruby Murray stars in Bernard
Delfont’s “Cinderella” at The Pavillion, Torquay. Bruce Forsythe is in “Robin-
son Crusoe” at The Empire, Liverpool. Billy Cotton And His Band in “The
Merry Christmas Show” at The Gaumont, Southampton and The Beverley Sis-
ters are guest stars in “Babes In The Wood” at Worthing.

English Decca Record is busy manufacturing a golden disk for Elvis Presley’s
first million seller in Britain, “It’s Now Or Never.” The disk will be rushed
out as soon as possible for presentation by RCA Victor on Decca’s behalf. A
silver disk is also being manufactured for Presley’s manager Colonel Parker.
This phenomenal sales was reached in the short space of six weeks which gives
an indication of the tremendous sales potential of pop records.

Frankie Vaughan tops the bill of Val Parnell’s “Sunday Night At The Lon-
don Palladium” on January 22. Plans are set for the star’s third picture for 20th
Century Fox—as yet untitled. Shooting is expected to start in Hollywood
around February 14.

English Decca releases just out include a new Max Bygraves single, “When
You Come To The End Of A Lollipop,” a soundtrack recording taken from his

TV appearance on “Sunday Night At The London Palladium” on October 6.

Perry Como has a new release on RCA, “Gone Is My Love,” and on the same
label comes Jim Reeves’ stateside hit “Am I Losing You.” Brunswick announced
a post Christmas release of the soundtrack from the film “Spartacus” now
showing at London’s Metropole cinema. Two Cash Box ‘red bullets’ just hit the
counters for the London label; “Come Rain Or Come Shine” by Ray Charles and
“Doll House” by Donnie Brooks. From the Italian film “La Dolce Vita” comes
“The Sweet Life” by Fausto Papetti. There were no Decca releases for the weeks
ending December 30.

Australian Gold Disk

SYDNEY, AUSTRALIA—In a presentation at the Mayfair Theatre here, Rudi
Tolnay (left), managing director of RCA of Australia, hands over a gold disk

commemorating the sales record established by the original film soundtrack
album of “South Pacific” to Ernest Turnbull, managing director of Hoyts
Theatres. The disk, pressed by RCA here, will be displayed in the lobby of

each capitol city theatre where the film will play. According to RCA, the sales

of the disk in Australia is comparable to a million records in the United States.

The gold record will eventually be presented to Giorgio Tozzi, famed Metro-
politan basso, whose voice is heard in the male lead.
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GERMANY
Vienna is the center of the Austrian recording industry, but it still remains

only a small affiliate of Germany in that capacity. Since Austria^ is a German
speaking country, it depends mostly on German products to fill its shops and
music boxes. All of the major lines are represented here, and in addition,

Austroton, which turns out a small German speaking production and handles

Vanguard records for both countries is centered here. Much classical music for

American and other world market firms is turned out here in the spacious

Musik Halle, as recording here is both inexpensive and good. Vienna is also

the home of the Mendolsohn production group for Polydor which turns out the

records of such stars as Lolita, Peter Kraus, Ted Herold, the German Connie
Francis numbers and many others.

The Schnieder publisher company, which is often represented in The Cash
Box charts, is also located here. Recoi’d sales are not sensational here due to a

rather poor economy and a higher price on records due to import duty, etc.

We’ll mention more of the names and activities of this country in our next

column, but now to the German news.
Caterina Valente has the number one record on the Japanese hit parade at

present. It’s her French language recording of “Tout L’Amour.”
Pardon My Slip: I mentioned that the prize winning Feetwarmers would be

doing a concert tour of America. They did make an all-expense paid trip to

New York, New Orleans, Chicago, etc. but they were not allowed to perform.

The reason is that they have no AF of M card.

It was the recording of Philips’ Gerhard Wendland and “Venus Waltz” which
captured second place on the Stuttgart hit-parade as mentioned in our column
two weeks ago and not that of Electrola’s Ralf Bendix.
The American Forces Network brought the Bunny Berigen story as part of

its English speaking broadcasts to the troups stationed in Europe.
“Never On Sunday,” our hit parade topper here, has gone over the 800,000

mark with the recordings of Lale Anderson, Caterina Valente, and Melina
Mercouri.
Back in Austria, movie star-singer Peter Week, who has a regular musical

TV series here, presented 20 minutes of “My Fair Lady’’ with singers Heidi

Bruhl, Udo Jurgens and American Gus Backus. Gus is just about the most
popular recording artist in Austria at present.

Peter Schaeffers has his own label here releasing through Philips. Schaeffers,

who is one of Germany’s biggest publishers, is the second publisher with his

own label. However, the new label, called Broadway Records, is only handling
original recordings of American and English hits. The first records, for instance
are “Yogi Man’s Bikini” by Gary Cane and the “Yen Yet Song” by Bill Hershey,
originally issued by the Shell label stateside. There is also a release on Maureen
Evans doing “My Little Corner Of The World.” This is in contrast to the Ralph
Maria Siegel venture, Jupiter records, which releases only its own productions
of Siegel published tunes, over its own distrib organization. Schaeffers is also
busy with a big film schedule this year from his own production firm.
Gerd Hamraerling from Schaeffers also reports that the B side of the big

Vico Torriani hit, “Kalkutta Liegt Am Ganges,” a tune called “Sie War Nicht
Aelter Als 18 Jahr” or “She Was Not Older Than 18 Years” is fast becoming
a best seller in its own right. It’s now moved into the A side position in many
charts here.
The new record firm, Anitrola, distributed by Frankfurt indie Bernhard

Miknlski, who also handles Verve, Roulette, etc., has released a new single by
operatic baritone Peter Bahrig from the East Zone Of Germany. It features
the Belgium number, “Fabiola,” made famous by the recent wedding there and
a modern fairy tale over Princess Margaret Rose and Anthony Armstrong
Jones from England with the title “Princess Ma.” Pictures of the royal couples
are on the cover.

Since German radio and TV do not really fill the hunger of the public for
pop music (There are no top 40 stations, and only one radio and one TV sta-
tion in each town), movies have found that if they turn out inexpensive films
filled with pops, they make money. There are several being filmed here at
present. Artists are usually offered around 500 dollars or less for their one
song in lip sync style. One popular trend is to title the film after a top pop.
At present one film which was originally titled “Schlagerbummel” (schlager
being the German word for hit) has now been changed to “Oh Sole Mio,” the
German title for Elvis Presley’s “It’s Now Or Never.” “Oh Sole Mio” by Pres-
ley sold over 3 million copies outside of the USA, including 1/2 million here
in Germany with sales still going strong.

Speaking of Elvis, Teldec here reports that the new sides culled from “GI
Blues” topped by “Wooden Heart” with its German chorus got first orders of
200,000, a new record for Mr. P. here.

Cologne comedian Willy Millowitsch is have great success with his new
recording of “Schnaps! That Was Your Last Word,” written by Heino Gaze of
“Kalkutta” fame and Guther Schwenn.
Polydor-Metronome singer Rainer Bertram has been signed for a new TV

series called “Teenager Party.” He’ll be “the man between two generations”
as he works with teenager Trude Hesterberg and famous bandleader Hazy
Osterwald in the first show.
At Cologne, Metronome was crowned with first and second prize for top

album covers with its albums “German Amateur Jazz Festival-Dusseldorf
1958” and “Leonard Feather Presents Swedish Punch.” That’s it for this week
in Germany.

New SBC Rulings

Hit Sweden’s

Music Business
STOCKHOLM, SWEDEN—The con-

tinuing friction between the Govern-

ment-owned Swedish Broadcasting Co.

and the music industry now has more

fuel in the fire as the result of new

“stipulations” announced by SBC on

Dec. 15.

The new rulings—which take effect

on April 1, 1961—might seem to U.S.

tradesters as “ethical” moves but in

a country where commercial stations

do not exist and where there is a

scarcity of talent, the rulings could

have a serious effect on the growth of

pop music in Sweden.

After April 1, deejays—some of

whom are recording personalities

—

and other SBC employees will find it

difficult to accept any outside job.

After March, those deejays who are

disk talents will not be allowed to

play their own disks on the air, and

it seems likely that none of their col-

leagues will spin them.

No SBC employees will be allowed

to accept any position from the inde-

pendent amusement industry unless he

or she x’eceives written permission

from the president of SBC—it -being

understood that permission will be

given on an individual basis, rather

than in general.

Other difficulties have been facing

the music industry as a result of

SBC policies. Considered “strange” is

that SBC will not play records unless

the station has purchased them in

record shops.

Finally, SBC has set itself up as a

“censorship of taste,” which means it

decides itself if any song or recording

holds the “high cultural standard”

that makes it suitable for broadcast-

ing.

This has resulted in instances

where a favorite artist’s particular

recording has been banned from

broadcasting by SBC because the sta-

tion considers him or the song “of

a low cultural standard that does not

deserve to be promoted.” SBC also

offers the generalization that classi-

cal music is “holy.” Pop adaptations

of classical themes are automatically

banned fi’om airplay.

During World War 2, the “Fare-

well Waltz,” which oidginated from

“Auld Lang Syne” was not broadcast

as the SBC noted it “was the national

hymn of Scotland and it would be of-

fensive to the feelings of the people

of Scotland to play the ‘Farewell

Waltz.’ ” When someone pointed out

that Scotland’s radio stations were

playing “Farewell” several times each

day, SBC answered: “It’s their busi-

ness, but we don’t.”
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I ^ SCANDINAVIA
SWEDEN
Back in 1954, when there was some talk about TV or not TV in Sweden, a

government committee investigated the situation and in autumn 1954 this

committee published the result of its work. To build a TV net in Sweden will

take a long time, it was said. There will be only a few TV license payers until

the net has been completed, the committee believed, and that in 1960 it could
estimate the number of TV owners picense payers) to around 180,000. On
December 17, the number of licenses in Sweden passed the one million mark.

“It’s Now Or Never” (0 Sole Mio) now is topping the Swedish Hit Parade
most convincingly. Elvis Presley’s version holds the first place and Robertino’s
Italian recording the third place. There has been a certain sheet music sale on
imported sheets but Felix Stahl of Stockholm Musikproduktion expects a rise

in sales as soon as he is able to get the Swedish-printed versions out.

According to Polydor,
sales rose immediately, and this week the record appears on the 18 spot on the
Swedish best-sellers.

Per Sorensen, promotion manager of I. S. Dansk Grammofonpladeforlag,
reports that Papa Bue’s Viking Jazz Band were responsible for more than
1,000,000 sales during 1960. The group’s biggest hits were “Schlafe Mein
Prinzchen” (more than 500,000 copies)

;
“Es War Im Schoeneberg” (more than

250,000 copies); and “White Cliffs Of Dover” (more than 150,000 copies).

DENMARK
Swedish singer Owe Thdrnqvist, who had a great success in Sweden with his

calypso-inspired “Loppan” (The Flea), has now tried to hit the Danish market
with this song. Recently, he sang the song on Danish TV with a lyric in Danish.

Nina and Frederik back in Denmark for the Christmas holidays report that
their “Little Donkey” looks like a real best seller in England, where it has sold
250,000 records. Bent Fabricius-Bjerre, president of Danish Metronome, and
composer of the music to Siw Malmkvist’s debut film “Forelsket i Kobenhavn”
(In Love In Copenhagen) has started the production of eight TV films starring
Nina and Frederik. Each of these films, which will be of three minutes running
time, is supposed to be used by TV companies in cases of intervals of three
minutes or more. Several TV companies in many countries are reported inter-
ested in these programs.

NORWAY
Inger Jacobsen’s recording of the Swedish song “Froken Johansen Og Jeg”

(Miss Johansen and I) has now sold 40,000, reports Rolf Syversen of Iversen
& Frogh A/S, Norwegian EMI representative. This means that the record
looks like the biggest bestseller in Norway during 1960. If another 10,000 are
sold, the record will be the first gold disk winner in 1960.

Philips reports that its Christmas LP titled “O, Jul Med Din Glede” (Oh,
Cfiristmas With Your Happiness) has sold 5,000 copies, which is a very high
figure for an LP in Norway. Norwegian artists Alf Priiysen, Arild Berggren
and Radio Boys Choir appear on the record.

gium’s top twenty this week, has been rushed out in Germany by Ariola Rec-
ords. WDR-Cologne deejay Chris Howland played “Kaput” as the number one
in his “Plattenspielereien”-program and reported that stacks of letters poured
in, voting for this title. Artone released the record in Holland, Karusell in

Scandinavia and Kapp Records bought the masters for the America’s, Japan,
Australia and New Zealand. Second world-wide hit on the Fast label is

“Sucu Sucu’V“Maria Della Montana” by Ping Ping and the A1 Verlane combo.
Already high in the charts in Belgium, Dutch label Tivoli reports a tremen-
dous demand, picking “Sucu Sucu” their number one to plug. Same reaction
in Germany, where Ariola handles the records and in Scandinavia, where
Dansk Grammofon distributes. Oriole-England has released a record in the
U.K. and will rush out the decks also in Canada, South Africa, Australia and
New Zealand, while Kapp Records bought the rights for the U.S. for an im-
mediate release. Indeed a “Happy New Year” for Jean Meeusen, who also
handles Strand Records and Buena Vista in Belgium.

Freddy Quinn, on top of the German charts with “Weit 1st Der Weg” and
“La Guitarra Brasiliana,” recorded both numbers in Dutch/Flemish language
for release in the Benelux countries. This week he records same top hits in

French language, on Polydor.

The Cash Box already reported about the compositions “Fabiola” and “Our
Concerto,” dedicated to the new Queen of Belgium, Dona Fabiola. Her brother
has written four new compositions, “Valse De La Reine,” “Fabiola,” Bruselas”
and “Espanola Y Soderana,” which were published by Editions Robert Mellin,
and released on records by His Master’s Voice, as played by the band of Gaston
Nuyds.

Hebra Records are distributed in Belgium from now on by “Gramophone,”
Will records by Discobel. Last year Hebra, Records had very much success
with “La Madone d’Amour” by Vic Vony.

The Blue Diamonds, who recently made their German TV debut, will appear
over there again very soon, this time in a great TV show. By the way, the
Diamonds’ German-sung version of “Ramona” has sold 90,000 copies within
four weeks! In Germany, this record is on the Fontana label; the recording
was issued in Holland on Decca (L. C. Phonogram).

“0 Sole Mio”—or: “It’s Now Or Never,” whatever you prefer—got its first

instrumental dixieland version, on the Dutch Decca label. Song is played by
Eric Krans’ Dixieland Pipers, one of Holland’s best and most popular trade
bands.

C. N. Rood L. C. is going to have a flying start in 1961. European Top Rank
releases “He Will Break Your Heart” (Jerry Butler), “A Thousand Stars”
(Kathy Young) and “New Orleans” ( U.S. Bonds) are riding high in the U.S.A.
charts. “Stay” (Maurice Williams on the Moonglow label), “I’ll Save The
Last Dance For You” (Damita Jo on Mercury) and “Fools Rush In” (by Brook

“Miss Showbusiness” was presented to the Dutch
press during a cocktail party at the Doelen-Hotel, organized by Bovema’s
Capitol department. She answered friendly to all possible questions and was
the center of a coy and informal cocktail party, which lasted until the early
hours. Saturday night, Judy got her big triumph for a selective audience,
among which many artists of the Dutch showbusiness. She sang 27 numbers,
accompanied by the Cosmopolitan Orchestra, conducted by Maestro Norrie
Paramor and conquered all of us by a tremendous, well thought-out climax,
building up her program along the lines of perfect showmanship and honesty.
The Dutch radio broadcasted a big part of the show through special night
permission of the Authorities and will repeat this one of these days. Among
the spectators we saw comedians Toon Hermans, Max Tailleur, Herbert Joeks,
Pia Beck, Corrie Brokken, Willy Alberti and many others. Judy gassed every-
one of them!

Caterina Valente and Latin-American maestro Edmundo Ros starred to-

gether on a wonderful TV show in Germany last November. Vico Torriani was
there too, and some more great personalities of European showbusiness. The
Valente-Ros combination proved to be an enormous success. In Berlin Catei-ina
and Edmundo—who became very good friends—again joined forces, this time
to make twelve recordings to be issued on LP. Included are all time Latin-
American favorites such as “Estrellita Del Sur,” “Misirlou,” “Frenesi” and
“Adios.” The LP—which will be welcomed by every Valente and Ros fan—is

about to be released in the Low Countries on Decca.

“Never On Sunday” on the CNR label, sung by Anneke Van Hooff, is still

doing very well and will start as one of the biggest selling records in 1961.
The Selvera’s, CNR recording artists as well, had a successful 1960 in which
they made an EP of which more than 10,000 copies were sold. Ariola-Germany
is interested in recording the Selvera’s in the German language. “De Vrolijke
Mijnwerkers” (The Merry Miners) will be released in Germany, Switzerland
and Austria. Ariola expects big sales of these Dutch miners. Caria van Renesse
of “Cara Cara Mama” and “Paper Roses” fame, recorded a Dutch rendering
of “The Green Leaves Of Summer,” as Hank Van De Haar (CNR A & R mana-
rer) told us. Her interpretation of this beautiful song will be a big surprise
:o her many fans.

A new LP of Hank Williams was presented in Holland by Bovema’s MGM
label. Titled “Wait For The Light To Shine,” it contains country gospel songs,
based on negro spirituals. Earlier this year, songs like “Jesus Is Calling” and
“See You Walking And Talking With The Lord” were released in Holland.
Further hits on the MGM chart this week are Joni James’ stereo- and mono-
recordings of “100 Strings And Joni in Hollywood,” Ray Ellis’ “The Big Voices
Bands, Songs And Sounds” and also the first of a series of three LP’s by sing-
ing star Vera Lynn.

The four youngsters, who call themselves The Fouryo’s, one of the top vocal
groups in Holland, premiered their latest success on Dutch TV recently and
on Belgian TV the following day. It’s the Dutch version of “Save The Last
Dance For Me,” which is selling immensely over here on the London label
(L. C. Phonogram). The Fouryo’s are on Decca.

Round Up
Don Pierce’s recent New York trip found him working with Rank Interna-

tional’s Paul Marshall to strengthen overseas exploitation of the rapidly ex-
panding Starday catalog. Don intends to announce in the near future changes
that will solidify his Label’s overseas setup. Also, Don is coordinating the ef-

forts of his London Publishing companies with the various European record
manufacturers to obtain the release of an ever-increasing amount of Starday
product. Just previous to his N.Y. business trip, Pierce added Justin Tubb,
former Decca artist, to his stable of performers and took the lad into his new
studios for a session. The disk, produced by Don with Tommy Hill, has been
skedded to hit the stands just after the holidays. This Starday is fast becoming
the leading independent country music firm. Other new advents include the re-
lease of all singles in printed color sleeves; the proposed release of the fol-
lowing new albums: George Jones, the Sunshine Boys, the Oak Ridge Quartet
and a jamboree album entitled “Nashville Saturday Night.” Pierce estimates
that within 18 months Starday will have 100 LP’s and 150 EP’s in its catalog
representing an investment of over a half million dollars. Don Pierce is a firm
believer in the importance of package goods on the country music market, and
he’s going full steam ahead to prove his belief.

Buck Owens has formed his publishing firm Bluebook (BMI), and has
announced the appointment of “Chris” Christensen as a partner and professional
manager. Writers and singers who can write are welcomed to contact the pub-
bery at 725 34th Street, Bakersfield, Calif., for possible contracts for work.
Bluebook also plans to release its own records and therefore is interested in
screening masters and tapes (which, incidentally, must be AFM cleared) for
possible leasing. We learned that Capitol is readying Buck’s first album which
will include his hits (“Above & Beyond,” “Under Your Spell Again,” “Excuse
Me”).

We received our first communique from A1 Lynch, the country music director
of KSBK-Naha, Okinawa. A1 informs us that his station has the distinction
of being the only commercial English language radio station serving 75,000
American servicemen and their families, plus an ever-growing American busi-
ness community. And, thank heavens sez Al, that a tremendous proportion of
these people are country music fans. Right now Al is looking for interesting
material such as biographies, stories, etc., on the up-and-coming artists as well
as the established stars, and also would like to be placed on mailing lists for
disks.

MARKET

Always Subject

To Change

The export market, aside from being unicjue in

that it is totally foreign, represents a constantly

changing picture. While the leading import coun-

tries remain at the top of the heap insofar as total

volume, even these giants eventually fall and are

replaced by markets with larger volumes.
There is always a changing potential to consider

when doing business with the foreign market—always
a new country to ship to and also, less fortunate in-

stances when countries reach a saturation point on
certain types of equipment.
A quick glance at last week’s Third Quarterly Ex-

port Edition which appeared on these pages shows
West Germany again at the top of the phonograph
list being the largest importer of used phonos from
the USA. But a closer look points to a strong up and
coming receiver of phonos in Italy, where more than

400 machines during the July-August-September
period were imported. This represents almost as

many machines as were imported in the two previous

quarters. While the market here has collapsed as far

as pingames go, ever since the close down in Janu-

ary, the phono situation has brightened.

Australia, on the amusement games side of the

ledger, is a surprise and after showing no signs of

life this time last year, the country registered enough
to approach Western Germany in the import race

scoring with almost two hundred thousand dollars

worth of games.
An item appearing in last week’s issue mentioned

that perhaps France would open its doors and lift

restrictions on used coin operated ecjuipment, some-

time in April.

The Betting and Gaming Bill has spurred United

Kingdom imports to a spiraling total during this!

entire year. No doubt the market will eventually

become saturated but during 1961 it will represent

a strong entry for exporters in this country. Phonos
into UK have already passed the half-million dollar

mark for just three quarterly periods. The fourth

quarter will set a record.

These are only a few of the changes that have

occured during this year in the export market. To
the wholesaler who regularly ships these markets

they are nothing but official reports of what he exi

pected to take place many months ago, or at least

we hope he had the foresight to sight trends befor^

they became facts.

The wholesaler shipping to customers in foreigij

West Coast Coinman Spotlights Parts Department

As Important But Overlooked Division Of Industry
By Jack Leonard

The sale of parts and accessories
to operators of coin amusement and
coin vending equipment is big busi-
ness—a business which amounts to
seven figures annually in the industry.
Why such a business has been neg-
lected, abused and overlooked by
manufacturers and disti'ibutors alike
is a surprise in view of the rapid
growth of this industry which was
born during the doldrums of the de-
pression of the early ’30’s and is just
beginning to find its rebirth in the re-

cession of the early ’60’s.

A Multi-Million Dollar Business

Whether it has been a hunger for
the extra buck or a reassessment of
values—such as the manufacturers re-
sponsibility to the distributor or the
distributors responsibility to the op-
erator—or possibly a combination of
both—the coin machine distributor to-

day is recognizing the importance of
a well-organized, well-staffed and
well-informed parts division. The play
appeal of any coin-operated piece of
equipment is lost when that particular
piece of equipment is out of service
for lack of a part. Supplying the
proper part, parts and know how for
their successful installation is the re-

sponsibility of the distributor to the
operator. Incidental to both is the all-

important fact that the resulting busi-
ness adds up in the millions for dis-

tributors and manufacturers alike.

Traffic Builds up Volume

An often overlooked source of busi-
ness from a distributors standpoint is

that volume of business resulting from
the traffic of operators through the
store. Take for example the case of
the coin machine operator who, in

need of a box of coin wrappers, makes
a stop at a distributor’s store. Why at
this distributor’s store you may ask?
Because this distributor has a reputa-
tion for having on hand at all times
an adequate stock of supplies, parts,
etc. In the midst of buying his wrap-
pers—a parts sale amounting to only
a dollar or two—this self same oper-
ator is attracted by the sight of a
juke box, vending or amusement ma-
chine on display. It doesn’t require

LONDON — Jack Mitnick, veteran

much imagination to envision the re-
sults. Parts departments sale: $1.98

—

Equipment Division sale: $695.00.
This is not a fairy tale. It has hap-
pened often. But only to those dis-
tributors foresighted enough to see
that a well equipped parts department
draws operator traffic to their store.

Benefits Extend all Along the Line
As a result of the above transaction

everyone has been made happy. The
operator got his parts or supplies,
the distributor made his sale and the
manufacturer has another piece of
equipment in the field. And all be-
cause of the need of the operator for
a box of coin wrappers or parts. The
automotive industry has long been
cognizant of the importance of parts
and service as a vital adjunct to their
business. If an industry which ac-
counts for 20% of the national wealth
recognizes this all important fact, why
not then the Coin Machine Industry?

Necessary Ingredients

Number one—a well maintained
stock of parts most frequently re-
quired for the upkeep and mainte-
nance of machines of current vintage.
This places a burden of responsibility
on supervisory techniques which can
be best employed by a staff well
versed in trends current in the coin
machine industry as a whole. That is:

new equipment—new trends, and the
tendency of operators to accept or re-
ject new ideas introduced by manu-
facturers. Briefly, if a machine is one
which operators are quick to accept

—

stock parts for it. If it’s a “dud,” for-
get it.

Under the heading of stock comes
the important topic of stock control.
How many or how much of any one
item should a distributor maintain
to adequately discharge his duties ?

This is a touchy subject—but one
which can spell the difference between
defeat or success in the proper opera-
tion of a parts department. The ideal

formula is to have the part needed
when it is required—obsolete it when
it’s use is no longer required.

Point of Sale

Impulse purchases make up a big
percentage of the parts sales over a
distributors counter. For successful
merchandising along these lines the
alert distributor could do well to copy
the techniques of the large supermar-

sions, reconditions equipment, and
imports machines from the USA in-

cluding all types of new and used fruit
machines. “My wife and I have found
a new home here in London,” stated
Mitnick last week during an interview
with an old friend. The Cash Box. “We
found ourselves a nice house and we
are presently acquainting ourselves

with the English way of life.” What
about the good ole U.S.A? “There’s

still no place like it!” advised Mitnick,

(with a trace of a cockney accent).

kets. That is to display prominently
those items of sale that fall in the
specialty class. In this category are
tools, supplies, cleaners, testers, etc.

A small parts order can very often
be turned into a large sale by the
simple expedient of exposing the
buyer to the display of miscellaneous
items—items which make for the suc-

cessful operation of a coin machine
route.
One very successful distributor sells

several coin counting machines every
month. Not by hammering into the
buyers head the advantages of the
use of such a machine. This distribu-

tor simply displays a coin counter
ready for operation at a spot on his

sales counter where each and every
customer has a chance to see and op-
erate it. Very few people can resist

the urge to “fiddle” while their parts
order is being filled. And it’s amazing
how many “fiddlers” are now the
proud possessors of coin counting ma-
chines—and at $250.00 per copy this

adds up to a nice volume of business
for the distributor.

Rigid Control

An adequately maintained and su-
pervised inventory control is a prime
requisite to the proper operation of
any business. With coin machine parts
this control is probably more vital

than in many other businesses because
of the rapid rate of obsolescences of
machines, equipment and—quite natu-
rally—parts which go into their man-
ufacture. We’ve spoken briefly before
of the importance of stock control.

We repeat it here out of respect to

thos distributors who bought “well”
but not “too wisely.” Even items
which carry as high as a 50% markup
are non-profit items if only half of
them are sold with the other half
winding up in the scrap barrel at the
end of the year.

Every Order a “Rush Order’”

Parts orders cannot be filled too
quickly. The operator who orders a
part today needed it yesterday. There-
fore, the expediting of shipments
comes under the heading of “musts”
for every distributor. When a piece of
equipment capable of earning $25.00
a day for the operator is out of serv-
ice—the wise distributor would do
well to add “airmail” or “special de-
livery” service on the order. The cost

is small—the results, gratifying. And
not to be overlooked is the fact that
the opeartor so well served will be
more inclined to buy his equipment
from a distributor affording prompt
and efficient service.

Recommendations for Improvement
The coin machine industry is rela-

tively a new business when measured
with the birth and growth of other
major industries. Those people respon-
sible for the growth of this business
can point with pride to the achieve-
ments attained. However, not to rec-

ognize places for improvement would
be short-sighted indeed.

Manufacturers

Distributors and operators alike

have long sought a standardization of
parts. A few manufacturers still cling
to the notion that their processing
techniques must be jealously guarded
in a maze of hieroglyphics and wiring
schematics too technical for even a
“Sputnik” expert to figure out. Some
manufacturers recognizing the need
for simplicity have just recently be-

gun distributing easy to read wiring
diagrams. Also, by the simple expe-
dient of numbering coils and relays
intelligently, many complications have
been eliminated. For instance a coil

formerly identified as #14-29 has now
become #K29-1400. By way of ex-
planation coil #14-29 was a non-
entity. Now coil #K29-1400 becomes
a “K” base with 1400 turns of #29

wire. Which means that a coil of the
same physical size with an equal
number of turns of the same size wire
will operate equally as well. Reducing
other complicated data to a common
denominator would simplify parts han-
dling for the distributor and parts in-

stallation for the operator.
The manufacturer might also draw

up a recommended parts stock for
their distributors on the basis of their
knowledge of replacement parts most
frequently needed. At the same time
take into account the territory served
by the distributor and the overall vol-

ume of sales of the product in that
teri’itory. All of these points taken
into consideration and with the proper
perspective could very easily deter-
mine the amount and kind of parts
any one distributor should carry. So
much then for recommended proce-
dure improvements at the manufac-
turers level.

the keys to the cash box does not
make a person an operator anymore
than the possession of a set of Ency-
clopedias makes one a genius. It is

the understanding of the value of the
equipment plus the know-how for
servicing that spells the difference.
Operators-—those that are in the suc-
cessful category, at least—understand
their equipment, take advantage of
distributors service schools, maintain
a replacement stock of pai’ts, and—
above all—can diagnose service trou-
bles. At the same time give the dis-
tributors parts numbers, units where
used, name of game, and any other
pertinent information to speed up the
handling of a parts order. The long
distance telephone operator says “Call
by number for fast service.” Coin
machine operators would do well to
follow this advice to speed up the
handling of their service requirements.

With the cooperation of the manu-
facturers by way of the steps out-

lined above, the distributor need only
maintain a well organized parts stock
and the efficient know-how for proper
installation. A really aggressive and
sales promotion minded distributor
will keep his fingers on the pulse
beat of the trade and constantly seek
out short cuts for the efficient han-
dling of parts sales and accessory
items fundamental to the operation of

the industry. The distributors office

should be the clearing house for not
only the sale of equipment but for
dispensing knowledge for the proper
upkeep of the equipment.
