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Roulette Records, now in its fifth year as a record company, celebrated the occasion
recently with a major expansion highlighted by its move into its own building on 50th
St. & R’way in New York. The Roulette building will have its own recording studios,
mastering facilities, etc., uniting every phase of record production but the pressing un-
der one roof. Surrounding the new headquarters of the label are its artists. Reading

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The instrumental recording,

which only a few years ago was
almost impossible to give away,
has developed into one of the hot-

test items on the disk scene and is

enjoying a powerful grip on the

best seller charts.

Two years ago at this time, The
Cash Box Top 100 chart sported

only nine instrumental decks, very

few of which were lush string-filled

presentations. Today the chart fea-

tures one short of twice that num-
ber, but four of these instrumentals

are among the nation’s top ten

. . . “Exodus,” “Wonderland By
Night,” “Calcutta,” and “Last

Date.”

Only a few years ago, comment
about a lovely instrumental usually

brought forth the statement that

the number was “pretty but the

teenage market won’t take to it.”

Today it is quite obvious that the

teenagers are taking to the instru-

mental sound, whether it has the

big beat or not. For example “Mag-
nificent Seven,” “Cherry Pink and
Apple Blossom White,” “Wheels,”
and a new entry in “Lost Love.”

But at the same time the singles

buyer is not giving up his good
rockin’ instrumentals such as

“Pepe,” “Perfidia,” “Ghost Rid-

ers in The Sky,” “Blue Tango,”
“Flamingo Express,” “Gonzo,”
“Wabash Blues,” “Huily Gully

Twist” and “Apache.”
Film themes, which were almost

of no value a couple of years ago,

are again very much in demand and
it’s obvious why this is so when you
examine the tremendous success

these have attained during the past

sixteen months or so.

During the past year, we have
noticed a considerable increase in

the number of new instrumentals

companies issue. And there is every
reason to believe that this strong
proportion of such releases will

continue at this peak, if not in-

crease, when you consider the tre-

mendous potential profit in any hit

instrumental selection. As the in-

ternational market gains in impor-
tance as a source of income to both
record companies and publishers,

the language barrier becomes a key
factor.

Although a foreign vocal disk

may attain great acceptance

abroad, there is always doubt as to

whether this same number in its

original form stands a chance here

in the States. This also may apply
to a domestic vocal sent abroad. But
there is no barrier at all in an in-

strumental recording. Therefore,

whereas publishers concentrate

their search for vocal numbers in

the U.S., the whole world is open to

them in their quest for strong in-

strumental material. Perhaps that

is why every publisher returns

from a European trip with at least

one instrumental item.

The sound of music (sans

lyrics) is definitely in vogue again.

Celler Re-Intros Juke Box

Royalty Bill In House
WASHINGTON, D.C.—Congressman
Emanuel Celler (D.-N.Y.) has re-in-
troduced a bill in the House of Repre-
sentatives which would give writers
royalties on juke-box plays of their
compositions.

Offered by Celler on Jan. 3, the bill
(HR 70) reads as follows: To re-
quire juke box operators to pay roy-
alty fees for the use of the musical
property of composers, authors, and
copyright owners.
Be it enacted by the Senate and

of section 1(e) of title 17, United
States Code, is amended to read as
follows:
“The reproduction or rendition of a

Carlton told
The Cash Box at a press conference
last week that recent distributor meet-
ings regarding new Anita Bryant and
Paul Evans product, and the “Hear
How” instructional LP series proved
“extremely encouraging,” and that ac-
ceptance of the “Hear How” $1.98
series by non-distributor covered
areas (national department stores,
variety chains, drug and food stores)
was “overwhelming.” Carlton also in-
troduced at these meetings his new
‘Virtuoso Series,” a deluxe sound
series which has not yet been issued.
Declaring January Anita Bryant

Month, Carlton has simultaneously
released two albums and one single
by the thrush. The LP’s, “In My
Little Corner of the World” and
“Hear Anita Bryant In Your Home
Tonight!”, and the single, “A Texan
And A Girl From Mexico,” are being
offered to dealers and distributors in
what Carlton describes as a “tre-
mendous deal.” In the offing for
Feb. is Paul Evans Month which will
also be marked by a two LP release,
“Folk Songs of Many Lands” and
‘Hear Paul Evans In Your Home To-
night.” The lad is currently out sin-
Lgle-wise with “Show Folk” b/w “I
Love To Make Love To You,” which
/Carlton feels will greatly enhance the
desirability of the albums.

Carlton is merchandising his line to
distributors under the slogan, “Sell
Us First! Special incentives include a
five cents per album spiff to salesmen
on the Bryant-Evans LP’s, and two
|eents per LP on the “Hear How” line.

Carlton disclosed that distributors
had purchased $140,000 worth of
{“Hear How” albums, proof that they
were confident that he had not in-
fringed upon him by initially market-
ing the six albums direct to such
jstores as Montgomery Ward, Sears,
and other areas not normally covered
by distributors. In merchandising this
series for distributors, Carlton is

picking up the entire local advertising
tab, specifying that all ads for the
series must contain a mail order
coupon and that the $1.98 retail price
must be held. He has allocated $1500
per area for twenty distributors.

In discussing the acceptance of his
“Hear How” series by chain stores,
Carlton cited the E. J. Korvette (New
York) ads which sold over $5,000 of
the albums within five days as the
kickoff to the initial success. He re-
vealed that Ward and Sears are
putting the albums into their new
mail order catalogs and that Sporta
Arenas, Inc., one the nation’s largest
bowling alley chains, has contracted
to sell the “Hear How To Be a Better
Bowler” LP via special displays in all

of its twenty-five alleys. Stores which
are displaying the series include
Polk’s (Chicago), Peoples Drug
(D.C.), Grand Union, A&P, and Wool-
worth’s, among others.
Encouraged by this initial reaction,

Carlton said that he plans to add
fifteen more “Hear How” albums to

the line by March, and to have a total

of sixty in the series by the end of
the year. Ideas, he said, were not
holding him back, for he has amassed
over 400 different subjects, but that
only time prevents him from going
even further by 1962. The fifteen

planned for March include: “Hear
How To Play Better Baseball” by
Ralph Houk, “To Converse In French,
Spanish, Italian and German” (four
individual LP’s prepared by the offi-

cial language tutors of Air France,
Pan American, Alitalia and Lufthansa
Airlines), “To Achieve Sexual Har-
mony in Marriage,” “To Tell Your
Child the Facts of Life,” “To Take
Better Photographs,” “To Be a Better
Fisherman,” “To Improve Your Vo-
cabulary,” “To Improve Your Eti-
quette,” “To Throw A Perfect Party,”
“To Skin Dive, Scubba Dive and Wa-
ter Ski,” “To Look More Beautiful”
and “To Train Your Dog.”

New Commercial Broadcasting

Service For Britain

LONDON—Plans are now almost
complete for the opening of CNBC

—

the Commercial Neutral Broadcasting
Corporation, which was formed in De-
cember I960 by three Dutch brothers
who are successful business men in

their own country.
During the past twelve months, the

brothers Vervey have been operating
a successful commercial broadcasting
service to Holland under the title of
Radio Veronica. It was decided that
there was a genuine need for a com-
mercial regional broadcasting service
in Great Britain and plans were made
to set up a transmitter on a converted
German lightship in order to beam
programs to London and the Southern
half of England. The ship is anchored
five miles off the Dutch coast and is

registered and Hying a foreign flag.

During November and December of
last year test transmissions were car-
ried out on 192 metres medium wave
band, and listeners were asked to

write in and give reception reports in

their areas. Hundreds of letters were
received in connection with these

transmissions. They came from all

parts of Scandinavia, Germany,
France, Great Britain, Ireland and

even the Mediterranean. This was re-

markable in that the station was
broadcasting on very low power
(2 kw.).

In the early part of December, an
office was opened in Dean Street, Lon-

don, and a registered Company was
formed to deal with the new English

service. The general manager is Doug
Stanley, who has had experience on

commercial stations in North America
and Canada; program director Paul

Hollingdale who has been on BBC’s
“Two-Way Family Favourites” and
technical director Luuk Nyhof, re-

cently in charge of the research lab-

oratory working for SHAPE. It is

anticipated that broadcasting in this

new service will begin in the very
near future—possibly February. Hours
of broadcasting will be as follows:
Monday to Saturday—6 a.m. until 12
noon; Evening—11 p.m. until 2 a.m.;
Sunday—8 a.m. until 1 p.m.; Evening—11 p.m. until 2 a.m.
The type of broadcasting used will

be a format which has already been
proved in North America and which
is not known in this country. Pro-
grams during the week in the mid-
morning will be aimed purely at the
housewife but at the weekends they
will tend to have more of a family ap-
peal. It is planned to incorporate a
news service which will be broadcast
on the hour, including weather fore-
casts and road reports.

Radio Luxembourg, Great Britain’s
only commercial service, have its pro-
grams sponsored, but CNBC will be
unique in that there will be no spon-
sored items, the method used being
spot commercials and flashes. During
the hours of darkness CNBC will

cover the whole of Great Britain. The
main studio centre is in Hilversum,
Holland, and it is equipped with the
very latest recording apparatus. Plans

are also in hand for a studio to be

built in London.

There will be six disk-jockeys em-
ployed on the station and they will

control the programs with self-operat-

ing turntables. The method is already

well-known in the United States.

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England's Best SellersENGLAND
RCA European sales manager Arnold Klein called at The Cash Box office

to report on his recent ten-week round-the-world business-cum-pleasure trip.

In Athens he met George Orphanides, one of the largest record distributors in

Greece who has made the RCA label an outstanding mark in that country. As
a result of the meeting, Klein has acquired some 200 Greek records of the
pop and folk song variety for RCA. The product has already enjoyed great
success in Australia and the Far and Middle East.

In Cairo, Klein, met leading record executives and reports that despite the
limited imports allowed RCA is getting a good share of the records which go
to Egypt from its various associates in England, Germany and Italy.

In Lebanon, Klein found the RCA label well displayed in all the stores with
distributors buying from their many manufacturer associates in Europe. He
was also gratified to find that throughout the Middle and Far East and the
Orient, RCA and its stars including Presley, Como and Belafonte were house-
hold words. Before returning to England, Klein visited Los Angeles and New
York and has brought back plans and sample programs of the new ‘Compact
33’ (see The Cash Box dated December 31, 1959) which will shortly be avail-

able through the many RCA International licensees and distributors.

Britain’s top pop pianist, Russ Conway, was guest of honor at a special

reception hosted by Columbia Records recently to celebrate the sale of more
than 250,000 of his LP recordings. EMI’s Chairman, Sir Joseph Lockwood,
presented Russ with a silver LP to mark the occasion. Russ, who is only the
second British artist to achieve this distinction (the other being Victor
Silvestor—another Columbia artist), has reached the quarter million mark in

less than three years. He has already won silver disks for two single releases,

both his own compositions, “Roulette” and “Snow Coach,” and has just written
with bandleader Tony Osborne the music for a new film, “Weekend With
Lulu,” in which he also appears. Last week, with his recording manager,
Norman Newell, and fellow recording star Marion Ryan, Russ leaves for a
month’s holiday in America visiting New York, Hollywood and Honolulu.
EMI Records has great faith in two American disks “Stay” by Maurice

Williams and “New Orleans” by U. S. Bonds

—

both currently in The Cash Box
Top 100. Since their release here on the Top Rank label, they have received
heavy exploitation on Radio Luxembourg programs and it is understood
that already sales figures are very encouraging.

Philips Records recently hosted a party for German pop singer Heidi Bruhl
here to appear in David Nixon’s “Showtime” for BBC TV. Heidi was accom-
panied by her recording manager, Herr Versch. To coincide with the visit

Philips, released the English version of her Continental hit, “Ring of Gold”
backed with “I’ll Belong To You For Ever.” Backing by Wally Stott and his

Orchestra and published by Tin Pan Alley Music.
Another pop German star coming here this month is Lolita. Agent and pub-

lisher Bunny Lewis is bringing her over and plans to record her in English as
soon as he can find a suitable song. Her German and Stateside hit, “Sailor,” is

released here on Polydor. Bunny told The Cash Box that another of his artists,

Lorrae Desmond, is having great success in Australia where she is appearing
in her own TV series.

Freddy Bienstock, director of Hill & Range Music Publishing Company, flew
in from New York two weeks ago for consultations with Cyril Baker of the
London office. He will later be joined by Julian Aberbach and together they
will visit their Continental branches.

The MGM film, “W’here The Hot Wind Blows,” starring Gina Lollobrigida,
Pierre Brasseur and Yves Montand has its London Premiere this month. Fon-
tana has released an orchestral version of the theme tune by The Gregory
Strings and Voices and 45 piece Orchestra. Both Jack Baverstock, Fontana
A & R manager and publisher Jeff Kruger of Levine-McHugh (subsidiary of
Florida Music), are very excited about the disk. Other versions by Bob Rennie
on Ember, The Ames Brothers on RCA and The Clebanoff Strings on Mercury.

Following the recent contract between Jeff Kruger of Ember Records Inter-
national and 20th Fox, the first album package release is scheduled for Febru-
ary 1.

W that many independent American record companies are

reported to be seeking large advances and percentages for representation of
their catalogues in Australia & New Zealand, many record company executives
have requested that we give a few facts and figures on Australia that could
assist overseas companies in their valuation of the Australian market and its
potential. In area, Australia is almost the size on the United States. We have
a total population of ten million spread throughout the nation as against better
than 180 million over almost the same area in the United States. This fact
alone brings about a tremendous distribution problem that is a major headache
to record companies, distributors and retailers. On the East Coast of Australia
we have the three major cities, Sydney, Melbourne and Brisbane, with a total
ot some 1200 miles between them, and their States, New South Wales, Vic-
toria and Queensland respectively, account for about three-quarters of the
entire population of Australia. All record company head offices and ^messing
plants are located in either Sydney or Melbourne and from these cities com-
pleted pressings are shipped to distributors and dealers all over the nation.
Western Australia, for instance, presents a real distribution and sales coverage
problem. It s the largest State in Australia, 975,920 square miles with a popu-
lation of around 650,000 spread over this huge area; Perth, the capital city of
Western Australia accounts for about half of that State’s population. Perth
is some 2,000 odd miles from the east coast where all records are manufactured
Some major record companies have considered the setting up of a small proc-
essing and pressing plant in Perth to supply the western half of the nation, but
plans have been shelved due to the fact that it isn’t an economical project at
the moment, due in part to the lack of custom work available on that area.Heie s an interesting comparison that points up one of the huge distribution

sales worries facing Australian record companies when assessing the value
of American labels under offer to them for representation here; the State ofNew York with a tiny area of 48,000 square miles has a population (better than
fourteen million) far greater than the whole of Australia (ten million) which
is a nation of 2,975,000 square miles.

.
F™™ reports received by The Cash Box in Australia, it’s obvious that Amer-

ican labels, especially the indies, will find it increasingly difficult to get their
records issued here unless they are prepared to accept terms that are in keep-
ing with the prevailing conditions in this country. Australian record companies
aren t crying poor mouth,” they are willing to take a reasonable gamble (a
characteristic of the entire record trade throughout the world) but are re-
luctant to accept overseas catalogues on terms that offer them little or no chance
to at least break even. This applies particularly right now when records by
oui own local artists are doing so well; most companies here would rather take
an even-money chance with local artists and songs over which they have com-
plete control, than pay big advances and percentages for material over which
they have little or no control. Don’t get this story wrong. Australian companies
aie always keen to handle overseas catalogues who are prepared to make money
from the sales of their products here rather than from the “sale” of a contract.

Lonnie Lees first album for the Lee Gordon label (now owned by Festival),
A Night Out With Lonnie Lee,” looks set for big success. Lonnie has been

one of our most consistent hit-makers over the past nine months, and his many
fans should soon have this album high on the list of best sellers. On the album,
Lonnie is backed by an orchestra and chorus directed by Eddie Cash, Jr. who
has supplied the backings for most of Lonnie’s hit singles.

^

Viking Records, which came up with the big smash “Clap Your Hands” by
The Beau-Marks last year, has just issued “Stay” by Maurice Williams. Viking
is also handling the Music-Disc catalogue in Australia.

A recent presentation of the Perry Como Show gave Australian audiences
a different view of Juliet Prowse, who co-stars with Elvis Presley in “G.I.
Blues,” which is currently showing in Australia. The same show introduced
I he Kingston Trio, a very popular recording attraction in this country; and
the always popular Steve Lawrence. Steve’s work on the show was well re-
ceived by viewers who still remember the fine performances of Steve & Eydie
Gorme in their own show some time back. This pair would be a great success if
ever they decided to visit Australia; disk jockeys give terrific support to their
records.

The musical, "Bye Bye Birdie,” which is expected to open in Melbourne in
February, will have American leads in Patricia Finlay and Frank Buxton. The
supporting cast will be entirely Australian and auditions for some of the choice
loles have been going on for quite a while now. Several top recording stars
are being considered for important parts.

Phonogram business started this year with a double reception at the Am-

sterdam Carlton Hotel. The traditional New Years party was combined this

time with a Farewell Party for Coen Solleveld, director of L. C. Phonogram,
and a welcome to his successor, Theo Van De Meer. Many artists, music editors

and officials of radio and TV were present. After the last of several speeches

—

in which Solleveld was highly praised for his good work during the years he
had been Phonogram’s Director—Solleveld handed over a Golden Record to

The Blue Diamonds and Malando. Reason was the selling of over 100,000 rec-

ords of the Blue Diamonds’ 1960 hit, “Ramona” and Malando’s all-time tango
“Ole Guapa.” Then the Golden Record Club was founded, of which the Dutch
Phonogram artists who sold more than 100,000 singles, became members. Or-
chestra leaders —Jack Bulterman, Andre Smit, Jan Corduwener and Jos Cleber
became honorary members. A special honorary membership was presented to

Coen Solleveld, who “sold” over 15 million records during his four years di-

rectorship at Phonogram. By the way, speeches mentioned above were made
by singer Willy Alberti, record dealer Jaap van Praag, his singing brother
Max van Praag and by producer Wim Ibo, who presented an EP of cabaret
artist Wim Kan, with parts of his delightful radio program on New Year’s Eve.

Every fortnight, young Dutch talent is heard in the radio program, “Spring-
plank.” Now Philips (L. C. Phonogram) has produced an LP with some of the
amateurs who were heard most during the last few months. Artists included
are The Cloverleaves, Conny van de Bos, Geoffrey Land, Herman van Keeken
(who is sometimes named the Dutch Jimmy Rodgers!) and hot violinist Jan de
Vries. The record has been titled “Springplant Successes.”

Cees Hundepool, Bovema’s Capitol label manager, told The Cash Box: “Capi-
tol has an excellent start this year with a brand new repertoire of big sellers,

which will certainly stimulate the current interest for American repertoire.”
Capitol will shortly release LP’s by Nat King Cole, “Tell Me All About Your-
self,” Peggy Lee’s “Pretty Eyes,” Nelson Riddle and his “Can-Can”-arrange-
ments, George Shearing’s “Latin Affair” and Frank Sinatra’s “Nice ’n’ Easy.”
In the classical area, Capitol-Holland got a lot of demands for Rachmaninoff’s
Piano Concerto No. 3, played by Leonard Pennario. Furthermore Bovema will

release the stereo-versison of every Capitol LP in 1961, together with the nor-
mal mono recordings, which have already been worked out in the Jan. reper-
toire. Hundepool furthermore told The Cash Box, that he is working on a suc-
cessor to the current Capitol hit, “Let’s Have A Pai’ty” sung by Wanda Jackson.
The record in question is “Mean Mean Man,” which Mr. Hundepool believes is

going to be a hit.

The Rood Company, Rijswijk, expects interesting results from the trip to
Belgium Hans van Zeeland made recently in order to promote the Top Rank
label in the country. This will be only a start, since the Rood Co has rather
great plans for the year which lies ahead. Hank van de Haar, for instance,
pointed out during a conference, that the Rank label is receiving the greatest
credit in The Netherlands, proved by the fact that a not-to-be-ignored number
of Top Rank recordings are among the Top Twenty. “Will You Love Me To-
morrow” by The Shirelles is this week’s number five, followed by “A Thousand
Stars” sung by Kathy Young. Jerry Butler’s position with “He Will Break
Your Heart” did not change. Neither did the U.S. Bonds with their recording
of “New Orleans.”

The Cash Box welcomes William Scheurkogel as the new publicity chief of
C. N. Rood L. C. William is new to the recording business coming from the pub-
licity dept, of a motion picture company, but he proved during his first days at
the Rood Company that he has the right feel for this business.

Germany has released a Dutch song called “Wil Je Altijd Bij Me Blijven”
(Will You Always Stay With Me), originally published by Basart. The Dutch
record was made on the CNR label with the Harmonia Sisters. The German
version is by Angelina Monti. Music publisher Basart finally succeeded in ob-
taining the Dutch lyrics to the Perry Como success “Delaware.” Seth Gaaikema
is the author; he wrote the Dutch version of “My Fair Lady.”
Dutch teenagers are very enthusiastic about a brand new rocking version

of the oldtimer “Shortnin’ Bread.” It’s by (until recently unkown) singer
Paul Chaplain and his Emeralds. Also on the London label (L. C. Phonogram)
is the standby, “You Are My Sunshine,” by Johnny And The Hurricanes. More
instrumental news comes from The Ventures, who revived “Perfidia” and got
right to the top of the hit parade (London). The Fouryo’s are doing very well
on the Decca label with their Dutch version of “Save The Last Dance For Me.”
MGM’s second Vera Lynn album will be released as soon as possible. It’s

titled “Yours.” Up till now her sales haven’t been too high, but people in Hol-
land do have an eye on her and are anxiously waiting for Vera’s comeback
with a batch of hits. She’s still very popular in Holland. The same goes for
MGM’s Rosemary Clooney, who has a wonderful LP released in England,
“Rosemary Clooney Swings Softly”; Frank Visser, Bovema’s MGM label man-
ager, plans to release also this album in Holland, which also relates to the
beloved Connie Francis’ new recording “Connie Francis Sings Jewish Favor-
ites.” The MGM label will also give a special feature to the magnificent Robert
Stolz album “The Immortal Melodies Of Franz Lehar”; the new Crosby Broth-
ers LP and as far as jazz is concerned, a series is on its way to the stands.
Dance fans have welcomed an LP by Britain’s top society dance orchestra.

“Holiday For Dancer’s” presents song memories from several countries, in
wonderful medleys of quicksteps, foxtrots and waltzes, played by Tommy Kins-
man and his orchestra. It’s a Fontana LP, released by L. C. Phonogram. New
single releases on the Fontana label include Marty Robbins’ “Ballad Of The
Alamo,” which may prove a second winner for him in the low countries. The
first, of course, was Marty’s own wonderful story-telling, “El Paso.”

PHONOGRAM RECORD COMPANY AMSTERDAM
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An astonishing piece of news because it was so completely unexpected, and
a new success for Chappell Publishers, is the announcement of the signing of

a publishing contract with “Le Fou Chantant,” better known as Charles Trenet.

The first song that Chappell will publish is Trenet’s “Les du del” which he

composed while listening to the singing of “Les Djinns” (Dueretet-Thomson),
directed by Paul Bonneau. Serge Greffet gets the credit for having the Djinns

sign their exclusive contract with Ducretet. Thinking back quite a few years,

it comes to mind that Trenet’s fortune and success were due to Monsieur and
Madame Breton, and especially to the late Raoul Breton to whom the Chanson
Francaise as a whole owes its long-time, envied position. He was the first to

discover Trenet, as he later discovered Aznavour and Becaud. Roquieres and
his team at Chappell’s can be counted on also to find us a few world hits such

as “La mer” among Trenet’s unpublished works because Chappell seems to be

continuing their surge forward after having launched “Salade de fruits” and
“Tom Pilibi.”

Charles Aznavour, struck by the Crosby-Armstrong duo work, has written

an adaptation of: “Muskrat Ramble” which Aznavour and Constantine may
record for Barclay. Speaking of Barclay, that’s a fine 45 single they’ve released

of “Good Morning Blues” and “Mack, the Knife” by Ella Fitzgerald.

As we go to press, the song, “Non je ne regrette rien,” waxed by Edith Piaf

continues to sweep the French market and to mark a triumphant return for

Piaf. French Music, under the direction of G. Gavarentz, has just launched,
with the help of recording stars Dalida and Bob Azzam, “Les marrons chauds.”
Prior to the release, everybody who’s anybody in the business received an enor-

mous package of marrons glaces (sugared chestnuts) courtesy of the pub-
lishers. Nice publicity gimmick!

SEMI has acquired the rights to Louis Aragon’s poems set to music by
Leo Ferre and recorded by him on the Barclay label. SEMI has a new Piaf

song, too, which ought to make the grade. It’s “Des histoires.” Vendome Pub-
lishers has sent us an excellent version of “Killiwateh,” sung by The Cousins
(Palette label—Bel-Air distributors).

Barclay reports on Dalida’s growing prestige as an international star and it’s

Germany that’s claiming her now. She has just waxed (accompanied by Ray-
mond Lefevre’s orchestra) “Die Strasse der Lieben” in German; Marbot will

launch the song on the market in that country.

Ugo Frey has cut the old German song “Die Lorelei” for Barclay. The
French title has been changed to “Nuit et jour.”

The Israelian singer, Rika Zarai, is moving steadily ahead, reports Bel-Air.
Gavarentz gave her a marvelous vehicle with the lovely song, “L’Oliver.”

Decca marked the new year by inaugurating its new and ultra modern sales
center. The whole sales system has been renovated with an eye to saving time
—and therefore, money.

Next release in RCA’s Soria Series will be Verdi’s “Requiem,” conducted by
Fritz Reiner. Note that the buying public is pleased with this series which
balances off nicely the “Vogue Mode” collection—the former a deluxe presenta-
tion, the latter a “pocket record” catalog.

Philips’ “Realites” collection is another successful deluxe repertoire. Latest
release is the Marlene Dietrich recordings made in Rio de Janeiro and devoted
to all the songs she featured at her recent Paris recital, including “Der Lied
ist aus” and “Je tire ma reverence,” both sung with no accent.

Philips’ A&R man, Pie, has discovered a new Latin-American-type orchestra,
“Los Merecumbos,” from Belgium. Their first Philips session included “La supa
del Piehon.” Pie is quite a “discoverer”—“Los Alcarson” was his find,” too.

The actual prizes recently discerned by the “Academie Francaise du Disque”
will be awarded at a ceremony in Nice on January 27th. Bobby Lapointe, Gil-
bert Becaud and Les Djinns will be among the stars participating in the fes-
tivities.

Back in Paris, Francis Lemarque told us his fine impressions of Canada and
hopes to return for another tour there soon. Fontana, which gets back to work
on the 10th only, will be releasing soon Vivaldi’s “Concerto for 2 violins, strings
and clavecins” with Isaac Stern and David Oistrak and the Philadelphia Sym-
phony Orchestra directed by Eugene Ormandy.

Pathe recorded Piaf’s Olympia performance on the spot and will market
the concert as a 12-inch LP, deluxe presentation. It will also re-issue as a
12-inch album Tino Rossi’s old hits, all composed by Vincent Scotto. Such
songs as “Marinella,” “Tehi-Tehi” and “Bella ragazina” recall the happy days
of our^youth when the Casino de Paris revues were international events and
“made” an artist or a song overnight.

Festival announces a second record by Frida Boccara, including “Un grand
amour.” Frida is a young singer who was discovered by Madame Breton and
Festival.

Title of Bob Azzam’s latest disk: “Bourn chez Bob.” The recording of Saint -

Exupery’s famous work, “Le Petit Prince,” is continuing to chalk up sales and
now an American producer (who doesn’t want his name divulged) has bought
the rights to the work for recording, stage and screen in the U.S.

Several American composers are devoting their talents directly to the Ger-
man market and with good results. Fred “What Am I Living For” Jay and
Art Harris turned out “Gute Nacht, Johnny Boy” by Marlene Stolz for
Palette and quickly got an American release in German, and German Voice Of
America chief AL “I Cried A Tear” Julia just turned out an Italian style tune
called “Du Bist Mein Ein Und Alles” (You Are My One And Only) with
lyrics by Fred Oldorp, quickly recorded by Gerhard Wendland for Philips.

As the year opens, German composers are strongly represented on The Cash
Box Top 100. “Wonderland By Night” by Herr Neumann is over the million
mark in sales in the US alone; “Sailor” in the original German by Austrian
lass Lolita is still selling like hot cakes. This tune was composed by the top
team Scharfenberger-Buseh. Lawrence Welk is going to town with the Heino
Gaze composition, “Calcutta,” and “Pepe” written by Herr Wittstatt is also
moving like wild fire with Duane Eddy topping the versions out at present.
New material is being primed for the world market at present, as most of the
top hits here are now being translated into several languages for release
either by the German artist in English, French, etc. or by a local artist. As.
an example, the Luxemburg Radio German pop music festival winner “Rosalie,
Musst nicht Weinen” (Rosalie, Must Not Cry) is being done in Italian by
Caterina Valente, in Dutch by 17 year old Annelies De Graaf and in Danish
by Gy Holdorf just for a starter.

The Bert Kaempfert hit, “Wonderland By Night,” which had to go to
America to become a hit, is now beginning to sell here. Although the record
was released almost a year ago, it is just now being heavily pushed here at
home. Bert, who is also a producer here, has also turned out the Ivo Robic
production of “Morgen,” and is now working on the German version of “Save
The Last Dance For Me” again by Ivo.

Peter Schaeffers reports that the Peter Kraus recording of “Adam and
Eve,” which appeared recently in our hit parade, has turned itself over and
the former “B” side, “Von Paris Naeh Hawaii” is now the top half. The Johnny
Horton hit “North To Alaska” has been recorded here by Ralf Bendix for
Electrola.

There’s competition in the air with “Cafe Oriental” which has been recorded
by both Nino Robic, the brother of Ivo, and Vico Torriani. As the “Carnival”
or “Mardi Gras” time grows near, competition grows for the “Carnival hit”
of the season. This is the German equivalent of trying for a Christmas
standard, as the records sell year after year.

It’s almost certain, however, that the Cologne comedian Willy Millowitsch
will hit the top with his recording of “Schnaps, That Was Your Last Word,”
which is selling hot and getting more radio plays than any other comedy
number.

Teenage starlet Conny has just finished her first record in French for Pathe
Marconi there and is readying an American version of her hit “Kleine
Lueienne” (Little Lucienne) for Capitol. Fred Bertelmann is looking for a hit
with his happy recording of "The Gay Robber” on Electrola.

Teenager Gerd Boettcher has turned out a fine version of Johnny Tillotson’s

“Poetry in Motion” with the German title, “Your Red Lips,” and “Ramona,”
which is now on our top 10 by The Blue Diamonds, has been covered by
every major label here.

Top Electrola teener Rex Gildo is heading into the New Year with all flags
flying. He’s got a new film in the local theatres, he’s set for several TV shows
during the early part of the year and along with his top selling version of
“Tell Laura I Love Her.” his new recording of “Happy Go Lucky Me” is

beginning to show.

“Pepe” is the push at present for the Schaeffers publishing group with
records on the market by Crazy Otto, Otto Weiss, Dalida, Mai Sondock, Duane
Eddy, Russ Conway and many others. The film will open here on March 7.

The records are also being helped by a contest held by the magazine, Star
Revue, with prizes worth $25,000 being handed out to the lucky winners. Max
Gregor has turned out a strong new (cha cha) version of the French hit,

“Babylone 21-29,” under the title “Hallo Susi.”

Metronome producer Charly Schmitz is plenty happy and with good reason.
His productions of “Anymore” by Inge Bruck, “Arrivederci” by Karina and
his Siw Malniquist productions are selling at a fast pace and his lyrics for
“I Walk The Line” were picked by Germany’s Top Fan Magazine Bravo as
“Hit Of The Week” because of the Teldec waxing by 24 years old Wyn Hoop.
The German trade paper, Automaten Markt, has announced the European

Juke Box poll winners for 1960. In Germany, the top songstress of the year
was Lolita with Heidi Bruhl in second place. The singer of the year was
Freddy with Belgium born Italian Rocco Granata finishing second.

The vocal group winners were Jan & Kjeld with the Regento Stars follow-
ing: the top orchestra was Billy Vaughan with Johnny And The Hurricanes
taking a close second.

The top juke box tunes were in order: “Sailor”—Lolita, “Marina”—Rocco
Granata, “Wir Wollen Niemals Auseinander Geh’n”—Heidi Bruhl, “Banjo
Boy”—Jan & Kjeld and “Unter Fi’emden Stex’nen”—Freddy. In Austria, top
honors of the year went to Freddy, Rocco Granata, Heidi Bruhl, Bobbejaan
and Ted Herold, with the top hit of the year being “Marina” by Rocco Granata.

Canzonissima, the outstanding light music TV show put on by RAI each year,

has finished with the following list of winning songs: 1—“Romantica” by Tony

The songstress, ac-
companied as always by her husband Eric van Aro and secretary Gunter

v Arendt, was welcomed at RAI’s TV studios by Mr. Tosi of Decca Italiana, pub-
lisher Alfredo Rossi and the Italian rep of The Cash Box. She sung some of
her new tunes and played the guitar for her welcomers in the green-room, while
waiting for the start of the show. Among her new interpretations, she likes
in particular the song penned by Corrado Lojacono, “Non So Resistere,” which
Rossi published and sent to San Remo, where it was refused. It is likely she
will present it on January 18, when she gets back to Milan for another ap-
pearance on the Controcanale Show. This time, while appearing on the screen,
she sang another hit by Corrado Lojacono titled “Amor,” besides the new Texas

w tune, “Rosali’,” “Bongo Cha Cha,” “Felicita,” and “Con Tigo E La Distanzia.”

Paolo Tosi of Decca said that Caterina’s NP coupling “Personalita” with
“Till” had sold 300,000 copies, and her first LP, 4,000 copies. The LP was only
released recently. After the show, during dinner at Rossi’s home. I learned from
her that she is set for TV appearance in Dusseldorf and Berlin and then will
fly to New York, Mexico and South America. In the next months, she has an
over-crammed program that does not allow her even one free hour. She said,
“I’m at the top of my possibilities of success and I warmly hope to keep this
wonderful position for a long time.” Caterina, who we acknowledge is the big-
gest star among the female singing personalities of Europe, still remains a
nice, simple and plain person to everyone.

DENMARK
Danish singer Gitte flies to London on January 27. She will appear as guest

star on Russ Conway’s TV show, where she will sing two songs in English
from her recent HMV recording. The titles are “I’ve Got A Song” and “What
Is A Life Without Music” with lyrics and music by Gitte’s father. Imudico
will publish the two titles in Denmark, reports Kurt Hviid Mikkelsen, A&R
man of EMI in Denmark. The Danish teenage idol, Otto Brandenburg, another
EMI artist, has recently appeared on the same British TV show, where he sang
“Five Minutes More.” His recording of this song has been released at the
Odeon label in Denmark.

It sometimes happens that the very same song appears under different titles.

A recent example comes from Denmark. A melody by Lehar was recorded in
Denmark by Jimmy Martin’s Orchestra titled “Wolgalied.” Later, the same
song was recorded in Sweden by Arne Lamberth under the title “Volga Song.”
Now the two recordings are both on sale in Denmark with Martin on Sonet
and Lamberth on Joker. One won’t be surprised if the record buyers feel a
little confused about this.

Otto Brandenburg has received a silver disk for the sale of 50,000 of his
recording of “What Do You Want To Make Those Eyes At Me For” on Odeon.
Comparing the population of Denmark (4 million) with the U.S., the sale of
50,000 records in Denmark might be compared with 2 million in the U.S.

FINLAND
Hans Westerberg of Oy R. E. Westerlund AB, one of the EMI distributors in

Finland, reports that Johnny Preston’s “Billy Boy” (Charming Billy) looks like

a hit in Finland. A Finnish recording with Kai Lind of the same song on HMV
is also doing very well. Westerberg will visit Stockholm on a business visit in
middle of January.
“Tahtisumua” (Star Dust) is the title of a new Finnish music film which

opened in Helsinki on January 13. Several of Finland’s most popular recording
stars, such as Kai Lind, Rock-Jerry, Ritva Kinnunen, Leif Wager, and others,
are featured.

NORWAY
Elvis Presley with “It’s Now Or Never” is still top seller in Norway; it’s

now the 19th week in which the record appears at the best-sellers list.

The Norwegian chart may have two versions of the song “Seemann” (Sailor).

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Whenever we are fortunate enough to enjoy
more than one of a kind no matter what it is, we
tend to favor certain of these holdings. In the case

of a man with two or three automobiles, he might

But maybe you’re wrong. Maybe what you ought

to do is to take the five year old phonographs and,

instead of trading them in on new machines which
will replace equipment on your top locations, which
in turn will work its way down the line—maybe you
ought to move the five year old model down to the

eight dollar locations. Then take the ten year old

phono out and trade it in on the new machine. Less

trade-in allowance? Certainly—it’s an older ma-

chine. But the difference isn’t that much. And
here’s what happens on your route. The ‘lost sheep

locations’ we’ve referred to now have 200-selection

phonographs ready to serve the clientele. They’re

naturally better looking machines. You can fill the

additional 50-record space with several top records

which you would have to buy, of course, but the

balance could easily be programmed from stock

standard material now laying idle on shelves. The
collections would have to increase somewhat with

all this in its favor and while you won’t make a top

spot out of the secondary location the odds are in

your favor to make it pay more on your end, you’ll

be in a better position to introduce dime play if you
haven’t already, and you may even come out of it

with a minimum and a contract.

Regardless of the outcome, your overall collec-

tions will more than likely increase. It’s worth a try.

Although, of
course, it will be the business of ex-
hibitors at the A.T.E. to boost sales as
high as possible, these timely warnings
indicate that it will do not good, either
to themselves or the trade, if machines
are bought in ignorance by people who
will not, subsequently, be allowed to
operate them. Besides involving the
purchasers in considerable financial
loss (only a few weeks ago in London
a considerable amount of illegally op-
erated equipment was ordered by the
Courts to be confiscated and de-
stroyed) anything of this kind would
inevitably get the trade a very bad
press and might well result in the
early amendment to the law and the
re-imposition of some of the old
restrictions.

However, prospects generally for
manufacturers, distributors and opera-
tors alike are probably brighter than
they have been for many a year and all

these sections of the trade are looking

forward confidently to a prosperous

They require the fullest sup- J,

port of the entire membership in order

Celler Re - Intros Copyright Rill

On Jukes As Congress Meets

Industry Advised To Take Heed Of

Operators’ Plight In Great Britain
WASHINGTON, D.C.—On Tuesday,
January 3, Congressman Emanuel
Celler (D.-N.Y.), chairman of the
House Judiciary Committee, intro-
duced a juke box bill (H.R. 70) in the
House of Representatives.

The bill reads as follows: To require
juke box operators to pay royalty fees
for the use of the musical property of
composers, authors, and copyright
owners.
Be it enacted by the Senate and

House of Representatives of the
United States of America in Congress
assembled, that the third paragraph
of section 1(e) of title 17, United
States Code, is amended to read as
follows:
“The reproduction or rendition of a

copyrighted musical composition pub-
licly by or upon a coin-operated ma-
chine shall be deemed to be a public
performance for profit, and the opera-
tor of any such machine shall be liable
for any infringement of any such
musical composition occurring through
the use of such machine. As used in
this paragraph, the term ‘operator’
means any individual, partnership, as-
sociation, or corporation exercising
ownership or primary control over any
such machine or having primary re-
sponsibility for the selection of the
place at which such machine is op-
erated, but does not include the pro-
prietor of such place unless such pro-
prietor owns or exercises primary con-
trol over such machine or has exclu-
sive control over its placement for
operation.”
SEC. 2. The amendment made by

this Act shall take effect three months
after the enactment of this Act.
The copyright bill similar to HR

5921 was an expected move by Con-
gressman Celler. Similar legislative
efforts in previous years introduced
by him have been designed to bring
royalty payments to composers, from
owners of coin-operated music ma-
chines.

While the coin-operated phonograph
industry has managed to defeat this
type of legislation year after year, it

would be well for the industry to look
to Great Britain for a taste of what
could happen should the industry

weaken its present efforts in combat-
ing this legislation. (See feature ar-
ticle elsewhere in this issue describing
England’s plight re royalty payments).
The British operator is confronted

today with a license requiring pay-
ment of royalties to song composers
and each year the demands for an in-
crease in this fee is made.
The Barrington Electronics Ltd.

firm, representing juke box operators,
and the Phonograph Operators Asso-
ciation of England, combined to pro-
test the repeated demands for in-
creased royalty payments. They
argued that the present fee was ex-
orbitant but the Tribunal ruled that
the fee was fair since it was agreed
upon in 1958 with both sides in agree-
ment.

Juke box operators in England pay
fees of from approximately $26 to $35
per machine per year to the Perform-
ing Right Society.

FBI Arrests Moore, 5 Others On Fraud
BROOKLYN, NEW YORK—The FBI
arrested Sandy Moore and five other
men last week on a charge of fraud in

siphoning 100,000 in assets from
Gibralter Amusements, Ltd., a bank-
rupt operating firm, according to As-
sistant US Attorney Averill M.
Williams.

The assets of Gibralter are re-

portedly under the supervision of a
court appointed trustee and have been
since The Wurlitzer Company filed

bankruptcy proceedings against

Moore and the firm last March. All

six men were accused of relocating a

number of juke boxes and operating

them for private profit while filing

false reports on the company’s in-

come to the trustee.

Arraigned with Moore before United

States Commissioner Salvatore M.

Abruzzo in Brooklyn were Sherwood
Schwach; Allen Kerner, Moore’s
brother-in-law; Abraham Manacker,
Alvin Neddleman and Jacob Cohen.

Moore, Schwach and Kerner were
each freed in $3500 bail, Manacker in

$3000, and Neddleman and Cohen
$2500 each. Hearings were set for
January 19.

Attorney Williams advised that the
Gibralter firm owned 700 phonographs
and that on the day before bankruptcy
proceedings were filed (March 17),
Moore, Schwach and Kerner removed
200 of the machines and installed them
in taverns and other locations in

Nassau County., Williams said that

Needleman, Cohen and Manacker
made collections on the remaining 500
machines and turned those receipts

in as income on all 700 machines.

The Performing Right Society’s tariff for performances of the musical works
under its control by means of juke boxes was referred to the Performing Right
tribunal, established under Section 25 of the Copyright Act, 1956, on 11th
pPn‘> I960, by a firm of juke box operators, Barrington Electronics Ltd. The
Jrhonogiaph Operators’ Association (of which Barrington’s were not mem-
bers) later joined themselves to the References as Innterested Parties. The
Hearings occupied five days and the decision of the Tribunal was given on 21st
December.
Both Barrington’s and the P.O.A. maintained that the Society’s tariff was
exorbitant, but they differed in their ideas as to what the fees should be and
on what basis they should be calculated. Barrington’s wanting a tariff under
which the fee would be variable according to the record capacity of each
machine, while the P.O.A. wanted a flat rate for ail machines irrespective of
record capacity or price per play. The Society’s tariff provided for an increase
it the price play was above 3d.
The P.O.A. argued that, as the Copyright Act lays down a statutory royalty
to be paid by gramophone record manufacturers to the owners of the copy-
right in the music recorded on their records of 614% of the retail selling price,
this gave a good basis for calculating a performing right fee when those
records were used in juke boxes.
