Last week another nail was ham-

mered into the coffin which eventu-

ally will be the resting place of the

45rpm record.

The latest carpenter to lend a

hand in this necessary project is

Capitol Records, which last week
announced a major dealer program
on behalf of its new 33rpm 7" re-

leases.

Prior to this new Capitol release,

the diskery had been producing 33
singles solely for the demands of

the Seeburg juke box company.
But now three of the industry’s

leading manufacturers, Columbia,
Victor and Capitol—three of the

strongest record companies in the

world—are supporting an important
move which in the long run can
only serve to benefit the entire rec-

ord industry.

All are well aware that the transi-

tion to 33 ’s will take a long, long

time, and 45’s will continue to get

the support of all record companies
for years to come. But the die is

cast and only the intensity with

which these companies promote the

33 product among the consumers
will determine the rapidity of the

transition.

It is also an established fact that

EP’s are continuing to fade at a

steady pace. Juke box ops are great-

ly responsible for a good portion

of the EP sales that do exist. Teen-

agers account for almost all of the

remainder. The album conscious

adult who prefers the 33 speed

ignores the EP. But now that 33
doubles (2 selections per side of a

disk) are available on both Victor

and Capitol, and are being pro-

moted by both, perhaps the double

will provide a plus business from
adults which has been non-existent
in the past. There is no doubt that

the 33 single will add considerable
adult business when the public be-

comes aware that it can pick up a
wide variety of singles on 33. The
cooperation of more and more
companies is desperately needed
for this to become a reality sooner.

It is also most satisfying to see

the scope of merchandise being
made available on 33 singles of-

fering a broader selection for the

consumer. Years ago, a consider-

able amount of classical music en-

joyed solid sales on singles. In re-

cent years classical singles have
been non-existent. We are sure
many adults, who did not want to

go for the $3.98 or $4.98 price tag

for an album with one selection in

it that they liked, will gladly go for

the number if it is available on a

33 single. And with the great ex-

pense involved in recording classi-

cal works, manufacturers can cer-

tainly use the added return on their

investments for such ventures.

It is also clever merchandising to

make certain material (such as

strong pop oldie couplings) avail-

able on 33’s which can not be pur-

chased for the same price in any
other form.

In this important move toward
standardization, we are sorry that

there seems to be a slight disagree-

ment as to the identification of the

product. Columbia, which intro-

duces the 33 single, calls it the 33
Single. Victor and Capitol call it

the Compact 33. Agreement on the

name would only serve to further

the cause.

“TWO FOR THE ROAD”—Penny & Jean—RCA
Victor LSP—2244

Victor unveils a new folk-singing duo, which,

“A PORTRAIT OF CHRIS”—Chris Connor—At-

The stylistic stamp of Chris Connor’s inventive

song interpretations make their mark in another
recorded collection. Her insight and quick grasp
of lyric content combined with an immaculate
technique on both ballads and swingers has made
her a favorite of jazzists and she doesn’t let them
down here. Jimmy Jones’ and Ronnie Ball’s ar-
rangements surround her sympathetically in
“Alone Together,” “Here’s That Rainy Day,” “If
I Should Lose You,” “I’m Glad There Is You” and
an unusual, psychologically-attuned new song
tagged “Harlequin,” that can become a jazz stand-
ard through Chi'is’ thrilling version here.

“OFF BEAT”—June Christy—Capitol T 1498
Appropriately titled, the album displays a most

inspired June Christy in astute interpretations of
several “off beat” songs. Pete Rugolo is just the
man to support the mood with his own “off beat”
arrangements of genuine sympathy to Miss
Christy’s style. Selections include “Remind Me,”
“Who Cares About April?,” “You Wear Love So
Well” and “A Sleepin’ Bee.” True artistry at
work!

“EUROPEAN CONCERT”—The Modern Jazz
Quartet—Atlantic 8046
The constant striving by the Quartet for new

areas of jazz expression is explicitly evident in

this two-disk package of recorded performances
from their recent European concert tour. Even
though such oft-played, oft-recorded items as
“Django,” “Vendome,” and “Bags’ Groove” are
here, the solo improvisations are completely dif-

ferent than before. It is in this way that the
MJQ’s repertoire is never stale. Other selections
include “Bluesology,” “ ’Round Midnight” and
“I’ll Remember April.” Tremendous jazz package.

“GERRY MULLIGAN MEETS JOHNNY
HODGES”—Verve MG VS-68367

Just as the Mulligan-Ben Webster session was
one of the best jazz LP’s of last year, this meet-
ing with Johnny Hodges promises to be one of

the, if not the best LP this year. In a perfectly
relaxed mood, each artist contributes his own
stylistic overtones to the session. And since both
are giants of their respective instruments, as well
as two of the most consistent musicians in jazz,

there is a magic jelling of the two musical na-
tures. Six selections, three originals by each,
comprise the deck. Among them are “Bunny,” “18

Carrots For Rabbit” and “What’s It All About.”
Nothing historic; just great blowing.

“SIN & SOUL”—Oscar Brown, Jr.—Columbia
CL 1577

Oscar Brown can be described arbitrarily as a
one-man Lambert, Hendricks & Ross. His reper-
toire includes his own musical-lyrical composi-
tions and his lyrics set to other’s jazz stanzas. In

this latter vein he has adopted lyrics to Bobby
Timmons’ “Dat Dere,” Ray Bryant’s “Sleepy” and
Nat Adderley’s “Work Song,” while his own
works include “Watermelon Man,” a sort of tra-

ditional chant, “Brown Baby” and “Bid ’Em In.”

The artist sings with guts, vividness and com-
passion, and he is always colorful. Lots of good
fun plus genuine artistry here.

“JAZZ IS A KICK”—Bob Brookmeyer—Mercury
SR 60600
A sunny bright big band outing with trom-

bonist Brookmeyer scripting the charts and head-
ing the front line. His cohorts number among the
most distinguished names in modern jazz and they
give his arrangements and his solos excellent sup-
port. An unusually cohesive studio band session
with numerous excellent jazz moments. Tunes
played include “This Can’t Be Love,” “Exactly
Like You” and two vibrantly displayed Brook-
meyer originals: “Air Conditioned,” “Green
Stamps.”

“MJT + 3”—Vee Jay LP 3014
The MJT + 3, a recently-arrived quintet of

young, intense musicians, is quickly establishing
itself as an important new group voice in jazz.

Most prominent among the five is altoist Frank
Strozier, but not to be outdone, the others come
through with winning solos, and all are quick to

react in vibrant ensemble passages. The group has
a vital, searing swing outlook which is displayed
vividly on “LiT Abner.”

Justin Wilson

After twenty-nine years of limiting
his special Cajun humor to business
talks, Justin Wilson had decided it

was time that the entire country listen
to him.

Wilson, a genuine southern Louisi-
ana Cajun (descendents of the French
Acadians), is safety engineer and av-
erages about two hundred safety talks
a year to various businessmen. He has
spoken in almost every state—many
times over. For years, Wilson was
deluged with requests for recordings
of his unusual speech manner, but he
put it off until early this year. Then,
under his own initiative, he recorded
an album at the Sonora Studios in
Baton Rouge. Bill Rose, a music biz
veteran, heard a tape of the album,
and immediately had Wilson inked to
an Ember contract. The album, titled
“The HumorousWorld of Justin Wil-
son,” is now on its way to being a na-
tional best-seller.

Justin, who makes his home in
Amitie, seven miles from Denton
Springs, is really safety conscious

—

he wears suspenders and a belt.

Jorgen Ingmann’s advent on the
American disk scene is another exten-
sion of the amazing guitarist’s huge
popularity; his records have been re-
leased in eighteen countries via the
Scandinavian Metronome label, for
which he records.
A native of Copenhagen, Denmark,

Ingmann spent most of the past dec-
ade as featured performer with the
Svend Asmussen ork. During this
time, while gaining great proficiency
on his instrument, he acquired a vast
knowledge of electronics, until now he
makes all his special-effect and multi-
track recordings in a completely-
equipped private studio which he set
up himself. “Apache,” his first U.S.
hit (on Atco), was made in such a
way, with Ingmann the only per-
former.

In December 1959, Ingmann left the
Asmussen ork to form his own quintet
with his wife Grothe as featured vo-
calist. He now tours extensively with
this group.

Furber was also the writer of the

years-back dance sensation, “The
Lamberth Walk.”

One of his most successful writing

efforts was “Chariot’s Revue,” the

English musical which was produced
successfully on Broadway in 1925-26,

and in which he was a featured per-

former along with Jack Buchanan. He
gave up his acting career after the

run of “Chariot’s Revue.”

Composer Percy Grainger

Dies At 78
NEW YORK—Percy Grainger, the

famed composer-pianist, died last

week (20) in White Plains Hospital

at the age of 78.

A colorful figure in the music world,

Australian-bom Grainger wrote such
popular folk-inspired works as “Coun-
try Gardens,” “Molly On The Shore”
and “Shepherd’s Hey” and hundreds
of songs. After his debut in New
York as a concert pianist in 1915, he
established himself as an outstanding

performer. He frequently performed
the works of Grieg, whom he met in

1906 and who was a major influence

on his career.

A vegetarian who neither drank al-

cohol, coffee or tea or smoked tobacco,

Grainger married Ella Viola Streom
before 20,000 people in the Hollywood
Bowl in 1928. In celebration of the

event, he also conducted his own work,
“To A Nordic Princess,” a “bridal

song” dedicated to his bride.

Grainger became an American citi-

zen in 1919, after serving in a U.S.
Army band during World War 1. His
wife survives.

Interest last week was pi’imarily centered around two major song contests—“A Song For Europe” presented by BBC TV to select the British entry for

the Eurovision Song Contest of 1961 to be held in Cannes on March 18 and
the “British Song Contest” presented by Independent Television in conjunction
with the Music Publishers’ Association of Great Britain.

Both companies are to be congratulated on their efforts to find and promote
new British material. The guaranteed prestige, exposure and prize money
offered to the winning entrants inspired song writers all over the country to

submit material and from the hundreds of songs received, nine were entered
for “A Song For Europe” and twenty for “The British Song Contest.” With
British music in the ascendant all over the world, events such as these give
an added fillip to our native product helping composers, writers, record com-
panies and music publishers alike.

Three major companies, Decca, EMI and Philips competed in the BBC’s “A
Song For Europe,” each contributing three new and unpublished compositions.
The Cash Box representative was present during the transmission which turned
out to be a thrilling and exciting event, resulting in a close finish and a one
point victory for two completely unknown artists, The Allisons—brothers
John (21) and Bob (19). Voted the winners by a nation wide jury of 120 mem-
bers, the decision proved a popular and a fair one.
“Are You Sure” composed and sung by The Allisons was entered by Fon-

tana (Philips) and published by Marlyn Music came first with 31 points, only
1 point more than the runner-up “Suddenly I’m In Love” composed by Eric
Boswell and sung by Steve Arlen (HMV) published by Chappell. Third with
24 points was “Why Can’t We” also composed by Eric Boswell sung by Ricky
Valance (Columbia) and published by Chappell. Fourth with 16 points came
“Dream Girl” by Bill Crompton and Thunderclap Jones sung by Mark Wynter
(Decca) and published by Tin Pan Alley Music. Eric Maschwitz, head of BBC
TV light entertainment, presented the prizes. Two trophies to The Allisons as
singers and composers and one trophy to the recording company which was
collected by Leslie Gould, managing director of Philips who flew back to Eng-
land from his American business trip specially for the occasion.

The song contest marked The Allisons first professional appearance and
TV debut. Within twenty four hours of their victory, Jack Baverstoek, Fon-
tana A & R Manager reported sales exceeding 65,000 for “Are You Sure”
(their first disk). When The Allisons go to Cannes next month accompanied
by Harry Robinson to represent the U.K. they will be competing with top re-
cording stars of 16 European countries. In the meantime the boys leave this
weekend for Austria where they will appear on radio and TV and possibly at
the Austrian heats for the Eurovision Song Contest. The visit is part of their
prize for winning a recent talent competition which also led up to their Fon-
tana contract. Outlining their future recording plans Baverstoek told The
Cash Box that “Are You Sure” is for immediate release in the States and an
EP is lined up for the continent as well as an LP for the British market. These
talented composers-singers have written over 100 songs many of which have
been recorded on tape from which Baverstoek will select titles for their next
single.

Independent Television’s “The British Song Contest” was spread over five
days. The four heats proved relatively unexciting with the winning song
claiming an overwhelming majority on each occasion. However, this made for
a spectacular finale at the Festival Hall where the atmosphere was tense as
the four chosen finalists made their bid for the glittering awards. The winning
songs to reach the final were “My Kind Of Girl” by Leslie Bricusse sung by
Matt Monro (Parlophone) and published by Essex Music. “Keep It That Way”
by Raymond Dutch and Guy Mason sung by Lorie Mann (Pye) and published
by Essex.

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ITALY
The Italian Parliament decided on an increase of 10% on the taxes paid by

our record industry. Many executives state that it is a result of the false news
too often published by our newspapers about supposed great amounts of

records sold and huge incomes enjoyed by record houses. More than once, some
record manufacturer has increased the figures of its record sales enormously
when interviewed by the press for reasons of publicity, so people believed that

the Italian record industry enjoyed big earnings over the past few years. The
reaction of the record houses will be very strong, as they state that such an
increase deprives them of their real earnings. In consequence of this, they are

compelled in their turn to increase the price of a disk and therefore this new
tax will be paid by the record buyer instead of by the record manufacturers,
according to the wishes of the Parliament. Some meetings of the record people

were already held without deciding anything against this new tax charge.

“24,000 Mila Baci” (24,000 Kisses), recorded by Adriano Celentano on the

Gurtler label and by Little Tony on Durium, is a smash. 200,000 copies by
Celentano have been sold over the first weeks following the Festival, and its

success will surely last till next summer. Little Tony’s record is also selling

very well and his version, too, may be considered a “hit.” One has to remember
that Celentano has been the number one rock ’n roll singer of Italy for a

long time. Little Tony, on the other hand, appeared nearly for the first time on
our nationwide music scene on the stage of the recent San Remo Festival and
therefore, looking at his record sales, his record can be considered a hit, as

noted above. His record version, for the third week, is in the “b” number one
spot on the chart, Celentano’s version being number one “a.”

Slavko Kopun and Nikola Korbar, general manager and export-import man-
ager, respectively, of the Jugoton record house ( Jugo-Slavia) ,

stopped in Milan
on their European trip to visit the recoi’d houses they represent and their

representatives abroad. Interviewed in Milan, they left The Cash Box the follow-

ing statement about the record industry in Jugo-Slavia: “In our organization
there is only our record company, Jugoton, which is a socialistic organization
and the percentage of record sales according to the genre is as follows:—50%
folk music recordings; 25% light music recordings; 15% jazz music recordings;

10% classical music recordings. As you see, our market is quite particular, for

the folk music is the most requested genre and therefore we cannot compare
it with any other market. Our catalog does not consist only of ancient folk

music, but also of most modern folk music. Moreover, another characteristic

is that while abroad, most of the record buyers are teenagers—in Jugo-Slavia
they represent only 35%. Jazz music is liked very much. In our country, which
is composed of 18,000,000 people, a strong best seller means 45,000 copies sold.

Currently a singer from Jugo-Slavia is gaining exceptional success in Germany
—Ivo Robic, who waxes on Deutsche Gramophon. Each year we look at the
San Remo and Naples Festivals and in particular this year we are strongly
promoting singers and tunes from Italy, on our country.” Jugoton, the only
record house of Jugo-Slavia, represents RCA, Decca, Teldec, Telefunken, Poly-
dor, Vogue, Durium and others.

It happens sometimes that a record house states that a disk is a hit, but
nevertheless record stores do not name it when we ask them the ten Best
Sellers of the week. One case is “Lettera A Pinocchio,” sung by Johnny Dorelli,

which sold 140,000 copies according to Mr. Gianini of CGD, but appeared only
a few times on the Italian charts, because the record stores named it only a few
times. The same happened to “Coccinella” sung by Ghigo, which sold 90,000
copies, according to Ri-Fi record house, but nearly never was named by record
stores as a best seller. We think it is due to the fact that some records sell

well indeed, but slowly and in no one week they are a boom, while we ask the
record stores the best sellers of the week. In fact, “Lettera A Pinocchio,” was
released in the summer of 1959 and sold 140,000 copies in a year and a half.

"Calcutta" Triumph

BERLIN—Paul Siegel (right) pre-

Siegel secured the American pub-
lishing rights to “Calcutta” for his
Symphony House Music, which pub-
lished the song in the U.S. in affilia-

The background to “Calcutta” is an

interesting tale of the slow but deter-
mined progress of an international
hit. The song was first written in

1958 by Heinz Gaze under the title

“Tivoli Melodie.” Werner Mueller re-

corded it then as an instrumental,
after which Siegel secured the U.S.
and Canadian rights for it. It was re-

corded in the states in 1958 by Rich-
ard Hayman (Mercury) and Dennis
Farnon (RCA Victor) but nothing
happened.

In 1959, France picked up on the
song and 30 French versions com-
peted for recognition there; but still

no hit.

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Top selling numbers get quick covers today in Germany. It started with
“Marina” recorded in Italian by Rocco Granata. Electrola picked up the record

in the original version and sold over 1 million copies of the song. One German
version by Will Brandes also racked up over % million sales. In all, there were
about 20* versions on the market. The next breakthrough was “Never On
Sunday” which got over 20 recordings and sold 1.5 million records with top

sales being racked up by Lale Anderson with Caterina Yalente taking second
place. “Ramona,” the top hit here today, has 9 versions newly recorded with
the Blue Diamonds already way over the % million mark in sales. “Wooden
Heart,” the old German folk song, has received 9 r'ecordings and Elvis Presley

has moved over 600,000 copies of the record with Gus Backus also over the

200,000 mark in sales.

“Pepe,” the German based American hit, has over 15 versions on the market
here, “Cafe Oriental,” originally a French number, has 9 recordings out with
Vico Torriani, Nino Robic and Bill Ramsey leading the way in sales, and a
Latin-based novelty called “Sucu Sucu” has 6 versions already on the market
and is racking up top sales. It’s very hard for the top A&R men to get ex-

clusive material today if the tune has top hit written all over it.

The music publishers of Germany are busy pushing new numbers like never
before. The top publishers have recently added a press service to their activities

and are sending out printed poop sheets for the first time to O.J’s and the press.

Peer Music, with its topper Theodore O. Seeger celebrating his 70th birthday,
is working hard on a new dance craze called the “Paschanga” with a top record-
ing on the market by newcomer Audrey Arno and the Hazy Osterwald Sextet.
The publisher also has hopeful eyes on the German version of Bobby Rydell’s

“Sway” by Laurie London.
On April 1, Peter Schaeffers will celebrate the 20th anniversary of his pub-

lishing company. At present, “Pepe” is moving on both sides of the ocean.
Connie Francis is set to wax the standard “Auf Wiederseh’n” in German for
MGM, Bert Kaempfert is on The Cash Box Charts with “Cerveza,” the French
tune “Babylone 21-29” has been recorded by Max Gregor and his Orchestra with
comedian Freddy Brock under the title “Hallo Susi,” and Vico Torriani has
waxed his German hit, “Und Sie War Nicht Viel Alter Als 18 Jahr,” under the
title “Seventeen” for Kapp Records. Kapp also has the new Lolita waxing of
“Cowboy Jimmy Joe” which rated a pick from The Cash Box and is selling well
stateside. The Schaeffers film company has set production for two films with
top sellers Heidi Bruhl and Freddy and all musical rights sewed up neatly for
the publishing house. It looks like a happy 20th birthday for the Schaeffers
publishing house internationally.

Dr. Hans Sikorski is celebrating his 25th or silver anniversary as a publisher
with a contest for new composers. He has offered 25,000 marks or 6,000 dollars
for the rights to a newly written musical to be produced on stage. Although
it must be texted in German, all composers are invited to enter.

Berlin’s Tauentzien Musikverlag is working on “Carnival in Portugal” by
Willy Hagara and a new Caterina Valente slicing of Luna-Luna-Moon.

Belgium’s Fast Records is busy signing up small indie German firms for
distrib rights in Belgium. It seems that German hits are selling like hotcakes
there.

Inge Brandenberg, Europe’s Jazz Queen, is now negotiating to record in
France, Italy and the U.S. with different record firms. She’s handled in Ger-
many by Teldec. Inge has racked up terrific press since her victory 6 months
ago as Europe’s top jazz songstress, and is now set for her first musical film
as lead. At present, she’s touring Germany and Switzerland with top jazzman
Hans Roller and his Quartet.

Cologne’s Gerig Music pulled a surprise publicity service by sending out a
list of all the winners at the San Remo festival regardless of publisher. It was
really an unusual move.

Polydor reports that its Japanese affiliate, “Nippon Grammophon,” is selling
Helmut Zacharias and Alfred Hause LP’s “like crazy.” The Nippon firm is also
beginning its own pop production.

Polydor is now hard at work pushing the new Lolita single, “Souvenir
D’Amour.”

Philips has 3 new records in the running for chartsville. “Turn-Balalaika” by
Leo Leandros, “Mitch Miller’s Pfeif March” by Mitch Miller and “Er Sah Aus
Wie Ein Lord” (“He Looked Like A Lord”) by Corry Brokken are all getting
top publicity.

Globus One Stop in Frankfurt reports that the boxes are filled with its top
5 best sellers. They are: “Save The Last Dance For Me” by Ivo Robic, “Tell
Laura I Love Her” by Rex Gildo, “Cafe Oriental” by Vico Torriani and Bill
Ramsey, “Lebwohl, Adieu, Goodbye” by Gert Bottcher and “Da Sprach der Alte
Hauptling”.by Gus Backus in that order. Four of the 5 numbers are also shop
bestsellers in Germany at present.

FRANCE
France is one of the few countries in which most of the records sold are

EP. The 45 single is reserved almost exclusively for promotional purposes,
that is, for the radio and the juke boxes. Strange though that RCA in France
just can’t seem to get new EP’s or singles on the market in the case of Elvis
Presley and that’s too bad for this singer, who became a big record star here
despite the fact that all his recordings are in English. With the very few
EP’s and 45’s RCA gets out, the limited promotion on Elvis is hard to do and
the really big sales of his discs get bypassed.
Then there’s the music from the film, “G.I. Blues” which is known only by

those who can afford the 12-inch album. The only single on sale has “Tonight’s
All Right for Love” and “Wooden Heart” on it, but this is not much for an
editor to work on.

Paul Beuscher Editions has still another new tune which ought to make it

here; it’s “Narcissus,” entitled “Tu Peux” in French. Gillian Hills (Barclay)
waxed the tune first, followed closely by Mauric (Festival), Aime Barelli’s
orchestra (Barclay), Paul Mauriat (Bel-Air). A song that also ought to have
a chance is “Le Petit Tramway,” music by Magenta, words by the late Jacques
Larue.
And it’s back to the music hall stage for Charles Trenet! His series of con-

certs at the Theatre de l’Etoile, the Music Hall of the Champ Elysees, begins
on March 3. He will certainly feature his new song, “Les Voix Du Ciel,” those
voices that the entire industry is talking about.

After a period of great popularity for Italian music in France, there came
the turn of Oriental music. Now, since “Les Enfants Du Piree” (“Never On
Sunday”) Greek music is in vogue. Fontana Records keeping up with the times,
threw a big cocktail party for singer Nana Mouskouri and composer Nanos
Hadjidakis. All Paris was thei-e.

Not much news from Decca. Oh yes, there’s the release of “Blue Tango” by
the Bill Black Combo, as well as a 12-inch album by pianist Niedzelski perform-
ing Beethoven, Chopin, Listz. This record is selling well, perhaps because of
the publicity the pianist got when he was sued for having publicly struck
Bernard Gavoty, the music critic of the morning paner, “Le Figaro.” Note also
the Decca album “Lac des Cygnes” (“Swan Lake”) by the Suisse Romande
orchestra conducted by Ernst Ansermet.
Further news from Switzerland—Johnny Hallyday is having a successful

tour with special performances for young people under 18. The police are al-

ways present in case the fans get out of hand.
Jean-Jaeques Finsterwald, distributor for Vogue and Erato in Switzerland,

dropped in to see us on his last visit to Paris. He talked about the new offices

of Finsterwald and Cantacuzene on Avenue des Alpes in Montreux (Switzer-
land). They’re in the same building as the main post office.

Vogue’s Leon Cabat is back from Italy with two new Italian tunes—“Tango
Cha Cha Cha” and “Too Much Chianti.” Bonifay will do the French adapta-
tions of these when he recovers from his nervous breakdown.
With “Le Bleu De L’ete” doing more than all right hit-wise, Georges Colin

of Robbins-France Melodie is pushing a second tune from the film, “Alamo.”
It’s “The Ballad of the Alamo.” Raymond Falgayrac has recorded it on the
Panorama label and the record is on sale in all the Prisunics (nearest thing
France has to the five-and-dime stores).

“Bleu, Blanc Et Blond” established singer Marcel Amont as a hit-maker and
he hopes to do a repeat with “Tombe De L’Eau,” a Chappell tune. Flip side of
the disk will air “Chanson D’Avril,” a Fontenoy tune also from the Chappell
files.

Arteco Publishers has a contract with Jacques Verrieres. The disk bearing
his first song, “Ah Merde,” has already been banned by the radio. Barbara has
just cut “Liberte.” Very original accompaniment on this one. Jazz Hot’s choice
of the best blues record of the year—“Bluesville Chicago.”
Madame Breton of Breton Publishers off to Montreal and New York. She

will join Becaud in Montreal and Billy Nencioli in New York, will negotiate
with the Canadian television people and handle various publishing matters in

New York before her return to Paris at the end of March.
Leo Missir, Bel-Air Records’ A&R, has been chosen to issue a beautiful re-

cording by the Swedish guitarist, Jorgen Ingmann, of “Apache” fame. The
French version by Orlando, also on Bel-Air, is selling better every day and
Orlando’s “Ramona” is not far behind. Bel-Air also has released the first clas-
sical records on the Kapp label for France. Handel’s “Messiah” is given a fine

interpretation by the Zimbler Sinfoenietta, orchestra and chorus led by Thomp-
son Stone. Missir is readying a Roger Williams 12" album. Don’t miss hearing
“Comes Love” by Carmen MacRae, also on the Kapp label.

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EDITORIAL

Proposed

Legislation

Deserves Close

Attention

Current legislation emanating from the nation’s

new administration deserves close attention from
leaders of industry as well as the rank and file citi-

zen. Many new Bills introduced to Congress during

this session are designed to increase consumer pur-

chasing power. With this goal in mind, Washington

might tend to overlook the details insofar as they

directly affect different segments of industry. Unless

the nation’s legislators are informed they cannot

he expected to be all-knowing, especially as a certain

Bill pertains to a specific industry.

An example along these lines cropped up last

week when President Kennedy’s Minimum Wage
Bill (H.R. 3935), calling for a minimum $1.25

per hour rate, was introduced in the House. Limited

hearings were expected to begin February 17 and

indications are that the Bill will be rushed to the

House floor for passage. Unfortunately for the out-

door amusement industry the Bill does not include

an exemption for “amusement and recreation en-

terprises which operate on a seasonal basis.’' This

clause was part and parcel of a similar Bill passed

by the House last year but later allowed to die. While

the amusement industry was not included in the ex-

emption category the Bill does include exemptions

for movie theatres, hotels and motels. The Na-

tional Association of Amusement Parks, Pools and

Beaches have labeled the Bill discriminatory.

NAAPPB has instructed members to remedy the

situation by contacting Congressmen and Senators

before it is too late.

New Bills, now in the planning stages, will be of

interest to the Coin Machine Industry if and when

they are introduced to Congress. President Ken-

nedy’s remarks during his campaign and since his

inauguration indicate that specific legislation can be

expected. We refer to measures which will permit

a more liberal tax depreciation on industrial equip-

ment. First and foremost in the minds of those pre-

paring the Bill might be the large manufacturers in

heavy industry. Leaders of the nation’s various in-

dustries are of course aware of the benefits to he

derived from a more liberal tax depreciation sched-

ule and have and will continue to make their pres-

ence felt in Washington.

It would be well for the Coin Machine Industry

to follow the examples of others and remain alert

during these early days of a new administration.

Let’s be certain that our industry benefits wherever

possible from each piece of legislation introduced.

If Washington can overlook the obvious fact that

the amusement park business is seasonal, anything

can happen.

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Wmnm Wins Appeal As Manila

Court Rules License Fee Null

and Void; “Gratuitous, Unfair

and Excessive”— Supreme Court
MANILA, P.I.—Operators on the

Philippine Islands were happy over the

outcome of a supreme court decision

last week which held that a municipal

ordinance charging P33 license fee

(approx. $75.00) annually for the op-

eration of juke boxes was null and

void.

In 1954 an ordinance (3628) raised

the annual fee from P50 to P300

($12.50 to $75.00). Morcoin Company
Ltd., AMI representatives here and

headed by Bill Suter, contested the

ordinance and its validity. Suter and

the Morcoin officials attacked the ordi-

nance on the grounds that the license

fee was excessive and disproportion-

ate to the reasonable expense of is-

suing the license for and regulating

the phonographs.

The trial courts held that the ordi-

nance was invalid. Upholding the de-

cision of the Manila court, the su-

preme court said that the amount of

license fee that should be imposed

by the municipal government should

not be prohibitive but should be com-

mensurate only to cover all necessary

or probable expenses of issuing the

license and regulating the machines.

The purpose of the board in issuing

the increased license fee was to dis-

courage operation of machines in

The coinman sub-

mitted an appeal from a decision of

Manila C.F.I. branch 5 upholding the

validity of ordinance 3628 (same as in

the Morcoin case). The operator

raised similar arguments that the fee

was excessive. The high court re-

versed the lower court’s ruling on the

basis of its ruling on the Morcoin
case.

tion’s by-laws was the addition of a
clarification that NAMA should
“serve only the interests of its mem-
bers which relate to automatic mer-
chandising”, as well as clarifications
regarding eligibility for membership
in the association.

Among changes in the membership
provisions is a new schedule of dues
for those bottling companies which are
not in “semi or full-line vending”, and
the admission to membership of op-
erating companies from foreign coun-
tries on a limited basis.

In other action, the Board of Direc-
tors abolished the present regional
organization in favor of more realistic

programming along state council
lines.

“We are anxious to work closely
with vending companies at the local

level in all of N A M A’s many serv-
ices,” said Thomas B. Hungerford,
Executive Director. “This was not
effectively possible under the regional
setup. Under the newly formed state
councils chartered by the association
we will be able to do a much better
job for the local operator,” he said.

Success of the first Western Show
under NAMA auspices prompted
a Board decision to authorize a second
such Convention for 1961 and to plan
Western Shows “whenever the na-
tional Convention is not on the West
Coast.” The national Convention is

scheduled for San Francisco in 1962
and no Western regional show would
be scheduled for 1962.

In other action related to the Board
of Directors itself, new provisions
prohibit the NAMA president and
other officers, except the secretary,
from holding office two years in suc-
cession. Board members and officers

will now begin their terms on Jan-
uary 1 each year rather than at the
Convention (where they are elected).

In a move to recognize the im-

portance of product supplier, com-

ponent and service companies, the

directors newly provided for the elec-

tion of one “Allied” category member

to the Board each year for a one-year
term. The representative of this cate-
gory will not be eligible to hold office

in the association.
The directors also provided that a

company may be represented on the
Board by only one person for each
membership classification. Thus no
operating company could have two
Board representatives for instance.

In a decision affecting the Directory
of Automatic Merchandising, the
Board provided for the publication of
an “Annual Industry Review” each
year.
“Aimed at specific publics who

should be better informed about vend-
ing, and to be distributed by N A M A
as well as by member companies, this

annual status report on automatic
merchandising will be an excellent
public information tool for our indus-
try,” Donahue emphasized. He said it

would contain a review of the past
year, statistics and similar informa-
tion.

By adding this report and other
periodic reviews aimed specifically at

such audiences as bankers, architects,

plant managements, etc., the associa-
tion would publish the present annual
Directory of Automatic Merchandis-
ing primarily for the use of companies
within vending.
The NAMA Directory will be re-

named the “Blue Book of Automatic
Merchandising” under the new plan,

Donahue said.

In other action the Board estab-
lished a National and State Parks
Committee to cooperate with officials

of the Parks systems for wider use

of vending in national and state parks.

A request for such assistance had
come from park officials, Donahue
said.
