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There seems to be a bit of confusion centered around Argo’s Etta James and (I. to r. ) her personal manager John Lewis, Argo topper Phil Chess
and A & R exec Ralph Bass. However, when the tape was unraveled the result was Etta’s exciting new' LP “Etta James—At Last!” Miss James is

definitely the “come back” artist of 1960. The lark came to the fore some years back with “Dance With Me Henry.” After a hiatus from the

charts, Etta returned to fame last year with her tremendous waxing of “All I Could Do Was Cry.” “My Dearest Darling” was another big solo

effort. Currently enjoying a successful run with “At Last,” the lark’s new’est release, just issued, is a strong version of the oldie “Trust In Me.”

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In the never ending search for

new and exciting sounds, the rec-

ord industry has been moving in a

number of interesting directions of

late.

MASTERS FROM ABROAD
The success during recent

months of “Wonderland By
Night,” “Sailor,” the current hit

“Apache” and a number of other

noise-makers, has resulted in a tre-

mendous increase in the number of

foreign masters being released on
American labels. Although many
foreign items have been given con-

sideration by record companies
through the years, the language
barrier prevented the release of

many. Instrumental items which
face no barrier are still the foreign

items most in demand here in the

U.S. But we have noticed a consid-

erable increase in the number of

foreign language releases. It’s ob-

vious now that many diskery execs

feel that, if the side has a sound,

they’ll take a chance with it—even
with a language problem. As a re-

sult, the number of foreign mas-
ters on American labels has in the

past few weeks, reached an all time
high at The Cash Box.

THE CLASSICS

The success of classical melodies

and their big sound has led to a

great increase in the number of

new singles featuring such themes
with new pop lyrics. Jackie Wil-

son’s success with this material and

Presley’s whopping hits “Surren-

der,” and “It’s Now Or Never”
(formerly “Sorrento” and “O Sole

Mio,” respectively) have sent writ-

ers and publishers into the vaults

looking for PD melodies which
will lend themselves to today’s

tempos, sounds and styles. We’re
getting more and more of this

type of music every day.

THE OLD ROCK AND ROLL
SOUND

The sound conscious teeners

have been getting a heavy diet of

string-filled, lush style, rock and
roll music for a few years now. Un-
fortunately, too many of these rec-

ords are beginning to sound alike.

And they’re not inexpensive ses-

sions when good sized string sec-

tions are employed. As a result, the

huge success of records with the

rock and roll sound of the earlier

R & R era (such as “Please Love
Me Forever” by Cathy Jean & the

Roomates, “Angel Baby” by Rosie

and the Originals, “A Thousand
Stars” by Cathy Young and the In-

nocents) are again making it big.

Impressive evidence of renewed in-

terest in the gimmick filled sound
popular some years back can be
seen in the tremendous response to

the “Blue Moon” smash by the

Marcels. We can probably expect

to see many more string-less, gim-
mick efforts, reminiscent of the

sound that was popular five years

ago.

Columbia Records has embarked on a campaign to sell J. J. Johnson. They

are escorting the trombonist on disk jockey visits, etc., and are giving him the

general build-up that usually applies only to their pop artists. According to

one Columbia promo exec., J. J. has been something of an enigma since he

joined the label several years ago after the Kai Winding split, for, although

his stature as a jazz artist is still high with the public as well as musicians

(witness his poll-winning habit), his records have not sold as well as Columbia

thinks they could. Hence the campaign.

Johnson himself said that he still hasn’t been disassociated from the J. J. &
Kai tag despite the years apart, and he’s continually being besieged by public

inquiries as to when they’ll team up again. Not that J. J. is trying to live that

reputation down, it's just that he feels that his work with Kai Winding was
less artistic than his real capabilities. We at The Cash Box feel that if this is

the case, then it was a mistake for J. J. to do the recently-released Impulse

album with Winding, because all it can do is revive public interest in the asso-

ciation.

Now Johnson disclosed that he’ll soon begin getting a new group together.

Rumor has it that Miles Davis would like him to join his quintet, but nothing

is definite here. Teo Maeero takes J. J. into session soon for another LP re-

lease.

Columbia execs (Dave Kapralik, Frank Campana, Bob ( orcoran, Bob Mes-

singer, Teo Maeero) turned out in forces last week to catch Miles Davis’ open-

ing at the Village Vanguard. Opposite Miles was a new duo comprised of Lee

Konitz and Jim Hall. The two proved the surprise of the evening, making with

some unusually beautiful sounds. Overheard that evening and noted here with-

out comment: “They have an almost ghostlike sense of inner communication.”

Well ?

Candid released its first jazz single last week. It’s an edited down version of

Charles Mingus’ “Folk Forms, No. 1” from Mingus’ Candid album. The other

side is “Original Faubus Fables.” Candid topper Bob Altshuler feels that since

the “Folk” is now just three minutes, more airplay is now possible. Altshuler

also noted that Max Roach’s “Freedom Suite” from the “We Insist!” album is

being used by many Negro stations and organizations as theme music for their

fund raising campaigns. The release of the album proved most timely in

light of the national and world situation.

Another first is being chalked up by Candid by the bringing together of

Coleman Hawkins and Pee Wee Russell on records for the first time in 32 years.

The last time these two jazz greats recorded together was in 1929. Others on

the LP date included Bob Brookmeyer, Milt Hinton, Jo Jones and Nat Pierce,

who scribed the charts.

Dizzy Gillespie’s Mar. 4 Carnegie Hall Concert, modestly titled “Genius At
Midnight,” premiered the trumpeter’s original composition which he alter-

nately refers to as “An African Suite, An African Poem or Litany,” and is

dedicated to Kush, an ancient civilization that existed about 1,200 B.C. on the

southwest bank of the Nile (???). For the concert, Dizzy augmented his usual

quintet with 15 additional musicians. Verve Records was on hand to cut the

session.

NEW YORK—A dealer credit plan
created last Oct. by Cosnat Record
Distributing has been “highly success-

ful” since its inception, according to

topper Jerry Blaine.
Plan, known as Dealer Special Buy-

ing Account (D.S.B.A.), is regarded
by Blaine as the most significant de-

velopment in the company’s fifteen

year history. The firm sees the ex-

tent of its success under the credit

plan not only in the expanding sales

volume of existing dealerships, but

also in its success in attracting new
dealers. Most significant, Cosnat feels,

is the fact that the firm has opened

two new wholesale distribution cen-

ters since the close of the last fiscal

year, and six additional centers are

planned.

Under D.S.B.A., dealers are allowed

five months of instalment credit in

which to pay for their record pur-

chases. No interest or service charges

are made on amounts outstanding.

In addition, dealers using the credit

plan retain their 100% exchange priv-

ilege, on packages only, even after

the five-month period. Dealers may
also make new purchases prior to the

expiration of existing plans.

Explaining why Cosnat undertook

the task of offering dealers credit

without charge, Blaine pointed out,

“Our dealerships are our lifeline to

success. Any program which helps

our dealers stock and sell is ultimate-

ly to our advantage. We did not con-

ceive this credit plan to make money
by way of interest or service

charges.”

Regarding the risk factor inherent

in extending credit, he said, “We
choose and trust our dealers and we
have found the degree of default to

be negligible.”

NEW YORK—Arthur B. Krim, presi-

dent of United Artists, has an-

nounced that the motion picture com-
pany’s product line-up for 1961

through 1963 will feature forty-eight

major films representing an invest-

ment of approximately $150 million

and a world-wide theatrical gross

potential in excess of $1 billion. The
firm is currently celebrating its 10th

anniversary under its present man-
agement.
Krim emphasized that the roster

represents only major film projects

which are either completed, in pro-

duction or in a highly advanced state

of pre-production development.
The record company subsidiary,

which has been successful in the re-

lease, promotion and sales of theme
music and soundtrack LP’s from
major UA pics, will continue to fol-

low this pattern wherever possible in

the future. In this regard it was
pointed out that upcoming in the im-
mediate future are sound track al-

bums from such major efforts as “The
Misfits,” “Tunes Of Glory,” “Paris
Blues” which features Louis Arm-
strong and the music by Duke Elling-

ton from the music end and Paul
Newman and Joanne Woodward in

starring roles, and “Goodby Again,”
the Ingrid Bergman starrer.
The success of UA’s 1960 film prod-

uct was brought out by the recent

Sales to domestic exporters during
this same 9 month period equalled the

amount sold during the full previous

year.

Last year’s sales to exporters nearly

doubled that amount. In 1959 Liberty’s

foreign sales totaled 7% of the do-

mestic sales. Annotico’s statistics

point up that international sales in

1961 will equal 25% of the firm’s sales

in this country.

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ENGLAND
Official Board of Trade figures just issued confirm that the production and

sales of records for 1960 reached an all-time high. Total manufacturers sales

for the year at £15,000,000 were 10% more than in 1959 and greater than the
previous best year 1957. Export sales of £3.2 million were, however, 7% less

than in 1959. Taking the year 1960 as a whole, production-wise, the greatest
increase was in 45’s. These were 20% up on the previous year and accounted
for 71% of the total number of records produced in 1960. Production of 33’s

also increased and was 11% more than in 1959, accounting for 23% of the
total. Production of 78’s continued to decline being 53% less than a year earlier

and accounting for only 5% of the total production of 1960.

Central Record Distributors has signed an agreement with America’s oldest
independent jazz label, Blue Note to distribute in this country. CRD already
handles the famous Riverside catalog as well as Doug Dobell’s Seventy Seven
Records and Folklore Records. The most topical Blue Note release is “Music
From The Connection” by Freddie Red and his Quartet with Jackie McLean
(alto sax). Both men appear on stage in the London production of “The Con-
nection,” which, following its successful off Broadway run, opened at The Duke
of Yorks Theatre to a stormy and controversial press. Five other Blue Note
releases include recordings by Art Blakey, Cannonball Adderley and Miles
Davis, Horace Silver and George Lewis.

Another jazz show “King Kong”—the all-African musical presented by Jack
Hylton at The Princess Theatre also just opened. After a warm reception and
excellent press, it looks certain of a long run. The original cast LP, is released
by Decca. Music published by Burlington Music.

May 17 is the date set for the opening of the first “Centre Of Sound” in
London. Sponsored by Audio Industries Club Ltd. in conjunction with The
British Recording Club, this new six story building centrally situated near
Piccadilly Circus, will contain a theatre fully equipped with recording and
sound reproduction apparatus, closed circuit TV, a theatre for showing 16mm
and 35mm films and libraries stocked with technical information on sound
recording and reproduction, plus a restaurant, bars and lounges. Designed as
‘An International Rendezvous Of Sound,’ the club will provide a meeting place
for artists, advertising agents, film personnel and all those, both professional
and amateur, connected with sound whether on tape, film or record.

British jazz and jazzmen and, in particular, the famous Lansdowne Jazz
Series were honored at a reception given recently by EMI Records Ltd. Guest
of honor was Denis Preston, managing director of record supervision, who has,
since launching the series in 1959, produced many successes for EMI’s Colum-
bia label featuring the top names of British and American jazz. L. G. Wood,
managing director of EMI, announced that since it was launched in 1959 the
Lansdowne Jazz Series has been represented every week in the country’s jazz
best selling charts, and is the first series since the mid-30s to have American
jazz recorded especially for it. Highlight of the reception was a line-up of
many British greats in jazz including Mike Daniels (trumpet), Archie Semple
(clarinet), A1 Fairweather (trumpet), Monty Sunshine (clarinet), Alex Welsh
(trumpet), Sandy Brown (clarinet), Ken Colyer (trumpet), Terry Lightfoot
(clarinet), Humphrey Lyttelton (trumpet) and Acker Bilk (clarinet). Ex-jazz
oianist A & R Manager, Norrie Paramor, sat in on piano.

ITALY
As announced in last week’s issue, the bill for a 10% increase in taxes foi

Italian record manufacturers has just been brought before the Senate.
_

A smash sale of “24,000 Bad” (24,000 Kisses) in both versions by Adriano

Celentano and by Little Tony is still going on successfully. The total records

sold is about 300,000—a record for our market in so short a time.

I asked Mr. Mintangian, president of Durium, his opinion about the recent

Festival of San Remo. Mintangian said: “I would not call it a Festival, but

rather an end of year party at a provincial college, where the students im-

provise a show for the benefit of parents. Naturally, one cannot pretend a

show of that kind to be flawless or expect the actors to have a serious prepara-

tion. Rare were the artists who had a professional maturity and the only two

who came up to all expectations were Luciano Tajoli and Jula de Palma. As
for the standard of the songs, it is to be hoped that, on another occasion, pre-

vious to the choice of songs, the selection of the songs should be done with

more care. I would like to extend my congratulations to Maestro Canfora, who,

at San Remo, proved his high capacities as arranger and director.”

In many windows of Milan’s record shops, we have seen the four albums

released by Capitol featuring “The History Of Jazz” from its fabulous start

until today. The series, sold in an elegant red package, should get many
buyers despite its high cost.

Meeting with popular success is “Amore,” wonderfully performed by Cater-

ina Valente on Decca. Publisher Alfredo Rossi has the rights to the song.

Mercury, Roulette and Tico are now under the management of Ricordi, where
some changes were recently made. Mr. Crepax is back to handle the domestic

record production (Ricordi has a strong “best selling” cast of Italian artists),

while the foreign labels department is managed by Mr. Anzelmo, now extremely

busy selecting the vast catalog of the above mentioned American lines. First

release from Mercury is the 45 rpm “I Want You To Be My Baby,” known
here as “Tu Lui Lei” (You, He, She), because of the Canzonissima shows on
which the song was used as the final leit-motiv of each show. The Mercury
recording is by Georgia Gibbs. From Mercury’s Perfect Sound Presence Series,

Anzelmo will issue immediately “Viva Cugat” and possibly others will soon

follow. Italy has not yet a vast public interested in “sound” records. However,
some of the first experiences in sales of this particular sort of recordings got

favorable reaction. The obstacle is that very few Italians have a stereo record

player at home because of the high cost. As to Roulette, already 14 45 rpm
recordings have been released, and next is the release of four Roulette LP’s (2

by Count Basie, 1 by Sarah Vaughan, and 1 titled “The Original Hit Records”),
and two LP’s on Tico (Tito Puente and Machito). This is the introduction of

Ricordi on our market with strong foreign lines.

C.G.D. showed us the cables, from many parts of the world, asking for the

tape of Betty Curtis’ performance of “A1 Di La’ ” (number two on the chart).

Bruno Martino, successful performer at San Remo of “AAA Adorable,”
which was left out of the final list, was in London from February 16 to 26, i

for appearances on TV. After his London stay, he is due at Astoria, one
of the best night spots in Milan.
Mr. Abate of the Connelly house is one of the Italian publishers who gave

up fighting the music battle of San Remo and sent no songs there for the
contest. Nevertheless, he attended the three evening performances and his

opinion does not acknowledge a high level of quality to the winning tunes. Hit
pieces which belong to his catalog are “He’ll Have To Go,” known via Jim
Reeve’s performance and waxed here with success by Arturo Testa on Melodi-
con; “He’ll Have To Stay,” recorded here by Jula De Palma on Adverture
(Durium); “Greenfields” and “Sixteen Reasons.”

Fonit announced that it has to give up the representation of America Decca,
|

which has been passed on to Siemens. The latest hit which Decca gave us in

Italy is not one of the recent best sellers by Brenda Lee, as one might suppose.
The latest waxings by Brenda published in Italy had some success, but the
latest Decca smash in Italy is “The End” by Earl Grant.

Southern Music and Ri-Fi (they form a publishing group) announced the
release in Italy of the score and recording of “Io Tengo Una Muneca,” the
original sound track from “La Verita” (The Truth), which is the latest work
of stage manager Cluzot and Brigitte Bardot. The film is being shown in Italy.

The cha cha cha is available here on 45 rpm on Ri-Fi’s label, Variety.
Ivan Mogul, New York publisher, will soon come to Italy to sell the rights

to “Pony Time” and “You Can Have Her,” which reached high positions on
The Cash Box Top 100. He will be arriving in Milan on March 27, and will stay
at the Grand Hotel Duomo, and will remain until the 30th.

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SCANDINAVIA
SWEDEN
Louis Armstrong recently gave some highly appreciated concerts at the

Concert Hall in Stockholm. During one of the concerts, he was presented with
a gold disk from Philips for the sale of around 150,000 of his “Mack the
Knife.” The gold disk was given to him by Marianne, another Philips artist.

Sixten Eriksson, head of RCA, Decca, Warner Bros, and other labels in

Sweden, just returned from an RCA European Convention in Brussels. There
were reps for RCA in Germany, Austria, Switzerland, Holland, Belgium, Den-
mark, Norway, Finland and Spain joining the convention, and, of course, also
reps for RCA Victor in New York. Asked about the future existence of the
former Decca rep, AB F. W. Bennet, Eriksson declared that Telefunken For-
saljnings AB, of which he is president, has taken over all the stocks in the
companies AB F. W. Bennet, AB Benbar and Barben Music AB, the latter a
publishing company. All labels represented by AB F. W. Bennet, such as
Decca, Brunswick, London, United Artists, etc., will continue being handled
by the same company also for the future. The only change is that Bennet,
Benbar and Barben will move from Stockholm’s old town to Solna, where Tele-
funken and RCA is located at the present. Eriksson also said that Sven Agren,
formerly with Knappupp, has joined Decca as producer.

Sture Wahlberg, producer of Grammofon AB Electra (RCA) here told The
Cash Box that the label is working on an LP with The Swe-Danes, which will
be released on the Warner Bros, label. When the popular Swedish-Danish trio

appeared at the Bems Restaurant early in February, Swedish TV had a 50
minute program with them, to be televised early this month. At the same time,
Warner Bros, did its “live” recording of the LP, and the same tape as used
for the LP will be used for the TV show. Svend Asmussen, a member of The
Swe-Danes, will also be heard on an LP album in near future, said Wahlberg.
It is not yet decided on which label the LP will be released. Carl-Erik Hjelm,
another producer for the company, added the information that the well known
actor Jan Malmsjo has signed a contract with RCA. His debut record will be
“Calcutta.”

Stig Wallgren, head of publicity at Knappupp, off for Copenhagen, where he
will meet the Italian boy singer Robertino, who will start a 14 day tour in
Sweden one of the next days.
Ingvar Eriksson, of the publicity dept, at Philips-Fontana-Sonora, just told

me that the firm is very happy to have The Blue Diamonds back in Stockholm
for some concerts and TV shows on March 6, 7 and 8. Their “Ramona” has
now sold more than 65,000, and everybody is now wondering if it will continue
selling another 35,000 needed here for a gold disk. The recording appears at
second place in the Swedish Best Sellers this week. Growing big here is “North
To Alaska” with the late Johnny Horton, Eriksson said. He also told me that
there is being planned several series of records at Philips and Fontana, one
serial is “Philips Radio Luxembourg,” another is “Fontana Radio Luxem-
bourg,” Fontana will also present a series of EP’s with cowboy songs, while
Philips presents a series with Western music. The first record in the Cowboy
series has just been released. It brings among others the theme music from
the TV’er, “Bronco,” which debuted on Swedish TV Feb. 25, where it replaced
“Bonanza,” which became very popular last autumn and winter. Finally, ac-
cording to Eriksson, Philips has signed contract with a new quartet, Sven
Ingvar’s Quartet, who will do their debut EP shortly.
The Swedish Song Festival, mentioned in a separate article, has only re-

sulted in three records at the market. Metronome recorded the winning tune
“April, April” with Siw Malmkvist, BFB did so with Gunnar Wiklund, and
finally Karusell presented the same song sung by Lill-Babs, who will sing it

in Cannes on March 18. The BFB recording was backed with “Regnbagen”
(The Rainbow), the song which came second in the festival.

NORWAY
The Norwegian Song Festival (see separate article) has caused a lot of

complaints since some of the record companies are not satisfied with the fact
that.Egil Monn Iversen AS became publisher of all the songs appearing in the
Festival, and since only artists from Monn Iversen AS, with one exception, was
used by Norwegian Radio-TV in the Festival. Monn Iversen had also written
all the arrangements. Due to this, the rival record companies are unwilling to
record any of the songs, and in the daily paper Arbeiderbladet appeared an
ad on Feb. 24, which said: “We have not yet heard the last word in Melodi
Grand Prix 1961, and we ask the 341 contributors who got their sor.gs refused
by the jury to send them to Postboks 246 whereafter the leading record com-
pany in the country will approve them to find out if any one is suitable for
recording.” An article in Verdens Gang, another daily paper, informs the read-
ers that behind the ad stands Iversen & Frogh AS (EMI in Norway). It might
be a strange result if EMI, thru this ad, finds some of the rejected songs become
top sellers on records, both in Norway and abroad. The latter since EMI, thru
its international connections, has good possibilities in that way. If this should
happen, people might ask the jury why they refused a song which became such
a hit. Arild Iversen of Iversen & Frogh AS declared in an interview that “as a
record company we are always looking for good songs, and we feel that among
346 songs, there must be more than those five we have heard who could have
possibilities.”

wegian show biz, and most of the lead-

ing artists in Norway are under
contract to him, but on other hand, a
non-commercial organization as the

Bovema’s Columbia label manager, Robert Oeges, told The Cash Box that

Columbia will release in Holland “There’s A Moon Out Tonight,” a current
best seller in the States. The number is by The Capris. “F.B.I.,” the red-hot
Shadows-version, which is the successor of “Man Of Mystery,” is very much in

demand in Holland, according to the sales figures of the Columbia label. Also
very popular with teenagers is Ricky Valance’s “Jimmy’s Girl,” following up
his tremendous “Tell Laura I Love Her.”

The long awaited stereo version of the Dutch-sung “My Fair Lady” has just

been released by L. C. Phonogram on the Philips label. The mono version is

one of the hot selling LP’s over here. Album releases include “It’s The Talk Of
The Town” by the Ray Conniff Singers, the modern jazz treat “Something New,
Something Blue” (arranged and conducted by Manny Albam, Teddy Charles,

Bill Russo and Teo Macero) and “March Along With Mitch” by Mitch Miller

and the Brass, Piccolos and Drums, all on the Philips label. The Philips “Jazz
Gallery” EP series is very popular among Dutch jazz lovers. Latest addition is

“Davis Cup,” with two great versions, “Bye, Bye, Blaekbh-d” and the Swedish
folksong, “Dear Old Stockholm/’ by the Miles Davis Quintet, with John Col-

trane on tenor sax. On Philips, an EP has just been released with four catchy
songs from the new Heidi Briihl film, “Immer Will Ich Dir Gehoun,” including

the title song by the charming blonde, and “Erzherzog-Johann-Jodler” (The
Jodling Duke) by the Dutch Swing College Band.

Stig Anderson, author and publisher of Swedish national hit, “Klas-Goran,”
made a stop at the Amsterdam Airport Schiphol, in order to congratulate pub-
lisher Wim van Vught of Editions Altona, on the sales of 50,000 records of his

title in Holland, well known as “Rockin’ Billy.” The platter of girl-singer Ria
Valk is for the second month on the Dutch charts as number two and this is

the first time a Swedish title has been so high on the charts of the low coun-
tries. Ria Valk is going to make a TV appearance in Brussels this month, and
no doubt this will be the start of successes in Belgium too. It was the idea of

arranger Jack Bulterman to change Anderson’s original waltz into a Western
fox trot and this could be the reason of the smashing success in Holland.

The 1st prize winning song of the San Remo festival 1961, “A1 Di La,” has
been published in the Netherlands by Basart. Several important Dutch versions
are in the making. The Dutch contribution to the European song festival in

Cannes is a song called “Wat Een Dag” (What A Day”). Basart is sole selling

agent. Greetje Kauffeld will represent Holland on this Eurovision Song Con-
test. Edition Multitone has already bought the Scandinavian and Finnish rights.

Norwegian, Danish and Swedish records are in the making.

Capitol-Holland, represented by L. C. Bovema, lately extended its team of

representatives from 2 to 4, as Mr. C. Hundepool, label manager of Capitol
says that he feels that the Dutch market is fairly ripe for a more intensive
sales-schedule than ever. The heavy point for Capitol activities lies in the big
cities of The Hague, Rotterdam and Amsterdam. Furthermore, Capitol-Holland
released Ferlin Husky’s “Wings Of A Dove” and a special series of Wanda
Jackson numbers, like “Mean Mean Man” and “Riot In Cell Block Number
Nine,” presented in attractive covers with Dutch liner notes.

Popular Dutch singer Corrie Brokken, who is still scoring high with a Dutch
sung version of “Milord,” has a new winner with “Nooit Krijg Ik Spijt,” also

an original French chanson, created over there by Edith Piaf (Non, Je Ne
Regrette Rien). On the flipside is “Als ’N Licht In De Nacht,” Dutch version
of “Les Amants Merveilleux.” Newcomer on Philips records is Rein Matrona,
who hails from Suriname. “Paramaribo” and “Jaren Gaan Voorbj” are the
songs on his first record. On the same label is “Bom-De-Die-Bom!,” Dutch
version of “Goodness Gracious Me,” by the well loved singing husband-and-
wife team, Teddy and Henk Scholten. Teddy and Henk are gaining more and
more popularity, especially because of their charming appearances on TV.

Eight months ago the first Dutch waxing of “Sailor” was made by The
Sorellas, the female part of the famous Four-yo’s. Caterina Valente followed
with a Dutch version, recorded in Brussels, on the Decca label. The title is

breaking into the charts and publishers Altona proudly announced further
waxings by Carla van Renesse on CNR and Annie Palmen on Polydor. Petula
Clark’s English version was also released by C. N. Rood while the original
Lolita recording still goes strong.

A Dutch song from well known author Pieter Goemans, called “Marigot,”
will see a number of foreign editions. Peter Maurice is bringing out the song
in England and Hansen has obtained the Scandinavian rights. There are several
releases on top labels coming out. The original rights belong to Basart. Also a
well known Dutch hit, “De Postkoets,” published by Basart some twenty years
ago, is becoming internationally known. Two Norwegian records have been
released recently and are on the best sellers list over there. The German
record, called “Die Gelbe Postkutsche,” already sold over 100,000.

The great Lale Andersen, whose interpretation of “Ein Schiff Wird Kom-
men” was the big thriller of late, now takes her big chance on His Master’s
Voice’s “Matrozen Aus Piraeus.” HMV’s label manager, W. Voerman, told us
that after releasing many German and Dutch sung Connie Froboess records,
he’ll also plan to introduce French spoken Connie-hits to the Dutch market.
HMV’s hottest artist for quite some time is now Rex Gildo, whose popularity
both in Germany and Holland is tremendous. His recent success is “Hast Du
Das Alles Vergessen” (Will You Leave Me Tomorrow). Voerman also reports
that quizmaster Lou van Burg made some new recordings, which will be re-
leased very soon.

Fats Domino still leads the rock ’n’ roll field in Holland with “What A Price”
and Ricky Nelson, after a silence, again attracts attention with “You Are The
Only One.”

Here come three more single releases from three different countries. Belgian
singer Esterella has a nice version of the famous Italian hit “II Nostro Con-
certo,” German Leo Leandros is high on the list in his homeland with “Turn-
Balalaika” and American Buzz Clifford makes his debut on disk over here with
“Baby Sittin’ Boogie,” the novelty, that is high in the American charts at
present.

Prices of popular singles on Philips, Decca and Fontana, also of two classical
LP series on Philips, were reduced in Holland recently. Sales prices for these
singles are now f 3.40 (formerly f 3.60), GR-series f 12.— (f 13.50) and GL-
series f 16.50 (f 1850).

Jazz fans are looking forward to the concert of Duke Ellington and his
‘Giants’ at the Concertgebouw, Amsterdam, on March 11.

MEXICO
Salvador Suarez, owner of Mercado de discos (record market) with five rec-

ords stores in Mexico City and the most important record seller in the country,

awarded on Feb. 25 his annual trophies, named Discometro, to the artists who

sold the most records in his stores during I960. The winners were Rebeca and

Javier Solis, the best female and male bolero singers; Lola Beltran and Miguel

Aceves Mejia in folk music (rancheras); The Navarro Sisters as the best duet;

Los Panchos in the trio field; The Rock s Rebels as the best selling combo,

Carlos Campos as conductor; as the most promising singer: Magda Franco and

Las Sombras in Trios; as all time best sellers: Violines de Villafontana and

Gozalo Curiel and Alvaro Carrillo, composers.

Talking about Los Panchos, our best trio, I can tell you that they arrived on

the March 1 from Japan (their second trip to that country), where they had a

great success and also participated in a marathon benefit for the children of

Hiroshima. They are going to build a hospital that is going to have the name
of Los Panchos. Columbia records has sold 2,000,000 records of Los Panchos m
Japan, and they have signed a new contract to perform in Russia next July 23

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Exec of Festival Records Pty Ltd of Australia, Fred Marks, recently spent
a week in this country. He had meetings with the Wooller-Pye group of com-
panies (Festival’s agents for NZ) and with Allied International Records Ltd
which is the Rank Co-Op members for this part of the world., (Festival is the
Co-Op member for Australia). Outcome of his visit should be the appointment
of a distrib for the ABC-Paramount labels now under the control of Festival.
Marks spent most of his time in Auckland however did visit Wellington and
Christchurch as well as having a well deserved 2 days rest at Rotouru.
New Zealanders (particularly in the 4 main centres) are going to have a

bumper year for overseas artists. The Kerridge organization has its biggest
line-up ever for overseas artists and enterprising Harry Miller has promised
a number of very big names. Already Miller has brought us the Oscar Peter-
son Trio along with Australian vocalist Wilma Reading and The Kingston Trio
and an all star line-up. Also promoter Benny Levin, who has in the past done
mainly local shows, is bringing across overseas artists. His first, “Showcase
of Stars,” for 1961, has just finished touring and featured Desmond Lane
(The Penny Whistle Man), American comedian now resident in Australia,
Eddie Baker Aussie vocalist Judy Cannon and others. He has promised more
of the same during the year. Many big names have been rumored for NZ
visits.

The Howard Morrison Quartet and Kahu Pineaha still prove that they are
the top two local draws in the country. The Morrison Quartet recently packed
the Epsom Showgrounds in Auckland (16,000 people) for promoter Harry
Miller and Kahu was the main attraction at an outdoor show in the Western
Springs Stadium for the Public Relations Office (drawing 21,000). Kahu was
brought back from Australia specially for this show and looks like he has a
smash hit on his hands with his Top Rank recording of “Kiss Of Fire” and
“Did You Hear About Jerry.” Meanwhile, the Howard Morrison Quartet is

appearing in Australia with The Kingston Trio and building quite a reputa-
tion. Also in this show is New Zealand comedian John Daley, who has a very
successful comedy EP x-eleased on the La Gloria label.

Sales of comedy albums are still to the fore in this country and the trend
looks as though it will continue for a long time to come. The Warner Bros,

album, “Button Down Mind Of Bob Newhart” is just starting to click in a
big way and the London label just issued an album by Dave Barry. The two
comedians still way out in front continues to be Shelley Berman and Woody
Woodbury, although Pye Records continue to press and sell their “Max At The
Met” album by Max Miller. Parlophone, of course, has Peter Sellers, who must
keep the presses working overtime on both his LP’s and singles (particularly

“Goodness Gracious Me”) with Sophia Loren.
It is hoped that this column will be able to supply a “Top 20” LP listing

once a month shortly, which should be welcomed by American companies. The
“Auckland Star” newspaper will be publishing a list shortly which should
prove accurate as Auckland is the biggest city in NZ and more records are
sold here than elsewhere and we shall reproduce it for the benefit of American
and British companies.
The Ariola company of Germany has had their first LP released in New

Zealand by Jan and Kjeld, who have made a big impression here with “Banjo
Boy” and “Ting-A-Ling My Banjo Sings.” Decca of Holland must be happy
with the sales their release of “Ramona” by The Blue Diamonds is getting
here, and Edith Piaf’s “Milord” is also very popular. Latest continental disk
to crash the market is Lolita’s “Sailor.” This trend of continental hit singles
is most unusual for this territory, and could prove to be just a passing novelty.

Roulette Records has had bad luck here—their first smash hit for sometime
“You Talk Too Much” by Joe Jones was rejected by the New Zealand Broad-
casting Service and thus gets no airtime what-so-ever. However, Allied In-

ternational, which distributs Roulette here is pushing very heavily “Serenata”
by Sarah Vaughan, “Oliver Cool” by Oliver Cool and “The Wreck Of The John
B” by Jimmie Rodgers. These three records could catch on in a big way here.

Most distribs here report that business is surprisingly good for this time
of the year and everybody seems to be enjoying excellent sales on both singles

and LP’s. Most companies have cut their releases per month and are now only
releasing first class material and this could have caused the increase in busi-
ness. Most dealers throughout the country are having their “selling-off” period
or “dumping” old material at cut prices to get ready for what they hope will be
a record breaking 1961.

Many remrd manufacturers are still very concerned about the continuing

practice of some prominent retailers in importing large quantities of records

from overseas. Some dealers have spent so much on imported stock that they

are refusing to purchase from local companies until they (the dealers) move

some of their imported material. Most local manufacturers view these dealer

actions so seriously that they are considering withholding all records from the

dealers concerned. The local manufacturer feels the dealer actions are most

unfair especially since quite a lot of the imported records are of a low-priced

poor quahty nature. If similar products were locally produced the majority of

dealers would flatly refuse to handle them, yet prominent dealers aie happy

to import worse than second-grade products in large quantities. It may not

be long before the Record Manufacturers Association makes an approach to

the Federal Government to seek some restrictive measure against the importa-

tion of huge quantities of records. The record industry is still quite young in

Australia, and it is generally believed that the Government will give the

industry a sympathetic hearing if an approach is made to cease or restrict

importing of records. . ,
. ,

EDITORIAL

Greater

Strength

Through

Association

We were surprised to learn during a recent spot
check of the nation’s coin machine associations that

there has been no marked increase in membership
during the past few months. General membership
has increased at about the same rate as it always has
in the past. One would imagine that during these
adverse times in business when the economy of the
country has slowed business generally and Govern-
rnent restrictions have hindered the coin machine
business specifically, operators would be quick to

band together under the banner of an association

in order to equip themselves with the strength that

comes from organization. However, this is not the

case.

An editorial which appeared on this page in the

January 28 issue referred to the location contract

which is used by the Music Operators of New York,
Inc., metropolitan New York’s local music machine
association. We offered copies of the MONY con-

tract at no charge. No single offering in the past

equals the tremendous response which resulted.

Mail is still coming through for copies from just

about every major city in the country with a strong

representation from the smaller towns across Amer-
ica (and an unusually large number of requests

from foreign countries). We are delighted to serve

the industry with this information. But we are

equally surprised to find that so many operating

firms are unaware of this contract. Otherwise they

would not have found it necessary to write asking

for copies. Why haven’t all operators taken advan-

tage of this valuable tool of their business? Prob-

ably because no one mentioned it to them. New
York operators were aware of the contract the mo-
ment it became available because MONY performed
its function as an association and notified its mem-
bership.

During a recent trip to the west coast we learned

from California operators in one area that one of the

best moves they have made as a group was to or-

ganize monthly dinner meetings which enable coin-

men to discuss mutual problems. One operator,

pointing to the meetings as a prime reason for the

pleasant climate of operator relationships, re-

marked that 4‘once we started seeing each other

regularly over the dinner table we found out that the

competition isn’t such a bad guy after all.” This is

a typical reaction of most people once they have met
“the competitor.” An association brings this rela-

tionship about.

Looking to the national association, Music Op-
erators of America, Inc. needs stronger representa-

tion from operator groups in every section of the

country. Only in this way will vital issues, such as

the recently introduced Celler Bill which can affect

the income of every music operator in the nation,

be eventually defeated.

It would be wise for the nation’s operators to in-

vestigate the advantages of joining a local associa-

tion. In areas where there is no organization it may
behoove local ops to form one. In any event, it

seems that one parcel of information such as the

location contract makes the whole idea worth look-

ing into.
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New York Coinmen Hear Experts On
Location Contracts, Depreciation,

Taxes,AtMONYSponsoredOpForum
NEW YORK—There are more than

ninety music machine operators in the

metropolitan New York area this week
with a greater knowledge of location

contracts, accounting- and tax proce-

dures, depreciation and licensing,

thanks to a well-planned operator

forum sponsored by the Music Opera-

tors of New York, Inc. The meeting

was conducted in Rosolf’s Restaurant

on Thursday evening, February 28, in

response to operator requests for a

discussion-type meet. The success of

the evening-’s program which was con-

ducted by MONY can be judged from
the unanimous approval of operators

to institute plans for a second forum
within the next two months.

A1 Denver, MONY President,

assisted by Nash Gordon, secretary,

planned the evening’s program and in-

vited experts in each field to discuss

pertinent problems with solutions con-

cerning the music operators in the

area. The result was a highly inform-
ative and invaluable evening. Dinner
was served at 7 and the meeting con-

tinued until 11:00 PM.
Speakers included Samuel Epstein,

of the firm of Epstein and Rosenberg,
Certified Public Accountants; Mr.
Kaplan, Epstein and Rosenberg; Mor-
ton Singer, Attorney who drafted the
American Arbitration Association
clause in the present MONY location
contract; Teddy Blatt, Haskell &
Blatt; Lou Boorstein, Leslie Distribu-
tors; Joseph Godman, MONY At-
torney; Marty Toohey, The Cash Box;
and A1 Bodkin, Chairman of the Pub-
lic Relations Committee.

A1 Denver was chairman of the pro-
gram and introduced Sam Epstein as
the initial speaker. Epstein outlined
the do’s and dont’s of accounting and
tax procedures concentrating on the
deductibility of expenses.

Incidental Expenditures Permitted

Epstein advised that money spent in

the acquisition of new business or in
the service of current business such as
bartender tips, and the purchase of
drinks within the establishment in
question were okay. “Have your serv-
iceman make out a signed form for all

expenses and hand it in to you upon
his return,” stated’ the CPA. In dis-
cussing the deduction of bonuses Ep-
stein stated that bonus money without
a written contract may be deducted all

in the same year. If a written contract
covers more than one year the bonus
expense must be applied over the same
number of years.

No Deduction For Good Will Expense

“Good Will is not a deductible ex-
pense,” said Epstein. He advised the
ops that goodwill is an intangible asset
which cannot be deducted and referred
to three court rulings to substantiate
his statement. In discussing deprecia-
tion, Epstein, using a 4-year plan in
each instance as an example, referred
to the standard types of depreciation
programs now used by coinmen. He
used as an example a machine valued
at $1050.00, estimated the salvage
value of $50 and showed a deprecia-
tion of $250.00 for each of the four
years. Another example used the
double-declining-balance method with
50% applied against the declining bal-
ance for each of the four years. Sal-
vage with this method would amount
to $112.50. The “sum of the digits”
method outlined still another depre-
ciation method which entails adding
the numerals 1, 2, 3, and 4 together to
total 10 and then deducting in each
successive year 4/10, 3/10, 2/10 and
finally 1/10.

Epstein’s talk was followed by his
assistant, Mr. Kaplan, who spoke on
travel and entertainment expenses.

No Way To Hold New Or
When Business Is Sold

Morton Singer, one of the original
writers of the MONY Location Con-
tract that has stirred up so much in-
terest in the country after it was edi-

torialized in The Cash Box, January
28 Issue, advised that “there is no way
to hold a location to a contract once
the location has been sold.” Singer did

stress that progress has been noted
along these lines and advised that
“some day we expect to beat this prob-
lem.” Singer is working on an addi-

tion to the current contract which,
once revised, would include a clause
for liquidated damages. Operators
who lose locations are entitled to dam-
ages for the number of days they do
not operate in the location, according
to Singer, and is based on average
collections of the location. Singer dis-

cussed American Arbitration Associa-
tion procedures and explained the ad-
vantages of the AAA clause in the
MONY contract. He stressed that in

order to benefit from the contract it

must be properly filled out. Signatures
of the officials are necessary and in

cases of a corporation, Singer sug-
gested that ops get the signature of
the individual as well.

Avoid Mention Of Lease

Singer also advised the coinmen
that in all instances a contract is a
far better legal tool than a lease. “No
‘renewal’ problems with a contract
that has an automatic renewal clause,
while there are obstacles with a lease

;

leases lead to confusion
;

the courts
have ‘plenty to go on’ once the agree-
ment is in the form of a lease.” He
outlined other details for accurately
filling out contracts mentioning that
all numerals should be written out.
“We are presently handling a case
wherein the location owner has ac-
cused the operator of changing the
numeral 1 to a 4. The numeral should
have been written ‘one’.” Singer told
the congregation of operators that
they have a “damned good” contract
and should utilize it.

Blatt Outlines Lease Case

Teddy Blatt, veteran coinman and
attorney for many operators in the
metropolitan area, outlined the Feder
Case which brought about the appeal
of a ruling which necessitated notifi-

cation of the location by the operator,
15 days in advance, of termination
date of the contract, even though a
hidden clause stated the contract
would automatically be renewed if not
given notice 60 days in advance of
termination date. The firm in this case
was a towel supply firm. Heretofore
the automatic renewal was in favor of
the operator. With the “alert” neces-
sary the renewal clause had no teeth.
After several decisions and appeals
the Feder Case decision was reversed
and the court rule that the contract in
question “was not a lease” and it was
no longer necessary to notify location
owner in advance of renewal. Blatt
observed that the court had “looked to
the substance of agreement.” The case
was outlined to illustrate the problems
that arise when operating with a lease
rather than a contract. Blatt stated
that all locations lost during the last
six or seven years because of the orisr-
nal ruling can now be brought back
into court to benefit from the Feder
decision.

A One-Stop’s Function

Lou Boorstein, President of Leslie

CHICAGO—Automatic Canteen Com-
pany of America reported sales and
operating revenues for the first

quarter ended December 24, 1960, of
$42,112,726, an increase of 10.3% over
corresponding revenues of $38,157,024
for the quarter ended December 26,
1959. Last year’s results have been
restated to include the operations of
Nationwide Food Service, Inc., from
the start of the previous fiscal year.

Frederick L. Schuster, Board Chair-

Distributors, one-stop record distribu-
tors here, outlined the advantages of
a one-stop service to operators de-
scribing the research and advance in-
formation that is available from a
professional one-stop record firm and
its value to an operator. Boorstein, in
referring to his firm’s current nego-
tiations with creditors on settlement
of outstanding debts, which at press
time has not been agreed to by both
parties, advised the ops that “Leslie
is still doing business and we have a
complete inventory of merchandise
available.” Boorstein cited the special

services of a one-stop firm outlining

current foreign disks now popular in

certain sections of the City. “Leslie

has a department which specializes in

foreign records specifically to serve

the juke box operator.”

Joe Godman MONY attorney, dis-

cussed the present ASCAP legislation

in Washington, with the Celler Bill

(H.R. 70) recently introduced to the

House.

A1 Bodkin, PR Chairman, currently
raising UJA funds for a dinner sched-

uled in May presented the Israeli

story and solicited coin machine as-

sistance in reaching a goal of $36,000.

Citing a previous fund raising pro-

gram, Bodkin publicly thanked Carl
Pavesi for his help in donating from
the operators of Westchester’s Opera-
tors Guild a large portion of th"

money presented to Francis Cardinal
Spellman last Christmas.

The meeting closed with a question

and answer period followed by an in-

formal talk from A1 Denver who re-

ceived the appreciation of the coinmen
for the evening’s program.

MONY Planning Special

Delegation To MOA
NEW YORK—A1 Denver, President

of the Music Operators of New York,

Inc., is organizing a special “MOA
Convention Delegation” and will issue

invitations to all coinmen in the

metropolitan New York area to travel

to the 1961 MOA Convention as a

group. The MOA show will be held in

Miami Beach’s Deauville Hotel on

Mav 15, 16, and 17.

“We’ll get our own airplane and go

down to Miami in one big party,”

stated Denver, addressing the music

operators at last week’s MONY
Forum. Denver stressed the import-

ance of MOA membership and the

necessity for operators to “get be-

hind” the national organization to

combat the current Celler Bill. Cards

will be mailed to operators shortly in

order to plan the necessary facilities

after response to the idea is received

at MONY.

purchase of such equipment.

If the Bill is enacted, the operator

will have to pay the tax only on th-

gross receipts from the machines

The Georgia association has advisei

coinmen that “this Bill is vital to ou

industry” and has alerted them to th

possibility of its passage.

FIRM MOVES PLANT TO EAST ORANGE
EAST ORANGE, N. J.—Paul Kot-

ler, President of the National Shuffle-
board Company, this city, has advised
that the firm, which manufactures
coin-operated shuffleboards will make
available to the trade a new line of

coin-operated 6-pocket pool tables.

The table measures 50 inches by 90

inches and features a slate top. The
model, known as the ‘National Di-

rector Deluxe’, is available for im-

mediate delivery, according to Kotler.

National halted pool table production

several years ago when a bumper
pool table was among the models
turned out for the pool table opera-

tors.

National is no longer in its former
plant which was located in Orange,

but has moved to new quarters in

East Orange. Kotler advised that the

firm’s manufacturing, servicing, sales

and showroom facilities will be lo-

cated in the new plant. The firm had
occupied the old plant for about four-

teen years, according to Kotler. He
stated that the new location, which is

centrally located, will enable faster

shipping with the Garden State Park-
way, New Jersey Turnpike, Newark
Airport, and the Pennsylvania Rail-

road nearby.

In addition to the pool table line,

National has a line of shuffleboards

in production including the ‘Gold Nug-
get’, ‘Billiard’ and ‘Satellite’ models,

according to Kotler.

Kotler advised also that the firm is

considering showing the complete line

of amusement machines at the forth-

coming Music Operators Of America

Convention in May.

Change coin tubes are filled auto-
matically by nickels and dimes paid
into the changer. The dime tube pro-
vides vending operators with the ad-
vantage of a larger coin reserve

—

: three times that of a nickels-only
payout. Increasing the proportion of
dime payouts also invites more dime

' vending sales, according to A.B.T.
management. When these self-locking

tubes are full, incoming dimes and
lickels are directed into the vending
nachine’s cash box. When the tubes
ire empty, the unit rejects quarters.

From Coinman With Colorful Past

ERIN, TENN,—The Cash Box has

carried a feature entitled “Happy

Birthday This Week To”: for many
years. A birthday card is mailed from

our New York office and is timed to

arrive at each coinman’s desk as near

to his actual birthday as is possible.

The procedure is an ordinary one and

the task tends to take on a routine

air. That is, until out of the blue

comes a thank you card from a vet-

eran coinman, with a history in the

business that reads like a fiction

story.

Last week Leon F. Stone, Stone

Amusement Company, Erin, Tennes-

see, notified The Cash Box that “none

of the hundreds of birthday cards re-

ceived by me on my 73rd birthday

was any more appreciated.” And evi-

dently Mr. Stone received literally

hundreds of cards, judging from his

position and reputation. Leon Stone is

NEW ENGLAND OPS BRAVE WEATHER (or REDD MEET

BOSTON—Bill Prutting, Seeburg’s
regional sales representative, has
probably never experienced the feeling
that must come to the stand-in for a

dising program. The presentation re-

quires practice and at least some
warm-up. Prutting has sat through
any number of these sessions and is

thoroughly familiar with every aspect
of the Seeburg program. But to stand
in front of 70 operators, with their
wives and friends, and run through
the presentation without a hitch is

nigh impossible.
But Bill Prutting, when notified

that Jack Gordon was circling in the
foggy skies over Boston and that time
would not permit delaying the ops
any more than was necessary, stepped
onto the Redd Distributing platform
and handled the chore just like a pro.

Si Redd, host of the evening, told
The Cash Box, “I was a little worried
since the poor guy had to go on cold.

But two minutes after he opened his
mouth he had the audience in the palm
of his hand.”
Jack Gordon, reached at his hotel

later in the evening, was happy to
hear that Prutting came through for
the firm. Remembering his plight of
just several hours previous, when he
was hovering over Boston, Gordon re-
marked, “Now that I think of it, I was
on top of the situation all the way!”
