Their con-

ventions have been outstanding ex-

amples of what good “working”

conventions can be. Although all

problems have not been settled at

one sitting, the spirit and enthusi-

asm of the members who are adult

enough to recognize the potential

of such an association, has re-

mained at an extremely high pitch.

Realizing that only so much can

he accomplished at a large meeting

of members and associate mem-
bers, NARM has gone one step fur-

ther and set up semi-annual “work-

ing” meetings for members only.

These between-convention-gather-

ings have stepped up the results ac-

complished by the association.

Recently, NARM members se-

lected an executive-secretary in

Jules Malamud—a person who
would work on behalf of the associ-

ation and have the association’s in-

terests at heart, as well as that of

the record industry as a whole,

every day of the year—another step

which will play an important role

in the organization’s growth.

It is most rewarding to watch

such a success story develop, es-

pecially in a business as competitive

as the record industry.

The Cash Box extends best

wishes for another successful con-

vention to the members of NARM.

Once more Ella Fitzgerald in superb vocal form
for another extensive look at the work of a lead-
ing composer. Now it’s the music of Harold Arlen
which greatly benefits from Ella’s outstanding
artistry. Backstopping with genuinely collabora-
tive, strikingly pungent orchestrations that ideally

suit the blues-like quality that is found in many
of the Arlen songs is Billy May. Among the 24
songs on the two disks are “Blues In The Night,”
“Let’s Take A Walk Around The Block,” “My
Shining Hour,” “Let’s Fall In Love,” “Over The
Rainbow,” “It’s Only A Paper Moon” and “Stormy
Weather.” The elaborate package includes a bio of
Arlen and cover art by Matisse.

“PERCUSSION IN HOLLYWOOD, BROADWAY,
TELEVISION”—Morty Craft and the Singing
Strings—Warwick W 5000 ST
A collection of tunes from various sources

which lend themselves easily to “exotic” flavored
performance are given just such a type display by
the large Craft ork. Percussion plays a potent
part in attaining the mood and it’s used with con-
trol and taste as vital accents to the combined
string/brass ensemble. Tunes include “Bali Ha’i,”
“The High And the Mighty,” “Mr. Lucky Theme”
and “Theme From the Untouchables.”

The gals’ current chartmaker gives the album

its title and sets the mood for their display of
eleven solid pop favorites. The McGuires’ distinc-
tive harmony is heard to fine advantage on such
chestnuts as “Bye Bye Blackbird,” “Pennies From
Heaven,” “I’ll Be Seeing You” and the more recent

“CARNIVAL”—Ornadel and the Starlight Sym-

Bob Merrill has composed a lilting, effervescent

score for “Carnival,” contributing one of the
major factors for its smash reception on Broad-
way. Here, in sumptuous orchestral garb tailored
by Ornadel, the score is heard in all its gay,
charming loveliness. Such enticing melodies as
“Very Nice Man,” “Yes, My Heart,” “It Was

’Round) are displayed in superb settings befitting
their superiority. As the first “Carnival” score
airing, should show up strongly.

“HELL BENT FOR LEATHER”—Frankie Laine
—Columbia CL 1615

Frankie Laine bedecked in western garb here
stirringly portrays a dozen old west-type tunes.
Johnny Williams’ ork and chorus direction sets
the proper adventurous mood for the singer’s per-
formance of “The Hanging Tree,” “Cool Water,”
“Along the Navajo Trail” and his three big hits

“High Noon,” “Mule Train” and “The Cry Of The
Wild Goose.” Good listening; a treat for Laine
fans.

“THE VOICE OF THE SIXTIES!”—Joanie
Sommers—Warner Bros. 1412
Thrush has a sensuous rasp in her voice on the

swingers which becomes a breathily hushed whis-
per on the ballads. Both are attractive diversions.
Here, embedded in a set of tricky arrangements
charted by Neal Hefti, she offers readings of
“Nobody Else But Me,” “For All We Know,”
“I’m Old Fashioned” and “Let There Be Love.”
Interesting vocal set.

“A MOISEYEV SPECTACULAR”—Orch. of the
Moiseyev Dance Ensemble—Artia ALPS-189
With the return of the Moiseyev Dancers to the

U.S. this spring, Americans are once again being
thrilled by the breathtaking artistry of the troupe.
The heritage-rich, colorful music which accompa-
nies the ensemble, recorded in Russia by the ac-
companying ork and issued here by Artia, will

provide fans of the dance with vitally compelling
listening sessions.

“DANCE TO THE SONGS EVERYBODY
KNOWS”—Warren Covington and the Tommy
Dorsey Orch.—Decca DL 74120

In the style and the mood of the late Tommy
Dorsey but with slightly modernized, stereo-
oriented arrangements, Covington glides easily
through a lineup of sturdies. A pleasing, gently
swinging dance date that includes readings of
“Cecilia,” “Green Eyes,” “For Me And My Gal”
and “Whispering.”

“THAT MAN”—Sylvia Syms—Kapp KL-1236
Evidently Sylvia Syms is carrying the artistic

torch for Frank Sinatra. Here she pays homage
to the Chairman of the Board by offering personal-
ized readings of “that man’s” songs. Working
easily with a small combo—her favored accompa-
niment—-the thrush is gently caressing on “In the
Wee Small Hours of the Morning,” “The Tender
Trap,” “All the Way” and “Only the Lonely.” A
song stylist of merit in a smart setting.

“SPECTACULAR GUITARS & STRINGS”—
Leroy Holmes & His Orch.—MGM E3919
Paraphrasing the LP’s sub-title, this package

is indeed a “Fiesta In Sound.” The gentle caresses

of Spanish guitars over an orchestral blanket of

strings, electric guitars and percussive accents,

weave a melodious filament of soft musical moods.
Selections include “Andalucia,” “Dansero,” “The
Rain In Spain,” “Delicado” and “Dolce Far

“APACHE”—Jorgen Ingmann—Atco 33-130

Ingmann has taken the extensive multi-track

thorough musical and technical ability on “Sere-

nade of the Mandolins,” “March of the Siamese
Children,” “My Isle of Golden Dreams,” “Anna”
and the hit “Apache.”

“CHARANGA & PACHANGA”—Hector Rivera
and His Orchestra—Epic LN BN 599
Though the Rivera ork adheres to the pachanga

rhythms its sound is not true charanga. Whereas
the correct sound is that of flute (s) and strings,
Rivera’s complement is the usual American-styled
brass band.

Touzet also suffers from unfaithfulness to the

proper charanga sound, leading his regular
strong-rhythmed, brass-based ensemble. Tune
lineup features “La Pachanga” and eleven others,
including several Touzet originals.

MaYnaro Fercuson
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“DOUBLE EXPOSURE”—Chris Connor and
Maynard Ferguson—Atlantic 8049
The vibrant, pungent drive of the Maynard

Ferguson band provides Chris Connor with sur-
roundings she hasn’t encountered since her Ken-
ton days. It’s a refreshing change from her usual,
essentially mood-oriented dates, in that the Fer-
guson brass ferocity guides her through clear,

efficient, brightly swinging performances. Tunes
include “Two Ladies In De Shade of De Banana
Tree,” “All the Things You Are,” “Spring Can
Really Hang You Up the Most” and “Summer-

time.” A standout deck.

“GERRY MULLIGAN AND THE CONCERT
JAZZ BAND AT THE VILLAGE VANGUARD”
—Verve V 8396
The immense success of the new Mulligan band

is obvious upon one hearing of this album. Mul-
lingan has tooled a group of mainly youngsters
into an efficient swing machine that plays with
emotional intensity and stirring urgency, over-
shadowing whatever technical shortcomings youth
and inexperience may find. Taken from a Sunday
afternoon session at the New York nitery, the
album showcases the band in six pieces from its

standard repertoire, notably “Blueport,” “Black
Nightgown” and “Come Rain Or Come Shine.”

RALPH BURNS IN PERCUSSION

“RALPH BURNS IN PERCUSSION”—Where
There’s Burns There’s Fire—Warwick W 5001 ST
Once again, Warwick demonstrates its ability

to infuse tasteful proportions of percussive ele-

ments in sound musical productions. Here, Ralph
Burns leads a really swinging big band through
its paces, combining excellent brass-woodwind-
string ensemble voicing with a sprinkling of out-
standing solos. The tunes improved upon include
“A Foggy Day,” “Day In, Day Out,” “Bijou,”
“Strike Up The Band” and “Old Devil Moon.”
Especially tailored for jazz tastes, the set should
also be gratefully appreciated by pop buyers.
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“LEE-WAY”—Lee Morgan—Blue Note 4034
This is essentially a Jazz Messengers’ date with

an expanded spotlight on Lee Morgan. Blakey is

here to lay down a vitally compelling beat and
front-liners Morgan and Jackie McLean also get
uncompromising support from Paul Chambers
and Bobby Timmons. All solo effectively with
Morgan leading the way displaying his constantly
increasing proficiency. A spirited, dynamically
satisfying LP.

“BOSS OF THE SOUL-STREAM TROMBONE”
—Curtis Fuller—Warwick W 2038
The best of the new trombonists, and the most

exciting new star on the instrument since J. J.

Johnson’s emergence years ago, Curtis Fuller is

growing by leaps and bounds as an important
new voice in jazz. In this Warwick date he plays
with more economy than is customarily heard
from him, yet thrillingly puts across his soulful
blues statements in effective terms. Sidemen in-

clude Yusef Lateef, Freddie Hubbard, Walter
Bishop, Stu Martin and Buddy Catlett. Among
the tunes are “If I Were A Bell,” “But Beautiful”
and “Do I Love You.”

“JUG”—Gene Ammons—Prestige 7192
Gene Ammons moves freely and easily between

the most soulful “low-down” blues to a bright,
gently swinging pop and is equally comfortable
in each situation—which he has proven consist-

ently on previous dates. Here, once again his re-

laxed manner takes charge as he communicates
pure jazz feelings on “OP Man River,” “Exactly
Like You,” “Tangerine” and five others. Support
is sympathetic to the Ammons groove. Artist is

building a loyal following.

“THE ORIGINAL MUSIC OF THRILLER”—
Pete Rugolo and his Orchestra—Time S/2034

Rugolo’s score for the Tuesday nite TV offering

is another example of the vital importance music
has in advancing a particular theme. In this al-

bum of selections from various “Thriller” epi-

sodes, Rugolo creates vivid musical images which
can stand apart from the show as fascinating
musical diversion. Apart from the main theme,
the LP contains such appropos-titled tracks as
“Voodoo Man,” “Tvristed Image” and “Finger of

Fear.”

CLASSICAL PICK OF THE WEEK
WAGNER: “Tristan Und Isolde”—Birgit Nilsson,
Georg Solti conducting the Vienna Philharmonic
Orchestra—London OSA 1502

In the grand tradition of its opera catalog,

London has created another outstanding disk pro-
duction—the elaborate “Tristan Und Isolde.” Bir-

git Nilsson’s Isolde, acclaimed at the Met and
heard temptingly on the excerpts disk released last

year, is a rewarding experience, and Solti cap-
tures the spirit of the work in his faithful direc-
tion.

“Sunday” First Foreign Song To Win Oscar

NEW YORK—Reflecting the impor-

tance of foreign material over the

past several years, “Never On Sun-

day” last week (12) was awarded an

Oscar as the best original film song

of 1960, the first foreign number to

win an Academy Award. It is also the

first BMI song ever to receive an

Oscar.

The song, from the Greek comedy

flick of the same name, was written

by Manos Hadjidakis, and is pub-

lished in the U.S. by Esteem-Sidmore

Music. The hit recorded version of the

tune in the U.S. was by Don Costa on

United Artists Records. The song also

achieved hit status in most European

countries and in Japan.

In other musical categories, the

Academy awarded Oscars to Ernest

Gold for his “Exodus” score original-

soundtrack is on Victor and Morris

Stoloff and Harry Sukman for their

scoring of “Song Without End,” the

pic bio of Franz Lizst (original-

soundtrack on Colpix).

“The Apartment,” which produced

the big Ferrante & Teicher main-title

hit on UA, the song not being in con-

tention for an Oscar because it did

not have lyrics, was voted the best

film of the year, and received the most
Oscars, 5, of any film. The UA pic

also received best direction and orig-

inal script awards (both Oscars going
to Billy Wilder), best art and set di-

rection of a black-and-white film

(Alexander Trauner and Edward G.

Boyle), and best editing (Daniel

Mandell).

Entertainment at the awards, held

in Santa Monica and telecast by the

ABC-TV network, included perform-

ances of all five songs nominated. The
Brothers Four sang “The Green
Leaves of Summer” from “The
Alamo;” Jane Morgan sang “The
Second Time Around” from “High
Time;” Connie Francis sang “Never
On Sunday;” Sarah Vaughan sang
“Lonely Part of Town” from “Pepe.”

In addition, in memory of the late

Oscar Hammerstein, the lyricist who
died last summer and winner of two
Oscars for “The Last Time I Saw
Paris” and “It Might As Well Be
Spring,” singer Vic Damone sang a
medley of the writer’s songs.

FCC Approves GE-Zenith
All-FM Stereo Systems

NEW YORK—The Federal Communi-
cations Commission last week gave
approval to new all-FM stereo sys-

tems developed by General Electric

and Zenith Radio (see last week’s
story).

The systems, which FM outlets are
permitted to use beginning June 1,

are basically the same, and were
selected by the FCC after the agency
tested a number of all-FM stereo

systems.

Zenith prexy Joseph S. Wright said

last week that the adoption of the sys-

tems “heralds a new dimension in FM
broadcasting and a new era in the

enjoyment of FM radio listening.”

After stations begin using either

the GE or Zenith systems, the listener

can pick-up stereo broadcasts by use
of an adapter on stereo FM-Phono
consoles, one of two FM sets or an FM
stereo unit.

Faron Young

Once again country music is being
heard on the pop charts, this time in
the form of Faron Young’s “Hello
Walls” on Capitol. Though fairly new
to pop audiences, Faron is a long-time
vet of the country field, racking up
over the past few years a string of
hits which includes “Goin’ Steady,”
“Country Girl,” “Your Old Used To
Be,” “Forget the Past,” “World So
Full of Love” and “Riverboat,” which
made pop noise last year. More than
a half dozen LP’s complete his Capitol
Records catalog.
Faron was born twenty-seven years

ago in Shreveport, La., the spawning
ground for many country music stars.
The Army was one of the first to
capitalize on his talents, assigning
him to Special Services where he
starred in “The Faron Young Show”
and headed Army Recruiting in “Town
& Country Time,” a radio stanza aired
over 2,000 stations.
The Capitol artist now divides his

time among songwriting, personal ap-
pearances, television, tours, and mo-
tion pictures.

The Wanderers

The Wanderers have put the cart
before the horse in their growing rise

to stardom. For several years a top
night club and TV attraction, having
appeared in the best rooms through-
out the country and on numerous Ed
Sullivan TV’ers, the boys are first

hitting their disk stride via “For Your
Love,” the old Ed Townsend hit.

Formed in 1952, the Wanderers in-

clude Ray Pollard, Frank Joyner,
Sheppard Grant and Robert Yar-
brough. They were brought together
by Bill Cambell, who drew upon his
long music biz experience to coach the
boys and whip them into shape as a
cohesive unit. From thence came local
work which soon blossomed into book-
ings in the top spots. An MGM disk
contract ensued, and now “For Your
Love.” Roy Rifkind manages them
and the William Morris Agency books
the act.

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Anti-Bootlegging Bill Introduced To

House By Celler; Gets RIAA Support
NEW YORK—A bill imposing crim-

, inal penalties for disk counterfeiting
has been introduced into the House of
Representatives by New York Con-
gressman Emanuel Celler, chairman
of the House Judiciary Committee.

Celler’s action climaxes a series of
crackdowns on bootlegging over the
past year in both the east and on the
coast, leading to various indictments

. of alleged bootleggers.
The Record Industry Association of

America last week “strongly en-
dorsed” the bill, the provisions of
which (see below) the RIAA said
“closely parallels the recommenda-
tions for federal legislation by [our]
own Legal Committee.”

Celler’s bill, H.R. 6354, would pun-
ish anyone convicted of counterfeiting
records or their labels with a fine of
up to $10,000 or a jail sentence of up
to ten years or both.
A statement by Henry Brief, execu-

tive secretary of the RIAA, said:
“The Record Industry Association

of America, Inc. hails, endorses and
fully supports H.R. 6354 introduced
in the . House of Representatives by
Congressman Emanuel Celler, Chair-
man of the House Judiciary Commit-
tee.

“This bill closely parallels the fed-
eral legislation urged by the RIAA’s
Legal Committee under the Chairman-
ship of its chief counsel, Ernest S.

Meyers, Esq.

“The pernicious practice of record

counterfeiting, which drained about

$20 million from the Music Industry

in 1960, has as its principal victims

the record manufacturers, distributors

and dealers, recording artists and
musicians, music composers and pub-

lishers and the United States govern-

ment.
1 “As Congressman Celler appropri-

ately pointed out in introducing his

bill, manufacturers, distributors and
dealers are denied their legitimate

profits; artists, musicians, composers
and publishers are deprived of their

royalties, and the government is

robbed of federal, excise and other

taxes due.

NEW YORK—United Artists, with 12

company in any one year, according to
Miss Betty Franklyn, librarian of the
Academy of Motion Picture Arts and
Sciences.

oration, E. G. Boyle.

The awards for “Elmer Gantry”
went to Burt Lancaster for Best Ac-
tor, Shirley Jones for Best Supporting
Actress and Richard Brooks for Best

“In addition, an inferior product
misrepresented as coming from a

highly respected manufacturer is

often foisted upon an unsuspecting
public.

“We of the RIAA have spent thou-
sands of dollars in an attempt to track
down and expose those who are in-

volved in the counterfeiting of rec-

ords. The absence of effective federal

legislation has permitted these coun-
terfeiters to operate and prosper with-

out fear of meaningful legal reprisal.

We think this proposed law will go a

long way toward remedying this situ-

ation.”
Following is the wording of the bill:

To provide criminal penalties for the
counterfeiting of phonograph records

and civil remedies for infringement of

mechanical rights to copyright music.

That Section 2314, Title 18, United
States Code as amended is further

amended by adding at the end thereof
the following new paragraph:
“Whoever knowingly and with fraudu-
lent intent transports, causes to be
transported or received in inter-state

or foreign commerce any phonograph
record, disc, wire, tape, film or other

article on which sounds are recorded
on which is stamped, pasted or affixed

any forged or counterfeited label

knowing the label to have been fraud-
ulently made, forged or counterfeited
or
“Whoever knowingly or with fraudu-
lent intent transports, causes to be
transported or receives in inter-state

or foreign commerce any phonograph
disc, record, tape, film or other article

on which a sound recording is repro-

duced without the permission or au-

thorization of the owner of the master

recording shall be fined not more than

$10,000 or imprisoned not more than

ten years or both.

Section 2:

Section 101E of Title 17 United States

Code is amended by adding at the end

the following new sentence

“In lieu of the remedies provided for

in this sub-section the owner of the

musical copyright may at his election

have the remedy provided for in sub-

section B of this Section.

Otis, who held his position with
Mercury for the last two years, cut
many of the label’s artists, including
Dinah Washington and Brook Benton,
both as individual artists and as a
team.
No announcement was made as to

Otis’ replacement.

Heading the east coast set-up are
Maurice Scopp, Norman Foley, gen-
eral professional manager and Oscar
Robbins, in charge of standard ex-
ploitation. Topping the west coast are
Eddy McHarg, Hy Kantor, who are
assisted by Jay Lowey.
The pubbery is currently busy ex-

Mercury Confab On A&R Trends;

Expanded Indie Deals Noted
Mercury management recently met

with its entire A&R staff for the
purpose of discussing changing trends
in the recording field, specifically
A&R, and for the additional purpose
of adjusting to these trends. Also in

attendance at these meetings, held in

Chicago on April 10 and 11, were de-
partment heads of Mercury’s sales,

merchandising and promotion staffs,

whose attendance was designd to as-
sist in adjusting Mercury’s recording-
policy to recent market changes.

Irving B. Green, Mercury’s presi-
dent, stated that in the past the Mer-
cury A&R staff has specific artists

assigned to each A&R man and the
assignment was based mainly on lo-

cation and availability of the artist
for recording. David Carroll recorded
midwestern talent—Shelby Singleton
recorded artists in and around Nash-
ville—Clyde Otis and Hal Moony re-
corded artists in the N.Y. area. “To-
day’s record market requires a com-
pletely different approach,” said
Green, who will head the new record-
ing staff realignment. “There are cre-
ative people and artists the world
over and we must seek them out, not
have them seek us in our company
offices. The great American appetite
for the newest and latest is using up
material faster than television used
up comedians.”
Green pointed out that longevity of

single record sales is diminishing.
There is a constant need for new
talent to supplement the established
talent roster and the creation of a
more mobile approach to recording
will enable the creative staff to func-
tion independently without regard to
an artist’s assignment, Green said.

Green had been researching this tech-
nique by shifting the recording men
or artists in order to obtain the best
possible results. Shelby Singleton, re-
cently recorded a country album with
Patti Page in Nashville; David Car-
roll recorded Clebanoff in Los An-
geles; and Hal Mooney recorded Billy
Ec-kstine in Los Angeles.

Green announced an addition to
the staff in Nat Goodman, whose of-

fice will be in Los Angeles. Goodman
is a former independent producer.
Green also announced his acceptance
of the resignation of Clyde Otis, who
had served for the past two years as
Mercury’s Eastern pop A&R director.

Otis is presently vacationing on the
West Coast and his resignation be-
comes effective upon his return.

It is also significant to note that

Mercury, through its recording staff,

has expanded its relationships with „
independent producers and with
smaller labels needing Mercury’s
strength in the manufacturing and *

distribution areas. Recently, for ex-
ample, Shelby Singleton negotiated
with Floyd Soileau of the Jin Record
Company for the manufacture and
distribution of the hot record by Joe
Barry, “I’m A Fool To Care.” The
Barry record was released on Smash.
Similarly David Carroll concluded an
agreement with Lou Reizner of the
Nero Records of Chicago for the
Mus-Twangs’ instrumental “Marie,”
which also appears on the Smash
label.

Further, Irwin Steinberg, executive
vice-president for Mercury, and ^
Charles Fach, its national promotional
director, have negotiated with Walter _
and Doug Moody of Clock Records, in

a manufacturing and distribution ar-
rangement, which releases records un-
der the Clock label via Mercury dis-

tribution. One of the foremost Clock
artists is Baby Cortez, which artist’s

release will be the first in the Clock- ^
Mercury arrangement. It is further
the desire of Mercury to combine the .

lengthy experience in the record busi-

ness of both Walter and Doug Moody
with Mercury’s strong manufacturing
and distribution facilities for the de-
velopment of other Clock artists. Sim-
ilarly, Shelby Singleton is negotiating
with Summer Records of Memphis,
Tennesee. Still another approach to

this idea is Nat Goodman’s recent re-

cording of the Paramours, a teen-age ’

group. This group was specifically re-

corded by Mercury for release on the
Smash label.

In order to abet the foregoing. Mer-
cury has developed two distribution
systems in the United States. One
involves its company and independent
distribution system for the sale of
Mercury records. The other is de- ^
signed to handle Smash and affiliated

labels. 1

Mercury looks to continue its

growth at an even greater pace
through a broader concept in the de-

velopment of and acquisition of re-

corded material. This will be achieved

through its new mobile recording staff

concept and its open door policy for

acquisition of masters and through '

making its distribution and manufac-
turing facilities available to other

trademarks.

Dot Aims For $3 Million
During Summer Sale

NEW YORK—Dot Records’ second

annual summer sale gets underway
on May 1 (through June 30) with the

aim of moving $3 million in merchan-

dise, based on figures at the manu-
facturer’s level.

advertising campaign, among the most
extensive in the label’s history.

Dot will run ads in Life (May 19

issue), Reader’s Digest (June num-
ber on sale May 21), TV Guide (June

17), and in the June and July

Schwann catalogs. For last year’s

summer sale, the label ran only one

consumer ad. In addition, label will

utilize its complete consumer mailing

list (compiled from catalog inquiry

cards inserted in Dot LP’s) announc-
ing the sale.

Dot’s sales reps are currently brief-

ing the label’s distributors on the

coming all-out sales push, following

a meeting here of the label’s field

sales force during which the summer
sale program was unveiled. Those at-

The inaugural recordings, comprising five 12" LP’s and one two-
record set, will be available on May 2 in the new Pye-Plus Nonesuch Records
series. These recordings of poetry and prose by some of the world’s greatest
literary names feature many leading artists of the British theatre including
Bernard Miles, Pamela Brown, Marius Goring, Peggy Ashcroft, Barbara Jef-
ford and John Neville. The twin-set “The Trial of Lady Chatterley” based on
the recent court case in this country stars Michael Hordern, John Chandos and
Maurice Denham with an introduction by Lord Birkett. Pye-Plus Nonesuch
Records will be issued twice yearly.

Dave Miller, head of Somerset Records, in London on a reciprocal visit fol-

lowing the recent return from the States of Louis Benjamin, assistant general
manager of Pye Records. Also in London Pye’s New York representative Irving
Chezar. As a result of Benjamin’s visit to the States, two American recording
artists from the Argo label are being released in the U.K. on the Pye Interna-
tional label . . . the sensational red bullet hit from The Cash Box Top 100 “But
I Do” by Clarence ‘Frogman’ Henry and “At Last” by Etta James. With the
current American No. 1 “Blue Moon” by The Marcels also out on Pye Interna-
tional label seems destined for the big time.

Ceaseless efforts by The Song Writers’ Guild of Gt. Britain over the years
to increase the airtime of British material continues to pay dividends. Statis-
tics just issued indicate progress in all fields with the greatest increase in rec-
ord programs. Out of a total of 20,232 sides played by the BBC 26.79% were
British—an increase of 2.48% on the figure for 1959. Out of 7,361 current items
played 36.60% were British, a rise of 8.55% on the previous year. Considerable
improvement was also effected in the British percentage in current items in

other programs i.e., light entertainment, dance bands etc. In 1960 the British
percentage was 43.22% against 42.76% American and 14.02% Foreign. This is

the first time for many years that the British percentage has exceeded that of
the American.

C.R.D. Ltd announced the May release of three more “Blue Note” LP’s. “The
Fabulous Fats Navarro Vol. 1,” “Blue Train” and “Fuego” bringing the total

to 15 of which the biggest seller has been “Somethin’ Else,” by Cannonball
Adderley. Retailing at 49/4%d, Blue Note is the highest priced label on the
British market due to 15% import duty plus ‘uplift’ on cost of records levied on
C.R.D. as distributors by Customs & Excise. Another factor being copyright
fees payable at 8% of the retail selling price as against 614% paid by manu-
facturers in this country. Frank Wolff of Blue Note is delighted with the prog-
ress of his label here and is due in London in June. Ken Lindsay of C.R.D. in-

forms that negotiations are underway to distribute yet another major jazz and
Latin-American label in this country. On the Folklore label comes an LP “Pete
Seeger In Concert” and an EP by Bruce Turner & His Jump Band on the
Seventy Seven label. The enormous success of “Traditional Music And Song”

—

a treasury of field recordings—released here by Seventy Seven has reached
American ears and an interesting situation results in Americans ordering from
England material originally produced but unavailable in their own country.

Lionel Bart busy on his next musical “Blitz.” Based on wartime London, the
emphasis will be on cockney humor rather than drama and is intended as a
vehicle for Max Bygraves. Bart’s publishing company Apollo Music handle the
latest Adam Faith number “Easy Going Me” and “When You Walked Out”
recorded by Alex Murray on Decca.

Lonnie Donegan starts his 4th “Putting On The Donegan” series for ATV
on May 11, featuring folk singers Miki and Griff. Guest stars will include
Shani Wallis, Sheila Buxton, Janet Richmond, Lynn Cornell and Valerie
Masters. Lonnie has written additional lyrics for his latest recording “Have A
Drink On Me” penned by Ledbetter and Lomax, for release on the Pye label.

Philips A & R manager Johnny Franz has high hopes for “Darlin’ ”
-written

and recorded by ex-sailor Johnny Gentle. The number has the same tempo as
the highly successful “Sailor” and is published by Leeds Music.

Allan Crawford of Merit Music clinched a blanket repertoire deal with H.W.
(Pappy) Daily of Dee Music Inc., of Texas to handle its publications, primarily
country and western material for the continent, Commonwealth and Africa.
Merit also publishes the score of “Inspector Maigret” and “The Man From
Room Thirteen”

—

BBC TV series both composed by Ron Grainer.

A new singer and a new group just made their debut on Ember Records In-
ternational. The label’s boss Jeff Kruger discovered 19 year old Grant Tracey
and The Sunsets at a recent talent competition. Both sides of Tracey’s first

single have been penned by famous American duo Doc Pomus and Mort Shu-
man “Say When” and “Please Baby Please” both published by Budd Music.
Backing is by The Sunsets, who have a solo release of their own “Cry Of The
Wild Goose.”

A new revue “On The Brighter Side” just opened in London. Score is pub-
lished by Keith Prowse and disks released include the original cast LP on
Decca. Prowse also publishes “There’s No Other Love” (La Rosita) with new
lyrics by Jimmy Kennedy and recorded by Allan Bruce (Fontana) and Malcolm
Vaughan (HMV).

Ping Ping’s In Town Gold From Australia

SYDNEY, AUSTRALIA — RCA of
Australia produced three gold records
to commemorate Australian sales of
three Elvis Presley records reaching
the equivalent of an American million-
seller. The gold disks—for “Jailhouse
Rock” (single), “Jailhouse Rock”
(EP) and “It’s Now Or Never”—are
presented by Rudi Tolnay, managing
director of RCA Australia, to Qantas
hostess Pam Taylor at Sydney’s
Kingsford-Smith Airport for delivery
to Victor in New York and eventual
presentation to Presley.

BENELUX
The African musical “King Kong” is very successful in England at present.

The album with music and songs by the Original African cast has just been
released in Holland on the Decca label. Recording was made in Johannesburg,
South-Africa.

Old Songs—favorite songs! That’s the way it was in days gone by, and
that’s the way it still is. Among new album releases are “Eartha Kitt Revis-
ited” (new recordings of her great songs), “The Mills Brothers’ Great Hits”
Volume 2 (more fresh new recordings of their one-time hits) and “Till We Meet
Again,” a grand new album with twelve unforgettable tuneful standbys by the
famous Dutch Blue Diamonds, and a lot of photos. The album just mentioned
was released a few days ago and is already a hot seller. Twelve Blue Diamonds
versions, twelve wonderful recordings, arranged and conducted by Jack Bulter-
man. Titles: “In A Little Spanish Town,” “I’m Forever Blowing Bubbles,” “Bye
Bye Blackbird,” “Vaya Con Dios,” “Baby Face,” “Till We Meet Again,” “Have
I Told You Lately That I Love You,” “Isle Of Capri,” “Margie,” “Missouri
Waltz,” “ My Grandfather’s Clock,” and “Goodnight Sweetheart.” Eartha Kitt
and The Mills Brothers are on the London label, The Blue Diamonds are on
Decca (L. C. Phonogram). Another album release worth mentioning is “Third
Stream Music” by The Modern Jazz Quartet & Guests on London.

Columbia’s label manager Robert Oeges told The Cash Box that Bobby Ry-
dell’s “Good Time Baby” has got a very promising reception in Holland. “It

shows,” commented Oeges, “how important it is that American artists make a
personal appearance in Holland!” Also in the Columbia fold “Apache” by The
Shadows is a big seller.

There’s a consistent flow of Edith Piaf records that leave lab every day, and
it will be very soon before her “Non Je Ne Regrette Rien” reaches the 100,000
sales mark. A record for Holland, IV2 months after its release on the market.

Pick of the L. C. Phonogram new pop reelases on the London label, as far
as American hit recordings go (and they do go far in Holland): “Hearts Of
Stone” (Bill Black), “Gee Whiz” (Carla Thomas) “Runaway” (Del Shannon),
“Asia Minor” (Kokomo, his piana and orchestra), “Stayin’ In” (Bobby Vee),
and “Out Of A Clear Blue Sky” (Lawrence Welk).

Capitol-Holland just released a new LP-repertoire and although the spring
is not generally the season for big record sales, Capitol, managed by Bovema’s
Cees Hundepool, should not worry. Among the sellers in the lists are Frank
Sinatra’s “Swinging Session,” “This Time I’m Swinging” by Dean Martin, and
Jonah Jones’ “A Touch Of Blue.” Special attention has been paid to Judy Gar-
land, whose LP “Judy, That’s Entertainment” is supported by the personal en-
thusiasm of the Bovema-reps, who still remember her performance in Amster-
dam last December. Capitol also greeted with enthusiasm and satisfaction the
comeback of songstress Jo Stafford. Her first LP “My Heart’s In The High-
lands” will meet with much interest in Holland, says Hundepool.

The new Mills Holland firm Basar, has started its activities. The first song
published has been “Corrina Corrina” with a wide publicity over Radio Veron-
ica, the only 100% Dutch commercial radio station, which is leading to a hit.

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SCANDINAVIA
STOCKHOLM—For the first time, direct contacts between TV in Moscow and
western Europe has been established. There was supposed to be such a direct

transmission from Moscow on May 1, 1961, but with the large international

interest in the space flight of Jurij Gagarin, the debut took place already April

14 with a program showing Gagarin’s return to Moscow and the welcoming
ceremonies for him. If everyone who had a chance to watch the program did,

it would have been the biggest audience in TV’s history, seen by 500 million

people, according to a spokesman for the Soviet TV net.

Swedish singer Bertil Englund, contracted to Sonet, will make a tour in

England with Emile Ford in October, it is reported. He recently made a TV
program with Siw Malmkvist, and this program was watched by an impresario
from England.

P. A. Boquist of Karusell Grammofon AB in Solna reports great activity at

Karusell and Joker Records. An Italian-language recording of “A1 Di La” with
Umberto Marcato on Karusell has been released by Artone in Holland. A jazz
series of LP’s on ABC Paramount has been very popular in Scandinavia, par-
ticularly “Genius + Soul — Jazz” with Ray Charles. From the American
catalog of Vee-Jay, Karusell has recently released three blues EP’s with Bill

Henderson, John Lee Hooker and Jimmy Reed. A new vocal group known as
Goinge-Flickorna from Osby in southern Sweden has become very popular and
sold 3,000 records in two weeks. Norwegian group The Monn Keys has recorded
“Mary Don’t You Weep” in Swedish and it seems to be a top seller in Sweden,
according to Boquist.

The Song of the Century was a radio program in Sweden in which the lis-

teners had to vote which song they liked best. Songs from 1900 to 1960 were
played. Winner was “Gotlandsk Sommarnatt” sung by Carli Tornehave, who
also recorded the song on EMI. However, there has been a continuing story
around this competition. When the song last year was on the best sellers, it

was an instrumental recording with Ernie Englund on Gazell. However, there
was also an EMI recording with Tornehave on the market. After the competi-
tion, Gazell advertised ‘Ernie Englund made” Gottlandsk Sommarnatt’ win
the Swedish song of the century.” This ad appeared on April 6. Two days later,

there was a new ad, this time from EMI saying: “We want to correct an en-or.
It was Carli Tornehave’s recording which made ‘Gottlandsk Sommarnatt’ to
win the Song of the Century.” EMI declared that it was Tornehave, on the radio
program, who helped the song to win. Gazell answered by reporting EMI for
“unwholesome advertising methods.” So far is the situation at the moment, and
now everybody is waiting for whatever the end will be. The organization to
whom Gazell appealed is not a court, but their decision is given attention by
all, as it represents the moral views on the problems it has to face.

In my report in The Cash Box a couple of weeks ago, I reported that Anders
Burman’s EMI recording of “Ah, Marie, Jag Vill Hem” (Mary Don’t You Weep)
did very well. The recording is still doing very well, but, of course, I should
have known that the artist was Hans Burman and not Metronome artist
Burman.

(Copenhagen)—The annual meeting of International Federation of Phono-
graphic Industries (IFPI) will take place at the Falconer Centre in Copenhagen
between May 30 and June 3. According to A. J. Poole, head of EMI in Denmark,
there will be at least 100 reps for 50 record companies in at least 14 countries,
of which the most distant is India. IFPI has such a great meeting once every
third year. Among problems to be discussed will be copyright problems and
royalty fees.

The countrywide strike in Denmark days is being felt in record sales figures,
it is reported here. Kurt Hviid Mikkelsen of EMI’s publishing house Imudico
told The Cash Box that his publishing company has noted a great interna-
tional success with “Angelique,” the Danish contribution to the Cannes Song
Festival in March. In addition to the recordings in Scandinavia, there has been
recordings of the song in Spain, Italy, Germany and France, and there are
requests from Turkey and South Africa. More countries will come, Mikkelsen
said. In Scandinavia, there have been English-language recording made of the
song, but whether they will be released in Great Britain or not, he could not
say at the moment. “Angelique” is probably the biggest Danish pop song hit of
all times, according to Mikkelsen.

Starting from July 1 this year, there will be tried a new cooperation be-
tween Nordisk Polyphon A/S (with labels Decca, Deutsche Grammophon,
London, Polydor and Polyphon) and Philips A/S in Denmark. The two com-
panies have decided to coordinate their distribution of records to the retailers,
who can order records from both companies fom only one of them. This will
save freight costs and insurances. Except for this common distribution, the
two companies will continue being rivals on the market with their own pro-
duction departments, etc.

(Oslo)—“Can Can” is now shown at the Oslo cinema Colosseum, where the
film is expected to run at least until September. Record industry has combined
the screening of the film with a strong sales campaign for the records, and
some of the songs is expected to appear on the best sellers very soon.

(Helsinki)—A one hour TV film starring Bing Crosby and Maurice Chevalier
has been made in the U.S. European TV companies show great interest in the
film, and TV in Finland will be first to air it, showing the films on May 11.
The other Scandinavian TV companies are expected to follow.

10. Vihreat niityt (Green Fields) (Eila Pellinen/Decca) Musikki-Fazer

Columbia Records of New York was highly praised by Japanese country

music lovers when they got the news that the album “The Great Bill Monroe
And His Bluegrass Boys” was going to be released on the label subsid Harmony.
The album is considered one of the best releases as far as country music is con-

cerned, according to Japanese fans’ opinions, and they already started to get

the album directly from the United States. The album, if imported, will be

coveted by fans, but Columbia (Japan) shows no sign of distributing it up

until this moment.

Tokyo’s newest auditorium, Tokyo Metropolitan Festival Hall, has just been

completed and cost over 4 million dollars. It will be dedicated to promoting
“pure music,” ballet and opera, as well as to provide international conference

facilities. The first time this hall will be used will be for the opening of the

1961 Tokyo-East-West Music Encounter on April 17.

Female singer Connie Francis’ MGM single “Where The Boys Are,”^ with

her Japanese dialogue, is rising strongly in the market. Newly formed N.H.K.
String Quartet is to make its debut on May 1.

The Modern Jazz Quartet (M.J.Q..) will play six times in Tokyo—May 3

through the 7th. Its session on May 3rd at night is a special program for the

1961 Music Encounter, by Victor people. Victor, by the way, is the agency for

the Atlantic label through which M.J.Q. has been introduced.

The New York Philharmonic Orchestra, directed by Leonard Bernstein, has
decided to add another three performances in the western part of Japan, along
with scheduled participation in the 1961 Music Encounter. The orchestra is to

appear May 1 and 2 in Osaka and May 4 in Kobe.

According to the report received here, Kuni-Iehi Ohashi, baritone con-
tracted with Austria’s Salzburg Opera House, will sing all the leading bass and
bass baritone parts whenever the house stages any repertories during the next
opera season (September, 1961 through July, 1962). He has been active in

Vienna recently and was a guest singer in “Figaro” last February at the house.

From Vienna, pianist Jorg Demus arrived at Tokyo’s Haneda International
Airport on April 14. He will hold his piano concert and also play with the
N.H.K. Quartet. New star on 88’s in Vienna, Jorg will stay until June 5 after

giving his concerts in many cities of Japan. World famous cellist Pablo Casals
arrived in Tokyo from the U. S. on April 6. He came to Japan for the first

time in his life to help his favorite Japanese pupil Joichiro Hiraj in giving a
successful debut by conducting the orchestra for the Japanese cellist.

The Yomiuri Music Festival, featuring various fields of musicians is slated
for the end of April in Tokyo. Festival participants vary from classics to

American pop. The four day festival is being backed by The Yomiuri, one of
the three major presses in the nation.

Forthcoming disks on

Mercuz-y (Bai’clay distribution) are EP’s by Ernestine Anderson, Jay and Joe

and Johnny Preston of “Runnin’ Bear” fame. Bel-Air’s Rika Zarai has been

chosen to sing “Exodus” at the Cannes Film Festival when the film of the same

name is pi’esented there. Les Cousins on the Palette (Bel-Air) label seem to be

specializing in West Indian and Hawaiian folk music sung with a rock’n roll

beat.

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GERMANY AUSTRALIA
One of the biggest problems that face both the publishers and record manu-

facturers in Germany is trying to explain why a top hit on the American
market does not become a popular item locally. That is, it is a problem trying
to explain this fact to their American partners. As the world market becomes
more and more tied together, many European tunes enter the charts on an
international basis. This is also true of the American product which has an
immediate market in Australia, England and other English speaking countries
and in lands where the local record production is not as highly developed as
here in Germany. Local firms turn out about 100 records monthly and also
release a great deal of material in other languages. Due to the fact that many
Europeans speak more than one language, the sale of foreign records has
always been and will continue to be a large factor on the large singles market
here. The sound of the record is also very important, but German A&R men
are becoming more and more proficient at duplicating the American sound on
local recordings. If the sound is not duplicated well, the American recording
will take the majority of sales, but if the big production sound is present and
the local production has the advantage of a German speaking version by a local
name, it will probably outsell its foreign counterpart. This has nothing to do
with distribution and promotion as all of the large firms are excellently repre-
sented in this respect. Another factor is the tune and arrangement itself. Eu-
rope has not taken to the R&B sound which has swept America. Therefore, top
hits such as “Dedicated To The One I Love,” “Mother In Law,” “Gee Whiz”
and others do not realize big sales either in the lcoal version or in the orig-
inal version. The foreign manufacturer and publisher must realize these facts
in order to carry on a successful business here. An international hit can bring
in much more coin than a local hit no matter where the recording is produced.
Therefore the A&R man of today, whether he lives in Germany or America,
must produce his product with this in mind, and must also realize that no
matter how good his product is, local versions will still move well. The best
example of this is Elvis Presley, who is the top international recording star at
present. Even though his “It’s Now Or Never” moved over one million copies
here, the local versions still accounted for over 100,000 sales. This will also be
true of “Surrender” which has already been covered by Dieter Heck and Gerd
Boettcher on Electrola and Decca respectively. The gimmick is also an impor-
tant factor. Buzz Clifford is setting the charts on fire with his “Baby Sittin’
Boogie” and no local version until now has been able to compete successfully
with the “Sounds” created by Johnny Parker’s two year old child. The cover
record is very popular here and most of the local top ten have between 5 and
25 versions on the market here.

Things are not as black for the foreign manufacturer as it may look at first
glance. Many of the teens here buy both the English and the German versions
of a recording. For instance, “Never On Sunday” sold over 1,500,000 records
here. 3 versions sold over 100,000 of this record and many buyers bought more
than one.

Often, a locally produced version will boost the sales of the foreign language
recording, as the public will hear the German versions, understand the lyrics
and then buy the foreign version because of the superior sound. One American
publisher has tried to cope with this situation by not giving his top tunes to
a German sub-publisher, allowing for no German versions and therefore, he
thought, preserving the selling power of the American hit. This works in re-
verse. The American record sells less, and the publisher actually loses much
money because of the lack of interest in a record without competition. Even
an instrumental hit such as “Ghost Riders” by The Ramrods has 3 instru-
mental covers by the top record firms here.

In any business, it is most important to understand your product and your
market and the record executives in other countries, especially America will
have to realize this, study this market and work toward creating international
hits in order to do top business in this very important market which is Ger-
many today.
Here are some important news notes. AI Schacht, the German director of

Aberbach Music in Hamburg, was recently appointed European director of
coordination for Hill and Range Songs.

Ariola Records director Lutz Welnitz is on his way to America for a 4 week
visit with his sales chief Fredrich Schmidt. He’ll be trying to sign up top labels
for distribution here and renew old connections with business friends.

Publisher Peter Meisel will also be making the trek overseas on May 15.
Mercury Records organ King Eddie Layton is touring Germany and will be

playing in Hamburg, Braunschweig, Wupertal, Cologne, Frankfurt and Munich.

There are new German versions of “Exodus” by Rika Zarai for Teldec and
Belinda for Electrola. “Baby Sittin’ Boogie” has been done in German by Jack
Terry for Polydor and Ralf Bendix for Electrola, and the old Carl Dobkins Jr.
tune “Lucky Devil” has been recorded by The Missouris on Teldec. All 3 songs
belong to Seith Music in Munich.

Electrola has released the top prize winner in the “Song For Europe” con-
test recently held. It’s the Luxemburg entry “Nous Les Amoureux” sung by
Jean Claude Pascal.

The firm has also released Chubby Checker’s version of “Pony Time” which
topped the American charts.

Rudi Schroeder of Meisel Music reports new life on the hit tune “Petite
Fleur,” which has now been done in French by Danielle Darieux and was the
theme for a recent TVer here and in German by Ariola’s Britt Hagen. French
lass Claude Goaty will also make her German singing debut with the tune on
Pye-Vogue here.

The German evergreen “Sag Beim Abschied leise Sercus” (Say When We
Bart As Soft Goodbye) has been redone with which Caterina Valente and
brother Silvio Francesco and is being done in German by French star Josephine
Baker. New life for the German standard in France.
Peer Music has just one thing to say this week. “Paschanga here, Paschanga

there, Paschanga everywhere.”
That’s it for this week in Germany.

Playing dates for the next Lee Gordon Big Show (see last week’s column;
are—Melbourne, April 25 and 26; Adelaide, 27; Sydney, 28 and 29; Brisbane,

May 1. Overseas stars being featured are Connie Francis, Bobby Vee, Johnny
Burnette, The Ventures and Troy Donahue. Local groups will supply backing

for the vocalists. This will be the first show that Gordon has produced for a

couple of months and a quick look at the line-up indicates more gold for Lee.

Col Joye’s new release is “Naughty Girl” backed with a revival of “Going
Steady.” “Naughty Girl” was written by Col in conjunction with England’s

top instrumental group The Shadows. Much depends on this record’s success

in England—should it take off on the Best Sellers, Col will immediately follow

up with a visit overseas. Experts predict a big future for young Brian Davies,

a singer featured regularly on “Bandstand.” Brian is only sixteen and looks

like a big name of the future.

An interesting new appointment in the EMI organization here is that of

Geoff Harvey as Musical Director. Geoff comes to EMI from London where he
has had considerable experience as arranger in recording, radio and television.

He will now be responsible to Ron Wills (A&R manager of EMI-Australia) for

the production of all future recordings for EMI featuring local artists. In

announcing the appointment of Geoff Harvey, John Sturman—manager of the

record administration division of EMI, said that it underlines the firm’s faith in

the local artists, and EMI is now optimistic about breaking further into over-

seas markets with locally produced disks. It already had overseas success with
some Australian stars, particularly Slim Dusty and Rolf Harris.
American singer Billy Daniels is shortly to arrive in Australia for an en-

gagement at Andre’s night club in Sydney. Billy will follow the Howard Morri-
son Quartet from New Zealand at present playing there.

The Three Out Trio leaves Sydney for a tour of New Zealand soon. Another
popular jazz group The Bryce Rohde Quartet has just left for USA where it

will tour with The Kingston Trio. Bryce Rohde, leader of the group, is already
well known in American jazz circles through his piano playing with The
Australian Jazz Quintet which spent several years in the States.

Melbourne singing trio The Bradley Sisters—currently doing well in Sydney
—have been signed up by Festival as backing group for its artists. Their first

backing is for Col Joye’s “Naughty Girl.”

Steve Lawrence looks big with “Portrait Of My Love” after an absence of a
few months from the pop charts. “Portrait Of My Love” is getting a stack of
airplay and Len Gray and Rea Benn from the EMI office in Melbourne are
confident of big success with this one which is released in Australia on the
London label.

After weeks of waiting for someone to develop, at the time of writing
nothing has been announced regarding the distribution in this area of Frank
Sinatra’s Reprise label. Several major labels are bidding for the contract and
negotiations have been going on for quite some time. The delay could be costly

to Frankie’s single “The Second Time Around,” which is getting airplay but
there are no disks available to satisfy the demand.

First records on the Am-Par label—now pressed and distributed here by
the Festival group—have appeared and initial sales are believed to be very
strong. First big single on Am-Par in Australia is Paul Anka’s “Tonight My
Love Tonight.” Am-Par products were previously issued throughout Australia
by W & G Records.

Australian Record Company (Coronet and Warner Bros, labels), which is

now owned by Columbia Records of USA, is moving further into the club field.

A few weeks ago, the Coronet (Columbia) Record Club was launched in Syd-
ney and this past week saw the introduction of the club in Melbourne which
was accompanied by huge press ads in the leading daily papers of Melbourne.
News has just filtered through to the effect that ARC has now signed to handle
the United Artists catalog for the next couple of years. There had been keen
interest in who UA would choose to handle its material here (ARC have it for
Australia only). This now gives ARC (owned by American Columbia) three
prominent American catalogs—Warner Bros., Coronet (Columbia) and United
Artists—in addition to this it (ARC) has also recently signed with several
independent American labels.

Mr. De Goy, president of V.C.M. (His Master’s Voice—Columbia—Marconi-

phon), during a talk with the Italian rep of The Cash Box, stated, “I feel that
the Italian record industry will fall in a seriously difficult economic situation if

the act for an additional 10% tax to be paid by the record producers or im-
porters is passed by the Italian Senate after the positive decision already taken
by the Chamber of Deputies. This increase may result in the strongest houses
surviving, financially, and they will surely be able to keep their normal level

of activity, while there is a serious danger that the smaller companies will be
compelled to stop production. However, it will be difficult for the major record
companies to face the new taxes if they are heavy.”

A party was held at the Duomo Hotel in honor of Mrs. Ralph Sylvester Peer,
the president of Southern Music. She left the following statement for our
Italian column: “I’m happy to be in the country where in 1962 the next inter-

national meeting of Southern Music’s representatives will be held. They will
meet in September of next year in Stresa on the Lake Maggiore. I wish to
express my gratitude to Mr. Alberto Carisch, who represents us in Italy. We
are very satisfied in cooperating with him, and were surprised at the large
development of the Italian company of Southern Music.”

“24,000 Mila Baci” (24,000 Kisses), the only song from San Remo which
received a good reaction from abroad (it has been a smash here), disappeared
from our charts this week. Little Tony, the boy who sang the tune at San Remo
with Celentano, has seen his popularity growing in Italy after his appearance
on the stage of San Remo. His newest releases from Durium, “Bella Pupa” and
“Bella Marie” could enter the charts soon. Actually, he first started singing in

England, where he met with some success, and only after a period of work there
returned to Italy. Mr. Mintangian of Durium listened to a test record of the boy
and immediately judged him to have strong possibilities for the Italian terri-
tory as well. He brought him to San Remo, presenting Little Tony to our
national public. Mintangian is particularly proud of the boy and tries to give
him any promotional help he can.

The TV appearance of an artist happily increases the sales of his records. In
the case of Connie Francis, the sales of her records “Jealous Of You” and “Val-
entino” have really broken out in a strong way and they fill the number one
and nine positions on the chart respectively. Together with this, other ones
such as “Where The Boys Are” and “Many Tears Ago” are moving up. Mr.
Giannini has stated, “After the big promotion, with the help of Connie Francis,
done these past days, I have no doubt that Connie will be number 1 in Italy, too,
among female artists. This makes me very happy for I know for sure that
Connie has the Italian market very much at heart. I take this opportunity to
thank Connie Francis from this column for her wonderful help which gave me
the opportunity of arranging so many things during her stay in Italy.” During
her stay in Milan, Connie has recorded four songs in Italian—“Aiutami A
Piangere” (Help Me To Weep), “Gambriani” (Sea Gulls), “Capatosta Sweet”,
“Lili Marlene”. The records will appear on the Italian Market after this
summer.

Charlie Hickman, an American record producer working in Frankfurt, Ger-
many, was in Milan with some recordings by a German girl not yet known
here. She is Inge Brandemburg. The executives of some leading Italian com-
panies were deeply excited by her voice, the critics chose her as Europe’s
best at last summer’s International Jazz Festival. While she remains with
Decca for the German speaking countries, her manager, Mr. Hickman, can
pick and choose other record companies for her release in Italy and France.
Miss Brandemburg, who is a songstress specializing in jazz music, will soon
cut a pop side for the States. Before leaving, Hickman said, “With that voice
she could explode internationally,” and we who have heard her, must agree
with him that she really has big possibilities of international success.

Commercial

Another scheme to make the juke box a com-

mercial instrument via the medium of broadcasting

a sponsored product-selling message has been ad-

vanced. The plan has been in the development

stages for several months and was announced last

week.

Over the years similar plans have been intro-

duced but have never left the ground. Failure can

be attributed to any number of reasons. Perhaps the

latest plan announced will overcome these obsta-

cles. It remains to be seen.

Many years ago, Lucky Strike cigarettes was in-

terested in using the juke box for advertising pur-

poses. Lord, Thomas & Logan, Lucky’s advertising

agency spent considerable time and money re-

searching the plan but eventually dropped it. Later

years saw many other attempts at using the juke

box as a commercial medium but they too failed.

Prior to the plan announced by Audio Advertising

Corporation last week, another attempt to program

commercials on juke boxes was the Pantages system

which failed to make any headway. Only last year

Irving Holzman formed International Sound Corpo-

ration but dropped the commercial idea after sev-

eral months.

Whatever advantages the Audio method, as ad-

vanced by Leonard Baitler, may have, the major

obstacles still remain. A juke box which plays com-

mercial messages may be considered in the same

light as a broadcasting station which also features

music and paid commercials and which comes un-

der the jurisdiction of the FCC. This might necessi-

tate licensing and supervision—and of course, pay-

ment of royalties to ASCAP, BMI and other

collection agencies.

At the present time music machine operators are

faced with the annual battle in Congress to defeat

such copyright legislation. Certainly a commercial

plan such as the one presented last week would

weaken the stand of the juke box operator who has

managed to defeat proposed legislative measures

in the past.

It would be well for individual operators, and

MOA officials as well, to investigate thoroughly all

aspects of proposals which set out to bring the op-

erator additional income but could wind up costing

him untold sums of money in licenses and royalty

payments.
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Miller Urges Ops To Attend MOA

NEW YORK—Iz Edelman, president

of the radio stations handling the
stereo FM music. There are about
800 FM stations available with the
number growing each week. One hun-
dred new FM stations were licensed
last year.

Edelman’s tape catalog stems from
his background music business which
is currently thriving. Cine-Sonic pro-
vides juke box operators who have
branched into the background music
business, with tapes specially recorded
for the background market. Cine-
Sonic also manufactures the machine
for playback and all tapes are capable
of two-hour play before repeating.

Stereo music of the background na-
ture is expected to be in demand with
many manufacturers able to present
a smaller catalog. While competition
will no doubt set in immediately, Ed-
elman feels that the head start will

enable him to compete without diffi-

culty.

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Chi Seaway Port Facilities Undergo Expansion
CHICAGO—As international export
trading is showing marked increases
regularly throughout the manufactur-
ing and wholesale segments of the
coin machine industry, reports from
the Chicago Regional Port District
stress continuing expansion during
this year of this city’s already con-
siderable port facilities.

Now that the St. Lawrence Seaway
routes are ice free Chicago is await-
ing the arrival of its first overseas
ship of 1961 and optimism is run-
ning rampant among the port lead-

ers. There are two appropriations to-

taling about $900,000 in a proposed
federal budget which, if granted, will

assure the straightening of the Calu-
met River’s “last mile.” This will

launch its deepening to accommodate
ships drawing 27 feet of water.

This year the number of ships, lines

and services will be up considerably
from 1960. Last year 482 overseas
ships called on Chicago. With three
additional berths at Navy Pier, there
will be berthing space for 23 vessels,

which should be adequate.
