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The field of eountry music eonlinues to supply the pop market with many of its biggest hits and most talented performers.
Mercury’s Leroy Van Dyke is one excellent example. His first Mercury release “Big Man In A Big House” was a solid coun-
try hit. Then came “Walk On By” which hit the # 1 spot on the country charts and now seems to be headed for the same
slot on the pop best seller list. Leroy also had a big hit some years ago on Dot duhhed “The Auctioneer.” Booked solid for

fair dates and one nighters. Van Dyke’s first Mercury LP is being rushed into production and should be out in the near future.

POPULAR PICKS OF THE WEEK

“RUSTY WARREN BOUNCES BACK”—Jubilee
JGM 2039
There’s no doubt that America’s most popular sex
story merchant on disk is Rusty Warren and this,

her fourth Jubilee album, further attests to her
standing. Before a highly receptive audience at
Detroit’s Club Alamo, she again offers new lyric
versions of old songs, sage advice to both men
and women, a couple of insults here and there;
general good fun on an adult level. Has an open
field to top chart standing.

“DOIN’ THE TWIST AT THE PEPPERMINT
LOUNGE”—Joey Dee—Roulette R 25166
Riding high on the crest of his current hit single,
Joey Dee and his Starliters have cut an entire LP
of twistin’ music. The sound is loud, fast and hot
as the boys read favorites “Ya Ya,” “Hold It,”

and “Fanny Mae.” Recorded live at the mecca
for the Twist, the Peppermint Lounge, the noise
of the crowd does much to add to the excitement.
Disk seems destined to make sound on the charts.

“THE BROTHERS FOUR SONG BOOK”—Co-
lumbia CL 1697
Cashing in on the sing along craze, Columbia has
included a set of lyrics and music score for guitar
accompaniment in this new Brothers Four LP. The
boys offer a bag of folk standards read with polish
and style. Kicking off the disk with a lively rendi-
tion of “Rock Island Line” the group delivers vdth
equal skill a calypso version of “Goodnight Irene”
and the beautiful “Greensleeves.” Disk should
find easy sales acceptance.

“JOSE JIMENEZ IN ORBIT/BILL DANA ON
EARTH”—Kapp KL 1257
Following his successful premiere disk, “The As-
tronaut,” Bill Dana comes back more than strong
in this new offering from Kapp. Disk’s first side
is devoted to a single bit in which Dana plays a
somewhat bewildered spaceman. On the flip side
most noteworthy are a beautiful satire of Mitch
Miller and a funny piece of nonsense called “The
Skin Diver.” Comic’s writing partner Don Hinkley
ably acts as straight man and interviewer. LP’s
infectious humor should make it a sure comer.

“BERLIN MELODY”—Billy Vaughn—Dot DLP
3396
Tagging this new LP after his current hit single,
Billy Vaughn has included eleven other popular
tunes geared for the dancing trade. The Vaughn
ork’s style is easy and polished in their readings
of “Wooden Heart,” “Mexico,” and “It Happened
In Adano.” Definitely not a twistable disk, this
Dot offering should attract the waltz set in
droves.

“PRESENTING PETER DUCHIN HIS PIANO
AND ORCHESTRA”—Decca DL 74190
Here the young (24) son of Eddy Duchin feels
his oats for the first time in an LP and the result
is a sophisticated, modem, artful collection of
dancing favorites. Sounding a little like his fa-
mous father, Peter does credit to the Duchin name
as he reads “Make Someone Happy,” “Maria,”
and “S’Wonderful.” If this disk is an indication,
Peter’s future seems promising and bright.

“SAD MOVIES (MAKE ME CRY)”—Lennon

Starting off with a sincere rendition of “Sad Mov-
ies (Make Me Cry)” the Lennon Sisters deliver
eleven other Fred Rose tunes with artistry and
warmth.

JAZZ PICKS OF THE WEEK

“TIME FURTHER OUT”—The Dave Brubeck
Quartet—Columbia CL 1690
Here’s more time figure excursions by the Bru-
beck Quartet, following on the successful heels
of the hit “Time Out” single and album. Of all

groups in jazz, none has ventured so far into odd
rhythms as Brubeck’s, none so successfully. Druni-
mer Joe Morello’s mastery of these rhythms is

the foundation. Selections include “Blue Shadows
In The Street,” “Maori Blues,” “Far More
Drums,” “Unsquare Dance” and “It’s A Raggy
Waltz,” the latter two a new single issue. Prom-
ises chart action.

“THE CANNONBALL ADDERLEY QUINTET
PLUS”—Riverside RLP 388
While the strong “soul” current is still promi-

nent in Adderley’s work, this date reveals the
musician’s broadening to a lighter swinging con-
text in some of the tracks. The “Plus” in the title

is the addition of pianist Wynton Kelly on four
of the date’s six tracks, and his glowing melodic
presence accounts for the greater warmth in the
playing on these tracks. Five jazz originals and
one standard—“Star Eyes”—comprise the reper-
toire here.

“THE JAZZTET AT BIRDHOUSE”—Argo LP
688
The case for recording a group during a nitery
performance, particularly if atmosphere and
acoustics are up to disk standards, is well-stated
here. While earning a huge following from three
Argo LP’s there have been some reseiwations
about the group’s too-tight orchestrations, its

somewhat slight stiffness. These reservations are
quickly dispelled with this set, where the group
takes off vigorously on six extended tracks with a
newfound looseness and relaxed vitality. Art
Farmer’s fiugelhorn work, debuting here, is a
successful new medium of expression for him.
The others also perfonn admirably. Should find
many new friends.

“MINGUS”—Candid 9021
For an all-revealing look at what Mingus’ music
really is, the “MDM” (Monk-Duke-Mingus) track
in which themes by the three are entwined in one
forceful, compelling performance, is must-listen-
ing. Here, both old and new members of the jazz
Workshop contribute their best for an overwhelm-
ing performance. Dannie Richmond is again a
whiz of rhythmic drive; other standouts include
Jimmy Knepper, Ted Curson, Britt Woodman and,
of course, Mingus. Side two contains “Stormy
Weather” and Mingus’ “Lock ’Em Up,” both su-
perb. But it’s the side one “MDM” that makes
the album.

The most important point of Mauricio Brenner’s visit to Venezuela was the

signing of contracts T\’ith Hugo Blanco and Joes Enrique Sarabia (two of the
most important Venezolan composers) for all their future productions. Sarabia
is the author of “Ansiedad,” a big hit in 1959-60 in all Spanish speaking coun-
tries (it has been recorded by Nat “King” Cole). Blanco is an excellent harpist
and composer. His last hit is “Moliendo Cafe,” a top seller in Argentina and
Brazil and now on Mexican lists. Fermata plans to give big promotion to both
artists, geared especially to Sarabia’s “Chelison,” which is an answer to Blanco’s
recently created “Ritma Orquidea.”
Antonio Prieto seems to have found the road to hits. His “Calle Del Pecado,”

recorded with Juan D’Arienzo’s tango orchestra and released a few weeks ago,
already has chart sales (see Cash Box, Nov. 18). Prieto’s TV show, now spon-
sored by Kaiser, has increased its ratings in the last weeks. Additionally, “Ne-
nita Nenita,” his previous waxing, is still running very well (this week its

#6 on the lists). Now, the singer is considering the possibility of starring in a
new film, which may be made by an Italian film company in cooperation with
Argentine producers.

Radio El Mundo is arranging the last details of its new 100 KW transmitter,
which will start operating Dec. 1st. El Mundo, probably the most important
radio station of Argentina, recently had some trouble with its old transmitter,
which lowered its output to only 15 KW.
Dan Durand expeects a lot from his tune “Late Mi Corazon” (already re-

corded by Ken Martin for the Discofonia label). Durand isn’t a professional
writer, but some of his songs (such as “Adios Otra Vez”) have called the at-

tention of the experts. “Late Mi Corazon” will also be recorded by RCA and
Music Hall, although the artists haven’t been determined yet. The song is

conti’olled by Julio Korn.
Peter de Rougemont, head of Columbia Records, was very satisfied with Jose

Carli’s recording of “Vida Mia,” made in the “orchestra and chorus” style.

Carli will now record an entire LP in this way.
Some publishers are studying a way of proposing to SADAIC, the Society

of Authors and Composers, a new way to control performance rights of their
tunes. Under the system now in use, the singer or orchestra that performs in

a theatre or dance-party must send to SADAIC the names of the tunes per-
formed, and many don’t send in the right information. Only radio and TV are
directly controlled by SADAIC. The new system would pay only those authors
whose tunes have been recorded or played on radio or TV. The money received
from dance parties or non-controlled places would be distributed proportionally
to the air play time, thus eliminating the possibility of faults or mistakes.
Another planned change is to raise the publisher’s percentage of the rights

from 25% to 33% (from foreign tunes publishers receive 50% if the song is

published). It is considered that 25% is a small amount under the conditions
of the industry today. Some publishers prefer to issue only foreign music
simply because they receive more money from them. If this change takes
place, local music would increase its potential a great deal.

Hernan Aravena, A&R man of the Corporacion de Radio de Chile, has been
here for some days. He got in touch with Ricardo Mejia, head of RCA Argen-
tina, and discussed new plans of cooperation between his company (RCA rep
in Chile) and the local branch. Before returning to Santiago, Mr. Aravena spent
a few days in Montevideo, Uruguay.
Another folk tune in the charts is “Chacarera Del Finado,” recorded by Los

Chalchaleros. It comes immediately after “Angelica,” one of the biggest local

hits (it is said that “Angelica” sold about 600,000 records, in 35 versions, in

about seven months).
Music Hall released: a new LP by Bob Crosby; an album with tangos sung

by Spanish actress Sarita Montiel; Juan Carlos Mereco’s first LP “Pinocho”;
an LP by Penny Mendo; a volume devoted to tango music by Lito Escarso.
“Noche De Brujas,” recorded by Los Pilares, is making a good sales show-

ing. “Pide,” by Roberto Palmer, is running well. Los Cantores del Alba have
recorded a new LP that has already gone on the market.

Ricky Swings In Sweden

During a recent tour of the record centers in France, Holland, Germany,
Italy and the Scandinavian countries the growing importance of the interna-
tional aspect of record making was everywhere apparent. Besides the universal
American chart entrants Elvis Presley and Connie Francis, (Ricky Nelson too
IS currently in six of the continental charts with “Hello Mary Lou”), it was
interesting to find the names of British artists well represented in the inter-
national popularity stakes. Undoubtedly leading the field is CliflF Richard,
closely followed by his group The Shadows. On the distaff side, the name of
1 etula Clark can curi’ently be found in the charts of France, Belgium, Holland
and

^

Denmark while the doors of international stardom are wide open for
British teenager Helen Shapiro. Although still at school, Helen recently made
personal appearances in France and Sweden which have considerably boosted
her record sales. Continental manufacturers continually stress the vital im-
portance of personal appearances as a promotional aid for American and
British artists claiming that the resultant increase in record royalties more
than compensate for the relatively low fees payable.

Saga Records announced 10 new releases in its Dandy series of Childrens
Disks. These include a set of four religious records “The Nativity,” “The
Miracles.” “The Crucifixion” and “The Resurrection” and in line with all Dandy
disks they are 7" EP’s retailing at 7/6d. For the Very Young, Dandy has a new
series of “talking books”—disks of farm, bird and animal noises each housed
in a full colored sleeve and accompanied by an illustrated booklet. The Dandy
label, which was launched in October 1960, sold over a quarter million records
in three months and a spokesman for the company predicts that this year’s
Christmas sales will be doubled.

Another success story comes from M. D. Ernest Wilson, for many years a
member of the famous Victor Silvester Orchestra who reports that in the 18
months since he founded Silver Dollar Records sales have exceeded 30,000.
Silver Dollar specializes in low-priced strict tempo disks specially designed for
ballroom dancers and schools. To date 14 7" EP’s have been issued and dis-
tribution facilities set up in the United States, Denmark, Holland, (Germany and
Switzerland. Outlets are now being sought in other territories.

Cliff Richard, currently touring Australia and New Zealand, last week col-
lected his 9th silver disk for a quarter million sales of “When The Girl In Your
Arms” from his film “The Young Ones.” It is interesting to note that the song,
specially written for Cliff by American composers Tepper & Bennett, has now
been recorded by Connie Francis as “When The Boy In Your Arms.” For once
the tables are turned with a top American artist waxing a cover version of a
British hit.

Anthony Newley’s smash musical “Stop The World—I Want To Get Off” is

to be filmed in January. This will be the first of a series of films planned by
impresario Bernard Delfont. The second “The King Was In The Counting
House” starring Newley and Sammy Davis Jr. takes the floor in March. Del-
font is currently in New York negotiating a Broadway theatre where, in as-
sociation with David Merrick, he will present “Stop The World” in September
1962. Singing star Julie Wilson opens a season of cabaret at Delfont’s "Talk of
The Town.

Publisher Harry Lewis appointed general manager of Mellin Music, whose
latest chart entries “Take Good Care Of My Baby” by Bobby Vee and “Bless
You” by Tony Orlando are handled by Nevis-Kirshner. President Robert
Mellin has now retuimed to the States. Lewis will still continue to look after
his own company Marlyn Music and is currently working on a new Vera Lynn
single for MGM “From Tomorrow.”

Alan Parmor of Lorna Music off to Scandinavia for meetings with his as-
sociate companies, Wilhelm Hansen of Copenhagen, Nordiska of Stockholm and
Norsk Music of Oslo. He will later visit New York for an exchange of copy-
rights with American publishers, and explore the possibilities of American
guest appearances for Helen Shapiro. Her two successes “Don’t Treat Me Like
A Child” and “You Don’t Know” are both published by Lorna.

Sir Joseph Lockwood, Chairman of EMI in his annual review of the com-
pany’s activities announced that the total sales of EMI Records for the year
ended 30th June 1961 “rose considerably, despite the fall in exports which was
more than off-set by a very large increase of sales in the home market.” In the
classical field, out of the 30 most important international artists now filling the
Opera Houses and Concert Halls throughout Europe most record for EMI,
many exclusively. EMI’s advance in the stereo field may be gauged by the
fact that in the past three years nearly 400 LP classical stereo records have
been released to augment the existing catalog of over 1000 LP mono disks.
Pop-wise, Sir Joseph noted that since July 1960 EMI artists have received 15
Silver Disks for sales exceeding 250,000. He also paid tribute to the achieve-
ment of such established artists as Victor Silvester, Joe Loss, Russ Conway,
Cliff Richard, The Shadows, Matt Monro, Adam Faith and The Temperance
Seven. Of the company’s more recent discoveries. Sir Joseph singled out for
praise the talents of Helen Shapiro, John Leyton and Danny Williams.

Lionel Bart this month makes his debut as a singer with “Give Us A Kiss
For Christmas” released by Decca. Tapes have been flown to the States for
transatlantic release.

Warner Bros, international director Bobby Weiss and agent Hymie Zahl
negotiating to bring Dorothy Provine, star of ATV’s “The Roaring Twenties,”
to this country for TV appearances. Her latest disk release is “Don’t Bring
Lulu.”

As the twist gathers momentum Warner Bros, re-issue “The Hully Gully
Twist” by Bill Doggett first released in January this year. Meantime the
famous Clontinental group Les Chakachas take the floor with “Twist Twist” on
RCA.

The BBC has banned as ‘unsuitable’ all recordings of “God, Country And My
Baby.” Decca, who released both the Johnny Burnette and Chico Holliday ver-

sions, are giving the disks maximum exploitation on Radio Luxembourg and
other mediums (see Cash Box story in last week’s issue).

Harry Belafonte, top Christmas seller for the past two years with “Mary’s
Boy Child” has a new single “The Baby Boy” backed with “Kingston Market”
released by RCA—both tracks from his LP “Jump Up Calypso” due out in

January.

American Shelly Berman visiting London for the first time to tele-record

“Shelly Berman—A Personal Appearance” for BBC TV. HMV release on LP
of the same title.

~ Following his recent hits “Johnny Remember Me” and “Wild Wind” EMI
release an LP on HMV entitled “The Two Sides of John Leyton”—tracks are
divided between beat and ballad numbers.

Back from biz talks in London, Bo Lbfberg, head of record dept, at Philips

told Cash Box that his company will do a lot to give its recently contracted
songster Anita Lindblom as many international contracts as possible. Dick
Katz in London will be handling her contracts in Europe, and as a start, she

has a contract for p.a.’s at Sporting Club in Monte Carlo. Recording for Fon-
tana, Jack Beverstock, a & r man of Fontana in London, will handle all her
foreign language recordings for the future.

There will be a Swedish song festival also in 1962, one way or another.

The winner of the local song festival will be Sweden’s entry at the Eurovision
Song Festival, taking place in Luxembourg on March 18, 1962. Behind the
Swedish entry stands Swedish Broadcasting-TV (SBC-TV). Coopei’ating with
STIM (the performing rights society) SBC-TV has picked out ten tunesmiths,
inviting- them to present their songs for the local festival. Invited are Evert
Taube, Povel Ramel, Ulf Peder Olrog, Jules Sylvain, Owe Thornqvist, Olle

Adolphson, Bobby Ericson, Britt Lindeborg, Per Lindqvist and Ake Gerhard.
However, accoi'ding- to the invited composers, their enthusiasm seems to be
far from what could be expected. Taube, who actually is no composer of pop
songs (he is more a poet, and one of the best in Sweden) has rejected the

offer since he will be cruising in the Caribbean waters at the time the com-
petition takes place. Sylvain is principally against so called song competitions
and is not expected to accept. Ramel has refused since he considers himself
a writer of show songs and not of pop songs of the kind needed in this con-
nection. Olrog is doubtful and so is Thornqvist, both saying “probably not.”

Definitely “yes” has been said by Adolphson, Lindeborg and Gerhard. Lindqvist

has not yet been available. According to SBC-TV, should less than four ac-

cept, we will send a new offer to ten others.”

After the more or less scandal-like entry at Cannes this year, there has
been much written in the dailies here. The general feeling is that Sweden
should withdraw from these competitions. As long as SBC-TV refuses

_
to

join the Eurovision Song Festival with a song with commercial value, looking
more for the “highstanding” cultural value of the song representing Sweden,”
Sweden might have very little to expect out of such a competition where
most of the European countries seem most anxious to present songs with
“hit” appeal.

Speaking to record companies here, there seems to be another problem for
SBC-TV to face once it has found a song for Luxembourg. The general feeling
is that SBC-TV is not backing up the artists enough, and therefore, record
companies might be less willing to see their artists in Luxembourg. Metro-
nome, to mention one example, has already made sure that its Scandinavian
top names will not be available, as far as Sweden is concerned it is Siv
Malmquist, who will represent Germany in case she wins the local German
competition. In Germany, six leading record companies have been invited to
pick out two artists each for the German Song Festival. Anders Burman,
A & R man of Metronome, Stockholm, returned from Munich the other day
and told Cash Box that Nina & Frederik (from Denmark) and Siv Malmquist
will be Metronome’s representatives in the German competition.

Bbrje Ekberg of Metronome, Stockholm, told Cash Box that the firm ex-
pects a lot from its release of “Ya Ya” with Lee Dorsey, released here at
Metronome. Swedish publisher of the song is Multitone. In the U.S., the record-
ing is released on the Fury label.

Rolf Wallentin has just done his first EP for EMI on the Odeon label. His
version of “Wayward Wind” is expected to be something extra.

Ann-Louise Hansson, teenage songster at Metronome label, in Torremolinos,
Spain, on a three weeks vacation.

Anita Lindblom’s first Swedish EP for Fontana has at least one song with
plenty of appeal for the future charts. It is her version of the American song
“You Can Have Her” in Swedish titled “San’t ar livet” (Such is life). Other
songs on the EP are “No, je ne regret rien,” “I Just Don’t Understand” and
“Mysterious Tango,” all in Swedish.

FINLAND
Several spokesmen for the record trade in Finland have reported to Cash

Box that the record biz is doing very badly these days, thanks to Nikita
Khrushchev. “Being anxious for what the future might bring, it seems as
people having any money to spend, prefer to place them in gold and jewelry
instead of phonograph records, as the latter is considered something too
luxious in case anything serious should happen.” Trade people have sounded
very pessimistic about the coming Christmas sale, which, by tradition, is the
best sales period for the trade.
At the top in Finland’s Best Sellers is “Putti Putti” with Jay Epae on Mer-

cury. A local recording with Kai Lind on HMV of the same song appears in
the fourth spot. The Kai Lind recording of the song, however, is topping the
list of best selling EP’s in Finland at the moment.

NORWAY
Ricky Nelson, who recently was awarded a silver disk for the sale of 25,000

of his “Hello Mary Lou” by daily paper Arbeiderbladet, was the 13th silver
disk winner in Norway since the paper started presenting such awards two
years ago.

Norwegian singer Ray Adams will be touring Sweden until Christmas. In
January, Germany wants him for TV programs.

GERMANY
Bob Schwartz of Laurie Records dropped by the office and brought up some

basic differences between the record industry in Germany and in other world
markets, especially America that are interesting for industry people all over the
world. Everyone will agree that the record business is now a world business and
no longer limited to the U.S., but the record business in each country is quite
different. It is getting more and more difficult to produce a recording with
international quality because the tastes of different countries differ. For in-
stance, local singer Udo Jurgens has turned songwriter and has had 2
songs all over the international charts. His first tune “Jenny” recorded as both
an instrumental and vocal picked up top sales in many world markets but was
just moderately successful here. His latest effort, “Woher Ich Auch Komm” is

practically unknown here but has sold terrifically in England under the title

“Reach For The Stars” sung by Shirley Bassey, who is now warbling this
song all over the U.S. Other German artists who are still selling well here but
have not come up with a new international smash include Lolita, & Ivo
“Morgen” Robic. Top execs on both sides of the ocean seem to agree that
separate records must be recorded for home sales and for export to foreign
lands. Even Connie Francis, who is doing sensationally on this market as
well as Italy, is recording different material for release on different markets.
At the present time, almost no top hits from the U.S. have made the charts
here with the exception of “Michael.” However the top hit here “Weisse Rosen
Aus Athen” originated in Greece and “Pepito” is a Spanish song. With the cost
of promotion being much lower here than in America (About 300 sample rec-
ords for press and DJ’s) and therefore the margin of profit being greater (no
discounts, deals or freebees) the record firms can take a chance on more pro-
duction at less cost than their American brothers. However, the top pops from
the U.S. market just aren’t doing the sales that they used to. The German mar-
ket is best understood by a record exec who visits here at least once a year to

see for himself. There’s no substitute for travel when it comes to understanding
and producing for the world market today. It can also mean lots of profit. One
suggestion. When you reach a country, call the local Cash Box rep. He’ll be
glad to give you an unbiased picture of his market and set up appointments
with the most important people for you.

“My Fair Lady” is certainly getting top coverage since the opening of the
musical in Berlin. Philips has released not only the German language LP but
also has cut 2 singles with Heidi Bruehl for the market. Metronome has also
released a dixie land EP of tunes from the show from the Down Home Jazz-
band.

Metronome has re-released Bobby Darin’s “Dream Lover” and “Splish
Splash” back to back, and they’re enjoying good sales. The top selling record
for the firm continues to be “Schade, Schade, Schade” by Siw Malmkvist. Radio
Luxemburg reports that “La Paloma” by Freddy continues to top its hit parade
with Americans Elvis Presley and The Highwaymen also represented in its

top 10.

An old German folksong with parts from “La Traviata” first recorded in
1936 has been revived and is now topping the hit parade in Scandinavia. The
song “Violetta” will be on the market here in the next few days by Jorgen Ing-
mann instrumentally and Bobby Franco from Telefunken Records vocally. It

should be a smash here, too.

That’s it for this week in Germany.

This album, her
third, has 8 tunes. Among them is “It Was Written In The Sky,” last sum-
mer’s best selling one here.

The Yomiuri Shimbun, one of the three major dailies, has announced its in-

vitation of Francisco Canaro y su Orquesta Tipica, world-famed maestro of
Argentine Tango with the cooperative backing-up by Japan’s Foreign Office,

Tokyo Metropolitan Government, Argentine Embassy, Japan-Argentine So-
ciety, Latin America Society and The Toshiba Records. His appearance in

Japan is to commemorate his country’s president Arturo Frondizi’s state visit

to Japan on Dec. 13. Canaro’s appearances will start Dec. 1.

Columbia is now busy selling and advertising the so-called “Don-Don”
rhythm. To meet this need, the diskery cut “Don-Don” in LP form featuring
many pop-tunes such as “Side By Side,” “Luna Napolitano” and others. Tunes
were recorded by nine bands and orks appearing in nitery spots. Deck’s release
will be followed by the big advertising, and “Don-Don” parties here.

Toshiba’s Q Sakamoto, Kayoko Moriyama and Jerry Fujio will appear in

the Toho film “Awamori-kun Nishi-e Iku” (in color) which is to open Dec. 24
for a week throughout the country. Q. Sakamoto will also be featured in an-
other Toho flick in color “Comics: Ekimae Bentoh” along with many vet film
stars (opening date is same as the former).

Gramophone announced its best-selling-5-tunes-in-revival-chart. The figures
claimed by the diskery start from Jan. 1 to Oct. 31. This doesn’t include or-

dinary tunes, of course. 1). “Ruten” by late screen star Keiichiro Akagi sold

100.000 copies. 2). “Uramachi Jinsei” by flick star Joji Takagi—50,000 copies.

3). “Meigetsu Akagi-Yama” by film actor Jo Shishido—30,000 copies. 4). “Tsu-
makoi Dochu” by Koji Kashima — 20,000 copies. 5). “Tabi-no 'Tsubakuro” by
Michiyo Oikawa—10,000 copies.

To maintain so-called “Rivival Boom,” Columbia cut Hideo Murata’s new
deck “Kutsukake Kouta” b/w “Oshima-Sentaro Tabi-Uta.” His biggest smash
“Jinsei Gekijo” is also a revived oldie.

Nitery songstress Junko Kida, 19, debuted with Victor’s album “Cocktail
Music (produced by Voichi Suzuji)” which features evergreen Latin-American
material. Selections include “Besame Mucho” and 7 others.

CORRECTION . . . We spotted “Hokkiko” No. 1 position of “LOCAL
TUNES” chart last week. The deck by the Four Lads, was then read as avail-

able thru Capitol label, but the label is actually Toshiba. Toshiba, distributor
of Capitol here, cut the tune during the group’s stay in Japan recently and
released it on Toshiba.

Columbia’s prexy Yonezo Hata and managing director & record division
topper Takishi Tatsunami have resigned. After the recent directors’ meeting,
the firm announced its gross sales as 7,330,012,000 yen (US $1.00 is equal to

360.00 yen on official rate) during the first-half of this year (Mar. 21 thru
Sept. 30), gaining 1,109,000 yen over the last settlement term. (This ex-
cludes export outcome). Net profit shows 17,000,000 yen less than that of last

term with the result of 5,115,900,000 yen. Record division occupied 19% (1,392,-

700.000 yen) out of grand total of gross sales. TV division gained 47% (3,445,-

150.000 yen). Electric appliances earned 26% (1,905,830,000 yen). Others won
8% (586,400,000 yen).

Meanwhile, Yonezo Hata proposed his resignation as Japan Phonograph
Records Association’s topper when his retirement from Columbia was an-
nounced. JPRA’s extraordinary directors’ session, however, succeeded in mak-
ing him remain as the chief of association.

Sadao Naito, 29-year-old composer, was pacted exclusively with Columbia.

Nikkatsu film will release two color flicks bearing the name of recent best-
selling tunes. One is “Kuroi Kizuato-no Broos (Broken Promises)” as Dec. re-

lease. The other is “Wataridori Kita-e Kaeru (Migratory Bird Backing North);
from Hokkiko” for Jan. opening.

The Mercury label, which has long been distributed by King Records of
Japan, will be released by Victor starting next month. Philips’ purchase of
Mercury made this change necessary here because Mercury is to bear Philips’
label outside of the United States. Victor is the agent for Philips here.

nightspot appearances and also was on TV. While RCA in America issued his

“What A Sky” and “Un Granello Di Sabbia” (Tied To A Grain Of Sand), and
RCA Italiana is releasing his first LP featuring his many popular pieces;

Gianni Meccia presented on Canzonissima his song, “L’Ultima Lettera” (The
Last Letter).

Recent requests from the States and Canada for saxist Fausto Papetti’s re-

cordings. Papetti is well known here and known also abroad in Europe, and
he has been meeting with ever increasing success thanks to his “new style”

in sax. Up to the present time, his record house, Durium, has issued two LP’s
featuring the best music of these years and just come out in the States his first

single carrying “Come Sinfonia” (Like A Symphony).
Add to the available versions of number one hit “La Novia,” Marino Bar-

reto’s edition coupling “Regalami Una Notte” (Give Me A Night) on Melodicon
(Philips). The cover consists of a booklet with strip cartoons telling the story

of “La Novia.” Philips has also Sacha Distel’s interpretation of this song.

No reaction yet from our public to the Twist, but much rumor and interest

Marino Marini has
cut the first Italian Twist for Durium for immediate release. CGD has Chubby
Checker and therefore publishes his Twists. Carisch has the Twist by Hank
Ballard on the Parlophon-American King label. Ricordi released the “Pepper-
mint Twist” by Joey Dee on Roulette and also on the same label “The Twist
Changa,” by Machito and his ork. And lastly, Dur'ium put out “Twistin’ USA”
by Danny and the Juniors on Top Rank.

Rifi Records announced it has received the Italian representation of the
Sphinx label, which handles vedette Nico Gomez, while Melody Records (Atene)
managed by Antoine Plomaritis, has taken over the Rifi representation in

Greece, Syria, Egypt, Lebanon, Cyprus.

From Roulette, here represented by Ricordi, come two interesting LP’s Louis
Armstrong and Duke Ellington (recording together for the first time) and
another album featuring Count Basie and Sarah Vaughan. “Duke’s Place,” a
piece featured on the first LP, will be available also as a single.

Nilla Pizzi, the Titanus’ songstress, has been touring South America and is

expected back at the start of next year to take part in the San Remo festival.

Titanus has published an LP (16 rpm) by her.

Recent visitors to Milan included Robert Schwartz, American producer of

Laurie records of New York. Up to the present time the Laurie records were
internationally distributed by way of Top Rank. Upon the recent expiration
of his contract with Rank, Schwartz started a European trip, country by
country, to become closely aware of the shape of each singles record market of

the continent and to set up direct contracts with local houses. Along with
Cash Box, he visited Mr. Gurtler, Mr. Mintangian, the present rep of Rank,
and Mr. Casetta of Bluebell; and also Franz Leonardi. The latest Laurie big
hit. “Runaround Sue” by Dion, is coming out here with a real possibility of
hitting also on our market because the melody is already known here inasmuch
as it was used as a main leit motive on the weekly shows of our successful TV
spectacle “L’Amico Del Giaguaro” (The Friend Of The Jaguar), telecast

last Autumn.
The second channel of our sole TV station, R.A.L, was officially opened.

Caterina Valente has her own weekly music show on the second channel.

The Rollers a dynamic Dutch instrumental rock-group, debuted for the Delta-

mikes with two no-rock traditionals, “La Paloma” and “I Love My Holland.”
The recording got a rush release in Holland as well as in Belgium.
Popular vocal group The Sunbeams made new recordings for the Delta-label

too, among which Dutch version of “Michael.”
Basart-Amsterdam, already one of the major publishing firms in Benelux,

has greatly strengthened its position this week when they purchased the world
known firm of Alsbach & Co., an important publishing house in Holland. The
Alsbach catalog, which is almost a hundred years old, contains some 5,900
copyrighted works and practically all the world known Dutch composers like
Peter van Anrooy, Anna de Wijs-Mouton, Willem Ciere, Dirk Witte, Julius
Rdntgen, etc.

The wholesale department of Alsbach, which represents many important
European catalogs, will also be handled by Basart through their own whole-
sale outlet, Eerste Muziekcentrale, The founder and owner of the Alsbach
firm, Johann Adam Alsbach, died last year at the age of 88.
On Thursday, November 2, L.C. Bovema organized a very informal press

conference for the famous French singer Gilbert Becaud, who visited Holland
to prepare an Ampex-telerecording for Dutch AVRO-TV. Becaud, whose rec-
ords are being released by Bovema’s His Master’s Voice-label, told the press
that he just finished his “Opefa D’Aran” (lyrics by Louis Amade and Pierre
Delanoe) which will be inaugurated next year in the Paris Theatre Des Champs
Elysees. Among the invited personalities of Dutch show business were Eli
Asser, Rita Corita, Johnny Jordaan, Wilma Driessen, TV-producer Karel Prior
and Tante Leen.
Mr. Gerry M. Oord, president of Bovema, recently held several important

discussions with Mr. Annotico, international sales director of Liberty Records,
whose label will now be distributed in Holland by Bovema-Gramophonehouse.
Bovema’s His Master’s Voice-label will release the first series of EMI-“En-

core” Records, which will largely promote re-issues of important perform-
ances of recent years. These 12"-LP’s are presented in full-color albums and
are including several recording greats, such as Norrie Paramor, Ray Martin,
Sir Thomas Beecham, Wilhelm Furtwangler and The Royal Philharmonic and
Vienna Philharmonic Orchestras.
There will be another Toon Hermans One Man Show 1961 on records, due

before the end of the year. Hermans’ first 12''-LP will be released in a luxuri-
ous full-color set, with photos and other details on the subject. As always
it’s Bovema’s His Master’s Voice-label, led by Willem Voerman, who will be
in charge for this.

Bovema’s HMV/SGI-label, featuring Dutch students’ artistic achievements,
has released the third EP-record by student-minstrel Jaap Fischer, whose
songs with intriguing texts are very much in demand these days.
Jos Cleber, conductor of AVRO Orchestra “De Zaaiers,” will leave for South

Africa early next year. Cleber, who is also a notetd composer-arranger, will
become conductor-manager with Radio South Africa in Johannesburg. A great
loss for Dutch light music! For the past years he has made records for the
Philips label and also accompanied many pop artists on top-selling disks.
Among Cleber’s well known compositions are “De Postkoets,” ‘The Golden
Circle Song” and “Sleighride In Alaska.”
Ruud Jacobs, younger brother of Pirn Jacobs (husband of Holland’s First

Lady Of Jazz, Rita Reys) was recently married to Thea van der Kaay. This
month Ruud has been touring India with The Dutch Jazz Quintet. The Pirn
Jacobs Trio—with Pim on piano and Ruud on bass—has made a new LP with
Rita Reys, titled “Jazz Pictures At An Exhibition.” Guest-soloist was famous
drummer Kenny Clarke. (Philips, L.C. Phonogram.)

“Party Favourites” is a new LP by the ever popular Dutch Swing College
Band (at this moment touring through Germany). Titles include “Wolverine
Blues,” “Mood Indigo,” “Beale Street Blues” and “The Sheik Of Araby.”
For the first time an EP by popular Italian singer Mina is released here on

Philips. Included is an Italian song “Lipstick On Your Collar.” Also new on
the Philips label is Johnny Halliday, a French rock-singer.
The Dutch Swing College Band has recorded “Quena” (played on that instru-

ment by leader Peter Schilperoort) c/w “Besame Mucho,” on Philips. These
versions were cut in Argentine, some months ago, when the Band played there.
Other welcome single news: “Mexico” and oldie “Darktown Strutters’ Ball”
by Dutch guitar combo The Jumping Jewels. (Philips.)
The Highwaymen have their first EP out here on the United Artists label

(L.C. Phonogram) with their top-selling “Michael,” “Santiano,” “Sinner Man”
and “Irish Work Song,” also known as “Fi-Li-Mi-Oo-Re-Ay.”

Impossible not to say a few words once more about the amazing, the astound-
ing success of Helen Shapiro (Pathe) in France. The singer’s two appearances
in Paris—one on the television show, “Toute La Musique” and the other on
Europe No. I’s famous “Musicorama” spectacle at the Olympia—were all that
was needed to unleash around this 15-year-old English warbler a veritable
paeon of praise. The Parisian public as well as that of Marseilles, St. Etienne
and people everywhere where the television and Europe No. I’s network reach
are literally begging to buy Helen’s records and the juke-box demand is espe-
cially marked. Juke-box man Vic Tahar hardly knows where to turn to meet the
orders. . . . On the same program, big hit for Barclay’s Vince Taylor. Another
rock ’n roller who has won a top place through hard work, slowly but surely, is

Richard Anthony. His interpretations of “Viens Danser Le Twist” and “Avec
Une Poignee De Terre” have definitely established his reputation on the Pathe
label where he’s a sale leader along with Les Compagnons de la Chanson and
Les Chats Sauvages. The latter group is appearing in public for the first time
at the Pacra concerts, Paris sole remaining Cafe-Concert establishment which
is open three times a week in the Bastille quarter.

Also a few words about “Hit The Road, Jack” which is on its way up on
the list of best-sellers in France, fii-st of all because of the original Ray Charles
version (on Vega) and also because of Richard Anthony’s singing of the French
version entitled “Fich’ Le Camp, Jack.” Francis Linel also has waxed the tune,
along with a rock version of “Nuits De Chine.” This could be expected after his

“Les Millions D’Arlequin” and he needs now only to record in rock “Les Roses
Blanches.” “Hit The Road, Jack” was also among the latest tunes recorded by
Jacky Riders and his Starlettes (Philips). Jacky is a mechanic when he’s not
recording. Seems that the rhythm and the steady beat of the machines de-
veloped his taste for rock ’n roll.

Philips also announces a November 20 release of a new classical series called
“Musique Contemporaine.” 18 albums are already planned, among which will

be found works by composers such as Messian, Boulez, Orff and certain first-

time-on-records works such as “Lulu” by Alben Berg and Schoenberg’s “Moses
And Aaron.”

There’s no doubt about it—Paris seems to be on a real Anglo-Saxon “kick”
and our panorama for this week would not be complete if we failed to mention
that “coming-up-strong” number by Petula Clark, “Romeo.” Les Compagnons
have added the tune to their recorded repertoire too but it must be stressed
that the fast rise of the tune is due mostly to Petula Clark for its recording
was the last gift Petula left Vogue’s Leon Cabat before she took time off to

await the birth of her baby scheduled for the end of the year.

Decca has a new tune we’ll be hearing more about no doubt—it’s “Marilyn
Monroe” by Michel Merendez, a Belgian although his name would hardly lead

you to think so. Decidedly, Belgium produces a bumper crop of talented Latin-
American type musicians and bands. Just to name a few—they’re Les Chaca-
chas, Francis Bay, etc. . . . Also worth noting on Decca, Bob Moore’s “Hot
Spot.” RCA has started on a new Alain Barriere promotion drive to consoli-

date his hit number, “Katie” and prevent him from making a name on one
song only to slip up on the second.

We mentioned here some months back the film track of “Trois Petites Notes
De Musique” published by a firm called “Nuances” and disked in the original

version by Pathe. Yves Montand has recorded the lead tune for Philips and is

including it in his present U.S. program. Sophie Darel has waxed it for Ri-

cordi, Maro and Andre for Vega and Polydor has issued a German recording
by Friedel Hensch. Also from Ricordi comes news of Sarah Gorbi’s album
“Chants Du Ghetto.” Lasry and Bachet with their famous crystal instruments
accompany her.

Gloria Lasso will wax “Le Beau Voyage,” the French adaptation of “Hills

Of Assisi” from the movie “St. Francis Of Assisi.” Miklos Rozoa was in town
for a few days and recorded several programs for radio and TV in which he
presents the music he composed for the new version of “King Of Kings” sched-
uled to be shown in Paris in January.

Let’s end with an item that has its importance where the music publishing
folks are concerned: it’s the opening of a Paris branch of Mills Music, called

Mills France, in conjunction with Tutti-Pares, the whole thing to be run by
Gerard Tournier. And finally, Vic of Fantasia Editors announces that his tune,

“Tu Me Parlais De Lui” is off to a good start, Baxter and Favereau are the

authors and Marie-Jose has waxed the tune. Note the remarkable come-back
of this singer who brought herself to the attention of the French public—and
how!—with “Si Tu M’Ecrivais.”

During the past month, the Canadian record industry has witnessed a host of
hot new Canadian recordings and also new artists. Tartan Records has come
up with another winner from Bobby Curtola. Bobby had a hot Canadian disk
during the summer months with, “Don’t You Sweetheart Me.” His current
item, “Hitchhiker,” was produced in Nashville studios. (The new Tartan dis-

tributor for Quebec is Phonodisc.) The Beaumarks have a string of hits with
Quality Records. Their hits include, “Moonlight Party,” “Clap Your Hands,”
“Oh! Joan,” “Billy, Billy, Went A-Walking,” and “Classmate.” The boys have
a solid chart entry with their latest release entitled, “Yours.” Their first album
was released last year and has been a strong item all year. Quality announced
that the new album from the group will be released next week. It is called,

“In Person With The Beaumarks.” Apex Records has come up with Billy Blue,
an instrumentalist who is currently attending McGill University in Montreal.
Billy has a chart item in “Minuit.” This is his first record. Dean Morgan, who
has had a fair amount of exposure from his initial Canadian recordings, has
his first outing for 20th Century Fox with, “Ouch! You’re Breaking My Heart.”
A low priced album by a rock n’ roll group called The Rockets has taken off

for Adanac Music in the Province of Quebec. Adanac reports this Canadian
item as its best seller in its entire catalog. Other Canadian artists who have
I'ecorded within the last few weeks include, Barry Boyd with “Going Home To
Memphis” on Quality, The Courriers from Ottawa have recorded “Joe Bean”
on Barry. Kelly Jay also appears on Barry with a new release entitled “Two
Faced Woman.” Bob Gillies, disk jockey with CFCF Radio and also emcee of
the hour long “Like Young” TV show, has formed his own label called Valen-
tine Records and has come up with a hit in, “Swingin’ Mathilda.” In the
interest of the Canadian record industry. Cash Box has been giving special
attention to Canadian artists and Canadian recordings. This column has pre-
sented views and opinions from Canadian record people and also special
editorials aimed at encouraging the growth of the Canadian industry. This
column has received many letters from disk jockeys, dealers, distributors,
record companies, and from the management of radio stations. These people
proved that they were interested in seeing more Canadian talent. The past
months have probably been the most active period in the history of Canadian
record productions. This of course includes the French industry. As we men-
tioned in last week’s column, the big firms have been hitting hard at their
low priced French albums. Add to this the new French Christmas product and
the new singles. (Approximately 70 to 80 French singles have been released
this month). More and more radio stations are programming Canadian records.
Cash Box in Canada receives charts from the key radio stations. Many of these
charts now include Canadian records, previously these stations programmed
very little, if any, Canadian talent. Stations such as CKGM in Montreal and
CHUM in Toronto have sparked our industry by including local i-ecords high
on their charts. For instance “Classmate” by The Beaumarks received a lot of
attention at CKGM, the same goes for “Don’t You Sweetheart Me” by Bobby
Curtola at CHUM. This air exposure has encouraged Canadian companies to
produce more local product. If the current trend should continue we can expect
more chart items, in the near future, from our local artists.

French News:

As we mentioned above a lot of French product, albums and singles, has
been released for the Christmas season. One or more Christmas albums have
been released by the following firms, Trans Canada, RCA Victor, London,
Compo, Fleur de Lys, Meteor, Pathe, and RMP Record. All these albums are
aimed at the French market. We cannot mention all the new product that has
been released in the singles department since it would take too much space.
Instead we will mention the singles which are contenders for the top ten dur-
ing the Christmas season. The hot items include, “Gros Jambon” which is the
French version of “Big Bad John.” It has been recorded by Marcel Giguire on
Trans Canada. Also, “Nous Les Copains” by Gilbert Becaud on Pathe, “Oui
Devant Dieu” by Gloria Lasso also on Pathe, “Si Tu Reviens Un Jour” by
Michelle Richard on Meteor, “Le Grillon” by Marcel Amont on Apex, “Noel
Blanc” by Fernand Gignac on Fleur de Lys, “Tu N’Peux Pas Figurer” by
Andre Sylvain on Rusticanna, “Oh! Oh! Mon Coeur” by Michel Gingras on
Venus, “Sans Ton Amour” by Claude Giradin on Rusticanna, “Oh! Jacques” by
Ginette Sage on Apex, “Huguette” by Andre Marcoux on ABC, “Les Amants”
by Edith Piaf on Pathe, “Bambino” by Carmelito on Cavalier, and “Si T’es
Tanne” by The Rythmos on Fleur de Lys. These are the new disks which are
receiving good air play. These should be the items on the charts during Dec.
Of course, more releases will be marketed during the next couple of weeks
and more chart items may come from them. All in all the Christmas season
looks very promising. Canadian product should enjoy the best winter it ever
had.

The entire music and record industry in Australia is looking to Nov. and

Dec. to be bumper months and fortunately business is brighter now than it has
been all the year-—but of course if business does not improve at this time of
the year it never will. The depressed state of the trade over the past fifteen
months or so has been one of the most critical periods in the history of the
record industry in this country. The recent Government announcement that
“the credit squeeze is over” has had little effect to date in loosening the public
pursestrings although there are now signs that the average Australian is

spending a little more freely than for a long while.
The true extent of the damage to the record business as a result of the

Government financial restrictions will probably never be known but it does
seem certain that what has been lost will take a long time to regain.

Still the biggest individual headache to record companies is the lack of con-
sumer interest in singles. The singles position is little, if any, better than it

was six months ago but the better class singles currently being issued should
greatly aid the return to strong consumer demand.

Recent cover versions released by RCA include “Let’s Get Together” by
Bonny Young c/w “I Love How You Love Me” by Val Palmer and “Runaround
Sue” by Chet Avery c/w “Tower Of Strength” by Ray Garnett.
The EMI group certainly has the whip hand now in the hit market—it has

five out of the ten best-sellers across the nation, three on London and one
apiece on Capitol and Columbia. The Festival group has two—the nation’s
number one smash “I’m Counting On You” released on Leedon and on Ampar
it has “Hit The Road Jack” by Ray Charles. ARC (Coronet), Pye and RCA
have one disk each in the top ten hits throughout Australia. On the publishing
side of things, Acuff-Rose leads the field with three of the top ten songs,
namely “Crying,” “Big Bad John” and “Mexico.”

Interesting to note the Johnny Nash version of “I’m Counting On You”
which has just been issued in the United States on ABC-Paramount. This
title is of course the top hit throughout Australia under the Leedon single by
local idol Johnny O’Keefe. The way O’Keefe’s disk is selling (it has taken up
almost permanent residence in the No. 1 spot) it looks like the hit of the
year in this territory.

W&G Records released the Cocki Mazzetti record of “Pepito” which is a
current best seller in Italy—disk is released under an agreement with Ri-Fi
Record Company in Italy. Ron Gillespie of W&G says his company intends to

pursue a policy of regular Italian releases to meet the demands of the con-
tinually growing Italian communities in Australia. Another recent issue by
W&G is the original version of “Midnight In Moscow” by Jan Burgers, which
is a click on the Continent and is expected to break through in England

—

where it is released on Oriole, which has licensed it to W&G.
Popular vocalist Alan Dean, who has been in Australia for some time, has

cut a single locally for the Pye label, it carries “Jackeroo Calypso” and “I’m
For Her.” Another new release on Pye is “Sucu Sucu” by The Laurie Johnson
Orchestra; this one is pretty hot in England right now where the melody is

a theme of a television series, it has opposition from the original version by
Ping Ping, which has been released in this country for many months.
EMI’s present batch of new singles includes two hot items from England

—

Helen Shapiro’s “Walkin’ Back To Happiness,” which is tipped for big things
in US where it is released on Capitol—and a little thing called “My Boomerang
Won’t Come Back” by Charlie Drake; both these disks stand a big chance of

success in Australia.
England’s Mark Wynter has left Australia to return home via the United

States where he has some TV commitments to meet. Mark enjoyed a very suc-

cessful season (his second) in Australia, particularly in television shows. He
was brought to this country under exclusive contract to GTV-Channel 9.

Speaking with Cash Box prior to his departure, Mark said his Australian visits

had given him tremendous experience and he hopes to make his third trip to

this country late in 1962. His album “The Warmth Of Wynter” has been re-

leased here by EMI on the Decca label, and it should find a big market.

The

End

Of An

Era

When a trade publication reaches its nineteenth
year many of the services it furnishes with each
issue almost become institutions.

We feel that way about Cash Box and its Price

Lists. They have been with us now for nineteen years

and it doesn’t seem as though things will be the same
without them. Our official announcement which ap-

pears elsewhere in the coin machine section this

week reads that Cash Box will discontinue the Price

Lists “since it no longer serves the purpose for

which it was originally intended.” While this is an
accurate and wholly sensible reason for dropping
the service, it reads rather harshly when the words
are set in cold black print.

At the risk of bordering on the nostalgic, more
than once the Price Lists have caught our eye and
sent us off into a year when things were altogether

different than they seem today. A 45 rpm juke box
quote rings with so many memories, especially since

it was the first machine to play 45’s after a genera-

tion of 78 rpm record play. And how we thought
about the confusion that would result!

An ancient arcade machine stirs memories of

WWII and the shortages and the results that come
about with shortages to say nothing of the taverns

with weekly net figures that would stagger the imagi-

nation.

The first shuffle alley with pins “similar to real

bowling!” as they were advertised, listed among the

hundreds of games produced since then recalls

many pleasant moments. The evolution of the big-

ball bowler and the step-by-step additions of the

many attractions that make for added play is all

told through the ledger-like lists that told the indus-

try what a machine was worth.

“Check the Cash Box Price List” was a remark
made many times in many sections of the country

before a sale was made. Cash Box Price Lists were
the bible and everyone knew it. But today’s market
has made it impossible to furnish this information

on today’s equipment. As in many other industries,

and in our very way of life in this day and age, things

grow more and more complex. Until recently a ma-
chine was quoted on by a dozen or more sellers who
in turn created a market price for this machine. The
resultant price was then reported, with a high and
low figure to allow for the slight variance in prices,

condition and territory. Today’s “slight variance” is

no longer slight. It is the difference between what a

buyer will pay for a machine in great demand, a

machine that is completely renovated against the

same machine which has been merely cleaned up,

the difference between what a seller in Miami will

sell it for as compared with the outlet in New York—
or Los Angeles, or Hawaii. And the difference can

sometimes be the difference between profit and loss.

And here is where Cash Box, up until now, has been
able to serve the industry with a weekly price that

was the last word in trade circles. We_can no longer

provide this service.

We hate to see it go for nostalgic reasons alone.

But go it must, since, to return to the cold black type

in this week’s issue, “it no longer serves the purpose

for which it was originally intended.”



Cash Box Discontinues '‘‘Price Lists Feature
Will Publish Weekly Lists With Descriptive Infermation, Date Of Issue

Cbicage Parks Show
Another Sellout

C©in Machines Featured
CHICAGO—The largest assembly of
outdoor amusement equipment ever
gathered under one roof will be seen
during the 43rd annual convention
and trade exposition of the National
Association of Amusement Parks,
Pools and Beaches, Sherman House,
Chicago, Nov. 26-29, John S. Bow-
man executive secretary, announced
this week.
“The trade exposition is now a sell-

out,” Bowman said. “There will be 242
display booths in operation—34 more
than in any previous NAAPPB ex-
position.”
Bowman cited two I'easons for the

increased demand for exhibit space:
New firms entering the field; larger
space requirements of regular exhib-
itors.

New rides, equipment and sei’vice

installations—heretofore under wraps
to the amusement business for com-
petitive reasons—will be unveiled for
the first time. Bowman said. Among
these will be a helicopter, a space ma-
chine, a coin operated golf di’iving
range and an automatic popcorn de-
vice that pops the corn in 40 seconds
in full view of the purchaser and then
dispenses it while still hot.
One of the largest of the new ex-

hibitors will be the Automatic Can-
teen Co., of Chicago, with four booths.
Among other first-time Chicago com-
panies exhibiting; Automatic Retail-
ers of America; Appleton Electric
Co.; Halogen Supply Co., Inc.; Hi-
Jinx Cai’amel Corn Co.; Original
Pizza Crust Co.; Wittek Golf Range
Supply Co.
Among out of town new exhibitors

will be: Game-Time, Inc., Litchfield,
Mich.; Miracle Equipment Co., Grin-
nell, Iowa; National Pools of Palos,
Palos Heights, 111.; National Ticket
Co., Shamokin, Pa.; Outdoor Dimen-
sional Display Co., North Bergen,
N.J.; Radio Broadcasting Co., Phila-
delphia, Pa.; Seidel Amusement Ma-
chine Co., Brooklyn, N.Y.

NEW YORK—Effective with this

issue of Cash Box—November 25,
1961—the Coin Machine Section will

no longer furnish a weekly Price List
for used coin-operated machines.
While the management realizes the
gravity of such a move, it has not
been made without thorough con-
sideration of the value of a price list

to the trade. However, because of a
changing industry which has brought
with it new methods of conducting a
business, the Cash Box Price List no
longer serves the purpose for which
it was originally intended when it

was introduced nineteen years ago.

Was Official Industry Guide
During the second world war and

especially during the post-war period,
the sale of coin-operated equipment
was such that an accurate selling
price could be published for every
machine on the market and this price
was generallv within several dollars
of every wholesaler’s price regardless
of his sales territory and without re-
gard to the condition of the equip-
ment. The Price List in Cash Box
each week was literally the official

buy-and-sell guide of the coin ma-
chine industry from one end of the
country to the other.

Recently, due to a variety of mar-
keting and economic factors, it has
become increasingly difficult to re-
port an accurate price on certain
equipment. The shortage of pingames,
for instance, prevents an accurate
price report on this type of equip-
ment, since supply and demand dic-

tates the selling price on any product.

Territorial Differences

Territorial differences have re-
sulted in the same machine carrying
a different sale price depending on
the section of the country selling it.

The condition of the equipment has

played a more important part in the
sale price and a machine may carry
an “as is” price, a price for refinish-
ing, and another for the same machine
if it has been thoroughly recondi-
tioned. The export market, which
uses Cash Box Price Lists as well as
the domestic operator and wholesaler,
has been disillusioned by published
prices since they certainly do not
take into consideration shipping,
tariff, and the many other factors
that enter into the cost of a machine.

Lack Of Information

Lack of information received from
a seller, in the case of identifying a
juke box as stereo or high fidelity,

can easily result in that machine being
quoted anywhere from $75.00 to
$100.00 away from the actual sale
price, when it is being recorded. Con-
dition of the equipment is rarely out-
lined and, if it were, every machine
would have to carry at least three
different sale prices, or six figures, if

a high and a low were furnished. This
was not always the case.
Whereas each machine was credited

with a minimum dozen quotes as re-
cently as last year, today our statisti-

cal department, in many instances,
may not receive a price quote on a
machine for a month or possibly two
months at a time. Who is to say that
this particular machine is worth a
certain price, other than the whole-
saler who offers it for sale? Unless
price quotes from many wholesalers
are received a true price cannot be
reflected. If a machine is in great de-
mand there is no need for a price
quote from the seller. He will sell the
machine at the highest price. On the
other hand, a model that is unsuccess-
ful will not be quoted upon. The re-
sult is a misleading price line carried
over from week-to-week. The opera-
tor, in this instance, is not receiving

the accurate price information and
may suffer from a distorted picture.

After Thorough Discussion

Cash Box has personally discussed
this major decision to discontinue
publishing a Price List with more
than fifty leading coin machine firms.
In addition, the subject has been dis-
cussed with hundreds more during the
last twelve months. There is no doubt
that some coinmen will suffer from
the omission of what has evidently
become the “bible” of the coin ma-
chine business. On the other hand, a
buyer and seller will now be permitted
to “make their own market” each
time a sale is consumated. Consider-
ing the obstacles in the path of con-
tinuing a Price List each week, this
appears to be the more healthy meth-
od of doing business.
While the Price List will no longer

carry a price alongside each machine.
Cash Box will continue to furnish the
list with descriptive information and
the date of issue, as we have in the
past. This in itself will serve an im-
portant function in arriving at a mar-
ket price for equipment. We hope to
eventually expand this feature in such
a way that perhaps the trade will be
even more pleased with the end re-
sult than they were with our Price
List. More will be outlined on these
improvements in coming weeks.

The Changing Times
And so, what was originally de-
