A 1961 automobile accident almost
ended the career, and life, of Patsy
Cline, who had been riding high with
“I Fall To Pieces” at the time of the
crash. Her recovery however, was as
successful as her big hit follow-up,

Patsy’s emergence into the lime-
light began back in January of ’57

POPULAR PICKS OF THE WEEK

“PERSUASIVE PERCUSSION VOLUME 4”—
Enoch Light—Command RS 830 SD
Enoch Light and the Command All Stars come
through with the fourth edition of swingin’ sounds
in their highly-successful persuasive percussion
series. Orkster has chosen an excellent group of
evergreens for this entry. The band shines as they
read “Oh Lady Be Good,” “I May Be Wrong,” and
“My Blue Heaven.” Disk should score heavily in
the coin department.

“CRYING”—Roy Orbison—Monument SM 14007
Cashing in on the success of his hit single “Cry-
ing,” Roy Orbison tags this second LP outing
after the biggie. Chanter’s sincere treatment
coupled with a firm understanding of melodic
variations makes for top-notch listening pleasure.
Highlights of the album are “The Great Pre-
tender,” “Lana,” and “Running Scared.” The
multi-talented Orbison penned most of the tunes
here himself. Disk looms as sure-fire chart item.

“MARIA”—Roger Williams—Kapp KL 1266
Roger Williams takes the name of this new Kapp
outing from his current hit single, and it looks
like this LP will go a similar success route.
Pianist has assembled a varied collection of oldies
and pop items for his unique brand of virtuosity.
In addition to the title tune he delivers top-drawer
versions of “Moon River,” “Shalom,” and “The
Way You Look Tonight.” LP seems a natural for
the charts.

“STANDING ROOM ONLY!”—Highwaymen—
United Artists UAS 6168
The Highwaymen come on strong for their second
LP effort from United Artists. The group’s in-

fectious good spirits lend an extra plus to the
tunes they render. Session includes their current
hit of “Cotton Fields” and “The Gypsy Rover”
plus ten other fast-paced and ballad folk-pop
tunes that have earned them many previous
laurels. Disk should attract a legion of buyers.

“BREAKIN’ IT UP ON BROADWAY”—Dukes
Of Dixieland—Columbia CL 1728
For their first Columbia LP the Dukes Of Dixie-
land unleash their instrumental talents on big
tunes taken from the past four decades of Broad-
way musicals. The boys sales-laden sounds dish
up “Runnin’ Wild,” “Oh, Lady Be Good,” and “If
I Were A Bell” with verve and polish. This
swingin’ session should score with both pop and
jazz buffs.

“CAMPUS ENCORE”—Four Preps—Capitol ST
1647
The Four Preps breeze through a group of pop
items on this follow-up to their “The Four Preps
On Campus” album. This time there’s more of the
same good humor that pokes fun at their con-
temporaries. One bit, “The Big Draft Medley,”
has the boys imitating a number of other singing
groups including the Platters and the Highway-
men. The boys turn serious for fine renditions of
“Moon River” and “Lullaby.” There’s enough
laughs and good music here to make this LP a
chart-contender.

“THE JUDY GARLAND STORY VOLUME 2”—
MGM E4005P
Judy Garland fans should delight in this second
package of tunes taken from the sound tracks of

her motion picture ventures. LP spans twenty-two
years starting with “You Made Me Love You” in
1938 to “You Can’t Get A Man With A Gun” from
Annie Get Your Gun in 1950. The latter selection
was pulled from the flick, as was Judy, and this
is the only side ever cut. Disk includes lark’s
heart-warming rendition of “Over The Rainbow.”
LP seems destined for chartdom.

3834
Erma Franklin offers proof of her vocal artistry in
this initial LP effort from Epic. Starting things
off with her current pop chart-riser of “Hello
Again” thrush launches into eleven other tunes
with the assurance of a long-successful pro.
Lark’s rich, full-bodied voice carries her in good
stead as she delivers “The Man I Love,” “It’s
Over,” and “Saving My Love For You.” Disk
should score with all Franklin fans.

“HERE’S TO LOVE’’—TONY MORELL—MGM
SE 4000
Newcomer Tony Morell demonstrates a profes-
sional, warm, impressive voice in this premiere
LP outing for MGM. With the exception of the
title song, the songster reads a collection of time-
proven sturdies. Proof positive of his talents are
the Morell renditions of “My Foolish Heart,”
“These Foolish Things,” and “Laura.” Chanter’s
pleasing and powerful style marks him as a sig-
nificant new vocalist.

“STRINGS AFIRE”—Clebanoff—Mercury PPS
6019
Clebanoff and his ork produce an ebullient, ef-
fervescent blending of symphonic sounds on this
Perfect Presence Sound series entry from Mer-
cury. On hand for the session is Shelley Manne
whose artistic drumming is added plus. The ork
moves into such items as “Nigrita,” “Bobsled,”
and “Blue Mountain” with dexterity and authority.
Top-rung listening throughout this magnificently-
recorded disk.

“EDDIE HEYWOOD PLAYS THE GREATEST”—Liberty—LST 7210
Eddie Heywood has long been regarded as one of
the top pop-jazz 88er’s around today. This session
finds the pianist trying his hand at some of the
most well known songs of recent years. As always,
the keyboard sparkles as Heywood takes off on
his interpretations of “Ebbtide,” “Love Is A Many
Splendored Thing,” and “Autumn Leaves.” Disk
is sure to make some noise for the pianist.

“CUGAT PLAYS CONTINENTAL HITS”—
Xavier Cugat—Mercury PPS 6021
Xavier Cugat and his band lend their distinctive
Latin beat to a fine collection of superbly-arranged
international hits on this geared-for-dancing LP
from Mercury. The Cugat touch of building firm
melodic lines on solid rhythmic bases is evidenced
as the band reads “Volare,” “Never On Sunday,”
and “The Poor People Of Paris.” Orkster never
distorts the original themes but injects his own
Latin style into all the tunes that he renders.
Cugat fans should come out in droves for the disk.

“INSTRUMENTAL SOUNDS OF THE OLDIES
VOLUME #1”—Admirals—Valmor LP 80
Valmor has come up with an attractive package
of r&r oldies professionally read by new group
called the Admirals. LP is out to get some of the
sing-along trade and should achieve its mark with
the top-notch tunes like “Bye Bye Bye,” “Yakety-
Yak,” and “Love Me Tender” that are included.
Set also includes some popular dances like the
twist, the slop and the stroll. Disk should score
with teens.

“THIS HEART OF MINE”—Carol Lawrence—
Choreo A2
The vocal accomplishments of Carol Lawrence are
beautifully showcased in this album of rhythm
numbers and ballads. Lark’s versatility is demon-
strated as she delivers a fast-moving “I Get
Along Without You Very Well” with the same
sensitive touch and power as she renders a mov-
ing “Tell Me Lies.” Harry Betts and Dick Hazard
have provided some excellent arrangements for
the Lawrence vocal charms. LP should create a
lot of excitement.

“LIGHTNIN’ CHANCE"—Warner Brothers 1444
The dry, laconic, homespun humor of Lightnin’

his hillbilly friends and neighbors. Chance’s
delivery is first-rate and the consistent level of
the material makes for many yocks. LP could
pull coin in country markets.

“DEUCES WILD”—Frankie Laine—Columbia CL
1696
Frankie Laine aims his powerful vocal guns at a
collection of gambling songs on this Columbia LP.
Songster has the ability to create a mood of con-
tagious enthusiasm as he goes through the paces
of reading such items as “Luck Be A Lady,”
“Horses And Women” and his own previous hit
“Moonlight Gambler.” Package ranks as a po-
tential scorer with all Laine fans.

The warm, feelingful voice of Bill Anderson ren-
ders a fine group of country tear-jerkers in this
attractive wax from Decca.

“City Lights,” his first biggie, “Walk Out Back-
wards,” and “Po’ Folks.” Songster reads the tunes
with enough country authority and poise to bring
out a slew of his fans.

“HIGH SOCIETY TWIST”—Carl Stevens—Mer-
cury SR 60664
Arranger-conductor Chuck Sagle using the pseu-
donym of Carl Stevens comes through with a
bag of sturdies tastefully orchestrated for twistin’
on this Mercury outing. There’s enough here for
plenty of dancing enjoyment with both fast-mov-
ing items and slow-paced sides included. Although
the album is geared for the society set, teens
should get kicks as the band reads “Lazy River,”
“Harbor Lights,” and “Margie.” First-rate twist
set.

“BROADWAY’S GIRL”—Julie Andrews—Colum-
bia CL 1712
The perfectly-accentuated tones of Julie Andrews
take off on a musical trip of Broadway on this ex-
cellent Columbia package. Thrush’s typically legit
voice is in superb form as she renders “Looking
For A Boy,” “I Feel Pretty,” and “How Are
Things In Glocca Morra.” Kudos go to Henri Rene
who provides exceptional orchestral backing for
the Andrews talents. LP should be welcome to
the lark’s many admirers.

IARCHES, SONGS, SPEECHEI “HITLER’S INFERNO VOLUME 2; MARCHES,
SONGS, SPEECHES NAZI GERMANY—W.W.
II”—Audio Masterpiece AM 2450
Here’s a wax portrait of Nazi Germany that uti-

lizes some of the songs and speeches of period
plus an authoritative commentary in English by
Albert Grobe. All the terror of pre-war Germany
is captured on this meticulously-recorded disk.
With the current publication of a number of books
about the time, this disk should provide an ex-
cellent record of Nazi activities for historians
and the general public alike.

“40 FAVORITE IRISH MELODIES”—Patrick
Joyce—Request RLP 10050
Patrick Joyce and the Dublin Concert Orchestra
dish up a pleasant, listenable bit of Killamey in
this offering from Request. The ork turns in an
excellent job as they read such favorite Irish
tunes as “Cockles And Mussels,” “I Know Where
I’m Goin’,” and “Come Back To Erin.” Package
contains enough enjoyment to bring out devotees
of Gaelic music in full force.

JAZZ PICKS OF THE WEEK

“FOCUS”—Stan Getz—Verne V 8412
The wax teaming-up Stan Getz and Eddie Sauter
makes for one of the most interesting jazz LP’s
released this year. Sauter composed seven original

pieces for the band, which is superbly conducted
by Hershy Kay. Getz had no part written for
him. The album calls attention to Stan’s talents

of improvisation. The stimulating artistry of the
Getz tenor sax has injected its own flavor and
distinctive style to all the selections rendered.

Resident group
will be Howie Casey, whose debut disk for Fontana “Double Twist” is making a
lot of noise. Regular twist demonstrations will also be given.

International singing star Frankie Vaughan follows his chart topping
“Tower Of Strength” with his own composition “Don’t Stop—Twist” rush re-
leased by Philips last week.

Cedric Dumont informs that The Twist has broken out in Switzerland. His
contribution is “Twist Twist” recorded on RCA by The Chakaches, on Polydor
by The Twist Boys and on Ariola by The Jochin Brauer Sextet. Another Coda
publication handled in this country by Mason Music, is Dumont’s new instru-
mental “Joe’s Place,” recorded on HMV by Tony Osborne.

Agent and manager Tito Burns asks Cash Box to point out that he is re-
sponsible for bringing Bobby Vee and Tony Orlando to this country and has
fixed an impressive line up of TV dates for the duo including ITV’s “Thank
Your Lucky Stars.” They will also tape sound shows for BBC’s “Saturday
Club” and “Easy Beat.” In association with Arthur Howes, Burns will present
them in a nation wide tour opening Feb. 9. Orlando’s latest single “Talkin’
About You” will be released here on Fontana. The label’s a&r manager Jack
Baverstock is convinced that The Allisons’ “Lessons In Love” under their new
musical director Johnny Keating will be the boys biggest hit since “Are You
Sure.”

Another confident a&r manager is George Martin of EMI responsible for
the latest Matt Monro single, “Softly As I Leave You,” released on Parlophone;
a new Italian composition with music by Tony de Vita and lyrics by John
Harris. Johnny Spence and his Orchestra provide the backing. Undoubtedly,
his finest disk to date this should further enhance Matt’s international reputa-
tion and take him to the top of the charts. The number is handled by Robbins
Music.

Singer-composer Neil Sedaka calling at the Cash Box office during his three-
day visit to London described his appearance in Val Parnell’s “Sunday Night
At The London Palladium” as “the biggest thrill of my career.” Plans to tape
two further shows for ITV were thwarted by the Equity strike. However, Neil
hopes to be back within a couple of months. In the meantime he plans to record
his current hit “Happy Birthday Sweet Sixteen” in four languages-—German,
Italian, Spanish and Japanese.

Visiting Stockholm
for this occasion will be T. A. van de Ilaar, general sales manager from Baarn,
Holland, Mr. B. Spits, Dutch-Scandinavian contactman, also from Baarn,
and Mr. H. Cats, label manager of Fontana from Baarn. From Copenhagen
arrived Werner Hamburger of NPA and O. Wiisholm, expected from Oslo is

Hakon Tveten of Norsk A/S Philips and from Helsinki B. Malmsten, secretary
of the managing director of Philips-Finland. Eventually, the number of for-
eign visitors might be more than those listed here. On February 2nd, Philips
will award the gold disk to Anita Lindblom for her sale of the Swedish version
of “You Can Have Her” (“Sant ar livet” in Swedish), the Ivan Mogull song
which has passed 100,000 in sales some weeks ago in Sweden. On February
4th, Miss Lindblom leaves for Germany with Mr. Lofberg. She will record the
song in German; she has already cut it in English.

Ingvar Erikson, publicity manager of Philips-Sonora, off for a week’s biz
visit in London. With him on the trip is Curt Petersson, A&R man of Fontana
in Sweden. Petersson expects to stay in London for two weeks.

Knappupp has just released an EP with Brita Borg and Evert Taube, the

latter considered one of the top poets in Sweden today.

Karusell wants lyrics to the
songs and the one who writes the best lyrics to each of the numbers will get
around $100. Karusell also offer to record the lyrics, which might mean royal-
ties above the prize.

on January 24th. SBC-TV has said no thanks, as they expect him to sing num-
bers from his most recent recordings and doing so would be considered com-
mercial promotion by the non-commercial station.

According to reports to Cash Box from most of the record companies here,
January looks like one of the best months in many years, far above the average
for other Januaries in recent years.

The Lee Gordon office reports that the current (at time of writing) “Twist

Spectacular” Show featuring Chubby Checker, Bobby Rydell and Del Shannon
is a great success at the box office. There is no doubt at all that the presence
in Australia of Checker has given a terrific boost to Twist stocks in this area
and it looks as though people will be dancing the Twist for a long time to come.
However, it is still quite noticeable that some of our leading disk jockeys and
radio stations are still “a little cold” on Twist records and are not program-
ming them nearly as much as their competitors.

An interesting new EMI single release is “Stranger On The Shore,” on the
Columbia label, by Mr. Acker Bilk. This is a very hot item in England and at
the moment it looks a certainty for similar success in this country. This is

just one of many records that are coming to us from England and enjoying
great popularity in Australia. While on the subject of English records, it is

great to see “My Boomerang Won’t Come Back” by Charlie Drake on the
Top 100. Contrary to belief in some countries, this is not an Australian record
although it is one of the real big sellers right across our nation. The song was
written by Charlie Drake and Max Diamond—both Englishmen—and was re-

corded in England. So, even though it has Australia as the basis of the song,
“Boomerang” is purely a product of England.

Philips Records of Australia report that in response to a sensational demand,
it is making a special rush release of the album “Doin’ The Twist At The Pep-
permint Lounge” by Joey Dee and The Starliters. Philips also plans a rush re-
lease of Joey Dee’s “Hey Let’s Twist” from the Paramount film which is now
running in prominent cities in Australia.

Allan & Co. Pty. Ltd., one of our major retailers with several big stores,
has made a big move into the record club field. They are now handling most
of the repertoire—at existing club prices, of the Popular Record Club and
Symphony Record Club. This is an unusual move to be made by a prominent
retailer and the results are sure to be watched with great interest by the
trade in general. Most of the material available at the low club price of thirty
shillings features artists who were previously available through the Festival
something of a reversal of policy as up until making this move, it was one of
the prime movers against club prices and activities because of the effect on
retail trade.

At this stage we would like all overseas readers to make a note of the forth-
coming tour of one of our prominent disk-jockeys—namely Billy Gates of
Station 4BH in Brisbane. Bill leaves Australia on March 1 and will visit sev-
eral countries during the trip. Bill is keen to make personal contact (for in-

terviews etc.) with record companies, publishers, disk-jockeys and artists
during his tour and interested parties can write him care of Box 906M, Gen-
eral Post Office, Brisbane, Australia. In the United States, Bill Gates plans
to visit San Francisco, Los Angeles, Las Vegas, Miami, New Orleans, New
York, Chicago and Philadelphia. His trip will probably be extended to take
in other areas in the United States, if suitable contacts are available.

As a sidelight to the present conditions in Australia, the Federal Govern-
ment has announced that the unemployment figure throughout the nation as of
December last was 115,936, which represents 2.8 per cent of the total work
force of Austi-alia. This figure is the highest since the end of the Second
World War—apart from “strike” periods.

Correction! Some time back, this column credited Joe Halford as the writer
of “Pretty (Good) Lookin’ Boy” which was recently recorded by Teresa Brewer.
Joe was on vacation at the time the article appeared and immediately he re-
turned to his post as manager of Castle Music Pty. Ltd., he asked for the
correction. Castle Music is the local publisher of this title, which was written
by Johnny Devlin. Halford also advises that one of his compositions—written
in conjunction with Jay Justin—“Twist ’N Twirlin’ ” has been recorded by
popular Bryan Davies for rush release.

FRANCE
In the end-of-the-year column, a sort of report was made which retraced

the main trends and events of the preceding 12 months. It might be well to

bring out this time a few lesser events and matters which have had their im-
portance too but which nobody talks about for fear of disturbing a few people.

For instance, over the past two years, record manufacturers here, or rathei’,

certain firms, headed by Philips, have made a serious effort to re-impose the
45 single on the French market. This type of disk was no longer to be con-

sidered as a medium of promotion, mainly for radio play and juke boxes, and
with the help of department stores a publicity campaign was launched to lead

the average buyer towards this model. A certain courage was necessary to

buck the tide of the French market where as far as sales are concerned, the
EP and the 12-inch LP are the twin kings (due to ten years of effort and
promotion). The importance of record sleeves as a sales argument was also

obviously waived. It should hurt nobody for it’s the truth, if we report that this

campaign has met with total failure. The 45 single continues to be what it

always was, an instrument of promotion. One by one, the manufacturers in

question reversed their policy, the price of this type of disk returned to normal
for the juke box people and this important link in record promotion remains
intact. EP’s sold with the sleeves continue to hold forth and the sleeves, by the
way, seem to become more and more attractive (special mention should be made
of those produced by Barclay-Bel Air and the Vogue-“Mode” series, for ex-
ample).

The basic argument behind this campaign had some value—at least relative
—but also had the merit of masking the fact that the effect was an attempt to

combat certain tendencies which hindering traditional French sales policies

which date from before the First World War (we almost said “before the
deluge”—and even that wouldn’t be far from the truth). Certainly, there have
been a few little changes, but they effected specific details and in no way the
basic structure of the manufacturers’ commercial and sales practices. Every
firm here continued to drag along with weighty, and static and costly “com-
mercial” branches and the important problems of stock do not find the begin-
ning of a solution! When discount houses and juke box operations first saw the
light of day, everything was put in motion to bring about their early demise
(but they continue to exist and develop). Certain firms dared to attack the
price taboos (Vogue and Odeon) and were able to carry through successfully.
Pathe-Marconi shook up the old distribution system by creating their Club and
we’ve heard nothing to the effect that this effort has not been recompensed.
On the contrary. . . . Latest reports claim that Philips plans to follow suit.

Time will tell . . .

In the middle of all this stands that pyramid of immobility, the contract
which links the record firms to BIEM, whose stipulations constitute also a
hindrance to any modification of the existing commercial structure of the
French market (BIEM would be the first to benefit should the right modifica-
tions ever be made!) Let’s note in passing that for the past 40 years the same
person, Mr. Tournier, has represented BIEM in all contract discussions.

In conclusion, it might be said that in spite of preconceived ideas and old
prejudices, despite “traditions” which are too deeply rooted, some modifications
in the industry are taking place, a certain evolution towards modern methods
can be noted and in an industry which has been profoundly stirred up since the
end of the last war, diehard methods and techniques must give way little by
little, for otherwise (unlike the famous Bible phrase) the last shall be last. . . .

And to speak of other matters—note that last week marked Colette Renard’s
opening as star of the Olympia show. On the same bill are Los Machucambos,
who have made “Pepito” one of the year’s important international best-sellers.

Also on the bill, Alain Barriere, whose “Cathy” was so promising and who rep-
resents for many the singer who brought back the really “sweet” French
“chanson.” This is Barriere’s first stint at the Olympia and he ought to “make”
it in view of the favor in which he is already held by the public.

Good news from Ted Houra, who, as editor of “Et tous les oiseaux” has been
awarded the French Radio’s “Blason d’Or” 1961. (Amour publishes it and
Broussole and Calvet penned the tune) “L’Enfant De Boheme” (same pub-
lishers, same composers) seem on its way to the hit class m the Compagnons
de la Chanson version. Broussole has made a French version of “Hello Mary
Lou” called “Byebye, Mon Amour” and waxings are scheduled by J. Hallydav,
R. Anthony, Petula Clark, and Vince Taylor (this will be Taylor’s first effort

in French). “Happy Jose” has become in French “Ching-Ching” and once more
it’s Brousolle who did the adaptation.

A flash from President Records shows that sales of all Robertino’s record-
ings are climbing skywards (Vic Tahar confirms this news where juke boxes
are concerned). Robertino has just completed a tour of the main television

circuits in France. There are six in all, and all are components of the RTF
chain. Fabian in Paris. President will record Alberto Cortes and his first session
(tangos, of course) is awaited with impatience. Ted Moura has taken over
once more the foreign branch of President Records and will bend a willing ear
to all suggestions and proposals for distribution of his label outside of France.
Note the address: Disques President, 30 rue Pierre Semard, Paris.

Eddie and Nicole Barclay royally entertained at their spacious apartment
a few nights ago, the entire staffs of Barclay and Bel-Air Records and of Bar-
clay Publishers. Despite the rapid growth of the Barclay enterprises, the close
“family spirit” in the firm remains and the friendly relations between employer
and employees in this case are becoming a real tradition.

The latest Peppino Di Capri recording is “The Twist For Jet.” Peppino is

still highest on the chart with “Let’s Twist Again.”
The other week Cash Box had the pleasure of meeting, in Milan, Robert

McColgin, Columbia Records’ manager of Manufacturing and Engineering
Services International Operations. On his Europe-wise trip, he stopped in
Milan to visit the most important plants of sound recording and record mould-
ing. In particular, he spent a long visit to Durium’s factory at Erba, a town
40 kilometri from Milan.

Mr. Franco has left his position as RCA Italiana's publicity office manager
and joined the Southern Music-Rifi organization.

Interdisc Italiana has closed its office of Milan: this is the result of a Euro-
pean contract it has signed with Philips of Holland. Currently, Interdisc has
contracts for the Italian distribution with Ricordi, Bluebell and Carim.
Just out is an LP by Italian pianist, arranger and composer Pino Calvi, who

recently won the record contest held by Dear Film on the occasion of the
“Exodus” premiere, with his ork version of the title song from the film. The
LP features 12 recent big hits in Italy.

Giorgio Mottola (RCA Italiana press office) was in Milan and spoke to
Cash Box of new songstress Annamaria, whom RCA means to strongly release
in Italy. Her first EP features two songs penned by the brother of Antonio
Prieto, “El Secreto (The Secret)” and “A Te (To You).”

Mr. Casetta of Bluebell followed this winter with a strong promotional cam-
paign for the increase of jazz disk sales: one free LP for every three bought.
Casetta also spoke of songstress Carmen Villani, who recently waxed for
American Chancellor, “With All My Heart” in a real surprising version: both
Bluebell and Chancellor believe strongly in the girl. Recent big releases from
Bluebell were two famous Italian tunes, “Capuccina”/“Non Ti Scordar Di Me
(Don’t Forget Me),” recorded on Chancellor by Frankie Avalon; an LP featur-
ing famed soundtracks and lastly an LP which is a rare example of coopera-
tion among different record houses, in fact Casetta was able to get the neces-
sary permission to collect, on the same deck, pieces taken from the catalog
of different houses with hits such as “You Are My Rose” by Damiana and
“Blue Moon” by The Marcels.

Since the end of Dec. of 1961, the sales of Dot’s “Wheels” by Billy Vaughn
under London label here, have enormously increased all over Italy. Now in Jan.,
“Wheels” is not only the best seller of the Decca-London Group, but number 1

of the American hits in our country.

On the evenings of Feb. 8, 9, 10 and 18 the 12th San Remo Festival will
take place.

On La Voce Del Padrone is available an NP in which Sergio Bruni presents
a tune penned by himself, “La Maschera (The Mask).”

Ray Charles’ “Unchain My Heart,” has been released by VCM.
“The Twist” by Caterina Valente, has just been released by Decca. Decca

has simultaneously released another NP by her, as well, coupling “Senza Stelle
(With No Stars)” with “Se (If).”

Taken from the current music show, “Rinaldo In Campo,” which Domenico
^Modugno has been starring in, Fonit has published an NP by Modugno coup-
ling “La Bandiera (The Flag)” with “The Briganti Tre Somari (Three Rob-
bers, Three Donkeys).”

“El Maintenant” the latest hit by Gilbert Becaud, was just issued by VCM
in Italy.

Cash Box paid its first visit to Mrs. Sciascia and Mr. Rota, the directors of
record house Phonocolor, headquartered with offices and record moulding fac-
tory in Milan—Via Maffucci 18— . As type-printers on plastic materials, in
general, the company is forty years old and only two years ago entered the

^record field, creating its own catalog of recorded light music. They are in-
terested in getting foreign disk lines.

Mr. Trinelli, formerly with Catra of Turin, is said to have joined Vis Radio,
the record house of Naples.

Mr. Ruscitto, after short periods with Gurtler-Bluebell and Interdisc, re-
cently decided to become an independent producer, headquartering at the fol-
lowing address: I.B.C./Via 22 Marzo 8/Milan/tel. 54 23 58. He will exchange
international matrixes.

The New Year is past and the first month of business is just about over. Now
is the time when the industry looks for new trends for new production. The top
tip at present is that the twist will bum itself out before the fall season, but
that twisting will definitely be in evidence during the coming months. As of
this writing, no twist record has entered the top ten but name artists such as
Caterina Valente, Ted Herold, Gerd Boettcher, Detlef Engel, Connie Francis
and many others have recorded new twists which should prove popular with
the German record buyer and will be a big help in establishing the Twist trend.
The kids are just learning the dance steps, contests are being held in various
cities and the press is plugging twist as hard as can be. As a counter-balance
to the hard rocking twist, Gerhard Wendland has a top hit with a Tango. In
fact, the old fashioned rhythms are stronger at present in the German charts
than ever before. Peter Kraus has his hit and comeback with a waltz, and
Gerhard’s tango has kicked off a trend. There have been 6 new pop tango
singles released here in the last week which is more than the entire last year.
It looks like the first half of “62” will be chock full of hard beat twists and
sweet melodic ballads, tangos and waltzes.

Teldec records is working hard on the Jack Ross waxing of “Happy Jose,”
which is being billed as another “Mexico.” Other top plug items for the label
include Caterina Valente & brother Svlvio Francesco and the “Peppermint
Twist,” which Joey Dee pushed to the top of the American charts, Gerd Boett-
cher’s version of “Johnny Will” in German, The Tokens with “The Lion Sleeps
Tonight” and Neil Sedaka with his “Happy Birthday Sweet Sixteen.”

The German Pop Music Festival to determine Germany’s entry in the Song
For Europe contest is underway and the winner will be announced in February
after 4 preliminary contests held on nation-wide TV and the televised finals to
be held in Baden-Baden. Cash Box will print the results as soon as they come
in.

Peter Lach of Capriccio Music reports that the French hit “Guitar Tango”
has been recorded on Philips by Leo Leandros.

Theodor O. Seeger of Peer Music reports a great start to the new year with
a hit recording of “Momma Get The Hammer” in German by Ralf Bendix
already over the 50,000 sales mark. The firm is also riding high with the
English hit “Wild Wind” recorded by Teldec’s Gert Timmerman, “Up A Lazy
River” by Si Zentner, “Sweetie Dear” by Acker Bilk. “Besame Mucho” done by
the Dutch Swing College, “Amor” done by Paul Kuhn and an EP of South
American hits by Los Machucambos, including their present chart rider
“Pepito.”

Bert Kaempfert is very excited about the great response in America to his
latest waxing of “Afrikaan Beat.” He’s now busy preparing an LP to be re-
leased under the same title. Bert was responsible for 3 of the 12 foreign records
to enter the Cash Box top 100 in “61” and he’s on his way with another chart
topper for “62.” It looks like the “Afrikaan Beat” may be Bert’s biggest hit
since “Wonderland.”

Caterina Valente has announced that her “62” plans call for 2 appearances on
the Perry Como show, several appearances in France, Italy, etc. and a special
show which she just finished in the Sporting Club at Monte Carlo. Caterina
will again this year record in 11 different languages.

Rudy Schroeder of Will Meisel Music reports a new recording of the Paul
Anka hit “I’m Just A Fool Anyway” by Ronny Twen for Ariola, “Cinderella”
has just been recorded by Harry Gluck for Polydor and the Anka version of
“Cinderella” is now No. 6 in the RIAS hit parade in Berlin.

Gerig Music is crowing about the success of “Striptease Susi” from Ralf
Bendix and new recordings by Henri Salvador of “The Lion Sleeps Tonight/’
“The Twist” by Chubby Checker and a German version in the works, and both
sides of the new comedy recording of Willy Millowitsch for Polydor.

For the 18th consecutive
year the New Royal Horticultural Hall, Westminster,
becomes the focal point for coin men throughout the
World; and for the 3rd successive year Cash Box—the
International Voice of the Coin Machine Industry—is

proud to salute the venture with yet another special

A.T.E. issue.

The event marks the culmination of six months’ active

preparation by the Directors and Executives of the Ex-
hibition made up of members from the two sponsoring
organizations, The Amusement Caterers Association and
The Amusement Trades Association to whom the success
of the Exhibition brings its own rewards. However, at

this time a vote of thanks would not be out of place for
the less spectacular hut equally important day-to-day tasks

undertaken by both bodies in furthering the wider inter-

ests of their members. That the number of exhibitors is

only slightly up on last year’s figure is due to the limited

space available and the impossibility of accommodating
all applicants. Once again several would-be exhibitors

had to be turned away. A preliminary glance at the list

of exhibitors indicates that the balance between the vari-

ous types of equipment on show will be very much the

same as a year ago.

However, there is reason to think that there may be
some shifting of interest on the part of visiting opera-
tors with somewhat less emphasis on the conventional
fruit machines which, under the new Law, can be op-

erated only in clubs, and rather more emphasis on ma-
chines with restricted pay-outs up to 1/- which are suit-

able for operation in arcades. The reason being that the

club market, while it has not reached saturation point as

yet, is nearer to it than the arcade market, in which there

is a much larger annual turnover of equipment than in

any other kind of location.

Last year’s pre-occupation with fruit machines which

dominated the 1961 Exhibition was only to be expected

in view of the new Betting and Gaming Act of 1961

which climaxed months of preliminary large scale buy-

ing. However, the last twelve months has seen a tre-

mendous levelling out and the withdrawal from the

scene of several speculators who grossly over-estimated

the potential of the British market—a fact borne out

by the figures published in Cash Box International Quar-

terly Editions. These show that in 1960, the year pre-

ceding the Betting and Gaming Act, the phenomenal total

of 13,000 gaming machines were exported to the U.K.

—largely fruits. Figures for the first quarter of 1961

also maintained a high level at just over 2,000, but fell

sharply for the second and third quarters with a total for

the first nine months of the year reaching only 4,000.

The prospect of a return to normal with interest more
fairly distributed between all branches of the industry

has given this year’s exhibitors an added incentive.

It is expected that much new equipment of all types

will be seen for the first time in keeping with the A.T.E.’s

reputation as the major “showcase” of the European

Coin Machine Industry.

With Concern

Association Head Discusses Problems Of Operator

Once again ive are privileged to publish an article specially written for Cash Box
A.T.E. Edition by Mrs. Lilian Shaw, Honorary Secretary of The Phonograph Opera-

tors Association, in which she looks at the coin trade in Great Britain and reviews

the prospects for the future.

Britain’s phonograph industry en-

ters 1962 amidst a flurry of clouds.

The biggest of these is the protracted

negotiation over Europe’s Common
Market. Though odds of four to one

on are being laid that these Islands

will sign up before the end of the

year, there are still many ifs and
huts: there is little unanimity amongst
the Commonwealth countries whose
wholehearted co-operation is essen-

tial to success; lobbyists are experi-

encing a hectic time and politicians

liaison with the strangest bed-fellows.

Manufacturers, importers, distributors

and operators alike can chart no long-

run course. A leading distributor said

to me the other day “I feel like the

captain of a luxury cruiser whose own-
ers have qualified their sailing in-

structions with the order ‘you’re on

your own and must change course at

your discretion, for the passengers
are on a pleasure spree and gales, na-

tive riots, and United Nations man-
oeuvres must at all costs be avoided.’

That sums up my outlook this new
year and it seems to me I must push

on with my business on an almost
week to week basis.” All this means
one thing—for the present, long-term
heavy buying is out.

Coinage Problem
Another sizeable cloud is the coin-

age problem; will 1962 witness a
British changeover to the metric sys-
tem? If so, in what denomination are
coins going to be issued, and of what
sort of metal will they be made?
Admittedly, there is no insuperable
difficulty, so far as coin operated
equipment is concerned, once a deci-

sion is authenticated, but it doesn’t
exactly encourage the placing of sub-
stantial orders. Next, there is the
dumping bogey. Should a complete
European cartel be brought to frui-

tion, some of the member states are
bound to become receptacles of sur-
plus equipment. Where this happens,
operators are likely to encounter fun
and games.

Bowling Alley Growth
Affects Jukes
Then again, 1961 saw some remark-

able changes in the habits of these
Islanders. New gaming laws came
into force and, to say the least, re-

sults have been surprising. Bingo has
spread to every city, town and hamlet
in the land and is attracting an ever
increasing section of the public. Still

more amazing is the slip-up in fram-
ing the law which enables big time
casinos to lure a large share of

citizens’ spare cash. Another item to

be taken into account is the block of

capital that has rushed into new bowl-
ing alleys, whose patrons have not
so far shown much enthusiasm for

juke box installations. These new at-

tractions have reduced public patron-
age of taverns, cafes and even res-

taurants: people are spending less in

drinking, eating and playing the juke,

hence phonograph “takes’’ are down.
The most important thing manu-
facturers have to do in 1962 is to mar-
ket machines at lower prices. It will

not be sufficient, economically, merely
to improve credit conditions: a drop
in the operator’s capital outlay is

essential if his business is to be
profitable. The fact that consolidation

of the Common Market would lead to

a 20% lowering of import duty on
phonographs will hardly, on balance,
affect the issue because it will be reci-

procal, and we shall be pretty well as

we were.

High Cost Of Disks

Also, the British record companies
would be well advised to do some
fresh thinking on their price range.
Operators pay the fantastic sum of

5/lV2 d for each 7" single disk, and
nearly double on each extended play
disk, they incorporate in the pro-
gramme. This is made up of a whole-
sale figure of %d plus a purchase tax
of 1/9)4 on the single play and pro-

rata on the extended play. Admittedly,

little can be done about the purchase

tax, except by the long term policy oi

lobbying Parliament, but when this

was upgraded by the Government last

year, the record companies slipped m,

without notice, an additional charge

of 2d for each single play record. This

was actively resented by the Phono-

graph trade. Our Trade Association

(P.O.A.) has approached the record

companies for a concession to Opera-

tors, bearing in mind the extent of

the listening public afforded by the

juke box. The outcome is awaited with

interest.

Restrictions On Locations

Being Eased

On the other side of the balance

sheet, restrictions on siting phono-

graphs are becoming easier: under

the new regulations, local authorities

cannot stop installations as before:

they can only interfere if there are

complaints or disorderly scenes. An-
other favorable trend, which will be

increasingly felt throughout 1962, is

the weeding out of the get-rich-quick

operators who, in 1959 and 1960,

rushed into the trade, installed equip-

ment in locations whether profitable

or otherwise, sold circuits to the un-

wary and in many cases never paid

their suppliers. The juke box trade

here today is more stable and the

standard of operating has greatly im-

proved. Especially helpful in this con-

nection is the special sound-insula-

tion service which some British op-

erators have inaugurated. In the past,

profitable sites have been lost because
complaints about noise brought about
official action. Now sound absorbents
are being used to limit the range.
These absorbents include certain po-

rous materials, cavity resonators, and
resonant panels or membranes. In this

way, sound energy is restricted within
a precise area. Results to date show
not only a considerable reduction in

the number of complaints but some
large sized locations, which previously
carried only one machine are now, as

a result of insulation, taking two and
even three.

No Local License Needed
From the international manufac-

turers’ angle it can be said, with some
measure of confidence, that today the
British market offers steady growth
possibilities, provided capital costs
can be lowered and a properly or-
ganised spare-parts supply line estab-
lished. Customer potential is widening
over here now that boxes can be in-

stalled without local license: senior
age groups have been noted using ma-
chines and, in the larger cities, open-
ing times have been extended until
3 a.m. Unemployment is running at a
fairly low level and though so far this
year there had not been a lot of
overtime, average wages afford a
sufficient surplus for entertainment.

Growth Of Vending

As the phonograph industy is fre-
quently tied up with other coin op-
erated equipment, it might be as well
to add a brief comment on the auto-
matic business in general. Demand for
vending machines is increasing, but
manufacturers contemplating the
British market should bear in mind
one or two points. There are more
narrow streets in the trading areas
of this country than wide ones; so
size of machine is important. There-
fore, a complicated multi-service job
is the design least likely to succeed.
The Britisher is still far from ma-
chine-minded: mostly he only buys
through the slot when no other source
is available. Great caution should be
exercised so far as gaming machines
are concerned. The new law, framed
according to its sponsors, for the pur-
pose of granting similar gamblir g
facilities to everyone—rich or poor
is proving in practice to be full , ;

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German Arcade Owners Look

To Government For Aid Through

Legislation; Ask Increase In Pay-Outs

We are pleased to incorporate in this special issue a general view of the arcade
scene in Germany as seen through the eyes of Lars. K. Skriver, President of
the German Amusement Arcade Owners’ Association. He is also the proprietor
of the Hamburg Coin firm of Skriver Bros. (Gebruder Skriver) and owner of
5 of Hamburg’s 30 arcades.

A tour of the “Reeperbahn,” Ham-
burg’s world renowned amusement
quarter, reveals a total of 6 music
arcades, 2 of which, The Penny Ar-
cade and the Tivoli, are owned by
Herr Skriver. Visitors to these ar--

cades some ten years ago would have
found a predominance of pay-out ma-
chines with only very few amusement
games, the age of admission being 16
years. However, in 1953 the operators,
who had been doing very well with
pay-outs—some having as many as

50 per arcade—suffered a set-back. In
that year the Government, alarmed
by the number of juveniles frequent-
ing the arcades, raised the age of ad-
mission to 18 years and, at the same
time, limited the number of pay-outs
to 2 per arcade. (German pay-out ma-
chines play on lOpf (2d) with a maxi-
mum pay-out of 1.DM (Is. lOd) . Each
game must last for at least 15 sec-

onds giving a maximum of 4 games
a minute. Jackpots are not allowed.)

The enforcement of this law meant
that the arcade owner, whose prem-
ises are unlicensed, found himself no
better off than the licensed cafe, or
restaurant proprietor on whose prem-
ises 2 pay-out machines are also al-

lowed to be sited with admission open
to all age groups. Therefore, the ar-
cade owner has to supplement the
loss of pay-outs with amusement
games, thereby reducing his profits

considerably.
Since this law came into force the

G.A.A.O.A. has been striving to get a
better deal for the arcade owner. The
association feels that as operators are
forced to fill their arcades with

amusement games, suitable for
juveniles, the admission age of 16
years should be restored. Alterna-
tively, if this is not acceptable to the
Government, a moderate increase in

the number of pay-outs should be al-

lowed for arcade owners. This view
is put forward on the grounds that
cash pay-out machines, operated un-
der proper surveillance, would be less

harmful than many of the other many
gaming activities allowed by German
law to people over the age of 18
years.
A suggestion put forward by the

Preparing Committee that the number
of pay-out machines be increased to

five, met with resistance and was re-

jected. Despite these adverse condi-

tions many arcades in the Reeperbahn
notable the Penny Arcade, Eldorado
and the Tivoli continue to uphold the
best traditions of the coin industry
by installing up-to-date American
equipment displayed in attractive sur-

roundings. However, at least one ar-

cade owner, has turned his arcade
into a licensed bar where profits are
higher. This, claims Skriver, is detri-

mental to the amusement trade and
urges operators to stand fast in the
hope that the Government will one
day do something to ameliorate their

present position.

Fort Monmouth Vending Installations

Open; Operated By Continental

5 Yr. Contract Calls For 50 Machines

Mel Chasin On Hand
For Opening Ceremonies

FORT MONMOUTH, N.J.—Practi-
cally everything' but KP duty became
automatic here last week as the U.S.
Army opened three fully automatic
feeding cafeterias—the first at any
U.S. Army post in the world.
The three automatic vending in-

stallations—designed to feed 3000
civilian and military personnel at this

huge base—began service with con-
siderable fanfare.
The installations, which will feed

personnel from banks of automatic
vending machines, are located at Rus-
sel Hall, post headquarters and in the
Evans Area of the Army Signal Re-
search and Development laboratory.
An additional installation was opened
at the Patterson Army Hospital at Ft.

Monmouth later in the week.
Ceremonies took place simultane-

ously at 9 a.m., when Col. Clair H.
Thurston, Deputy Post Commander,
Captain Wilbur S. Piersol

;
Post Ex-

change Officer, and Melvin Chasin,
Vice President of Continental Vend-
ing Machine Corporation, snipped the
ribbon at Russel Hall, while Col.

Thomas K. Trigg, Director of the
Surveillance Department and Victor
Trippodi, Vice President, Continental
Wonder Chef, New Jersey, paralleled
the task at the Evans Area.
Army officials noted that the auto-

matic cafeterias will perform the job
of feeding post personnel more effi-

ciently and quickly, with better qual-
ity food and a wider selection than
previous methods.

According to J. L. Anderson, Gen-
eral Manager of the Post Exchange,
the vending machines will overcome
many service nroblems because they
will function 24 hours a day, seven
days a week.
The cafeteria in the Evans Area

will feed between 1,400 and 1,600 per-
sons, and includes two hot nlatter
vending machines, and others for hot
and cold sandwiches, soup, desserts,

pastry, candy, soda, ice cream, milk
and two fresh brewing coffee ma-
chines. There is also an automatic bill

changer, which accepts $5 and $1 bills,

and returns change.
The smaller installation in Russel

Hall will feed between 400 and 500
persons. It includes one hot nlatter
vending machine, one for cold sand-
wiches, soup, desserts, ice cream, soda,
milk, candy, pastry and coffee, as well
as an automatic bill changer. The hot

Sanit-arian Courses
In Conn., Wisconsin
CHICAGO— State inspectors ap-
pointed to help administer the new
Connecticut food vending machine
sanitation code will attend a special
full day training course in Hartford,
January 25, reports David E. Hartley,
public health council for National
NAMA and its state affiliate, the Con-
necticut Automatic Merchandising
Council.
The course is sponsored jointly by

Automatic Merchandising Association.
Instructors will include Hartley and

Louis P. Grossman, Connecticut coun-
cil president.
The Connecticut vending law passed

the state’s House and Senate last
June after NAMA and CAMC team-
work succeeded in revising what
would have been a confiscatory bill

into one “acceptable” to the vending
industry.
The law now provides for a $25

operator license, a 50 cent license for
machines taking nickels or larger
coins and a 10 cent license for penny
venders. Exempt from the code are
bottled, canned and pre-mix soft drink
venders, milk venders and machines
that vend food and di’inks in her-
metically sealed containers.

by local authorities and others. Free-
dom of gambling in this country is a
lease, and a short one at that. On the
other hand, the limey loves a gamble
so long as it is not made too compli-
cated. The sort of automatic gambling
production wanted is a medium priced
simple-to-operate job in the style of
an automatic shove-penny board,
with competitive pay outs.

Finally, 1962 is unlikely to be a
vintage year: buyers will be cautious
and “takes” will be lucky to remain
constant. It will be a year of trade
re-alignment. Nevertheless, a steady
turnover can reasonably be anticipated
in most classes of coin operated equip-
ment.
