A change which has completely

altered the basic structure of the

film industry during the past fifteen

years and which has had a similar

effect in the television industry

during the past ten years is being
felt w itli more frequency each pass-

ing month in the record industry.

Little more than a decade ago,

the film industry was almost com-
pletely under the control of a hand-

ful of major studios with artists un-

der contract to the studios on a sala-

ried basis. In early television the

networks financed most ventures

and owned the properties, rerun
rights, etc. But today many top stars

in both the film and TV business

own and control their own proper-

ties and lease or sell them to the

majors.

Although tliis system is not yet as

rampant in the record industry and
may never develop to the extent it

has in the other industries, it is

nevertheless being noted with

greater frequency every year. Many
leading artists, usually consistent

record sellers, have formed their

own record companies frequently

turning over distribution rights to

a bigger, long-established com-
pany. By doing this they can record

whatever they wish, handle their

own sessions while retaining own-
ership of all their product allowing

them to perhaps eventually sell this

product to some company on a

capital gains basis. Other artists,

while enjoying the security offered

in a contract with a solidly estab-

lished label, are using some of their

income to form a label for which
they can act as A & R head and de-

velop new talent—a move which, if

it clicks, serves as insurance for the

years w hen a hot artist’s popularity

fades.

Although this is not a new de-

velopment in the record industry,

it seems to have been gaining dur-

ing recent months. The rise of the

independent producer as an impor-
tant entity on the record scene and
his method of selling masters to

other labels as well as the many new
contractual agreements that have
ensued since his rise to prominence,
probably played an important role

in recording artists forming their

own corporations and operating in

a somewhat similar manner. But
with the film and television indus-

tries setting an example, it was
probably inevitable that the same
situation would develop in the rec-

ord industry just as the past decade
has seen almost every important
recording artist enter the music
publishing business.

With the tax structure in the U.S.

making it difficult for a performer
who hits big and then fades out just

as rapidly to retain much of the

money he earned during his hot

years, we will probably be seeing

more and more big name perform-
ers forming companies through
which they may develop new
names, new product, build catalogs

and in some cases release their own
recordings.

Artia 10 Disk Classical Library At $9.97

NEW YORK—A 10-LP collection of

classical music, performed by top

artists, is being made available to

consumers at a list price of $9.97 by
Artia-Parliament Industries.

New Post Office Ruling
On Educational Material

NEW YORK—A new Post Office rul-

ing on the mailing of educational ma-
terial, under which many records are
mailed, has resulted in the return of
many disks, particularly those sent
to radio stations.

Under the new ruling, the com-
plete address of the party to receive
the mail is required or the mail will

be returned to the sender. The sender
is then charged, at the time the mail
is returned, 8$ postage or postage at
the single piece third class rate,

whichever is higher.

As an example of the new ruling,

a record mailed to Radio Station
WNEW, New York, N.Y. is not suf-

ficient. The correct address should
read: Radio Station WNEW, 565 Fifth
Ave., New York, N.Y.

Vladimir Horowitz To Columbia

NEW YORK—The sound of Vladimir
Horowitz, the great pianist, will now
be heard on Columbia Records.
The signing of a long-term pact be-

tween the artist and the label, which
ends his more than 30 year associa-
tion with RCA Victor Records, was
announced last week by Goddard
Lieberson, president of Columbia, at
a special news conference in New
York.
Horowitz will begin recording, in

Columbia’s New York studios, a cycle
of recital albums within the next few
weeks, with his initial offering on Co-
lumbia to be released next Oct.
The label did not announce the

name of the work which would be
the performer’s bow for the label be-
cause, it noted, prior knowledge would
“take-the-edge-off” the actual releas-
ing of the LP.

It is understood, however, that
Horowitz is likely to record with Eu-
gene Ormandy and The Philadelphia

Orchestra, exclusive Columbia attrac-
tions. Ormandy was reported as *

“thrilled” with the announcement of
the pianist’s affiliation with the label.

Horowitz, who has not made a con-
cert appearance since 1953, prefers *

recording at home, but Lieberson said
the label would hold most of his ses-
sions in its studios.
Though it naturally has a wealth

of previous releases by Horowitz, it *

was learned that Victor does not have
any approved dates by the artist in-

the-can.
Horowitz, born in Russia in 1905, ,

made his American debut in 1928 at
Carnegie Hall, performing the Tchai-
kovsky piano concerto No. 1 with
New York Philharmonic Orchestra
conducted by the late Sir Thomas
Beecham, also making his U.S. bow.

In 1931, he made his first recording

for Victor, Rachmaninoff’s third piano

concerto.

Artists and A&R Men Debate
NEW YORK—The choice of which
track of a disk session to be ultimate-
ly made available to the consumer
should be the result of give-and-take
between the artist and A&R man.

This textbook call for mutual un-
derstanding between the two and the
rough road to putting it into practice,
considering the conflict that arises
when the artist feels he must express
himself in the most creative way he
can and the A&R man is confronted
with making the most saleable prod-
uct, was debated last week at the
Plaza Sound Studios, this city, by
artists and A&R men, who gathered
under the sponsorship of NARAS, the
disk awards society. Four men repre-
sented the artists and four the A&R
men.
The debate, not lacking in merry

moments, thanks to the well-honed
wit of the moderator, Goddard Lieb-
erson, president of Columbia Records,

Albums For March Annual Earnings In ’61

Earnings Equal To $3.08 Per ShareNEW YORK—Talent now to the War-
ner Bros, label is featured in three of
the four albums set for March release
by the diskery.

“Peter, Paul & Mary” is the debut
LP of the folk trio, cut “live” at New
York’s Blue Angel; “Singin’ & Swing-
in’ ” is a disk return for The Pied
Pipex-s and The Jex-ry Gi'ay Orchestra;

NEW YORK—Earnings for Decca
Records in 1961 were the second high-
est in the history of the firm, exceeded
only by the record year of 1960.

This was reported by Milton R.

Rackmil, pi-esident, last week in an
annual report to stockholders.

Consolidated income for the year
1961 including its subsidiai-y Univei--

sal Pictures Co., Inc., amounted to

$3,964,642, equal to $3.08 per shai-e on
the 1,285,701 shares outstanding in the
hands of the public on December 31,

1961. For the recoi-d year 1960, such
income was $5,524,757, equal to $4.29
per shai’e on the same number of

shai'es outstanding at the end of that
year. Stockholders were told that 1961
was the 25th consecutive year of divi-

dend payments by Decca and after
giving effect to the two-for-one stock
split in 1946, the annual dividend rate
was the highest in Decca’s history.

Decca earned $1.62 in the foui'th

quarter of 1961 as against earnings of

$1.46 for the previous nine month
period. Sales of the recoi’d division for

the year were higher than for the

previous year and net earnings more
than doubled. It was voted that the
improvement in operations of the rec-

ord division was most marked in the

last months of 1961 and the beginning

of 1962 with the result that the cur-

rent year was getting off to an “ex-

cellent start.”

In 1961, 202 albums were released

under the Decca, Coral, Brunswick

and Vocalion labels as compared to

209 in 1960, 310 in 1959 and 427 in

1958. This is in line with the new pro-

gram of concenti'ating Decca’s best

efforts with recoi-ds of greater poten-

tialities, which resulted in the record

division’s highest net earnings since

1957.

Directors of Decca Records last

week declared a regular quarterly

dividend of 30? per share on the label’s

capital stock. Dividend is payable

March 30, 1962, to stockholders of

record March 19, 1962.

RCA Italiana Officially Opens New Rome Studios
ROME—The huge expanse in the
photo below is RCA Victoi-

’s newest
studio as well as the world’s lai-gest.

Located in Rome, Italy, the tremen-
dous Studio A, along with the building
which houses it, was officially chris-
tened on Mai’ch 1st before more
than 1500 spectators including Victor
affiliates from all aeross the globe,
members of the international press,
religious leaders, political dignitaries
and leading record industry figxxres

not affiliated with Victor.
Although RCA Italiana’s new re-

cording studio building houses four
studios, the overwhelming Studio A
was the main subject of conversation
throughout the Inauguration Week in
Rome. 120' long x 80' wide x 40' high,
the aggregate volume of the studio
is approximately 400,000 cubic feet.

The studio can accommodate 250 pei--

sons (orchestra, chorus and pxinci-
pals) and has a revei’beration time
of two seconds. The two-second revei-b
time was the major reason for the
size of the large studio, built not only
to accomodate a full opera cast and
orchestra but also to recreate the
life-like reverb time heal'd in an opera
house or coneei-t hall. Studio A fea-
tures a completely removable stage as
as well as a special floating wood
floor which is completely separated
from the rest of the structure.

The studio’s sound insulation has
been obtained by means of wooden
semi-cylindi’ical panels placed on the
walls and ceiling. Each panel is mov-
able for desired effects. Panels on the
left and right of stage ai-e on rollers
and glide together to form an arc
when desired. With the addition of
the new studio building, RCA Italiana
can now record, edit, master, plate and
press records in its one Rome locale.

The studio is available for any com-
pany wishing to use it.

The studios are also equipped with
film projection facilities and it is ex-
pected that many of the futui-e Exxro-
pean and even American film tracks
will be cut in these studios.
Completely air-conditioned, the

studio building has re-recoi’ding, edit-

ing, listening and transfer rooms, a
laboratory, audition room and offices.

Victor will record “Madam Butter-
fly” with Leontyne Price in Studio A
this summer.
The inauguration week was an ad-

venturous one for the Victor affiliates

from around the world. Included in

the week’s ceremonies were an au-
dience with the Pope, an audience
with Italy’s President Gi'oncri, dinners
in Rome’s best restaui’ants and sight-
seeing trips throughout the glamoi'ous
city of Rome. One much talked about
sight w-as Hari-y Belafonte and Leon-

tyne Price dancing the Twist together
at a cocktail party.
On Thursday, March 1, George

Marek, vice president and general
manager of RCA Victor’s record divi-

sion, speaking from the stage of the
dax-kened Studio A, delivered a most
interesting inaugural address (with
an Italian ti'anslation of his speech
appealing simultaneously on slides)

wffiich related the reasons for Victor’s
building the new studios in Rome.
Marek brought things up to date

with a brief history of the recording
industi-y from 1900 to the px-esent,

using films and slides to make his

point. Marek’s speech highlighted the
important effects on the growth of the
record world of European and Italian
artists such as Caruso and Toscanini.
Then Marek turned to the subject

of the new studios and the reason for
their being built.

“1. We believe in the future. The
record industi-y will have its up and
downs. We will have problems aplenty.
But—our business will grow. Our art,

wffiether it is called “music” or “mu-
sica” or “Musik” or “musique” has
now proved itself an indispensable
companion. If civilization will con-
tinue, music will continue.

In a discussion of whether it was
right for an artist to bring his “fam-
ily and friends” to the studio, Richard
Mohr, classical A&R man at RCA Vic-
tor, said he desires no one except the
artist and possibly a “deaf mute.”
Lawrence said that he realized

disks released by him had flaws, but
he said he preferred these releases to
corrected takes that, however, lacked
the “spirit” of the less than perfect
issue.
The question of who-approached-

who in the discovery of talent high-
lighted the questions-from-the-floor
period. David Kapp, president of
Kapp Records, tried to point out that
Benton, Lawrence and Taylor were
the finds of A&R men.

“I had to find the A&R man,” re-
plied Benton. He was supported by a
non-panelist, Eydie Gorme, Law-
rence’s wife, who took over the mike
to say that she and her manager spent
years trying to get her talent across
to A&R men.

She succeeded, Kapp noted, because
Kenny Greengrass, her manager, “is

a good A&R man.”

LAST-MINUTE FLASH: The song chosen to represent France in the coming

* Eurovision competition is “Mon Premier Amour” from the pens of Vic and
Vallade, to be sung by Isabelle Aubret (Philips) (see below).

Opening night—the “premiere” of the new ABC Music Hall show starring
Juliette Greco—was a big Paris event recently, but most of all, the show made
known to the public young singer, Luc Romann (Fontana), who is certainly
the biggest up-and-coming hope of the French “chanson” that has appeared for
a long time. But to begin at the beginning, let’s note that the theatre that
night was really brilliant. All the big names and all the big stars of music,

* screen, radio, etc. were on hand and what is known as the “tout Paris” (or
what’s left of it in Paris) was out in full force. Greco’s success on the stage
was undeniable, but Luc Romann was a revelation. Luc composes his own
songs and sings them, in a style that recalls Charles Trenet at his beginning
and a little of Charles Aznavour of today. The singer is a real poet and a
first-class performer. All his songs are excellent, but we point out in particular
the tune called “Les Mots” (published by Tutti). Once more we have a “find”
due to the Pierard-Tournier team.

* And then there’s the latest “scandal” of the song world, reported recently
in the “Canard Enchaine.” This time it concerns the Eurovision competition
which, as everyone knows, is a radio and television broadcast beamed to all

the European countries each of which is represented by a song. Before being
chosen for the competition, no song—and this is one of the “sine qua non” con-
ditions of the contest—should be published before the presentation. This year,
however, a new ruling allows the RTF (French radio and television network)
to reserve the right to acquire the publishing rights for the winning songs.
If it is clear that the ruling that no song should be published before the con-

" test was made in order to avoid any possibility of “under-the-table” agree-
ments etc., one hardly understands how it happens that now the composers
and lyricists shall not be free to cede their tunes to whomever they wish and
according to terms chosen by them. In addition, everyone wants to know exactly
why—for what purpose—the RTF wishes to reserve exclusive rights to these
songs. Only the future will make clear the now obscure intentions of the RTF,
but one fact might be pointed out now which has its importance. The RTF
awarded a prize not so long ago to a song chosen as No. 1 in a contest of
children’s tunes and reserved for itself the publishing rights. However, it took

' the RTF six months finally to decide to cede the rights to Chappell. Hence, six

months were lost for the composers and the promotional work had to be recom-
menced from scratch. In awaiting this year’s Eurovision competition with
patience, let’s recall that last year’s winning song was a French one—“Nous,
Les Amoureux.”

Travel notes: Leon Cabat, president of Vogue Records is back in Paris from
Switzerland; Philips’ Bob Azan has also returned to the capital; Eddie and
Nicole Barclay sailed for the U.S. on the France; on the same liner went Marbot
of SEMI publishers and Lucien Morisse of Europe No. 1.

* New issues: A Barclay EP called “Twist Contre Tango” and featuring the
orchestras of Jose Lucchesi and Doug Fowlkes; another EP features Eddie
Barclay and Les Twisters. It’s called “Twist A Gogo” and the main tune is

entitled “Mister Twister.” The newest Guaranis issue on Barclay highlights
“Moliendo Cafe” and “Che Cocue Acopi Rire.” French fans are pleased to note
the first Eydie Gorme release here by Barclay on the United Artists label, for

AUSTRALIA
A recent visitor to these shores was Ed Blankenbeckler of the Sales Engi-

neer (Phonograph Division) of the famous Seeburg Corporation of America.
With Jim McKeon of Seeburg Automatic Products Pty. Ltd. of Australia Ed
visited major cities in this country examining locations, functions and opera-

tions of Seeburg equipment. The Seeburg organization is developing well here
—they are placing their machines (phonographs in particular) in many of the
bowling alleys that are spi’inging up here. Ed Blankenbeckler told Cash Box
that the special Seeburg “Artist of the Week” Phonograph would probably
play an important role in Seeburg’s future business throughout Australia. It

is likely that special efforts will be made to encourage Australian record
companies to produce “special” packs of disks for use on the Seeburg ma-
chines. And, reversing the traffic, it seems that the Seeburg organization will

also approach diskeries to prepare “special” packs of records by Australian
artists with a view to using them on their machines in the United States. Such
a proposition could be of great interest to local companies and artists as it

would serve to give Australian production some much needed exposure in

America and other countries. Ed Blankenbeckler’s Australian visit culminated
in a special trade reception and display of Seeburg machines at the Chevron-
Hilton Hotel in Sydney.

Festival Records has recently issued—on its Leedon label—a fine new single

by Tony Brady. The “A” side is “Penny For Your Thoughts,” a local composi-
tion by Nat Kipner and Johnny Devlin. This one should be a good follow-up to

“Big Things Are Happening,” which was Tony’s previous single. Brady is at

present on an overseas tour.

“My Boomerang Did Come Back” is the title of a new single on the Astor
label by the Horrie Dargie Quintet. It is a composition also by Kipner and
Devlin.

“Joy Ride” is the title of a new 12" package featuring popular local stars

Col Joye and The Joy Boys. Album carries twelve titles including “Poor Little

Fool,” “Rip It Up,” “Little Star,” “School Days,” “Dance To The Bop” and “I

Miss You So.” This one should be another solid sales item for Col and the boys.

A single that is getting air-play right across the nation is “Where Have All

The Flowers Gone” by The Kingston Trio. For a long while this group has
been a tremendous disk attraction in this territory and while some of their big
American hits haven’t fared as well in Australia, it looks for sure that “Where
Have All The Flowers Gone” will make our charts in a big way.
John D. Loudermilk, whose name is currently on a whole flock of hit singles

here as a composer, is now catching plenty of disk jockey attention with his

new RCA single issue “Thou Shalt Not Steal.” John D. had a fairly strong
chart rider in this country a while back with his first outing as an artist for
RCA “Language Of Love.”

On Capitol (via EMI) is Nat King Cole with “Step Right Up (And Say You
Love Me),” which is the vocal version of the smash Continental hit “Sucu
Sucu.” Funny thing about “Sucu Sucu”—it was such a big smash right
throughout Europe that most people in the trade expected it to be strong here.

It has been the subject of many record releases in this country over a period
of twelve months but it just couldn’t get off the ground. The new Cole disk
may be able to do the trick where the others failed.

For the second week in a row, Kenny Ball’s Pye release of “Midnight In

Moscow” is the top selling single right across the nation. Another hot chart
item here is “Chip Chip” by Gene McDaniels on the Liberty banner—in one
week it has jumped from number seven to number four spot in our chart. Also
pretty strong is “Crying In The Rain” by The Everly Bros. This Warner Bros,
issue (through ARC) is in for the first time this week in the number seven
position. A disk that has been in and out (and in again) of our chart quite a
lot is Bobby Darin’s “Multiplication,” on the London label, it is holding solidly

in slot five this week.

“Mavis” is the album title of a new package by Mavis Rivers, which is now
available here on the Reprise label, issued through Pye Records in Australia.
This LP is receiving some strong attention from our album disk jockeys.

In order to coincide with the American release. RCA of Australia made a
rush release of the album “Young, Alive And In Love” by Paul Anka. It fol-

lows very closely on the heels of Anka’s first single for RCA “Love Me Warm
And Tender,” which has only been out for a few weeks.

On the verge of entering our best-seller chart is “Chattanooga Choo Choo”
by Floyd Cramer on RCA. This old Glenn Miller favorite is again well on the
move as a result of Cramer’s version.

Victor staged on its “how-to-twist' party at a mte spot just like King Records
did the previous week. Both gatherings invited the public for demonstrations.
On the radio & TV scene, Teichiku’s youngster, Takashi Fujiki, is collecting

Pro-
grams specializing in the Twist are increasing week after week. Along with
Smiley Ohara with his Skyliners, its newest songstress Teruko Itoh.

“Akira de Twist”
will be placed on sale Mar. 20 with “Twist #1” on flip-side. Columbia, to sell

more Kobayashi’s Twist decks, is having a big TV demonstration and also plan-
ning to cooperate with Nikkatsu film for Kobayashi’s Twist flicks. Toshiba,
meanwhile, doesn’t have any local Twist product yet. It only released a 10" LP
by George Hudson & The Kings of Twist on Capitol, and “Twistin’ The Mood”
by Joe Loss. Gramophone to start in this field shortly. Anyway, one thing is

sure, Chubby Checker’s Parkway waxes (available here thru Victor) looks like

the core for this blizzard. By the way, in the film records fields, Yamaha
Music will be noted for its twisting. Yamaha is strongly pushing 4 Twist tunes.

The firm’s “Instrumental Hits—Vol. 2” also
includes another Twist tune by the String Alongs, “Red River Twist.” These
Yamaha products sell at 350.00 Yen for each copy (4 tunes edited), at Vz reg-
ular EP’s. J

Manufacturers are going to agree with the Government’s “price cut” plan
on their products. Earlier, taxation officials proposed a 5% cut in the retail

price on all disks (of smaller than 7" in diameter) based on the 10% cut in
commodity tax which goes on effect April 1. Reaction from diskeries and their
organization, JPRA (Japan Phonograph Record Association) was on the nega-
tive side at first (Mar. 3 issue). But thru several meetings with officials and
face-to-face gatherings of industry people themselves, they admitted the need
for a retail price-cut in order to keep up with our Government’s policy. Never-
theless, final decision will come after more talks with officials (see Feb. 24
issue).

Toshiba is boosting the Argentine Tango with the coming event of “Yomiuri
Tango Festival” on March 20, getting cooperation from Yomiuri Shimbun, na-
tion’s leading daily. Marking issuance of stereo album which features Fransisco
Canaro y su Gran Orquesta (also as Quintet Pirincho), the diskery will intro-
duce it before an audience prior to appearances by Masaichi Sakamoto y su
Orquestra Tipica Portena and by Shimpei Hayakawa y su Orquesta Tipica
Tokio featuring Ranko Rujisawa. Album was cut during Canaro’s very success-
ful stay in Japan.

Catching up with the still continuing “rivival boom” in record business, Co-
lumbia has a new version of its one-time smash “Geisha Waltz” on March 20.
Manmaru Kagurazaka, 18-year-old girl, sings on the deck while Hanko Kagu-
razaka, now retired, did the original over 10 years ago.

Toshiba’s Capitol release this month, “Country Song Round-up” features
many oldies. Among them are two real collector’s items: “Too Many Tears
(Jim & Jessee with their Virginia Boys)” and “Streamlined Heartbreaker (Roy
Acuff & Smoky Mountain Boys).” These selections (now even off Capitol’s
American catalog) will make it probably one of the very rare country albums
which can be purchased by our nation’s strictly country-minded listeners.
With the film version of “West Side Story” having just entered into 10th

week at Tokyo’s big Piccadeli theatre, tunes from the score are selling very
well. Columbia’s 12" soundtrack LP is one of the top LP sellers, and readings
of the songs by Ferrante & Teicher, represented on the United Artists label
via 10" and 12" LP’s compact doubles and singles, are also making noise. Decca
is releasing an LP of the score by Manny Albam this month. Singles by Johnny
Mathis (Columbia) and Felicia Sanders (Decca) are also available.
The Ink Spots and A1 Alberts, formerly lead singer with The Four Aces,

making nitery appearances here.
The New York Philharmonic Orchestra’s concert master, Jacob Krachmal-

nick, currently visiting here, was seen and heard recently on TV as the solo
violinist in Sarasate’s “Andalusian Romance” and Brahms’ Sonata No. 2.

Right after the presentation,
Peter Schaeffers and Gerd Hammerling from Schaeffers Music, announced that
the next Nana Mouskouri recording will be on the market on March 25. Hadji-
dakis has written 2 songs for the next waxing and Philips is looking for an-
other million seller for Germany’s newest star. She has already waxed “White
Roses” and the flip side in English for the English market. The day after the
presentation, Jerry Hammerling flew to Athens for talks with Hadjidakis and
to bring back new material for the German market. The influence of this writer
on this market is sensational. The new Caterina Valente waxing is also a
Hadjidakis number and it looks like there will be a flood of Greek melodies on
the German market in the next few months. Right now, Schaeffers music is

hard at work on “Peppermint Twist Time,” which made Germany’s top 20
sung by Danny Peppermint and in German by Freddie Davis both for Teldec.

Electrola records production chief Gunter Ilgner reports that new German
waxings are due on the market soon by Gilbert Becaud, Les Camagnons De La
Chanson, Jacquelin Boyer and other top French artists. Gunter flew especially
to Paris with producer Heinz Gietz for the productions.

Jupiter Records chief and music publisher Ralph Maria Siegel reports that
the Jupiter label will now be distributed from Austroton Records with head-
quarters in Frankfurt.

Common Sense

Approach

Ever since the first coin machine was placed on loca-

tion and the income from this machine was divided be-

tween the owner of the machine and the owner of the
location, the latter has wondered why he must split this

money with the operator. This wonderment continues
until such time as the ignorant but enterprising location
owner is treated to the facts of life, a short stor\ that tells

the sordid details of operating expensive equipment and
paying for the service which enables same machine to

continue in operation. Most owners decide to go along as

in the past realizing that a percentage of the largest pos-

sible weekly collections with no deductions is better than
what will probably he a smaller total to begin with less a

steady series of expenses that gradually turn the profits

into losses—especially when the cost of depreciation on
the machine is thrown into the hopper. However, there
are stubborn cases and these are the locations approached
by direct-sale crews who paint a bright picture of 100%
of the weekly collections as against 50%—less a few

cents for records and glass wax, of course.

This problem was met head on last year in Nebraska
where the results evidently have been satisfactory. In

some instances, the damage had been done, and a loss

was incurred by the legitimate operator, before he re-

sumed operating on the accepted basis. New Mexico
operators are continuously buzzed by direct-sale firms

hut appear to handle the problem in a manner similar

to that of many sections of the country—going along
with the location on a mutual plan whereby the operator
sells the machine to the1 location.

There are no doubt many ways of combatting tin*

direct-sale problem. One of the1 best ways we’ve heard is

based on the mutual agreement between operator and
location whereby the location absolutely refuses to con-

tinue on a present operator-location arrangement hut

agrees to buy the machine from the operator, with the

option to sell it hack to him at a fair market price within

a specified period of time. In this way the location owner
receives a form of protection against being stuck high

and dry by a blue-sky promoter, with a machine that lie

probably paid an exorbitant sum for and one which will

bring less than 50% in resale only months later.

The operator who nips the symptoms of a direct sale*

in the hud is in a position to discuss the disadvantages of

buying a machine, pointing to the initial costs, deprecia-

tion, cost of records and supplies, and the costly factor

of service. When all attempts at discouragement fail to

convince, the operator can offer to sell the machine to

the location, usually at a far better price than the blue-

sky group has offered and, in addition, promise to buy
the machine hack at a fair price. During the interim, the

operator can keep in close touch with the location until

such time as the owner decides the deal is not what lie ex-

pected. resells the machine, and the operator returns on
a regular basis. Should tin 1 owner decide to keep the

machine, at least the profit to he derived from the sale,

small as it may he. and the possibility of a service con-

tract, will add up to some income in place of what would
otherwise he a lost location and an idle machine. If the

owner does resell the machine you can bet that all future

attempts at direct-sale will have been quelled by this ar-

rangment and the experience gained from it.

There is no reason to believe that the day will come
when direct-sale attempts are not made by organized
groups or loners. T he best move an operator can make
is to prepare himself with a logical approach to the situa-

tion and try to he on the scene before a transaction is

actually made. Periodic calls on locations and regular

checks of an entire area by association representatives
will help spot the symptoms early enough to prevent the

disease.

Contract Has Been
Copyrighted By Lawyer
NEW YORK—During the past two
years close to four hundred operating
firms in this country, and approxi-
mately two dozen companies abroad
have written to Cash Box requesting
copies of the location contract which
is used by members of the Music Op-
erators of New York, Inc.

Contracts have been mailed to every
coinman requesting same under name
and address, and as recently as last
week (March 10) a Cash Box editorial
closed with the information that free
location contracts are still available.
The demand has continued and re-
quests are still being filled. The con-

tract is used for phonographs, amuse-
ment machines and cigarette vending
machines.

The reason for the popularity of

this contract is that it has a history

of success in courts of arbitration

serviced by the American Arbitration

Association. To date about fifteen

states come under this requirement
and more states are joining the
ranks.

The contract protects an operator
in the event of an attempt by a loca-

tion owner to discharge the operator
from a location which is legally the
operator’s business. The contract has
provision for loans, bonus agreements
and repayment clauses. It has ob-

viously served the entire industry
very well. In the course of the two
years Cash Box has published infor-

mation about the contract, it is esti-

mated that perhaps half of the in-

dustry has either used the contract or

portions of the contract.

Contract Has Helped
Large Segment Of Industry

The person responsible for the most
important clause in the contract, the
one which permits arbitration through
AAA facilities and therefore strength-
ens the agreement in favor of the op-
erator because of its solid success in
previous court cases, is Morton
Singer, a New York attorney who
was instrumental in formulating this
body of law for the coin machine op-
erator. There is no estimate how much
good has been done by the clause in
the contract. But there is no doubt
about its acceptance by operators.
As in all contracts, the MONY con-

tract has one major weakness and
that one is brought about when a
location is sold to another owner. Is
the new owner responsible for the
former location owner’s contract re-
sponsibilities in this respect? The
problem has been discussed before the
courts and to date there has been no
fixed agreement. It all depends on
the individual case. However, this
weakness seems to have been elimi-
nated by Singer, according to reports
from the attorney’s office received
here last week. “In my opinion,”
stated Singer during an exclusive in-

terview with Cash Box, “the present
contract is so drawn that with but a
few modifications it can be used in
any other State that has a statute
permitting arbitration of future dis-

putes.

Should Solve Present Problems

“In my opinion this contract should
solve the present problem involved in
the sale and transfer of a business.”
And that’s the important addition to
the present contract, in a nutshell.
Singer has also inserted other safe-
guards in the improved contract as
follows:

1.

sumed. This provision will require the

seller to put aside moneys which he

would ordinarily be able to retain for

himself pending the determination in

arbitration of the actual amount due;

3. A further provision authorizes

the operator to bring a motion in the

appropriate court having jurisdiction

to stay the distribution of the pro-

ceeds of the sale until the operator’s

claim is ascertained.

Contract Is Now Copyrighted

The new contract has been copy-

righted and registered with the Pat-

ent Office in Washington, D.C., and
reserves all rights to Morton Singer

as well as proscribes reproduction in

any form of any part without first

obtaining permission from him.

These contracts will be available in

about three weeks and will cost

$15.00 per set, according to Singer.

Adams said that during this month
members will be called on to write to

their Congressman requesting favor-

able action on ASCAP’s long-time

drive to have juke box operators pay
royalties on income from records

played on the nation’s juke boxes. At
present operators pay a mechanical

royalty when the purchase of a record

is made. The writers derive a portion

of this income from the royalty made
at point of sale.

Adams added that a special com-
mittee has been set up headed by
Carl Sandburgh and Mrs. Oscar Ham-
merstein, 2nd.

Poliak Disagrees With Pub’s Views On Disks

And
that is where Seymour Poliak, vet-
eran music operator, decided to take
pen in hand and give the newsmen
a fast education in musical tastes as
evidenced by reaction from his route
of phonographs throughout the West-
chester County area, a route which
caters to the likes and dislikes of an
audience that is 95% adult, since his
machines are mostly in taverns.

“This I am sure is true, but 50% of

all singles are sold to juke box opera-

tors who program machines for ad-

ults in bars.”

Poliak stated that juke box opera-

tors program their juke boxes from
tradepaper charts and “you won’t
find any classical music on the Top

100.” He said that just recently, one

of his favorite radio stations fol-

lowed the NYC trend toward “sweet-

er” music. “I immediately switched

to station KABC which programs the

hard rock music. I am not a teen-

ager,” concluded Poliak, “I am fifty-

four years of age.”

top Pilferage, Stimulate Promotions, Centralize Money
1HICAGO— The Maytag Company,
nanufacturers of coin-operated wash-
ng machines, is expected to intro-

luce new models next month which
vill operate upon insertion of a ticket

nstead of a coin. The ticket idea is

expected to reduce pilferage, enable
jromotion programs with offers of
sample free tickets, and centralize
she owner’s money collection.

The new machines operate after a
sicket is inserted. Maytag will print
she circuited tickets and distribute
;hem to Maytag operators for a price.
Once they are inserted in the ma-
chine they become void and are use-
less. Maytag has licensed the Robcoe
Manufacturing Company in New York
to manufacture ticket vending ma-

chines. Tickets will sell to operators
for 1 !4 4 each. Operators are expected
to sell the tickets at special prices
enabling bargain sales, special pro-
motion prices, and flexible programs
which are not practical under the
present coin system.
The ticket-pricing system may help

Maytag’s foreign operations since the
machines would not be subject to a
variety of different coins.

Ivan Ingersoll, sales coordinator of
the Maytag firm, said that the ma-
chines will be available in April. Ma-
chines were test-marketed in Altoona,

Iowa, last year with success. Machines
operating with insertion of a ticket

will be priced 10% higher.

permit is required regardless of the
number of machines or locations.

According to Funk, the sales tax
will be levied on gross sales, but may
be collected only in accordance with
a bracket system. This “system,”
however, does not allow the vending
operator to collect the tax from the
customer for unit sales of less than
17 cents.

“This means that even if a coffee
or cup soft drink machine could be
adjusted to collect the tax, the law
would not permit it since the unit
sales price for those products falls

below the minimum collection

bracket,” he explained.
Funk said he is hopeful that an ex-

pected formal tax department ruling
will allow cigarette operators to list

the selling price and tax separately,
and thereby reduce their tax liability.

The Wisconsin vending meeting
also included a discussion of pending
vending health and sanitation codes
in Racine and Milwaukee.

NEW YORK—When New York har-
bor welcomed the new superliner
France last month, the City gave the
luxurious ocean liner a tumultuous
welcome after she completed her
maiden voyage and received visitors.

Of interest to coin machine people
however, was not necessarily the
stately elegance of her interior, nor
were the expensive tapestries and
murals hung throughout the ship the
eye-catchers for the coinmen. The
sweeping staircase that leads to each
palatial dining hall merely served as

coin-operated amusement machines.
A tour of the liner last week by

Cash Box newsmen resulted in the
pictures which appear on this page.
The France has devoted hundreds of
square feet of space to what the
owners, CGT Compagnie Generale
Transatlantic (The French Line),
consider a necessary adjunct of
planned entertainment and relaxation
for 1700 passengers during each four
and one-half day voyage, the time it

takes the 66,348-ton liner to cross the
Atlantic Ocean.

Dynamic Industries, Inc. Chariot sold
the machines ouitright to the French
Line after installing them and edu-
cating the shipboard officials in the
proper operation and service of each
machine.
The games can be found in three

different sections of the huge liner

and each setting is custom-made for
the machines. Two Chicago Coin
“Continental” bowlers, for instance,
stretch twenty-one feet from end-to-
end and service people stand ready to
lengthen the machines to a full

twenty-six feet, (picture). The bowl-
ers are located just outside of a solar-
ium located aft on a top deck. At 25 <•

(American quarter) the machines at-

tract steady play during the cruise.

Lavish Decor For Twenty Games

The most lavish layout for the
amusement machines is on the Ve-
randa Deck in Club de Jeunes, (pic-

ture). The room measures approxi-

mately 100' x 20' and features a wall-
to-wall bar at one end. Opposite the
bar is a Rock-Ola “Regis” phono-
graph fully programmed with Eng-
lish and French records including the
Chubby Checker “Twist” disks. Along
one side of the room against a wall
facing a lounge lined with open ports
which makes for a sunny, cheerful
atmosphere, is the main bank of ma-
chines. Included in the installation is

a Glasco cold drink machine, a Chi-
cago Coin “Pro Basketball” game and
two Gottlieb pins, “Flying Circus”
and “Lancer.” Separating this group
are two foreign soccer games, both
coin-operated, which are manufac-
tured by Baby Foot Kopa, Inc. On
the otherside of the soccer games,
which separate the lounge from a
dance floor, are three more Gottlieb
pingames, “Oklahoma,” “Corral,” and
“Flipper Fair.” Next to the end pin-
game is the Williams “Batting
Champ.” All of the machines are set
for American coins and are priced at

standard rates. The coin mechanisms
are marked accordingly.

Special Arcade Room

The third area expressly designed
for coin-operated amusement is en-

tered into through two wide doors in

the lounge. The arcade room is fully

enclosed except for the doors and is

decorated in gay colors and murals.
Inside the room is a Bally “Sharp-
shooter,” two Chicago Coin “Princess”
bowlers, a Chicago Coin “Wild West”
ray gun and a soccer machine. The
room offers individual seats for the

spectators and a change booth.

The coin machine installation, lat-

est of its kind, is one of several deals

that have been made with shipping
lines during the past few years.

Suren Fesjian, Mondial prexy, ad-
vised that the transaction between
Chariot and French Line officials re-

quired six months of negotiations.

Neither Storm Nor Sleet . . .

“The officials of the France were
concerned that the games would not
survive shipboard weather which can
become very rough at times,” ex-

plained Fesjian. Rigid specifications

for securing each game to the deck
of the ship had to be met. Aspet
Varten, Mondial vice-president, added
that Chariot, who also operates a
Paris route and owns one of the
largest arcades in France, did such a
fine job of making the installation
seaworthy that the shipping officials

finally approved the deal and the
games were placed on board before
the maiden voyage. “You may recall

the France’s arrival in New York last
month after a very bad storm at sea,”
said Varten. “Everyone was sur-
prised. The only equipment in this
area of the liner that wasn’t damaged
during the storm were the coin-op-
erated games
