POPULAR PICKS OF THE WEEK
“THE SHIRELLES & KING CURTIS GIVE A
TWIST PARTY”—Scepter 505
Here’s a sock package which combines the potent
talents of the Shirelles, who recently occupied
the number one slot on the charts with “Soldier
Boy,” and King Curtis, who created plenty of
excitement with his hit rendition of “Soul Twist,”
in one lively fast-moving twistable session. The
co-hosted disk has the girls rendering their latest

chart outing of “Welcome Home Baby” while
Curtis displays his professional tenor talents on
“Take The Last Train Home.” The album includes
nine other first-rate selections. Watch it zoom up
the charts.

“IT KEEPS RIGHT ON A-HURTIN’”—Johnny
Tillotson—Cadence CLP 3058
Johnny Tillotson cashes in on the success of cur-
rent high chart-rider of “It Keeps Right On A-
Hurtin’ ” tO tag this pleasant session of pop and
country items. The chanter goes through his

musical paces with enough authority and superior
range and pitch to please a wide variety of record
buyers. In addition to his biggie the songster
dishes up top-notch renditions of “Lonely Street,”
“I Fall To Pieces” and “Four Walls.” The disk
should reach the upper reaches of chartdom in no
time flat.

“LOLITA”—Original Sound Track—Nelson Riddle
—MGM E 4050 ST
Vet arranger-composer Nelson Riddle has come
up with a moving, sensitive exciting score for the
controversial flick. The music perfectly underlines
highly-touted James Mason starrer. Highlights
here include the Bob Harris-penned “Love Theme
From Lolita,” “Quility’s Theme” and “Lolita Ya
Ya” which has already been released as single by
several artists including the film’s young star,

Sue Lyons. Eye the package for heavy sales ac-
tion.

“ALL THE HITS”—Bobby Rydell—Cameo C 1019
The best-selling talents of Bobby Rydell are
directed toward a session of hit tunes—most of
which were recorded originally by other artists.

The versatile songster puts his own personal
trademark on such blockbusters as “Hey Baby,”
“The One Who Really Loves You,” “Soldier Boy,”
“Break It To Me Gently,” and his own “I’ve Got
Bonnie” and “I’ll Never Dance Again.” The
chanter’s legion of fans should help this LP to

score heavily in coin department.

“THE ROAD TO HONG KONG”—Original

Here’s a hot package with enough good stuff

going for it to score heavily in the coin depart-
ment. The set, the first soundtrack of a “Road”
flick, boasts a collection of songs by Sammy Cahn
and Jimmy Van Heusen, and a stellar group of
performers including Bob Hope, Bing Crosby
and Dorothy Lamour. Some first-rate tracks here
include “Let’s Not Be Sensible,” “Team Work”
and “Warmer Than A Whisper.” When the flick

goes into general release the album could sky-
rocket.

“IF THE BIG BANDS WERE HERE TODAY-
VOL II”—Bernie Lowe—Cameo C4007; CS4007
The Lowe catalog of famous big band sounds is

expanded with this second entry which again fea-
tures the definitive stylings of such greats as
Dorsey, Miller, Goodman, Shaw and Crosby.
Despite the freshness of the tunes, a bit of
nostalgia is accomplished in the arrangements of
Sy Oliver, Jack Pleis and Sid Feller. Fiz’st rate
bands are “The Second Time Around,” “The
Sweetest Sounds,” “Once Upon A Time,” and
“Love Letters.” The disk is a natural for spinners
and should encourage strong sales.

“I LEFT MY HEART IN SAN FRANCISCO”—
Tony Bennett—Columbia CL 1869
Tony Bennett comes up with a powerful LP
tagged after his recent best-selling single, “I
Left My Heart In San Francisco.” The chanter
is in top voice as he reads from the Broadway
catalog and from a variety-spiced set of lyrical
tunes. Kicking off with the title tune, the songster
includes “Once Upon A Time,” “Love For Sale,”
“Have I Told You Lately?,” and “The Best Is Yet
To Come.” This disk appears to be headed
straight down the success path.

“JAMES RAY”—Caprice LP 1002
The potent r&b-pop talents of James Ray are
aptly showcased on this destined-for-success en-
try from Caprice. The chanter has a feelingful,
emotion-packed approach which is perfectly suited
to the standards and newies on the disk. With an
admirable assist from Hutch Davie’s ork and
chorus the songster offers top-flight renditions
of recent hits of “If You Gotta Make A Fool Of
Somebody” and “Itty Bitty Pieces.” Additionally,
the disk boasts Ray’s latest wax effort of “A
Miracle.” LP should pull plenty of loot.

“BURNIN’ ’’—John Lee Hooker—VeeJay LP 1043
Kicking off with a rousing high-powered rendition
of “Boom Boom,” his current chart item, John
Lee Hooker launches full-blast in one of the most
forceful blues sessions that he has cut to date.

The songster-guitarist has a distinctive, com-
pelling approach in which he both sings and talks

his way through all the numbers on this album in

a dramatic, smart fashion. In addition to this

biggie the chanter offers top-drawer readings of

“Process,” “Thelma” and “Drug Store Woman.”
Plenty of pop-r&b sales potential here.

“MEG MYLES AT THE LIVING ROOM”—Mer-
cury SR 60686
Meg Myles seems to get better with each new
record date. On this session, cut live at Gotham’s
Living Room, the lark displays her distinctive

sensuous, husky, throaty jazz-flavored voice on
a dozen popular items with an attractive legit

assurance. The thrush displays a dazzling con-

trol on “All I Need Is A Boy,” “Femininity” and
“Won’t You Come Home Bill Bailey.” A stand out

performance.

“THE BEST OF KNUCKLES O’TOOLE”—Grand
Award GA 7002 SD
Grand Award’s Knuckles O’Toole albums have
been consistently powerful sellers in the past
and this attractive recap LP culling tunes from
five O’Toole disks should move down the hitsville
path in winning fashion. There are plenty of
nostalgic reminders of the ragtime era as the
88’er displays his expected keyboard artistry on
“I’m Looking Over A Four-Leaf Clover,” “I Want
A Girl” and “In The Good Old Summertime.”
Sure-fire chart item.

“SOUTH AMERICAN HOLIDAY”—Dick Con-
tino, David Carroll—Mercury SR 60668
Ace accordionist Dick Contino has been winning
critical plaudits for years for his ability to play
the instrument in a distinctive, fast-moving
flashy style. Now, teamed up with David Carroll’s
ork, he showcases a pleasant restraint and
emerges in virtuoso fashion. Here then, is a wide
variety of Latin tempi expertly rendered with
style and imagination by Contino and the band.
Some excellent danceable bands here are “Sweet
And Gentle,” “Brazil” and “Tico Tico.” The disk
has all the necessary built-in success ingredients
to score in the coin department.

Into Western Discount Houses

NEW YORK.—A move to operate

disk departments of western discount

houses has been undertaken by Bob
Hausfater and his son, Norman, heads

of the St. Louis-based Roberts Record

Distributing Co.

The Hausfaters will supply the

stores—expected to total 15 by the

end of the year—through their

newly-formed firm, Missouri Disc Co.,

also based in St. Louis.

Stores serviced by the Hausfaters

will have complete disk departments,

with supervisory personnel employed

having disk experience.

Stock carried will range in value

from $30,000 to $75,000, and will in-

clude disks in all price categories.

Additionally, inventory will also in-

clude various disk accessories (e.g.

needles, record carrying cases).

Prices in the territories, it was
pointed out, will be dependent on the

prices that prevail in each particular

market. Supervisors will shop the

stores and will meet the lowest prices

that prevail.

The Hausfaters will begin control

of various disk departments in the

west during the summer. These will

include those of Fantastic Fair in

Las Vegas and upcoming FF outlets

in Reno, and two cities in Calif.,

Pacoima and San Leandro.

The new setup in the west is ex-

pected to give the Hausfaters a $2

million annual volume for the first

year.

Hausfaters currently operate two

midwestern discount centers. Jubilee

City in Indianapolis and Steinberg-

Baum in Springfield, 111.

In this plant, we will print

all our labels album jackets, catalogs

and promotional brochures.”

The building, located at 18440 Cen-

tral Ave., in Compton, contains 10,-

000 square feet of space and will be

remodeled to fit the requirements of

the Dooto operations. It is situated

adjacent to land which was previously

acquired by Williams.

Williams said that the announce-

ment of the formal opening of the

new Dooto building will be made as

soon as current remodeling nears

completion.

Distrib Survival Depends

On Organization, Schwartz Pleads

WASHINGTON, D.C.—If most of the

distributors around the country don’t

form a strong distributor organiza-

tion, most of them will either go out of

business or become rack-jobbers, one-

stops and retailers.

“This is not the purpose or function

of a distributor,” Harry Schwartz,

head of Schwartz Bros., the Washing-

ton distributor, declared in a letter to

Cash Box on the eve of the ARMADA
meet in Miami Beach this week, which

will see a drive by distributors to get

control of the organization.

Schwartz states in the letter that he

wanted to make it clear to all manufac-
turers that if a distributor is forced to

become also a rack-jobber, one-stop

and dealer, he cannot give his labels

the proper promotion and distribution

effort.

He names such distributor func-

tions as financing, warehousing, mar-
keting, selling and developing as many
product outlets as possible, and terms

as “most important,” the production

promotion function, which Schwartz
declares “still makes or breaks a new
release.”

“Indeed, his marketing function as

a distributor weakens to a point where
eventually he will fade out completely

as a bonafide distributor,” Schwartz
feels.

Continues Schwartz:
“I am very emphatic on one point.

No one person can wear all the hats

and no one distributor can success-

fully be also rack-jobber, one-stop and
retailer. Doing so he will alienate all

and eventually kill his labels also.

“The catering to rack-jobbers, one-

stops and large discount houses by a

manufacturer is very unhealthy.

“We are talking here of about 50%
of the record business which predomi-

nantly caters to established releases

and ignores existing catalog.

“It is of utmost importance that

every manufacturer do everything in

his power to assist the distributor and

to maintain a traditional manufac-
turer-distributor relationship, in or-

der to accomplish a common goal

—

keeing the record industry strong and
intact.

“I hope that every distributor in

the country will see how important it

is to collectively make every effort

towards this goal—and getting behind

this Distributors Organization will be

a good start.

Every label is only as strong as the

strength of its distributors.”

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German royalty collection agency in Germany called GEMA is one of

the finest in the world. They pay the highest percent of royalties to its mem-
bers of any collection agency in the world, and it collects not only for per-
formances, but also for mechanical fees, thus protecting the German author
from any discrimination between actual sales figures and monies collected
H'om record companies who do not give the proper accounting. Furthermore,GEMA fights for its members to collect monies from tape recordings, etc. in
a way that few agencies fight, but it has one weakness that was brought out
recently by Scandinavian publisher Felix Stahl, who recently visited the Cash
Box office. The agency sometimes grows too big to take care of individual
wishes and interests of its client. In this case, Felix of Stockholms Musikpro-
duktion in Sweden came to Germany and produced a top production of the
song “Concerto D’Amour” written by Charles “Swedish Rhapsody” Wildman,
who now lives in Munich and is a member of GEMA. Felix took the song
to New York and offered the publishing rights to a top American publisher
who was ready to give him $1,000 advance on the song if the American pub-
lisher could collect and keep 100% of the mechanical and performance fees
until the guarantee was covered. GEMA did not allow Felix to make the deal
and let the American publisher collect 100% of performance fees because
it is basically against its rules. Therefore, both Felix and composer Wildman
still have the song and have lost the chance for a $1,000 deal (and that ain’t
hay). P.S. The song is still available for other interested American publishers.

Rolf Budde reports that his publishing house is swinging with the top
American-Italian hit “A1 Di La” with versions by Ray Anthony, A1 Hirt and
Emilio Pericoli now out in Germany. A new waxing is also on the market of
the San Remo hit “Quando, Quando, Quando” by Paul Kuhn in German, and
Nat Cole has a new single of the publishing firm’s tune “Brazilian Love
Song” in Germany.

Philips Records is swinging with the first German waxing by Brian Hyland
of “Ginny Come Lately” and a new EP of the musical “Irma La Douce” in
German featuring the Berlin cast of Viloetta Ferrari, Harald Juhnke and
Paul Esser. The firm is still selling the German version of “My Fair Lady”
like hot cakes.

Michael Arends of Paul Arends Music reports top action on the new “Hilo
Kiss” and “Honolulu Rag” by The Waikikis, who hit the top five with their
last hit “Hawaii Tattoo” on Telefunken. Michael has also picked up the Ger-
man rights for the Sheb Wooley platter “Laughin’ The Blues.”

The
new Conny recording is called “Lady Sunshine And Mister Moon,” which took
first place in Stuttgart Radio’s “Hit Scala” show after only one play! The
other new push item is the international favorite Helmut Zacharias with
“Crazy Carnival” and “Mack The Knife March.”

Shore.” Except for one week when he reached the coveted No. 1 slot he has
held fast at No. 2 for four consecutive weeks. Bilk’s achievement happily
coincides with the third anniversary this month of the highly successful
Lansdowne Jazz Series. Inaugurated in June 1959 by Denis Preston of Record
Supervision and marketed by EMI on the Columbia label Lansdowne Jazz is

the only series to have recorded American jazz specially for the British market
since the mid-’30’s. During the last three years transatlantic records produced
for the series total some CO albums by such artists as Acker Bilk, Chris Barber,
Ken Colyer, Monty Sunshine, Humphrey Lyttelton, Alex Welsh, and Terry
Lightfoot from England and Harry Carney, Paul Gonsalves, Harold Ashby,
Vic Dickenson, Buddy Tate and Buck Clayton from America.

Frank Sinatra’s first British LP, “Great Songs From Great Britain,” with
orchestra and arrangements directed by Canadian-born Robert Farnon was
recorded in London last week for subsequent release on Reprise. In charge of
the session was Pye A&R Chief Alan Freeman. Sinatra’s three charity concerts
given in London recently raised over £23,000.

Dave Brubeck’s “Unsquare Dance,” gives the CBS label its first British
chart entry. One of the first releases under the new agreement with Philips

Independent producers just back from the States Michael Barclay and Philip

Waddilove of Audio Enterprise delighted with the American acceptance of

Eden Kane as a star of international status. As a result of the trip Eden will,

in future, record in America specifically for the Stateside market.
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Among Artone’s recent single-releases are the following Top 100 items: “It
Keeps Right On A-Hurtin’ ” by Johnny Tillotson (Cadence), “Moon River” by
Jean Thomas (Cadence) and “I Wish That We Were Married” by Ronnie &
The Hi-Lites (Joy), as well as “Charlie’s Shoes” by Guy Mitchell (Joy), Ar-
tone’s first release from the newly acquired Joy catalog.

Artone’s John J. Vis told Cash Box that Ray Charles’ “I Can’t Stop Loving
You” shows sure signs of becoming the most successful Charles single since
“Hit The Road Jack.” Likewise his long player, “Modern Sounds In Country
& Western Music,” sells well. Besides, a 10" LP has been released containing
all of Ray’s recent smashes, culled from his various LP’s. Pete Felleman, who
gave the Charles etching a big spin in his “Daffodil Show” over Radio Luxem-
bourg, reports the strongest listeners report received for any single recording
during the 22 weeks the motorcar-sponsored show has been on the air.

Curiously enough, the strongest selling Reprise recording in the Nether-
lands is not a Frank Sinatra item, but his daughter Nancy’s etching “Like I

First releases,
on June 8, by Phonogram of this outstanding US Jazz-label included recent
12" albums “Bags Meets Wes” (Milt Jackson and Wes Montgomery) and “The
Bobby Timmons Trio in person,” live recorded at The Village Vanguard, Octo-
ber 1961. A single by the Thelonious Monk Quartet (from album “Thelonious
In Action” and two EPs: Johnny Griffin’s Big Soul Band (Norman Simmons
arrangements) and Nat Adderley’s combo’s with “Work Song” and “Blue
Brass Groove” have opened the series of 45-rpm recordings

Latest sensation in Holland is Spanish (Basque) Trio Los Bimbos. They are
Rafael, Alberto and Ramon, three former students who have concentrated on
popular music instead after their appearances in Paris, March 1961, turned
out to be a wonderful success for these hardworking boys. They performed at
the Cote d’Azur and in Brussels. This summer they will be featured at Hol-
land’s seaside resorts Zandvoort and Scheveningen. 'The three handsome, young
musicians are all talented composers, singers and virtuoso guitar-performers.
An EP has been released on Philips with four of their passionate originals.

Philips’ “Classic Jazz Masters” series, produced by Paul Oliver, has been
extended with an EP of the New York Eddie Condon Band from 1933, with
proud notes by G. E. Lambert. The Condon crew then featured such musicians
as Max Kaminsky, Pee-Wee Russell, Bud Freeman and Big Sid Catlett. Like
the other productions, also these old masters offer a most astonishing quality
of sound-reproduction: the very result of Philips’ “Revelation” Sound, which
simply means great jazz classics as they never sounded since the day when they
were recorded. After a painstaking research for private collections of historic
jazz-recordings, months of experimental electronic development have resulted
in the revelation of unexpected and Tjreviously inaudible sound-quality from
early shellac-pressings. The “new” Clondon session of 1933 proves to be a
revelation indeed.

Popular German singer Willy Hagara recorded a splendid version of “Ca-
tarina” for Philips. The attractive tune will certainly stick as one of the best
top-songs of 1962. Flip is catchy melody: “Loralu.”
The stereo-version was released this month of the EP “Please Don’t Talk

About Me When I’m Gone” by the Dutch Swing College Band, along with a
new single: jazz-version of the Cole Porter classic,” Don’t Fence Me In” and
German hit “Ich Hab’ Das Fraulein Helen’ Baden ’Sehn,” both on Philips.

They made a deal on “Let’s Talk About Love,” the latest Helen Shapiro single,
which will be published in Holland by Basart. The promotion has started al-
ready by strong plugging of this potential hit of Helen Shapiro.

Basart N.V. has started the promotion of the new Brenda Lee recoi’d “Speak
To Me Pretty,” which they will handle for the Dutch territory. A local record-
ing of this fine song will be issued soon.

Schroeder-Basart N.V. will publish the Paul Petersen song “She Can’t Find
Her Keys.” The Dutch duo Black and White have recorded this title already
in the Dutch language on Philips label.

BELGIUM
International Song Contest-winner Robert Cogoi, whose first record “Si Un

Jour (If One Day)” and “Si Je T’ai Fait D’La Peine (If I Did You Wrong),”
is meeting with bid demands, is preparing his second platter to be released
soon. But Cogoi not only had a break-through as a singer. As soon as his
record was heard over different radio stations here in Belgium and in France,
including Radio Luxembourg and Europe I, several professional singers of
renown immediately started asking for his compositions to record them them-
selves. By the way, adaptations in the German language are already on their
way and recordings in German are planned.

Blow Again”) and sales of same look most promising over here.
“Yours & Yours Alone” by Kenny Chandler recalls on the well-known Tos-

selli’s serenade and is Siemens’ biggest event of the week (Coral). Danyel
Gerardi, an upcoming French singer, first has made a “Petit Gonzales” on Poly-
dor and so has reached the top of Siemens’ present sales. Another Frenchman,
the Big One De La Chanson, Marcel Amont, released a very good album with
“The Songs Of Their 20’s,” and two singles from which “Valencia/Le Plus
Beau Tango Du Monde” is becoming a best seller. Further, his “Mexican” re-

mains a sure hit on French Polydor.

ances in Paris. The Lido welcomed the singer with all flags flying, admission
was extremely dear and very much sought after, and the newspapers played
up Frank’s charity stint there as one of the year’s biggest and very “Parisian”
events. Then came his one-nighter at the Olympia where the general public
greeted him with equal enthusiasm. After Paris, Sinatra’s tour took him on
to Monte Carlo and an appearance at the Sporting Club there under the patron-
age of Prince Rainer and Princess Grace.
Jack Mills may soon visit Paris, where he will discuss with Gerard Tournier

the handling of his edition here. Pathe’s rock ’n roll recording star, Richard
Anthony, is off for a tour of Argentina towards the end of June. Sir Joseph
Lockwood is currently touring the European capitals for the purpose of study-
ing the different problems attendant on the distribution of the EMI line in
relation to the Common Market. He visited Paris two weeks ago.
Roger Maruani, who holds a post for EMI, reports that trumpetist Georges

Jouvin’s latest recording, “African Beat” comprises a classical study of the
trumpet with drum accompaniment and the result is an excellent twist. Jean
Yatove has signed the musical score for the film, “Le Roi de la Montagne” and
it’s Ducretet-Thomson’s vocal ensemble Les Hommes who interpret the main
theme, “Le coeur des brigands.” Rock ’n rollers, Les Chats Sauvages, with
their new side “L’amour que j’ai pour toi,” have just attained the million
mark in record sales. A new recording by Christian Marin has four comic
songs, among which are “Arthur, la friture” and “J’ai des ailes sous les
pieds.” Success noted on the movie, “Le Gueare des Boutons.” The music
belongs to Editions Tutti and the EMI recording of the track has been made
by the “fanfare” of the famous Beaux Arts school here in Paris.

This year’s song Festival in Enghien, near Paris, went off as scheduled,
marking the attribution of the first 1962 GRAND PRIX DE LA CHANSON
FRANCAISE. The winning tune was “Ma melodie” sung in the contest by
Ghislaine (Claude Carrere is the composer) and Gilda Gil. The latter will
record the tune for Philips and the former for RCA. The tune, an excellent
one, has also been waxed by Richard Anthony (Pathe). Madame Breton is

the song’s very happy publisher whose files include a whole series of hit
tunes quite apart from “La grosse caisse” and “Sur la plus haute colline,”
Becaud’s latest successes.

Quite a few people are surprised by the growing success of “L’Horrible
tango,” published by Chappell, a song which, when it was launched, did not
seem to hold much promise. The composer is Charles Trenet. This tango can
be compared rhythmically speaking to the best of the tango standards and
should become one of those tunes which have their permanent place in all the
popular dance halls. One more hit to be added to the growing score of pro-
motor Soula.
Good news from Versailles Records by way of Jean-Pierre Perrier, who

reports that on the occasion of the re-issue of the film, “Nous irons a Paris,”
Christian Deffes has waxed a new version of the musical track. In addition,
the original track (the film was circa 1949) will be re-issued. Ricordi’s Public
Relations expei’t is Marie Wencel, and it is through her that Cash Box learned
that Francis Linel’s latest waxings include “La serenade de Toselli” (in a
twist version) and a tune, which believe it or not, is called “La musique”
(from the pen of Drejac). Robert Ripa, who makes his appearance from time
to time in the song world has recently waxed “Magali,” a Robert Nyel tune.

Rosalie Dubois’s latest platter includes “Dieu soit loue.” Another of her
latest recordings, from Chappell’s catalog, is “Toi, mon habitude.” Ricordi
has released “Johnny Angel” on the Colpix label.

News gets scarcer as summer approaches and thoughts turn towards slow-
up and vacation. Fortunately, foreign artists do manage to keep things moving
in Paris during such periods. The latest was Errol Gamer, who did a one-
nighter here. Philips director, Mr. Meyerstein, threw a highly successful
cocktail at his home for Errol, where all the biggies of the Philips organiza-
tion were on hand, as well as the “who’s who” of radio, records, press, etc.

Caravelli (and his Magic Strings) is rapidly becoming a top star in France.
The demand is so great for his pressings that Versailles can hardly keep up
with incoming orders. Much elation at Arteco in view of the big response to
the launching of Billy Bridge in France. The 16-year-old singer, signed on
the Odeon label, made his debut with “Twist Up” a few weeks ago. His second
EP features a series of “Madisons” and the orders are rolling in. Thirty-four
years after its original release. “Pedro” is being re-issued by Odeon. It was
one of the biggest comic hits of its creator, Marie Dubas.
Two requests for corrections with respect to recent columns. The first, from

Rudi Revil, asks to mention that “Le lion est mort ce soir” is sub-published
by Editions Tropicales. What is really important is that the success of the
tune in question is due to Henri Salvador’s disk and to it alone. The second is

Luque is
also working on “Luz Y Soinbras/^ cut by Rosamel Araya, which is believed
to be a good hit-to-be.

Eddie Clark, member of the Serenata Records roster, has cut “La Charanga”
and Suba A1 Tren (Twisting Train),” and “Peppermint Twist.” Clark is the
son of the well known orchestra director, Barry Moral, and is a good showman.

Producciones Fermata is preparing the release of the second volume of the
International Pop LP’s and an album cut by Bobby Rydell and Chubby
Checker. The first International Pop record has been well received.
Odeon has released a new volume of its Selection LP’s: this time it’s

“Folklorisimo I,” which is added to the “Favulozo I And 11” and the “Tropica-
lizimo I.” The Folklorisimo is an LP by Los Huanca Hua, Los Changos de
Anatuya Atahualpa Yupanqui and others, and may be a very good seller.
“Mas Favorites,” the Selection LP released by Ariel, will receive big pro-

motion in a campaign organized by the diskery in cooperation with General
Motors, who’s presenting the Chevrolet 400 in Argentina. The first “Favori-
tes” album, released by Ariel last year, also tieing in with (JM.

Surco Industrias Musicales has released two new Atlantic LP’s: “The
Genius Of Ray Charles” and “Spanish Harlem” by Ben E. King. Besides, the
label is releasing a single by King with “Amor” and “Frenesi.” Carlos Tealdo
Alizieri of Surco reports the big success of “West Side Stoi’y,” the Ferrante
& Teicher LP with music from the flick. On the United Artists side, Surco is

putting to sale “Charanga Pachanga” by Tito Rodriquez, and a “Sergeants
Three” single by A1 Caiola and orchestra.

For classical music lovers, Australian Records Company issued the new
stereo version of “Swan Lake” by Eugene Ormandy and The Philadelphia
Symphony Orchestra. A mono album of this performance has been a top-selling

package in Australia for several years.

“Revue ’62,” a national television program which has used quite a deal of
imported talent, is to go into recess at the end of July. It appears that the main
reason for the lay-off of this popular series is the high cost of production.
Replacing “Revue ’62” will be another national live show which will probably
use all Australian talent. The new show—as yet untitled—is to be produced
by American producer Gil Rodin, a name that will be immediately recognized
by many readers due to his long and successful association with the Bob Crosby
Band when it was first starting out. Gil will find many friends in Australia and
great interest is sure to be taken in the musical content of the new hour-long
TV series when it begins.

Jack Argent, boss of the Leeds music group in Australia, recently visited

Cash Box office during a visit to Melbourne to confer with disk jockeys, radio
and television stations and distributors.

Recent singles from ARC include “Lemon Tree” by Peter, Paul and Mary;
^‘Whisky In The Jar” by The Highwaymen; “Too Far Gone” by Marty Robbins
and “The Man Who Shot Liberty Valance” by Gene Pitney—which is the sub-
ject of a tremendous amount of DJ action right across the nation. Judging
from this action, “Liberty” could soon hit our best-selling chart with a decent
sort of wallop.

For the first time in all the years that this column has been running, our
Uest-selling list shows locally recorded singles in the first three positions—

a

further proof of the great popularity now being enjoyed by local artists. This
boost of sales of local products must of necessity have an overall effect of
lowering the average sales of many overseas singles on our market. It cer-

tainly cannot be tafen for granted now that a record will do well here simply
because it is a big hit overseas as such records are now handicapped by pretty
stiff all-round competition from Australian-produced disks.

Local singing group The Deltones are out with a topnotch version of “Get A
Little Dirt On Your Hands” on the Leedon label. This title is the big hit on the
country music chart in Cash Box for Bill Anderson on the American Decca
label.

One of the most programmmed records on Australian radio right now is “I

Can’t Stop Loving You” by Ray Charles, which is locally released on the
Ampar label through the Festival group. “I Can’t Stop Loving You” is almost
a certainty to bounce into our best-selling list soon.

“Col Joye And The Ballad” is the title of a new album release by Col Joye
on Festival. This is Col’s first new album for 1962 and should develop into a
steady sales attraction. It carries twelve tracks ranging from “Fraulein”
through “You’re The Reason” to “Can’t Help Falling In Love.”

Harry Belafonte’s hot mono/stereo album “Midnight Special” has been re-
leased by RCA of Australia—so too has Duane Eddy’s album debut for RCA
“Twistin’ ‘n’ Twangin’.”

making appearances on assorted “Bandstand-type” TV shows, and doing guest
shots with the leading platter spinners in California. Stops were made in

Hollywood, Sacramento and San Francisco, to mention just a few. While in

Hollywood, young Curtola tested for a role in a forthcoming “Four Star Play-
house” production of Dick Powell’s. He then swung into a cross-country promo
tour that stacked up as follows: (6/20) The Dick Clark Show, on ABC-TV from
Philadelphia; (6/21) The Buddy Deane Show from Baltimore; (6/24) The Dick
Biondi Show in Chicago (this was a special thrill for Bobby, as Biondi’s broad-
casts over WLS in Chicago are heard in the youngster’s home town of Port
Arthur, Ontario). The big finish to this promotion trip on behalf of “Fortune
Teller” will be an in-person appearance with Frankie Avalon (6/30) at Pali-

sades Park.
Dave Palmer, a spinner at Winnipeg’s CKRC, informs that a new group in

his town, Billy Earl And The Galaxies, have just been signed to a two year pact
by a Minnesota label, Jay-Dee Records. First disk by the group is set for re-

lease shortly, writes Dave. It’ll carry the title, “That Makes It Tough” b/w
“Watch Your Step.” Word around the Manitoba Capital has it that the session
with Earl is one of the most “Americanized sounds” to ever originate in this

country. The Earl group, reports Palmer, have just completed a western P.A.
tour with Ernie Maresca, Ral Donner and Troy Shondell. Dave also mentions
that his discoveries have worked on several occasions with Bobby Curtola.

Hottest
items in Bill Fisher’s Phonodisc bag of tricks at the moment are “Pretty Susie
Sunshine” by Larry Finnegan; the Babs Tino sound, “Too Late To Worry,”
which incidentally is a real break out in the Montreal area thanks to con-
centrated air exposure over CKGM. The “Worry” sound is currently holding
down number 17 slot on the Montreal station’s Top Fifty list; “My Daddy Is
The President” by Little Jo Ann on Kapp is showing hit signs in both Ottawa
and Montreal; and the biggest rockin’ item with Bill and Liam is the James
Brown side, “Night Train.”

When new disks are sent in for review
purposes to this desk, it would be appreciated if, where possible, the album
material was stereo.

Friends and associates of Johnny Six’s throughout the trade will regret to
hear of the singer’s illness and subsequent long hospital stay. Johnny, or Orval
Prophet as he is known to many, suffered a heart attack at a recent P.A. in
Ottawa. He will be forced to put in considerable time at The Ottawa General
Hospital, and would appreciate hearing from his friends across the country.

W'hitey Haines of Capitol Records is very excited about the impending visits

to Toronto of two of the label’s headliners. Nancy Wilson scheduled for the
O’Keefe Center during the July-August season. Vic Damone will also appear at
The Center in person during the same period. Whitey, like so many in the busi-
ness at the distributor level, bemoans the Ontario-Quebec truckers strike. As
a result of the trucks not moving, many of the distributors have album covers
and no discs to put in them, or the reverse. On the subject of sales problems, a
recent arrival on the retail scene, Winrick Electric Ltd., of P.O. Box 189,
Kingston, Nova Scotia, reports difficulty in lining up Canadian distributors for
the items listed on the Cash Box Top 100. Distributors could help out by
adding their address to their mailing lists right away.

It’s A Boy for the Hal Ross’. He’s the promo man for Compo Company
(Decca-Coral) in Montreal. Steven Jeffrey weighed in at seven pounds, just
in time for Father’s Day.
Bob Martin reports that the national sales meeting for all the Columbia

people is set for July 30 and 31., at The Four Seasons Hotel in Toronto. Should
be a swinger. Bob also reports very strong sales on the Sandy Selsie single,

“Poorest Girl In Town.” It seems that the trade favor has transferred from the
flip side of the disk, “Date With Loneliness,” which had been the pace setter.

The other big action sound at the Leslie Street, Columbia H.Q. is the Epic
item by Bobby Vinton, “Roses Are Red.”
Another new Canadian disk session out recently in both the U.S. and in

Canada, is Jack Bailey’s “Your Magic Touch” and “Tiger Lil.” It’s on the Ford
label. Stateside and released in Canada on Sparton. Jack’s from Peterborough,
Ont. He has been a frequent guest over the last couple of years on CBC-TV
Shows originating in Toronto. Dean Hagopian, CKOY (Ottawa’s “bearded one”
finds it difficult to choose between the two Bailey sides, but finally came up
with the ballad side, “Magic Touch.” According to Hagopian, it’ll hit because
of the Mickey and Sylvia-type sound.

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JAPAN S SCANDINAVIA
The label organization, JPRA (Japan Phonograph Records Association),

recently decided to give Y2,000,000 ($5,556) to the All Japan Phonograph
Records Stores Association. JPRA did the same the last fiscal year.

Teichiku added another 3 labels to its Union roster. New acquisitions are
Bluebell (Italy), World (Australia) and Request (U.S.). Their releases here
will be tagged as Union. Union’s initial outing (July 1) doesn’t include any of
them, but they will be covered in its second release.

Toshiba is introducing an “Angel Latin America Series,” integrating the
hemispheric EMI group. This series will cover Musart (Mexico), Pana (Cuba),
Odeon (Brazil, Chile, Argentina). No single or EP is expected to come from
this catalog; all will be album releases. First out (July 20) will be Carlos
Campos and his ork (both on stereo and regular, Mexico); Ramon Marquez
and his ork (regular, Mexico); and 3 others. By the way, Toshiba is an EMI
diskery in Japan.

Various instruments were placed on sale by Toshiba, which had long been
planning to do so. Products cover uke, harmonica and electric organ. Guitar
was put to market about ten days before. Altho the firm has been selling
electric organs, re-modeled ones were added this time. In the near future, the
firm is thinking of manufacturing electric guitars, electronic pianos and or-
gans or the like.

Victor’s new releases (July 20) from RCA catalog were revealed. They are
“Hound Dog” (Elvis Presley), “Twistin’ The Night Away” (Sam Cooke),
“Misery Loves (Company” (Porter Wagoner), “Sho-joh-ji” (Arthur Kit)/“Say-
onara” (Miiko Taka). On the same day, Columbia will do the same from its
international catalogs. They are: “Moon River” (Andy Williams), “Love
Can’t Wait” (Marty Robbins), “Just Ain’t” (Earl Scruggs), “Sportin’ Jennie”
(Brothers Four), “Johnny Remember Me” (Hit Kit Islanders), “You Are My
Everything” (Helen Shapiro) and three other singles.

Victor will release next month (July 5) a stereo 12" LP—“Yvette Giraud
Recital,” including her most requested tune, “La Vie En Rose.” She is now on
her fourth visit to this country and will stay until Aug., during which 30 con-
certs are being prepared.
Sue Thompson and Sammy Salvo represented the first outing of Roy Acuff’s

Hickory Records here thru its pactee in Japan—King Records. Tunes released
under King International tag were “Norman/Never Love Again” (Sue Thomp-
son)’’ and “Billy Blue/French Poodle” (Sammy Salvo) and 2 other singles.

Teichiku discarded 228 disks in its catalog (Teichiku and Decca). They in-
cluded 60 EP’s (stereo and regular), 147 SP’s and 21 kiddie songs.

All August issues from member diskeries were okayed for release by JPRA
(Japan Phonograph Record Association). Tunes checked by the association’s
standard committee were 3,499 in total (951-local originated and 2,548-inter-
national originated).

Local ork Nippon (Japan) Philharmony Orchestra was recently cut on Co-
lumbia for a 10" LP. The ork, under Akeo Watanabe’s direction plays Tchaikov-
sky’s ‘“rhe Jewels Of Madonna” (Interlude #!'> and 3 other small compositions.

Teichiku edited 26 smashes by flick-wax star Yujiro Is'hihara into the 2 12"
LP album “From Kurutta Kajitsu” (Crazy Youngsters) to “Ginza-no Koi-no
Monogatari” (My Love Affairs At Ginza Street). The album will be sold at the
special price of $5.56 (Y2,000).

SWEDEN
A new record company has announced its start. It is Dux Radio, which joins

the trade with its own label. Dux. A&R head will be Gote Wilhelmsson of
Philips-Sonora, and the latter company will handle distribution and publicity
for Dux. Dux Radio has been in the radio manufacturing business for 35 years.
The first record will be an LP with Swedish folk songs in jazz rhythms,
played by Bengt-Ame Wallin and his orchestra. The record will be released
early in July.

AB Philips-Sonora reports that it will reorganize its publishing department,
Sonora Musikforlag, on August 1. Sture Borgedahl has been appointed man-
ager of the publishing dept. Borgedahl started in showbiz back in 1938 at
Nordiska Musikforlaget, where he soon became assistant to the president and
responsible for the pop music dept. Sonora Musikforlag has just got a
top hit in “Luffarvisa” (The Tramp Song), an old song which recently was
recorded by Sven-Ingvars Quartet at Philips and immediately went up among
the best sellers.

Helge Roundquist, head of Cupol, told Cash Box that his company notes very
good success with the tour in Sweden of the Belgian group, The Cousins,
Palette recording artists. It took nearly two years to get them to Sweden, but
it was worth it. Roundquist said. Cupol also has another group touring Sweden
this summer. They are called Schlagerland (Pop Song Land), including such
Palette artists as The Phantoms, Soren Andersson, a Cupol recording artist,

and Danish Tono artist Daimi. Roundquist also informed Cash Box that Cupol
is now representing the American label Big Top in Sweden. It is not yet de-
cided if the records will be released under the Cupol label or if they shall be
released under the Big Top banner. Finally, Roundquist said that Cupol expects
a lot from a newcomer, Laila Aslund, Norwegian-born, but living in Sweden
for some years. She writes her own songs, and sings them in Norwegian and
Swedish, and according to reports from Norway, her debut record looks like a
smash.
The film, “Raggarganget,” a teenage drama now being produced here, will

have at least two well known recording artists in the cast. They are Britt

Damberg from RCA and Carli Tornehave from Philips. Maude Adelsohn, who
has the leading female role, is also a Philips recording artist and has got three
songs to sing in the film. Miss Damberg has also three songs, Tornehave has
two and Laila Westersund sings one. Miss Westersund is recording for Sonora.
The film is now under production in the Metronome Studios, and is expected to
be completed around July 10.

Jacques Kluger Jr. of the Kluger Music Publishing Co. in Brussels expected
to visit Stockholm around midsummer.
The fear of promotion on radio and TV has resulted in a new so-called

scandal in Sweden. Fontana recording artist Anita Lindblom was contracted
for a program in Swedish TV Sat., June 16. However, the producer, Ake Falck,
fired her, and in an interview he declared that he could not accept her singing
numbers from her recent records, which, if she had done so, would have been
the same as promotion of a commercially produced record. Bo Lofberg, head
of Philips-Sonora, declared that when talking to Falck, he had suggested that
she could sing one or two numbers from her recent EP, but this was not ab-
solutely necessary if the idea was not liked by Falck. Another thing is that
Miss Lindblom was contracted for the TV show without anything said about
her salary. And when her manager wanted to discuss this matter with SBC-TV,
the station reportedly refused to pay her the sum she asked for. In her place,
the TV viewers saw Monica Zetterlund, another artist from Philips-Sonora.
Commercial radio station Radio Nord will close its operations before the

new law makes it necessary for them to stop, it has been announced. Jack S.

Kotschack, head of the station, has been on the headlines recently in combina-
tion with a car, given to Radio Nord by an automobile company. The idea was
that a man should be walking around Stockholm, and the first one who found
him and identified him with the words “Are You Mr. Peugot,” would win the
car. However, the car company never heard anything about any winner, and
it reported the thing to the DA’s office, asking for an investigation. Kotschack
first said that the car had been given to a winner, a girl, who had given him a
receipt. Later Kotschack gave the news agencies a bulletin in which he de-
clared that since nobody had discovered the man (Mr. Peugot), there was no
winner. However, he had asked the girl to sign the receipt without giving her
the car, and for her services, the girl had been presented with a vacation trip
to Mallorca, Spain. Kotschack declared that “the hard pressure of too much
work at the time spoiled my judgment about good manners in this case.” The
government papers welcomed this, and have been spending much space in order
to prove to the Swedish people “what will happen if commercial stations are
accepted in Sweden.”

Markets Change
But

Volume
Is Constant

There is one thing that can be said for the coin

machine export market—it’s consistent. With the

first quarter sales figures a matter of record, it im-

mediately becomes obvious that we are on our way

to another good export year. The $7 million volume

points to a $28 million year similar to the 1961

period which ended in record form. It was the larg-

est export year on record. However, the markets re-

sponsible for this volume are not the same.

Everyone remembers the tremendous flow of ma-

chines into Great Britain two years ago once the re-

striction on imports was lifted. The influx gave

every indication of continuing forever but it ended

just the same. However, the games business didn’t

stop with it but spread itself across other European

countries with the results the same, but the import-

ers changing. Belgium and West Germany beefed

up imports and these countries became large vol-

ume games importers just as they had been phono-

graph takers all along. Now with the close of the

first quarter, the United Kingdom figure is still

down around the $300 thousand mark, and while

the total phonograph figure has dropped consider-

ably, the games total brings the overall volume back

up to a healthy status because France, a newcomer,

bought three times as many machines during this

quarter than in ’61. Again, the markets change, but

the volume has remained constant.

This example is but a single instance of informa-

tion being gleaned from accompanying statistics and

analysis appearing in this First Quarterly Export

Volume Report. However, there is a lesson to be

learned from it.

The coin machine operator who is on a healthy

basis doing business with a foreign customer is to be

commended only if he is also aware of what is hap-

pening in other countries as well. Cash Box export

reports have indicated trends with each passing

year. While the overall volume in units and dollars

has continued to grow the areas from whence this

business is derived have continued to change. With

new markets opening up constantly, and some of

the big volume countries fading, and even the type

of equipment changing in many instances, no coin

machine exporter can afford to rest on his laurels.

Tomorrow’s big buyers may be absolute strangers

today.

Good equipment, a reasonable price, constant

promotion to the world’s markets are about the

best way we know of being ready for new business

if and when it comes. Only in this way will the ex-

porter continue to reap his fair share of this all-

important segment of the coin machine industry.

ANALYSIS OF COIN MACHINE
EXPORT VOLUME REPORT

A Review of Coin Machine Sales To The World's

Markets During January, February and March 1962

GENERAL

As pointed out in the accompanying editorial, the export volume for the first three
months of this year shows every sign of taking us through another record year. While
total machines shipped dipped, dollar volume rose several hundreds of thousands of
dollars to $7 . 3 million. The dollar volume loss was posted in phonographs, while games
dollars increased somewhat

—

$700 thousand—thanks to France and her triple volume
quarter. Vending showed an increase of close to one half-million dollars, a healthy
leap forward and one which certainly backs up statements from those traveling abroad
who return optimistic over this potential growth. The big drop in phonos was centered
pretty much in Europe while France accounted for most of the games increases. A $50
thousand games increase showed up in Canada for the most part, while Asia inched up
due to a surge by Japan who is making a name in games for itself these days. Generally
speaking

,

phonographs have about leveled off with the buyers becoming choosy and the
markets reaching full potentials. The demand is therefore not as great. Games on the
other hand will probably always bring the biggest demand and with the Government edicts
hereabouts knocking out certain types of equipment in different areas, some of it finds
its way into foreign ports. This situation will exist as long as the USA c ontinues to
master the art of amusement machine manufacturing. There has been indication of any
serious competition along these lines from Europe or elsewhere. The biggest growth
potential is in the vending areas where this field is literally in its infancy. It has
been said that the European may have pioneered the field before the American did but the
Yankee is showing him how to merchandise it and sell more. This will continue especially
with the giants moving into Europe doing their own manufacturing of American machines.

$800 thousand is a big drop for one quarter but when it ' s spread over West Germany, the
U.K. , and a tremendous drop in Italy (from $106,000 to a low of $9,000) , the drop is more
readily understood. Evidently imports from other European markets are depleting the
U.S. export volume. North America dropped $70 thousand with the biggest loss turning
up in little ol' Jamaica ($50 thousand dip) and some $40 thousand in Canada. An $80
thousand dip in South America settled amongst Venezuela, Ecuador, Peru, and British
Guiana. The Aussies posted practically the identical figure as last year's quarter
with $30 thousand going into the phonograph purchases for this period. Africa remained
constant . Greece increased from $8 to $18 thousand, a nice small market for exporters
with service and smaller quantities of equipment to offer. It was noted elsewhere in
this section this week that the Tokyo Geisha Houses are taking in juke boxes to combat
competition from the cabarets where customers are more down to earth. The Japanese
figures indicate this trend and it's interesting to note that the juke box is thought of
as a means whereby competitive entertainment can be offered. The juke box has paved the
way to bigger things in many foreign lands.

Everything was coming up roses for games exporters during the first quarter of this year
judging from the record $5.1 million which was poured into this market. Last year's
quarterly totals didn't reach $2 1/2 million, so there's much progress made in this
area. Ug $25 thousand in No. America (mainly Canada) , another $50 thousand in Asia
(mostly in Japan)

,

a constant figure remaining in So. America, a slight drop in
Australia, and that fabulous rise in Europe where France tripled business

.

Switzer-
land doubled its take, and whether or not the machines remained there isn't known.
Perhaps shipped from Switzerland to other ports. But the fact remains, the Swiss took
$265 thousand in games in only three months and that must be a record. West Germany
dropped quite a bit from $279 thousand to $197 thousand, a big dip. Italy continued
gaining and reached $80 thousand in games for the Jan. -March period. Belgium was up
more than $100,000 for the quarter, Sweden dipped $20 thousand, the U.K. stayed at the
$300-400 thousand mark after enjoying almost two years of much higher figs due to the
gambling influx which took place immediately after the lifting of restrictions in 1960.
While Australia remained the same on phonographs, games did dip and just about what was
expected since the U.K. effects these imports with their own. It was indeed a bright
quarter for the games business and if this continues look for games in the export market
to keep moving from that $7 million figure in 1960, to $10 million last year and from
all indications, $12 million in 1962. No predictions here but it seems to be moving
that way.

No matter how you look at it , the vending machine export business just increased by a fat

50% during the first three months of this year. From $1 million to $1.4 and that ' s prog-
ress. Biggest increase was measured in Canada where vending is growing almost as fast

as it is in Europe and in the USA. The European imports were about the same with a slight
increase for the three-month period, but Asia moved up

,

once again thanks to Japan, who

bought no less than 623 machines valued at $55 , 931. We heard as far back as two years
ago about the arcade business increase in Japan but didn't realize that phonos and
vendors would follow. The Japanese are evidently continuing the rise to prosperity
without a slowdown in the coin machine field, as has taken place in the overall economy
of Japan. Perhaps the old adage that coin machines do even better in a deflated economy
is holding true. In any event, Japan is making many friends for itself in the export-
import business as far as our industry is concerned. Australia tripled its compara-
tively small $11 thousand total into $34 thousand for three months. West Germany reached

$519 thousand for the quarter, Switzerland $133 thousand, the Netherlands $71 thousand,

Finland continued a climb to just under $20 thousand, and Belgium held the status quo.

1 961 Vending Shipments Decreased; Dollars Rose 4^o
NEW YORK—According to a statis-
tical study prepared by the Bureau
of Census for NAMA, vending ma-
chine manufacturers in this country
actually shipped less machines during
1961 than in 1960 when unit sales
were up over the previous year. Total
dollar volume for the year was up

approximately 4% however. (CB June
16.) Total dollar value was pegged
at $171.1 million. The 1960 figure was
$165.1 million. While the value was
less than 4% for ’61, the ’60 figure

was 29% more than 1959. Below is

a breakdown and comparison of the

two years indicating that coffee ma-
chine shipments increased, drink ma-
chines doubled, and bottled drink

vendors dropped considerably both in

unit sales and dollar volume. Statis-

tics were prepared by the Bureau of

Census.

NEW YORK—According to AVI vice-

president Frank Mencuri, sales on

the firm’s recently introduced ‘Kissin

Kupids’ are continuing to increase in

export markets as tvell as the domes-
tic areas here.

Federal Judge Found Guilty

Of Conspiracy In Moore Case

NEW YORK—After three days of de-

liberation a jury found Federal Jus-

tice J. Vincent Keogh guilty of at-

tempting to fix a Federal Court sent-

ence aimed at former coin machine

distributor Sandy Moore. The Judge

was found guilty along with assistant

US Attorney Elliott Kahaner and An-

tonio Corallo, alleged labor racketeer.

Keogh and Kahaner shared $35,000 in

pay-off money which was raised by

Corallo, according to the jury’s ver-

dict. Federal Judge Edward Weinfeld

set July 17 for sentencing. The men
face a maximum five-year sentence

and fines of $5000 each. Keogh stuck

to his original plea of “I am innocent”

upon hearing the verdict. An appeal

will be made.

Moore originally pleaded guilty

with two others to having defrauded

a bankruptcy trustee of $100,000. The
payoff was aimed at having Moore
receive a light sentence. He was sen-

tenced to three years after the bribe

attempt was exposed but the three

years was shortened to one year after

Moore cooperated with the Govern-

ment in the Keogh trial. Moore testi-

fied that he paid Keogh and Kahaner
the money, through Doctor Robert

Erdman, a mutual friend.

No Toll Now On
Welland Canal

Seaway Link

NEW YORK—The Canadian Govern-

ment has dropped the tolls on the

vital St. Lawrence Seaway link

through the Welland Canal. An early

drop in rates is expected as well as

cuts in bulk commodity prices on
goods moving between the United

States and Canada.

Shipping lines have fought for four

years to have the tolls removed in

order that rates be reduced accord-

ingly thereby increasing the shipping

volume.

Radio Program Highlights Coin Exports; Runyon Featured
Sugerman Outlines Business

Over Station WSOU-FM
NEWARK, N.J. — “World Export
Week” was recognized by a New Jer-

sey radio station last month when Sta-
tion WSOU-FM aired a discussion on
export. The industry discussed was
the coin machine industry, and the
firm chosen to do the expertising was
none other than Runyon Sales Com-
pany. Myron Sugerman took part in

the hour-long discussion. The purpose
of the program was to inform the lis-

tener in a way that would show how a
firm enters the export field, and suc-

ceeds in developing this field to where
it is a profitable adjunct of an already
successful business. Actually, this re-

sulted in a case history of Runyon
itself which was fine with the station

personnel.
Sugerman, president of Runyon In-

ternational Inc., discussed the subject
with Anthony D’Amato, prexy of
D'Amato Inti. Freight Forwarders,
who is also a professor at Seton Hall
University. Sugerman outlined the
firm’s initial approach to export, stat-

ing that old mailing lists were revital-

ized, the name “Runyon” was regis-

tered as a bona fide exporter, the firm
took part in a print and trade adver-
tising campaign, issued a parts cata-
log and an illustrated brochure and
followed up with a personal visit to

Europe for a two-month period. The
result was the start of equipment or-

ders on specific machines which led to
the current export division which
ships all types of equipment to all of
the export markets.
Sugarman had the neophyte jobber

in mind while discussing much of the
subject matter. He outlined the im-
portance of a shipper. “The shipping
company must be in a position to
deliver equipment unharmed.” said
Sugerman who also stated that Run-
yon’s complaints on deliveries total
less than % of 1% on overall ship-
ments.
The shipper decides on type of

packing analysing facilities at specific

ports, he schedules shipments, accom-
plishes documents, consular invoices,
letters of credit and other methods of
payment. “The shipper is an invalu-
able aid to firm selling the merchan-
dise,” said the Runyon prexy.
Runyon has four rules to which the

firm adheres, according to Sugerman:
no mimeographed price lists; replies
sent in language of inquiry when-

ever possible; same day answers are
striven for preferably via cable or
phone; and a registered cable address
is set in order to facilitate communi-
cation and save customer expense.
Sugerman quoted statistics and ex-

port statements from copies of Cash
Box which were used for a portion of
the interview. He concluded by tieing
in the export business with Presi-
dent Kennedy’s “Step-Up American
Growth” program. “The outlet of
used equipment provides a market for
new equipment, thereby affecting the

manufacturer, the distributor, the op-
erator, and the ultimate consumer,
the person who drops in the coins,”
said Sugerman. He pointed to the
Kennedy program, comparing the job
being done by the coin machine in-

dustry to insure employment, “we
have tripled our labor force,” im-
proved foreign relations, and added
allied businesses through the use of
the services necessary for a sound
export division. WSOU-FM officials

were highly pleased with the pro-
gram.

Returns From Europe

PHILADELPHIA — Dave Rosen,
president, David Rosen Inc., factory
coin machine distributor and exporter
of coin-operated equipment, returned
last week from Europe after visiting

with export clients in four countries,
and also attending the Annual Con-
vention of the Variety Club Interna-
tional, of which he is an official.

Rosen talked with coin machine offi-

cials in Ireland, London, Israel and
Paris and concluded that the trip

“was more an education than a vaca-
tion.” He said that the future of the
export market for American coinmen
as well as the foreign buyers appears
“very optimistic.”

In conjunction with his Variety
Club duties, Rosen is currently em-
barking on a drive for funds which
will pave the way for a $100,000
Children’s Hospital.
