Celler's Anti-Juke Box
Bill Hearing Postponed
WASHINGTON, D. C.—The hearing
originally called for July 25 between
representatives of the copyright socie-
ties, proponents of the new Celler Bill

(HR 12450), and representatives of
the juke box industry, was postponed
last week. The reason given was the
sudden illnes of Congressman Edwin
E. Willis, chairman of the House Ju-
diciarly Subcommittee on Patents,
Trademarks and Copyrights. Willis
was hospitalized last week.
The new bill includes the features

of an earlier bill (HR 70) but also
features the proposal for the establish-
ment, by the Attorney General, of an
Office of Performing Rights Trustees
to determine the amount of royalties
arising from the licensing of perform-
ances and the manner in which these
royalties will be distributed. It also
provides for a royalty to be paid by
juke box operators of $5 per machine
per annum for the initial collection
year, and ranges up to $25 per ma-
chine per year for a period of four
years thereafter.

“There is no truth whatever in the
charges made by Mr. Sinatra’s Cor-
porations. And certainly, Capitol is

not attempting to run him out of the
record business.
“During the twenty years we have

been in business, it has been common
knowledge within the record industry
that Capitol has always welcomed
and encouraged competition. We have
never, and will never make a business
move designed to eliminate a com-
petitor.

“As the complaint points out, Capi-
tol owns many master recordings
made by Mr. Sinatra. Capitol paid for
these recordings and CRDC is privi-
leged to sell them lawfully at what-
ever price it wishes.

“In offering Mr. Sinatra’s albums
for a limited period at what is essen-
tially 50% off, CRDC is merely utiliz-

ing a common and successful market-
ing tool—make profit by volume
instead of higher mark-up.
“The complaint also accuses CRDC

of discriminating and claims that Mr.
Sinatra’s recordings were offered to
‘selected’ dealers at one price and
others at a higher price. This is ab-
solutely false.

“There are many nuisance-type alle-

gations made in the complaint, but I

do not feel any worthwhile purpose
would be served by my commenting
upon them.

“In sum. I can only say that our
attorneys have carefully examined
every allegation made in the complaint
and that it is their belief that not one
is legally sound.”

UA Ships First LP's

NEW YORK—United Artists Records
began shipping the first ten albums
in its new kiddie series, Tale-Spinners
For Children, with initial distrib or-
ders passing the 500,000 unit mark it

was announced last week by the
label’s topper, Art Talmadge.

each.

NARM Mid-Year Meet
Set For Chicago
PHILADELPHIA—The 1962 Mid-
Year Meeting and Sales Conference of
the National Association of Record
Merchandisers will be held Aug 26
thru Aug 29, at the Edgewater Beach
Hotel in Chicago.
The highlight of the conference will

be the person-to-person meetings
which will be held on Aug 27 and 28,
at which time the record manufac-
turers will hold twenty-minute ses-
sions with each rack merchandiser in
NARM. This will be accomplished by
pre-arranged schedule and will take
place at conference tables in the Edge-
water Room of the hotel.
The purpose of the person-to-person

meetings is to permit sales executives
to meet with the NARM rack mer-
chandisers, thus eliminating expensive
and time consuming travel. The rec-
ord manufacturer will be able to pre-
sent his program and sell his product
in an organized fashion, and familiar-
ize the record merchandiser with his
new product and promotions available
for the fall season, the Christmas
holidays, and the peak business month
of January.

Special use can be made of the
person-to-person method by the manu-
facturers who sell exclusively through
distributors. First, the manufacturer’s
key personnel can pre-sell the fall and
Christmas programs for their dis-
tributors, thus assuring the manufac-
turer the best sales job possible.
Second, the person-to-person sales
conference can be used for the presen-
tation of fall and Christmas programs,
with the distributors following up at
a later date.

Jules Malamud, NARM executive
director, said of the person-to-person
sessions, “The great value of these
meetings is inestimable in the oppor-
tunity they afford both industry seg-
ments to discuss policy problems which
may exist between them. Problems
which seem insurmountable can be
solved through direct, intelligent dis-
cussion.”

S.C. Radio Station

Suspended For Obscenity

WASHINGTON—The Federal Com-
munications Commission has refused
the license renewal of radio station
WDKD in Kingtree, South Carolina,
for the broadcasting of obscene re-
marks and for not living up to the
requirements of good programming.
It is believed that this is the first de-
nial on an obscenity charge.
Thomas H. Donohue, examiner for

the FCC, recommended last December
that the station should lose its license,
and the commission upheld his recom-
mendation. Station owner, E. G. Rob-
inson Jr., was given until Sept. 25, to
wind up affairs.

The obscenity charge was made
against deejay Charlie Walker, who,
according to Donohue, gave his lis-

teners heavy doses of double entendre
and rural jokes with hidden meanings.
Until his discharge last year, Walker
was on the air a total of four hours a
day.

In presenting his case last Decem-
ber, Donohue also stated that the ac-
tion against WDKD would signalize
abandonment by the commission of a
laissez-faire policy of regulation in
the field of programming.
Many of the station’s advertisers

came to the defense of Walker and
testified that his programs were good
for business and that he helped to
promote many worthy causes. How-
ever, Robinson’s former partner, had
tried in vain to get Walker discharged
because of numerous letters of com-
plaint.

The investigation also indicated that
WDKD was lacking in good program-
ming procedures. Only 17 percent of
the total broadcast time was devoted
to matters not commercial or musical.
The action by the commission, Mr.

Donohue wrote, “may have large-scale
implications since it will reflect the
policy of the commission not only in

respect to obscenity but in regard to
programming that misses by far
measuring up to what the commission
has suggested is required to meet the
public interest.”

“THE NEW ORLEANS SCENE’’—Pete Fountain
and A1 Hirt—Coral CRL 757419
Here is a wax marriage of two of the top names
in instrumental music today—Pete Fountain and
A1 Hirt, who have combined their best-selling tal-

ents on this new release from Coral. The trum-
peter and the clarinetist play the blues, swing out
on the Dixie numbers, and coast easily into tunes
with modern jazz overtones. Both artists have
had considerable success in the sales department
and this LP looms as a sure-fire contender for the
charts.

EARL GRANT AT BASIN STREET EAST “EARL GRANT AT BASIN STREET EAST”—
Decca DL 74299
Earl Grant, who has been making it big with
“Swingin’ Gently,” comes up with a fine album
with the same ingredients for success that could
send it up the chartsville path. Recorded “live”
at Basin Street East, the organist also doubles
on the 88 and sings with verve and feeling in

such goodies as “Moon River,” “Gotta Be This
Or That,” “Too Close For Comfort,” and “Fever.”

Here’s first-rate album effort from Jackie Wilson
cut “live” at Gotham’s Copacabana and boasts the
musical backing and arrangements of Sy Oliver.

“St. James Infirmary.” The album has enough
built-in success ingredients to become a real hot
item.

campaign. Clebanoff and the orchestra play a col-
lection of evergreens cleffed by some of the best
in the business. Fine musicianship, lush strings
and mellow horns combine to make easy listening
in such numbers as “Stardust,” “I’m In The Mood
For Love,” “Deep Purple,” and “In The Still Of
The Night.” The disk is an excellent late hours
mood companion and should step out saleswise.

“CARIBBEAN GUITAR”—Chet Atkins—RCA
Victor LSP—2549
Chet Atkins, who has successfully invaded both
the pop and country fields, plays a set of Latin-
flavored tunes in his own best-selling manner. The
guitarist uses his wide-range versatility to good
advantage in such numbers as “Yellow Bird,”
theme from “Come September,” “Come To The
Mardi Gras,” and the classically oriented “Mayan
Dance.” The disk seems to be destined to go the
success route.

a symphonic airing by Arthur Fiedler and the
Boston Pops Orchestra in this new release from
Victor. The maestro’s treatment of “No Strings”
is reversed in that the melodies are played by a
host of vibrant strings that adds a lush quality to
their beauty. From “State Fair,” the two new
tunes “Willing And Eager,” and “More Than Just
A Friend” are included.

“SONNY’S TIME”—Sonny Rollins—Jazzland

Sonny Rollins, whose return from a self-imposed
retirement last year was greeted with apprehen-
sion by the jazz world, offers proof positive that
he still has an imaginative, harmonic tenor style.

On this Jazzland set the artist is teamed up with
an accomplished group of sidemen including Oscar
Pettiford on bass. Max Roach on drums and
Sonny Clark on piano. The sounds here are free-
flowing, impressive and professional. Some first-

rate tracks include “The Last Time I Saw Paris,”
“Cutie” and “My Old Flame.” Jazzophiles should
come in droves for the package.

“CHAZZ !”—Charles Mingus Quintet—Fantasy

Here’s a top-drawer experimentative set cut seven
years ago at Gotham’s Club Bohemia spotlighting
the controversial talents of Charlie Mingus. The
bassist’s amazing control and technical skills are
aptly showcased on such adventuresome works as
“Septemberly,” “Jump Monk” and “Serenade In
Blue.” All the artist’s many admirers should come
out in strength for the set.

“COLTRANE PLAYS THE BLUES”—John Col-
trane—Atlantic 1382
John Coltrane, who has established a solid reputa-
tion as one of the leaders in the avant-garde jazz
tradition, reverts to his early musical roots for
this first-rate set of six blues selections. The
soprano saxist does not rely on gimmicks but
utilizes a fresh, straight-forward approach on the
self-penned items on the set. Each track is a
dramatic, personal statement in the best Coltrane
style. Best listening bets are “Blues To Elvin,”
“Blues To You” and “Mr. Day.” Powerful jazz
package.

STYLE”—Philips PHS 600-030
The syncopated rhythms of the roaring twenties
are rejuvenated in this new offering from Philips
which features a host of tunes of that era—melo-
dies that were popular on both sides of the At-
lantic. The band has a bouncy, catchy beat and
employs the banjo, tinkling piano, and an organ
to recreate the musical spirit of the 20’s. Playing
24 melodies in medley form, the band includes
“Whispering,” “Mack The Knife,” “San Fran-
cisco,” and “Valencia.” Disk is a pleasant late

hours companion.

PUCCINI: Madame Butterfly; Andre Kostelanetz—Columbia CL 1787
The orchestra of Andre Kostelanetz plays the
music of Puccini’s most melodic opera, “Madame
Butterfly,” in a pleasing, straight-forward man-
ner that should satisfy the most discerning opera
fan. For those whose likes are limited to pop
music, the Kostelanetz treatment of the Puccini
score should be a sheer delight. The orchestra
plays the entire first act, and the first part of the
second act, and the second part of the third act.
A very enjoyable session.

Zanuck Is New Prexy

At 20th Century Fox

NEW YORK—Darryl F. Zanuck has
been elected president of 20th Cen-
tury Fox Film Corporation, it was
announced last week after a stormy
three and a half hour board of direc-
tors meeting. Zanuck succeeds Spyros
P. Skouras who recently resigned.
Skouras will take over as chairman of
the board replacing Samuel I. Rosen-
man.
The eleven man board was also in-

creased to fifteen with the naming of
four new members who are: Zanuck,
William Wyler, Arnold Grant, and
Francis Levien.

Zanuck, who was appointed for an
eighteen month term, was formerly
head of the 2t0h Century Fox studios,
and recently has headed his own pro-
duction company in Paris for 20th
Century. It is expected that Zanuck
will formulate a plan to extricate the
corporation from financial difficulties

and streamline the operations of the
company.
The election of Zanuck was con-

sidered a victory for Skouras who ear-
lier indicated that Zanuck was his
personal choice as his successor. It

was also a defeat for the board fac-
tion headed by directors Milton S.

Gould and John L. Loeb who were
seeking the election of a president
from outside the ranks of the com-
pany.
Two major film productions have

been the cause of much recent conten-
tion. “The Longest Day,” reputed to
be costing more than $10 million, and
“Cleopatra,” which Mr. Skouras has
reported will cost more than $30 mil-
lion before it is completed, were cited
as examples of production extrava-
gance.

Zanuck, the largest shareholder of
the corporation, helped found the com-
pany in 1933, has been active in films
for more than forty years, and has
three times been the recipient of the
Academy Award and the Irving Thal-
berg Award.

western music. English Longhorn operates independently from Longhorn Rec-
ords of Dallas, Texas, although it is expected that some of their releases will
be issued on the English Longhorn label. Set for August release is a single by
Ray O’Daniel “What Goes Up Always Comes Down” and an E.P. by Buddy
Starcher.

Topic Records, now handling the Folkways catalogue in Britain, will release
several new items in August including “American Favourite Ballads Vol VI”,
“Leadbelly” and “James Joyce Reading His Own Work”. September line up
includes “With Voices We Sing” by Pete Seeger; “Raasche Jewish Folk Songs”
and “Two Way Trip” by Ewan MacColl and Peggy Seeger.

Pianist Russ Conway returns to disk with a medley of hits from Lionel
Bart’s “Blitz”—“Far Away”, “The Day After Tomorrow” and “Down The
Lane”-—on Columbia. Russ also has a new series of sound programmes for the
BBC with guest stars including Dickie Valentine, The Brook Brothers, Matt
Monro, Alma Cogan, Frank Ifield, Mark Wynter and Danny Williams.
Topping the latest EMI releases a new Chubby Checker “Dancin’ Party”;

Bobby Vinten’s “Roses Are Red”—both from the American Hit Parade and
both issued here on Columbia. On the same label comes the latest platter
from The Shadows “Guitar Tango” and on HMV, EMI have another chart po-
tential with John Leyton’s “Down The River Nile” which the artiste featured in
this week’s demonstration of Visimotion—a new revolutionary magnetic proc-
ess for producing low budget cartoons. Visimotion which can be filmed in
colour or black and white, recorded on video tape or used live, is claimed by
the promotors Robert Stigwood Products Ltd. to be sufficiently economical and
speedy to put instant animation within the grasp of every agency, producer.
Ex-member of The Shadows Tony Meehan who left the group last year to

join Decca’s A&R Division has made yet another move. This time to join the
new independent production company Shad-Rich recently formed by Cliff Rich-
ard. Back in the fold, so to speak, Meehan will continue to be associated with
Decca on a free lance basis, recording such artistes as Jay and Tommy Scott,
The Galliards and Louise Cordet whose first disk “I’m Just A Baby” on Decca
and published by Francis Day & Hunter is selling very well.
Many ideas, assimilated by Decca A&R manager and technician Peter Att-

wood during their recent visit to America which included visits to more than
20 recording studios in New York, Nashville and Hollywood, are being incor-
porated into Decca’s new London studios now nearing completion. First ses-
sions are scheduled to take place in September.
Three disks specially recorded by Decca for the American market will be

issued there shortly. “I’m Running Around” by Billy Fury; “Dance Her By
Me” by Jimmy Powell—a Jack Good discovery; and “Dunkirk” by Delmut Mc-
Clinton which was recorded during his recent tour with Bruce Channell for
whom he played harmonica. “Dunkirk” however is a vocal.

Oriole’s top boy Clinton Ford follows his recent best seller “Fanlight Fanny”
with a new comedy song “Under The Bambo Tree” published by Campbell
Connelly. Another follow-up on the same label comes from composer-singer
Alan Klein who tosses “Three Coins In The Sewer”. Recorded by indie pro-
ducer Joe Meek the disk has some ‘genuine’ “inside the sewer” extras. “Johnny
Summertime” latest release by Susan Singer was penned by Oriole A&R
manager John Schroeder.

In a recent column we credited “I Remember You” by Frank Ifield on
Columbia and the score of “Music Man” to Chappells. In fact they are pub-
lished by Famous-Chappell and Frank Music respectively—both companies
belong to the Chappell group.

R.C.A. artiste Della Reese in London for three days was Guest of Honour
at a reception given by Decca Records. The singer is here to record a TV show
for Granada TV to be screened in October when her latest L.P. “Della On
Stage” will be issued by R.C.A. Her next engagement is a season of cabaret
at the Flamingo, Las Vegas.

Delia Reese was accompanied by her personal manager Lee Magid who
remains in London discussing with agent Harold Davison the possibility of
bringing the star back to this country next Spring for a nation wide tour.

Magid is also on the look-out for European talent for American exploitation.
Before leaving for France, Germany, Scandinavia and Italy, Lee completed
plans for setting up his own management-publishing office in London.

Another CBS artiste in London is

Robert Goulet star of Broadway’s “Camelot” here to film “Chelsea At Nine”
for transmission later in the year by Granada TV. West also visited EMI co-

incidental with the Columbia (Epic) release of Bobby Vinton’s “Roses Are
Red” which, as reported last week will be battling for chart honours with
Ronnie Carroll on the Phillips label and the latest contestant David MacBeth
on Pye.

Associated Recordings reports that W. Sparksman has joined them as Sales
Manager. Sparksman was formerly with Pye Records where he helped in-

troduce the first major direct distribution set-up in Britain.

As winner of the recent A-R TV Talent Contest “Find The Singer” Jamaican
born Harry Jones inherited a recording contract with Pye Records. His first

Dixie Strippers and “Gina”/“Dolce Vita” by Benny Martell, considered as Bel-
gium’s strongest vocal discovery since Jean Walter. First new Discovog record
is fabulous Swedish disk “Orange Blossom Special”/“Spotnick Theme.” This
record, by electronic guitar group The Spotnicks, now in the English charts
and expected to become a hit in Benelux.

Indie record producer and publisher L. J. van Rymenant flew to Paris for a
special meeting with Norman “Wheels” Petty (U.S.A.) and Allan Crawford
(England). They discussed various matters in the publishing and the recording
field and the Swedish Spotnicks records, which they handle in their respective
territories. Petty will meet Swedish publisher Stig Andersen in Stockholm,
which is responsible for the actual success of the Spotnicks platters.
Frankie Music most happy with the A1 Verlane-Winny composition “Salve Re-

gina,” recorded by The String-A-Longs under the title “Sunday” and now sell-

ing very well in Germany. Italian thrush Betty Curtis will record this song in
Italian. Moonglow Records has a happy summer season with “La Spagnola”
(Angelo Biondi) and “Pupetta”/“Tango D’Amore,” the new Rocco Granata disk.
Biondi’s new record “Tintarella” has just been released. It is a twist-version of
Italian chart maker “Tintarella Di Luna.”
Andre D’Heere, discovery of the latest television contest “Ontdek De Ster”

made his first record for the Box label. Titles are “Soria Moria” (Swedish hit)
b/w “Jij Gaat Voorbij” (Flemish version of Leroy Van Dyke’s “Walk On
By”).
Next Saturday and Sunday, famous annual Jazz Festival at Comblain-La-

Tour will again be organized by Joe Napoli. Among the announced artists are:
Frankie Avalon, Nat Adderley, Yusef Lateef, Herb Geller, Kenny Drew,
Larry Ritchie, Lou Bennett and Eldon Brooks from the U.S., the Dutch Swing
College Band and the Pia Beck Trio from Holland, Klaus Doldinger and the
Old Merry Tale Jazz Band from Germany, Donna Hightower, Benoit Quersin,
Rene Thomas, Bobby Jaspar, Jacques Pelzer, Sadi, and Jack Sels from Bel-
gium, Daniel Jeannin, Nadine Kiefer and Michel Gaudry from France, and
many other jazz musicians and bands from Denmark, Italy, Switzerland, Eng-
land and other countries.

HOLLAND
The Blue Diamonds, are having a top-hit in their recent repertoire with

“Marching Along With The Blue Diamonds,” are most popular in Germany.
For that reason, Mr. John Ros of Dutch Decca told us, a new single was re-
leased in German hardly a month after their popular soldiers’ medleys. It is

the German hit “Lady Sunshine And Mr. Moon,” backed with the charming
“Angelina, Lass Das Weinen,” a song based on old German folk tunes.

The TV performance of Zizi Jeanmaire in Holland, on July 13th, caused a
little trouble. Her manager agreed in Paris that she would do her tour-de-
chant show for one hour on Dutch TV. When Zizi arrived in Holland, to ap-
pear as the top attraction in a “Miss Eye-Glasses” contest, it turned out that
Zizi had not been informed about a personal TV appearance in Holland, and
that a movie company in France, moreover, did not allow her to appear on TV
at all. However, when Zizi learned that the misunderstandings were not the
fault of Dutch TV officials, she agreed upon a twenty minutes show. She went
on for almost forty minutes, in fact, giving a fine performance, including her
famous “True de plumes”—the feathered fan dance, together with the Roland
Petit Dancers. The songs she sang were those on the recently recoi'ded Philips
LP in the “Music Hall” series, a live recording of Zizi in Paris.
Gene Pitney’s (“The Man Who Shot) Liberty Valance” on the United Arists

label, with the plaintive fiddle introduction, could become an excellent sales
item in the C & W field, Mr. Otto Vriezenberg of L. C. Phonogram observed.
Flip-side “Take It Like A Man” is also being plugged in Dutch C & W pro-
grams.

Sales of jazz recordings are getting much better in Holland, Mr. Leo
Boudewijns, general label manager of L. C. Phonogram, told us. The excellent
quality of modern jazz on Riverside, London, Fontana, Philips and many other
leading labels are certainly a vital influence upon the increasing jazz market,
but it turns out that old jazz-recordings in new presentations are also well
received. There is a tendency in demands for historic recordings—one of the
reasons why London’s “Jazz Festival Series” in Holland released a Charlie
Parker recording lately, featuring Miles Davis and Jay Jay Johnson, from the
early fifties.

CNR reports that Ben Steneker’s “Lonely River Rhine”/“I Used To Love
You” is a hot seller—in Holland as well as in Denmark, Germany and Belgium.

Colpix releases of the month: “Conscience” by Jimmy Darren and “Johnny
Loves Me” by Shelley Fabares. Still a big seller on Colpix is Jimmy Darren’s
“Her Royal Majesty.”

Joe Brown’s “Picture Of You” on the Pye label is a big surprise. Probably
this disk will enter Holland’s Top Twenty. Mr. Hans van Zeeland told Cash
Box that Jimmy Justice, whose “Little Smiling Girl” is very popular in Hol-
land, will pay a visit to our country.

Holland’s top trumpeter Gerard Engelsma, a.o. first trumpetman in The
Skymasters’ brass-section, scored a sensational success with his one and only
trumpet version of the current hit parader “Heisser Sand.” Engelsma, who has
often been' nicknamed as the “Dutch Harry James” recorded the number on
Bovema’s Columbia label, which had the disk on the market within two days
after the session!
The same rush release took place for the Number 1 Hitparader in the U.S.,

Bobby Vinton’s “Roses Are Red,” which also appeared on Bovema’s Columbia
label—commercially supported by posters and broadcast plugging.

Bovema, already running exclusive agencies for U.S. labels Capitol, MGM,
Warner Bros., Liberty, Imperial, Epic and Okeh, has added the distribution
of the Stateside label (artists a.o. Freddy Cannon, Dee Dee Ford and Sharon
Elliott) in Holland.
Mr. Bob Weiss, European manager for Warner Brothers, visited Bovema’s

Gramaphonehouse recently.
The Holland Festival 1962 closed its portals with concerts by Rafael Kube-

lik. Bovema artists and labels were represented by Kubelik, Andre Vander-
noot, Carlo Maria Giulini, Elisabeth Schwarzkopf, Wilma Driessen and The
String Orchestra Benedetto Mercello.

Checker’s “Let’s Twist Again,” with Acker Bilk’s hit parader “Stranger On
Shore” is selling steadily.
Current top sellers on Bovema labels are The Everly Brothers’ “That’s Old

Fashioned,” “A1 Di La” (by Emilio Pericoli, San Remo Festival winner 1961)
both on Warner Brothers, Jackie Davis’ Capitol LP “Big Beat Hammond” and
Conny Froboess’ HMV hit “Lady Sunshine Und Mr. Moon.”
The Everly Brothers are expected to make their first public appearances in

Holland next October or November.
Holland’s Jazz Season 1962/63 will start with an exclusive concert at the

Amsterdam Concertgebouw on 22nd September by the George Shearing Quin-
tet. It is the very first time Shearing will play in this area. Other artists, ex-

pected next concert season include the Gerry Mulligan Quartet plus the Hor-
ace Silver Quintet in October, the Dave Brubeck Quartet in November, Ella

Fitzgerald & Osvar Peterson in February and Art Blakey And The Jazz Mes-
sengers in March.
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FRANCE CANADA
Excellent news from Rene Desmartz, director of Editions Paul Beuscher,

who besides again enjoying good health (to the delight of his worried friends)
is most happy to say he has just signed with MPHC for the French language
territories. This is indeed big news for it assures us that the enormous MPHC
repertoire will at last be successfully released. It must be admitted that
MPHC’s policy up to now in the French language territories has been most
difficult to understand. In other words, it has always seemed most strange
that the MPHC repertoire was reduced to be nothing more than a machine
for recuperating the musical rights to film music. Thanks to Desmartz’ con-
tract, it can now be assumed that the repertoire will at last receive the ra-
tional and financially beneficial distribution it deserves. Finally, the same form
of contract has also just been signed between Leeds and Beuscher. Which only
goes to prove that hard work is justly rewarded in the long run.

Meanwhile, to solidify the Leeds-Beuscher collobaration, we have thus far
had “Twistin’ the Night Away”, which in French became “Laissez-nous
Twister”, thanks to the pen of Andre Pascal, and which has already been
recorded by Johnny (National) Hallyday on Philips, by Les Chats Sauvages
on EMI, and by Bob Azzam on Barclay. In addition, another Leeds-Beuscher
success, “Meet Me At The Twistin’ Place,” becomes “Madison Twist” thanks to
a translation by Georges Aber, has thus far also been recorded by Hallyday,
plus a dozen or more others.

Fernand Bonifay, who seems to be returning to the field of song writing,
has just adapted “The Young Ones.” French title: “De Tout Mon Coeur.”
The Pirates (Bel-Air) have recorded this. Also by Bonifay is the adaptation
of “Got A Funny Feeling Now” titled in French, “Avoue C’est Formidable.”
We prefer to see what success the tune will have before deciding whether or
not the song lives up to its title. Finally, “J’ai Tant D’amour A Donner” by
Maurice Teze, will be recorded by Sacha Distel.

On to other items: Les Compagnons de la Chanson have just received a
firm offer from Polydor for 120 millions (!) Sounds like a dream! And Pathe,
who must give its own answer to Les Compagnons is having no little worry
over this—nightmare of 120 million. How well we understand them.

Another rumour making the rounds of the industry has to do with the new
international agreements Polydor is busy signing. While there are relatively
few details available as yet, it would seem the conflicts already existing be-
tween Polydor and Pathe in so far as records go is far from ending . . . Mexico
will be represented at the Juan-les-Pins Jazz Festival in the person of Tino
Contreras . . . Mario Candido has just changed labels. From now on Mario
will record for Festival which is good news for both parties . . . The youngest
twist group around (a total of 28 years for all three members), called the
Touistitis, has just recorded four twists for EMI for children written by
Geogie Dann and Gracy . . . Gloria Lasso just back from Cologne where she
was an enormous success, is thinking of returning there before leaving for
Moscow . . . Andre Claveau is recording the works of Leo Ferre and Pathe has
just released a 12" LP called, “Claveau Chante Ferre”. True, but nonetheless
surprising ... In quite another category, Pathe-Marconi has also just re-

leased a recording by Kyu Sakamoto, the well-known Japanese singer . . .

Richard Anthony has returned from Argentina where he enjoyed tremendous
popularity, while in Valbonne they’re celebrating the sale of Anthony’s 3,000,-
000th record . . . This latter fact probably means a cocktail party in the
offing.

“Here’s Hollywood” interview with Paul Anka on TV, when the young singer

was asked how he got his start in the record business. Paul replied that he had
a fellow by the name of Bill Fisher of Phonodisc in Montreal to thank for his

early start. It was Bill who got Paul on wax for the first time via the RPM la-

bel in the U.S. and Regency in Canada with an effort called “Blau Wilde Beast
Fontaine.” This was well before Paul began his climb to international promi-
nence with his waxing of “Diana.” By the way, ask Bill Fisher to tell you the

story of how “Roses Are Red” came to be. It’s one of those “truth is stranger

than fiction” episodes.

Musidisc. Formerly at Rua Buenos Aires, 68, Musidisc is now at Rua da Lapa,
120, 12th floor, in larger and much more comfortable installations. Nilo Sergio
is trying to emphasize the activities of the company, which already appears
frequently on our charts. The laboratory is at the same address with his up-
to-date equipment, including a Scully cut-machine, in which Musidisc is cut-
ting its own monaural and stereo matrices, as well as the matrices of several
other companies. Good luck to Nilo Sergio and Musidisc at their new address.

Philips will release very soon, the first Mercury records pressed in Brazil.
Mercury Records always had very good sales here and now, represented by
Philips, we believe they will continue to do well, since the repertoire is ex-
cellent.

The retail stores in Sao Paulo are complaining because of the new increase
in record prices. Some labels raised the price of their single records from Cr.
$250,00 to Cr. $300,00, which means another 20 percent increase. Less than
two months ago, the companies, using the same policy of higher prices, ef-
fected a 25% raise. The way we see it, if this will continue in the future, sales
will begin to decrease rapidly. The LP’s are suffering the same proportional
raises. Now they’re costing Cr. $1,450,00, and we heard that the companies
are thinking of elevating them to Cr. $2,000,00! This is bad news for our
record market.
RGE just pressed a new collection of records. A very good collection in fact.

Five 78 RPM: “Moon River” from “Breakfast At Tiffany’s” and “Tonight”
from “West Side Story” with Lawrence Welk and his orchestra.

“Star Dust” with George Cates and “My Whispering Heart” with The Ed-
sels; “Meu Querido” (My Darling) and “Junto De Ti” (Nearness Of You) with
Celeste Sisters; “Maldosa Mulata” and “A Nega Se Vingou” with Clovis De
Lima and Maria Mari and “Recuerdos De Ypacarai” with Esperanto (guitar
player). Five albums—“Vai Se Urn Grande Amor E Vem Outro” (Brazilian
music only) with Raul Sampaio (singer and composer). He’s already been on
our Hit Parade many times; “E A Vida Continua” (also Brazilian music) with
the femme singer Rosana Toledo who has a beautiful and warm voice; “The
Playing Back Again.” This is a Brazilian Group singing only American music.
On this LP we find many popular hits like: “Georgia On My Mind” and “My
Heart Belongs To Daddy”; “Twist With Keely Smith” (Dot). We’ve already
heard Miss Smith singing jazz, blues, etc. A Twist album puts the famous
singer in another field.

“I’ll See You In My Dreams” is a very fine (Dot) LP with the wonderful
voice of Pat Boone, one of the most popular American singers here in Brazil.
Very good selection including: “I’ll See You In My Dreams,” “Peg O’ My
Heart,” “My Blue Heaven,” “Alone,” “Brazil,” “Prisoner Of Love,” “The
Gypsy,” “Paper Doll” and others.

England’s Mike Same is really getting the works from our disc-jockeys.
Mike’s release of “Come Outside” is one of the most programmed records
across the nation right now and is beginning to show out well on dealer lists.

English stars are again enjoying one of those bursts of popularity here

Cliff Richard, for the third week in a row, is our best seller with his “Do You
Want To Dance.” The Shadows (Cliff’s instrumental group) are doing well with
two strong singles “The Savage” and “Wonderful Land.” Helen Shapiro is get-
ting a bit of action with “Let’s Talk About Love” but this one didn’t become
the big hit that was originally expected.
A new entry into our list of best-sellers this week is “Roses Are Red” by

Bobby Vinton which is released here by Australian Record Company on their

Coronet label. The way this one is shaping it could soon become a real chal-

lenger for the coveted No. 1 spot across the nation.
David Joseph has been appointed personal manager of Brian Henderson, one

of our top disc-jockeys and television personalities. Brian has a series of pro-
grams (national and local) from Station 2GB in Sydney and is also host of the
national TV show “Bandstand.” David Joseph is also television manager of

Bob Rogers, star disc-jockey with 2UE in Sydney. Prior to these appointments
David was on the executive staff of J. Walter Thompson Ltd., the worldwide
advertising agency.

Chris Vaughan-Smith of Southern Music is happy about the success of some
of his company’s English hits at the moment. Southern have the Australian
rights to “Come Outside”; “Lonely City”; “Let’s Talk About Love” and “The
River’s Run Dry.”

E.M.I.s recent batch of new singles includes “A Little Love A Little Kiss” by
Karl Denver; “Things” by Bobby Darin; “Dancin’ Party” by Chubby Checker;
“A Taste Of Honey” by Martin Denny and “Seven Day Weekend” by Gary
Bonds—this title is from the English movie “It’s Trad Dad.”

Nice to see local group The Sapphires out with a brand new single on the
HMV label. The “A” side is “Aberdeen” (Abilene) and the coupling is “Celia

Somba.” The Sapphires have been doing some good work on television shows
lately and this popularity should give their new single a big sales lift.

World Music of Sydney have the rights to the European hit “Hawaii Tattoo”
which is to be released (by The Waikikis) through Festival Records. The orig-

inal version overseas is on the Palette label. “Hawaii Tattoo” is a current chart-

rider in some overseas countries and general feeling is that it could be the

same in this area.

Conniff and his family will spend
a few days as guests of Manlio Baron, and then will visit Florence and
Portofino and will leave Italy for France, driving along the Mediterranean.
The Baron’s villa has become a most pleasant stopover for all the Philips
artists visiting Italy. Ray Conniff enjoys in Italy a widespread popularity
and he is one of the best sellers on albums in this country. His best here are
“The Way You Look Tonight” and “Besame Mucho,” used also as leit-motivs
for radio and TV programs. On an interview with a radio reporter, when
asked about his opinion of the twist, he replied that it is liked mostly by
ladies because it is a good exercise to lose weight.
“Quando Quando Quando” by Tony Renis still selling well. It has become one

of the biggest hits of the first six months of 1962 in Italy. But this success is

not merely local, in fact the tune has been cut in the States, in Germany and
in England and we feel it will meet with further success internationally.
RCA Italiana released three tunes this year which are becoming big hits

this summer: they started with “Quando Calienta El Sol” by the Hermanos
Rigual which—as soon as it was made available—started selling well and is

expected to boom immediately after the summer; “Pinne Fucili E Occhiali
Blu” (Flippers, Riffle And Blue Glass) by Edoardo Vianello was their second
big release and this—too—is selling; the third is “Lasciami II Tuo Sorriso”
(L«ave Me Your Smile) by the golden-boy of RCA, Nico Fidenco, who tries

with this record to repeat the success of “Granello Di Sabbia” (Grain Of
Sand) which was the best selling disk of last year. Each of these three wax-
ings received exceptional promotional and publicity help, (especially radio
and juke box exposures).

“Fallait-Il.”
Among the greatest successes released by Decca on London label at the

beginning of July was Ernie Maresca’s hit “Shout Shout” (Seville), Johnny &
The Hurricanes’ “Misirlou” and “Salvation” (Bigtop), Billy Vaughn’s “Con-
tinental Melody” and “Chapel By The Sea” (Dot) and Roger Williams’ “Amor
Amor Amor” (Kapp). Excellent also is the series of London albums released
in July: among them particularly worthy of mention are Billy Vaughn’s
“Greatest Band Hits” (Dot), Duane Eddy’s “A Million Dollars Worth Of
Twang Vol. 2.” (Jamie) and Roger Williams’ “Maria” (Kapp) on which the
great American pianist plays two beautiful songs from “West Side Story,”
“Moon River,” “Amor, Amor,” and other hits.”

Decca has just released a new Pat Boone single 45 with two great titles

“Brazil” and “That Old Black Magic.” Pat is enjoying an enormous success
in Italy after his two TV appearances on the show “II Signore Delle 21.”

Among his best selling records there are “Johnny Will,” “I’ll See You In My
Dreams” and above all “Quando Quando Quando.” Very very soon Decca will

also publish the latest U.S. smash of this talented Dot artist, “Speedy Gon-
zales,” the first twist recorded by Pat Boone. Presently Paramount Films is

presenting the movie “State Fair” all over Italy (in Italian “Alla Fiera Per
Un Marito”) co-starring Pat Boone and Bobby Darin; and at the same time
Decca released the sound track.
The current number one “Stai Lontana Da Me” (Tower Of Strength) by

Celentano is being requested, also one of the two songs on the flip, “Tu Che
Sei Rimasta Sola,” a pleasant tune copyrighted by Franz Leonardi.

King Records acquired the right to distribute Canadian-American and
Chancellor labels as the outcome of business tie-in with the publisher Yamaha
Music. Initial wax release by King will be on Aug. 10 including 2 LP’s; “Sing,

Frankie! Rock, Fabian!” (Chancellor) and “Pretty Star—Linda Scott (Cana-
dian-American).” Both labels are pactees with Yamaha and the latter has re-

leased them and will continue doing so. Yamaha’s assignment to King is, how-
ever, restricted only to “issue them as a form of regular phonograph records”
while Yamaha distributes it as “the film records.”
By the way, here’s the complete story on the “film records” which is en-

joying popularity among youngsters. It was 4 years ago (Nov. 1959) that

Kodama Press Co. first issued its monthly publication “Kodama” on this mart.
This magazine contained several sheets of film-imposed phonograph records
(film records) between pages. And today this kind of entertaining product is

remarkably popular among youngsters. It is still going up sharply because
of its quality and price. Roughly calculated, the result was $3,330 thousand in

1960 and it was doubled to $6,660 thousand in 1961. And this year, it is ex-

pected to reach $9,440 thousand or more. What a swift expansion! Diskeries
first thought that they might be harmed by this new innovation. But these

two are co-existing and some diskeries are operating the latter’s business as

well as their original works.
Most people feel that the film records’ expansion was the major factor in

the increase in popular priced phono-playing devices’ sales, which enlarged
the possible platter bug circle at the same time. These products are on sale on
racks in book stores, department stores as well as in some record stores. Every
one can pick ’em up freely and prices are low, ranging from $0.50 (per sheet)

to $1.50 (an album). A host of releases are coming in the thin paged maga-
zine (stories and comments featured) style in which 3 to 4 film disks are in-

cluded. And products are generally mono-sided; in other words, flip-side is

blank). Even stereo grooved sheets are available today and all products are

33 rpm’s; sounds are good. And the most important thing is that Japan is the

only active territory in this kind of music business. Yamaha is the only pub-
lisher who is handling this businnes while Columbia, Victor and Toshiba arc

active in the field.

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This Cash Box representative had the pleasure of visiting Peter de Rouge-

mont, Columbia Records’ vice-president for Latin America, who has returned
from a visit to New York, Paris and Rio de Janeiro, Brazil. One of the main
points in De Rougemont’s tour was the study of the possibilities of export-
ing Latin American music to Europe, through CBS. Regarding Columbia
activities in South America, he reported that:

“1) The new recording studio in Buenos Aires is completed and the equip-
ment is being installed. We have already made some trials which show that
the Studio has an excellent sound and we expect to make our first recordings
at the beginning of August. The Studio is fully equipped for stereo with
2 and 3-track recording machines and two echo chambers.

“2) The new Mastering equipment has finally arrived and is being installed.
It consists of a Scully lathe and Westrex system for Monaural and Stereo,
complete with automatic variable pitch, etc. This equipment should be set
up and working in four months’ time. Already we are doing custom pressing
in our plant and we shall be glad to offer our Studio and mastering equip-
ment to other customers.

“3) I (de Rougemont) have asked Manuel Villareal, manager of Discos
Columbia de Mexico, to come to Buenos Aires. He arrived the July 22. We are:

a) Coordinating plans for the expansion of Columbia’s activities in Mexico
and Central America, particularly regarding artists and repertoire.

b) Talking about the use of the CBS trademark as a new identification on
Columbia merchandise.

c) Correlating plans for exporting our records under new CBS label to
Europe.

d) Since Mexico City is the nearest point to Japan in Latin America, I have
appointed Manuel Villareal to activate the exploitation of our whole Latin
American catalogue in Japan. He has recently been to Tokyo and now we
are talking over what more can be done.”

Ricardo Mejia of RCA reports that the recordings made by Neil Sedaka
(two LP’s, one sung in Spanish and another one playing the piano) have
spurred a lot of interest in other RCA branches. According to Mejia, several
wires have been received inquiring about these disks. Both LP’s will be re-
leased soon in Argentina. Sedaka’s latest release, “King Of Clowns” is re-
ceiving excellent promotion, and may become a chart rider.

Romiglio Giacmopol, Ediciones smart boss, has Bobby Vinton’s “Roses Are
Red” in hand, and plans to turn it into a hit in Argentina. The tune, which
holds the number one spot in Cash Box’s Top 100 this week, will also be re-
corded in Spanish version.
News from Philips: the diskery is releasing several 45 EP’s, starring Los

Abriles (local group), Carlos Argentino, Johnny Hallyday and Sandy Nelson.
There are also new LP’s by Los Cantores de Quilla Huasi (who are hitting
the charts with “Paloma”), Transito Cocomarola (regional music from the
province of Corrientes), Maynard Ferguson, Bert Kaempfert and Los Fron-
terizos. A special remark must be made regarding Tito Alberti’s new “Can-
dombes A1 Rojo” EP, as it is a revival of the old “candombe” rhythm, an
interesting mixture of Negro and Latin beat, which may find a very good
market in other countries. Alberti’s record contains four “candombes,” in-

cluding well known “Baile De Los Morenos.”
Maria Elena Cattonar of Surco informs us that her company has released the

first single record by Los Principes, recently inked by the label. The titles

are “En El Cine” (In The Theatre) and “La Chica De Los Ojos Azules” (Blue
Eyed Girl). It is hoped that this waxing will do well on the market, as Los
Principes are performing on TV Channel 13, which means good promotion.
Fermata Publishers have inked the latest Villota-Imperatore production,

“Ruegos A Dios,” which will get top promotion. Villota-Imperatora (Chilean
composers) have given the pubbery several big hits (“Marcianita,” “Lumi-
narias”) and the publishers believe that this tune, too, will sell well. Several
recordings are being planned; another Fermata item, already published, is

the Italian tune “Prendi Una Matita,” published originally by Santa Cecilia,

which has appeared here as “Prende Una Velita.”
RCA is putting all its efforts in the promotion of “La Pomada Explosiva,”

number eight in the Explosivos series. All the tunes contained in the album
are of the “strong” type (Sedaka, Floyd Cramer, Anka, TNT Pablo Beltran
Ruiz) and are also available on single records. The LP is priced at 295 pesos,
while regular albums cost 455.
More about RCA: the diskery has released several other albums, like

“Moon River” (Henry Mancini), “Rigualeando” (by the Rigual Brothers, cut
in Buenos Aires during their last visit), “The 12 Colombian Hits” by Colom-
bian lark Amparito Jimenez and “Corridos De La Revolucion Mexicana,” by
several Mexican artists.

Anidal Alverdi of Music Hall reports that Tony Williams will be in Buenos
Aires August 10. He will perform on TV Channel 13 and at the Tabaris
Night Club. Elizete Cardoso, the Brazilian songstress, will arrive August 1st,

also to perform on TV 13 and at LR1 Radio El Mundo. Williams records for
Reprise, represented in Argentina by MH. Elizete is a Copacabana artist,

also represented by Alverdi’s diskery. Siro San Roman, MH artist, is start-

ing a tour of Ecuador, Colombia and Mexico, that will last a couple of months.

Summer Business Is

What You Make Of It

After speaking directly with no less than one
hundred distributors this week in conjunction with

the research that goes into our Annual Coin Machine
Directory, we can’t help but think that “summer
doldrums” are purely a matter of the mind. If you
go into June looking for a slowdown and do nothing

whatever about it then sure enough things will

slow down, and eventually stop altogether if you
really wait for them to do just that. This doesn’t

seem to be the case, however, with a large majority

of distributors in every part of the country.

As a matter of fact, business is good, to put it

bluntly, and we’re saying that sitting here at the tail

end of July, and we’re echoing the response most
distributors gave to the question, “how’s business?”

Business is good because most of us don’t have the

wherewithal to sit back and rest on laurels awaiting

the oncoming boom. There are lots of things to be

found in the crystal ball but even 20-20 eyesight

can’t spot a boom. And perhaps that’s the reason

business is good. It’s psychological.

And then we proceed to do something to

make it better. And the fact that it happens to be

July is really of no consequence. Lots of wholesalers

we know couldn’t wait to start pushing around Sep-

tember or so. And with complete disregard for the

weather and the temperatures many coin machine
outlets went to work with the extensive array of new
equipment that has come from a seemingly endless

assembly line in Chicago and they went right out and
sold it. The operators must have lost that slack-

season feeling too, because they went right out and
bought it. The results of course, are plain to see. The
people who patronize coin machine locations are

spending all right and they don’t care about summer
doldrums either. Many of them are on vacation and
many just act as though they were. As we said a few

weeks ago, the man on the street continues to spend
and you’d better be ready to do business with him.

This summer season slump idea must have cost

this country a fortune when you look back on it.

Think of all the business that’s done today in retail

stores that could have been done years ago if the

stores remained open evenings instead of shutting

down for the summer nights. How many lightweight

suits, how many appliances, how many phono-

graphs could have been sold if they were promoted
in July?

was a time when the manufacturers wouldn’t release

a disk ’til September! But we live and learn. And
one thing we’ve learned is that you can do a lot of

business in July.

WASHINGTON, D. C.—The hear-

ing originally called for July 25 be-

tween representatives of the copy-

right societies, proponents of the

new Celler Bill (HR 12450), and

representatives of the juke box in-

dustry, was postponed last week. The
reason given was the sudden illness

of Congressman Edwin E. Willis,

chairman of the House Judiciary

Subcommittee on Patents, Trade-

marks and Copyrights. Willis was
hospitalized last week. The hearing

was called two weeks ago when Cel-

ler introduced his new bill (CB July

28 P61) calling for the payment of

royalties by juke box operators to

copyright owners of songs recorded

and played on the nation’s juke

boxes. The bill also outlines a sys-

tem whereby the monies are to be

collected through an Office of Per-

forming Rights Trustees appointed by
the Attorney General and consisting

of three trustees who would handle

the executive duties. A staff, to be

paid for out of the royalty money,
would conduct surveys, as would the

United States Government, which
would lead to a plan to set a collec-

tion program and also decide on the

amount of royalties to be paid by the

juke box operator. The initial

CHICAGO—“Action in numerous ar-
cade installations and other amuse-
ment locations, which are at their
peak in attendance during the lovely

In that thinking is the firm

belief that the 33 single, a selection

culled from a top-selling LP which
otherwise wouldn’t be available for

programming for obvious reasons,

can be responsible for greater play

on location. If the LP sells well, the

individual selections should sell, since

one and the same person buys the

LP and frequents the juke box loca-

tions.

33 rpm is Seeburg’s answer and Sil-

verman, who spends much of his

time working out arrangements with

record manufacturers for the release

of top-selling LP’s at the rate of one

new package per week, also has his

finger on the pulse of the sale of

these 33 record packs, and claims that

the program has been a highly profit-

able one for the record labels through
sheer volume of orders for Seeburg
outlets, and also has increased juke

box collections wherever the 33 singles

are merchandised.

To confirm this report, Silverman
has cited the sale of a Ray Charles
LP, pressed in 33 singles, for juke

box programming. 70,000 records

have been sold via the order of 14,000

packs of the “Ray Charles Sing C&W
Hits” LP. The Judy Garland smash,
“Judy At Carnegie Hall” has sold

3,000 packages on initial release or

has accounted for the sale of 15,000

individual disks. The story is the same
for artists like Pete Fountain (4000
packs), Dinah Washington (3800

packs) and Billy Vaughn (3000

packs). The latest top-seller with See-

burg outlets, according to Silverman,

is the “Old South-New Sound” LP
by Bobby Gordon on Dot. “Forty-two
hundred packs have been sold, an-

other 1000 are being pressed, and re-

orders are expected to continue,”

states Silverman.

Seeburg’s merchandising program
continues with additional releases

each week. To date about 150 LP’s are

available. Each week new material

is delivered to distributors. The se-

lections are based on LP sales. As the

LP shows signs of success it is or-

dered. “We keep a close eye on jazz

material which is not a mass-sell

product but is lucrative programming
material for juke boxes,” said Silver-

man. “Most of this type material is

not available anywhere else and can

be used almost totally in certain loca-

tions where this sound is preferred.

One thing is certain, if jazz product

s programmed in the proper loca-

tion, it can mean unlimited play. And
in addition, the selections are age-

less. The disks are never taken off

the machine.”

This week Seeburg has released the

current Andy Williams “Moon River”
LP, a Winona Carr album, Duke El-

lington and Count Basie on one disk,

and a Hank Thompson “At The
Golden Nugget” LP. All four juke box
manufacturers feature 33-45 dual

speeds on current models and on last

year’s model. Rowe-AMI also releases

through special arrangement with
record manufacturers, 33 rpm singles.

Wurlitzer Sales For Qtr. Up 2.3>
CHICAGO—R. C. Rolling, Presi-

dent, The Wurlitzer Company, an-

nounced last week that sales for the

first quarter (April, May and June)
were $6,826,422, up 2.3% from the

same period a year ago. The net loss

for the quarter was $129,956, equal to

15<? per share on 891,264 shares of

common stock, compared with a net

loss of $157,210 or 18<? per share on

889,817 shares for the same period a

year ago.

Consolidated sales for the first

quarter, while better than the same
period a year ago, were less than
projected earlier in the year. This, we
feel, reflected the general feeling of

uncertainty on the part of a great

many people concerning the future.

However, despite a somewhat slow
first quarter, dealers and distributors

are optimistic about the year as a

whole and this is reflected in a sub-
