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“GREATEST HITS”—Cannonball Adderley—

The alto artistry of Cannonball Adderley has
earned many laurels in the past and this new
Riverside outing should win additional praise
for the talented jazzman. On this set Adderley
dishes up seven potent items, many of which have
created pop attention. The wide appeal of the
Adderley alto is evidenced in first-rate “soul”
arrangements of “This Here,” “Work Song” and

“MILDRED BAILEY—HER GREATEST PER-
FORMANCES”—Columbia C3L 22
Mildred Bailey belonged to that select handful of
artists known as “jazz singers.” Her rich legacy
of her recorded efforts is magnificently displayed
on this special three-disk set from Columbia. The
tunes cover the 1929-46 period and team the jazz
lark up with the ork’s of Red Norvo, Benny Good-
man, Teddy Wilson and Eddie Sauter. A hand-
some booklet with candid photos and liners by
people who knew her well is included in the pack-
age. A splendid album.
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“THE JAZZ VERSION OF NO STRINGS”—^
Coleman Hawkins—Moodsville 25
Jazz versions of Broadway musicals have be-
come quite popular in recent years. With proper
direction they can inject additional dimensions to
the original tunes. On this Moodsville set Cole-
man Hawkins gives exactly the right touch to
nine selections from Richard Rodgers’ smash ve-
hicle “No Strings.” Hawkins’ distinctive ballad
style on the tenor sax effectively makes jazz
statements of “Look No Further,'* “Maine” andf
“Be My Host.”

Here’s an interesting set presenting Count Basie
in an off-beat small-band spotlight.

works with authority and a sensitivity that is

Dion, who is currently riding high
on the charts with “Little Diane.”
could have one of the biggest hits in
his career as a solo performer. Previ-
ously he scored with “Runaround
Sue” and “The Wanderer.”

Dion’s career has had many stages.
Originally a single act, he was
teamed with a group called the Tim-
berlanes on the Mohawk label. Laurie
then signed him and teamed him as
lead singer with the Belmonts. This
association produced such hits as
“Teenager In Love,” “I Wonder
Why,” “Where Or When” and “No
One Knows.”
When the group split, each going

their separate disk ways, Dion came
through as a solo with “Lonely Teen-
ager.” Later he extended his activi-
ties to include nitery work, earning
plaudits for his club debut at New
York’s International.
He was born Dion DiMucci in The

Bronx, New York, attended Theodore
Roosevelt High School there and now
lives with his parents and two
younger sisters in Westchester
County.

“(Girls, Girls, Girls) Made To Love.”

As merchandising manager, Cata-

lano will report to Hoffman for the

merchandising of Columbia’s singles

product as well as for the develop-

ment and coordination of singles trade

advertising. He will also work closely

with Thompson in co-ordinating the

exposure of the label’s large roster of

major artists through all forms of

national media. Catalano joined Col-

umbia in Aug., 1961, as singles prod-

uct manager after several years of

promotion stints with other diskeries.

As Catalano’s successor, Rosner
will prepare merchandising communi-
cations to the field sales organization.

He will report to Catalano and assist

The twelve months that have
apsed since the last issue of “The
ash Box” annual directory have been
year of continued progress for Elec-
ic & Musical Industries Limited
S.M.I.)- Total Group turnover is ex-
scted once again to be up to the
aarter-billion dollar mark.

id domestic appliances fields.

In a recent interview, E.M.I. execu-
ves disclosed that, world wide.

FAVORABLYE.M.I.’s sales of records for the year
July 1961—June 1962 look like show-
ing a satisfactory advance over the
year 1960/61. In view of troubled con-
ditions in many overseas territories,

this continued over-all improvement
is regarded as very satisfactory.

E.M.I.’s position has been exception-
ally strong in Britain—on the official

Government statistics for January/
March 1962, the total U.K. industry
showed an improvement of 10% over
the previous year while, for the same
period, E.M.I.’s sales increased by
considerably more. For further details

about E.M.I.’s U.K. record business,
please see the separate article in this

issue.

Other important territories where
results have shown an exceptionally
good improvement over the previous
year’s trading include Australia, New
Zealand, Spain, France, India, Greece,
and Chile. In certain other markets,
the record business generally has
taken a knock—usually because of the
temporary set-back that occurs as
television really gets into its stride.

One such country is Sweden, but even
there, E.M.I. has been able to show a
considerable increase in its share of
the market and from the latest official

statistical information available for
1962, the E.M.I. company was holding
a bigger share of the market than at
any time in the past.

E.M.I. continues to expand by the
establishment of its own manufac-
turing subsidiaries. The latest addi-
tion to the family is a company in Ni-
geria, with its own record plant and
recording facilities. Headed by Mr.
E. F. Wyngaard, it is expected that
this new production centre will prove
a very useful base for expanding sales
in the newly created African States
generally.
Another area where a considerable

change in organisation has taken
place is the Far East. E.M.I. have
been building up very considerably the
activities of their Hong Kong branch,
which has taken over many of the
functions handled previously by the
branch in Singapore. The Hong Kong
centre co-ordinates supplies from a
variety of sources, particularly India,
Australia, and the U.K., as well as
direct from America, to distributors
in Malaya, Singapore, Borneo, the
Philippines and various other South
East Asian countries.
On the continent of Europe, record

business generally has continued to
be very good indeed, to a large extent
because of the general prosperity and
the beneficial elfects of the Common
Market on the countries forming that
Group. The interchange of finished
product in the record field is increas-
ing rapidly throughout the Common
Market area and when this associa-
tion is extended by the inclusion of
Britain and the other European coun-
tries who are not yet members, this
trend is likely to be intensified. Need-
less to say, the development presents
many problems, and E.M.I. have ap-
pointed Mr. Roger Degoy, formerly
head of their Italian company, to
study and co-ordinate policy on Com-
mon Market questions (the top post
in “Voce del Padrone,” the Milan

affiliate, has been taken over by Mr.
Francois Minchin, well known to many
American record men from his long
association with Pathe Marconi in
France).
American readers of “Cash Box”

will be particularly interested to know
how these various developments are
going to affect the American record
industry. One thing seems fairly cer-
tain: in Europe, with rapidly increas-
ing interchange of product and move-
ment of population from one country
to another, the European recorded
material is gaining ground at the ex-
pense, to some extent, of American
pop product. This is not surprising, as
more and more European musicians
and performers generally are con-
tinually moving around and getting
exposure through personal appear-
ances, both live and on T.V. To some
extent, the same tendency can be seen
in certain overseas markets such as
Australia, New Zealand and Latin
America, and is attributed in those
areas to the spread of T.V. which
favours local performers.

This trend should not be interpreted
as implying any catastrophic decline
in the interest for American pop ma-
terial. The enormous success enjoyed
by “The Twist” is ample proof of this—backed up by highly successful per-
sonal appearances of Chubby Checker,
it has swept like wild fire through
many countries—but even so, some of
the big selling twist recordings have
been of European origin, in particular
those made by Richard Anthony in
France, and as regards American pop
material generally, the public has un-
doubtedly been growing increasingly
selective. The American recording
which has appeal can still sell a mil-
lion copies in Europe—but the run of
the mill rock and roll or ballad re-
cording is not going to make a for-
tune for anyone in Europe even
though it may have achieved high rat-
ings in the American charts.
Thanks to its world wide organisa-

tion, E.M.I. is in a particularly fa-

vourable position for keeping its fin-

ger on the pulse of the demand for
American repertoire. The main Ameri-
can line handled by the E.M.I. com-
panies is of course Capitol. E.M.I.
companies are also handling Liberty
in all important territories outside the
U.S.A. and Canada. They are also
distributing M.G.M. in a wide range
of countries. In addition, the Group
companies distribute many other
American recordings, hitherto mainly
under the E.M.I. trademarks “His
Master’s Voice,” “Columbia,” “Parlo-
phone,” “Odeon,” Electrola,” etc.

However, to bring about a closer asso-
ciation in the mind of the purchasers
with American material, the E.M.I.
companies are now pressing much of
this material on a newly-created
Group label “Stateside” which has al-

ready been launched in England and
is in the process of introduction in all

other major markets.
Organisationally, the E.M.I. record

business has not undergone any strik-

ing changes over the past year. Sir
Joseph Lockwood, as Chairman of the
parent company, E.M.I. Ltd., con-
tinues to direct the activities of the
Group as a whole, seconded by Rich-
ard Dawes as head of the Records
and International Division. Supervi-
sion of E.M.I.’s overseas subsidiaries
outside the U.K. is now in the hands
of Geoffrey Bridge as head of the
Overseas Division, to whom the man-
agers of the various overseas com-
panies are responsible (his predecessor
in the post, Graham Hurst, has moved
on to a top executive post with
Morphy-Richards, E.M.I.’s company
in the household appliances field).

Contact with the American record in-

dustry is maintained on the English
side by Leonard G. Wood, managing
director of E.M.I. Records Ltd., and
on the international side by Peter

Gardiner-Hill, head of the Interna-

tional Commercial and Repertoire De-
partment, seconded for the pop reper-

toire by George Alexander.

The year ended June 30th 1962 was
the biggest ever in the history of
E.M.I. Records Limited.
During the year E.M.I. averaged

over 40% of the Top Twenty Pop
Charts, over 80% of the Top Ten E.P.
Charts and almost 50% of the L.P.
Charts.

In the “New Musical Express” poll
for 1961 E.M.I. won 10 out of a possi-
ble 16 first positions and a total of
28 out of 49 of the top 3 positions.

In the “Melody Maker” poll for
1961 E.M.I. obtained 9 out of a possi-
ble 10 first positions and out of a pos-
sible 30 top three positions E.M.I. won
22 .

In February 1962 The Gramophone
Record Retailers’ Association spon-
sored jointly with “Record Retailer”
an award scheme for various classes
of records. There were a total of 15
awards, of which E.M.I. won 9. A spe-
cial award was made for the best pro-
motion of the year and this was also
given to E.M.I. Records Limited. A
further special award was made to
the most promising newcomer of the
year and this went to Columbia’s
popular young singer Helen Shapiro.

E.M.I. were also fortunate in win-
ning an Ivor Novello Award for the
top selling British “A” side with their
record of “Walkin’ Back To Happi-
ness” by Helen Shapiro.

During the year three Columbia
artistes were awarded Gold Discs for
sales exceeding one million copies

—

these were Cliff Richard for “The
Young Ones,” Acker Bilk for his
single of “Stranger On The Shore”
and The Shadows for their record of
“Apache.”
At the time of writing (May 1962)

E.M.I. has been awarded 15 Silver
Discs for sales exceeding a quarter
of a million. This is higher than any
other company’s achievements in the
year.
During the year under review 2

Silver L.P.’s were awarded to E.M.I.
artistes for album sales exceeding a
quarter of a million. These were to
Cliff Richard and to George Mitchell’s
Black and White Minstrels.

In January 1962 Mr. Acker Bilk
with his “Stranger On The Shore”
was the first traditional jazz musician
to win a Silver Disc for 250,000 sales
in the history of the U.K. Charts.

Since July 1961 E.M.I.R.’s unit
sales of 45 r.p.m. Singles have in-
creased by almost one-fifth. Album
sales have continued to enjoy the
steady growth percentage of the past
years. 'The strong repertoire of Capi-
tol Records Inc. continues to secure
a high percentage of E.M.I. Records
Limited total album sales. Amongst
the best selling Capitol albums are
such favourites as “Carousel,” “The
King And I,” “Oklahoma.”

Another highly successful and satis-

fying year for the British recording
industry. Board of Trade figures show
that both production and sales of
disks at all speeds have increased,
apart from 78 rpm records which are
now virtually extinct. The slight but
welcome purchase tax concessions
contained in the April budget were
at least a long awaited fillip to an in-
dustry whose expansion to its full
sales potential is still inhibited by the
punitive level of purchase tax which,
at 45% although the lowest for many
years, is still the highest on the con-
tinent of Europe.

Sales-wise the statistical spotlight
of the past twelve months has been
firmly focused on the LP where the
i^reatest progress has been made.
Rapidly gaining in popularity with all

age groups, including the teenagers
who still account for the major pro-
portion of the singles market, there
are signs that the album may one day
dominate the selling scene in Britain
as it already does in the States.
Meantime however, single sales, up on
last year, remain satisfactorily stable.
EPs, too, sold in high quantities but
a slackening in releases at this speed
bas been noticed in recent months and
it seems likely that the EP is destined
to play a very minor role in the disk
business of the future.
The sales volume enjoyed by a chart

topping single today is considerably
lower than a few years ago. In the
middle 50s (when 78 rpm’s held sway)
lalf a million was commonplace.
Mow, with EPs and LPs shaping the
market, figures are lower. Today, with
;he exception of Elvis Presley and
Dliff Richard, 100,000 plus, speedily
lotched up in one or two weeks, can
»ke a disk to the top. By the same
:oken 60,000 can make the Top 10 and
it is possible to wag the tail with
15,000. Many disks which inhabit the
ower regions of the charts without
jver scaling the heights can, over a

long period, achieve a very healthy
volume of sales. Undoubtedly, the
very excellent range of low priced
LPs now issued by the major manu-
facturers has played an important
part in stimulating album interest
particularly in the classical field. LPs
by ‘pop’ artistes are not generally the
biggest sellers—again except for
Presley and Richard. Show and film
music LPs however, both enjoy high
sales and chart status over long
periods.

Despite a slight increase in stereo
sales, particularly in the operatic
field, progress generally continues to
be slow and somewhat disappointing,
mainly due to the high pricing of
equipment and disks enforced by the
amount of purchase tax levied. The
biggest stereo boost came from Decca
with the introduction, earlier this
year, of Phase 4—the revolutionary
four-track stereo recordings developed
and perfected in London under the
guidance of American A&R engineers
first released in the States on London
and earlier this year on Decca.
The increasing number of British

artistes achieving chart success not
only in this country, but on the con-
tinent and in America, first evidenced
in 1960 has been maintained. British
chart honours have been shared by
the major companies notably from
EMI with Cliff Richard, The Shadows,
Acker Bilk, Matt Monro, Helen Sha-
piro whilst artistes like Billy Fury,
Karl Denver, Anthony Newley and
Eden Kane kept the Decca label con-
stantly in the Top 10. Philips were
represented by Frankie Vaughan and
Cleo Laine while Pye further en-
hanced their chart reputation with a
string of hits from established stars
Lonnie Donegan, Kenny Ball, Petula
Clark and are currently riding high
with newcomer Jimmy Justice. (5f

these Kenny Ball, Acker Bilk and
Lonnie Donegan have not only regis-
tered a high sales impact in the

States but have emerged victorious
with Gold disks for their transatlantic
successes “Midnight In Moscow”
(Kenny Ball); “Stranger On The
Shore” (Acker Bilk) and “Does Your
Chewing Gum Lose Its Flavour”
(Lonnie Donegan) who, incidentally,
also received a second Gold disk for
“Rock Island Line”—a number he re-
corded whilst under contract to Decca
several years ago.
Another British artiste to collect

his second Gold disk was Cliff Richard—Britain’s nearest equivalent in sales
force to the phenomenal Elvis Pres-
ley—for “The Young Ones”; his ac-
companying group The Shadows, now
equally famous in their own right col-
lected their first Gold disk for
“Apache” as did The Allisons for
their own composition “Are You
Sure” with which they tasted fame
and fortune in 1961. Sir Joseph Lock-
wood, Chairman of EMI and Sir Ed-
ward Lewis, Chairman of Decca made
special Gold disk awards to violinist

Yehudi Menuhin and bandleader Stan-
ley Black for LP sales exceeding
1,000,000. That there were Silver disks
among the Gold is evidenced by the
fact that in the last 12 months a total

of 34 awards were made for sales ex-
ceeding 250,000—20 to British artistes
and 14 to American. It is interesting
to note that since the magazine
Disc” introduced this award three
years ago a total of 100 presentations
have been made. Of these 55 have
been won by British artistes.

Several artistes have made spec-
tacular progress in the last twelve
months. Of these Billy Fury (Decca),
Frank Ifield (Parlophone), Joe Brown
(Piccadilly) although by no means
new to the disk scene have had to

wait until now before achieving the

chart rating they deserve. Having es-

tablished himsebE with “Halfway To
Paradise” the name of Billy Fury be-

came a regular feature of the

British charts; Frank Ifield is cur- J
rently enjoying his first major success I
with “I Remember You” whilst Joe I
Brown hit the No. 1 spot with “Pic- I
ture Of You.” Topping the list of I
artistes to ‘arrive’ in 1962 is Helen
Shapiro. This phenomenal teenage ft

wonder has achieved international 1
status and is in demand throughout J
the world. Helen has done for the beat j.

in 1962 what Matt Monro did for the

Other artistes worthy of special
mention are Jimmy Justice for his
recordings of “When My Little Girl Is
Smiling” and “Ain’t That Funny” on
Pye and Karl Denver who yodelled

^

his way into the charts with “Wimo-
weh” and “Never Goodbye” on Decca.
“Never Goodbye” was first aired in
the British heats of the Eurovision
Song Contest and although unplaced
was the only number to subsequently
make the Top 20.
The value placed on the British

market by stateside stars became ob-
‘

vious during the year by the num-
ber of working visitors to these
shores. Nation wide tours were under-
taken by Johnny Burnette, U.S. Bonds,
Gene McDaniels, Bobby Vee, Clarence
‘Frogman’ Henry, Bruce Channel,
Jerry Lee Lewis and Nelson Riddle
and many stars came across for
major TV shows including Jo Staf- '

ford, Bing Crosby, Peggy Lee,
Dorothy Provine, Jimmy Dean, Bobby
Rydell, Neil Sedaka, Brenda Lee etc.

Frank Sinatra’s June concerts in Lon-
don which climaxed his international
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England — The Past Twefve Months
charity tour created tremendous pub-
lic interest and the demand for tickets
far exceeded the supply.

Craze wise it has been a year of
twist and of trad jazz. At first it

looked as if the twist would slip more
disks than it would sell and flop in the
same way as its predecessor the Madi-
son had done. But Chubby Checker’s
disks aided by personal appearances
and promotional gimmicks in the na-
tional press started off a twisting
snowball which is rolling still. The
fad has not produced any new British
stars and although a formidable flood
of twist disks of all kinds and speeds
gushed on to the market Chubby
Checker and Sam Cooke have been the
only ones to score substantially. The
craze has, however, provoked a lot
of activity in dance halls and ball-
rooms which has not been limited to
the teenage generation.
Trad jazz—a music midway be-

tween the Stateside New Orleans and
Dixieland styles had a bumper year
spearheaded on disks and on tour by
the bands of Acker Bilk, Kenny Ball,
Dick Charlesworth, Terry Lightfoot,
Alex Welsh and others. Indisputably
Mr. Acker Bilk and Kenny Ball are
the two exponents most deserving
credit for the transatlantic chart
success of trad jazz. First to climb
the American Top 100 was Kenny
Ball with “Midnight In Moscow”
reaching the No. 2 position. A few
weeks later Mr. Acker Bilk -with
“Stranger On The Shore” became the
first British artiste of the decade to
reach the No. 1 slot.

There was a considerable amount
of label activity and changeover dur-
ing the year between record com-
panies. United Artists and Liberty
Records passed from Decca to EMI
where the UA repertoire now appears
on HMV and Liberty material is

marketed on its ovsm label within the
EMI organisation. Officially launched

in February by the company’s Presi-
dent A1 Bennett the label is currently
enjoying two chart entries with
Bobby Vee’s “Sharing You” and
“Don’t Ever Change” by The Crickets.
EMI also took on the Epic and Okeh
labels for issue on Columbia. Follow-
ing the expiry of the contract between
EMI Records Ltd. and the Rank Or-
ganisation the Top Rank label has
now ceased to function and certain of
the label’s stars such as Dion, The
Shirelles and local talent including
Bert Weedon and John Leyton have
transferred their activities to the
HMV label. EMI Records also inau-
gurated the Stateside label to handle
repertoire flowing from their tie ups
with smaller American independents
and similarly Decca started an inter-
national series called London-Globe as
an outley for repertoire, both pop and
classical, from their associates over-
seas. During the year Decca also re-
newed their contract with Dot Rec-
ords released here on the London
label. Another innovation of the Decca
year was the formation of a new pro-
duction team headed by A&R Man-
ager Dick Rowe to handle the com-
pany’s pop singles output.
Perhaps the most momentous

change of the year has taken place
within the Philips organisation. Fol-
lowing the merger earlier in the year
between Philips and Mercury the
Philips label was introduced to the
American market. Three months after
renewing their association with Co-
lumbia Records. Inc. plans were com-
pleted for the launching of the CBS
label and Great Britain became the
first European territory to handle
CBS, chart success came early with
Dave Brubeck’s “Unsquare Dance”
and Eydie Gorme’s “Yes, My Darling
Daughter.” The next Philips move was
the acquisition of Interdisc’s Ameri-
can labels for distribution hree on
Fontana. The fact that both CBS and
Interdisc are distributed solely by

Philips highlights the growing asso-
ciation between major labels and the
wholesale trade. EMI, Decca and
Philips have their own wholesale out-
lets whilst Pye also maintain a sys-
tem of direct distribution to the trade.
This linking of disk manufacturers
with the main wholesale factors might
well lead to the eventual introduction
of the American method of rack job-
bing in this country so far as our
smaller independents are concerned.
Another American trend gaining

favour with certain manufacturers
here is the marketing and promo-
tional tie up between disks and non
allied products.
During the year under review,

EMI, Decca and Philips have all in-

troduced new series of low priced LPs.
First came EMI’s Encore—devoted
to recordings both classical and popu-
lar by international artistes which
have been deleted from the catalogues
for at least a year. A few months
later came Decca’s Ace Of Hearts

—

comprising material from the U.S.
Decca catalogue previously issued
here on Brunswick. Philips contribu-
tion was the launching of the B.I.G.
series of popular and classical record-
ings. Meantime Pye’s Golden Guinea
low priced LP series celebrates its

third anniversary and on one of his
visits to America London Manager,
Louis Benjamin, presented Dave Mil-
ler of Somerset Records with a Gold
disk to mark over 1,000,000 Golden
Guinea sales. The crowning achieve-
ment in a year of accelerated progress
for Pye was the acquisition last

autumn of Sinatra’s Reprise label.

The company also launched three
new domestic labels—Pfe-Plus None-
such spoken word recordings; Pye-
Jazz with material drawn from
American and England and Piccadilly,

for the promotion of British artistes.

The seeds of Oriole’s large scale

expansion programme were sown with

the appointment of John Schroeder as
A&R singles manager leaving Reg
Warburton, now in his fourth year
with the company, to supervise LP
production. Schroeder, formerly with
EMI and closely associated wth the
success of Helen Shapiro, quickly got
to work with a well sustained cam-
paign of singles. Further expansion
followed with releases from the
American Time Catalogue on the new
Time-Oriole label.

Among the new independents Leo-
mark made a notable impression on
the market with their first LP release

of The New English Bible—^New
Testament nominated “The Best Spo-
ken Word Recording of 1961.” Pro-
duced under licence from the Oxford
and Cambridge University Presses
the recordings feature the voices of

some of this country’s leading actors

and actresses; and are available in

Eire, Australia, Tasmania, Malaya,
Korea, Japan, Africa, India, The West
Indies, Central America and Europe.
Contracts have just been signed for
their release in the U.S. and Canada
on Columbia, South Africa (Gallo)

and New Zealand (Delta).
Delyse, as well as enjoying con-

tinued success both at home at over-
seas with their “London” record fur-

ther enhanced their reputation -with a
concert of Welsh Songs LP. They also

entered the childrens market vath
“The Railway Engine” and “The
Chestnut Man” EP series narrated by
Johnny Morris. Philharmonic Records,
specialists in classical recordings,
completed new distribution deals in

France, Sweden, Holland, Belgium and
America. Recordings of authentic 18th
century military band music were
also added to their ever growing
catalogue. Jazz-wise a long term re-

newal contract was signed by Esquire
^cords for the continued release, on
an exclusive basis, of maters from
the Prestige and New Jazz Records

DISTRIBUTING &
MANUFACTURING
It will be readily seen that our largest
States by area carry close to our
smallest (by State) populations; a
fact that brings about tremendous dis-

tribution problems to the trade. New
South Wales has a big area but for-
tunately the bulk of the population of
this State is in the Capital City of
Sydney and its metropolitan district;

but it does have a big country area to
cover from a distribution viewpoint.
Victoria is our third smallest State in

size but it has the second largest pop-
ulation. From a distribution angle Vic-
toria is easier (by comparison) to

cover than any other State in the na-
tion. The States of Queensland and
Western Australia present the biggest
headaches to distributors. Western
Australia is a huge State with a
small population widely spread over a
great deal of the territory; a similar
situation exists in Queensland. South
Australia is a small State compared
to Western Australia, but is still

larger than New South Wales, and the
entire population of South Australia
is less than % that of New South
Wales. Tasmania, the island State of
Australia is fairly easy for distribu-
tors to handle. Some companies cover
Tasmanian distribution from Victoria,
whilst others have regular outlets in

Tasmania. The Northern Territory
area is so large with such a small pop-
ulation that there are no distributors
in operation there; all record supplies
are shipped there from other States.

All record manufacturing is con-
fined to New South Wales and Vic-
toria and records are shipped to dis-
tributors in other States. There are
four major processing and pressing
plants operating in New South Wales,
they are Festival, RCA, EMI and
ARC. In Victoria there are two ma-
jor plants, these are W&G and Radio
Corporation (Mercury). Outside of
EMI, RCA and Philips, there aren’t
a great many company-owned dis-

tributor outlets around Australia; a
large number of distribution points
are independently handled. An almost
identical situation exists in relation
to music publishing and distribution.
RADIO STATIONS:

Unlike the situation in Great Brit-
ain, Australia has both National
(Government operated) and Commer-
cial radio stations. Australia has 110
Commercial and 60 National broad-
casting stations spread over the en-
tire nation. Most commercial stations
are members of the Australian Fed-
eration of Commercial Broadcasting
Stations.

All radio stations (National and
Commercial) are subject to the broad-
casting standards set out in the
Broadcasting and Television Act; the
standards are supervised by The
Broadcasting Control Board. The
Board is a five man group appointed
by Government authority. The loca-
tion of our Commercial Stations is as
follows:

—

Programming policies of our com-
mercial stations are such that a great
deal of total broadcasting time is al-

loted to recorded music—especially
pop material. In the pre-television
days many commercial stations had I
their own production units turning
out feature programs which were
sponsored by national accounts like

Lever Bros., Colgate-Palmolive. With
the introduction of television many
big accounts swung across to the new
medium leaving big slices of radio
time vacant. New radio sponsors
were reluctant to “pick up the tab”
for production shows on radio, so
many “vacant” spots were “sold” on
recorded music. ’’

This trend in radio has continued
until today there is only a small per-
centage of radio time devoted to pro-
duction features in comparison to the
pre-television era. Many stations are
(apart from a few off-peak hours) on
a format of almost continuous disk
programming.
There is great and healthy competi- '

tion between commercial stations to

win audiences in the big cities through
disk-jockey sessions; this applies par-
ticularly to Melbourne and Sydney
each with six commercial outlets.

Disk-jockey programs appear to be i

gaining in popularity every day, and
Cash Box knows of several promi-
nent stations who plan to give more
key hours over to DJ sessions quite

soon. The days of the disk-jockey in

Australian radio has never been
stronger and there is still more to

come.

Australia ....

Last 12 Months
Twelve months have slipped by

since the last Directory and Anni-
versary Issue of Cash Box and
this twelve months has been notable

for the lack of sparkle in the in-

dustry in Australia. Financially, it

would be a doubtful twelve months
for all record companies, as with a

crippling twenty-five per cent Pur-
chase Tax on all types of disks hang-
ing like a millstone round the indus-

try’s neck and the spending power of

the public restricted by such eco-

nomic problems as lay-offs, strikes and
virtually all overtime employment dis-

appearing from the Australian scene,

Mr. and Mrs. John Citizen and their

teenage sons and daughters have been
saving their hard-earned money in

case it might be needed for emergen-
cies.

The problems of these times have
been faced fairly and squarely by the

Australian record companies and it is

especially gratifying to note that not
one company has been forced to cease
operation during this period. As sales

volume slumps so the expenses of a
company become subject to severe

study and this has been apparent with
all companies by reduction of staffs

and also a much needed reduction in

the volume of releases.

Forced to cut expenses, all com-
panies have reduced the number of

releases available to the public. You
may recall that this column has been
advocating this for some time with
little or no success—^however, during

this recent period releases have been
cut, not drastically but sufficient to

show the companies that they can
make as many sales with fewer re-

leases and with the savings involved
the profit margin must be greater.
The LP market in Australia is

emerging in a strong position and
recently it was pointed out that the
entire production of LP’s was running
equal to—and even exceeding the pro-
duction of single-play disks. This fact

has been born out in recently re-

leased governmental statistics and it

is lamentable that singles sales have
fallen to such a pitiable level that the
general topic when record men meet
these days is “what is wrong with
our singles sales?” In spite of all the
talk and commotion, very few com-
panies are attempting to experiment
with the problem.
Mercury Records, with their low-

priced Wing singles, were the first

to try to hypo the kids’ interest back
to singles. This company slashed
about 33%% off the retail price of
its Wing singles. All the other com-
panies watched closely, top artists

were featured on the new “make it

or break it” line but in spite of this
drastic cut, very little action resulted
so it was felt that perhaps price was
not so vital but rather it was a case
of just what “sound” was impressed
in the wax.

Following closely upon Mercury’s
experiment came W & G. They de-
cided that they would give the kids
more music for their money and came
out with what they called a “4 on 1
Super Disc.” Virtually an EP in a
flimsy jacket with four tracks for the
price of a normal single. Results
didn’t bring the directors new cars
but must have been of some use as
the line is still being produced and
with careful A&R could still pay off.

So it can be seen that there is

varied action on some fronts by vari-

ous types of companies as they en-
deavour to solve the problem of
shrinking singles sales.

Radio exposure is under fire in

some circles—some like it, some would
like it when it suits them and some
are noncommittal on radio exposure.
Without doubt, radio exposure is the
shop window of the record industry
and the two groups must work closely
together vidth mutual understanding,
each one fostering the other’s inter-

ests, for without records, whether
they be Australian produced or im-
ported, a radio station would be like

a ship without a rudder. Recorded
music is low in cost, is reliable and
doesn’t have any union problems to
plague it from a station viewpoint.

It is gratifying to see that singles
sales by Australian artists are least
affected by the general fall-off in
overall singles sales—rather to the
contrary, as sales of singles by local
artists are increasing monthly and
this must be food for thought for
some of the U.S. based operations
that have swung so solidly to the
far out R & B sound.
Never before have companies had

records on Cash Box Top 100 that
show so little action in this territory.
This chart is being closely studied by
leading authorities in this country

—

mainly through the experience of lo-

cal companies having repeated disks
on this chart but not being able to
sell the music to the Australian mar-
ket. It is regrettable that this has
occurred for U.S. artists, but the local
artist has benefitted tremendously and
now not a week goes by without more
than one local disk showing up on
Austrialia’s Top 10 in this journal.
Many Austrialian artists have fol-

lowed a successful hit record with an
album and have gained valuable sales
and exposure in this manner so it

seems to be the pattern in this country
that if you get a hit moving then

AUSTRALIAN MUSIC
follow it smartly with an album of

songs, so many companies have done
this that it must be paying off. Artists

like Patsy Ann Noble, Lucky Starr,

Bryan Davies, Frankie Davidson, all

have recently had hot singles and all

have followed with a package of

songs.
The publishing field in Australia

remains very much the same during
the twelve months period. Many pub-
lishers are very active in promoting
the catalogue they represent in this

area and in general the standard of

publications in Australia is high in

comparison with some overseas prints
received by Cash Box Australian
office.

Great interest is being shown by
record companies, music publishers
and book publishers in the proposed
new Copjnright Act but as yet not
much has been disclosed and all

parties are biding their time during
the waiting months that have followed
the official hearing or inquiry.
Cash Box will keep you advised of
action developing from this situation.

And so whilst it has been a frus-
trating twelve months in many re-
spects, all record and publishing
houses have gained experience and
have used this period as a self-apprai-
sal term, pruning the useless branches
from the vine so that when conditions
giving good sales return—and return
they must in an expanding country
like Australia—all companies will find

themselves in a far better position
than several years ago when most
companies were over-staffed and in-

dolent.

We are all looking forward to the

next twelve months—in fact, to lift

a phrase from Australia’s largest re-

tailers, “Operation Forward” is per-

haps a good axiom for us all. Let us

surge ahead with vigour, pursuing

our profession with our utmost ability

to restore the excitement and artistry

that several years ago went hand in

hand with the record industry in

Australia.

Australia ....

Advances
Over the past couple of years par-

ticularly there has been a lot of trade
talk in Australia about the advantages
and/or disadvantages of paying ad-
vances for songs and records from
overseas companies. It seems that the
advance is almost as much a part of
the industry now as the record and
song; this applies especially in the
case of negotiations for an individual
song or disk. (In cases of entire cata-
logues being sought on a long-term
deal the situation is different).
Many overseas companies, mainly

the independents, are quite adamant
that they will not assign rights to
Australian companies unless an ad-
vance is paid. On the face of it this
probably isn’t an unreasonable de-
mand since the originator of the prod-
uct (song or record) has most likely
been involved in a fair amount of
capital outlay to get the product to
the stage where it is being sought by
an Australian company. We must all

face the fact that arrangements, pro-
duction, musicians, printing and pro-
motion don’t come cheap these days

—

it costs money, time and a great deal
of effort to get a song and record to
near the top of charts. So perhaps,
there is a case for the original owner
to seek an advance from an interested
Australian company. But, unless the
product is well suited to our market
there is little chance of the Australian
firm being able to square the advance
let alone come out on top or to break
even on the deal. Too often during the
last few years we’ve had instances of
local companies “dropping” good
money as a result of paying out big
advances for records and songs that
have turned out to be real “dogs.”
At times when the local company

has refused to pay an advance the
overseas company just doesn’t get a
release in this territory—who is the
loser then?
The prime functions of the entire

world industry are to produce, dis-
tribute, promote and market records
and songs and many individuals and
companies throughout the world are
losing sight of this. Organizations
dealing from one country to another
are often so busy trying to pull big
advances from each other that they
are neglecting the real purpose of the
buiness—which is to sell and promote

!

To many record and publishing com-
nanies, especially those outside the
United States, “advance” is almost a
dirty word, and in countries such as
Australia where the local disk artist
and song is growing in popularity
every day, there is a good basis for
their objection to paying out advances
for overseas material.
The general run of advances asked

of Australian companies for an over-
seas disk or song ranges from $100
to around $500, depending usually on
the American rating of the item in
question. For the sake of this article
let’s strike an average of say $250
advance for a disk that has done some
business in the United States. As has
happened so often of late it could be
that this disk is one of the R&B
that isn’t very well suited for the
Australian market. Now, rather than
pay $250 advance for one “doubtful”
single the local company is far better
off by investing this money in a local
disk session that will most likely
produce a minimum of four sides.
Sides over which the local company
has 100% control and can be tailor-
made for our conditions; and if ONE
of these singles gets off-the-ground
here (and it has an excellent chance
of doing so) it will far outsell the
“doubtful” product from overseas. To
sum this angle up, the local company
can confidently expect to produce two
singles; ideally produced to capture
our market, for the cost of an advance
for an overseas record that wasn’t
originally produced with the Austra-
lian market in mind.

Some Australian companies just re-
fuse to part with much-needed capital

for advances maintaining that they

(the local companies) are in business

to produce and sell—NOT to play in-

ternational financiers.

With the almost total removal of li-

censing control throughout Australia
some eighteen months ago, the vari-

ous proWems associated with the im-
portation of whole records, tapes,

mothers, covers and cover slicks into

Australia from overseas companies by
Australian representatives have in

most cases disappeared.
Perhaps a brief glance at Australian
Customs Duty and Primage will prove
of interest to the readers of The Cash
Box and could help to explain why
some companies do not import larger

quantities of disks than are at present
entering the country.

WHOLE RECORDS FOR RESALE
(From the U.S.A.) These records are

subject to several charges besides the

costly freight across the Pacific. Upon
arrival in Australia they are subject

to inspection by the Publications

Censorship Branch of Her Majesty’s
Customs in order to control the entry
into Australia of questionable, “blue”

or obscene material. After a clearance

by this Branch, the disks are then
subject to a duty of 1/6 per disk if the

size of the record exceeds 6" or lOd
per disk for 6" and under, both sizes

are subject to a 10% Primage Duty
based on the F.O.B. value converted to

Australian currency.
It is also vital to remember that any
records shown as “no charge samples”
“audition samples” etc are not only
subject to the above duties but also

are hit with a 25% Sales Tax as an
additional item.
Records entering Australia from Eng-
land are subject to a lower rate which
is . . . for records of six inches and
under (in diameter) 4% pence plus
5% Primage Duty and for records
over 6" the rate is 9 pence plus 6%
Primage. As with American imports,
the primage is based on the original
cost F.O.B.

COPYRIGHT ON RECORDS FOR
RESALE: The Copyright Act of Aus-
tralia obliges the payment of copy-
right based on the percentage of 5%
of the retail price and is to be paid
to the copyright owner in the country
of that retail sale. Therefore it is not
necessary for the company exporting
the records to Australia to pay copy-
right on the records leaving the
country of exportation. If cop 3Tight is

paid by the exporting company, then
when the Australian company pays
their copyright, two payments will
have been made and this is contrary
to the Act. Some attention to this
point should be given.

RECORDED TAPES, METAL
MOTHERS ETC. From the USA, these
items are subject to 7%% Duty only
and are exempt from Primage Duty.
From England, the above items enter
Australia completely exempt from
Duty.

EMPTY RECORD COVERS AND
SLICKS (From U.S.A.) Many Aus-
tralian companies import expensive
covers only when the production and
sales of same could not possibly war-
rant block-making and various spe-
cialty techniques associated with spe-
cialised jackets that are possible in a
country of large population such as
the United States. It would seem that
as a tariff protection the duty on such
jackets and printed slicks is quite
high as it amounts to a duty of 1/4%
(16% cents) per pound weight—or

Last 12 Months
The Spanish record industry has re-

cently undergone modifications, which
makes one foresee a possible change
in its structure. Apart from the birth
of some new foreign labels in dis-

tribution, a general tendency is seen
in all the recording companies to
modernize their procedures, techniques
and merchandising. Worldwide dis-
cophile news, which was previously
scarce, now arrives quickly.

In the year 1961 some new labels
appeared : Cubalegre—distributor of
Spanish-American music; Vergara
who have Ariola and Ricordi Licenses
and their own Spanish artists. Pax
and Cor; Mercury, previously dis-
tributed in Spain by Zafiro recently
changed over to Philips; Warner Bros,
records which until lately have not
been exploited in this country, are
now being distributed by RCA Es-
panola. RCA Espanola are also in
charge of the Telefunken catalogue
and are negotiating the license of
two other world known labels. Ibero-
fon will be pressing the French
Ducretet-Thompson records in Spain.
From the technical point of view,

the improvements are considerable.
Philips and Gramofono-Odeon now
have a modern recording studio; His-
pavox are building a new studio; RCA
have completely modernised their
studio and have installed in it the
most up-to-date equipment in Europe.

“Belter S.L. has recently amalga-
mated with the SAEF (Sociedad
Anonima de Ediciones Fonograficas)
which has a small pressing plant that
is now to be modernized.” All these
improvements are without doubt due
to a current trend for modernization
which some firms have initiated and
are also brought about, to a certain
extent, by the demands of the public
—a public which is becoming more
and more informed on the subject of
the record.
However, the Spanish record mar-

ket continues to come up against
some difficulties in its development.
There are various problems and the
smoothing out of these depends on
a series of diverse factors. It is in-

teresting to mention the small num-
ber of juke boxes which exist in the
national territory. Statistics show
that the possibilities of spreading
coin machines are enormous and
that they give satisfactory results
Even so, the number of automatic
machines is not over 1,000 but it is

possible that the number will increase
in the near future because there are

rumours that an Italian firm proposes
to distribute about 2,000 over the

whole territory. This naturally means
an increase in the demand for nev
records, with the resultant increase ir

production.

The past twelve months were

marked by great record activity and
constant raising in the prices of all

kind of records. In one year, the
standard record, which costs Cr.-

$160,00, had three raises and now
costs Cr.$300,00. The LP’s are in the
same conditions. Last year they were
in our retail stores by Cr.$1000,00.
Now you couldn’t buy one with less

than Cr.$1.350,00, and in many cases,
with less than Cr.$l.450,00. The fact
is that these constant raisings, are
causing an inevitable retraction on
the sales. Last year we said that
could “kill the hen with the golden
eggs” and that’s what will happen
very soon, if our companies continue
with this “higher prices” policy.

The great record event of these
twelve months, was the appearance
of Silvana & Rinaldo Calheiros, a
very lucky couple, since their first

record Amor, beat all previous rec-
ords and stayed for eighteen weeks on
the top of Sao Paulo’s chart. Now, an-
other record of the same couple
reached the top too: “Onde Estas
Coracao (Where Are You, My
Heart)”. The LP they waxed for
Copacabana Records, “Ouvindo-Te
Con Amor (Listening To You With
Love)” was very well received by the
public, too. Undoubtedly, Silvana &
Rinaldo Calheiros are the artists of
the year.

Once more, Miltinho has been in

our charts, with two smash hits:

“Lembrancas” and later “Confidencia,”

both composed by Raul Sampaio and

Benil Santos.
Among the foreign artists, Ray

Conniff proved once again to be the
most popular foreign Orchestra and
Ray Charles, specially in the past
two months, the most promising
songster of the season. 'The Twist
made his debut, through the records
of Chubby Checker, a consistent
chartrider in Brazil.
Twelve months ago we said that

double-compact records would sur-
pass the popularity of EP’s and 45
Rpm singles and that’s what hap-
pened. Now only Philips is still re-
leasing 45 records. All other com-
panies are producing only compacts
in 7 inches.. But 78 Rpm is still the
most popular standards, by the rea-
sons exposed one year ago.
Among the publishers, two deserve

special mention: Vitale and Fermata,
responsible for the most important
hits of the season.
The past twelve months were very

profitable for RGE Records, which
proved to be in excellent situation
with its very consistent Brazilian
cast and no less excellent Intema-
national representations. The sur-
prise of the year was Fermata, which
released several hits, specially in

1962, including the smash hits of
Chubby Checker. RCA Victor had a
great deal of responsibility concern-
ing the successes of RGE and Fer-
mata, since these marks are distrib-
uted by RCA

This is but a brief outline of the pro-
cedure and charges associated with
the importation of recorded material
and production items into Australia,
and it will be readily seen that for
anyone to bypass a recognised com-
pany and import from a one-stop etc
would not be a proposition at all in
competition with the regular outlets.
This is a great controlling factor at
the moment—although there have
been cases of dumping of low priced
material on this market it has not as-
sumed major proportions.

The capacity for absorption of new
records depends upon the number of

phonographs in existence (around
700,000) and the economic status of

the buyers. The demand for phono-
graphs is increasing and so is the
number of types and models produced
by different manufacturers. However,
the teenagers, who are without doubt
the sector most interested in records,

do not have sufficient means to make
large purchases, especially bearing in

mind the fact that most of the Span-
ish production consists of E.P.’s, the
price of which almost consumes the
weekly pocket money of a young per-
son of the middle class. Some com-
panies already have a good produc-
tion of singles which are enjoying
more and more success. Exploitation
of the single, however, is difficult as
there are very few suitable radio pro-
grammes and most stations are lo-

cated in Madrid and Barcelona. Up
to the present publicity in the press
has been practically nil and few
companies run an organised depart-
ment for promotion although there
are some, such as RCA, who are
pioneering in this respect.

The great mass of the public is

beginning to demand melodies sung
in Spanish and for this reason some
American and European artists have
made recordings in this language with
the Spanish and Spanish-American
market in mind.

At present there is an extensive
inclination towards American music.
In all the big cities a multitude of

orchestras have been formed, mostly
by students, which are being con-
tracted by the main companies. One
of the infinite number of junior
grouns, the ones which stand out
are “Los Sonor” who have already
recorded three albums for RCA: “Los
Estudiantes” (Philips) is another
group of youngsters which is also
successful. The main radio stations,

with several talent-scout programmes,
is contributing to the spreading of
what has become known as “The New
Spanish Wave.”

The preference of the Spanish pub-
lic leans towards Elvis Presley—in-

disputable King in the record market
—Paul Anka, Cliff Richard, Johnny
Hallyday, Sacha Distel, Connie Fran-
cis; Italian artists Mina, Milva, Celen-
tano, Fidenco, Modugno and Dallara;
Mexican Miguel Aceves Mejia, Chil-
ean Antonio Prieto whose recording
of “La Novia” was the hit of 1961
in Spain and a considerable part of
Europe and Spanish artists Alfredo
Kraus, Duo Dinamico, Lolita Garrido,
-Toselitn, Jose Guardiola, Elia Fleta,
Sara Montiel, Marisol. Paquito Jerez,
Manolo Escobar and Dolores Vargas.

In recent years the Spanish record

industry has experienced a number
of innovations including the introduc-

tion of the Compact 33%rd by RCA
which failed to make sufficient impact

on the market to justify its continu-

ance. Equally unsuccessful was the

introduction by Hispavox of “Disco-

flex”—a two-selection record pressed

on paper bound plastic. Despite its

low price and curiosity value the pub-

lic soon lost interest. Another develop-

ment has been the launching of the

Readers Digest Record Library by

RCA who report that distributors,

after a period of opposition, now real-

ise that it constitutes a very powerful

promotion drive for the record busi-

ness in general.

The future seems hopeful. The
three largest companies, RCA, Philips

and Gramofono-Odeon, have thrown
themselves energetically into the task

of promoting their records and in-

creasing the overall national figures.

Also, the increase in tourism and the

popularity in Europe of everything

that is Spanish have aroused inter-

national interest in the folkloric

music and there is a good level of

sales and distribution for records of

this type abroad.

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THE HOUSE OF GURTLER

Walter Gurtler, one of the most ac-
tive record producers in Italy, ex-
panded his Italian record operation
this year with a new building includ-
ing office facilities, a recording stage
and a record molding factory. The new
addition adjoins the building he
erected two years ago to house his hot
Italian disk firm Red Records.
The new Gutler house is located at

Pero, a section on the outskirts of
Milan. When completed in 1963, Gurt-
ler plans to move all his companies
into the new building and will also
merge his two current firms, Saar and
Gurtler, at that time.
The current executive staff of the

two firms includes: Walter Gurtler,
vice-president; Maestro Leoni, A & R
manager; Maestro Libano, A & R
manager; Mr. Prandin, director; Mr.
Balloni, sales manager; and Mr. de
Gioia, advertising-promotion manager.
The start of Gurtler’s activity on

the Italian market goes back to the
years following World War II. But it

was in 1950 that he established Saar
as a record pressing factory and the
house of Gurtler as a record com-
pany. Saar had been operating in this
fashion until 1958 when it took over
representation of the Verve label in
Italy. The biggest record Gurtler had
was Mercury’s “Only You” by the
Platters. It was a significant record

event in Italy since it played an im-
portant role in changing Italy’s music
tastes toward rock and roll tempos.
In addition to Verve, Gurtler had the
Atlantic line in Italy and enjoyed con-
siderable success with it, especially so
with Bobby Darin’s “Mack The Knife.”

In April, 1960, the company signed
a contract with Warner Bros, for
Italian representation. Through the
WB catalog, the company had a num-
ber of money making disks including
George Greely’s “Lucy’s Theme;” “So
Sad” and “Ebony Eyes” by the Ever-
lys; and others by Don Ralke, Bob
Luman and Sir Chancey.
From the catalog of Barclay, which

Gurtler has distributed in Italy for
quite some time, came the name of
Dalida to Italy—a songstress who sold
well with “Les Gitans,” “Never On
Sunday,” “Milord,” and her current
hit “Et Maintenant.” Another Barclay
name to hit in Italy is Charles Azna-
vour, who clicked with “11 Faut
Savoir.”
On the domestic front, Gurtler has

two hot names in Adriano Celentano
and Tony Dallara, both continually on
the Italian best seller lists. Celentano,
a home grown discovery of Gurtler’s
had a number of records which topped
the 100,000 mark in Italy, including
“H Tuo Bacio E’ Come Un Rock (Your
Kiss Is Like A Rock)”, “Impazzivo

Per Te (I Was Crazy For YouL”
“Non Esiste L’Amor (Love Does Not
Exist).” “24,000 Bad (24,000 Kisses),”
and “Nata Per Me (Born For Me)”
which recently topped the 400,000 in
Italy—and amazing figure for this
country.
Tony Dallara is consistently one of

Italy’s best selling artists. Last year
he had one of Italy’s biggest hits in

“La Novia” and later won the Can-
zonissima contest with “Bambina
Bambina.” This year he has hit the
charts with “Alla Mamma” and is

currently selling well with “Caterina.”
Others in the Gurtler roster include
Anita Traversi, I Campioni, Caterina
Villalba, and the recently pacted Remo
Germani.

Gurtler continues to represent War-
ner Bros., Atlantic and Barclay in
Italy.

The general impression of the first

six months of 1962 on the Italian disk
scence is that there were too few big
hits and too many smaller ones.

Five titles rank as big successes.
They were “Let’s Twist Again” by
Peppino Di Capri (Carisch), over 400,-
000 in sales, “Nata Per Me (Born For
Me)” by Adriano Celentano (Gurtler),
over 400,000 in sales, “La Ballata
Della Tromba” by Nini Rosso (Ti-
tanus-Durium), over 300,000 in sales,

“Quando Quando Quando” by Tony
Renis (VCM), over 300,000 in sales,

and “Wheels” by Billy Vaughn
Decca), over 200,000 in sales.

Beyond these, the sales average of
many releases is considered far too
low. Cash Box learned upon getting
impressions from disks execs.
The six months period also saw a

continued decrease in the importance
of American product. It’s noted that
rock ’n roll was introduced to Italy
via American disks, while the twist
craze was spurred in Italy by an
Italian artist, Peppino Di Capri, with
his “Let’s IVist Again,” which he
introduced on TV last Dec. with dra-
matic results—a great twist fad in
Italy.

The Italian charts over the past two
years has included more domestic hits
and less foreign. Such previous hit
artists in Italy as Connie Francis,
Paul Anka and Elvis Presley are less
effective in Italy than they were sev-
eral years ago.
A great event here March 1 was

the opening of RCA Italiana’s stu-
dios in Rome, the largest recording
facilities in the world. Over 500
people attended the formal opening
that day.
Walter Gurtler this year purchased

a new building featuring offices, a re-
cording studio and moulding factory.

All of Gurtler’s activities will be
housed in the building, located at Pero,
a section near Milan, within a year.

1962 brought from Paris to Milan
Francois Minchin as new director of
La Voce Del Padrone-Columbia-Mar-

coniphone (VCM). When Minchin
joined VCM in Jan., the firm’s catalog
was enriched by the addition of Lib-
erty Records, which VCM has been
promoting very well in Italy.

In a sense it was VCM that won this

year’s San Remo festival. “Addio
Addio” may have been the winner,
but two VCM recordings of runners-
up, “Tango Italiano” and “Quando
Quando Quando” by Tony Renis, did
far better in disk sales. VCM had a
similar experience last year with
“24,000 Kisses” by Adriano Celen-
tano and “Like A Symphony” by
Pino Donaggio. Both San Remo en-
tries placed after “A1 Di La,” the
number one tune, but not a big disk
success that year.
“A1 Di La,” however, became a big

hit in the U.S. this year via Emilio
Pericoli’s waxing on Warner Bros,
(from the soundtrack of “Rome Ad-
venture”). This surprised everyone in
the Italian disk business. It was the
biggest Italian-made success in the
U.S. since Domenico Modugno’s
“Volare” in 1958.
The question of Columbia Records

representation in Italy is still left un-
answered. The label recently ended
its ties with Philips in Italy, and has
left everyone guessing as to what
will be its move.
Durium this year no longer handled

the Top Rank label, which ceased op-
erations. Last winter, the label had a
big success with “La Ballata Della
Tromba.” Durium took over the for-
eign distribution of Clan, the label of
Adriano Celentano, except for Swit-
zerland and South America.
There were big changes at Melodi-

con (Philips Italiana) during the first

half of 1962, losing Columbia, but
getting Mercury and Interdisc.
Unexpected daily radio and TV ex-

posure on “Wheels” by Billy Vaughn
gave Decca Italia a big hit, as did the
label’s version by Caterina Valente,
whose disks, including her “Twisting
The Twist,” have been receiving a
sales impetus thanks to her many ap-

The Recording

Scene in itaiy

Today
(Written expressly for Cash Box by

Bruno Pozza of Ricordi)

Immediately after the war every
American song was a sure hit in all

Europe, and, on the contrary, quite
a few European songs had chance to
become hits in the States. From that
time many things and events have
occurred, and the situation has greatly
changed, with a remarkable advantage
for the European music. Of course,
the situation is very far from capsiz-
ing, but, instead of 8 songs out of 10,

the European charts present 3-4

American songs, and in many cases
the European recording is the cause
of the success (Italy: TOWER OF
STRENGTH, Germany: JOHNNY
WILL, France: THE LION SLEEPS
TONIGHT, etc.), while, few years
ago, the European recording was se-

cured only to fulfill a clause of con-
tract, and the songs were acquired
in consideration of their original rec-

ords. Now an American singer cannot
reach in Italy the figures of Adriano
Celentano or Tony Renis, and in the
last four years many European songs
have entered the American charts, and
even some European recordings have
done it: we remember VOLARE by
Modugno, TORERO by Carosone,
SEEMAN by Lolita and in the last
weeks STRANGER ON THE SHORE
by Mr. Acker Bilk and AL DI LA’ by
Emilio Pericoli.

As to Italy, an important reason for
such changement is the new way for
the Italian lyrics. Many years ago the
Italian words, with few exceptions,
were so bad that people preferred
not to hear them, and the difficulty

of the language, therefore, was non-
existent for foreign artists. In the
last few years (1958, Modugno), the
lyrics have been prepared with much
care and with new style, avoiding all

the old phrases which have now lost

any meaning, without forced rhymes,
following exactly with the verse ac-
cents the music rhythm. The best
examples are: VOLARE, AL DI LA’,
IL CIELO IN UNA STANZA, COME
SINFONIA, QUANDO . . . QUANDO
. . . QUANDO . . ., ROMANTICO
AMORE. In fact few young writers
(Chiosso, Migliacci, Mogol, Palla-
vicini. Testa, etc.) have started a
“new way,” and giving to the Italian
singers good Italian words, have
given them greater possibilities of
becoming popular in their country.

Italians inclination for music has a
great name all over the world; often,
during their voyages abroad, Italians
are asked to sing, since it is a general
understanding that Italians sing al-

ways well, and Italian music (both
classical and popular) is known every-
where music is played. Notwithstand-
ing that, Italian popular singers are
rather unknown abroad, and this is

because of the language. For pop
songs, indeed, lyrics are very impor-
tant, and the Italian language is un-
derstood in few countries. Some
Italian artists have broken this prob-
lem by force, as Emilio Pericoli and
Modugno, but they are two exceptions.
Now an important step is being taken
by Italian artists. Tony Renis, who
has iust recorded his last success,
“QUANDO . . . QUANDO . . . QUAN-
DO . . .”, in English, and MINA
who got the number one slot in Ger-
many with HEISSER SAND sung by
her in German language and not yet
released in Italy. Tony is not the first

singer to do so, others have done it

before: Caterina Valente, Connie
Francis, Marino Marini and many
others, but Tony Renis is starting a

new way. Valente, Connie Francis,

etc. recorded in languages of other

countries after having had a certain

success in these countries with records

in their original language. Tony Ren-
is, on the contrary, tries to have his

first success in the different countries

with the local languages. If he has
success, no doubt, he shall have many
imitators. He would open a period of

exportation of masters from Italy.

How The Common

Market Affects

Record Sales
(Written expressly for Cash Box by
Mr. R. Degoy, EMI liaison officer in

the common market)

We are pleased to publish this arti-
cle on The Common Market written
specially for Cash Box by Mr. R.
Degoy. EMI Liaison Officer in the
Common Market.
“The European Economic Com-

munity is the biggest single invention
of the post-war. It has in its scope
the gradual integration of the free
people of Europe in all their spheres
of activity, not only commercial as
the simpler name of “Common Mar-
ket” under which it is more widely
known would seem to indicate, but a
complete union of 170,000,000 people
and more to come.

Great Britain, Denmark, Norway
and several other countries are ex-
pected to join the European Eco-
nomic Community very soon (Greece
is coming as an Associate), and the
prospects are for a Common Market
of 250,000,000 people any time now.
But with its present six members,

Belgium, France, Germany, Holland,
Italy, and Luxembourg alone, the
Community is already the biggest im-
porter and the biggest exporter of
the world. One does not usually real-

ize for example that a member coun-
try like Holland is importing 49% of
all it consumes and exporting 51% of
all it produces. As a point of refer-
ence the United States imports 4%
of their needs and exports 5% of
their production.

In three years since its inception
the binding together of the six coun-
tries has seen a very large progress
in this trend: a 28% increase of
Trade with the outside world—a bal-
anced trade by the way where im-
portations equal exportations. The
community’s imports from the USA
alone increasing 40%, whilst in the
same period the USA imports from
other countries increased only by
19% and that of Great Britain by
17%.
At the same time the internal trade

between member states has increased
a whopping 78% and the standards
of living inside each member state
have made more progress than ever
before.

Such are the results. But what is

the secret of the community’s suc-
cess? The answer seems incredible
but it is “faith”; faith in pooling all

efforts and all resources—including
men—faith in avoiding conflicts, pov-
erty, war and misery. Faith in the
program of the community as written
in its charter:

Unite the people of Europe
Promote their economic and social

progress
Eliminate the barriers which divide
them

Improve their standards of living

and reach full employment
Hein the depressed area and pool

all resources
Defend peace and liberty

The beneficial climate of the com-
munity extends quite naturally to the

gramophone record. This climate fos-

ters the exchange of compositions,

artistes and muscians, a special

regulation having just liberated their

passing from state to state without

labor permits. It has increased and
will continue to spread the recordings

of one country into the other.

It does not mean that this will be

done at the detriment of the outside

countries—on the contrary; the pat-

tern of record imports and exports

with “third countries” is developing

along the usual line of larger ex-

change and more diffusion which
characterizes the life of the com-
munity.

And, by the way, the community
has already planned to lower the

tariff barrier on the finished records.”

Months
The record scene in Mexico in the

past twelve months has been domi-
nated by the artists of “the new
wave” as it was demonstrated by The
Best Sellers every week. Young sing-
ers as Enrique Guzman, Cesar Costa,'

Mayte, Angelica Maria, Los Rebeldes
del Rock, Los Teen Tops, Los Crazy
Boys, Paco Canedo and many others
have registered wonderful sales and
their records have been played con-
stantly on every radio station. The
most popular rhythms have been the
ballad, the twist and the bolero-
ranchero. The bolero-ranchero, a com-
bination of our folk music with the
latin rhythm named bolero, is meeting
a wonderful acceptance and artists

like Javier Solis, Jose Alfredo Jime-
nez, Juan Mendoza, Alvaro Zermeno,
Amalia Mendoza and some others are
on the top now. The pure bolero
rhythm, the same as the songs sung
by trios have almost disappeared from
the Mexican musical scene. However,
we think that both will return some
day. As to the tropical rhythm, things
are so-so but is earning more popu-
larity again in recent weeks. The
American music has earned much
popularity but sung in Spanish and
by Mexican artists of the “new wave.”
People like Nat ‘King’ Cole, Frank
Sinatra, Elvis Presley, Paul Anka,
Chubby Checker, Doris Day and many
others, are not as popular as they used
to be. The only one who is still con-
sidered an idol is Ray Conniff, who
increases his sales every day.

The most popular artists we have

had in the last twelve months are

more or less in this order: Javier So-

Hickory, Jubilee and Time Records.
Besides, Odeon (EMI representative)
arranged the representation of Lib-
erty. RCA is already planning the
first Warner Bros, releases, while
Disc Jockey arranged with Artone of
Holland and Continental of Brazil.

Music Hall started Reprise of the US
and Copacabana of Brazil, which was
previously held by Surco. The DGG
lines (Deutsche Grammophon, and
Polydor) changed their representa-
tive: now it is Philips, who’s also
with Mercury, and (through Polydor)
is enabled to release Peerless of Mex-
ico.

Three new companies started oper-
ating since July 1961: Producciones
Fermata, representing Cameo, Park-
way, Jamie and Ricordi, Producciones
10 and Tonodisc. One closed: Disco-
fonia.
One of the interesting points in the

market evolution is the appearance
of several high fidelity and stereo
good music records. The movement
was probably started by Microfon,
with the Audio Fidelity releases,
which met surprising success. Now,
Tonodisc is trying its Time and Series
70 records, while United Artists re-

ports the first Ultra Audio records.
In general, these releases are priced
higher than regular LP’s, but this

doesn’t seem to affect them very much.
Musidisc records are also running
very well.

The low price market has also con-
tinued growing: several Selection
LP’s have appeared, with good suc-
cess. RCA put to sale three Explo-
sives albums, with American and local
artists. Columbia hit the charts some
months ago with “Burbujas Musica-
les,” an album with good selection
and Coca-Cola cooperation. Disc
Jockey released several Compact 33’s
at 130 pesos, and reports good suc-
cess, too. On these days. Music Hall
is also putting to sale a “Promotional”
album.
The musical comedy field showed its

force when, some weeks ago, Colum-
bia put to sale its “West Side Story”

LP, with extraordinary success. There
are few musical comedy records, but
all of them sell well. Of course, Colum-
bia’s “My Fair Lady” is a standard.
There are two more versions of this
play, one also at Columbia (the Mexi-
can version, sung in Spanish) and
another one at Odeon Pops, recorded
at the National theatre, in Buenos
Aires.

There is one fact that makes every-
one wonder about music business : the
Reader’s Digest Classical Music Set
reports a sale of 120,000 sets up to
date, at the price of 2400 pesos each.
This should mean 1,200,000 LP’s in
one year! This fact should indicate
that regular record companies aren’t
still in touch with all the potential
customers. To solve this. Audio Fi-
delity has started an advertising cam-
paign in magazines and newspapers,
and it is supposed that several other
diskeries will do the same. Now,
Reader’s Digest is planning a new
Set. If it becomes a success, there
will probably be others in the market
soon. Up to now, the only company
to offer sets is RCA, who has the
“Spectacular Concert” box, and a de-
luxe seven record Beethoven set,

which sells very well, in spite of its

high price.

On the publishers side, there is a
movement towards local music. There
are two reasons: a) Local music has
proved to be commercially suitable for
other markets, b) In some cases,
American publishers ask too much for
the license of their tunes. It’s very
difficult for a tune to produce more
than $200 or $300 in royalties; thus,
if an American pubbery asks more
than that for a tune, the local pub-
bery will have to think a lot about
it before taking it. If this trouble
was softened, there surely would be
much more American music published
here, with better results.

Folk music has increased its force
even more during this period. Many
new groups have appeared. The most
important ones are Los Huanca Hua,
Los de Salta, Los Paranaseros and
Los Litorenos. Los Fronterizos, Los

Chalchaleros, Los Cantores de Quilla

Huasi, Atahualpa Yupanqui and
Eduardo Falu have maintained their

force, increasing it in some cases.

Many local vocal groups have
started trips to Europe and Latin
American countries. Los Cinco Latinos
started this with a two-year long tour.

Los Santos, Los TNT and now Los
Tres Sudamericanos have also tried,

with success. These tours start in

Spain and then continue in France,
Italy and sometimes Germany. It may
be supposed that, in the next twelve
months, many other artists will do
the same.

Television has become very impor-
tant in the last year. The growing

competition between Channels 7, 9,

11 and 13 has resulted in very good

programs that attract big audiences.

There are approximately 900,000 TV
sets in Buenos Aires, and about

60,000 more in Cordoba, Mendoza and

Mar del Plata, the other cities with

TV plants. Recently, the University

of Cordoba started the second TV sta-

tion in that city. Channel 10. The

other one, Channel 12, belongs to the

Goar Mestre net, as does Channel 13

of Buenos Aires. Television is now
a major factor in an artist’s popu-

larity, and is a must in every visit.

Regarding the language in which

tunes must be sung, the charts show

a majority of Spanish-sung songs.

This is not necessary when the tunes

are recorded by internationally famed
artists (Neil Sedaka, Paul Anka,

Adriano Celentano and now Bryan
Hyland) but Spanish lyrics are now
always done. In the past twelve

months, there have been few instru-

mental hits (Wheels, Midnight in

Moscow, Come September and Mexico)

and three twist hits, two of them by

Chubby Checker. There have been sev-

eral Italian hits, showing this type
of music doesn’t lose its popularity.
Twelve of the biggest smashes have
been produced locally, and at least
two of them have good International
possibilities.

Another important news in the pub-
lishers field have been the arrange-
ment between SADAIC (Argentine
Society of Composers) and the disk-
eries, regarding royalties for com-
posers, -which were raised from 3.33%
to 4%. Other big news is the possi-
bility of an arrangement between
SADAIC and Brazilian record pro-
ducers. Some years ago, SADIAC
gave its representation in Brazil to
BIEM, and the diskeries in that
country practically stopped recording
Argentine music, -with a great dam-
age to our composers. Now, it seems
that a complete arrangement is near.

Before writing this column, this
Cash Box representative visited the
diskeries, asking their toppers for
comments about the record scene in
Argentina. Some of them criticized
the record distribution organization in
the country, saying that there are
many dealers that are losing interest
in records, because they find little
earning in it. Thus, the music business
has concentrated into three or four
big stores, in Buenos Aires, and sev-

eral others that are still working hard.
In the opinion of one interviewed,
the record companies should encourage
people to get into the record business
and this would mean a big maket ex-
pansion. Another topper stated that
there are few good music records,
while still too many records are re-

leased without a good artistic back-
ground.
Regarding stereo, the market is be-

coming interesting. The main trouble—as in many other countries—is that
the equipment is still too expensive.
However, many people are turning to
stereo and this type of record always
sells well. The top mark for stereo
LP’s is, up to now, 8,000, and was
reached by Peter Appleyard’s “Per-
cussive Jazz.” Louis Armstrong’s
“Five Pennies,” a couple of years ago
also sold pretty well.
Another of the industry’s main

troubles (the recording equipment)
is also being solved. Both Columbia
and Sicamericana are finishing new
stereo recording studios, with up to
date equipment, which will allow
good records. Up to now, when good
sound was needed, some diskeries

had to record in Brazil, make the

stampers there, and then press the

records in Argentina. With the new
machinery, this will not be necessary.

visitor in Buenos Aires recently. Villareal spent several days in Argentina dis-
cussing the future action of Columbia in the Latin American markets, Europe
and Japan with his label’s people in this country and Peter de Rougemont,
Columbia’s vice-president for Latin America.
Mauricio Brenner, head of Fermata Publishers, unveiled several titles of the

tunes recorded in Spanish by Neil Sedaka for RCA Argentina. The songs are
“Soy El Amor,” local product composed by Ben Molar and Tavarola, “Recuer-
dos de Ipacarai,” Paraguayan tune also copyrighted originally by Fermata
Argentina and “My Yiddishe Momme.” As Fermata represents Aldon Music
in Argentina, it has the rights to the Greenfield-Sedaka productions, too.

Jose Ruzo of Edami Publishers (Southern Music Representative) expects
very much from “Cuando Calienta El Sol,” the Hermanns Rigual hit climbing

_.the charts in Italy. Microfon is releasing the Marcellos Ferial version, recorded
by Durium, and several local versions are expected. Ruzo also reported to Cash
Box that his pubbery has received several inquiries from other countries, re-
garding “la Quanta,” the rhythm created by Marco Marco and presented at
the last Mar del Plata Film Festival. Columbia has released the first “guanta”
in the Frank Ferrar version, and Ruzo was very satisfied with the arrange-
ment made by Ferrar. Several other recordings are due soon.

The recording companies arrived to an arrangement with the musicians’
union, raising their payment from 700 to 850 pesos for every two hour session.

•-This arrangement ended a long strike that obliged diskeries to release ex-
clusively foreign recordings, except those local products that had been recorded
before the strike.

Philips has started a daily-hour radio program on Radio Libertad, present-
ing the latest Philips releases. The title is “Casino Philips del Aire,” and it is
performed by Nicolas Mancera and Teresa Gutierrez.

Roberto Lambertucci reports that his pubbery, Neumann, has two new titles
to work on: “Sao Salvador” and “Marcha do Paredao.” Both originated in

Brazil, and have several recordings in that country. Spanish lyrics are being

others.

Michael Davis reports that the releases of Steve Lawrence on the Ariel label

Romiglio Giacompol of Smart Publishers reports that “Poema,” the Brazilian
hit controlled by his organization, will be published in Italy. Giacompol is also
seeking the way of promoting “When The Cats Come Twistin’ In,” a twist
version of “When The Saints . . ..” The tune has been waxed by the Mike
Pedicin group for ABC-Paramount in the States. Giacompol went to Sao Paulo,
Brazil, Aug. 4. He plans to spend several weeks there before returning to

"'Buenos Aires.

Julio Korn Publishers preparing the Spanish lyrics for “I Can’t Stop Lov-
ing You,” the big Ray Charles hit. Another good JK item is “No la Dejes
Irse,” the tune penned by Dean Reed. The waxing by Tony Vilar (Columbia)
has entered the charts, and this may mean a lot for the song.

Columbia is planning a campaign to introduce the “CBS” trade mark in
Argentina. In a few weeks, it will start legal actions to change the “Orfeo
ICFSA” name to “Discos CBS. SA.” In the next months, its records will be

,jlabeled (IBS Columbia, and then turned gradually to CBS. This is being done—according to the diskery—^to use only one name for Columbia records all
through the world.

More about Columbia: Los Dango Twins are continuing their series of
appearances on 'TV Channel 13, in Buenos Aires. Now they are performing
on the “Show Del Mediodia” TV’er. Julio Sosa has been inked by Channel 11
for the “Yo Te Canto Buenos Aires” program, while the Quinteto Real is al-
ready appearing in that program.

Rodriguez Luque, head of Disc Jockey, reports about a new release by Ro-
vmaua Farres, with two local tunes. One of them is titled “Cartas De Ayer,”
and was penned by two composers from Mar Del Plata, which is becoming a
good city for authors (Roberto Cambare with “Angelica,” Argentina’s latest
big hit, and Marco Marco, composer of “La Guanta” are also from there).

In Switzerland, a small country of
some 5% million inhabitants, there
are three officially spoken languages;
German in the northern, eastern and
central part; French in the western
region and Italian in the south. In the
pop field the record market varies
from territory to territory with each
area demanding hit records and stars
in its own language. EP’s and LP’s are
the strongest sellers. Instrumental re-

cordings, acceptable in all territories,

enjoy a large slice of the market and
local Swiss folk records are always in

demand. The latter, besides enjosdng
a sales boom during the tourist sea-
son, are much favored by the Swiss
themselves.

Musikvertrieb A.G. of Zurich,
headed by Mr. M. A. Rosengarten,
carefully plan new folklore recordings
every year. These are available on the
European Decca label and during the
past season the biggest hit in this
category has been “Steiner Chilbi.”
Besides being the exclusive Swiss rep-
resentative for Decca London, RCA,
Warner Brothers, Capitol, Dot, Im-
perial and Barclay, the activities of
Musikvertrieb include the wholesale
distribution of TV and radio sets; tape
recorders and juke boxes together
with their own publishing company.
Pop wise the company’s biggest
sellers in 1961-1962 have been “Good
Luck Charm’’ by Elvis Presley
(RCA); Le Petit Gonzales” by Dalida
(Barclay); “Geld wie Heu” by Gerd
Boettcher (Decca); “Legata a un
Granello di Sabbia” by Nico Fidenco
(RCA) and “Pepito” by Los Machu-
cambos (Decca). In the classical field
Musikvertrieb had a top seller with
celebrated pianist Van Cliburn and
the outstanding success of the Or-
chestre de la Suisse Romande under
the leadership of Ernest Ansermet is

further proof of the importance of
classical music in Switzerland. Sound-
track recordings from stage and
screen are popular—recent top sellers
being “High Society,” “The King And
I,” “Oklahoma,” “South Pacific” and
“Breakfast at Tiffinay’s.”

Approximately 75% of the records
sold in Switzerland are imported and
over 170 labels are represented. 'There
is, in fact, only one pressing plant in
Switzerland, that of Turicaphon. Es-
tablished over 30 years ago Turica-
phon undertake pressings for all in-

ternational marks including HMV,
Columbia, Decca, RCA, London and
Polydor. They also have their own
labels—Elite-Special and Austroton

—

represented in Switzerland by Musik-
vertrieb and exported to many in-

ternational markets. Last year saw
not only the modernisation of their
factory but also a considerable ex-
tension of the Turicaphon repertoire.
As well as an established sales or-
ganisation in Germany they have re-
cently set up a new company, Centro-
cord in Austria for the exploitation of
not only their own Elite-Special label
but many other marks including Sonet,
Storyville, Triola and Vogue.
American and British artistes are

also popular in Skitzerland. Jecklin &
Co. of Switzerland, who besides their
record and publishing activities have
one of the finest record shops, report
that the highly successful concert tour
by Ray Charles and The Modern Jazz
Quartet recently brought very good
sales for their respective disks. The
Ray Charles “Twist” L.P. on Atlantic
was the first twist disk to hit the mar-
ket. It was flown in direct from the
States late last year and sold almost
like a single. Cliff Richard with his
first German single won many new
Swiss admirers as did Sweden’s Siw
Malmkvist with her German record of
“Danke fur die Blumen.” One of the
biggest sellers of the past year was
“Baby Sitting Boogie” by Ralph Ben-
dix whilst Edith Piaf hit the packpot
in the French part of Switzerland
with “Je ne Regrette Rein.” With the
many Italians now working in Swit-
zerland (there are some 300,000 in

the German area alone) Italian disks
and singers are in demand. Tony
Dallara made a come-back with “La
Novia” and Adriano Celentano further

established his reputation in the
Swiss market.

Philips Records had a notable suc-
cess with “Lettera D’Amore by Italian
star Wilma de Angelis which was
awarded first prize at the 1961 Zurich
Song Festival. Pop wise the highlight
of the Philips year was the launching
in Switzerland of France’s No. 1 teen-
age start Johnny Hallyday. His mil-
lion selling disks “Viens Danser Le
Twist” and “Retiens La Buit” were
backed by personal appearances in
Lausanne, Geneva and Biene. Philips
have also enjoyed success with estab-
lished French artistes such as Georges
Brassens, Yves Montand, Henri Salva-
dor, Patachou, and Les Freres Jacques.
The Finsterwald and Cantacuzene,

Vogue S.A. and Editions de Belmont
Group of Companies also report a
successful year which included the ac-
quisition of Sinatra’s Reprise label for
the Swiss market. The first two com-
panies, whose principal activities are
the production and distribution of rec-
ords, have enjoyed chart success with
numbers such as “Ballata della
Tromba,” “Clair de lune a Maubeuge,”
“Midnight In Moscow,” “The Pepper-
mint Twist” and “Romeo.” Many for-
eign recording stars have found popu-
larity in Switzerland through these
companies notably Britain’s Petula
Clark and Kenny Ball; Joey Dee
(USA); Pape Bue (Denmark); The
Violents (Sweden); Les Copains
(France); Nini Rosso (Italy) and The
Cave Stompers (Germany). Besides
a healthy increase in turnover for the
year the Group report the growing
success of their low-priced series of
L.Ps which are becoming popular with
dealers. Editions de Belmont was the
sub-publisher of the best selling “Sucu
Sucu.”
Siemens (Deutsche-Grammophon)

is another company whose list of best
sellers represents a big tendency to

favour foreign stars with an accent.
The young American ex-GI Gus
Backus established himself in Swit-
zerland with his chart topping “Der
Mann Im Mond.” On the distaff side

The Benelux Record Scene during
season 1961/62 showed a rather seri-

ous fall in Belgium of single records
sales, which was not the case in Hol-
land. It was Chubby Checkeir (Let’s
Twist Again!) in particular and the
sudden popularity of the Twist in
general, who saved this dangerous
position somewhat. Since January it

was Joey Dee who had to be consid-
ered as King Of Twist in the Belgian
area.

All-time bestselling artists re-

mained Paul Anka, Elvis Presley, Cliff

Richard, Helen Shapiro, Brenda Lee,
Conny Froboess, Freddy Quinn, just
to mention some.
The Belgian Hit Parade was still

strongly influenced by the U.S. pop
market, especially in the Flemish part
of the country. Apart from the
(Dutch sung) number one hit “Och
Was Ik Maar,” not one original Flem-
ish song or a Flemish cover-version
of a foreign hit made the Top Three.
U.S. repertoire however has strong
competition in the Walloon part of

Belgium from French and home-made
products. German artists like Conny
Froboess, Peter Kraus, Rex Gildo and
Freddy Quinn are still popular, but

only in Flanders. On the other hand
there are a number of Belgian artists

who became very popular abroad,

such as The Cousins, Les Chakachas,

Louis Neefs, Jacques Brel.

There was a considerable increase

of LP-sales in Benelux, in both classi-

cal and popular flelds, and the general

education goes in the direction of

stereo LP’s, but rather slowly.

Singles are still solid sellers in

Holland, with sure signs of decrease

of interest for the American product

and an increase of interest for Euro-

pean artists (Cliff Richard, Shadows,
'

Helen Shapiro, Robertino, Conny
Froboess . . . ) . Home-made prod-

;

ucts, such as those of the Blue Dia-
monds, Anneke Grbnloh, Ria Valk,
Dutch Swing College Band, Malando,
Johnny Hoes and New Orleans Syn-L
copators are very popular, not only''

in Holland but also in many countries^
of the world. <

Returning to the Belgian record-
scene, we have to point out that the
cheap (single) records (sold at $0.80) •

did harm to the normally priced rec-

'

ords of the well-known labels, which 1

are sold at $1.30. This is absolutely I

too high. In fact, Belgium is the
European country with the highest
record-prices. This must be a result

of the very high taxes, a.o. There’s,
at first, 16% turnover tax on the
duties of the record (Holland: 4%).
Import-duties are: 16% on the in-

voice-price (Holland: 13.6%; for
countries, united in the E.E.G. even:
8.4%), plus 13% turnovertax also on
the invoice-price (Holland: 5%).
There are no export-duties. For sheet-
music there are the same duties. All
countries except America are con-
nected with the Berner Convention,
and this means that import-duties

have to be paid by the country of re-

ceipt. For the U.S., the invoice-price

must be increased with the copyrights

and on this amount, import-duties and
turnover taxes must be paid.

For season 1962/63 we predict an
increasing activity in the Benelux

record-market. Rock ’n’ Roll and Twist
will lose interest more and more, but

there will be an increasing demand
for good ballads, classical music, pop

,

music of higher standards than we
were used to in past years, jazz and
very probably Country & Western.

The national Philips’ sales organi-

van der Meer joined this company
IS its General Manager in 1961. He
;hinks that what he calls the “flexible
structure” of Philips’ Phonographic
Industries “results in a fine balance
Detween the requirements of national
narkets and the unifying effect offered
oy the Baarn international organiza-
don.”
On the Common Market prospects

in Europe Mr. Van der Meer’s views
are optimistic. His company has suc-
:eeded in promoting Dutch recording
talent, so far as its success is not

entirely dependent on the Dutch lan-
guage, in other countries by way of
the national Philips’ organisations.
The European Common Market will
in his opinion extend the possibilities
for the exchange of recording talent
between the participating nations. Mr.
Van der Meer sees immense advan-
tages in the “flexible structure” of
the Philips Record Group, which is

clearly well suited to make a rapid
exploitation of the European trends
of economic integration.
Mr. Van der Meer remains firm in

the belief that the growing economic
unity of Europe will not result in
something comparable to the vast,
unified market of the United States.
Between the European countries,
working together in economic affairs,

considerable differences caused by
language barriers, national outlooks,
and national mentalities will persist.
One has to recognise this and then to
understand thoroughly the mosaic of
European attitudes: this will even-
tually prove the key to good business
results.

There is, moreover, another signifi-
cant difference between the United
States and Europe, in particular vis-
a-vis the promotion of records. “The
European TV and radio,” Mr. Van
deer Meer points out, “is largely non-
commercial.” Promotion of and public-
ity for records in Europe call for
different methods. I sometimes have
the feeling that American people con-
cerned in the record industry do not
always fully recognise that in their
dealings with Europe.”
There are a thousand record shops

in the Netherlands (population 11.5
million). Contacts between manufac-
turers, importers and dealers are in-
tensive. “Dutch dealers, who sell other
electrical and electronic commodities
too, have discovered the value of their
record departments as a means of
attracting a consistently large flow
of potential customers,” says Mr. Van
der Meer. “Since buying records in
the Netherlands (as in the other
European countries) entails a far
bigger investment for most people
than it does for Americans, due to
differences in wage-levels, the Dutch
prefer to scrutinize, undisturbed, the
record stocks in a dealer’s shop before
carefully making their final choice.
There are at least a hundred Dutch
shops selling records only.”
The General Manager of N.V. Phon-

ogram is proud of his market. “Dutch
buying interest in the classical reper-
toire is still growing. We have loyal
collectors of American pops, French
chansons, old and new jazz. But the

Dutch popular artists themselves draw
many followers, a fact which explains
the big turnover in the teenager type
of music. At the same time, this turn-
over is symptomatic of the good eco-
nomic conditions at present prevailing
in the Netherlands.”

THE BRITISH PHILIPS
ORGANISATION

It all started with PB.IOO. This
heavy 78 rpm shellac was the first

record ever made and issued by Philips
Records Ltd., the British national
organisation.
That was in January 1953, and the

release for that month totalled 8
records! In January, 1962 this same
company issued 33 LP’s, 10 EP’s and
21 singles.
The staff numbered 25 in 1953 and

records were pressed by an independ-
ent company. But things have changed
in the intervening 9 years. The staff

now numbers over a 100. The factory
is no longer independent but a fully
integrated part of Philips Records
Limited employing over 300 people
and making millions of records per
year in the most modem conditions.
It has one of the most modern electro-

plating processes in Europe. In fact,

today. Philips Records Limited is one
of Britain’s major record companies,
releasing records on five individual
labels.

The facade of Philips Records Lim-
ited’s London headquarters. Stanhope
House, is cream and calm, a 19th
century building humming with 20th
century activity.

Here records are planned and pro-
duced, contracts are signed, sleeves
are designed and ideas become re-
corded realities. Stanhope House is

the headquarters of a nationwide sell-

ing force responsible for distribution
of hundreds of new recordings each
month. It houses a busy Advertising
and Publicity Department, an Export
Department that distributes British-
made recordings throughout the world.
Exploitation and Sales Promotion De-
partments, as well as a modern studio
where some of the greatest artists of
our time have put their talent on
record.

Stanhope House also boasts a splen-
did conference room with a spectac-
ular view over Hyde Park. This lovely
room is the scene of receptions and
press parties for visiting recording
celebrities.

In 1959 a new decentralized system
of distribution was introduced and the
company now has one of the most
efficient services to dealers in the
country. Four depots—at Croydon,
Leeds, Birmingham and Manchester—provide a positive link with retail
outlets and a consequent link with the
record buying public. Southern Eng-
land, the Midlands, Northern Ireland,
Northern England and Scotland are
serviced from these local depots and
representatives and salesmen based
at these depots operate locally. This
system of direct distribution affords
a speedy supply of record stocks, in-
formation, and promotion material to
retailers.

Speaking of the success of Philips
Records Ltd. and its growth from a
small company to a major force in the
British record industry, the General
Manager, Mr. Leslie Gould, said:

1962 has been a very bad year, it

is the general feeling here. January
started unusually good and record

people expected 1962 to be a very
good year, but February to May saw
a down period such as never before.

In June, biz looked like it was going
up a little again, but if it will be
permanent or not remains to be seen
when the new season starts in middle
of August.
Now, in the middle of July, Sweden

is a “closed” country. Offices still

opening, run with an absolute mini-
mum of people, factories who could,

have closed during the last three
weeks of July, and thousands and
thousands of Swedes on vacation are
complaining about the daily rain.

In exchange, one can hear more
foreign languages than Swedish on
the street and in the shops in Stock-
holm and one or two other big cities

in Sweden these days. The record

industry is aware of the invasion of

foreign tourists, and the number of

so called souvenir records grows

bigger and bigger every year. No
doubt, there is a good market for

those records, but on the other hand,

only a few cities get the advantage

of any great number of tourists,

which limits the sale.

There is no cooperation between
government radio or TV in Sweden
and the record companies. An evening

paper, with great sympathies for the

ruling social democratic party, has

a columnist who has got the word
“promotion” on his brain, and this

on the other hand, has frightened the

government non-commercial station so

much that they have found it neces-

sary to start censoring show pro-

grams, to make sure that an artist

is not singing a song he/she just

recorded. Due to this, visiting foreign

artists have nothing to do in Swedish
TV, unless they agree not to sing
their most recent recordings. This
situation, which makes things a little

chaotic, has kept the Swedish TV
viewers from seeing visiting artists

such as Bobby Vee, Connie Francis,

Paul Anka, etc., etc.

Sweden is a country not limited

to its own language. In fact, judging
from the opinion of today’s young
record buyers, it rather hurts than
helps a record if it is in Swedish
language. However, there are almost
regularly at least one, sometimes two
Swedish songs among the Top Ten
in the Charts.

It might not be of particular in-

terest to the music trade, but it very
well shows the tendencies during 1962
when studying a report from Stock-
holm, showing how much or little

money people spent on entertainment
during the first three months of the
year. It was reported that the num-
ber of admission tickets to cinemas,
show theatres, dance and sport events
during January-March 1962 was
2,417,000 against 2,643,000 during the
same period 1961. The worst month
was February when 773,000 tickets
were sold against 880,000 in February
1961. All these figures are from Stock-

holm only, and have nothing to do

with record biz, but the general tend-

encies can be seen, and it is obvious

that if there had been available sta-

tistics from the record companies, the

result would have been about the

same.

Knappupp Sweden's Show Business Empire

From A Novelty Act And
An Acrobatic Act Came
Sweden's Multi-Million

Dollar Show Business And
Record Empire.

STOCKHOLM — AB Knappupp, a
leading Swedish showbusiness organi-
zation, celebrates its 10th birthday
this year, after a decade of enormous
progress.
On October 10, 1952, Knappupp

started its activity with a small show,
which was the first “crazy-entertain-
ment” in Sweden. The show cost

$10,000 to produce and went on to set

new records in Swedish theatre busi-
ness. And yet, this was only the start.

Today every seventh Swede sees one
of Knappupp’s shows or musicals, and
the company sells more than half
a million records every year, a huge
figure for a country with a population
of only seven million. It means that
every 14th Swede buys a Knappupp
record every year. Comparing figures
with a record company in the U.S.
this would mean an annual sale of
approximately 13 million records a
year.

In addition to their own recordings,
Knappupp distributes such American
labels as Dot, Imperial, Kapp and
Request, and the Danish Triola label.

The music taste in Sweden is some-
what similar to that in the States,
which means that Pat Boone, Fats
Domino, Billy Vaughn, Rick Nelson,
Brian Hyland, Roger Williams, and
others, are very popular in Sweden.
Knappupp also has its own booking

agency, and is looking forward to
booking its American recording artists
to the Swedish audiences. The propa-
ganda value in such a personal ap-
pearance was shown very well in

1960 when Pat Boone visited Sweden
and gave a couple of concerts ar-
range by Knappupp. The great suc-
cess during his visit raised the sales
figures of his records tremendously.

MEET FELIX ALVO

Felix Alvo, president of AB Knapp-
upp was born in Njurunda, northern
Sweden, on February 9, 1918. He
entered this world as Felix Alvar
Johansson, a name he continued to
use during many years when he
worked at factories but had secret
dreams about joining a touring circus.

In the early 40’s, he started a
trapeze act with his brother, and the
two began to get small engagements
as The Red Devils, in smaller spots
in northern Sweden. But in 1944 his
brother was hurt in an accident dur-
ing the act, and Felix began looking
for a new act.
When the swinging mast artist

Captain Willners was killed in Ar-
boga, Alvo bought his 115 ft. swing-
ing mast for $300. With this move,
the name Alvar was terminated.

2400 spectators every night watch
the shows at this tent theatre, which
during the five month summer season
tours all of Sweden, visiting 67 cities.

It means great publicity for Knapp-
upp’s phonograph records, declares

Felix Alvo, president of the company,
also the owner of Stockholm’s second
biggest independent theatre where the
walls are covered with publicity ma-
terial about Knappupp’s Swedish and
American record stars.

In his place came “the King of the
Swinging Mast, Captain Felix Alvo”—“the most daring act you’ve ever
seen

;
you don’t believe your eyes,” the

advertisement said. Felix Alvo soon
became one of the busiest artists in
Sweden, and the whole theatre world
of Europe tried to get his signature
on a contract.

After five years, in 1950, he re-
turned from a six months tour of
England. His risky act had given him
a “nice” Bank account, and a desire
to make more money in show biz, but
in a less risky wav.
The swinging mast business had

mainly been a summer season job.
The Swedish winter is no ideal time
for such events. However, Felix Alvo
had been busy in show biz in winters
as well. Every New Year’s Eve he
would hire amusement halls and ar-
range New Year Shows around mid-
night. At one of those shows, he had

Alvo, when he was known os

Felix Alvar, the daring young

hired a young pianist and singer
named Povel Ramel.
Ramel and Alvo soon began dis-

cussing business ideas. Ramel had
his own group of artists and a style
of his own. A stage show with this
group was planned. With Alvo’s
$10,000 the show opened at Lorens-
berg Theatre in Gothenburg on Octo-
ber 10, 1952. And the rest is history.
Sweden had a new show style, which
had come to stay. The show was so
different that all its artists became
famous overnight.

Felix Alvo gave up his swinging

mast act, but his reputation had flown

all over the world. He still receives

letters from show biz people in the

United States, who would like to hire

Captain Felix Alvo and his act. But
he no longer takes such bookings.

Handling Sweden’s biggest show biz

organization and always looking for

new contracts from abroad is more
than a full time job. And in addition

he no longer has the mast. He did keep

it during the first years with Knapp-
upp, in the event things didn’t turn

out the way he had expected. But it

wasn’t long before he realized that

Knappupp had become the kind of

organization that would survive. Then
and only then did he sell the mast.

The former factory worker had estab-

lished himself as a show biz king,

running theatres, tent shows, record

companies, a booking agency, film

company, juke box dept., etc.

It is well worth noting that Knapp-
upp came up with new ideas, thanks

to the young people behind it when
it started. Povel Ramel was 30, Felix

Alvo was 34, when the whole thing

started. Today they are ten years

older, but as Povel Ramel recently

put it: “Building up this organization

has kept us young, as we have not

had much time to celebrate birth-

Gold For Pat Boone

When Stig Wallgren, publicity man
of AB Knappupp, visited Hollywood
in July 1959, he had the pleasure of
presenting Pat Boone with a Gold
Disk for the sale of his “Love Letters
In the Sand,” which sold over 100,000
copies in Sweden.
Knappunp engaged itself in several

campaigns to make Pat Boone one of
the most popular record artists in
Sweden. Among others, there was a
Pat Boone fan-club formed in coop-
eration with a weekly magazine. The
fan-club got several thousand mem-
bers in almost no time at all.

line, he also wrote his own songs, not
the conventional type of pop songs,
“but very good numbers,” his friends
said. They advised him to contact a
record company.
Young Povel had a song, “Johans-

son’s Boogie Woogie Waltz,” an old-
fashioned waltz with a boogie woogie
beat and comedy lyrics. He went to
a record company, presented the song
and wondered. Since most companies
felt his material was not commei’cial,
he had to keep on trying new com-
panies.

Three years later, EMI recorded
the song on its His Master’s Voice
label, sung by Povel himself. The
boogie woogie waltz quickly became
one of the milestones in the Swedish
record biz history.
A Povel Ramel song was considered

“different,” but at the same time it

had hit possibilities.

Back in the days when only 78 rpm
records existed, it was understood
that a 10" record was the only type
of release with which to get a top
seller. A 12" record was considered
more difficult, and no one tried it.

Until Povel made his “The Grasan-
klingsblues” (The Grass Widower’s
Blues). The lyric, half in English,
half in Swedish was “typically
Ramel” but music specialists agreed
that the composition could just as
well been signed W. C. Handy or any
other of the famous blues composers.
And it was recorded as a 12" record.
It became a top seller in no time at
all.

Povel Ramel was often heard on
radio, in fact so often that SBC de-

cided to give him a full-time job. He
got his own room, his own desk and,
since SBC was a government com-
pany, he got himself a life-time job.

However, six months later, he left

SBC, officially to make a trip to the
Pacific. The result of the trip was
new songs in which Ramel in his own
way described such places as Ceylon
and Bangkok and the Pacific Islands.

After starting Knappupp with
Felix Alvo, Povel has been a star in

the stage shows, in films and in many
tent tours. New songs, new records,

mainly from the shows, had hit big

in Sweden. One of them deserves spe-

cial mention. It was “Naturbarn”
(Nature Boy) and it came from a
show at a time when the world had
just began to take to calypso music.
At the opening show, “Naturbarn”
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The Motion Picture

Adventures Of Knappupp

AB Knappupp went into film pro-
duction at an early stage of its ex-
istence. So far, the company has made
seven feature films, all of which have
been great successes and Knappupp
has since become a well established
name in the film biz as well as in
music trade.

However, with the Knappupp films
being made primarily with Knapp-
upp’s own artists, they have all been
a mixture of comedies and musicals.
The top success was “Ra-Ta-Taa”
(hard to translate but the title refers
to the sound of the trumpet blowing
before the battle starts). Many critics

considered this film one of the fun-
niest ever made in Sweden, and based
on its great success, the audience
must have felt the same way.
For the last two years, Knappupp

has not made any new films. Cash Box
asked Felix Alvo: Is it because of the
much criticized entertainment taxes
or because of the competition from
other media such as TV?
“Not at all. The audience always

appreciates a good film. But we have
been too busy in other areas of show-
business and as a result have not had
time for films. But at the moment we
are planning to return to the film biz
again.”

Besides their own film produc-
tion, Knappupp is also importing films
to Sweden, among others, they have
been very successful with several
Italian imports during recent years.

was a typical song of around three
minutes in length. But during each
performance, Povel added new gags
to the song, and when the show closed,
the song took about 15 minutes.
Everybody agreed that with this song
Povel Ramel had managed to “kill”
calypso music in one of the most out-
standing performances ever seen on
a Swedish stage.
The vice-president in AB Knappupp

is also a very busy man, even if he
does not personally appear in every
new Knappupp show. But he is the
author of most of the numbers, which
is the best guarantee of the “genuine
Knappupp style” which is a tradition
in today’s show biz life in Sweden.

During the winter of 1961-62 Felix
Alvo and Knappupp entered the more
serious stage of the show world by
presenting “My Fair Lady” at the
Circus Theatre in Gothenburg. An-
other success was added to the many
others Knappupp has achieved since
its inception.
When “My Fair Lady” had closed,

Felix Alvo packed his trunks and
went to New York. However, people
in record business did not see too

much of him during his stay, since

he was spending most of his time on
Broadway trying to see as many
plays and shows as possible.

Will this be the next department

Successful in so many other fields
of showbusiness, it was no surprise
when it was announced that the
Knappupp organization was forming
its own record department and was
calling it Knappupp Records.
Almost from the very start, Knapp-

upp began to press and distribute the
American Dot label in Sweden. Kapp
followed shortly thereafter and later
Imperial. The latter, however, was
called California Records here, since
the German label Imperial already
had the name registered. Close co-
operation with Morks Musikforlag in
Copenhagen (handling the above
American labels in Denmark), added
the Danish Triola label to those han-
dled by Knappupp. A couple of Ger-
man labels, Bella Musica and Jupiter,
were also added to the list, in addition
to the American Request Records.
Knappupp always tried to use new

and fresh ideas. And of course, they
also tried new ways to sell records.
If a weekly magazine could have “re-
salers,” working on a commission
basis at working places such as fac-
tories, etc., why not sell records the
same way. Knappupp tried it, and dis-

covered it was a very good idea. Many
peonle, who for one or another reason
considered a visit to a record shop
inconvenient, had nothing against
buying a record where they worked.
Knappupp noticed growing sales not
only for the Swedish Knappupp label,

but also for those American and
European labels they handled.

It is no doubt that these “new
methods” were unusual. For some
reasons, there is a feeling that records
sale should be limited to record shops

of the Knappupp concern? Cash Box
asked Felix Alvo.
“The Swedish people are by tradi-

tion very theatre conscious. They ap-
preciate a good play, and when such
a play is presented, nothing can keep
them away from the theatre. Our ex-
periment with “My Fair Lady” con-
vinced me that here is something well
worth every possible attention. A
good play, a good musical, a good
show . . . why shouldn’t Knappupp
do its best to give the audience ex-
actly what it likes most?”
To this can be added that “Carni-

val” is next on Knappupp’s schedules.
When and where the musical will be

presented, is not yet known.

by specialists who know the trade,
but on the other hand, it is also ob-
vious that every trade has to find new
ways in stimulating public interest.

The present situation in the record
trade in Sweden makes it necessary
for record people to do their best to
meet competition, and the step taken
by Knappupp might only be one of
many ways which has to be taken
sooner or later.

Rack sales, record clubs offering
records via mail order sale to mem-
bers, and many other things have
been tried during the past 12 months.
More advertising than before, use of
commercial radio stations, are other
new methods tried.

Felix Alvo has explained Knapp-
upp’s search for new ways to stimu-
late the interest in records by saying:
“In these days, when modern devel-
opments have made it easier and more
comfortable for people to go from one
continent to another, it seems neces-
sary to have every other industry fol-

lowing. There might be plenty of
record shops, but it is still an effort

for people to stop at a retail shop.
Naturally, it is more convenient if

they can be offered the new record
releases at their doorsteps, more or
less. And I think our use of ‘resalers’

at factories is something like that.
They get the new records just as easy
and regularly as they get their salary
checks, and I have discovered that it‘

is a method that pays. We have in-

creased our sales figures even in a
time when there is a general recession
all over the record trade. But Knapp-
upp is of course not satisfied with
using these methods only. Like every-
thing else, we have to improve and we
will certainly keep our eyes open for
any new ideas that can be of use.” <

So far, AB Knappupp has been able
to present its artists with three Gold
Disks. Pat Boone got one for “Love
Letters In the Sand” (Dot) in 1959,
Martin Ljung one for his satirical
“Rock-Fnykis” (Knappupp) in 1960
and Robertino one for his “O Sole
Mio” (Triola) in 1961. All those for
the sale of 100,000. Knappupp looks,
for every opportunity possible to add
humor to a situation. When in 1961
the company discovered that one of
its recordings had sold 50,000, and
since this record had Martin Ljung
on one side and Povel Ramel at the
back side, they said: “Martin has sold
50,000, actually Povel must also have
sold 50,000,” so Knappupp pressed a.
Gold Disk, and gave one half to each
of the two artists.

The Swedish charts had 49 songs
among the Top Ten during the first 26
weeks of the year. Only few of them
continued as top sellers for more than
a month, very many appeared in the
charts only one week, after which they
disappeared from the charts as well
as record shops.
“Walk On By” started selling in

Sweden in beginning of March, and
continued at the charts for 15 weeks,
of which it held the No. 1 spot for four
weeks. It was the Leroy Van Dyke re-
cording on Mercury who made the
money in Sweden. Publisher: Ivan
Mogull & Sweden Music.

“Zwei kleine Italiener” or “Tina and
Marina,” Germany’s contribution to
the Luxembourg song festival this
year did very well for 11 weeks. Most
of the money went to the original Ger-
man version with Conny on Columbia,
but a local recording with two new-
comers who called themselves Tina
and Marina (on Karusell) shared in
very well. Publisher: Sweden Music.

“Good Luck Charm,” the Elvis Pres-
ley record was No. 1 for eight weeks,
and still among the top sellers when
the first half year ended. Publisher:
Belinda (Scandinavia) AB.

“Let’s Twist Again” appeared among
the top ten for 16 weeks, which is the
most any song managed during 1962.
The record as well as the dance got
plenty of promotion by Twist compe-
titions arranged all over Sweden,
among others by the publisher of this
Chubby Checker recording, Belinda
(Scandinavia) AB.
“Don’t Read the Letter...” is an

Norway is diiferent from the other
Scandinavian countries as far as the
sources for the pop music taste is

concerned. Local radio stations or TV
has very little to do with the records
the Norwegian asks for. On the other
hand, the continental commercial Ra-
dio Luxembourg plays a great part
as almost everybody listens to the
stations, and particularly the “Top
Twenty” program. A record on Lux-
embourg’s Hit Parade almost auto-
matically becomes a top seller also in
Norway. This on the other hand, gives
records from other parts of the
world, including Norwegian records,
very little chance to become top sell-

ers. And since German and French
records, only occasionally are played
over the Luxembourg station, those
records also find Norway a difficult

market.
In 1962, a record company, Egil

Monn Iversen A/S, decided to break
this influence from Luxembourg. The
company started a series of Nor-
wegian recordings, planning to do its

best to present Norwegian recordings
of almost every song that is trans-
lated into Norwegian. This might be
a daring step as any local recording
costs money to make, but if nobody
buys it, due to the Luxembourg sta-
tion, it might be a bad affair. How-
ever, the more Norwegian recordings
there are at the market, the more
local records the local radio and TV
stations have to choose from, and this

might very well create a new interest

among the teenage record buyers.

Naturally, Egil Monn Iversen A/S
is not the first company to make
local recordings. There are more than

20 labels making pop records in Nor-
wegian, and if they are lucky, this

might help to get more local songs

on the charts, and perhaps also help

to make the Norwegian charts more
individual than they are now, when
the Norwegian Top Ten looks more
or less as a carbon copy of Radio

Luxembourg’s.

The general feeling is that 1962 has

been a year with just as good sales
results as any other year, according
to record executives in Helsinki.

There is at least one remarkable
difference between Finland and the
other Scandinavian countries. A rec-
ord with good sales possibilities must
be in Finnish language. On the other
hand, the song could be from almost
anywhere in the world, but generally,
a good Finnish-language version has
better sales possibilities than any
foreign record. However, there are
some American artists with top popu-
larity, as Elvis Presley and Paul
Anka, but looking at the Finnish
charts, these and a few others seem
to be the only exceptions. There have
been months when all ten records in
the Top Ten chart has been either
Finnish songs or Finnish versions of
foreign songs.

Finland has three different TV sta-
tions, one government non-commer-
cial, one private commercial and one
government commercial. The commer-
cial stations have done much to help
record trade. Since it is a commercial
station, they can offer better payment
to foreign artists than the non-com-
mercial ones, and despite the fact that
Finland is a comparatively small
country, the Finnish TV has been pre-
senting several very expensive inter-

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national artists. Record companies
have their own programs over the
commercial stations. “At the start it

cost us a lot of money, but now we
can see how it has begun to pay,” it,,

has been said.

There is no commercial radio in
Finland at the moment, but it is be-
lieved that there will be so in the
near future. In Finland, everybody,
including the government, has had
good experiences from the commer- '

cial TV stations, which might help
very much, it is believed.

show any imposing figures. A Gold
Disk is awarded after the sale of
35.000. Since 1945 only three Gold
Disks have been awarded.

Finland is a two language country,

with Finnish as main language in

most parts of the country and Swedish
in many parts of southwestern Fin-*

land. However, records are made al-

most only in Finnish, while Swedish

language records are imported from
Sweden.

With one exception, all music pub-

lishers in Finland are also record

companies. On the contrary, there are <

three or four record comapnies who
are not active in publishing biz.

Except for the Finnish TV, people

in southern Finland, including Hel-

sinki, can easily watch Russian TV
from Tallin in Estonia. Estonian

language is not too difficult to under- .

stand for Finns.

DENMARK...
1962 has not been as good as other

years, but on the other hand, there is

no reason to panic. Danish record
companies, particularly those -with
American contacts, are complaining
about the difficulties of competing
with European artists these days.
Denmark is a good sales possibility
for records, and European recording
artists know it. However, government
non-commercial stations (radio and
TV) depend on licenses, and they of-
fer comparatively small sums to art-
ists appearing there. European artists,

however, have long ago discovered
that what they might lose on a p.a.
in Danish TV, they will get back
twice on the sale of their records.
Actually, Danish TV is able to pre-
sent top European names almost
regularly, and the sales charts (for
records) has almost 90 per cent Euro-
pean artists on the top. Only Ameri-
can artist managing to get among the
top ten during first hafi of 1962 was
Chubby Checker who came sixth with
“Let’s Twist Again.”

Radio and TV is government con-
trolled and non-commercial. The com-
mercial station Radio Merkur has
been stopped by a new law, forced
upon Denmark by Sweden who could
not face competition from a commer-
cial station and decided to stop it by
a new law. However, as often before,
it was considered better that the sug-
gestions came from Denmark, and
actually. Danish government was the
first in Scandinavia to present such a
law to its Parliament. However, all

this happened when Denmark has had
such commercial stations for many
years, and the Prime Minister himself
had been using the commercial sta-
tion, among others for charity pro-
grams. But on the other hand, Sweden
had just got its commercial problems,
which makes this Danish “law” so
difficult to understand, for the Danes.
This, together with other things like

the one year old “Danish” law that
prohibits tax free sale of alcohol and
tobacco in any quantity on the ferries

between Denmark and Sweden, cer-

tain different ideas of how to run an
air-line (Scandinavian Airlines Sys-
tem), etc., has not made Swedes too
popular among Danes. One can see

it from daily papers, from stage
shows where every chance is taken
to ‘say how we feel about our beloved
neighbour,’ as a Dane put it. However,
officially, the cooperation is the very
best between the two countries.

TV-wise, there is an inter-Scandi-
navian cooperation known as Nordvi-
sion, Denmark, however, has nothing
against an artist singing the songs
he/she just recorded, while this is

considered one of the deadliest sins in

Swedish TV, where there is a censor-
ship of the artists’ repertoire. The
fact that Swedish record companies
have taken advantage of Danish TV
shows over Nordvision, advertising
the release of the record and song
heard in a certain program, has been
considered “promotion” by the
Swedes, who think such promotion
belongs in a commercial station and
not on a government station. This
has resulted in very few Danish show
programs being accepted by Swedish
TV in recent months, while, in the
name of the cooperation, more and
more so called cultural programs
from Denmark has found its way to
Sweden.

“Schwarze Rose, Rosemarie” topping
the charts during the first six months
with 22 weeks on the charts. A Ger-
man recording with Peter Kraus on
Polydor was the best selling version,

but a local recording with Gustav
Winckler on Tono helped a lot. Danish
publisher: Multitone.

“Elisabeth-Serenade,” again a Ger-
man recording (Gunter Kallman-
Choir/Polydor) became a top seller.

The song originates from England,
but it sifted with the German ver-
sion. Made 21 weeks on the charts, of
them it spent nine weeks as No. 1.

Danish publisher: Imudico A/S.

“Walk On By” started with Leroy
Van Dyke on Mercury, but a record-
ing with popular Danish teenage
group The Clifters on Philips came
out and took over the sale. When
June ended, this was second on the
charts, and one can expect it to be
a good seller for several weeks more.
Danish publishing rights held by Ivan
Mogull Music/Sweden Music in Stock-
holm.

“The Young Ones” has been Cliff

Richard’s (Columbia) top seller of
1962, and it was still topping the
charts when the first half year ended.
So far, the record has been on the
charts for 20 weeks. Danish publisher:
Dacapo Musikforlag.

“Mandalay,” yes, it is Kipling’s
poem “On the Road to Mandalay,”
here a little ‘modernized’ for today’s
ears, was the top seller when 1962
started in a local recording with Four
Jacks on Odeon. No publisher has
claimed the rights for this version.

“Let’s Twist Again” came with
Chubby Checker on Columbia and one
can say it really introduced Twist in
Denmark, Appeared at the charts for
12 weeks and was used by dance-
schools in Denmark for lessons in the
new dance. Publisher for Denmark:
Belinda (Scandinavia) AB.
“You Can Have Her” started in

Sweden in a recording with Anita
Lindblom on Fontana. Swedish-lan-
guage records, by tradition, have diffi-

culties to become top sellers in Den-
mark, but here was one of these rare
exceptions. Anita’s Swedish version of
this American song sold so well that
it got Gold Disks in both Sweden
and Denmark. Danish publishing
rights controlled by Ivan Mogull
Music and Sweden music in Stock-
holm.

“Django” is the only Danish song
which has been successful enough to
appear among the top ten of the year.
The song was composed by one of
the members of the popular group.
The Clifters, who recorded it on
Philips, so well that it appeared on
the charts for eleven weeks. Pub-
lisher: Multitone.

“Zwei kleine Italiener” was Ger-
many’s entry at this year’s Eurovision
Song Festival at Luxembourg last
March. It was one of the few songs
with appeal to the pop market, and
has also became a top seller in most
European countries. Conny Froboess,
who sang it in Luxembourg, recorded
it for Columbia, and so far the record
has been on the charts for 12 weeks
and still seems to do good. Danish
publisher: Sweden Music, Stockholm.

“La Novia” or “Dybt i min drom” in
Danish, is a song originating from
Brazil. It has been on charts for 10
weeks when June ended, best sellers
are two domestic recordings, Lis
Bjornholt on Odeon and Poul Bund-
gaard on Polyphon. Danish publisher:
Stockholms Musikproduktion, Stock-
holm.

It is no surprise that there are only
one American recording among those
Top Ten during the first six months
of 1962. In Denmark, compared with
other European countries, p.a.’s of the
recording artists plays a great part

in the sales statistics. A recording
artist coming to Denmark, appearing
in local TV shows, etc., can expect a
good record sale, while those not com-
ing has to accept that their versions
are beaten by recordings with local
artists. In Europe, most of the artists
have began to realize this fact, and
Danish TV can get almost any high-
paid artist for almost nothing as they
know that whatever they loose on the
TV show, they’ll get it back on the
sale of the records. As seen from
above statistics, not even Elvis Pres-
ley managed to get any of his record-
ings among the top ten throughout
the first six months, while he might
be able to get his “Good Luck Charm”
there before the year is over. This
record held the third place on the
charts as when June ended.
The points listed above is the re-

sult of a survey of the Danish best
selling charts week by week since
the start of 1962. The song holding
the first place got ten points, nine
points for a second place down to
one point for a 10th spot. Adding to-
gether the points, the result above
appeared.

This survey deals with the best sell-
ing songs, not with the artists.

SALES
The general consensus of opinion

expressed by Canadian record industry
chiefs concerning the past twelve
months is that the period has been
comparatively successful. Sales of sin-
gles maintained a satisfactory level
throughout the period.

It should be pointed out that a “hit”
in Canada, where singles are con-
cerned, averages about 35,000 sales.
By comparison with the market in the
United States this figure represents
about the same level of a city the size
of Detroit. In the past twelve months
the average sales mark has been sur-
passed frequently, supporting the con-
tention that the period was a com-
paratively successful one. “PEPPER-
MINT TWIST” by JOEY DEE on
ROULETTE; “I CAN’T STOP LOV-
ING YOU” by RAY CHARLES on
SPARTON (Sparton’s HAROLD
POUNDS calls the Charles disk the
biggest item his firm has handled since
“DIANA” by PAUL ANKA) “BIG
BAD JOHN on COLUMBIA by JIM-
MY DEAN and “LITTLE BITTY
TEAR” by BURL IVES on DECCA
all soared well over the average sales
mark. These and many other items
showed tremendous staying power,
turning up near the top of sales fig-

ures for their respective companies
month after month. Seasonal slumps
were not nearly as serious over the
past twelve months as they had been

in time past.

PROMOTION
The smaller volume of business on

the overall scene in Canada dictates

that promotion and sampling pro-

grams must also be operated on a

smaller scale. The number one chan-

nel of exposure for the manufacturers

and distributors in Canada, as most
everywhere else, are the broadcasters.

For the most part excellent relations

exist between the two. There are some

minor points of difference. On one

hand some of the broadcasters claim

that the manufacturers and distribu-

tors should supply their products ab-

solutely free of charge to the stations.

They contend that by playing the

disks they create a demand for them.
This leads to increased sales and profit

for the manufacturer and distributor,

and it should then follow that the

disks be made available free of charge
in the first place. On the other hand
the manufacturers and distributors

point out that their total sales—even
on a smash hit—are not great enough
to warrant the supplying of free disks

to the broadcasters. They do supply
the disks, or at least most of the man-
ufacturers and distributors do, at cost

or lower. They further point out that
the vast majority of programming on
Canadian stations originates from rec-

ords. If the broadcaster had to pay
the talent involved directly, the cost
would be prohibitive, therefore, the
broadcasters are getting a big break
in the expense column as it is. The
objective point of view is that both
points are well taken. However, the
entire procedure is operating on a two
way street, with room for give and
take on both parts. Compromise would
seem to be the solution. Canadian
broadcasters appreciate receiving
sample singles from the original

American manufacturer. Canadian
record men frown on this practice,

complaining that the disks in question
are over-exposed before they have a
chance to manufacture them in quan-
tity for the Canadian market, and as
a result of air play too early and too
often, the demand for the disks on the
retail level is destroyed. The answer
here would seem to be an agreement
whereby the stations would continue
to receive the disks from the States,
perhaps in even greater quantities
than at present, but limit their ex-
posure until such time as the Canadian
product is available. Distribs and man-
ufacturers contend that Canadian sta-

The minimum value
placed on imported masters by the
Canadian Customs is seven dollars.

There is an import duty of twenty
percent, and with the most recent de-
velopments in the realm of import
duties, a surcharge of ten percent
has been added. There is also a sales
tax of eleven percent charged on the
imported item.

The last 12 months has seen many
basic changes in the record business
in Germany. It was the year that saw
the small label strengthen it’s posi-

tion and gain a foothold into the mar-
ket and in the shops as the small pro-
ducer and distributor released hot ma-
terial and produced special product
for the ever stronger box operators
who were also able to buy the indie
product somewhat cheaper than the
major label competition.

It was a year that saw the LP gain
a foothold in sales and the first LP’s
began to move over 100,000 pieces to
rack up enough dollar volume to war-
rant more LP production. Following
the development in American busi-
ness, the major labels picked up the
brunt of the LP business.
As far as future trends are con-

cerned, the next 12 months predictions
from this reporter forsee more and
more small labels entering the mar-
ket, an increase in the singles price
thus pushing the LP up front, a huge
increase in album sales and steady
sales on singles, more million selling
singles and less middle selling ones,
more flops, more music exported than
in the past, less imported hits, better
distribution facilities for small labels,
increased publicity, major foreign
labels opening their own operation
here, and minor ones joining together
for the same goal, and increased dol-
lar volume in the record business.
We won’t be able to judge our pre-

dictions until next year, but for a
summary of events of the past year,
let’s look at the German record scene
as it appeared in Cash Box.

AUGUST 1961

The 19th directory issue of Cash
Box reported that Bert Kaempfert be-
came the first European to be picked
by the American D.J.’s as the most
“Up and Coming Orchestra” of the
year. American Gus Backus won the

Radio Luxemburg “Golden Lion”J
award as the most requested male!
record star. Peter Lach left Peerl
Music to take over the helm of the
re-activated Capriccio publishing firm
with headquarters in Hamburg. Ralf
Arnie also opened his new publishing
outfit in the same town. The Berlin
Radio-Phono-TV Fair opened with
every top artist from this country
and many international artists repre-'

sented. 2 hours of nationwide TV were,
broadcast from the fair daily helping
the sales of records in the normally
slow season. Freddy released his first

LP of sailor’s songs and became the
first pop artist to sell 100,000 of one
LP in Germany. Connie Stevens joined
the ranks of American artists record-
ing in the German language. Her
A&R man is Werner Muller who also
waxed an LP for her and inked a
Warner Bros, contract for his orches-
tra.

SEPTEMBER

To open the fall season, Electrola
Records presented Alfons Bauer with
a silver “Dog” for 1 million sales on
his folk records around the world,
Heino “Calcutta” Gaze started his
second international hit on the way
via the Billy Vaughn waxing of “Ber-
lin Melody.” Hans Roth, top D.J. from
Radio Frankfurt left his post to ac-
cept the production and A&R chief
position at Ariola Records. Radio

|Luxemburg started a late D,J. show*
from midnight to 3 A.M. and Camillo
Felgen of the German broadcasting
department took over as P.D. for the
only pop program in this part of the

world so late at night. Radio Luxem-
burg also presented it’s Pop Music
Festival for new compositions where
Caterina Valente walked away with

all 3 top prizes. Use Werner celebrated

her 20th year as a record star.

OCTOBER
Vogue Records under the new name

Deutsche Vogue moved their head-
quarters from Bremen to Frankfurt
and celebrated it’s first outing in the

German top 10 with Hawe Schneider
and The Spree City Stompers. “My
Fair Lady” opened in Berlin in Ger-
man and became the best visited

musical to ever be presented in Ger-
many. 2 LP’s also were rushed out in

German with the Original Cast Album
and The German Original Cast album
selling like hotcakes for Philips.

Manufacturers evened out the price
of mono and stereo LP’s so that both
would sell at the same price of 4.50
dollars. Bert Kaempfert turned out
the first Twist record in Germany
with Englishman Tony Sheridan.
NOVEMBER

Ariola Records took over the
Reprise catalogue for Germany and
announced that several of the artists

with that label would be recorded in

German by producer Nils Nobach.
Singer-writer Udo Jurgens got a top
hit in England with his Shirley Bassey
recording of “Reach For The Stars.”
The Twist rage started in the press
but the public never got the message
on a grand scale, and it became just
another dance in Germany. Only 3
Twist recordings made the top 10 in
the last year.
DECEMBER

Bill Ramsey, American singer in
Germany, took over a D.J. slot at
Radio Luxemburg and announced that
he will switch labels in July from
Polydor to Electrola. Lale Anderson
announced that her story “Lili Mar-
len” would be done in a Hollywood
film and she will do the advisory work
on it. Gerd Von Hassler left Radio
Luxemburg and the German office of
the station in Frankfurt closed. Bern-
hard Mikulski took over distribution
of the Roulette line in Germany. Peter

Schaeffers and Klaus Ogerman now
living in New York formed a produc-
tion firm together. Ralf Bendix re-

turned from his engagement at the

Las Vegas Flamingo Hotel to pick up
his gold record for “Babysittin’

Boogie.”
JANUARY

Caterina Valente celebrated her
25th year in show business with a gala
fete in Stuttgart including a nation
wide radio show. Considering that
Caterina is now only in her early
thirties, that’s some achievement. A
young gal from Israel named Carmela
Corren stormed the charts with her
festival recording of “Eine Rose Aus
Santa Monica.” The International
Music Instrument Fair took place in

Frankfurt. German A&R men began
to have difficulty getting American
material as stars such as Helen
Shapiro, Paul Anka, Connie Francis,
Brian Hyland, Connie Stevens, James
Darrin, Neil Sedaka and many others
did German dates of their American
hits. The “soft wave” sound hit Ger-
many and the first million seller in
this category was turned in by Ger-
hard Wendland with his “Dance With
Me,” a tango. The soft sound is still

tops in Germany at present. Bert
Kaempfert hit the U.S. charts with
Afrikaan Beat, which he wrote. Elec-
trola released a spoken word LP with
former German president Theodore
Heuss on his 78th birthday. Philips
awarded a trip for two to (Greece for
the lucky buyer of the 500,000th copy
of Nana Mouskouri’s “White Rose Of
Athens.” A Berlin gal won the trip
for her and her husband.
FEBRUARY
Cameo-Parkway records changed

distribs from Electroda to Ariola in
the middle of a hit and both firms
racked up top sales with Chubby
Checker’s “The Twist” b/w “Let’s
Twist Again.” Philips, who became

Ralf Bendix picked
up the golden record for his “Baby-
sitting Boogie” million seller at a
press conference in Cologne. He was
also awarded a golden diaper and
nipple by Seith-Chappell music exec
Harry Schultz-Bielefeldt. Two more
foreign stars did their first German
waxing. Sweden’s Anita Lindbloom
and France’s Johnny Halliyday turned
out platters for Philips. Les Chaka-
chas returned to Germany to perform
in Munich and push their “Twist-
Twist” waxing which became a hit.

Eartha Kitt came to Germany for a
TV spectacular. The German Record
Industry prime event took place in
Baden-Baden with their Pop Music
festival. First prize was won by
Conny with her “ 2 Kleine Italiener”
which is still topping charts all over
Europe and sold well over % million
records here. In all, it was Germany’s
most successful festival as many of
the end round songs entered the charts
and well over a million singles were
sold as a direct result of the TV ex-
posure and publicity afforded the
festival songs. Nana Mouskouri from
Greece picked up a gold record for a
million records sold of her first re-
lease, “White Roses From Athens”
for Fontana Records, one of the
Philips group. Manos “Never On Sun-
day” Hadjidakis wrote the song, and
Peter Schaeffers published it. The
award was made in Munich. Electrola
A&R men Heinz Gietz and Gunter
Ilgner traveled to Paris to record
Gilbert Becaud, Jacquelin Boyer and
Line Renaud in German.

1961 were releas^ and although 750,-

000 less singles were sold in 1961 than
in 1960, EP sales increased by 50,000
and LP sales by 300,000 to make an
overall increase in dollar volume for

the year. In 1961 49.5 million records
were sold in Germany. Import de-

creased by 250,000 pieces and export
increased by 100,000. Karl Breuer of

Sikorski Music made his first visit to

the U.S. Paul Siegel celebrated his 3rd
anniversary as a D.J. for Radio Ber-
lin. Radio Luxemburg and the teen
mag Bravo made their awards for the
most popular recording artists. The
radio Luxemburg contest was won by
Freddy Quinn with the distaff honors
going to Nana Mouskouri. Third
place went to Peter Kraus. Bravo
awarded their honors to Male singers
Freddy Quinn, Gus Backus and Peter
Kraus with females Connie Francis,
Caterina Valente and Conny Froboess
picking up awards as well. Ariola
records recorded top sales with the
first German waxing by Charles Az-
novour and A&R man Helmut Jantsch
of the firm tied the knot with a lovely
Munich gal. The “Song For Europe”
contest was held and Conny took 5th
place with her “2 Kleine Italiener.”

Gerhard Wendland toured the U.S.

Jones. Helen Shapiro visited Germany
for her first German session for Elec-
trola.

Laya Raki did the honors with the

sexy song “Don’t Kisb Me Now.” For-

eign artists showed a strong foothold

With the summer season still in full swing, the strongest collection of singles

that has ever been issued in this usually weak season has been released by the

record firms here. Although no novelty such as “Ahab The Arab” in America
has come on the market to bring buyers into the shops, the industry has

answered by shooting their strongest guns and issuing strong records by art-

ists usually reserved for better selling periods. Electrola opened the competi-

tion by releasing a new platter from Conny who was still riding on the

wave of her hit “2 Kleine Italiener” which passed the % million mark months
ago. Her new waxing, “Lady Sunshine & Mr. Moon” passed the 100,000 mark
in a very short time after release. Polydor answered the competition with new
waxings by top selling stars such as Gus Backus and Connie Francis, and

Teldec rushed out a new platter by Gerd Boettcher, their strongest teenager

and a strong waxing by Caterina Valente of two top American hits sung in

German, “Roses Are Red” and “Johnny Get Angry.” The firm also has the new
Billy Vaughn recording of “Swinging Safari” which is selling here like hot-

cakes. The song was written by Germany’s world star Bert Kaempfert. Philips

is riding high with Gerhard Wendland and Nana Mouskouri who failed to cool

off after each had a million seller on their last release. Although many of the

names listed above are unknown internationally, they all mean top sales in

Germany.
Ariola has also not been sleeping, and their recording of “El Rancho Grande”

by Peter Hinnen can also be listed as a top summer seller. It’s a fine summer
sales wise and should open the door for a great fall and winter sales season.

Philips started pushing their new Interdisc jazz program by issuing 70 LP’s

of top material from Riverside, GTJ, Contemporary, Pacific Jazz, and Jazzland.

Electrola records has had many changes in their distribution set-up. As re-

ported a few weeks ago in Cash Box, Wilfried Jung from Frankfurt has taken

over the distribution chief’s job in Cologne. A board of distributors has also

been formed to advise the new chief and help fulfill this important position.

The committee of 4 will be headed by the oldest regional distrib chief of the

firm Hans Breunig from Munich. The former distribution assistant Heinz Vill-

mann has also been promoted to first position under Mr. Jung. New regional

distribution chiefs include the former Berlin chief Werner Wewiasinski who
will now take over the Frankfurt bureau, Rolf Nietsche who is now in charge

of Berlin, and Wolfgang Zimmerhansl who is now in charge of the Mannheim
area.

Electrola which belongs to the world wide EMI group will also play a more
important part in the classical international catalog of the label. The new
“International Classical Repertoire Committee” for the firm has announced that

Germany will deliver 3 complete operas, 2 large choir works and many other

recordings. The new head of the German department for Electrola is Sigfrid

Hoffman. In addition the production is being enlarged, and for this purpose, a

new classical A&R team has been started in Munich with new equipment and
studios there as an addition to the Berlin set-up for the firm. Hans Ritter who
for years has produced for D.G.G. is joining the Electrola team as head of the

artist production in the classical sector and Fritz Ganss is leaving the firm.

The production head of the classical department remains under the leadership

of Director Max Ittenbach in Cologne.

The summer classical season in Germany and Austria began late in July
with the Bayreuth Festival of Wagner operas and followed with the Salzburg,

Australia.

In addition to sub-publishers, many
of the leading international recording
artists are turning to SESAC as a
source of new material for their vari-
ous recording activities.

Visits to America, Canada, Australia and New Zealand are planned for 1963.

Negotiations are under way for Mr. Acker Bilk to visit New Zealand early
next year. Brother and manager David Bilk also hopes to fix personal appear-
ances in the United States where the jazzman’s “Stranger On The Shore”
descending from the No. 1 slot is about to pass his latest single release “Above
The Stars” on its way up.
EMI A&R manager Wally Ridley has just completed a third “Black And

White Minstrel Show” for October release. The first of this L.P. series issued
in November 1960 entered the charts six weeks after release and has remained
there ever since. It is likely that the disk will get Stateside release in the near
future by ABC Paramount. The run of the stage show starring The George
Mitchell Singers now at London’s Victoria Palace has been extended until

February 1963.
Connie Francis, absent from the British charts for quite some time, looks

like she’s making a come-back with her latest MGM release “Vacation.” The
British group, The Springfields, who have just entered the American Top 100
with “Silver Threads And Golden Needles” on Philips have a new release
“Swahili Papa”—a folksy type number written by Tom Springfield. Another
group on the Philips label with a new release. The Polka Dots, with “Yester-
day” backed with “The Moment I Saw You ’There”—a couple of continental
numbers with lyrics by Mike Hawker.
A classical bargain on the Philips label this week. Two low-priced L.P.’s of

Verdi’s “Requiem Mass.” Russian soprana Galina Vishnevskaya is the leading
soloist with the Moscow Philharmonic Orchestra conducted by Igor Markevitch.
RCA European Records’ sales manager, Arnold Klein, flew to Milan recently

to act as escort to the label’s star Neil Sedaka on his tour of Northern Italy.

Comedian-balladeer Ken Dodd, formerly with Decca, makes his debut with
EMI on the Columbia label this week with “Come To Me.” Like his first major
hit “Love Is Like A Violin” the number is published by KPM.

Cyril Gee of Mills Music reports strong reaction to “Only Seventeen” by
Barry Barnett on HMV.
During the past year July 1961-June 1962 the average amount of U.S. mate-

rial included in BBC television programs was 16.98% July-September; 12.84%
October-December; 13.62% January-March; and 12.28% April-June.
Stephen Stewart, Director General of the I.F.P.I. in London just back from

Italy reports satisfactory progress in his efforts to negotiate a separate con-
tract with a group of independent Italian publishers—non-members of BIEM
(Sedrim in Italy). Among the companies involved are Southern Music, which
has offices in most European territories, several young Italian publishers
headed by C. A. Rossi and several English-based publishers.

Kurt Hriid-Mikkelsen of Skandinavisk Grammophon A/S (EMI in Denmark)

told Cash Box that “Lili Marlene” with Connie Francis singing in German is

doing very well in Denmark at the moment. The EMI company trying hard to

get Miss Francis to Denmark for pa’s and TV shows in the near future. Bobby
Rydell is coming to Denmark for a TV show in September, Mikkelsen said.

Bobby Vee is doing very well after a TV program about the European Com-
mon Market, in which was seen a small part from the commercial radio station
at Luxembourg. In this part, Vee was introduced and one of his records was
played, and according to Mikkelsen, the sale in Denmark raised immediately.
Albert Klednert of Imudico A/S told Cash Box that Lionel Bart’s “Fing’s

Ain’t What They Used To Be,” now presented at the Aveny Theatre, is a hit.

The translation into Danish has been done by Preben Kaas, and Imudico is the
publisher. Imudico is also doing very well with the folio of Harry Belafonte
songs, including, among others, “There’s A Hole In The Bucket,” which has
been on the charts in a local recording. Kleinert was also very happy about
the film “South Pacific,” opening program at the new cinema Tre Falke in
Copenhagen three years ago, and still a top runner at the same cinema. Imu-
dico has released a folio of the songs from the musical.

Per Sorensen, head of publicity at Dansk Grammofonpladeforlag, very happy
about the new group The Rookies. 'Their debut record with “My Blues Heaven”
and “La Paloma” for Sonet in Denmark, seems to be a world-wide success.
ABC-Paramount will release the record in North and South America, Sorensen
said. Danish TV will present The Rookies in their own show in September.
Summer sales in Denmark this year seem to be better than other years, it

was noted at many record companies in Copenhagen, when your Cash Box
reporter visited them the other week.
Radio Merkur, the commercial Danish radio station operating from outside

the territorial water, is closing after more than three years of successful opera-
tion. The ship has been sold to a concern of German and Swiss businessmen,
who are planning to continue the operation as a commercial radio station.

According to Danish law, no Dane living in Denmark can act as disk jockey,
but if a Dane, who has emigrated and lives outside Denmark is doing so, there
is nothing the Danish law can do about it. No Danish sponsors can use the
station, but great international organizations and companies, as General Mo-
tors, Gillete, Shell, etc. are expected to be the new sponsors of the station.

Record companies in Denmark have already been contacted by the new owners
of the station, who want to continue the cooperation started by Radio Merkur.
Recorded music on tapes, mainly LP’s on tapes, are sold by Danish EMI at

the same prices as LP records. Cash Box was told. Those tapes used to be much
more expensive, but after the reduction in the prices, the sale of tapes is ex-
pected to rise.

There will be a Scandinavian EMI meeting in Copenhagen Aug. 16 and 17,
with among others Anders Holmstedt and Ivan Nordstrom from Stockholm and
Rolf Syversen from Oslo as guests. On Aug. 28, Sir Joseph Lockwood is coming
to Copenhagen on his European trip.

Elith Henriksen, general manager of Hede Nielsen’s Fabrikker (RCA and
Warner Bros.) told Cash Box that the firm has just released “A1 Di La” with
Emilio Pericoli and “Johnny Get Angry” with Joanie Sommers on WB, both
records looking like good sellers in Denmark. On RCA the most recent re-
leases include “Breaking Up Is Hard To Do” with Neil Sedaka, “The Ballad Of
Paladin” with Duane Eddy and “La Bomba” with The Tokens.

NORWAY
“I’m Looking Out The Window” is being published in Norway by Musikk-

Huset A/S, reports Arne Damsgard, publicity head at Musikk-Huset. The rec-
ord with Cliff Richard is doing very well in Norway at the moment; this week
its sixth on the charts.

Ariola recording artists Jan and Kjeld from Denmark have been booked for
their first pa’s in Norway, where they have been contracted to a Fair at Bodo,
north of the Arctic Circle.
The Key Brothers, popular Triola recording artists, have been contracted for

a tour in Sweden in the beginning of August. The teenage orchestra The Quiv-
ers will also be touring Sweden. The latter is planning an LP for release in
the United States, reports Egil Monn Iversen A/S in Oslo.

SWEDEN
When Franklin Boyd of Aberbach (London) Ltd. visited Stockholm in the

middle of July it was to investigate the possibilities of contracting Swedish
record artists for musical film to be produced by Columbia Pictures in England
this autumn, Ake Gerhard-Larsson of Belinda (Scandinavia) AB told Cash Box.
“We had some successful discussions with Siv Malmquist (Metronome), Gunnar
Wiklund (Pep), Little Gerhard (Karusell), Norwegian singer Jan Holland
(Columbia and Finland’s Laila Kinnunen (Scandia). No contracts have been
written so far, but it would be very surprising if those mentioned did not ap-
pear in the film,” Gerhard-Larson said.

Ake Gerhard-Larsson and Belinda (Scandinavia) AB are also very busy ar-
ranging the Northern 'Twist Championship, taking place at the Grona Lund-
Tivoli, the outdoor amusement park in Stockholm, on August 12. There are lo-
cal twist competitions taking place all over Sweden at the moment, and the
winners will represent Sweden. Danish daily paper Berlingske Tidene in Co-
penhagen will choose the Danish competitors and send them to Stockholm. In
Norway, Kjell Karlsen of Viking Music has promised to find the Norwegian
twist dancers for the competition.

Felix Stahl of Stockholms Musikproduktion reports that he has started a new
publishing house, Modern Music AB. Stahl left for Hamburg and Berlin for
biz talks with German composers.

Bernt Baune of Gehrmans told Cash Box that they are now rushing out the
sheet music of “Roses Are Red,” now on the top of the Cash Box charts in the
U.S. “Johnny Get Angry,” another song riding high on the Cash Box charts, is

also published by Gehrmans in Sweden, Baune said. So is “But Not For Me”
and “Baby Elephant Walk.”
New sheet music from Stockholms Musikproduktion includes “Min Ballong”

(Toy Balloons) and “Lycklig Och Kar” (Misty).
Skandinavisk Grammophon AB (EMI in Sweden) has rushed out “Gimme

A Little Kiss”/“Be Patient With Me” with Michael Landon on Columbia, as
Landon is now touring Sweden. He is also very popular as Little Joe in the
“Bonanza” TV serial. The tour of Mike Landon has been a success, but, unfor-
tunately, it has created a war between Stockholm’s two evening papers, a war
which by now has turned out to become a political question. When arriving in
Sweden together with Bobby Miles, Expressen asked him to write a daily
column during his tour. Landon agreed. Aftonbladet, the other evening paper,
immediately asked Miles to write a column for them, but he refused, pointing
out that he did not consider it fair. According to Landon’s column the other
day, the representative for Aftonbladet told him that “if you refuse we will
see that you get the worst press you have ever seen.” The paper evidently
kept its word, and, owned by the Labor Organization in Sweden, which in few

SCANDINAVIA
words is the same as being owned by the Social Democratic Party (any worker
in Sweden has to be a member of the LO, and membership in LO automatically
means membership in the Social Democratic Party, whether they like it or
not). Aftonbladet has plenty of power. The Mike Landon-Bobby Miles act in-
cludes a wild west fight, and Aftonbladet has now raised the question of
whether showing teenagers how their idols fight and use knifes and guns is a
good example for the kids. The other day, the police had to arrange the trans-
port of Mike Landon and Co. between the two spots where they were appearing
(as there is a general 54 miles an hour limit all over Sweden during July, police
cars excepted), and Aftonbladet immediately asked the government to investi-
gate if the busy police in Sweden have any duty to help performers get richer
by doing such jobs. A small accident, in which one of the wheels of Mike Lan-
don’s car touched the toes of a teenage girl, resulted in a question in Afton-
bladet to the Swedish immigration people if it was not time to deport Landon,
as his stay in Sweden, the paper declares means putting the lives of Swedish
citizens in danger. However, the tour continues and the distasteful war between
the papers, too.

Putte Wickman and His Orchestra, recording for Joker-Karusell, will open
in Moscow on Sept. 17, it is reported. They are members of a Swedish troup of
artists, including soloists from Royal Opera in Stockholm and others, making
a one month tour in the USSR.

On July 20, Columbia released its initial “film record” products on the local
market here marking the firm’s entrance into a “new” business field. First
outing covered two albums (edited to a few paged folio with some 6 to 8
tunes); “Chiyochan-no” Album (Album by Chiyoko Shimakura) and “Hideo
Murata’s Smashes.” Each album contained the artists’ best-sold tunes, “Kono-
yo-no Hana” (by Shimakura) and “Ohsho’’ (by Murata) priced at Y380
($1.06) respectively. Columbia, by the way, is the 3rd diskery in this business
since Toshiba and Victor.
Vet songstress Yoshiko Ishii, was married to the news-reporter Michio Doi

recently. Ishii, exclusively with King Records for years, is also managing her
own talent buying office in Tokyo.

Songstress Teruko Akatsuki, 41, died last week (20) of heart failure at her
home in Tokyo. Her early post-war era’s smashes included “Tokyo Shoeshine
Boy,” and “Minesota-no 'Tamago Uri” (Egg Vender In Minnesota)” among
many others on Victor with which she’d been exclusively pacted until today
(since 1958).
Columbia this month is pushing the current coast-to-coast top selling ver-

sion, “Roses Are Red” b/w “You And I” by Bobby Vinton as a possible chart
rider here in Japan .The firm is also preparing for local disk with singer
Yasushi Suzuki a little later.

Victor will release the following tunes Sept. 5 as its regular “top” series
singles rosters.

FRANCE - The Last 12 Months

Aside from the usual changes in

personnel, contracts and artists, what
have the 12 months just over had to

offer of particular interest? One sub-
ject dominates all the rest, and that:

the influence of the Common Market
on the record industry within France
and on French records in the Europe
of the Common Market countries.

One such early effect is that prices

seem to be leveling off within the
countries involved as a result of low-

ered Customs duties. Such duties,

which shall have entirely disappeared
with the next three years, are already
dow'n to 12% from the 25% of not so

long ago. This does not, however, in

any way alter the domestic TVA
French tax which is set at 33% of the

wholesale price of records.

Meanwhile, the excellent exporta-
tion opportunities the Common Mar-
ket is opening to France is especially

noteworthy and thanks to this, French
popular song will be able to enlarge

its audience to include not only Bel-

gium and Holland as in the past, but
much of Switzerland as well.

Although the heavy taxes existing

within France will oblige the French
companies to be extremely cautious
about establishing their export prices,

because pressing costs in France are
among the lowest in Europe, at least

in so far as certain record categories
are concerned. France is competitively

very well situated. The popular low-

priced releases will also find a very

large outlet in these same Common
Market territories.

The advent of the Common Market

also partially explains the contracts

passing back and forth between the

large international firms. Such con-

tracts will undoubtedly bring about a

rational exploitation of the European
record market, and when this occurs,

despite Germany maybe continuing to

hold on to its present top position for

“heavy” music, French songs and pop-

ular melodies can nonetheless hope to

carve out an excellent niche for them-

selves.

An even stronger position could be

permitted France if the National

French Financial authorities would
agree to consider records as educa-

tional tools rather than as luxury

items. Such a revision in identity

would reduce taxes by half. But for

the moment it still seems as though
the government fears not recuperating

on an export level the taxes thus lost

on a domestic level and the tax situa-

tion therefore remains unchanged.
BIEM meanwhile continues to re-

ceive its usual 8%. This percentage,

because included in the minimum
royalty clause of every BIEM con-

tract also prevents any real reduction

from occuring in record price levels.

Apparently, in England, the BIEM
royalty is lower than that of the

European countries. When establish-

ing prices, England can therefore

profit from this lower royalty rate.

To conclude this round-robin look

at the French market over the past
twelves months, it might be noted in

passing that despite the signing of

Johnny Hallyday by Phillips and the
signing of Jacques Brel by Barclay
having given rise to complicated law
suits, the change to these companies
by said artists continues to persist.

Marcel Aumont has again signed with
Polydor. Finally, it does not seem at

the moment as though Columbia has
as yet renewed with Phillips.

Both Warner and Reprise record companies have given their representation

over to Vogue.
Les Compagnons de la Chanson have signed with Polydor. A simple question

of supply and demand, with no additional comment called for. A hard blow for
Pathe, however—all along the line and any way you look at it.

A company which now seems to be breaking out of its shell is Festival.
Already a label of considerable local interest. Festival is gaining in impor-
tance outside of the local circuit with the literary repertoires of Vec Verchuren,
Marie Jose, J. P. Mauric, etc., and has now decided to also try its hand with
foreign catalogs. Festival is therefore hiring new personnel specialized in this
latter branch of activity, and none doubt but that the end result will be excel-
lent.

Meanwhile, it can be said that Eddie Barclay has beyond any doubt created
one of the best pop catalogs in France. To such a point that it is most difficult

to see how Barclay can hope to improve further in this particular category.
Mention must also be made of the principal position Pathe Marconi now holds
in the song field, thanks to Richard Anthony, despite the departure of Les
Compagnons de la Chanson and the temporary absence of Edith Piaf and the
effect this will have on Pathe’s pop catalog. . . . Phillips, with Johnny Hallyday,
who has become Johnny “National,” certainly holds the biggest star to appear
during these last years. That Paris Match, the big weekly magazine dedicated
its cover and a long inside article to Hallyday is in itself a good measure of
Hallyday’s standing, it being the Life magazine of France.
Very little news from Decca and RCA, where everything seems to be moving

along smoothly, although their need to create a local repertoire of value is

being felt. With such artists as the Machucambos, Sylvia Vartan, Alain Bar-
riere, Jean Ferrat, and above all, Franckie Jordan, the elements required to
meet this need are all present.
An artist deserving a special mention is Petula Clark, who left England to

realize a magnificent career in France.
Nothing to say about Vega; but Odeon, after long specializing in a low

priced series of releases, has just found a future star in Billy Bridge.
When all is said and done, the final balance sheet is fairly encouraging. While

waiting for the storm which will surely follow the tensions accompanying the
transfers of stars from one company to another, it may be said that give a
little, take a little, the record industry seems to be enjoying good health and
prosperity.
Odeon has undertaken on a special promotion campaign to launch thrush

Barbara, who authors her own lyrics and composes her own songs. She has
just mothered four new & original songs “Le Temps Du Lilas,” “Le Verger
En Lorraine,” “Tu Ne Te Souviendras Pas,” “Dis, Quand Reviendras-Tu ?

All Quiet On British Coin Front
LONDON — Compared with the
months of active preparation which
preceded the introduction of the New
Betting and Gaming Act in January
1961 and the ensuing period of ad-
justment, the last tweleve months in
the coin machine industry have been
relatively quiet and almost unevent-
ful. As far as amusement games on
permanent sites are concerned, op-
erators have welcomed the new condi-
tions which are working out satisfac-
torily. There have been occasional dif-

ferences of opinion between operators
and the law but nothing drastic. On
the whole, trade this year has been a
little down partly due to inclement
weather which dogged the early part
of the season. However, the balance
may yet be restoi'ed if the vagaries of
the English climate can compensate
with an Indian summer.
The most noticeable feature of re-

cent months has been the boom in
fruit machines. The apprehension and
skepticism which followed the advent
of the Bill as far as fruit machines
were concerned has vanished. Manu-
facturers, who a year ago had ma-
chines a-plenty on their hands are
now faced with a demand fast exceed-
ing the supply. In the case of Id play
machines, arcade owners who started
off warily with two or three machines,
now have banks of them—the results
encouraging even their most cautious
competitors to follow suit. In clubs,
where the law permits a maximum of

two machines, the demand is just as
great.
Although following a celebrated test

case there has been a considerable
amount of uncertainty concerning the
correct interpretation of “private
gain” as it relates to the application
of profits. However, in order to clarify
the position another short Amending
Bill, already approved by the House
of Commons, is now going through
the House of Lords to define explicit-

ly the meaning of “private gain.”
When passed it will undoubtedly en-
dorse the Government’s original in-

tention that profits shared among all

members and used for the benefit of
club activities generally do not con-
stitute “private gain” and are, there-
fore, legal.

For the coinmen looking into the
future two major events loom large
on the horizon. Firstly Britain’s prob-
able entry into the European Common
Market. Although, at this stage, it is

not possible to foresee what effects
such a move would have on the in-
dustry it might well lead to an ap-

preciable reduction in the price of
amusement equipment imported from
other Common Market countries, and
whet competitive appetites generally.

Secondly, Britain’s probable change-
over to decimal coinage, a move which
the Government has already agreed in
principle. Again the effect on the in-

dustry cannot be accurately gauged.
However, if the actual size of the coin
is changed as well as the value it is

expected that the Government would
meet the cost of conversions necessary
for amusement games, vending ma-
chines etc. If, as seems likely, the
penny—our most commonly used coin
in automatic machines—is replaced by
a new coin of higher value, the in-

dustry can look forward to a substan-
tial increase in turnover.
Another focal point for the future

is the 1963 Annual Amusement Trade
Exhibition. The venue will, once
again, be the New Royal Horticultural
Hall, Westminster and the dates Jan-
uary 29th, 30th and 31st. The or-

ganisers of this major European event
look forward to welcoming both ex-
hibitors and visitors not only from the
U. K. but overseas.

Phono Sales Continue

To Expand In UK
LONDON—Messrs. Ruffler & Walker
report that the trend of expansion in

phonograph sales manifested at this
year’s A.T.E. continues. The compre-
hensive Rock-Ola range and, in partic-
ular, the three models featuring the
100 selection mechanism, have
opened the doors to many sites where
space is at a minimum and where
multi-selection machines are required.
The new Empress 200 and 120 con-

soles have also been enthusiastically
received. As well as the improvement
in phonographs there is an exceptional
demand for the latest and best in

gaming machines. The Keeney Triple
Up, successor for the latest and best
in gaming machines. The Keeney
Triple Up, successor to the Double
Up is currently one of the best selling

machines in the country in conjunc-
tion with the Jennings Governer
where the volume of sales has out-
stripped delivery.
There is every indication that 1962

will be a record business year for the
Ruffler & Walker group of companies
reflecting the healthy state of the in-

dustry generally.

ANALYSIS OF 1961
COIN MACHINE
EXPORT VOLUME REPORT

GENERAL The export business witnessed a record-breaking volume during 1961, the likes of which
ANALYSIS hasn't been seen before. With $28 1/2 million hitting the scales, almost 100,000 ma-

chines were shipped to foreign ports. The increase represented a one-third improvement
over 1960 and the statistics which appear in this section would make any annual report
look just fine. The gains were spread evenly across the board with phonos, amusements,
and vending getting a good share of the increase. Phonos picked up $2 million, games
$2 1/2 million, and vending $2 l/2million—and those are nice round figures. The annual
volumes in dollars have moved from $20 million in ' 58 to the present ' 61 figures of $28.5.
Place those dollars on a bar-graph and the export business looks better than those
healthy television numbers they've been flashing around of late. The prime reason for
the increase is the growing number of markets taking coin machines . Twenty-one countries
took phonos that didn't receive any in '60. Fourteen nations received amusement
machines not on record during '60 and twenty-two importers who weren't using vending
equipment the previous year were cause enough for the total figure in this area to almost
double—just missed $6 million. Argentina and Asia imported large quantities of vendors
during ' 61. With a goose egg for '60, Argentina received more than a quarter-million
dollars in vendors from January thru December. The current political situation there
could knock this gain for a loop however, and many fingers are crossed, Japan made a name
for itself in the vending category, and scored heavily in the games slot as well. A rise
of seven times the previous figure verifies earlier forecasts of good business from this
nation. The biggest individual gain in any one category was made in Europe in the amuse-
ment machine field. Posting a healthy $5.6 million in '60, the Continent scored a re-
sounding $8.1 in 1961, without the aid of the slot machine, a unit that undoubtedly
helped the '60 figures. Inside Europe, France made the biggest jump posting almost $2
million of the gain alone. Belgium increase $1 million, and the U.K.

,

land of the slot
machine, fell off by $1 million due to the earlier influx of gambling machines. In all,
coin machines in general enjoyed its best year yet.

PHONOS As long as the world continues to appreciate late model and new American juke boxes the
export business will continue to thrive. 1961 saw the volume increase by 20% reaching
$12.4 million. The biggest gains were made inside Europe where Belgium, France and
Switzerland registered big increases. Asia, no slouch these days, went from a pre-
vious $388 thousand to $868 thousand, more than double the previous year's volumes.
Japan romped to a $160 thousand after a near-nothing in '60. The Nansei Islands, a main
receiving port, posted imports on phonos of more than half-a-million dollars and with
smaller Asian ports taking in proportionate shares of the imports, the overall figure
just naturally reached a new high.
When there are gains, there are almost always losses and for the record here are a list

of some of the losers: Mexico, Honduras, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Venezuela,
Norway, Denmark, U.K. , Portugal, Iran, the Philippines and Australia. Each one
registered a drop in phono volume during the record-breaking year.

GAMES The increase in amusement machines from '60 to '61 was eye-opening. A total of $10 mil-
lion was spent in the purchase of coin-operated games from the USA by approximately
seventy nations doing business with American coinmen. The rise was accounted for mostly
in Europe, naturally, where the Continental coinmen increased their games volume from
$5.6 million to an $8. 1 million mark, never before attained. Biggest receivers inside
Europe as far as games were concerned were Belgium (up $1 million) France (up a walloping
$2 million) , and Italy, where much is expected in the future in the way of gains in games
imports. Africa posted gains too, and much of the increase was in the area of arcade
machines. Although reports do not single out arcade machines as such, it can be re-
ported from reliable sources that much of the equipment going into Africa is for the
arcade locations. The continent doubled its intake during '61. Asia managed to come
up with a good showing in games , running from an early $430 thousand to the new figure of
$543 thousand. Judging from the increase in dollar volume and the decrease in numbers of
units, it can be assumed that the quality of the equipment is being traded up while the
price, which has been most competitive, remains proportionately the same.

VENDING The vending export market doesn't enjoy near the broad field of countries as does the
phono-game business but it certainly makes up for it in dollar volume and machines. In
1960 the vendors accounted for about $3 1/2 million in overall voliime. This past year
that figure was increased to close to $6 million. Some gain! 31,278 vendors were
shipped to foreign countries and Europe, leader in every category, doubled its intake.
Asia tripled earlier figures. Africa dropped out of the running and Australia remained
about the status quo.

Biggest gain in Europe was made in Western Germany where the Germans bought more than
$1 million worth of vendors during the 12-month period. Last year this figure didn't
make the 1/2-million slot. Switzerland was up $100 thousand, Britain doubled its vol-
ume, the Netherlands became a major entity, Belgium reached a healthy figure, France
continued along its phono-games intake policy and bought more than $100 thousand in
machines, and Italy scored with close to $100 thousand.

In South America the picture was about the same, as far as increases go. The early
figure of $35 thousand looked for an increase but never expected the $302 thousand that
was posted. Main reason for the big jump was Argentina (and they have to try to overthrow
the Government!). The dangers of doing business in the Latin-American countries are
many, but as indicated in Cuba, the Dominican Republic , and even Colombia, the risks are
great but the volume is there for those who care to gamble. In the case of Argentina,
money outstanding is in jeopardy. Look for vending to grow at a faster clip than usual.

In Great Britain

y^enders Still Haven't
Replaced The Tea Break!
LONDON — For Britain, still sev-
eral years behind the U.S. in the vend-
ing field, the past twelve months have
been of consolidation rather than
growth. However, the enormous vend-
ing potential allied with the changing
economic conditions—shorter working
lours, rising costs in labour, etc.—be-
eomes increasingly apparent. To date
the industry has been largely con-
eemed with the supplementary feed-
ing of staffs i.e. hot drinks, cold
snacks, confectionery, cigarettes, etc.

with the emphasis on retail vending
in shops, forecourts and other outside
locations. Although there is still very
little full line vending to be found in
industrial sites in theU.K. there are
definite signs of a growing awareness
by the catering industry of the im-
portance of vending, particularly in
providing meals for night shift work-
ers etc. It cannot yet be claimed that
sending machines have superseded the
tea break but they are rapidly gaining
popularity as early fears by office

managers that staff would spend too
much time at the machines have
proved unfounded. Resistance to vend-
ing shown by office and factory man-
agement has been responsible for the
industry not progressing as quickly
as had been anticipated.
Other retarding factors have been

the need for improved manufacturer
and distributor service and shortage
of professional operators. The early
faults of the industry have now large-
ly been ironed out and many of the
older companies have established
themselves whilst several new firms
including Automatic Canteen of
America and Seeburg (Gt. Britain)
Ltd. have entered a healthy and
promising market.

Mrs. Shaw Views The British Coin Scene

six months of 1962 in Great Britain.

“A feature of Britain’s phonograph
industry during the first six months
of 1962 has been a growing interest in

the leasing of equipment. This method
of finance is nothing new to America
but only in recent weeks has it really

gone forward in these Islands. Two
leading operators are Equipment
Leasing and Mercantile Leasing: the
first name is associated with Lease
Plan International of New York and
the second works in conjunction with
U.S. Leasing Corporation. So far there
has been no high-voltage switch over
though responsible quarters consider
that once leasing is popularised it will

boost equipment turnover very con-
siderably, and unfold an improved
market for both new and re-built

phonographs.
The system has a major advantage

in that rentals can be wholly offset

against tax. To date, it has the disad-

vantage that no agreement on rates

has been achieved. A temporary for-

mula now in use is the proviso that

finance charges shall be reviewed each

year. If the average of the National

Rate over the year has been above the

interest rate used when the lease be-

gan, no extra charge is made. If the

National Rate is lower, the customer
gets a rebate. Fixing the actual

amount of the rentals is another is-

sue to be stabilised before the amber
permanently turns to green. It is not

easy, particularly in the case of juke

boxes, to fit the original cost of equip-

ment, plus finance charges, within the

terms of a reasonably long lease. Ob-
viously, the rate is controlled by the

estimated economic life of machines.

In the United States, with a speedier

obsolescence movement, it is, no doubt,

comparatively easy to get coast-to-

coast agreed estimates, but in Britain,

where Victorian barrel-organs still

pick up the old penny, it has so far

been impossible to get within actuarial

agreement. The aim is to spread cost

over as long a period as practical with-

out the user having to continue pay-

ing for a machine which has become
uneconomic to run. Various formulae
are under trial for taking care of the

possibility of improved equipment be-

ing marketed, which would render
leased machines out of date. There is,

of course, always the trade-ins, but
the slower pace of business currents
over here presents difficulties which
only experience can solve.

A notable trade change since Jan-
uary has occurred in the country’s

night clubs. Suddenly, they became
much livelier, definite efforts were be-

ing made to attract the young instead

of the old and tired. The plush of Ed-
wardian period is being replaced by
panelling; plain wooden floors are
ousting thick pile carpets. Seats are

more comfortable and dancing is con-

tinuous for eight hours nightly. Bars
are open for a similar period and,

perhaps more important still, admis-
sion fees and drinks are lower. The
air is of movement rather than death;

of young, active life instead of jaded
“expense-sheeters” and the jukebox is

benefiting from increased attend-
ances. With big business coming into

the motel trade, phonograph turnover

has risen in this section, and prospects

here may be considered bright. The
catering industry, upon which a large

proportion of jukebox turnover de-

pends, has not made the progress

hoped for. Fourth largest employer of ^
labour in the country, it had the fast-

est rate of growth in profits of any in-
,

dustry in 1961 but has since failed to

maintain this lead. The industry is be-

set by archaic production practices,

though with some fifty new hotels

coming out of the ground later this •

year, it may be moving into a buyer’s

market where successful personal '

management, backed by modern
amenities, will hold the key to success.

^

Finding profitable phonograph sites

has been extremely difficult. In the

past post-war period the tendency has

been for stores and offices to absorb

residential areas in our towns. People m
have moved out, creating surburban
sprawls. Now, it seems, the process is

being reversed. Many towns are re-

newing their centres. Strenuous ef-

forts are being made to prevent the

situation, so often seen today, where
bustling activity is replaced by silent,

deserted streets after business hours. i

Developers with large available funds '
j

are knocking on the doors of local au-
thorities for powers to erect new cen-

tres that will give the widest possible

range to trade, including taverns, res- 1

1

taurants, cafes, bowling alleys, dance
halls, casinos and other entertain-
ment amenities. American operators
will appreciate that these moves make
location problems very fluid. Relations
between the phonograph industry and
disk manufacturers have not been
working too well. The latter failed to
pass on tax reductions and have shown
a persistent eagerness to seize every
opportunity of raising their own prices
to the detriment of their customers.
In fairness, however, it should be re-

corded that record makers have given
substantial co-operation in joint pro-
posals for improvement of pro-
grammes.

Speaking generally, juke turnover
has remained fairly constant over the
six months. It can be reasonably as-
serted that the industry is settling

down nicely, becoming more ‘respect-
able,’ more ‘normal.’ Over the years
the trade association (P.O.A.) has had
to fight the conservatism and prejudice
which seep through the social strata
of these Islands, but with the legalisa-
tion of gambling casinos, bingo halls
and fruits, the phonograph has arisen
in status to become the most innocent
and desirable of all coin-operated
amusement equipment. Last week, for
instance, when opening sc new youth

I

centre, Wilfred Noyce, Everest climber,
j

author and former Charterhouse mas-
ter said “The new centre, with its

'i

coffee bar and jukebox is a sociologi-

cal challenge, aimed at bringing the
hitherto ‘unclubbable’ onto its circle

of activities.” Two years ago, for a
distinguished speaker to recognise
and classify a jukebox in this man-
ner would have been positively un-

thinkable. It is too early to evaluate

the effect, if any, on phonograph tak-

ings in sites where casinos have been

or are being opened. First splash from
the new luxury bingo halls lowered

‘takes’ within limited areas, but re-

ports now coming in from operators

affirm resumption to normal. Two
^

momentous decisions are awaited by
the trade with some measure of trepi-

dation—Common Market and Decimal

Coinage. With these two major prob-

lems in the balance, it would be risky

to forecast the rest of the year. There

.

remains a steady, though increasingly

selective market over here, which

merits serious attention by phono-

graph manufacturers and distribu-

tors. The best cliche heard so far this

year—“Business is primarily the func-

tion of finding out what a customer

wants and seeing that he gets it.”

When was the last time you celebrated your Twentieth Anniversary? Was it

many years ago ... or is it still in the future. Cash Box is enjoying the ex-
perience of celebrating its 20th year this week and it is indeed a pleasurable
experience. Joe Orleck is the only member of the original Cash Box staff re-
maining to this day, although joined by his brother Norman—who is v.p.

today—several years after the coin machine trade publication was founded.
Many faces have come and gone since that eventful day twenty years ago and
many happy days can be found among the 20 years which have passed. The
coin machine people who founded the business, the industry as it is known
today, are still around in many instances. Too many have passed on and be-
cause of them legend continues founded on their exploits and progress. The
seemingly silly machine ideas which evolved into the substantial income-
earners for thousands today—the depression years of moving as many ma-
chines onto locations as one could afford—the lean years of the 25'^ and 50^
in the pockets of the “small man” as he was referred to, who was really the
foundation of support for the phonographs and pingames which found their
way into the cider joints and the beer parlors. Entertainment was in demand
and anyone could buy it—for only 5<f per tune or a nickel a game. Some fun!
And thank goodness for the coin machines!

Tenth Avenue here in New York has undergone a face-lifting that would
probably reflect the changing of the times. The string of coin machine outlets
are now covered with stainless steel and aluminum fronts, many of the offices

inside boasting paneled walls and ceilings. The ever growing motel and hotel
business has pushed northward almost enveloping the coin machine wholesale
houses, and in the case of the east side of the street, have completely pushed
them off the sidewalks. But the mainstays have remained and will continue to
sell coin machines, as many now own their own buildings and have no inten-
tions of going anywhere (unless its to the mountains for the weekend).

Mike Munves, one of the originals who came in from Brooklyn, still houses
probably the most selective variety of arcade equipment to be found under one
roof, in the country. And Mike has something else he started with many years
ago . . . his smile and feeling for people. He certainly doesn’t have that first

dollar he made. Probably gave it away that same day if today’s indications
are anything. Brother Joe Munves, now across the street, another oldtimer,
and now in the manufacturing-wholesaling-contract manufacturing business,
still walking as fast as ever and covering maybe twice as much ground. Joe is

in business with Frank Mencuri, who can remember the good old days as well
as the next veteran.

Irving Holzman, who today is the largest United games distributor in the
nation, was once a small operator, having conducted a business with former
colleague Joe Green and the memories from those days would hold your ear
for quite a while. Irving today has retained the memories of the days gone by
and enjoys the success he has today after passing through what could be
termed the apprenticeship of the business . . . the hustling for locations and
operations which make up the routes . . . the lifeline of the industry

A1 Simon, another veteran who can relate the history of the business, having
manufactured, distributed and operated vast numbers of machines at one time,
and even today a top-ranking distributor of major music and games lines.

Barney Sugerman, one of the besUknown coinmen, who started so many
years ago as a bandleader (he played saxaphone or didn’t you know), then into

the operating business and the tavern business and today the coin machine
business has won out as Shugy continues to grow with great foresight, now
joined by his sons Myron and Nate, as the Runyon firm moves in several
weeks, into a larger plant in Springfield, N.J. and the beginning of another
era in the long history of the company.

Dave Stern, a New Yorker for many years on Tenth Avenue, relates from
his Elizabeth offices a story that has Dave and his family sailing by another
yacht on Newport Bay just last weekend and who would you think would
own it? JFK of course. And these things happened to Dave Stern and have
been a part of his existence for so many years. Dave has given many of us
laffs, and more laffs as he pursued his quests for machine sales and opera-
tions over the years. Not stopping there, we read in the NY Times only three
weeks ago where a group called the Compass Troupe, a group of actors, are
setting Washington D.C. and now Newport on their collective ears with a par-

ody on the present administration. Leading lady of the group is a Suzanne
Shepherd, the daughter of Dave Stern! And while Dave sails by the Presi-

dential Yacht, his daughter entertains the Presidential Family, and this is in

keeping with Dave Stern, a man of many stories, that go back more than our
twenty years of publishing Cash Box.

Perry Wachtel, another vet, though not near as experienced as the 30 and
40 year men, (he’s really a youngtimer) picks up the NY papers last Wednes-
day to read that his daughter Stephanie (Winters) has been signed to do the
West Coast production of West Side Story, before leaving for NYC and re-
hearsals to go into “Stop The World I Want To Get Off,” as reported here
several months ago.

And
we can hope here that all of us can enjoy at least 20 more years of the same
friendships.

Following is a prepared statement by
officials of the National Kiddie Ride
Association, a newly organized trade
association located in California.

The National Kiddie Ride Associa-

announce that we are prepared to ex-
tend to other fields of coin-operated
equipment such as cigarette machines,
phonographs, games, gum and candy
machines, and vending equipment for
food and beverage.

“Devoted to the best interests of the
Kiddie Ride Industry.” With the ex-
tension of our services into other
branches of coin-operated equipment,
we feel that the best interests of all

concerned can be accomplished
through membership participation in

the exchange of ideas, experiences,
and other data forwarded to this office

where it may be reviewed and passed
on from time to time in bulletin form
to the membership for its true worth.
The National Kiddie Ride Association
welcomes the opportunity to serve as
a clearing house so to speak for its

members and to be of genuine service
whenever and wherever possible.

Back in 1936, when we formed a

company bowling league at Seeburg,
we discovered the best and quickest

way to break down barriers between
employees and management was
through a company sponsored recrea-
tion program.

Although we now enjoy a diversi-

fied recreation program, our bowling
league, now in its 27th year, is still

the most popular competition.
The camaraderie that exists among

our bowlers—employees and execu-
tives carries over into their jobs.

Our productivity has increased tre-

mendously, and I know that it is the
result of our wonderful employee-
management relationship.

I helped organize our bowling
league. I bowled in it for years my-
self and enjoyed every minute of it.

As vice-chairman of the board of
Seeburg, I bowled as a member of
an employee team from 1936 through
1952. I quit then, at the age of 61, be-
cause of a back injury sustained work-
ing around the house. But I still cher-
ish the memories and friendships I

made in this company recreation ac-
tivity.

One of the major shortcomings in

employee-management relations in

large corporations is that not enough
of the “company brass” are willing to
take part in company recreation pro-
grams. Too many executives do not
understand that by improving em-
ployee morale they are working to-
ward improving their products.

I still occasionally admonish one or
two of the executives at Seeburg for
their reluctance to actively partici-
pate in our recreational programs.
And for a number of reasons.

Bowling, for example, breaks down
barriers like no other sport. It creates
enthusiastic interplay between em-
ployees and management personnel
faster than any other sport. And the
rewards are tremendous.
When one of our executives asked

me: “Why should I waste my time in
the bowling league or the camera
club?”, I had an answer ready for
him.

Morale Improved

I told him that the spirit of our em-
ployees is unique in industry and it

just didn’t develop because our em-
ployees joined our firm. It was culti-
vated, sincerely and through the years.
Our employee-management rela-

tions improved steadily from 1936,
from the beginning of our company
bowling league. When employees
bowled with their bosses, strained re-
lations between the two dissipated.
The rewards were tremendous from

the beginning. Employee morale im-
proved, and with it individual em-
ployee productivity. This had to hap-
pen because of the greater teamwork
developed in the bowling center, and
carried over into working hours. Thus,
there was and still is greater effi-
ciency among all levels of Seeburg
personnel.
There are other rewards, too. A

good recreation program makes our
recruitment program much more effi-

cient. Prospective employees hear
about the wonderful working condi-

tions at Seeburg, and for the most
part, come to us unsolicited.

Our fine employee recreation pro-
gram also results in lower turnover.
Frank B. O’Brien, president of See-

burg, a youngish man in his middle
30’s, recognized the great value of our
recreation program. Here’s what he

has to say about it:

O'Brien Praises Team Effart

“It heightens team concept which
is so important to our business ac-

tivity. It provides an opportunity for

various management levels in oui
organization to function as a team,
Each employee is very important tc

the company’s success and the per-

sonal interplay that is essential foi

people to function effectively to-

gether, is cultivated through the re-

laxed atmosphere of our sports pro-

gram, in which our bowling league
is one of many employee-manage-
ment sponsored activities.”

I am singling out our bowlinj
league as an example of what othei

firms can do to strengthen their em
ployee-management relations. Tw(
main reasons are:

1. Right from the start, a bowlinj
league breaks down barriers in thi

way of efficient communication be
tween employee and supervisors.

2. It keeps everyone who partlci

pates physically fit. This means les

days away from work. You’ll not
quickly a big drop in absenteeism.

3. The cost of operating a bowlinj
league is minimal. At Seeburg we hav
two leagues, one for men, the othe
for women. Besides this, twice a yeai
in special fun competition, manage
ment executives and supervisors com
pete against the other personnel r
the regular bowling leagues.
We pay the bowlers’ entry fees

supply each player with a bowlini
shirt, and put up $4 a year for th
“kitty” of each of the teams. We hav
16 men’s teams and 8 women’s teams
Each team member contributes $
apiece, which goes for beautiful tro
phies awarded to the league’s to
bowlers at the annual season-endin:
banquet.

4. The most attractive factor in oi

ganizing a bowling league, is tha
it needs only casual supervision fror
management. The employees run thei
own leagues through their own electe
officers.

Amazing Respanse

The response to the Seeburg bowl
ing leagues still amazes me, eve
after having seen it in operation sine
1936. Peter Salvato, our personnel di

rector, tells me he’s constantly bom
barded with requests from men an
women employees eager to join in th
competition. Age is no barrier. Ou
youngest bowler is 17, our oldest 6<

Our league kicks off this year o
September 4. It will run for 33 week
at the Humboldt Bowl in Chicago. It’

a modern, air-conditioned bowlin
center, which has just completed th
installation of the latest model bowl
ing equipment, 20 new AMF Magi
Circle lanes and underground ball ri

turns.

Vincent Infante, 52, a Seeburg to(
and die man, who is president of ou
employee bowling league, told me:
“The men just love to bowl. It’s th

best form of relaxation we know. Th
league gives us a chance to meet diJ

ferent people, exercise, have a fe^

drinks together, and let off som

steam. I’ve been bowling for 25 years
in the Seeburg league, and I don’t
intend to ever quit.”

Infante’s remarks are typical of the
men in the Seeburg bowling league.
In short, they love it.

Why is bowling the best sport for
helping management and supervisors
get to know their employees better,
and vice versa ?

During many years of experience in
the Seehurg league, I found that when
you’re out bowling with friends, it’s

just like being out at a picnic. Every-
one lets his hair down—even the big-
gest big shots—and gets into the
spirit of the occasion.
To me there’s nothing more thrilling

than watching my teammate run up
eight successive strikes. It is, in short,
an electrifying experience.
When that happens, everyone in the

howling center stops rolling, and joins
4n watching the “hot” bowler until he
flubs or scores a real high game. Then
everyone goes up, slaps the bowler on
the back, and gives him a lift that he
gets from no other work or sport ac-
tivity. That’s what bowling means to
those who compete. It gives them a
lift, builds an individual and team
spirit uncommon in any other sport.

‘ We have three plants in the Chicago
area, the main one at 1500 N. Dayton
St. In our plants are a total of 1900
employees, and the greater majority
participate in one or more of our rec-
reational programs.

Encourage Parficipation

’ If there is any one reason why See-
hurg is the top firm in the coin-op-
erated phonograph field, it is because
we enjoy excellent employee-manage-
ment relations, due in great measure
to our effective recreation programs.
We encourage our executives to

break down the communications bar-
riers between themselves and em-
’ployees which too commonly exist in
companies. We ask our brass not only
to roll up their sleeves at work, but
to join in recreation programs as well.
Those of us who have, have seen

rewards in company productivity and
success we never dreamed of.

Since 1958, when Seeburg entered
^the vending industry, our company
has broadened its line of vending

i

equipment with cold drink cup ven-
ders, cold drink bottle and can venders,
coffee venders, candy and pastry
venders, milk venders, and cigarette
vending machines.
Our employees are extremely proud

to be associated with a champion, and
we’re equally proud of their accom-
plishments that have made us No. 1
in our field.

Work or Play—Win
Our bowling league typifies our em-

ployee-management attitude at work
and at play. Everyone at Seeburg con-
stantly seeks to improve himself and
our products.
Whether at work or at play, we at

Seeburg like to win. But, at the same
time, we get considerable enjoyment
out of just participating. You don’t
get such spirit in a large corporation
without “company brass” willing to
pitch in and make it work.

It wasn’t like it is now when I first

arrived here in the winter of 1936, a
little thinner, less gray, and full of
wild dreams. But it certainly is bub-
bling today. I find myself surrounded
by close friends—our employees—and
they, too, consider me a real friend.

That, I guess, is the Seeburg secret.
We’re one big, happy family.
And our bowling league has helped

measurably to instill that spirit which
is the envy of many another corpora-
tion.

We successfully broke down the bar-
riers at Seeburg. I advise other com-
pany officials to do likewise. It doesn’t
take much. Just a little sincere effort
on the part of company management,
and a phone call to the local bowling
proprietor.

You’ll find in a short while, that em-
ployee and executive morale will im-
prove 100 per cent.

Start a bowling league. We did, and
it’s still the backbone of our many-
faceted recreation program.

New Sun-Glo Plastic Weights
BELLEVILLE, NEW JERSEY—
Carmine Decepoli, President of Sun-
Glo Shuffleboard Supply Corporation,

this city, has announced the release of

an all new plastic shuffleboard weight
which has been designed and produced
for the amusement machine industry.

The weight is specially manufactured
for the shuffle alley-bowling machine
