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The music business doesn’t have
to look to nature for signs of Fall.

The theatre sections of every publi-

cation, consumer or trade, make
the music man well aware at this

time of the year that Fall is just

around the corner, and with it the

“thrill of first nighting,” as Ver-

non Duke noted in his song, “Au-
tumn In New York.”

“First nighting” to the music
man (and its thrill) naturally be-

longs to the area of musicals, and
the forthcoming season, like others

before it, will contain musical

shows that may or may not outlast

the season of their birth.

In recent years, record labels

have cashed-in on the hit status of

a musical mostly through the LP,
including, of course, the original-

cast release, pop and jazz instru-

mentals and the low-priced origi-

nal-cast-like album.

Unless the musical is an all-out

smash, extensive singles coverage
of a show’s score has largely been
confined to the label that has ac-

quired the original-cast LP, and, in

many cases, the label is committed
(not necessarily desirous) to cut

singles of the songs with its top

artists.

However, there has been a heart-

ening development in this area

over the past month. This has been
the singles coverage of a number of

songs from “Stop The World . . .

,”

the hit London musical set to make
its Broadway bow soon. At least

three of its tunes, most prominent-
ly “What Kind Of Fool Am I,” now
on the top 100, is making the sin-

gles rounds on a host of labels.

This kind of showtune coverage of

singles takes the record industry

back at least a decade, and if it con-

tinues, the singles field may well

have recovered a goodly portion of
a market it hasn’t been entirely suc-

cessful in catering to in a long time
—the adult and/or “good-music”
market.
A number of musical produc-

tions scheduled for the upcoming
season are certain to contain mate-
rial for singles exploitation. “Mr.
President” has a score by that mas-
ter at reaching the people with his

songs, Irving Berlin (his first

Broadway effort since 1950’s “Call
Me Madam”). Other likely candi-

dates for strong songs are the as

yet untitled, initial collaboration by
Richard Rodgers & Alan Jay Ler-

ner; “The Fannie Brice Story,”
songs by Julie Styne and Bob Mer-
rill; “Little Me,” score by Carolyn
Leigh and Cy Coleman (Sid Caesar
stars in this one) ; “Oliver,” Lionel
Bart’s long-running London musi-
cal; “Hot Spot,” (starring Judy
Holliday) music and lyrics by Mary
Rodgers (Richard’s daughter) and
Martin Charnin, and “Shop
Around The Corner,” songs by
Jerry Bock & Sheldon Harnick,
who wrote the score for the Pulit-

zer Prize musical, “Fiorello !”

Surely, each one of these shows

—and others not listed—contain at

least one number worthy of singles

exposure. Bringing Broadway back

to the singles field is a project

worthy of any label’s time and
imagination.

Shows Sales, Net Decline
NEW YORK—Capitol Records’ sales
and net income for the fiscal year
ending June 30, 1962 dipped in com-
parison with last year’s fiscal period.
As reported by stockholders by top-

per Glenn Wallichs, Capitol’s sales
for the '62 period was $41,857,465,
with a net income of $350,477, equal
to 76^- a share on the label’s 461,331
shares outstanding at the end of the
year.

This compared with the previous
period’s sales of $48,364,719, with a
net income of $1,815,523, equal to

$3.98 per share on 461,409 shares out-

standing.

Wallichs told stockholders that the
firm’s “stepped-up” development of

its electronics business had adverse-

ly affected earnings. The execs said

that the development was part of the
firm’s long-range diversification pro-

gram which also includes the acqui-

sition of interests in the entertain-

ment field and shares in a record-

producing company in Japan.
Wallichs also noted that the “highly

competitive conditions in the record
industry . . . developed during the

year into a chaotic market situation

and our increased promotional expen-
ditures to maintain a competitive po-

sition resulted in narrowed profit

margins.”

Wallich concluded his report by
declaring that the record market was
expanding with the growing teenage
population and more and more fami-
lies were acquiring stereo and other

improved devices to produce music for
home entertainment. “Over the long
run,” he stated, “the prospects are

there for greater growth and a sound
and profitable operation.”

Schwartz Bros., DC,
Moves To Larger Quarters

WASHINGTON—Schwartz Bros., the

capitol’s large disk distributor, moved
into George’s Warehouse over the

Labor Day holiday. The new head-

quarters has 43,000 square feet of

space, which compares with the 1,000

square feet the firm had when it first

began operations 16 years ago.

Booker T.

Booker T., whose real name is

Booker T. Jones, was born in Mem-
phis, Tennessee, November 12, 1944.
He started playing the organ pro-
fessionally at the age of 14. During
his high school years, Booker T. was
the director of the high school band
for 4 years. He organized a high
school orchestra, which played prom
dates throughout the Mid-South for 3
years. In 1962, Booker T. was named
to the “Who’s Who” in high schools
of America.

In 1959, Booker T. started record-
ing as a staff musician for the Stax
label, and recorded with such well
known groups as the Mar-Keys and
the Triumphs.

Booker T.’s first instrument was a
string bass, but soon he switched to
the organ. In high school he concen-
trated on the study of music theory
and harmony. His current hit record-
ing is the chart-climbing “Green
Onions” by Booker T. and the MG’s
on the Etax label, which is distributed
by Atlantic Records.

Dickey Lee

Dickey Lee, who is currently riding
high on the charts with “Patches”
on Smash, was born in Memphis on
September 21, 1940. The son of a
railroad superintendent, the young-
ster began to sing an imitation of
the sounds of the speeding trains
that whizzed by the window of his
father’s office, long before he started
to spell.

By the time he was sixteen Dickey
was a self-taught guitarist and had
formed his own little country trio
singing and playing for high school
proms and college functions. As he
grew older and entered Memphis State
University, he demonstrated a born
talent in art, songwriting and near-
professional skill as a boxer.
The chanter’s fist smashed him

into the “Golden Gloves” boxing
tournament and won him the cham-
pionship award of Memphis in 1959.
Dickey’s cleffing talents brought him
success in 1962 with “She Thinks I

Still Care,” one of the top country
tunes of the year.

Still a bachelor, the artist makes
his home with his mother, sister and
brother.

“RAMBLIN’ ROSE”—Nat King Cole—Capitol
ST 1793
Nat King Cole should have one of his biggest al-

bum sellers in quite a while with top-drawer

Rose.” The artist, who recently celebrated his

25th anniversary in show biz, offers eleven pop-
ular tunes in an easy-going country mood in addi-
tion to his biggie.

JAZZ PICKS OF THE WEEK

“WHAT’S NEW?”—Sonnv Rollins—RCA Victor
LSP 2572
Sonny Rollins, who has never been afraid to at-
tempt something new, explores the complex
strains of the bossa-nova on this excellent Victor
set. Rollins has not compromised his distinctive
style of playing but instead he launches full-blast

into the Latin rhythms with a drive which comes
from the music itself. Some outstanding tracks
here include “If Ever I Would Leave You,” “Jun-
goso” and “The Night Has A Thousand Eyes.”

Reasonable allocations, the ARMADA
execs stated, would discourage trans-
shipping, just as unreasonable allo-

cations—with extra discounts after
reaching a quota—encourages the

practice. “Bring back competition to

where it belongs,” it was stated.

5) Work closely with the Federal
Trade Commission to legislate fair
practices which will improve the sta-
tus of the distributor.

6) Appoint a committee of AR-
MADA execs and members to he’n
iron out complaints and problems in

any market area. This would be es-

sentially a consultation and mediation
service.

7) Establish a clearing hous° for

general business ideas via a bulletin

to be sent bi-monthly to ARMADA
members.

In conclusion, executives present at

the meeting pointed out that AR-
MADA will not become a crutch for

bad distributors. All of its activities,

while geared to the immediate task of

improving the distributor’s position,

must in the last analysis spell out to-

tal industry progress.

The album was produced
by Dave Connell for release by Peter
Pan Records.

NEW YORK—Recently-inked Colum-
bia wax artist Randy Sparks is shown

The album
was released this month.
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To quicken the turn-over of its product, Toshiba Records will discard 1,071
different waxes by Sept. 25. Retail sellers can exchange these products for any
disks (other than Oct. releases) they want of the same value. They include
55 stereo 12" albums, 366 mono 12" albums, 15 stereo 10" albums, 163 mono
10" albums, 38 stereo 45 rpm’s and 434 mono 45 rpm’s. Among them, only LP’s
will later (Oct.) be placed on sale at a special price for customers in several
big cities such as Tokyo, Osaka, Nagoya and others.

Parisian Juliette Greco whose Japanese p.a. last Nov. was a big success, will

initiate Victor’s brand-new series “Chanson Recital Series” under Philips tag.
The one to be released in near future is her 12" stereo album titled “Juliette
Greco Recital,” which was recorded “live” at the ABC Theater, Paris.

Victor’s second pressing plant is nearly complete near Yokohama (Yamato-
machi, Kanagawa Prefecture) and will start operating in Oct. Then the firm
itself will be able to press around 1.2 million disks each month. The new factory
will only press 12" LP’s both in stereo and regular ciits with a possible
capacity for % million albums a month.

First Russian-made stereo grooved disk will be released here by Shin-Sekai
Records on Oct. 5. The 12" stereo album is “Symphony #12 by Shostakovitch”
as recorded by Leningrad Phil, last Oct. Shin-Sekai, by the way, has 3 more
stereo cut masters in stock now and will release them one by one later.

A talent buyer, Art Friend Association, is now planning to bring jazz
trumpeter Miles Davis here next Jan. Incidentally, Columbia will release his
specially prepared albums (a pack of 2 LP’s (12") at $5.56), consisting of
“Miles Tones” and “Kind Of Blue” with his sextet.

Dark Ducks, the male chorus for King Records, returned home last week
after a long trip to Russia.

Six local disk firms (Columbia, Grammophone, King, Teichiku, Toshiba and
Victor) asked the dealers’ union, National Phonograph Records Retail Sellers
Association, recently not to be so “cruel” to those who wish to open disk retail

selling stores. The proposal was made at a meeting with several top figures
of the union in Tokyo. Manufacturers completed their “more production” set-

ups this year hut they are confronted with a big difficulty nowadays in pushing
their policies forward. In order to sell more disks, manufacturers want to have
as many as retail stores in this country. Nevertheless, none can operate
such stores without getting consent from NPRRSA but for a few regional
exceptions (at least up until now). Actually, only 22 stores (out of 193) were
given consent in the country as of the mid-July, 1962 according to the figure
collected by manufacturers. Others were turned down. Then one of them whose
hope for a disk store was rebuffed brought his complaint to the Fair Trade
Commission. The latter immediately started to work on the case as it ad-
mitted the possible violation against the Anti-Monopoly Law. The union’s
stiff attitude against newcomers in the business is based on the belief that a
new store decreases a total trade volume of the nearby retail seller already in
operation. And manufacturers (those who want to sell more) are now ready
to enable newcomers handle their products as retail sellers without any union’s
objections; this was the most important part of the proposal this time. They
will, of course, be recommended by diskeries to join the union. Otherwise, even
diskeries are also sure to be charged with violations against the Anti-Trust
Law. Union’s answer is expected to come during this month as of this writing.
1,830 stores are now in operation as disk retail sellers against roughly 100
million population in this country.

Stateside Records’ new representative, Toshiba, is putting Neil Sedaka’s
“Oh! Delilah/Neil’s Twist” on the mart Sept. 5 when the firm will first intro-
duce the Stateside catalog here in Japan. Another disk among the initial re-

Philadelphia preview on Sept. 17. The musical, which has received heavy disk
coverage from American artists, opens on Broadway Oct. 3rd. Already in the
States are female lead Anna Qualye and The Baker Twins. A Swedish produc-
tion opens in Stockholm on Sept. 15th with Jan Mamsjo and Annd Sundquist
in the leading roles.

An international disk festival—on the lines of the Cannes film festival—is
being planned for July, 1963 at Brighton, Sussex. Organizing the event is
Barry Langford, PRO of Brighton Corporation and impresario Harold Davison
is named as an interested participant. Record companies all over the world,
both major and independent, will be invited to send in their recorded entries
from which some 280 judges, made up of 40 panels, will select the best in each
category—pop, classical, electronics etc. In all 22 awards are envisaged in-
cluding one for the ‘Best A&R Man.’ The Festival (which is subject to the
approval of the Brighton Corporation Committee which sits on Sept. 17) is
planned to be a seven-day event with television coverage of the presentation.

Following the success of the first release last Sept, of “Live With Love”

—

a series of sex educational talks by a well-known psychiatrist, Transatlantic
Records this month issues Volume 2 and 3 and heavy advance orders have
been received from educational and medical authorities. As with Volume 1

overseas distribution throughout the English speaking countries will follow
almost immediately. Director Nathan Joseph told Cash Box that production
plans for the future entails at least one album release a month which in the
main will comprise popular recordings of a novel content.

Latest Board of Trade figures show that manufacturers’ sales of records in
June were valued at £900,000 and five per cent less than in June 1961. Home
sales were 2 per cent less and export sales were 17 per cent less. Taking the
first half of this year as a whole, home and export sales were 9 per cent and
6 per cent higher respectively, than in the corresponding period last year.
Production of gramophone records in June was 20 per cent less than a year
earlier; output of 78 rpm records was 17 per cent less and 45 rpm 15 per cent
less. Production of 33 1/3 rpm’s has expanded strongly during the past year
and despite a sharp fall in June to a rate of 30 per cent below the level of a
year earlier, output in the first half of this year was 26 per cent higher than
in the comparable period in 1961. Production of both 78 rpm and 45 rpm
disks during the first half of this year was 7 per cent less than in the corres-
ponding months of 1961.

The Telstar satelite is making news in the record industry. Independent
producer Joe Meek has penned a number entitled “Telstar” for a new instru-

mental group The Tornados released on the Decca label. The Tornados have
been backing singing star Billy Fury during his summer season at Great
Yarmouth.

Making their fourth visit to this country the popular Danish group, Papa
Bue and his Viking Jazzband arrive here on September 22nd for a three-week
nation wide tour.

The United Artists catalog previously issued here through EMI on the

HMV label now has its own label. First release under its own identity will

comprise four LP’s by Ferrant and Teicher, The Highwaymen, A1 Caiola and
Charles Mingus.

The 29th Radio Show opened in London recently with the interest centered

around television. Sets with the new 625 line definition were on show and color

TV was demonstrated with an excerpt from the film “Porgy And Bess,” which
is due to be premiered here on Oct. 2.

After its summer rest ATV’s “Sunday Night At The London Palladium”
returns to the screens on Sept. 17th. The format remains the same and Shirley

Bassey has been booked to top the bill on the first show. Frankie Vaughan
stars on Sept. 24. “Broadway Goes Latin” featuring Edmundo Ros and his

Orchestra starts its 39-week run on Sept. 29. Many international stars will

guest in the series including The Platters and Tito Puente.

Bron Music published the American hit “Party Lights” and the original re-

cording by Claudine Clark is issued here on Pye International. Two British

versions have also been waxed by Jackie Lee on Oriole and 10-year-old

Stephen Sinclair on HMV. Stephen must be among the youngest disk stars

ever.

Sue Lyon, who portrays Lolita in the film of the same name, is to attend the

London premiere of the MGM film here on Sept. 6th. The original soundtrack

recording is being rush-released by MGM.
“It’ll Be Me” is the title of the new Cliff Richard disk released on Columbia

and published by Aberbach Music. First EP release on the Stateside label com-
prises disks by B. Bumble And The Stingers, Freddy Cannon and Cowboy
Copas.

Knappupp reports great sales for Pat Boone’s “Speedy Gonzales,” which so
far has sold 25,000 in Sweden only. In these days, when record sales are not
what they used to be, this is a most satisfactory figure. Knappupp is now
working hard to get Billy Vaughn to include Sweden in the European tour he
just has started.

Discussing record sales, everybody in the trade is very happy that people
seem to be buying records again. When the year started, sales were close to
a catastrophe, but in the last months, sales figures have been moving upwards,
and judging from the reports now when the season is still young, record sales
will continue growing better and better. Anders Holmstedt, head of EMI in

Sweden, told Cash Box that the situation looks much more hopeful than he
dared to expect a few months ago.

Sir Joseph Lockwood, chairman of EMI, England, arrives in Stockholm in

end of Aug. At a special reception at the Apollonia Hotel, he will present Gold

Disks to Swedish opera singer Ingvar Wicksell for his LP “Fridas Vistor” and

to Sven-Bertil Taube for his albums with songs by Bellman and Nils Ferlin.

On Sept. 6th, he visits

Berlin with Siw Malmquist, Toots Thielemans and the Knud Jorgensens Trio,

who will appear together with among others Billy Vaughn.
Japanese EMI singer Kyu Satamoto in Stockholm on his combined vacation

and biz trip to Europe. Swedish TV is trying hard to get him for a TV show.

Ivan Nordstrom, a&r man of EMI in Stockholm, told Cash Box that “Ram-
blin’ Rose” with Nat “King” Cole, released on Aug. 15, and looks like a real

big hit.

England’s number one boy, Cliff Richard,
has two disks on the list of best-sellers—“Do You Want To Dance” has been
a solid chart rider for several weeks and his new entry is “The Young Ones,”
the title tune for his movie. These two disks—along with “I Remember You”
by Frank Ifield and Mike Same’s “Come Outside”—give England a strong
representation among our hot singles at the moment.

Sid Parnes of Dominion Music is due in Australia soon to visit with his local

associates the Leeds Music group headed by Jack Argent.
Sven Libaek, recently appointed A&R Manager of Australia Record Com-

pany, is back from a recent visit to the United States. During the trip, Sven
spent some time at Columbia’s New York offices and attending several record-
ing sessions including one by Miles Davies. While in New York, Sven worked
closely with Columbia’s A&R people in both sessions and tape editing and
studied the latest equipment and techniques of using it.

The Philips single of “Silver Threads And Golden Needles” by The Spring-
fields is starting to make sales noise here and could probably become a chart
item before long.

The Modern Jazz Quartet and Brazilian singer Joao Gilberto should be the

next top artists visiting Argentina, according to the latest reports. The MJQ
is now well known by jazz fans in Argentina, thanks to the two LP’s already
released by Surco (Fontessa and Piramid), now preparing a third one by
them, “In the Music Inn.” Joao, one of the top names in the “bossa nova”
modern Brazilian music movement, should be in Buenos Aires in a few weeks,
to perform on Channel 9, in the “Festival 62” program, and at a night club.
Gilberto's latest record, “Bossa Nova,” has been very well received by the
customers, and some of his waxings have been included in Odeon Pops’
“Favulozo” selection LP’s, which means success.

Carlos Tealdo Alizieri of Surco Industrias Musicales reports that his diskery
has entered the “big music” field by the release of the first four Ultra Audio
albums, recorded by Eydie Gorme-Steve Lawrence, Terry Snider, AI Caiola
and Nick Perito and his orchestra. The LP’s are presented in the same way as
the original UA recordings, and maximum care has been put in their process-
ing, according to Alizieri. The other diskeries in the “big sound” field are
Microfon, with the Audio Fidelity line, and Tonodisc, which has recently re-
leased several Time Records de-luxe recordings.
Columbia started recordings in its new studios, located on top of its build-

ing on Paraguay street, Aug. 20. The first artists to record there were Amadeo
Monges (harpist) with Jose Carli’s orchestra, and Lucio Milena, who began
the waxing of the music from “Buenas Noches Carina” (Buona Notte,
Bettina), the musical comedy that is being presented with big success at the
Astral theatre.
More about Columbia: Los Tres Sudamericanos are now performing at the

Pasapoga of Madrid, in Spain. Reports from that country show that they
have been well received there. Los Cinco Latinos, who are also in Spain, are
enjoying success, too. They will have to be in Buenos Aires next December,
but this seems to be difficult since they have still many contracts to fulfill.

Waldo de los Rios, member of the Columbia artistic staff, started his tour
of Europe, Aug., 21. The diskery gave him a party at the Coraggio restaurant.
Peter de Rougemont, head of Columbia, gave a gold record to Lucio Milena,

during the Aug. 27th “Show de Pinocho” TV’er on Channel 13. Milena’s records
have sold more than a million copies. As it has been informed, Milena is

now artistic director of the Pinocho show.
Mauricio Brenner informs that his pubbery has great faith in Elvis Presley’s

songs, which are represented by it. “Little Sister” (Hermanita) has just
got into the charts, and several other Presley records, like “Good Luck Charm”
and the LP’s “Something for Everybody” and “Blue Hawaii,” are also con-
sistent sellers. Fermata plans to build big promotion around several of his
tunes, and see if they can break into the charts.

Disc Jockey Records is continuing its plan of recording the latest pop
hits by its teen artists, Romana Farres and Juan Ramon. Romana Farres
has recorded “Una guitarra y una Copa de Vina,” (A Guitar and a Glass of
Wine), the Paul Anka hit, while Juan Ramon has cut “Rey de los Payasos”
(King of Clowns), the Neil Sedaka smash. Both tunes are sung in Spanish,
and are receiving wide promotion.
Anibal Alverdi of Music Hall reports about the latest news in his diskery:

there are several new releases, headed by an LP by Simba y sus Pachangas,
with several tropical music hits, like “El Pakarito,” “El Mago,” “Brigitte
Bardot” and “Por Un Mani”; under the Reprise label there is a new album
by Frank Sinatra: “Sinatra and Strings.” In the country music field, there is

an album by the Cuarteto America, with several standards. In the kiddie music
line, MH is preparing new waxings by several artists, as Piluso, “Tatin,”
“Pandeleche” and “Pinocho.” All these artists will wax LP’s. Raul Shaw
Moreno, recently inked by Music Hall, (he previously recorded for Odeon),
has finished his first album, which includes a tango, “Volver.” Shaw Moreno’s
latest single, “Reza,” has been well received. Rodolfo Zapata, folk artist, has
been inked by the El Nacional theatre for a four week performance. He is also
appearing on TV and dance parties. Los Litorenos, folk group, are performing
on LR3, Radio Belgrano.

Jose Ruzo of Edami reports that several new recordings of the tunes con-
trolled by his pubbery have been arranged. “De Rodillas,” the Benito de Jesus
bolero, has been cut by Victor Hugo (Disc Jockey), Carlos Ray (Odeon Pops)
and Daniel Morel (Svelt). “Cuando Calienta el Sol” has been waxed by Los
Fernandos (Odeon Pops), Juan Ramon (Disc Jockey), Danny Martin (Philips)
and Daniel Morel (Svelt). “Munequita” has two new waxings: Juan Ramon
(Disc Jockey) and Danny Martin (Philips).

Felix Lipesker of Julio Korn Publishers informs that “El Poeta Lloro,”
one of the best tunes produced locally in recent months, will be recorded by
Edith Piaf in France. The French title is unknown yet. Another well known
artist, Tony DalJara, has also recorded a local song, titled “La Escalera.”
“Paloma,” the folk hit, will be published in Spain. The Carlos Gardel standard
tangos, according to Lipesker, have proved to be very interesting material in
other American countries and in Europe. Recently, Musart Records of Mexico
released a three LP set with some of his best tunes. An interesting fact is that
although Gardel died in 1935, there are few pop artists in the world that have
recorded more tunes than him.
Regarding “El Cigarron,” the fast chart climber, it must be noted that it

is a local copyright. Although the song belongs to a Venezualian composer,
Hugo Blanco, the international rights were bought by an Argentine publisher,
Fermata. The tune has been recorded on Polydor, where Blanco had already
a big hit some time ago: “Moliendo Cafe.”

Correction: Last week, this column noted that Microfon records would con-
tinue releasing Adriano Celentano’s waxings in Argentina, although he had
changed his label in Italy. A few hours after receiving that information, Gigi
Gallo of Promotora Sudamericana de Grabaciones, owner of Celentano’s rights,
informed that his recordings would be handled by Columbia instead of Micro-
fon; the reason was that Celentano wants his waxings to be released by only
one company in all South America and Mexico. Now, Columbia and Gallo are
preparing the new Clentano releases. His latest release in Argentina, made by
Microfon (which has promoted very well the artist and has done a good work)
is “No Seas Timida.”

Every pro in the record business agrees that a strong flip side can help a hit

sell more records especially in this day and age of the juke box, but Germany
has had more two sided smashes in the last few months than ever before. The
present trend started when Nana Mouskouri and Gerhard Wendland tried to
follow up their million seller successes in Germany. By the way, a million
sold in Germany would be around a 3 million seller in America if you figure
that Germany only has 60 million people and a little over 6 million record
players! Back on the main theme, both of the follow up disks for Nana and
Gerhard were strong on both sides, and disk jockeys jumped on both sides.
The result was that both sides became smash hits. Connie Francis wras next
on the list when she recorded her American hit “Don’t Bx-eak The Heart” in
German and backed it with a German tune called “Paradiso.” After a quick
start with the “Don’t Break The Heart” side, the record began to get plays
on both sides and the powerful coupling kicked the record to the top of the
charts where it now is. Actually, A&R execs usually fight to get one side

pushed as the top deck so that plays on a record will not be divided,
but it seems that in this time of over-production, the public wants two hits
for their money. Right now, all three of the records mentioned above are in
the top 10 in Germany. It looks like the fall season will find more and more
double decked hits entering the market in Germany.
The Medium Terzett, a young trio, reported to have swung to 2nd place

on the Milwaukee German Radio Station with their German waxing of “Mr.
Sandman.” The group is now working hard on new TV shows for national
TV here. German star Margot Eskens is now moving more and more into a
top movie career. At present, she’s doing a film in Yugoslavia, and will do
films this year in Paris and Vienna. Both Margot and the trio are in the pro-
duction team of Hans Bertram of Polydor Records.

Golden 12 Records reports the signing of Peter Lauch and his “Regenpfei-
fer” group who hit on Philips with their “Laila,” one of the most controversial
records last season.

Metronome Records has a left field hit with the “St. Tropez Twist,” sung
in Italian by Peppino Di Capri. The record is already a top hit in Italy, and
the 3 million Germans who visited Italy this summer are demanding the side.
It’s already the top request record on south German radio.

At the team singing competition held in Knokke, Belgium, Germany finished
a strong third with a team composed of Nina Weston, Ralf Paulsen, Angela
Monti, Ulla Raphael and Peter Kirsten.

Gerig Music, which is riding strong with all 3 of the top 3 records in Ger-
many, has another smash with its “Roses Are Red” with Caterina Valente
and Bobby Vinton.

Osca Records announced that its top star Maureen Rene from England, just
finished a tour of Poland.

Globus One-Stop reports “Lady Sunshine and Mr. Moon” from Conny top-
ping its sales with 2nd place going to Paul Anka for his “A Steel Guitar And
A Glass Of Wine.” Third position is held down by Ray Charles with “I Can’t
Stop Loving You.”

Michael Arends of Arends Music reports top action on “La Bamba” by
The Tokens.

Polydor records is starting a novel promotion for their Japanese star
Sachiko Nashida by releasing her German sung record and sending out
Japanese copies of her hit there, “Moliendo Cafe.”

Former Polydor Star Rainer Bertram has inked a new long term contract
with Metronome Records. Rainer became popular in Germany by winning
2nd and 3rd place at the German Pop Music Festival from Radio Luxem-
burg 2 years ago.

With classical music sales still on the upswing here, Teldec Records has
started a new promotion to help the buyers decide which records they need
to have a good representative classical collection.

Teldec reports that the experts say that over 23,000 good classical LP’s,
all different, are available on the European market. From these top selections,
the firm picked 99 top LP’s and is offering them as the “99” for a perfect
collection. Special display material is offered for the shops as well as stands
to hold the 99 LP’s. Teldec handles RCA, the London labels, English Decca,
Warner Brothers and their own Telefunken line of Classical LP’s.

While in Milan, West rang Cash Box, but unfortunately we
were on the Italian Riviera enjoying our vacation, and we lost this opportunity
of meeting him.

More news on the Madison dance: Along the Italian Riviera, which repre-
sents the best point of view to follow new dance movements, the Madison is

becoming popular. Many bands play it every night and teenagers are learning
it fast. For instance we had the pleasant surprise, the other day, to find out a
group of eight young boys and girls of about eleven or twelve years dancing
the Madison all together near a juke box, early in the morning. Currently the
Twist is at the top. Durium is arranging immediate release of Madison records.

Ivan Mogul, the New York publisher, wrote telling that he hopes to be com-
ing to Italy sometime in September or October, and will let Cash Box know
way in advance. Ivan has acquired the Italian rights to the following American
hit songs: Clyde McPhatter’s “Lover Please,” also recorded by The Vernon
Sisters in England; “Little Bitty Pretty One,” also by McPhatter; “Walk On
By” by Leroy Van Dyke and Nat King Cole’s success, “Rambling Rose.”

This record is a special promotional item, in fact it carries three songs and
it’s sold at the price of a single. The third song, not mentioned in the chart,
“Amami E Baciami” (Love And Kiss Me), published by Southern Music is

enjoying big success, as well. Southern Music also hitting with “Caterina,”
which appeared often on the charts both in the versions by Perry Como and
Tony Dallara.

Teenagers Take

To Coin Machines

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Just two weeks ago (CB Aug. 25) we mentioned in

this space the problems that confront us in these chang-

ing times and a point was made concerning the one mil-

lion idle teenagers who have been unemployed since

school closed in June. What are you going to do to cultivate

a market which never existed before—is the answer amuse-

ment centers ... or dance fests . . . will the kids raise the

money to support such locations? These were some of the

questions raised and it wasn’t long before at least one
operator gave us some answers to these and other ques-

tions concerning the changing times in his operating

territory.

We were told that the idle teenagers were filling up a

new amusement center in this operator’s town and the

main attraction was coin machines—bowlers and pool

tables. The operator was originally approached by the

real estate agent who evidently couldn’t rent the spot to

anyone else and a deal was set whereby the operator

would do no more than operate on a commission basis

with the agent, just as though the agent were the actual

location owner. “In this way I stayed in the coin machine
business and didn’t invest a penny in the real estate

end,” said the operator.

Since pool rooms to this day carry a certain stigma in

some people’s minds, the operator installed five big ball

bowlers and called the place “The Bowlerette.” The fact

that he also had one dozen pool tables in the place didn’t

stop the traffic. In fact it stimulated business and after

two months the location is definitely a going one. The
operator is making a profit and looks to even greater

profit once school starts. “The kids seem to have taken

to the place as though it were their clubhouse,” is the

way he put it. As far as licensing, the authorities ruled

that the location is classified as a pool parlor. The local

police tried to talk the operator out of the idea pointing

to the possibility of trouble resulting from the crowds

of teenagers in a neighborhood that is termed “middle

class.” To date, the operator has not seen fit to call the

police or anyone else. As pointed out, the kids take pride

in the hangout. It is looked upon as a clubhouse by many.

Even women from the neighborhood have taken to the

pool game and business has never been better. Pingames

are also on location in the amusement hall and vending

machines were placed in position to serve cold drinks

and cigarettes just last week. One attendant is on hand

from opening time at 1 PM until closing—around 10. No
immediate service needed. “When a machine breaks

down there is no panic—we have several of each type

always on hand. I service them when I return each eve-

ning,” stated the operator. Promotion is conducted via

a huge plate glass window out front which permits pass*

ersby to view the action inside. The lights are bright and

the place is kept clean.

Meanwhile, the problem of idle teenagers as a poten-

tial market, the specific problem in this particular town

of the illegality of free play games, and the search for

new type locations all seem ta have been solved in this

one instance. They have been offset by the popularity of

bowling, pingames, pool, and the efforts of an operator

who is changing with these ever changing times.

Conferees Ag ree To Certain Revisions

Before Bill Goes To Both Houses

Showings On New Seeburg Phono

Start Tues., Sept. 4, Run 2 Weeks

Factory Expects New Model To Open Up

More Juke Box Locations For Ops

WASHINGTON, D.C.—Conferees of

the House-Senate Conference Com-
mittee agreed to a report on the East-

land Bill (S.1658), on Wednesday,
August 29. The bill amends the John-

son Act which prohibits the transpor-

tation of gambling devices in inter-

state and foreign commerce to include

“any other machine or mechanical

device designed and manufactured pri-

marily for use in connection with

gambling and which when operated

may deliver, as the result of the ap-

plication of an element of chance any
money or property, or by the operation

of which a person may become entitled

to receive, as the result of the applica-

tion of an element of chance, any
money or property, but which is not

attached to any such machine or me-
chanical device as a constituent part.”

The report carries several changes
which revise the original bill but do

not basically change the purpose of

the bill which was written to prohibit

the interstate shipment of machines

which pay off in cash. The bill does

not effect the legality of free play

pingames. The report also excludes

from the bill States where gambling
machines are lawful, namely the State

of Nevada and four counties in Mary-
land—Calvert, Anarundel, St. Mary’s,

and Charles Counties. The report

necessitates the revised bill going be-

fore both Houses for approval before

it receives the President’s signature.

The changes agreed to by conferees

of the Senate and the House were
scheduled to appear in the Congres-

sional Record dated August 31, which
is available to the public after Sep-

tember 1 upon written request. Copies

of S.1658 are available from Senator

James D. Eastland’s office in the U.S.

Senate Building, Washington 1, D.C.

Should the bill be enacted, amend-

ments made shall take effect sixty

days after the date of its enactment.

CHICAGO—Seeburg’s North Ameri-

can distributors will on Tuesday,

Sept. 4, start premiere showings to

music operators of a new Seeburg

coin phonograph heralded as “revolu-

tionary” in design and operation.

First announcements of its details and

features will be made by the distrib-

utors.

The new model was secretly shown

to distributors, including European

representatives, in Chicago on August

It is described by those who have

seen it as “truly revolutionary” and

as “what we have needed to move the

coin phonograph into locations that

never before even considered having a

juke box,” according to Seeburg offi-

cials.

The latest Seeburg innovations, it is

reported, involve programming, serv-

icing convenience, income accounting,

and wallbox features, as well as cabi-

net styling.

The distributor shows will be held

over a two week span and will almost

invariably be held in the respective

city’s leading hotels. Distributors at-

tending the factory meeting in Chi-

cago were treated to a dramatic

unveiling and these same sales pre-

sentation features were in many in-

stances being used in conjunction

with standard opex*ator showing pro-

grams by the wholesalers themselves.

Seeburg officials were scheduling

trips during the course of the two

week period in order that company
officials be on hand at the distributor

premieres wherever possible. The well-

kept secret of what the machine looks

like, and it’s reportedly “revolution-

ary” features was backed up with

strict confidential reports between

factory and distributor.

Judging from factory reports and

announcements and distributor reac-

tion to the new model phonograph,

the Seeburg machine is expected to

help pave the way for a much
broader exposure on location than

possible previously. Up until now, the

foundation of juke box locations was
said to be with the neighborhood tav-

ern and diners. The Seeburg an-

nouncement inferred that perhaps

additional locations would now be

open to using the juke box as a means

of entertainment.

Showings were scheduled across the

country for almost every day during

the two-week premiere, including

weekends.

Thousands View Coin Machines In

Bilotta Exhibit At N. Y. State Exposition

Sugerman Off On Latin American

Trip, Will Visit 8 Countries In 4 Weeks

SYRACUSE—140,000 visitors turned

out during the first two days of the

New York State Exposition here last

week and the total number expected

before the Labor Day closing was
upped to one-half million. The indus-

trial show, which began August 28

featured a display of coin-operated

phonographs, amusement machines
and vendors under the banner of

Bilotta Enterprises, headed by John
Bilotta, leading coin machine distrib-

utor in the upper New York State

territory.

Bilotta set up three different booths

to house the various machines he dis-

tributes from several subsidiaries, and
from early reports the project was

“better than we ever expected.”

Bilotta had his top personnel on hand

to demonstrate features of the ma-

chines not seen before by many of the

visitors. Location owners were treated

to a tour of the equipment and in

some instances the interest was stim-

ulated to the point where ops in this

section of the country may receive in-

quiries from locations for new Wur-
litzers, Chicago Coin Guns or a shuffle

alley or two.

Bilotta explained the half-dollar

principle, which is employed on the

Wurlitzer phonograph which offers

Ten Top Tunes for fifty cents, and the

Smokeshop cigarette vendor, which

makes change for fifty-cent insertions,

was seen for the first time by many
location owners. In addition, the pa-

trons of Bilotta’s exhibits accepted

the fifty-cent principle. “Many of the

guests never saw some of our equip-

ment before,” stated the distributor.

“We not only paved the way for more

locations, but we did an educational

program, as well.”

Governor Nelson Rockefeller was
expected to visit the fair on Thurs-

day, and Bilotta hoped to benefit from
the publicity. “We placed a brand new
Wurlitzer phonograph right in the

path he is expected to travel,” said

Bilotta. “He’ll have to walk around it

to get thru,” stated the jovial coin-

man. Bilotta also publicized the fact

that The Wurlitzer Company is the

“only juke box manufacturer in New
York State.” He said that other legal

problems were also publicized and
were expected to be discussed with

visiting politicians who also should

be on hand during the show. Bilotta

displayed all of his equipment with

representation from every line he

handled.

He received much comment on a

ChiCoin “World’s Fair Shooting Gal-

lery,” and explained to locations the

benefits of having an operator install

such a unit in a public place. Bilotta

also explained the disadvantages of a

location operating such a machine

pointing to the many operators in the

area who “specialize” in such a busi-

ness.

and the answer lies in the merchan-
dise machines.
