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Ask any record man, “Who was

the artist who cut an instrumental

cover of a hit vocal record which

was riding the charts in 1949?”
and you probably will be amazed at

how quickly he comes up with the

correct answer. In the next breath,

ask the same person, “How was

business last week,” and his answer

probably will be something along

the lines of: “Much worse than it

was last year at this time.”

How the record man’s IBM-like

memory, which can recall with ac-

curacy titles, artists and labels of

decades ago, and how this same

memory can forget as important a

fact as the business he was doing

only twelve months ago, is some-

thing we’ll never be able to fathom.

Perhaps record people prefer to

erase from memory any bad busi-

ness period. But burying one’s

head doesn’t help. For as long as

we can remember, the record in-

dustry has had highs and lows. And
in recent years with Summer de-

veloping into a high period in the

curve as opposed the low it was a

decade or so ago, by contrast the

beginning of Fall appears to be

much worse than it really is.

It should be quite obvious by

now that the back-to-school move
does not mean an increase in record

sales. On the contrary—it’s quite

obviously a recession period for

records. Books, clothing, football

tickets, home redecoration, and an

endless list of other essentials put

a heavy burden on the budget for a

while. But it isn’t long before

school becomes a routine, cool

weather begins to set in across the

country, and the entertainment

season begins. Dating, the theatre,

Saturday nights in the movies

and/or the popular Saturday night

party in some friend’s house

soon become the most important

thoughts to teenagers and young

adults, and with each of these go

records.

But it’s quite apparent that noth-

ing will ever change the continu-

ous “weeping” heard from manu-

facturers, dealers, distrihs, one-

stops and jobbers.

Even though it doesn’t help pay

the bills, perhaps it is some con-

solation knowing that you are not

the only one affected.

NEW YORK—The efforts of A&R
producers in coming up with million-

sellers at Columbia Records and its

affiliated firms, Epic and Okeh, are

now being recognized with presenta-

tions of gold records ala the artists

whose disks sell a million.

The first such award was presented

to Robert Morgan, producer of Bobby
Vinton’s Epic recording of “Roses Are
Red.” Morgan joined Columbia Rec-

ords’ organizational development pro-

gram in July, 1958. In Oct. of that

year, he was named associate A&R
producer; his appointment as a Pro-

ducer was made in Ocrt., 1959.

In addition to supervising the re-

cordings of Vinton, Morgan also

records Oscar Brown, Jr., the Clancy

Brothers and Tommy Makem, Geula
Gill, Bobby Hackett, and Jerry Vale
for Columbia and George Maharis for

Epic.

The presentation of the Gold Record
took place at a special luncheon on

Sept. 10.

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Colpix Adds New Artists,

Indie Disk Producers

NEW YORK—A flock of new artists

and indie disk producers have been
inked to Colpix Records and its May
subsid, according to Jerry Raker, gen-

eral manager.
The Colpix pactees include singer-

writer Teddy Randazzo, Vi Velasco,

Diahann Carroll’s standby in “No
Strings,” Don Gant, Ernie Royal,

Manny Albam (for singles only),

guitarist Everett Barksdale, pianist

Randy Weston and tenor saxist Zoot
Sims, who’s already represented on
the label with a Bossa Nova LP and
single.

New May artists include Kitty
Noble, Ginny Angel, Sammy Taylor
and Bobby Wilding.

Signed to do indie production work
at Colpix & May are Bob Crewe,
Larry and Vinnie Finnegan and Mai
Williams. Crewe produced the initial

Kitty Noble side, “You’re Not Worth
Loving,” while Williams did Sammy
Taylor’s debut, “Friday, The Thir-
teenth.”

Randazzo’s first single for the label,

already cut, is due this week; Vi
Velasco’s initial Colpix outings, an
album and single, are being cut by
A&R chief Jack Lewis; singles by Don
Gant, Ernie Royal, Manny Albam and
Everett Barksdale are either out or
ready for release. Randy Weston will
record in the near future.

Don Costa and Wesley Rose will
continue their indie producing ar-
rangements with Colpix.

The Tops Records division of Pre-
cision Radiation Instruments, Inc.,
after a sales study to determine con-
sumer motivation when buying albums
in chain stores and other outlets, re-
ports that its survey revealed in part
that most rack-record consumers are
influenced by the environmental con-
ditions of the store they happen to be
shopping in.

The report also suggests that pre-
occupation with the “internal motiva-
tions” of consumers is probably futile.
The survey was taken in 25 stores

throughout the country by psychology
majors who spent five hours a day for
a full selling week interviewing cus-
tomers after they purchased one or
more albums. Supermarkets, variety
stores, drug stores, department stores—regular and discount—were in-

cluded in the Tops research.
The report also confirmed Tops be-

lief that the majority of its business
is done through impulse sales. Most
of the albums purchased at the time
the survey was taken were by impulse
rather than design. And most of these
sales were influenced by the popular-
ity of the current musical selections,
the name of the artist, and then the
price.

The survey also indicated a trend
among supermarkets—which account
for approximately 27% of Tops sales—to push promotional LP albums in

the 99 cent category. The impulse
sales at the checkout counters of these
supermarkets were the highest of any
other category. This was attributed to
two factors : 1 ) More women than men
shop at supermarkets and they are
more apt than men to make a pur-
chase up to $2 on impulse. 2) The
availability of the album at the coun-
ter, the attractiveness of the cover,
and the popularity of the tunes, tend
to influence women to make “just one
more purchase” as their groceries are
being tallied.

The survey at drug and variety
stores—which account for about 41%
of Tops business—showed the small
influence teenagers have on the al-

NEW YORK—Columbia Records has
reported that Aug. 1962 was the most
successful sales month in its history,

according to an announcement from
Goddard Lieberson, president.

Partly responsible for the showing,
it was noted, was the sustained sales

success of its soundtrack LP, “West
Side Story”—and current LP releases

by Doris Day, Johnny Mathis, Tony
Bennett, Andy Williams, Robert Gou-
let, Ray Conniff; jazz artists Dave
Brubeck, Miles Davis and Andre
Previn; the Mitch Miller “Sing Along”
series; such Original Broadway Cast
LP’s as “Camelot,” “West Side Story”
and “The Sound Of Music”; and clas-

sical albums by such artists as Eugene
Ormandy and The Philadelphia Or-
chestra, Leonard Bernstein and the

New York Philharmonic, singers

Eileen Farrell and Richard Tucker,
The Mormon Tabernacle Choir, con-

ductor Andre Kostelanetz, violinists

Issac Stern and Zino Francescatti,

organist E. Power Biggs, such pian-

ists as Rudolf Serkin, Glenn Gould,

Robert Casadesus and Alexander
Brailowsky; final recordings by the

late conductor Bruno Walter and a
series of albums commemorating the

80th birthday of Igor Stravinsky in

which the composer conducted or su-

bum market. The album purchases at
these stores showed less of the im-
pulse sales influence. 9% of the pur-
chases here were made by people who
came in expressly to buy albums and
only 6% of that figure was teenagers.
There was also a direct bearing on
the ratio of the volume of business to
the variety and amount of stock car-
ried. The stores that maintained a full
category of records were 36% ahead
of those who limited themselves to a
small inventory.
The attractiveness of the album

cover did not influence teenagers as
much as it did adults. The teenagers
came to purchase a specific record
91% of the time and bought more than
they had intended to purchase when
they first entered the store 28% of
the time.
Another interesting fact that the

survey revealed was that 12% of the
records purchased were purchased as
gifts. This figure shows a constant
growth in records being given as gifts
as three years ago, in a similar sur-
vey, the fi^re was only 7%. Many
people indicated they were giving
them instead of candy or flowers.

Larry Finley, President of Tops,
stated that this survey would enable
Tops to better understand its market
and to gear their sales campaign

—

both consumer and merchandiser

—

towards the proclivities of the buyer.

Cortez Inks Pact

NEW YORK—Dave “Baby” Cortez,

During Aug., Columbia also en-
joyed a large volume in the sale of
single records, including dates by such
singers as Tony Bennett, Jimmy
Dean, Claude King, Marty Robbins
and Andy Williams.
The introduction of new fall album

merchandise was reported by William
P. Gallagher, vice president of mar-
keting for Columbia, as the most suc-
cessful program in (Columbia Records’
history.

Included were new LP’s by estab-
lished performers and a number of
important new recording artists in-

cluding comedian David Astor, folk
singer Geula Gill, saxophonist George
Young, a vocal-instrumental trio. The
Bobby Doyle Three and a group of
folk singers called The New Christy
Minstrels, under the direction of
Randy Sparks.
The success of The New Christy

Minstrels was particularly note-
worthy. In advance of the group’s first

album release, Columbia launched a
pre-introduction promotion in Los An-
geles where the group was currently
involved in local appearances. Over
3,000 Lp’s were sold during the first

week in Los Angeles alone.
In addition, the new fall program

included the first release of a new
product called “Hi-Fi Fun Musical
Coloring Kits.” Aimed at the chil-

dren’s top market, it includes a series

of packages which each contains a 12"

LP and color-by-the-number, self-

framing pictures with colored pencils.

The new kit is the latest development
in Columbia Records extensive diver-

sification program.

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Decca Stays With MCA
In Settlement With U. S.

NEW YORK—The Music Corp. of

America keeps Decca Records and
Universal Pictures—^with certain stip-

ulations—in a consent decree an-

nounced last week by the Justice De-
partment, which brought anti-trust

action against the giant entertain-

ment firm last July.

In its suit against MCA, the Gov-
ernment hit the acquisition by MCA
of Decca and its flick subsidiary. Uni-
versal. The Government also attacked

MCA’s dual role as a producer and
talent agent (the agency end of MCA
was dissolved several weeks after the

Government’s suit)

.

MCA must make the following de-

cisions to put the consent decree, filed

in U.S. District Court in Los Angeles
last week, into effect within 30 days:
to sell, retaining no rights to 215
post-1948 movies made by Universal
(14 additional flicks were exempted)
which are likely to be seen on TV ; not
use any TV or flick to force purchas-

ers to buy other MCA items (e.g.

disks) in tie-in-sales; not to acquire

or merge—^for a period of seven years

—with any major TV, flick, disk pro-

duction or distribution Arms.

All too often “best of” packages contain one or
perhaps two hit offerings of the artist.

per,” comes up with an excellent follow-up stanza
with this warm imaginative disk of music from

and six other flick favorites. All the selections
here, including “Gsrpsy Fire,” “Till There Was
You,” and “Thank Heaven For Little Girls” are
delivered in sparkling, rhythmic orchestral set-
tings. Album should score heavily in the coin de-
partment.

“SINGING THE BLUES”—Brook Benton— Mer-
cury SR60740
Brook Benton, who is currently riding the charts
with “Lie To Me,” subtitles his new Mercury ses-
sion of bluesy items after the biggie to cash in
on its built-in sales acceptance. Benton’s personal,
lyrical, vocal delivery is enhanced on the set by
the soft feelingful voices of the Merry Melody
Singers. 'The chanter turns in top-flight profes-
sional readings of “Chains Of Love,” “Got You
On My Mind,” and “Valley Of Tears.” LP looms
as a sure-fire chart item.

“COMPELLING PERCUSSION”—Sandy Nelson—Imperial LP9204
Sandy Nelson, whose track record so far ranks
him as one of the most successful drummers
around, further solidifies his claim to fame with
this hard-driving percussion collection of original
compositions. Nelson’s classical approach and
spectacular extended solos should bring out a
multitude of his teen fans. Some especially dance-
able, listenable bands are “And Then There Were
Drums,” “Jump Time,” “Drums—For Drummers
Only.”

LOLUFOPS
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“LOLLIPOPS AND ROSES”—Paul Petersen—
Colpix 429
Hot-on-the-heels of Shelley Fabares, Paul Peter-
sen’s TV sister on the “Donna Reed” show, Colpix
showcases the youthful chanter-actor on a flock

of attractive oldies and newies. For commercial
acceptance, this session is named after “Lollipops
And Roses,” the songster’s current chart-rider.

Petersen displays the poise and artistry of a long-
successful pro on “She Can’t Find Her Keys,”
“Love Me Tender,” and “What Did They Do Be-
fore Rock ‘N’ Roll,” a delightful teaming-up with
Shelley. LP seems a natural for chartdom.

“MONSTER MASH”—Bobby (Boris) Pickett—
Garpax GPX 57001
Following closely on the heels of his hit single

which made a meteoric rise on the charts, Bobby
(Boris) Pickett and the Crypt-Kickers come up
with an LP tagged after the hit. The songster
and his boys give out with some swingin’ tunes
with a ghoulish flavor and neat arrangements.
Very clever Ij^cs and the success of the single
should send this one right up the chartsville path.
Best bets here are “Rabian—The Fiendage Idol,”
“Skully Gully,” and “Sinister Stomp.” The teen
set will really dig this one.

“ALLEY CAT”—Bent Fabric—Atco 33-148
Bent Fabric, who is currently pulling loads of
coin with his hit single of “Alley Cat,” cashes in
on the built-in sales acceptance of the chart-rider
to tag this, his premiere Atco of first-rate piano
stylings. Fabric’s controlled, authoritative key-
board approach is perfectly showcased in easy
listening readings of “Across The Alley From
The Alamo,” “Markin’ Time,” and “Baby Won’t
You Please Come Home.” Disk should step out
in the sales department.

“THE FLEETWOODS’ GREATEST HITS”—
Dolton BLP 2018
The Fleetwoods, who are currently scoring with
“Lovers By Night, Strangers By Day,” make a
strong bid for acceptance as album sellers with
this power-packed offering from Dolton. The
group’s feelingful, wide-range voices are aptly
suited to pop ballads they render on the disk.
Among the trio’s past hits included here are “Mr.
Blue,” “Come Softly To Me” and “Runaround.”
Quick deejays’ acceptance should help the wax
pull plenty of loot.

“THE BIG BAND’S BACK IN TOWN”—Doc

Ace trumpeter Doc Severinsen adds some impres-
sive fuel to the rapidly growing fire of big band
popularity with this new Command session. Sever-
insen’s rich tone, electrifying cleanness and pre-
cision is brilliantly showcased in a number of dar-
ing solos. The band take the trumpeter’s lyrical
cue and turn in top-flight readings of “Love For
Sale,” “Blues In The Night,” and “My Funny
Valentine.” Album has that money-in-the-bank
sound.

“JAN & DEAN’S GOLDEN HITS”—Liberty

The most important factor in today’s bumper
crop of young singers is consistency. All too often
the youthful performer turns out to be a flash-
in-the-pan. Not so with Jan and Dean. The
talented duo have rolled an impressive list of hits.

On this new Liberty session the boys offer a bevy
of past chart-riders including “Baby Talk,”

The performer, accompanied
by Alex Studer on the piano, has come up with a
spicy song-and-satire session that is definitely
not for bluenoses. There’s plenty of polished adult
entertainment as Miss Garretson offers “Things
Are Wonderful,” “Nothing Ever Happens To
Me,” and “Save A Little.” Although air play is
restricted, the disk could enjoy healthy sales at
the consumer level.

“ESTO ES CARNAVAL”—Columbia EX5083
The excitement and bombshell spirits engendered
at the annual carnival of Brazil have been captured
on wax by Columbia in this album of wild music
of the carnival. As in all pre-Lenten celebrations,
the music is indicative of the somber and sacred
day to come, and is therefore high spirited and
almost completely abandoned. Such selections as
“Demorei,” “Vazio de Voce,” and “Maria Vem
Ca” reflect this merry-making mood.

“PERSONALITY APLENTY!”—Chiari Quartet
—Jubilee JGM 5016
The Chiari Quartet, a lively, high-spirited Italian
group, breeze their way through a dozen Italian
and American tunes with a warm, continental
approach on this easy-listening effort from
Jubilee. There’s loads of good fun for either danc-
ing or listening enjoyment as the group read
top-flight arrangements of “Personality,” “Pa
Pa Palomo” and “H Cane Di Stoffa.”

“THEY ALL DANCE THE POLKA”—Stan Wo-
lowic—Capitol ST 1766
Here is a happy-go-lucky session from Capitol
which features the tuneful offerings of Stan
Wolowic and The Polka Chips. The bandsman
plays a dozen polkas from as many different coun-
tries, each with its own contagious rhythm and
melody. Lively tracks included here are “Little
Hat Tarantella,” “Swiss Polka,” and “I Wish I

Was Single Again.” Loads of dancing fun to be
had here.

“MUCHOS BESOS”—Raffi Munoz—Seeco SCLP
9240
Raffi Munoz, who has built up a solid reputation
in the Latin markets, unleashes his potent vocal
abilities full blast on this delightful, geared-for-
dancing session from Seeco. The tempo and mood
are relaxed and easy-going as the songster dishes
up a dozen superior laments. Best bets here are
“Muchos Besos,” “Lamento Borincano,” “Nunca
Y Tu.” Fine terpsichorean enjoyment throughout.

“LET’S HULA”—Maile Serenaders—Hula H-500
Here’s a delightful package that should bring
hours of fun to the non-twistin’ set. The tempo
and mood on this pleasing album of hula dance
items is refreshingly relaxed and easy going. The
Maile Sernaders, a fine chorus of native Ha-
waiians, effectively read “Beyond The Reef,” “For
You A Lei,” and “To You Sweetheart Aloha.” In-
cluded in the package is an informative instruc-
tion booklet on the hula.

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“DIZZY” GILLESPIE, SONNY ROLLINS &
SONNY STITT—Verve V-8477
Here’s a triple threat jazz package from Verve
spotlighting the divergent swinging talents o:

Messers Gillespie, Rollins and Stitt. Althoug'
each artist here has built up a solid reputatioi
identified with a distinctive sound, the threi
jazzmen skillfully blend their talents on thi.
cohesive, free-flowing set. Top-notch sides here
include “The Eternal Triangle,” “After Hours,”
and “Con Alma.” The combined interests of each
artist’s loyal coterie of fans give the album an
attractive sales outlook.
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“COUNTRY MEETS THE BLUES”—Ramsey
Lewis Trio—Argo LP 701
Since Ray Charles hit it big a while back with
a country oldie, there have been a barrage of
popular artists utilizing country material for
their singles and albums. On this Argo entry,!
88’er Ramsey Lewis and his trio swing their way
through a dozen country-flavored tunes without
losing any of the spontaneity of his fine jazz
tradition. The keynote here is the blues and the
trio demonstrates a remarkable understanding
of the blues on “Your Cheatin’ Heart,” “High
Noon,” and “I Need You So.” Jazzophiles should
really dig the set.

“FLAMING DRUMS”—Olatunji—Columbia CL-
1866
The amazing interest in Olatunji’s previous al-

bums by “cool” American jazzophiles is firmly
evidenced in this new Columbia disk. Not only is

Olatunji noteworthy for the jazz-based tradition
of his African strains, but in the unique manner
he presents his melodies backed by constantly-
changing patterns of rhythm. Effectively utiliz-

ing a chorus, the drummer makes pertinent
melodic statements on “Abana,” “Uhuru,” and
“Hail The King.” The album could take off in the
sales department.

“THAT’S WHERE IT’S AT”—Stanley Turrentine
—Blue Note 4096
With his previous Blue Note LP’s Stanley Tur-
rentine has acquired a solid reputation as one
of the most significant new tenor men around
today. Turrentine’s distinctive style skillfully
utilizes the full large tone of the instrument yet
injects a valid, sophisticated modern touch. On
this set the saxist is teamed up with Les McCann
on piano, Herbie Lewis on bass and Otis Finch
on drums and he dishes up six top-drawer bluesy
tracks. Best listening bets here are “Smile,
Stacey,” “Pia” and “Light Blue.”

Columbia Disk Club
Denies FTC Complaint
NEW YORK—The Columbia Record
Club has formally denied charges of
unfair competition made against its

operation by the Federal Trade Com-
mission (FTC) last June.

In a brief filed in Washington, the
Columbia Broadcasting Co.. Columbia
Records’ parent firm, asked for a dis-
missal of the complaint.
One of the FTC’s chief complaints

was on supposed exclusive contracts
between the Club and other labels, in-
cluding Verve, Mercurv, Kapp, War-
ner Bros., Cameo-Parkway and
others. This, the FTC charged, stifled
mail-order competition with regard to
1,000 LP’s with 450 important per-
formers. CBS replies in the brief that
although on several occasions it had
entered into exclusive agreements
with several labels, they no longer
were in effect and no such exclusive
provisions have appeared in contracts

executed since March 31, 1959.

Furthermore, CBS noted, other disk

Clubs operated by a single label have
mail-order arrangements with other
record companies.

CBS also denied that it’s pricings of

LP’s in Club ads were misleading, as
the FTC charged. FTC claimed that
the LP’s could be generally purchased
at a lower price than listed in the ads.

The Diner’s Record Club has also

sued the Columbia Record Club on
similar grounds.

$40 Million Can Control
ABC-Paramount- Theaters

NEW YORK—Control of American
Broadcasting-Paramount Theaters

—

which has a book value in excess of

$100,000—can be had for about $40
million, or 30% of the common stock.

Cash Box has learned.

Raiders are watching the financial

and stockholder setup of the firm,

which is the parent company of ABC-
Paramount Records, ABC-TV, Para-
mount Theaters and various elec-

tronic and amusement companies.
This is because of the small per-

centages of common stock owned by
the principals. Of the 4,365,742 shares
of common stock outstanding, the

Edward John Noble Foundation owns
4.8% or 208,131 shares; president

Leonard H. Goldenson has 65,026

shares, only 1.5%; and all other direc-

tors together own less than 0.5%.
With less than 7% of the outstand-

ing stock locked in by management,
raiders estimate that control of the

company could be achieved for about
$40 million, which would give them
more than 30% of the stock.

Firm earned close to $10 million in

1961, and $5,553,000 in the first six

months of ’62.

The Canadian vedette Denise Filliatrant has arrived here to
attempt to succeed in the French song market. She’s going to record for Bar-
clay a new version of “La Journee D’aujourd’ hui.”

Dalida has just had a recording session, and the release is scheduled for the
end of Sept. Sides are “King Of Clowns,” French title “Je L’attends,” and
“Where Have All The Flowers Gone,” (“Ou Vont Les Fleurs”). Another song
she is going to cut in several languages, including German and Italian, is

“En Suivant Notre Amour” by Sakha and Renard. She will be followed by
Maya Casablanca on Philips, John Williams (Polydor), Jean Richard, and Les
Trumpet Boys.

Jacques Brel is preparing a new session with “Les Filles” and “Les Bigot-

tes.”
Les Chaussettes Noires (The Black Sock Group) are all in the army, and

finding it very difficult to unite them, Eddie Barclay has decided to have Eddy
Mitchel record alone for a change. He will be accompanied by the Opera
violins.

Everybody’s waiting for the release of the luxurious album that Barclay is

bringing out on Maurice Chevalier.
As was already predicted “Quando Caliente A1 So” is a success. It was penned

in French by Bonifay under the title of “Quand Le Soleil Est La,” but this
title may be changed. Twenty-five versions are expected. Les Alcarsons will
cut the original version, as well as Les Jimbos (Polydor), Nana Mouskouri,
Orlando and Los Marcellos Ferial (Vogue).
Vega has just released a new single by Ray Charles, “Hide Nor Hair”;

Georges Jouvin has an instrumental of “Stranger On The Shore.” Tony Milton
(Versailles) sings “I Can’t Stop Loving You”; Los Combianos (Philips) has
an original and unusual version of “Anita De Montparnasse.” Latter will also
do “Le Jour Le Plus Long,” from the film of the same title.

12" LP’s of readings from the Old Testament spoken by Sir Laurence Olivier,

Music from the Holy Land specially collected and arranged by Cyril Ornadel
is played by orchestras including both the London and Royal Philharmonic.
The result of three years planning and one thousand and twenty-three hours
of recording, the records will be released on Oct. 5 on the HMV label and
available either singly with a six-page sleeve or as a set packaged in a white
and gold presentation album.

In London last week: Jerry Thomas, international sales director for Liberty
Records on his first visit to this country. Before leaving on an extensive Con-
tinental tour, Thomas expressed his pleasure at the current American chart
success of Britain’s Matt Munro with “Softly As I Leave You.”

Other British artists currently to be found in the Stateside charts are The
Springfields with their first American chart entry for Philips “Silver Threads
And Golden Needles”—sales already exceed 300,000; Frank Ifield with “I Re-
member You,” Britain’s No. 1 for 7 successive weeks, released in the States
on Vee Jay and Anthony Newley’s multi-covered show stopper, “What Kind Of
Fool Am I.”

Tapes of Frankie Vaughan’s latest single, “Hercules,” have been flown to

New York for possible stateside release on Philips.

Frank Ifield joins America’s Ferrante and Teicher in Val Parnell’s “Sunday
Night At The London Palladium” on Sept. 30.

The Tornados, Billy Fury’s backing group, enter the charts this week with
“Telstar” on Decca and have been signed for a series of one night stands by
The George Cooper Organization. Fury’s manager, Larry Parnes, making his

first personal management deal for three years has now signed the group on a
co-management basis with their discoverer, indie record producer Joe Meek.
Meek also signed a contract with Jeff Kruger, chief of Ember Records In-

ternational, to supply not less than six artists a year to the label with a mini-
mum of three recordings each. Buddy Kaye, Kruger’s partner and composer of
“Speedy Gonzales,” arrives shortly to discuss October releases with the new
team.

As “South Pacific” ends its five-year run at London’s Dominion Theatre
Columbia Pictures “Porgy And Bess” comes in on Oct. 2. The British premiere
of Gershwin’s classic, directed by Otto Preminger, has been delayed for two
years waiting for the Dominion to be vacated. To tie in with the opening,
Philips Records has planned a large scale advertising campaign to re-promote
the film’s soundtrack LP.
Another Otto Preminger production in London is the controversial “Advise

And Consent” and the original RCA Victor soundtrack LP is released here by
Decca.

Said “hello” last week to American composer Henri Rene in London to
supervise a series of light operatic recordings for RCA Reader’s Digest. Rene
who is also honeymooning in Europe later left for the continent.

A number of American hit musicals of stage and screen are on their way
to Britain. As already mentioned, EMI will present “How To Succeed In Busi-
ness Without Really Trying” in March, 1963; “Fiorello” opened out of town
last week and comes to the West End in Oct. with the original Broadway cast
LP released on Capitol, and later in the year, H. M. Tennant Ltd. will bring
over “Carnival.” EMI will release the original cast LP and the score is handled
here by Robbins Music. Filmwise, “Gypsy” and “Jumbo” with Doris Day are
scheduled for simultaneous openings in London and New York in November.
CBS will release soundtrack recordings from both films.

A new company, Fontana Records, Inc., managed by Charlie Fach, head of
Smash Records, has been set up in New York to handle American exploitation
of the Fontana label. First British artists to benefit by the deal will be Cleo
Laine and Johnny Gregory, whose latest LP’s “All Of Me” and “To The
Memory Of Kreisler,” will be simultaneously released in Oct. in London and
New York. Two cover versions of American hits issued here by Fontana are
“Point Of No Return” by Brad Newman (original by Gene McDaniels on Li-
berty) and “Send Me The Pillow You Dream On” by newcomer Frank Kelly
(original by Johnny Tillotson on London).

Joe Brown, who recently hit the jackpot with “A Picture Of You,” cur-
rently has five disks on release including a Golden Guinea LP of the same title,

which enters the charts this week at No. 6. His latest single “Your Tender
Look” on Piccadilly is also heading for chartsville. An LP, EP and single are
also issued by his old label Decca.

EMI announced a 90,000 advance for Nat King Cole’s stateside hit, “Ram-
blin’ Rose,” released here last week on Capitol. Meantime, “Let There Be Love”
is in its 7th chart week on the same label.

Helen Shapiro’s next single, “Keep Away From Other Girls,” will be simul-
taneously released in the States by Epic with her current British chart entry |
“Little Miss Lonely” as the flip.

“Guitar Tango” by The Shadows on Columbia has won the group their 5th
Silver disk with sales now exceeding 266,000. Number published by Mills Music.

Belgium, France, Scandinavia, Italy and Austria recently held their annual
convention in Bovema’s Gramophonehouse. The meeting was presided by Mike
Maitland, WB president, and M. Robert B. Weiss, int’l director. All delegates
stayed at the brand new Amsterdam Hilton Hotel. Among the highlights of the
schedule were sensational shows by Bovema and Warner Bros., a very exclusive
candlelight dinner in the Over Holland restaurant, and a boat-trip through
the Amsterdam canals. Both Maitland and Weiss expressed their gratitude for
the splendid organization of the event to Bovema’s president, Gerry M. Oord.

Billy Vaughn, who visted Holland recently and whose “Swingin’ Safari” was
well received, personally introduced his latest LP “Chapel By The Sea” to
several of Holland’s prominent broadcast-officials during friendly and in-

formal visits. The LP, containing famous movie-melodies and other well known
instrumentals, was released on the London-label. Instrumental hit “Green
Onions” by Booker T. on the London-label seems to find interest with the Dutch
teenagers. Also the flipside, the slow-blues “Behave Yourself” on electric organ
in the whistlin’ and walkin’ style, finds response.
John Ros of L. C. Phonogram stressed the importance for record-dealers to

use the albums of Decca’s brilliant “Phase 4” series as demonstration and disks
for extra sales in hi-fi and stereo equipments. Two new albums were brought
out last week: “Percussive Moods” by Johnny Keating’s Combo and “Bongos
From The South” by Edmundo Ros. Decca’s Jet (‘Some People’) Harris and
Karl (‘Sleepy Lagoon’) Denver will appear for Dutch TV. An increase of their
sales is noticeable, so that new EP’s by both young singers with their greatest
successes were well planned for release in Holland.
Hans Tecker, classical Decca dept, of L. C. Phonogram, was proud to let

Cash Box hear a new album of Teresa Berganza: “Spanish And Italian Songs,”
accompanied by her husband Felix Lavilla at the piano. The album offers com-
plete texts and English translations. “After Berganza’s unforgettable recital
in Amsterdam this summer,” M. Tecker remarked, “this refiined collection of
Berganza’s beloved songs will find many friends.”
Bovema’s Imperial-label immediately took advantage of Gramophonehouse’s

new completed galvano-equipment to launch within the shortest possible time
the No. 1 hit “Sherry” by the 4 Seasons. Imperial has high expectations of
this number. Bovema’s Liberty-label just released Bobby Vee’s “Punish Her”
as well as The Majors’ “Time Will Tell.” Johnny Burnette is also represented
by his recording of “Lonesome Waters.”
The George Shearing Quintet made their very first concert in Holland at

the Amsterdam Concertgebouw on Sat., Sept. 15. Bovema’s Capitol-label, ex-
clusively dealing with all Shearing-records in this country, took promotional
measures for its Shearing-repertoire.
One of the biggest songs at the moment is “Roses Are Red” sung by Bobby

Vinton and published by Leeds Muziek Holland N. V. (Basart). Basart has ob-
tained four local recordings, which is quite exceptional in our small territory.
The various Dutch versions sell extremely well. A&R man Addy Kleyngeld
of CNR Records, recorded with his new young discovery Heinz Hansen the new
song “Eine Schone Frau Spricht Immer Mit Den Augen.” CNR reports already
very strong reactions on this production the first days after release. World
copyright of this song with Basart N. V. A new Dutch teenager duo The
Corina’s recorded on CNR label the Dutch version of “Johnny Get Angry,”
which is handled by Basart for the Dutch territory. Further news of the CNR
label: Christel Sauer recorded two songs, “Weisses Schiff” (world copyright
with Basart) and “Vergiss Die Treue Nicht” of which Basart acquired the
subpublishing rights von Hans Beierlein/Ed. Montana for Holland. Mills Hol-
land N.V. (also Basart) started the promotion on the new Rick Nelson record
“Teenage Idol.” In 1961 Basart had a smash hit with Rick’s “Hello, Mary Lou”
and they hope “Teeenage Idol” will meet the same popularity over here. Dutch
recordings are in preparation.
On Nov. 3, Fats Domino with his Band will make their first concerts in Hol-

land, at the Kurhaus-Scheveningen and the Concertgebouw-Amsterdam. On
Nov. 25, the Everly Brothers are expected in Holland, also in Amsterdam and
The Hague. Future jazz-concerts in Holland include: Gerry Mulligan Quartet
plus the Horace Silver Quintet on Oct. 20. Duke Ellington Big Band (January),
Ella Fitzgerald and the Oscar Peterson Trio (February) and Mahalia Jackson
(April/May).
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Paco Canedo completed for RCA the third Spanish version of the American
hit, “Sealed With A Kis.” Before him, Ricardo Rocca (Orfeon) and Oscar
Madrigal (Gamma) recorded it.

Cesar Costa starts the new Orfeon Gold Series with an LP in which he in-
cludes old American standards sung in Spanish with arrangements and orches-
tra conducted by Chico O’Farrill. Heard are songs like “Laura,” “Tea For
Two,” “Too Young,” “Linda,” “Hey There,” “Ruby,” “All The Things You
Are,” “I’m In The Mood For Love,” “Tenderly,” “Let’s Fall In Love,” “My
Foolish Heart,” “Dream.” The cover of this album is one of the best we have
seen made in Mexico.

Enrique Guzman, another young Mexican idol, has a new LP for Columbia
Records with such songs as “Puchinello,” “Leaving Dream,” “Princess,”
“Lover Come Back,” “Nat Any More,” “Canadian Sunset,” “Hey There,” “Free
Me,” “I Will,” “Goody Goody,” “High Upon A Hill” and “Magnolia.” All the
arrangements were made and conducted by Chuck Anderson.

Peerless Records gave a cocktail party to the press and radio and TV people,
to introduce two new young newcomers: V’ianey Valdez, who has already made
six recordings, and Jorge Lender, who is composer of 26 songs and who will
have his first recordings on Peerless shortly.
The three day “Fourth National Jazz Festival,” was a great success. Chico

O’Farrill performed with his 17 piece band and presented his new arrangements
and compositions. The most applauded artists were “Vitaminas,” Tino Con-
treras and "Rabito,” drummers; Chilo Moran and Freddy Guzman, trumpeters,
A1 Zuniga, Freddy Manzo and Chucho Zarzosa, pianists; “La Negrita” and
Rabelo, saxists; “El Polio,” bass. Many international guest stars performed
in this jazz festival and it is possible that in the future it will be repeated
every three months.
There is the rumor that the new Ruben Fuentes’ composition “El Pecador”

(The Sinner) will be recorded in English by Pat Boone and as an instrumental
by Billy Vaughn.

Larry Sonn, the American conductor, who again is settling in Mexico, re-
corded at Columbia records the melodies “No Me Quieras Tanto (Don’t Love
Me So Much)” and “C’est Si Bon.” The arrangements were made in a tropical
style.

Columbia Records is ready to release three new albums recorded by young
artists like Los Teen Tops, Leda Moreno and Los Hooligans. With these re-
cordings this label will close its popular catalog for this year and will start
with the dance catalog for the festivities at the end of the year.

Los Ruffino, a very popular quartet some years ago, is trying to reach the
public’s taste, and is now recording at Peerless Records. Team cut “Ven Que
Te Quiero” (the top Best Seller) and “Flores, Estrellas Y Luna” and is also
preparing a new album with folk songs.

Cash Box readers are drawn to a mistake which occurred in the last Anni-
niversary Issue’s Italian section on the “Gurtler House.” Walter Gurtler re-
cently announced the purchase of the building of the Italian record company
Red Records, which is directed by Mr. Bonaccina. Walter merely bought the
building. In fact. Red Record will move soon to a new address and continue
in the Italian record industry in complete independence. Red Records has
nothing to do with the two record companies managed by Gurtler, that is Saar
Co. and Gurtler Co. Walter was erroneously called vice-president of Red in the
special issue.

On a European trip for several TV appearances and quite a number of
radio interviews and performances, Billy Vaughn has received awards in
Amsterdam and Berlin (three golden records). Cash Box had the pleasure of
meeting him along with Jim Bailey, Dot’s international director, in Milan
where they stopped over before reaching Rome for a two day stay. Billy
recently had a big smash in our country with “Wheels,” which incidentally
received by our TV station a special daily exposure that helped the record to
boom fast here. Bailey said the label is very satisfied with the representation
of Decca Italiana, a result of which is the recent renewal of the Dot-Decca
Italiana pact through London Records. Dot is having many successful records
in Europe at the present time and Bailey feels it will be the biggest Dot year
on this continent.

Enrique Lebendiger, the well-known veteran music publisher from San
Paolo, was due again in Milan Sept. 23, and will surely enjoy finding that our
vedette Mina has waxed two pieces picked up from his Fermata catalog:
“Chega De Saudade” and “E Da I?” The record by Mina will come out here in

Oct. and it will represent the first example available in Italy of Bossanova, the
new Brazilian music, since ‘Chenga De Saudade” is a Bossanova composition.

Mr. Carisch, Mr. Ansoldi and Mr. Velona, all of Rifi Records (Milan), spent
four days in New York recently meeting several people of the record industry
there. They announced a pact with Time Records for the representation of this
New York line in Italy. Rifi Records is a young record company in fast devel-
opment, a result and evidence of which is the announced move of its offices

to a larger setting by March 1963. It recently got the Italian distribution of
Clan, the record line produced by Adriano Celentano, and thus is the manufac-
turer and distributor here of “Stai Lontana Da Me (Tower Of Strength)” by
A. Celentano himself, a record which soon will reach the half-million mark in

sales, and is currently high on our charts. Rifi is a candidate for becoming the
Italian representative of American Columbia. A certain excitement exists at
Rifi due to the possibility that the Madison might succeed here, since it is the
distributor of the original Madison by A1 Brown (from Amy Records), a disk
it got first two years ago and was the first foreign matrix it released. At that
time, the firm pressed some three or four thousand copies but the record
didin’t succeed and now—this summer— it has pressed a further 25,000 copies.

At Ricordi, Bruno Pozza has displayed with pride a refined two-45‘s package
released in Japan by a local record house Toshiba: out of the four songs,
three are original copyrights of Ricordi: “Quando Quando Quando”—“A1 Di
La”—“Gondoli Gondola.” The fourth song featured in the package is “Volare”
by Domenico Modugno, an original Curci copyright. “A1 Di La” after it hit

good sales in the States, is coming up in some other countries.

Pye, the English record line which was represented by Durium in Italy

will be distributed from now on by RCA Italiana. Incidentally Durium, before
its representation expired, had a medium hit on Pye with “Abatjour (Romeo)”
by Petula Clark, which was released here about one year ago, but received an
increase of sales recently when it was released by CGD in a version by Henry
Wright. The record was produced by Giuseppe Giannini of CGD-GC. 'The first

sheet of music to be published by Radio Record Hiberica, the newly established
branch of Radio Record Ricordi in Barcelona (Spain), will be “Come Sempre
(As Ever),” a recent composition of maestro Donida, the author of “A1 Di La.”
“Come Sempre” is Ricordi’s song in the Festival in Barcelona Sept. 22 through
24.

The old number, “In A Persian Market” by Ketelby, has come out on the
Columbia label in a version by Charles Blackwell under the title—of course

of “Persian Twist”; the number is extremely good and will receive several
Italian waxings and all will be supported—promotionally speaking—by Ri-
cordi, which is the sub-publisher.

In recent months
it has been the same story with Connie’s MGM sides. One after another has
soared into the Canadian Top Ten. Latest to follow suit is “Vacation.” Lee
Farley, Quality promo chief, reports that the Summer season smash is cur-
rently flirting with the Canadian counterpart of the U.S. million seller mark.
“It has,” says Lee, “been one of the strongest sellers of the season.” This,
perhaps, was to be expected, but a surprising development at Quality, especially

Quebec sales division in Montreal, has been the overwhelming success of the
French Language release by the lark, entitled “Jamais.”

John Levy of Compo rushed
the deck, Parts One and Two of “Recado Bossa Nova.”

The Spanish singing group called Los Espanoles have arrived here to stage
their nitery appearances for 3 months long. They also will give public perform-

I ances, two times in Tokyo during the end of Sept.
LI Victor’s second pressing plant, of which completion was reported a few

weeks ago in the column, started operation Sept. 11. The factory, located in
Kanagawa prefecture, has a capacity of pressing about 500 thousand LP’s per
month.

First album by Bill Monroe here was placed on sale this month through
Victor. A 12" mono LP, released on RCA-Camden in the States, is sold as a
C&W special collectors’ item. The album was recorded by the original Monroe
Blue Grass Boys before the boys joined Columbia.

Although Germany is basically a country that buys German language
records, certain American hits do break big here and become top sellers.
Both Billy Vaughn and Elvis Presley have had million selling records here,
and in Germany unknown singer Joey Dee has already passed the 100,000
mark with his “Ya Ya Twist.” Almost all of the big labels are represented
here with direct contracts and in many cases, their own labels, but many small
labels with top hits are unobtainable here. Teldec has long had its catch-all
London label which represents literally hundreds of labels including such
powers as Dot, and now the EMI owned Electrola has started a similar move-
ment. Its new “Columbia State-Side” label will carry hits from all obtainable
hit masters available in America. A special man is on hand in the U.S. to buy
such interesting masters in direct competition with London and similar labels,
and Electrola hopes with this new attraction to gain a stronger American
repertoire. The first releases here under the new mark contained masters from
Epic and American Columbia label including the red hot Bobby Vinton re-
cordings of “Roses Are Red” and “Rain Rain Go Away.”
The Madison has finally hit Europe and is already enjoying smash popu-

larity in France and Italy. Germany is next in line and German producers are
lining up material for future recordings. Bobby Vinton made his first visit to
Germany and waxed four sides in German for Electrola under the direction of
star A&R man Heinz Gietz. His “Roses Are Red” is fighting hard with the
German Caterina Valente version for top honors in the charts here.

Enrique Lebendiger, president and owner of Fermata De Brazil publishing
and record companies, visited Munich, Cologne and Hamburg for important
talks with publishers Hans Gerig, Ralph Maria Siegel, Alfred Schacht of
Aberbach Music and Peter Meisel. Enrique also had dinner with GEMA chief
Hans Carste and the general manager of GEMA Dr. Schulze. Enrique is the
original publisher of world hits “Brigitte Bardot” and “La Novia” and while
in Munich he met with his Scandinavian publisher Felix Stahl for talks. En-
rique closed a deal to handle the Ariola labels in his country for 3 years and
also placed many songs in Germany for the coming season. He mentioned
that German music is becoming more and more commercial for the world mar-
ket and especially mentioned the South American success of Bert Kaempfert.
He told Cash Box that he was amazed at the raise of prices for records here.
In Brazil, a single record sells for about 200 cruzeiros (30 cents) and an LP
costs about 1400 cruzeiros ($2.50). Brazil was the worlds fourth largest record
selling country but a weak economy has also effected record sales.

Polydor is working hard on the new Sacha Distel German waxing of “Adios

Australian release) and it is expected that other labels will soon be moving
into the ARC catalog. Discussing the company’s immediate plans. Smith stated
that Epic material, currently showing strength and released here on the Coro-
net label, would henceforth be given local label identification. He advises that
ARC is now going into the local recording market with strength and has re-
cording schedules planned well ahead. The cun-ent success of “A Moi De
Payer,” he said, was particularly pleasing and now with American release
arranged on the Epic label, ARC is following up quickly. A&R producer
Sven Libaek—also just back from the United States—is to go into the studio

within the week.
Sydney disk jockey Bob Rogers, who it has been rumored for several months

would move into television, has finally signed a contract to host a weekly one-
hour show to originate from TCN-Channel 9 in Sydney. Rogers will continue
his regular DJ sessions—he is still at Radio 2UE but will leave that station

within the next couple of months.

The Mel Henke Warner Bros, single release of “77 Sunset Strip” is catching

solid disk jockey action in most areas and could easily sneak into some local

charts.

Hungerford Credits NAMA Member

Companies With Anti-Siug Victory
CHICAGO, ILL.—September 14

—

With the expected signature of Presi-
dent Kennedy, a bill to modernize the
federal anti-slug statutes will be-
come law before the end of September,
(CB, Sept. 22) according to Thomas
B. Hungerford, executive director of
National Automatic Merchandising
Association (NAM A).
The bill (HR 8038), sponsored byNAMA, amends existing federal

anti-slug laws and covers—for the
first time—the “use” of counterfeit
and foreign paper currency and coins
in vending machines.
The bill passed the U.S. Senate

September 6, one year to the day
after being passed by the U.S. House
of Representatives, Hungerford point-
ed out.

The bill makes it a federal offense
punishable by a fine of not more than
$1,000, one year in jail, or both, for
anyone 18 years of age or over to use
or manufacture spurious coins of any
denomination or counterfeit paper
money with intent to defraud.

“This represents a major legislative
achievement by the automatic vending
industry and was gained only with
the full cooperation of N A M A
member companies,” Hungerford said.
“The time and energy expended on

this project by N A M A over the past
two years has been monumental and
our success reaffirms the value of the
legislative method developed byNAMA through years of experi-
ence,” he added.

Clinton S. Darling, NAMA con-
sultant on the bill and former associ-
ation executive director, guided the
entire NAMA work on the bill.

It is Darling who was instrumental
in obtaining passage of the original
anti-slug law in 1944.
The old law covered only the manu-

facture of false coins or slugs.
Darling said the Senate’s passage

of the bill September 6 climaxed a
two-year NAMA effort that at
many times looked doomed to failure.

Originally passed September 6, 1961
by the House of Representatives, the
bill ran into trouble in the Senate
Judiciary Committee.
On August 27 of this year, the

Senate Judiciary Committee recom-
mended passage of the bill after
cutting out virtually all of its
modernizing elements concerning the
“use” of slugs and counterfeit paper
currency in automatic venders and
other coin-operated machinery.
When the bill came before the

Senate September 6, Senator Everett
M. Dirksen (R. 111.) offered an amend-
ment replacing the “use” clause and
making it applicable to persons 18
years of age and over. The bill, with

the Dirksen amendment, then passed
the Senate, received approval from
the House of Representatives, and
was sent to the President for signing.
Hungerford said that at a meeting

of industry leaders June 14, 1961 at
the NAMA office, the specific lan-
guage of the proposed new legislation
was decided and the industry organi-
zation strategy was mapped.

Subsequently, the NAMA Board
of Directors, meeting June 23, 1961,
directed the NAMA staff to “pursue
with all vigor the legislative attempt
to amend the slug law.”
“The passage of the new anti-slug

bill and its expected signing into law
is a real credit to the automatic
vending industry because its effect
will go beyond the self-interest of the
industry, “Hungerford said.
