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Next week will see the music in-

dustry uiigi*ate to Nashville for the

11th Annual WSM Country Music

Festival celebrated in conjunction

with the 37th Birthday of the

Grand Ole Opry (Nov. 9 & 10).

From early indications it looks

as though this year’s Convention

will be the biggest to date. The

Nashville Fest has grown in size

and importance with each succeed-

ing year and based on the tremen-

dous strides Country Music has

made during the past twelve

months, many companies who saw

little or no value in attending pre-

vious WSM Conventions have

planned to be at the forthcoming

meet.

The companies which showed a

lack of interest in meeting with

Country publishers, producers,

writers and artists were those

which had no country rosters. But

events that have taken place since

the last Convention have radically

changed the thinking of a great

many people.

The acceptance of recordings of

country songs by artists not pre-

viously associated with country

music is without a doubt the most

significant single factor responsi-

ble for attracting a larger and

more varied audience to this year’s

Fest. The overwhelming success of

Ray Charles’ big C & W LP and

single and the current heavy sales

of Nat Cole’s country single and al-

bum, as well as Connie Francis’ LP
and 45 rpm’er featuring the same

music is keeping the importance

of country music in the forefront

right up to convention deadline.

Also the fact that almost 20 of the

current top 100 titles on the Cash

Box Best Selling Singles Chart are

by artists who made the transition

from country to pop is further evi-

dence of the wealth of material and

talent that country people contrib-

ute to the pop picture.

Then, as always, there are the

great many people who are inter-

ested in Country Music solely for

the sake of Country Music and not

for any pop by-product which it

may produce. We still have heard

of no country music department

operating in the red. Country divi-

sions have always been able to pull

their own weight and play an im-

portant role with only their coun-

try records in paying the monthly

rent. And unlike much pop prod-

uct, country music album catalogs

have a greater lasting value as evi-

denced by the many country artists

whose very first album releases

have not yet been put on the cut-

out list.

With such a diversified audi-

ence expected and with country

music’s popularity at an all time

high, we can expect an exciting

convention.

Vict-rola Label
Revived In England
NEW YORK—The ‘Victrola’ label,

identified with the classical catalog of
the Victor Talking Machine Company
as far back as 1906, has been revived
in England by RCA Victor to identify
the reissue of classical recordings by
great artists originally on the RCA
Victor Red Seal label. Dario Soria,
division vice president of the interna-
tional liaison department, announced
its return last week.
“The new low price of ‘Victrola’

records will bring them within the
reach of a young and new generation
of music-lovers,” according to Soria.
The series has been released in Great
Britain this month.
The first list of eight 12" LP’s in-

cludes symphonic performances by
Toscanini, Monteux, Reiner, Kon-
drashin and Stokowski; ballet music
conducted by Arthur Fiedler and
Jean Morel; the Tchaikovsky Violin
Concerto played by Milstein under
the direction of Munch. Orchestras
represented are the NBC Symphony,
the Royal Opera House Convent Gar-
den Orchestra, the Boston Symphony
and the Vienna Philharmonic.
RCA Victrola Records will be ad-

vertised at 21 shillings, sixpence each
(approximately $3), about half the
cost of regular LP records in Eng-
land.
By the end of 1963, it is planned to

have at least 50 recordings available

in the RCA Victrola catalog.

The ‘Victrola’ trademark was cre-

ated and first used by Eldridge John-

son, who, with Emile Berliner, found-

ed the famous Victor Talking Machine
Company. Although Johnson coined

the trademark primarily for the first

horn-enclosed phono, it soon also be-

came a famous trademark for record-

ings.

The “Victrola’ trademark was reg-

istered by the Victor Talking Machine
Company as early as 1906 to be used

both for talking machines and for

records for talking machines.

Great artists whose recordings have
appeared on the Victrola label ranged

from Patti and Tamagno to Caruso,

De Luca, Galli-Curci, Martinelli, John
McCormack, Toscanini, Kreisler, Pad-

erewski and Heifetz.

“JOAN BAEZ IN CONCERT”—Vanguard VSD
2122
The success of Joan Baez as an album seller has
been completely unprecedented. In the field of
folk artists, which usually have a limited com-
mercial acceptance, the talented lark has pro-
duced two sensational best-selling LP’s. On this
new Vanguard session, the thrush offers thirteen
familiar and little-known items drawn from in-
ternational origins. While superbly accompanying
herself on the guitar, she turns first-rate readings
of “Geordie,” “Black Is The Color” and “Lady
Mary.” Disk should score heavily in the coin de-
partment.

“ON THE HAPPY SIDE”—Bing Crosby—Warner
Brothers WS 1482
For over three decades Bing Crosby has thrilled
the nation with his distinctive gimmick-free
style of singing. On this top-drawer set the
chanter is in his best form in years as he show-
cases a happy side of his vocal coin with charac-
teristic simplicity. Nineteen oldies get a swingin’,
bing band, chorus-backed send-off from the per-
former. Some of the best sides here include “Me
.\nd My Shadow,” “Blue Moon” and “Red, Red
Robin.” LP should pull loads of coin.

“ONLY LOVE CAN BREAK A HEART”—
Gene Pitney—Musicor MS3003
Gene Pitney tags this new Musicor outing after
his current chart-riding single, “Only Love Can
Break A Heart,” and includes eleven other fine

items with the same distinctive vocal approach.
The LP also boasts some smooth arrangements
and orchestral backing by Chuck Sagle, Burt
Bacharach, and Alan Lorber. Other impressive
tracks here are “If I Didn’t Have A Dime” and
“(The Man Who Shot) Liberty Valance.” Disk
should step out saleswise.

“DICK GREGORY TALKS TURKEY”—Vee Jay
LP 4001
Dick Gregory’s razor-sharp, pungent wit has
opened many doors for him. In just three years
the laughman has played clubs that are usually
reserved for white laughmen. On this yock-filled

Vee Jay session Gregory, true to form, attacks
everything from job-hunting to the Depression.
All of the funnyman’s legion of admirers will

dig this rib-tickling set.

“LET’S TALK ABOUT LOVE”—Joanie Som-
mers—Warner Brothers WS 1474
Joanie Sommers cashes in on the recent popu-
larity of big band sounds on this Warner Brothers
LP outing in which she is backed by a full ork
conducted and arranged by Tommy Oliver. The
lark displays her most mature, versatile delivery
to date as she reads first-rate renditions of
“Spring Is Here,” “Something’s Coming” and
“Namely You.” Disk seems destined to spark
healthy sales action.

“SHIRLEY BASSEY SINGS THE HIT SONG
FROM OLIVER!”—United Artists UAS 6237
Shirley Bassey launches her newest session on
United Artists with the plaintive and dynamic
number, “As Long As He Needs Me,” from the
new British hit “Oliver!” The lark’s powerful
and w’ide-range vocal talents have won her many
plaudits during the past few years, and are
again aptly showcased in this set which also in-

cludes “I Get A Kick Out Of You,” “Spring Is
Here,” and “The Second Time Around.” LP is

best to date from thrush and could cause plenty
of sales excitement.

“TRIPLE PLAY STEREO”—Various Artists—
Audio Fidelity AFSD 5978
Audio Fidelity, long-recognized a leader in the
field, has come up with a interesting disk which
combines the best in both the pop and jazz
idioms. The diske^ has cut two selections in
each groove, one jazz, the other pop. Utilizing
standard stereo equipment it is possible to hear
either channel or both at the same time. The
effect is a new entertainment experience. Benny
Golson has created some top-notch arrangements
for the name artists here. Disk should attract
both jazz and pop fans and audiophiles in droves.

“GET THAT BALL”—Kirby Stone Four—Colum-
bia CL 1896
With the football season just getting into full
swing, this spirited session of college fight songs
seems sure to get plenty of spins and pick up
some fast loot. The Kirby Stone Four, who have
earned many laurels in the past for their distinc-
tiye music blendings, should win many new ad-
mirers with their exuberant renditions of “The
Eyes Of Texas,” “Rambling Reck From Georgia
Tech” and “The Victory March.” One of the best
album’s that the group has cut to date.
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“RIVIERA FESTIVAL”—Monte Carlo Light
Symphony Orchestra—MGM E4086
MGM’s latest offering in its 21 Channel Sound
Series features The Monte Carlo Light Symphony
Orchestra playing a dozen continental oldies in a
lilting, festive manner. The big-orchestra sound
coupled with artful arrangements does much to
enhance the lyrical qualities of such evergreens
as “I Love Paris,” “La Mer,” and “April In
Portugal.” This top-drawer offering should be a
welcome addition to any “good music” shelf.

“12 YEARS OF ACADEMY AWARD WIN-
NERS”—Nick Tagg—Cameo C 4014
In an industry as commercial as the music biz
it is getting increasingly more difficult to find
suitable material for album product. On this
bright new outing Cameo has come up with a
delightful, breezy package featuring the Oscar-
winning tunes for the past 12 years. The built-in
public acceptance of the songs coupled with Nick
Tagg’s professional organ style should help the
package step out. Best tracks here include, “Moon
River,” “High Hopes” and “Mona Lisa.”

“THE EXCITING V^OICE OF AL MARTINO”—
Capitol ST 1774
There are many romantic baritone voices around
today, A1 Martino stands out from the pack with
distinctive phrasing and rich, feelingful wide-
range delivery. The chanter’s versatility is aptly
spotlighted on the session. He renders the
operatic “Nessun Dorma” with the same authority
as dishes up “Here In My Heart.” Kudos also go
to Monty Kelly for a batch of top-flight arrange-
ments. An impressive showing.

“THE CHAPMAN REPORT”—Original Sound-
track—Warner Brothers WS1478
Composer Leonard Rosenman, who has written
some superb film scores in the past (“East Of
Eden” & “Rebel Without A Cause”), comes up
with another top-notch score for “The Chapman
Report.” The music, which leaps about fror..

soulful and tearful to rhythmic and spritely, is

aimed at individual character evocation, and
does so effectively while contributing much to
the development of the melodrama. The Warner
Brothers disk also includes the themes from
the aforementioned flicks scored by Rosenman.
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“HEART SONGS AND LOVE SONGS”—Slim
Whitman—Imperial LP 9209
Slim Whitman offers sure-fire proof of his amaz-
ing staying power on this excellent set of soulful
country items. The songster’s pure, rich, melodic
voice is aptly suited to the fine collection of sen-
timental ballads here. While backing himself on
the guitar the artist turns in feelingful read-
ings of “Blues Stay Away From Me,” “Restless
Heart” and “Song Of The Wild.” All of Whit-
man’s many fans should come out in force for
the disk.

“HERB STEWARD PLAYS SO PRETTY”—
Choreo A-9
Dick Hazard, who supplies string backing and
the arrangements here, showcases the talents
of clarinetist Herb Steward on this easy-going
Choreo package. The material on the set con-
sists of a bevy of fine old romantic sturdies and
Steward’s free-flowing, relaxed, jazz-based ap-
proach carries him in good stead as he offers
“Indian Summer,” “Remember” and “When Day
Is Done.” Pleasant listening fare throughout.
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“TONI CARROLL SINGS HITS OF THE ROAR-
ING 20’S”—MGM E 4063
All of the perpetual gaiety of the 20s is captured
on this lively set of flapper-flavored evergreens

by Toni Carroll. The songstress is completely
taken up in the high-spirited tone of the project

as she offers such fine oldies as “I’m Just Wild
About Harry,” “Makin’ Whoopee” and “Five
Foot Two Eyes Of Blue.” Top-flight listening

enjoyment throughout.

'Yojimbo “YOJIMBO” — Original Sound Track — MGM
E-4''96
“Yojimbo” is the new Akira Kurosawa film that
paradoxically has as its roots the classic Amer-
ican Western tale (a hired gun cleaning up an
evil town). Masaru Sato, who composed the
score, has effectively contributed to the ominous
feeling of doom and tragedy which permeates
the story. Although the oriental flavor of the
music falls a bit harshly on the Western ear, the
excitement engendered throughout does much to
dispell the alien sounds. Art-film buffs will find

this is a must for their collections.

“ERNIE FREEMAN’S SOULFUL SOUND OF
COUNTRY CLASSICS”—-Liberty LRP 3264
Ernie Freeman cashes in on the current wide
acceptance of country music for this, his first

LP outing for Liberty. All of the tunes here are
rendered with their original country flavor. How-
ever, the orkster has given each item his dis-

tinctive modem teen-oriented beat and added,
on some of the tracks, a fine chorus. Best bets
here include “I Walk The Line,” “I Don’t Hurt
Anymore” and “It Makes No Difference Now.”
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“MY BIG BAND’S SHOWING”—Francis Bay-
Philips PHS600-040
The growing strength and importance of Euro-
pean bands and their influence on American
music is evidenced in the number of fine LP’s
from Europe which are finding their way to the
shops and ultimately the homes of Americans.
A top-drawer example is the big band of Francis
Bay (Belgian), who comes up -with a tasteful
and scintillating package of oldies dressed up
in gay, inventive arrangements. Some excellent

sides here are “Tea For Two,” “September In
The Rain,” and “All Of Me.” An excellent of-

fering from Philips.

“MIGIANI GRAND ORGHESTRE”—RCA Victor
International FPM 108
Ace European arranger Armand Migiani has
come up with a sparkling album of exciting ar-
rangements of popular tunes. Migiani has utilized

the fine wide-range voice of Anne Germaine as
an integral part of the band’s instrumentation.
On “Perdido” the lark delivers an electrifying
trumpet-like sound while “Jealous Of You” calls

for some top-notch jazz scat singing. Completely
enjoyable listening throughout.

“GOLDEN FAVORITES”—Wayne King—Decca
DL74309
Wayne King, who has provided the country with
some very danceable music for several decades,
recalls twelve of his most requested tunes on this
easy listening package from Decca. With first-

rate arrangements by Wayne Robinson and the
mellow sax of the maestro, such oldies as “The
Waltz You Saved For Me,” “Dancing With Tears
In My Eyes,” and “Meet Me Tonight In Dream-
land,” terpsichorean delights are in abundance.
The orkster’s many admirers will find much nos-
talgic listening here.

JAZZ PICKS OF THE WEEK

“THE SOUND OF THE TRIO”—Oscar Peterson—Verve V 8480
On this set cut five live at the Windy City’s Lon-
don House, 88’er Oscar Peterson and his boys,
Ray Brovsm on bass and Ed Thigpen on drums,
come up with a consistently stimulating, potent
jazz set. The Trio does not carbon-copy other
small groups. Instead they offer their own im-
pressive innovations on such perennials as “On
Green Dolphin Street” and “111 Wind.” Disk
should bring out jazzophiles in droves.

Bobby Timmons
Sweet smi Seul&i

“SWEET AND SOULFUL SOUNDS”— Bobby
Timmons—Riverside RLP 9422
Bobby Timmons’ bouncy, melodic, funky, key-
board style ranks him in the front ranks of
modem jazz artists. The 88’er’s approach com-
bines the best elements of the various schools
of thought. With an able assist from Sam Jones
on bass and Roy McCurdy on drums, Timmons
unleashes his professional talents full-blast on
“The Sweetest Sounds,” “Alone Together” and
a delightful, low-key original tagged “Another
Live One.”

“PREACH BROTHER!”—Don Wilkerson—Blue
Note 4107
Don Wilkerson has been rapidly developing into
a first-rate tenor saxist. On this Blue Note date,
in which he is teamed up with Grant Green on
guitar. Sonny Clark on piano. Butch Warrne on
bass and Billy Higgins on drums, he spreads
his wings and showcases a fresh, hard-driving,
potent soul-oriented approach. There are plenty
of good bluesy sounds as Wilkerson dishes up
“Homesick Blues,” “Camp Meetin’ ” and “Pigeon
Peas.”

“BIG BAND JAZZ FROM THE SUMMIT”—
Louis Bellson—Roulette R 52087
There are few jazz drummers around today who
are capable of shining with a big band backing.
Louis Bellson is one of those rare exceptions.
With a batch of top-flight musicians, Bellson
showcases his hard-driving, swingin’ style on a
dozen impressive tracks. Highlights here include
“Cool,” “Prelude” and “With Bells On.”

“‘WILD BILL’ DAVISON”—Bear LPB 10002
“Wild Bill” Davison is teamed up with a small,

hard-driving combo for this highly exciting ex-
cursion into Dixieland from Bear. Davison dis-

plays a fine while-back sweet-sounding horn on
this session of listenable evergreens. The trum-
peter and crew shine as they read first-rate ar-
rangements of “S’Wonderful,” “St. James In-
firmary” and “Manhattan.”

CLASSICAL

CESAR CONCEFCIIHIS “CESAR CONCEPCION Y SU ORQUESTA”—
Alegre LPA 818
With the rapid rise of the bossa nova, Latin
music is becoming more important every day.
Cesar Concepcion, one of the outstanding Latin
orksters, comes up with an extremely danceable
set of high-spirited boleros, mambos, etc. on this
delightful disk from Alegre. With some first-rate
vocal stylings from Freddie Guitierrez, the band
turns in impressive performances on “Candela,”
“Devocion” and “Recuerdos De Borinquen.”

“THE GOLDEN AGE OF HARPSICHORD
MUSIC”—Rafael Puyana—Mercury SR 90304
All the expressiveness and rhythmic intensity
associated with the harpsichord is perfectly cap-
tured by Rafael Puyana on this delightful disk
of 17th and 18th century compositions. Puyana
does not rely on gimmicks. His approach, based
on a deep understanding of the music, is of the
highest technical order. Highlights here include
“La Volta,” “The King’s Hunt” and “Les Buf-
fons.” Package should attract a host of classi-
cal collectors.

Tip From Bossa Nova Publisher:

Don’t Dilute It

ENRIQUE LEBENDIGER

NEW YORK—If the music business
doesn’t watch out, it may lose a good
thing in the Bossa Nova.

This is the warning conveyed by
Enrique Lebendiger, head of Brazil’s

big pubbery outfit, Fermata de Brasil,

which has the original copyright of

“Desafinado,” the hit Bossa Nova
tune, as well as 300 other Bossa Nova
songs and instrumentals.

Lebendiger is fearful that before

the hot rhythm really gets going in

the U.S., it may be diluted by various

adaptations that will destroy its orig-

inal sound and meaning.

The exec refers to cha-cha, twist,

etc. adaptations of the step, which are

almost certain to follow in the wake
of its growing popularity.

To Lebendiger, the Bossa is more
than a beat, but, in a sense, a song of

social significance. “The Bossa Nova,”

he says, “is an expression of freedom,

and reflects the social problems of a

country.”

Though the Bossa Nova has received

wide acceptance from jazz musicians,

Lebendiger notes, it’s a jazz music

that relies heavily on the melody, and,

when done as a song, lyrics often dis-

play a social awareness.

Lebendiger feels that a Bossa Nova
number must be created as a Bossa
Nova original, declaring that adapta-

tions of old tunes with a Bossa Nova
sound destroy its originality.

Lebendiger feels that, although it

first became popular in Brazil, the

rhythm is actually an international

jazz language, not a “Latin-American

step.” He notes its origins in Brazil

belongs, like U.S. pazz, to Brazil’s

Negro population. He likes the idea of

a Bossa Nova step, as long as the jazz

feel of the samba-like rhythm re-

mains intact. If the Bossa Nova sound

is kept intact, Lebendiger foresees

not only increased revenues for disk

sales, but a new uplift in the sales of

sheet music. He says that various jazz

arrangers are being swamped with

demands for Bossa Nova arrange-

ments for sax, guitar, etc. “It means
millions of dollars in increased busi-

ness for the sheet music field,” Leben-

diger declares.

Lebendiger, who’s been in the pub-

lishing business for 25 years, is in

New York, following a three month
stay in Europe placing Bossa Nova
material with European pubberies. He
notes that the Bossa Nova is begin-

ning to catch on in Europe, especially

in Italy and France. In Italy, such

top stars as Mina, Marino Marinni

and Caterina Valente have cut Bossa

Nova tunes. The Barclay label in

France, he notes, is cutting Bossa

Nova dates with U.S. jazz musicians

who are appearing in that country.

Besides representing U.S. pub-

beries, including Mills, Leeds, Spanka,

Robert Mellin, Howie Richmond, Al-

don and Frank, Lebendiger is the

outlet in Brazil for the Cameo/Park-
way and Atlantic labels through his

Fermata Producoes.

certgebouw Orchestra of Amsterdam.'
The re-issues are said to be two of

the rarest musical documents ever

released and are the first in a Mengle-

berg commemorative series that may
include as many as six or eight

albums, Simon pointed out.

The initial albums are “Mahler

Symphony No. 4” and “Schubert Sym-
phony No. 9,” and are exclusively

Philips products. Simon pointed out

that the recordings are not hi-fi but

were originally recorded on glass disks

by a Dutch radio station from actual

performances during the concert sea-

son of 1939-40.

Simon said: “In such albums . . .

. . . fidelity is the least important

factor. These two performances rep-

resent one of the greatest conductors

who ever lived at the height of his

power and fame. No serious record

collector can be without them.”

Mengelberg, who died in 1951, spent

50 years polishing the Concertgebouw

Orchestra into one of the finest or-

chestras in the world.

what might be done on a positive basis,
and asked them to list their chief
problems.

There’s little doubt that an increas-
ing number of distributors feel they

^ must enter the rack jobbing and one-

stop fields in order to cope with pres-
ent conditions, according to survey re-
sults.

The problem of transshipping—as
was expected—^was listed on every

I

questionnaire as a key problem, and

I

some stated they were forced to trans-
ship in order to meet industry compe-

I tition.

The problem of excessive product al-

4 locations from manufacturers seems to
be diminishing in importance, and
while some distributors listed it on the
survey questionnaire, the answer was
often qualified, as “improving,” or

' “onlv one manufacturer and we are
reaching a better understanding.”
As to the questions. “Where does

transshipped goods come from?” and
> “Which labels are most trans-

shinned?,” all answers were virtuallv
identical. The product comes from all

over, and it encomnasses any product
whieh is “hot” or saleable.

The effect of rackers on distributors
naturally varies according to geo-
graphical location, and where the con-
centration of rackers was not heavy,

. distribs stated that in those areas they
were more affected by discounters. In
areas of heavy rack jobbing activity,
distributors were vehement as to loss
of accounts and scored the practice of

' extending credit to rackers who proved
poor financial risks. Both manufac-
turers and distribs were blamed for
doing this—and one distrib who an-

^ swered the survey pointed out this was
the same fallacious pob'cy which led
manufacturers to extend credit to dis-

counters, to the point where individual
manufacturers were as much as sev-

' eral hundred thousand dollars in the
red-to a single discounter.
Here are some typical comments by

distribs; Harry Rosen (David Rosen,
Inc., Phila.) : “The future of the dis-

tributor must involve extending his
operation so as to include rack jobbing
and one-stopping.” Rosen stated he
was losing accounts to one stops. He

\ added, “If the government allows me
to become a one stop and rack jobber,
this is my future.”
Rosen also stated his sales were af-

fected by mobile truck operators. In
answer to the question as to whether
the problem could be overcome by a
one stop operated by a group of
distribs. he said: “T’d like to see it

r hapnen, but is it legal?”
Rosen urged each distributor to

“stay in his own back yard.” He
added, “I would love to stay in mine,

Joan Baez Has 3 LP's

but owing to pressure I can’t. I have
no halo; but I know that we all used
to respect each other and if we get
back to this it will clean up the busi-
ness. . . .

He noted that the manufacturers

are no longer “shoving product down
your throat.”

Rosen, as well as several other
distribs answering the survey, men-
tioned they were willing to put up a
$10,000 bond, which would be forfeited
in the event of trangressions such as
transshipping.

.Toe Sinsheimer (Allen Distributing,
Richmond) : S’nshe’mer was very out-
spoken on several key problems. Stat-
ing he is affected by out-of-state mo-
bile operators and rack jobbers, he
added his company has been diversi-
fying its operations. It is, for instance,
rack jobbing to a degree. Allen also
sells tapes, players, etc. He scored
manufactiirers and distribs who ex-
tend credit to rackers and others who
don’t pay the’r bills. Vehement about
a specific operator headquartered out
of town, Sinsheimer said : “As long as
he is permitted to function in this wav,
we cannot fight it. These people sell

records at a loss. You cannot operate
on such a basis. I know his statements.
The blame lies with the manufacturer
and distributor. When they decide to
do something about it, it will help.”
He added: “It’s ridiculous. . . . Why
should I promote records for his
sales?”

Sinsheimer also urged distributors
to be honest: “Tell what each rack
jobber owes.”
He scored direct selling by manufac-

turers; he urged that package record
prices be dropped. “A pop record
should sell for $1.98,” he added; and
he felt that record clubs tended to keep
the price at present levels.

“The Federal Trade Commission
should exercise its authority to better
the industry,” he said. Otherwise the
outlook is “dismal.”

Herbert Dale (Dale Enterprises.
Boston) noted his area had a very
heavy concentration of rackers; that
returns were “exorbitant,” and “our
profits from rack sales are very
small.” He said his firm indirectly lost

accounts to rack jobbers, and that he
is now getting into the rack business
himself.” “Two weeks ago I got about
seven locations. It has been most grat-
ifying.” Dale urged that ARMADA
and the industry make an attempt to
eliminate the fluctuation of prices of-
fered to distributors by manufac-
turers. “A racker offered me merchan-
dise at better prices than manufactur-
ers. This places us in an embarrassing
position.”
An important distrib in upstate

New York termed the rack status in

his area as “very, very bad. . . . Two
large rack jobbers are in bad shape
financially.” He added that he has now

become a rack jobber himself. He
scored the practice whereby manufac-
turers offer excessive discount incen-

tives designed to make distribs take
more merchandise than they can ade-
quately handle—^because this encour-
ages transshipping.

This distrib strongly urged that
freebies be abolished, and the price of

singles lowered. “Freebies should be
out, and the distrib price of singles

brought down to maybe 41^ or 42^.

The present distrib price is unrealistic,

and freebies do not make a record
anymore.” Like others, this distrib

stated the problem of excessive alloca-

tions was clearing up with mf'st labels.

A key Philadelphia distrib stated
that in h’S area “all the stops are
racked except retail.” Although ac-

counts are b°ing lost to one stops, it

would be difficult to overcome this by
having a group of distribs set up a

one stop, as in GharPtte, N. C. “It

couM have been done once, but oow it

is too late . . . the boat has left, and
now it would require too much financ-

ing.”
Asked whether he is considering be-

coming a rack jobber, he answered:
“It is difficult to say what we will do
next month. This has become a day to

day business.”
He added that one of the chief

problems was “the tansfer of lines,

and the inabilitv of manufacturers to

keep their agreement to back the mer-
chandise.”
He noted that a solution to some

industry problems could come with
Fair Trade—^but “you cannot regulate
price under the Constitution.” But he
added: “A record is copyrightable;
maybe some protection can he
achieved through an exploration of the
Copyright Act.”
A key New York distrib stated dis-

tribut^'rs should l“arn how to enter the
rack jobbing business as a general
thing—even though he specifically did
not have definite plans to do so. Dis-
counters were more of a problem to
him currently, and so were one stops
who solicited dealer orders.

Another large East Coast distrib-

utor stated he was “not sure yet
whether he would go into rack job-
bing . . . not within the next 30 days.”
Another New York distrib, running

through the list of usual problems as
transhipping etc., said he was losing
accounts to one stops, although it had
not yet become a large problem to him.
“I am considering going into the rack
and one stop fields,” he said. He also
stated he was willing to put up a
S10,000 bond which would be forfeited
for transshipping—“if enough other
distribs did it.’

He added: “I want a law, so that
the lowest price a product is sold for,

applies to everybody. This would stop
transhipping. ... If a distributor
ships singles out of town for 41^ and
this law applies, let’s see how long he
can keep it up.

Yaso Saijoh, prexy of Japanese Society of Rights of Authors and Composers
(JASRAC), left here for the U.S. and European countries. One of the prime
reasons given for his going abroad is to get support on the “Article 30-Clause
8” issue from organizations concerned all over the world. He will visit ASCAP,
BMI (New York), CISAC, SACEM (Paris), SIAE (Rome), SGAE (Madrid)
and PRS (London) and will return on Nov. 12. The issue is the most contro-
versial one today and JASRAC is taking one of the important roles in the
“Discard Article 30-Clause 8” movement. The corresponding clause of Japan’s
Copyright Act exempts air stations from royalty payment obligations by reg-
ulating that “any duly transcribed disks and the like shall be used freely for
public performance or broadcasting whenever sources are clearly indicated.”

Just a week after his departure to Hong Kong, Akimitsu Machijiri, prexy of
(Japan’s) King Records, returned to Tokyo on Oct. 16. He researched the
market there and stopped over in Nationalist China and Okinawa.

All Dec. outings by Japan Phonograph Records Association’s (JPRA) affil-

iated member diskeries got OK’s from the organization’s standard commit-
tee. It checked 4,615 tunes (including 1,145 local originated and 3,470 inter-
national originated) and stated that no tune violated the disk-producing
standard regulation.

Columbia’s chart-riding releases for December include Bobby Vinton’s new
Epic disk, “Rain, Rain, Go Away” and Andy William’s “Don’t You Believe It.”
The firm already released the recent Marty Robbins success, “Devil Woman,”
and Vinton’s initial coast-to-coast smash, “Roses Are Red.”

Victor cut premier albums for Sayuri Yoshinaga and Mie Nakao. Yoshi-
naga’s, coming out in Nov., covers her biggest smash, “Samui Asa” and 7
other local pop tunes while “Mie Nakao’s Hit Songs” contains “Pretty Little
Baby,” “Cuff Links And A Tie Clip,” etc.

The final addition to the entry for the 17th Art Festival’s Phonograph Rec-
ords Division this fall (under Educational Ministry’s sponsorship) came from
Teichiku Records. It’s a single platter, “Osaka-no Hato; Niwa-no Hato-ni
Yosete (To A Pair Of Doves In Osaka)” and “Akai Hana (Red Flowers).”
Both were penned and sung by I. George, but the former’s lyrics were written
by Tsuneo Ishihama.

Teichiku is now the fourth diskery which entered into the so-called plio-film
(or film-emposed) records business. The initial outing will come in Nov. and
selections include such exclusively paeted_ artists (with Teichiku) as Yujiro
Ishihara, Haruo Minami, I. George, Yoshio Tabata. Pressing procedures are
going to be brought in to Nippon Arther Records of Osaka, plio-film record
presser-distributor. Victor, Toshiba and Columbia are already active in this
plio-film record industry here in Japan.
As the firm’s “Hit Award disks,” Teichiku selected the following 10 pop

tunes from among all singles and albums produced and released under Tei-
chiku tag during the July 1961-June 1962 period. Award ceremony was ob-
served in Teichiku’s Tokyo studio Oct. 11 and those who were honored in-
clude artist and the corresponding A&R men as well as authors and com-
posers. These disks (and singers) are: “Garasu-no Johnny” (I. George),
“Neigetsu Ayataroh-Bushi” (Haruo Minami), “Zangetsu Ohtone” (Haruo Mi-
nami), “Louisiana Mama” (Takashi Fujiki) on single decks and “H. Minami-
Matatabi Nikki” (Haruo Minami), “Y. Tabata’s Hit Songs/Vol. 1” (Yoshio
Tabata), “Y. Tabata’s Guitar Hit Melodies” (Yoshio Tabata), “Min’yo Teppo-
Bushi” (Mitsusaburoh Teppo), “B. Shirakata-Stereo Hawaiian/Vols. 1 & 2”
(Backy Shirakata) on LP albums.
Visitors on stage: Argentine classic guitarist Irma Costanza gave perform-

ances in this city (Tokyo) recently. Programs given at her concerts cover
works by Rameau, Tarrega, Albeniz, etc. Russian violinist Boris Gutnikov,
who got the first prize in the 1962 International Tchaikovsky Contest, played
Bach’s sonata for violin and piano, Brahm’s Sonata #3 etc. with Lydia Pecher-
skaya at the piano. He also appeared on TV. Another Russian attraction,
The Soviet Academy Chorus directed by A. B. Sveshnikov, closed their suc-
cessful Japanese tour Oct. 26 in Tokyo.

(diplomat and composer), Antonio Carlos Jobim, Joao Gilberto, Oscar Castro
Neves, etc. The American musicians already booked for the night are: Stan
Getz, Dizzy Gillespie, Lalo Shifrin, and many others. Frey is a sort of an Am-
bassador of Brazilian music in the States. As a music publisher and head of
Audio Fidelity, he’s doing an excellent job for Brazilian music and musicians
and is responsible for a lot of the real interest created in the United States,
concerning our rhythms, especially the “bossa nova” samba.

Audio-Fidelity signed with Los Zorzales Guaranies, Paraguayan group a
contract for several recordings. The first double-compact will be released very
soon, with four hot numbers: “Sabor A Mi, Y . .

.” “Regalia Me Esta Noche”
and “El Suco Suco.”
Audio Fidelity also put in the retail stores two single-compacts, already

doing good sales, under the Reprise label. With Frank Sinatra, there’s “East
Of The Sun” and “I’m Getting Sentimental Over You,” With Lou Monte: “Six-
teen Tons” and “A Good Man Is Hard To Find.”

It also introduces actor Tony Britten to the record business singing
and reading works by Shakespeare, Donne, Dryden etc. partnered by famous
folk singer Isla Cameron.

Transatlantic is embarking on an unusual promotion campaign which, if
successful, will be used for all future monthly releases. It plans a series of
concerts in London and the provinces which will incorporate material used on
the recordings and performed by the artistes. On November 25, at the Mermaid
Theatre, London, poet Robert Graves will make one of his rare public appear-
ances together with Tony Britten and Isla Cameron to promote the initial re-
lease. The album which retails at 38/9d ($5.42) is distributed through normal
trade channels.

Latin American Music busy working on the No: 1 Italian hit “Cuando Cali-
ente El Sol” (“Love Me With All Your Heart”). Five recordings are avail-
able—one Italian, one American and three British i.e. Los Marcellos (Duri-
um). The Ames Brothers (Columbia), Susan Singer (Oriole), The Square Pegs
(Decca) and The Kestrels (Piccadilly).
Independent producer Joe Meek, who recently signed a contract with Ember

Records International to supply the label with new talent, has his first release
with “It Matters Not” by Mark Douglas. The backing is supplied by The Tor-
nados, whose Decca waxing of “Telstar” is currently topping the British Best
Sellers.

Agent Ossie Newman, currently in the States accompanying Helen Shapiro,
also seeking and booking American talent for British tours. Newman can be
contacted at the Park Sheraton Hotel.
The growing trend for record manufacturers to have their own wholesale

outlets has led to the demise of one of the oldest independent factors, Thomp-
son, Diamond & Butcher. The threat of extinction has been with the independ-
ent factors for some time now and was strengthened in May this year when
Philips announced distribution of the CBS and Riverside labels via their own
depots. Both EMI and Decca have their own wholesale outlets and Pye main-
tains a system of direct distribution.
Thompson, Diamond & Butcher were established in 1920 and in 1958 were

acquired by The Rank Organisation to assist its entry into the record field.

In 1960, the Organisation withdrew from the record business and EMI took
over the Top Rank label. Although Thompson, Diamond & Butcher cease to
function as record wholesalers, it will still continue the distribution of elec-
trical goods manufactured by Rank.
Bobby Weiss, Warner Bros, international director, in London after his ex-

tensive Far East tour asks us to point out that the soundtrack of “Gypsy”
opening here mid-November is released on the Warner Bros, label and not
CBS as mentioned a few weeks ago. Weiss is very enthusiastic about plans to
bring Joannie Sommers to this country in the not-too-distant future.
As well as the soundtrack recording on Warner Bros, the original Broadway

Cast LP of “Gypsy” will be issued here by CBS to coincide with the film’s
opening. Two singles will also be issued, “Small World” by Johnny Mathis
and “You’ll Never Get Away ^om Me” by Tony Bennett—both on CBS.
Ronnie Carroll’s follow-up disk for Philips is an American copyright “If

Only Tommorrow” published by Duchess Music. As with “Roses Are Red,”
Carroll has the backing of the Wally Stott Orchestra. 'The Kaye Sisters re-
corded “If Only Tomorrow” as the flip side of “Mistakes” issued by Philips a
year ago. At the moment, Decca has no plans to issue the Ray Peterson ver-
sion on London.
After being absent from the recording scene for 18 months—her last disk

was in May 1960 for Pye—singer Lita Rosa has been signed to the Ember
International label. First release “Mama He Treats Your Daughter Mean” and
“Dream Baby.”
A new independent record label—Cannon Records—has appeared on the

British market. But like many of the smaller independents, manager Allan
Crawford has found difficulty in getting his product marketed and distribution
is being made by Thorpe and Porter, book wholesalers, via racks. Monthly re-
leases are planned and the disks—all EPs’—will contain six current hit tunes
retailing at 6/lld. (97^).

Billy Fury’s latest Decca disk “Because Of Love” is a number which is fea-
tured by Elvis Presley in his film “Girls Girls Girls.” 'The number will be fea-
tured on the soundtrack LP by RCA but will not be released as a single. The
film is due in Britain early next year.
From Elvis’ cuiTent film, “Kid Galahad,” now running in London, RCA

issued a six-track EP soundtrack.
On November 4th when the BBC will be televising the Royal Variety Per-

formance, ATV will withdraw it’s usual “Sunday Night At The London Palla-
dium” show. Instead and at a later time they will be screening a live perform-
ance from The Royal Opera House featuring Maria Callas, Giuseppe Di Ste-
fano, Mischa Elman, Svetlano Beriosova and Donald MacLeary.
The MGM film “Mutiny On The Bounty” opens in London November 19th

and Robbins Music has a fine array of recordings set for October 26th release.
The Theme and Love Song have been waxed by Mantovani on Decca and
George Greely on Warner Bros, while Roger Williams on London backs the
Theme with “Hatari.” On HMV, Michael London vocalizes the T^eme “Follow
Me” and Geoff Love has a double sided vocal/instrumental version on MGM.
Ray Connifif has a new album set for mid-November release, “We Wish You

A Merry Christmas,” and CBS plans a track (as yet untitled) as a single.
Patti Lynn, who made her debut for Fontana with “Johnny Angel,” follows
it with “Tell Me Telstar.”

Via the German Ariola company, Oriole Records has acquired a country
song from the American Starday catalog entitled “Dankeschoen-Bitteschoen-
Wiedersehn” by Eddie Wilson. This song received so many requests on the
Two Way Family Favourites record program linking London and the British
Forces Network in Germany that Oriole negotiated for the acquisition of the
master for Britain.

Bobby Vee and his manager, Arnold Mills, came to Milan for a short stopover

in this city to meet Francois Minchin of EMI Italiana. They are due in Rome
for TV appearances. Bobby can be considered the “ambassador” of Liberty
Records. He notes the increasing success in Italy of recordings cut in Italian
by American singers such as Connie Francis, Paul Anka and Neil Sedaka (an
interesting English example is represented by Cliff Richard) and it is likely

that very soon he will follow suit.

Giuseppe Ornato, the director of RCA Italiana, said that the firm is com-
pletely changing the structure of its distribution network. Currently, it has
some 40 agents throughout Italy and—starting very soon—this number of
of agents will be doubled, creating separate networks of distribution for four
different lines of records: 1) the catalog of RCA Victor, except for the Italian
production, 2) Italian catalog of RCA Victor, 3) Barclay, Pye, Ducretet Thomp-
son and Les Discophiles Francois, 4) Long-playing lines.

“After Billy Vaughn’s “Wheels” and Caterina Valente’s “Twistin’ The Twist,”
“Pat Boone’s “Speedy Gonzales” (Dot) is the third big hit of the year of the
Decca/London group. Sales of “Speedy Gonzales” have been strong in the last
few weeks and are every day getting bigger and bigger: Decca people are
thinking that “Speedy Gonzales” will maybe be the greatest hit of Pat in Italy,
bigger than “Bernardine” “Love Letters In The Sand” and “Words.”
A new promising number by Connie Francis just came out, “lo Sola Andro’

(I’m So Alone).” After her big record sales two years ago with “Jealous Of
You” and “Roman Guitar,” Connie has proved to be able to keep and save
high popularity in Italy with succeeding numbers such as “La Paloma” and
“Violino Tzigane,” which are still selling well, and now her “I’m So Alone”
should also gain wide success.
Johnny Hallyday, the most praised French singer at the moment, is coming

to Italy, requested by Italian TV managers. He will perform a show which will
be telecast on Nov. 17 and 18.

Cash Box has received the booklet of the regulations for next San Remo
song festival. Let’s draw out some interesting items: Item 1—The A.T.A. an-
nounced and organized in behalf of the ‘Frondazione San Remo” (Institution
San Remo) the 13th festival of the Italian song, which will take place at the
Municipal Casino of San Remo the 7, 8, 9th of Feb. 1963. The net income of
the spectacle will be employed for the benefit of the “Fondazione San Remo”
for the building of a Residence House for light music composers and artists
of movies, operetta, show and varieties. This item has a special importance:
as it’s known, more than once the San Remo festival roused suspicions that
something incorrect had been done. This year, this tie-up with a serious pur-
pose creates an atmosphere of more trust in the festival.

Item 3—The entry of the songs must be done by music publishing houses,
which are regular members of S.I.A.E. (Italian Association of Authors and
Publishers) since December 31, 1958. This item has created the first trouble
of this festival, as Edizioni Musical! RCA was enrolled in S.I.A.E. at the start
of 1959 and thus they cannot take part in the festival with its songs. Conse-
quently, RCA Italiana has decided to suggest its singers not to perform on
the stage of San Remo.

Italy’s annual outstanding TV music show, “Canzonissima (The Songfest),”
has started, featuring—^this time—exclusively big hits of the last five years or
so presented on the screens—preferably and for the most part—by the same
artists who released them on record. The Italian audience follows Canzonis-
sima with great interest every Thursday night. As in the past, no foreign talent
is scheduled.

Caterina Valente, starting from October the 21, will appear once again at
the Italian TV in a series of 9 musical shows: last year her first show “Bonsoir
Caterine” was one of the most praised of the year. In October, Decca released
two new Caterina Valente’s single 45s with four songs from “My Fair Lady”:
“Vorrei Danzar Con Te” (I Could Have Danced All Night), “Hai Dato Un Volto
Ai Sogni Miei” (I've Grown Accustomed To His Face), “L’Angolo Incante-
vole” (On The Street Where You Live), “Oggi Mi Sposo” (Get Me To The
Church On Time).

“Triangulo” is the title of the new recording by Los Marcellos Ferial, a group
who suddenly became popular via the cover version of “Cuando Calienta El
Sol.” “Triangulo,” it is felt, can become a strong hit if it receives a good radio
exposure. The piece, due to the pen of foreign composer Capo Bobby, is copy-
righted here by Curci.

This year, too, Wilma De Angelis, of the Philips Records has carried off the
first prize at the “Festival of the Italian song in Switzerland,” performing
“Scritto Su Un Albero” (Written On A Tree) by Medini-Guerra.

First record version of “The Longest Day” appeared on the Italian market
and is on Durium by the Robert Pry ork & chorus. The second one is on GC by
Franco Godi. It is likely both of them will meet with success thanks to the
publicity given to the song by the showing of the film in Italy.

CGD has launched a new label Derby. Best sellers among the first marketed:
“Un’ Anima Tra Le Mani” (It’s So Easy To Surrender) by Archie Semple and
“Topolino” by Gil Fields & 'The Fraternity Brothers.

At the Bobino Music Hall, Marcel Amont triumphs and this is quite normal,
but a local paper, Le Canard Enchaine, finished up by saying his didn’t have
much punch. This is not the opinion of mogul Chemouny, who finds that Mar-
cel is one of the few stars who make the disk jockeys turn.

I^n Cabat has succeeded in making Petula Clark if not an international
artist, certainly a European one, and the best sellers in Europe is significant
on this subject.

The result is ver’y good, but contrai-y to Dick Rivers,
Mitchell continues to groove with the “Chaussettes Noires” (Black Sock
Group) to the delight of everyone. A curious recording, “La Bible” with 3

33 rpm 17 cm, musically accompanied by Lasry-Baschet with Electric organ.
Bobby Rydell’s first grooving under Capitol release scheduled for first week
in November. Eddie and Nicole Barclay are offering a cocktail party. Reason:
the return of Olivier Despax to Paris. Festival gave a cocktail to celebrate
the success of “Ah Si J’etais Reste Celibataire” by Verchuren. From this art-
ist two new titles on the market, “La Java Des Gens Qui S’aiment” and “La
Java Des Beaux Dimanches.” A new Nino De Murcia record is called “Sin-
ceridad,” (too soon to make any comments.)

round.

Jacqueline Francois is triumphing in Russia. From there, she will make a
trip to USA. On the Fontana label, two 12" with music by Debussy by Wer-
ner Haas. Another event, the release of the new Johnny Hallyday date with
the titles “L’Idole Des Jeunes” and “Tout Bas, Tout Bas, Tout Bas.” It’s cer-
tain that these records are in up to date style. Richard Anthony has just
given us his version of “L’Incendie.” This will not make us forget the version
by Danyel Gerard.

Let’s talk about television. Fran^oise Hardy, the young French thrush, dis-

tinguished herself during “Toute La Chanson.” The following day quite a lot

of reaction was felt on her song, “Les Garcons Et Les Filles.” Francoise will

go a long way if she continues to sing songs like this one. During the same
program, Claude Nougaro, as usual excellent. A new release by Dalida, her
rendering of “Le Jour Le Plus Long” is good, but “Que Sont Devenues Les
Fleurs,” French version of “Where Have All The Flowers Gone” is very much
better. This title seems to be catching on, and mogul Chemouny pronounces
this as a future best seller. News about Marchal, director of Edition Pathe
Marconi. He is doing all right since he has acquired sub-pub rights on
“Sherry.” Marchal is also in a happy mood over the success obtained by the
Compagnons De La Chanson on his song “Amour Bresilien.” The Compagnons
De La Chanson are on the Polydor label. Still with Pathe, a new author-
comp-interpreter, Christine Fontane, who has given to Marchal the exclusivity
of her production.
Kurt Mohr, well known now for having surnamed Billy Bridge (“Prince Du

Madison”) has announced that Jean Segurel and his Troubadors have just cut
some Auvergnat tunes, “La Valse Des Issambres,” that Desmarty is plug-
ging all out on this. He has still other good stuff in reserve. Odeon has just
put on for sale two EP’s of Mickey Baker, one of these originally on King,
and the other made in France. We are very sorry we can’t give you any news
concerning the Prince not having received any ourselves. Perhaps we forgot
to mention the release of the Theo Sarapo record of his principal title “De-
part.” If this could only be true, we evidently speak of the song in its domain,
the only one that interests us. On the other hand, “A Quoi Ca Sert L’Amour”
by Piaf is having a nice success. It’s not, and will not replace “Non Je Ne
Regrette Rien” which seems to be, and will always be Piaf’s biggest and
greatest song.

A touching recording with many titles has just been released by Pathe in
the series “Les Plus Belles Annees Du Music Hall” consecrated to Lucienne
Delyle, who passed away not very long ago.

TV in a pre-recorded interview with Pi Scheffer. “A Swingin’ Safari,” still well
in demand here, was plugged, along with the album “I Like Billy Vaughn.”
The TV-crew had taken the trouble to make short film-impressions of a large
European river, while Billy Vaughn’s “Lazy River” formed the musical back-
ground.
Anneke Gronloh received a Golden Record for 100,000 copies of “Brandend

Zand,” one of the biggest hits in Holland of last summer. The happy ceremony
took place in the small hall where Anneke Gronloh started her career three
years ago: in Eindhoven at an amateur contest. The occasion was filmed by TV
and will be broadcast soon. Anneke’s Dutch recording of “Paradiso” is another
of her many hits, already followed by “When The Saints” (sung in English)
She records exclusively for Philips.

“Call Of The Prairie” is the title of another country & western production
on the Philips-label. It is a large collection of all prominent Philips-artists in
the Country & Western field, like Ray Price, Lefty Frizzell, Stonewall Jackson.
Johnny Cash and Johnny Horton.
One of the finest chambermusic-ensembles in the world The Fine Arts

Quartet appearing in Holland again. Concerts are set for the Hague, Rotter-
dam and Tiel. Bovema’s Imperial-Label exclusively distributes their record-
ings in Holland.
Bovema’s His Master’s Voice-label will soon release the great LP-record

series, “The Living Bible.” The project will be given special attention in the
forthcoming issue of Gramophonehouse-News.
Bovema’s Capitol-label is still hitting the charts with Nat King Cole’s

“Ramblin’ Rose,” whereas Peggy Lee’s latest LP-album, “Blues Cross Coun-
try,” with no doubt become another hot item. In the classical area Capitol
proudly presents its magnificient Erich Leinsdorf—interpretation of Schubert’s
“Mass #6 in E Flat.”
Columbia will release Edith Piaf’s latest single, “A quoi se sert I’Amour,”

with her new husband, Theo Sarapo.
One of the big hits in Holland is “Paradiso,” now also recorded in an

instrumental version by The Storktown Dixie Kids on the Imperial-label.

“Romantico Amore” by Warner Bros. ’Emilio Pericoli on this Bovema-label
has been released in Holland without the woman’s voice in the background.
Also hitting the market is a new hit by The Everly Brothers, “No One Can
Make My Sunshine Smile.”
As a follow-up to Ray Charles’ successes in the Single-field, Artone released

a series of 8 new EP’s including “Georgia On My Mind,” “Hit The Road Jack,”
“Unchain My Heart,” “Chattanooga Choo Choo” and “Ruby.” Items are culled

from Charles’ LP albums “Genius Hits The Road,” “Dedicated To You,” “Genius
Plus Soul Equals Jazz” and “Modern Sounds In C & W Music,” which still are
on the bestsellers-charts. Further new Artone releases on the ABC Paramount
label include chart items “Warmed Over Kisses” by Brian Hyland and “Susie
Darlin” by Tommy Roe.
Pete Felleman, head of Artone’s subsidiary Funckler Records, will be heading

the Colpix distribution in Benelux. First release includes the following Top

Buenos Aires visiting the record industry and especially his representative,
Inter Bas. Before coming to Argentina, he had been several days in Lima, at
the Second meeting of the Latin American Federation of Record Producers,
and in Santiago de Chile. Siegel told Cash Box that he is planning a big pro-
motion campaign for Vicentico Valdez, one of Seeco’s main artists, who “has
a big personality and verj’ good voice, and thus may become a big star in all

Latin America.” The campaign should include personal visits of Valdez to
all these markets.

Several members of the industry have returned from the big record meet
in Lima, Peru. Juan Truden, manager of CBS Columbia in Argentina, reports
that the event was “very well organized, and proved to be very useful. All the
things that were expected, were done.” Other Argentine representatives were
Enrique Rosso, sales manager of Odeon and Maximo Wyngaard, of Phillips.

Besides attending the Congress, Truden Visited Industrial Sono Radio, CBS rep-
resentative in that countrj-, and Industrias Fonograficas Gluboff, of Santiago
de Chile, where he discussed several points regarding A&R and promotion.

Mario Kaminsky, of Microfon Records, will visit the United States in a
few days. Kaminsky plans to stay about three weeks in New York and Los
Angeles (he may also visit Chicago and other cities) getting in touch with
the people of Audio Fidelity, whom he represents in Argentina, and several
other recording companies. The success of “Corazon de Luto” and the promo-
tional LP “Archicolopendo” obliged Kaminsky to stay in Buenos Aires during
October, although he has previously planned to go to Lima to the meeting
and aften^’ards fly to the States.

Romiglio Giacompol of Smart Publishers is back in Buenos Aires after
spending about two months in Sao Paulo, Brazil. Since Giacompol directs both
Smart branches in Argentina and Brazil, he has a very interesting way of
life: one or two months in Buenos Aires, then two or three in Sao Paulo, then
back to Argentina, and so on. Now, he’ll go to Sao Paulo November 7.

Osvaldo Cadaxo, vice president of Musidisc Records of Brazil, has been
another visitor in Buenos Aires. Cadaxo spent several days here, getting in

touch with Ariel Records, Musidisc representative here, and also visited sev-
eral retail stores, including the well known Centro Cultural del Disco.

Cash Box had the pleasure of talking with Michae Davis, of Ariel Records,
about the details of his recent North American and European trip. The first

visit was paid to Los Angeles, where Davis visited the Radio Recorders stu-
dios and had the opportunity to look at the finest recording equipment avail-
able, and be present at several sessions. In New York, he visited Colpix Rec-
ords (which, according to Davis, is showing a sharp improvement and is

building a very good catalog very fast) and ABC Paramount (also represented
by his diskery) where he discussed the possibility of a Brian Hyland visit to
Argentina, since Ariel has been making a big promotion campaign around
this singer. He also got in touch with several other diskeries, and made some
arrangements that will be unveiled soon, since they aren’t finished yet. In
London, Davis visited HMV, the biggest record store of Great Britain, and
was very impressed by the volume of HMV’s export to other countries. In Paris,
he contacted the people of Disques Versailles, and exchanged ideas about the
publishing of locally recorded material in that country, bringing also some
French production for release in Argentina. In Brazil, he visited Musidisc
and was present at the recording of the new Ed Lincoln LP, which has been
qualified as “the best album made by Lincoln,” and brought several tapes
for release in Argentina.

More about Microfon: the diskery has already received the samples of prac-
tically all the Supraphon catalog, and plans to start releases next December.
The Supraphon representation was arranged by Kaminsky’s label a few
months ago, and there has been a slight delay in releases due to difficulties

in getting the samples through the customs.

News from CBS: Los Tres Sudamericanos, currently in Spain, have finished
in that country the recording of the tunes for their new LP, which will be
released in December; the last two titles are “Cuando Calienta El Sol” and
“Tombola,” a big Spanish hit. The arrangements were done by Waldo de los

Rios, who is also in Europe. The press department of CBS reports that two
new singles, recently released, are showing strong sales: the Spanish version
of “A Steel Guitar and a Glass of Wine,” sung by Ricardo Roda, and “Palabra
Santa” and “Cumpleanos Feliz,” the latest Roberto Yanes single. This waxing
has been released for Mother’s Day, celebrated the third October Sunday in

Argentina. In the LP field, CBS believes that “12 Hits, Vol IV” a selection
LP with the latest hits, will also sell very well, since it contains “Cuando
Calienta El Sol” (Tony Viar), “Munequita” (Enrique Guzman) and several
other chart riders. The “12 Hits” series are regular priced albums (520 pesos);
the previous releases have been well received, in spite of the fact that they
compete with other low priced selection LP’s, most of them at about 300 pesos.

More about CBS: TV Channel 8 of Mar del Plata (pop: 200,000 in winter;
one million in summer) is airing Thursday nights a show under the title of
“CBS Night Show” featuring several of the label’s artists: Los Ginn Fizz,
Ricardo Roda, Las Voces del Teuco (folk group, recently inked by the diskery),
Uruguayan singer Dumont and Amadeo Monges, young harpist. The program
will be continued till the end of the summer season, next April.

News from Fermata: “El Cigarron,” the Hugo Blanco hit, has two new
versions: Horacio Malvicino and his group have made it for Disc Jockey, while
Baby Bell has recorded it in Venezuela. This is the first sung version. Monica
Lander, the new Odeon Pops lark, has cut a new single: “Renato” and “Dame
Tu Amor,” the latest Ben .Molar production. Juan Ramon, Disc Jockey’s teen
artist, has cut two more Fermata tunes: “Speedy Gonzales” and “Every
Night,” the Paul Anka smash. Both are sung in Spanish. Los Fernandos have
waxed “Soy El Amor” for Odeon Pops.

Ricardo Castelblanco has started his work at Edami Publishers, as man in

charge of contacts with diskeries, replacing Jose Ruzo, who resigned a couple
of weeks ago. Castelblanco’s first tune is “Georgia in My Mind,” the Car-
michael hit, controlled in Argentina by Edami. Currently there is only one
version available (Ray Charles-ABC Paramount), but Castelblanco is arrang-
ing the release of several local versions. The l 3rrics were written in Spain, where
the tune was cut by Jose Guardiola. According to Southern Music policy, the
first Spanish lyrics made by an affiliate company must be used by all the others.

GERMANY
Another important label switch has just taken place in Germany. The Danish

firm Sonet-Storyville Records switched distribution from Metronome here to
Philips. The move officially took place on Oct. 25 although the deal was al-

ready signed on Oct. 1. In the deal, Sonet-Storyville will continue to produce
singles with artists such as Gunnar Winckler, Laila Kinnunen, Finland's top
songstress, the Danish favorite Dario Campeotto and others, but the singles
will be released on the Philips label meaning that Sonet will virtually cease
to exist in Germany as a German pop singles label and will concentrate on
International pop material, jazz and classics. Storyville will continue as a
basically jazz label. Modem jazz will continue to be released on Sonet. Hans
Lukas will remain with the firm as contact man between the labels and will

also handle radio-TV and artist promotion as well as public relations for the
firm. Philips will handle advertising, pressing and distribution for the labels.

Lukas will also remain contact man for publishers to obtain material for Son-
et-Storyville artists. This gives Philips the strongest line of jazz in Germany
as they have taken over the entire Inter-disc complex here and the addition
of Storyville with artist such as Papa Bue, etc. give Philips the largest jazz
repertoire of any major firm here.

Philips is also expected to start extra distribution especially for its jazz
repertoire sending special salesmen to the shops.
The babies are fighting it out on the German market at present. Last year,

Ralf Bendix from Electrola set the market on its ear with a German waxing
of “Babysittin’ Boogie,” which passed the million mark in sales. Now, Poly-
dor producer Hans Bertram, who was the Electrola producer of “Babysittin’
Boogie” before he switched labels, has recorded the “Baby Twist” with Will
Brandes and his daughter Elisabeth (also the baby from the million selling

Bendix recording) and Electrola producer Hans Gietz shot back with the
“Babysitter Twist” with (you guessed it) Ralf Bendix. To make it even more
confusing, Gietz took Joachim Relin, the original German lyricist of “Baby-
sittin’ Boogie” for the Electrola recording. Both producers are also the writers
of their respective Baby numbers. Caterina Valente recently produced two
more TV shows for Germany which cost German TV about $80,000. Caterina
called upon such international talent as Luis Bonfa, the Brazilian guitar player
and composer of “Orfeo Negro,” Harold Nicholas, the inventor of the Madison
which is catching on like wildfire here, Irving Davis and his London Star Bal-
let, opera singer Guiseppe Di Stefano and Page and Bray from Miami Beach
for the shows. The shows are expcted to be a sensation for the German
viewers.
Hans R. Beierlein from Montana Music reports that he just returned from

a trip to Milan, Italy where he met with Adriano Celentano from Clan-Celen-
tano and Krikor as well as Elizabeth Mintangian the chief of Durium, Walter
Gurtler from Saar, Dr. Fiori from Edition Titanus, M. Panvini Rosati from
Fermata and Jean-Jacques Finsterwald from Swiss Vogue. At present, his

publishing firm is swinging with the big German sung recording of “Mon-
sieur,” which has sold over 140,000 records in 10 weeks of sales for Vogue.
Philips in Holland is also producing the song with Conny Van Den Boos.
Rudi Schroeder of Will Meisel Music writes that he will be in the U.S. as

of Oct. 27 for a few weeks. He’ll be meeting with American publishers there.

Elmar Zimber, top DJ from Radio Stuttgart, recently tested 8 of Germany’s
top hits and found that first place by his listeners went to Rex Gildo and
“Speedy Gonzales,” second place went to Peter Kraus for “Sweety” and third

place went to Connie Francis for “Paradiso.”
Bernhard Mikulski, the owner of Schallplatten Import Dienst which dis-

tributes such labels as Roulette, Verve, and his own Carina will open his own
pressing plant near Frankfurt, Germany. Six presses of the most modem de-
sign will turn out the pressings. At present, Bernhard is swinging with the
chart riding “Ya-Ya” by Joey Dee, which has sold over 170,000 records m
Germany. Bernhard has also started Joey Dee fan clubs with over 100 mem-
bers at present. Bernhard has also followed up his hit “Lost Patrol” by Oberst
Nicholson’s Band with a recording of “The Longest Day.”
A new Twist club in Hamburg called the Star Club is bringing top Amer-

ican and English talent in for the Hamburg teeners. Such stars as Fats Dom-
ino, Joey Dee, Brenda Lee, Johnny and The Hurricanes, The Everly Brothers,

Little Richard, etc. will all be brought in to the club for stints ranging from
one night to two weeks. It’s the only club in Germany booking such big rock
and rml acts. The steady band in the club is lead by Polydor English star

Tony Sheridan.
After the success of “My Fair Lady” showing the German public that a

musical can be a great success, in the Hamburg Operetta House, the first

major German musical has opened starring Germany’s top record seller

Freddy Quinn. The show is called “Heimweh Nach Saint Pauli” (Homesick
for St. Pauli). The story telling of a successful pop singer who goes to

America and gets homesick for his home town opened in Hamburg on Oct. 18

to packed houses and the critics all gave it a top write-up. The musical is ex-
pected to run until the first of the year and will then go on tour. Polydor has
released an LP of the show. Publishing rights are split between Sikorski
Music and Edition Esplanade, the house publishing firm of the writer of the
music, Lotar Olios, who turns out all of Freddy’s hits. This is Freddy’s first

musical and is a sensation as the young star has sold over 11 million records
in his short career including 5 golden records for million sellers.

Carl Smith, who had nice run last time out with “Best Dressed Beggar”
comes thru with an excellent follow-up stanza in this promising new
item tabbed “Pain A Pill Can’t Locate.” The tune is all about a familiar
country illness that can’t seem to be cured with a fast-moving melody
and some catchy lyrics. Smith renders a plaintive, sincere weeper on the
flip, “If I Had You.” Looks like money-in-the-bank for all concerned.

In “Tender Touch” the chanter offers a top-notch, slow-moving
ballad in his distinctive warm vocal style. Side could get lotsa pop spins.

Cigarettes and Candy
Can Pave The Way

To Vending

Is there an operator of coin machines in the country

today who still douhts that the future of his business will

include vending equipment? If so, then he is to he com-

mended for his foresight or, perhaps criticized for his

short-sightedness. No one can say for certain at this

moment. But from where we sit, the vending machine

is an inevitable part of every coin machine operator’s

future. Through necessity, or through sheer good com-

mon sense business, the automatic merchandise ma-

chines should be a natural adjunct of a coin machine

operator’s route. Experience, location contacts, and

minimal service costs stemming from a simultaneous

operation all pave the way for a profitable vending

business.

Vending immediately conjures up full-line installa-

tions with hot beef stews, high costs of perishables, and

fantastic equipment costs—in the mind of the unknow-
ing. However, the crossover can be made much more
simply and at a more reasonable price. The operator

can make the entrance into automatic merchandising

via the cigarette and candy machine and if you have not

already done so then you will eventually be in the mi-

nority, judging from unofficial reports and informal

conversation with operators across the country who have

already made the move.

The reasons for the expansion vary according to the

operator. One larger operator in the east has probably

suffered large amounts of losses in income merely be-

cause he did not go into candy vending sooner. Today

his business has increased greatly and a large part of the

increase is the result of candy sales. Another operator

recently lined up four major locations—a bowling alley,

two industrial plants, and a restaurant. Cigarette ma-

chines and candy vendors will go into each of the four

establishments by the first of November and they will be

the first vending maehines this operator has ever owned.

A music and games operator from the Bronx—with

possibly 75 machines scattered throughout the metro-

politan area—informed us last week that he intends to

offset the rising cost of loans and bonuses with income

from candy and cigarettes. He has already found out

that you can’t operate nickel candy, incidentally. Most

of his candy machines are going into present cigarette

and music stops.

A visit to the Vending Convention two weeks ago pro-

vided us with an opportunity to view the vending picture

from a national standpoint. There is no question that

small vending operations are growing in number with

each passing week. The earlier threat of the giant op-

erating firms has passed as most threats based on big-

ness generally do. And the business to be signed by
vending operators appears to be available to the busi-

nessman who can sell himself and his operating firm.

There is no reason why the coin machine operator

cannot benefit from this potential by studying the busi-

ness and entering via a small investment. To the neo-

phyte, the purchase of an entire route is almost neces-

sary. To the coin machine operator, the addition of

cigarettes and candy to an established music and amuse-

ment route, seems as logical as nightfall. And tomorrow
will be here before you know it.

The long
tradition of this firm’s engineering
skill is proven by the unexcelled de-
pendability of its revolving record
magazine.

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Industry’s Gross Profit Up l^o To 5.5^o Of Sales;

Product Diversification Continues, Commissions Dip
CHICAGO—The vending machine in-
dustrj’’s profits before income taxes
rose nearly 1 per cent in 1961 to a
record national average of 5.55 per
cent of sales, according to the annual
industrjrwide sur^^ey released last
week by the National Automatic Mer-
chandising Association (NAMA).

This national average compares
with the 1960 figure of 4.58 per cent
and varies from 6.0 per cent to 2.6

per cent depending on the dollar vol-
ume classification of the vending op-
erating companies.

Actual profit from operations, not
counting auxiliary income from non-
vending sources, averaged out at 4.88
per cent of sales, compared with 3.58
per cent in 1960.
The most significant change re-

vealed in the 15th annual operating
ratio study is the 6.0 per cent profit
before income taxes achieved by com-
panies with annual sales of $750,000
and over. Reports in this category in-
clude, for the first time, the figures
of several large national operating
companies which were formed through
mergers in the past several years.

Diversification into such fields as
manual and combination automatic-
manual food service by companies in
this bracket also is reflected in the
1961 survey. The 1961 report shows
"sales other than through vending
machines” accounted for an average
15.96 per cent of total sales (1.96 per
cent in 1960), with the larger operat-
ing companies reporting 18.2 per cent
in this category, as compared with
less than 2 per cent by those whose
annual volume is less than $750,000.
The profit averages also fluctuate on

the basis of types of products vended
by different companies, according to
the study which is prepared by Price

Waterhouse & Co. for the association.
The report shows that for every

$100 of sales at retail, the operator
averaged $53.48 in product costs
($59.39 in 1960), while operating ex-
penses took another $41.64 (up from
$37.03 in 1960).
The national vending association’s

analysis includes figures from 111
typical operating companies totaling
some $198,300,000 in 1961 retail sales.

Because of mergers in the industry,
the number of companies in the re-
port is down from 184 in 1960, but the
volume represented is up from
$128,900,000 in 1960.
The NAMA study analyzes cost and

sales figures for vending operating
companies but does not cover manu-
facture of vending machines.

Pointing up the increasing diversi-
fication of products in vending, the
share of cigarette sales dropped from
an average of 45 per cent of total

vended sales in 1960 to 37 per cent of
total sales in 1961. Hot cup beverages
maintained the ratio of 19 per cent
of total sales, while hot food sales
(mostly in cans) slipped to .95 per
cent from 1.9 per cent in 1960. Sand-
wiches, salads and pastry were up
slightly to 4 per cent (3.5 per cent in
1960).
The nickel cup of coffee is definitely

a thing of the past, according to the
vending report. In 1961 over 96 per
cent of vended coffee sold at a dime, as
compared with 83 per cent in 1960
(75 per cent in 1959).
Average annual sales for all types

of vending machines averaged $1,091
per machine, according to the report
($1,068 in 1960), with a range from
$514 per year for candy vendors to

$2,477 average sales per machine for
hot cup beverage machines ($447 and

$2,350 in 1960).
Average rental payments to loca-

tion owners (commissions) dipped
slightly to 7.94 per cent of sales (8.51
per cent in 1960).

Interstate Sales For

6 Mos. Up 29%
CHICAGO—Record sales and earnings
for the fiscal year ended June 24 were
announced by Interstate Vending
Company in the 1962 annual report
mailed to shareholders last week.

Sales of $61,860,298 for Interstate
and its wholly-owned subsidiaries
represent a 29 percent increase over
the $47,874,102 reported last year.
Per share earnings also increased

29 percent to reach 97 cents, based
on the average 2,132,640 shares out-
standing during fiscal 1962. Last
year’s 75 cents a share eaniings were
based on the average 1,967,208 shares
outstanding during the period. Net
earnings after taxes reached $2,063,-

070, a substantial increase over the
prior year’s earnings of $1,485,207.

Sales of companies 50 percent owned
by Interstate increased from the $7,-

266,191 of 1961 to $8,851,495 in the
year just completed.

Ronald Wolff, president of Inter-
state said, “Great process was made
dvu-ing the year in integrating the
various components of the company
into a balanced national food and
vending service organization.” Inter-
state had more than 30,000 vending
machines in operation in 29 states at
the end of the fiscal year, he noted.

“Our machines provide operators

with substantial profits,” says Dave

that would otherwise not be circulated
in a coin-operated site, are con-
veniently converted into change which
is “life blood” for any vending unit.

“Our present bill changers are the
solution to a number of major opera-
tional problems.

Eli Kasper

Dead At 65
Veteran Coinman
Suffers Heart Attack
EAST MEADOW. L.I., N.Y. — Eli
Kasper, one of the best-known and
well-liked figures in the coin machine
industry in this area for more than
twenty years, died of a heart attack
in Meadowbrook Hospital here on Sat-
urday, October 20. His death at the
age of 65 shocked coin machine circles
throughout the New York area.
At the time of his death, Kaspar

was employed as Service Manager
and Dispatcher for the Consolidated
Amusement Co. of Long Island, major
operating firm. At one time, Kaspar
managed the Associated Amusement
Machine Operators of New York, a
games association which is not in
business today, but coincidentally
agreed to join with MONY in one
centralized association, on the eve of
Kasper’s death.

Eli Kasper started in the coin ma-
chine business in 1939 with American
Vending Company, owned by Milton
Green, Kasper’s brother-in-law. He
operated machines on routes in Jersey
City and Newark, and during World
War II did contract defense work for
the United States Government, mak-
ing turnbuckles for the Army. He
managed the games association until
its demise in 1958 and then was em-
ployed by Irving Holzman and Joe
Green, owners of the National Nov-
elty Company.
Kasper was waked from Midwood

Chapel, in Brooklyn and buried at
Beth David Cemetery in Elmont, New
York on Sunday, October 21. A
spokesman summed up the feelings of
the coin machine people who knew
Kasper during his tenure in this in-
dustry when he said “Eli was one of
the nicest guys in the business.”
