i Both “unknowns” several weeks ago, today they are residing in the number one and two spots on the best selling album charts. On the left is Allan Sherman—on the

right Vaughn Meader. Between the two of them they have completely turned the record world upside down. Meader, with his brilliant impersonation of the President of
the United States, has skyrocketed the “First Family” Cadence LP into the #1 spot in its second week on the charts. Reports indicate that Meader’s is the fastest selling

album of all time. Allan Sherman, just a few weeks ago, took four weeks to hit the the top spot with his hilarious parody LP for Warner Brothers, “My Son, The Folk
Singer.” The two LP’s are receiving unprecedented publicity and air play and have caused all but riots in retail shops throughout the United States.
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A great deal has been written

through the years about the com-

mercialization of the Christmas

Holiday, much of which has had

considerable merit. But in the area

of Christmas Music, a factor which

adds so much melodic color to the

Yuletide, hesitancy to play Christ-

mas songs a bit earlier than has

been the practice in recent years,

has dealt a terrible blow to the

popularization of new material and

what could be the Christmas Stand-

ards of the future.

New Christmas ballads appear to

be non-existent. The warmth that

has been added to the Holiday by
such classics as “White Christmas,”

“The Christmas Song,” “I’U Be
Home For Christmas” and “Have
Yourself A Very Merry Christmas”

is immeasurable. All of the afore-

mentioned songs attained world-

wide popularity during the past

generation. But what ahout the next

generation? Because of the fear of

being overly commercial, are we to

never again add such pretty Christ-

mas music to the Yuletide’s reper-

toire? Perhaps radio is being over-

ly cautious.

A ballad by nature takes much
more time to win acceptance than

a novelty. For that reason we see no

damage resulting from the pro-

gramming of a beautiful song that

could further enhance the spirit of

Christmas and add a new touch to

the Holiday. We think the public

feels the same way too.

Good evidence of the public’s

early acceptance of a Christmas

song it loves is the “Chipmunk
Song” by David Seville of a few

years ago. Issued shortly after the

beginning of November, it was

more than two weeks before

Thanksgiving that the song broke

loose and the public was invading

the record shops in an effort to

purchase this delightful Holiday

novelty. We didn’t hear one com-

plaint that this was commercializ-

ing the Holiday. If anything, hear-

ing all the children impersonating

Alvin only added more gayety to the

year-end joviality.

Programming of Christmas

music is not distasteful if handled

with discretion—and, of course, it

must be handled with discretion. If

there is no change in the current

concept of Christmas Music pro-

gramming (which seems to follow

an unwritten rule that such play be-

gins after Thanksgiving or later)

we may never add a new Christmas

ballad to the current list of ever-

greens. And it is conceivable that

;he short exposure period may dis-

courage many from issuing Novel-

ties in the future.

Up 75% Over '61-Gallagher
NEW YORK — Columbia Records’

mostly longhair Masterworks line is

completing its peak sales year with
a 75% sales increase over 1961, mar-
keting veep Bill Gallagher reported

last week.

See Label Putting

Factoring Firm In Red
NEW YORK—A diskery is believed

to be responsible for what could mean
the elimination of all corporate earn-

ings of a major New York financing

and factoring firm.

The firm, Century Industries, would
not make the name of the label known,
but it is understood that $1,100,000

was loaned to the diskery, secured by
$1,650,000 accounts receivable. The
accounts receivable, declared Alfred
A. Tannenbaum, president of Century,
were far in excess of the money ad-

vanced, but he didn’t know “how
much of that collateral was good.”
He said that problems had arisen over
“fictitious bills” and “advertising al-

lowances.”

It was observed that Century’s diffi-

culties could have stemmed from vari-

ous label-distrib practices including

the high rate of returns and credit on
product given to distribs on coop ad-
vertising. In the latter case, it was
assumed that advertising allowances
were not deducted from bills.

Tannenbaum said that an investiga-

tion to uncover the extent of the loss,

which may reach $500,000, was still

being conducted and efforts are being
made to attempt to realize the maxi-
mum recovery on the collateral.

As of presstime. Century had not
announced a move to take legal ac-

tion against the firm.

Warner-Brothers Pacts

Phoenix Singers

BURBANK, CALIF. — The Phoenix
Singers, formerly with the Belafonte
Singers, have formed their own folk
group and their first album for Warner
Brothers was released last week. The
trio, managed by International Talent
Associates, the organization behind

Mercury's 62 Sales

Up 23% Over 61,

CHICAGO—Mercury Records is show-
ing a 23% sales increase this year
over 1961, according to Irwin Stein-
berg, the label’s executive veep. Addi-
tionally, Steinberg reported that the
Smash and Philips labels’ sales fig-

ures for their first full year of opera-
tion show a sales volume in excess
of $1 million each.

“This successful sales picture is

due, we feel, to Mercury’s concern
with constant readjustment to chang-
ing market conditions,” Steinberg
said. “Our current emphasis toward
a more selective product is in part a
demand by the trend toward giantism
in retailing today.”

Music Hath Charm To
Increase Output
NEW YORK—Mood music albums
are more than just conducive to

romance, but—to be rather business-

like about it—improve output in

menial, monotonous tasks.

After an experiment on college stu-

dents, it was found that output in-

creased 17% for manual tasks and

18% for mental tasks, with the num-
ber of errors made during the test

period not affected by the sound-of-

music. The study also revealed that

women, who cope with monotonous

tasks better than men, did not react

better to the music, as was expected.

Background music is heard by 55

million people during each day, and

is used by 20,000 companies.

The findings were reported last

week to the annual gathering here of

the Human Factors Society—composed
of engineers and psychologists—by
Stephen Konz, who made the experi-

ment as a member of the mechanical

and industrial engineering department
of the Univ. of Illinois.

ABC-Paramount Cuts
Deluxe LP Series $1

NEW YORK—ABC-Paramount Rec-

ords has made a price cut of $1 on

its Aristocrat Series of LP’s. New
price tags are $3.98 mono, $4.98 stereo.

Albums in the series include “Hello

Price announced that distribs, and
their wives, will meet with UA execu-

tives Thurs., Jan. 3 for an evening of

entertainment, with the actual sales

meeting scheduled to start the follow-

ing morning with a breakfast and con-

tinue through the balance of the day.

Price said that the national sales

meeting marks a departure for the

label. Formerly regional meetings

were held three times a year with a

national get-together held in the

Summer. In 1963, Price said, UA plans

to continue its summer meet as well

as including the winter session.

NEW YORK—Capitol Records has
given the click Broadway producing
team of Cy Feuer and Ernest Martin
$3 million in spending money.
Although Capitol naturally has an

eye on musicals that are to be put on
by the pair—they’ve come-up with
seven hit song-and-dance hits in eight
tries—it is understood that the outlay,

to be used in a revolving fund, can be
employed in any show business ven-
ture that Feuer & Martin deem a wise
investment.

So far, the deal, which makes Capi-
tol a partner in Feuer & Martin proj-
ects in which Capitol money is used,
has already led to Capitol stakes in

two current Feuer & Martin musical
hits, “How to Succeed . . . .” and the
more recently opened “Little Me.”
Both original-cast LP’s were released
on RCA Victor Records. But, two
more musicals are scheduled to be
presented by Feuer & Martin during
the five-year run of their deal with
Capitol, and it’s understood that,

granted approval by the writers, these
shows will have their cast LP’s on
Capitol.

Martin noted that before the Capitol
deal no diskery had made any invest-

ment in a production presented by
Martin and his partner.

It was also learned that Feuer &
Martin had indirectly been associated
with Capitol by way of its association
with Electrical & Musical Industries,
the giant English disk-electronics firm
which controls Capitol, in the pre-
viously announced purchase of Lon-
don’s Princess Theatre, renamed the
Shaftesbury.

“Many problems must be considered
fully and discussed with the entire

According to pres-
ent indications, virtually all board
members will be present for the meet-
ing, which will be held at John Kap-
lan’s new building in Detroit.

Although many distributors are
hard pressed for time, owing to the
presure of Christmas business, there
was nevertheless unanimous consent
that the board meet at this time to

blueprint a program for the coming
year.

The board reflects the general mem-
bership view that the time has come
for decisive action if some stability

is to be introduced into the present
chaotic marketing pattern.

It can be assumed that a good part
of the agenda will be concerned with
methods of coping with direct dealing
by manufacturers, transshipping and

If Ben Colder, who currently has
the #80 spot on this week’s Top 100
with “Don’t Go Near The Eskimos,”
looks familiar it’s because he is

really Sheb Wooley. The artist was
born on April 10, 1921 in Erick, Okla-
homa and spent the early years on
his father’s farm.
He was always interested in music

and began playing guitar at the age
of eleven. As a young man he ac-
companied himself with his singing
of country tunes at clubs and rodeos
in around Texas and Oklahoma. In
1946 Sheb formed his own band and
toured the Southwest. He was the
star of his own radio show for three
years. In 1948 he signed a contract
with MGM Records, singing his own
composit : ons.

In 1951 Sheb went to California for

a screen test. He subsequently made a
number of movies including a fea-
tured role in “High Noon” and TV-
wise in “Rawhide.” The versatile per-
former then branched out into writing
pop tunes. “Are You Satisfied,” which
he recorded himself, became a hit and
quickly gave him a pop rep. Then fol-

lowed his famous “The Purple People
Eater” smash.

Flatt & Scruggs

Having never swayed from their
traditional style, Lester Flatt and
Earl Scruggs are two of the best
known exponents of bluegrass music
in the entire country field. The Co-
lumbia recording stars are currently
riding the Top 100 with “Ballad Of
Jed Clampett,” which is the main-
theme of the new hit TV series, “The
Beverly Hillbillies.”

The boys have never drifted towards
a “pop” sound as so many other coun-
try musicians have. Their group con-
sists of Scruggs on the five-string

banjo (playing the three-finger style

he virtually invented) and Flatt on
guitar, and a fiddle, a mandolin, a
bass and a second guitar. Their most
distinctive sound comes from the fact
that none of their instruments are
electrified. The boys often add wild,
soaring vocals of old folk songs,
usually dealing with unhappy love.

The trio, formerly with the
Belafonte singers, has selected an exciting and
melodic program for its first outing on Warner
Brothers. Roy Thompson, Ned Wright and Arthur
Williams each have an exceptional vocal talent
that is effectively showcased on this disk which
includes top-flight renditions of “Cotton Picking
Song,” “The Jolly Swagman” and “Didn’t It

“A KNIGHT AT THE ORGAN”—Sir Julian—
RCA Victor LPM2591
Sir Julian demonstrates his dexterity at the elec-

tronic organ in this new package on Victor. The
organist relies on the melodic qualities of the
evergreens to come up with some swinging ar-
rangements of such goodies as “Swingin’ Down
The Lane,” “The Breeze And I” and “Lullaby Of
Birdland.”

On this Victor
outing Distel showcases a remarkable understand-
ing of the American musical idiom by singing a
dozen evergreens with a firm understanding of the
lyrics. With a full ork backing supplied by Ray
Ellis the chanter dishes up first-rate perform-
ances on “Let’s Fall In Love,” “Let’s Do It” and
“From This Moment On.”

“THE MAGIC TOUCH OF TONY”—Tony Wil-
liams—Philips PHS600-051
Tony Williams, who made his mark in the biz as
lead singer with The Platters, goes it alone on
this program of oldies from Philips. The chanter
utilizes material that has become closely identi-
fied with other vocalists, adding his distinctive
personal touch to each tune. The songster feel-
ingfully surveys such goodies as “When Day Is
Done,” “You Made Me Love You” and “I’m
Walkin’ Behind You.” Plenty of nostalgic listen-
ing here.

“ARRIVAL TIME”—Hank Jones & Dean Kay

Hank Jones and Dean Kay have gained a wide
following via their highly-touted appearances on
the Tennessee Ernie Ford TV show and this
premiere Victor LP entry should attract a legion
of the boys’ fans. The duo demonstrate a fresh,
distinctive style, fine voices and imaginative
phrasing as they read such popular items as

and “Sentimental Journey.” Album could step out
in the sales department.

“SHAKESPEARE/SOUL OF AN AGE”—Sir
Michael Redgrave, Sir Ralph Richardson—Caed-
mon TC1170
Here is a quality package of readings and narra-
tions by two of England’s foremost dramatic
actors, Sir Michael Redgrave and Sir Ralph Rich-
ardson. With a very capable supporting cast,
Redgrave gives moving and eloquent perform-
ances of the diverse roles included in this selec-
tion from the bard. Richardson’s introductory re-
marks and commentary add perfect continuity to
the performances. The package is an attractive
bookfold with photos and notes. Taken from the
NBC TV spec of last Friday, the set should re-
ceive plenty of action from literary buffs every-
where.

All of the poems here are culled
from Kenny’s new volume of verse, “Poems To
Inspire,” and are of a moving, inspirational na-
ture.

“HAWAII AND I”—Jack La Forge—Purpletone

Jack La Forge displays a commanding keyboard
style on this first-rate set of Hawaiian-flavored
items from Purpletone. The talented musician
effectively utilizes both the piano and the Ham-
mond Organ as he goes through his musical paces
with a fine jazz-based backing from Don Ser-
besky’s crew. Best bets here include “Malia,”

It looks like the record business here has found a political idea that might

turn into money in the bank waxwise. If you’ve read the papers carefully,
you probably know about the political crisis over the magazine “Der Spiegel”
here in Germany. At the recent press ball in Bonn, the Peter Van Eck Quintet
came out with the Spiegel Twist, wffiich he had written as a gag, and the
papers got hold of it. The next step was obvious. Electrola Records quickly
rushed Peter into a studio with his group and the record was made. Before it

could even get warm, Polydor producer Hans Bertram had rushed comedy star
Trudi Herr into the studio for another “Spiegel Twist” with different music
and a different text. Both versions are off to a flying start sales wise.

Felix Stahl of Stockholm Musikproduktion and Atrium Music here, visited
Munich from Stockholm for talks with composer Willy Mattes, who writes
under the name Charles Wildman. Felix reports that Keith Prowse Music in
London has bought “Concerto De Amour” for the British Commonwealth ex-
cept Canada, and that Mills Music in America is taking two more compositions
of Wildman.
Tom Ward, European manager of the Peer-Southern Music Organization,

visited Hamburg for talks with Peer-Germany chief Theo Seeger. The newest
German waxing for the firm is “Besame Mucho Bossa Nova” from Yvonne
Carre for Teldec, and “Quando Caliente El Sol” which is riding the charts in
the German-Spanish version by Vittorio for Electrola.

Gerig Music is hard at work pushing the many versions of “The Longest
Day” that are now on the market including waxings on Electrola, Philips,
Carina and Vogue.

Karl Breuer of Sikorski Music is swinging with hot recordings of American
hits “The Squaws Along The Yukon” by Peter Hinnen in German as well as
two hot versions of “Two Voices, Two Shadows, Two Faces,” a new recording
of “It Tickles,” and the Italian hit “Ciao Amore” by Laila in German on
Philips. Of course, the LP and single version of the songs from the new Freddy
musical “Heimweh Nach St. Pauli” are also selling like wildfire. Music was
written by Lotar (“You, You, You”) Olias, and the work is also co-published by
Lotar’s Edition Esplanade.

Songwriter Heino “Calcutta” Gaze writes that he’s been working hard on
film music for the new Caterina Valente film, a new film with Lilo Pulver,
“Charlie’s Aunt” as musical and “Vacation Like Never Before” starring Eva
Bartok and Carlos Thompson. In addition, Heino has new recordings by Hazy
Osterwald of his composition “Jack The Ripper” which has also been recorded
in an instrumental version under the title “Piccadilly Melodie” with Johnny
Kern for Polydor. Heino is not only the composer but the publisher with his
Song Edition of both sides of the new Sven Martin platter for Philips.
Klaus Reimann from Bert Kaempfert office here called to tell us about the

sensational new LP from Bert “More Happy Feeling,” which will soon be re-
leased in the U.S. Bert is in Miami Beach for a short vacation with his family.

Will Meisel reports that his publishing firms Spanka, Monopol and Will
Meisel Music are swinging with songs such as “Eso Beso” from Paul Anka,
which just was released here, and German recordings of “Well, We Did It”
from Conny Froboess and Peter Week as well as “You Don’t Know Me” by
Ruth Berle for Metronome, and both sides of the new Werner Hass record, “To
Love Someone” and “One Grain Of Sand.”

Boeje Ekberg from Metronome in Stockholm, Sweden writes over the success
of the number Zero-Zero which is swinging through Europe via the Popcorns
recording, with a new Lawrence Welk version on the way.

LONDON—On the eve of his second British tour the CBS label feted Johnny

The major news of the week came without warning when EMI Records Ltd.
announced a price increase in its pop single records from &JIV2A (92tf) to
6/lld (97<i). Other companies including Decca, Philips, Pye, Oriole and Polydor
quickly followed suit. No increase has so far been announced for LP’s and
EP’s. The news came as a blow to record dealers, particularly as the increase
comes into operation at the start of the peak Christmas season. Rising costs

within the organization which they have not been able to absorb themselves,
was the explanation given to dealers by L. G. Wood, managing director of EMl
Records Ltd.

It is generally hoped that this latest price increase by manufacturers may
precede a further well deserved cut in purchase tax, which now stand at 45%.
The last cut came in August this year when the Government removed the 10%
surcharge on the 50% purchase tax levied in the ‘Little Budget’ of 1961 and
reduced purchase tax by a further 5% of the wholesale value.

In his capacity as special consultant of the United Nations High Commis-
sioner For Refugees, Yul Brynner, has announced the names of the artists who
will be featured on “All Star Festival”—the LP which is being produced by
the UNCHR in aid of world refugees. They are Louis Armstrong, Bing Crosby,
Maurice Chevalier, Ella Fitzgerald, Nat ‘King’ Cole, Doris Day, Mahalia Jack-
son, Yves Montand, Nana Mouskouri, Patti Page, Los Paraguyos, Edith Piaf,

Anne Shelton and Caterina Valente.
On behalf of the High Commissioner, Lord Astor, made a plea in the House

of Lords recently for the abolition of purchase tax on this record. He said “Of
course, the mere thought of it will make the Treasury feel they have suddenly
been stung in the tail by a jellyfish. But having said that we hope they will

take a generous attitude because, in any case, the Treasury will not be losing

money since, if they do not make this concession, the record will not be sold at

all.” It is hoped to release the LP at the end of February 1963.

CBS Records hosted a reception for Johnny Mathis. Before setting out on his

second British tour, Johnny appeared as a guest on the BBC’s TV show “Juke
Box Jury.” His latest album “Rapture” is already on sale.

Lionel Bart now en route for New York and the Broadway opening on
December 29th of his British musical smash “Oliver” starring Georgia Brown
and Clive Revel. Still running in London after 1,000 performances the show has
been acclaimed in Los Angeles, San Francisco and Canada. The original Broad-
way cast LP on RCA Victor is already in the Cash Box mono and stereo charts.

Also New York bound for the opening of “Oliver” is agent Jock Jacobsen.

He will also keep an eye open for new talent and shows for British presenta-

tion. Another date in the Jacobsen diary is The Persian Room on December
5th when Shirley Bassey, fresh from her record breaking season at London’s
Talk Of The Town, makes a return visit to the scene of her 1961 triumph.
Four weeks later she flies to Australia for another cabaret stint.

Another British musical playing to capacity on Broadway is Anthony New-
ley’s “Stop The World I Want To Get Off,” grossing a steady $60,000 a week.
New disks from the show are still being cut in the States and on the home
front Monty Sunshine’s “Gonna Build A Mountain”—originally recorded by
Denis Preston of Record Supervision for Stateside release on Kapp—hits the

counters here on London.
Just back from the States, Cliff Richard embarks on a hectic home base

schedule—“Sunday Night At The London Palladium” followed by a tour of one
nighters and a new LP to be cut before Christmas. After the January premiere
of his latest film “Summer Holiday,” Cliff leaves for a tour of South Africa.

Meantime his latest single out on Columbia features two of the film’s songs
“Bachelor Boy” and “The Next Time.”

After a highly successful tour of Australia and New Zealand, Adam Faith

returns to Britain and to disk with “Baby Take A Bow” on Parlophone. As
usual, the composer is Johnny Worth, M.D. Johnny Keating and the publisher
K ssp.y Music
Teddy Holmes of Chappells, publisher of the world hit “Exodus,” played host

to the composer Ernest Gold, currently visiting London. He met Stanley Kramer
of United Artists and work on the arrangements for two film scores “A Child

Is Waiting” and “It’s A Mad, Mad, Mad, Mad World.” He will also arrange
and conduct an LP for Decca tentatively titled “Gold Plays Gold.” To be

recorded with the London Symphony Orchestra the album will feature themes
from twelve of his motion picture scores including “Exodus,” “On The Beach”
and “The Young Philadelphians.”
Another famous American due in London is pianist-composer Cy Coleman.

With a string of hits to his credit including “Witchcraft” and “Hey Look Me
Over,” he is also responsible, with Carolyn Leigh, for the score of Broadway’s
latest hit musical “Little Me.” With him in London will be publisher Edwin H.
Morris.

Morris Levy, managing director of Oriole Records, accompanied by his wife,

currently on a three-week business-cum-pleasure trip to the United States and
U/cuidua.

Politics apart, it looks as if the record industry on both sides of the Atlantic

is in for a White House Christmas. News of America’s LP smash “The First

Family” has already reached these shores and Decca are rush releasing the

Kennedy ‘take off’ by Vaughn Meader on the London label (Cadence in the

States). The disk has already enjoyed considerable pre-release publicity in

this country via the national press and the BBC TV “Tonight” program.
Also from Decca comes another seasonal ‘take off’—this time a single by

Paddy Roberts, who charmingly greets his fans with “Merry Christmas You

The rebuilt Empire Cinema, Leicester Square opens on December 20th with

the premiere of MGM’s “Jumbo” starring Doris Day. The Rodgers and Hart
score includes four old time hits: “This Can’t Be Love,” “The Most Beautiful

Girl In The World,” “My Romance” and “Little Girl Blue”—all published by
Chappells. The soundtrack LP is released on CBS.

There are several new records fighting their way to the charts this week:
“Di Papa,” “Et Manteinant,” “The Longest Day” and “Answer To Corazon
De Luto,” among others. “Di Papa,” as we have informed previously, has been
cut by Luis Ordonez and his daughter for Columbia, and reports from the
diskery show that there seems to be strong reaction in the factory-to-dealer
sales. Odeon is also releasing the Jose Guardiola version, also cut with his
daughter, in Spain. “Di Papa” is a French hit, waxed in 1956 by Eddie Con-
stantine. “Et Manteinant” (Por Que Me Dejas?) comes also from France,
and Odeon has released three versions of the tune: the original by Gilbert
Becaud, another one cut in Spain by young star Gelu, and a third one by Chil-
ean star Lucho Gatica, waxed in Mexico. The Gatica record is backed by “El
Pecador,” a Mexican tune already in the charts. The first version of “The
Longest Day” has been put to sale by Microfon; it was originally cut by
Robart Pray and orchestra for Durium Records of Italy, represented here by
Microfon. The label expects very much from it, and is presenting the record
in illustrated sleeves. The “Answer To Corazon De Luto,” written by Teixe-
rinha, the composer of “Corazon De Luto” and turned to Spanish by Felix
Villa, has been also released by Microfon, cut by Chacho Santa Cruz. This rec-
ord is backed by “Un Torbellino,” a bolero which also may make noise.
Some days ago we had the pleasure of visiting Ricardo Gonzalez, owner of

the “Centro Cultural del Disco,” one of the biggest retail stores of Argentina
and probably the fastest expanding one these days. Gonzalez has recently
arranged the control over the record part of a new store opened by Casa Colo
and now has opened a new branch in the big Gath & Chaves stores. His way
of operating has been in general the supermarket one, with a stock that re-
portedly covers nearly every record released in Argentina. Prices at the Centro
Cultural are about 20% under the suggested retail price, and it maintains a
mailing list of about 29,000 names, who receive information about new rec-
ords monthly. Gonzalez told Cash Box that he is planning new expansion
movements, but that he wants the agreement of the diskeries, to keep tight
cooperation between them and his organization.

Jose A. Rota of Odeon Pops is very happy with the success of Bossa Nova
and Joao Gilberto in Argentina and other countries. Odeon released the first

Joao Gilberto LP about two years ago, and the prestige of this artist has been
increasing steadily since then. Recently Joao’s visit boomed the Bossa Nova
market, and now Odeon Pops is planning new releases by Gilberto and other
artists, including the Richard Anthony version of “Desafinado,” recorded in

France. Rota is also preparing the pre-selection of tunes by Helen Shapiro
that will be released in the next months, since he believes that Helen may
become a big star in Argentina soon. Probably the first single by her will be
“I Apologize.” Odeon Pops has included her already in one of its selection
LP’s, with good results. The Shadows will also receive special promotion.
One of the interesting points of today’s Argentine record industry is the

increase of efforts in the export direction. About twenty years ago, Argentine
films were shown in all Latin American theaters, and meant very good pro-
motion for the top singers of that time. Afterwards, the local film industry
lost that market and this form of promotion vanished, and only in the last

few months some films carrying songs have been produced for export. Now
there are several projects of production, and this may start again the export
movement. Currently, the only existing way of promotion is by personal visits

of artists to other countries or by sending directly records to disk jockeys, a
practice that has been extended very much in recent years. At least two com-
panies are sending their local production to disk jockeys in five Latin Amer-
ican countries, and RCA is maintaining a direct mailing service to more than
forty deejays from Chile to Mexico. These services have given very good
results.

Fermata Publishers reports that “OK A1 Madison” will mean the start of
the Madison campaign in Argentina. The tune has already three versions: the
Duo Dinamico (Odeon Pops), Billy Cafaro (now recording for RCA) and Los
Cuatro Del Embers (also RCA). Another Madison item will be “Let’s Dance
Madison,” which has also been cut by the Duo Dinamico.

Rodriguez Luque of Disc Jockey reports that his diskery is sending tapes
by Juan Ramon and Don Nobody (Horacio Malvicino) to Mexico, for release

through Disco Importadora Records of that country. According to Luque,
Disco Importadora is very interested in these recordings. Disc Jockeys latest

release is “Ruego A Dios,” the new Villota-Imperatore tune, cut by Victor
Hugo and Los Caminantes. DJ’s best selling singles are “Every Night,” sung
in Spanish by Juan Ramon, and “Triangulo,” the Bobby Capo tune, cut by
Rosamel Araya. “Speedy Gonzales,” also by Juan Ramon, is also selling very
well.

Ricardo Korn of Julio Korn Publishers has just completed a one week visit

to Chile, where he studied several deals. JK is working well with “Corazon De
Luto” and the two bossa nova hits, “Barquinho” and “Samba De Mi Tierra.”

Another interesting thing is that Charles Aznavour, who has been recently in

Buenos Aires, plans to record several Carlos Gardel tangos in French. Among
the titles he will cut are “New York Blondes,” “Return,” “Lejana Tierra Mia”
and “Arrabal Amargo,” all good standards that are still selling very well in

Buenos Aires.
Music Hall is releasing a new LP by Hector Varela and his tango orchestra,

with three singers: Jorge Rolando, Armando Laborde and Luis Correa, the

first album recorded by Edmundo P. Zaldivar and his folk group, a new one
by the Cuarteto America and another one by El Trio del Plata. Lito Escarso
is finishing a new album with tango music, while Jose Basso is starting an-

other one, with his orchestra, and dedicated to modern tango music. Los Can-
tores de Salavina have finished a tour of several northern provinces, and will

now wax a new album with several unknown folk tunes they have gathered

from local singers in that part of the country. Dany Montano is recording

an album with bossa nova music with his modem jazz quartet. Some of the

titles he has cut: “Barquinho,” “O Pato,” “Ten Pena De Mi.”
Odeon has given a “asado” (barbecue) party to the press and disk jockeys,

celebrating the gold records it has given to Rafael Rossi and Enrique Rodri-

guez because of the sales of their records, and the “Gold Temple” offered to

Luis Aguile for being 1960’s best selling artist. Rossi has been recording for

about 35 years for Odeon, while Rodriguez started 25 years ago. Aguile. was
inked in 1956. The estimated sales of Rossi’s records are near the two million

figure, and Rodriguez has also sold far more than one million.

CBS is already working on its Christmas releases. One of them is a Com-
pact 33 (“Ternura De Navidad”) cut by Father Alejandro Mayol with a vocal

quartet from the San Miguel Church. In the folk music field, CBS has put to

sale an album recorded by a children’s vocal group, with ages averaging less

than 12. The record is titled “The Angels Sing” and the group’s name is

Los Ninos Riojanos. The record was cut during the artist’s school holidays.

“Dame Felicidad,” the new single by Enrique Guzman, is showing very good
sales, and holds the number 4 spot on the charts, this week. Regarding its

“Entre” low priced series, CBS organized recently a window-display eontest

among record dealers in Buenos Aires. The “Entre” line was previously de-

voted to classical and kiddie music, but now includes also pop records.
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Francis Day & Hunter Celebrates

85th Anniversary 1877-1962

LONDON—Francis Day & Hunter,
one of the world’s largest and most
successful publishing houses, recently
celebrated its 85th Anniversary. The
occasion was marked by a dinner at
London’s Trocadero Restaurant, at-
tended by more than 150 guests of the
British musical scene and headed by
Guest of Honour, celebrated author
and composer Sir Alan Herbert.

Francis Day & Hunter was founded
in 1877 by the brothers William and
James Francis and Harry Hunter

—

members of the Mohawk and Manhat-
tan Minstrels—and one David Day.
For many years the company pros-
pered on the sheet music sales of num-
bers made popular by the minstrel
shows which were then the rage. At
the turn of the century—the hey-day
of the Music Hall—F. D. & H. con-
tinued to build their catalogue with
songs made famous by the stars of the
day. About this time David Day also
started publishing the latest ballads
from America.
When in 1900 ‘piracy’ in the form

of illegal printing and production of
copyright works became a serious
threat to the industry it was David
Day who organised the Musical Copy-
right Association. With the help of
fellow publishers and writers whose
interests were affected they eventually
succeeded in combatting the boot-
leggers. Later in 1914 David Day be-
came a founder member of the Per-
forming Rights Society and was for
many years Chairman of the Music
Publishers Association. In 1905 his
son, Fred Day (present Chairman of
the company) crossed the Atlantic to
open their first American office in
West 30th Street. Here he not only
established British songs but also ac-
quired American numbers and cata-
logues for the home market. He re-
turned in 1911 to help his father in
the fast growing London office which
shortly afterwards moved to its pres-
ent address in Charing Cross Road
(Tin Pan Alley).

It is interesting to note in the light
of future events that at this time
their biggest rival in the publishing
field was Bert Feldman. From these
early beginnings has been built up one
of the largest publishing enterprises
in the world with their own offices
throughout Europe with representa-
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tion in the United States and Aus-
tralia controlling a wealth of copy-
rights of pop, classical, film and show
music.
For many years Francis Day &

Hunter in England represented the
Big Three music publishers of Amer-
ica namely Robbins Music Corpora-
tion, Leo Feist Inc. and Miller Music
Corporation. This association resulted
in the setting up in London in 1950 of
Robbins Music Corporation Ltd. which
from then on controlled these three
stateside catalogues. At a later date
F. D. & H. with their American asso-
ciations acquired the famous and well
established publishing house of B.
Feldman & Co. Ltd. their one time
rival and competitor. Although
handled entirely separately these
three companies (Francis Day &
Hunter, Robbins and Feldman) today
constitute a formidable combine.

David Day died in 1929. His son,
Fred, still heads the firm and coinci-
dental with the 85th Anniversary
happily celebrated his Golden Wed-
ding. To mark the occasion Alan
Holmes, on behalf of the Directors of
Robbins Music Corporation, New
York, presented the couple with a
silver tray; and Jack Denton on be-
half of the Continental Managers
gave them an inscribed silver trophy
as a token of their esteem and affec-
tion.

Besides Fred Day other members
of the family still actively guiding the
company’s fortunes are Eddie Day and
his son, David, who recently returned
from New York after spending 18
months studying the American pub-
lishing scene.

It seems invidous to single out in-
dividual numbers from catalogues
which include hundreds of all time
standards but mention must be made
of “What’ll I Do,” “My Blue Heaven,”
“You Made Me Love You” and per-
haps the last of the really big sheet
musimusic sellers “Too Young.” The
current trend in revivals is reaping a
second harvest for F. D. & H. i.e.

“You’re Driving Me Crazy” by The
Temperance Seven while of the new
generation of up-and-coming com-
posers Jen-y Lordan’s “Apache” re-
corded here by The Shadows has taken
F. D. & H. into the world charts.
Coming right up to date the company
publish Julian Slade’s score for Lon-
don’s latest musical “Vanity Fair”

—

an adaptation of the Thackeray
classic. Francis Day & Hunter publish
all Slade’s music including the record
breaking “Salad Days.”

OSLO—Karin Dahl and Jorg-Fr El-
lertsen, manager of the Egil Monn
Iversen A/S record and publishing in-
terests, were recently married here.
The couple spent their honeymoon in
Spain.

Audio-Fidelity Records has released two more albums under the Reprise
label: “The Passionate Valentino Tangos,” with Francisco Cazador and His
Barcelona Caballeros, playing some all-time tangos, including “El Choclo,”
“La Rosita,” “Jalousie,” “Caminito,” and many others; “I Remember Tommy,”
featuring Frank Sinatra accompanied by Sy Oliver and His Orchestra in Tom-
my Dorsey’s hits.

New RGE releases include three LPs: “A Gaita Magica” (The Magic
Mouth Organ) with the young and talented soloist Omar Izar playing ar-

rangements from Waldemiro Lemke and Ruben Perez; “No Pidas Mas Per-
don”—with the former crooner of the Lecuona Cuban Boys, Fernando Torres,
reading a collection of Latin-American songs; “Cante Tamben Os Sucessos,”
under Dot label, with Jimmie Haskell and the Sing A Hits.

A new label is born in Brazil: MGL—initials of Minas Grava?oes Ltda. This
new record company has its central office in Belo Horizonte, capital of Minas
Gerais state, at Rua dos Carijos 424—21st. floor, phone 4-3076. The first

albums released by MGL are the following: “Hoje E Dia De Festa,” with Xixa
and his group. Xixa plays the “cavaquinho”— (Brazilian ukelele) and is, un-
doubtedly, one of the best soloists of Brazil. In his album, he plays dance
music from Brazil, including “Renuncia,” “Meu Bern,” “Lua De Mel,” and many
others. “Paginas Inesquecivels” and “O Samba Visita O Classico,” both albums
with Peruzzi and His Orchestra, the first with Brazilian evergreens and the
second with samba arrangements from the classics. And “MGL Apresenta
Sucessos Do Momento” with Antoninho Pellicciari and His Combo offering
current hits, such as “Stella By Starlight” “O Trovador De Toledo,” “Samba
Da Madrugada,” etc.

Continental Records issued four new albums: “So . . . Sucessos”— (Only
Hits) a selection of songs that reached the charts, such as “El Suco Suco,”
“Leva Eu Sodade,” “Suave E A Noite” (Tender Is The Night) “Bolero Triste,”

and others, with different artists like Poly, Francisco Petronio, Osny Silva,

Carlos Jose, Jose Orlando, etc. “Jose Orlando”—with this songster, respon-
sible for Sao Paulo’s greatest hit in 1960, the tango “Somente Tu,” reading
twelve songs in the romantic style. “Alma Brasileira” (Brazilian Soul) Vol. II,

with Poly—a very consistent chart-rider around here. And, under Musi-Color
label, “A Harpa E O Natal”—(The Harp And Christmas) with Paraguayan
harp soloist Papi Galan playing all-time Christmas songs.

Varig, our Pioneer Airline Company, has a very good public-relations Dept.,

directed by Clovis Hazar, a young man with many ideas about his business.

Clovis had one idea a time ago about our Brazilian Music outside of our
country. And then he put that idea on paper. Varig’s directors, after a meet-
ing to study that idea, called for Hazar and he received a real and enthusiastic
applause for that idea. It’s very simple and the results, no doubt, will be very
good for our native music. The idea is this: he sends every month, to all

Varig’s Agencies in Argentine, Uruguay, Bolivia, Peru, Mexico and United
States (New York, Los Angeles, etc.), a collection of new Brazilian LP’s.

Each of Varig’s managers in those countries takes the records and sends them
to the local radio stations with some words about it. Those radio stations play
the records on special programs. This is, no doubt a big promotion of our
music when made by an important airline like Varig.

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Cash Box had the pleasure of asking to dinner Herman Cats, in charge of
international sales management for Fontana/Riverside/Interdisc’s lines
(Baarn, Netherland), who came to Milan for his periodical meetings with
Mr. Negro, Melodicon’s sales promoter, and Mr. Barazzetta, jazz program di-
rector. Cats also discussed the possibility of opening here an Italian cast under
the Fontana label. During our conversation, he touched on an argument of
general interest: the figures of the Italian record production, which are avail-
able till 1959 in details, but unfortunately, completely unknown for the suc-
ceeding years.
Anyway, a recent article appeared on our national daily “Corriere D’lnfor-

mazione” and signed by an executive of S.I.A.E. (Italian Association of Au-
thors and Publishers), Antonio Ciampi, disclosed that the records sold in Italy—on a whole—in one year are from 18 to 20 million and the pop music records
would represent about 90%. Even though, on a recent talk with Mario deLuigi,
director of music monthly Musica E Dischi and Mr. Frachetti, the secretary
to the IFPI Italiano, I understood that they do not agree with such figures
and next week an article of theirs will appear as a criticism of Ciampi’s re-
port, the general opinion is that real figures are not very far from the Ciampi’s.
The fact is that in Italy no official association publishes official figures and

thus—consequently—a certain situation of confusion and discrepancy comes
out.

In the Ciampi article other interesting figures were issued: the number of
the juke-boxes in Italy would be 16,500, out of which 10,000 are in Northern
Italy and 6,500 in Central and Southern Italy.

The internationally well known Italian singer Katina Ranieri has signed
a contract with Decca; this contract will cover all the world. Here in Italy,
Decca Dischi Italia will release at the beginning of December the first single
on which Katina will sing the first Italian version of the Bossa Nova Desafi-
nado and the first Italian version of La Stella Del Desiderio (Wishing Star),
the main theme from the United Artists’ “Taras Bulba.”

_

News from EMI Italiana: The exciting Tony Renis, the hit composer and
singer of “Quando Quando” (When) has just come back to Milan from Scan-
dinavia, where he successfully appeared on TV to give Ricordi his new com-
position for next San Remo festival, a tune entitled “Uno Per Tutte” (One
For All Girls), which we have heard in advance and feel it will be another big
hit on record for Tony. From December 13 through 16 he is due at the Berlin’s
TV station for singing appearances there. Tony is Italy’s hottest most recent
discovery in the singing field (San Remo 1962), and his “Quando Quando” is

still the best selling number at EMI Italiana. Regarding its foreign produc-
tion, two titles are coming up: “Ramblin’ Rose” by Nat Cole and “Chariot” by
F. Pourcel. Incidentally, “Chariot” is already available in Italian by Betty
Curtis (CGD) and soon Petula Clark herself will release an Italian version.
EMI Italiana, which sells Richard Anthony’s “J’Entend Siffler Le Train,” also
issues an American version of this old ballad under the title “500 Miles” by
The Journeymen. Luciano Virgili will soon tour the States and Canada.

News from Ricordi: each of the 11 Ricordi’s record shops across Italy has
arranged a window fully devoted to “Ramblin’ Rose” by Nat Cole. At the start
of 1963 the version by Emilio Pericoli will be put on the market, under the
title “Mary Rose” and the promotion campaign will possibly be tied to the
release of a new perfume. Adriano Celentano, who is high currently with
“Preghero” (Stand By Me), has already cut the Ricordi’s music “II Tangaccio,”
but the record isn’t yet out. Besides the song penned by Tony Renis, Ricordi
has sent to San Remo a merry tune by Carosone, “Quel Che Sara Sara” waxed
by Joe Sentieri and “Ricorda” written by Donida, waxed by Joe Sentieri and
Milva.

Mr. Casetta has disclosed that Ricordi have taken over the Italian distribu-

tion of Bluebell’s records. Moreover, he has recently become the sole owner of
this record line. Latest release is “Sherry” by th Four Seasons on Vee Jay
and soon to be issued is a lovely recording of “Big Wide World” cut by Teddy
Randazzo with Italian lyrics written by Mogol. It must be said that Casetta
has shown ability to find out possible hits. The story goes back to the end of

last year when he heard first Joao Gilberto, who waxes in Brazil for Odeon
and he got the rights to 24 waxings by Gilberto (2 LP’s) because Odeon
Italiana, which has the first option right to the whole catalog of Brazil’s

Odeon, didn’t want them and left them free. To be exact, the Odeon label,

which belongs to EMI Italiana, is in Italy distributed by record house Carisch,

according a special contract.

The main fact is that among the 24 songs there are “Desafinado,” “Chega
De Saudade,” two of the best Bossa Novas, which could boom here. As it’s

known, “Desafinado” has been long on the U. S. charts. The LP by Gilberto

featuring the two interesting numbers is out.

Mr. Abate of Connelly has a hit on the charts, “Chariot,” which surely will

come up more than the current 13 position. Another Connelly’s piece, “Tel-
star,” has the possibility of succeeding here, as well.

The Rifi record house, a young dynamic organization created some two
years ago by Alberto Carisch (Southern Music rep) and Alberto Ansoldi, will

move at the start of next year to new offices. The new exact address will be
announced later when we will report again on their new offices. The house is

strongly promoting a waxing by Fred Buongusto, “Madeleine Auf-Wieder-
sehen.”

Interdisc, working closely with Melodicon, presented jazz concerts featuring
Les McCann Ltd. and the Charlie Byrd Trio with Zoot Sims in Milan Lugano
and Rome. All concerts were sold out and proclaimed a success by the Italian

press. In Rome the concert was televised by the Italian network. This tour
was the first of a series to be presented by Interdisc under the name of
“Jazz USA.”
Music publishing group, Sidet-Daniele-Tornado, announced that other two

companies were added to the group, Millenote and Diamante.
Della Reese arrived in Rome on November 9 for filming her own television

special for the Italian sole radio TV station, Rai-TV. Her special will be
shown throughout Italy December 23. She also appeared on the Caterina Va-
lente TV show to help promote her latest disk for RCA Italiana. She will ap-
pear again for more than her own special. She has been the first of the list of
artists submitted for RCA and RAI-TV tie-ups. Plans are being made now
to tour her thru Italy for concerts during her next visit.

Lee Magid, Della Reese’s manager, has just finished negotiations with
Emanuele Daniele of Sidet for formation of Magid’s own Music House in

Milan. Current songs in the catalog to be released by the new company are
Della’s RCA version of “Softly My Love” and “And Now,” the adaptation
from Drigo’s Serenade, entitled “Gone” and the Earl Grant organ instrumental
“Swinging Gently” which is scheduled for release on the Brunswick label in
Italy.

The new hit of Billy Vaughn on London-Dot label is “Bonanza,” the famous
theme from the TV series now presented in Italy every Monday night.

MEXICO
Andy Russell is back home in Mexico after an eleven month tour through

South America and Eui’ope. He did his yearly stint of 4 months in Buenos
Aires, knocking them dead with his one hour weekly TV show. From Buenos
Aires, he made the jump to Barcelona where he did 48 one nighters at a fee
of 1,000 US dollars per night (tax free). After three months in Barcelona, he
did three TV videos in Baden Baden Germany, then on to Caracas Venezuela
for a 3 week stint. He is new in Mexico City doing TV guest shots and pre-
paring to go back to the States for a month’s vacation with his 6 year old
son, Randy. There is a rumor around Mexico that Andy will go into the
Capitol Towers in Los Angeles to do an album with his ex-bosses Glen Wal-
lachs and Allan Livingston. We still remember when Andy was Capitol’s
number one boy back in the 40’s with “Besame Mucho,” “Amor, Amor” and
many others.

With a crowd waiting at the airport, American idol Paul Anka came to
Mexico City November 13. The same afternoon, he received at the Hilton
Hotel some reporters, photographers and a Radio Mil interview. At night,
he performed twice at the National Auditorium and did the same the next
day in company of his orchestra, completing the show with Mexican artists
like Manolo Munoz, Alberto Vazquez, Paco Cafiedo, Tito Bauche and the
ballet with models of Jose Silva with the orchestra conducted by Gustavo Pi-
mentel. On November 15, Paul left the City to fly to the States and next day
appeared his own Spanish version of “Eso Beso” (in Spanish is “Ese Beso”),
on the RCA label, having an unexpected success on the radio stations that
are playing this record night and day and, at the same time, big sales.

From South America, Guillermo Acosta, Musart’s A&R man, came to Mexico
City bringing an exact idea about what the Bossa Nova is and began to record
immediately several records. Till now, the company recording most “Bossa
Nova” dates is RCA, which began with Pablo Beltran Ruiz orchestra (“Desa-
finado,” “Only One Note,” “Barquinho,” “Midnight Sun” and “White Christ-
mas”), continued with The Navarro Sisters (“Only One Note” and “El Pato”),
later with Fabricio and Sonia and Mariam and so on.

From Peerless, four recordings of a new talent named Teo Couret. In this
EP are contained the songs “Who’s Sorry Now,” “Diabolo,” “Love In Porto
Fino” and “Felieidad.”

J. Tomas Munoz from Gamma Records, released several LP’s of labels he
represents in Mexico. One of them is the second Santo and Johnny LP, a
“Bossa Nova” album with Leroy Holmes and his orchestra, a new Ray
Charles album, one with Ferrante and Teicher and one with Tito Rodriguez.

Blanquita Teather is presenting in his show only artists of the “new wave”
like Mayte, Baby Bell, Angelica Maria, Los Locos del Ritmo, Los Mimos, Los
Hermanos Carrion.

Orfeon records released several recordings with its artists Hermanas Ji-
menez, Pablito Jr., who just signed with this label, Los Rebeldes del Rock,
Maria Eugenia Rubio and the Julito Rodriguez Trio.

Among Bovema’s new His Master’s Voice’s releases, special promotion and

plugging will be given to Carol Deene’s “James, Hold The Ladder,” The Out-
law’s “Sioux Serenade” and Conny’s latest duet recording with Peter Week,
“Dafur Verstehen Wir Uns Zu Gut.” Other highlights on the label’s sales-list

are Ralph Bendix’ “Babysitter Twist” and Hannelore Auer’s “Was In Athen
Geschah.”

Bovema’s Capitol-label specially features the repertoire of Tennessee Ernie
Ford, now very much in demand with his “Sing A Spiritual/Hymns With Me”-
items, which appear to be hot-sellers for Xmas. A new release on Capitol in Hol-
land is the Roger Wagner Chorale’s LP with The Sinfonia of London, “It

Came Upon A Midnight Clear.”

Next to Edith Piaf’s forthcoming visit to Holland, popular pianist Russ
Conway will be in this country on Dec. 8. Among Bovema’s Columbia label’s

new items special attention is given to Frank Ifield’s “Lovesick Blues,” now a

No. 1 hit in England, Eddie Calvert’s “Celia” and Alma Cogan’s “Goodbye
Joe.” In the gypsy-music-area, recordings of violonist Pali Lakatos have now
been repackaged. A special item for jazz fans in Holland will be Columbia’s
Workshop-recordings of the Ruhrfestspiele 1962 with well known international
soloists.

Bovema’s Imperial-label still hits high with The Four Seasons’ newest
American hit, “Big Girls Don’t Cry,” while the pressing-machines at Gramo-
phonehouse are still working overtime with their “Sherry.”

Verdi’s “Requiem,” sung in Latin by an all Russian cast with the State
Academy Choir and State Symphony Orchestra of Moscow, was released this

month in Holland on two Philips LP’s (an Album with complete text in three
languages). “This is a most important recording,” Leo Boudewijns of L. C.
Phonogram remarked, being distinguished already in France.” The Russian
soloists, choir and orchestra all belong to the very best performers in the
world, united under the uncomparable and universal conductor, Igor Marke-
vitch.

“The Twenty-Fifth Of December” is the title of a glowing program of
Christmas Spirituals by Mavis, Yvonne (replacing Cleotha), Pervis and Roe-
buck Stapes, getting world-fame as The Staple Singers on Riverside. Although
Negro Spirituals dealing with the birth of the Saviour are not numerous, it

is the credit of The Staple Singers and their recording firm Riverside to be
able to present an outstanding collection of Negro sacred songs. Together
with the LP, an EP was released in Holland of The Staple Singers: “The
Saviour Is Born.”

The Philips-LP “The Dutch Swing College Band At The Berlin Sport
Palast” has been chosen as the best traditional jazz-LP of 1962 in Germany,
Otto Vriezenberg of Dutch Philips reported.

Luis Alberto Del Parana Y Su Trio Los Paraguayos present a magnificient
new album on Philips: “Canciones De Los Americas.” The album has a witty,
to-the-point narrative by Dutch composer Melle Weersma on the great old
and new songs from Pai-aguay, Mexico, The Argentines, Peru, a Guarani In-
dian song, a dedication to Farah Diba and a dedication to “all peoples from
the Americas, wishing them a life loving each other like brothers of one big,

happy family” (Cancion De Las Americas).

Twelve years old girl-singer Sandra, the vocal-sensation of 1962 in Holland
and neighbor-countries, recorded a Jack Bulterman song: “Ik Zweef Aan M’n
Ballonnetje” (I’m Floating With My Toy-Balloon) for Philips. Sandra was
invited to come to Milan, to sing the song and be a participant at the Inter-
national Childrens Song Contest. Together with Sandra went the Candy Kids
(Fontana-artists). Nico Boer of L. C. Phonogram accompanied the three
children.

Mike Clifford’s hit-version of “Close To Cathy” was released in Holland on
the United Artists label. The beautiful ballad is coupled with “She’s Just
Another Girl.”

France’s gift to the world of Chanson, Georges Brassens, will be ten years
a recording artist this winter. In 1952, he was discovered in a Montmartre
club. With the help of Patachou (who recorded many of his songs, among
them hit-record “Brave Margot” on Philips), this fine artist and gifted son of
a French mason and a Napolitan mother became a chansonnier of world-fame.
To commemorate the occasion, Philips released an EP-Album: “Allons Chez
Georges Brassens” with twelve pages of text and photos. In Holland, Bras-
sens has always been one of the best-sold French chansonniers.

George Wein of “Newport Jazz Festival”-fame, in Holland for several dis-
cussions.

Hopping on the Bossa Nova-wagon, Artone released several items by its

leading exponents, including the original “Desafinado” by Stan Getz and
Charlie Byrd, the vocal version of the tune by Ella Fitzgerald (on Verve), and
the “Recado Bossa Nova” by Zoot Sims on Colpix. Considering the strength
of both numbers as well as the in person-appearance of Zoot Sims with the
Charlie Byrd Trio in Amsterdam, The Hague and Eindhoven two weeks ago,
platters are expected to click. New in Artone’s International Series is a superb
dixieland EP recording by Roefie Hueting’s Down Town Jazz Band. Already
heralded by the trade-press as one of the finest Dixie-dates to appear on rec-
ord in recent times, the selections include spirited versions of evergreens “Song
Of The Islands,” “Breeze,” “In The Good Old Summertime” and “San An-
tonio Rose.” Band has its own regular radio-show.

With Tommy Roe’s “Sheila” on the Dutch Top Ten charts, Artone again
succeeded in bringing national acclaim to one of ABC Paramount’s chanters.
In the past several etchings by recording stars Lloyd Price, Paul Anka,
Brian Hyland and Ray Charles were listed likewise.

Artone released some of the hottest tunes currently riding in the U.S. Top
Twenty in Benelux this week. Incidentally all from the Cameo-Parkway line,

release includes Chubby Checker’s “Limbo Rock” and “Popeye,” The Orlons’
“Don’t Hang Up,” Bobby Rydell’s “The Cha-Cha-Cha” and Miss Dee Dee
Sharp’s “Ride!”

Editions Marcanto is very satisfied with the results of its

plugging on

“English Country -Garden.” Although it will not be a number one on our
charts, they said, it is a solid seller.

Sales of Marty Robbins’ “Devil Woman,” released under the Delta-label,
show in Benelux same trend as some weeks ago in the U.S.: after a slow start,
the record is steadily climbing the charts. Delta’s Hans I. Kellerman expects
big sales on the number during the peak season in December.
Young, rather wild Italian Adriano Celentano shows to be a new favorite

of Dutch teenage record buyers. After a successful start with “Stai Lontana
Da Me,” Delta now released a new Celentano single in full color package:
“Preghero,” coupled with “Pasticcio In Paradiso.”

It looks as though we were astray in our recent assessment of some top
overseas (American) hits in relation to their chances on our market. One of
the records we gave little chance was “Monster Mash” and now we find that
it has entered our best-seller chart this issue. “Sherry” and “Big Girls Don’t
Cx-y” are also getting some consumer suppoi-t.
The hottest single aci-oss Australia is Frank Ifield’s Columbia slicing of the

old Hank Williams song “Lovesick Blues,” which is also enjoying a tremendous
i
-e-birth in England. In one week, it has jumped from number ten spot right
up into third position. Still holding the top place is Roy Orbison’s hot twin-
hit single of “Working For The Man” and “Leah.” Even though the initial
action was on “Leah,” sales have now shifted to favor “Working For The Man.”
EMI has issued a Capitol package entitled “Ramblin’ Rose” featuring Nat

King Cole, whose single is a cui-rent chart-rider in this country. This set should
do great business because Nat Cole is “hot” at the moment and the album car-
ries a fair share of Country & Western songs—and C&W is a strong sales
force here right now just as it is in most parts of the world. Almost half of
our chart is made up of C&W oriented singles as of this date.
Tony Tromeros of Phono-Vox Records is actively moving into the foreign-

mai'ket field with a growing range of releases—mainly Italian in origin. Tony
is currently doing some “drum beating” with new releases by some of his top
stars, namely Adriano Celentano and Peppino Di Capri. Phono-Vox has re-
cently issued EP’s of both artists highlighting their current Italian hits “Preg-
hero” (Adrian Celentano) and “Speedy Gonzales” by Peppino Di Capri. To help
radio stations in the programming of their records, Phono-Vox is issuing
biogs on its stars. They have so far released five singles and three EP’s by
Peppino Di Capri.
Now that they have taken over the Mercury catalog in Australia, the Phil-

ips organization has embai'ked on a nationwide promotion campaign which is

designed to boost action on Mercury stars—especially in the album field. In
an unusual move Philips have produced special D-J 7" samples featuring
major tracks from forthcoming albums. This is an intei-esting innovation on
the part of the Philips people and should do a great deal towards boosting
radio programming of many Mercury album artists.
The new Bryan Davies single through EMI’s Columbia logo is creating

plenty of disk jockey attention, it was produced by England’s Norrie Paramour
during his i-ecent visit to Austi'alia. Topside of the newie is “Sad Sixteen” and
the lower section is “Don’t Love.”
Many radio stations have imposed a ban on their disk-jockeys playing the

single “25 Minutes To Go” by The Brothers Four. The ban results from a very
controversial criminal case where a man was recently sentenced to hang (since
commuted to life imprisonment) and the execution was postponed several
times over a period of twelve months.
The Australian Record Company has published a fine little catalog contain-

ing a list of its new releases from August to November. Labels issued by
A.R.C. in this territory are CBS-Coronet, United Artists, Kapp, Warner Bros.,
Sue, Hickory and Chess. The catalog is available to all dealers and should be
in gi-eat demand.

Festival Records is out with an album entitled “Col And Judy” featuring
two of its top stars, Col Joye and Judy Stone. This set is sure to do good busi-
ness as both Col and Judy ai’e very much in demand in the pop field and this

is their first time together on disk.

RCA has a couple of new albums that should score well in the sales depart-
ment. They are “The Best Of Sam Cooke” and what looks like a hot item in

the children’s market “Shari In Storyland” featuring the popular television

attraction Shari Lewis. In the EP field RCA is heading for smash business
with the Elvis Presley set from the soundtrack of the film “Kid Galahad.”
Many record company executives are deeply concerned about the lack of

consumer action during the month of November—a time when sales should
reach their peak. However, most companies are in solid production in antici-

pation of a great sales period in December which is the time when the con-
sumer should be in top form.
“Ring Ai-ound My Rosie” is the title of the brand new Festival release by

Col Joye. It is the type of disc that could put Col back on the charts in a big
way—it’s also the type of record that could do plenty in establishing Col as

an international star.

Dorothy Baker’s new single for W&G Records is “It’s Over Now”—a local

song published by Castle Music; Dorothy has also an album which has just

been released. She plans a visit to the United States and Canada eai’ly in the

New Year.

Yoh Naoi, ex-inspector of Victor, took the managing directorship in charge
of manufacturing dept, of Teichiku Records, it was confirmed at the diskery’s
recent board of directors meet. Naoi’s shift from Victor (see last week’s story
on Victor’s new reshuffle) to Teichiku is understood to strengthen the tie and
other mutual relationship between the two disk firms. Both Victor and
Teichiku are now affiliated firms to Matsushita Electric Industry. The board
of directors also decided that the managing director in charge of general
affairs, Shiro Hagiwara, would stay both in Tokyo and Nara (where Teichiku’s
head office is located) on a 50-50 basis every month effective Dec. 1 to keep
close contact between the two offices.

In the recent reshuffle of Toshiba Music Industry, EMI’s affiliate here, rep-
resentative 1st and 2nd managing directors Shigeru Sunada and Eiji Takeuchi
resigned from the diskery and Jugo Okamoto, ex-lst managing director of
Tokyo Electric Co., Ltd. (Toshiba Electric Industry’s subsidiary), was named
the firm’s new president. Okamoto’s appointment was confirmed by the diskery’s
board of directors on Nov. 20 in Tokyo. He’s been with the diskery’s parent
firm, Toshiba Electric Industry, and its subsidiary for 45 years. Beside Oka-
moto, ex-2nd managing director of Toshiba Typewriter Co., Ltd., Yujiro Suzuki
was newly named the representative 2nd managing director at the same time.

And
out-going Sunada and Takeuchi will take new directorships at Toshiba group’s
other affiliated firms.

The other is the omni-bus “Big Parade” album covering 1962 smashes by
various Columbia singers. Included are Kenji Kitahara’s “Wakai Futari,”
Hiroshi Moriya’s “Daigaku Kazoe-Uta,” Saburo Kitajima’s “Bungacha-Bushi,”
Hibari Misora’s “365 (Sanbyaku Roku-joo-Go)-Ya,” Chiyoko Shimakura’s
“Yoozuki” and others.

Tsuneo Nagano, representative of talent buyer Victor Artists Co., Ltd., sub-
sidiary to Victor Co. of Japan, left last week (Dec. 1) for the United States
via Hawaii. He will have as many talks with show biz people as he can man-
age. He’ll be in Las Vegas, Mexico City, New Orleans, Miami, New York, Chi-
cago. He’s slated to be back on Dec. 20.

Columbia will launch its stage attraction series, “Columbia Youngsters
Parade,” a week long popular song show, at the Nichigeki Theater starting

BELGIUM
Unbelievable though it may sound, Sonobel has had a bestseller for the

last five years. The record is “Kalinka,” sung by the Red Army Choir in Mos-
cow. This firm has now reached an agreement with another company to dis-
tribute children’s records.

SAB music has made it known that in the field of accordion music Leod
Varlets’ “La Valse des Canaris” (Will) is still going strong. His newest EP,
listing “Rallye,” “Drelin-Drelin,” “Un Tour De Foire” and “Jour De Jouie,”
is going successfully through its paces.

Vogue has come on the market with some very excellent numbers. Among
them Emile Ford with “The Rains Came” and “Your Nose Is Gonna Grow”;
The Roulettes’ “Hully Gully Slip ’n Slide” and “La Bamba.” Petula Clark is
also present, beating the iron while it is still hot after hits like “Romeo,”
“Chariot” and “Monsieur.” She is in a recording studio practically every day
now, it seems. We note two of her latest: a) “Les Colimagons” and “Les Beaux
Jours”; b) “L’Enfant Do” and “Coeur Blesse.” There are new additions from
Jimmy Justice and James Brown.

Ardmore and Beechwood Belgium have “Sherry” (Imperial) by The Four
Seasons in their repertoire. Les Chats Sauvages registered the same number
for Pathe. It also appears under the same title on Teeny and Stella products,
which are less expensive. They also list favorites by Tony Bennett and Frank
Sinatra (“I Left My Heart In San Francisco”). Also to be mentioned: “Lonely”
by Acker Bilk (Columbia) from Filmusic, London. “Concert & Grenade,”
(Pathe) which won Christine Fontane the Grand Prix du Disque in France,
is doing fine. Ardmore and Beechwood acquired rights in Belgium, represent-
ing Pathe-Marconi.

Talking to about thirty small record dealers, as far as sales are concerned,
they are unanimously agreed on one point: in nine cases out of ten, hits hot
fi’om the presses sell best. A record which is listed fifth or sixth on one hit
parade or another stands little chance of reaching satisfactory sales figures.

Show records in Aarschot, which now distributes Cameo Parkway and
Colpix in Belgium and Luxemburg, in agreement with Artone-Holland, are
circulating a great deal of singles by Chubby Checker and Bobby Rydell.

“The Longest Day” by John William is the top of Polydor’s best sellers,

followed by Connie Francis with “Paradiso” and her “Violino Tzigano.” Freddy
comes after them with “Keine Bange Liselotte” and then the newest, Peter
Kraus’ “Karawan.” Helmut Zacharias was in Brussels on November 22 to
perform on a broadcasting show, “Music At The Champs Elysees.” Polydor
has just released for the coming holidays two splendid albums. The first,

“Wonderland Of The Operetta,” the second, “Golden Book Of Classic Swing,”
each one with three LP’s, many illustrations and text, gathered togther in an
attractive scrap book.

That Bulldog of the French “chanson” was in Brussels last week at the
Ancienne Belgique (Old Belgium) and met a full house and a crowd cheering
his performances of “La PetiteFille,” “Les Don Juan” and “Le Jazz Et La
Java,” sales of which also are very well. Riverside launched Charlie Byrd’s
one note Samba simultaneously with his appearances in different Belgian
University cities.

Philips’ number one artist, Yves Montand, made a wonderful version of
Claude Nougaro’s “Le Jazz La Java” and orders poured in like an avalanche.
Dizzy Gillespie’s “Desafinado” is one of the most asked for Bossa Nova’s. Mer-
cury’s sensational releases are both “Soul Bossa Nova” by Quincy Jones and
“Limbo Rock” by The Tides.

Will Tura, perhaps the most popular Flemish teen artist, just recorded six
new sides, among them “In Mijn Dromen,” Flemish version for Robert Cogoi’s
best seller, “Si Un Jour.” This title will be featured on Will Tura’s first EP.
Two new sides for Germany are ready to be released as well.

Palette had a well-filled recording week. It made a very good Bossa Nova
session, recorded in Brussels; cut the Holland girl Gitta Mona with the Ger-
man version of “James (Hold The Ladder Steady)” and “Ich Kann Nicht Schla-
fen” (Cradle Of Love). Leen Jongeward, a Dutch comedian, made his bow on
the Palette label with “Jij Bent Het Mooiste Meisje” (You Are The Cutest
Girl) dedicated to the new Dutch-born “Miss World.” New names on the
Palette label are also “Die Limburger” and Linda Negri (the both German
sides).

Jean-Claude, one of the most popular speakers on French-Belgian radio, is

planning a new TV show in which the Sabena will participate. Prizes in this

“quiz show” will be trips and holidays to different countries (America in-

cluded).

Bob Benny will record two new sides for Polydor. His winning song in the
TV contest “Canzonissima,” “Kleine Blauwe Zwaluw” (Little Blue Swallow),
will be included in his first session for his new label.

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FRANCE
One of the busiest spots in the record business currently is Bob Martin’s

Columbia office in Toronto. A recent visit by this writer found Bob, Phyllis
Hoiles, Jack Robertson and the entire staff up to their ears in new releases
for the Christmas season. High on the Columbia promotion list for the season
is a new package entitled, “The Glorious Sound Of Christmas” with Eugene
Ormandy and The Philadelphia Orchestra. This strong entry is being added to
one of the strongest Christmas catalogs in the business a catalog that includes
items by Arthur Godfrey, Ray Conniff, Johnny Mathis, Mitch Miller and
numerous others.

Another top Christmas season single is going to be the Ray Stevens deck,
“Santa Claus Is Watching You.” Lee Farley reports that initial deejay interest
in the Mercury side has been little short of phenomenal.
The Limeliters played to a sell-out house (10/26) in Toronto’s Massey Hall.

Jack Feeney, and Gord Edwards of RCA Victor, Toronto hosted a reception
for the artists in The Westbury Hotel, following the show.

Gilles Aubin of London in Montreal long distanced a glowing report the
other day in connection with a new Liberty LP release. Chief among the new
Liberty sets are Bobby Vee’s “Golden Greats” and Ernie Freeman’s “Soulful
Sounds In Country Music,” his debut release on the label. Both sets were
selected as pick albums of the week by CKGM, Montreal. David Grief reports
that this is the first time the station has featured two LP’s as picks at the
same time. Hot singles at London currently are Bobby “Boris” Pickett’s new
side, “Monsters’ Holiday” on Garpax and “Telstar” by The Tornadoes. The
latter, according to Gilles, is the hottest single his firm has handled in a long
time. It is doing a big business on the west coast, where it jumped from “twin
pick” to number one spot on the CFUN-Vancouver chart the first week it was
out. Dealer interest in the forthcoming London original cast package-—the first

one the label has ever had—“Stop The World I Want To Get Off” is way above
normal. It should be a smash. Gilies Marchand, in the label’s classical division,

is very excited over dealer and consumer reaction to a special deal on the
Richmond Opera Series. The series is a re-issue of material, formerly much
higher priced, designed to retail a $2.98 per set. The series spotlights five dif-

ferent operas and three complete works by Gilbert and Sullivan.
The G. & S. material features the voice of Martyn Green, tenor. Other big

names in the new Richmond Opera Series include Renata Tebaldi, Mario Del
Monaco and Hilde Guden. London is offering the series at a dealers discount
of ten percent through December 7th, a week later for dealers in the mid west.
From London Continental one of the strong seasonal packages is a set entitled

“Santa Notte,” a multi artist Italian Christmas package that features four
numbers by Sergio Franchi. Walter Brennan joins The Chipmunks on Liberty’s
Christmas list with a package of special seasonal material entitled, “Twas The
Night Before Christmas.” The Alvin, Simon, Theodore crew have long been
Christmas best sellers with their Liberty single, The Chipmunk Song, and
now add a new Xmas LP that is bound to click.

Andre Beaulieu over at RCA is beating the promotion drums loud and long
on behalf of Sacha Distel. The one time “ Mr. Bardot” ranks high in French
language single sales through an item entitled, “Dis-moi, Barman,” and now
has just released the French language adaptation of “Esso Beso.” December
will see two new Distel albums released by RCA. Lucien Hetu, RCA Victor’s
sensational organist appeared recently at the official opening of a new shopping
center in Quebec City and drew crowds in excess of 6,000 daily for three days.
Many of the spectators could not keep from dancing as Hetu’s organ melodies
filled the air.

CKLB deejays in Oshawa had themselves a ball, and their listeners had an
interesting and entertaining two weeks as the station recently spotlighted a
“KL Cooking School.” The spinners went through such unorthodox procedures
—for deejays—as baking and decorating a cake, only to have their entry dis-

allowed by the director of the school, Toronto home economist, Jane Wright.
The gimmick was carried on for two weeks, with the deejays broadcasting
daily, remote from the cooking school location. Recent Visitors to the station’s

Saturday afternoon, “Bandstand” segment, hosted by Vic Thomas were Sandy
Selsie Columbia recording star, to promote her latest release, “Walk With Me
My Angel” and Gord Lightfott, who has another winner underway now for
Chateau.

Biggest single smashes for the Capitol folks of late are Nat Cole’s newie,

“Dear Lonely Hearts,” and Frank Ifield’s latest, “Lovesick Blues.” The flip side

of the Ifield outing is reportedly very strong with some of the C&W spinners,

it bears the title “She Taught Me How To Yodel.” It has been a long time
between single hits for June Christy. But her latest on Capitol, “Bossa Nova,”
was getting a lot of air play through the U.S. This reporter heard the tune on
many U.S. stations during a recent trip to Nashville. It now remains to be
seen what success the side will enjoy in this country. Big Christmas item on
Capitol should prove to be a re-release by the label dating back some twenty
years. “Teddy Bear’s Picnic” and “Christopher Robin” by Ann Stephens should
prove to be an ideal gift for kiddies, and a natural for spinners broadcasting
at times when the young fry may be listening.

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This was Paris in its glorious days, people displacing themselves eagerly to
see Yves Montand at his favorite theater Music hall l’Etoile. We have before us
a hard working artist, a very hard working artist. His singing tour was carved
out perfectly, not a false note, or a false gestuz-e. Everything perfect, perfect,
too perfect, in fact. During his singing tour something was missing, a small
spark that we always find with Piaf for example, that takes you in. The au-
dience applauded very much. We had the impression this was for the artist,
but also the souvenirs that Montand brought back with his familiar repertory:
“Une demoiselle sur une balancoire,” “Dans Les Plaines Du Kansas.”
A second big event was Petula Clark’s appearance at the Olympia. We must

admit that an English songstress, singing in French, and topping the bill at
the Olympia is a very hard bet to take on. And it can be said that Petula Clark
and Leon Cabat have won this bet with odds on. First half of the program we
saw John William, who has everything to sing the French National anthem
“La Marseillaise” in a gala for July 14th (A National day in France). Soon
after, we saw Petula, who seemed to be ovei'whelmed by the immensity of the
stage. At the end of her concert, the public joined in and sang “Chariot” and
“Ya Ya Twist.” As this day was her 29th birthday a pai'ty was given at the
St. Hilaire club to celebrate this double event, birthday and premiere at the
Olympia, to the sound of twists and Tamoures.
While on the Tamoures subject, let’s say this is the dance a la mode. We

l-isk to i-epeat ourselves by saying that this dance is making Paris night life

very enjoyable. The origin of this rhythm was bi-ought about by a vocal and
instrumental group called Les Kaveka under contract with Vogue. They are so
popular over here that they appear in two cabarets in Paris, where the public
attends and waits to let loose to this rhythm.
We have just received a letter from Gerrard Tournier requesting us to re-

port that “J’entends Siffler Le Train” is sub-published in France by Editions
Mellin, that “Sheila” has been assigned to the same firm, and that “L’idole Des
Jeunes” belongs to Editions Mills Finance.

It’s no longer Kurt Mohr who supplies us with the news, but Pat Amoor. He
points out that the last EP by the Madison Prince, Billy Bridge, is selling fast.

The titles: “Madison Flirt” and “Petite Catherine.”
The principle titles of the Walt Disney film, “Snow White And The Seven

Dwai’fs” have just been recorded by Caravelli and his magic violins on the
Versailles label.

Let’s talk about novelty songs. Mogul Achir Chemouny predicts that Petula
Clark’s rendering of “Les Beaux Jours” will be a hit. After just one radio pro-
gram, a big supply was ordered for juke boxes. A new group on the Bel Air
label called The Champions have “Venus En Blue Jeans.” Nothing to say, only
that Michel Mattouk has confidence in this group. But it seems that this era
has already passed its limits. Bad news that will certainly bring about many
sobs from the teenagers, and a lot of worries for Philips is the departure of
Johnny Hallyday for military sei’vice. On the Roulette label, a good Joey Dee
with “Goin’ Chicago.” Danny Boy is manifesting himself again. We almost
forgot this boy while he was out of town with the Pinder Circus. He has just
grooved in English and French a soft sweet blend of the following titles:

“Let’s Go” and “Locomotion.” Just after Little Eva and Sylvie Vartan, there’s

little place left for other recordings, at least on this last tune.
Good news on two fronts, first one the latest disk by Les Machucambos with

principle title “Non Monsieur” by Gerald and Giraud, and a new Richard An-
thony, “Hey Baby Je Danse,” French version of “Hey Baby I’m Dancing.”
“Desafinado” in French is called “Faits Pour S’aimer,” penned by Eddy Mar-
nay.

Sylvie Vartan gives us a new song, “Tous Mes Copains.” It’s very difficult to

predict on this one.
New Philips songstress is Sheila, who we are told has only sixteen sum-

mers to her credit, and apparently attended school a couple of days ago.
Billy’s Sax, in private life named Migiani, has just given us two madisons,

“Metro Madison” and “Hey Mister Madison.”
After his appearance at the Olympia, we have the privilege to have a 12 inch,

excellent by Johnny Hallyday entitled, of course, “Johnny At The Olympia.”
We must admit a small feat of strength in the l-ecording of “La Bagarre" that
seemed to be only a song for the stage, and nearly impossible to groove. Hally-
day was successful in making it a disk item.
A good record for children on the Philips label. First of all “Petit Gibus

Raconte La Guerre Des Boutons,” from the film by Yves Robert that had a
success in France. Music by Jose Berghmans.

Patachou with a new recording, “Ca Je Te Dois” and “Les Mots Des Javas.”
Another “Desafinado” grooving by Dizzy Gillespie.

Last but not least the latest EP by Henri Salvador, including “Sherry” and
a very special version of “Mashed Potatoes.”

Editions Barclay has just acquired the publishing rights to the song “A
Montparnasse” by Jean Claude Landel and Michel Pradelle, which has just won
first prize in the Festival of the Montpai’nasse song concei't. Interpreted by
Michel Pradelle himself. This could catch on.

New sheet music from Wilhelm Hansen, Musik-Forlag, include “Telstar” by

Joe Meek, “Gi’ Mig Et Lille Kys” (Gimme A Little Kiss), with Danish lyrics

by Robert Arnold, and “Jag Har For Latt Att Bli Kar” (It’s Too Easy For
Me To Fall In Love), composed by the Danish Kai Normann Andersen and
lyrics (in Swedish) by Sweden’s Gosta Rybrant. The latter is sung by Swedish
actor Jarl Kulle in a Danish motion picture which recently has become a great
success in Copenhagen as well as Stockholm.

Christmas starts earlier every year, at least the commercial part of the
season. Already in middle of November, record companies have begun to start

publicity campaigns for the special Christmas records. So far, the first of

those special Christmas catalogs has reached Cash Box from EMI (Skandi-
navisk Grammophon A/S), presenting all kind of music, from those oldtime
Carols to records with Beniamino Gigli.

Horace Silver recently gave a concert in Copenhagen, and Dansk Gram-
mofonpladeforlag rushed out his Blue Note LP, “The Tokyo Blues.’’ Same
company also has rushed out “Don’t Hang Up”/“The Wah-Watusi” with
The Orlons on Karusell, “Un Clair De Lune A Maubeuge”/“John Henry’s
Body” with Lennie Baldwin on Storyville, and “Lollipops and Roses,’’/“Please
Mr. Sun” with Paul Petersen on Colpix.

FINLAND
Finnish songstress Laila Kinnunen has created something of a sensation

with her recording of the Russian tune “On The Hills Of Mandshuria” (Mand-
shurian Kummut), which she made in Russian on the Scandia label. The
record has started moving upward in the charts with a speed that is sur-
prising most people in the trade. Recently, when a popular Swedish TV show,
“Hylands Horna (Hyland’s Corner) was sent from Helsinki, Miss Kinnunen
performed this number, and thru the Nordvision, it was promoted in Fin-
land, Denmark, Norway and Sweden. Miss Kinnunen is also internationally
known, as Laila she has recorded for Swedish labels and recently also for a
German label, the latter presenting her with the titles “Tschau Amore”/“Kann
Denn Liebe Spiel Sein,” released in Germany on Philips.

Antti Einio of Scandia-Musiikki Oy reports good sales for Brian Hyland’s
“Sealed With A Kiss,” and “Twistin’ Patricia” with Jerry Williams and The
Violents, the former on Karusell and the latter on the Sonet label. “Twistin’
Patricia” is among the top ten at the charts in Finland, which is very un-
usual (due to language difficulties) for a Swedish-made record.

Finland MU (Musician’s Union) has arranged five day courses for drummers
(dance music) led by Sweden’s Egil Johansen. At the first course some 50
drummers are participating, and whole thing seems to be such a success that
the MU has plans to continue this thing also for musicians other than drum-
mers.

NORWAY
Elvis Presley’s “King Of The Whole Wide World” has moved up at the

second spot in the Norwegian charts in three weeks, showing that his records
still are sure money-makers in Norway. Among the top ten, he also has
“She’s Not You,” this week in the 6th spot.

There is a Norwegian song, “Tresko Og Busserull,” with Gunnar Engedahl
and Erling Stordahl, two blind singers, on Odeon, coming up very strong in
Norway. Publisher of the song is Carl M. Iversen A/S. Another newcomer
of the week on the charts is “Lovesick Blues” with Frank Ifield on Columbia.
Publisher of the latter is Bens Music AB in Stockholm.

American Cadence artist Johnny Tillotson coming to Oslo on Dec. 3rd for a
personal appearance at the Rondo. He leaves the next day for Stockholm.

SWEDEN
New sheet music from Gehrmans includes “Miss Otis, Tyvarr, Kommer Inte

Till Lunch Idag” (Miss Otis Regrets) by Cole Porter. Swedish lyrics by Gosta
Rybrant.

The Falcons, one of the many teenage groups in Sweden, has been very
successful with their recent Polydor recording of “Swingin’ Safari.” Swedish
radio listeners recently voted the record at fifth spot among “most popular
among teenage radio listeners.”

The Cousins, a Belgian group, is now touring Sweden during November.
So far, they have been on TV and made numerous one nighters all over
Sweden. Cupol Grammofon & Musik AB is handling their promotion tour and
their records in Sweden, and according to Helge Roundquist, head of Cupol,
this has been a great success for the group as well as for the record com-
pany.

His recording of “I Can’t Help It” has just been
released here.

Borje Ekberg, international sales manager of Metronome Records, is very
excited about the success the group The Popcorns has created in the United
States. He is also very happy that Anna-Lena Lofgren’s recording of the
Norwegian song “Grotende Sky,” in Swedish “Regniga Natt,” has started
being a top seller. The record was made a year ago, but did not create much
noise until Anna-Lena was promoting the song on TV some weeks ago. On
Dec. 12th, Ekberg and Anna-Lena visit Berlin where she is contracted for
some German TV pi’ogrammes.

Bo Goran Edling, head of Multitone, reports great sales on sheet music
with “Zero, Zero,” a Swedish tune that is also scoring abroad these days,
particularly in the United States. Also the Norwegian song “Gratende Sky”
is doing very well on sheet music, Edling reports.

Publisher Thore Ehrling, head of Ehrlingforlagen, told Cash Box that he
has just obtained “Let’s Dance” for Sweden. The recording with Chris Mon-
tez, here on London label, is at the moment the number one top seller in Swe-
den.

For the last two weeks, this song has been listed
as published by Multitone, which is wrong. However, it might be easy to
understand that this error has appeared since there are two songs with almost
the same title. Multitone has the Italian “Saint Tropez Twist,” while Bens
just got the French “Twist A Saint Tropez.” Anderson also reported that he
has just obtained two German songs for Bens, “Ohne Krimi Geht Die Mimi
Nie Ins Bett” for which he has just got very good Swedish lyrics made, and
“Baby-Twist” of which he so far is sure of at least one Danish and one
Swedish recording.

The head of one of the nation’s largest factors—which

buys manufacturers’ receivables without recourse—last

week said: “There is no limit to the funds available to-

day to the credit-worthy small business firm. The trouble

is that too many of these guys try to expand too far with

too little capital, and get into deep water. We’re watching

our accounts very carefully and we’re taking a tougher

attitude on requests for extensions.” This observation

wras not made with coin machine firms in mind, but it

easily could have been.

While the credit situation which exists among opera-

tors, and their outstanding obligations regarding pay-

ment of equipment, is cleaner today than at this time

last year, it still poses a problem for some operators.

These operators are almost in every instance, technically

bad business men. The sooner they realize this the better

off they will be and the sooner the business end of things

will look brighter.

The answer to operating equipment profitably today

is that you have to be a businessman. The line between

profit and loss is growing thinner with each collection.

New equipment must be bought and paid for regularly in

order to keep collections at a peak and to support the

overall investment of each route.

Collections must warrant the installation of a new ma-

chine and loans just can’t be awarded at random. Bonuses

have a place in this business but there is a limit and also

a time and place for advance payments. With so many
money problems on each side of the profit line it is

understandable how one operator may flounder while

another similar operating business may prosper. The

difference lies in the approach to one’s business.

The investment in new equipment is a necessity but

an operator cannot invest beyond his capabilities. To

hold back and not buy is to eventually fall by the way-

side. A guide which might be followed is to invest in new

equipment until such time as collections do not warrant

further investment, based on a percentage system de-

pending on the individual’s route. Once the investment

for new equipment cannot be made a check on collec-

tions should be made. New machines today cannot be

bought, installed and operated on the same basis as they

were ten years ago. But many operators continue to do

this while paying the higher price for equipment. A
60-40 commission arrangement is closer to reality today

than the 50-50 proposition of years gone by. Front

money guarantees with a minimum, secured location con-

tracts perhaps based on sensible bonus arrangements with

a realistic loan, make new equipment purchases possible.

And there is no question that periodic additions of new

models are the life-blood of any route.

But to abuse the one factor which makes all of this

possible, is to cut away your business lifeline credit.

To overextend hurts everyone concerned, especially the

operator. To limit the investment in new equipment, re-

frain from every loan-bonus deal, and refuse to work

toward a more equitable location commission arrange-

ment is suicide. The business man must learn to walk the

straight and narrow

.

Soft Drink Sales In Cans Up 41% To New High

Continental Can Increase Prices By 1%
NEW YORK—Reflecting consumers’
increasing demand for convenience
packaging, more soft drinks will be
poured out of tinned-steel cans this
year than ever before to bring cans
their biggest share yet of the car-
bonated beverage market.

Reports reaching American Iron
and Steel Institute indicate that at
least 41 per cent more soft drinks
will be sold in cans in 1962 than in

1961, when millions of Americans con-
sumed 1.2 billion cans of their fav-
orite brands, it was announced today
by Richard E. Paret, assistant vice
president.
“More and more retailers report

consumers choosing soft drinks in

cans because of their advantages

disposability, safety, compactness,
lightweight and quick-chilling,” Mr.
Paret said.

Translated into units, figures to
date show that almost 1.7 billion cans
of soft drinks will be marketed this
year. This will account for about 4.7
per cent of the total 35.5 billion can-
bottle market.

Background Music Shown
To Improve Job Performance
NEW YORK—The results of a survey

conducted by the University of Illinois,

in Urbana, show that background
music improves the performance by in-

dividuals of simple and monotonous
jobs. It was estimated also that ap-

proximately 20,000 business firms in

the U.S. use background music sys-

tems.

Despite the size and scope of this

field very little research has been done
to provide a factual report on its effec-

tiveness. Because of this lack, Illinois

professors carried out an actual ex-

periment to test the performance of

individuals at simple tasks. The proj-

ect involved freshman students, both

men and women.
