
HOW LOW CAN YOU GO; As far as “Limbo Rock” is concerned, there is no lower number. This week it went from #2 down to #1 while passing the

1,300,000 sales mark. For Chubby Checker it’s another feather in the cap of the young lad who has become the “Dean of Teen Dance.” Just as his

“Twist” single and LP’s played a major role in establishing that dance craze earlier in the year, his “Limho” single and “Limbo Party” LP (#35 in

its first week on the LP best seller list) are establishing a new fad which the performer demonstrates above. With requests for more Limbo merchan-

dise gaining steadily, Cameo/Parkway is scheduling the release of another CC album called “Let’s Limbo Some More.” It was also just announced that

Bernie Lowe, president of the rapidly growing Cameo/Parkway Corporation, has signed Chubby to a new five-year contract with the label.
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It was another wild and exciting

record year with the ever-inventive

record industry minds continuing

to turn out new and refreshing

ideas.

In records as well as in govern-

ment, ’62 was the year of J.F.K.

Cadence pulled the coup of the year

with its Vaughn Meader recording

of “The First Family” by coming
up with the fastest selling LP of all

time. Further evidence that comedy
albums didn’t die was the surprise

smash thru of Allan Sherman’s WB
LP, “My Son, The Folk Singer.”

It was the first year since rock
and roll music came on the scene

that everyone agreed rock and roll

can last.

1962 saw American recordings

continue to do very well abroad.

And the international market gave
the U.S. such “new” names as Bilk,

Ball, Fabric, Ifield, the Tornadoes
and many others.

A few other new names came to

the fore in ’62 : Bossa Nova, Mashed
Potatoes, Watusi, Locomotion. And
oddly enough, the Madison became
a big thing in Europe this year. The
year is closing with the Limbo as

the big new dance and who else but
Chubby Checker, who twisted up
things earlier in the year, could be

responsible.

There was considerably less cry-

ing about single sales through most

of this year as compared with last.

And considering that in ’61 the

record industry went over the half-

bilhon dollar mark for the first

time, results of 1962’s dollar vol-

ume should be interesting.

It was also a big year for a talent

most deserving of vast popularity

:

Ray Charles. Not only did he carry

the industry for a few months, but

he may have done more for country

music than any country personal-

ity. It was also a big year for Henry
Mancini, “Moon River,” the “Duke
Of Earl,” “Sherry,” the Four Sea-

sons, “West Side Story,” “The
Stripper,” Elvis Presley, “The Lion
Sleeps Tonight,” an A-rab named
A-hab, Nat “King” Cole, Peter,

Paul, Mary, Joan Baez and a very

gifted youngster who developed

into a big teen favorite. Burl Ives.

’62 was a year in which indie

producers had a field day, as did

a few prominent surgeons, Drs.

Kildare and Casey.

It was the year in which “My
Fair Lady” closed.

It was also the year in which
Cameo Records became the first

record company to go on a major
stock exchange in decades. MCA
took corporate control of Decca
Records. In another area, distribu-

tors took over control ofARMADA.
Congress saw fit in 1962 to pass an
anti-bootlegging bill and the one-

stops saw a need for forming an
association of their own.

It was a year which saw female

vocal groups and female soloists

bite off a bigger share of the sales

volume and it was also a year in

which Cash Box turned out the in-

dustry’s biggest issue, the 34B page
World Wide Directory.

CHICAGO—Mercury Records prexy
Irving B. Green has left for meetings
in Baarn, Holland and Hamburg,
Germany with top execs of Philips
Phonographic Industries and Deutsche
Grammophon Gesellschaft to help
“define” the relationship of the three
organizations for 1963.
A meeting of the combined plan-

ning executive committee will discuss
forthcoming product for all labels

supplied by the three participating
organizations.

In Baam last week (11, 12), Green
discussed pop product with Dr. Wal-
ter Betcke, director of Deutsche
Grammophon Gesellschaft, and Hans
Voight, also of DGG; Les Gould, rep-
resenting Philips of England; Tony
van de Haar, representing Philips of
Baarn, and Will Langenberg, presi-

dent of Philips Phonographic Indus-
tries.

Classical product was the main sub-
ject of discussion Dec. 13 and 14 at a
meet in Hamburg, attended by
Green; T. Haertel, president of DGG;
Frau Professor Schiller of DGG; Mr.
Gould; Mr. Langenberg; George Mey-
erstein, president of Philips Phono-
graphique Societe of France; and
John MacLeod, coordinator of classi-

cal product for Philips and DGG.
Following the meet. Green moved

over to Paris to meet with Fontana
label artist Nana Mouskouri and
Philips label artist Charles Brassens,

both of whom are the featured holi-

day season artists at the Olvmpia in

Paris. He will make arrangements for

Miss Mouskouri’s performing and re-

cording trip to the United States for

1963.

In Paris, Green will also meet with

Philips label artists Johnny Hallyday
and Juliette Greco, and will examine
new European production and record-

ing techniques.

Green will close his trip with a

visit to London to make arrange-

ments for a forthcoming United

States trip for The Springfields.

Philips’ folk singing group, and for

Roy Castle, another Philips artist.

XEW YORK—The following is a
statement by Goddard Lieberson,
president of Columbia Records, sum-
ming up the label’s operations in ’62,

spotlighted by a 16% increase in total

sales volume.

1962, the most successful twelve
months in the history of Columbia
Records, marked the fourth consecu-

tive year in which the Division fur-

thered its sales leadeship of the

phonograph record industry. Achiev-
ing an increase of more than 16% in

total sales volume, the Division also

bi’oadened greatly its manufacturing,
distribution and recording facilities,

added major recording artists to a

roster unparalleled within the indus-

try, and introduced the CBS label

overseas in a large-scale program to

increase development of international

record markets.

Hits

Combined sales for the Motion Pic-

ture Soundtrack LP and the Original

Broadway Cast LP of “West Side

Story” were over 2,500,000 copies.

Both albums won Gold Records for

composers Leonard Bernstein and
Stephen Sondheim—the first time
that a score had achieved Gold Rec-

ords for the Soundtrack and Broad-
way Cast versions on the same record

label.

Irving Berlin’s new musical, “Mr.
President,” which opened with one of

the largest box office advances in the

history of the Broadway theatre, was
recorded by Columbia and became an
immediate best seller.

The Division also awarded Gold
Records to the composers of two other

Broadway Original Cast LP’s: Alan
Jay Lerner and Frederick Loewe for

UA's Krim: Top Gross In '62

NEW YORK—United Artists Corp.

expects 1962 to be its highest grossing

year, with new peaks to be achieved

for the coming three years.

Rosy outlook for the pic firm, par-

ent company of the UA label, came
last week from Arthur Krim, presi-

dent. Total revenue last year was a

record $112,717,000, while the net was
$4,042,000, or $2.34 a share. Krim
said it was too early to size-up this

year’s profit picture.

For the first nine months of this

year, UA reported a profit of $3,103,-

000, or $1.78 a share, up from $3,-

014,000, or $1.73 a share. Gross for

the period was $91,500,000, compared
with $85,300,000 the year before.

UA has more than 40 flicks set for

release during the next three years.

“Camelot”; Richard Rodgers and the

late Oscar Hammerstein II for

“Flower Drum Song.” Columbia has
won six of the seven Gold Records
for Original Broadway Cast LP’s
with sales in excess of $1,000,000.

Another major album hit was the
Motion Picture Soundtrack of Billy

Rose’s “Jumbo,” starring Doris Day.
Mitch Miller won ten Gold Records

for his “Sing Along” series—the

greatest number of Gold Records ever

presented to an individual for LP
sales.

New artists who developed into ma-
jor record best sellers in 1962 were;

Claude King; and Broadway star

Robert Goulet. Other Columbia re-

Classical Music
Extending the Division’s sales lead-

ership to cover all categories of re-

corded music, Columbia Masterworks’
releases attained pre-eminence in

1962 for the first time in the classical

LP market. The Philadelphia Orches-

tra under the direction of Eugene
Ormandy became the first symphonic
group to sell over 1,000,000 LP’s in

a period of one year and one album,

“The Glorious Sound of Christmas,”

was the fastest selling classical album
in the history of the industry.

Leonard Bernstein and the New
York Philharmonic, also major Mas-
terworks best sellers, released a num-
ber of distinguished new recordings

including the first LP to be made at

Lincoln Center’s new Philharmonic

Hall, a performance of Brahms’ Sec-

ond Symphony. A deluxe two-record

album, “The Opening of Lincoln Cen-

ter,” was released as a notable addi-

tion to Columbia’s acclaimed Legacy
Series.

And the most successful exponents of the
dance are the Dovells. On this lively, high-powered
Parkway disk the group dishes a dozen popular
items in the contagious style of the hully gully.
Top-flight tracks include “Hully Gully Baby,” the
group’s recent chart-rider, “Cheat” and “Why
Not You.” LP should reach the charts in no time
flat.

“DION SINGS LOVE CAME TO ME”—Laurie
LLP 2015
Dion, who has turned out a phenomenal number
of chart-riding singles and LP’s during the past
four years, comes up with another blockbuster in
“Love Came To Me,” after which this album was
tagged. This solid package of ballads and up-
tempo items is sure to go the same success route
as his earlier offerings and make the charts in
short order. In addition to the title tune, the
waller includes sock renditions of “Little Girl,”
“Kissin’ Game” and “Little Miss Blue.” The song-
ster’s loyal following should come out in droves
for this one.

“THE VENTURES PLAY TELSTAR, THE
LONELY BULL”—Dolton BST 8019
The Ventures, who have captured a bag full of
chart laurels for their singles and other LP’s un-
leash their instrumental artistry on a swingin’
collection of current and near recent best-sellers.
None of the original flavor is lost as the boys re-
tain similar instrumentation on each number.
Their first-rate renditions of “Telstar,” “The
Lonely Bull,” “Green Onions” and “Last Night”
could very well send the disk up the chartsville
road.

“LITTLE ME”—Original Cast—RCA Victor LOC
1078
Though critics paid little attention to the score of
“Little Me” in their general acclaim for the mu-
sical that brings Sid Caesar back to Broadway,
a few hearings of Victor’s fine cast LP leads one
to the happy conclusion that Cy Coleman has con-
tributed a bevy of engaging tunes. And his fre-
quent collaborator, lyricist Carolyn Leigh (they
did the underrated score for “Wildcat,” also a
Victor caster), again proves she’s no slouch at a
well-turned rhyme. Best numbers are the title

tune, “The Other Side of the Tracks,” “I’ve Got
Your Number,” “Real Live Girl,” “Here’s To Us”
and “Be a Performer!” which looks like the next
big salute to show-business.

“CONNIE FRANCIS SINGS MODERN ITALIAN
HITS”—MGM E 4102
The lark has earned many laurels in the past and
this package of contemporary Italian hits, seems
sure to pull loads of loot. Connie’s wide-range,
distinctive vocal talents are aptly suited to a fine
warm batch of ballads and uptempo items. Best
tracks here include “A1 Di La,” “Come Prima”
and “Quando Quando Quando.” One of the best
sets that the thrush has cut to date.

“RELEASE ME”—“Little” Esther Phillips—
Lenox LX 227
“Little” Esther, who is currently riding high on
the charts with “Release Me,” tags this premiere
LP outing after the biggie and includes ten other
country items. The lark has a first-rate, wide-
range blues style, which after the style of Ray
Charles, is perfectly suited to the country idiom.
Best listening bets here include “I Really Don’t
Want To Know,” “Why Should We Try Any-
more” and “I’ll Fight The World.” Package seems
destined to pull loads of coin.

“THE UNTOUCHABLE SOUND OF THE BILL
BLACK COMBO”—Hi HL 12009
The exciting sounds and rhythms that emanate
from the artistry of the Bill Black Combo have
made this aggregation one of the best selling in-

strumental groups in the country. The orkster,
who recently scored with “So What” and “Night
Train,” could strike pay dirt with his latest
“Joey’s Song,” all of which are included on this
LP. The saxman’s record of hits and his versa-
tility as a musician should spark plenty of sales
for the disk.
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“DESAFINADO”—Pat Thomas—MGM E4103
Pat Thomas, superbly backed by Lalo Schifrin,

showcases her top-drawer vocal talent on this

program of bossa nova from MGM. The lark’s

delivery of these tunes reflects an infectious qual-

ity sparked by her attention to melody and deft
phrasing. Excellent bands here are “Desaflnado,”
“Recardo Bossa Nova” and “Samba De Orfeu.”
This thrush seems destined to be a big name in

the biz and this premier LP effort should win her
flocks of admirers.

“HALF-PAST WEDNESDAY—THE NEW MU-
SICAL VERSION OF RUMPELSTILTSKIN”—
Various Artists—Columbia CL 1917
The delightfully entertaining tale, “Rumpelstilt-
skin” has been beguiling the younger set for
generations, and this musical version by Robert
Colby, Nita Jonas and Anna Marie Barlow is

equally bewitching. The imaginative powers of

the brothers Grimm are enhanced by this spright-
ly and melodic score which is capably performed
by Dom DeLuise, Sean Garrison, Audre Johnston,
Robert Fitch and David Winters. The show had
a successful off-Broadway run, and this excellent
Columbia disk should become a strong catalog
item. Choice Xmas LP.

“TRIBUTE TO UNCLE RAY”—Little Steve
Wonder—Tamla 232
Stevie Wonder pays a fine musical tribute to Ray
Charles on this soulful collection of tunes associ-
ated with the Genius. The young songster does
attempt to imitate Charles, instead he showcases
his own distinctive blues singing style on each of
the ten songs. The artist’s sincerity and poise
carries him in good stead on “Hallelujah I Love
Her So,” “Ain’t That Love” and “Mary Ann.”
Album should rack up healthy sales in the r&b
markets.

“THE UNFORGETTABLE GUITAR OF HANK
GARLAND”—Columbia CL 1913
The country-jazz guitarist directs his talents at a
bag of jazz oriented items for this Columbia
session. Equally at home in both musical areas.
Garland displays feelings of depth and sincerity
in his handling of these tunes. He launches the
session with a free-flowing arrangement of “(Tell
Me) What Am I To Do?” and includes topnotch
versions of “You’re Here Again” and “Rainy Aft-
ernoon.” Garland fans will surely want this one.

*EL DEBKE”—Naif Agby—Audio Fidelity AFSD
5980
All the nuances of the quarter-tone scale are
skillfully explored by Naif Agby and his ork on
this interesting disk of Middle Eastern selections
from Audio Fidelity. Although the music sounds
strange to western listeners, the crew performs
so tastefully that even the most discerning record
buyers will be caught up in the contagious spirit.

The band shines on “Mawal,” “Sourtak” and “Haji
Teoulli.”

“BAND CONCERT”—Roland Shaw—Richmond
RPS 39012
The Roland Shaw Band and Orchestra step out
smartly in a program, of exciting march music on
this Richmond Percussive Stereo disk. Lots of
listening pleasure for stereophiles as the band
gives to each marching song a double arrange-
ment, first the legitimate marching beat and then
a big swing band treatment. Big, bold and brassy
is the theme here as the boys read “The Washing-
ton Post,” “Colonel Bogey” and “Stars and Stripes
Forever” with telling effect. Potent stereo disk.

“TROMBONE JAZZ SAMBA” — Bob Brook-
meyer—Verve V8498
Following closely on the heels of the efforts of
his colleagues Stan Getz and Charlie Byrd, trom-
bonist Bob Brookmeyer does his bit for the bossa
nova on this quality package from Verve. The slip
horn player keeps some talented company here in
the persons of (jary McFarland (he conducted the
Stan Getz Big Band Bossa Nova session), Jose
Paulo and Jim Hall. Spontaneous and free-flow-
ing melodic improvisations are subtly fused with
the Latin idiom and make for some highly pleas-
urable listening as evidenced in Brookmeyer’s
treatment of “Samba De Orfeu,” “Manha De Car-
nival” and “A Felicidade.” Eye this one for strong
sales action.

“ORNETTE ON TENOR”—Ornette Coleman—
Atlantic 1394
One of the most exicting things about jazz stars
is their constant desire to change and perfect
their art. Ornette Coleman is just an innovator.
On this free-flowing Atlantic set he departs from
his accustomed alto and showcases a superb, pro-
fessional understanding of the tenor sax. Cole-
man’s highly personal, rhythmic soul style of jazz
is aptly suited to the tenor as evidenced on “Cross
Breeding,” “Mapa” and “Eos.” All of the artist’s
many fans should come out in force for the
package.

“DOWN TO EARTH”—Freddie Roach—Blue
Note 4113
Freddie Roach offers proof-positive of his intri-

cate understanding of the organ on this excellent
teaming up with Percy France (tenor sax), Kenny
Burrell (guitar), and Clarence Johnston (drums).
Although this is strictly Freddie’s show, all the
members of the crew get a chance to showcase
their individual talents on a fine group of Roach
originals (with the exception of the Henry Man-
cini-penned “Lujon”). Best bets here include “De
Bug,” “More Mileage” and “Lion Down.” One of
the best albums that the organist has cut to date.

“STITT MEETS BROTHER JACK”—Sonny Stitt,

Jack McDuff—Prestige 7244
The wax teaming up of tenor saxist Sonny Stitt
and organist Jack McDuff makes for a thoroughly
enjoyable easy-on-the-ears experience in jazz.
Stitt’s melodic-orientation coupled with a force-
ful, rhythmic drive perfectly compliments Mc-
Duff’s propulsive, expressive keyboard technique.
With fine guitar, drums and conga backing the
two swing professionally on “All Of Me,” “Time
After Time” and “When Sonny Gets Blue.”

“SUDDENLY THE BLUES”—Leo Wright^At-
lantic 1393
Here’s a top-flight jazz disk featuring Leo Wright
on flute and alto sax. The artist evidences a com-
plete mastery of both instruments as he goes
through his musical paces with taste and verve.
Wright puts all his emphasis on simplicity and
organization and the set comes off as a fine lis-

tenable experience. With a suitable backing from
Kenny Burrell on guitar and Rudy Collins on
drums the jazzman swings on “Greensleeves,”
“Tali” and “Willow Weep For Me.”

Columbia Begins Work On

Sixth Pressing Piant
NEW YORK — Columbia Records
held ground-breaking ceremonies last

week in Santa Maria, Calif., on the

site of its sixth record manufacturing
plant, called the largest to be con-

structed in the west. Goddard Lieber-

son, president of Columbia, termed
the new Santa Maria facility “the

world’s most modern photograph rec-

ord manufacturing operation.”

Designed by William L. Pereira &
Associates, the Santa Maria plant

will be constructed by Maino Con-
struction Co., of San Luis Obispo,

Calif. The main building, which in-

cludes 175,000 square feet of space,

is scheduled for completion in July,

1963.

The Santa Maria facility will also

serve as a fulfillment center for the

Columbia Record Club, the world’s

largest mail order operation.

Andrew Schrade, vice president of

west coast operations for Columbia,
led a delegation of Columbia execs

who participated with Santa Maria’s
civic leaders at the ground-breaking
ceremonies.

Columbia currently operates manu-
facturing facilities in Pitman, New
Jersey; Terre Haute, Indiana;

Bridgeport, Connecticut and Holly-

wood, California. The Pitman plant,

considered the world’s largest manu-
facturing operation, was opened in

May, 1961. The Terre Haute plant, a

major manufacturing facility as well

as the primary fulfillment center of

the Columbia Record Club, completed
its newest expansion program in Nov.,

1961, opening a new wing of more
than 58,000 square feet.

For most of 1962, Columbia’s manu-
facturing facilities have operated at

virtual capacity, with a production of

over 105,000,000 records.

work with the FTC for the establish-

ment of industry guide lines and
rules. Members of the committee are
Heilicher, Kaplan, Harry Schwartz
and Bill Schochet. It was pointed out
that hearings may be held shortly
after a trade conference is set—and
the committee will be required to be
ready for action at a moment’s notice.

Optimism over the results of an FTC
trade conference was high. Mort
Gorelick, of the law firm of Steinberg,

Steinbrook, Lavine & Gorelick, stated

such a conference could lead to a set

of industry standards and a ruling

making transshipping illegal. He ad-

vised proceeding on the basis of the

Robinson-Patman Act and seeking

clear definitions of the functions and
status of rack jobbers, one stops etc.,

and proper discounts applicable to

those facets of the industry.

Norman Katz, attorney for John
Kaplan, gave an additional legal

analysis of transshipping and other

problems and the FTC’s application

thereto.

2) Direct Shipping: In order to im-

plement its stand against direct ship-

ping, the board voted to urge all

ARMADA members to report all in-

stances of such unethical practices.

Paul Ackerman, executive secretary,

will intervene at the manufacturing
level. It is further planned to pub-

licize as much as possible such in-

stances of bypassing and undermin-
ing the distrib. It was the opinion

of many board members that some
manufacturers, while anxious to give

lip service to the theory of distrib

protection, were swayed by the lure

of quick volume via racks. “We won’t

tolerate it” was the consensus of the

board.

3) Singles and Free Goods: The
board voted in favor of a more realis-

tic, downward revision of distributor

and dealer cost on singles, coupled

with the elimination of free merchan-
dise. A 79('- list price was recom-

mended. It was the general opinion

that in today’s record business, free-

bies do not make a record; that they

encourage transshipping, and that re-

leased product will be of hio’her qual-

ity if the abolition of freebies and a

lower price are brought about.

4) Equitable Contractual Arrange- !

ments: The board adopted a resolu- I

tion stating that in the event a manu-
facturer pulled a line, the distrib

must be cleaned out and paid. Full
payment by the manufacturer shall

constitute a release from one to the
other. In the event a distrib owes a
manufacturer money after a change
in distributorship, the distributor
must meet his obligations. A new
distributor, in turn, must assume ob
ligations to dealers.

In connection with distrib-manufac-

turer relations. Bill Schochet was ap-

pointed to make a study of this and

draw up a proposed guide spelling out

normal distrib and manufacturer ob-

ligations. It was further proposed

that infractions of ethical manufac-
turer-distributor relationships be re-

ported to the board and executive

secretary and publicized.

5) Excessive loading: The board

voted to urge manufacturers to dis-

continue the practice of allocation

quotas with additional percentage in-

centives. Such practice often placed

the distrib in the position where he is

encouraged to transship—sometimes

out of fear of losing the line.

6) Preferential Discounts: A re-

solution was adopted against prefer-

ential treatment from manufacturer

to distrib’s accounts. Manufacturers

are urged to desist from such un-

ethical practices in order to create a

more equitable condition and stimu-

late competition at the retail level.

7) The board voted in favor of a

10 percent overall return privilege on

product—singles and albums, plus 100

percent exchange on cutouts, 100 per-

cent exchange on defective product,

and 100 percent return on allocations.

The board also recommended that

manufacturers place proper identifica-

tion on the front, back and spine of

album sleeves to indicate whether the

disk is mono or stereo.

It was also agreed that the organi-

zation would publish a pamphlet, A
Guide To Better Selling, to aid re-

tail merchants. This would include

merchandising ideas, cuts of fixtures,

store layouts, etc. Lou Shapiro, Secre-

tary-Treasurer of SORD, will coop-

erate with ARMADA on this.

Apart from the closed sessions of

the board, the Detroit meeting af-

forded opportunity for informal dis-

cussions between board members and
representatives of the dealer, manu-
facturer and one stop segments of the

industry. Jerry Wexler, vice-president
of Atlantic, urged the distribs to
“show some starch and stick with
your lines .... and we will go all the
way with you.” But Wexler cautioned
against the neglect of catalog lines
when a distrib picks up a quick one-
shot label which is likelv to be for-
gotten after some initial chart action.
Lenny Sachs, Atlantic sales chief,

reaffirmed the label’s faith in dis-
tribution and the future of the record

business. He noted its growing vol-

ume, but pointed out that growth
brings its complexities which must
be surmounted in order to achieve a

working and profitable relationship

among all industry segments.
Kenny Myers of Mercury explored

areas of manufacturer-distributor co-

operation, and ARMADA commended
Mercury for the establishment of an
advisory council to solve problems.

Andy Anderson, president of SORD
(Society of Record Dealers) and Lou
Shapiro, executive secretary, referred

to the disk industry as the “vinyl

jungle” and presented his views on
stabilizing conditions. One of his key
suggestions was that the price of al-

bum product—whether stereo, mono,
show or pop packages—all be lowered
to $2.98 list. He urged a code of ethi-

cal practices and many specifics which
the board took under advisement.

Irv Perlman, president of the

Record One Stop Association, also

presented his views; but distribs

present, notably Irwin Fink, ques-

tioned him closely, pointing out that

one stops did no promotion, did not

buy catalog, had a protected inven-

tory—and, nevertheless, were seek-

ing a better singles price.

Finally, the board initiated plajis

for the next annual ARMADA con-

vention. It will be held in July, prob-

bly between the 15th and 25th, with

the specific hotel still to be chosen.

Chicago was selected because its

geographical location facilitates the

best possible attendance. It is in-

tended that the convention be strictly

a business affair, with manufacturers

(associate members) cooperating by
holding their meetings at the same
time.

International Activities

The CBS Record label was intro-

duced overseas as the beginning of a

major program to increase the inter-

national distribution of domestic rep-

ertoire. The CBS label will also offer

greater opportunities for local record-

ing within other countries.

Excellent sales were reported by the

Division’s wholly-owned subsidiaries

in Argentina, Australia, Brazil, Can-

ada, and Mexico.

A new recording studio was con-

structed in Buenos Aires, a major ad-

dition to the facilities available for

the important Latin American record

market. The Division also operates

studios in Rio deJaniero and Mexico

City.

cool Brazilian variety that makes a

masterpiece of understatement,” ex-

plains Frey.

Frey agreed that the bill, including

Brazilian and American musicians,

was too crowded (concert turned out

to be a 3% hour event), but he offers

this:defense: “It wasn’t until the last

minute that the bulk of the Brazilians

participating in the show decided to

come to New York . . . the problem

at this point was should we keep these

people from participating in the show,

especially since some of them had

gone heavily into debt and some whom
had, in fact, bought their air tickets

on time, or should we allow them to

participate. Frankly, we did not have

the heart to turn them down.”

Frey says that the concert was

faced with a problem of change of

microphone situation with “these peo-

ple who sing softly and play softly no

fewer than 19 times, from soloist to

orchestras.”

A.M.E. includes Seville Records in the U.S. New releases due
shortly from Chateau include early January releases from newcomer, Gerry
Martin, a Toronto boy, and from Art Snider, himself, with his orchestra and
The Anita Kerr Singers. Martin’s pairing is “Shake—A Take—A” and “Ex-
change Student,” while Art figures the strong side of his first outing for his
own label will be a tune called “Just A Simple Cliche.” The new partnership
will strengthen Chateau on the Intemational scale as its products now will
have U.S. distribution through London.

“Is
It Wrong,” Ray’s latest on Quality, is stirring up considerable sales action in
both Toronto and Ottawa and seems headed for a big sales run in both this
country and the U.S. Leading the way on the Peterson Bandwagon is CKOY-
Ottawa deejay. Dean Hagopian, who reportedly broke the “Is It Wrong” side
first in Canada and has had Ray as a guest on several of his shows recently.
In the revival department for Ray of late is his one time biggie, “You Thrill
Me.” Mark Valentino, he of “Push And Kick” fame visited Toronto (11/30). He
appeared on Channel 11 Dance Party in Hamilton and was very well received
by the youngsters attending the show. His single is well up on all Canadian
charts reports Quality’s Stan Dorling, and a new album by the artist is set for
release shortly.
Two Canadian artists have American releases breaking currently, both items

on FYatemity. They’re released in this country on Barry, picked up by (Quality
for that label from their American associate. Artists in question are Toronto-
born Max Falcon with a tune called “I Thought I Heard You Calling My
Name.” The other item is by a gal vocalist, Flo Ann Brown, who hails from
Truro, N. S. Flo Ann is curerntly living in Toronto. Her plug side, also on
Barry, is the Hank Thompson song, “Yesterday’s Girl.”

Presenting the Hit Parade of 1962 will be the biggest line up of British
disk stars ever to appear on the show including Cliff Richard, The Shadows,
Helen Shapiro, Kenny Ball, Frank Ifield, Ronnie Carroll, Karl Denver, Craig
Douglas, Petula Clark. This is one of television’s most popular shows with a
weekly viewing audience exceeding 13 million viewers.

“Pastures Of Plenty,” much recorded in the States as an LP track by such
artists as The Kingston Trio, The Limeliters and The Brothers Four, now gets
a single release by Karl Denver on Decca published by David Platz of Essex
Music, who hopes for another “Wimoweh.” A new version of “Jingle Bell Rock”
by Chubby Checker and Bobby Rydell on Cameo-Parkway released here by
Pye is another Essex copyright. Incidentally, Essex Music becomes one of the
first British publishing houses to adopt a mechanical accounting system in-

volving the use of computers for calculating royalties etc.

The Robert Mellin group of companies have a current American hit “Tell

Him” by The Exciters on United Artists and Ed Townsend on Liberty.

Replacing the regular “Sunday Night At The London Palladium” TV show
over the Christmas period are two star Spectaculars. The Roy Castle Show on
December 16th and “Quince’s Quest” starring Tommy Steele on December 23rd.

“Mr. Acker Bilk Requests” is the title of a new weekly series on BBC sound
radio to be hosted by the top clarinetist and band leader. Starting on Decem-
ber 17th the series which runs until March 1963 is scripted by Peter Leslie.

Guests already invited are jazzists Humphrey Lyttleton, Terry Lightfoot and
Beryl Bryden.

An informal cocktail party was hosted at the Dorchester Hotel recently by
Leon Brettler and A1 Gallico, vice president and general manager of Shapiro,
Bernstein.

Quayle and Pamela Brown; “Cymbeline” with Jeremy Brett and Claire Bloom
and “As You Like It” starring Vanessa Redgrave.

Some prominent record company and distrib executives have been in touch
with Cash Box expressing grave concern over the matter of some distribs and
record companies putting large batches of “consignment stocks” of albums
onto dealers’ shelves. Some companies have been functioning on a “consign-
ment” policy on a small scale for quite a while but reports have now reached
Cash Box here that the practice is being expanded to the stage where it has
become a definite problem to the trade in general. One prominent dealer wh6
has been in the business for more than twenty years is so concerned about the
present position that he is seriously considering quitting the trade; he main-
tains that these consignment deals are damaging to the dealer who has a large
capital investment in regular stock. It is almost certain that the Association
of Australian Record Manufacturers will discuss “consignment stocks” at a
meeting in the near future. The Association usually is not keen to enter into
discussion on matters of domestic importance to individual member companies
but takes a definite interest if such matters are likely to develop to the stage
where they affect the entire industry.
Connie “Cricket” Stevens is now in Australia for an engagement at a hotel

in Sydney which has embarked on a policy of using prominent-name imported
talent on its floor shows. Connie is well known throughout Australia as a
result of her appearances in the TV series “Hawaiian Eye” and her various
disks which are released in this country on the Warner Bros, label through
Australian Record Company.
Now that the worldwide Philips organization has taken over the Mercury

catalog in this territory, it has re-issued several singles that have already
been released on Mercury while under its previous control. Among them are
“Black Cloud” by Leroy Van Dyke and “Don’t Go Near The Indians” by Rex
Allen.
During the next few months the album field is likely to be dominated by the

two hottest sets in the United States today—“My Son The Folk Singer” and
“The First Family” which are both released in this country. First out was
Allan Sherman’s hilarious package “My Son The Folk Singer,” which is re-
ceiving tremendous airplay and should get immediate action. Following close

behind with strong competition is the equally entertaining album “The First
Family” by Vaughan Meader. Packages such as these can do a power of good
for the entire record industry and are sure to be warmly welcomed by dealers
and consumers alike.

Two versions of the current American chartrider “A Little Bit Now” are
now available. One is a local production on the W&G label by The Thin Men
and the other is on London by The Majors.

Billy Eckstine is currently in Australia appearing at a night club in Sydney
with his pianist Buddy Tucker—they will remain in this county untB Christ-

mas Eve. 'I^is is Eckstine’s third visit to Australia, both previous times per-
forming in Melbourne.

Getting stacks of pre-Christmas airplay is the Bobby Pickett side of

“Monster’s Holiday.” This could be a great holiday season click for Pickett,

who is current on our chart with “Monster Mash.”
Festival Records has a single doing the turntable rounds in a big way which

looks a certainty to break our best-seller chart soon. It features Roger Roger
& His Orchestra and the side kicking up the big noise is “Dahlia”—^it’s al-

ready showing out well on charts from several territories.
_W&G Records reports good progress with a batch of singles that include

“From A Jack To A King” by Ned Miller; “A Little Bit Now” by The Thin
Men; “Go Tiger Go” by Guy Mitchell; “It’s Over Now” and “Darling” by
Dorothy Baker; a trad version of “The Longest Day” by Frank Traynor’s Jazz
Preachers; “The Rocket Man” by The Spotnicks and “^e Infant King” by
Tony Raymond—the latter two disks being from the Oriole label in England.

Tante Leen (Auntie Leen), a popular Flemish crooner has just done a

Bett”; Frank Ifield with “Lovesick Blues” (presently nr. one in England); Nat
Cole (Capitol) with “Dear Lonely Hearts”; Les Chats Sauvages with “Sherry”
(Path6) and Freddy Cannon (Stateside) with “If You Were A Rock And Roll

Record.” Shortly the original version of “The Lonely Bull,” also for State-
side, will be available over here.
A few weeks ago, this corner expressed by surprise about the fact that

Frank Ifield’s “I Remember You” had not proved such a great success in Bel-
guim as it has been and still is in a lot of other countries. Chapell Music pub-
lishers has replied that “I Remember You” has been broadcast very often and
that sales weren’t bad at all. I maintain that if this number has not been as
successful in this country as elsewhere it must be attributed to the fact that
taste differs between a Belgian and an Ango-Saxon audience.

Hot off the press, the latest EP “Non Monsieur” by the Los Machucambos
trio is already heading for a successful career. The trio sings in French for the
first time. Fonior was right by predicting a favorable course for “Let’s Dance”
by the 17-year-old crooner Chris Montez. It looks like a bestseller. “Telstar”
by The Tornadoes is soaring like a rocket toward the top of the hit parade.
“Loco-motion” by Little Eva is still selling well.

Shortly, the Chanteclair Trio will do another recording under nr. 450,900.
This ensemble has once won a Grand Prix de I’Humour granted by the
Academie du Disque Frangais and the Francis Carco award.

Socodisc tell us “Desafinado” by Stan Getz and Charlie Byrd (Verve) is

doing great. Ella Fitzgerald (also Verve) is crashing through to the top with
her single “Stardust Bossa Nova” and “Desafinado.” A new Caravelli record
has shown up with “Dites-le Avec Caravelli” and others.
The big event by Polydor is the issue by Franky Bodet “Hop Hop Ander-

lecht,” which is a song to the glory of the successful Belgian football team.
The same Franky Bodet with the orchestra of Oscar Denayer took care of a
fantastic holidays atmosphere writh “Op Schok.”
The bestsellers of the week (Polydor): “Wenn Du Gehst Gondola d’Amore”

and “Violino Tzigano” by Connie Francis—“Keine Bange Kleine Liselotte” by
Freddy Quinn—“Violino Tzigano” by Helmut Zacharias—“Karawan” by Peter
Kraus and “The Longest Day” by John William.

Isabelle Aubret, winner of the Eurovision Festival 1962, makes her come-
back wnth a very strong song by Gilbert B^aud: “Crois-moi Ca Durera” (Be-
lieve Me, It Will Last) (Philips). Famous Nana Mouskouri (“White Roses Of
Athens”) did a very good French recording of her German success, “Einmal
Weht Der Sudwdnd Wieder” (Once The Southwind Will Blow Again) entitled:

“Joue Pour Moi lanakis” (Play For Me lanakis) (Fontana). A wonderful
“Desafinado” came out done by the one and only Rita Reys, accompanied by
the Trio of her husband. Pirn Jacobs.

Charlie Byrd’s “One Note Samba” (Riverside) is one of the current best
sellers and every member of the Polyjazz-club is very anxious to get this
recording. The “Incredible Jazz Guitar” of Wes Montgomery (Riverside) is a
recording very much asked for, as, the interest in the jazz guitar is increas-
ing enormously.

Henri Salvador, who has his own label “Salvador Records; which is renre-
sented by Polygram Records in Belgium, came out with a very good EP of
which his adaptation of “Mashed Potatoes,” entitled “Puree De Pommes De
Terre” does very well. Among the other items, figure his version of “Cherry”
and “Le Chercheur d’Or” CThe Golddigger). Soeur Sourire (Sister Smile)
(Philips) has recorded two more songs as to enable Mercury to launch a 12"
inch album on the American market and no doubt that the U.S. can expect
this release very soon.
Four weeks ago, Brussels saw “The Longest Day” picture; however last

Friday, it was Brussels “Longest Night” ever. During this night, organized by
Peter Plum, Belgian publisher of “Desafinado,” and a lot of other Bossa Novas,
all Brussels danced the Bossa Nova in the Scotch Club, owned bv Fefo Cap-
poni. A lot of personalities such as Mrs. Eddie Barclay (from Barclay Rec-
ords), Danyel Gerard (French “Speedy Gonzales”), Gilbert Marouani (French
publisher of “Desafinado”) and most of Belgium and Holland record-industry
personalities, came over for this occasion. Were also seen during this Bossa
night: Odile Versois and Perettc Pradier (French actresses), Philippe Washer
(Belgium’s first tennis player) etc. . . . All the press has spoken about this
fantastic night.

Recently Bovema’s Gramophonehouse welcomed charming Miss Rina Lod-

ders, from Haarlem, better known as the new “Miss World,” a title she won
a few weeks ago in the International Beauty-contest in London. Miss World
watched the new Imperial-recording being made by Imperial’s duo Koos Huis-
man, dedicated to her and entitled “Hurrah, Hurruh, Hurrah for Mother’s
Most Beautiful Baby.”

A whole bunch of Dutch artists disinterestedly contributed to Holland’s now
famous charity-24 hours (!) nonstop TV- and radioshow, which helped to

collect more than Dfls 16.000.000, for the establishment of a special village
for invalid and spastical children and thalidomide victims.

After the sensational success of His Master’s Voice’s Vera Lynn- recording
“Land of Hope and Glory,” the label again provides the December-market with
Vera’s version of “Holy City” (flipside “The Rosary”), in a special Xmas rush-
release. There’s also a new HMV-recording of The Quartette Enzo Gallo, avail-

able; titles: “Hong Kong”/“H Postinol.”

Capitol-Holland goes very well with its special December Ernie Ford-
repertoire, whereas LP’s by Bobby Darin (“Oh, Look at Me Now”) and The
Roger Wagner Chorale (“It Came Upon a Midnight Clear”) are among the
bestsellers. A special Bovema-dealer-seiwice worked continuously one recent
weekend to cope with a flood of rush-orders for the typical Dutch St. Nicholas-
festivities.

Bovema’s Stateside-label released items by Mel Taylor (“Big Bad Pogo”),
Freddy Cannon (“The Truth, Ruth”), Lester Young & the Kansas City Five
and Muggsy Spanier’s Ragtimers.

Dutch Philips takes the view that every hit musical staged in Holland
should be recorded in the Dutch version, Leo Boudewijns of L. C. Phonogram
informed us. This happened, of course, with “My Fair Lady,” of which nearly
50,000 LP’s have been sold in the course of its thirty months’ stage-produc-
tions. Of the new musical, “Free As -Air” by Dorothy Reynolds and Julian
Slade, translated in Dutch by Eli Asser, the newly released LP has met with
an excellent demand already, though unforeseen difficulties with the musical
itself made the performances end and be postponed for a while. Starring are
famous singers and comedians like Sylvain Poons, Rijk de Gooijen Dini de
Neef, Rov Milton, Ronnie Bierman, Hans Roskamp, Maria-Louise Been and
Louise Maertens.

John Coltrane played an excellent and sold-out concert in Amsterdam at the
Concertgebouw, December 1, Coltrane’s latest LP: “Coltrane Time,” on the
United Artists label, draws more attention than ever. Co-starring on the album
is trumpeter Kenny Dorham, also well-known and a favorite of modem beat-
twens in Holland.

“Bossa Nova finds its way in Holland,” Otto Vriezenberg of Phonogram
told us. “All previous releases on singles and EP’s are quite successful (most
of them original American material), so that carefully selected new Bossa
Nova recordings will certainly have good sales results.” Among the new
Phonogram-releases, are Quincy Jones’ “Desafinado” with “Samba De Uma
Nota So” on Mercury, a Bud Shank/Laurindo Almeida single: “Chore in A”
with “Carioca Hills” on Fontana, “La Bamba” and “San Antonio Rose” in
Bossa Nova style by The Fire Birds on Fontana and a Bossa Nova-EP by
Elek Bacsik’s Band, also on the Fontana-label.

Trumpet-Harry is the nom-de-disque for a very popular Dutch solo-trum-
peter, who recorded “The Lonely Bull” (El Solo Torro) and “Bali Song” for
the Philips-label, accompanied by Jack Bultermans Chorus and Orchestra.

In Philips’ “Favorieten Festival” single-series Anneke Gronloh’s “Home
Cookin’ ” with the Rivertown Dixieland Jazz Band, previously on LP, was
released, coupled with “Happy Days and Lonely Nights.” “Home Cookin’ ”

became one of Anneke’s greatest new stage-successes before she left Holland
for a 5 weeks’ tour thru Malaya.

Among the many Johnny Hallyday recordings, “Retiens La Nuit,” proved
to be one of his best-known songs in Holland. However, the song was released
on an EP only, so that teenagers wanted a single-release as well which was
brought out last week. The song, from the movie “Les Parisiennes,” is coupled
with “Sam’di Soir” from same film.

Denis Preston and Lionel Stevens, both from London, visited Milan and
Cash Box met them. First question they asked us was: “How is the Bossa Nova
going in Italy?”. We take this opportunity to give all readers a picture of Italy
Bossa Nova-wise. Twice this year, last Spring and then again at the end of
Summer, Enrique Lebendiger, the well known music publisher of South Amer-
ica, came to Milan and contacted a lot of people of our music industry to speak
to them of Bossa Nova with his personal, warm enthusisam. Meanwhile, news
on the Bossa Nova success in the States came through foreign trade papers.
The two sources of information made the Italian music industry aware of the
possible commercial meaning of Bossa Nova and record houses started arrang-
ing a lot of Bossa Nova numbers, either domestic or foreign. At that time,
the public did not yet know anything about it and ignored the word itself.

Later this Autumn, a troupe called “Jazz USA” came to Italy and guitarist
Charlie Byrd performed on Milan and Rome stages the Bossa Nova* So, first

to release the new South American “sound” in Italy were Enrique Lebendiger
and the exciting guitar of Charlie Byrd, whose concerts became a good op-
portunity for our national papers to speak of Bossa Nova, and the public at
large became acquainted with the new word, if not yet with the new music.
Incidentally, we can note that Bossa Nova is such a word, such a “sound of
word” that it possesses a catchy quality for the Italian language. At this mo-
ment, that’s the situation: record houses have ready for release or have already
released a lot of Bossa Nova numbers (we feel too many); the public, on their
part, read in the papers about Bossa Nova, but do not yet know the music, do
not yet buy the records, and—in one word—isn’t yet crazy for Bossa Nova at
all. Meanwhile, recoi’d houses go on increasing their already too rich catalogs
of Bossa Novas. So many records are expected to create a disturbing sense of
confusion in the mind of future record buyers, whose attention will be drawn
away from the very few best Bossa Nova waxings, such as that by Joao Gil-

berto.

When Tony Renis sang this year on the stage of San Remo his marvelous
“Quando Quando Quando,” the Italian audience voted it fourth. But as soon as
the festival ended, the situation was upset: the song voted number one, “Addio
Addio” by Domenico Modugno, died one week later and “Quando Quando
Quando” came up fast and over 1962 has sold some 400,000 copies and it has
not yet died. This Autumn, as in the past, our TV music contest Canzonissima
started its shows and at once “Quando Quando Quando” was voted number one
by the same audience. As an immediate result of its success on Canzonissima,
the record sales of “Quando Quando Quando” are coming up once again. 'Two
weeks ago, the number appeared 3 in Sweden, and 2 in Denmark, while in Fin-
land it was 8 in the version by Pat Boone.

Paul Anka has had a good year in Italy in 1962 with his best selling “Ogni
Giorno (Love Me Warm And Tender)” and the follow up, “Ogni Notte,” is

moving well, too. RCA Italiana is striving to create a new popular name with
a young girl of fifteen who got a certain success with “La Partita Di Pallone
(The Foot Ball Match)” and has been signed for a leading TV music show,
“Studio Uno.” Her name is Rita Pavone.

From Ricordi: “Ramblin’ Rose” by Nat Cole is reported starting to sell well.

Song “A1 Di La,” according to the composer Maestro Dondia, was waxed by
Frank Sinatra, Connie Francis, Bobby Rydell, and William Roger (London).

As already announced, Ricordi will distribute in Italy the Bluebell catalog. It

consists of the following foreign lines: Chancellor, Vee-Jay, Canadian, 20th
Fox, Challenge, Del-Fi, Cadence, Omega, Colpix and Candid.

Rifi Records is planning big things in France and Lebanon, still in the plan-
ning stages. Also the firm will soon move to new larger offices. Latest record
releases of Rifi are Fred Bongusto’s “Madeleine Aufwiedersehn,” in which it

believes much; Cocki Mazzetti’s “La Partita Di Pallone,” a song, penned by
Edoardo Vianello (RCA), which was originally and successfully launched by
RCA Italiana’s new female discovery Rita Pavone; Rubito Dallas’ “Desafinado”
and the first single from Time catalog “Lolita” backed by “Seventy Six Trom-
bones.’

Mina is selling—at the same time—a group of singles. 1) “Renato,” 2) “Chi-
huahua,” 3) “Stringimi Forte I Polsi,” 4) II Soladto Gio.”

Brook Benton’s “Hotel Happiness,” outstanding US-hit, was released in
Holland on the Mercury label, coupled with “Still Waters Run Deep.”

C.N.R. introduced a new singer on the market, teenage-girl Ellie de Wit
who recorded the Dutch version of the Petula Clark-hit “Monsieur,” which
is handled by Basart for the Dutch territory. Basart acquired from publisher
Will Meisel, Berlin, the German evergreen “Tanzt Du Auch So Gern Wie Ich.”
Basart plans some new recordings of this valuable copyright. Ed. Essex Hol-
land (Basart N. V.) signed up the song “Where Have All The Flowers Gone”
from Ed. Essex Paris. Dutch lyrics were written by Pieter Goemans and the
first Dutch recording will be on the market soon. Basart is very proud being
able to report that already 3 Dutch recordings of the Mina-hit song “Tabu”
have been released during the past weeks: imea Marina on Imperial, G.
Engelsma on Columbia and Anita Berry on Fontana.

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ARGENTINA
Ricardo Mejia of RCA has announced that his company will release a new

series of LP’s that will be priced at 199 pesos ($1.30), that is, 61.5% under
the suggested retail price of regular LP’s. The move has been explained to be
“part of a plan to meet those buyers that aren’t able to spend 520 pesos in a
regular album. According to a costs study made by Mejia, these records will
leave profit to the diskery, in spite of their low price. A special nromotion
campaign will be held, especially through the “Club Del Clan” TV’er, and
Channel 13.

Undoubtedly, this RCA move will cause a lot of comments in Buenos Aires
and abroad. As we explained a few weeks ago, in the last two years record
prices have been increasing at too fast a rate, thus causing a reduction in
volume. The main reason for these price increases were cost increases, but
little was made to reduce costs or to improve the merchandising systems. This
phenomenon caused the appearance of the “promotional” albums, priced about
30% under regular albums, which offered selections of pop hits (generally also
available in single releases) by the original artists. Of course, these records
were sold pretty well, since they had the same quality of regular albums, and,
in some cases, were better presented. Some companies started passing their
old regular albums to new low priced series (for example Odeon, with its OAD
line) and thus a wide selection of LP’s became available at about 300 pesos.
Now, Microfon (Audio Fidelity) reports the release of a promotional stereo
album, which will be sold at 399 pesos. Some observers consider that this
trend may lead to a stop in price increases, if sales of these new releases are
successful, since they would build a volume that would cut costs. However,
according to them, the only way to attain a big reduction would be to intro-
duce changes in the label organizations, to put them up to date. And, up to
now, they say, most diskeries aren’t showing signals of doing such things.

Carlos Patino Iturrieta spent a few days in Buenos Aires, visiting the
diskeries he represents in Chile, Surco, TK and Microfon. Patino plans to
release the first Microfon records in Chile early in 1963.

Rodriguez Luque, head of Disc Jockey, has finished a trip of the western part
of Argentina, with DJ’s sales manager, E. Portela. The diskery is now work-
ing on Rosamel Araya’s new single, “Triangulo,” which seems to have been
very well received. DJ is also releasing the first album by Brazilian orchestra
Severino Araujo. Luque is starting a new TV program on Channel 11, Sunday
nights.

Ariel has released a selection LP with tunes cut by Colpix artists. The album
is titled “Festival De Exitos” and features James Darren, The Marcels, Jo
Stafford and others. Ariel is also working on the promotion of Caravelli and
his string orchestra, which may become a good seller in Argentina.
RCA has been awarded with the “Blue Ribbon of Popularity,” correspond-

ing to recording companies. The “Blue Ribbon” is given by the Institute
Argentine De Opinion Publica (Argentine Public Opinion Institute) to the
most popular brand names in several branches of the industry, after holding
surveys among the public.

Ricardo Castelblanco of Edami reports that the pubbery is working on the
promotion of “Caro Jesus Bambino,” a Christmas song. The tune has several
European recordings and some local versions are being planned.
News from Odeon: the diskery is releasing the first LP cut by Fernando

Bustamante and his folk group. The album will include twelve folk dances,
like “La Condicion,” “El Cuando,” “Gato Correntino” and others. The first

Bobby Darin release (through Capitol) will receive wide promotion. The
diskery believes that it may sell very well, since Darin is well known in Ar-
gentina. Odeon is also putting to sale a new LP by Ramona Galarza, very good
country music songstress. The title is “Alma Guarani” (Guarani Soul) and
features Ramona’s latest hits. Another interesting release is “Fiesta Juvenile,”
designed for Christmas, which sold with a free gift bag included. The record
includes Gene McDaniels, Joao Gilberto, Los Wawanco, Richard Anthony and
others.

Luis Calvo of Sicamericana (Music Hall) announced that his company will

put all its force in the promotion and sales campaign of “Barbaro Vol. II,”

the new promotional (330 pesos) LP just released by the diskery. The record
includes tunes by local and international artists, like “Baby Elephant Walk”
(Lawrence Welk), “Dame Felicidad” (Siro San Roman), “Renato” (Los Cam-
peones), “Swingin’ Safari” (Billy Vaughn) and, of course, “Speedy Gonzales”
(Pat Boone). In fact, six of the tunes are runners in this week charts. In the
Compact 33 field, MH has put to sale a record with Boone’s, Welk’s and
Vaughn’s hit titles. Besides, it has the first record waxed by Los de Cordoba,
a new EP by Los Pick Up (including “Josefina”) and “Tangos by Los Santos.”

Tonodisc is preparing the launching of the first Westminster recordings,
earlv in 1963. 'The diskery prepares a special campaign for this label, since it

considers that “these waxings are always news.” Tonodisc has been building
steadily a big catalog in the past months, and will release about eleven new
albums (under different labels) in the next weeks.

Microfon is working on the promotion of “Triangulo,” a new recording made
by Los Marcellos Ferial. The tune has been penned by Bobby Cape, very well

known singer and composer from Puerto Rico. “Triangulo” may become a hit

in Buenos Aires. As it was informed before, Microfon will present its “Poema
Tango Buenos Aires” recording in a special press conference. This 2 LP set,

according to the diskery, is “the latest word in progressive tango music,”
and it was recorded by Eduardo Rovira and his orchestra. Rovira will travel

to Brazil next year to make some new recordings in Sao Paulo.
Paula Gales is continuing her appearances on TV Channel 13, on the Casino

Philips program, while making some new waxings for RCA. She was recently

inked for the main female role in “El Rubio Millan,” a film that will be started

next year.

Neumann Publishers turning several old standards into bossa nova and

madison, as part of a Carnival promotion campaign of the tunes it represents.

“Jippers Clippers,” “Night & Day,” “Begine the Beguine” and many others

are the titles that will be pushed in this plan. There are several recordings

already planned, and complete orchestrations will be available.

TK has released the first recording by Los Mahuka Massi, a new folk group

recently inked by the diskery. The titles are “El Casamiento” (which hit the

charts some time ago) and “Trago de Sombra.” Los Mahuka Massi will take

part in the new Osias Wilensky film, “El Perseguidor.”

Jose Carli, member of the CBS-Columbia artistic staff and arranger, re-

cently gave a classical music concert in the city of Rosario. The concert in-

cluded Schubert’s Fifth Symphony and Argentine music. Astor Piazzolla,

whose first recording for CBS-Columbia was released about a month ago, has

been inked for a three months series of programs by TV Channel 12 of Monte-

video. Piazzolla’s album has sold pretty well, according to CBS. Another

modem music album released by CBS is Dave Brubeck’s “Time Out,” which

is also expected to sell well.

Masao Matsunaga has resigned as president of the National Phonograph
Records Retail Sellers Association (NPRSA). His move took place at a recent^

branch topper meet of the organization in Tokyo.

Vet singer Haruo Oka of King Records recently cut his newest disk in the f

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The Christmas season is here, and the shops are full of Xmas cheer. That’s
about the picture in Germany this week. Sales are picking up especially on LP
items as the Xmas season brings buyers into the shops. Singles sales are re-
ported to have slipped considerably from previous seasons and the LP sales
have picked up briskly. The reason for the singles slip is that there is no red
hot new single tearing the market apart. Several new releases by top stars
such as Gerd Boettcher, Gus Backus, Connie Francis, Freddy, etc. have been
racking up good sales, but the big big smash is missing. The second probable
reason for the singles slip is the raise in prices on singles from $1 to $1.19.

Pardon our slip. A few weeks ago, we reported about the new hit “Spiegel
Twist” named after the political affair which tore up the German government
regarding the news magazine Der Spiegel. Polydor producer Hans Bertram
dropped us a line informing us that “The Spiegel Twist” is alone his idea.
The idea occured to him in October and he asked music reporter Hannes
Flesner from the Bild Zeitung to write him a lyric for such a twist. The lyric

was finished on October 31. The record was made on November 7 with
comedienne Trude Herr and on November 9, Trude began presenting the num-
ber publically on tour vrith Orchestra Erwin Lehn. The Electrola version with
Peter Van Eck, who presented his version of “The Spiegel Twist” at the Press
Ball in Bonn was done later. Ariola Records reports that its best seller is the
new waxing from Israeli-singing lass Carmela Corren. Both sides of the record
are German compositions written by Christian Bruhn, who wrote the best
selling German pop festival music winner “2 Little Italians” and the flip was
composed by Karl Goetz, who penned the million seller “Dance With Me In
The Morning.”

At a recent press conference in Vienna, over 20 reporters heard Ariola di-

rector Rolf Engleder give a report on the firm Ariola and their activities with
special emphasis on the new Eurodisc classical label.

Radio Stuttgart reports that the Italian hit “Renato” sung in German by
Vico Torriani tops its hit parade.

At the Hamburg Music Hall, Freddy Quinn, the star of the German musical
“Heimweh Nach St. Pauli” (Homesick For St. Pauli) received his 6th golden
record for 1 million sales for his German recording of “La Paloma.” The
sensational singer picked up the award at the 50th showing of his new musical
which is also racking up top LP sales. Freddy’s newest LP has also been re-
lease by MGM in the U.S.

Hans R. Beierlein from Montana Music reports that the top hit “Monsieur”
from Petula Clark on Vogue has passed the % million mark in sales. The
song has now been recorded in Denmark by Lisa Linn for Philips and Grete
KUtgaard for Tono. The record is absolutely the best seller for the firm Vogue
since its beginning a few years ago. Hans recently visited Milan, Italy and
met with Leon Cabat, the President of Vogue Records in Paris. Also at the
meeting were Krikor and Elizabeth Mintangian from Durium, Jean-Jacques
Finsterwald, the manager of German Vogue and Alessandro Celentano.

The bright credit picture today has actually come
about from a mutual understanding of each other’s

problems. Banks won’t lend money to people who
do not conduct a business in a businesshke manner,
and until these same banks decided to give an honest

look into just what makes this business tick, no one
got anywhere.

Today’s operator is well aware of his obligations

and understands the science of business. This has
been reflected in many lending institutions thereby
relaxing credit terms which have helped the indus-

try to grow.

We can only remark that like so many other

worthwhile goals, with enough education and effort

directed in the proper direction, similar goals can
be achieved within the coin machine industry. Not
overnight perhaps, but as in the statement of the

Philadelphia banker, worthwhile working for.

Games Before Bee. 17th Deadiine
NEW YORK—Bingo distributors were
kept busy last week selling out in-

ventories on the multiple-coin in-line

games before the Eastland Bill be-

comes law on December 17th.

The Eastland Bill (S.1658) was
signed October 18th by President

Kennedy, as an amendment to the

Johnson Act of 1951, thereby making
it unlawful to ship interstate this type

equipment.

Multiple-coin games were classified

as gambling devices during legislative

hearings earlier this year. Details of

the Bill were published in Cash Box,

November 17th. The Bill becomes law
December 17th. Thereafter, only those

persons registered with the Attorney
General’s office may ship and receive

this type equipment interstate and
overseas.

A Bulletin was issued by the At-

torney General’s office outlining the

procedure whereby firms may register

as dealers in gambling equipment.

Cash Box will publish this bulletin as

soon as it is received from Washing-
ton, D.C.
