
When people ask her what she wants to be now that she’s not a kid anymore, Marcie Blane answers, I wanna he “Bobby’s Girl.’’ Her wish may never
become a reality but her melodic expression of the desire seems to have fulfilled another wish—she’s a recording star. An unknown only a few
months ago, today the 18 year-old college student is sitting in one of the top spots with her sizzling Seville recording, one of the labels in the Amer-
ican London Group. The boy she’s dreaming about in the photo above is actually a distant cousin. He’s the Garpax label’s star Bobby Pickett, whose
records also are distributed by the London Group. Bobby is currently riding high with “Monster’s Holiday’’ and came thru with flying colors earlier
in the year with “Monster Mash.’’ “Bobby’s Girl’’ and “Monster Mash’’ both will be featured in an LP dubbed “Group Of Goldies” which will in-
clude ten other hits from the London Group’s labels.
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At a time of the year when a

great many people in varied fields

devote considerable time and space

to predicting the future of their

industries, the economy, etc., we
would like to glance into the crys-

tal hall and see if we can find any-

thing we can count on for ’63.

Considering the future of our

business, whose product is not a

constant such as salt or sugar, and
considering the fact that probably

90% of the product our industry

will issue during ’63 hasn’t even
been “invented” yet, we, of course,

will avoid specifics and look at the

more general aspects of the record

industry’s future.

In ’63, the international market
should be considerably more im-

portant both as an outlet for U.S.

product and as a producer of

American hits. Since 1962 saw six

out of sixteen international mas-

ters that hit the CB Top 100, reach

the top ten spot (3 hitting #1—
Telstar, Stranger On The Shore

and Midnight In Moscow—all in-

strumentals, incidentally) we can

expect American firms to keep a

constant vigil on successful rec-

ords abroad.

Country music will continue to

contribute more than its expected

share of pop hits. And rock and
roll will almost certainly again

dominate the pop scene.

Film and show tracks will dom-
inate the LP world and “My Fair

Lady” should again be a most im-

portant title, if the pic makes it to

the screen before year’s end.

Some veteran artist, at this mo-
ment considered a “has been,” will

come up with a tremendous hit

just prior to severing his current

contract, or click right after he
signs a pact with another label.

Although profit margins will get

tighter and competition keener,

indie labels will continue to play a

key role in the industry. Though
some indie distribs will again fold,

new ones will replace them imme-
diately. Indie producers will con-

tinue to gain in importance and we
may even see some of them signing

non-exclusive pacts with the bigger
indie labels and the majors specifi-

cally for the purpose of recording
artists on the rosters of these labels.

Record shops will not disappear
from the face of the earth during
’63. They may learn to diversify

but they’ll never be wiped out.

They still offer a service few im-
pulse outlets can hope to offer.

Standards will, as usual, play a
key role in establishing many new
stars who weren’t even born when
their hits were written.

And at least a dozen times dur-
ing the new year you’ll hear some-
one say: “Business has been bad
before, but never as bad as it is

now.”
You will also hear at least one

person comment on the uselessness

of an industry convention—then
he’ll attend it—and come back con-
vinced that it was a complete waste
except for the past due bills he col-

lected, the distributor change he
made, the fish he caught, and the
fun he had renewing acquaint-

ances with his clients and friends.

There’ll definitely be at least ten

more LP’s and/or singles dealing

with the President, the First Lady,
Caroline and perhaps even JFK, Jr.

Folk music will continue to get

stronger. And class tunes will keep
coming through as will a few of

the annual “sick” songs. And we
should have another handful of

new dance steps to add to the Twist,

Limbo, Mashed Potatoes, HuUy
Gully, etc. At the same time, jazz

will make more advances in the

pop field.

It will be another year in which
people with the hits wiU say busi-

ness is great while the have-nots

complain about it being awful.

And it’ll be another year in

which Cash Box will try its utmost

to give the world the best and latest

coverage of the record industry

that is physically possible.

Sigmund Romberg’s “The Student
Prince” and “The Desert Song,” each
complete on separate LP’s. Featured
are members of The Roger Wagner
Chorale and Van Alexander’s orches-
tra.

CROC Discounts Lombardo,
Classics, COW LP's For Jan.-Feb.

HOLLYWOOD—Three special Capitol
sales programs for January and Feb-
ruary were announced last week by
Bill Tallant, vice president and na-
tional sales manager of Capitol
Records Distributing Corp.

Spotlighted in the programs are
Guy Lombardo’s 17-album Capitol
catalog, including the Jan. 2 new-
release (see separate story), “Lom-
bardo With A Beat;” the more than
300 LP’s in the Capitol-of-the-World
series of international recordings; and
the entire Capitol Classics catalog.
Under terms of the Lombardo pro-

gram, CRDC customers will be able
to buy one Lombardo LP for 61 cents

for each one purchased at the regular-

price.

CRDC’s consumer promotion for the

Lombardo campaign will be high-

lighted by a full-page ad in Life ma-
gazine, backed up by newspaper ads
and radio spots in all major markets.
Lombardo catalog supplements, dis-

plays, and rack cards will be provided
for point-of-purchase sales.

In the Capitol-of-the-World pro-
gram, CRDC customers will receive
one free album for every two pur-
chased at regular price, stereo for
stereo, mono for mono.

In addition to in-store display ma-
terials and catalog supplements, the
campaign will be backed up by local

radio and newspaper advertising.

Wherever feasible, foreign-language
newspapers will be used, as well as
metropolitan and college papers.
The Capitol Classics program offers

a flat 20% discount off the invoice
on all purchases made during January
and February.

Deferred payment is being offered
on all three programs. For program
merchandise shipped between Jan. 2
and Feb. 25, payment is due in three
equal installments on March 10, April
10, and May 10. Albums shipped be-
tween Feb. 26 and March 15 may be
paid for on April 10, May 10, and
June 10.

“MY SON, THE CELEBRITY”—Allan Sherman—Warner Brothers W1487
Allan Sherman, who broke the comedy “sound
barrier” with his fantastically successful “My
Son, The Folk Singer” LP, seems sure to have an-
other blockbuster on his hands with this second
yock-filled session. This time out the laughman-
chanter eifectively satirizes such diverse bits of
Americana as highways, television, movie stars
and marriage. A fine mixed chorus and small ork
back up the humorist on all tracks. A superb
follow-up, the album is already selling in large
quantities.

“MY BABY LOVES TO SWING”—Vic Damone—
Capitol ST 1811
Since the 20’s “Baby” has been a favorite term of
endearment with songwriters. On this Capitol LP
outing Vic Damone dishes up a warm dozen of
some of the best “baby” songs ever penned.
Backed by Jack Marshall’s ork, the chanter turns
in top-flight readings of such evergreens as “I’m
Nobody’s Baby,” “My Melancholy Baby” and “My
Baby Just Cares For Me.” The tunes are rendered
in a variety of danceable rhythms including
Bossa Nova, cha-cha and waltz. Sure-fire chart
item.

“MEMORIES ARE MADE OF THESE”—George
Chakiris—Capitol ST 1813
The chanter’s first Capitol LP tagged after him-
self developed into a solid chart item, and this
program of romantic sturdies seems destined to
go a similar success route. Chakiris’ wide-range
distinctive vocal abilities carries him in good stead
as he delivers first-rate readings of “Moon River,”
“Witchcraft” and “Autumn Leaves.” Included in
the package are five handsome photos of the per-
former. Disk should score heavily in the coin
department.

“LOVE IS A GAME OF POKER”—Nelson Riddle—Capitol ST1817
Nelson Riddle, who struck pay dirt recently with
his “Route 66” single and LP makes a strong bid
for similar success with this vibrant instrumental
package on Capitol. Lots of strings, mellow horns
and reeds are artistically employed by the orkster
on compositions by Arlen, Coleman, himself and
others. Fresh and sparkling arrangements of
“Playboy’s Theme,” “Witchcraft” and “Red Silk
Stockings And Green Perfume” and nine other
instrumental gems make for exceptional listening
enjoyment.

“DANCE WITH THE GUITAR MAN”—Duane
Eddy—RCA Victor LSP2648
Duane Eddy tags his latest outing on Victor after
his current chart-riding single, “(Dance With)
The Guitar Man,” and goes all out on all of the
present dance crazes—the limbo, twist, watusi
and the hully gully. The disk is the guitarist’s
best to date and has a sure-fire chartsville sound.
Swingin’ tracks here are the title tune, “Limbo
Rock,” “Spanish Twist” and “New Hully Gully.”
Lots of coin to be made here.
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“THE ’PRESIDENT’ STRIKES BACK!”—Marc
London—Kapp KL 1322
Kapp cashes in on the J.F.K. bandwagon with this
hilarious disk spotlighting the talents of the
newest Kennedy imitator, Marc London. The disk
is built on the premise that the President attacks
those who parody him by making an album of his
own. Mike Harvey has written 13 very funny bits
around the original concept. London perfectly
captures the President’s voice and the other
players are thoroughly professional. LP has
enough built-in success ingredients to become a
fast-seller.

“CARL REINER & MEL BROOKS AT THE
CANNES FILM FESTIVAL”—Capitol SW 1815
Carl Reiner and Mel Brooks’ two previous Capitol
excursions into hilarity won the gagmen hordes
of admirers and this spontaneous laugh session
should win the performers many new fans. As in
the past, Reiner plays straight man while Brooks
creates some inventive comic characterizations.
In addition to some funny bits built around the
Cannes Film Festival, the 2000 year old man is

back once again. Many laughs to be had here.
Disk should become a healthy seller.
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“BILL JUSTIS PLAYS 12 MORE BIG INSTRU-
MENTAL HITS”—Smash MGS27030
The nimble-fingered guitarist comes on strong
with a big bag of new and old instrumental hits
on this rockin’ package from Smash. Here is a
rhythmic, pulsating session that makes for good
listening for both adults and teens. Kicking things
off with the cuirent best-seller, “Telstar,” Justis
continues with such sock items as “Desafinado,”
“The Lonely Bull,” “Near You” and “Melody Of
Love.” The album could be a noisemaker.

“24 PIECES OF GOLD”—Marty Gold—RCA Vic-
tor VPS6012
Here is a first-rate two-pocket set of instru-
mentals and vocals with orchestra and chorus
under the baton of composer-conductor-arranger
Marty Gold. The orkster has assembled two dozen
self-arranged evergreens geared for listening and
dancing in a variety of tempos. Plenty of smooth
listening here with “March Of The Toys,” “Fan-
tasia Mexicana” and “In The Blue Of Evening.”
Package could pull plenty of coin.

“PIAF CHANSONS”—Edith Piaf—Capitol ST-
10328
The celebrated French lark appears to be in-

destructible, and on this newest outing on Capitol
the chanteuse displays the same vocal intensity
that has made her a top international attraction.

The thrush puts a lot of heart and soul into a
bevy of Dumon-penned ballads, and a couple by
cleffer Theodorakis. Feelingful performances
here are “Des Histoires,” “Faut Pas Qu’il Sa
Figure” and “Les Amants De Teruel.” Disk is a
superb addition to the Piaf catalog.

“THE WORLD OF KURT WEILL IN SONG”—
Martha Schlamme—MGM E 4052P
Kurt Weill was one of the comparatively few dar-
ing innovators in the musical theater. His tragic
death at fifty, twelve years ago, cut short a truly
brilliant career. However, the songs he left be-
hind are a magnificent testament to his genius.
On this excellent MGM set Martha Schlamme of-
fers a dozen choice samplings of Weill. The lark’s
wide-range vocal charms carries her in good stead
as she offers “Bilabo Song,” “My Ship” and
“Mack The Knife.” A superb package.

“ROBERTA SHERWOOD ON STAGE”—Harmon
SHLP5002
Here is an exciting, recorded-live program of
songs performed in the highly stylized but very
effective manner of Roberta Sherwood. The song-
stress, who recently made a strong showing with
her version of “I Left My Heart In San Fran-
cisco,” delivers ballads and upbeat numbers with
equal verve and artistry on this premiere LP for
Harmon, Easy-listening sides here are “The Best
Things In Life Are Free,” “Fly Me To The Moon”
and “September Song.” The disk should win the
lark a host of new friends.

“YOUNG MEN, SI, OLD MEN, NO”—Moms
Mabley—Chess LP 1477
The vet comedienne has won many laurels in the
past, and this new yock-filled Chess session should
become a quick favorite with all of her many fans.
This disk, cut live at New York’s Apollo Theatre,
features Moms offering a host of new stories and
routines on everything from politics to burlesque.
All the material is laced with the performer’s wit
and potent philosophical humor. Eye the package
for rapid acceptance.

“TOP CAT”—Original TV Soundtrack—Colpix
CP212
Colpix comes up with another laugh-laden disk for
the kids with its latest TV soundtrack waxing of

“Top Cat” produced by the cartoon masters
Joseph Barbera and William Hanna. The naturally
funny voices of Arnold Stang, Marvin Kaplan and
Allen Jenkins are hilarious in their creations of

Top Cat, Spook, Officer Dribble et al. The young-

THE BAO I'M fNt CASEY ANDERSON
“THE BAG I’M IN”—Casey Anderson—Atco
33 149
Casey Anderson is an extremely talented new
folksinger. On this brig-ht Atco outing he proves
himself to be an accomplished singer, lyricist,

composer, arranger and adaptor. The multital-
ented performer has a distinctive blues-styled,
jazz-flavored approach to the folk idiom. Ander-
son’s highly-personal style is firmly evidenced on
“Easy Rider,” “One Kind Of Favor” and “Chain
Gang.” A talent to watch.

“MEMORIES OF HAWAII”—Hilo Hawaiians—
Decca DL74316
The Hilo Hawaiians add a touch of the mainland
to some island-oriented folk tunes in this package
from Decca. The group supplements its instru-

mental backing with an electric guitar and vibes

to come up with an interesting effect that does
not detract fi'om the purity of the Hawaiian
flavor. Easy listening sides here are “Singing
Bamboo,” “Dancing Under The Stars” and “Hilo
After Sundown.” LP is well done but has limited

appeal.

“THE MOST HEARD SAX IN THE WORLD”—
Buddy Savitt—Parkway P7012
Here is a sock package of jazz flavored rock n’

roll instrumentals by sax man Buddy Savitt on
Parkway. With plenty of jazz combo and big band
experience in back of him, Savitt does some real
professional wailing on “Come Blow Your Horn,”
“La Bamba” and an interesting track called “The
Most Heard Sasf In The World” on which he is

vocally supported by Rydell, Checker, Sharp, The
Orlons and the Dovells. Loads of good dancing
and listening enjoyment to be had here.

“MELODIES OF THE FOUR WINDS”—Marc
Lanjean, Roger Roger—Columbia CL1919
A pair of orchestras are conducted by a pair of
talented Frenchmen on this inventively arranged,
effectively orchestrated LP from Columbia which
boasts a generous sampling of lilting melodies
from around the globe. The Gallic orksters each
take a side of the disk to showcase these flam-
boyantly melodic tunes which include “Inter-
mezzo,” “Valse Trieste” and “Hi-Fiddles.” Win-
ner of Le Grand Prix National du Disque, 1962,
for light music, the program should be a winner
here and score heavily in the coin department.

“THE GOLDEN VOICE OF ITALY”—Sergio

Sergio Franchi, the tenor who in the past few
months has achieved widespread acceptance in
America, sings a program of Italian favorites on
the London International label. A recent chart-
rider on another label, the singer could very well
go up the same success path with this excellent
album. A strong, but warm and lyrical voice
coupled with deft phrasing serves him well on “H
Nostro Concerto,” “No So Dimenticare” and “La
Montagna.”

“IN A VIENNESE WINE GARDEN”—Toni
Kreuzer—Request SRLP8043
Here is a program of Austrian folk music, speci-
fically that which is popular during the wine festi-
vals celebrated annually in towns and villages
throughout Austria. The tunes are happy, sad,
romantic and humorous as befitting the mood of
those partaking of the new wine. Interesting
bands here are “Die Keller Partie,” “Der Alter
Sunder” and “Jeder Wein Ght ’Mai Zu Ende.”
Disk is an unusual item for those who enjoy music
with an authentic European flavor.

“FREDDIE AUF HOHER SEE”—MGM E4084
The name Freddy is a household name in Germany
as the deep-voiced baritone is one of the country’s
favorites. The sea songs from international ports
and especially those of northern Germany are de-
livered by the singer with verve and feeling and
should make many new friends for him in Amer-
ica. Included here are “Rolling Home,” “La Pal-
oma” and “What Shall We Do With A Drunken
Sailor.”

Trio offers “West Coast Blues,” “I Love You” and
“Young Foolish.” Jazzophiles will really dig the

set.

“BOSSA NOVA JAZZ”—Lionel Hampton—Glad-

Lionel Hampton, never one to remain stagnant,

demonstrates his ability to attempt something
new on this top-flight Bossa Nova session. The
vet vibist injects his own easy-on-the-ears brand
of jazz with enough polish and verve to attract

a wide variety of record buyers. Backed by a

lively rhythm section, Hampton turns some ex-

tremely danceable readings of “The Same To
You,” “Some Day” and “Una Nota Sol.”

“ROYAL FLUSH”—Donald Bvrd—Blue Note
4101
Donald Byrd’s hard-driving trumpet teams up with
Pepper Adams on baritone sax, Herbie Hancock
on piano. Butch Warren on bass and Billy Hig-
gins on drums, on this top-flight jazz offering.

'The trumpeter does not rely on gimmicks or at-

tempt to cash in on improvisation. Byrd show-
cases a powerful style and commanding technical
artistry as he wails superbly on “I’m A Fool To
Want You,” “Shangri-La” and “Requiem.”

Smetana’s “The Moldau” has a richness and depth
that is musically chauvinistic in its melodic pic-

sales force, Feddersen said.

He reported sales through Novem-
ber 31 were 26 per cent ahead of the
same period last year. This was due,

for a major part, to greater sales of

every major product in the Selmer-

company’s acquisition of the Vincent
Bach Corporation, Mount Vernon,
New York, in September, 1961, Fed-
dersen said.

He said the company’s long range
plans are tuned to the Stanford Re-
search Institute report that music is

the largest factor in today’s arts
market. The institute predicts that
sales of musical instruments and sup-
plies will climb from the present
$590 million annually to more than
$1 billion by 1970.

“Selmer’s objective is to increase its

share of this expanding educational
market,” Feddersen said.

credited with the largest percentage
of sales increase in 1962.

of the year twenty six per cent up. Production of both 78 rpm and 45 rpm,

for the same half year fell by seven per cent.

creased level. However, the autumn really turned out to be the fall. Sales i

figures for the month of September were eleven per cent less than in Septem-
ber 1961 with home sales down by five per cent and exports down by thirty

With the exception of Presley on
RCA, all these are on EMI labels; it is not surprising that the company’s :

sales manager reports “The biggest Christmas ever.” EMI Records had a good :

year all round increasing its share of the U.K. market. Singles occupied over
j

forty per cent of the Top Twenty pop charts and over eighty per cent and
;

fifty per cent respectively of the EP and LP charts. Some disks sold in larger i

quantities than ever before notably Acker Bilk’s “Stranger On The Shore”
'

and Frank Ifield’s “I Remember You” while Cliff Richard continued to knock
up advances in excess of a quarter million.

Decca, too, enjoyed a year of considerable chart success and at Christmas

found themselves at No. 1 with Elvis Presley’s “Return To Sender” on RCA.
,

Not far behind on the same label came Duane Eddy with “Guitar Man” while s

Chris Montez and “Let’s Dance” and Del Shannon’s “Swiss Maid” both on
London were also in the top bracket. Decca’s most startling success of 1962,
however, was the new group The Tornados, who literally circle with world
with “Telstar” topping the British Records and Sheet Music Lists for pub-

j

Usher Ivy Music and finished the year by shooting to the top of the American
Top 100. The success of “Telstar” must be shared by independent producer
Joe Meek, who discovered and recorded The Tornados. Although this is his

biggest success to date Meek has been responsible for many hits in recent i

months including “Come Outside” by Mike Same (Parlophone). It is interest-
J

ing to note that another British recording to reach the top in America last

year Acker Bilk’s “Stranger On The Shore” was also the work of an indepen-
dent producer Denis Preston of Record Supervision Ltd.

|

The highlight of the Philips year was undoubtedly the launching of the CBS
1

label in May distributed only by Philips wholesalers. The label quickly en-

tered the charts with Dave Brubeck and Eydie Gorme and at the end of the
year with “Devil Woman” by Marty Robbins. The “West Side Story” sound- ^

track LP has become a permanent feature of the Best Selling LP charts.

Ronnie Carrol! twice hit the jackpot with “Ring-A-Ding Girl” and “Roses
Are Red” and the up-and-coming Susan Maughan now in the charts with
“Bobby’s Girl” looks like being one of the big names in 1963. The Springfields

made a great impression on the American market with their two chart en- I

tries “Silver Threads And Golden Needles” and “Dear Hearts And Gentle
People” which resulted in an invitation to record in Nashville, Tennessee. Fon-
tana, fast building into one of this country’s biggest jazz labels added a string

of important catalogs and artistes to its roster including World Pacific with
Gil Evans, Gerald Wilson and Les McCann. The acquisition of the Riverside

catalog also added a host of great names including Louis Armstrong, Cannon-
ball Adderley, Sidney Bechet, Thelonious Monk, Bill Evans, Jelly Roll Morton,
Charlie Byrd and Junior Mance. They also acquired the Prestige catalog of

labels including Swingsville, Bluesville and Moodsville. Consistent big album
sellers for Fontana have been Cleo Laine, Johnny Gregory, Tommy Kinsman.

1962 was another year of progress and expansion for Pye Records. On the

home front, they increased their chart ratings with established favorites

Petula Clark and Lonnie Donegan and three newcomers Jimmy Justice, Joe

Brown and Mark Wynter. The continued growth of the Golden Guinea series

in the low priced market was substantiated in the autumn when for several

weeks running the label held second, third and fourth positions in the LP
charts with “The Best Of Ball, Barber and Bilk,” “The Golden Age Of Done-
gan” and “A Picture Of You” by Joe Brown. Personal visits by the company’s
director Louis Benjamin were made to every European country and the United
States, Canada and Japan resulting in a strengthening of the Pye represen-

tation in all comers of the record selling world. Following the consolidation

of Reprise came the acquisition of more American labels Chancellor,^ Carney
Parkway and Joy. Further evidence of the company’s growth came with their

move to larger premises, expansion of factory pressing facilities and enlarge-

ment of recording studios.

The major development of Oriole, Britain’s leading independent, has been
the setting up of its own sales division in an effort to benefit all vvho handle

their product. An important acquisition was the Motown label with its catalog

of rhythm and blues and race recordings. However, Oriole’s greatest achieve-

ment of the year came in the last weeks of the month when it entered the

best selling charts for the first time with Maureen Evans recording of “Like

I Do.” A well deserved success both for the label and the artiste.

For some independents the last twelve months have been less_ successful.

Associated Recordings and Central Record Distributors both went into liquida-

tion and Audio Fidelity after closing its London office was absorbed into the

Philips organization. (i)n the other hand Transatlantic Records hav6_ made a

considerable impression on the market first with its educational disks and
latterly via their off-beat LP, “Songs Of Love, Lust And Loose Living.”

While the industry confidently hopes that 1963 will bring even bigger and
better sales manufacturers are unanimously agreed that in order to achieve

this it will be necessary tO' cut down on production. There is little doubt that

such a move would be welcomed by the dealers and consumers, who, during

the last couple of years, have found themselves bewitched, bothered and be-

wildered by the ever increasing amount of product flooding the market.
Agent Vic Lewis leaves for the States on January 6 taking in New York

and Los Angeles. In addition to recording with American musicians Lewis
will be seeking talent for British tours and aiTanging a further British

itinerary for Johnny Mathis and orchestra leader Nelson Riddle. Lewis ex-

pects to be in America approximately three weeks.

Bill C. Slinger infonned Cash Box that the organization of the new com-

pletely separated set-up for the distribution of the important CBS line in
Belgium will be completed in tbe shortest possible time. It is expected that the
new CBS sales organization will start its operations early January. The current
hot CBS singles and the Mahalia Jackson Christmas LP will be distributed
in Belgium and Luxembourg until that time through Socodisc.

In connection with the tour through Malaya of Anneke Grbnloh with The
Dutch Swing College Band, Dutch Philips released a special EP containing
four of Anneke’s jazz-recording with brilliant backings of the DSC Band. The
titles are “So Do I,” “Into Each Life Some Rain Must Fall,” “Doctor Jazz”
and ‘‘Bill Bailey Won’t You Please Come Home.” Anneke sings the tunes in
the original American lyrics.

Carnival is coming, an event that always evokes great festivities in the
Southem parts of Holland. Good carnival-songs on EP annd single records
are excellent-items every year. For the coming Carnival the Dutch song
“Miss Carnival” (translation of the German hit: “Die grosse Nummer Wird
Gemacht”) has a very good chance to be the number One hit of Carnival
1963. Coupled with “Het Is Nog Veel Te Vi’oeg” (Philips). Bovema’s “Gi'amo-
phone-house” taped this year’s Carnival-hit of Roermond, entitled “Hae Duit ’t

Neet (flipside: “Had Ich Maar Ein Aezelke”) by Bob Lommen and his Buizers.
A well-known name in Dutch show-business is young and handsome Hans

Boskamp, originally a professional football player, later a successful singer
of chansons and a musical artist. After his perfonnance as Jack in the
musical, “Free As Air,” Boskamp was offer-ed a Philips contract. His first
recording is the strong Bossa Nova tune “Eso Beso” and “Droom Nu Met Mij
Van De Liefde” (Now Dream With Me Of Love).
The title of one of Rembrandt’s most famous pictures “The Jewish Bride”

is also the title for Imperial’s new EP-album of Jewish liturgical chants by
Holland’s first cantor Hans Bloemendal.

In the pop area Imperial taped another big hit by the popular Storktown
Dixie Kids, “Monsieur” and “(Jossack Patrol.” Imca Marina's Dutch version
of the German best seller “Surabaja” has also been released.
Bovema’s Liberty-label released another LP-album “Dance Party” by The

Ventures, a group which is getting more and more popular in Holland. “The
Crickets,” having their holidays in Europe, visited Gramophonehouse last
week.

Bovema’s Stateside-label has released the current hit “Lonely Bull” by the
'fijuana Brass.

His Master’s Voice’s HMV/SGI-label will soon release another EP-recording
by popular balladeer Jaap Fischer. The record, repeatedly demanded by many
buyers, will feature songs in the romantic vein, such as “Als Ze Slaapt,”
“Omdat Ik Van Je Houd” (Because I Love You) and “En Toen” (And
Then).

Stanley West, coordinator of European operations for CBS Records, recently
in Holland, reported to Cash Box that he has opened an international office

at 14 Avenue Hoche, Paris 8, France. The telephone is WAGram 81-93.
Hans Gomperts of Basart N.V., Amsterdam has been appointed to the Board

of the Mechanical Rights Society Stemra. In this capacity, he is succeeding
C. Smit, now 78, who seiwed on the Board for many years.

Basart acquired the big German hit “Baby Twist.” sung by Will Brandes
und die Kleine Elisabeth, as a follow-up song to “The Babysitters Boogie,”
which had also a tremendous success in Holland about two years ago. Dutch
duo “De Spelbrekers” made for the Decca label a Dutch version of the won-
derful song “Where Have All The Flowers Gone,” published by Basart. The
record will be released soon. The new instrumental group “The Safaris” re-

corded on the C N R-label the Dutch tune “Jungle Tango” written by Jan
Hendrik. C.N.R. reports a heavy demand for this instrumental recording.

Norman Whiteley of Belinda Music (Australia) Pty. Ltd., has advised The

Cash Box that Warren Williams and Franz Conde have joined forces to form
a new publishing company, to be known as Williams-Conde Music Publishing
Pty. Ltd., and will operate under the auspices of the Belinda office. A similar
publishing affiliate has also been formed on behalf of Rob E.G. one of our
most popular instrumental recording stars with Festival Records. Rob E.G.’s
song (and his Festival record) “5-4-3-2-1-Zero” are to be released in Holland
which is one of the first overseas deals completed by the new company.
Had a chat with Australia’s Elaine McKenna who has returned home to

Melbourne on a brief visit with her family after some fifteen months of club
and television singing in the United States. Elaine leaves Australia this month
for engagements in Canada and U.S.A.

Pix Magazine, a national weekly publication, ran an article recently in

which it was strongly suggested that many hit charts and such lists were
“rigged.” They supported their article by quoting from an unnamed record
company, un-named Radio station executives plus un-named disc-jockeys and
artists. There has been a lot of trade talk about the article and several people
have suggested to The Cash Box that the article was “so right” and should
have been written a couple of years ago. Like many such expose stories it will

ci-eate a lot of talk for a few weeks and then be forgotten.
One of the fastest selling singles in several States across the nation at the

moment is the Ned Miller release by W&G Records of “From A Jack To A
King” which is making progress on our best-seller list. Marty Angus, sales

chief of W&G, says “this record is one of the fastest movers I have seen for
many months and if action continues at the present rate the disk will become
a r°a1 smash.”

Festival Records have made a rush release (at the time of writing) of
“Santa Claus Is Coming To Town” by The Four Seasons. Even though they
didn’t have much time to market the disk prior to Christmas, it would seem
likely that they did fine business as The Four Seasons are the hottest group
to appear on the Australian scene in recent years. Their first two singles

“Sherry” and “Big Girls Don’t Cry” have both enjoyed solid chart action in

this country.
The film “The Longest Day” is now running in Australia and it is tipped

that the film will stimulate interest in the title tune which was written by
Paul Anka. It is certainly one of the most recorded themes of the past twelve
months with five versions currently available by Mitch Miller (Coronet); The
Firebirds and Frank Traynor’s Jazz Preachers—both on W&G and Kenneth
McKellar and Chris Barber’s Jazz Band—both through EMI.

Reuter & Reuter distributed the sheet
music for Real Music AB. Reuter & Reuter has released “Murder She Says,”
an English song, and the Swedish waltz “Overbyvals” by Carl Anton Axelsson.
Musikforlaget Essex AB has released two songs from “Stop The World I Want
To Get Off,” the songs being “Someone Nice Like You” (Sa Rar Som Du) and
“Gonna Build A Mountain” (Bygga Upp Ett Stort Berg), both with Swedish
lyrics by Gardar Sahlberg.

Futaara, chief director of Toshiba Record, on Dec. 12. The wedding reception

was held at Dai-ichi Hotel in Tokyo and many singers and representatives

from music world attended.

After World Trip, Rapetti Sees

Italian Music In Solid Shape

MARIANO RAPETTI

MILAN—The possibilities for Italian

pop music around the world are pres-

ently very good, and look even better
for the future.

This was the general impression

gained by Mariano Rapetti, general

manager of Gruppo Ricordi Musica

Leggera of Milan, who recently re-

turned from a long global trip.

For example, Rapetti noted that

while in Tokyo he found out that Ital-

ian pop music is met with gi-eat in-

terest all over Japan, citing the suc-

cess of such Ricordi hits as “Quando,
Quando Quando” and “Al Di La” dur-
ing 1962.

“This market is strongly develop-
ing into one of the most important
in the world, and it could be a great
market for Italian music,” Rapetti
concludes.

Rapetti reported he had “most use-
ful conversations” with leading pub-
lishing and record companies of Ja-
pan. He also met with execs of Dischi
Ricordi to improve the “good rela-

tionships” already existing.
Rapetti also paid a visito to Hong

Kong, where “Al Di La” had been
one of the hits of 1962, and had meets
with many music business execs
there.

In New York, Rapetti came in con-
tact with many friends of the various
American firms that have associations
with the Ricordi group. He also re-

newed Ricordi’s representation pacts
with Music Publishers Holding Corp.

and Shapiro, Bernstein & Co. and con-

cluded agreements with other pub-

lishers.

In Hollywood, thanks to the cour-

tesy of Warner Bros, and Paramount
officers, he had the opportunity of vis-

iting their studios. He had conversa-

tions with Mr. Blau of WB and Mr.

The Road To Export

Profits Is Paved With

Market Research

The coin machine exporter working overtime
this month ronnding up 1957-1958 pingames for

eventual sale in France may wind up with a ware-

house full of games hut they prohahly won’t he sold

in France. What the exporter has failed to check
out is the product demand in France this month.
Because of the pingame craze which is part of the

French cafe scene today, French distributor trade-

in prices on pins are quite low, collections are high,

and the demand for late model equipment runs
high. But few operators are looking for 1957
models. Onr theoretical coin machine exporter

could have saved himself much time and money had
he checked this out. He evidentally doesn’t know
his market. On Madison Avenue much larger firms

spend considerable sums of money on what is

termed Market Research. The coin machine export-

er would do well to take a tip from the giants—study

the market before attempting to sell it!

A close look at the people and their likes and dis-

likes often uncovers valuable information about a

market. A visit to these markets, whether in Europe
or South America, or even Asia is warranted, if the

entry or present position in the export business is a

serious one. The cost of periodic travel runs high.

However, it is a wise investment and can many times

he offset by a single new contact.

Morris Nalinin, Sales Director for the R. H.

Belam Company, writes in this current issue, of his

experiences in Belgium and other countries while

in Europe during his seventeenth trip. Nahum ad-

mits that he still learns much upon visiting these

markets. Without periodic contact, Belam would
undoubtedly find it more difficult to hold its present

position among exporters.

The wholesaler who has an export division need
not spend as much time as the full-time specialist

where the stakes run higher. But a working knowl-

edge of a country whose main entertainment stems

from a sidewalk cafe, another country which looks

favorably upon gambling, and still another nation

in the process of considering a ban or perhaps a

lifting of restrictions, is the very least to be expected

if this market is to be sold. Regular contact with

informed people in these markets can bring about
this information.

As the export market settles, it ages with dis-

criminating tastes much as the people who make up
this market. No longer is older equipment in de-

mand. Newer music machines are called for by most
of the countries today. Even the old style amuse-
ment machine cabinet is almost passe. Vending ma-
chines must do much more than vend a stick of gum
and in addition to the problems of the vending in-

dustry in America, the European is asked to substi-

tute a quick snack for a leisurely lunch or dinner.

These are the details of the market—the person-

alities of the people. These are the little things that

mean a lot to the buyers, and should be as important

to the sellers of equipment here in the United States.

Once we have this working knowledge, there will be

a logical increase in the already astronomical fig-

ures which comprise the all-important export

market.

Notify Members Of
Importance Of Form 1099

CHICAGO—Music Ouerators of

America officials alerted members last

week to standard IRS requirements

which will be strictly enfoi’ced with

this year. The lessor-lessee position

of the music operator was clarified,

according to President Harry Snod-

grass, who traveled to Washington

D.C., for this purpose.

Leo Kaner, MOA Tax Counsel, re-

ceived a report from the IRS Audit

Division which clarifies the music

operator’s position and classifies him

as a lessee of space in a location.

“Accordingly, Revenue Ruling 57-7 is

applicable,” reads the Kaner letter,

“and information returns will be re-

quired under section 6041 in every

instance where the location owner’s

share of gross receipts is $600 or

more in a taxable year. Information

returns will also be required in the

same manner with respect to oral

agreements, unless the operator can

show by convincing evidence that the

oral agreement varies sufficiently

from the typical written agreement

so that no information returns are

required under the provisions of sec-

tion 6041.” The letter which outlines

the ruling also covers background

music and states that where the mu-

sic is under typical written agreement

and is other than coin-operated, the

location owner is leasing equipment

from the equipment owner.

The information to be submitted is

to be reported on Form 1099 showing

the amount of money paid to a loca-

tion owner during the year. Where the

location is a corporation this require-

ment does not prevail.

MOA officials also state that social

security numbers must be recox’ded on

Form 1099—both his own number and

that of the location owner.

Commencing with 1963 the 1099’s

will have to be filed by January 31,

1964, where formerly the due date

was February 28.

A computer system will be used by

IRS which can check out returns

thoroughly this year, according to

MOA officials. Local and State asso-

ciations around the country reported

that special mailings explaining this

provision of the IRS tax laws were
being made this week to members.

Belgium

I hope that my other European
friends will not be offended, but I

still say that the heart of the Euro-
pean coin trade beats in Belgium.
Whatever is the type or vintage of
your machine, if it can be sold, the
Belgians will sell it for you, or will

find a use for it.

Juke Boxes
Starting with jukeboxes, if you

bear in mind that right after the
war, there were about 65,000 cafes,
where G.I.s and Tommies could hang
around, and that the latest count of
cafes shows that although the number
has decreased, it still stands at 42,000
cafes. Now, the cheering part of this

statistic is that, in a Belgian cafe,

the jukebox is an indivisible part of
the cafe equipment, it has to be there,
whether it is rentable or not. It is just
a part of the cost in setting up a
cafe. Now, on the other hand, if you
consider that there are close to 30,000
jukeboxes, a 10% yearly renovation
of equipment, means 3,000 jukes both
used and new that must be imported.
In 1962 Belgium imported close to

2000 new phonographs, as well as
over 1,000 used machines which went
to secondary and smaller locations.
Moreover, a lot more is imported by
the Belgian importers for reexport-
ing purposes which sometimes is done
after reconditioning the machines.
Therefore, the best for the U.S. coin
phonograph exporter, is still Belgium,
and it will continue to be so, for a
few years to come.

Amusement Machines
As far as t’ne amusement machines

are concerned, there are some 25,000
bingos which provide, or used to pro-
vide the favorite pastime of the Bel-
gian. Unhappily, the Belgian was
looking for more and more excitement
out of these bingos, and the keen
competition which existed among lo-

cation owners, obliged the trade to

indulge more and more, in bonus and
payouts of free games. After sev-
eral warnings and rulings, the At-
torney General of Belgium finally

cracked down on bingos and ruled on
a total ban of such devices. The law-
yers for the association of operators,
fought the rulings by all means, and
finally obtained last month, the fol-

lowing concession: bingos would be
authorized on a trial basis, if the
machines were to be adapted to oper-
ate as follows: (1) one coin—one
play (single coin mechanism) (2) no
more than one free play per game.
How long the Belgians would discip-

line themselves to these drastic re-

strictions is another question. Mean-
while, bingos are staying there, and
one could say “in Belgium old bingo
never dies. . .

.” An interesting by-

product of the governmental fight

versus bingo, has been the pinball
machine. We thought that, if we could
convince the attorney general to dif-

ferentiate between bingos and pin-

games, the same as in the United
States, a new market for pinball ma-
chines could be created. Happily, the
efforts of the export distributors to-

gether with our agents in Belgium,
were able to achieve this differentia-

tion, and now I may say that, with
the late trend for pingames in Bel-
gium, a new market has been gained,
for several years to come. While a
nice business is constantly developing
now in new pinball machines, it will

not be too far, when U.S. coinmen
will start exporting late used ma-
chines into Belgium.

Vending Machines
Coming now to the vending equip-

ment end of the business in Belgium,
one can say that, while Belgian are
mostly active in all other automatic
fields, they are taking their time to

integrate the vending line into their
activities. It may be the influence of
big brother France (which could ex-
plain the large number of outdoor
cafes). But, on the other hand, the
same as it is in France, vending op-
erations have already started in in-

dustrial areas, and will probably
move at a faster pace than in France,
if you bear in mind that the Belgians
are the veterans of the coin trade.

Holland

Maybe it is the traditional rustic
Dutch attitude, or the atmosphere cre-
ated by the scenic countryside, but
the fact is that, the Dutchman does
not care too much for any coin op-
erated contraption, with the surpris-
ing exception of vending machines.
As far as vendors are concerned, the
reason may lie in the fact that the
Dutchman likes to eat anytime of
the day, on top of his traditional cost-

consciousness.
But, in the matter of jukeboxes and

amusement machines, although Bel-
gium is only 50 miles away, the Dutch
trade in such equipment is 10 years
behind. For every 1000 machines that
Belgium buys, Holland may buy 50
machines or less, and will insist on
low cost used machines which must
be in perfect condition. If you are
not ready to shave your price to the
last penny on your best available
machines, you may as well forget the
Dutch market. As far as bingos are
concerned, unshaken by the trend
these machines have taken in Bel-

gium, the Dutch operates several
hundreds of it, but any model less

than three years old, is a Cadillac

by Dutch standards. On the subject
of pinball machines, I have tried time
after time to waken the Dutch oper-
ators to look ahead and give more
attention to this type of machines, but
as I stated above the country being
ten years behind Belgium in this par-
ticular field, we are prepared to take
our time.

Luxembourg
Thank heavens, this country follows

big brother Belgium, and business in

coin operated machines is booming
there, including newly introduced pin-
ball machines.

Germany
Germany has a big advantage over

all other European countries, and re-

sembles the United States in that
respect: Germany is a big country
with hard currency and the highest
purchasing power. If they like what
we have, and they have a use for it,

they will buy it, and one cannot al-

most keep up with the demand ;
but,

let us not be overjoyed, the German
is selective and quite hard to please.

If you know how to please them and
you can give them what they want,
your business will never be in greater
shape. This fact, has even applied to
large U.S. manufacturers and their
respective distributors in Germany
who were able to capture the market.

If you wonder whether business is

good for jukeboxes in Germany, just
ask the Rock-ola family or their Eu-
ropean reps. Nova Apparate of Ham-
burg. On the other hand, the high
selectivity and purchasing power of
Germans work against the used juke-
box export, as the operators over
there wants the very best, and they
can afford it. From now on, the de-
mand for used machines will be spor-
adic and for very specific secondary
locations, in any case, if you plan
to sell to Germany, keep away from
machines older than four years.

For amusement games, the legal
regulations in Germany are odd, but
make sense: a game of skill? No
good. You might need to be to skill-

ful to win; this, would means fat
profits for operators and the German
authorities do not like it. ... A
gambling machine? Yes—but, with
maximum payout ratios strictly su-
pervised in order to avoid excessive
gambling and high returns to oper-
ators. Result: bingos are authorized,
only if free games are not paid out,

and therefore, German operators do
not care for such, or pinball ma-
chines, as long as the gambling wall
machines are legitimate, and bring
much higher profits.

NRI Announces New
Collector Mechanisms
ST. LOUIS—National Rejectors, Inc.,

“cooler collector” channel, a “cooler
collector” changer and a “universal
percentage divider” unit.

The “cooler collector” channel is a
standard long type two-nickel or one-
dime channel assembly. It can be in-

stalled in coolers already in the field

or in the current production models on
manufacturers’ assembly lines. No
change in cooler design, modification
or adaption is necessary.
The “cooler collector” changer can

be installed on all vendors currently
designed to accommodate the 8800
Series Changer.

In both collector units, the collector
bank is set to accumulate the first se-

ries of dimes inserted in the cooler
after each servicing by the route man.
The collector can be adjusted to ac-
cumulate any amount between $2 and
$4. This money is protected in a sepa-
rate security compartment with its

own access lock.

The “cooler collector” changer is a
standard NRI 8800 Series 10-cent sale
changer, with the dime tube used as
the collector bank. It will accept two
nickels, a dime, or a quarter and make
a sale, returning three nickels in

change when a quarter is inserted. All
nickels and quarters are routed di-

rectly to the cooler cash box, as are
dimes after the pre-determined num-
ber have been accumulated in the col-

lector bank.
The “universal percentage divider”

is a merchandising aid, aimed at as-
sisting the bottler or operator in sell-

ing his product, his cooler and his
service. ’Three functions can be per-
formed—cooler collection, product con-
trol and, on full-service equipment,
payout of the location commission.

These
are released into the divider cash box
by a payout disc.

The ratio is one
payout every five sales, with other ra-
tions available. When the divider is

empty, it automatically prevents fur-
ther vends. Depending on the function
the divider is to perform, the entire
divider and its cash box can be keyed
alike or differently.
