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A consistent hit-maker in the record world with an unbroken chain of chart successes, MGM’s Connie

Francis is now making rapid strides in the film world. Making her debut a few years ago in “Where The

Boys Are,” Connie’s second effort stars the performer in a film which she co-produced with MGM called

“Follow The Boys.” In addition to the Franmet film, which is doing well throughout the U.S., and which

opened in Europe last week, Connie is riding high with her single hit dubbed “Follow The Boys” and an

LP bearing the same title. The promotion-minded songstress drew capacity audiences when she attend-

ed premieres of her new movie all across the country. Last week she introduced her new act at the Latin

Casino in New Jersey and leaves this month for an eleven day tour of South Africa, March 25th. Connie

continues to be one of the strongest American recording personalities in international markets.
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Since returning from the NARM
Convention, we have been inundat-

ed with phone calls from people on
the manufacturer level, who were
unable to attend the San Francisco

meet. All seem to be asking—usually

with some degree of sarcasm—
“Well, were any of the industry’s

problems solved?”

Of course, none of the major in-

dustry problems were solved. And
one could hardly expect a single

meeting of representatives from
different phases of any industry to

solve even one major problem.

A convention is designed, pri-

marily, to air ideas. Ideas which
some time in the near or perhaps
distant future may lead to a solu-

tion of industry difficulties. And in

this respect, the NARM meet was
again a most useful convention.

There was almost no time wasted
at the Convention—something we
wish we could say about all indus-

try get-togethers. NARM members
very openly discussed their feelings

about the rapidly changing busi-

ness. Because of the tremendous
amount of product they purchase,
and because of keener competition
at the retail level, jobbers feel that

what they call “Dual Distribution”

(or the jobber’s right to purchase
product at distributor prices) is the
next step which the record manu-
facturer must consider. And they
clearly stated their feelings at the
first moment possible and kept this

subject the major theme of the con-
vention from beginning to end.

Manufacturers, well aware of the

dramatic change this would cause
within the industry, didn’t pull

their punches either in responding
to the jobbers’ suggestions. Very
sharply and to the point, manufac-
turers clearly indicated their feel-

ings about the request: You don’t

perform a distributor’s function

and therefore don’t deserve to be
treated as distributors.

This, of course, did not solve any
industry problems. But it did show
both parties exactly where each
stood at the end of another year’s

business—a year which saw many
significant changes at the retail

level. Now both parties will have to

act accordingly during the coming
year.

But in addition to group meet-
ings, each manufacturer had an op-
portunity to talk to each jobber in-

dividually. Credit problems, prob-
lems affecting a jobber in a specific

territory, jobber-distributor diffi-

culties in a given locale gave both
the manufacturer and the jobber a
better look at the other’s headaches
—a definite benefit that must be
considered a great asset of the con-
vention.

We can never hope to erase diffi-

culties in an industry as complex as

the record business at any one con-
vention. But all must agree that, in

our industry, just as in more signifi-

cant negotiations such as those re-

garding world tensions, only
through discussion and their re-

sulting ideas is there hope for these

solutions.

NEW YORK—Len Levy has been
promoted to general manager of Epic
Records, it was announced last week
by Norman Adler, exec veep of Co-
lumbia Records, the parent firm.

Levy, formally Epic’s national sales
manager, will report directly to Bill

Gallagher, marketing veep at Colum-
bia.

Gallagher noted that under Levy’s

direction the label “experienced the

greatest sales volume in its history

during 1962.”

In his new post, Levy, with Epic

since Oct., 1961, will continue to be

responsible for all phases of the sales

operations of Epic and Okeh, a label

affiliate, including the development of

merchandising programs and the di-

rection of such programs through the

efforts of Epic-Okeh district sales

managers and distribs.

Levy joined Epic with 14 years

experience in disk sales. He was veep

of Modern Sound, Inc., an indie pro-

ducing company and director of sales

and administration for Top Rank. He
has also been involved with whole-

saling, retailing and manufacturing

operations in the disk industry.

With Levy at the helm. Epic

achieved the greatest sales in its nine

year history. Heading the sales show-

ing were Bobby Vinton, whose “Roses

are Red” was the label’s first million-

seller, George Maharis and Buddy
Greco. Label acquired the services of

Adam Wade and the Ames Bros, dur-

ing ’62. Classical-wise the diskei’y

added The Juilliard String Quartet.

Epic’s top long-hair attraction is

George Szell & The Cleveland Or-

chestra.
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FTC Winds Up Its Case
Against Columbia; Label
Rebuttal Begins Apr. 15

NEW YORK—The Federal Trade
Commission completed its case against
the Columbia Record Club last week
with final hearings in New York on
Mar. 11-12. The Columbia Record
Club will argue its case with testi-

mony of witnesses beginning Apr. 15.

The final witnesses for the FTC in

Gotham were David Rothfeld of Kor-
vette’s, A. Hirsch of Malverne Dis-
tributing, Edwin Ricotta of Wunder-
man, Ricotta and Kline Advertising
Agency, Randy Wood, president of
Dot Records, and Paul Ackerman,
executive secretary of ARMADA.
The most extensive testimony given

during the final sessions was that of
Randy Wood, president of Dot Rec-
ords, and Paul Ackerman, executive
secretary of ARMADA. Wood was
questioned by counsels on both sides
on the history of Dot Records, its

growth, ownership and current finan-
cial status. The diskery prexy re-
vealed that in the past seven or eight
years he has negotiated with repre-
sentatives of all the record clubs for
distribution of Dot product and that
to date no contracts had ever been
finalized. Wood also stated that in his
opinion the record clubs has probably
hurt the record dealers by reducing
traffic in the stores, but that Dot
needs club distribution to increase the
exposure of its artists, regardless of
his own personal feelings on the mat-
ter. Wood concluded by saying that he
thought discount houses and rack job-
bers were not good for the industry.

David Rothfeld, who testified at the
beginning of the hearings, was re-
called by the FTC to give additional
information on Korvette’s record de-
partments. Rothfeld stated that since
joining Korvette’s in 1958, the chain’s
gross from record sales has increased
from $3 million in ’58 to 13 or $14
million in 1962. The sharp upward
trend was a result of extensive ad-
vertising and the opening of addi-
tional stores, Rothfeld said. In com-
paring Korvette’s advertising methods
with those of the Columbia Record
Club, Rothfeld remarked, “Columbia’s
advertising has had a deflationary ef-

fect on records generally.” The Kor-
vette exec also remarked that of the
18 stores operated by the Korvette
chain, 10 showed an increase in vol-
ume in 1962 over 1961, while 8
showed a decrease.
The Government’s final witness,

Paul Ackennan, was called as an ex-
pert on the music industry in general,
in that he was on the editorial staff
of Billboard for 28 years and had
extensive knowledge on all phases of
the business.
Ackerman highlighted his remarks

by commenting that he editorially
endorsed the Columbia Record Club
on two separate occasions because in

its initial stages the club was sup-
posed to enhance business, service
outlying areas which has been untap-
ped, and that catalog product would
get greater exposure. In the ensuing

years, said Ackerman, the club has

become a competitor of the dealers.

He also remarked that discount

houses were no good for the industry,

but that rack jobbers did serve a

function.

Stuart Robinowitz, counsel for Co-

lumbia, asked Ackerman why he did

not reiterate his sentiments toward
the Columbia Club in the article he

wrote for Cash Box (Dec. 29, 1962)

in which he discussed the ills of the

record industry. Ackerman replied

that by this time the “Club thing was
old hat” and that he was writing on

current problems.

Set Dean Network TV'er

NEW YORK—Jimmy Dean, Colum-
bia Records’ star songster, returns to

the TV fold next fall with a netwox’k

musical variety show over ABC-TV,
according to his manager, A1 Bruno.

Show starts Sept. 19 in the 9pm

—

10pm slot. Bob Banner is producing.

NEW YORK—The Mercury, Philips
and Smash labels now have separate
A&R depai'tments.
Move was announced last week fol-

lowing a 3-day meet in New York

necessitated reassignment of the A&R
staff, to better meet the needs of the
rapid expansion of the three com-
panies.”

Al Gallico Resigns From
Shapiro-Bernstein Pubs.
NEW YORK—Al Galileo’s 10-year

It is understood that Gallico asked
for a financial stake in Painted Des-

“I WANNA BE AROUND”—Tony Bennett—
Columbia CL2000
Tony Bennett, who is still riding high on the

charts with his “I Left My Heai’t in San Fran-
cisco” LP, tags this new album outing after his

current blockbuster, “I Wanna Be Around.” Here
are some expressive and feelingful Bennett read-
ings of a host of choice new and old tunes with
some pulsating backing by the Ralph Sharon Trio.

Slick sides here are the title tune, “The Good
Life,” “It Was Me” and “I’ve Got Your Number.”
Already a chart item, the package could go all

the way.

1963’s EARLY HITS
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“1963’s EARLY HITS”—Lawrence Welk— Dot
DLP3510
Lawrence Welk, who is currently riding the LP
charts with his “Waltz Time” album, comes up
with a strong follow-up with this Dot outing
aimed at the current crop of biggies. The orkster

flick. The lark turns in her usual professional

singing job on a warm of sturdies including “It

Never Was You” and “By Myself.” Additionally,

vet tunesmith Harold Arlen and E. Y. Harburg
have come up with a first-rate original in the

impressive title song. The disk should pull loads

of loot when the film goes into general release.

“THE DUKES AT DISNEYLAND VOLUME I”—
Dukes Of Dixieland—Columbia CL 1966
The Dukes Of Dixieland successfully proove that

their distinctive brand of high-spirited jazz is far

from dead on this top-flight set cut at the 1962
Dixieland Jazz Festival. The group swings so

smoothly in the traditionalist jazz idiom on
“Wolverine Blues,” “Royal Garden Blues” and
“Canal Street Blues” that even some new-wave
jazzophiles will dig the sounds. Disk should score

heavily.

“BLAME IT ON THE BOSSA NOVA”—Eydie
Gorme—Columbia CL 2012
Eydie Gorme, who is currently pulling plenty of
loot with her chart-riding single of “Blame It On
The Bossa Nova,” tags this new Columbia LP
outing after the hit and renders eleven other
popular items in the bossa nova style. The lark’s

wide-range, distinctive voice is aptly suited to

the Brazilian rhythm as she turns in standout
readings of “The Gift,” “Almost Like Being In
Love” and “The Coffee Song.” Album should
reach the charts in no time flat.

“THE BARBRA STREISAND ALBUM”—Colum-

Once in a great while a new singer comes along
who deserves special attention. Such an artist is

Barbra Streisand. The lark has a highly-dis-
tinctive, throaty, wide-range, legit-styled voice
and amazingly intricate sense of phrasing. The
songstress dishes up some stunning Peter Matz-
arranged versions of “Cry Me A River,” “Soon,
It’s Gonna Rain” and “Keepin’ Out Of Mischief
Now.” Heavy airplay potential here.

“ENCORE”—Chuck Jackson—Wand 665
Chuck Jackson, who is still pulling plenty of pay-
dirt with his smash single, “Tell Him I’m Not
Home,” does a repeat performance of the biggie
on this Wand LP geared for dancing and listen-
ing excitement. The wailer’s huge following from
the teen dance crowd will surely dig this live-
wire session which showcases his feelingful de-
livery and big voice. Best bets here are “Getting
Ready For The Heartache,” “Blue Holiday” and
“Two Stupid Feet.” The disk should step out
saleswise.

“THE MERRY WIDOW”—Various Artists—Co-
lumbia OS2280
Here is a top-drawer performance in English
of Franz Lehar’s melodic “Merry Widow” with a
stellar cast that includes Lisa Della Casa, John
Reardon, Laurel Hurley and Charles K. L. Davis.
The excellent translation into English by Merl
Puffer and Deena Cavalieri enhances the inherent
beauty of this delightful operetta. Memorable
bands here are “The Merry Widow Waltz” by
Reardon and Della Casa and “Love In My Heart”
with Hurley and Davis. Superb in stereo, the LP
looms as a best-seller.

“SKEETER DAVIS SINGS THE END OF THE
WORLD”—RCA Victor LPM 2699
The lark, who is currently scoring with her big
pop-country smash of “The End Of The World,”
unleashes her potent vocal talents full-blast on
this new Victor LP outing. In addition to her
biggie, Skeeter dishes up first-rate, feelingful
readings of “Mine Is A Lonely Life,” “Once Upon
A Time” and “My Coloring Book.” LP has enough
built-in success ingredients to zoom up the hits-

ville path.

“CHAMPAGNE, CANDLELIGHT AND KISSES”—Jackie Gleason—Capitol SW 1830
Jackie Gleason’s previous romantic packages have
sparked heavy sales and this new collection of
standards seems sure to go a similar success
route. Unlike his other slow-paced ballad ses-
sions, this disk puts the spotlight on the brass
and rhythm sections. A first-rate jazz crew adds
plenty of excitement as they go through lively

arrangements of “Undecided,” “I Double Dare
You” and “A Pretty Girl Is Like A Melody.” Eye
the LP for quick acceptance.

“OUR DAY WILL COME”—Ruby and the Ro-
mantics—Kapp KL1323
Ruby and the Romantics, who recently sprung
from obscurity to the top of the charts with their
blockbustin’ single, “Our Day Will Come,” tag
this premier LP session on Kapp after the biggie
and include with it first-rate evergreens in the
same delightful vocal and instrumental style.

anyone.”
He adds that he has “no particular

axe to grind “concerning the Presi-
dent.” “I voted against him in the
last election and will probably do the
same in 1964. However, I would be the
first to doff my hat in his presence
since he bears the highest honor that
Americans can bestow on any fellow
citizen.”

Ben Selvin began studying music

at the age of seven. At 21, while con-

ducting an 11-piece orchestra at the

famed Moulin Rouge night club, he

recorded four songs for the Victor

Talking Machine Company—at a set

fee of $100 per song. One of them,

“Dardanella,” became the first dance

record to sell over one million copies.

Other hits by the Selvin Orchestra

included “I’m Forever Blowing Bub-

bles,” “A Pretty Girl Is Like A Mel-

ody,” and “Isle of Golden Dreams.”
Throughout his career, Selvin has

recorded more than 9,000 selections

under nine different names for nine

companies.

In 1927, established as an artist, he

left night clubs to become musical

director with the Columbia Phono-

graph Company, was eventually ap-

pointed director of A&R, and assisted

in the formation of the Columbia
Broadcasting System. After serving

as vice president in charge of record-

ing and programming for the Muzak
Corporation from 1934 until 1941, Sel-

vin took a leave of absence to work
with James Petrillo and the American
Federation of Musicians in preparing

the first comprehensive survey of

recorded music.

After returning to Muzak, he joined

Majestic Records as vice president

and in 1947, re-joined Columbia Rec-

ords in Hollywood as director of A&R.
In February, 1953, he was named
A&R manager for Victor’s Custom
Record Department, and in recent

years his primary duties have included

the responsibility for many of the

recordings made by the department in

the United States and Europe. Dis-

cussing his career on the eve of his

retirement, Selvin, 65, stated: “My
only regret is that I didn’t join RCA
Victor as an executive in 1919 instead

of as an artist, since the last ten years

have been the most interesting of my
career.”

Master of ceremonies for the dinner

was Ralph C. Williams, manager of

the custom dept. Discussing Selvin’s

retirement he said: “During his career

at RCA Victor, Ben Selvin has served

the company well in an executive A&R
capacity. He has made a significant

contribution to the Record Division

and Custom Records in particular, and
will be greatly missed. It is our hope

that his future plans may well call

for a continuing association with us

and his many friends and associates

in the music and record industry.”

Selvin, who lives in Roslyn, Long
Island, has long been active in real

estate, in addition to his musical

activities. He plans to devote more
time in this area, plus serving as a

musical consultant to the Top of the

Fair, Inc. at the New York World’s

Fair, among other ventures.

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Weiss, Warner Bros, international director, in London for meetings
with Decca to plan prornotional and release campaigns from May to September.
Wejss also had discussions wilh Cyril Simons of Leeds Music, the company
representing Warner Bros, publishing interests in this country. Already active

^ Chile. Uruguay and Brazil meetings also took place with Frank
Chalmers of EMI concerning Warner Bros, entry into other South American
countries under it’s own trade mark. Weiss expressed great hopes for the new
Everly Brothers single “So It Will Always Be” (Leeds Music) and “Pulf” by
Peter Paul & Mary (Blossom Music) both released this week. Negotiations
are under way to bring Peter Paul and Mary to this country in the autumn.

Into London on this first leg of their exploratory tour of Europe came
Berry Gordy (president), Barney Ales (Vice-president) and Mrs. Ester Ed-
wards of Tamla, Motown and Gordy Records. Meetings were held with top
record executives including Sir Edward Lewis (DeccaG L. G. Wood (EMI) and
Maurice Levy (Oriole)—the label’s’ distributors in the U.K. Several music
publishing houses that were visited include Campbell Connelly, Aberbach,
Ardmore & Beechwood, Burlington and Tin Pan Alley. After calling at Berlin,
Hamburg, Rome, Milan, Zurich, Paris, Amsterdam and Copenhagen, the Mo-
town executives return to London on April 3 en route for Detroit.

Manufacturers’ sales of records in December valued at £2,350,000 increased
by 16% compared with December 1961; home sales rose by 18% but export
sales were 5% lower. Taking the year 1962 as a whole, manufacturers sales
were 9% higher than in 1961, the increases for home and export markets
being 10% and 3% respectively. The production of disks in December fell by
nearly one tenth compared with a year earlier; output of 45 rpm disks de-
creased by 6% and 33%rd rpm disks by about one fifth. 78 rpm production
was substantially higher in December than a year earlier but output had
declined steadily throughout 1962 and was 11% lower than in 1961. Output
of 45 rpm records during 1962 showed little change from the previous year
but production of 33%rd rpm disks was 5% greater.

Mr. Acker Bilk leaves at the end of the month for a tour of New Zealand
and Australia. Acker and the boys will be playing dates in Hamilton, Aukland,
Palmerstone, Christchurch, Dunedin, Invercargil, Wellington, Nelson and
Hastings from March 26 to April 11, then to Brisbane, Melbourne and Sydney,
finishing up with concerts in Singapore and Hong Kong.

Bob Hope’s latest film “Call Me B’wana,” made here at Elstree
Studios, will be released and co-star Edie Adams joins Hope on the title song
(United Artists).

Another UA film “Two For The See Saw” starring Shirley McLaine and
Robert Mitchum opens April 7 and two recordings will be released by Andre
Previn (CBS) and A1 Hirt (RCA). Sammy Davis has waxed a vocal version
“A Second Chance” for Reprise.

Rogers also reports the imminent arrival of Michael Stewart in charge of
United Artists Music Department in New York. As well as visiting the London
office, Stewart will tour the continent calling on all United Artists’ European
affiliates.

Manager Bernie Lee informs that Jimmy Justice’s concert date at the K.B.
Hall, Copenhagen recently was so successful that the management has
invited him back for two concerts in May as well as a five-week summer
engagement which will take place in Sweden.
Joe Brown, whose current release “That’s What Love Will Do” is high in

the charts, headlines a variety tour on April 1st which will also feature Mark
Wynter. Joe has a new LP release in April on Piccadilly “Joe Brown—Live!”
As the title suggests this album was recorded in concert during his pantomime
season.

The Tornados have their first engagement outside Britain when they top
the bill of the Olympia, Paris on April 4. The group will stay for a two-week
season. Their latest Decca disk is another Joe Meek composition, “Robot?’^\

wrote that he received a wonderful welcome at the airport and that his biggest
hits are “Free Me” and “Goodbye Cruel World,” both of them sung in Spanish.
Enrique is managed by the Scalla Musical and very soon will return to

Mexico.
Elvis’ “Return to Sender” recorded at the Musart label by Manolo Munoz

at the same time that Alberto Vazquez recorded his Spanish version of old
American standard, “I Believe.”

“Bin Bin” is the new rhythm that some labels are trying to introduce to the
Mexican radio stations. Another rhythm that is being promoted is the “me-
requetengue” ci'eated by Mexican conductor Ramon Marquez.
Folk singer Cuco Sanchez will go to Argentina next month. Cuco will per-

form on radio, TV and at night clubs and after that will tour through some
other South American countries and finally will fly to Spain.
“Blame It on the Bossa Nova” was recorded in Spanish by Enrique Guzman

for the CBS label under the title of “Ensenando Bossa Nova.” And speaking
about this rhythm, Sonia (one of the Sonia and Myriam duet) recorded at
RCA a new combination named “Bossa-bop.” By this time, this duet should
be performing in Chile.

“Portrait of My Love” and “I Believe” were recorded at the Musart label

by Alberto Vazquez, the most promising singer we have at the moment. With
this record conductor and arranger Ruben Marquez debuts on Musart. And at

the same label, Manolo Munoz, who is performing now in Argentina, recorded
two songs, “Mexican Joe” and “My Gal Josephine.”
Famous Mexican trio Los Tres Reyes finished its engagement in San An-

tonio, Texas recently. After San Antonio, Los Tres Reyes went to Dallas and
after that it returns to Mexico to work for one week in Monterey, bowing
the new night club Night Hotel. Teams latest recording is “Que impaciencia”
and “Dora Liz,” made at RCA.

Los Rebeldes del Rock, the most popular rock and roll group now in town,

This album contains a song from
each of the different countries of Latin American, and has the chance to be
a big seller.

One of the best versions of “Desafinado” is the one Gloria Lasso made for
Musart. Paul Piot did a strong job on the arrangements.
CBSRecords announced the presentation of four new artists who the label

feels will be hit performers, after hard training of three months. Artists are
Joaquina, Silvia Agulla, Irma Serrano and Augusto Contreras. None of them
are rock and roll, twist or ballad singers. They are folk and bolero singers.

These artists are ready to continue in the footsteps of CBS big leaguers
Sonora Santanera, Javier Solis, Enrique Guzman, Ray Conniff, Cuco Sanchez
and The Carrion Brothers.

The song is controlled in Australia
by Tu-Con Music through the Leeds operation on behalf of Jobette in America.

On the Ampar label—through Festival—we find the release of an LP en-
titled “Fly Me To The Moon” featuring Eydie Gorm& This one could catch
big sales because it comes at a time when Eydie has her biggest hit ever in
Australia in “Blame It On The Bossa Nova.”

There has been an International Trade Fair running at the huge Exhibition
Buildings in Melbourne and Radio Station SAW has conducted all its programs
on location from the Fair as the official voice of the show. All disk jockey
sessions, etc. have been successfully presented from tbe SAW showcase studios
located a,t the Exhibition. Ralphe Rickman, star D-J with the Station, has
been a big attraction with his pop programs.

CBS will also take over most of
these lines for Gei'many in addition to its own strong repertoire. Verve leaves
the fold to go to Deutsche Grammophon, which also handles the MGM label.

We’ll have more details on this story in a week or so.

After a long illness, German teenage star Heidi Bruhl will represent Ger-
many in the “Song For Europe Contest.” It had been announced that because
of Heidi’s illness, Margot Eskens from Polydor would represent Germany,
but Philips Records announced that Heidi had sufficiently recovered and would
make the stint in England and appeared in German TV on Feb. 28 with the
five chosen songs to decide the winner.

Gex'many’s second TV program in Mainz has announced that beginning in
April it will present a German Hit parade show. The second program plans to
try to get the original artist to appear on the show for the top tunes program.
This program should make a huge influence on record sales here and give a
shot in the arm to the weak singles market. The German indie firm, 777, has
closed a long term contract with Telefunken C. N. Rood N. V. in Holland to
handle its product there. Polydor Records announces that its stars are really
on the road internationally. Peter Kraus is set for a stint in the exclusive
Hotel Kystens Perle in Denmark in June, Ted Herold and Carlos Otero are
set for a tour of Poland in May, Peter Kraus, Ted Herold and Gus Backus
will be doing shows in Finland in July and Peter Kraus is set for TV shots in
Belgium, Denmark and Sweden with Gus Backus and Ted Herold doing TV
shows in Holland. Rene Carol will visit the U. S. in May for shows. The RIAS
Orchestra under the direction of Hans Carste invited to appear at the Vienna
Concert week in 1964. They are at present touring with a George Gershwin
concert package which will also be recorded and released by Ariola’s classical
label. Eurodisc.

Radio Luxemburg announces that Freddy continues to top its hit parade
with “Junge, komm bald wieder” with second place going to Rex Gildo and
third place still held down by Will Brandes.

Teldec records is putting plenty of promotion behind the new Chris Montez
waxing of “Some Kinda Fun” as “Let’s Dance” racked up top sales here.
They are also working on “Love” by Paul Anka the new Elvis Presley record,
the Billy Vaughn recording of “Down Yonder,” “Globetrotter” by The Tor-
nados, and “Diamonds” by Jet Harris and Tony Meehan.
Bunny Lewis of Ritz Recoi'ds in England wrote to inform us that he has

picked up the master of “Steel Guitar Boogie,” which will be called “Guitar
A Gogo” and “Arizona Train” by Jim Carter And His Texas Rangers from
Germany. The I’ecord released here by Metronome is already beginning to get
chart action. A&R man Nils Nobach from Ariola just returned from France
where he did new German recordings with Charles Aznavour and Dalida. He
also plans to release the first German recording of Maureen Evans soon.

Ariola reports that its new “Soccer” EP series of game commentary re-
leased within 48 hours of important matches is bringing in good results. The
last EP sold 25,000 in a matter of days.

Teldec records has stai’ted a special campaign to push the new LP from the
newly filmed “Three Penny Opera.”

FRANCE
Let’s start the column this week by mentioning the very big success of

Jacques Brel. The first night at the Olympia Music hall was a triumph. We’ve
never seen Brel so at ease and so talented. He had very few new songs, but his
repertory was well organized. Truthfully speaking, this was a sensational
success especially after succeeding Charles Aznavour.

Just received good news from Ted Moura, director of President Records. He
announced to us the success of the Spotnicks, the Swedish guitar group, in
France, and this is true. The Spotnicks will be back in France March 12th
until March 20th appearing at the famous Musicorama, two very important
television shows. They will continue their tour in the north and east of France.
After all this they should be confirmed stars in France.

As director of Editions Amour, T. Moura tells us of his last find in the way
of Julien Bouquet, who was awarded the “Rose d’Or”De La Chanson Francaise
prize February 23rd at the Antibes Casino with his interpretation of “Au Pays
Des Merveilles.” This song promises to be a future success as does the song
he has just inked for Edith Piaf entitled “Tiens V’La Un Marin.” G. Boujnah
points out to the success of Lucky Blondeau on deejays with his rendering
of “Dix Petits Indiens” (Ten Little Indians). It seems that Lucky has passed
the difficult obstacle of his first song “Sheila,” and today he is well placed on
the road leading to the title of star. But the road is very long and difficult.

Let’s have confidence in Hazan who will find the songs suitable for the Lucky
Blondeau style.

It is very hard to understand the French record market and its fluctuations.

On one side we hear rumors about upping the selling prices of records and on
another side we have learned that the Trianon label, which is an affiliate of
Pathe Marconi, has issued E.P.s at 4 francs. A price destined only for the big
shops like Monoprix, Prisunics, and now these records are distributed to all

record shops. It seems that the first result that will be obtained will be an
important fall in the pi-ice of normal orchestral or dance records. Philips, not
behind time, has also released a series of records of this kind under the label

tag Pergola. Let’s now wait for the reaction of Barclay and Vogue. This will

in any case give much moi-e value to the stars and also facilitate the life of
everyone, especially the lawyers. As everyone probably knows in France the
record trade is certainly the trade with the biggest percentage of lawsuits
between competitive firms.

Let’s talk about a small story in a very serious newspaper called “Les
Echos” which specializes in financial questions. This paper has a big column
on the disk biz. The conclusion is very disturbing, but it is the logical follow-up
on the Johnny Halliday lawsuit, which we have not yet finished talking about.
“Les Echos” terminate by saying that the artist who is not satisfied, or who
esteems that he is being wronged, can always during his contract break same
and plead otherwise. We can never estimate all the wrong that this lawsuit
has caused in the record corporation, and precipitated an evolution which to

be efficient and, without danger, should be carefully considered.

Must point out that Pathe Marconi has just created a new label entitled

Pat which is reserved only for young singers. A cocktail party was given to

celebrate the birth of the label. We don’t know very much about this label only
that these records will be sold to the public at a very reasonable price and
this will enable the firm to push these records in an effective manner.

of the big cities. He will be acompanied on the trek by Eddie Barclay and
Mme. Breton. While on the subject of Mme. Breton let’s say that Gilbert
Becaud will direct the publishing firm Rideau Rouge in which Mme Breton
has interests and he will be backed up by Jean Paul Sisser who was formerly
with Editions Breton. We wish Gilbert Becaud every success in his new ven-
ture.

Just released on the Barclay label a grooving by Sofia Loren tagged “De
Jour En Jour” and “Je Ne T’aime Plus,” based on the theme “Frederic” from
the film “Soleil Dans L’Oeil” with French lyrics by Bernard Dimey and com-
posed by Maurice Jarre both belonging to Editions Barclay. Virginia, one of
the Peter sisters going solo has just grooved and canned an E.P. released on
the Barclay label. Two sides are “L’Amour En Bleu” by Guy Magenta and
Eddy Marnay also “Je Ne T’Oublierai Jamais” by the same writers.

Mbrks Musikforlag’s “Dansevise” (Dance Song), winning Danish Song

Festival song, a composition by Otto Francker with lyrics by Sejr Volmer-
Sbrersen, is now being published with lyrics in English and German, too. In
the local Song Festival the song was presented by by Grethe and Jbrgen Ing-
mann, both very popular in most European countries, and now there is a great
interest abroad for this number.

FINLAND
The limbo-craze and a TV show by local Helsinki station Tesvisio in which

limbo competitions were ain'anged. Chubby Checker’s “Limbo Rock’’ seems to
every chance to become one of the year’s real top sellers, Cash Box is informed.
Tangos seem to have a strong revival in Finland at this time, Paavo Einib

of Scandia-Musiikki Oy report to Cash Box. Italian composer-singer Rocco
Granata has hit very hard in Finland with his tango “ Tango d’Amore,” re-
corded by himself on Sonet. Another tango, the Finnish composition “Satumaa”
(Fairyland) has been topping the chai’ts for some time in a recording with
the newcomer Reijo Taipale on Scandia. In addition to these, there have also
been several other tangos on the local charts recently.

Foreign artists find their way to Finland when touring Europe. Duke Elling-
ton was here in February, and now Finnish jazz fans are anxiously looking
forward to the Ella Fitzgerald-Oscar Peterson concerts April 1. These concerts
are handled by the concert bureau Rytmi, sister company of Scandia-Musiikki
Oy, wellknown in the record and publishing biz.

Cash Box just received two records from RCA, presenting the first four in

the local Finnish Song Festival. Laila Halme sings “Muistojeni laulu’’—and
will do so in London later in March, the winner, and “Olen mika olen” (third).
Lasse Martensson sings “Kaikessa soi blues” (Everywhere there’s the blues),
second, and “Marraskuu” (November), fourth in the local competition. The
latter was composed by the singer.

SWEDEN
There are plenty of records from the local Swedish Song Festival on the

market. Record companies seem to believe most in “Twist till menuett” (Twist
to Menuett) by There Skogman, of which there are four recordings at the
market. Inger Berggren has done it at HMV, The Bacons at Odeon, Lars Lbnnd-
ahl at RCA and Carli Tornehave at Philips. “Zum zum lilla sommarbi” (Zoom
zoom little summerbee) has resulted in three recordings available, Ann-
Louise Hansson at Metronome, Lily Berglund at Dux and Yvonne Norrman at
Rekord. “Eng gang i Stockholm” (Once upon a time in Stockholm), the winning
song, has resulted in two recordings, one with Monica Zetterlund on Philips

(who also will represent Sweden in London) and one instrumental at HMV
with Arne Domnerus’ Orchestra. “Rosen Och Vinden” (The Rose and the Wind)
has also been recorded by two companies, Lars Lbnndahl at RCA and Lily
Berglund at Dux. “Scheherazade” appears in an instrumental with The Harlem
Stompers on Polydor and a vocal with Gunnar Wiklund on Scan-Disc. “Se’n Igar
Ar Vi Kara” (We’re In Love Since Yesterday) has been done by Mona Grain
on Cupol and Lily Berglund on Dux, and “Storstadsmelodi” (Big City Melody)
is available with Gerd Sbderberg on Decca and Carli Tornehave on Philips.

“Varens fiickparad” (Girl Parade of the Spring) has been recorded with Lars
Lbnndahl on RCA and Gunnar Wiklund on Scan-Disc. “Frbken Eko” (Miss
Echo) appears on one recording only, with Anita Glows on Sonet, and finally,

“Jag ar sa trbtt pa allt det har” (I am so tired of all this) has been recorded
by Mona Grain on Cupol. Two of the songs in the competition, “Hong Kong
Sang” (Hong Kong Song) and “Sag Varfbr” (Say why) has not been recorded
at all. However, this is probably the first time when there has been such a
great interest in most of the songs appearing in the local competition. Only a
few years ago, it seemed as though record companies were not even willing to

record the winner.
While most songs from the Swedish Song Festival have found a local (and

in some cases also foreign) publisher, the winner seems to run into some
difficulties. It is known that the composer is interested in handing over the
rights to a certain publisher, while the lyric writer prefers another. Involved in

this, according to the dailies, which have given more and more space to this

affair, is the composer Bobbie Ericson and his good contacts with Southern
Music since many years, and lyric writer Beppe Wolgers, who has a contract
with Sonora Musikfbrlags AB. The situation is curious, to say the least, but
the most important is that as time goes on, the interest in the song will be
dropping, and should the sheet music not appear before the Eurovision Song
Festival in London, it might be a waste of money to publish it at all (unless

the song wins in London). Examples from previous years shows an approx,
sale of around 20,000 sheet copies, with the sheet music available almost the

day after the local Festival took place.

AB Svenska Ord (Swedish Words, Inc.), the show biz team of Hasse Alfreds-

son and Tage Danielsson, has presented its new show at the Berns Restaurant
in Stockholm. It is probably the first time that this giant restaurant has
presented a 90 minute show where knowledge in Swedish is necessary for the

audience. Berns has usually been known for its international audience. How-
ever, the show is one of the best seen in Stockholm in a long time. The people

behind Swedish Words, Inc., also makes records, AB Svenska Ljud (Swedish
Sounds, Inc.)—distributed by AB Philips-Sonora—and is said planning to join

the film biz in the near future as AB Svenska Bilder (Swedish Pictures, Inc.).

A letter just arrived from Ivan Mogull in New York, who was very happy
about the success of his song “Ahab The Arab” in Finland at the moment, and
of “I Saw Linda Yesterday,” the real top seller in Sweden at the moment.
New sheet music from Thore Ehrling Musik AB includes “Any Time Is The

Right Time,” composed by Lance Mulchay with lyrics by David Gearing,

“Rhythm Of The Rain” composed and written by John Gummoe with Swedish
lyrics (“Regnets rytm”) by Britt Lindeborg, and Tom Springfield’s “Island

Of Dreams.” The same publisher also has the copyrights for the Lionel Bart-

Laurie Johnson musical “Look Up Your Daughters,” at the moment something
of a sensation at the Oscar Theatre in Stockholm.
The politicians might have their problems with their Common Market in

Europe, but American songsmith Larry Douglas’ composition titled “Common
Market” seems to find things much easier. It has been released in Scandinavia

by Karusell, which also might have local Danish and Swedish recordings

released in addition to the English version they have already released. Ex-
cepting Scandinavia, “Common Market” will be released by record companies
in Holland, Spain, Portugal, and Italy, and more are following, writes Douglas
from Paris.

It will be his last

performances on this organ for many years to come. Some parts of the

church’s construction have fallen into a serious state of decay and restoration

of Amsterdam’s oldest church has started in the meantime. This implies, as

Otto Glastra van Loon of L.C. Phonogram and supervisor of Asma’s recording-

sessions explained, that the original space for recording-possibilities in the
church itself has been reduced to one-third, while acoustics are completely
ruined by all sorts of props and partitions. Some new releases from Asma’s
last recordings on the Old Church’s organ are the Philips-singles in the series

“Sounds of the Organ” (singles of $1.10 each in special sleeves), with the
familiar Nuptial marches by Mendelssohn and Wagner, variations on Hymns
and a Fantasy on “A mighty Fortress is our Lord.”
The 10” LP series “Grand Gala” on the Dutch Philips and Decca labels

(famous classics in $2.40 albums) were extended this month with six new
items. Among them are a Chopin-recital by Uninsky, famous Verdi Opera
Choirs, Schumann’s Piano Concerto by Gulda and Beethoven’s Fifth by the
Hague Philharmonic.
The ecumenical ileology of modern clergy-men took a very sympathic

shape in Holland recently when a Catholic priest and youth-leader, the Rev.
Chaplain Louis De Rooy (32), recorded an EP for Philips with a charitable

purpose: the building of “two Houses for one Lord,” viz. the founding of a

Catholic and a Protestant youth-centre in cooperation with a Protestant
minister. Chaplain Louis appeared in the Dutch Rudy Carrell TV-Show of

March 8th; the Rev. Louis plays the guitar and sings self-written, joyful

ballads. The EP is entitled “Plenty, Plenty.”
American organ-virtuoso Doug Duke and family came to Holland last Dec.

to make his home here for a while and do some very effective personal promo-
tion for his highly entertaining music. He was at the home of Philips’ Phono-
graphic Industries Director, J. W. A. Langenberg and his wife, and played
several free demonsti-ations for a pleasantly surprised flock of Dutch musi-
cians, TV and radio personnel and newspapermen. Karel Prior of Avro-TV
was the first to introduce Doug Duke for Dutch TV. The first Duke-EP on
Philips was released this month: “The Duke swings on the organ.”
Bovema’s Imperial label this week launched the first 6 12” LP’s in the

f 9,90-series “Music for You.” Both presentation and quality are on a very
high level. Its choice of repertory is especially tuned to mass-appeal, cover-
ing such items as Tchaikovsky’s “Swan Lake,” violin concertos by this com-
poser and Brahms and three of the most popular American musicals, “Okla-
homa!,” “South Pacific” and “Rose Marie.” All Bovema-dealers have been
supplied with window-displays, leaflets, ordering coupons and a special sales

letter.

Bovema will now exclusively handle all releases of the good old German
Gloria label in Holland, the program of which covers a very attractive bunch
of 12” LP’s and singles in the pop-area, with artists such as The Dixielanders
and Erwin Lehn’s orchestra.
Bovema’s Columbia label recently welcomed popular teenager-singer Helen

Shapiro. Helen was featured with her top hits “A Queen for Tonight” and in

the Friday-night Rudy Carrell TV Show, in which also HMV’s twisting talent
"Tony Ronald (HMV) sung his version of “Loop de Loop.”

Imperial-Holland recently recorded Bruno Martino’s Dutch version of the
San Remo Festival winning “Uno Per Tutte” (sung by Tony Renis on Bovema’s
HMV-label). In this case the title will be “Een Vrouw Naar Mijn Hart” (A
Woman After My Heart).
From the well known and popular radio ensemble “De Oelewappers,” broad-

casting for KRO-Radio in Holland weekly—and giving pop songs the comedy-
treatment, Bovema’s Imperial label has now released a 10” LP, which will

certainly catch on very strong here.
Bovema’s Stateside label, still enjoying a heavy demand for its 12-inch

recording of “Black Nativity,” just released the Four Seasons runner-up hit-

parader “Walk Like A Man.” A lot of Dutch Everly Brothers fans will salute

nine local recordings are scheduled in Germany, Scandinavia, France, Italy,

Britain and the U.S.A. by the most famous artists. Moonglow distributes the
indie-master in Belgium; CNR in Holland.

Will Sompel, who appeai'ed recently on the famous Dutch Rudy Carrell
show, showed in Holland and Belgium, will have its second hit in a row with
“Because I love you” and “Por favor Senorita” (Discostar records). Artist
has been signed to an exclusive pact with Benelux-Theater Bureau in Brussels.

Same label introduced a new vocal-instrumental combo The Continentals,
mainly composed of musicians working at the Ford Motor Company in

Antwerp. First platter is “Lola” (the ’56-hit for Bob London). “Gloria” is

definitely to be recorded by Perry Como (with the Norman Luboff Choir),
Gerhard Wendland, Dario Moreno, Les Djinns, Les Compagnons de la Chanson,
Jose Guardiola, Tony Dallara and Frank Pourcel.

Flemish crooner Will Tura has received a silver copy of his bestseller

“Eenzaam zonder jou” at the Martini Club in Brussels. Fran^oise Hardy, the
seventeen year old Parisienne who has scored a hit in Belgium with “Tous les

gargons et let filles”— (Vogue), has earned herself the Charles Gros Award.
Gramophone has reported that there is a strong demand for EP’s. The most

recent EP by Richard Anthony features “Donne-moi ma chance,” “Ne prends
pas mon amour,” “On twiste sur la Locomotion” and “Apres toi” (Columbia).
Hot from the presses is a new EP by Cliff Richard and The Shadows; “Time

for Cliff and The Shadows” under the general heading of “Dance On.” I^s
Chats Sauvages have recorded their first 10-inch LP, with new singer Mike
Shannon. This disk features ten cute numbers, among which are five originals

and five French versions of foreign hits.

We received a letter from Claude Defies in Paris, who gave us some details

about recent activities by newly wed French crooner Sacha Distel. After a
week’s stay in Turkey, he will relax a while in the French capital, and will

be on stage of the Ancienne Belgique in Brussels from March 16 till March
28. From there he moves on to Israel. During his stay in Brussels Inelco
will launch an album “Sacha a I’Olympia” and three Distel-singles.

Charles Aznavour has met the press while he was in Brussels. Colette Rivat
(Ricordi) has also been in the Belgian capital, where she attended a reception.
There is at present a strong competition going on in Belgium after the

recent bestseller “Loop de Loop” made its appearance. Johnny Thunder
(Stateside) came out with the original version, but Bobby Rydell (Cameo)
has also joined the ranks. There is a lot of pro and con, but after having con-
sulted a number of teenagers, Rydell is better known in Belgium than Thun-
der. In any case, most juke-boxes are equipped with Rydell’s “Loop de Loop.”
“We like Birthland” by The Satellites (on Fly), on the market for a

number of weeks, has suddenly soared on the way of success. Jack Hammer,
after a prolonged tour in Germany and Switzerland will be back in Belgium
at the beginning of April. At Easter he will be top-performer at the casino
in Knokke. His latest records “Espana te quiero” and “Ali Ben Ghazi” were
doing fine indeed.
Manuel de Gomez, whose rendering of “Quando calienta el sol” impressed

many has been invited to New York’s World Fair in 1964. Ariola has now
also appeared in Germany with Ronnie Angel’s “Tjoelala Twist.” Clark Rich-
ard’s ne’i^est record “Come Back to Me” is certainly the most commercial of
this likeable Indonesian’s numbers. Ronnex Records has also brought on the
market the winning number of the festival “La Rondella d’Oro,” “Non ci

credo” by Memo Remigi, one of Italy’s most popular singers. A young en-
semble, Lucky and His Fury Boys, who are very popular in the Walloon
country, have recorded two attractive new numbers “A deux coeru” and
“Speedy Train.”
Ardmore and Beechwood reported that it has acquired the rights of “Alles

Gluck auf dieser Erde” by Kenneth Spencer (Columbia); “Kelly” by Rosy
Armen (Vogue) and “Johnny Day” and “In the wet,” two titles of Rolf Harris.
The “All Star Festival” album, sold to the profit of the world refugees,

sponsored by the United Nations in one of the biggest campaigns ever
launched in Belgium, doing extraordinarily well.

The song “Buona Notte Bambino,” which is already for several weeks
among the top ten in Belgium, has now been recorded in the German Language
by Rocco Granata for Electrola, Germany. Producers there were very excited
about this new recording. Class Music obtained the sub-publishing rights for

“Parsifal” in Venice and after that he will go to Teatro Alla Scala in Milan,
where he will be responsible for Wagner’s “Tetralogy.”

Three new releases from EMI Italiana: One is a new version of Beethoven’s
Opera “Fidelio” conducted by Otto Klenperer.

Second release is an album cutted by Walter Wilhelm Gieseking, in which
this famous pianist peiTorms music of Liszt and Cesar Franck. Last but not
least there’s the release of an album of contemporary music. On this LP EMI
Italiana presents music for ballet by the Orchestra des Concerts du Conserva-
toire conducted by George Pretre, well known in Italy too, and who did another
EMI album, “Russian Music.”

Let’s now step into the pop music field: just four weeks after the Festival
the two San Remo waxings that immediately gained first place on our hit

parade are gradually receding after the strong initial sales. “Giovane Giovane”
grooved by Pino Donaggio surpassed this week “Uno Per Tutte.”

It is interesting to note that the Emilio Pericoli’s waxing of “Uno Per Tutte”
appeals to the foreign market perhaps even more than in Italy. In fact, the
master of this grooving has been licensed in the US to Wanier Bros., in

Japan to King Record, in Germany, Austria and Switzerland to Turikaphon
in South America to CBS.

Cash Box received this news directly from Ricordi that informs about a new
Ornella Vanoni release entitled “La Fidanzata Del Bersagliere,” taken from
the play by the same title in which Ornella is now having a good success as
an actress. The comedy had good run in Rome and will now be staged in Milan.

During our conversation with Ricordi, we received news concerning- CBS.
Just announced is the release of “Ruby Baby,” which is now up on the charts
in the States, thanks to the exciting performance of Dion. Special promotional
campaign is already being started to prepare for sales which Ricordi believes
will be, under CBS, huge of next summer. To create a new kind of curiosity
with the public, the first promotional material does not indicate yet the title

of the grooving, but just says that next summer’s hit has been recorded under
CBS label. This slogan appears on the posters together with a big question
mark.

Passing to Ricordi’s publishing matters, Bruno Pozza announced the release
of the Pat Boone recording of “Days of Wine and Roses” subpublished in Italy
by Ricordi. Two new Ricordi tunes are Luigi Teneo’s “Angela” and “Mi Sono
Innamorato Di Te.” Franco Crepax, manager of Sugar’s recording operations,
announced that both songs have been chosen for waxing session of Johnny
Dorelli. Franco Crepax stressed out that the best seller of his group, C.G.D.
and G.C., is now Betty Curtis’ “Chariot.”

Concerning the foreign department of Sugar’s group, the big news of the
week is the release of Dean Martin’s “Senza Fine,” which, incidentally, is an
original Italian tune published by Ricordi. Promotional campaign has been also
announced on a UA waxing by Gene Pitney singing in Italian “If I Had a
Dime For My Juke Box.”

As for music publishing, Sugar’s firm mentions the Italian tune “Tu Che Sai
Di Primavera” waxed by ’Tony Dallara and penned by himself with Ezio Leoni.
This composition is coupled on the single with a South American title “Norma,”
originally published by Fermata Argentina, and subpublished in Italy by Mes-
saggerie Musical!. All of Sugar’s staff is very enthusiastic about this new
Dallara record.

From Curd, news that Giuseppe Gramitto Ricci has just left for the States
where he will stay for a two' week business tour. His address in New York is

the Gotham Hotel.

Manni Ricordi announced that he has been appointed president of Edizioni
Musical! Redi, a publishing firm that has in its catalog a good number of old
Italian hits. Edizioni Redi had one song in the last San Remo contest by the
title of “Vorrei Fermare II Mondo” and is now planning to release new Italian
repertoire starting with a tune penned by Sergio Sandrini, “Cercatemi”; future
promotional program also includes revivals of some of the older tunes like
Redi’s “Bocca Nel Buio” “Sempre” and “Perche’ Non Sognar.”

Associated with the Redi Group is a publishing firm named Le Canzoni Del
Mare. Firm started printing two of the best Jobim’s Bossa Nova successes,
“Estes Seu Olhar” and “O Pato,” both recorded by the Brazilian talent Joao
Gilberto. Original publisher of both numbers is Feinnata Do Brasil. These are
first releases of the series of South American hits that Le Canzoni Del Mare
plans to promote and in which is the main point of the activity of this firm.
Another song being pi-omoted by this house is “Orquidea” penned by well
known composer Hugo Blanco. Address of Redi publishing Group and Edizioni
Musical! Canzoni Del Mare is Galleria del Corso 2, Milano.

Jose Sentieri, Arturo Testa, Wanda Romanelli, Anna Ranalli, Vanna Scotti,
Giuseppe Negroni, Tullio Pane, Gianni Lacommare and Aura D’Angelo along
with Maestro Gino Mescoli to New York where they are expected for four
days rehearsals before the debut of the “San Remo Nel Mondo” show planned
in Washington March 21st. The Mayor and other personalities of San Remo
will be present at the debut. Troupe will be received at the White House.

With the slogan “Caterina Valente Makes You a Present of a Song” Decca
will release in March an exceptional EP at a special price on which Caterina
sings in Spanish four titles: “La Malaguena” by Ramirez, “Ay . .

Decca-London’s March release will also include “What ever happened to
Baby Jane” by Johnny & The Hurricanes (Bigtop) from the W B movie star-
ring Bette Davis and Joan Crawford; Chris Montez’s new hit after “Let’s
Dance,” Some Kinda Fun (Monogram: Del Shannon’s current hit “Little Town
Girl” (Bigtop) and Billy Vaughn’s recent album “Swingin’ Safari” (Dot).

Hank recently did a
guest shot on the Grand 01’ Opry.

Gene McDaniels packed ’em in to the tune of 10,000 in Quebec City’s Coli-

seum (3/2). During his stay in the ancient city Gene made the rounds of radio
and TV types, including the highly rated “Teen Club” on CKML-TV, accom-
panied by London’s Quebec field rep, Jacques Amann.

Peter, Paul and Mary played to a full house in Ottawa (3/6). Hal Ross had
two thirds of the team constantly on the go with visits to deejays and trade
folks throughout the city. This included an appearance by Peter and Paul with
this writer in the wee small hours of the morning following the show on
CKOY.

Another item released on the new Quality French language banner, Fon-
taine, seems to be stirring up considerable sales activity. “Le Grand Train
Bleu” by Michel Guy is being received with tremendous reaction by deejays
throughout Quebec and the Maritimes.

Chateau’s Gord Lightfoot is about to undertake two lengthy journeys, the
first to Sweden, the second to the altar. He leaves for Sweden (3/23). Several
PA’s have been set for the singer in London, England. Marv Singer at Cha-
teau claims good reaction to Gord’s latest single, with the best reaction noted
on “I’ll Meet You In Michoacan.”

Peter Lapierre at Capitol in Montreal is currently very excited about three
new Pathe releases. Les Chats Sauvages, consistant best sellers in the French
market, have a new single out this week and Peter looks for it to be a real

winner. “Sherre” is the title of the newie by the vocal group, it takes an ex-
citing cha cha route that seems destined to create considerable sales action.
Also new from Pathe is an instrumental by trumpet man, Georges Jouvin, en-
titled “Notre Etoile.” Pierrette Bruno is represented on this new Pathe re-

lease with a good reading of another cha-cha type item, “C’est Fou-ou L’es-
set.”

A1 Brooke of Phonodisc reports that “Any Other Way” by Jackie Shane is

really moving particularly in the Toronto market, where the artist is appear-
ing nightly at The Brass Rail with Frank Motley’s Crew. Another top single
says A1 is the James Gilreath “Little Band Of Gold” outing. It’s hitting in

all markets, big and small alike.

Quality Records Limited of Ontario, Canada has obtained Canadian distri-

bution rights on Bobie Gray’s second Cordak single release titled “That’s How
You Treat A Cheater.” His first release came very close to making a na-
tional hit and appeared on the Cash Box Looking Ahead.

The most interesting subject for comment these days is the sudden re-
turn of Elvis Presley to popularity in Argentina. As you may have noticed,
Presley’s tunes seldom got onto the charts in recent times, although we re-
ported several times that sales of his records were good: it wasn’t the fan-
tastic success everybody likes, but his singles and albums were sold steadily
and reached good figures. We also explained some of the reasons for this way
of behaving of the Argentine Presley market: some years ago, when Elvis
started singing, he became very well known in a few months, but afterwards
a sort of boycott among the disk jockeys was started, because they considered
it was too “hard beat” and they preferred more soft music. Besides, Presley’s
films were exposed in Buenos Aires with great delay, and came when its songs
were already old. But probably the most important reason was that Presley
never came to Argentina, while Anka and Sedaka made successful visits and
helped to promote their records, thus becoming the most popular foreign
artists in the country. This fact remains unchanged, but the film part is now
up-to-date, and prospective record buyers are able to see now “Kid Galahad”
and soon “Girls, Girls, Girls,” while the old Presley flicks are re-run at several
theaters. Besides, “Return to Sender” has been a strong single in the States,
too, and this has helped a fast climbing in the charts. RCA has just put to
sale a Compact 33 with six songs from “Kid Galahad,” and is preparing the
“Pot Luck” album. The promotion of records made by the local diskery alone
may not be enough if the artist doesn’t cooperate.

Odeon is continuing the releases of the Liberty series, now represented by
it in Argentina. New titles are singles by Gene McDaniels (Tower of
Strength), Johnny Burnette (Girls) and Bobby Vee (Take Good Care of my
Baby). On the Odeon label, there are new records by Jose Guardiola (The
Longest Day), Pino Donaggio (Pera Matura), Richard Anthony (J’entends
siffler le train) and folk group Los Chilicotes (Desconsuelo). A good bet is

“Brujeria,” a cha cha penned by Reynoso, and recorded by Peruvian singer
Lucho Barrios, currently in Buenos Aires.

Music Hall is releasing two new albums recorded by Lito Escarso, member
of its artistic staff and arranger. One of them is devoted to tango music, and
the other one to folk tunes, played on the piano. In this one, Escarso will
appear as Atencio Paredes. Other MH releases include one album by Moacyr
Silva (recorded for Copacabana in Brazil), another one by the Trio del Plata
and the second by Les Baxter; “Voices and Rhythm.” Rodolfo Lesica, tango
music singer, will appear on radio and TV with a tango sextet directed by
Juan Carlos Howard, ex-member of the Hector Varela orchestra.

CBS releases: the first Compact 33 recorded by Hugo Marcel as melodic
singer (he was a tango singer previously), containing “La Novia de Enero,”
“Mi Verdad,” “Nada” y “Jurame.” The orchestra direction and arrangements
were made by Lucio Milena. In the LP field there are new albums by Bill

Butler, Percy Faith (La Musica del Brasil), Cuarteto Leo (regional music)
and Nursery Rhymes. There are also Compact 33’s by Astor Piazzolla, Roberto
Yanes and Brazilian artist Djalma Ferreira. Julio Sosa is performing on TV
channel 13, in the “Nato Desiderio” program. He is now preparing the tunes
for a new LP to be released in April.

Fermata Publishers starting the promotion of locally pi'oduced limbo tunes.
The first title is “Adivina, Adivinador,” and was composed by Ben Molar and
the Duo Dinamico; the first recordings arranged will be made by the same
Duo Dinamico, Monica Lander and Jackie. The pubbery has also the rights
to “Tiempo Tormentoso,” which will be cut by Jackie, sung in Spanish.

Disc Jockey has appointed Alberto Soifer as his representative in Portugal
and Spain, in charge of making arrangements with Spanish diskeries for DJ
releases. Soifer is a well known radio man in Spain, and has several disk
jockey programs in Madrid. Rodrikuez Luque, DJ’s topper, will visit Brazil
next month, to visit his label’s representative in that country.

THE LEGISLATIVE PROCESS

A

VISION

At this moment legislative sessions in every State

in the Union are coming to a close and countless bills

have either been supported or rejected by our Rep-
resentatives. Some of the proposals are fairly simple
and are clearly understood by politicians who must
cast a vote.

Other proposed legislation is not so clear and un-

less a Representative is duly informed of a bill’s na-

ture and its ramifications, his vote may go the way
the machine goes. This is not always the fault of a

Congressman or Senator who must pass on innum-
erable measures concerning subjects foreign to him.
Oftentimes the advice of colleagues is taken. This is

the reason why harmful bills are voted into law al-

though the politician oftentimes feels he is reflect-

ing the feelings of the citizenry.

Coin machine and vending industry representa-

tives have been hard at work during this session—in
many areas—striving for understanding on the part

of the Congress. Too many anti-business laws are on
the books for anyone to find fault with the aims of

the industry representative. The goal of most is to

portray the coin machine industry, its function, and
its place in the nation as an important business

classification; and to show that industry members
are not unlike other merchants because the machine
has replaced the commonplace retail store.

When the legislature sees the light, the operator

benefits. However, when the industry is shown by
unknowing members of the press, who portray the

machines and the money, but view the automatic

principle as one which seemingly nullifies the ne-

cessity for investment and hard work, the operator

and the industry suffer.

A good case in point can be found in West Vir-

ginia where the current session has just ended. The
West Virginia Music & Vending Association man-
aged to convince the tax department and eventually

the Assembly that a per-machine tax was unfair. The
tax was nulUfied and the new license arrangement
places the coin machine and vending industry in a

recognized business classification, and the operator

as a professional member of this industry. The in-

dividual who owns and operates a handful of ma-
chines becomes an outsider, and he is taxed at the

highest rate. The legitimate operator enjoys a tax

rate which decreases as his machines increase in

number.
A pool table ruling in another State is an example

of how an uninformed Congress could very well re-

move from an industry a segment of that business

which represents a prime portion of income and one
with great potential. The wheels of education, so to

speak, are turning at this moment. Let’s hope the

legislators here see the light. A sage of yesteryear

once commented, “Where there is no vision, the

people perish.” Don’t let it happen to an industry.
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West Va. Ops Defeat State’s

Per Machine Tax; New Bill Passed
Tax Rate Now Based On Number Of Machines Owned,
Anti-Business Bills Die In Committee As Session Ends

CHICAGO—C. B. (Bill) DeSelm,

West Virginia State Legislature elimi-
nated the Per Machine License Fee on
coin-operated machines last week and
replaced it with a category license
fee, based on the number of machines
owned and operated, which will prove
beneficial to the individual operator.
The new tax—a category licensing-

arrangement—was supported by the
members of the West Virginia Music
and Vending Association who worked
harmoniously with the State Tax
Commission.
According to reliable sources in the

State, all other bills written to tax or
regulate to a greater degree the coin
machine industry in this State did not
leave Committee. Coin machine in-

dustry representatives were pleased
over the legislative session which
closed last week.

Prior to passage of the category
tax, penny machines were taxed at
$2.50 each. The new license fee will
depend on the number of machines op-
erated by the individual operator and
is scaled as follows: 1-9 machines,
$2.50 each; 5-50 machines, $25.00; 51-
150 machines, $75.00; 151-300 ma-
chines, $200.00; 300 machines or more,
$600.00.

Prior to the new license arrange-
ment all 5(? and over machines were
taxed at a rate of $5.50 each. The new
category tax is scaled as follows: 1-9

machines, $5.50 each; 10-49 machines,
$175.00; 50-100 machines $450.00; 101-
200 machines, $800.00; 201-300 ma-
chines, $1200.00; 301-450 machines
$1500.00; 450 machines or more,
$1800.00.

Industry members saw passage of
the new licensing arrangement as an-
other step in the right direction for
the industry, organized in this State

DENVER—Brothers Sam and Dan
Keys, and Marshall Pack, well known
operators in the Denver area, have
announced the merger of their com-
panies.

ness classification. Heretofore, loca-

tion owners with a minimum number
of machines were taxed at the same
rate as a professional vendor of serv-

ice and/or merchandise. The new bill

recognizes the difference, in favor of
the operator.

CHICAGO—“Bally is back in the
novelty business to stay,” was the
comment of Bill O’Donnell, general
pies manager of Bally Manufactur-
ing Company, announcing delivery
this week of “Moon-Shot,” flipper-
type 5-ball novelty game.

“Moon-Shot,” “O’Donnell said,” is

the first of a continuing series of
Bailey novelty games being readied
for the market and now either in ad-
vanced stages of engineering or on
actual test locations.

“Play appeal and earning power of
‘Moon Shot’ is proved by prolonged
location tests in various parts of the
country. Players are quickly attracted
by the timely space age theme of the
brilliant backglass and playfield—es-
pecially when they see that they can
be the first ‘astronauts’ to land rocket
ships on the moon. Triple rocket ships
on backglass take off from the earth
and advance to the moon, when 4
blast-off targets are hit. Each rocket
hitting the moon scores one, two or
three Specials. Rocket feature holds
over from game to game, stimulating
plenty of repeat play, as at least
one rocket is always either ready to
take-off or already on the way to the
moon. Specials are also scored in side
roll-overs, when lit. Side roll-overs are

AMA Drops Tobacco-Health Study,

Cigarette Stocks Respond Favorably

Await Surgeon-General Report, Local Attacks Persist

CHICAGO—A proposed study by the
American Medical Association of the
possible link between cigarette smok-
ing and the development of various
diseases was officially dropped last

week according to AMA officials. The
study was originally proposed by
Senator Neuberger (D., Ore.), an avid

leader among groups throughout the

country with designs on furthering

the curtailment of cigarettes and to-

bacco. Mrs. Neuberger ’s husband died

from cancer while in the Oregon Sen-

ate.

Reason for the demise of the pro-

posed study, according to AMA, was
that the necessary number of scien-

tists and physicians, with an open
mind on the subject, could not be

organized to begin work on the proj-

ect. The AMA council suggested that

AMA instead rely on a tobacco-health

study now being made by the Surgeon
General of the United States.

Upon word of the announcement in

Wall Street tobacco stocks benefited.

The five major tobacco stocks listed

gained from one to three points by
the week’s end.

Word of the cancellation of the
AMA study was received by the vend-
ing industry with great relief, since
the vending business is in a position
to suffer seriously from any legisla-

tion that may curtail the sale of

cigarettes through machines, an area
usually attacked by anti-teenage
smoking group.
At the moment, NAMA is halfway

thi'ough an extensive project—“Op-
eration Alert”—designed to adequate-
ly prepare the individual operator
throughout the nation for the possi-
bility of such an attack in his area,
or nationally. The project will en-
compass 64 cities before it comes to

an end in April.

ALBANY, N.Y.—New York State

Sen. Edward J. Speno (R. East

Meadow), urged legislative leaders

last week to tax cigarettes out of

existance in order to discourage

smoking which he stated is causing

“mass murder.” Speno is a former

cancer victim, fully recovered. He
estimated increasing the current five-

cent state tax to seven-cents. The
move would produce an additional

$50 million in revenue and replace

a similar proposal to increase the

tax on motor vehicles which would

reportedly bring about the same
amount of money to the State.

Governor Nelson Rockefeller has

been trying to raise money with

similar proposals for the past several

months in order to balance the State’s

budget.

In addition to the present state

tax, each package is already taxed

eight-cents by the Government, and
two-cents by the City of N.Y. Speno
earlier this month introduced a bill

which would require cigarette pack-

ages to carry a sticker reading:

“Warning—Excessive Use Is Danger-
ous To Health.”

Continental Completes

Financing, Firm Said

To Be In Full Production

WESTBURY, NEW YORK — Conti-
nental Vending Machine CoiqD. com-
pleted its re-financing of $1 million
last week, according to company of-

ficials, and the firm has resumed
production on all equipment.

Earlier, the SEC had halted trad-
ing in the company’s stock because of
“lack of information” regarding a
$2.5 million loan by the company to

the Valley Commercial Corporation,
affiliate of Continental. At press time,
a stockholder from Detroit, William
L. Veitch, had filed suit in Supreme
Court in New York County in an
attempt to collect the funds owed
Continental by Valley. Veitch, who
owns 22,356 shares of stock, stated
through his attorneys that if the
funds owed the firm were not col-

lected, he would attempt to make
officers of the Continental firm liable.

Harold Roth, earlier in the week-
had announced his resignation as
president and chairman, William
Danziger also resigned his executive
post with the company. Roth will re-

main active in the management of
the company.

In February, Continental obtained
an additional $500,000 in funds for
financing purposes from Harold Roth
and other persons, according to Herb
Sternberg, secretary of the firm. The
money was used in part to pay In-

ternal Revenue Service withholding-
taxes following a shuttering of the
factory by IRS agents. Last week, a

company spokesman advised that a
second $500,000 had been raised and
that the firm was “in full production
on all equipment.”

Smokeshop Intros

1963 'Starli'te' Model
ST. PAUL—Art Brier, Sales Man-
ager of Automatic Products Company,
manufacturers of the Smokeshop cig-

arette vendor, announced last week
that the firm has released its 1963

“Starlite” model, a prototype of which

was shown privately to members of

the trade during the recent NAMA
Convention in San Francisco. The
new machine has been revised and

improved in many respects, according

to Brier.

The machine has front-end servic-

ing and loading facilities. Smoke-
shop has long-pioneered the half-

dollar acceptor with nickel change-

maker and the feature continues as

an optional attraction. The device

accepts halves, quarters, dimes and

nickels. It returns change in nickels

upon deposit of a half-dollar or two

quarters. When the changer empties,

a lighted sign instructs the purchaser

to this effect and requests “correct

change only.”

A penny-change maker is again a

feature of the line which introduced

this merchandising idea to the busi-

ness. The device takes four different

price-settings at one time.

Three “Starlite” models are avail-

able, 850 packs, 27 selections; 630

packs, 18 selections; and 450 packs,

18 selections.

The machine has nine automatic

shift columns to provide double quan-

tities on popular brands, Twelve color

finishes are available and a “per-

sonalized” feature has been added,

Rodstein Helps Set

Industry’s Second

Repair Schoel

Courses Start In Phila.
CHICAGO—A six-month school for-

vending machine repair is now in

session at the Bok Vocational Train-
ing School in Philadelphia, Pa., re-

ports Alan Morrison, president of the
Pennsylvania Automatic Merchandis-
ing Council (PAMC).
The 780-hour training course, which

began Feb. 13, is the second of its

kind in the nation and is sponsored
by the Federal Manpower Develop-
ment Training Act of 1962.
The first publicly financed vending

machine repair school opened its doors
February 1, at Los Angeles Trade-
Technical College. (CB, Feb. 16).

National Automatic Merchandising-
Association (NAMA) initiated the
start and aided development of both
schools.
The Philadelphia school curriculum

is based on the study outline developed
for the west coast vending course
and was specially tailored to meet
local needs by a PAMC advisory com-
mittee chaired by Albert M. Rodstein,
president of Macke Variety Vending,
Philadelphia.

Subjects include basic electricity,

hydraulic and refrigeration systems,
circuitry, plumbing principles, and
mechanical operation.

Rodstein said 24 students are at-

tending classes on a five-day-a-week,
six-hour-a-day schedule. All are un-
employed skilled workers from other
industries.

“This marks the beginning of a
new era in thoroughly qualifying-

vending machine repairmen to handle
a fully diversified vending operation,”
Rodstein said. He noted that there
are many vending companies in the
Delaware Valley area which need the
kind of trained men the course will

provide.
The vending course is administered

by the Philadelphia School District

with the cooperation of the Pennsyl-
vania State Employment Service.
Under terms of the Manpower De-

velopment Training Act, the Federal
government provides funds for in-

structors and pays up to $33 per week
for each student.
The vending industry is supplying

the necessary machines and equip-
ment for the training course.
PAMC is a State effiliate of NAMA.
Members of the special PAMC

committee on the school project, all

located in Philadelphia, are Paul
Martin, Stouffer Management Food
Service; Oscar Bregman, Keystone
Drink Vending- Company, Inc.; Harold
Schwartz, Kwik Kafe of Philadelphia,
Inc., Division of Automatic Retailers
of America, Inc.; and Joseph Levin,
Blue Ribbon Vending Company. Presi-
dent Morrison, Morrison Vending
Service, Hanover, is ex officio mem-
ber of the committee.
