There is no lack of evidence at

the moment to support the writer’s

feeling that non-rock-geared mate-

rial on singles, if not purchased in

great quantities, is at least getting

“listened to” by publishers, A&R
men, deejays, etc. on a scale not
realized since 1955, the year gen-

rally credited with ushering in the

rock era.

The past year or so has seen

a number of “good-music” num-
bers bringing in Top 100 business,

not, admittedly, without lots of

perserverance on the parts of those

who had faith in the product.

But, there was a time when no
amount of “believing-in” could
achieve the happy-ending of many
a good-music tale on today’s charts.

Today, however, those whose ef-

forts eventually lead to this-or-that-

kind of disk are not dismissing as

quickly as before material that got

the nod prior to 1955. Or, of

course, newly minted songs.

This is all to the good of the U.S.

disk industry, and there’s more to

it than the obvious matter of es-

thetics. There’s a strong business

angle.

It’s increasingly more evident

that American singles are having a

rougher time succeeding on the in-

ternational market. The prime rea-

son is, of course, strong national-

istic radio abroad. Also of great

importance is the ability of late of

foreign producers and writers to

give their particular markets strong

American style product, and, i:

NEW YORK—Bob Ferguson has
joined RCA Victor Records’ Nashville
dept, as A&R director, according to

Chet Atkins, manager of the label’s

Atkins said that Ferguson, identi-

fied with country and neo-country
music and recording artists since
moving to Nashville in 1954 as Fer-
lin Husky’s manager, would supervise
recording sessions and assist Atkins
in others.

NEW YORK—Jerry Raker, general
manager, and Herb Homes, interna-
tional director, of Colpix leave for
Europe on May 12 for visits to sev-
eral of the company’s foreign distribs.

During their London visit they will

Appeals Court Holds
Retailer Liable For

Sale Of Infringing Decks

NEW YORK—An outlet which con-
tained a concession that sold unli-

censed disks has been held liable

for the sale of such disks in a deci-

sion just handed down by the United
States Court of Appeals, for the Sec-

ond Circuit (New York).
Principals in the case were Shapiro-

Bernstein Music and 15 other publish-

ers, plaintiffs, and defendants H. L.

Green Co., the retailer, and Jalen
Amusement Co., which had a conces-
sion for low-priced versions of hit

singles, which it had obtained from
another source.

In a previous trial, the plaintiffs’

contention that, as the disks were
pressed for Jalen, it was liable as the
manufacturer, was upheld by the Dis-
trict Court. The plaintiffs also sought

liability on the part of Green, con-

tending it participated in the proceeds

of the sale and had certain rights

of supervision over the employees of

Jalen. This point was dismissed by

the court, and the plaintiffs appealed.

Court held that Green did not sell the

disks and did not know they were
“bootleg.”

In reversing the dismissal, the ap-

pellate court held:

“When the right and ability to su-

peiwise, coalesce with an obvious and

direct financial interest in the exploi-

tation of copyrighted materials—^even

in the absence of actual knowledge
that the copyright monopoly is being

impaired—the purpose of copyright

law may be best effectuated by the

imposition of liability upon the bene-

ficiary of that exploitation.”

The Court further cited that “the

cases are legion which hold the dance

hall proprietor liable for the infringe-

ment of copyright resulting from the

performance of a musical composition

by a band or orchestra whose activi-

ties provide the proprietors with a

source of customers and enhanced in-

come. We believe the principle which
can be extracted from the dance hall

cases is a sound one and, under the

facts of this case before us, is here

applicable—in that a percentage of

the sales price of every record sold

by Jalen, whether ‘bootleg’ or legiti-

mate, found its way— both literally

and figuratively—into the coffers of

the Green company.”
“Were we to hold otherwise, we

might foresee the prospect — not

wholly unreal—of large chain and de-

partment stores establishing ‘dummy’
concessions and shielding their own
eyes from the possibility of copyright
infringement, thus creating a buffer

against liability while reaping the

proceeds of infringement.”

The Court referred the case back to

the District Court for ascertaining

the extent of the liability of Green,
separate and apart from Jalen. The
District Court directed Jalen to ac-

count and make payment of a royalty

of two cents and in addition damages
of six cents for each composition on
each disk manufactured.

Among the funniest bits are “The Law,” “Taxe”
and “The Movie.” Eye the package for rapid
acceptance.

“STEVE & EYDIE AT THE MOVIES”—Steve
Lawrence, Eydie Gorme—Columbia CL 2021
Steve Lawrence, who is currently riding the LP
charts with “Winners!,” and Eydie Gorme, who is
clicking with her “Blame It On The Boss Nova”
album, combine their versatile talents on this
first-rate package of tunes from flicks. Conduc-
tor-arranger Marion Evans has come up with
some stunning musical stylings as the artists go
through their musical paces with all of their ex-
pected poise. In addition to a specially-written
opener, the disk contains eleven selections includ-
ing five Academy Award winners. Best bets are
“Gigi,” “True Love” and “Love Is Here To Stay.”
Sure-fire chart item.

“THE MOTOR-TOWN REVUE”—Various Ar-
tists—Motown 609
In recent years it has become the fashion to cut
performers live because the exciting, spontaneous
contact of artists with audience. This top-flight
Motown disk cut live at New York’s Apollo
Theatre perfectly utilizes this concept. Package
boasts a stellar collection of artists including the
Miracles, Mary Wells, the Marvelettes, Marvin
Gaye, Steve Wonder and the Supremes rendering
a fine batch of their recent hits. LP seems des-
tined to score in the pop-r&b markets.

“THE UNITED STATES AIR FORCE BAND”—
RCA Victor LSP2686, 2685, 2687, 2688
Here is an entry by The United States Air Force
Band with the Singing Sergeants, one of four
disks (Army, Navy and Marine bands) produced
by Victor on a non-profit basis with proceeds go-
ing to the National Culture Center for the Per-
forming Arts in Wash. D.C. There is loads of
marching band excitement here as the men read
“The U. S. Air Force,” “Oh, Men Who Fly” and
“Seventy Six Trombones.” The disks are the first
service band records ever produced for public sale.

“20 ORIGINAL GOLDEN OLDIES” (Vol 2)—
Various Artists—Mr. Maestro 1010
Here’s a gang of rock n’ roll oldies dating from
1966 to the present by the groups and individuals
that made them hits the first time around. Beat-
ballads, r&b, and hard-drivin’ rock tunes make up
the musical fare here. Included are “Satisfied”
by the Cashmeres, “At My Front Door” by the
Eldorados” and “I Sold My Heart To The Junk-
man” by Blue Belles. The teen dance crowd
should dig this one the most.

“DIAN & THE GREENBRIAR BOYS”—Elektra
EKL 233
Along with the current revival in folk music there
is also a renaissance in traditional country-blue-
grass sounds. Dian James is a newcomer with
a remarkable understanding and feeling for the
bluegrass idiom. The lark has rich, wide-range,
throaty emotion-charged voice and a powerful,
sincere delivery. While backed by the Greenbriar
Boys, the songstress turns in winning perform-
ances on a fine bevy of standards including “Ala-
bama Bound,” “He Was A Friend.” A performer
to watch.

“BOSSA NOVA WITH STRINGS ATTACHED”
—Bill Perkins—Liberty LST7293
The bossa nova has captured the public’s fancy
during the past six months with a lot of fair
amount of good bossa nova music available to all

who were interested. On this Liberty session, the
predominating guitars and alto sax get some lush
assistance from a full string section that adds
a soft touch to the popular rhythm. Some of the
very effective samba tunes included here are
“Meditation,” “Samba De Orfeu” and “Summer
Festival.” Watch this one for early acceptance.
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“SNOW WHITE”—Camarata—Vista BV4023
Tutti Camarata has come up with a fresh-sound-
ing, airy updated version of the score from “Snow
White,” which enjoyed phenomenal success a few
decades ago. The sustaining qualities of these
memorable songs are much in evidence here as
the orchestra and soloists give delightful readings
of “I’m Wishing,” “Whistle While You Work”
and “Some Day My Prince Will Come.” Although
the score was written for children, this new ver-
sion should have universal appeal.

“WARM AND SENTIMENTAL”—Bobby Gordon
—Decca DL74394
Bobby Gordon, supported by a host of lush strings,

plays a bag of melodic oldies and an original
dubbed “Bobby’s Blues” on this new set from
Decca. The clarinetist has a warm, throaty style

that serves him well on such evergreens as
“You’re Nobody Till Somebody Loves You,”
“After You’ve Gone” and “I’ll Be Seeing You.”
The arrangements here are smooth and moodful
and the package should win many new admirers
for the talented instrumentalist.

“THE LONGEST PIANO IN TOWN”—“Garters”
Grady—Columbia CL 1994
Here’s a delightful, nostalgic package of oldies

played in a zestful, honky-tonk style by a first-

rate 88’er called “Garters” Grady. All the music
here is in a happy vein and Teo Macero and
Marty Manning’s high-spirited arrangements re-

flect the mood of the set. Grady shines as he
offers sparkling readings of “Heartaches,” “Take
Me Out To The Ball Game” and “Somebody Stole

My Gal.” Loads of programmable material here.

“GISELE MACKENZIE SINGS OF LOSER’S
LULLABIES”—Mercury SR60790
Gisele MacKenzie makes her debut on Mercury
with this tasty platter of blues, ballads and bossa
nova. The lark shines in her delivery of these
tunes perfectly suited to her warm, intimate style,

especially on “My Coloring Book,” “I Get 'The

Blues When It Rains” and “Boulevard of Broken
Dreams.” Kudos to A1 Pellegrini for some top-
drawer arrangements.

“MIDNIGHT IN TOKYO”—Tokyo Boys—MGM
E 4126
For hundreds of years Tokyo at night has been
a man’s paradise and this new MGM LP outing
features the Tokyo boys perfectly captures all

the excitement and color of the world’s largest
city. The group renders a fine group of Sam
Urai-composed tunes in a distinctive jazz-flavored,

commercial style. The crew shines on “Midnight
In Tokyo,” “The Latin Quarter” and “The
Prince.” Spinners should really dig the set.

“BROADSIDE BALLADS-VOLUME I”—Various
Artists—BR 301
Here’s an interesting LP of songs that have ap-
peared in the folk twice-monthly magazine. Broad-
side. The disk features a fine group of established

and new folksingers including the New World
Singers, Pete Seegar, Phil Ochs, Happy Traum,
Peter La Farge, etc. Although many of the new-
comers here lack professional polish, their con-

tagious spirit and feeling communicates their

messages. Among the best tracks here are “Ballad

Of The Old Monroe” by Pete Seeger, “William
Worthy” by Phil Ochs and “I Can See A New
Day” by the New World Singers. All the royalties

from the sales of the disk will go to the support
of the magazine.

“CHILDREN SING AROUND THE YEAR”—
Decca DL74406
Here is a fine package of easy-to-learn tunes

aimed at the youngsters with vocals by Rosemarie
Jun and Robert Spiro. The tunes were written by
Helen “Pretty Penny” Horn who also authored a
book with the same title. The songs are geared

for all year listening with all of the various holi-

days taking the spotlight. The younger set ^ould
find plenty of pleasure in “September Is Show-
off,” “Fifty Shining Stars” and “Christmas Is

Peppermint Candy.”
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"ON THE BANDSTAND”—Buck Owens—Capitol
ST1S79
Here is a first-rate package of country tunes that
aptly showcase the vocal-instrumental talents of
Buck Owens. The songster is backed in his efforts
by Don Rich, Jay McDonald, Kenny Pierce and
Ken Presley. The session kicks off with a duet
by Owens and Rich and continues with easy-lis-
tening versions of such country standards as
"King Of Fools,” “Cotton Fields” and “Kickin’
Our Hearts Around.” The chanter’s fans should
come out in strength for this one.

“LOTSA BOSSA NOVA”—Kenny Burrell—Kapp
KL1326
The Kenny Burrell Octet unleashes its talents on
a dozen oldies and newies with a distinct bossa
nova flavor on this Kapp outing. Launching the
session with the Glenn Miller favorite, “String
Of Pearls,” the boys continue with some stand-
out versions of ‘“The Sweetest Sounds,” “Two
Different Worlds” and “Star Eyes.” The disk is

geared for both dancing and listening and should
score in the marketplace.

“GERMAN HITS”—Rhinelanders—Cameo C10.53
Conductor Ted Tyle leads his Rhinelanders
through a merry, melodic romp of oom pah pah
biggies that span four decades. Some of the tunes
here are traditional and others came into popu-
larity since WW II. There is plenty of listening
and dancing pleasure to be had here as the band
essays “Liechtensteiner Polka,” “Lili Marlene”
and “O Mein Papa.” Lots of dual-market appeal
here.

“THE LATIN BIT”—Grant Green—Blue Note
411
Grant Green perfectly combines the free-flowing
elements of the Latin idiom with subtle jazz-
blues sounds on this top-flight Blue Note entry.
The guitarist is backed by a crew of accomplished
jazzmen including Johnny Acea on piano, Wen-
dell Marshall on bass and Willie Bobo on drums.
The mood here is lyrical and relaxed as the
combo reads “Mambo Inn,” “Besame Mucho” and
“Mama Inez.” Jazzophiles should come out in

droves for the set.

“TEN DUETS FOR TWO GUITARS ”—Music
Minus One 4011
Here is another instructional package from Music
Minus One aimed at would be guitarists. The set
includes lead guitar arrangements for ten ever-
greens, complete with melody, chords and lyrics.

The novice can play along with Carl Kress on this
series of duets which includes “Stairway To The
Stars,” “Don’t Get Around Much Anymore” and
“My Blue Heaven.” Plenty of interest here.

“A NIGHT AT MEXICO CITY’S TENAMPA
CLUB”—El Zarco—Capitol ST10333
The music of El Zarco and his Mariachi Autland
is spotlighted on this session from Capitol. The
style here is Jalisco with an authentic folk flavor
from the Mexican Indians. Both instrumental and
vocal offerings are included in the roster of tunes
which include “Las Mananitas,” “El Caballo
Blanco” and “Cielito Lindo.”

“POLKAS FROM THE ALPS”—Hans Hansberg-
er—United Artists UAS 6259
Hans Hansberger and Zither Band come up with a
delightful disk of traditional, gay, high-spirited
polkas on this bright United Artists release. The
Hansberger crew perfectly understands the polka
idiom as they offer a dozen evergreens with
enough polish and verve to please even the most
discerning record buyers. The band is in superb
form on “Beer & Pretzel Polka,” “Seefelder
Polka” and “Brotzeit-Polka.” Fine fare for either

dancing or listening pleasure.

JAZZ PICK OF THE WEEK
“SHEARING BOSSA NOVA”—George Shearing
—Capitol ST 1873
It was inevitable that George Shearing should cut
a bossa nova album and this new Capitol release
combining both bossa nova “standards” and jazz

oldies is that LP. The 88’er does attempt to ren-
der the selections in the Brazilian style. Instead
he interpretates the melodies in his own distinc-

tive, sophisticated, easy-going jazz approach.
Shearing’s painstaking attention to detail is

firmly evidenced on “One Note Samba,” “Blue
Prelude” and “Come Rain Or Come Shine.” Plenty
of sales power.

“DIGGIN’ THE CHICKS”—Bill Leslie—Argo LP
710
Tenor saxist Bill Leslie has earned many laurels
in the past for his distinctive style of wailing and
this new teaming up with Tommy Flanagan on
piano, Thornel Schwartz on guitar, Ben Tucker
on bass and Arthur Taylor on drums ranks as
one of his best sets to date. All the selections
here are for or about gals and the crew shines as
they offer a lyrical waltz reading of “Good Night
Irene,” an introspective, slow-paced version of
“Lonely Woman” and an imaginative treatment
of “Margie.” Jazzophiles should really dig the set.

“THE DAVE PELL OCTET PLAYS TODAY’S
HITS IN JAZZ”—Liberty LST7298
Twelve recent and current biggies are given some
vibrant jazz treatments by the Dave Pell Octet
on Liberty. This is swinging, lilting jazz with
close adherence to the melodic line. There’s top-
notch listening enjoyment here as the group ren-
ders “A "raste of Honey,” “Our Day Will Come”
and “I Wanna Be Around.” The disk is a choice
item for spinners and should capture jazz and
pop market coin.

CLASSICAL PICKS OF THE WEEK
MOUSSORGSKY : Boris Godounov, Boris Christo-
off, Paris Conservatoire Orchestra, Andre Cluy-
tens/Conductor—Angel 3633
Moussorgsky’s Boris Godounov is “grand opera”
in the strictest sense, and in this memorable per-
formance, Boris Christoff has undertaken the
monumental task of interpreting three diverse
roles—Boris, Pimen and Varlaam. The basso
clearly understands his characters and sings the
roles with sureness and artistry. With an almost
completely Russian cast, the principals are admir-
ably supported by the Chorus of the National
Opera House of Sofia and the Paris Conservatoire
Orchestra conducted by Andre Cluytens. A potent
operatic entry.

“VIRGIL FOX PLAYS THE PHILHARMONIC
HALL ORGAN”—Command CC11018SD
The grand organ in New York Philharmonic Hall
is put to the test by Virgil Pox on this new disk
from Command. The organist plays a trio of selec-

tions, “Passacaglia and Fugue in C Minor” by
Bach, “Dieu Parmi Nous” by Olivier Messiaen,
and “Grande Piece Symphonique” by Cesar
Franck. The tonal magnificence of the organ, the

keyboard artistry and sensitivity of Virgil Fox,

It handles dry
blend, granular or reground material.

design uses a vertically mounted
screw with material fed upward from
the bottom.

Stewart Discusses

Neighboring Rights

Convention At
Int'l Disk Club Meet

NEW YORK — The Neighboring

Rights Convention for the interna-

tional protection of performing art-

ists, record manufacturers and broad-

casters is expected to be in effect by
the end of this year, according to

S. M. Stewart, director-general of

the International Federation of the

Phonographic Industry, speaking at

a luncheon meeting of the Interna-

tional Recoi'd and Music Men’s Club
held at the Hotel Taft last week.
Three countries already have ratified

the international convention and it

goes into force automatically as soon
as three more countries join, accord-
ing to Stewart, who is on a three-

week visit here from his London
headquarters.

“The American record industry will

be affected by the Neighboring Rights
Convention regardless of whether the
U. S. joins it or not,’’ said Stewart.
“If this country stays out of the Con-
vention,’’ he explained, “American
recordings would be unprotected in

member countries and dubbing U. S.

records would be legal there unless

some local law of copyright or unfair
competition could be stretched to

cover the situation.’’

Stewart also pointed out that pay-
ments are made in numerous coun-
tries for the use of phonograph rec-

ords on juke boxes, in dance halls

and other public places, and also for
radio broadcasting. “If the United
States refused to ratify the Conven-
tion,’’ Stewart stated, “users in mem-
ber countries would have the right to

refuse to pay for performing Amer-
ican recordings.’’ This refers to rec-

ord producers and not to publishers or
writers.

Stewart thought that the outlook
for ratification of a Convention by
the United States had greatly im-
proved in the last few years. He said
it was quite clear at Rome that the
rest of the world wanted the United
States in.

Although the Neighboring Rights
Convention in Rome dealt with protec-
tion of the Record Producer (or
manufacturer—the term producer
was decided upon to clearly indicate
that the rules of the Rome meet
were not referring to the record
presser); The Performing Artist and
the Broadcaster, Stewart devoted
the limited time to how the Conven-
tion’s articles affected the Record
Producer. This was also done because
most of the people at the luncheon
were manufacturers.

Stewai’t told of the reasons for the
calling of a Rome Neighboring Rights
Convention, which took thirty years
to develop. Because of the varied
laws throughout the world dealing
with remuneration to performers and
producers, the Convention was called

to see if some area of agreement
could be reached whereby remunera-
tion could be somewhat standardized
in the various countries. Forty differ-

ent nations attended the Convention
and thirty-seven stayed through to

the end.

Russia and China were not repre-
sented, but every other important
power and many minor sovereign
states were represented.

The Convention agreed on two key
points—National Treatment and Re-

ciprocity. Which was defined by
Stewart as follows: If for example in

Germany the German producer of a
disk receives income from the per-
formance of his material on the air,

in clubs, etc., the American produ-
cer’s product will receive the same
remuneration for the performance of
his record in Germany (National
Treatment). However this is where
the Reciprocity clause come in. This
will only be done if the German pro-
ducer receives remuneration for the
performance of his product in the
United States.
Two things that the Convention

clearly exempted from all rules and

regulations were authors and publish-

ers rights and music dealing with the

film industry.

The Convention also established

three definitions as to the Nationality

of a record; 1) where it was made

—

fixation. 2) where it was made avail-

able—publication. 3) nationality of

producer—the country where the

company is incorporated or has its

head office.

The Convention also defined the

record as the Oral Fixation of

Sounds. It also established that

taping of disks off the air for private

use was permissable but taping for

resale was illegal.

The Convention, of course, is not

operative until three months after

the sixth nation ratifies it.

The 1963 Gramophone Record Re-

tailers Association conference and ex-
hibition which took place in London
recently proved to be a great improve-
ment on last year’s event and attend-
ance figures were doubled. It is esti-

mated that some 250 dealers attended
the two-day meet.

In his address of welcome the As-
sociation’s Chairman, Mr. Walter
Woyda, expressed his pleasure at the

increased support which, although
still short of what it should be, at least

indicated that dealers were at least

feeling the need of an official associa-

tion. The G.R.R.A. aims to foster a

progressive outlook on the part of re-

tailers and to co-operate fully with all

sections of the iitdustry, particularly

the manufacturers; at the same time
making them conscious of their re-

sponsibility to the trade. Woyda re-

gretted that plans made earlier last

year to further these aims by the for-

mation of a Record Industry Council
had failed. However, a highlight of

this year’s conference was the pro-
motional launching of “National
Gramophone Record Fortnight” to be
held from October 7th to 19th as a
prelude to the major buying season of
the year. The G.R.R.A. called for 100
per cent dealer support for the ven-
ture which will be backed by trade
press, radio and television. It is also
hoped to enlist the support of the
M.T.A. (Music Trades Association)
and the R.T.R.A. (Radio And Televi-
sion Retailers’ Association) and all

record manufacturers.
During the two-day event members

heard several distinguished speakers
on a variety of subjects of vital im-
portance to the record dealer. A sym-
posium comprising Mr. S. Nash (Sa-
ville Pianos). Mr. D. Sabin (Record
Buyer for The London Co-operative
Society) and Mr. N. Mullineux
(Rushworth & Dreaper) dealt with
the “Importance of Staff Selection,
Staff Training And In Particular

Training In Salesmanship of Gramo-
phone Records”—a problem beset with

difficulties such as long hours, a five

and a half day week, short holidays,

and, compared with industry, low

wages. Whilst lamenting the lack of

any general course organised by the

industry the speakers paid tribute to

the four-day training course conducted

by E.M.I.—the only company supply-

ing such a service. Basic requirements
were underlined such as good appear-

ance, knowledge of makes, labels, pre-

fixes, catalogues, prices, trends, and,

above all, an interest in records.

An illustrated talk by Hal Cooke on

“The American Retail Scene” dramati-

cally demonstrated the differences ex-

isting in our two countries.

A plea for an increase in the price

of stereo recordings put forward by
a later speaker Mr. D. W. Aldous
while addressing the meeting on “How
To Improve Your Stereo Sales,” re-

ceived a mixed reception. Some dealers

agreed that this might increase stereo

prestige and sales whilst others felt

that the lower price level should be

maintained and recordings extended

to the pou repertoire as a means of

converting the teenage buyer to

stereo. All agreed that a new and con-

centrated method of promotion is nec-

essary on the part of manufacturers
and the industry as a whole, both in

records and equipment, if stereo is to

increase its share of the market. At
present 50 per cent of all operatic

sales are stereo ; 33 per cent of all clas-

sical recordings are stereo and in the

pop field stereo accounts for only 5

per cent of total sales.

Foreign TV film themes sung in Japanese ver-
sions are “Combat” sung by Isao Sasaki (Columbia), “Callant Men” by Frank
Nagai.

Toshiba and Capitol Records of the U.S. have a new deal on the release of
Japanese Records in America. First issue is an LP by top singer Q. Sakamoto,
including his hits, “Coodbye Joe,” “Kyuchan no Zuntatatta,” “Cood Timing,”
etc. Sub-publishing rights to some of the 10 songs to Capitol’s Beechwood
Music from the original publisher, Shinko Music.

He came with his wife, seven musicians, singer Jewel
Brown and Joe Glaser, president of Artists Booking Corp. He’ll make 12 stage
performances in the big cities.

Patti Page comes here May 22 with a group of musicians. She’s been popular
here since her worldwide hit, “Tennessee Waltz.”

Seventy-eight members of the American ice show, “Holiday on Ice,” made
their 4th visit to Japan on April 24. They’ll spend 45 days at the Tokyo Ice
Palace, and then move on to 20 days in Kushu before they depart for home.

Earle Hargen^ composer of “Harlem Nocturne,” is in Tokyo investigating
possibilities for background music in Japan. He’s expected to sign contracts
with leading Japanese publishers dealing chiefly with theme songs of Ameri-
can TV shows.

The deal was negotiated by Ember boss .leff Kruger and Harry Bryan and
Frank Green of Selecta. Kruger sees this important breakthrough as his
label’s first major chance to enter the singles chart stakes. As a result of this
deal. Buddy Kaye (“Speedy Gonzales”) has flown in to take recording sessions
using British artists and American sounds for release on Ember. First single
released under the new agreement “From The Very First Rose” by country
and western artist Cash McColl.

Sammy Davis currently starring at the London Paladium, is to make an
album in London for Reprise under the auspices of Pye Records. The occasion
will also mark the official opening of Pye’s new studios. The album entitled

three famous British MD’s. The entire Pye recording team headed by A & R

released here by EMI on Stateside and published by Ardmore & Beechwood.
A & B have placed “More” from the Italian film “Mondo Cane” (vocal version
by Danny Williams and instrumental by Semprini—both on HMV) with Amer-
ican publisher E. B. Marks.

The Sounds Of The

Coin Machine Business

Each business has its own individual personality,

its color, and even its sounds. The sounds are the

words which flow from mouth to ear and on to an-

other listener who in turn relays this information

almost as fast as it can be transmitted and in some

instances, even faster. The words are news and they

can tip the future which is what we are looking for—

a peek into what tomorrow will bring in order that

we may prepare, and profit by it. And the sounds of

the coin machine industry are all around us. As we

listen we hear much, some of which can be repeated

in good faith, other items which must be held in

confidence so that we may hear more again and per-

haps later relay this information on for the benefit

of all in the business.

Among the sounds are the ring of a phone which

indicates that an important piece of legislation had

been signed by the Governor of a State and thereby

puts into motion the wheels which will turn out

literally thousands of machines heretofore forbid-

den because of the failings of yesteryear’s law writ-

ers. This sound is a pleasant one and a most impor-

tant one. Before the phone is back in its cradle, we
hear of a distributor who through necessity must

cut back temporarily because of a slowdown in sales

and with this comes news that a competitor will

move into a position which will make things tougher

for his colleague. And while neither sound is au-

thentic enough to stand as fact, together they fore-

cast a bit of what tomorrow can bring.

The sound of a crashing auto stops, in her tracks,

an industry leader who will lie frustrated in her ef-

forts to improve the industry, but not for too long

we hope. And as the strains of the top pop music

bring in the juke box coins, the increasing sounds

of LP music are heard and the price is higher to the

listeners, as half dollars make their way into the

coin chutes of the new music machines replacing

the sounds of dimes and quarters. Meanwhile the

Rockefeller Signs N.Y. State Pool Table Bill;

Amends Billiard Law To Permit 6-Pkts. In Locations
New York State Coin Machine Assoc. Lauds Action
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ALBANY, N.Y.— Governor Nelson
Rockefeller signed an amendment to
the New York State Billiard Parlor
Law, on Tuesday afternoon, April
30, which will permit the operation
of pocket billiard tables measuring
three feet by six feet, without a bil-
liard parlor license. Heretofore, all

6 pocket pool tables throughout the
State had to comply with the regula-
tions originally set down to govern
pool halls. In order to operate under
these conditions operators could not
place the machines in locations where
alcoholic beverages were served and
also had to obey stringent opening
and closing hour regulations. Now,
six pocket pool tables, measuring up
to 3 x 6, using from 1 to 15 balls,
including the bumper type which were
included under the old law, may be
operated—a limit of one machine to
each location—without the license.
The passage of the bill was seen

as a boon to the coin-operated pool
table business, an area of operation
which has mushroomed across the na-
tion and began to gain momentum
in New York just as several direc-
tives which hampered the operation
of pool games were issued from State
departments. The enforcement of the
pool hall law prompted organized re-
buttal from the New York State Coin
Machine Association and the result
was the approval of the amendment
in both houses

_

last month, and the
Governor’s signing of the amendment
last week.
The old law stated that the tables

must be played with fibreglass or
plexiglass or similar light material
used in the cue sticks and the amend-
ment did not revise this clause. The
amendment does not permit more than
one table in a location and therefore
doesn’t effect the large scale coin-
operated pool rooms which have also

sprung up in certain sections of the
State.
New York State laws effect all

cities in the State with a population
of up to 400,000 people. This excludes
Buffalo and New York City, which
must approve measures of this type.

The coin-operated pool table in this
State and elsewhere has reportedly
enabled many operations to recover
from hardship periods brought about
by recession unemployment and gen-
eral local economics. Many Industry
leaders agree that the growth of pool
has been in no small way the result
of a powerful public relations pro-
gram on the part of major regulation
pool table manufacturers such as
Brunswick, who have followed up the
bowling success with a new image of

pool for the country’s masses. New
styles, new decor, and the attraction
of women to the new type billiard

parlors have helped this growth.
Home pool units have also enjoyed
inci’eased sales and added to the over-
all success.
The New York State coin machine

market represents approximately 500
coin machine operating firms with a
statewide total of some 18,000 estab-
lishments licensed to sell alcoholic
beverages in the bar and grill type
location. New York City has licensed
about 8,000 bar and grill outlets. In
addition, the non-alcoholic locations
such as the diner and luncheonette
type of retail store are also potential
coin machine locations, which often
house music and amusement machines.

Text Of Pool Table Amendment
An Act to amend the penal law, in

relation to billiard and pocket billiard

rooms.
The People of the State of New

York, represented in Senate and As-
sembly, do enact as follows:

Section 1. Section three hundred
forty-four of the penal law, as
amended by chapter four hundred
twenty of the laws of nineteen hun-
dred thirty-one, is hereby amended to
read as follows:

§ 344. Billiard and pocket billiard

rooms to be licensed; application of
article. After September first, nine-
teen hundred and twenty-two, no
public billiard or pocket billiard room
or public place of any description in
which billiards or pocket billiards are
played or which includes any appara-
tus or paraphernalia for the playing
of billiards or pocket billiards and
which is conducted as a public place

of business for profit shall be per-
mitted in anv town, village or city of
the state unless a license therefor is

granted annually to the proprietor as
provided in this article. Notwithstand-
ing anything herein contained to the
contrary, a license shall not be re-
quired for a public place of business
where billiards or pocket billiards are
played, or may be played, on a table
which measures not more than three
feet bu six feet provided that not
more than one such table is in the
public place at any one time and fur-
ther provided that the cue sticks used,
and available for use, are made of
light plexiglass or some similar light
material.

This article shall not apply to any
city having a population of four
hundred thousand or more.

§ 2. This act shall take effect im-
mediately.

BUFFALO—The Buffalo Chamber of

in their area in developing a symbolic
device, made up of scrap parts which
will typify each company’s product.
Meeting the challenge, The Wurlitzer
Company has created a musical ab-
stract entitled “The Wonderful World
of Wurlitzer Music.”

Utilizing rejected components of
pianos, organs, and chiefly juke boxes,
Wurlitzer’s offering is a shadow box
34 X 42" in overall dimension with a
6" depth. Spanning the center of this

correlation of electronic and manufac-
turing components is a musical scale

with a clef and colored notes which
emanate from a golden speaker cone
at the right of the picture. The lower
portion utilizes the voicing tabs and a
portion of the keyboard from an organ.

The upper section contains a small

amplifier, juke box selector keys, coin

insert slot, record stack, and a gold-

plated tone arm indicating the repro-

duction of music from records.

This is one of 71 exhibits which go

to make up the industrial display

being shown to the public in Upton
Hall, Buffalo State University, at the

Mall on Niagara Falls Boulevard, a

large shopping area, and which will

be broken up into smaller displays

for exhibition in banks and depart-

ment stores in mid-tovra Buffalo.

After several months of exposure

to the public, the entire display will

be moved to the Buffalo Airport foyer

so that visitors to the Queen City of

the Lakes will get a picture of the

productivity of the Western New
York area.

AND IT COMES OUT HERE: Wurlitzer display for “Art in Industry” exhibi-

tion. The panel which has the appearance of a painting in depth is created

from rejected production components of coin-operated phonographs and elec-

tronic organs produced by the Company at their North Tonawanda plant. To
date, over 100,000 people have viewed the displays representing 71 industries

of Western New York State.

The Wurlitzer display was con-

ceived by A. D. Palmer, Jr., Adver-
tising and Sales Promotion Manager
for the Phonograph Division of the

Company, and was melded into its

present cohesive effect by William C.

Kansman, Art Director for the Com-
pany. At the end of the public show-
ings, awards will be given in each

division of the art and industry dis-

play, and those responsible for the

Wurlitzer entry await with interest

the credit for their efforts.
