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The big season for the release of

new album product is underway.
Manufacturers during the past few
weeks have been meeting with their

distributors and sales personnel in

various cities of the U.S. And the

remainder of July will see a num-
ber of similar meetings take place

at which manufacturers will intro-

duce their big guns for the Fall

market.

We have been sitting in on such
meetings for a number of years

now and in the past few years, have
noticed a definite change in the

type of product. Whereas, only

four or five years ago, there was a

race by what seemed to be every-

one to fill up on general catalog

(dance music, a jazz line, lush in-

strumental tributes to composers,
band-leaders, etc.) and build some
sort of an “Album Line,” the think-

ing today is considerably more spe-

cialized. It may not appear to be so

in the eyes of a distrib who handles

a dozen key lines and during the

past month may have been intro-

duced to 100 or 200 new LP’s—but
this and last year’s sales meetings
clearly indicate that general “fill-

er” type goods have been cut to a

minimum.
This, however, has not allevi-

ated the “overabundance” prob-

lem we have heard so many people
complain about for years. It has

just taken on a different look. More
companies are issuing a larger in-

dustry total of merchandise, but

rather than general filler product,

there is a greater quantity of

unique type product. New artists

who someone feels will develop into

the big band leader, voice or group
of tomorrow. More novelty mate-

rial. More specialized material de-

signed to appeal to a limited audi-

ence, but still sell at a profit—and
with luck, perhaps spread to the
masses.

Because of more of this type of
product, and due to the tremen-
dous number of bomb albums that

must develop out of this specialized

material, a number of companies
have awakened to the fact that “Al-

locations” (the practice of assign-

ing a specific number of each new
LP to each distributor) may rapid-

ly be becoming a thing of the past.

In this thinking may lie (per-

haps in the not too distant future)

the solution to many of the indus-

try’s problems in the album field.

A number of companies have
announced that they no longer
plan to allocate LP’s, while others,

who insist they must, have taken
on a more reasonable attitude in

their methods and quantities of al-

locations.

Sooner or later, an end to allo-

cations must come. If it does end,

there will definitely be less

“schlocking” of merchandise. Cut
outs will be decreased. Transship-

ping will be lessened. And perhaps
some semblance of a more reason-

able price structure will be wit-

nessed by the confused consumer.
Allocations are not the only

problem. Discounts and deals have
been pointed to repeatedly. And
there are, of course, many others.

But all the recent meetings have

been highlighted with a greater

awareness of existing problems,

and it appears as though more
manufacturers (who must lead the

way) are planning to take signifi-

cant steps to improve the situation.

Greater reason in the area of allo-

cations is one step. We will prob-

ably be seeing more in the near fu-

ture.

FTC-Columbia Disk
Club Hearings Resume
NEW YORK— Hearings for the
FTC’s anti-trust suit against the Co-
lumbia Record Club resumed last
week (8) after a two-week hiatus
with the diskery calling more wit-
nesses in its own defense.
The lead-off witness was Albert

Berman of the Harry Fox office, the
music publishers’ representative. Ber-
man discussed the publisher’s royalty
fees paid by the disk club and reit-

erated the fact that the Columbia club
compromised with the publishers to
include royalty payments on all club
disks, whether they be bonus or pur-
chase disks. Berman, who audits the
books of the record companies and
clubs to establish royalty earnings,
said the 25% discount was part of
the compromise.
Seymour L. Gartenberg, a financial

vice president of the Columbia club,
testified at length on the financial op-
erations and problems of the disk
club, particularly problems of credit
and bad debts. Government counsel
asserted during Gartenberg’s testi-

mony that Columbia’s credit and bad
debt problems were irrelevant, but
the defense maintained that the many
problems encountered by the club in

its operations separated it from the
normal retailer and that the two busi-
nesses could hardly be compared. The
diskery exec revealed that the club
spent almost $1.80 of each disk sold
for advertising, bad debts, sales pro-
motion and miscellaneous costs.

Nathaniel March, treasurer of
Kapp Records, testified briefly on LP
statistics, and was followed by Nor-
man J. Stone, a CPA, who handles
accounts for the Rodgers & Ham-
merstein office, Irving Berlin and
Andre Kostelanetz. Stone, who had
maintained careful records on the
earnings of the Rodgers & Hammer-
stein records, was emphatic in his

belief that the disk club had in no
way impaired the retail sales on the
recorded versions of the Rodgers and
Hammerstein shows. As an example.
Stone said that “South Pacific” sold

1,665,000 copies retail and 199,000
thru the disk club.

FTC Revises Rules Of Practice,

Aim Is Less Delays, Fullest Protection

WASHINGTON, D.C|—The Federal
Trade Commission last week an-
nounced revisions in its general pro-
cedures and its rules of practice. New
rules go into effect Aug. 1, with the
exception that if on Aug. 1 the time
within which to request Commission
review of a particular hearing exam-
iner’s' initial decision has not expired,

tection.”

Highlights of the revised proce-
dures and rules follow:
The Commission will consider an ap-

peal from a hearing examiner’s ini-

tial decision in every case in which a
party requests it. Former rule pro-
vided that review would be granted
only if substantial questions were in-

volved in a ease and at least two of
the five Commissioners favored the
review.
A provision in the former rules

under which parties were accorded
the right to comment on proposed
final orders where Commission deci-

sions called for orders differing sub-
stantially from those in initial deci-

The three-day meet will be attended

by nearly 500 reps of the label’s

creative and sales organizations,

headed by prexy Goddard Lieberson.

NEW YORK—The crucial current is-

sues facing the disk industry will be
the prime topics on the agenda of
the upcoming (31) mid-year meet of
NARM, the rack-jobber organization.
At this closed regular members

(rack-jobber) confab—at the Edge-
water Beach Hotel in Chicago—dis-

cussions will center around such cur-
rent industry trends as: the upsurge
of rack-jobbing activity by distribs,
the legal implications of possible
price discrimination by these distribs
and their labels, the increasing com-
petition with large retail (discount)
outlets, and the legal questions in-
volved since discount houses allegedly
receive comparable or better dis-
counts than rack-jobbers.

Gale has informed his three
distributors: in New York (Superior
Record Sales); in Connecticut (Trin-

ity) and in Albany (Delta Dist.) that

if they transship the “Brenda” single

they will lose the KC line and it will

be pulled away while the record is

making it. “If distributors insist on
killing themselves,” said Gale, “I am
not going to play a hand in their com-
mitting suicide.”

The manufacturer can control
transshipping. Gale went on, and pro-
tect his product. “I am sending a let-

ter,” said Gale, “to all my distribu-

tors warning them that if they
transship my record they will lose

my line.” I will protect distributors,

he continued, in territories where the
record is hot from being flooded with
records from other outlying areas

Timi Yuro currently clicking with
“Make The World Go Away,” was
born Rosemarie Yuro in Chicago on
August 11, 1940. Her childhood nick-
name “Timi” has stuck with her and
is now used professionally. At twelve
she moved with her family to Los
Angeles and attended Fairfax High
School—where she developed her
singing interest. Spare time was (and

I still is) spent helping out at the Al-

I

volturno Italian Restaurant (5751
W. Pico) which her mother owns.

She was signed to a Liberty con-
tract but after several unsuccessful
sessions, which were never released,
she was almost forgotten. When
Clyde Otis joined Liberty as A&R
exec he noticed Timi and took an ac-
tive interest in her career. While on
the west coast, Clyde cut Timi in sev-
eral sessions resulting in the release
of “Hurt,” a smash hit, “Smile,” and
a teaming with Johnnie Ray, “I Be-
lieve.” The rest is history.

Kai Winding, who is currently rid-

ing the charts with “More” on Verve,
was born in Aarhus, Denmark and
came to our shores at the age of 12
in 1934. A few years later, someone
handed Kai a ti’ombone and the two
have been going steady ever since.

After high school, Kai played with
local dance bands, joining Sonny
Dunham in 1941, Alvino Rey in 1942
and the Coast Guard soon thereafter. !

Upon receiving his discharge from
the Coast Guard in the latter part
of 1945, he went with Benny Good-
man. With Stan Kenton in ’46 and
’47, Kai’s name took a new promi-
nence through his featured work on
Kenton’s “Artistry In Rhythm”
series.

From late 1949 through early 1954,
the artist combined two careers: with
his own jazz group he played some of
America’s top rooms. With sidemen
such as Gerry Mulligan and George
Wallington he opened Bop City and
was a regular feature at Birdland.
Through the succeeding years Kai

has played at some of the top jazz
clubs in the country with a number
of different sidemen and groups. Cur-
rently, the jazzman who now has his
own septet has been keeping busy as
the musical director of the New York
Playboy club.

“18 YELLOW ROSES & 11 OTHER HITS”—
Bobby Darin—Capitol T 1942
Bobby Darin tags this, his third Capitol LP, after
his current chart click of “18 Yellow Roses,” and
offers eleven other recent teen hits. For this ses-
sion the artist has enlisted the services of four
top arrangers: Bert Keyes, Jack Nitzsche, Walter
Raim and Bobby Scott. Darin is in fine svringin’
form on “Walk Right In,” “I Will Follow Heri’
and “On Broadway.” One of the best sets that the
songster has cut in quite a while.

“NOT ME”—Orlons—Cameo C 1054
The Orlons, who are currently riding high on the
charts with their pop-r&b click of “Not Me,” tag
this new Cameo album outing after the biggie
and include eleven other potent teen-angled
tracks. The group’s distinctive, hard-driving
brand of harmony is effectively showcased on
“Gee Whiz,” “Too Strong To Be Strung Along”
and “He’s Sure The Boy I Love.” Sure-fire chart
item.

“RING OF FIRE”—Johnny Cash—Columbia CL
2053
Johnny Cash, who is currently pulling plenty of
loot with his pop-country chart-rider of “Ring
Of Fire,” names this new Columbia album after
the hit and includes eleven other fine folk-flavored
tunes. The chanter’s rich, wide-range baritone
voice carries him in good stead as he turns in

top-flight readings of “I’d Still Be There,” ‘“rhe
Big Battle” and “Tennessee Flat-Top Box.” Disk
has enough built-in success ingredients to score
heavily in the coin department.

“SOUL SURFIN’”—Kai Winding—Verve V8551
Despite the plethora of “surf” LP’s already on
the market, there is always room for a very good
one and this new offering by Kai Winding fills

the bill perfectly. Kai Winding is currently riding
the Top 100 with his vibrant version of the theme
from “Hondo Cane,” tagged “More” on this ses-
sion. Kudos to Kenny Burrell for the swinging
guitar solos and to Claus Ogerman for some ex-
citing arrangements. The album is destined for
an early trip to chartsville.

“I WILL FOLLOW HIM”—Little Peggy March—
RCA Victor LSP2732
Little Peggy March launches an impressive pre-
mier disk on Victor tagged after her chart-top-
per, “I Will Follow Him.” The teenage lark fol-

lowed her initial success with another chart-rider
called, “I Wish I Were A Princess,” which is in-

cluded in this session. The thrush has garnered
a huge following and could easily make it to the
charts with this top-notch LP.

“THE MARVELETTES ON STAGE”—Tamla 243
The excitement of “live” performance is much in

evidence in this “Marvelettes On Stage” offering
from Tamla. The gals have triumphed with a
string of hit singles during the past year, most
of which are included in this package. The set
opens with one of their biggest to date, “Beech-
wood 4-5789,” and also includes “Twistin’ Post-
man,” “Strange I Know” and “Locking Up My
Heart.” Sales and spins should be brisk with this
one.

“IRMA LA DOUCE”—Original Soundtrack

One of the most delightful and sparkling film
scores to come along in quite a while is Andre
Previn’s score for the film version of “Irma La
Douce.”

“ANNETTE’S BEACH PARTY’’—Buena Vista
BV3316
Annette tags this Buena Vista album outing after
her current American International flick, “Beach
Party,” and includes six tunes from the picture.

“BEYOND THE SUNSET”—Hank Williams—

Although Hank Williams’ tragic death cut short
a brilliant career, his memory is magnificently
presei’ved for his countless legions of fans
through fine recordings like this. On this MGM
set the chanter offers a dozen sentimental nar-
ratives in the best traditional country style. Wil-
liams shines on “Pictures From Life’s Other
Side,” “Be Careful Of Stones That You Throw”
and “Beyond The Sunset.” Eye the set for rapid
acceptance.

“GOOD NIGHT SWEETHEART”—Morton Gould
—RCA Victor LM 2682
Morton Gould, who has eamed many laurels in

the past with his imaginative orchestral settings,
comes up with a stunning, sophisticated program
of evergreens on this new Victor mood album.
The orkster has created some first-rate arrange-
ments for his big band which shines on “Tea For
Two,” “I Can’t Get Started” and “Through Your
Eyes To Your Heart.” Fine fare for dancing or
listening pleasure.

“TROUBLE’S BACK IN TOWN”— AVilburn
Brothers— Decca DL74391
The Wilburn Brothers, cun-ently clicking with
“Roll Muddy River,” tag this LP outing after
their recent Decca hit, “Trouble’s Back In Town.”
The boys have gotten together an easy-listening
program of pop-country tunes that have been
popular during the past year or so. Launching
the set with the biggie, the songsters continue
with such goodies as “Ramblin’ Rose,” “Things”
and “I’m Gonna Change Everything.” The disk
should pull plenty of coin.

“THE GOSPEL PEARLS, STARRING BESSIE
GRIFFIN”—Liberty LST7310
The recent surge in the popularity of gospel mu-
sic has sparked renewed interest in album pro-
ducers and the market is sure to be covered in
the coming weeks. This gospel offering from Lib-
erty by the Gospel Pearls with Bessie Griffin in
the solo spotlight is indicative of the excitement
that is capturing the public’s fancy. The group
lets loose with handclappin’ and tambourine shak-
ing in spirited style. Included here are “I Be-
lieve” and “Bye and Bye.”

“SURGING AHEAD” — Clare Fischer — Pacific

Jazz PJ67
Clare Fischer, known primarily as a jazz com-
poser-arranger, showcases his talents as a su-

perior jazz pianist on this first solo LP outing
for Pacific Jazz. The 88’er gets some first-rate

assistance from Albert Stinson on bass and Colin

Bailey on drums on this potent jazz album. In

addition to an original work tagged, “Strayhorn,”
the pianist explores the melodies of Rodgers &
Hart on “This Can’t Be Love” and Charlie Parker
on “Billie’s Bounce.”

“BUHAINA’S DELIGHT”—Art Blakey & Jazz
Messengers—Blue Note 4104
Although jazz luminaries come and go swiftly,

Art Blakey has remained in the inner circle for

many years. Part of the drummer’s amazing stay-

ing power is his ability to play exactly what the
public wants without losing any of his artistic

honesty. On this new Blue Note set, Blakey and
his Messengers swing superbly in the modern
jazz mainstream. Among the best tracks here
are “Contemplation,” “Shaky Jake” and “Moon
River.” Jazzophiles should come out in droves
for the package.

“SOUL OF THE BALLAD”—Hank Crawford—
Atlantic 1405
Here’s a soulful, funky jazz set spotlighting the
solo talents of Hank Crawford and the Marty
Paich ork. The emphasis here on lyrical, smooth
sophisticated sounds and Crawford perfectly

blends his distinctive sax talents with the big
band. Best bets include “I Left My Heart In

San Francisco,” “Sweet Slumber” and “Any
Time.” All of the artist’s many fans should come
out in force for the LP.

Tyner—Impulse A-39
McCoy Tyner displays the soft, bluesy side of

some first-rate jazz paces. The boys reach an
impressive, professional pitch on “Satin Doll,”

Here is an unusual bit of esoterica from Elektra
featuring Renaissance music by the singers and
instrumentalists of La Societe de Musique
D’Autrefois. The two-pocket set includes ballads
from 15th and 16th century France, Italy and
England and is specially priced at $4.98. The
bookfold jacket includes the lyrics. This set was
awarded the Grand Prix du Disque in France
and is geared for the student or collector of
music history.

“KIRSTEN FLAGSTAD IN MEMORIAM”—Lon-
don OS25778
The late Kirsten Flagstad recreates m excerpt

some of the roles which won her world wide
acclaim as a Wagnerian soprano. On this me-
morial album from London, the soprano is backed

by the Vienna Philharmonic Orchestra conducted
by Georg Solti. Memorable bands here are “War
Es So Schmahlich” from “Die Walkure,” “Im

sions has been omitted from the re-

vised rules. In its place the Commis-
sion has substituted two new proce-

dural steps intended to accomplish
the same results more orderly and
efficiently:

(1) In cases where the Commission
has found a law violation but believes

it should have further information or
additional views of the parties as to

the form and content of the order to

be issued, it may withhold final action
pending receipt of such additional in-

formation or views.
(2) Any party in a case is given

the right to file a petition for recon-
sideration of a Commission decision.

The petition must be confined to new
questions raised by the decision or
final order and upon which the peti-

tioner has had no opportunity to ar-
gue before the Commission. The filing

of such a netition, however, will not
operate to defer the effective date of
the decision unless the Commission so
orders.
A new procedure for voluntary com-

pliance with the law provides as fol-

lows: The Commission, when it has
information indicating that someone
may be violating a law administered
by it, may give the person involved
the opportunity to dispose of the mat-
ter on an informal basis not involv-
ing litigation. This will be done only
if the Commission feels the public in-

terest will be fully safeguarded by
the procedure. In determining whether
the public interest will be safeguarded
the Commission will take into con-
sideration such factors as the nature
and gravity of the alleged violation,
the prior record and good faith of the
parties, and the parties’ assurances of

discontinuance of the practices.
In the future the Commission will

publicize certain of its advisory opin-
ions on the legality of proposed
courses of action, subject to statu-
tory restrictions against disclosure of
trade secrets and names of customers,
and other considerations.
Expanding its advisory functions to

cover reports of compliance with out-
standing orders, the Commission here-
after will advise a respondent wheth-
er the actions described in its report
constitute compliance with the order.
In addition, the Commission will, upon
request, inform a respondent subject
to an order whether a proposed future
course of action, if pursued, would
violate the order. Where the public
interest requires, the Commission may
revoke its approval of any report of
compliance or advise, but will give
the respondent an opportunity to sub-
mit its views before doing so. More-
over, the Commission will not proceed
against a respondent for violation of
an order concerning any action taken
in good faith reliance upon the Com-
mission’s approval or advice where
(1) all relevant facts were fully, com-
pletely and accurately presented to
the Commission and (2) such action
was promptly discontinued upon noti-
fication of rescission or revocation of
the Commission’s approval.
The revised rules also make it clear

that in a litigated case any document
or other information obtained by the
Commission under any of its powers
may be offered in evidence.

Atlantic Opens Its

Recording Studios
To Other Companies
NEW YORK—Atlantic Records is

opening its recording studios to other
record companies, effective immedi-
ately. Rate cards have already been
mailed to other record companies ad-
vising them of the move.
Although it is in the same building

that houses Atlantic Records, there is

a separate entrance to the recording
studios, which offer complete privacy.
Atlantic does not have access to the
studios at any time other than when
the diskery is recording its own art-
tists.

The studio offers completely out-
fitted recording facilities that can ac-
commodate thirty-five instruments. It

is accoustically constructed so that it

may be set up for smaller groups as
well. It features a separate isolation
booth for vocalists; two separate echo
chambers that can be used simulta-
neously; a 16 input control room
board; can record up to eight tracks
and offers varied lighting facilities.

In addition to the control room and
studio, there are three additional
rooms which offer complete facilities

for editing and mixing. It sports a
room with duplicating facilities identi-

cal to those in the studio control
room. It also has separate mastering
rooms for mono and stereo. It fea-
tures stereo cutters designed by How-
ard Haeco.

Atlantic is offering its studios for
around-the-clock booking, including
weekends. The studio’s chief engineer
is Tom Dowd and the recording engi-
neer is Phil lehle, who assembled the
complete equipment step by step. The
studio is isolated within the building
for “perfect” sound conditions.

This move, says

Jones, would bring back to the singles

area not only teeners but a wide spec-

trum of disk buyers, including R&B
and country music fans and the gen-

eral adult buyer who is “just as

attracted to a particular tune as the

youngsters.”

With today’s 4-speed player, it has

become burdensome to play 45’s,

Jones contends. In addition, he won-
ders “how many homes with expen-

sive new stereo sets have told their

youngsters ‘hands-off.’?”

Other queries Jones poses: How
many parents would buy their off-

spring a set of their own, to play just

the “little” records ? ; How many R&B
buyers, or country buyers are hun-

gry for players that are easy to han-

dle and play just 45’s.

Jones recomends a suiwey of either

the actual consumer, or record clerks.

“Get the opinion of those right in the

situation, and not far removed.”

Jones concludes: “Furthermore, in

the interest of self preservation, it is

now imperative that the record indus-

try, and not only the phonograph in-

dustry, invest some energy on the

problem. As singles go, so will go

our industry.”

SYDNEY—To celebrate Patti Page’s current visit to Australia, the Aus-
tralian Record Company hosted a party at the Chevron-Hilton Hotel for rep-
resentatives of radio, press and television. The lark seems quite amused about
William Smith’s comments on the genuine sheepskin rug which he presented
to her on behalf of ARC. Patti is holding a toy koala bear which she also ac-
cepted for her daughter. Smith, who is managing director of ARC, addressed
the guests in attendance and welcomed the artist to Australia.

GERMANY
The slop is here! That’s the cry of the record business in Germany today.

Ever since the twist hit Geimany, awaking new teenage interest in record
sales, the artists and A&R men here have been looking for a new dance that
would catch the fancy of the teenagers and would set itself up as the new
“craze.” Madison did a little business for a little while, but never quite
got established. Bossa Nova did business with only one record: “Blame It
On The Bossa Nova” in Gennan, and although songs like “Desafinado and
“One Note Samba” got tons of recordings, none of them racked up really
top sales, and the dance is certainly not nationally popular. Tamoure looked
like the thing and everyone jumped on the band wagon, but only “Wini
Wini” made the grade and everything else in the tamoure line did fair to
middling, but good sales were registered by Gerd Boettcher and Caterina
Valente, who seem to sell well on every record. The mashed potatoe, the
stroll and the various other teenage crazes in the states never even got off

the ground here. The slop started slowly in south Germany’s main city,

Munich, where the dance was introduced at record hops there and became
popular. The dance moved slowly but surely north, but no German records
were made and the popularity of the dance remained the secret of the teen-
agers who' danced it to slow twist records mostly in English. Then came a
small unknown label in Numberg, Abanola, which put out the record “Let’s
Slop” b/w “Dance the Slop with Me.” The lyrics were half English and half
German and the beat was right. In no time at all, the record became a smash
in South Germany and now top sales are being recorded. The result is that
everyone is now jumping on the slop bandwagon and in the next few weeks,
slop productions will be on hand from all record firms, major and minor. The
slop is here and it looks like it should be the thing in the months to come.
Perhaps it will give a shot in the arm to the vei’y lax singles business here.

Philips press chief Conrad Schnur reports that the Will Tremper film “The
Endless Night” just took 4 German film prizes at the festival and that Philips
A&R man Peter Thomas took the golden film band for the best film music
this year. He has recorded the title song in German with Esther Ofarim.

Harry Belafonte has invited Nana Mouskouri to tour the U.S.A. with his

show.

The “All Star Festival” LP, which sold over a million records for the
orphans of the UNO, passed the 200,000 mark in Germany and sold more
records than in any other country in Europe. Sweden took second place with
180,000 disks. Philips did the outstanding job in 3 months time. In jazz
circles, Klaus Doldinger is making big noise with his tenor sax at the Blue
Note in Paris.

Mercury A&R man Quincy Jones is returning to Europe for a big band tour
using the top European musicians.

One of Europe’s top tenor men Hans Koller has opened his own jazz room
in Munich. At a recent press party there, Hans and his combo played and
Hans paintings were also shown. These two items will be the features of

the room. Among the prominent guests was arranger-conductor Russ Garcia,

who is now making his home here.

Jane and Anton Peterer of Edition Coda in Zurich report that a new long

tei'm contract has been signed between Jack Denton of Francis Day and
Hunter and Cedric Dumont of Edition Coda. Coda will continue to represent

the FDH catalog in Switzerland. Cedric recently visited Munich to record a

series of his own compositions for the tape library of the German-Austrian
Mozart Edition. Cedric also placed 2 of his LP’s with Ariola Records here.

Jane and Anton Peterer also recently visited the German Pop Music Festival

at Baden-Baden.

There is a new price rise in records, effective since July 1. Regular price

for LP’s is now 545 pesos ($3.90), singles cost 123 pesos ($.88) and there is a
]jnew price for “promotional” albums, which weren’t regulated before: 395 pesos II

($2.82). Although the price in dollars may seem not impressive, it must be
noted that monthly salaries in Argentina for workers average $80. Besides,
diskeries plan to stop discounts to dealers. All this hasn’t been very well re- ij

ceived at the retaUers, and apparently won’t help to stabilize the market.

News from Music Hall: the diskery reports big action around “La Tierra,” I

the first single released by Mexican singer Dino who recorded it originally
for Gamma Records of that country, represented here by MH. Another inter-
esting release is Oscar Madrigal’s “Camina Derechito,” also belonging to Gam-
ma. In the LP field, the new promotional album “Ritmos en Orbita,” featuring
several teen groups, is also running well. Music Hall will release two new
promotional LP’s soon:_“De Mi Flor,” featuring folk artists, and “Muy Popu-
lar” with regional music. On the international side, the news are “Ojala” by
Domenico Modugno, and “Luna Luna Luna” by Stella Dizzy, Italian songstress
who recently visited Argentina.
CBS has released the third album by Enrique Guzman, including the two

tunes from his latest single, “Oye Nina” and “Tristes Noches,” already a
chart rider. Guzman will retux’n to Ai’gentina late in 1963, ofter the success
of his recent visit. The same diskery reports that “Attraccion Mundial,” the
new album by Los Cinco Latinos, has been as well received as their previous
releases. The group has been inked by Channel 13 for a program that will be
aired Tuesday nights during five months. Astor Piazzolla, another CBS artist,
will fonn a society with Pipe Mancera, one of our TV’s best known emcees,
to open a night club that will be named “La Noche” (The Night) after one of
Mancera’s programs. Piazzolla’s latest effort is “Tango para una ciudad,” a
new LP with his newest modern tango tunes.

Special mention for a recent CBS release: “Music by Edgar Varese.” The ’

album offers an unusual variety of new sound possibilities, through Varese’s
“Deserts,” premiered in 1954, and the other works included in the record, andl
is a good contribution to Argentina’s somehow weak modern music catalog.
The album is offei’ed in both mono and stereo versions, and it may find an
unexpected market.
News from Fermata: “J’Entends Siffler Le Train,” one of the biggest French

hits of recent times, has been inked by the pubbery for representation in
Argentina. Besides the original Richard Anthony version (already released by
Odeon Pops), it has been recorded by Juan Ramon (Disc Jockey), and several
other waxings are being prepared. “Camelia,” local product controlled by
Fermata, has been asked by publishers of Spain and Italy for sub-edition in
those countries. Los Cinco Latinos (CBS) have cut “El Arlequin de Toledo,”
already waxed by Si San Roman (Music Hall). The pubbery is also at work
with “Hello Jim,” the new Paul Anka hit.

Gigi Gallo of Fortissimo Americana feels happy with the success obtained
by “Non Costa Niente,” reportedly the most recorded tune from the latest Sam
Remo Festival. According to Gallo, the song has already nine versions in the
market, and some others coming.

Roberto Lambertucci of Neumann reports that “Llueve en mi Alma” and
“Tus Lagrimas de Amor,” local products controlled by his company, will be
recorded by Antonio Prieto with the Mariano Mores orchestra. “I’m Popeya
The Sailor Man,” American tune in a Spanish version, will be cut by Los
Chlspitas (CBS) and Nicky Jones (RCA).
News from RCA: the diskery has recorded the complete music score from

“Kiss Me Kate,” the famous Cole Porter musical comedy premiered at the
Avenida Theater July 8. The album was arranged and the orchestra directed'

by Lucio; Milena, and the top names are Ana Maria Campoy and Jose
Cibrian (who started singing in “My Fair Lady” eighteen months ago). Of
course, it is sung in Spanish. The record became available several days before
the premiere, and since it is supposed that “Kiss Me Kate” will be a smash
success, it will surely sell well. Other outstanding RCA releases are “Our Man
in Latin Amex'ica.” the new LP by Perez Prado, “Pot Luck” by Elvis Presley,
“I Will Follow Him” by Little Peggy March, “Java” by Floyd Cramer, the
first album by Duane Eddy and another one by famed Italian songstress Rita
Pavone. The new Troilo LP, “Troilo for Export,” is now receiving wide pro-
motion.

RCA Argentina Bows Troilo LP

BUENOS AIRES—Cuno Frederich and Adolfo Pino, toppers of RCA Argen-
tina, are shown above, holding a copy of “Troilo For Export,” the new tango
LP cut by Anibal Troilo and due for release in the U. S. next month. Fred-
erich recently replaced Hottelet as RCA’s prexy while Pino is the firm’s sales
manager.

Let’s begin our column as usual with high society events of the week. The
most important, without a doubt, was the cocktail party offered by Meyerstein
Maigret for the occasion of the visit of Jack Mills in Paris accompanied by
his wife. For your information let’s mention that the Mills catalog is exploited
in Paris by the Philips organization via Editions Mills. Let’s say as well that
Meyerstein Maigret in spite of his many jobs in directing Philips does find
time to follow up closely the activity of the Musical Edition group, which we
must admit has been exciting chiefly since Tournier, Pierard, and Regis Talar
have come with the firm. Just before their departure on vacation this team
worked very hard and with success quite on a lot of songs commencing with
“C’est Ma Fete” (French adaptation of “It’s My Party”).
A couple of month ago Dick Rivers gave us his rendering of a good tune

entitled “L’Effet Que Tu Me Fais.” This was the French inking of “How Do
You Do.” Today Claude Francois who has discovered in himself the talent
to write and adapt songs has just inked an adaptation of the same tune and
tagged this “Comment Fais Tu,” and of course Claude will groove this shortly.
Let’s now pass over to Sheila. She cut “Killer Joe” from the Mellin catalog
that Carrere has transformed to “La Vie Est Belle.” To tell the truth, we
must stop here because we think this is sufficient and any other publisher
with a prize list like this would be very proud. But no, the good work must
continue much to the joy of Pierard, Tournier, and Talar. Johnny Hallyday
has just grooved and canned “Comme Une Ombre,” which is the French
adaptation of “Black Cloud.” Let’s point out that the original was created
by Chubby Checker, which will be released on the Bel Air label. We drew
your attention some time ago with the success obtained by Jeanne Moreau
on her first disk release, “Le Tourbillon.” Jeanne is under the direction of
Canetti and on the Canetti label she has recorded a 12 songs by Bassiac. It

seems that the outstanding one is entitled “La Memoire Qui Flanc” and “La
Peau Leon” is a close second.

Pierrard is counting on two artists from Pathe, Revaux and B. Nencioli, to
pen the adaptation of “Why Do Lovers Break Others Hearts.” This has been
done and we have the French title, “Oui Les Filles”; Revaux has already
grooved it. Sylvie Vartan has just recorded a tune from the Mellin catalog
called “Twiste Et Chante,” which is the French version of “Twist and Shout,”
penned by Georges Aber. We think that Daniel Philipacchi the well known
radio producer will make a special effort on this title and without a doubt
will aid Tutti in obtaining a success. This will pennit Sylvie Vartan to try
and maintain her position as a star.

We now direct our attention to Charles Dumont, the author-composer who
is now a singer. Several months ago Edith Piaf recorded the pops by Charles
Dumont, and the majority of these were very good, but all good things must
have an end. This collaboration ceased and was less active. Dumont had his

first disk with Piaf on the Pathe label. This gave Pierrard an idea to give
Dumont his chance, and being a good lawyer Pierrai-d obtained for Dumont a
contract with Philips. Result being a premier 45 E.P. of this artist going
solo. Titles are “Si Je Te Parle D’Ell,” “Mon Chemin” and “Ton Amour.” It

is too soon to predict a verdict on this artist, we leave this up to the public

to decide, but he can trust in the ti’io Tournier, Piei'rard and Talar to give

him the maximum chance to suceed. This is not too bad especially when you
think that Pierrard was at the base of the debuts of Leny Escudero’s career.

A disagreement was set up by the members of the Association of Musical
Publishers in Paris recently. It appears that this quaiTel has lasted several

weeks. After the general assembly and during the first reunion the members
of the board of directors Philippe Boutet (Editions Barclay) Gerard Tournier
(Editions Tutti) and Albert Ferreri (Editions Carrousel) handed in their res-

ignation as Directors and also resigpied from the Association of Musical Pub-
lishers. A certain number of other publishers have also decided to follow the

position of these three members and have also resigned. Talks are on to

create a new trade union (Association of Musical Publishers) but this will

have to wait until after the vacation period. September will enlighten us on

To terminate our column let’s point out the birth of a new writer with
Tutti-Philips called Jean Arnulf, an unknown as his name indicates. He has

just grooved an LP in which the principle title appears to be “Point De Vue.”
After all this we must admit that Editions Tutti have their place with the

biggest French publishers. This is phenomenal and will have effects in the

music world.
Late news flash has just come in concerning the new discovery by Eddie

Barclay, the teenager thrush called Evy who grooved a single of the two
songs “Pourquoi Choisir” and “Le Temps A Passe.” This has just been re-

leased on the market and we have had a chance to listen to these and it

seems that “Le Temps A Passe” is destined to be a success. Deejays will

play this one out a-plenty. Both songs belong to Editions Barclay.

NAMA CONVENTION

A New
Approach

For '63

Is there a coin machine operator in the nation who
has not considered the vast potential that lies in vending

after seeing and hearing of the success his competitors

are enjoying? If so, the reason better be a good one, for

the entry of the music and amusement operator into the

field of vending has become a foregone conclusion.

That’s one of the reasons the NAMA people expect to

have an even larger crowd at their Annual Convention

in Chicago, September 7-10. More coin machine opera-

tors will be on hand than ever before. In addition to the

fact that the coinmen are more actively interested in

vending than ever before, the NAMA Convention just

happens to be one of the finest trade conventions we
have ever participated in. This year’s show will be no

different. The Association boasts an entirely new ap-

proach this year but one thing is certain, the crowds will

still be of stadium proportions.

One of the new approaches NAMA is using is the

elimination of back-to-back panels and workshops. Too
many interested parties have been missing one or the

other meeting over the years. This year, in addition to a

more logical schedule, the discussions will rely heavily

on visual aids and audience participation. This is one

way in which to learn a lot in a shorter than usual

amount of time—one of the prime reasons the more
serious operator attends any Convention.

In addition to the standard “better cup of coffee”

talks and the “how to” panels, topics such as preventing

the location from going into business for liimself, as dis-

cussed by a top vending official, should keep interest

and attendance at the meets high. For the benefit of

the operator who hasn’t decided to blossom out into full-

line vending a discussion entitled “Is your full-line com-

petitor breathing down your neck?” ought to persuade

the lobby-sitters to move into the meeting rooms at the

Hilton Hotel. An expert in the field of marketing and

merchandising is expected to apply his skills to the field

of vending. This alone should be worth the price of ad-

mission. And for the operator who, at the end of any

given convention, claims they didn’t discuss the prob-

lems wliich concern him, there will be a meeting en-

titled “Supermarket Of Vending Ideas” where any op-

erator can get the answer to any problem confronting

him.

CHICAGO—This past week Illinois

Governor Otto Kemer signed into law
a long pending bill, in Springfield

—

the state capitol—which, in effect,

fully legalizes pinball games which
are used strictly as amusement de-

vices. A second bill reduces the Il-

linois State tax on pingames from $50

to $10 a year. This bill also revised

tax rates on other coin-operated

amusement machines as well.

The revised tax rates are contained

in a proposal setting a uniform annual

tax of $10 on all coin-operated amuse-
ment devices. At the present time

the state collects $50 for pinball ma-
chines, $25 for mechanical bowling
or shuffieboard games, $10 for electric-

ray-gun devices, and no tax for other

types of amusement equipment.

The new bill makes it very clear

that pinball machines which pay off

in cash or prizes are outlawed in the

State of Illinois. The measure passed
