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While most of us would agree

that a work of art should be a

meaningful expression of its crea-

tor (or interpreter), many of us

are probably not mindful of the

fact that before art can forcibly

convey its message to its audience,

it must do a formidable thing—it

must entertain.

Perhaps this is an arty way (no

pun intended) of noting that the

music business may be entering a

remarkable new phase, one that

could be more than just a passing

fancy.

To the credit of the ever-increas-

ing acceptance of the folk sound

in recent months, room has been

made on—of all places!—the Top

100 chart for the “message” song.

The “message” song, at least as we

see it, is that type of pop effort that

displays a certain awareness and

concern over some social situation

or problem that exists in today’s

society.

Obviously, this type of song has

not had A&R men begging for

more. But, look at the recent rec-

ord. In the more receptive folk

area, at least two “message” songs

have done the Top 100 trick in

major fashion. They are “Where

Have All The Flowers Gone” by

The Kingston Trio, and, more cur-

rently, Peter, Paul & Mary have

one of today’s fastest rising efforts,

“Blowin’ In The Wind.” The meta-

phors of folk lyrics do not hide the

fact that these songs are taking

stands on vital issues of the day—

the possibility of a global holocaust

and racial discrimination here at

home. On the rock ’n roll front, a

song dared to talk of the “rat race

down below” and became a smash

hit (The Drifters did it with “Up

On The Roof.”).

As little gems, these numbers

make their say with eloquence and

taste, and that goes for the artists

who did them. With rich melodic

lines fitted to their lyrics, they

achieve a prime function of art

we spoke of before—they enter-

tain.

They have made the market ripe

for the further acceptance of

“message” songs. And when others

come along that entertain with

taste, the sales battle will be half

won. When a pop hit can con-

tribute to a better world, that’s

something

!

CHICAGO—“Star Performance” is

the theme for Mercury Records’ two-
pronged July release and sales plan,
featuring 12 new albums and a col-

lection of 24 catalog items.
Included in the new release are

nine pop and jazz albums: A new
Patti Page release, “The Singing
Rage”; “Eddy Howard Sings and
Plays The Great Band Hits”; and
“This Is Ray Stevens.”
On the jazz side, “Terry Gibbs

Plays Jewish Melodies in Jazztime,”
and “Remember Clifford,” a montage
of tunes by the late Clifford Brown.
Two folk albums are “Big Bill

Broonzy Memorial,” with the legend-
ary blues singer interpreting some of
his own songs. Eddie Layton inter-
prets a vmried collection of folk fa-
vorites on the organ in “Folk
Sounds.”
Rounding out the collection are

'Original Golden Hits of The Great
Blues Singers,” “Original Greatest
Hits of The Great Country and West-
ern Stars.”
New classical product includes “The

20th Century Fox
Offer 5 LP's In

Mid-Year Program

Civil War, Volume II,” the companion
volume to the label’s documentary on
the war. The second volume covers
the war from Gettysburg to Appo-
mattox, and again contains authentic
sounds of battle, along with songs of
the period.
The only complete and uncut ver-

sions of three famous Tchaikovsky
ballets (“Swan Lake,” “the Sleeping
Beauty,” and “the Nutcracker”) are
presented in a 6-record package list-

ing at $14.94. The set features the
Minneapolis Symphony directed by
Antal Dorati.

Rounding' out the release is “Guitar
Music From The Courts of Spain” by
Celedonio Romero.
Act II of the program is “Golden

Hits By Great Stars,” offering two
dozen of Mercury’s top-selling albums.
Merchandising materials include a
colorful browser box card, illustrating
all 24 album covers and announcing
“Mercury Presents A Collection of
Golden Hits By The Great Stars,” a
banner for window or in-store dis-
play, and die-cut easel jackets.
The new plan will be in effect

through Aug. 25.

Al Martino To
Headline At Copa

Dinallo's Anti-Transshipping
Drive Getting Places

NEW YORK—Big Ed Dinallo’s cru-
sade to end the practice of transship-
ping is bearing fruit for his own
distrib operation in Hartford, Conn.
Dinallo, who operates Trinity Dist.

in Hartford, informed Cash Box last

week that he has received “100%
backing” from the VeeJay and KC
labels in his efforts to keep his terri-

tory clean of transhipped disks. And,
particularly in the case of VeeJay,
he can cite better dealer business.

VeeJay’s influence in keeping its

product from being transshipped in

Dinallo’s area has, the distrib re-

ported, brought back dealer custom-
ers who have not purchased from Di-
nallo in almost a year. A number of
dealers, Dinallo added, have com-
mended him for his stand against
transshipping, and have also praised
the series of transshipping articles
that have been appearing in Cash
Box.

Dinallo said he realized that Vee-
Jay was “losing volume” for its anti-
transshipping actions, and considered
it “wondeifful” that Ewart Abner
head of VeeJay, was backing distribs.

Dinallo declared that he was of the
opinion that other labels would be
“stepping into the act” in the anti-
transshipping movement.

Dinallo recently made a “gentle-
men’s agreement” with Johnny Ha-
lonka of Beta Dist. of New York to
refrain from transshipping into each
other’s territory. In this regard, Di-
nallo said that a rack-jobber in his
area went as far as to bring his truck
to Beta’s door in order to buy VeeJay
product. He was turned-down, Di-
nallo said that he was ordering prod-
uct for his rack-jobbing operation
from distribs in his own area.

Singer Al Martino will climax his
brilliant comeback when he headlines
at the Copacabana, (10 East 60th
Street) for two weeks beginning July
25. It will mark the first time that
Martino will appear at the Copa. Co-
medians Forbes & Villa will be fea-
tured on the bill.

Martino, who became an overnight
sensation 10-years ago when his first

record, “Here In My Heart,” sold
more than a million copies but whose
popularity waned with the advent of
rock ’n roll, is currently one of the
hottest recording artists in the coun-
try. His recent single, “I Love You
Because,” sold more than 750,000 cop-
ies and also became an immediate
best-seller when it was used as the
title song in his new Capitol album.
His most recent record, “Painted,
Tainted Rose,” released only two
weeks ago is already a best-seller.

As a result of the success of his
discs, Martino has been booked into
the leading supper clubs in the coun-
try.

"BUY-IN" PROGRAMS; LOWERS CONSTANT-YEAR-ROUND LP PRICES TO RETAIL OUTLETS;

TOTAL EFFECT IS INCREASE IN PER-LP COST TO RETAILERS; LABEL WILL ALSO "RE-

AUTHENTICATE" ALL ACCOUNTS RECEIVING FUNCTIONAL DISCOUNTS

SAN JUAN, PUERTO RICO — An
“age of reason” within the disk in-
dustry was called for by Bill Galla-
gher, vice-president of marketing at
Columbia Records, at Columbia’s sales
confab in San Juan last week. Gal-
lagher’s address before those attend-
ing the meet spearheaded the label’s

new product presentation and an-
nouncement of new pricing policies

(see separate stories on new LP’s,
pricing). Ken Glancy, veep of Colum-
bia Records Sales Corp., “challenged”
disk distribs and salesmen with the
new price program in a speech fol-

lowing the Gallagher address (see
below).

Gallagher stated: “July of 1963
marks the 15th year since the intro-

duction of the long-playing record

—

Columbia’s contribution to the phono-
graph record industi-y which singulai'-

ly launched an era of growth and
profitability unparalleled in the field

of home entertainment.
“Of crucial importance today,” said

Gallagher, “is the start of an age of
reason.

“At this point in the life of the
j

LP,” he continued, “the future has
|

never looked brighter. The American
,

economy continues its healthy up-
ward cycle and the American cun-
sumer, with more leisure time than
ever before, is turning with unprece-
dented enthusiasm to records to

satisfy his growing appetite for
|

musical entertainment.
|

“We must never lose sight of the
fact that this industry, as complex as
it may seem is totally dependent on
the satisfaction of the record-buying
public for its continued growth and
prosperity. We must therefore dedi-

|

cate ourselves to greater quality and
|

service in the years ahead if we are
to continue to nurture the appetite of
the consumer.
“The record industry,” said Galla-

gher, “is at the threshold of a new
and even more exciting era, an era
that can far surpass the accomplish-
ments of the past if we take the time

,now to intelligently appraise the
problems that confront us and take

j

the action necessary to restore a feel- I

ing of security and healthy confidence
at every level-—retail, distribution
and manufacturing.

“Columbia Records’ 1963 conven-

tion is dedicated to such a course of

action. The product we will present to

our distributors is the 'strongest in

our history—merchandise featuring

the most exciting entertainers in the

musical categories—merchandising
designed to sell to the consumer.

“Columbia’s sales and marketing
forces,” declared Gallagher, “has
taken product and developed around
it a mature comprehensive merchan-
dising aid and substantially increased

local advertising so that distributors

and dealers can aggressively bring
Columbia’s product to tbe eyes and
ears of the consumer.

“Columbia, in full recognition of

the importance of the distributor, has
just completed an extensive reorgani-

zation of its distributor system so

that its product and plans will be
expertly presented to the retail trade
throughout the United States.

“This year’s convention will be
radical in concept in that Columbia
will introduce a year-round sales and
merchandising progi-am rather than
the short-term ‘buy in’ programs tra-

ditional within the industry. It will

eliminate the hazard of anticipation-
buying by distributors and retailers
and will result in an increase in in-

ventory turn and most importantly,
an increase in return on investment.
“Columbia distributors,” said Gal-

lagher, “will be urged to reappraise
the role of the sub-distributor and
retailer in his market place and will

be given programs designed to re-
store a level of healthy competition
at the point-of-sale (to the con-
sumer) .

“Columbia’s new year-round con-
cept of merchandising is dedicated to
a profitable future for all—we have
broken away from the harmful mar-
keting programs within the industry
that have contributed to the un-
healthy position of many distributors
ani retailers throughout the United
States. Again Columbia has accepted
the responsibility that comes with
leadership and has pledged continued
dedication to the future growth of the
phonography record industry.”

In continuing, Gallagher stated
that, “The record industry” has come
of age. It will be, we hope, an age
of reason—the goal to which this
1963 convention and our future pro-
grams are dedicated.”

Glancy followed Gallagher’s state-
ment by declaring “With an ‘age of
reason’ must come an ‘era of sales-
manship!’
“Columbia’s distributors,” said Mr.

Glancy, “have been presented with the
r-onvention theme ‘Your Future Is

Mere!’ In recent years, the record in-

dustry has experienced tremendous
growth and with this rapid expansion
have been inevitable marketing
changes.

“For the past five years,” said
Glancy, “Columbia has furthered its

sales leadership of the record indus-
try, meeting the demands of various
marketing changes while continuing

to build volume sales and a healthy
jn'ofitable operation.

“The record business today offers

the record salesman his greatest

challenge—the opportunity to sell

quality I’ather than price to an ever-

increasing market that has repeated-
ly shown itself interested in exactly

the kind of quality which Columbia
offers.

SAN JUAN, PUERTO RICO—Colum-
bia Records made its long-rumored
price stabilization move last week at
its annual sales meet here last week.
Details of the move—highlighted by
lower constant-year-round prices

—

were unveiled by Jack Loetz, general
manager of Columbia Record Dis-
tributors.

Prefacing the actual details of the
stabilization policy, Loetz said:

“It is our belief that the phono-
graph record industry is at the thres-
hold of a new and even more exciting
era that can far surpass the accom-
plishments of the past if we enter
the era with a secure and ne.iicny
confidence at every level—retail, man-
ufacturing and distribution. This con-
fidence can only be realized if equi-
table consideration is given to all in

the development of a workable profit
perspective—the one common denomi-
nator necessai*y at every industry
level if we are to continue to pi'osper
and grow.
“At Columbia Record Distributors,”

continued Loetz, “we recognize a
basic fact, that profit is directly re-
lated to an ability to turn inventory.
The constant hazard of anticipation
buying—the traditional industry prac-
tice of twice-a-year ‘buy-in’ deals
(sometimes even more frequent)

—

programs that tax not only distrib-
utors’ and record dealers’ proficiency
at speculation, but more important,
reduce their inventory tum and con-
sequently return on investment.
“Columbia Record Distributors,”

said Loetz, “has accepted the respon-
sibility of leadership. We are dedi-
cated to a prosperous future for all.

With this credo in mind, Columbia
Record Distributoi's is pleased to an-
nounce a revision in dealer price pol-

icy to enable record dealers to buy
Columbia LP and pre-recorded tape
product at a lowei' constant year-
round price.”

Effective this week (2‘2), merchan-
dise with a suggested list price of

$3.98 will be offered at the dealer cost
of $2.25. Merchandise at a suggested
list of $4.98 will be available to deal-

ers at a cost of $2.81. “This will en-

able our customers to avail them-

selves of the same opportunities

available to Columbia’s distributors

as announced in San Juan,” Loetz

declared.(Continued on page 36)

THE ROUND-UP OF 70 LP's FOR AUG.-SEPT.

NEW YORK—Sales conventions in

New York, Las Vegas and Miami
Beach over the past two weeks were
employed by Epic Records to intro-

duce its distribs to 15 new albums and
catalog discount plan, (see separate

pboto layout on the meets).
All Epic albums and tapes will be

sold to distribs at a 15% discount.

In addition, the label has a deferred
payment plan. All orders received in

July, Aug. and Sept, will be payable
1/3 Oct., 1/3 Nov. and 1/3 Sept. Pro-
gram ends Sept. 27.

In addition to extensive display ma-

terial for all album product, the label

is placing ads in a number of na-

tional magazines. The label will also

advertise in college newspapers for

Max Morath’s debut album (see be-

low) when the ragtime player-lec-

turer begins his college tour. George
Maharis, who also has a new LP, goes
on tour to 26 cities beginning with
Miami Beach on Aug. 5.

Epic’s new pop LP’s include: Adam
Wade’s “A Very Good Year for Girls,”

Buddy Breco’s “Intimate Moments,”

Loetz also announced a quarterly
10% exchange privilege on all album
product. 'The adoption of this straight

10% exchange program automatically

terminates all existing exchange poli-

cies including the “Bonus-to-Sell”

program.

Qualified dealer purchases during
the period July 22 to Sept 25 will be

subject to extended dating term. Co-
lumbia’s branch salesmen will offer

complete details of Columbia’s ex-

citing year-round merchandising and
advertising program.

In conclusion Mr. Loetz stated that,

“It is a program conceived and dedi-

cated to a mutually profitable future
—a future that must be recognized by
all as the abundant ‘age of reason’!”

In essence, the $3.98 LP which pre-

viously sold to retail customers at

$2.47, now sell at $2.25, but Columbia
figures that with its previous bonus-
to-sell deal, and twice-a-year buy-in
programs, a $3.98 LP actually sold

at about $2.12. By erasing the buy-in
program, the label is now, in effect,

“raising” prices to $2.25 per LP.
Dealers now no longer need antici-

pate purchases for a six month period.

They can now buy anytime for the
same price, creating, Columbia feels,

a more stable atmosphere for pur-
chases.

Columbia is making this move be-

cause it feels its product is strong
enough to be in demand and, in fact,

greatly augment consumer demand by
increasing advertising, merchandising
aids and its co-op ads by 100%.
Columbia also plans to keep its

monthly product strong by not jam-
ming key releases into semi-annual
programs, but by scheduling major
LP s each month.
Monthly discount programs for a

given artists’ caiaiog and his new re-

leases will also be discontinued. As
Bill Gallagher put it, “The peaks and
valleys in our industry are levelling

out. With this type of constant pro-

gram, the letail customer (e.g. rack-

jobber, one-stop, dealer) knows where
he stands with Columbia product.”

It was also announced, at a press

conference last Thurs. (18), that Co-

lumbia will re-evaluate and re-authen-

ticate every account on its books
receiving a functional discount. Effec-

tive immediately, every account (sub-

distributor) receiving a functional

discount will be asked to fill out a

form stating' whether he himself is

a retailer and how much of his Co-

lumbia product he retails. Columbia
will not offer the sub-distributor a

functional discoimt on the retail por-

POPULAR PICKS OF THE WEEK

“SUNNY SIDE!”—Kingston Trio—Capitol ST
19 35
The Kingston Trio, who are currently pulling

loads of loot with their “#16” LP, seem sure to

quickly duplicate that success with this lively

pop-folk set. This time out the boys offer a pro-
gram of rousing, high-spirited items, which are
perfectly suited to their zestful style. Among
the best tracks here are “Desert Pete,” “Sing
Out” and “Ballad Of The Thresher.” Disk should
mean money-in-the-bank for all concerned.

“SURF CITY”—Jan & Dean—Liberty LST7314
Jan & Dean zoomed to the upper reaches of the
charts in a few weeks with their sales-exciter,

“Surf City,” and this album tagged after the hit

appears destined for the same sort of success. The
musical bill-of-fare here includes a melodic amal-
gam of evergreens and newies covering “Mem-
phis,” “Detroit City” and “Manhattan.” The ar-
rangements are first-rate and the boys handle
them with ease. “Surf City” is a natural for
“chart city.”

“EARTHY!”—Bobby Darin—Capitol ST1826
Bobby Darin continues with a long string of
blockbustin’ singles that includes his current big-
gie, “18 Yellow Roses.” Hot on the heels of the
like-tagged LP, the chanter comes up with a pro-
gram of folk and country tunes to give further
evidence of his versatility. The songs here include
“La Bamba,” “The Sermon Of Samson” and
“Long Time Man” to make up a diversified pro-
gram. This is a new side to the Darin coin that
merits plenty of attention. The set should make
it big.

“IN DREAMS”—Roy Orbison—Monument 8003
Roy Orbison, who has had phenomenal success
with his “Greatest Hits” LP, follows it up with
this Monument album tagged after a recent hit
“In Dreams.” The chanter has a huge following
and this new effort is sure to bring the fans out
in droves. Launching the set with the biggie, the
songster also includes “No One Will Ever Know,”
“House Without Windows” and “Blue Bayou.”
Plenty of chart potential here.

“FRANK FONTAINE SINGS LIKE CRAZY”—
ABC-Paramount 460
TV comic-songster Frank Fontaine skyrocketed
to the top of the charts a few months ago with
his best-selling “Songs I Sing On The Jackie
Gleason Show.” The chanter seems almost as-
sured of a repeat chart-listing with this follow-
up album on ABC-Paramount. Again the songs
are familiar and sprinkled with schmaltz and
warmth. His fans will like “Girl Of My Dreams,”
“Shine On Harvest Moon” and “Let Me Call You
Sweetheart.”

“BYE BYE BIRDIE”—Various Artists—Colpix
454
James Dai-ren, Shelley Fabares and Paul Peter-
sen, currently riding high with their Colpix wax-
ing of “Teenage Triangle,” are joined by the Mar-
cels to present their version of “Bye Bye Birdie.”
The proceedings here are brightened by the top-
notch arranging and conducting of Stu Phillips.
The youthful performers go thru these lilting
melodies with exuberance and charm. Best bets
are “Put On A Happy Face,” “Rosie,” “Bye Bye
Birdie Medley.” Disk should pull plenty of coin.

“IT’S BIGGER THAN BOTH OF US!”—Dave
Gardner—RCA Victor LPM 2761
The “far-out” but riotously funny humor of Dave
Gardner has been getting plenty of exposure the
past year or so—enough to merit several appear-
ances on the LP charts. This session, cut during
his days with Victor, has the same quality of
“weirdness” that has made him a best-seller. His
subtle social barbs and rapier thrusts at tradition
are always funny. Eye the disk for sure-fire ac-
ceptance.

“THE BEST OF JUDY GARLAND” — Decca
DXSB7172
Here is a deluxe two-pocket package by Judy
Garland filled to the brim with the tunes that
have become milestones in her career and a con-
stant source of delight to her public. All of the
giants are here and many more—two dozen alto-

gether. The Garland voice here is youthful, viva-
cious and exuberant and her legions of loyal ad-
mirers will find the set a must for their collec-

tions. Highlight tracks are “You Made Me Love
You,” “The Trolley Song” and “Zing! Went The
Strings Of My Heart.” Powerful catalog mer-
chandise that should show up on the charts in no
time flat.

“SINGIN’ EASY”—Burl Ives—Decca DL 74433
The vet pop-folk chanter, who is currently click-

ing with “This Is All I Ask,” comes up with a
potent package of popular and country items on
this new Decca release. Ives’ rich wide-range
baritone voice and distinctive, easy-going vocal
approach is aptly suited to this versatile program
of listenable tunes. The songster shines on “It
Comes And Goes,” “I Found My Best Friend In
The Dog Pound” and his present chart-rider. Disk
seems destined to score heavily in the coin de-
partment.

Vincent “Ben Casey” Edwards’ short while back
appearance at the Riviera in Las Vegas was
hailed by the press as one of the surprise per-
fonuances of the year. The accolades the chanter-
thespian received are easy to understand on the
basis of this fine LP cut live at the club. Edwards
displays a swingin’ professional wide-range vocal
style and a polished delivery as he dishes-up first-

rate renditions of “I Remember You,” “As Time
Goes By” and “Gonna Build A Mountain.” A stun-
ning performance.

Jimmy McGriff recently made the trip to charts-
ville with a premier LP on Sue tagged “I’ve Got
A Woman,” and this second stanza for the label
has all the necessary success ingredients to make
an early return.

The vet pop-blues chanter’s rich
wide-range voice and enthusiastic, straight-for-
ward approach carries him in fine stead as he
goes through his paces with all of his expected
verve and polish. While backed by a fine chorus
the artist turns in first-rate renditions of “I Got
A Right To Cry,” “I. Livin’ Right” and his recent
chart click of “There Goes (My Heart Again).”
Loads of sales potential here.

“NINA SIMONE AT CARNEGIE HALL”—Col-
pix 455
Nina Simone has earned many laurels in the past
for her distinctive highly-personal jazz-blues vo-
cal stylings but this new Colpix set cut live at
a recent Carnegie Hall concert ranks as one of
her most dynamic albums in recent years. While
backed by a subtle, small combo the lark turns in
top-flight readings on “If You Knew,” “The
Twelfth Of Never” and “Will I Find My Love
Today.” Eye the package for rapid consumer ac-
ceptance.

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“THE MIRACLES ON STAGE”—Tamla 241
Here is another in Tamla’s series of reprded
“live” disks—this time featuring the Miracles
who are constantly represented on the R&B
charts with money-making singles. On this ses-

sion the group recreates some of its recent and
while-back biggies such as “A Love She Can
Count On,” “What’s So Good About Goodbye”
and “You’ve Really Got A Hold On Me.” The
disk should score heavily in r&b markets.

“OFF SHORE”—Santo & Johnny—Canadian-
American 1011
Santo & Johnny turn to the sea for the theme of
this new Canadian-American album geared espe-
cially for warm weather listening. The guitarists
gets some top-drawer backing from the orchestra
and chorus of Mort Garson and come up with
some ear-captivating renditions of “Beyond The
Sea,” “Ebb Tide” and “Beyond The Reef.” The
boys could strike paydirt.

“CHUCK BERRY ON STAGE”—Chess LP1480
The Chuck Berry originals, “Memphis” and
“Surfin’ USA” have gotten plenty of action in
recent weeks, the latter a top ten tune. The com-
poser delivers them in rockin’ fashion on this ses-
sion cut “live” at the Tivoli Theater in Chicago.
The excitement is abundant here as the chanter
puts a jump tempo to good use on “Maybelline,”
“Brown Eyed Handsome Man” and “Trick Or
Treat.” The songster’s fans will dig the session.

“HITSVILLE, U.S.A.”—Sammy Lowe—RCA Vic-

Lowe has created his arrangements
with eye out for dancing tastes and his ork and
chorus (on some tracks) is in superb form on
“I Will Follow Him,” “He’s So Fine” and “South
Street.” Both kids and oldsters should dig this
lively package.

“I REMEMBER YOU”—Jack La Forge—Regina
R 282
In a world where carbon-copy imitators are a
rule of thumb. Jack La Forge is a breath of fresh
air. The pianist’s distinctive keyboard approach
successfully blends elements of the pop, jazz,
classical traditions into one cohesive fusion of
harmonious interplay. On this new Regina set
La Forge gets ample opportunity to showcase
his versatility by projecting a wide variety of
musical moods. The 88’er is in winning form on
“I Remember You,” “My Foolish Heart” and a
fine self-penned original called “Blues On Velvet.”

“WHERE HAVE ALL THE FLOWERS GONE?”—Nina & Frederik—Atco 33 154
Along with the current revival in folk music
many new groups have come on the scene. For
the most part, these artists utilize a variety of
vocal gimmicks to achieve their desired effects.
Nina and Frederik are a delightful exception to
the rule. These artists have a straight-forward,
delicate refreshingly honest approach to the folk
idiom. The duo turns in top-notch renditions of
“The Time Of Man,” “Where Have All The Flow-
ers Gone?” and “Seven Daffodils.” An impres-
sive performance.

“THE BLACK SAINT AND THE SINNER
LADY”—Charlie Mingus—Impulse A-35
Perhaps the most important aspect of Mines’
music is its highly-personal nature. The bassist-
88’er communicates through his music a variety
of emotions which he feels. Although this might
be limited, the jazzman’s artistry and skill trans-
form his music into some amazingly concrete
universals. On this new Inpulse set Mingus is in

his best form in recent years. While backed by an
accomplished group of musicians the artist swings
on “Solo Dancer,” “Duet For Solo Dancers” and
four other self-penned selections. Jazzophiles
should really dig the LP.

“JAY AND THE AMERICANS”—United Artists
UAS6300
The “in” thing for performers is the “live” re-
cording session and Jay and the Americans get on
the bandwagon with this program cut at the Cafe
Wha in Greenwich Village. The boys direct their
attention to a hodge podge of melodia from folk
to pop, none of which are up to their usual stand-
ards of performance. Included are “I Hear Music”
and “Girls, Girls, Girls.”

I« ARTS QUA!«r.T:JWD .
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“MORE”—Clark Terry—Cameo SC 1064
In recent months jazz tunes have made frequent
appearances on the best-seller charts and Clark
Terry picks up on this trend by including several
“commercial” tracks on this his premiere Cameo
LP. The trumpeter’s easy-going, relaxed brand of
jazz is effectively showcased on this set which
runs the gamut from bossa nova to funky blues.
The sextet really gets cookin’ on “More,” “The
Good Life” and “Hobo Flats.” Disk should appeal
to a wide variety of record buyers.

“BASIE REUNION”—^Various Artists—Swing-
ville 2037
The legion of Count Basie fans are aware that
the band was extremely important as a training
ground for new jazzmen during the past twenty
years. Some alumni of the ork including Paul
Quinchette, Buck Clayton, Shad Collins, Jack
Washington, etc., team-up on this swingin’ set

and play some of the classic Basie tunes. The boys
show plenty of spirit and power as they turn in

top-notch performances of “Blues I Like To
Hear,” “Love Jumped Out” and “Roseland
Shuffle.”

“BILL ENGLISH”—Vanguard VRS9127
Bill English gets into the solo spotlight as a

drummer on this album romp for Vanguard.
Playing with a small combo that includes Martin
Revere on bass, Lloyd G. Mayers on piano, Seldon
Powell on tenor sax and flute, and Dave Bums on
trumpet, the drummer smoothly beats his way
through eight uptempo and slow blues items.
Bright tracks here are “Makin’ Whoopie,” “A
Blues Serenade” and “Fly Me To The Moon.”

“VIRTUOSO FAVORITES”—Erick Friedman—
RCA Victor LM2671
Erick Friedman brilliantly executes eleven clas-
sical pieces that have become concert favorites of
the world’s great violinists and their audiences.
The young violinist exhibits masterful control
throughout, and every selection is properly fla-

vored with color. Friedman is artistic without be-
ing flashy and this program is sure to win him a
host of admirers. Superb bands are “Spanish
Dance,” “The Bumble Bee” and “Serenade Melan-
cholique.”

ented singer, but recently he has cre-
ated noise across the country with his
new and different brand of comedy.
The artist worked for a number of

years in Washing-ton with Jiinmy
Dean on his various TV and radio
shows. He also was a feature of the
George Hamilton TV show on the
ABC-TV web.
Roy joined the Wanda Jackson

show at Las Vegas’ famous Golden
Nugget in 1960 and he made numerous
recordings with her. His outstanding
ability came to the attention of Capi-
tol Records and was signed to an ex-
clusive recording contract.

“Too little consideration,” said
Glancy, ‘‘has been paid to the record
buyer, to his tastes, to his apprecia-
tion for better merchandise.

“Culture,” Glancy continued, “has
become a commercial word. Horowitz
solo recital albums are outselling
Tchaikovsky and Rachmaninoff piano
concertos. Foreign Language course
packages are big business, and Broad-
way dramas are becoming best sellers

along with musical and motion pic-

ture soundtracks.
“In this 1963 convention,” Glancy

said, “Columbia has chosen to give
its distributors and salesmen a pro-
gi’am for sub-distributors and retail-

ers which—though competitive in

every respect—^adds an emphasis on
quality which we believe the record
public wants.
“The challenge of salesmanship is

now in the hands of the record dealers
and sub-distributors, and they must
now take the time to know their new
product and their catalog and to un-
derstand and respect the value of the
product in order to live up to the un-
precedented sales potential it affords
them.

“In eliminating traditional re-stoc’K-
ing deals,” said Glancy, “and in de-
veloping- year-round merchandising
we have designed a program to assist

the distributor, the salesman and the
dealer in making intelligent anticipa-
tions of monthly requirements.

“It is a program desigjned to re-

store sound business principles to the
record industry, to eliminate financial
strain at the retail level which is

inherent in speculative buying and to
make inventories once again healthy,
profitable inventories with greater
profits and greater return on invest-
ment.
“We are dedicating ourselves,” said

Glancy, “to a future for the record
industry that will benefit those who
want a future in the record industry.
With an ‘age of reason’ we are re-
storing the perspective vital to a
healthy profitable industry.

“These are,” Glancy concluded, “the
most important merchandising-
changes to be made within the record
industry in many years. The new
lower cost for all Columbia LP and
pre-recorded tape produce and the
concept of year-round merchandising-
will bring profitable year-round sales.

Balanced monthly releases in place of
twice-a-year block busters will, with
coordinated A&R planning, advertis-
ing and promotion campaigns, make
every month a season for record sell-

ing- through the disti-ibutor, thi’ough
the dealer—and record selling- a busi-
ness with a future.”

The Loud Jets are performing now at Sao Paulo theater Record and
in TV on channel 7.

Dorantes from Orfeon to Musart, Lucha Moreno from Orfeon to RCA, Ricardo

Rocca from Orfeon to CBS again, Fernando Fernandez from RCA to Musart
and Antonio Bribiesca from CBS to Orfeon. And talking about Orfeon Rec-
ords, his owner and president Rogerio Azcarraga, who also owns DIMSA,
declared that he will be the distributor of radio and TV sets of the label

Motorola from now on. Rogerio also distributes Kelvinator, Dumont and
many other products.

RCA released an LP with some of the best Mario Lanza intei^pretations.

This album is selling very well between all the admirers of this disappeared

idol.

Recent American chart topper “Sukiyaki” by Kyu Sakamoto is heading the

sanie way over here. The number, which first hit the British charts in February
this year with an instrumental version by Kenny Ball on Pye (Kapp in the
U.S.), has an interesting history. It all started in Tokyo last November when
Pye’s Managing Director, Louis Benjamin, picked up a haunting Japanese vocal
with an unpronounceable title. He brought it back to England, played it to his
A&R Chief, Alan Freeman and jazzman Kenny Ball. They liked it, recorded it

and retitled it “Sukiyaki” giving it an oriental fiavor as popular as the Japa-
nese dish after which is was named—the rest is history. (See Belgium column).

Burgess Meredith, who has just returned to New York after a two-week
Eugene O’Neil season in London, is featured on the first Colpix single to be
released under its own label in this country. From the cinerama film “How The
West Was Won” Meredith recites “Home In The Meadow” and “No Goodbye.”
As a result of a contract signed between EMI Recordis Ltd. and 20th Century

Fox, EMI has the “Cleopatra” soundtrack LP, which has been set for July 26
release on Stateside. A big publicity campaign to launch the album is planned
by EMI which also has “Anthony And Cleopatra Theme” singles by Alex North
(Stateside) and Ferrante & Teicher (United Artists).
With its latest chart entry “Sweets For My Sweet” by Liverpudlian group

The Searchers, Pye joins the ranks of The Beatles, Gerry And The Pacemakers,
Billy J. Kramer etc. “Sweets For My Sweet” has zoomed into the Top Ten
within four weeks of release.
The surfin’ craze which is sweeping America at the present time has yet to

reach these shores, but as a prelude Decca is issuing the latest surfin’ hit disk
from the American charts “Wipe Out” by The Surfaris. The number has been
acquired by Ambassador Music for this country and a new British group The
Saints, discovered by indie producer Joe Meek, have waxed their own version
on Pye.
Although very popular in the States folk group Peter Paul and Mary are

virtually unkown in Britain. It is hoped this situation can be remedied by the
release on Warner Bi'os. of their latest single “Blowin’ In The Wind.” The
trio are planning a visit to England in September and negotiations are under
way for them to appear in ATV’s “Sunday Night At The London Palladium”
on September 23.

British folk group The Springfields also have a new single, again a Tom
Springfield composition—“Come On Home” on Philips. On last week’s “Thank
Your Lucky Stars” show ‘Dusty’ collected a silver disk for over a quarter mil-
lion sales of “Island Of Dreams.”

Publisher Dave Toff of David Toff Music is very happy about the return to
the TV screens of the popular TV puppet show “Supercar.” He has the rights
to the signature tune and coincidental with the show’s return, EMI is issuing a
Nelson Riddle single on Capitol. Toff is currently in Milan visiting his many
music publishing friends before spending a two-week vacation on the Italian
Riviera.

“Black Nativity” is back in town spreading the gospel and whipping up en-
thusiasm for this kind of singing in Britain. Coincidental with the show’s 4th
London season and upsurge in popularity of gospel recordings. Carlo Kramer
of Esquire Records is about to issue a single in this category “Surely You
Live,” by The Faithful Wanderers on Starlite. Further tracks together with
EP’s by the same group are scheduled for the fall. Meantime, “Healing Prayer
Parts 1 and 2” by Dr. A. A. Childs, first released three years ago, is still in

great demand.
Ex-member of The Tornados, Heinz, now busy concentrating on a solo career

has waxed a single for indie producer Joe Meek “Just Like Eddie” as a tribute
to the late Eddie Cochrane. The disk is released on Decca, which also issued
a new Billy Fury single written by The Avons, “In Summer.” Decca is also
issuing the first English vocal of “Sukiyaki” (lyrics penned by Marcel Stell-
man) recorded by The Blue Diamonds, Dutch Indonesian duo who scored a
tremendous success in Holland a couple of years ago with their version of
“Ramona,” which sold over 100,000 copies.

ing at CKWS, Kingston; and top ten notches at CKLB, Oshawa; CHUM and
CKEY, Toronto; CKBB, Barrie; CFPL, London and CHOW, Welland. Much
of the success realized by the Ritchie Knight sound can be directly attributed

to the excellent promotion campaign conducted by Arc’s national promo man,

John Porteous. Arc topper Phil Anderson told Cash Box that “Charlena” has
. been the best single from a sales point of view with the firm so far in its com-
paratively short stand in the singles field in Canada.

Minstrels. CHOW spinner Bob Boland indicates his chart segment on the sta-

r tion is really swingin’ with the newie by Cliff Richard, “It’ll Be Me,” while
more Capitol product looks real good on the album side. “Smash Hits Of ’63”

by the Ray Anthony Orchestra seems to have a bright sales future on the
Niagara Frontier through early air exposure over CHOW.

. A visit to Buffalo’s WKBW was next on the agenda where your scribe en-
joyed a chat in the wee small hours with all night swinger. Jack Kelly. “KB”
is going all out to promote the disk debut of two of their spinners, Dan Nea-
verth and Joey Reynolds. Billed on the new Swan outing as “Joey and Dan,”
the two spinners are creating quite a sales stir throughout the vast WKBW
coverage area with their crazy sound. Laugh of the trip had to be a little going-
over that deejay-turned-artist, Joey Reynolds, handed a certain Toronto station

' on his KB air segment (7/12). Joey informed his listeners that the Toronto
station in question (mentioning it by name) had refused to play “Rats In My

. Room” because it was too ridiculous. He then went on to urge all Torontoni-
ans listening to him at the time to switch their Toronto radio allegiance from
the station declining to play “Rats” to their number one competitor (again
mentioned by name).

While on the subject of Toronto radio competition, it’s hotter than it has
been in some time. A battle of the ratings rages between CHUM’s recently

_ acquired “Dick Clark Show” and CKEY’s highly controversial, but highly suc-
cessful, Dave Mickie. The record men in the Queen City can’t help but benefit,
because both combatants in the Toronto rating war program hit singles almost

“ exclusively and record sales continue to soar as the microphone types continue
to slug it out for the King O’ the kilocycles title. Walt Grealis, London man in
Toronto, was among the first to benefit as two of bis Liberty sides shot to the
top on both stations in rapid succession. “Surf City” by Jan and Dean and

' “Needles And Pins” by Jackie DeShannon are really getting air exposure by
the car load lot from the two Toronto swingers. Another factor that gives

. every indication of becoming an area of contention in record sales and promo-
tion in the Toronto area is the outlet in Toronto’s suburban Richmond Hill,

CFGM. The station is in the building stages with a twenty-four hour a day
-C&W sound. Again Grealis was among the first to benefit with a Grandpa
Jones set, “Yodeling Hits,” being selected as an album of the week on the
new Country format at CFGM. Other packages that are stepping out nicely
for London in the Toronto area reports Walt, are “Strictly U.S.A.” by Caterina
Valente and “Yakety Sax” by Boots Randolph.

Look for the early availability of the “Hound Dog” radio show, plus other
' top syndicated features produced by George Lorenz and Stu Levy at World
Wide Programming in Buffalo, New York, in this country. A deal is in the talk-

ing stage between the Buffalo firm and Mark Ten Productions of Toronto.
Mark Ten is headed up by well known ex-broadcasters, A1 MacKaye and Tug
Wilson. The Canadian firm is already well represented in the syndication mar-
ket through such outstanding radio features as the Pierre Berton Program,
Jimmie Fiddler’s Hollywood reports, and the production service, Radio A La
Carte. A1 Mackaye told Cash Box that he believes the future of syndicated
radio features is even stronger in Canada than the U.S. because of the lack of
network service in this country.

Leo Boudewijns, general label-manager of L.C. Phonogram, introduced a
most interesting French classical LP, on the Dutch market, entitled “8e Cen-
tenaire De Notre Dame De Paris.” It is the very first recording ever made in
the acoustically most difficult Notre Dame, with the cooperation of 150 choir-
members, 170 instrumental musicians and the largest technical staff and tech-
nical outfit ever been present in a French cathedral. It offers music from
three famous French composers who have been organists of the Notre Dame
in past centuries, and from the contemporary organist Cochereau, in per-
formances by the latter with the mentioned accompaniment.

Popular pianist and (Hammond) organist Douglas Duke from Rochester,
NY, a Mercury recording-artist in America, sailed to Europe last winter -with
his wife and complete electric organ outfit. He has settled in Holland for a
while, where he did TV and radio-concerts all over Europe. For Dutch Philips
he has recorded an LP: “Dancing To The Swinging Hammond Organ,” re-
leased now in this country, with a dozen American standards in Duke’s fasci-
nating, swinging style. When Doug Duke arrived in Holland last December, he
was welcomed by J.W.A. Langenberg, managing director of Philips’ Phono-
graphic Industries, and by Mr. Piet Beishuizen, head of the public relations
dept.
Johnny Hallyday is getting increasing attention from record-buyers in

Holland. A recent investigation among High School Students (girls and boys)
brought Johnny to ninth place on the popularity list, directly after Anneke
Grbnloh and Ray Charles. Latest LP-release of Johnny Hallyday in Holland
contains French translations of great American hits, among them “Tender
Years” and “I Saw Linda Yesterday” on Philips.
Two new Dutch recording-artists on the Philips-label are young Don Mer-

cedes, who scored a ‘top’ in TV-program “Top or Flop” with his rendition of
“This Little Girl” (English version), and 16 year old new discovery. Marjo
Dolores. Marjo sings “Barcarole In De Nacht” and “Amigo Caballero” as
her debut.
The popular Dutch vocal duo Black and White has made a come-back as

performing recording-artists with the Philips-EP “Black And White Suc-
cesses,” newly recorded medleys of their greatest hits from a few years ago.
Simultaneously, a B & W single comes out with Dutch renditions of “Crazy,
Lazy, Hazy Days Of Summer” and the novelty “76 Trombones.”
Woody Herman’s fascinating new LP for Philips, “Woody Herman 1963,”

receives excellent plugging by jazz & pop dee-jays in Holland already. The
fact that Herman celebrates his 25th year as a top band-leader is a fine oc-

casion for extra attention to Woody Herman in programs with American
music.

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GERMANY
Another important chapter in the career of the top record seller in Germany

for seven years in a row, Freddj" Quinn, took place on July 18 in the harbor
of North Germany and on the open sea where Freddy was awarded his 7th
gold record. Although that may not sound amazing in America with the
golden records of Elvis etc., but in a country with only 7.7 million record
players and less than 60 million people it is a wonder. It is the equivalent of

7 record with sales of over 3 million in the U.S.A. if the population is taken
in account. Freddy is certainly the most successful continental European star-

bar none. It all started when Freddy was found singing in a Hamburg bar
and was taken to the Pt lydor studios for his first recording. He did a German
version of ''Memories Are Made Of This” b/w “16 Tons,” and the record not
only sold a million but went on to sell a second million in Germany during the
next 2 years. Freddy started as a sailor and won his first talent contest in

New York City in 1951. He later won a contest in Belfast and worked at the
Oljnnpics in Finland, in a travel bureau and then back to Hamburg to sing
in a waterfront night club. He sings in Spanish, English, German, French,
Italian, Finish and Japanese. Here is just a line up of the top chapters in his
amazing career. October, 1956—his first golden record.
September 1958—his second and third golden records.
In July 1959, the golden screen for the most popular actor award from the

magazine Bildschinn. October, 1959 saw him receive his 4th gold record. In
November 1959 he received the golden lion from Radio Luxemburg for the
most requested artist on that station. In March, 1960, he won the golden
Bambi, Germany’s equivalent to the Oscar for the most popular film of 1959.
In April, 1960, he received his 5th golden record. In May of 1960, he received
the Golden “Otto” from Bravo magazine as the most popular singer in

Gennany. In September, 1960, he received his second Golden Lion from Radio
Luxemburg as the most requested pop artist. In April, 1961, his second Bambi
came for the top film of the year 1960. In March of 1962, Freddy received
another Golden Lion from Radio Luxemburg as the most requested pop artist,

in May, 1962 he won the Golden “Otto” once again as the top pop star in
Germany, in August, 1962, another Golden Lion award came his way from
Radio Luxemburg and in December, 1962, he received his 6th golden record.
In March, 1963 he won another Golden Lion from Radio Luxemburg and the
Golden “Otto” from Bravo magazine for the 3rd time in a row. The award on
July, 1963, of his seventh golden record, each one representing over 1 million
sold records of a single record sets records unprecedented in Germany. Freddy
is not only the top singing artist here, but also the most popular film star.

Cash Box would like to go into some detail about what may be called “The

Sukiyaki Case.” When we heard Kuy Sakamoto’s rendering on (Capitol in Bel-
gium for the first time, we discovered, that it was not new to us. After some
investigation we came to' the conclusion that the melody was identical with
“Das Gliick in Yokohama,” recorded a year ago by Flemish girl crooner Chris
Ellis for the Marshall brand. Mr. Robert Bylois, directing manager of the
Benelux Theater artists, office, has now complete responsibility for this label.
The first German version—and as far as we know the only one in this language—did not do too well and we were therefore surprised to hear that “Sukiyaki”
had been number one in America for quite a while. Our astonishment was even
greater when we were informed that a Belgian Mr. Bosmans, managing di-
rector of Bens Music, secured the rights for this song in Europe, with the
exception of the Scandinavian countries.
P^^ing an interview, Bosmans gave us the following details:
One day, just over a year ago, my correspondent in Tokyo sent me a lot

ot Japanese records. I have listened to them all. Typical Japanese' music may
be very attractive and channing, but European ears are not used to their
exotic qualities. And yet, among these novelties I discovered a very cute and
snappy tune with the unintelligible title “Ue 0 Muite Arukou.” I immediately

for the European rights, but in the meantime the managing director
ot the Japanese record firm Toshiba had learned about my special interest.An agreement had alreadv been signed with the composers and textwriters
JNakanura Hachidai and Ei Rokusiiki. As Toshiba is a branch office of thepowertul EMI group in London, every other affiliated office of this firm had
been given an opportunity to secure the rights of the tune which had nowbeen given the much simplified title of “Sukiyaki.” Apart from the Scandina-^an office, no one did take it. Afterward, I acquired the rights in Europe, with
the exception of Scandinavia of course.

Frank will return to Australia early next year for a brief
visit—his home is in Sydney.
RCA had fine response to its Sergio Franchi Popular Tenors contest recently.

The contest was won by Mr. & Mrs. V. Taylor of West Brunswick (Victoria),
who are now on their winning cruise to Noumea abroad the liner “Galileo”
with £100 in spending money with the compliments of RCA Records.
Johnny Devlin of Belinda Music feels that the new Elvis Presley record

“Devil In Disguise” c/w “Please Don’t Drag That String Around” is the best
material since Presley’s discharge from the U.S. Army. Both sides of the disk
are receiving tremendous national DJ reaction—although “Devil In Disguise”
looks like being the big one.

At Mid-Year

Business Looks Good

In the business world the end of the year comes twice,

once on New Year’s eve, when you either drink to the

past or toast the future, and once in mid-year if your
fiscal comes about at that time. Our year ends just as

the Annual Cash Box Directory is published and we
start on another business year. From where we sit, it

looks as though its going to be a good one. Here are

some of the reasons for our optimism:

The pool table manufacturers who are riding a crest

of popularity at the moment, expect business to increase

upwards of 50% by the end of the year. That’s a big

increase. But then again the collections from coin-op-

erated pool tables clearly indicate that this figure is a

sensible one. The operators haven’t had such a good
thing in years and they’re making the most from it. We
have been led to believe that the 6-pocket is being

looked upon as a standard machine by location owners,

much like the shuffle alley. Therefore we can expect to

see increased replacement business in this heretofore

irreplaceable area as demand increases for tangerine

tops and fancy cabinets. Location owners never change.

As long as the operator can continue to sell the home

pool table market with his used equipment, at a good ’

portion of the original sale price, the replacement costs

will be painless. i

The movie-music machine, while still in its infancy, 1

nevertheless has grown out of the embryonic stage and
interest is high. The investment costs are high, too. But

,

where there is profit potential the investor can be found,
j

At the moment the Cinebox people and representatives

of the Scopitone machine are busy at work developing

this potential. Both firms evidently have the financial

wherewithal to carry off such a venture. Interested dis-

tributors are hearing answers to the obvious questions

for the first time. We expect to see the movie-music

business grow into a stable segment of the coin machine
industry. It will not replace the juke box, for obvious

reasons. But there is a source of additional income
which can be gotten from this type of equipment and
after observing these two firms plan their way, we be-

lieve the day is in sight when it becomes a standard

machine of the coin-operated amusement industry. Two
other firms are reportedly working on similar equip-

ment in Europe. We have heard of tests being conducted

by top name factories here. The industry definitely sees

something of value in the movie-music machine and
we’re inclined to view this interest as a healthy sign.

The forthcoming NAMA show will see more coin ma-
chine operators on hand than ever before. The profits

to be realized from the operation of merchandise ma-
chines has been discovered by operators. Judging from
past performances, we look for the operator to expand
his interests in this field. Actually, successful entry into

any field almost dictates continued expansion. To stand

still is to move backwards in this day and age. The coin

machine operator is moving ahead in this broad field

of endeavor. And he is doing it profitably.

Two major manufacturing firms in the coin machine

business have been revitalized and the officials of both

firms are naturally quite optimistic over the coming
business year. The production of new equipment will

stimulate the distributor end of the business with the

operator gaining broader selectivity of equipment.

At least one new manufacturing firm has entered the

coin machine business and when you look to the vend-

ing field the list of newcomers never ends. The picture

is indeed healthy or we would not experience this ac-

tivity.

The staple music machine business continues to offer

the necessary new innovations in equipment necessary

for continued profits, and the amusement machine busi-

ness—the shuffle, pin and novelty game—regularly

comes up with money-making ideas, and signs point to

possible expansion of markets in the pingame end of

the industry.

The President of the country seems to think that

American business is on the upswing. JFK told the na-

tion last week that budget deficits for fiscal ’63 will be

considerably less than estimated. And so we naturally

look to a good business year between now and New
Year’s eve when we expect to toast a prosperous past

and another bright new business year.
