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An influential outside force—^name-

ly The Federal Government — has,

through the Federal Trade Commis-
sion—decided to “sponsor” a Trade

Practices Conference for the disk in-

dustry.

Those who pressed the FTC to make
this historic move did so with persist-

ence and vigor; those factions of the

industry which could not go along with

the many huzzahs which greeted the

announcement of the FTC’s authori-

zation for such a conference were

drowned out, it seems to us, hy a de-

feating silence of indifference.

As far as the eventual FTC-disk in-

dustry gathering is concerned, it mat-

ters not whether one is pro-and-con.

The Trade Practice Conference will

soon be a fact of life.

The general feeling is that such an

objective voice as the FTC can help

bring the industry to a sorely-needed

clearing. An airing of this nature could

let the industry know where it stands,

and hopefully clue it in on where it is

going.

Only such out-in-the-open perspec-

tive can get the business going in the

right direction.

The heart of the matter is the dra-

matic changes in distribution patterns

over the last half decade. Whatever

dictionary of distribution functions

existed before the new-look in distri-

bution has now become obsolete. The

industry needs a fresh, new edition of

definitions. Before the industry can

push ahead to cure its ills, it must

wade through the maze of ill-defined,

over-lapping functions, a choice nest-

ing-place for confusion and question-

able ethics.

One should not forget that the pro-

posed Trade Practices Conference is

only a part of the Government’s over-

all look-see into the distribution of a

number of consumer products. It may
be worthwhile consolation to be aware

that similar conditions may exist in

other industries—and to realize that

any Government legislation of a hold-

on-there nature may involve the broad

aspect of the distribution of product

in America.

That Government interest in a parti-

cular area of the economy is most

often an outgrowth of an ailing and/or

cut-throat situation is obvious. But, to

the disk industry’s credit, such as-

sociations as NARR (dealers) and

ARMADA (distribs) pressed for this

Trade Practices Conference, and now
NARM (rack-jobbers) has voiced its

support. All this leads us to the con-

clusion that the record business may
be coming to grips with its ills and is

ready to clean its own house.

It would certainly be a far-reaching

triumph for the business if the Gov-

ernment’s role remained that of an in-

terested, understanding mediator-like

by-stander, and produced results of

great significance—without the need

for legislation.

We welcome this Trade Practices

Conference. It can be extremely help-

ful in bringing about conditions for a

new era of growth for the record busi-

ness.

Everyone agrees that conditions

presently exist that stifle great possi-

bilities. Now’s the time for the industry

to know-itself better—and initiate the

application of the proper remedies.

It is in this light that full backing of

the FTC’s Trade Practices Conference

is of utmost importance and concern

to every segment of the business.

“THE WORLD OF MIRIAM MAKEBA”—RCA
Victor LSP 2750
For her second Victor album session Miriam
Makeba offers a fine sampling of traditional and
modern African folk-styled items. The artist
sings the songs in both English and her native
tongue but her sincerity and emotional level is

ever-constant. Best listening bets here are “Du-
bula,” “Forbidden Games” and “Wonders And
Things.”

Hotroddin’ is the newest West Coast musical
craze to hit the wax scene, and like its sister
sport surfin’ is sure to get plenty of attention
from instrumental groups and the teeners.

Zino Francescatti performs Brahms’ rich and ex-
citing Violin Concerto with the New York Phil-
harmonic Orchestra conducted by Leonard Bern-
stein. The virtuoso’s approach to the opus is per-
fection and this appears to have been accom-
plished throughout the three movements.

In Belgium
colored singer Frank Lassan will record it in French and Sonet/Scandinavia
not only released the original Ray Mondo-platter but also a Danish version by
Dario Campeotti. Famous American lyricist Paul Francis Webster wrote
English lyrics to the catchy tune and Hollywood sub-publisher Walton Music
has high hopes for a big success Stateside.

“Piano in the Background” by
Duke Ellington. “Carolina Shout” by Jan Morks. “Chagrin d’Amour” by
Francoise Hardy. “Doe Nog Eens Wat, Meneer Sonneveld” by Wim Sonne-
veld. Children songs by the Blokht-choir; cond. Paula van Alphen.
A special Press-conference was held in Holland to introduce the British

Decca-production of Lionel Bart’s “Oliver!” on LP. Many leading Dutch
music-critics attended the conference, and were all presented with a free copy
of the LP. The first impressions of the reviewers has been unanimously that
the recording is top-drawer. On Oct. 4, the Dutch premiere of “Oliver” took
place at the Luxor Theatre in Rotterdam. The original book “Oliver Twist”
by Dickens is still a best-seller in Holland, and in view of the interest of the
Dutch for English musical, success is to be expected for both the show and
the music on LP.
The effects of Audio Fidelity’s “Sound Effects” series in six EP’s have

been most satisfactory on the Dutch market, Otto Vriezenberg of Phonogram
said. A double reason to release these fascinating sound-recordings in the
stereo-versions as well (“doctoi’ed for super stereo sound”). But seldom did
a series of non-musical recordings evoke such astounding reactions from press
and public. In a review, the EP’s were called “very entertaining modern toys
for grown ups, to be used for an endless variation of amateur-films and
theatre.”
The late conductor Eduard Van Beinum, for many years leader of the Am-

sterdam Concertgebouw, Orchestra, is honored with the LP-release of Handel’s
“Water Music.” The second side offers a performance of the “Fireworks Mu-
sic,” played by the contemporary conductor of the Concertgebouw Orchestra,
Bernard Haitink.

In early Jan. Dutch Philips released a series of “Parlando”-LP’s, introduc-
ing famous Dutch literature (among them Anne Frank’s Diary), spoken by
Holland’s leading actors. The Parlando-series was extended with an EP re-
cently, offering “Martin Luther’s Speech at the Reichstag at Worms, April
18th, 1521,” according to the latest reconstruction of the historical speech
that changed religious opinions and hence world’s history. The Dutch transla-
tion is spoken by actor Hans Benz van den Berg.
With the vocal cooperation of the Dutch Operetta-soprano Christine Spier-

enburg, German Philips have realized a series of six beautifully designed LP’s
devoted to highlights from the most famous Viennese and German Operettas,
all sung in German. The further cast is compiled of Vienna’s leading Op-
eretta-stars, accompanied by the best Viennese orchestral musicians.
Bovema’s Gramophonehouse—Classics-series, wellknown and beloved among

classical musiclovers since its creation years ago, has been enlarged by a
series of violinconcertos, all performed by Menuhin, and showing fullcolor-
portraits of Dutch castles on the coverfronts.
Bovema’s Columbia-label at last week’s Bovema-Day in Hilton-Amsterdam,

presented a live-performance by the Benedetto Marcello Stringensemble to
its dealers, thus inaugurating the 3rd-released 12" LP by the orchestra,
featuring the music of Dutch 16th- and 18th-century composers.
Bovema also created an attractive, 6-piece series of “European Concerts”

series by George Szell and The Cleveland Orchestra, with exceptionally bal-
anced couplings, such as a Mozart/Haydn-program, a Beethoven-repertoire etc.

The embroidery-artist Mrs. Cecile Dreesman signed for creation and pro-
duction of EP-covers of Columbia’s new operetta-series. There are highlights
of wellknown operettas included, sung by artists like Soprano Elisazeth
Schwarzkopf and Nicolai Gedda.
Bovema’s Capitol-label started the season with a brandnew series of “Ha-

waii-Specials” in a special full-color cover recording by Webley Edwards,
the Alfred Apaka-show and Speedy West are among them. The label also
introduced its new “Paperback Classics” and a triplet of 3 10' recordings by
the big 3: Peggy Lee—Ernie Ford—Jackie Davis.
Bovema’s Imperial-label surprised everyone by an impressive in-person-

performance of Brother Bonifatius, a guitarplaying- and singing-monk from
the St. Adelbert-abbey at Egmond. His initial 10-inch LP, “Monks,” met with
a lot of interest from both musicpress and dealers.
Paul Visser’s newsletter from Artone-Haarlem reports that the company

is currently giving headline treatment to Little Stevie Wonder. With the re-

lease of “The 12 year old Genius” LP on the Motown label, interest, already
beginning to soar on account of the Single-issue of “Fingertips,” will certainly
be stimulated by the more complete picture one gets from the Wonder-boy’s
tremendous talent as displayed in full on this live-set.

New items released by Artone from the ABC Paramount catalog include
the first Fats Domino album on the label and Ray Charles’ curious concoction
entitled “Recipe For Soul.” Both LP’s along with several new Impulse pack-
ages by John Coltrane, Coleman Hawkins and Charles Mingus, are receiv-

ing instantaneous acclaim.
Strong entries in the C & W-field released by Artone and Funckler include

Frank Taylor’s “Snow White Cloud” (Cameo Parkway) and newcomer Fred
Carter’s rendition of “Mansion On The Hill” on Colpix. Funckler also has cur-
rent no. 1 (3 & W Hit from the Hickory catalog, Ernest Ashworth’s “Talk
Back Trembling Lips” out in Benelux.

“Instruments Of The Orchestra,” an instructive LP-record, featuring the
various functions and tasks of symphonic instruments has now been released

by Bovema’s HMV-label in a Dutch-spoken version; The original narration
by Yehudi Menuhin is spoken by musician-critic Paul Chr.v. Westering.

There’s No Quick Solution

PROGRAMMING
THE LOCATION

If you’ve been operating music for more than a month
you are well aware that there is no quick and easy solu-

tion to properly programming your machines. There are

too many different musical tastes, too much musical

product, and too many combinations of the two to arrive

at the perfect formula. As we said, if you operate music,

you know this. And no one can set you on the road to

greater profits with a system that has been proven. Many
people can, however, help you improve on your present

system and the first thing you will have to do is work
harder at your knowledge of both the people who play

music on juke boxes and the records available for these

machines.

To know the people you must know the location and
already you have as many locations to study as you have
machines, so it’s not easy. But the location’s collections

will vary directly in proportion to the number of

“good” disks available for play, so the solution seems to

be in programming as many “good” disks for this parti-

cular location as possible, and stay within your budget
for record expenditures. This need not call for an in-

crease in the number of records you buy each week al-

though the 2-record-per-week-per machine average which
has been bandied about does seem low. You can improve
the calibre of music on a machine with changes each
week for a number of weeks and at the end of a month
or two wind up with a machine that is virtually loaded
with the type of music a particular location desires—
tailored to their taste, so to sj>eak. Thereafter, the peri-

odic record change can merely refresh the type of music ^

that’s already programmed. We all know that records get

played on juke boxes long after they have left the Top
100 chart and the programming sheets of the local disk

jockeys. To have a sufficient supply of these records on
your machine insures play for many weeks.

At least ten record companies periodically release

oldies and standards of former years, and it is this prod-

uct that is proving very effective on the nation’s juke
boxes. This has been tbe case for years, ever since the

producers found that nostalgic content is highly ccni-

niercial. What better time to play this music (or make it I

available for play) than in the nation’s taverns where "

nostalgia reigns supreme? But why stop with the tav-

erns? The world is moving so fast, we find that the rock
and roll hits of 1956-1957 are enjoying a profitable re- I

birth with the record companies. Many of the early r & r I

hits can repeat the success. Have yonr one-stopper or I

your own office check out the labels and see what is avail- I

able on single release. The teenagers refer to a five-year
’

old hit as an oldie, and in some cases a standard. The
fact is, they get play when they’re on the machines.

The greater availability of adult music in single rec-

ords should make is possible for each operator to test

this product in the obvious locations. Perhaps additional

income can be brought about through this type of music.

Try it.

Of course, the reliable Top 100 Chart, available each
week, will always provide your basic guide to program-
ming. Nothing succeeds like success. If the record is sell-

ing it’s being played. Obviously, your machines must
carry a proportion of this Top 100 innsic.

The more we study the programming picture the more
it becomes clear that the art of programming is a highly s

specialized one. Not enough operators pay as much at-
^

tention to this phase of their business, from what we can
see. The operator who does concentrate and try his best

to provide the best music for a location will invariably

wind np not only with more money in the cash box but
with the appreciation of the location owner who will

think twice before changing operators. There’s nothing
like having the location aware that his operator is a pro-
gramming expert.

Jack Bess,

neighboring Music Operators of Vir-

ginia member, and President of

NCMDA, joined the West Va. coin-

men for the weekend. Manufacturers
had representatives on hand for the

ninth annual affair. And close to fifty

operating firms had representatives

on hand for the two-day program.
Casola asked the operators to pub-

licize the new Code Of Ethics avail-

able from MOA to all member firms.

He told them to distribute fact sheets
on their industry. He asked them to

literally improve the ‘image’ of them-
selves and their service representa-
tives where necessary. “Use your
business as a showcase,” said Casola.

He told them to keep their trucks
painted neatly, to join local commun-
ity civic clubs, and to use donations
of equipment as a means of gaining
stature for themselves and the in-

dustry wherever possible.

In discussing the current Celler
Bill, Casola told the group that “the
wolf is now at the door.” He advised
them that ASCAP’s charge per year
for background music is “already
136.00 per year per location.” “We
know they will want the same or
more for a juke box location.” He
asked the ops to join MOA, with dues
helping to defray a $25,000 fund nec-
essary to combat unfair legislation.

“It is your business that is facing
disaster,” concluded Casola, “the di-

rectors and officers can do just so
much, and the rest is up to you.”

Blundred told the coinmen that
four basic developments have come
about in MOA this year: increased
membership to 890 members; a suc-
cessful Convention last month; a
Code Of Ethics has been formed;
stronger relations between national,
state and local associations have
come about; and he pointed to vari-

Scientists Refute
Cancer-Smoking Link

NEW YORK — The connection be-

tween death from lung cancer and

cigarette smoking has been chal-

lenged by two scientists who are em-

ployed by The American Tobacco Co.

In an article in the October Issue of

Industrial Medicine and Surgery they

call the statistical association previ-

ously reported on by anti-cigarette

groups, faulty.

They claim a strong correlation be-

tween city and suburban living, and

contracting lung cancer. They also

attack the idea that a heavy smoking
population will incur lung cancer at

a higher rate than a lighter smoking
population. The scientists have the

results of surveys to support their
position. One survey is the result of
a study conducted among American
Tobacco Company employees (14,000)
living in small and medium sized
cities. The study lasted four-teen
years. The employees smoked more
than average yet suffered less from
lung cancer than the average.

There are some 1500 operators in

France. Most are small, a few vei’y

large. Although several attempts have

been made to form an organization, it

never came to fruition.

With all of the operators working

individually, the business now suffers

under the burdens of low-price coin

chutes, tough competition, high taxes,

and large royalty payments to a col-

lection agency.

American equipment—music ma-
chines and amusement machines—is

charged a 60% duty upon arrival,

making the machines very costly.

Music machine play is at about 10

cents American money, but the patron

gets two tunes. Pingames are set at

the equivalent of five cents. 'The

French operator pays about 80 cents

per record. French collection agencies

collect approximately $10 per month
per machine. Local taxes run from
$24 per year per machine to $240,

depending upon the population of the

community. On top of this, the Federal

Government takes 5% of the gross.

Locations are paid 25% to 50%, de-

pending upon the competition.
