Capitol Gets The Beatles For U. S.

THE BEATLES

NEW YORK—The sound of The
Beatles, which has coined the “Beatle-
mania” craze in England, will be
marketed exclusively by Capitol Rec-
ords in 1964.

Preceding the rock-market quar-
tet’s appearances on Capitol has been
a tremendous barrage of publicity
stemming from national magazine,
newspaper and broadcasting coverage
of its remarkable success in England.
Word reached the U.S. last week

that the instrumentalists’ latest sin-
gle, “I Want To Hold Your Hand,”
which will be Capitol’s first disking
by the group, had received pre-re-
lease orders totalling more than 1
million copies in England.

Capitol will issue “Hand” in mid-
Jan., to be followed by an LP in early
Feb. The Beatles will make three ap-
pearances on Ed Sullivan’s audience-
in-the-millions Sunday night TV’er,
the first in Feb.
“Hand” is one of a series of sensa-

tional singles and LP successes by the
musicians, including the current num-
ber 1 English best-seller, “She Loves
You,” which “Hand” should replace
next week, and the first two top
sellers on both the LP and EP charts.
Numbers 1 and 2 on the LP listing
are “With The Beatles” and “Please
Please Me,” while the EP chart lists
“Twist And Shout” and “The Beatles
Hits.” “She Loves You” was re-
leased in the U.S. awhile-back on the
Swan label, but did not make-the-
grade.

Their diskings are released through
EMI’s Parlophone label. EMI, of
course, is a principal shareholder in
Capitol Records.
Only a year ago, the four youths,

aged 21-23, who are now the biggest
entertainment attraction in England
and the Continent, were knocking
down^ about $15 a week in a small
club in Liverpool, the hub of rock and
roll in England. 'They had made a few
records, but those had gone unnoticed
among those of scores of similar
groups. In order to earn more money,
they went overseas to work. It was
in one of Hamburg’s rowdy and rau-
cous strip joints, the Indra Club, that
they were discovered by young En-
glish talent agent and promoter, Brian
Epstein.

There followed in quick succession
a recording contract with EMI, top-
notch bookings in England, France,
and Germany, TV shows, and a land-
slide of publicity—all under the guid-
ance of Epstein. All this has resulted
in unprecedented popularity, numerous
riots at their personal appearances,
swooning, screaming fans—and an in-

illlillillllllllllilllilillllllllll INDEXiiiBiiiiiiiiiniiim
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come that has increased a hundredfold

in the past year.

Onstage, the Beatles are as spec-

tacular as their recent history. Their

collective trademark is an immense
mop of hair.

Beatlemania reached a peak last

month when the group appeared at

the annual Royal Command Perform-

ance. The Queen Mother found them
“young, fresh, and vital.”

Ernesto Lecuona Dead At 68

NEW YORK—Ernesto Lecuona, often

called the George Gershwin of Cuba,

and writer of such Latin-American

classics as “Malaguena,” “Siboney,”

“The Breeze & I,” died on Friday,

Nov. 29 in the Canary Islands at the

age of 68.

Lecuona, dead of a heart attack,

recently came to the Canary Islands

to recuperate from a lung ailment.

Trained in serious music, a fine pian-

ist ala Gershwin, the composer is

credited with bringing the rumba and

conga rhythms up to North America,

where they became big dance favor-

ites in the 30’s and 40’s.

Like Gershwin, Lecuona displayed

his talents in both the concert field

and pop music. “Malaguena,” intro-

duced in the U.S. in 1927, is a concert

work which has been made into a pop
song, and “The Breeze & I” stems

from a popular concert work, “Anda-

lucia.” To both fields, he brought a

love for native rhythms, just as

Gershwin had tried to capture the

popular musical idioms in his works.

The writing of “Malaguena,” in-

troduced by the writer at the Roxy
Theater in New York, followed studies

with composer Maurice Ravel, whose
most famous work, “Bolero,” was
written in the same rhythm as “Mala-

guena.”

Other popular compositions by Le-

cuona, who also wrote for the musical

stage and films, including Hollywood,

include “Say Si Si” and “Jungle

Drums.” He also made numerous
tours throughout the world.

Lecuona was born in Guanbacoa,

Cuba. Although his parents were not

musically inclined, their offsprings,

including a daughter, were deft musi-

cians. Lecuona’s sister, Ernestina,

taught him the piano, and he made
his debut at the age of 5. At 15, he

graduated from the National Con-

servatory at Havana, where he re-

ceived a gold medal, the top award
for keyboard skill.

Lecuona left Cuba after Fidel Cas-

tro came to power, residing in Spain,

the U.S. and the Canary Islands.

The U.S. publishing outlet for his

music is Edward B. Marks.

Columbia also noted activity on a
singles outing of the title tune.
The company is aiming for wide-

spread exposure of the LP in the big
Holiday programming weeks ahead.
As part of the promo, the set is being
broadcast on the National Guard
radio program, “Guard Session” from
Dec. 8 to 29. In cooperation with Ted
Le Van of Narwood Productions,
“Guard Session” features the singer
in interviews with emcee Martin
Block, and selections from the album
are played during each of the broad-
casts.

In promo efforts for all Columbia
Xmas music material, the label is

distributing to radio and TV outlets
across the country a specially pre-
pared LP which spotlights some of

the best-selling Christmas sides from
its catalog. The LP contains 12 se-

lections culled from six top-selling

albums, including vocals by Johnny
Mathis, Mitch Miller and Mahalia
Jackson, as well as instrumentals by
Percy Faith, The Philadelphia Or-

chestra and Ray Conniff.

The label also noted big sales ac-

tivity this Season on the following

LP’s: Robert Goulet’s “This Christmas
I Spend With You,” The New Christy

Minstrel’s “Merry Christmas” and
“Joy of Christmas,” which teams The
New York Philharmonic Orchestra

conducted by Leonard Bernstein with
The Mormon Tabernacle Choir.

VeeJay's Nov. LP Sales
Hit- New Mark; Expect Jan.
Singles-LP Sales Record

CHICAGO—Working under its new
management team, Vee Jay Records
came up with its best LP sales month
ever in Nov., the label reported last

week.

Projecting this showing, the label

also expects the top Jan. in its nine

year history for both singles and LP
products.

“As a matter of plain fact,”

the label said, “new signings of top

artists are planned” within the next

10 days.

On the singles front, the label is

clicking with Betty Carter’s “You’re

No Good” and Jerry Butler’s “Need
To Belong.”

“THIS LIFE I’M LIVING”—Carolyn Hester—
Columbia CL 2032
Carolyn Hester created quite a stir in folk music
circles with her previous initial Columbia album,
and on this second edition she eloquently demon-
strates her ability for artistic growth. The lark-
guitarist has a stunningly pure deep voice which
is perfectly capable of moving across the spec-
trum in one subtle swoop.

Disk should cause some sales
excitement.

“THE BIG BAND SOUND OF SID RAMIN”—
RCA Victor LSP 2716
Conductor-orkster Sid Ramin displays his versa-
tile musical taste on this new Victor LP outing
which contains a variety of popular melodies all
professionally scored for Ramin’ big band. With a
strong emphasis on the brass and rhythm sections
Ramin leads the band in fine renditions of “Never
On Sunday,” “Holiday For Strings” and “And The
Angels Sing.” Eye the package for rapid con-
sumer acceptance.

“RUSTY DRAPER’S GREATEST HITS”—Monu-
ment MLP 8005
Rusty Draper has earned many laurels in the past
with his distinctive feelingful pop-country vocal
stylings and this new Monument package featur-
ing a collection of the chanter’s biggest hits ranks
as one of his strongest LP entries in quite a while.
While backed by a chorus and ork Draper turns in
winning renditions of “Gambler’s Guitar,” “Middle
Of The House” and “Are You Satisfied.” Disk
should spark healthy sales response.

“THE WONDERFUL SONGS OF FOLK”—Harry
Simeone Chorale—Mercury SR 60855
One of the significant by-products of the current
folk renaissance are the vast legions of pop per-
formers and groups doing folk material. The
Harry Simeone Chorale cashes-in on the folk
trend on this Mercury session boasting a delight-
ful dozen of mostly recent vintage tunes. The
group is in fine form on “Blowin’ In The Wind,”
“Four Strong Winds” and “If I Had A Hammer.”
Deejays should find plenty of programmable stuff
here.

“MERRY CHRISTMAS COUNTRY STYLE”—
Various Artists—Starday SLP 253
Here’s a dozen Christmas tunes from Nashville by
a host of country artists on Starday. The set
boasts the talents of Red Sovine, Cowboy Copas,
Johnny Bond, The Willis Brothers and others
lending a warm, Yuletide flavor to “Santa Claus Is
Prom The South,” “Christmas In The Hills,” “An
Old Fashioned Christmas,” “Santa’s Workshop”
and others. The package should see plenty of
Holiday sales action in the country markets.

“THE GASLIGHT SINGERS”—Mercury SR 60848
If this initial LP is any indication of their talents,
the Gaslight Singers could well develop into a
significant factor on the contemporary pop-folk
music scene. With the subtle phrasing of a P,
P and M and the hard-driving power of the Big
Three these four youngsters (three guys and a
gal) display a surprisingly fresh perspective all

their own. Standout tracks here are “Railroad
Bill,” “Pigeon In The Park” and “Black Girl.”

“THE COUNT BASIE BAND AND THE DIZZY
GILLESPIE BAND AT NEWPORT”—Verve
V 8560
Here’s a first-rate jazz set juxtaposing the Count
Basie band with Joe Williams (side one) and the
Dizzy Gillespie band (side two.) The set, which
was cut at the ’57 Newport jazz fete, spotlights^
such gems as Williams singing “Blee Blop Blues”
and the Gillespie crew offering a top-notch read-
ing of “School Days.” Jazzophiles should really
dig the album.

The Last Song JFK Heard

NEW YORK—A poignant item of
musical interest comes from the in-

evitable reconstruction of the final

day in the life of the late President
Kennedy:

It would seem that the last song
President Kennedy heard, within two
hours of his tragic death in Dallas,
was “Mustang Grey,” ballad saga of
a legendary Lieutenant of the Texas
Rangers, as performed by The Texas
Boys Choir at the breakfast honoring
the visiting Kennedys at Fort Worth’s
Texas Hotel on the morning of that
fateful Nov. 22. As recalled by George
Bragg, music director of the Texas
Boys Choir, the Choir was in the
midst of singing “The Eyes of Texas”
when the President entered the ball-

room. At tbe conclusion of this num-
ber, President Kennedy applauded
vigorously, then, turning to an aide,
requested that the Boys repeat for
him a number which they had per-
formed earlier in the program and
which he had heard, only in part,
while waiting in an anteroom. The
Presidential encore request was hap-
pily honored with a repetition of
“Mustang Grey,” a work composed
especially for the Choir bv Texas
composer Paul Peck, which has been
a staple of the Choir’s concert reper-
toire for the past two seasons and
was recently recorded by The Texas
Boys Choir for the Decca label. (The
song deals with the daring raids on
Mexican ranches led by Mustang
Grey, who was a hero of the battle of
San Jacinto).

Premiere Milhaud Work
Honoring Pres. Kennedy
NEW YORK—Serious music already
has its first homage to John F. Ken-
nedy.
A short (four minute) symphonic

work, “Murder of a Great Chief of
State,” in memory of John F. Ken-
nedy, was written shortly after Ken-
nedy’s assassination on Nov. 22 by
composer Darius Milhaud.
Gerhard Samuel, conductor of the

Oakland (Calif.) Symphony Orches-
tra, which debuted the opus last week
(3), cabled the French composer in

Paris on the day of Kennedy’s mur-
der asking him to write a musical
tribute to the late President’s mem-
ory.
An affirmative reply was received

by Monday, and two days later the
completed score was on its way to

Oakland.
Samuel said that it was received

on Friday, the instrumental parts
were copied on Sat., and a first re-

hearsal was made last Mon. (2). A
tape of the work’s first performance,
was sent to Mrs. Kennedy.

Manfovani Plays To 220,000
In 56-City U.S. Tour;
Lincoln Center Was A Sellout

NEW YORK—Mantovani, heading a
45-piece orchestra, returned to Goth-
am last week (1) and played a con-
cluding concert at Lincoln Center’s
Philharmonic Hall. The maestro’s final

performance was a complete sellout

weeks before the scheduled date. He
has already been signed for a coast-

to-coast tour to start in Sept. 64.

The famous pop conductor also did

a series of concerts in Japan and Can-
ada last Spring before coming to the
U.S. to embark on a personal appear-
ance tour which took him to 56 cities

up and down the East Coast and as
far West as Minnesota.
During an interview with Manto-

vani, he recalled some of the problems
and pleasures he encountered in the
course of his whirlwind tour. He re-

marked that in most large cities the
concert hall facilities were generally
very satisfactory, although not al-

ways acoustically perfect. In some
halls he had to request that a shell be
erected over the orchestra so that the
strains of the not so powerful strings
would project outward and not dis-

sipate into the rafters.

Mantovani, who brought five per-
sonal musicians with him from Eng-
land (the other forty are Americans
who have been with him for nine
years), humorously admitted that the
typical American menu in many cities

was not always suited to his, or his

colleagues somewhat British tastes

—

but hastened to add that these prob-
lems were expected and never caused
any real consternation. A jaunt of
only four hundred miles for one day
was considered a holiday when many
trips lasted all day.
On the plus side of the ledger, Man-

tovani said he was constantly thrilled

by the enthusiastic response from his

audiences, regardless of where they
were playing. Especially gratifying to

the conductor was the repeated ap-
proval by college students at his many
college and university concerts. The
maestro said, “Good music is always
universal and audiences everywhere,

be it Japan or the United States are

receptive to the works of composers

who have produced good melody.” The
London recording artists had two

complete musical programs to offer

in his three separate tours, and the

New York concert represented the

strongest of the two programs.

Mantovani, who is currently repre-

sented on the LP charts with his

“Mantovani Manhattan” album, and

is getting some recognition for his

“Bowery” single, culled from the LP,

to date has been awarded seven RIAA
gold disks for his albums. He has a

new Christmas LP on London, “Christ-

mas Greetings,” and he returned to

his home in England last week to

begin preparations for a new album.

Merchandising Is Theme
Of NARAS-UCLA Class

HOLLYWOOD—“Merchandising”, the

subject of the fifth session of the
UCLA-NARAS Recording Arts course

held on Thursday, Nov. 21, explored
processes necessary to transmit a

record into the consumer’s home

—

i.e., packaging, marketing, distribu-

tion, selling, promotion and merchan-
dising.

Stanley Gortikov, vice president

and general manager of Capitol’s

distrib corporation, was first of four
panelists to speak, describing for the

class the various outlets where a con-

sumer buys his record and sources
from which these outlets obtained
their records. In attempting to clarify

functions of distributors, rack jobbers
and one-stops, Gortikov stated the
trend is to an overlapping of these
functions, with some distribs owning
retail establishments, rack jobbers

trying to distribute, distribs trying to

rack job, and so on. However, the one
trend remaining stable, said Gortikov,

is the importance of radio where air-

play holds a vital role in determining
whether a record becomes a hit or a

flop.

Stan Cornyn, editorial director of

Warner Bros. Records, stated that to-

day liners are a part of merchandising
and not so much a part of abstract
creativity. He cited the importance
for good liner writing in the jazz

field, which is a big area for free

lance writers. In the classical field,

booklets and libretti are big selling

factors, and in many cases people buy
deluxe packages (both classical and
popular) for the booklets rather than
the recording. Liner notes are also

necessary on original cast LP’s, sing-

along albums and other special pack-
ages, but for the average popular LP,
Cornyn reported that liners are of

small value and the liner writers
themselves have very little new to

write about regarding established
artists who have had many previous
album releases.

Harry Pack, president of Tri-Arts,
Inc. stated that cover art has come in-

to its own during the last 15 years,

with the advent of the LP, and today
the cover has become a merchandising
item and is a very persuasive sales

force. With the intensified competition
between record companies because of

increased releases, the cover often in-

fluences the buyer to select a particu-

lar company’s version of a work which
is available on numerous LP’s. Pack
stated graphic artists enjoy working
on album covers which gives them op-
portunities for free expression of de-
sign, national exposure and perhaps
a chance to win awards in graphic
arts shows. They are restricted, how-
ever, he said, by cost and the amount
of type which must appear on the
cover. Type often occupies the upper
third of all covers to catch the con-
sumers’ eye when he flips through the
browser box, he noted. Pack also felt

that when a prominent artist is in-

volved, it is best to use a photo of the
artist on the cover.

Fred Rice, national merchandising
development manager of Capitol, dis-

cussed recent improvements in pack-
aging such as redesigning the card-
board jacket to stop breakout of the
record, placing the complete package
in transparent protective wrapping,
and so on. He displayed examples of

new developments in browser box
divider cards, where plastic divider

cards are available with changeable
headings, can be washed, and take up
less room in the browser box.
Both Cornyn and Pack disclosed

that the liner writer and graphic
artist often do not hear the album
they are working on because of sched-

uling of releases, but a knowledge of

the type of music, or the artist, is

sufficient to execute their duties.

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AUSTRALIA
Comments have been pouring in to the Australian office regarding the lead

editorial “A Mutual Problem,” which appears in the November 30 issue of
Cash Box. Without exception, every caller agreed with the thoughts expressed
in the article because the same situation exists in Australia between the radio
and record industries. One encouraging feature of Australian commercial radio
is the fact that many leading stations which were exclusively on an all top forty
format are now beginning to employ more album tracks in their programming.
Radio programming in general in Australia has undergone a tremendous change
since the introduction of television back in 1956 but now that TV is seven years
old it is believed that the attraction is beginning to wear a little thin and
statistics show that there is a big consumer demand for radios, especially in the
transistor field. This move is giving radio new strength and many stations are
becoming more imaginative and venturesome in their programming policies. If
this trend continues it must eventually lead to more programs of much wider
appeal.

Chappell & Co. lost no time at all printing the sheet copy of the big instru-
mental hit “Washington Square”—it was out almost the same day as they
acquired the Australian rights to the number.
“Dominique” has arrived! In just a little under two weeks of release the

smash single for the Philips label by The Singing Nun has zoomed into No. 4
spot on our best-seller list and seems sure to be long resident on our charts.

W & G has secured the Australian rights to “Popsicles And Icicles” by The
Murmaids, which is from the Chattahoochie label in the United States.
EMI has a big batch of new singles released from overseas; among them are:

“I Really Don’t Want To Know” by The Caravelles (the English girls w’no are
doing so well in the United States with “You Don’t Have To Be A Baby To
Cry”); “Ally Ally Oxen Free” from The Kingston Trio; Cliff Richard with

The licensing agreement between British Decca and Japan King Record had
been extended for five more years in 1959 when King’s managing director
Mr. Yanai had visited London. But, as the agreement is near its end, there was
a big concern among Japanese diskeries about the issue of a new contract,
for several manufacturers launched strong negotiations with Decca for rep-
resentation of the celebrated London label. Finally, however, the renewed
agreement has been reached between Decca and King, through D. J. Coup-
land, Decca’s Far East supervisor in Singapore. Reportedly, King’s chairman
S. Noma and president K. Machijiri visited London early in October for their
signatures on the new contract.

Koji Mano and Risaburo Ishigami, representing JASRAC (Japanese Society
of Rights of Authors and Composers), left Tokyo Nov. 26 to visit America
and Latin America for the investigation of the markets and musical situations.
Hank Snow, enjoying big popularity here through his hits hei-e, “Bouquet

of Roses,” “I’m Moving On,” “Rhumba Boogie,” is arriving here Feb. 18 to
make a month’s tour, including 4 concerts at Koseinenkin Hall in Tokyo, pro-
moter Victor Geino, announced.

Spurred by the big success of “My Fair Lady” here, musicals are likely
to develop in our market. Two of them were held at a night-club in Akasaka
on Nov. 31 and Dec. 1, planned and made-up by Misao Akemi, titled “Hoero!
Yarodomo” and “This Is Show.” Nobuo Hara’s musical and dancing groups are
playing the biggest roles in the shows.

The Mexican TV chain broadcast almost all day long the transmissions of
the funeral and other important events around the death of President Ken-
nedy. Radio stations also did the same thing.

Bill Haley and his Comets are again in Mexico and performing in theaters
and on TV, at the same time that they are doing new recordings for Orfeon
Records. We listened recently to Haley’s latest recordings, “Madero y Gante”
and “Mish Mash Monkey.” They are trying to introduce in Mexico the new
monkey rhythm.
Eartha Kitt made a successful debut at the Sehorial night club and was

presented on TV on which she sang a song in Spanish. It is possible that Ear-
tha will record some new songs at RCA.
Tremendous success in Mexico for records made at Philips by Spanish singer

Rocio Durcal, whose latest picture “Cancion de Juventud,” is in several the-
aters of the country. Producer Gonzalo Elvira is trying to bring Rocio to Mex-
ico to make some pictures and, of course, to record.
“No te Puedes Sentar” (You Can’t Sit Down) and “Tu Tienes Que Quer-

erme” (You Have To Love Me) are the new recordings on the Orfeon label

made by Mexican duet The Jimenez Sisters. Gustave Pimentel is on the mu-
sical background.
From Peerless Records we received the new recordings made by Vianey Val-

dez, which are “El Diplomatico” (The Diplomat) and “Vuelve A Mentirme”
(Lie Me Again). Kay Perez and his orchestra accompanied Vainey.
A long play sung by all the artists of “the new wave” of the Musart cata-

log was released, including themes like “Jingle Bells,” “Sleigh Ride,” “Ades-
tes Fidelis” “White Christmas,” “Ave Maria,” “Silent Night,” “Rudolph J;he
Red Nosed Reindeer.” Artists like Angelica Maria, Los Impala, Manolo Munoz.
Alberto Vazquez and others are included.

Trini Lopez’ “The Little Hammer” was recorded in Spanish versions by Los
Mabers at Musart and Los Hooligans at Orfeon Records. Los Hooligans are
preparing a tour around the Pacific side of the country.
Gamma Records released a marvelous album on the United Artists label

with the LeRoy Holmes choir, singing Mexican songs in English and Spanish.
Items include “Be Mine Tonight,” “Come Closer To Me,” “Amor,” “Besame
Mucho,” “Sway,” “Without You” and some others. The accent is perfect.

From the same label we received the first Dvno album, including the songs
“I Will Follow Him,” “Desifinado,” “Pretend,” “Prisoner Of Love,” “I Wish
To Be A King,” etc.

Los Matematicos. a new Mexican rock and roll group made its debut at RCA
singing the songs “Wine, Wine, Wine” and “El Lechero” (The Milkman). This
groun comes from the northern part of the country, the same as The Jets,

another group which very soon will release on the same label its first record-

ings.
“Chico O’Farrill and His Orchestra” is the name of the latest album re-

corded by Chico O’Farrill. In this album, Chico includes the most varied tropi-

cal rhythms (mambo, cha-cha, rhumba, bolero, tropical jazz, huaracha, etc.

. . .) and in his arrangements, he includes a special section of typical mexican
instruments. This album, made at CBS, is one of the best ever made in Mexico
of nopular dance music.
Marco Antonia Muniz, the most popular bolero singer in Mexico, released

at RCA two new songs “Seguire Mi Viaje” (I Will Continue My Way) and
“Sabras Que No Me Quires” (I Will Know You Don’t Love Me). Mario Ruiz
Armengol and his orchestra accomnany him.
Rock and roll group Los Apson Boys released at Peerless two new themes:

“Carmelito” (Candy) and “Tonepi the Marcian.” Los Apson have two records

From Home,” which moves from 30th to eight spot on the Norwegian charts
this week.

Norsk Phonogram A/S has rushed out Soeur Sourire with “Dominique.” The

Jazz spot, the Metropol in Oslo, has American saxist Leo Wright as guest

star from December 1.

Eilif Meyer, head of record dept, at A/S NERA (RCA Victor, and other
labels) sounded very happy about business in general when speaking to Cash
Box the other day. His company has four records out of the ten on the charts,
among them the number one, two and three this week.

SWEDEN
Swedish radio and TV will face problems as a result of a strike among actors

and actresses belonging to the Actors’ Guild. The strike started December 1,

after which day none of those artists will appear on radio or TV. Swedish
radio and TV is looking forward to use more and more pop idols and recording
artists during the strike, but on the other hand, some of the most popular
recording artists, such as Monica Zetterlund (Fontana), Lars Lonndahl (RCA
Victor), Siw Malmkvist, Ann-Louise Hansson and Anna-Lena Lofgren (Metro-
nome) and Gunnar Wiklund (Scan-Disc) are members of the Guild, and will

not appear on radio or TV in Sweden as long as the strike goes on. Other
favorities, such as Lill-Babs (Karusell), Thore Skogman (HMV), etc., are ex-
pected to refuse radio and TV jobs as an act of sympathy for their fellow
members of the Guild. As to the strike, the opinions between the involved parts
show so big differences that one can expect the strike to last for a long time

—

both parts are prepared to continue the strike for the next 12 months, it has
been reported.

Sixten Eriksson, head of Grammofon AB Electra (RCA Victor, among
others), is very happy about the low price series issued here under the label
Telestar. According to Eriksson, the name Telestar has nothing to do with the
satellite with almost the same name. After World War II, the name Telefunken
could not be used, and then appeared the label Telestar for the first time.
Later, this German label began to use its original name, Telefunken, and Tele-
star was almost forgotten. However, having a lot of old material well worth
reissue, German Telefunken decided to take it up under a low price label, and
Telestar returned at the market. In Sweden, a lot of old Swedish recordings
from among others the Musica label is now being re-released on LP’s at Tele-
star.
Thore Ehrling, head of Ehrlingforlagen, a concern of three publishing

houses, is very happy with the present successes of such songs as “You Don’t
Have To Be A Baby To Cry,” “Little Drummer Boy,” “You’ll Never Walk
Alone,” “Schau mir nochmal in die Augen,” etc. Ehrling also has “Bye Bye
Birdie,” the film now being shown in Sweden. He also has the music from the
film “The Victors,” which will have a Royal Gala Opening in Stockholm on
December 13. Also some stage musicals, such as the Danish “Teenagerlove,”
now a standout at the Oscar’s Theatre in Stockholm, “Boyfriend,” just open-
ing at the Scala in Stockholm and “Cranks,” soon opening at the Lilia Teatem
with Per Asplin, are published by Thore Ehrling Musik AB in Sweden.
Coming up very strong all over Scandinavia is ‘‘Don’t Talk To Him” with

Cliff Richard on Columbia. Scandinavian publisher is Belinda (Scandinavia)
AB, and this week the record moves from 27th to the sixth spot on the charts
in Norway, from nowhere to 18 on the Swedish charts, and reported coming up
very strong in Denmark, too. Ake Gerhard-Larsson, head of Belinda, has four
out of the ten top sellers in Sweden.

Will the actors’ strike in Swedish radio and TV hurt the local Song Festival
1964—provided the strike continues long enough? Some dailies here think so.

First of all, it will be difficult to arrange the local Festivals, if singers belong-
ing to the Actors’ Guild refuse to appear, and the fact that many others who
are not members also might refuse, does not make the whole thing easier. How-
ever, the main problem starts when the Eurovision Song Festival takes place
in Copenhagen in March. Many countries will be represented by artists who
are members of the trade unions in their countries, and Swedish radio and TV
will be unable to present any program on which such artists appear. If the
strike continues long enough, Sweden probably will have to withdraw from
the next Eurovision Song Festival.

The Best in Benelux Bens
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A bomb exploded on the Italian record scene: Our top female talent Mina
left Italdisc, the firm which discovered her talent, and first launched her on the
musical stage, to sign a new contract with Hi Fi Records. This fact is creating
a big puzzle for the lawyers who will take care of this, since Mina seems to be
always under contract with Italdisc. The question arises from the change of
name of this record firm. In fact the owner of Italdisc, David Matalon, decided
some time ago to change the name of his firm from Italdisc into Ducale Edi-
zoni Dpcografiche E Musicali (Ducale Record and Publishing Co.) to group
both his record and publishing activities. Since her contract was stipulated
with the Italdisc record firm, Mina thought that her contract with Matalon was
not valid anymore, and being that the Ri Fi execs were very desirous of her
under their label, she signed a new contract with Ri Fi. Mina is obtaining a
good sales success with her last record under the Italdisc label: “Vulcano”
(b/w “Soldier Boy’’). “Vulcano” is published by Ariston while “Soldier Boy”
is owned by the Matalon’s pubbery, Ducale.

Little by little we are witness to a deep change on the musical market. We
think that the phenomenon is general for all the musical markets of the world,
but we suppose that in Italy this change is actually more remarkable. We refer
to the loss of importance of the publishing activity in respect to the pre-emi-
nence achieved by the record companies on our musical scene. This, of course, is
a natural consequence of the development and the progress of the market.
While fifty years ago, the musical market was based only on the sheet music
sales, now we can say that it’s based on record sales. The principal function
of the pubberies was, one time, to produce the music, printing it on paper,
while now they seem to have lost their stature in the opinion of record pro-
ducers. Record producers in fact are beginning to consider the function of the
publishers as a complementary action, and this is true, at least partly, since
actually now the first commercial musical product consists of the record. This
is the reason why many record firms started during the last years to establish
their own publishing activity. But while at the beginning it was a secondary
activity, established just to receive the earnings of the “B” sides of some suc-
cessful singles, or to have the publishing rights on some unimportant record-
ings, now they are profiting also from the pre-preminence of the interpreter
oyer the composer, or from the fact that many interpreters are at the same
time composers who take a greater interest in their publishing activity. All the
principal record firms in Italy have their own publishing firms: EMi Italiana
IS proprietor of the pubbery La Voce Del Padrone, RCA Italiana owns the RCA
Itahana Publishing Firm, Phonogram (Philips/D.G.G.) established Edizoni
Esedr^ S.A.A.R. (Gurtler’s fii-m) recently created Edizoni M.A.S., Fonit Cetra
owns Edizoni Usignolo, Durium has same-name publishing company (and re-
cently it opened another pubbery called Edizoni Duomo), Ri Fi Records is pro-
prietor of Edizoni Settebello, and the list continues with Clan Celentano, own-
ing Italian Yank Publishing firm (along with Curci), Italdisc with Edizioni Du-
cale (which has, as reported, changed the name into Ducale Record and Pub-
lishing Firm). Bluebell Records has Edizoni Bluebell, Meazzi with Edizoni
Susy. Vedette Records with Edizoni Vedette and so on. In Italy, excluding a
few cases, every record firm owns its own pubbery. A further consideration on
the loss of importance of the publishing activity derives from the fact that
principal publishers themselves created their own record firms. First in the list
is Ladislao Sugar, which in 1957 owned the record firm Compagnia Generale
Del Disco. The list follows with Carisch S.p.A., proprietors of the homonymous
record company, Curci, owners of Cemed, and recently Southern whose presi-
dent Alberto Carisch created the MRC Recoi’d Co., and we conclude mentioning
the oldest Italian pubbery Ricordi, owners of Ricordi/CBS Record firm.

In Italy, the activity of pubberies owned by the record producers is becom-
ing more intensive every day. While, as we reported above, at the beginning
of the phenomenon, they just reserved for themselves the rights on some “B”
sides and on unimportant recordings, now they are strongly promoting their
titles. This of course is made easy by the fact that along with the singers/
composers, there are many song writers and composers that, owing to this phe-
nomenon, have preferred to sign exclusive contracts with record producers.
They have the guarantee that their compositions will be recorded by one of
the artists belonging to the cast of the record producer. This is favored also by
the fact that many singers prefer to have songs written especially for them.

Let’s mention now some examples: In the list of the promotional campaign
of EMI Italiana there are two good titles owned by its pubbery: “Non Spar-
lare Di Me” recorded by a new young female voice pacted by EMI Italiana,
Gianna Foretti. The second title is “Pieta’ ” of Vasso Ovale, whose record is
climbing our charts. The new strength of the record firms appears on the
charts: First in the list is “Sabato Triste,” by Adriano Celentano, published by
his own pubbery Italian Yank. RCA Italiana, whose name appears 10 times on
the 30 top places, has six titles among the ten, published by itself. Most of the
recordings promoted during last summer season by RCA, it published, and
the case is emphasized for the winter promotion, “Festival In Casa” (Festival
At Home): “11 Mio Mondo” by Umberto Bindi, “Era D’Estate,” by Sergio En-

all titles published by RCA Italiana.
This situation is due to economical reasons: Now that the success of a num-

ber is strictly connected with the personality of the performer, record firms
have found that it is more profitable to bear every promotional cost, and also
collect 100% of the publishing rights.
Of course there exists always in some cases full cooperation between the

record producers and the publishers, but in these cases the support of the pub-
lisher’s action for the promotion is the stronger one, or in other cases, there
is participation of the record producers to the earnings of the publishing firm.
The situation is just the same in the case of the pubberies owning their own

record companies. Cash Box had the pleasure of talking about this problem
with Mariano Rapetti, General Manager of Ricordi Light Music Group, who
noted that little by little the firm’s productions would be only promoted
through the waxings under the Ricordi/CBS label. Of course, the problem is
limited now to the pop field only, but it’s easy to predict that there will be in
the future a deep modification of the present organization of the musical busi-
ness, probably on the collecting of the mechanical rights, on the free dispos-
ability for recordings of the musical repertoires, and so on.

Further confirmation of the above facts derives from the San Remo Organ-
ization. As previously reported, until last year the Festival was organized on
'ne ground of publishers’ cooperation, while the edition 1964, to renew the in-
terest of the public in the contest, requires the full cooperation of record pro-
ducers, And so let’s return to the usual themes of our weekly talk: It seems
that at present ten names are sure participants in the first international edi-
^on of the San Remo Festival: Paul Anka (RCA), Gino Paoli (RCA), Little
Tony (Durium), Milva (Fonit/Cetra), Pat Boone (Decca), Claudio Villa (Fonit/

Teresa Souza Campos is one of the most “elegant” women of our Brazilian

High Society. Teresa Souza Campos is also a very good singer. She just signed
a contract with Elenco Records.
Mario Reis, a veteran Brazilian singer, is back in the record business, as an

exclusive artist of Elenco.
Here is the talent line-up of Elenco: Antonio Carlos Jobim, Baden Powell,

Bibi Ferreira, Dorival Caymmi; Lennie Dale, Lucio Alves, Mario Reis, Maysa,
Nara Leao, Odette Lara, Roberto Menescal, Sergio Ricardo, Sylvia Telles,
Teresa Souza Campos, Vinicius De Morais and Chris Connor.

The Immunity Of The Public

To Smoke Or Not To Smoke
NEW YORK—In the wake of gigan-
tic statistics drawing tighter the rope
of evidence around the throat of the
tobacco industry, it appeared as
though the American public may have
built up an immunity to reports link-

ing cigarette smoking to lung cancer,
heart disease, and other ailments.

Last week the American Cancer So-
ciety’s electronic computers poured
forth results on tests made among
442,000 men (no women) before the
American Medical Association and il-

luminated more clearly than ever be-
fore the associations between smok-
ing and disease. In a spectacular sta-

tistical onslaught of results garnered
from tests among 37,000 pairs of men
—each pair identical in 14 respects,
except that one man in each pair

smoked 20 cigarettes each day

—

showed that the smoker’s death rate
was twice as high as his partner’s.
The evidence comes at a time when
the U.S. Public Health Service preps,,
their report for presentation by the
Surgeon General (CB Nov 23).
Meanwhile, the cancer-research arm

of the New York State Dept, of
Health in Buffalo released 100,000 "

matchbooks with cover ads reading
“I used to smoke with both lungs’”
and “Here lies a man who went up in

fects Of Cigarette Smoking, designed
to show that the charcoal filter used
in the Lark cigarette reduces the ef-

fect of irritating gases present in
small quantities in cigarette smoke.
The report was published in the cur-
rent issue of the New England Jour-
nal Of Medicine. The cigarette was
introduced last March and, according
to L&M officials, has attained unusu-
ally successful consumer acceptance
in the past three months.

Meanwhile, amidst announcements
by scientists that the cigarette is a
poisonous weed, and dictates by to-

bacco companys that call the cigarette
a harmless, pleasurable pastime, the
stock market, the public, the cigarette
operator, and the world, await the re-
ports from the Surgeon General’s of-

fice.

In the meantime, Americans will
smoke more cigarettes (523.3 billion)

this year than ever before. The news
outlined above which reported on the
American Cancer Society’s latest sta-
tistical report caused “not a ripple”
in the stock market. As a matter of
fact, industry observers claim that
considering the effects the harmful
reports are having on the consumer’s
reaction to smoking, legislation which
may place cigs under Food and Drugs
control restricting the amount of nic-
otine content, may very well sei’ve as
a greater sales stimulant because of
the resulting government “approval”
which would come with each pack.

United Calls '^Bank Pool’ First Important

Innovation In Games Since Shuffle-Bowler
Distribs Receive Shipments As Operator Interest Mounts

Billiard Variation

Permits 1 to 4 Plyrs.

6 Racks Per Game,

Max. 5 Shots Per Rack

MYRON COHEN, nationally known television and night club story-telling
comedian shows off high score attained on United’s ‘Bank Pool’ game during
session last week in United East Coast showrooms. Game is available for
immediate delivery across country.

CHICAGO—C. B. (Bill) DeSelm, Ex-
ecutive Vice Pi-esident, Director of
Sales at United Manufacturing Com-
pany, this city, last week announced
the beginning of a “completely new
era in the international coin rnachine
amusement game business” with the
introduction of United’s exciting
“Bank Pool”. He referred to it in
glowing terms as “an entirely new,
and revolutionary puck shuffle game,
with the tremendously popular pool
game appeal.
“We, at United Manufacturing,

consider ‘Bank Pool’ to be the first

singular important innovation in coin-
operated amusement games since
United originally introduced the very
first shuffle alley bowler to coin ma-
chine operators many years ago,”
DeSelm asserted.
“The popular billiard ball arrange-

ment, with its variations of ‘break’
and skill shooting (bank ricochet) is

certain to capture the imagination and
interest of operators, location owners,
and (of course) players in all of the
world markets”.
As DeSelm explained it, and demon-

strated “Bank Pool” (in which one to

four can play competitively) to the
Cash Box reporter at the United fac-
tory, there are six racks per game
for the player. A skill shot at the
“break” scores either 30, 20, or 10
points. The break is followed by sev-
eral variations of 15 ball clusters
(patterns) at which the player aims
the puck in exciting, suspenseful
“bank shooting”.

If this pattern is made in two shots
the player scores 90 points.
