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Sometimes it seems that the Top
100 has a maximum retirement age
of somewhere around 21.

This illusion, borne of a decade
of the age of rock ’n roll, conjures
up a list that sports youngsters who
are not far removed from thrilling
their parents in a high-school the-
atre group version of “Bye Bye
Birdie.”

What is not an illusion, serious-
ly speaking, is the general consen-
sus among tradesters that the Top
100 is reserved solely as a haven
for teenage performers, and if the
veteran artists can make any disk
news at all, the place is the LP field.

The simple matter of an inspec-
tion of the Top 100 in any given
week would, of course, present a
strong case for this type of think-
ing.

But, exceptions by which rules
of this busines go down the drain
have been very much with us for
some time now.

The phrase ‘““pro artist”” needn’t
be a euphemism that really means
a performer who has had it as a sin-
gles attraction. In the rush of hectic
day-to-day business of delivering
teen-angled decks, it is a conven-
ience to pass-off the *“pro artist’ as
a dead issue, singles-wise.

But, lo-and-behold!, the “pro
artist” takes issue with his demise
and shows the Top 100 a thing or
two.

Such elder statesmen among art-
ists as Nat Cole, labelmate Al Mar-
tino, Tony Bennett, recently got
new singles careers going. Then
again, those who have written the
obit of ““pro artists’’ have to deal
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with singles triumphs by perform-
ers who could be their grand-dads,
namely Walter Brennan, Jimmy
Durante and Louis Armstrong.

The truth is, of course, that “pro
artist” describes a performer who
is never outdated by changing mu-
sical styles. Startling changes in
musical tastes and/or markets do
affect them for a while, but they in-
variably bounce back to- express
themselves in a new idiom with
their inimitable, distinctive person-
ality intact.

It’s time for the business to give
greater recognition to the status of
a *“pro artist” as one who can make
his voice heard in the current light
of things, and yet still retain the
personal charm and magnetism
that has been his invaluable trade-
mark over the years. The *“pro art-
ist,” it must be remembered, needs
no build-up for public acceptance.
He is already accepted, and for him
to be accepted as a singles act re-
quires A&R’ing that takes into ac-
count a skilled blend of current
taste and the personality of the art-
ist.

The dividends accrued from get-
ting an established performer on
the Top 100 are great. It’s the easi-
est way we know of obtaining a top
album act. A long-term aspect is the
creation of a singles chart with
greater variety, one that doesn’t
have to depend on a narrow sound
spectrum to keep business on its
toes.

By the way, that great old-
timer Louis Armstrong has the
number 15 spot on this week’s Top
100. What’s Gene Austin doing
these days?

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Capitol’s New Beatles Single, Tunes Un-
heard Passes Million Mark Prior To Mar.
16 Release: 'Beethoven” In New LP

NEW YORK-—Within hours after its
release of a new single by The Beatles
next week (16), Capitol Records plans
to request the RIAA to start the ball
rolling on its million-seller certifying
audit.

There was, of course, little doubt
that the label’s second singles appear-
ance by the group would get a mil-
lion-selling response to its release.
Still topping the Top 100, for the
eighth straight week, is “I Want to
Hold Your Hand,” on which the label
reports a sale of 3.4 million in 10
weeks.

Capitol Records Distributing Corp.
has been taking orders on the new
disk without even disclosing the titles,
which happen to be “Can’t Buy Me
Love” and “You Can’t Do That,” cut
in London shortly after the group’s
return to England from the U.S.
Songs, however, were written by
Beatleites Paul MeCartney and John
Lennon during the quartet’s Miami
Beach sojourn two weeks ago.

By last Wed. (3), the label admitted
that some 1,700,000 orders were al-

ready on the books. EMI will release
the single in England and Europe on
Mar. 20.

Explaining its non-rush release of
the single, Capitol said it decided to
hold back release until the deck
reached its initial press-run goal of
2 million copies.

To reach this mark, at least three
outside plants, in addition to Capi-
tol’s own two facilities, will be press-
ing the single.

The label also cleared up confusion
over another Beatles side, “Roll Over
Beethoven,” which has been getting
retail reaction in the U.S. via the
import of the side from Capitol of
Canada.

Voyle Gilmore, A&R vp, said that
“Beethoven” would be included in the
Beatles next Capitol LP, now being
prepared.

“There was tremendous pressure
on us to release the ‘Beethoven’ side
as a single,” he said, “but we and the
Beatles agreed that the new tunes
| would be far better.”

NARM Sees Biggest Annual Meet Yet

PHILADELPHIA — Advance regis-
stration for the 1964 Sixth Annual
Convention of the National Associ-
ation of Record Merchandisers indi-
cates record attendance at the rack
men’s annual meet, which begins
April 19-23, at the Eden Roc Hotel
in Miami Beach, it was reported last
week.

In addition to the NARM rack
members, invitations have been is-
sued to non-member rack jobbers to
attend the convention. This is the
first time in NARM history that rack
jobbers who are not members, but
who have shown an interest in the
organization, will be given an oppor-
tunity to see the record merchan-
disers’ association in operation. The
total number of rack jobbers in at-
tendance this year, with members and
guests, will far exceed that of pre-
vious years. The associate member-
ship (label) racks will have an oppor-
tunity to meet with a much greater
number of customers and potential
customers than in former years.

The convention business sessions
will begin at 9:00 AM on Monday,
April 20, and will convene again on
Tuesday morning. There will be or-
ganized breakfasts for all convention
registrants preceding the business
sessions. George Berry, convention
chairman, of Modern Record Service
in New Orleans, will preside at the
business sessions, and will introduce
George R. Marek, vice president and
general manager of RCA Victor Ree-
ords, convention keynote speaker.

Dr. Theodore N. Beckman, profes-
sor of marketing at Ohio State Uni.
versity, will deliver an address en-
titled “Rack Jobbing—A Phenomenon
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in Wholesaling.” Dr. Beckman is a
leading authority on wholesaling in
the United States, and an expert in
the field of rack jobbing. A symposi-
um, featuring several record manu-
facturers and rack jobbers, will fol-
low. The symposium will discuss the
relationship between the record manu-
facturer and the rack jobber, a matter
of immediate concern in view of the
recent Capitol Records’ “Stand for
Stability” move.

Tuesday’s business session will
concentrate primarily on the Federal
Trade Commission Rules for the rec-
ord industry, and the manner of com-
pliance by the members of the indus-

try. The special NARM legal counsel,
Albert A. Carretta, former Commis-
sioner on the FTC, will address the
group, and participate in other as-
pects of the day’s program, which will
feature a panel discussion of record
merchandisers and manufacturers on
the same subject.

Visitation hours between labels and
their rack customers will be held on
Monday and Tuesday afternoon, and
on Wednesday morning and afternoon.
At this time, the rack jobbers will
see the manufacturers on the two
display floors, reserved for that pur-
pose. The faect that all manufacturers
will be concentrated in a two-floor

In-
cluded are eye-catching four-color
window streamers, 30 X 30 cover
blowups, mounted covers of the en-
tire Belafonte catalog, six-bin Bela-
fonte merchandise racks and hand-
some four-color consumer album cover
supplements which exhibit every al-
bum covered in the program.

Spearheading the major national
advertising campaign for the program
will be full-page-and-a-column ads
placed in Time, Playboy and Cosmo-
politan magazines. Two-color, as well
as black-and-white, full-page ads will
announce the program to the industry
in Cash Box, Billboard and Variety.

RIC Buys Samos Island

NEW YORK — Recording Industries
Corp. (RIC), the new Joe Csida-
headed diskery, has made its first big
deal, the acquisition of the hot BMI
pubbery, Samos Island Music, from
Alex Zanetis. A purchase price was
not announced.

Deal was made in Nashville by
RIC’s Lester Vanadore, vp-secretary,
and Frank Poole, vp-treasurer.

Csida stressed that the move was
by “no means” an indication of a
desire by the label to produce and
release records of its own copyrights.

“] have already gone out of my
way, and so have other working mem-
bers of RIC,” said Csida, “to tell
every legitimate music publisher and
songwriter in this industry that RIC
wants to record and release strong
material no matter who writes or
publishes it. The deal we made with
Alex Zanetis was made merely to give
RIC the same kind of publishing affili-
ation which all of its fellow-record
manufacturers have.

“Qur deal with Alex has one other
plus factor, and that is that it will
enable him to write and produce for
some important artists we expect him
to develop in Nashville and else-
where.”

Under the RIC-Samos Island agree-
ment, Zanetis (songwriter, publisher,
singer and winner of five BMI’s song-

writer awards) will continue as presi-

dent of Samos Island Musie. Zanetis
will also be under contract to Samos
Island as an exclusive writer.

In addition to heading up Samos
Island, Zanetis will also work as an
artist and as a producer for RIC,
along with other leading Nashville
disk producers who will make masters
for the label. He will headquarter in
Nashville, but will still maintain a
branch office for Samos in Flora, Il

CAPITOL POLICY HAS DRAMATIC EFFECT

NEW YORK—The Capitol ‘“1-Price-
For-All” Policy move, its immediate
effects, and predictions as to what
the long term out-come would be,
dominated trade conversation during
the past week.

Stan Gortikov, Capitol vice presi-
dent and general manager, and an
author of the Capitol policy move,

| reported that the reaction was ex-
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actly what he had expected. He said
that he was more certain than ever
that the move was sound; that there
was a need for such a move and that
it was justified. He also said that the
company is set to make it go.
Gortikov reported that the entire
Capitol organization was optimistic
that the policy change would, in time,
strengthen Capitol’s position, and he
expressed great satisfaction with
the enthusiasm which he felt from
branches over the new CRDC policy.
He said that Capitol Records would
, be represented at the forthcoming
NARM Convention in Miami Beach
next month and stated that he has
asked for an opportunity to restate
Capitol’s position and answer ques-
tions about the Capitol LP policy
thange at the NARM confab.

But NARM execs, at the very same
. moment, were meeting with their
attorneys to determine what action,
if any, could be taken against Capitol.

Trade Commission alleging a viola-
tion of existing laws.”

At the same time, 3,000 miles away
in California, where Capitol cut a
number of sub-distributors notifying
them that it would no longer sell to
them, legal action was already taken.
Western One-Stop Operations (San
Francisco) had filed with the San
Francisco Federal District Court a
temporary restraining order prevent-
ing Capitol or any of Watson’s com-
petitors from selling Capitol Records
to his accounts. A hearing on the
order was set for Friday, March 6th

at 2 PM (after deadline of this
week’s issue.)
It was learned that NARM had

planned a Board of Directors meeting
on the coast last week to discuss the
Capitol action, but that idea was
shelved and the “emergency” meeting
was never staged.

In general, the feeling throughout
the trade, at the rack and one-stop
manufacturer levels was that Capitol
had other plans “up its sleeve,” or a
second phase program. Some still in-
sisted that Capitol would follow-up
this move by entering the sub-dis-
tribution field. Others guessed that
Capitol would, in the near future,
reinstate the functional discount to
the jobbers and one stops it wanted
to deal with. This, said some, would
be done after ‘“undesirable” jobbers
were cut off from Capitol product.
But Capitol stated that such thinking
had no foundation whatsoever.

The policy announcement definitely
had a shock effect on the racks and
one stops last week. The handful of

jobbers who were informed that Capi-
tol would no longer sell them product
were completely stunned and claimed
they could not understand why they
were cut off. Other sub-distribs still
being sold by Capitol felt that eras-
ing the functional discount was a
“ridiculous” move that would result
in racks carrying only “must” mer-
chandise from the label.

“We take issue with the CRDC
statement that “many of the new
policy changes have long been advo-
cated by many one stops.” Since when
does one consciously agree to give up
a proper functional discount which
has enabled the one stop to make a
legitimate profit on its operation.

“Let us be clear in stating that
this action was not for the benefit,
but on the contrary to the complete
detriment of the one stop as well
as the rack jobber throughout the
nation.

“While discussing benefit, it is our
feeling that the small record dealer,
while initially in favor of the one
price policy will soon see that he will
be unable to compete with the large
user or discount department store in
the sale of the product.

“It is clear from the statement
made by CRDC Vice President Stan
Gortikov that he holds the one stop
and rack jobber responsible for the
short comings of his own sales force
in failing to reach the newer areas
of retail expansion, major discount

houses and chain stores. His answer
is not to “beef up” his sales force so
as to eliminate the vacuum but to do

pricing them out of business or cut-
ting off their supply.

“It is our feeling that Capitol’s
“stand for stability” is a drastic and
unfortunate step backwards and
represents a harmful and pernicious
movement aimed at the life and well

small dealers) said that the new plan
would not have an earth shattering
efftect on them. One said, “We’'ll con-
tinue to sell Capitol LP’s to our ac-
counts with our normal mark-up. If
our accounts want to go to Capitol to
buy their LP’s at the same price we
pay, let them go. We’ll just decrease
our inventory and carry only what
our clients are willing to buy and
what we can make a profit on. We
never carried catalog anyway so the
change won’t be bad.”

But Irv Perlman, president of
ROSA, the Record One-Stop Associa-
tion, acting as ROSA ° spokesman,
blasted Capitol for its step (See other
story this page.) (Perlman’s . J.
Morgan One-Stop Operation in Phila-
delphia was one of the firms cut by
Capitol).

There is no doubt that sub-distribu-
tors are going to attempt to put
Capitol through the mill in the com-
ing weeks and months. Almost all
seemed to jump at this opportunity
to rap the quality of the Capitol
catalog with such embittered com-
ments as ‘“The only artists Capitol
have that I must have are the Bea-
tles, the rest are finished. I'm not
going to stock any of the slower mov-
ing catalog names and their classi-
cal LP’s are as good as dead now.”
Some of the large retail operations
and discount stores, dissatisfied with
the Capitol move because it raises
their prices, also indicated that they
would stock only “must” product.

It is obvious that many important
accounts are planning approaches de-
signed to make Capitol crack and
return to “deal” merchandising again.

It is also interesting to note that
many of the people contacted by Cash
Box on the Capitol policy change,
many of whom last July expressed
horror over the Columbia LP policy
change, now seem to refer to Colum-
bia’s “Age of Reason” program as a
fair approach and a step that Capi-
tol should have taken rather than
go ‘‘as far as it did.”

At dead line, the other major la-
bels still had made no official an-
nouncements as to policy changes, if
any, following the Capitol plan.

RCA Victor To Bow
“‘Vintage Series’’

NEW YORK—RCA Victor Records
announced last week (5) that as a
result of countless consumer requests
over the years, it has inaugurated a
“Vintage Series” which will highlight
re-issued selected performances by
great personalities of the pop, jazz
and folk music world. The program
will begin in June with the release of
four ‘Vintage' albums.

Brad McCuen, coordinator of the
new series, indicated that every se-
lection from every album has been
carefully re-mastered using the latest
techniques, but that the artistic
values of the performances were of
prime concern throughout the many
hours of professional attention given
to the project. Each album will have
an increased playing time and in-
clude equivalent of 16 songs. De-
tailed, in-depth liner notes by recog-
nized authorities have been written
for each album. The label’s suggested
retail price for the ‘Vintage Series’
is $4.98. ) ]

The series will debut in June with
the release of four albums, and then
continue every second month with
two new issues for a minimum of 12
‘Vintage’ albums per year. Scheduled
for the first release are ‘“Dust Bowl
Ballads” by Woody Guthrie, high-
lighting two tunes never issued be-
fore; the Kurt Weill-Ira Gershwin
musical “Lady In The Dark” with
Gertrude Lawrence, its original star,
and Weill’s “Down In The Valley”;
“Body And Soul—The Jazz Autobi-
ography of Coleman Hawkins,” which
traces Hawkins’ career from 1927 and
Fletcher Henderson to the 1963 New-
port Jazz Festival; and finally, “The
Great Isham Jones Orchestra,” which
includes 16 selections recorded from
1932-34 during the height of Jones’

career.

C-P’s ‘63 Sales, Earnings
Dip Following ‘62’s
Twist Bonanza

NEW YORK-—Cameo-Parkway Rec-
ords had a sharp decrease in sales
and earnings in 1963 following record
earnings in 1962, the year the label
cashed-in the twist fad.

In an annual report to stockholders,
Bernie Lowe, president of the label,
traded on the American Exchange,
reported that net sales for 1963 were
$4,838,473, compared to 1962’s $7,-
656,987. 1963’s net income after taxes
was $665,498 and earnings per share
were $1.10, against $949,805 and $1.57
in 1962.

Looking ahead, Lowe told share-
holders that “management is confi-
dent that our growing list of hit-re-
cording artists and related operations
.. . have enlarged our base of earn-
ings and increased our potential for
growth. This feeling was expressed
in Oct. when the board of directors
raised the quarterly dividend from
10 to 13¢ per share.”

Lowe stated that the label will con-
tinue to concentrate on appealing to
the ‘“growing teenage market—the

market which we feel holds the
greatest profit potential for the com-
pany.”

During 1963, the report goes on,
C-P paid out more than $100,000 in
dividends and invested more than
$6500,000 in the expansion and diver-
sification of operations.

Besides its disk releasing opera-
tions, C-P receives income from its
ownership of two publishing com-
panies, Cameo-Parkway (BMI) and
Wyncote (ASCAP), Silver Plastics,
a pressing plant, Chips Distributing,
the Philly distrib and recording
studios.

“PARADISE”—Arthur Lyman—Crescendo GNP

Arthur Lyman’s inherent feeling for music with

by Lyman’s distinctive use of instrumentation
and the superb musicianship of each member of
the group. Lyman admirers will find much to
please them here with “Poinciana,” “Stranger In
Paradise” and “Now Is The Hour.”

“SANDS OF GOLD"—Webb Pierce—DL 74486
Webb Pierce, a consistent sales stalwart for
Decca, serves up a dozen country tunes in his
very personal and distinctive manner on this new
album outing from the label. Most of the tunes
here are new and near-recent, including his latest
chart-single, “If The Back Door Could Talk.” The
country songster also offers lilting treatments of
“Sands Of Gold,” “Those Wonderful Years” and
“Detroit City.” Sounds like money in the bank
for Pierce.

“MARTA SCHLAMME SAYS KISSIN’S NO SIN

Martha Schlamme, who has earned many laurels
in the past for various pop musical stylings,
jumps on the folk bandwagon with this excellent
set of Scottish favorites from MGM.

“BOSS DRAG”—T-Bones—Liberty LRP 3346

Weissman displays a rich, wide-
range voice and ethnie delivery as he goes
through his paces with polish and verve. While
backing himself on the guitar, the chanter dishes-
up splendid readings of “He Had A Long Chain
On,” “Portland Town” and “Wartime Blues.”

“LOS INDIOS TABA-JARAS”—Aravel AB 2001
Although Los Indios Taba-Jaras first gained an
international reputation with their recording of
“Maria Elena” on RCA Victor, the duo also has a
fine understanding of the Latin folk idiom as
evidenced by this top-notch disk from Aravel.

Audio Fidelity AFLP 2124

Clyde Moody’s long legions of country fans
should really dig this Starday album on which
the vet chanter-guitarist offers a program of his
previous hits. The songster demonstrates that he
still has a potent, rich, wide-range baritone voice
as he renders “Nobody’s Business,” “Whispering
Pines” and “What It Means To Be Lonesome.”
Plenty of potential here.

“HALLELUJAH THE HILLS”—Original Sound-
track—Fontana MGF 27524

Adolf Mekas’ “Hallelujah The Hills” has been
hailed as one of the crowning art-film achieve-
ments of the year. The off-beat, wacky comedy
was greatly enhanced by an almost as absurd
score composed by Meyer Kupferman. The musie,
whlch, for the main, has an interesting semi-
classical flavor, is divided into various distinctive
segments each of which underlines a significant
action in the flick. A thoroughly delightful listen-
ing experience.

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NARAS-NYU Premier Symposium
0ff To Stimulating Start

| NEW YORK — The third annual
NARAS-New York University co-
sponsored symposium on the record-
ing arts and sciences began last week
(4) with a stimulating discussion on
“The Influence Of Records On Music”
held here in the Mystic Room of the
Hotel Lancaster.

The panel, moderated by indie pro-
ducer and N.Y. NARAS president
George Avakian, boasted an ecletic,
cultivated cross-section of industry
luminaries, including John Hammond,
Columbia’s director of talent acquisi-
tion, RCA Victor veep and general
manager George Marek and Bob
Rolontz of the soon-to-bow Music
Business Magazine. After Avakian
made some introductory remarks
greeting the ‘“pupilage,” the chair
was turned over to John Hammond
who offered an informal talk on the
early history of the disk biz.

The Columbia executive’s discourse,
rendered in the form of capsular, his-
torical footnotes, rapidly skip-jumped
i from the incipient, hectic turn-of-the-
| century days of cylinder recordings
up to the dawn of the present indus-
try in 1925 with the advent of electric
| disks. Hammond noted that, because
the primitive recording machines
couldn’t cut bass frequencies, fidelity
> | was atrocious, and records were ini-
tially regulated to back-seat status
as penny arcade novelties. The human
voice, however, could be recorded
with adequate sound and the first
best-sellers were in the fields of com-
edy and opera. As an interesting side-
light to the recent comedy trend, he
mentioned that Okeh’s “Laughing
Record” sold over 3 million units—40
vears ago. In conclusion Hammond
said jazz almost completely owes it’s
popularity to the early location Dixie-
land disks made by the major labels,

Bob Rolontz was concerned with
the rock ’'n’ roll explosion during the
past decade. His intriguing premise
was that in today’s pop music busi-
ness the only way to expose new
music to the public is on records.
Rolontz contended that the rock era
swept clean the big band-oriented
composers and brought in a new
group of performer-writers who cre-
ate material tailor-made for their teen
fans. The obvious manifestation of
this adolescent syndrome in the cur-
rent business is that the songs reflect
the problems and concerns of the
young. The journalist noted that the
songs deal with subjects which young
people can readily identify. In sum-
ming up, Rolontz emphatically stated:
“Music on records sets the trend and
all the people in the business follow
these trends.”

George Marek devoted his portion
of the program to a lively discussion
of serious music. According to the
Victor exee, the public’s recent aware-
ness of sound values demands a high
standard of performance on classical
recordings. He stressed that with the
hi-fi stereo craze, excellent fidelity
is a major factor in a significant
classical sale. Marek mentioned that
recordings have helped promulgate
a market for intimate and chamber
music as evidenced by the current
intensive interest in Vivaldi. Albums,
he said, have also benefited opera and
other long, massive works that are
difficult to similate at one hall sitting.
Marek said that the growth of elassi-

cal records in recent years can be

Meanwhile, RIC executives, both in
Nashville and New York, are inter-
viewing personnel prospects and
readving products for the label’s first
release.

future, when he is urged by needs of
money for printing jackets and press-
ing records, and paying his employees.

The development of local artists
and facilities for recordings make it
now more profitable to record a tune
in town and sell it immediately, pay-
ing only the musicians and studio.
Besides, he knows that the waxing is
suitable for the market, while in the
case of importing a new catalog, he
will have to promote it and invest
even more money to try to recover
the payment he made some time ago.

Local manufacturers {(and music
publishers, too) question also the ad-
vance matter from the promotional
and artistic points of view, too. “The
money we send before the records
are made,” explained several of them,
“Iis money we won’t be able to use to
release more records from the cata-
log, and promote the artists it con-
tains.” In general, there are no ob-
jections against the arrangement of
a certain number of yearly releases,
and most reps are above this mark;
their outings are more limited by the
lack of possibilities of pressing and
distributing than by other faets. On
the publishing side, a publisher will
sign fewer contracts with pubberies
from other countries and work more
on local products, which he may be
able to sell afterwards. This, of
course, reduces the possibilities of
foreign publishers of selling more
tunes (and getting more money) at
the same time.

On the artistic side, the objection
is: the catalog may be useful in the

| States, or Europe, but its value in the
| local market has to be proven yet:

the representative pays money for
something that he doesn’t know will
work well.

Of course, everybody knows the
main objection offered by the original
publisher or diskery: “the advance is
the only way to receive some money
for the records; nobody hears a word
about royalty payments after the rec-
ords are sold.” There are several
reasonable answers to it. First, local
companies are now firmly established
firms. Night runners may be very
easily avoided: it is very simply to
get impartial information and finan-
cial reports. In spite of the situation,
in Argentina only two companies
stopped operating during the last
four years, and in both cases, they
Were companies with weak starts.

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DENMARK

The local Song Festival in Denmark this year became something of a great
surprise to DBC-TV, it has learned in Copenhagen. The TV viewers were
invited to vote for the song they liked best by mailing postcards to DBC-TV
and voting on one song only. DBC-TV had expected some 80,000 postcards,
or perhaps as many as 100,000, coming in, as it did not feel that there was
any great interest in this matter. Altogether they got 233,465 postcards, of
which 102,171 had the winning song, around 80,000 voted on the song coming
in second and around 15,000 had the third song listed. No figures have been
published for the other six songs in the competition, but obviously, they had
to share the 36.000 votes left. This great interest in the local Festival was
no douht somethirg to think about for DBC-TV, which has declared that for
the future Denmark will withdraw from annual Song Festivals arranged by
the European TV net. One reason for the withdrawal is said being the lack
of interest in the local Festivals, Cash Box learned in Copenhagen last week.
If DBC-TV will take its decision under new consideration after this is another
story, and nobody at DBC-TV would answer that question.

So far, five of the songs in the local Danish Song Festival are available
on records. “Sangen om dig” (The Song About You), the winning song, is
available at Odeon with Bjorn Tidmand, who also will represent Denmark
on March 21 with this song. “Det Er En Forskel” (It Is A Difference), the
second song recorded by Vivian and Berit on Polydor, “Shangri-La,” ending
in the third spot, will be recorded by Dario Campeotto on Sonet in the be.
ginning of March, and of the other songs, Raquel Rastenni has recorded
“Vi Taler Samme Sprog” (We Speak The Same Language) on Sonet, and
on the same label is also “Ugler I Mosen” {(There Is Mischief Brewing)
recorded by Greth Sénck and Gustave Winckler. Publisher of the winning
song is Imudico A/S, the second song is handled by Multitone A/S while
the third is being published by Winckler-Produktion. “Ugler 1 Mosen” is
published by Moérks Musikforlag.

Pye and its associate labels have changed their distributor in Denmark
and are now being handled by Mérks Musikforlag. Knut Mérk, head of the
company, was happy to notice that he has a top seller with “Needles And
Pins” with The Searchers.

Suzie, Duteh-born artist, now living in Sweden, will make her first record-
ings in Danish for Sonet early in March. The titles are “Hello Love” and
“Down By The Riverside.” Gustav Winckler will make a Danish version of
“Detroit City” for the same label. The Weedons, a local group, has done
“Shimmy Shimmy” for Sonet and judging from the interest from abroad they
might have got a world hit. Another Sonet group, The Hitmakers, has be-
’cro‘l;ne ¥p1rty popular among others in Finland, where they are very popular

artists.

Also, Morks reports great success abroad. Tonvel Music Inc. in Manila,
Philippines, released five singles from Danish Triola during February. Fermata
in South America has released “Footsteps” and “I Was A Bad Little Boy”
with Mr. Mike in several South American territories. Finally, “Dansevise,”
last year’s Eurovision Song Contest winner, is still very popular and except
from being a standard tune that can be heard once or twice every night
at Copenhagen’s night clubs, it is still being recorded all over the world.
Knut Mérk reported that only a short time ago he was advised of eight
Spanish recordings of the tune.

Al})ert Kleinert of Imudico A/S told Cash Box that this vear’s local Song
Festival winner “Sangen Om Dig” (The Song About You) should have every
chance to be a top seller. Since more than 100,000 people all over Denmark
voted fo_r the song, one could expect them all to buy the EMI record with
Bjorn Tidmand, but even if some don’t, the record should do very well. Of
other songs from Imudico A/S, Kleinert said he is expecting a lot from
“More” from the Italian documentary “Monde Cane” (A Dog’s Life), the
title song from “Bye Bye Birdie” and the songs from “How To Succeed
In Business Without Really Trying” by Frank Loesser. Imudico has the rights
to this musical which will open in Copenhagen this autumn with Preben
Uglehjerg in the leading role. Imudico also has “5-4-3-2-1,” which has been
high on the charts.

It seems that Tony Dallara, one of our most outstanding talents, has reached
a strong popularity in Japan thanks to his recording of “La Novia.” Cash Box
has been j_nformed that the record is fast climbing the charts. Following this
success, King Records, one of the leading Japanese firms, has immediately re-
quested of Tony Dallara the Japanese recording of the recent San Remo hit
“Come Potrei Dimenticarti.” The Japanese version will be published in Japan
coupled with the original Italian recording of the same title.

Cash Box had the pleasure to discuss with Mr. Mazzochi, A & R Manager of
Carisch, the wonderful exploitation of the Beatles, recordings in Italy: of
course, he expressed his complete satisfaction. Until now, the reaction in Italy
has not been too strong like, for example, in the States, but there is a very
great obstacle: language. To note, therefore, it must be considered as a great
result if the Beatles, original English version reach in our country top posi-
tions on the charts, even if they are not first on the list of best selling records.
On the other hand, for a complete and absolute success of this group here a
personal appearance on our TV is necessary. We hope to see them here soon.
In the meantime, let’s announce that Carisch has released the second LP
of the Beatles, containing twelve new numbers. The album has obtained an im-
mediate strong reaction on our market.

Gigliola Cinquetti has a very busy schedule since her San Remo victory. Per-
sonal appearances throughout Italy, foreign language recordings of her win-
ning song and other songs of her repertoire (up to now, she has recorded in
Spanish, German and is about to cut in French), TV appearances in Barcelona,
others will follow in Paris, Saarbrucken, Brussels and Zagreb. Moreover, she
will represent Italy in the Eurovision Contest, which this year will take place
in Copenhagen around the middle of March. Gigliola will appear at Paris’
Olympia in March, on the well known program ‘“Musicorama.”

Gene Pitney’s “Quando Vedrai La Mia Ragazza” received a good response
from the Italian public and the record has already sold a solid figure. Gene is
expected in Milan around the end of March to cut new Italian material. Bobby
Rydell’s “Un Bacio Piccolissimo” and the Fraternity Brothers’ ‘“Sabato Sera”
are receiving a good reaction from the Italian market.

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AUSTRALIA

The fantastic world-wide publicity and record sales of the Beatles appears
to be having a good effect on the entire industry. Most record companies report
a lift in catalog sales, part of which surely can be attributed to the renewed
interest in records by many consumers as a result of the Beatles. In all the
years Cash Box has been reporting from Australia, we cannot recall any
success story to come anywhere near matching that of England’s hot export
property. We understand that albums by the Beatles are selling in larger
numbers than many good hit singles at the moment. The promoters of the
Australian tour by the Beatles (set for June) are currently booking local acts
to join the bill.

American musical comedy performer Tom Larson, who came to Australia to
appear in “Camelot” was involved in a motor accident recently at the Mel-
bourne suburb of Doncaster. Two young children were killed in the accident,
but Larson escaped any serious injury. Larson was driving a late model
American car which was involved in a collision with a car which carried six
passengers, including the two who were killed. As a result of the accident,
police have now charged Larson on two counts of manslaughter. Larson has
been released on bail, and the case will come to court on March 23. Meanwhile,
another artist has taken over Larson’s role in “Camelot,” which is now running
at Her Majesty’s Theatre in Melbourne.

American hits including “Southdown U.S.A.)” “Long Tall Texan,” “Daisy
Petal Pickin’,” “Abigail Beecher” and “Who Needs It?.”

Bert Whelan (formerly with A. P. Sykes—record distributors) and Ken
Wheeler (formerly with AWA-RCA Distributors) have both joined the staff of
the record department at the EMI office in Melbourne.

Matters
for the
Association

Time was when the individualistic businessman
in our industry went to bat for himself, and with a
brief orientation, a few drinks over lunch, and a
handshake, he settled the major legislative prob-
lems that may have been causing him a sleepless
night or two. Taxes were of no problem at all as
compared with today’s heavy tax structure and its
effects on not only the coin machine and vending
business but all businesses. Today things are differ-
ent.

As in most instances, especially when we become
involved in government procedures, everything is
high-level and unusually complex in structure. A
legislative proposal to ban a machine originates in
the mind of a local politician who may be pressured
by his church or his patrons and a bill is the end
result. The growing need for funds to finance ex-
panding communities inevitably singles out the coin
machine and a per machine tax is introduced. The
problem is usually to prevent unfair taxation or un-
necessary legislation from being introduced. Once
the bill is written, the job of defeating it is a big one.

As always, however, the politician is in need of
votes and an education into the specific business his
legislation may affect. The trade association is fast
becoming the prime tool of industry and also the
politico’s means of acquiring the votes and the edu-
cation. In fact, it is extremely difficult to get a story
across from the standpoint of an individual. The
cross-section of a large voting group or a nationwide
industry, as opposed to the views of the individual,
serves better to open the mind of the legislator to
the people who must bear the tax payment or abide
by the law.

The coin machine and vending industry has
never before needed the strength which comes from
association, as it does today. As a result, local trade
associations are forming at a rapid rate; existing or-
ganizations are meeting more often and with more
serious discussion; and at the national level, one of
the greatest beneficiaries is the MOA, growing
stronger with each new local-national association
dues arrangement.

NAMA, the national vending association, has in-
creased its staff and its meeting program schedules
as evidenced by the growing number of Council
meets and the Operation Alert campaign. At the
moment, NAMA’s Legislative Council is holding
local meetings across the nation.

The operator who does not support his local
association today is failing in his responsibility to
himself and to his industry. Things will get worse
before they get better as witness the desperate need
in many areas for funds to pay the community’s
way. The only way in which to properly tell your
side of the story is through a sensible program pre-
sented with the official stamp of your business

group.
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Coin Machine Operators Look To

Associations For Legislative Leadership

More and more the coin machine and vending operator is looking for the
answers to major problems affecting his livelihood. The location problems can
usually be settled via a loan, a bonus, or outright refusal and loss of a loca-
tion. In any event, the loss is a singular one. However, when a tax ruling is
handed down the: ruling effects every operator and every machine. When a |
machine is banned, it affects every machine in the state, or as sometimes in
the past, every machine of a type in the nation. Legislation which dictates the
placement of machines and the type locations which may be sought out, again
affects every operator and every machine.

Senate Bill Calls For License
On Coin Machines In NY State

B Ops Call Meeting For
March 11 In NYC

NEW YORK-—Operators throughout
New York State were advised of a
meeting to be held this week, Wednes-
day, March 11, the purpose of which
will be to discuss the contents of
Senate Bill 3569 which has been in-
troduced in Albany.

The Bill, a licensing bill, has been
expected for a long time. Whether or
not the industry will accept or reject
it entirely remains to be seen. The
Bill will be discussed on Wednesday
evening when approximately 100 op-
erators are expected to meet at a
dinner session at the Holiday Inn at
440 West b7th Street here. Represen-
tatives from all of the local associa-
tions will attend the meeting.

The Bill, which was introduced by
Senator Laverne on February 25,
calls for a license to be paid by coin
machine operators.

It has been reported that other
legislation also effecting the industry
will be discussed.

Bill Kobler, Secretary of the Music
Operators of New York, Ine., metro-
politan New York City association,
signed the announcement which was
mailed to members and to association
heads. Non-members are also invited
to attend.

New York State operators have
been threatened with a license for
machines over the years. One has
never come about. However, rather
than suffer an economic setback under
a per machine tax, which could be
crippling, ops have hinted that per-
haps the present Bill which calls for
a two-year licensing fee, would aim
to keep locations out of the coin ma-
chine business. With the growing
number of pool table sales to locations
of late, this could have a bearing on
the feelings of operators. Several
coinmen have indicated that the pen-
alties which are part of the Bill
would be in dispute. The details of

50

this Bill will be discussed and at-
torneys for the associations are ex-
pected to present an evaluation of the
contents at the meeting.

PITTSBURGH—A 60 per cent in-
crease in sales of canned soft drinks
during last summer in Pittsburgh,
Cleveland, and Detroit has been re-
ported by an independent food store
audit. These are the three market
areas in which Jones & Laughlin
Steel Corporation conducted an inten-
sive soft drink promotion.

Walter F. Donaldson, Jr., Manager
of Tin Mill Products Sales for J&L,
said that the audit indicates that not
only did sales of canned soft drinks
inerease, hut sales of soft drinks in
all types of containers increased an
average of 11 per cent.

Reporting on the results of the
audit, Donaldson cites the following
sales figures for the months of June,
July, August, and September, 1963:

Coin Machines
Highlight Nat’l
Antique Show

NEW YORK—A 1904 Caille Broth-
ers’ “Jumbo Success” fortune telling
machine, a 1912 ‘“Violano Virtuosoe”
Mills Novelty Co., music machine, and
a ‘“Madame X” flip-card viewer, all
standing together, might suggest
some mad, mechanized peep-show to

some people, but to most coinmen it

means another Fred Freed exhibit.
The 20th National Antiques Show,
which was held at Madison Square
Garden Feb. 26 through March B,
was supplied by Freed with these ma.
chines and more from his fascinating
collection of coin-operated amusement

| and vending machines. He aptly titled

his exhibit, “The Oldest Penny Ar-
cade in the World.”

One of the most entertaining of |

Freed’s fifteen displays at the show
was the ‘“Violano Virtuoso,” released
by the Mills Novelty Company in
1912. The music machine console, com-
posed of a mechanized clavicord and
violin, played roll-music from opera
to jazz. It was invented in 1905 by
Henry K. Sandell, and according to
Freed, was considered to be one of
the ten greatest American inventions
in its time. Freed used the music ma-
chine to provide background music
for the slide presentations which he
gave to familiarize patrons of the
show with the antique machines in
his exhibit, ! .

Another of the exhibit’s machines
was a 1903 poker card-reel apparatus
which, if operational, would dispense
cigars to the player according to the
size of the poker hand he could rack
up.

Two amusement machines of the
more macabre variety were: the
“Tingler,” which provided the custo-
mer with a self-generated electric
jolt; and a looking-glass apparatus,
which, by the use of mirrors, would
show the person looking in how h}s
head would look as a skull. Freed said
he had to put this last machine out
of operation a few days after the
show began, because “it.scared_ths
wits out of a kid.” A “Mickey Finn
tug-o-war game, the last of an origi-
nal 200 made by Caille Brothers, was
too valuable to allow the show’s visi-
tors to operate it, Freed said.

One of Freed’s two “Uncle Sam”
hand-squeeze games was stuck on its
highest possible score by one custq-
mer who turned out to be Mr. Uni-
verse, according to Freed. y

Many visitors told Freed that his
exhibit was the best in the entire an-
tique show because the operation 'Of
many of the machines, like the ﬂl}"
card viewer with Charlie Chaplin's
“The Tramp,” provided more enf:el”
tainment than the mere observation
of inanimate objects could give. |

Freed has introduced his antique
vendors and amusement machines at
many shows and to quite a few mu
seums. Of the vendors alone, he says
he owns over 120, all unique and dif-
ferent. According to Freed, “these
machines are a phase of Americana
that can’t be ignored.” He was as
sisted at the exhibit by his son Rob-
ert and by a young hostess name
Gail Fogel.
