& THE NEW WRITERS

Theater-goers who live in the peren-
nial try-out towns such as Boston, Phil-
adelphia and Detroit are beginning to
hum (we hope) any number of new
songs that have been written for the
new season’s musical productions.

There’s every possibility that try-out
audiences are witnessing diamonds-in-
the-rough, those shows, now awkward,
unwieldly and over-long, that need
tichtening here and there, a new song
in the second act and — bingo! —
you’re home with a smash hit! In those
rare instances, some hits will come
from productions that had it made al-
most from the start.

If there are going to be hit musicals
next season — and every fall-winter-
spring run on Broadway begets at least
one — some undoubtedly will come
from new writers, either new teams or
individuals working with established
writers.

It is the abundance of new Broad-
way talent that is most satisfying
about Broadway 1964-65. Cynics will
be prone to belittle this development
by declaring that new writing talent is
only filling a vacuum left by the ab-
sence — either by death or age — of
the great show writers.

Maybe so. Bul, isn’t it simply a ques-
tion of one era, as marvelous as it was,
coming to an end and another taking
its place? The sooner the new era gets
a chance to display its wares the better.

The new breed of Broadway writers
has already made its mark. There’s
Jerry Bock and Sheldon Harnick, who
are turning out consistently worthy
scores, and go to bat again next month
with “Fiddler on the Roof.” Jerry
Herman is becoming a master of the
lost art of singable tunes, highlighted
by “Hello, Dolly!,” that andiences are

humming before they walk into the
theater. And then there’s Harvey
Schmidt and Tom Jones, who came
from an Off-B’way triumph, “The Fan-
tastics,” to write the recent hit On-
B’way musical, *“110 in the Shade.”

There’s also a rich vein of show-
music melody being tapped by youth-
ful writers from England. Lionel Bart,
a words-and-music man, has given
Broadway a profuse collection of tune-
ful songs in his ““Oliver!,” as have An-
thony Newley and Leslie Bricusse with
their “Stop the World . . . ”.and its hit
song, “What Kind Of Fool Am I?”

True, it’s a bit early 1o have heard
and passed judgment on the quality of
the words-and-musie that will emanate
from the newcomers this season, but
for the time being we’ll assume that
the producers of the shows and others
with financial stakes in them like what
they’ve been hearing.

In any case, there’s just no sense in
siching over the “Golden Age of Musi-
cals” of the 20’s and 30’s, and making
a blanket dismissal of today’s new crop
of writers, as some show-music observ-
ers do. New writers must be encour-
aged, not so much to breed a new
George and Ira Gershwin and Rodgers
and Hart, but to endow the American
musical theater with talent that can
meet the greater demands of today’s
musical shows, and continue America’s
great musical comedy tradition.

Record companies can do their part,
too. And that would be to listen care-
fully to the new songs that will be
heard this season, and showecase se-
lected numbers with commercial ap-
peal.

We welcome this season’s new show
writers. They will undoubtedly enrich
the musical theater for many seasons
to come.

NEW YORK—The plaintive blues-cry
of any astute A&R producer, who is

By the time he was 21, he had
abandoned the produce business for
the guitar. His reputation enabled him
to get a job with a band in a Bakers-
field, Calif. club. Later, he joined Bill

If it wasn’t for an ill vocalist, the
then non-singing guitarist would
never have become one of the most
popular singers in the country. Owens
had no intention of becoming a singer
during his sideman days until one
night when a singer suddenly took ill.
It was then that a frantic bandleader
looked around in desperation, spied
Owens and pushed him to the miicro-
phone despite his objections.

That push led to appearances on
the Grand Ole Opry and Red Foley
Jubilee U.S.A. Shows. Owens’ career
as a singer began to take shape. In
1956, he signed a Capitol contract but
he had to wait three years before a
song he had written, “Under Your
Spell Again,”” became his first hit.
Since that time, it’s been one hit after
another. He has also shown that in
addition to being a talented singer and
guitarist, he’s quite a songwriter. He’s
written “There Goes My Love,” “Down
On The Corner Of Love,” plus the
majority of his successes over the past
two years.

For the past six years Owens has
lived with his wife and family in
Bakersfield. He still commutes be-
tween the town and the Capitol Tower
for recording but things have changed.
Now, instead of just being one of the
musicians at the session, he’s the
reason for the session.

The huge, sprawling
nation has centralized all production
of sound recordings in a single indus-
try, with an output of 350,000 disks
a day. This bit of insight into the
mechancis of the Soviet disk-industry
was revealed in a story in last week's
(21) New York Times.

The merged organization has em-
barked upon an ambitious program
of rejuvenating old recordings of
well-known Russian and international
vocalists and instrumentalists.

The new set-up includes all re-
cording studios in Moscow and in the
capitals of the Soviet republics and
In major provincial cities, as well ag
the country’s four pressing plants,

The merger and production plans
were disclosed in an interview with
N. I. Mokhov, director of the new
national recording organization, which
is known as Melodia, and with B. D.
Vladimirsky, head of the Central
Recording Studio. The Times picked
up the story from an account of the
interview which appeared in Trud,
the trade union newspaper.

One of the soon-to-be-released rec-
ords intended for mass consumption
is a series of recollections about
Lenin by his late wife and other
pprdsonalities of the early Soviet pe-
riod.

The restoration of old sound tracks
will be mainly those where composers
played their own works. They include
Busoni, Paderewski, Rachmaninoff
and Prokofiev.

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Tadashi Hino, manager of Imported Matrix of Nippon Grammophone, who
went to the continent on 27th of May, returned Tokyo from his two months’
trip around Germany, France, Sweden and the United States. Main object
in his flight to the Continent was to visit Deutche Grammophone in order to
set up a smoother operations. Hino said that he had visited the recording
studios in Berlin and Paris and everywhere he talked with the directors about
his plans of recording for the Japanese market.

Regarding M.G.M., which will terminate their
contract with Nippon Columbia on the last day of September, Morita, an
executive director of Nippon Grammophone, said that Nippon Grammophone
did not have direct connection with M.G.M., but it was possible that Nippon
Grammophone might import M.G.M. through Deutche Grammophone which
had a contract with M.G.M. He also anounced that Nippon Grammophone has
not decided yet whether they will have a contract with M.G.M. in near future
or not.

Italian songstress Rita Pavone’s first English recording ‘“Remember Me”
is going to be released by Victor Company of Japan in September. Flip side
is “One More Kiss.”

Hachidai Nakamura, composer of ‘“Sukiyaki,” who will be in the United
States for one year in Aug. with his family, is making his last recording on
Toshiba Records as an arranger and conductor.

Another well-known EMI artist, Frank Pourcel was guest of Italy during the
week. He comes to Milan to discuss with various execs of our one Radio and TV
set-up, RAI-TV. It seems that this top French orchestra conductor will be the
star-guest of our TV for a series of four TV shows.

After the seasonal period of rest due to the summer holidays Cash Box is
receiving first news concerning the new product for the new season. While on
the subject of Pourcel, let’s announce that Emi Italiana has just released his
recordings “for orchestra only” of the two greatest San Remo 1964 Italian
hits, “Una Lacrima Sul Viso” and “Non Ho L’Eta’ Per Amarti”.

Also just released by Emi, Italiana are two new Italian recordings by Gilbert
Becaud. The two titles performed by the artist are “Morire A Capri” and
“Toi”. Becaud was also a recent guest of our country, where he filmed a bit
on the TV show of Giorgio Gaber (Ricordi), tabbed “Questo O Questo”.

The record industry has made available to the juke
box operator the adult music he has asked for, in the
form of the little Ip, but unless the producer—the rec-
ord firms—and the recipient—the operator—and other
parties interested in its progress—namely juke box dis-
tributors and one-stops, offer full support to this pro-
gram, the new product could take longer than is neces-
sary to be a complete success. Observations made from
a vantage point which provides full view of all of these
levels of the industry prompt comment at this time to
insure that the litile Ip receives the attention it deserves.

With Columbia Records already on the market,
through its own distributors and independent one-stops,
with six little lp do-it-yourself kits plus more to come,
RCA Victor channeling its seven-inch disks to company
owned outlets, and the one-stops, and now Kapp Records
with ten initial releases in little lIp form, plus RIC, Ca-
nadian-American and Sue Records product announced
two weeks ago, the market is beginning to take form.
With all due respect to the high calibre of music, and
acknowledging the void which is being filled, suffice it
to say that even pure gold at discount prices must be pro-
moted.

The Seeburg Sales Corporation has long since proven
that there is a definite market for the little lIp and that
patrons in the nation’s locations want this adult album
music. Disk sales from Seeburg distributor showrooms
confirm this. Now that the record companies have made
the 33 rpm disks available through normal distribution
channels, it is up to the diskeries, the distributors, the
one-stops and the juke box distributor—the point of sale
for the 45-33 rpm phonographs—to promote the little

Ip.

In spite of current record company promeotion pro-
grams, it is our suggestion that the labels also concen-
trate on the juke box distributor in every city in this
couniry. Notices advising of the availability of the prod-
uct at the one-stop in each town where a juke box distrib
is located would speed the process of getting the disks
into the hands of the operators. All new equipment now
has provision for programming of the 33 speed records.
Unless the machine distributor knows the source of sup-
ply for these disks, the machines may go into location
without sufficient 33 programming. It will then be up to
the individual operator to obtain them. This is avoided
once the juke box distrib is alerted.

Strange as it may seem, the business of selling juke
boxes does not necessarily call for complete understand-
ing of the business of selling records. Once the record
company informs the distributor however, he will more
quickly use the product. From this point on the opera-
tor is on his own. As mentioned at the outset, the little
Ip brings in additional income. But he must start with the
knowledge necessary. It can come from the label or the
one-stop, or it can come from the juke box distributor.
Otherwise. the machines designed to play the records
may not be programmed to the fullest extent.

It would be logical to assume that other record com-
panies are considering little Ip production for general
operator consumption. Let’s not expect the new prod-
uct to take hold simply because it has value and because
there is a need for it. This is a shining example of having
to take the interested parties by the hand. Once the litile
lp is receiving the coverage it deserves, the momentum
will then carry it on to its grealest potential.
