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INTERNATIONAL
TIES

The international structure of
the record industry continues to
change radically and at an increas-
ingly rapid pace. Although RCA
Victor owned record companies
abroad as far back as the 1930’s
the post-war period has seen many
important intercontinental changes
evolve that have shaped the record
industry as we know it today and
established the foundation for the
record industry of tomorrow.

In 1947 British Decca formed
London Records in America result-
ing in tighter international bonds
and later giving British Decca an in
on hot American product through
the London Group labels.

More recently E.M.I. strength-
ened its international structure
when it purchased Capitol Records
giving the company an American
outlet for its hot artists and provid-
ing a direct tie for hot American
names. Philips accomplished a sim-
ilar objective when it purchased
Mercury Records of America only
a few years ago. The effect of such
negotiations and agreements was
certainly magnified during the past
nine months.

This week the disk world will

witness another giant step in the rec-

ord industry’s march of time when
CBS, Columbia Records’ parent
company, formally announces the
purchase of England’s Oriole label.
Although the Oriole label, relative-
ly speaking, is smaller than Capitol
and Mercury were when they were
purchased, it is logical to assume
that in time CBS finances, know-
how and important catalog will
eventually result in another major
company developing in the United
Kingdom, and in due time, prob-
ably in all markets of the world.

The CBS-Oriole agreement is just
one isolated event in the drastic in-
ternational face-lifting we have
seen taking place in the world of
entertainment since the end of
World War Two. The international
acceptance of films helped break
down much limited thinking. The
success of the legit theatre on both
continents erased more non-exist-
ent boundaries. Shorter flying time
also did much. Now with the pros-
pect in the 1970’s of two and three
hour trips to Europe from Amer-
ica, and the tremendous public
faith in the potential of the Com-
munications Satellite it is quite evi-
dent that there is still endless room
for growth. And much of the
growth potential is aimed interna-
tionally.

NEW YORK-—CBS becomes the first
American firm to enter the British
market as an owner of a label in the
United Kingdom. Columbia Records
of America makes this important step
when it formally announces today
(Mon. Sept. 21) to the British trade
press and record industry that CBS
has purchased the Oriole label. The
announcement will be made jointly by
Goddard Lieberson, president of Co-
lumbia Records; Harvey Schein, vice
president of Columbia’s International
Division; Peter de Rougemont, Co-
lumbia’s European Director; and
Morris Levy president of England’s
Oriole label at the Dorchester Hotel
in London.

According to Harvey Schein, the
purchase of Oriole gives CBS a foot-
hold in the British market from which
it hopes to grow into a full-fledged
major label in England. With the pur-
chase of Oriole, CBS acquires a

MURRAY KAUFMAN GROSSES
$204,000 IN 10 DAY
STINT; SETS NEW RECORD

NEW YORK--The Murray “The K”
Show, the Labor Day holiday rock
and roll fest at the Brooklyn Fox
Theater from Sept. 3 through Sept.
13, set a new box-office record in the
Metropolitan area for shows of its
kind—the popular WINS spinner and
his troup grossed $204,000 for the 10-
day period.

The closest anyone has ever come
to this total was almost a decade ago
when Alan Freed reaped in $230,000
for a 14-day period, which on a per
diem basis is less than the Murray
Kaufman show.

Kaufman’s coterie of teen-appeal-
ing performers included 13 of the
hottest record acts from this country
and England, most of whom have hit
top-of-the-chart status at one time or
another. A generous sampling of
American and British talent included
Marvin Gaye, the Miracles, the
Searchers, Martha and the Vandellas,
the Newbeats, Millie Small, Dusty
Springfield, the Temptations, the
Ronettes, the Dovells, Jay & the
Americans, the Contours and the
Shangri-Las.

Rock and roll shows have estab-
lished themselves as traditional high
spots during holiday seasons through-
out the year in the New York area
and the success of the recent Murray
“The K”-Brooklyn Fox production
would seem to indicate they'll con-
tinue to be key holiday fare for years
to come.

rumors of the CBS-Oriole deal arose

in England during negotiations which
led up to the agreement, many in the
record business in Engiand expressed

a fear that CBS would immediately
try to inject American disk practices
into the British record business—dis-
counting, etec.

Just as
many of the American labels are
owned by firms from other nations,
their labels are never considered any-
thing but American labels by the
American record buyer.”

At present Oriole is a relatively
small British label when compared
with the giant firms who have domi-
nated the British market for many
vears. But early in 1965, when the
CBS label’s distribution agreement
expires with Philips Records, CBS’s
increasingly popular catalog is Eng-
land will be distributed by CBS itself.
Although it was not confirmed, it is
possible that at that time all of the
labels will be joined under one CBS
banner. “And we expect to distribute
through normal distribution chan-
nels,” said Schein.

For The Disk Gourmet

NEW YORK—In this era when, in
order to be successful, an album often
has to sell to tremendous quantities
to justify the cost of its production
and marketing, what has become of
that round peg in a square hole—the
connoisseur ? Is it no longer possible
to create a disk line custom-tailored
to this sophisticated segment of the
record-huying public? Emphatically
no says London Records whose broad
261-title catalog of “imports” is espe-
cially designed for Mr. Un-average.

Leo H. Hofberg, the label’s man-
ager of special products, has explored
a fresh and adventurous approach to
repertoire which many American com-
panies have hesitated to pursue. On
London’s part, the series of imports
is a meaningful cultural investment
which fulfills a genuine need in cre-
ating imaginative record catalogs for
the connoisseur and those music
lovers whose tastes run to the eso-
teric.

One group of such recordings is the
Das Alte Werk line which London
imports from Telefunken’s custom de-
partment in Germany. These records,

Spain”; and Telemann’s “Six Sonatas
For Recorder And Basso Continuo.”

Among its extensive variety of im-
ported records which London is dis-
tributing is the Argo catalog. Th_1s
line is a veritahle cornucopia of dif-
ferent concepts. One part of the Argo
series contains a handsome sampling
of spoken-word releases including the
complete works of Shakespeare. In
addition, are the recordings of the

English poets, literally, a program
from Chaucer to Yeats, a program
which, when completed, will run to

over 60 albums, and in each instance
will feature recitations of these lit-
erary treasures by Britain’s great
legit stars, such as Dame Peggy Ash-
croft, Max Adrian, Alan Bates, etc.
One interesting release is “The Pro-
logue To The Canterbury Tales,” read
in Middle English by Neville Coghill.

Another part of the Argo catalog
is the Transport Series. These disks
are designed for the aficionado of mo-
toring or the incurable romantic, for
whom the echo of a railway whistle or
the revving-up of airplane engines is
sheer poetry. In many instances the
LP’s in this series carry a commen-
tary

The Argo line also has a small but
distinguished Music Series. These al-
bums are marked by a great variety
of musical coneepts and a historic
sense of styles, be it the “Festival Of
Lessons And Carols,” Schoenberg’s
“Pierrot Lunaire” or John Dowland‘s
“Ayres For Four Voices.”

London’s selection of imports is
rounded-out hy the Editions L’Oiseau-
Lyre, the label’s ‘“senior” catalog of
imported music. This series, which
introduced counter-tenor Alfred Del-
ler to the American public, serves as
springhoard for a varied selection of
baroque product such as “Jacobean
Consort Musie,” Purcell’s “Come Ye
Sons Of Art” and “Masters Of Early
English Keyboard Music.”

The U. S. is the largest record mar-
ket in the world. Obviously, the entire
gamut of recorded product, from the
Beatles to Bach, has loyal fans. In a
‘business of rapidly-changing trends,
London Records is successfully re-
establishing the merit of the catalog
concept via its interesting series of
imports.

Everybody in the record business is back from holidays and both music
capitals, Madrid and Barcelona, are beginning a new season. Everybody ex-
pects big success for the new records. A tragedy last week, happened when
24 year old Luis Sartorius, former promotion manager of Fonogram and now
in charge of A&R in a new label, Novola, died in a car accident. Luis was one
of the first to find a new sound for Spanish groups and he was, perhaps, a
leader of the trend. Early last summer he entered Zafiro (the company who
launched Novola) and began to work with some groups. One of his successes
was an instrumental version of the “Zorongo Gitano” by Garcia Lorca, played
by Los Tonys in a single record produced by Luis. Luis’ death is a loss to the
world of young music in Spain.

The record market hasn’t shown any influence of the festivals held during
the summer. The first prize in Benidorm was for ‘“Eternidad” and second for
“El Barco La Mar Y El Viento.” Nobody knows these songs. Hopes are for the
Mediterranean Song Contest that is going to be held in Barcelona at the end
of September.

Most of the companies have begun with their first releases for the season.
Hispavox with Trini Lopez, Nancy Sinatra and Pepino di Capri’s new records.
Odeén with more Beatles (specially “A Hard Day’s Night” song, because the
premier of the film is very near) and some Spanish groups. RCA with hits
from Italy and France (Sylvie Vartan, Gianni Morandi, Rita Pavone, Alain
Barriera, Jimmy Fontana) and a sure national smash: the “pasodoble” dedi-
cated to “El Cordobés” (most famous bullfighter since Manolete), composed
by Augustin Lara and sung by Alejandro Algara. Zafiro continues with his
single effort, but without support from other companies. Belter has issued
songs by The Cinco Latinos, now on a trip to Buenos Aires. Discophon has
some new jazz releases. 13,000,000 tourists came to Spain . . . and bought rec-

| ords of “fiamenco.”

Female TV Artiste” section they claimed 4th, 3rd and 1st respectively.

Normally record sales begin to fall off in June as summer gets under way.
Not so in boom year 1964. Manufacturers’ sales of gramophone records in June,
valued at £1,522,000 were more than half as high again as in June last year.
Home sales increased by nearly two-thirds and export sales by one quarter.
In the first six months of 1964 taken as a whole, home and export sales
increased by over one third and 13 per cent respectively compared with the
corresponding period of 1963.

Production levels of both 45 r.p.m. records continued to expand in June when
they were well above a year earlier. In the first six months of this year pro-
duction of 45 r.p.m. and 33 1/3 r.p.m. records increased by about one third and
one quarter respectively compared with the same period in 1963. Output of
78 r.p.m. records in this period fell by nearly two thirds.

RCA Victor’s national sales meeting wound up in spectacular fashion re-
cently at the label’s Smiths Falls, Ontario plant as fifteen salés reps from all
Canadian territories placed phone calls to key dealers in their home areas, to

outline the highlights of the diskery’s fall sales program and detail many of |

the new items available. As the sales reps were placing their calls the ship-
ping department was standing by. Dealers purchased, over the phone, some
sixty six thousand individual units as the RCA sales people worked on the
unique long distance selling program for just over an hour. No sooner did a
sales person complete the telephone transaction with a dealer by phone than
the shipping departinent had the best part of that dealer’s order rolling out
of the plant. The extraordinary long distance sales blitz and immediate ship-
ping arrangements resulted in most dealers having new RCA Fall program
items on the shelves on the day after Labour Day. The sales blitz took place
immediately at the close of the company'’s gathering immediately before
Labour Day.

New Rod Meclkuen song out on Dot by Jimmie Rodgers looks like it could
be another biggie for Jim. It’s entitled “Someplace Green.”

“Last Kiss” by J. Frank Wilson on Jubilee is a big sales mover in the Mont-
real area reports Quality’s Clyde McGregor.

CKGM and seems certain to do well for the Phonodisc folks.

One of several deejays from across the Country in for the Montreal Beatle
appearance was Dave Lafave of Halifax’s CJCH-Radio. Another spinner mak-
ing the Beatle scene and taking time out for a C.B. visit was CKOY-Ottawa’s
Nelson Davis.

Big item currently for the Compo crew is a newie by Jay and the Americans
on U.A, “Come A Little Closer.” It has that Tex-Mex hit sound that could
carry it right into the Country’s top ten. Another Compo biggie will probably
be Dean Martin's newest Reprise outing, “The Door Is Still Open.” Early air
play on both have been encouraging for the Compo guys.

Mike Stephens’ ‘“21 Discotheque” debuted (11/9) at Montreal’s Grand Motor
Hotel. Aiming his presentation at the City’s young adults and playing a good
deal of the recent and not so recent pops of the past, the one-time deejay
played host to an S.R.O crowd at the opening night of his latest showbiz ven-
ture.

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As strange as it may sound, Germany is turning into a hotbed of English
language beat music production. Actually, it’s a logical development. Hamburg,
Germany is the actual home of the so called Liverpool sound. It all started
several years ago with the “Top Ten” Club, a night club in the port area of
Hamburg which imported English rock and roll groups to play there. The
mainstays of the club were Tony Sheridan and his Beat Brothers who later be-
came none other than The Beatles. Manfred Weissleder, another ciub owner
bought an old movie house and opened up The Star Club and hired Tony and
his group away. The beat brothers made a few recordings for Polydor here
along with Tony and one of them “My Bonnie” even sold 100,000 records in
1962. Four of the beat brothers went back to England and reorganized as The
Beatles and the rest is history. However, Weissleder has continued to start
groups like The Searchers, The Swinging Blue Jeans, and many many others.
There are always five to six groups appearing at his club and the “Top Ten
Club” books in a few bands every month as well. Of course, several clubs there
have now copied the example and have booked in groups from England to
appear. Several of the old Polydor waxings such as “My Bonnie,” “Ain’t She
Sweet” etc. have done great business all over the world. Polydor expanded their
activities and hired Paul Murphy from England in their A&R department to
record groups and have done great business. Many of the record firms including
Ariola, Philips, CBS, and Teldec have done live recordings with groups at the
Star Club and most of the LP’s released have done LP business ranging from

15 to 30,000 which is a very respectable sum for this country. Now Weissleder |

together with publisher Hans Beierlein has started the Star Club label and
Philips will handle distribution here. Another project includes the opening of
Star Clubs in 20 major cities in Germany with groups doing the circuit. The
major project however is the opening of a so called pirate radio station in the
North Sea called Star Club Radio which will broadcast the top tunes on a com-

" mercial basis 12 hours a day. The station is due to open soon. Beat music is

becoming big business all over the world and the German export should shoot
up as a result of the records being made in the international English language.
Names developed right here include King Size Taylor and his Dominos, Bobby
Patrick and the Big Six and the German group The Ratties who have done
appearances in Liverpool with great success. The recent tour of The Rattles
along with a new group called The Liverpools and several top German stars
was the first really big profit maker of the last 8 months at the box office.
We’'ll continue to report on this exciting development as it happens.

Zeca, Moreno E Moreninho, Ze Mariano E Tibaci, Irmids Cavalcanti, Mario E
Marin and the Trio Repentista. Also under contract Vadico E Vidoco, Duo
(:lacial, Antonia, Antoninha E Darcy, Santinho and Os Diabolicos.

J. Rahmi, general manager of Chantecler announces through his Promo
Dept.: the soundtrack from the film ‘O Vale Das Rosas”, recently shot in
Pocos de Caldas, with numbers sung by L.é Romano and Ely Camargo, had a
good reception in Italy. The songster Albert, of the teen group, who had a
successful tour in Argentina and Uruguay, pacted with the label. The voung
artist is also a member of the “Clan Club”. Ely Camargo, exclusive artist of
Chantecler, was awarded in Rio de Janeiro with the Diploma of the Crities
Club of the Record, as the best folk music singer of 1¢63. The chanter of the
label José Augusto cut recently a bolero, “Esta Noite Eu Queria Que O Mundo
Acabasse” for the Bolivian market, where the artist’s records have good ac-
ceptance. Another award for another exclusive artist of the company was
for Eudoxia De Barros: “Gramofone De Quro” of the ‘“Association of Critics
of Rio de Janeiro”.

Two new releases of Discos Continental on the market: an LP—*“Great
Best Sellers Vol. 2”, with the Continental Orchestra, and’a Compact-33, fea-
turing the attractive songstress of the company Dorothy. singing “Samba
Sem Porqué” “Sai Do Meu Coracao”, “Siga” and “Noés Dois E Mais Ninguem.”
A special mention for the subsidiary label “Disquinho”, specialized in disks
for children: colourful jackets and disks, well cared stories, very good inter-
pretation and excellent musical background.

The news from Musidise comes this time from the man in charge of the
Promo in Sao Paulo, Waldir Soares: the latest LP by Ed Lincoln, the ex-
clusive organist of the label is called “A Volta” (the comeback); Ed had an
accident in 1963 and was inactive for quite a while, is returning with twelve
good bands, rich in musicality and presenting new dimensions in rhythm and
cadence of “balanco.” Nilo Sérgio, president of the company, presents through
his “de luxe” label Nilser, a second volume of the series TV-Hits, with twelve
themes from the most important television films shown in this country.

The honour of being the
first to cut an LP in the new Musidisc studio belonged to the orchestra
Romanticos De Cuba, in the new system created by the technical group of the
company called Dynascope—name of the album: “Estudio A.

The world famous LP, for quite a while already on the best posi‘tions on the
charts in USA-—"Getz-Gilberto”—was released in this country by Odeon. It
deserves the received acclaim of critics and public; everything has been said
already about the way Stan Getz, Jodo and Astrud Gilberto teamed up for
this extraordinary recording, one of the best as of late. Orlando Stephano,
promo man in SP, proud of the way the new BNN interpreter from Rio
Wilson Simonal, is coming up on the public’s fancy since the release of the
very good album recently released by the label “A Nova Dimensio Do
Samba.”

Wilson
Simonal and Altemar Dutra renewed their contract with the label for another
four years.

From Musidisc, the news comes from N. Rosito, in charge of promo in Rio
de Janeiro. In order to celebrate the 10th Anniversary of the company, Nilo
Sergio, the prexy, has an extra special series of releases for the last three
months of 1964. Another celebration, this time for the IV Centenary Carnival
of Rio de Janeiro. Four of the most important “Escolas De Samba”—Salgueiro,
Portella, Mangueira and Mocidade Independente—will cut for separate LP’s
produced by Harolda Costa and under the musical supervision of Luis Bitten-
court; on the jacket a special mention to the important occasion. Several Latin-
American countries have addressed letters to Nilo Sergio, proposing the use of
Musidisc’s new studio for international recordings—as we once mentioned, this
new studio is considered one of the best in South America.

Basilio Alves, of the promo dept. of Discos Chantecler announces: the LP
that Luis Bordon cut for the company, titled “Harpa Paraguaia Em 3-D,” is
the first recorded by Chantecler in three stereo channels, the most modern
system of the moment, which helped to achieve the best quality in harp re-
cordings to this date. The repertory of the new waxing, ready for release, is
composed of all-time favorites like “Adios Pampa Mia,” “Caminito,” “A Ultima
Carta,” “Cantando,” etc. The 16 year old TV idol Betinha, pacted with the
company, is preparing a waxing where she will display her talents as inter-
preter of teen music and BN as well. Martha Mendonca, exclusive artist of the
label, cut an original version from a Japanese number titled “Kimi Koishi,”
adapted to Portuguese by Teixeira Filho under the new name of “Saudade De
Voceé.”

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Visiting Argentina is Rudolf Nissim, of ASCAP, who has been getting in
touch with local publishers to study matters concerning his organization in
several Latin American countries. In Buenos Aires he talked to representatives
and got also a general view of the publishing situation in this country.

Ricardo Castelblanco of Edami feels very enthusiastic about “Que Falta Que
Me Haces,” the first tango to break into the local charts in many months. The
title in English is “How Do I Need You,” and there are more than thirty
recordings in existence. It was penned by Miguel Calo, Armando Pontier and
Federico Silva, and seems to be the tango hit of 1964. “Que Falta . . .” has
been also recorded in Uruguay, Chile and other South American countries.
Other Edami items are the old bolero standards, now gaining force via the
recordings made by Tito Rodriguez (United Artists), who’s very popular in
Buenos Aires on these days.

Microfon reports the release of a new single by the successful group, Les
Cinco del Ritmo, who hit the charts recently with “Son Los Pescadores.” New
title is “Pluma Pluma,” after a very popular TV commercial. There is another
single, this time by Atilio Stampone and his orchestra, and Los Jazz Singers:
“Mocosa” and “Candombe De Mi Ciudad.” On the jazz side, there will be
twelve new LP’s, under the Prestige banner, released in the next few months.

Reports from Fermata Publishers point to the success of “Si Vas Para
Chile,” a very interesting Chilean song which has been recorded by Los Tro-
vadores Del Norte in Buenos Aires and several other artists in Santiago. Tune
will be reportedly cut by Juan Ramon (Disc Jockey) before leaving for Europe.
Juan Ramon’s trip, planned for this month, was postponed several weeks to
avoid Spain’s summer, which affects its artistic movement. Ramon will prob-
ably record an album in Rome, with Italian lyrics that are being prepped for
several of his songs. Another Fermata song with possibilities is “En Mi
Mundo” (Nel Mio Mondo) penned by Bindi and Paoli.

News from Phonogram: On the Polydor label is an album (mono and
stereo) by Los Claudios, tagged “Tangos In Spring,”’ and featuring several
tango standards like “Caminito,” “Fumando Espero” and “La Ultima Copa.”
There is also a promotional folk album, titled “Folk Youth” cut by Los De
Salta, Jovita Diaz, Cholo Aguirre and others. On the international side, Philips
is outing a Compact 33 by Soeur Sourire and another one by The Isley
Brothers.

Adolfo Pino, RCA’s Sales & Promotion Manager, has returned from his trip |

to Chile, Peru, Miami and Brazil, which lasted about two weeks and served

to improve relations between the label’s branches in these markets. Next week |

we’ll report in detail about the many arrangements made by Pino, some of
them very interesting and used for the first time in this part of the world.

'CBS infos that teen artist Sandro would fly to Mexico for performances on
TV and a Song Festival including singers from several Latin American coun-
tries. Sandro has been appearing on TV Channel 13, via the “Sabados Cir-
culares” and “Escala Musical” programs. Ricardo Guzman, young tango singer,
seems to become a consistent artist, and his stints on Channel 9 have been
well received.

Music Hall infos that melodic singer Siro San Roman will fly to Venezuela
next November, visiting Mexico before returning to Argentina. San Roman is
working on Radio Belgrano, and his latest waxing is “Nada Muere” and “Se
Derrite La Nieve.” Fabjana Fabian has been inked by Radio El Mundo for a
series of programs, starting this week. MH has inked Italian artist Nicola
Paone, performing on Channel 9, and his first single is due in a few days.

Neumann Publishers continue working at “Charade,” theme from the Cary

Grant-Audrey Hepburn flick. Besides the original version by Henry Mancini, | JAPAN'S BEST SELLERS

there are others available and Spanish lvrics are ready. Other interesting
items are “Entre La Gente,” penned by Paz and Lambertucci, and “Juntos
Frente Al Mundo,” written by Mores and the Pelay brothers.

Julio Korn Publishers busy with the Rita Pavone English tunes, and mainly
“Remember Me” and “Just Once More,” tagged “Pido Paz”’ and “Te Imploro
Amer” in Spanish. The latter has been recorded by Simonette on the RM label,
while Grillo Mejia has cut “Pido Paz.” Sandro (CBS) has recorded the French
hit “Los Brazos En Cruz,” while Bebe Muiioz’ latest is “Que Lindo Es Sonar.”

Smart Publishers are busy with the promotion of “Las Cerezas,” now on top
of the lists. The tune was sung by teen star Donald on his opening night
“Show 90,” aired by Channel 9. Cachita Galan (RM) has cut “Las Cerezas” in
Spanish by Liliana Paz; the other one was made in Mexico. Also on deck are
“Ahora Que Ya Puedes Amar” and “Sonrisas Al Atardecer,” just cut by
Violeta Rivas.

Plenty of news from Odeon: “A Hard Day’s Night,” the Beatles’ new album,
is receiving full promotional power and is sure to become a big seller in a
short time. The first local waxing bv Chilean singer Marco Aurelio is also
out: titles are “Mi Desconocida” (Dark—Ellery—Ben Molar) and ‘Lo Llaman
Pecado” (Doris Band). Also being promoted is ‘“Juntos Frente Al Mundo,”
recorded by Nestor Fabian, one of the big names in the tango field.

Stanko Jerebic of Melograf infos about “L’Esercito del Surf.” penned by
Pattacini-Mogol and recorded by Catherine Spaak. The record will be released
bv CBS in short time. Also worth mentioning are several tunes written by
Helio Toro, member of the Cuarteto Imperial: “Cumbia Americana” “Cumbia
Universal” and “La Negra Josefina.” This group is currently very suc cessful
with “Cumbia Sobre El Mar.”

Famous is releasing a new single by Frank Ifield with Norrie Paramor z}nd
his orchestra: “I Should Care” and “Another Cup Of Coffee.” Ifield is becoming
a good selling artist, and his previous waxing, “Por Favor,” has been selling
very well. Other releases are a Compact 33 by Los Romanticos de Cuba (Van al
8ine, Vol. 1I) and “Coltrane “Live” at the Village Vanguard,” featuring John

oltrane.

Dise Jockey is releasing a single by Carlos Figari, his tango orchestra aqd
Alberto Marcé: “Tu Lagrima de Amor” and “Llueve En Mi Alma”; there is
also a Compact 33 by La Sonora Veracruz. featuring four mereguetengues,
and a mono & stereo release by the Tokio Cuban Boys. )

Ricardo Meiia of RM infos about the release of the first album on his label,
at the price of 295 pesos (regular LP’s cost 645).

Vending Tax Imbalance
Cited In W. Va. Law
By Assn. Attorney

CHARLESTON, W. VA.—Attorney
John O. Kizer, speaking for the West
Virginia Musie and Vending Machine
Assn,, told a legislative subcommittee
studying possible revision of the
state’s retail sales tax structure that
the vending operator’s average tax
remittance runs to about 11% of
gross, whereas an average of only
2.8 to 3.3% is taken through over the
counter retail purchases. Kizer said
this imbalance between the taxes col-
lected through these two types of
marketing calls for a change in the
W. Va. tax law to allow vending op-
erators to be taxed according to a
fixed percentage of their business
gross instead of on a per sale remit-
tance of one cent on items ranging
from 6¢ to 50¢ as is currently the
case.

By W. Va. law, each item costing
over 6¢ which is bought from a vend-
ing machine, is considered a separate
sale, and as such, is subject to a one
cent per item tax, even though one
person may buy many items at the
same time. Kizer says this law dis-
criminates against the vending oper-
ator because several articles bought
at the same time through another
type of retail business is treated as a
single transaction.

Kizer gave the subcommittee this
example of just how the tax “imbal-
ance” can produce different results in
two transactions: When five bottles of
soft drink costing 10¢ each are sold
over the counter to the same person,
the tax comes to one cent; however,
when five bottles are dispensed to
one person through a vending ma-
chine, they are considered five sepa-
rate purchases, and as such, the vend-
Ing operator must remit five instead
of one cent as the standard retailer is
charged.

The subcommittee took no immedi-
ate action on Kizer’'s proposal to
change the law, in the vending oper-
ator’s case, to a fixed percentage of
gross business instead of the per sale
tax, but has submitted the idea to
the attorney general’s office to obtain
an opinion on its constitutionality.

Nationwide Tax Analysis Released

CHICAGO—Total or partial
from sales tax collection for goods
sold through vending machines is
presently being granted by 16 states
as of last month, according to a na-

tionwide analysis recently completed |

by the legislative staff of the Na-
tional Automatic Merchandising As-
sociation.

The 10-page review lists seven
states where sales under a specific
amount are not taxable and where the
vending company need not remit the
tax if it keeps a record of sales.
They are Florida, Indiana, Maine,
Pennsylvania and
West Virginia. Vended sales are ex-

relief | plicitly exempt from sales tax col-

lection in Texas, when priced under
24 cents.

Other states and their regulations
covered in the study are Alabama,
Colorado, Connecticut, Georgia, South
Carolina, Tennessee, Washington and
Wyoming. The study also lists the 13
states which do not impose any sales
or use tax.

Complete copies of the study are
available free of charge to members
of NAMA on request, according to
Richard W. Funk, legislative counsel
of the association. Non-members can-
not obtain the report, he said.

Also re-elected to office
were Secretary Ed Solomon, Treas-
urer Mac Douglas, and six vice-pres-
idents from as many territories in
the State: George Holtzman, Bucky
Van Wyek, Hank Knoblauch, Charles
Keppler, Joe Grillo and Fred Cilano
represent territorial zones and com-
municate with the President’s office
when necessary.

While the meeting was well-at-
tended, it was comprised primarily of
key figures in the state. Local opera-
tors again failed to travel to the an-

nual meeting in support of the vari- |

ous programs designed by NYSCMA
for mutual benefit.

Distributors, in addition to those
mentioned above, included John Bi-
lotta, Bilotta Enterprises and John
Cooper, Sheldon Sales Co. An un-
fortunate state of widespread illness
prevented many from attending. In
almost a half-dozen instances, mem-
bers of the association are suffering
or have family suffering from serious
illness at this time. Several effected
did attend in spite of semi-emergency
medical situations at home. “When
our meeting is attended by men who
travel this distance at times such as
these, I find support to continue our
uphill battle for a stronger industry,
commented President McCarthy fol-
lowing the meet.

Senator Thomas LaVerne (D-Ro-
chester), one of the sponsors of last
yvear’s licensing bill, attended the
meeting and discussed the re-intro-
duction of similar proposed legisla-
Everyone at the
meeting was in agreement that the
license legislation should be re-intro-
duced but perhaps with a change in
the clause referring to certain cities
and thereby excluding cities with a
population of more than 1 million and
with a clause to permit New York
City to abstain if it wishes.

The talks were in the preliminary
discussion stages and did not nee-
essarily confirm the text of the bill
which must be re-written. While the
license bill passed both Houses last
vear it was vetoed by Governor Nel-
son Rockefeller.

The alterations bill, also failing to
pass last year, was, it was explained,
strengthened by a State Liquor Au-
thority ruling which now states that
although the installation of a machine
requires an alteration application, no
fee will be required in the case of
coin machines.

Senator Thomas Laverne com-
mented that the Secretary of State’s
office, under whom the license bill
would be enforced, would have to see
a relaxing of the ‘grandfather clause,’

| which permits operators in business

five years or longer to omit personal
investigation by the Department, be-
fore similar legislation could be
passed. Also, it was stated that in

| firms in business, the source of in-
come would have to be investigated
even though it may not be the actual
owner of the operating business.

Mrs. McCarthy called for com-
munication between location owners
and operators in order to convince the
location that a license bill, which
would require the owner of a single
machine to pay for a license, would
in effect prevent operators from plac-
ing illegal equipment on the location
which would bring about intervention
from the local law enforcement au-
thorities.

Earlier, Mrs. McCarthy made a
two-week tour through the State to
stimulate interest in the meeting and
to bring about interest from the
local operators in regards to various
issues which were under discussion.

The recently proposed Revised
Penal Law and Criminal Code, which
makes more rigid Section 982 con-
cerning coin-operated equipment and
gambling, was also discussed.

Outside legislators, according to
Mrs. MeCarthy, have spoken in the
past with NYSCMA officials and have
advised that a form of self-regula-
tion, would be more advantageous
than governmental ruling. This has
been Mrs. McCarthy’s basis for the
licensing bill argument.

It was stated that associations con-
cerned with various forms of legisla-
tion and association leadership have
asked assistance of NYSCMA, fol-
lowing the group’s experiences via
Cash Box reports which have ap-
peared periodically.

In addition, the general economy
of the coin machine industry in New
York State was under discussion.
While everyone in the business was
accused of helping to fan a fire of
spreading economic weakness, opera-
tors who bought ‘over their heads’
without financial support for equip-
ment purchases were singled out as
the culprits creating an oversold
market. Distributors, it was stated.
should be more prudent in the sale
of merchandise to operators who can-
not meet payment of notes. While
| the distributer side of the discussion
| was heard with sympathy by the

members, it was acknowledged that

factory quotas had to be met. Sum-
| marizing, the situation called for a
study of the marketing of equip-
ment in the State with the possi-
bility of arrival at a solution which
would be satisfactory to factory, dis-
tributor and operator. According to

Mrs. McCarthy the ‘giveaway opera-
| tor’ is bringing about the economic

downfall of the operator who is sol-

vent. “We built this business in one
generation and we can bring about
its demise in this same generation
if we are not careful,” said McCarthy.
