The significance of the several 
clays that the music business enjoys 
in "Nashville, U.S.A." each year 
continues to grow. 

This period-a joyful celebra- 
tion of the anniversaries of two 
great country institutions, the 
granddaddy of radio shows, WSM's 
Grand Ole Opry (aged 39) and 
the Country Music Association 
(aged 6)-stems not from a desire 
to feel wanted, but from an honest 
exaltation over the stolid tradition 
of the country music sound. 

One of the fantastic aspects of 
this deep-rooted musical form is 
that it has managed to maintain its 
appeal to the extensive audience of 
country music purists and react to 
new demands of the general pop 
music world. 

For the past several years, the 
Nashville Sound has not only 
meant the stamp of good old coun- 
try music, but a pop music ap- 
proach as well. This sound runs 
the gamut of frenzied rock 'n roll 
performances to soft -as -silk mus- 
ings on a keyboard. Underscoring 
each of these styles are obvious ref- 
erences to the music Nashville was 
musically born for. 

But, pure country music lives 
on-unspoiled and unaffected by 
the other forms of music that have 
beaten a path to its door. If any- 
thing, the basic country music 
idiom has benefited from the pop- 
ularity of the psuedo-country ap- 

proach. Latter dates have stimu- 
lated pop music fans to look fur- 
ther into the real thing, resulting 
in a number of recent hits with the 
kind of country touch that never 
crossed over to the pop field be- 
fore. 

Hardly a domestic development, 
the pop -Nashville sound has spread 
the exposure and acceptance of 
country music to other lands, too. 
The late Jim Reeves was (and is) 
an ever-present chart performer in 
England, Scandinavia and South 
Africa. 

It is no longer a novelty for a 
foreign artist who visits the U.S. to 
make a trip to Nashville and record 
sessions in the Nashville Sound 
groove. 

However far, wide and varied 
the influence of country music, the 
festivities in Nashville this week 
honor the unmistakable, true 
twang of country music. After all, 
it is the promotion and artful dis- 
semination of the basic ingredients 
of country music that are the vital 
concern of the Grand Ole Opry and 
the Country Music Association. 
Both exist for the wonderful world 
of country music. Music men and 
country music lovers should be 
grateful that they do.

RCA Camden '64 Sales 355) Ahead OH' 

Entire '63; Label Strikes Gold Within 

Self Created Album Repertoire FY 

NEW YORK-RCA Camden Records 
has come a long way since the days 
it issued low-priced albums of some 
of the top names in the catalog of its 
parent company, RCA Victor Records, 
but disguised them with psuedonyms. 

Today, 12 years after the birth of 
the label, it can, of course, be a great 
name dropper and boast the creation 
of successful RCA Camden -originated 
names. 

In fact, the sales growth of the 
label directly parallels the introduc- 
tion at the label-beginning in 1961- 
of newly recorded product. 

This year's sales,, reports Ray 
Clark, manager of product planning, 
have already equalled and is running 
35% ahead of the record pace of 1963. 
And, the exec adds, the two strongest 
sales months in the year are still to 
be heard from. 

Further progress statistics> cited by 
Clark are that sales zoomed 143% 
from 1962-64 over 1961, when the la- 
bel started its new product policy. 

Stereo recordings are also making 
big headway at RCA Camden. Mono 
LP sales have increased a modest 
12% over 1963 at this point, but stereo 
sales are a whopping 118% ahead of 
last year. 

The scope of the RCA Camden line 
is broad and star -packed in each cat- 
egory. There are a total of 227 al- 
bums, which break-down into 93 pop 
and semi -classic, 41 country & west- 
ern, 17 sacred and 30 kiddie. In addi- 
tion, the label has 65 4 -track reel-to- 
reel tapes, a $4.95 list line first 
marketed four years ago. Classical 
releases have been taken over by an- 
other low-priced Victor label, Victrola. 

Among the re -issue sales classics 
at the label, Clark notes, is a sacred 
album by George Beverly Shea, "In- 
spirational Songs." It's been selling at 
a rate of 40,000 copies a year, accord- 
ing to Clark. There are two other 
Shea sets in the RCA Camden cata- 
log, all of them composed of selec- 
tions taken from singles releases never 
incorporated into LP's. The label's 
parent company has issued 15 albums 
by Shea, all of which are still in the 
Victor catalog. 

RCA Camden maintains an average 
yearly release schedule of 42-46 al- 
bums a year. In 1963, 40% of them 
were newly recorded items. 

The sales hero among attractions 
established by the label is the "Liv- 
ing ." line. Starting out as the 
Living Strings, the line's success has

FTC Rules: Test Case Already In Works? 
NEW YORK- The Federal Trade 
Commission's trade practice rules for 
the disk industry, taking effect next 
Monday (9), seem to be not so much 
a cause of bewilderment as to their 
meaning as to prompt tradesters to 
ask, how -far -reaching -are -they? 

The some 150 music men, mostly 
distribs, who attended ARMADA's 
special one -day trade rules Workshop 
on Fri., Oct. 23, could not get definite 
answers, for it was the position of 
ARMADA execs, led by attorney Earl 
Kintner, and members of the FTC 
itself, that only time and circum- 
stance would indicate the effectiveness 
of the trade rules. 

By the middle of last week, there 
was word that both time -and -circum- 
stance were at hand, and that the 
FTC would take immediate action 
and thus start its first case under 
the guidelines. Many feel that a "test 
case" would provide the most answers 
to the nature of the rules' effective- 
ness. 

The rules, it was explained to the 
trade, are principally re -statements, 
as applied to the record industry, of 
various restarint of trade laws that 
have long been on the books. It may 
have come as a surprise to many that 
the FTC cannot legislate law, but can 
only apply existing law to the formu- 

lation of its trade rules, already in 
effect in more than 200 industries. 

But even if this fact was seep- 
ing through to most tradesters, the 
ARMADA Workshop produced other 
anxieties, none more consistent than 
the placing of responsibility when 
alleged violations take place. 

Areas of responsibility, the Work- 
shop made clear, could not be easily 
defined. But, at the meet and later on, 
at least two interested parties made 
the generalization that responsibility 
lay with and was to be shared by all 
involved in the handling of product. 

The problem of responsibility is 
further complicated by an industry in 
which most people wear many hats. 
These tradesters, it was emphasized, 
are those who must conduct their 
businesses under both buyer's laws 
and seller's laws. 

It was pointed -out, however, that 
the formation of separate corpora- 
tions that give the image of separate 
control would not be a way out of the 
woods in dual -distribution problems. 
The FTC will look into such matters, 
and seek -out whether or not such 
separate corporations are in fact 
really under the ownership and con -

"One of the reasons the English 
groups have been able to maintain 
such a strong hold on the American 
record market is that they haven't 
stayed in the same rut." So says 
WWDC-Washington personality Fred 
Fiske. Writing in his "Fiske's Disks" 
column, which appears on Friday in 
The Washington Daily Post, Fiske 
uses the English duo of Chad Stuart 
and Jeremy Clyde as an illustration. 
If we place the Beatles in the center, 
they range (the British groups) from 
the Animals, with their earthy, gut- 
ty leather-bound sound, to the sound 
of Chad Stuart and Jeremy Clyde 
with their "Oxford Sound." The dee - 
jay continues "Unlike some pop 
cycles, the sound from England has 
taken different approaches in tempo, 
instrumentation and content. No 
longer can one categorize British 
works as the Mersey Sound or Mods 
vs. Rockers. Too often a sound that 
is successful is hopped and literally 
pounded into the ground. The British 
have avoided this. If we look at the 
difference in the personalities from 
England, a further clue might be ob- 
tained.

The Honeycombs, who are currently 
high on the Top 100 with "Have I 
The Right?" on the Vee-Jay label, 
consist of Honey Lantree (drums), 
Martin Murray (guitar), Honey's 
brother, John (guitar), Alan Ward 
(lead guitar) and Dennis D'Ell (vo- 
calist). 

Honey Lantree is 20 years old and 
is an ex -hairdresser. All the mem- 
bers of the group were born and 
raised in Woodford, Essex, and began 
getting together just for fun. Honey 
never had any lessons on the drums- 
she just picked it up from a man who 
worked in the same beauty shop in 
Hackney. Honey's real name is Anne. 
They tagged her after the group, not 
the group after her. Her boss at the 
hairdressing shop was Martin Mur- 
ray, guitarist, who was the one who 
got the group together. One of his 
male employees brought himself a 
set of drums which he hid in a room 
above the shop. But after a few test 
taps, it was Honey who did all the 
practicing. 

It took Honey six months to learn 
how to play the drums and nearly 
that long to get the nerve to play in 
public. In short order after that the 
group was formed. The rest is history. 

Marianne Faithful 

Contrary to the widely -held belief 
that pop record performers must 
come from impoverished backgrounds, 
Marianne Faithful, who is currently 
clicking with her London platter of 
"As Tears Go By," is the daughter of 
an Austrian baroness and a college 
professor father (he's a lecturer in 
Italian and Renaissance studies at 
London University). 

Marianne came into show biz quite 
by chance. She was discovered sing- 
ing at a party which was also at- 
tended by British Decca recording 
manager Andy Oldham. Andy thought 
that this seventeen year -old had a 
distinctive and commercial singing 
style. He suggested the idea of a 
record date. The concept appealed to 
her and before she could change her 
mind she was whisked into a studio. 
A few weeks later the deck, her cur- 
rent U. S. best-seller, was an English 
smash. 

Unlike other artists Marianne is unable to make TV or radio appear- 
ances to promote her record: she at- 
tends a convent school. But it is a sure bet that she'll cut other records 
in the future.

Astor Hotel Trembles 

The Rolling Stones rare shown in 
the top pic de -planing at Kennedy 
Airport wivile throngs of their appre- 
ciative fans are pictured outside the 
Academy of Music in the bottom shot. 

NEW YORK-Near disaster at the 
Astor occurred (Oct. 23) when 500 
screaming hysterical teenage girls at- 
tempted to break down the doors and 
gain entry to a Rolling Stones press 
conference at the midtown hotel on 
Fri., Oct. 23. 

The Stones, who had just arrived 
in the U.S. to begin cross-country per- 
sonal appearance tour, were met at 
the hotel by press and radio reps, 
and a limited number of teenagers 
representing school newspapers and 
fan clubs. The hundreds of girls left 
outside were outraged that they were 
not permitted to attend, and proceed- 
ed to mob the doors. Several guards 
could not hold them back and the riot 
squad had to be called to restore 
order. 

After the hour-long conference, the 
hotel management pleaded with radio 
personnel not to make any announce- 
ments on the air that would reveal 
the whereabouts of the shaggy -haired 
British rock and roll group. All of 
this was pretty much in vain, the 
girls were gathered at 45th and 
Broadway chanting, "The Rolling 
Stones are here, the Rolling Stones 
are here." 

The screaming and pushing was re- 
peated the next day when the group 
gave two concerts at the Academy of 
Music. With WINS' Murray "The K" 
emceeing the show, the Stones ap- 
peared with Jay & The Americans, 
Cathy Carr and Bobby Comstock. 
Their Gotham stint wound up on the 
25th with an appearance on the Ed 
Sullivan CBS-TV'er.

The show is based on Gerald 
Green's "Portofino, U.S.A.," a humor- 
ous account of a writer and his wife 
and three children who get away from 
suburbia (Mineola, Long Island in 
this case) and go, by virtue of a ran- 
dom thrust of a toilet plunger at a 
map of the world, to Portofino in 
Italy. 

Composer Sammy Fain, last heard 
on Broadway in "Christine" (1960), 
has written a tuneful score, with 
serviceable lyrics by Marilyn and Alan 
Bergman. It will remind show music 
buffs of Fain's charming melodies for 
the 1951 flop, "Flahooley." 

ABC -Par's LP will also benefit from 
the appearances of two particular 
show music coterie favorites, Barbara 
Cook-she was starred in "Flahooley" 
and Ronny Graham, who plays an 
aging, bored gigolo. Actor Arthur 
Hill, playing the writer -husband is 
limited to narrative -type singing. 

The finest song of the evening, 
however, belongs to Joan Copeland. 
As a famous woman sculptor who 
also happens to be a Marchesa, she 
sings one song, but it's a beaut. It's 
called "In No Time At All," and 
Broadway writers will have to go a 
long way to come up with a finer bal- 
lad this season. 

Some other good numbers, all with 
varied recording possibilities, are 
"Better All The Time," a ballad, "The 
More You're In Love," a big -voiced 
ballad, "Grazie Par Niente," a fine 
pseudo -Italian rock 'n roll song, and 
"One Long Last Look," and "No 
Questions" are slick swingers tailor- 
made for the likes of Frank Sinatra. 

Also, dance orchestrator Robert 
Prince has done a very commercial 
jazz orchestration of a hip number 
for an outstanding dance routine, "The 
Beach Dance." It might make it as a 
single in an edited cast version. 

The title song, by the way, opens 
the show, and because of Hill's lim- 
ited vocal ability, seems less effective 
than it really is. Its lyrics, while 
keyed to the must -get -away theme, 
is general enough to get vocal disk 
exposure.

EARL SCRUGGS 
Most Programmed C&W 

Vocal Group 

Having never swayed from their 
traditional style, Lester Flatt and 
Earl Scruggs are two of the best 
known exponents of bluegrass music 
in the entire country field. 

The boys have never drifted towards 
a "pop" sound as so many other coun- 
try musicians have. Their group con- 
sists of Scruggs on the five -string 
banjo (playing the three -finger style 
he virtually invented) and Flatt on 
guitar, and a fiddle, a mandolin, a 
bass and a second guitar. Their most 
distinctive sound comes from the fact 
that none of their instruments are 
electrified. The boys often add wild 
soaring vocals of old folk songs, 
usually dealing with unhappy love. 

The boys' first big pop -country hit 
was last year when they scored with 
"Ballad Of Jed Clampett." 

Born on a farm near Wellston, 
Okla., Norma Jean grew up in Okla- 
homa City. A childhood interest in 
music flowered when she was twelve, 
and the youngster learned to play 
the guitar. After graduation from 
high school she opted for a show biz 
career and secured work on KLPR- 
Oklahoma City. After three years of 
radio and TV experience in and 
around her hometown she made her 
first personal appearance with the 
Merl Lindsay Band. 

The lark began to perfect her 
singing style and was hired by Leon 
McAuliffe. Later, she served a two- 
year stint as the featured vocalist 
with the Billy Grey Band. Her big 
break came when she landed a regu- 
lar niche on Red Foley's Ozark Jubi- 
lee on the ABC-TV. She moved to 
Nashville in 1960 and started with 
the Porter Wagoner Show a year 
later. A RCA Victor recording con- 
tract quickly followed and last sum- 
mer she gained national recognition 
with her "Put Your Arms Around 
Me" smash. The songstress is cur- 
rently pulling c&w coin with "Go Cat 
Go." 

PETE DRAKE 
Most Promising New 
C&W Instrumentalist 

Pete Drake, who jumped into the 
national limelight earlier this year 
with "Forever" on the Smash label, 
was born thirty-one years ago in 
Augusta, Ga. His first job, a clerk 
in a grocery store provided enough 
money to buy his first guitar. His in- 
troduction to music was of necessity 
on a cheaply -made mail order instru- 
ment, so Pete saved for the next two 
years until he was able to buy the 
steel guitar he dreamed about. 

Encouraged by his two brothers, 
both musicians, Pete won his first 
professional job as a musician on 
WLMA-Atlanta while still a teenager. 
In 1959, his talent recognized through- 
out the south, he decided to move to 
Nashville, to work with the recording 
artists who came to the Music City to 
wax their recordings, Soon he was 
playing one-shot dates on the Grand 
Ole Opry. With appearance on the 
Opry his popularity grew until the 
management tabbed him for regular 
Saturday night dates with the show. 
The rest is history.

Life may 
just begin at 40, and country music 
consequently will continue to branch 
out as the Opry sets the pace.

Country Stars Keep 
One -Niter Tradition Alive 
NASHVILLE-The old days of one- night stands are virtually gone in 
the legitimate theater, but in the 
field of country music they are going 
stronger than ever. An artist of the 
Grand Ole Opry must, to meet a de- 
manding schedule, travel hundreds 
of thousands of miles in a year's 
time, and forego sleep night after 
night. 

A look at any schedule for any 
month bears this out. Occasionally 
the towns are close enough together 
to allow limited rest, but there are 
times when punishing hours on the 
highway are required to get to the 
next engagement. 

The month of October is a fair 
barometer. George Hamiltown IV, for 
example, began the month in San 
Antonio, Texas, and concluded three 
weeks later in Portsmouth, Virginia, 
with a dozen or so stops along the 
way. Ernest Tubb started in Victoria, 
Texas, and 11 days later he was in East Point, Georgia, with nine shows 
en route. Between October 8th and 
17th, Wilma Lee and Stoney Cooper 
traveled from Anderson, Indiana, to 
Jacksonville, Florida, by way of 
Pennsylvania. Roy Acuff, from Octo- 
ber 11th to the 25th, made the cir- 
cuit from Mobile, Alabama, through 
Canada, the New England States 
and down to New York. The Wilburn 
brothers went from Bellefountaine, 
Ohio, to Deridder, Louisiana, touch-- 
ing five other states en route. Jean 
Shepard made the jump from San 
Antonio to Boothwynn, Pennsylvania, 
via Arkansas and Georgia. 

Stringbean, in 16 days, played ten 
t 

separate towns in six states. Loretta 
Lynn went from two nights in Hous- 
ton and one in Fort Worth to one - 
righters in Detroit, Indianapolis, 
Greenville, Tennessee, Fairfax, Vir- 
rinia and Wheeling, West Virginia. 
Marty Robbins did a score of one. 
nighters throughout Kansas, Nebras-9 
ka, Missouri, Iowa and South Dakota. 
Marion Worth, in 12 days, hit 124 
towns in three states and two prov- 
inces of Canada. Sonny James 
jumped from Virginia to upper New 
York and quickly back to Indianapolis. 
Charlie Louvin worked northward 
from Georgia to Corning, New York, 
and then promptly back to Dallas,* 
Texas. 

These are not unusual cases. There+ 
are times when 500 or 600 miles have 
to be driven between performances. 
which exnlains why many stars of 
the Grand Ole Opry fly from one job 
to another. But automobile is the 
principal mode of travel. An occasion- 
al flat tire makes the going that much 
roue -her. 

Almost without exception, these 
nerformers race back to Nashville 
for the Orery on Saturday night, to 
entertain tho""ands in a live attdi 
ence and millions by radio. The; 
audience, by the way, has done a rood' 
deal of driving itself . . . travelling, 
an average of more than 500 miles 
to see the show. 

Virtually all of the Grand Die 
Opry stars also tour Europe these 
days, increasing the demand on their 
time and stamina. 

It's old show business tradition at 
its best. No matter where the en- 

gagement, the show goes on. The 
Opry is constantly on the move.

The Country Music Association 

turns six years old this month and 
perhaps the most dramatic example 
of the impact CMA is having on the 
country music industry lies in the 
area of radio broadcasting. 

Basic figures sum the story up. 
When the CMA was formed in 1958 
there were roughly 60 fulltime C&W 
radio stations in the US and Canada. 
Today there are 178 fulltimers and 
the list grows by the month-in 
August alone, there were nine sta- 
tions making the swing to c&w pro- 
gramming. 

Statistics tell what has happened, 
but those cold figures don't tell the 
story of CMA's role in country 
music's giant sized killowatt caper. 

Broadcasters are one of nine 
groups looking to CMA for assist- 
ance. Artists, songwriters, manager 
and bookers, publishers, record com- 
panies, trade magazines and scores of 
non-affiliated members beat a steady 
path to the Music City -based CMA. 
Radio and TV doesn't receive special 
treatment, but the results of CMA's 
helping hand is perhaps more drama- 
tic in this area. 

Also, broadcasting seems to be 
some sort of a central focal point for 
the entire c&w industry. Jack Stapp, 
Nashville radio station owner who, 
when CMA was formed, was produc- 
ing the NBC Radio portion of the 
WSM Grand Ole Opry (he was 
WSM's program director for 12 
years), summed it up in a speech de- 
livered to some 80 key tradesmen who 
became the cornerstones of the asso- 
ciation. 

"If the (radio) station manager 
approves of country music, he'll have 
his staff program more of it. What 
does that mean to you? More jobs for 
c&w deejays . . more demand for 
country records . . . greater popular- 
ity for country artists . an in- 
crease in booking possibilities for the 
country Artist!" 

CMA has literally moved moun- 
tains in persuading station managers 
to approve country product. Full-time 
c&w outlets have doubled in number 
(and billing, usually) since CMA 
jumped into the broadcasting picture 
and the number of stations program- 
ming C&W part time has more than 
doubled. And country music stations 
are enjoying greater success than 
ever, with much of the credit due 
CMA. 

Two years ago, CMA produced a 
polished, detailed presentation titled 
"The Wonderful World of C&W," a 
special package of sales and promo- 
tion material geared to help the coun- 
try broadcaster sell his product and 
at the same time to serve as a wedge 
for winning new wattage over to 
c&w type radio. The radio kit has 
been updated three times, with the 
most recent addition a booklet titled, 
"Guide Lines for C&W Radio For- 
mat"-a step by step guide into c&w 
programming. 

Over 3,000 of those radio kits have

ers with some going to key ad ages 
cies, national sponsors, etc. 

Mrs. Jo Walker, fulltime CM, 
executive director who has been wil_ 
the association since the beginning, 
states, "Every week we have orders 
for the radio kit from stations. And it's not unusual to have them 
order." â 

Jo has a file folder filled with ran 
notices for the radio kit from satin 
fled customers who labeled it the greatest thing since turntables. 

CMA somehow, in the midst of t 
barrage of demands on its time, m 
ages to maintain a very personal 
touch with the C&W radio world. 

CMA's staff has managed su 
deeds as helping a Jackson, Mi 
deejay line up material for a speci 
show; secure tapes by artists for a Canadian broadcaster needing promo. 
tional aid in getting his new c&, 
format off the ground; contacting 
record distribs for a Nevada c&r 
outlet needing records; and CMA 
maintains an information pipeline in 
its monthly news letter, "The Close - 
Up," listing stations in need of coun 
try records. 

Record execs have consistently 
praised CMA for its liaison role in 
coordinating the record manufacture 
and the broadcaster. 

Artists also hold high praise for 
CMA and the way it manages to keep 
them in tune with the c&w broad 
casting industry. Such top stars a 

Buck Owens, the late Jim Reeve 
George Jones, Leroy VanDyke 
others have written personal Lett' 
to the CMA headquarters in Na-' 
ville, thanking the association 
helping them to keep aware of deei,. 
changes, new country music station 
etc. 

CMA also lends a hand to ant, 
tious stations who want to promote 
the country product, and perhapr 
pick up some bonus cash, by booking 
live country music shows in their 
area. This has become a big side -line 
with many top stations. 

Mrs. Walker reflected the thinking 
of CMA president Tex Ritter when: 
she stated, "C&W Radio is very inn' 
portant to our industry. We're proud 
of its growth and we feel certain 
that the C&W radio boom has meant 
greater success for country music la 

each and every area." 
"We're proud of our radio people 

and we are delighted to do everything 
we can to help them prosper - 
whether its just giving them the ad 
dress of a talent booking agency or 

sending a CMA rep to help them pit 
c&w on their airways."

Country Music Sales Best Achieved By 
"Superiority Through Specialization" Says 
Chuck Chellman, Starday's Nat'l Sales Mgr. 

It has become general knowledge 
throughout the music industry that 
Country Music is the most solid facet 
of the record sales picture. In spite 
of this, there is also a sense of be- 
wilderment when it comes to the best 
way to promote the sale of a country 
catalog.

To be successful, most indies must 
specialize and develop a profound 
knowledge of what they are record- 
ing and selling. 

For National Country Music Month 
in the music industry in Nov., Star - 
day wishes to welcome all the visitors 
that the Country Music Festival at- 
tracts, to the Musical Heart of Amer- 
ica-Nashville, Tennessee. The entire 
Starday operation is strategically lo- 
cated in Nashville and lives daily 
with the music that has become the 
most important part of our American 
heritage. 

Everyone connected with Starday 
feels that 1964 marks a tremendous 
milestone in the Country Music busi- 
ness.

Easier 
said than done. The super task lies 
in selling the users, in all types of 
outlets, to buy country music in 
spread and depth. 

The industry must realize the blue- 
chip value of Country Music and con- 
tinue to make a solid profit on a kind 
of music that has nowhere near the 
risk of the contemporary or "fod- 
type" music. This is where "Speciali- 
zation" comes in. 

Starday is exposed and catalogued 
more than most C&W catalogs. We 
strive constantly to make the dealer, 
one -stop, rack jobber, exporter, etc. 
aware of our current releases and at- 
tractive packages. We cannot wait 
for each account to be contacted by 
a salesman. We try to send him all 
pertinent information direct and in 

advance so that there is a "Starday 
conversation" as soon as the sales- 
man begins writing his order. We 
also believe in reaching the users 
through advertising in the trade 
magazines to tell our story and otq 
deals. 

Rack jobbers have helped to expoKI 
and sell the Starday line in many n 
rat areas. Our rack jobber sales have 
been accelerated recently through my 

own personal visits with racks and 
distributors and with the naming of 

Mr. Carl Post of Long Island, Nev 
York as a factory rep calling on the 
rack jobbers in the Northeast. 

The Nashville (Economy) line was 
introduced in January of 1964 and 
its success has been fantastic. This 
budget priced line has only 25 items 
but they have had a tremendous iln 
pact on sales in every conceivable 
type of Country Music outlet. We've 
found that the C&W consumer is per- 
haps more value conscious than any 
other. To answer his demand, we've 
included fourteen and, in some cases, 
sixteen songs in each album. 

Attractive covers once again have 

helped the Nashville "Economy" se- 

ries. Many dealers are selling the 

Nashville line as a regular priced 
line. 

Before the year is out, all Starda) 
and Nashville albums will be shrink 
wrapped at the plant to insure addee

Spotlight On The Grand Gala Du Disque 
THE HAGUE-William Duys, direc- 
tor of the Committee Collective Gram- 
mophonrecords Campaign (C.C.G.C.), 
prepared a special commentary for 
Cash Box on the recently -concluded 
Grand Gala Du Disque record festi- 
val held in Holland. The festival, 
which is truly international in scope, 
invited contestants from both the 
U. S. and the continent. 

In tracing the hostory of the event, 
Duys noted that the contest was 
started five years ago by all the man- 
ufacturers and dealers in Holland. 
Both sides pay ih % of their year 
turnover to a central organizing 
group (C.G.C.C.) which amounts to 
about half a million guilders in the 
kitty each year to work with. 

A significant part of this budget 
goes for the production and distribu- 
tion of record tokens, which can be 
purchased from any label in Holland. 
These tokens are exchanges for al- 
bums in any record store in the coun- 
try. However, the bulk of the fund 
goes for the Grand Gala du Disque. 

Duys went on to note that all Euro- 
pean stars of stature have appeared 
at the Festival. And, in the last few 
years, increasing numbers of Ameri- 
can artists are finding the Gala an 
excellent method to become known all 
over the continent. The festival is car- 
ried by TV by many countries in ad- 
dition to Holland, "And in 1965 the 
Grand Gala will be a Eurovision top - 
spot," says Duys. 

This year's Grand Gala boasted a 
fine sampling of American artists in- 
cluding Peter Nero, the Newbeats, 
Rod McKuen and Quincy Jones. Jose- 
phine Baker headed the bill of Euro- 
pean talent. Among the other key 
European artists who performed in 

the four hour show were Los Indios 
Tabajaros, the Swingle Singers, Julie 
Rogers, Nino de Murcha, Adamo, 
Gitte and Rex Gildo, Nina & Frederik 
and Werner Muller's Orchestra.

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Outside of those companies associated with the hot songs and sounds from 
The Beatles, The Rolling Stones and company, this has not been a good year 
to date for record and publishing companies. 

Many of them report sub -average sales on records and songs that would 
normally be good money earners. It seems that the biggest slump in the rec- 
ord business is in the album field and it is a matter of great concern to all 
solid thinking and planning record executives. The interesting point is that 
many top dealers report a very healthy increase in the sales of low -price al- 
bums; this helps me to prove that the market for albums is still there but the 
price is wrong. We are not for one minute suggesting a mad rush into the 
low priced field but there are many people in the trade who strongly advocate 
an overall price reduction in albums. The average price of top quality big 
name albums runs out at around 52/6d. (Australian) which is equal to better 
than $5.50 in American currency. 

It will be seen from this comparison that the price is high in Australia- 
but there are good reasons for this-short runs on printing (necessitated by 
our small population) put costs sky high, printing plates are very expensive, 
especially in the four-color area. Manufacturing costs are high to keep pace 
with our ever increasing standard of living. Prices of many commodities and 
services are subject to almost regular increases and this all eats away at the 
weekly pay package, people find that after they have covered their living es- 
sentials there isn't a great deal left for luxuries such as an album which will 
account for most of their "spare" cash. No one in Australia is starving, the 
unemployment rate has rarely, if ever, been lower but in spite of all this most 
people just aren't prepared to part with 52/6 for an album. As one character 
remarked recently, "Unfortunately, people can live without records and too 
many of them are doing just that!" The current action on low priced product 
being pressed and marketed here is sufficient reason for record companies to 
at least give serious consideration to an overall price reduction from 52/6d. 
to say 45/. or even 47/6d. This drop won't bring about any startling lift in 
album sales but it would be a step in the right direction to solving one of the 
major problems that are stifling albums in this country. 

Pan Pacific Promotions Pty. Ltd has advised Cash Box that Roy Orbison 
will headline a big show for them in January next-the package will be en- 
titled "Surfside '65." Pan Pacific currently has its "Melody Express" package 
starring Nelson Eddy & Gale Sherwood, plus Winifred Atwell, set to play 
Brisbane, Melbourne, Adelaide and Perth. 

RCA is out with a fresh single by one of Australia's leading television per- 
sonalities. Lorrae Desmond. Titles are "Never Before" c/w "Between Hello 
And Goodbye." The interesting point about the record is that it was produced 
in Hollywood. 

New locally produced singles from Festival Records are Johnny Devlin with 
"The Mod Nod" b/w "One Sided Love Affair" and Lucky Starr with "The 
Three Trees" b/w "Don't Ask Me Why" while the Linda Lee label (distributed 
by Festival) brings the Aztecs with "Smoke And Stack" and "Board Boogie." 

Louis Armstrong with his All Stars and Trini Lopez are the stars of a new 
concert series on behalf of Pan Pacific Promotions Pty Ltd. Harry M. Miller 
advises that the playing dates are: Brisbane, November 23; Melbourne, No- 
vember 25-26, Sydney, November 27-28; Adelaide, November 30 and Perth, 
December 2. 

New singles from W & G Records include The Rituals with "This Is Para- 
dise" c/w "Gone," which was produced in England by Kim Fowley. The new 
single from The Breakaways carries "I Walk The Line" and "Dominique."

COLOGNE- John Foster recently cut a German version of the top Italian hit, "Amore Scusami" in Cologne. The chanter's re -titled version, "Amore 
Bleib Bei Mir" ("Stay With Me My Love") will be released on the Deutsche

The EMI owned record firm Electrola, which handles not only a very strong 
line of local product but also Capitol, Liberty and several other important 
lines, has cancelled its working arrangement with the independent wholesalers 
and distributors as of January 1, 1965 and will work only through its own 
distribution set up owned by the factory. 

Electrola joins the giant D.G.G.-Polydor set up which also cancelled sub. 
distribution contracts a year or so ago. 

The results of this cancellation were put into effect in the words of distribu. 
tion chief of Electrola Wilfried Jung because the firm has 12 of its own 
distribution locations in Germany and more than enough salesmen to cover 
Germany properly. 

The firm also has a special distribution set up for its international repertoire. 
The maintenance of such a large distribution set up is very expensive and the 
facilities must be fully used in order to justify such costs. Jung said that 
either the firm owned distribution facilities had to be reduced or the sub. 
distributors had to be cut out and the firm decided that its distribution set up 

would be maintained and increased as the need exists. 
The sub -distributors are reacting strongly and the Duisberg wholesaler 

Hans Georg Michael wrote that he wonders if the government knows about the 
foreign firms that not only have taken over important positions in the business 
but also are cutting out the German businessmen trying to make a living 
by such methods. However, distribution chief Jung once again reiterated that 
he and his firm would stand by their decision. 

Philips Records will be the first record firm in Europe to award the "Diamond 
Record" for the LP "My Fair Lady" with the original German Cast. The LP 
which has been on the German LP charts for over 150 straight weeks it 
nearing the unbelievable sales figure of 500,000, a sales figure that has never 
been reached by an LP in Europe. The presentation will take place in Berlin 
with the cast present for the award. The LP is still the number 3 best seller 
in Germany at present despite the fact that the record is over 3 years old. 

Michael Arends back from a trip to the U.S.A. dropped in to the Cash Bag 
office to tell us about the smash success of the old Roy Clark number "Sweet 
Violets," which is now a top 10 tune reaching for the number 1 slot by Pete: 
Alexander under the title "Seide Und Sam." The firm is also swinging with 9 
Get Around" by The Beach Boys, "Sugar Lips" with Al Hirt and several newiee 
that Mike brought back from the states. 

Publisher Dr. Hans Sikorski celebrated his 65th birthday on Sept. 30. Dr. 
Sikorski has been one of the top men in the music business since 1935 when 
he started his publishing house. Today, he is head of the "German stage 
publisher's Union," a member of the GEMA board of directors, and is active 
in every stage of the business. 

Philips has kicked off its "Star Club" beat label with 9 singles and 6 LP's, 
The label owned and operated by Manfred Weissleder who owns the Star Club 
chain, the chain responsible for the Liverpool movement all over the world, and 
publisher Hans Beierlein have arranged for not only the hits from the German 
production but also stars like Fats Domino, James Brown, Jerry Lee Lewis 
Little Richard and others to appear on the label. The line up of starting 
singles includes waxings from the above mentioned artists along with The 
Searchers, The Rattles, & Lee Curtis. 

The label has also released the first LP by The Rackets who are now the top 
selling group for the firm and have a top 10 hit with "Skinny Minny." Teldee 
tells us that "Oh Pretty Woman" from Roy Orbison is the fastest selling U.& 
hit in years for the firm. The record sold over 20,000 in the first 8 days after 
release. Peggy March is returning to Germany this week for new recordings ie 
Berlin. Back from her successful tour of Japan, Peggy will do a new TV show 
here with Werner Muller. Other international stars in the TV'er include Rita 
Pavone and Paul Anka all from RCA Victor.

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Cash Box 

For the first time in many months, record companies in Argentina are look- 
ing optimistically at sales figures: September sales have shown a slight 
strengthening in the market and it seems that the rest of 1964 (with Decem- 
ber's Christmas boom) will confirm this trend. Of course, volume of sales is 
very far off from 1960/61, but a recovery may be expected next year, returning 
the industry to a strong position. 

These days, the main problem is the fact that, to send money to other coun- 
tries, publishers and diskeries are required to ask the Central Bank's approval; 
this fact causes delay in all payments, and disturbs relations between the com- 
panies and the ones they represent, who don't receive royalty payments in 
time. An action from the Record Producers Chamber has been suggested, as a 
way to solve this difficulty as soon as possible. 

One of the interesting points in the local record scene is the revival of me- 
lodic music-and mainly the boleros sung by Tito Rodriguez, whose "Inolvi- 
dable" is already several weeks in the best sellers lists. According to the sur- 
veys made by Cash Box and several recording companies, this type of music 
reaches a customer slightly older in average than the teen groups that have 
made Palito Ortega, The Beatles and other artists so popular. This age group 
seems to have been neglected during recent times, with some strange results, 
such as sales figures that don't reflect exactly the customer's response, as 
measured by other ways (radio & TV listeners, night-club goers, and so on). 
Very few serious studies have been made to know what is really what the cus- 
tomer wants, or would like to buy if he had the opportunity. Many observers 
consider that it would be of great benefit for the industry to start some mar- 
keting research and apply its results to its operation. 

Speaking about "Inolvidable," Ricardo Castelblanco of Edami points that, 
during the past weeks, there has been big interest in bolero standards, and sev- 
eral well known artists, like Chito Galindo, Fernando Torres, Leo Marini and 
Marfil, have been asking for these tunes. According to him, this Julio Gutirrez 
tune and "Que Sabes Tu," penned by Mirta Sylva, have been the strongest 
items. Maria del Carmen Hajdenwurcel of Julio Korn Publishers mentions an- 
other two Tito Rodriguez hits, "Tu Carino" and "Untate En Mi," also recorded 
by him for United Artists, as being published this month. 

Also on top of the wave are The Beatles, after the successful running of 
their first film, "A Hard Day's Night." Odeon Pops, EMI's representative in 
Argentina, reports strong sales not only for "Twist And Shout," their long- 
time hit, but also "All My Loving," included in that film, "Can't Buy Me Love" 
and "Money." It may be considered that Brian Epstein's group has established 
itself as a very strong name in this country, and a recent showing of its Ed 
Sullivan appearance attracted many TV viewers. Fermata Publishers, on its 
side, is working hard on Spanish versions of their main hits, and putting spe- 
cial effort on the main theme from the film, which has already several local re- 
cordings, and may get soon into the lists. 

Music Hall is preparing all its promotional forces to meet Trini Lopez, who's 
coming in a couple of weeks to this country. The label is promoting heavily 
Trini's latest album, "Latino," sung in Spanish, and his previous renderings. It 
is agreed that Lopez' visit will be a success; as we reported before, he'll ap- 
pear on TV and dance parties, and probably perform also in the city of Men- 
doza, in the west part of Argentina. Other news from MH state that local art- 
ists Los Santos, currently in Venezuela, are taking part in Renny Ottolina's 
famed TV show in Caracas. Next stop in Los Santos' tour will be Puerto Rico, 
and afterwards they'll jet to New York. 

Mario Kaminsky of Microfon very happy with the promotion received by 
new artists Jose Antonio, "Pucho" Vilar and Emilio Comte, and especially An- 
tonio's first waxing, "Veneno" and "Seis Horas." With these names, Kaminsky 
hopes to get a part of the booming teen market and extend his company's 
range. Also inked to Microfon is Sandy, a singer with big teen appeal, who's 
also composer; his first waxing will be marketed very soon. 

CBS is widening its modern jazz catalog by an interesting addition: "Miles 
& Monk At Newport," cut by Thelonious Monk and Miles Davis, and also fea- 
turing John Coltrane and Cannonball Adderley. On the classical music side, there are two albums presenting Rossini's Overture by the Saint Cecily Acad- 
emy Orchestra, directed by Fernando Previtali, and an LP cut by the Mormon 
Chorus with Eugene Ormandy's Philadelphia Orchestra. 

News from Julio Korn: Pop artist El Indio Gasparino, and other artists, are 
promoting strongly recently written "Indoamericano" rhythmed tunes. Main title is "Nada Muere," and has been cut by Los Indios (Odeon Pops), Siro San 
Roman (Music Hall) and the same Gasparino (CBS). The pubbery expects big action from these titles. Also on desk is "Vestida De Novia," currently zoom 
ing up on the charts; there are already six recordings of this Palito Ortega hit. 

Reports from Phonogram info about the new Chico Novarro single, "Ano - che Soiie" and "Madrecita Mia." Both tunes are set in the "Piropo" rhythm, 
developed by Chico and presented during his "Sabados Continuados" perform- ances. Other interesting release is an album by Astor Piazzolla, on mono and stereo, featuring titles like "El Recodo," "Tango Ballet" and "Contemporaneo." 
On the classical side, it has released the well known "Goldberg Variations" written by Johann S. Bach and two albums with Renaissance Music written by Gibbons, Campion, Dowland and Morley. 

We have just received a post card from RCA's A&R man, Johnny Camacho, currently in Europe, where he attended the Rome convention of Spanish Speak- ing RCA branches. In Buenos Aires, RCA is preparing a new album by Palito Ortega, which will be probably tagged "En La Juventud," with the label's teen songs. Other releases will be "Idolos De La Juventud," with the label's teen artists and their latest recordings, and the first singles by Hector Eduardo, expected to become a big star in short time: "De Rodillas Ante Ti" and "Con- tigo En La Playa." 
Odeon is working on a new album designed for the teen market, which will include tunes from several recent singles. Chicote Lopez has just cut "La Ca- lesita," which is expected to continue the success of "El Patito"; while Nestor Fabian's "Hirano De Amor A La Madre" has been very well received. On the sales figures side, Richard Anthony's album has been doing extremely well; his latest recording, "Ce Monde," will probably appear very soon. In the folk field, the latest news is a waxing by Tarrago Ros, "La Chamarrita." 
News from Fermata: Juan Ramon (Disc Jockey) has cut "Hay Que Saber" and "En Los Paises Latinos," to be included in his next album. Los Tammys, a group of growing popularity, will record "A Hard Day's Night" and "She Loves You" for Philips. 
Rodriguez Lague of Disc Joskey ìnfos that "Una Lagrima Seca," by Pepito Perez, is selling very well in the provinces of Tucuman and Santiago del Es- tero, in the Northern part of the country. A new album by Juan Ramon, with deluxe cover is due soon; this artist's previous albums have shown very inter- esting sales figures, and the label expects very much from this one, too. The

At first glance, any increase in price, whether it 
be in the actual cost of equipment or the resultant 
increase brought about by additional tariff, which is 
the case in Great Britain this week, is looked upon 
with alarm. After talking with several of the export 
people in this country, who are affected since the 
price hike must be borne by their buyers in the 
British market, there apparently is little ground for 
expectation of a slowdown in volume. 

At the moment, equipment landing in Britain is 

taxed via a 20% duty, a 21/2% "uplift" rate, and a 

25% purchase tax. The announcement from the 
newly elected British government has advised that 
an additional 15% tariff will now be placed upon 
imports from all countries and the tax applies to 
just about every product, including coin -operated 
machines. 

With the 15% tariff immediately following the 
20% duty, thereby increasing the amount taxed by 
the 21/2% uplift, and then the addition of the 25% 
purchase tax, the difference in the final price of a 

machine against what it cost last week to the buyer 
in Britain is closer to 23% rather than 15%. 

In spite of this, it is the considered opinion of 
many exporters here that Britain will buy as much 
equipment as it has in the past and that the whole 
saler especially, will either take a cut in his wide 
margin of profit or increase his price to the opera. 
tor accordingly. While the operator will pay a high- 
er price in most instances, the increase is not ex 
pected to slow his volume of purchasing. This think 
ing is based on the informed opinion of those doing 
business direct with wholesalers in Britain, on the 
attitude of the buyers over there, and also in look 
ing at the effects of previous tariff and price in. 
creases. As far as the export market is concerned, 
there is little evidence that increased price has ever 
been detrimental to continued sales volume. 

The US factories here are of course, concerned. 
Again, a price increase, especially when it comes in 

the form of increased duty and cannot be con 
trolled, should not be taken lightly. We do believe, 
however, that coin machine and vending equipment 
sales to Great Britain will not be adversely affected. 

As for the ultimate consumer, the operator, we 

feel that he will buy the equipment he needs, as 

always. A report on the operator's attitude will ap 
S pear in a future issue. The immediate reaction of

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New British Government Sets 
Additional l5% Tariff On Imports 

$4 Million U.S. Coin Machine Shipments Effected 
NEW YORK-On October 26 the new 
British Labor Government announced 
a 15% surcharge on imports of prod- 
ucts from countries around the world 
as part of a broad program to 
strengthen the British economy and 
protect the pound. The measure af- 
fects coin -operated equipment and is 
in addition to the current 20% duty, 
a 21/2% uplift (a British innovation 
for increasing the amount of pur- 
chase tax), and a 25% purchase tax. 
The 15% additional tariff works out 
to an approximate 23% hike in the 
cost of the machines at price value. 
The British Government this year 
faces its largest balance -of -payments 
deficit in history (between $1.96 bil- 
lion and $2.24 billion). The value of 
Britain's gold and convertible cur- 
rency reserves is pegged at $2.52 
billion. Last month's trade gap, for 
instance, was the widest this year. 

Devaluation Of Pound A Possibility 
Officials were concerned that con- 

tinuation of the widening of this 
trade gap would eventually lead to a 
devaluation of the pound. The fact 
of the matter is that Britain does 
not manufacture enough of its own 
product to offset imports. In the 
words of a European economist: 
"They don't even make a simple 
electric typewriter." 

In the United States, government 
officials said that while the move was 
understandable, and expected, once 
the Labor Party was in office, it 
would lead to a dip in US sales. 

Coin machine execs here, con- 
cerned with the $647,651 phonograph 
volume, the $3,247,872 games ex- 
ports, and the $383,361 vending busi- 
ness with Britain (1963 volume), 
were hesitant to voice a pessimistic 
response. Several leading exporters of 
machines confidently predicted that 
while a price increase never helps 
sales, the volume of coin -operated 
equipment into Britain would remain 
constant, based on the vital need for 
equipment at the location level and 
the present wide margin of profit 
that is enjoyed by wholesalers of 

equipment in England who provide 
most of the machines to operators. 
The operator who buys direct is in 
the minority and the operator who 
buys from the wholesaler is expected 
to pass on the increase to the location 
in the form of more equitable com- 
mission agreements. 

A Temporary Tax 
England is an operating country 

similar to the US where most of the 
equipment is leased to the location. 
Outside of Britain, in some nations 
and especially in Belgium, the equip- 
ment is sold to the location. A price 
hike here would not be as serious 
since resale prices are higher. 

Prime Minister Harold Wilson 
termed the tariff increase a "tempo- 
rary measure" but business people 
see "temporary" taxes in the same 
light as "permanent" taxes, especi- 
ally in the case of Britain. Along 
the lines of strengthening the econo- 

my, the Prime Minister was quoted 
as saying "We've got to think more 
about what we can get into the 
economy and less about what we can 
take from it." He added that perhaps 
some thought about earning money 
"instead of making it" would help. 

The additional surcharge went into 
effect at midnight, October 26. 

Some coin machine exporters called 
the shot early and shipped equipment 
in under the deadline to awaiting 
wholesalers. In some instances a 48 - 
hour waterway delivery was used 
from warehouses in Antwerp. 

Generally, the hardest hit nations 
are France, Italy, West Germany, 
Belgium and the Netherlands. Many 
of these countries also manufacture 
US equipment and ship into England. 
A total of 57% of the exports of the 
Common Market bloc, of which the 
UK is not a member, is affected. 

The US ships a total of $21 billion 
in products to Britain. Britain is this

nation's second largest overseas 
buyer. The games business in Britain 
from the US amounts to approxi- 
mately 20% of the total volume 
shipped. Slot machines, bingos, pin- 
ball amusement machines and novelty 
equipment is used to a great extent 
in Europe. 

France 
As much as two-thirds of France's 

exports will be affected by the 15% 
tariff. France ships about 5% of its 
overall export volume to Britain. Coin 
machine wholesalers, and manufac- 
turers, ship coin -operated equipment 
to wholesalers and franchised dis- 
tributors in London. 

West Germany 
West Germany is hard hit in view 

of the European distributors located 
there for American factory equip- 
ment and the large amount of used 
equipment which finds it way into 
England. German -made machines, of 
course, will also be affected by the 
tariff. Four percent of total West 
German exports go to Britain. 

Sweden 
Sweden's total exports to Britain 

amount to $500,000,000 annually. 
Sweden's commerce commissioner 
said the tariff would affect the trade 
"seriously." "We deplore the English 
measure," said Gunnar Lange, "and 
we hope it does not include the raw 
material wood, iron ore and pulp now 
being shipped." 

Most European Ministers believed 
the 15% move was illegal, or at least 
against the rules of the European 
Free Trade Association treaty. In 
effect, it is, but Britain's leaders 
claim the tariff increase was `vitally 
necessary" at this time. 

Patrick Gordon Walker, Britain's 
Foreign Secretary, said that "Britain 
has no plans for increasing its bank 
rate" in lieu of the increased tariff. 

As for the coin machine industry, 
the 15% increase was looked upon 
in some circles as just another price 
increase equal to or close with previ- 
ous equipment cost hikes and various 
tax measures which have preceded it. 

What The U.S. Exporter Has To Say p Machine Placement In England's Pubs 

:Ph About The Tariff Increase: Requires Agreement With Brewery Owners 
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NEW YORK-Cash Box reporters 
called on several leading factory and 
export executives last week for opin- 
ions on the increased British tariff, 
and the remarks were recorded as 
follows: 
Mondial International Inc.: (Aspet 
Varten) At the present time, it will 
affect imports and continue to affect 
sales until such time as the British 
buyer is completely informed of the 
final outcome. The tariff was called a 
temporary one by British Government 
officials. 
R. H. Belam Company: (Vic Haim, 
Pres.) I don't see where the sales 
volume will in any way be affected. 
The British market needs equipment, 
and continued to buy it in the face of 
reevious increases in cost. I doubt tht our business in Britain will suffer in any way.

Williams Electronic Mfg. Corp. (Sam Stern, 

Pres.) It is a very pressing matter at the moment. I have been led to believe that the British Govern- 

ment will review this temporary situ- 
ation in several months and we look 
for changes as a result of the impact 
it will have on overall exports. 
United Manufacturing Co. (Bill De- 
Selm, Sales Mgr.) It will of course 
affect us but we will have to wait and 
see just what it means to the buyer 
and judge our future actions by these 
developments. 
Empire Coin Machine Exchange, Inc. 
(Gil Kitt, Pres.) Of course it (the 
15% increased tariff) will affect our 
export situation in Great Britain, 
however, it is far too early to know 
to what extent. We'll have to wait 
and see. 
Atlas Music Co. (Sam Kolber, Sales) 
Atlas Music's heaviest foreign ship- 
ping is to. other European markets. 
We envision no particular problems 
as a result of the 15% tariff. When 
it is reviewed by the new Labor 
Government and all ramifications are 
taken into consideration, there is a 
possibility they may realize the ef- 
fects it has had on the countries of 
the world. 
World Wide (Iry Ovitz, Sales) Much 
of the coin machine business to Great 
Britain will be affected by the 15% 
duty.

The Brewery Owns The Pub 

NEW YORK-The placement of coin - 
operated equipment in many of Eng- 
land's markets is quite different than 
methods used in the US. For instance, 
the many pubs throughout England, 
are for the most part, owned, not by 
the apparent manager or proprietor, 
but by the brewery who may have 
ownership of ten, fifty or perhaps 
hundreds of pubs throughout the 

It's Official, 
But Is It Cricket? 

NEW YORK-Questions of the le- 
gality of the new British surcharge 
of 15% remained unanswered last 
week as Commerce Ministers and 
economists around the world quoted 
from the General Agreement on Tar- 
iffs and Trade to which 60 countries, 
including the US, subscribe. The 
agreement is an instrument whereby 
members mutually have reduced 
tariffs and import quotas. It also 
outlines the rules whereby these steps 
can be accomplished without creating 
ruffled feathers among the nations of 
the world. In the words of Britain's 
leaders "we plead guilty" (to having 
violated the GATT treaty). It was 
added that "urgent action" was im- 
perative. The new 15% tax is appli- 
cable to all imports excepting food 
and certain raw materials. 

British Isles. Each pub manager is 
placed on a percentage arrangement 
and works as though it was his own 
business, although in most cases 
there is little evidence that any 
sizable number of pubs are owned 
"privately." Since the brewery owner, 
or representative, is the man in 
charge of buying or dealing for the 
pubs in his chain, this is the man to 
whom the coin machine salesman ap- 
proaches. 

Many deals are set for multiple 
locations on the strength of the 
merits of one salesman or one ma- 
chine. A purchase might involve one 
hundred phonographs, one for each of 
the locations in a brewery's chain. 
The model may be the same for each. 
The commission arrangement is gen- 
erally a fiat one-with the operator 
paying the same price for a good 
location as for a bad one-working 
on an average. The recent 15% tariff 
will no doubt increase the cost of the 
machine, but the seller is again deal- 
ing with one firm in order to obtain 
quantities of locations. The margin 
is usually broad enough to absorb 
an increased commission or in this 
case, an increased cost which has 
come about from tariff hikes. Hence, 
the feeling in some areas of England 
that the 15% additional tariff will 
not adversely affect the import vol- 
ume from the US and elsewhere.

A Problem Market For Determined Coinmen

SYDNEY, AUSTRALIA - Australia 
may be a large body of land but 
that land is almost barren of loca- 
tions for coin -operated music and 
games as compared with population. 
Where there is a spot for a juke box, 
chances are there is also live enter- 
tainment, and that comes first in the 
land down under. 

The restrictions on games, the al- 
most complete prohibition of alcohol, 
and the early 10 PM closing hour 
takes the gleam out of the coin ma- 
chine salesman's eye after landing 
here and studying the problems of 
the coin machine industry. 

Jim McKeon, President of Auto- 
matic Products Pty., Ltd., franchised 
distributor here for Seeburg, offers 
first hand knowledge of the country 
and problems inherent in this land 
of countless contrasting customs. 
Thos,' customs (and gnvornmental 

rulings) sometimes present insur- 
mountable barriers to the coin ma- 
chine and vending industry. McKeon 
and others have managed to make 
headway in spite of it, but the task 
is for the patient man. 

The image of the coin machine here 
is what it once was in countries 
around the globe. The coin machine 
industry is continually linked with 
nefarious agents who must be from 
the underworld, or so they still be- 
lieve. Vending, on the other hand, 
appears to have a greater potential, 
although here too, the industry is 
linked with imaginary underworld 
elements. The beer is a 6 point beer 
and while the world has succumbed to 
the desires of the intelligent man and 
woman with a thirst, Australia feels 
a prohibition on alcoholic beverages 
is still required. Early closing hours 
do lead to copious quantities of the 
6 -point malt being consumed between 
quitting hour at the plant and closing 
time at the pub, but it does not 
weaken the stand by the authorities. 

There are six night clubs in Sydney, 
a metropolitan city with more than 
two million population. The clubs in 
hotels, which do sell alcoholic bever- 
ages, can sell no more than a propor- 
tionate amount based on the number 
of guests who may stay at the hotel. 
The smaller the hotel, the smaller the 
cocktail lounge, and so it goes. 

McKeon is Vice -President of the 
Australian Catering Association and 
his task at the moment is to help 
the growth of the smaller cocktail 
bars in order to literally make avail- 
able locations for his juke boxes. 
Many Europeans travel to Australia 
for vacation and on business. In Mc- 
Keon's opinion, their tastes for adult 
music has been acquired and devel- 
oped in Europe and America. "We 
can give them the music want 
with the Seeburg equipment," stated 
McKeon during a visit to the US, 
where he will stay for another two 
weeks, on a Convention -nationwide 
business trip. 

McKeon has never ceased in his 
determination, to attain for the coin - 
operated phonograph, a high level 
image. At the moment, his latest 
success has been with the Sydney 
Opera House (photos) where the 
Seeburg LP -480 Console will be used 
"for acoustical purposes" to test the 
musical sounds before the concert 
hall is sot. (T.ittlo LP's by Knste-

lanetz, Madame Butterfly, Nelson 
Eddy). The Opera House is a $39 
million venture and is ample proof 
that Australia is indeed cosmopolitan 
in its views. The Opera House, inci- 
dentally, is being built with funds 
from a national lottery, financed 
weekly by bettors. The construction 
will be completed in 1967. 

One more obstacle in the path of 
enterprising coinmen here. Men do 
not drink with women, nor do they 
associate very much with them, and 
certainly not in the pubs. "They pre- 
fer to drink with their mates," is 

way McKeon puts it and therein 
lies another tale of woe of the men 
who would very much like to pro- 
gram music for couples out on the 
town. The juke box does not hold 
much of an attraction for the men 
who have their eye on the 10 o'clock 
witching hour. But with men like 
Jim McKeon, perhaps Australia will 
loosen its belt and live a little. And 
preferably with the sounds of a juke 
box coming from every tavern in 
town.

1963 Factory Shipments 
Of Vending Equipment 
Off 6% From 1962 Value 
CHICAGO -A statistical study, pre- 
pared annually by the U.S. Bureau 
of the Census at the request of the 
NAMA, shows that the value of 
manufacturer shipments of vending 
machines during 1963 came to $163 
million as compared with $172 million 
during 1962. This comparison repre- 
sents a decrease from 1962 to 1963 of 
6%. 

Although shipments of some indi- 
vidual types ' of vending machines 
gained in value in 1963, the report 
states, the figures for every major 
category show a decline. For example, 
'the over-all value of beverage ma- 
chine shipments amounted to $105.3 
million in 1963, down 5 per cent from 
the $110.3 million shipped in 1962. 

A growth of 6% was noted in the 
value of machines for single -cup, 
fresh -brew coffee to $16.9 million from 
$15.9 million in 1962. Shipments of 
canned soft drink venders in 1963 
advanced 100 per cent to $2 million, 
from $1 million in 1962. The value of 
vending machines for confections and 
foods amounted to $29.7 million in 
1963, down 8 per cent from $32.2 
million in 1962. In this category, the 
value of "multi -purpose" (refriger- 
ated and non -refrigerated) venders 
rose to $6.7 million, from $6.4 million 
in 1962. 

Shipments of "all other" vending 
machines totaled $27.9 milion and 
$29.8 million during 1963 and 1962 
respectively. In this group, postage 
stamp machines showed an advance 
to $706,000 in 1963, from $456,000 in 
1962. 

The Bureau of the Census report 
represents both domestic and export 
shipments of news vending machines, 
including those shipped on consign- 
ment. No data are included for re- 
built or repaired machines.

Dollar sales for the three months ended September 30 were $319,647,- 000 an increase of $3,085,000 over the $316,562,000 for the 1963 third quarter Walker noted that the intro- duction of the Company's new Half and Half Filter Cigarettes contrib- uted significantly to the favorable sales figures. Earlier this month, Walker announced that Tareyton unit sales are running more than 30% ahead of last year's level. 9,853 Shatter Attendance 
Record At NAMA Chi Show 

CHICAGO - A new record of 
9,853 participants was set by the 
18th Convention -Exhibit of Auto- 
matic Merchandising when it 
closed its four -day run at Chi- 
cago's McCormick Place and the 
Conrad Hilton Hotel on October 
21, according to Carl Millman, 
president of the NAMA, which 
sponsors the annual industry trade 
show. Exceeding the 1963 record 
attendance of 9,208 by 7 per cent, 
the show also set a new mark with 
160 exhibitors, up from 155 in 
1963. 

Open only to the vending indus- 
try, the annual Convention con-

Experts Speak On The 

School Vending Program 
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CHICAGO - "Do not compete with 
school cafeterias serving Type 'A' 
lunches ... but supplement this serv- 
ice," vending operators were entreat- 
ed during a discussion forum held 
here during the recent NAMA trade 
show and convention. 

"Supplement this manual service - 
the serving of Type 'A' lunches, pat- 
terned after the U.S. federal gov- 
ernment's table of Recommended 
Daily Dietary Allowances - or re- 
place it by offering to lease milk, cold 
food and hot food vendors so that a 
school system depending on goverrí- 
ment subsidies may continue to ob- 
tain it," said Henry F. Dylla, director 
of operations services for the ARA 
Slater School and College Services. ' 

Dylla was one of a panel of four 
persons, involved in some aspect of 
either the vending industry or in 
feeding students in the nation's three 
levels of schools, who spoke on "Sell- 
ing To The School Market." The oth- 
ers were: Harold Throop, Jr., admin- 
istrative analyst, Fullerton Union 
High School District, Fullerton, 
Calif.; Forrest M. Townsend, direc- 
tor of school services, the Vendo 
Company; and George Loeb, a part- 
ner in the Orange County Vending 
Company, Anaheim, Calif. 

Throop said the job of the vending 
operator interested in the school mar- 
ket was principally one of public re-

lations. As he outlined it, the three - 
faceted image of vending which many 
school personnel hold and which the 
operator must combat, is: "1. the 
vending machine complex is typified 
by the machine located at the corner 
gas station; 2. the vending operator 
is a smooth, high-pressure individual 
who is, perhaps, being investigated by 
a congressional committee; 3. a loss 
of local identity would result if vend- 
ing machines and vending contractors 
played a major role in the school food 
service program." Helpful hints for 
the operator which Throop outlined 
were: "1. Use common sense in mak- 
ing your sales approach and bid. 2. 
Do not make statements that cannot 
be substantiated or that you are not 
willing to defend. 3. Make commis- 
sions realistic so that you can main- 
tain standards of quality of food and 
operations 4. Use aggressiveness in 
moderation. 5. Develop a program 
that will be mutually advantageous to 
you and to the school district." 

Forrest Townsend revealed some of 
the problems which high schools are 
facing today, and advised operators 
interested in this market to capitalize 
on them in selling their proposals to 
school administrators. These problems 
included: mounting enrollments, ris- 
ing labor costs, the problem of losses44 
on so-called "subsidy" lunch pro- 
grams, lack of student participation 
in subsidy lunch programs (snack 
eating is indicated here), the head- 
aches for administrators in running 
cafeterias plus snack bars, restricted 
space, soaring construction costs and 
slow cafeteria service. 

George Loeb detailed further prob- 
lems which directly affect operators 
in this market. He advised that, 
"each school must and should have 
a resident employee during peak 
hours for several reasons: 1. the t, 
making of change; 2. to facilitate 
when machinery malfunction occurs, 
and 3. to keep students from abusing 
the machines. The resident employee 
also keeps machines restocked during 
peak hours, and in between keeps the 
machines clean and sanitary looking," 
he further advised. "Each school will 
have its own problems and the op- 
erator -serviceman must be fluid 
enough to meet individual needs," 
Loeb concluded.

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Split -Ball Return A Hit 
On U.S. Billiards Bumper 

AMITYVILLE, N.Y.-U.S. Billiards 
enjoyed unusually good response to a 
bumper pool feature, introduced as 
an exclusive innovation at the recent 
MOA Convention. The "split -ball re- 
turn" idea, separates red and white 
balls and delivers them to their re- 
spective ball return drawers upon in- 
sertion of a coin, according to Sales 
Manager Art Daddis. The red balls 
go to the player playing the red balls 
while the white balls go to the side 
of the white ball player, thereby elim- 
inating the need for players to sepa- 
rate balls before playing a game. 

The unique feature came about 
when US Billiards engineers con- 
structed separate ball return run- 
ways, one each beneath the red hole 
and the white hole, thus necessitating 
the separation after the balls are 
dropped. 

"The feature speeds up the game 
for one thing," stated Daddis during 
a conversation last week from the US 
Billiards plant here, "and actually 
saves wear and tear on the game it- 
self." The new Bumper Model is avail- 
able in two sizes: 56" x 40" and 
75" x 43". 

Daddis spent much time at the Chi- 
cago show explaining the construction 
of the table tops, demonstrating that 
the Bumper Model, although smaller 
than the five 6 -pocket US Billiards 
models, is actually as sturdy as the 
larger tables. He said the legs and 
the casters are as durable as can be 
made, to withstand `roughousing' on 
location. 

As for the bumper model market 
today, Daddis contends that the bump- 
er pool market is a constant one with 
about the same number of tables sold 
each ar.
