Shades Of '64! 
Capitol Rushes New Beatles 
LP, Single Tops Top 100 

NEW YORK-The Beatles will begin 
the New Year with the same kind of 
bang with which they greeted the U.S. 
market last Jan. 

Currently riding the crest on the 
Top 100 with "I Feel Fine," the team's 
newest LP, "Beatles '65," is getting an 
advance rush release from Capitol. 

According to Vovle Gilmore, the 
label's A&R veep, Capitol had origi- 
nally slated "Beatles '65" for Dec. 28 
release. However, due to the demand 
created by "wildcat" airplay on U.S. 
stations that obtained pressings of the 
disk from a Parlophone/English/ver- 
sion of the LP, Capitol decided to 
move up the release date. 

Gilmore said that over 750,000 ad- 
vance orders have already been taken 
although salesmen did not write any 
until last Wednesday. 

"At the rate the orders are coming 
in," he said, "this may well be the 
biggest Beatles album ever sold. We 
have already applied to the RIAA for 
million seller certification-not $1 
million in sales, but 1 million LP's." 
Gilmore estimated the release would 
surpass the million mark by the sec- 
ond or third day after it hit record 
stores. If it does, Dec. will be the 
biggest musical -month in Beatle his- 
tory. Besides "Beatles '65," Capitol is 
asking RIAA to certify two other 
"Beatles candidates" - "The Beatles 
Story," a deluxe, two LP set that has 
already sold in excess of $1 million. 
and "I Feel Fine," "She's A Woman," 
the new single by the Beatles that has 
also surpassed the million mark. 

Album's hill -of -fare features seven 
Lennon -McCartney newcomers, in- 
elnding "I Feel Fine" and its coupler, 
"She's A Woman," plus four teen 
oldies. 

FTC's Reilly States 
Official Clarification Of 
Rules' Example For NARM 
NEW YORK- NARM, the rack -job- 
ber association, has received an offi- 
cial Federal Trade Commission clari- 
fication of example 9 in Section 1 of 
the Trade Practice Rules. 

Albert A. Carretta, NARM's legal 
counsel, had requested such a clarifi- 
cation from FTC Commissioner John 
R. Reilly, and indicated full satisfac- 
tion with the reply. The example, part 
of a general section of prohibited 
discriminatory prices, rebates, dis- 
counts, etc., deals with functional dis- 
counts. NARM claimed that it could 
be read as to prohibit functionals to 
rack men for their services. 

In his reply to Carretta, Commis- 
sioner Reilly, who stated he was 
"authorized to say the Commission 
concurs in this letter," wrote: 

"Our rules do not say to a manu- 
facturer 'you can no longer under any 
circumstances pay a rack jobber 10% 
for performing certain functions.' 
Instead, the rules implicitly ask the 
question-is the rack jobber really 
performing certain legitimate sub- 
distributive functions? If so, with 
respect to that part of his purchases, 
a discount to him would appear not 
to be illegal. On the other hand, with 
respect to any of its business which 
may be characterized as retail, the 
so-called rack jobber would not be 
entitled to a subdistributor's discount."

U.S. ANTI-TRUST ACTION AGAINST BMI 
Govt. Wants Broadcasters To Divest Themselves of BMI Stock Holdings 

NEW YORK-Based primarily on its 
dominance as a clearing house for 
teen -beat music, the Justice Depart- 
ment filed an anti-trust suit here last 
week against Broadcast Music, Inc. 

The action charges that BMI, 
through its ownership by 517 radio 
and TV outlets, engages in monopo- 
listic practices in the performances 
of music on the air. 

Of interest was the suit's concen- 
tration on the Top 40 sound, alleging 
that 80% of today's current hit songs 
are BMI-cleared copyrights. It was 
indicated that the Government used 
trade charts to determine this figure. 

There was a swift, sweeping denial 
of the Government's charges by Bob 
Burton, president of BMI (see his 
statement below). 

The Justice Department is seeking 
to compel the broadcasters to divest 
themselves of their stock interests 
in BMI. 

There was no indication, observers 
agreed, that the anti-trust action was 
in any way tied -in with the recent 
announcement by the Federal Com- 
munications Commission's to make a 
new probe into the problems of payola 
and plugola in the record and broad- 
casting industries. 

A spokesman for ASCAP, which 
currently operates under a consent 
decree with the Justice Department,

UA Reports: 
Beatles' Soundtrack LP 
Nearing 2,000,000 Mark 
NEW YORK-United Artists Records 
has reported a sales boom on its 
Beatles' soundtrack album, "A Hard 
Day's Night," for a two-week period 
during which 50,000 LP's were shipped 
and sold in each of the seven-day 
periods. The resurgence of sales ac- 
tivity on the giant LP, according to 
label execs, is rapidly bringing the 
total to two million albums sold, to 
make it one of the outstanding sales 
winners among soundtrack albums. 

Major factors responsible for the 
renewed sales interest in "A Hard 
Day's Night," which has been high 
on the charts for 25 weeks, was a new 
holiday wrapper for the jacket and 
block re -bookings in 650 theaters in 
major cities across the country.

BMI, as Burton's statement noted, 
was formed in 1939 with the approval 
of the Justice Department, after an 
historic hassle between broadcasters 
and ASCAP over payment of royal- 
ties. 

Over the years, many leading writer 
members of ASCAP have petitioned 
the Government to investigate their 
contentions that broadcasters fa- 
vored BMI-cleared music which, they 
claimed, led to the growth of inferior 
pop music. 

As the Justice Department alleges, 
the broadcasters, through BMI, "fa- 
vor and promote BMI music to the 
exclusion of all other music" and that 
they "depress royalty rates paid to 
authors, composers and publishers." 

This, the Government contends, de- 
nies the latter to "a free and com- 
petitive market for the performance 
of their copyrighted musical compo- 
sitions." 

In a run-down of BMI's growth in 
the pop hit field, the Justice De- 
partment said its figures showed that 
there had been a marked annual in- 
crease in BMI-cleared hits. In 1948, 
the Government said, ASCAP-cleared 
songs composed 90% of the top chart 
hits, while, as of last Oct., 80% of 
the hits were BMI-cleared songs. 

On the current Cash Box Top 100, 
78% of the songs are from the BMI 
catalog.

SAM COOKE KILLED IN L.A. 
NEW YORK-Sam Cooke, one of the 
record industry's top talents for a 
number of years, was shot and killed 
at a motel in Los Angeles early Fri- 
day morning (11). 

The 33 -year -old RCA Victor artist 
singer was shot, police said, by the 
owner of the motel, Bertha Lee Frank- 
lin. Details on the exact nature of 
the incident were unavailable at press - 
time. 

Cooke's death was the second major 
blow this year to his label, RCA 
Victor, whose strong country per- 
former Jim Reeves died earlier this 
year in an airplane crash. 

His recent Top 100 hit, "Cousin 
of Mine," was one of a long string 
of singles successes by the performer. 

Cooke's first smash appeared on 
the Keen label in 1958. It was "Send 
for Me" and turned out to be a mil- 
lion -selling disk. 

The songster continued to hit on 
Keen with such items as "Sentimental 
Reasons," "Wonderful World" and 
"Only 16." His Victor successes in- 
cluded "Everybody Loves to Cha Cha," 
"Chain Gang," "Twisting the Night 
Away," "Sad Mood," "Tennessee 
Waltz," "Little Red Rooster," "Good 
News" and others. 

Many of Cooke's recordings con- 
tained material written by the artist 
himself. He owned a publishing com- 
pany, Kags Music. He also played 
guitar.

RIAA Plans For Color 
Film Aimed At Consumer 
Caps Active Year 
NEW YORK-A history of the rec- 
ord business will be served -up to TV 
viewers and others via a planned 
half-hour color film. 

The 9 -man board of the Record 
Industry Association of America 
(RIAA) has approved "in principle" 
the creation of such a feature, which 
would be earmarked for broadcast 
in key markets and distributed to 
schools and religious institutions. 

Current plans are to have the film 
ready some time next year. At present, 
a budget is being worked out for vari- 
ous aspects of the pic's production 
distribution. 

The format of the film is expected 
to cover three areas. They are 1) a 
history of the record industry; 2) the 
process of making a record, from the 
session to the finished disk; and 3) 
the variety of music and artistry ob- 
tainable on records. 

The color film move caps a busy 
year for the RIAA. The organization, 
whose membership accounts for about 
80% of annual disk sales, has been 
particularly active on legislative 
fronts on behalf of the business.

Dave Kapp, President of Kapp 
Records, has been in the record 
business about as long as any- 
body. He's seen thousands of 
artists and hundreds of thousands 
of songs come and go, and he 
doesn't become excited easily. 

When Dave phoned a few 
weeks ago, to say how en- 
thused he was over a new 
Christmas record by The Harry 
Simeone Chorale I watched for 
the special delivery postman 
eagerly. It wasn't on the turn- 
table more than a minute, when 
I was completely captivated. 

"O Bambino" is the title of 
the song. I'm sure that it will 
not only be one of this year's 
biggest seasonal hits, but that it 
will become a Christmas stand- 
ard like Simeone's "Little Drum- 
mer Boy," to be played and 
cherished each year far into the 
future. 

When I played it on the air 
last Saturday, a WWDC listener 
called to say that her mother 
had found the lyrics in an old 
Italian Bible. 

I asked Harry Simeone about 
it the other day, and learned 
that the Italian lyrics are from 
an encyclical issued by Pope 
Pius IX at the beginning of the 
century. 

The encyclical was, entitled 
"Tu Sciendi Della Stella"-"You 
Come From The Stars." 

Harry Simeone, by the way, 
certainly has an ear for songs 
that lend themselves to a choral 
sound. A Julliard graduate and 
a student of Stravinsky, he was 
arranger for Fred Waring and 
The Pennsylvanians for 10 years. 
Back in '47 he arranged "'Twas 
The Night Before Christmas" 
for that group, and it too has 
become a standard. 

Well, after writers Velona and 
Capra added English lyrics to the 
language of the Pope's encyclical. 
and titled it "O Bambino," Sime- 
one arranged it for 25 voices (16 
male and nine female), accom- 
panied by a percussion section, 
two guitars and an organ. 

To describe its beauty Is point- 
less. This is one you simply must 
hear, to experience both a thrill- 
ing musical and religious quality. 

My vote goes to "O Bambino" 
as the Christmas song of the 
year! 

Thank you Fred Fiske. Similar comments and feelings have been 

expressed by many other radio friends, too numerous to mention.

Dick and Deedee, who are currently 
riding the charts with "Thou Shalt 
Not Steal" on Warner Brothers, have 
been together as a team about two 
years. 

Everything started when Dick St. 
John, whose painting talents won him 
a scholarship to the Los Angeles Art 
Institute, was working on a sketch 
one morning. It was a mountain scene, 
but to Dick's critical eye, something 
was lacking. Suddenly a melody en- 
tered his mind.

Motown Record Corp. Though the group practiced hard and rehearsed 
long hours to polish the act, their be- ginning auditions were not promising. But convinced of their talent, the Con- tours called upon a distant cousin of Johnson's to listen to their sound. The "distant cousin" turned out to be Jackie Wilson, who called Gordy to urge him to work with the crew. Shortly thereafter the boys added guitar player Huey Davis and they were inked to Gordy Records. The rest is history.

tained, in addition to a copyright spe- 
cialist, attorney Robert Weiswasser 
as general legal counsel for Kruger 
Enterprises, Ltd., which includes all 
recording and music publishing acti- 
vities. Richard Gersh Associates was 
appointed to handle public relations 
and a New York mailing address for 
Ember Records has been established 
at 32 Court Street. 

A significant factor in the United 
Artists deal, Kruger said, is the 
label's agreement to launch a major 
campaign on three, new young Ember 
artists, Ray Singer, Sheila and Jenny 
and Marcus Tro. These artists will be 
recorded both in the United States 
and in England. All Ember releases 
through UA will bear either an Em- 
ber logo or identification of some sort 
on the label. Ember had previously 
placed material with United Artists 
-the score of "Zulu" and the original 
single theme by John Barry (now an 
Ember pactee) of "From Russia With 
Love." 

Kruger, who will return to Eng- 
land shortly before Christmas, will 
cover Miami, Nashville and Memphis 
before a final week's stay on the 
Coast. He will leave for England di- 
rectly from California. The junket, 
which has become a regular event 
for him, affords Kruger the oppor- 
tunity to keep himself constantly cur- 
rent on all phases of the music pub- 
lishing and record business in the 
United States. 

Although Chad & Jeremy are the 
hottest artists now on Ember Records, 
the label has established itself solidly 
in the album field. Ember won the 
Gramaphone Retailer's Award for the 
Best Comedy Record of The Year 
with their release of the controversial, 
Peter Sellers -Anthony Newley LP, 
"Fool Britannia." Recently, the label 
garnered quantities of press coverage 
for their powerful documentary al- 
bum "Why I Am Ready To Die," a 
narration by Peter Finch of the 
speech by the African Negro leader, 
Nelson Mandela. The album has re- 
portedly resulted in a complete boy- 
cott of the Ember label in South 
Africa until the record is dropped 
from the catalogue. 

Ember Records, like Kruger's music 
publishing firms, is four years old. 
The music publishing operation num- 
bers among its copyrights the back- 
grounds to approximately 60 motion 
pictures and five currently running 
television series.

Seeburg Offers Locations 
New 'Discotheque Package' 
NEW YORK - The Seeburg Corp. 
has come -up with an ambitious dis- 
cotheque idea for juke-box locations. 

Discotheques, featuring dancing to 
recorded music, have sprung up in 
major cities of the U.S. following 
their success abroad, especially Paris. 

For locations carrying Seeburg ma- 
chines and allowing dancing, J. 
Cameron Gordon, president of the 
company told a distrib meet in Chi- 
cago on Friday, Dec. 4 of Seeburg's 
plan for a "Packaged Discotheque." 

Seeburg has prepared a series of 
"Rec-O-Dance" albums which auto- 
matically assure a continually chang- 
ing and contrasting succession of 
rhythm patterns by top bands and 
combos. They were cut in the U.S. 
under the direction of David Carroll, 
the A&R man -maestro. 

To capture the atmosphere of an 
actual discotheque, the company has 
two large "Rhythm Twins" remote 
speakers designed to work with See - 
burg's Little LP juke-box, the LP 
Console/480. Also, the package in- 
cludes a multi -colored set of visually 
striking fluorescent wall panels, dis- 
cotheque napkins, coasters, table 
tents, banners and an illuminated 
sign. Promo part of the package in- 
cludes radio spot announcement copy 
and a location press release. 

The entire package is available to 
locations at no cost. "The location 
will inevitably gain in music income," i. 

Gordon remarked, "but that is not the 
main reason for installing a dis- 
cotheque. The big money will come 
from increased sales of food and 
beverages, because a discotheque gets 
the crowd into a location during 
normally slack evening hours, keeps 
them there all evening, and keeps 
them spending." 

The package will be available at 
distrib showrooms in about one week, 
it was reported. 

Terry Oates Is

LONDON-A headline in last week's 
story incorrectly stated that Teddy 
Holmes had succeeded Jimmy Henney 
as professional manager of Chappell 
Ltd. Actually, as the body copy re- 
lated, Henney was replaced by Terry 
Oates.

These charges are the same charges 
that have been urged by BMI's dom- 
inant competitor, ASCAP, before Con- 
gressional committees, the FCC and 
a long succession of attorneys general. 
They have repeatedly been shown to 
be without merit and neither the Con- 
gress, the FCC nor any previous at- 
torney general has taken action upon 
them. 

It is obvious that the Government 
suit is based upon a complete mis- 
conception of the facts. BMI's 25 
years of successful service to the pub- 
lic and to the creators and users of 
music is inconsistent with any theory 
that BMI is operating in violation of 
the antitrust laws. BMI will seek a 
speedy trial. We are confident that 
BMI's position as a positive and nec- 
essary force in American musical life 
will be upheld by the Court." 

WB Signs Vic Damone 
NEW YORK-Singer Vic Damone has 
joined the talent roster of Warner 
Bros. Records, according to a joint 
announcement by the performer and 
Mike Maitland, president of the disk- 
ery. 

Move ends Damone's three year as- 
sociation with Capitol Records, which 
was preceded by long tie-ups with 
the Columbia and Mercury labels. He 
also did disk dates for RCA Victor in 
the late 40's. 

Maitland hinted that future record- 
ing dates by Damone would be made 
with an eye on the top 100. Joe Smith, 
the label's director of singles A&R, 
will produce the artist's first records 
for the diskery. 

WB, the announcement stated, will 
be working closely with Lee Wolfberg, 
personal manager of Damone, and the 
William Morris Agency on all per- 
sonal appearances and network TV'ers 
made by the vocalist.

the House Ways and Means Com- 
mittee in July urging repeal of the 
excise tax on disks, made a stand 
against the elimination of compulsory 
licensing from the copyright law, 
mapped plans to fight proposals to in- 
crease postal rates on disks and suc- 
cessfully presented testimony before a 
House Subcommittee calling on Con- 
gress to consider records a major art 
form in a bill (later signed by Presi- 
dent Johnson) to establish a national 
council on the arts. 

In other matters, the RIAA pre- 
sented to the FTC its draft for the 
eventually promulgated Federal Trade 
Commission trade practices rules for 
the record industry, many viewpoints 
of which were incorporated into the 
final guidelines. The association also 
sponsored National Record Month in 
Oct., a first for the industry. 

At the National Association of 
Broadcasters convention in Chicago 
last April, RIAA presented an audio- 
visual description of the disk business, 
a move designed to work out a closer 
liaison with broadcasters, who, the 
RIAA noted, use disks for 80% of 
their programming.

Sidney Bron hopes that Bobby Vinton's waxing 
of his own composition "Mr. Lonely" issued on Columbia will repeat its 
American success. The song was originally issued in 1962 with disks by 
Buddy Greco and Gary Miller but failed to get away. Looks like it might 
be second time lucky. A couple of debut disks on Fontana are also handled 
by Bron, "Spare A Thought For Me" by George E. Washington and "That 
Don't Worry Me" by The Sassenachs. 

The score of Lionel Bart's current musical, "Maggie May," published here 
by Apollo Music, has been acquired for the rest of the world by United Artists. 
Bart's next project will be a completely new stage and screen musical based 
on the legendary Robin Hood story. Both Bart's London publishing house, 
Apollo and United Artists of America will be involved in the production of 
the show. 

Roy Berry of Campbell Connelly and his group of companies, has enjoyed 
his most successful year to date. Major hits have included "Glad All Over" 
by Dave Clarke (Columbia); "Don't Blame Me" by Frank Ifield (Columbia) 
and "I Believe" by The Bachelors (Decca) as well as two P. J. Proby hits, 
"Hold Me" and "Together" (Decca). They also scored with "Have I The 
Right" by The Honeycombs (Pye) and "I'm Crying" by The Animals (Colum- 
bia). Pubbery is currently working on The Beach Boys current American 
hit, "When I Grow Up To Be A Man," on Capitol. The firm's independent 
production set up, CeeCee, has a new disk out by The Dowliners Sect on 
Columbia "Find Out What's Happening" which gets American release on 
Mercury. 

Agent Paul Cave responsible for the highly successful all-night show in 
aid of charity which took place at Wembley recently. An audience of seven 
and a half thousand raised £4,000 which was donated to a children's charity. 
Included on the bill such names as The Rolling Stones, The Animals, Susan 
Maughan, etc. and despite this galaxy of talent the show stoppers turned 
out tc be Dickie Rock and the Miami Show Band from Ireland. Irish show 
bands have been dominating the charts in their own country for some con- 
siderable time and the grapevine has it that many of these show bands will 
cross the Irish channel in 1965 to be the "in" sound. 

Island Records is launching a large advertising and publicity campaign 
to establish its newly formed. Sue label as the leading authentic rhythm 
and blues label in this country. The entire catalog of more than 40 releases 
will be promoted and material from American catalogs has been acquired 
featuring such names as Etta James, Betty Everett, John Lee Hooker, The 
Wallace Brothers and The Olympics, etc. Sue Records in England has no 
affiliation whatsoever with the American label of the same name. 

Promoter Arthur Howes already lining up package tours for 1964. Cilla 
Black is all set for her first major four -week nation wide tour commencing 
January 29 accompanied by Tommy Quickly and The Sounds Incorporated. 
Howes has also signed Roy Orbison for a four week tour starting February 16. 

After a triumphant tour of Scandinavia, The Zombies follow up their 
American disk success with a personal appearance tour commencing December 
22. They play a ten-day season on The Murray The K Christmas Show at 
The Fox Theatre, Brooklyn followed by a four week tour of all major cities. 
Several TV spots have been lined up including the British filmed version 
of The Red Skelton Show. The Zombies return to Britain early in February. 

Dusty Springfield off to South Africa on December 10 for a ten-day tour. 
A clause in Dusty's contract stipulates her playing to mixed audiences and 
a breach in these terms will result in the cancellation of the tour. 

Mickie Most, the independent producer who notched up no less than eleven 
chart entries in South Africa before returning to his native Britain, plans 
a visit to South Africa on December 15 to seek out new recording talent.

American trip will be the further expansion of Transatlantic's interest in

After a highly successful subscription -action, Leo Boucle%ijns of Phonogram 

told Cash Box, Philips released on Dec. 1 the complete set of the five Beetho- 
ven Piano Concertos, in performance by Claudio Arrau and the Concertgebouw 
Orchestra conducted by Bernard Haitink. Arrau's noble and brilliant perform- 
ances on earlier occasions, in personal appearances and on Philips records, 
have gained the great pianist from Chile highest praises from the Dutch press. 
The Beethoven -set consists of five LPs (one concert per LP) and is packaged 
in a solid sliding -box, linen -covered and with a back of nut -wood, while a 
splendidly designed book with text and illustrations offers another enhance- 
ment to the set's presentation. The three months' subscription action guaran- 
teed buyers an attractive reduction for both the mono and stereo versions. 
This Arrau-Concertgebouw orchestra cooperation is considered an absolute 
high -light in the entire Dutch record -industries. 

Much attention was paid in Europe to Sir Winston Churchill's 90th birthday 
at November 30. Philips released a double LP -album entitled "The Finest 
Hours," the original soundtrack from the film of the same name, based on 
Churchill's Memoirs. Narrations are spoken by Orson Welles and Patrick Wy- 
mark. 

Well -selling single -hits by The Four Seasons in Holland were and still are 
"Rag Doll" and "Dawn," both on Philips. This success will pave the way in 
this country for the sharply rising U.S.-hit "Big Man In Town," a new Phono- 
gram release on the Philips label. Otto Vriezenberg, label -manager for Philips 
popular in Holland, remarked that The Four Seasons could create a sensation 
and a definite sales -boom if a personal appearance of the Quartet in Holland 
could be arranged. 

Holland has its Grand Prix for Dutch Jazz, sponsored by the Prince Bern- 
hard Fund. This was reported by Phonogram's PR -man Frank Visser, who is 
the Secretary for the Grand Prix Board. The prize consists of a considerable 
sum of money and a modern sculpture. This year's Grand Prix (the second) 
was won by bandleader -arranger Boy Edgar (49), a medical doctor by profes- 
sion who has been active in Dutch jazz -life since the Thirties, well-known for 
his splendid big band cooperation with leading American jazz -musicians who 
played in Holland like Max Roach and the late Eric Dolphy.

Phi- 
lips made an LP -recording of the Schoonderwalt Quartet and the Schoonder- 
walt Orchestra, entitled "The Winner," one of the best sold jazz -albums in this 
country from own sources. 

Atlantic's new single hit, being proclaimed a "top" in a recent TV -teenager - 
panel "Top or Flop" is The Drifters' "Saturday Night At The Movies," now 
quickly establishing the groups' rising popularity in Holland. 

Bovema's new HMV -album by Adamo is out. Dealers have been specially 
informed through rushcards. The Belgian singer, whose 'Dolca Paola' now also 
catches on very strongly, will be back in Holland for TV -appearances next 
month. 

After their initial TV -gig with organist Cor Steyn, the "Shalom" girls re- 
ceived fair to excellent reviews from the press. Bovema's Imperial -label han- 
dles plugging and promotion of the duo's recording, "Peter Cha Cha Cha," now 
hitting the stands. 

Columbia -label manager Cees Pompe told Cash Box that the delayed TV - 
show by Reline and husband -guitarist Siegfried Behrend will now be in the 
air. It is furthermore reported that Columbia -concert pianist Hans Richter 
Haaser will be in Holland for recitals on 15th and 19th inst. 

H.M.V.'s Vera Lynn will be heading the bill of a special KRO-TV-jubilee on 
the occasion of the 75th Anniversary of the Royal Dutch Football Association 
on December 11. 

Gramophonehouse's Liberty -label released Jackie de Shannon's LP plus sin- 
gle "Don't Turn Your Back On Me," a number which she sang in Rob De Nijs' latest TV -show. 

CBS' latest release -list includes new single -material by The Pico's, with their "Pico Parade Nr. 105 & 106," with items from "My Fair Lady" (and Julio B. Fuson with his deliveries "My Plea" and "Baby, Won't You Come On Back"). The latest additions in the popular field include Gene Pitney's "It Hurts To Be In Love" c/w "Hawaii" and his second single "I'm Gonna Be Strong" c/w "Alladin's Lamp." Further CBS releases in this field include an exciting Ex- tended Play recording of Barbra Streisand, entitled "People," with such items as "Fine And Dandy" "Supper Time" and "When In Rome" and, of course, "People." The Phono Trade and Industry National Syndicate gave a cocktail Party on 
Dec. 1, to celebrate the beginning of a new publicity campaign. The Syndicate 
contains most of record companies. The only very important label which isn't 
with Syndicate: is Barclay Record. 

At the Olympia Music Hall in Paris we have, for the first time as leading 
man, the French singer and composer Alain Barrière. Last summer Barrière 
reached Top of the charts with his song "Ma Vie." At the Olympia he presents 
four new songs. They are all received well and Pierard, manager of Tutti 
which publishes all Barrière's songs is delighted. These new songs are: "Les 
Sabots," "L'Aveugle Du Pont Au Change," "Mais Je Vous Dis," and "At- 
tends." 

Hugues Aufray is co-starring in that program. He is a Barclay star and 
after the premiere, Eddie Barclay was a very happy man.

Italian Critics Make 
Award To Miles Davis 
NEW YORK -Miles Davis, Columbia's 
jazz trumpet star, has been given the 
Italian Music Critics Award. 

The honor was bestowed on Davis 
for his CBS LP, "Seven Steps To 
Heaven," which was cited by the 
Italian critics as the best jazz album 
of the year. The presentation was 
made at a party held by the Press 
Club in Milan. 

Davis' most recent album, "Miles 
Davis In Europe" was recorded "live" 
at the Antibes International Jazz Fes- 
tival in France. 
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From the Vitale pubbery: the classical section of the company always tried 
to do its best to present the musical public with works of great value, for a 
better use in the specialized schools, for the study of music in general. In order 
to attain this goal, Vitale released lately several works in the erudite field. 
"Five Brazilian Chorals"-in harmonization by Carmen Sylvia Vieira De Vas- 
concellos, for the use of Secondary Schools. "Cantos Escolares" by Maestro 
Salvador Callia, an interesting work for Primary and High School. Also in the 
printing, three other works dedicated to the studying classes: "Ritmos da 
Juventude" by Father Reify Mendes; "Unidos Cantemos! by Vicente Aricó 
Junior, written for mixed choral; "Canto Coral-Renaseimento" by Ceiçilo De 
Barron Barreto. The pubbery is proud with the unquestionable value of these 
works and also of other releases of the company. 

Classical studies for accordion is another work recently released under the 
title "Clâssicos pars Acórdeon," as adapted by Antonio Pieroni, in five volumes, 
containing the most technical and perfected studies by great masters, which 
enable the person who studies that instrument to make progress according to 
the most varied schooling. The second volume of "Estudos Czerny," adapted by 
Professor Yolanda Ferreira-this is a part of seven volumes, five of them to be 
released in the near future. 

"Cento E Vinte Musicas Faceis Para Piano e Acórdeon," which will soon be 
released is a compilation of 120 works, which include several classic numbers, 
adapted for the mentioned instruments, by Professor Mario Mascarenhas, in a 
highly artistic work, facilitating the interpretation by beginners. An interesting 
"album" with the songs of the popular TV Show, "Times Square," was pre- 
sented to us for appreciation. If we consider the popularity of some of the 
numbers included, we can foretell a sales success of the same. 

The promo department of Discos Continental has news of the company, after 
a long silence: recently released was an LP titled "Bossa E Balanço S.A.," 
presenting the organist Zé Maria and His Group, including 12 of the best 
modern Brazilian popular numbers. Zé Maria is one of the most requested 
artists of Rio night life, which proves well the popularity of the musician. 
After the success of the single cut by Orlando Alvarado for the company, the 
label decided to release his first LP, in which the Spanish singing artist is 
accompanied by the internationally famous The Clevers. "Bienvenido Amor" 
and "Camelia" are also included in the LP, the two numbers which made the 
young chanter known in the local musical world. One more LP by the skilled 
guitarist Dilermano Reis, one of the first artists under contract with the label, 
under the title "Junto A Teu Coraçilo." It is, as always, an excellent quality 
release, which includes several works of Dilermano. "Remo Da Juventude" is 
another successful LP of the label, presented by the popular deejay Antonio 
Aguillar, with numbers by the teen cast of the label. 

At the present time when all is Bossa Nova, the company decided to remi- 
nisce with an LP by Nabor Pires De Camargo, a good clarinetist from Sao 
Paulo, titled "Bossa Velha" in which the talented and experienced artist pre- 
sents several and always appreciated traditional numbers in the purest Bra- 
zilian style. The fans of the traditional samba will have a good buy in this 
"Velha Guarda" release. For its bow in the record business Continental is 
releasing a single by the Trio Mulodia, with the hully-gully by Apolonio Sandro, 
"Emoçilo" b/w "Pode Acontecer Amanhil," another hully-gully by Nisa De 
Ponti in a Brazilian version by Romeu Nunes. 

Ramalho Neto, prom° and A&R general manager in Sao Paulo for RCA 
Victor, is informing of the company as follows: Leila Silva, the very popular 
songstress, pacted recently with the label and is preparing the first cuts. The 
Brazilian branch of RCA is sending to the Washington deejay Felix Grant all 
the novelties in the Bossa Nova field. For the comingvacations, RCA is pre- 
paring special releases ef, teen music, to be present on the beaches through 
the shows under the general title of "Ferias -RCA." As mentioned last week, 
Gino l'aoli's personal appearances will open in Rio today and in two days, Silo Paulo. After this Italian artist, another will come-Michele. After only two days of its release, the new LP cut by Rita Pavone in New York, is becoming 
one of the big hits of the moment. 

Sue C. Clark with news from Companhia Brasileira De Discos: among CBD's recent releases in the classical field is a Philip's disk of Grieg-"Concerto For 
Piano And Orchestra"-and one of Schuman-"Concerto For Piano And 
Orchestra-with a superb interpretation by Claudio Arrau and the Con- 
certgebou Orchestra of Amsterdam, conducted by Christoph Von Dohnanyl. 
Its entry into the Brazilian market has brought cheers-and sales from classical 
music buffs. 

In the Brazilian popular music department we have a recent release by the young bossa nova songstress, Tita. She comes from the State of Minas Gerais and her first "double compact" won her the 1963 Honorable Mention Diploma from the music critic of "O Correio Da Manhil" (Rio newspaper), and she has just received word that for her first LP she will get the same award for 1964 at the festival in the Municipal Theater in Rio on December 13. Her album includes the very popular music by Antonio Carlos Jobim-"Inutil Paisagem" 
and "So Tinha De Ser Vocé"-Marcos and Paulo Sérgio Valle's "Deus Bra- sileiro" and "Amor De Nada." Tita had her first success with "Deus Brasileiro," which has since been recorded by many other artists. The young lark also accompanies herself on guitar, and this LP includes her soloing on an original composition called "Tristeza." A fine production by the company's talent scout and A&R man, Joio Mello. 

It is natural that the company is thrilled with Jair Rodrigues' success, which includes a request from the BBC in London for copies of his "Deixa Isso P'ra Lä." The tour of Brazilian musicians and singers that includes the label's exclusive artists Jorge Ben. decided to use the name, "Brazil '65," and have already appeared in Mexico City, Los Angeles and San Francisco. 
One of the most popular, inspired and talented composers of the Brazilian popular scene is no doubt Luiz Antonio. Through many years of activity, this all-time favorite music man presented the public with some of the most repre- sentative numbers of the modern pop music (not in the BN style), which range from "Somos Dois," and "Zé Marmite" to "Cheiro De Saudade," "Recado," "Menina Moça," "Poema Do Adeus," "Levanta Mangueira," "Mulher De Trin- t ." "Quero Morret No Carnaval." "Pierrot 2000," "0 Sonho De Pierrot," "Poema Das Maos," "Chorou, Chorou." "Vestida De Adeus," "Pergunta A Vocé." and many many others, which are all around hits in this country, in- cluding the recently awarded "Ume Cançio Por Um Milhilo" and the excellent "Juiso Final" with his friend and brother -in -style composer Fernando César. Dr. Savio De Carvalho Silveira had the excellent idea to "put the right man in the right place" contracting Luiz Antonio to be a talent scout and A&R man of the company in Rio and Silo Paulo. We had a chance to talk to the music pro lately and he told us about his intention to bring many of the best artists to cut for Discos Continental in the near future. Also about his plan to give new life to the traditional Brazilian music in the "Marcha Rancho" rhythm, which he considers one of the types of music (march) that has more chances to become an international success in no time. Good luck to the charming Luiz Antonio!

Luis Calvo of Sicamericana infos that the first recordings made by singer 
Horacio Ascheri, formerly with The Pick Ups, have been very well received, 
and that he is considered potentially a big star. The diskery has inked 
recently tropical music orkster Tito Alberti, who's already waxed his first 
single. Another interesting name in Music Hall's roster is Marito Gonzalez, 
whose force has been growing consistently during the past months. 

The death of Julio Sosa (in an auto crash, as we reported last week) was 
a big commotion for the tango world in Buenos Aires. A reported crowd 
of 150,000 attended the mourning of the well known singer. Although he 
had been born in Uruguay, Sosa lived many years in Argentina and was 
considered to be one of the top names in his specialty, tango music. 

Plenty of work for the Odeon promotion department: the diskery has re- 
leased "A World Without Love" by Peter and Gordon, along with "El In- 
ventario," cut by Los Barranquilleros, "Au Revoir" by Richard Anthony, 
and Anthony's big Italian hit, "Il Mio Mondo."

The latter is part of the Archiv series, which have turned 
into one of the most interesting musical series available in this country. 

Maria del Camen Hajdenwurcel of Julio Korn Publishers infos that the 
pubbery plans a big promotional work around the Dave Clark Five tunes, 
represented mostly by JK in Argentina. The idea is to widen the field opened 
by The Beatles and include in it the production of the other English groups, 
and especially the Dave Clark Five. "Glad All Over" has been already released 
by Odeon, and other singles by the group are due. 

Dr. Juan Barbara has big faith in "Rio de Sueiios," the production penned 
by Cholo Aguirre, and already recorded by the same Aguirre, Los Fronterizos, 
Los Quilla Huasi, Romano Galarza, Argentina Rojas, Chicote and Los 
Indianos. Also on desk is the latest by Aguirre, "Muy Triste," waxed by 
Cacho Lucero, Jovita Diaz, Cristina de los Angeles and Los Andariegos. 

Carlos Di Liscia of Neumann Publishers reports that the new recording 
studios built by his organization are practically ready for use. They will 
be used for rehearsals, custom service and recording of backgrounds and 
demonstration records for artists using Neumann songs. Up to now, no record 
waxing has been considered. Di Liscia considers that his company will be able 
to give a valuable help to singers and composers who want to present their 
songs properly to the A&R people. 

Tempo Publishers hopes that "Pero Te Quise," the local product cut by 
Violeta Rivas (RCA), Marito Gonzalez (Music Hall) and Cuarteto Leo (CBS), 
will be a full smash during the Christmas season. Other tune on desk is 
Johnny Pelkis' "La Calle" a ritmo-oruidea-rhythmed tune with good possibil- 
ities; it has been also cut by Violeta Rivas. 

Ricardo Mejia of RM reports the first artist to be launched through Philips' 
organization, after the independent producing contract signed some time ago, 
and already reported in Cash Box.

Ramos has been inked by Channel 7 for TV appearances 
during all 1965. 

Ian Morris of Famous infos about the release of "Duke Ellington and 
John Coltrane," a new album under the Impulse! banner, along with "Now," 
by Sonny Stitt, and "Tell It The Way It Is," by Paul Gonsalvez. These re- 
cordings were made originally by ABC Paramount in the States, which is 
represented by Famous in Argentina. 

Adolfo Pino of RCA infos that Chico Miranda has finished his first boleros 
album, cut under the direction of A&R man Johnny Camacho. Titles are 
"Sabor A Mi," "Nosotros," "Tu Me Acastumbraste" and others. Palito Ortega's 
next single will be "Nada Vale Sin Amor" and "Realidad," while Johnny 
Tedesco has cut "A Hard Day's Night" in Spanish.

An interesting development is taking place in Germany, which may boost 
sales for all parties concerned. German firms are leasing their masters of 
hits to other companies for LP purposes. The first and biggest step in this 
direction has been made through the magazine Hoer Zu, which has a label 
distributed by both Electrola and Teldec. Now the two giant firms releasing 
an LP series on the Hoer Zu label called "Hits of the Year," featuring the 
top tunes and top hits of both firms on one LP. 2 Volumes of this series are 
already on the market and doing very well. Polydor followed suit by picking 
up hot CBS masters of their biggest stars Bernd Spier, Hans Jurgen Baumler 
and Marika Kilius for LP release on a series called "Top Hits of 1964." This 
policy of joining together for LP packages is a very major step in the right 
direction of cooperation between major labels for the mutual profit of both 
firms. Although this policy has been very popular in the U.S. through clubs 
and "oldies" LP's, this is the first time in the history of the German record 
business that any cooperation in this sense has been achieved. Good news 
for this market. 

Mrs. Ernie Bilkenroth of Marbot Music reports that all good things come 
in threes. Teldec top star Ronny, who has sold over 850,000 records with 
"Oh My Darling Caroline" and over 250,000 records on "Kein Gold Im Blue 
River," has a new smash hit with "Ken Ein Land," which has sold well over 
100,000 records within 10 days of release. All of the tunes are old American 
folk songs which are done in a new fresh style and have captured the fancy 
of the German public. Mrs. Bilkenroth is also working on new German hits 
from Hungarian star Janos Koos on Decca, Wolfgang Frey on Polydor and 
Ralf Jenzen on Metronome. 

D.J: Publisher-A&R Man Paul Siegel reports that England's 1 Screaming 
Lord Sutch is now under contract to Paul and is now in Berlin for appearances 
in the "Liverpool Hoop Club" there. Metronome will release the records by 
Screaming Lord Sutch here. The appearance is being pushed with great 
publicity and Paul expects the new artist to make a big splash on the market 
here. 

RCA Victor will have its TV field day on the Werner Muller show on Dec. 
12 as Paul Anka, Peggy March and Rita Pavone all make appearances on 
the show with new German waxings. Furthermore, a large group of East 
European stars now under contract to Teldec will also appear on the show 
including Judita and Jarmila from Prague, Maria Toldi and Janos Koos from 
Hungary and many others. 

Gunter Gayer of Edition Sikorski reports that their top hits include "Mama" 
by Margot Eskens, "So Ein Tag" from Freddy, the U.S. hit "Come a Little 
Bit Closer," a new English smash "Terry" sung by Twinkle and "The Fever" 
from Jody Miller, which is getting a top push here. One other U.S. number 
getting action for the firm is `Black Eyes" from The Rackets on Austroton. 

Hans Gerig is raising the roof with his heavy push on U.S. numbers show- 
ing action in the German charts. Top hits for the pubbery include "Skinny 
Minnie," the chart topping "Memphis" and "The House of the Rising Sun" 
with two new German versions out. 

Rolf Budde has two hot new push items in his publishing firm with the new 
German goodie "Bye Bye Blue Jeans" from Rita Pavone and the German 
version of "On The Beach" sung by Cliff Richard also in German. 

Ralf Arnie, who is now working hard on his chart favorite "Sweet Sweet 
Rosalie" by Paul Anka, now has a new hot record coupling Paul Anka and 
Rita Pavone, two top world stars singing "Kiddy Kiddy Kiss Me" in German 
for RCA Victor. 

Theo Seeger of Peer Music is working hard on "Tobacco Road" in German 
by the Lords on Columbia. Theo also reports that Mrs. Ralph S. Peer, the 
President of the Peer -Southern Organization is in Europe visiting with the 
publishing firms of that group. Mrs. Peer visited Germany from the 6th until 
the 8th of December where she met in Hamburg with Seeger. 

Polydor has opened its new studios in Munich. At a press conference, 
Polydor announced that this studio is the most modern and up to date in 
Germany. Max Greger and his orchestra will make the first recordings there.

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A Leveling Off 
In Export Volume 

The export volume from the US to international ports 
has traveled at such an impressive rate since 1958, when 
the volume reached $20 million for the first time, that 
our revised forecast issued last June asked the question, 
"Is a $50 million volume possible in 1964?" The answer 
is obviously "no," for this year at least, as evidenced by 
third quarter figures which will be reported in the Third 
Quarterly Export Volume Report next week. The 1964 
total will be closer to $42 million, about five percent 
above the 1963 total, indicating that export sales have 
leveled off after increasing at the rate of 20% each year 
since 1958. 

The prime reason, as reported here last summer, has 
been the credit restrictions imposed by the French and 
Italian governments, restrictions which to date have not 
been relaxed and have impeded buying schedules in 
these countries. Add to this the tariff increases which have 
caused equipment costs to increase and you have the 
answer. While saturation has been the scapegoat for all 
sales fall -offs, even when they occur in this country, the 
world's markets proved they were not near a saturated 
point simply by increased buying in the face of previous 
large purchases. The total equipment continues to be in 
demand and, as a matter of fact, the bigger problem is 
to find equipment to re -sell to the export buyer. 

Herein lies a problem for the buyer of used merchan- 
dise in this country with an eye on the world's markets. 
Not only must he improve his buying techniques but he 
should also refresh his familiarity with the overseas 
buyers' needs. Coin machine and vending industry ex- 
porters have advised us time and again of the value of an 
export trip. Only in this way can an exporter learn the 
needs of his markets and act accordingly upon return 
here. The needs change and the results can prove to be 
profitable, if only from the standpoint of cutting back 
on equipment purchases of models no longer in demand. 
Many exporters have gotten into the habit of buying 
"across the board" and then shipping what the market 
calls for. Better to buy judiciously and sell everything 
you have available. 

To update your general outlook of total volume pur- 
chases made throughout the world this year, for the first 
nine months, the comparison of nine months' totals for 
1963 against 1964 could be misleading. In 1963, at this 
time, almost $30 million in equipment was shipped. 
This year the figure is $33.7 million. However, the 
quarterly reports indicate that the totals have been re- 
corded as follows: $13 million (1st qtr), $12.2 mil- 
lion (2nd qtr) and $8.5 million (3rd qtr). The drop- 
off came as a result of the previously mentioned credit 
restrictions. We can expect these restrictions to con- 
tinue, since no official word has been received as to the 
contrary. Therefore, estimate another $8 million for the 
final quarter, figures for which are not as yet available, 
and the 1964 total should reach approximately $42 mil 
lion, far below the $50 million forecast. 

There is no time like the present to improve buyinl 
habits and learn more about the sales markets. By hold 
ing your export sales steady now, you will benefit tha 
much more when the restrictions in Europe are lifted

Area Reports Indicate 
Ops Signing Locations 
NEW YORK-A quick -check tele- 
phone round -up report last week, by 
Cash Box reporters, indicated that 
the Seeburg "Packaged Discotheque" 
introduced at the factory's distributor 
meeting held in Chicago's Blackstone 
Theater Dec. 4th, could very well be 
the most revolutionary merchandising 
idea that Seeburg has come up with 
yet, from the standpoint of operator - 
location acceptance. Judging from 
distributor installation orders, at 
press time last week, several thou- 
sand Seeburg discotheques will be in 
session before the nation rings out 
the old year on December 31st. And 
the music operators will be the prime 
reason why dancing, an entertain- 
ment pasttime which has lain dormant 
for too many years, will once again 
be the night -out entertainment fare 
of America's adult couples. 

Bill Schwartz, W. S. Distributing, 
Brighton, Mass., told Cash Box last 
week that following a meeting with 
seven New England operators, during 
which time the "Packaged Disco- 
theque" was premiered for ops on the 
home grounds, six operators con- 
firmed orders with each of the disco- 
theques already scheduled to go into 
restaurants and hotels in the Boston 
area before the week is out. "We've 
made plans for several hundred disco- 
theques in our area," Schwartz told 
Cash Box. "Reaction is sensational." 

Marvin Stein, Eastern Music Dis- 
tributors, Philadelphia, was in the 
process of renting a private club in 
the Philly area, for a prime night- 
time slot or a Sunday afternoon 
show, at which time the Seeburg dis- 
trib will introduce the complete 
"Packaged Discotheque," to operators, 
location owners, and patrons,"and 
when they hear this sound or only 
problem will be in getting delivery in 
large enough quantities. It's a big hit." 

Murray Kaye, Atlantic New York 
Corp., lined up five operators immedi- 
ately after returning from the Chi- 
cago showing last week. "It was an 
immediate hit with the operators," 
stated Kaye, who added that the See- 
burg plan will rejuvenate dancing, 
location food and beverage sales, and 
operator income.

He said that in the metro New 
York area and throughout the far- 
reaching suburbs, there are thousands 
of locations equipped for dancing, 
many of whom have ceased offering 
this attraction for a multitude of 
reasons. "The Seeburg Discotheque is 
bringing action to these locations and 
the operator is the man making it 
possible," said Kaye. 

The Seeburg "Packaged Disco- 
theque" is comprised of new, remote 
stereo floor speakers (The Rhythm 
Twins), tied into the LP/480 Console, 
which makes for a full, robust sound.

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Seeburg Launches Music -Dance 
Package To Bring Bach Dancing To 
Nation's Locations Via Discotheque 

LPC/480, Twin Speakers, Custom Rec-O-Dance Little LP's, 
Packaged With Atmosphere Props Result In Local 

CHICAGO - Seeburg mobile demon- 
stration units (vans) will shortly be 
rolling into location locales around 
the country with a startling new music 
idea which was revealed last Friday, 
December 4, by J. Cameron Gordon, 
president of the Seeburg Corporation, 
during a distributor sales meeting 
and showing in the Blackstone The- 
ater. The new Seeburg program is 
based on Discotheque (pronounced 
dis-ko-tek), a new music -dance idea 
started in a small Parisian bistro, 
which was eventually imported to 
America, where it has been a tre- 
mendous success. Essentially it con- 
sists of a dance floor in an establish- 
ment regularly serving food and 
beverages. 

Ordinarily, Discotheque music is 
provided by an elaborate and costly 
hi-fi system representing an invest- 
ment of many thousands of dollars. 
Gordon explained that Discotheque- 
where patrons dance to recorded 
music-is the idea needed to start 
America dancing again. The Seeburg 
"Packaged Discotheque" however, will 
be an economical program for opera- 
tors of Seeburg equipment. 

As the Seeburg show opened (fea- 
turing Broadway celebs Gil Lamb and 
Dave Huddleston, of "How To Suc- 
ceed In Business Without Really Try- 
ing," and the Wilding Dancers) the 
history of music and dancing trends 
were outlined through a narrative by 
Vice President Tom Herrick, and 
other Seeburg executives. 

In extolling the Discotheque, Gor- 
don noted that it has been a smash 
hit in Paris, New York, Chicago and 
Hollywood. He further announced 
that Seeburg is launching a full-scale 
promotion of Discotheque dancing, 
nation-wide. 

Gordon unveiled the new Seeburg 
plan for a "Packaged Discotheque' 
which will make the enormously 
profitable Discotheque business avail- 
able to music locations of all kinds 
in every community. 

"America has always loved to 
dance," Gordon explained. "There's 
no thrill like dancing to the sound 
of a big, name orchestra. And several 
years ago-in the 30's and 40's- 
dancing was the national pastime. 
There were thousands of ballrooms 
and dance places in the U. S., and 
hundreds of bands. 

"In our opinion America still wants 
to dance, but now there are prac- 
tically no places offering the right 
combination of music and atmosphere. 
The desire to dance is not dead, only 
dormant," continued Gordon. 

"Now, with our exclusive new com- 
plete, automated, packaged Dis- 
cotheque," he added, "we have figured 
out a way to harness the miracle of 
multi -channel stereo sound and de- 
liver the illusion of a live orchestra 
playing in a restaurant, tavern, club 
or hotel dining room. We offer the 
music equipment plus a complete dis- 
play -identity -promotion package to 
give any premises the look as well as 
the sound of Discotheque." 

In Seeburg's "Packaged Discothe- 
que," the LP Console/480, with new 
remote stereo speakers at floor level, 
deliver multi -channel stereo Big 
Sound-the "Big Beat" needed for 
modern dances like the Frug, the 
Twist, the Hully Gully, etc., as well 
as traditional dance rhythms like the 
fox-trot and the rhumba. For ex- 
ample, a typical sequence might be a 
swing fox-trot followed by a cha-cha 
leading into the Frug. This insures a 
constant turnover of dancers on the 
dance floor. Discotheque programming 
also involves the overlapping and 
blending in of each selection without 
interruption to provide continuous 
music. 

The newly designed Seeburg remote

For atmosphere, Seeburg includes 
in the Discotheque "package" a multi- 
colored set of visually striking fluo- 
rescent wall panels, Discotheque nap- 
kins, coasters, table tents, banners, 
and an illuminated sign. The promo- 
tional part of the package includes 
radio spot announcement copy and a 
location press release. 

Gordon stressed that the complete 
Discotheque package - which would 
cost many thousands to duplicate-is 
provided by music operators to loca- 
tions at no cost. He added: "With 
this package it is possible for almost 
any location to transform all or part 
of the premises into a genuine, func- 
tioning, money -making Discotheque. 

"The location will inevitably gain 
in music income. But that is not the 
main reason for installing a Dis- 
cotheque. The big money will come 
from increased sales of food and bev- 
erages, because a Discotheque gets 
the crowd into a location during 
normally slack evening hours, keeps 
them there all evening, and keeps 
them spending money. 

"We believe the dormant urge to 
dance will be activated by the See- 
burg Discotheques, and Americans 
will be dancing again. And all loca- 
tions which install one will share in 
the tremendous profits." 

THE ROUND TABLE LAWSUIT 

Gotham Files Infringement Complaint 

Against Denver Pool Table Companies 
DENVER-A patent infringement 
suit against Bates Industries, Inc., 
Ace Billiard Supply Company, and 
Round O'Pool, Inc., manufacturers of 
round pool tables all located in Den- 
ver, Colorado, was filed November 9, 
1964, in the U.S. District Court for 
the District of Colorado (Civil Action 
#8855). The complaint was filed on 
behalf? of Arthur Frigo and Gotham 
Educational Equipment Company, 
manufacturers of the "Elliptipool" 
amusement machine. 

Plaintiffs, by their attorneys, ask 
for: (1) a preliminary and final in- 
junction against the defendants, in- 
dividually and severally, their officers, 
agents, servants, employees and 
others controlled by them against fur- 
ther infringement of Letters Patent 
No. 3,029,078; (2) an accounting to 
establish the damages to each plain- 
tiff; (3) an award to plaintiffs of 
their proper costs and expenses and 
for reasonable attorneys' fees; and 
(4) such other and further relief as 
the Court may deem just. 

In commenting to Cash Box on the 
complaint, the defendants argued the 
validity of the suit. Ted Silverman, 
who with Anne Silverman, Ace Bil- 
liard Supply Company and Round 
O'Pool Inc., two of the defendants, 
told Cash Box: "Arthur Frigo has a 
patent on location of pockets on the 
pool table. His pocket is located on 
the focal point. Ace Billiards' round 
table has its pocket located outside 
of the focal point. Therefore, in our 
opinion, there is no basis for a suit. 

We can prove, by mathematics, that 
there is no infringement. We are 
shipping our table to distributors and 
have advised them that we assume all 
responsibility for the alleged 
charges." 

Tom Raasch, Sales Manager, Bates 
Industries, Inc., also a defendant, re- 
ferred to an earlier statement made by 
Gene Bates, in answer to, Gotham's 
charges: "We have asked the court 
to declare, at the earliest possible 
time, that the patent is not valid; and 
even if it is valid, that it is not in- 
fringed upon by the Bates Industries 
elliptical pool table. There are im- 
portant and basic differences in con- 
struction, design, and the way our 
game is played." 

Gotham Educational Equipment 
Company, Inc., New Rochelle, N.Y., 
headed by President Max Miller, is 
the manufacturer of Elliptipool, an 
elliptical pool table designed by Ar- 
thur Frigo. The pool table is mar- 
keted by Great Lakes Equipment 
company, Elgin, Illinois, headed by 
President William Stepek.
