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Music, of course, is a great in-

ternational language. One cannot
always say the same thing for the

lyrics to a song. Pop songs from
most non-English speaking coun-

tries are in need of a translation if

they are to succeed in the U.S.

One remarkable exception to

this well-known rule is the Italian

song. While an English lyric can
come in handy for an Italian tune,

it’s been proved over the years that

an Italian piece can stand quite

well on its own, even in its original

form.
Even if an item from Italy re-

ceives an English lyric it’s a sure

bet that a disk reading will include

a second chorus (sometimes the

first) in Italian. An example of

the former is the current Robert
Goulet success, “My Love Forgive

Me,” known originally as “Mi
Amore Scusami.”

So strong is the effectiveness of

an Italian-sung lyric here that more
than once has a U.S. originated

“Italian” effort been afforded both

English and Italian words as wit-

ness Lou Monte’s numerous disk

successes.

Behind this unusual acceptance

are a number of factors. The Ital-

ian market in the U.S. is large in

numbers and posseses a formida-

ble musical heritage. Population-

wise, the old, interesting statistic

that there are more Italians in

America than there are in Rome

still holds true. There is, indeed,

strong sentiment here for the Ital-

ian song among most segments of

the population. Musical as Italians

are, many of our top singers—both
pop and “serious”, come from
Italian backgrounds, and an Italian

pop-folk repertoire is a mainstay

of their careers.

There have been many occa-

sions when no translation was nec-

essary at all. Two of the more
recent examples are Domenico
Modugno’s “Volare” and Emilio

Pericoli’s “A1 Di La,” which, by
the way, failed to generate much
interest in its many English ver-

sions recorded.

In fact, the same Italian artists

who score here in their native ton-

gues frequently run into difficul-

ties when they record for the Eng-
lish market in English, especiaUy

if they have pronounced accents,

which would lead one to believe

that the American public enjoys

the authenticity and romantic
flavor of the Italian language.

But, the Italian song, sung in

Italian or otherwise, retains its ap-

peal in both lyrical ballads and gay
novelties. It’s well worth the music
man’s time to explore in more de-

tail the musical scene in Italy. The
Italian song, either on sheet music
or already performed on disks, has
an all-around market here eager

to hear its sound.

HOLLYWOOD—Continuing its policy
of promoting personnel within its

ranks, Liberty Records has announced
the appointments of Lee Mendell as
marketing director and Bob Fead as
national sales manager.

Mendell, whose new post also takes
in the Dolton and Imperial lines, pre-
viously served as album sales man-
ager, while Fead moves up from pro-
motion director.

Mendell, who was born in Man-
chester, England and migrated to
Canada, entered the record business
in a retail shop. A short time later,
he was promoted to manager of the
operation. Soon, he was tapped by
Capitol Records in Montreal as branch
manager. Sometime later, he joined
RCA as its branch manager, where
he functioned in nearly every phase
of the industry for some eight years.
He moved to the United States in
1961 when he accepted an offer from
Mercury as west coast regional sales
director. A year later, he was firmly
ensconced at Liberty Records as West
Coast divisional manager and later as
album sales director.
Fead joined Liberty in March, 1960,

as LP promo man for the Southern
California area. Shortly thereafter,
he was named Southern divisional
manager, traveling regularly through-
out the South. In 1962 he took on new
duties as director of one-stop and
rack sales. Late in 1963, he was as-

signed to single sales until mid-’64

when he became promo director.

RCA Victor To Release
"Sound of Music" Track
NEW YORK — RCA Victor Records
has obtained a prize soundtrack LP:
“The Sound of Music,” 20ch Century-
Fox’ version of the famed (and last)

Rodgers and Hammerstein musical.
The Broadway cast version on Co-

lumbia has long been an RIAA gold-

disk item ($1 million worth of sales).

Cast as Maria Trapp of the Trapp
Family Singers is Julie Andrews,
whose portrayal of “Mary Poppins”
in the smash Walt Disney flick gave
her vast new audiences. Also starring
is Christopher Plummer.

Victor will release the LP in March,
the month the film starts its rounds
in the U.S. The label will back the
package with a king-sized ad, promo
and publicity campaign. Richard Rodg-
ers has written three new songs for
the film version.
World premiere for “Sound” will be

at the Rivoli Theatre in New York on
the evening of Mar. 2. On Mar. 10,
the movie opens on the west coast,
at the Wilshire. Engagements in To-
ronto, Boston, Philadelphia, Washing-
ton, San Francisco, Chicago, Miami
and Detroit.

Victor’s last Rodgers and Hammer-
stein track, that of “South Pacific,”
was given a gold disk back in 1959.
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DCF Concludes Successful
First Year of Operation

NEW YORK—Don Costa, president of
DCP Records, has reported the com-
pletion of his firm’s successful first

year of operations. The label has had
several noise makers on the charts
this year, including a present ton
ten tune, “Goin’ Out Of My Head,”
by Little Anthony and the Imperials.
Other names on the company’s roster
with ’64 noise-makers were Teddy
Randazzo, the Don Costa Orchestra
and Chorus, and the Cromnton Sisters.
During the diskery’s initial annum,

it arranged for distribution through
United Artists, and experienced sev-

eral enlargement moves.
Several established artists were

signed to record for DCP in 1964.

These include Sandy Stewart, June
Valli and Kathy Keegan. Other artists

who were pacted by DCP in 1964 are

Larry Banks, Nicole Croisille, Bobby
Duke and The Counts, The Gallows
Singers, Pearlean Gray, Bobby Hart,

Mamie Lee, Jesse Young, Betty Ma-
bry, The Restless Ones, Teddy and
The Pandas, Bobby Wilding, The
Simpson Sisters, Mike Scott and a

British group, The Minets.

Eddie Fisher To Dot
NEW YORK—After a two year ab-

sence, singer Eddie Fisher is back
in the disk field via a 3-year pact

with Dot Records. Deal calls for

Fisher to cut a minimum of five

albums a year and eight singles. Dot
prexy Randy Wood has been meeting
with Fisher in Las Vegas, where the

artist is currently playing, to set a

first release for next month.
Fisher last appeared on the ABC-

Paramount label, and, before that,

did some dates for his own label,

Ramrod. His greatest disk years, of

course, were with RCA Victor, an
association that lasted 10 years and

produced a long series of hit sides.

Epic’s '64 Sales Up 87.5% Over '63

NEW YORK—It’s been another ban-
ner sales year for Epic Records.
Len Levy, the label’s vp and gen-

eral manager, reported last week they
registered an 87.5% sales increase
this year over 1963.
The net dollar volume, it was ex-

plained, was based on actual net
sales volume for the period Jan. 1,

1964 to Nov. 30 last, and projected
net sales volume for Dec., 1964.

In a breakdown of singles and LP
movement, sales of singles was 22%
greater than 1963 and total album
sales climbed 138.6%.

all categories of music.
The stereo cartridges are designed

for use with 3M’s line of Revere-
Wollensak automatic tape recorders
which thread, play, rewind, and reject
up to 20 cartridges automatically.

In announcing the move, Irwin
Steinberg, exec vp, said: “We know
that the Revere-Wollensak automatic
tape recorder, because of its ease of

operation has opened a new market
for taped music and we are happy to

be able to offer our catalog to 3M.”
Steinberg added that working closely

with Revere-Wollensak will be Mer-
cury’s product managers: VP Kenny
Myers for the Mercury label: Lou
Simon for Philips; Charlie Fach,
Smash, Fontana and Cumberland;

Pet starred on the B.B.C., singing and
reciting poems for the families of
British soldiers. Her first appearance
gave birth to her career, and she be-
came a regular on the network, mak-
ing over 500 appearances by the time
she was twelve.
While still in her teens, the lark

began her wide travels as an artist,
first in Holland, than farther into
the continent, starring on radio, TV
and making numerous p.a.’s. Despite
the language barrier, she became
famous throughout Europe. Following
the release of her first English hit,
“Gondolier,” her French label, Vogue,
requested that she perform the same
song in French for Gallic release. Pet
set marks in the record biz as the
first vocalist to have a bi-lingual hit.

She soon became a Parisian music-
hall favorite.
The songstress, who is married to

a French A&R director, now lives in
Paris with her husband and two chil-
dren.

Billy Edd Wheeler

Billy Edd Wheeler, who is currently
clicking in both the pop and country
fields with “Ode To The Little Brown
Shack Out Back” on Kapp, was born
thirty-two years ago in Swannanoa,
N.C. He studied at Warren Wilson
College in his hometown; Berea Col-
lege in Kentucky (where he gradu-
ated in 1955) ; and Yale School of
Drama where he studied playwriting.
At Berea he was active in dramatics—acting and directing—and wrote six
plays which were produced on the col-
lege campus.

After a hitch in the Navy, he made
the big move to New York and fre-
quently guest appeared on NBC Ra-
dio’s “Monitor” program. While re-
cently starring in “Stars In My
Crown,” a western Kentucky histori-
cal play, he began work on the first
stages of his own musical production.
He’s presently learning how to play
the five-string banjo and toying with
the idea of producing films.

“A Little Bit Of
Heaven,” “How Are Things In Glocca Morra”
and “Galway” are standout tracks among 12
potent items. Watch the set soar in sales.

RIGHT OR WRONG—Ronnie Dove—Diamond
D/SD 5002

Ronnie Dove, who hit big recently with “Right
Or Wrong” cashes-in on the built-in sales accept-
ance of the single on this Diamond set tagged
after the biggie. The songster does not resort to
gimmicks but renders each item in an amazingly
straight forward emotion-packed style. He shines
on “There’s No One Out There For Me,” “Keep
It A Secret” and “Say You.” All of the artist’s

many teen fans should come out in droves for the
set.

MEMORIES OF AMERICA—Billy Edd Wheeler—Kapp KL 1425/KS 3425
Billy Edd Wheeler, who is currently scoring in

both the pop and country departments with “Ode
To The Little Brown Shack Out Back” (included
on the set), dishes-up an appealing program of
folkish novelties and ballads on this top-rung
Kapp disk. The chanter’s rich, wide-range voice
and lyrical delivery carries him in good stead on

POP BEST BETS

“OH WHAT A LOVELY WAR”—Original Cast—

Since time has made World War I a ripe victim
for satire, “Oh What a Lovely War” has made its

telling point in London and Broadway. Cut in
England, the LP is mostly a period-piece round-
up of songs—patriotic and otherwise—in straight-
forward solo and choral presentations. Narrative
portions make the most of phony sentiment and
hypocrisy. If it wasn’t a lovely war, it certainly
was a melodic one.

THE FOLK HIT SONG BOOK—Capitol T 2127/
ST 2127
Folk music has really come into its own during

the past few years and this top-notch set from
Capitol which presents the cream of the recent
vintage folk crop in some sparkling instrumental
settings should create plenty of interest. Among
the highlights are “Green, Green,” “If I Had A
Hammer” and “Walk Right In.” Like the other
albums in this series, the package comes with a
handsome set of printed lyrics.

THE BEST OF MOMS AND PIGMEAT—Moms
Mabley/Pigmeat Markham—Chess 1487 (M&S)
Moms Mabley, who scored a long list of chart-

winning LP’s during her tenure with Chess, re-
calls some of the best of those sessions on one
half of this Chess comedy package. Pigmeat
Markham grabs the other half with a pair of
monologs from his early album outings. They’re a
formidable pair in the laugh department—-Pig-
meat with “My Wife, I Ain’t Seen Her,” and
Moms with “The Integrated School” and “Apart-
ment Hunting.” Loads of chuckles to be had here.

THE TROUBLEMAKER — Soundtrack — Ava
A49ST
One side of the LP is devoted to Cy Coleman’s

score (and ork direction) for the art pic. The
music, presented on 9 tracks, is the type that
accompanies old silent comedies that have had
musical tracks written for them. Various artists

and orks read numbers from four other flicks, in-

cluding a tune from “My Fair Lady.”

MUSIC FOR A LOVE AFFAIR—Gerald Good-
man—Tribute LP 1203
The pleasant sound of Gerald Goodman’s harp

adds an unusual luster to this collection of ro-

mantic airs. Lightly paced Latin rhythms domi-
nate the first side of orchestral numbers, while
the second set of tracks feature lilting folk songs
with vocals by the harpist. “Carribossa,” “Black
is the Color of my True Love’s Hair,” and “Un-
chained Melody” are among the tracks.

Succession Amendment
NEW YORK — An amendment to

change the ASCAP Articles of Asso-
ciation to provide (first) that mem-
bership in the Society would continue
in the event of death and (second) for

the succession to membership on the
death of a member, has been passed.

the votes cast, a statement said.

Prior to the amendment, the Ar-
ticles provided that membership in

the Society terminated upon the death

The amended Articles now provide
that those who succeed to deceased
members’ rights by will or under any
law will be entitled to succeed to the
respective memberships as a matter
of right.

Bruce, who used to record
for Fantasy Records, was sentenced
to four months in jail, but execution
of the sentence was stayed in order
to allow him to appeal his conviction.

This latest legal hassle is unusual for

Bruce, who is - appearing without
legal counsel, intends to appeal to a
higher court on the basis that there
was a violation of the “due process”
guarantee of the 14th Amendment,
and a distinct lack of evidence pre-
sented.

Number Thirteen.”

This volume contains the six Na-
tional Award winning essays of the

25th annual Nathan Burkan Memo-
rial Competition, named in honor of

the first General Counsel of the Soci-

ety from its founding in 1914 to his

death in 1936. The essays were se-

lected from among a total of 47 pa-

pers submitted at 36 leading law
schools throughout the nation.

In honor of the 25th Anniversary,

Justice Leonard V. B. Sutton of the

Supreme Court of Colorado, a winner
of the 1941 Competition at the Uni-

versity of Denver School of Law,
headed the National Panel of Judges.

Serving with him for the first time

were two prominent Canadian Judges,

Justice Samuel Freedman of the Ma-

Manuti’s
total was 9,941, while Rothstein drew
7,011 votes.
A1 Knopf was re-elected vice presi-

dent, Max Arons secretary, and Hy
Jaffe treasurer. The continuing offi-

cers will be in office for two years
beginning Jan. 1.

No Col "Cradle" Caster,

Avakian Does The Job

NEW YORK—An artist wage techni-
cality has ended plans of Columbia
Records to cut the Off-B’way revival
cast of Marc Blitzstein’s “The Cradle
Will Rock.”
However, George Avakian, associ-

ate producer and an investor in the
show, as is Columbia, took the cast

into RCA’s studios in New York on

his own and recorded the 2-LP set.

He’ll negotiate with labels other than

Columbia for its release.

It seems that the American Federa-

tion of Radio and TV Artists wanted
the cast paid as solo performers, since

principals in the show also have cho-

rus roles of a sort. Columbia, which

put up $15,000 of the total “Cradle”

investment of $25,000, decided that

this higher rate was prohibitive.

The Beatles finished up 1964 by topping the British and American singles

charts and The Best Selling Sheet Music Lists with “I Feel Fine.” Their album
“Beatles For Sale” is also topping the LP charts. These achievements came too
late for inclusion in our lists compiled for the Christmas Issue. The only other
artist to make the Top Three since press date is American Gene Pitney, who
makes a welcome return with “I’m Gonna Be Strong.” This well deserved suc-
cess is the fourth and highest rating this year and everyone expects that 1965
will bring this talented singer even greater rewards. Additions to the list of
British Artists To Make The Top Twenty but not the Top Three are inter-
national favorite Petula Clark with “Downtown” on Pye (which is still climbing
fast). Val Doonican has had his first chart entry ever with “Walk Tall” on Decca
and Adam Faith has come back again with “Take A Message To Martha” on
Parlophone. The indestructible Cliff Richard and The Shadows now playing to

capacity in “Aladdin” at the London Palladium have chart entries with songs
from the show. Cliff with “I Could Easily Fall” and The Shadows “Genie With
The Light Brown Lamp” both on Columbia. Like all the numbers from the show
these were penned by The Shadows. Other recent group entries came from
Decca with The Bachelors, “No Arms Can Ever Hold You”; Freddie and the
Dreamers, “I Understand” on Columbia.

It seems that P. J. Proby is missing from our lists. Although American by
birth, he has enjoyed considerable chart success here during the past twelve
months notably with “Hold Me” and “Together” both on Decca and both got
into the Top Ten. He has now switched from Decca to Liberty and is currently
in the charts on that label with “Somewhere.” Fellow-American Roy Orbison
is an artist who can do no wrong as far as the British public is concerned and
is back in the Top Ten with “Pretty Paper” on London and looks like getting
to the top.
From the current John Leyton film “Every Day’s A Holiday”—his first full

length color musical—EMI issued his “All I Want Is You” coupled with the
title song on which Leyton is joined by co-stars Grazina and Mike Same.
Leyton is currently filming in America, and his manager Robert Stigwood has
flown out to record a new album and single for release in the States on Atlantic
and throughout the world by EMI.

In a recent copy of Cash Box we inadvertently stated that Matt Monro’s
current charter “Walk Away” was originally a Belgian composition. In fact
this is the English version of “Warum Nur Warum” composed by Ydo Jurgens
who represented Austria with the song at the last Eurovision Song Contest held
in Copenhagen. Apologies too, to the original publisher Editions Montana of
Munich.
The final performance of Marlene Dietrich’s three-week season at the Queens

Theatre, London, was recorded by Pye Records for release as an LP. Burt
Bacharach and his Orchestra supplied the backing.
New British group The Who have their first disk issue in America before it

hits the countries here. Entitled “I Can’t Explain” and penned by Peter Town-
send (guitar), it is the first disk made by indie producer Shel Tamly under his
new contract to record tracks for release by American Decca.

Erroll Garner concluded his s.r.o. three-month European tour with a special
midnight show at the Olympia Music Hall, Paris and a concert in Brussells
before returning to the U.S.A. Garner is due back for a further tour in 1965.
“Ferry Cross The Mersey” from the film of the same name is the latest

single by Gerry and the Pacemakers on Columbia. The folk flavored ballad was
penned by Gerry Marsden as a tribute to the people of his home town—Liverpool.

From the London office of Cash Box a very happy and prosperous New Year

to all our readers throughout the world.
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The German trade paper “Automaten Markt” had a lead article pointing out

a major problem in this market.
The article was called “Behind Closed Doors” or “Strictly Private.” It

pointed out that although Germany is a very well to do country and many
products during this season gained as much as 20 to 25% on their sales from
last year during this period, records continue to lose ground as a Xmas gift.

There is also a good business in cultural items. Although books, paintings and
other art do not have the 20 to 25% increase in sales that jewelry enjoys,
these items are also selling strongly and advertising strongly. The public,
states Automaten Markt (and we agree) just doesn’t know about the treas-
ures offered as gifts by the record industry due to lack of advertising. They
don’t know about the cultural wonders on records offered “behind closed doors.”
The record can compare itself to the German museums, but at least museums
advertise their attractions in public prospects, etc.

France is doing its best to work into the German record market, with 2 feet
on the ground, and it looks like it will be successful. Although French tunes
have seldom had great success here, several of the songs have broken into the
top ranks of the hit parade. Even more important, many many French artists
have done strong TV shows here and are very popular with German audiences.
The strong new developments are that the major French record concerns are
getting more and more active here. German Vogue, which was established a
few short years ago, is now one of Germany’s top firms with strong represen-
tation for local and foreign product. The newest strong move seems to be Bar-
clay Records, which left Ariola as its distributor and now will have its own
production and label here. The firm which will distribute through a major com-
pany here will go all out to dig up local talent, pick up foreign lines for distri-

bution here and push its strong French production. We visited with Eddie Bar-
clay in Paris, where he told us that he’ll be going all out to make his produc-
tion well known and powerful on this market. At his annual party, the biggest
and best we’ve ever seen, the way was set with a Bavarian Brass Band and
German beer. The Paris party attended by everyone of name and rank in and
out of show business proved to also be a meeting ground for the industry
there. If the French firms can bring new ideas and life into the business here,
the only thing that we can say is “Viva La France.”
CBS records is doing an all out push on its “Detroit Sound” records and are

reporting tremendous sales on The Supremes, who have sold over 70,000 rec-
ords here with their strong new records.
The article mentioned RCA that put ads in magazines read by 100 million

people, but we haven’t seen one full page ad in a German illustrated weekly (or
monthly) advertising records. In Germany in the programs at operas there is

not one ad seen advertising the opera for sale on records. Is it any wonder
then that record sales are dwindling? Why hasn’t the record become as popu-
lar a gift as the book, etc.? The advertising departments of the major record
firms should think about this problem. The record doesn’t deserve to be re-

leased as a “secret.” This problem also applies to the trade papers both na-
tional and international. You seldom see a full page ad advertising a new
single release by a top or unknown artist here paid for by the record industry.
The publishers are often stuck with either the entire or at least a portion of
the advertising costs and in this 3rd biggest market in the world, the record
sections of the major trade papers are remarkably thin even though they are
monthly or bi-monthly. The German record industry must learn to do a public
advertising job for their product if they are to increase the interest and sales
potential of their product.
The Berlin newspaper Nacht Depesche is having a talent hunt for young

future record stars in Berlin. The contest allows every Berliner between the
ages of 14 and 24 to send in a tape recording. The prominent jury is headed
by our American in Berlin Paul Siegel, publisher, A&R man and D.J. and has
other prominent members of the press and record world such as H. J. Klich,
editor of the paper “Nacht Depesche”, Hans Carste of RIAS Radio, H. Wahl,
the music editor of the magazine “Quick,” musicians Paul Kuhn and Arno
Flor, lyric writer C. U. Blecher and representatives of Telefunken, Polydor,
Ariola, Vogue and Metronome.

Electrola is all set for a hot Xmas sales season with swinging new singles
in German on U.S. hits “Is It True” by Conny Froboess, “Leader Of The Pack”
by The Crazy Girl and their 3 top 10 hits.

The Finnish dance craze called “Letkis” or “Jenka” is getting a big push
here by way of original recordings on RCA Victor from Finland and cover
records on Polydor.
Ronny, Germany’s best selling C&W singer, was awarded a “Golden Colt”

recently in Munich for sales over a million records in 1964.
Theo Seeger of Peer Music reports great action on “Tennessee Waltz” by

Alma Cogan which after a slow start finally made the top 10 this week.
Peter Schaeffers is celebrating a swinging holiday season with top selling

hits like “All Day And All Of The Night” and “You Really Got Me” by The
Kinks, “The Door Is Still Open” by Dean Martin, “Up Above My Head” by
A1 Hirt and many others. The newest for the firm is “Let’s Do The Jerk” by
Billy Sanders on Ariola.

Polydor records reported that its top 10 single hits in sales for 1964 in-
cluded 2 top sellers from Freddy, one from Martin Lauer, two from Peter
Alexander, and one apiece from Sacha Distel, Tony Sheridan, Connie Francis,
Mai Sondock and Margot Eskens. All ten of the top 10 LP’s for Polydor were
German productions.

Munich’s Fred Jay dropped by the Cash Box office to find out about his
huge world wide hit “The Wedding” which is storming up the U.S. and Aus-
tralian charts. Fred’s lyrics are great and we’re happy to see him with another
stateside smash.

If other Canadian jocks get on this side

it’ll make enough noise to follow the Terry Black example and make those all

important charts stateside. Another Canadian outing that has more than
enough of what it takes is the newie on Capitol by Jack London. At this writ-

ing it would seem that “If You Want This Love” is to be the action side. If

Canadian jocks from coast to coast would join forces in a concentrated effort

on a couple of selected Canadian sides, we could make this world wide record
business really sit up and take notice. It’s happening on “So Many Other
Boys” by The Esquires, it happened on “Unless You Care” by Terry Black.

But it happened more or less by accident than design. If we could develop
this same degree on unanimity on an organized basis incorporating jocks in

major and smaller markets alike, look out! Canadian talent would break wide
open on the world market.

Bill Fisher is riding herd on hit after hit from the Pye Line in Great Brit-

ain. The Canadian charts are full of his Allied, distributed items, and for every
one on the charts there’s at least two or three more warming up in the Pye,
hit-bullpen. “Love Potion No. 9,” the current biggie, will shortly be followed
by a new one from The Searchers. At this writing the hit side will take some
deciding. “What Have They Done To The Rain” is the action side in Great
Britain, but the flip, “This Feeling Inside” is testing nicely in several Cana-
dian markets. “Girl Don’t Come” by Sandie Shaw will follow the hit trail es-

tablished by her current outing, “Always Something There To Remind Me.”
Doc Steen at Winnipeg’s CKRC has been getting good results from the new
P. J. Proby outing. Doc’s action side is “Rocking Pneumonia.” “Get Rid Of
Him” by Bernadette Castro could happen for the thrush, and happen big.

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Starting point of our weekly column is the Festival of San Remo 1965.

The organization of the 15th edition of this contest seems to be very difficult.

Organizers are having big problems meeting the needs of both record and
publishing firms: while, as we stated in our editorial in the Christmas issue,

record firms should act as protagonists of this Festival, it’s felt that publishers
will not accept a secondary role on the San Remo scene, which is the only

dbor open to the winter music market.
On the other hand, organizers must take into consideration the offer of

best foreign performers they are receiving from the various record firms,

it seems that this year a lot of foreign artists want to participate.

The choice of the songs is therefore also subordinated to the choice of the
interpreters, but while organizers must rely on the record companies for

the selection of the performers, they must take into consideration the needs
of the publishers for the selection of the tunes. This creates a lot of problems
that only with great difficulty can be fully eliminated.

Contrasts are so deep, that as a consequence a big bomb exploded recently
on the gambling of the final dealings concerning the 15th edition: the top
Italian record firm, RCA Italiana, decided suddenly to revocate its participa-

tion in the San Remo event. But let’s start from the beginning.
A selection committee, composed of seven journalists and Maestro Carlo

At this point, organizers should have selected 24, among the 35 listed songs,

according to the final availability of the interpreters, and, first of all, of the
foreign singers.

First surprise was caused by the fact that interpreters like Nico Fidenco,
Domenico Modugno, Adamo, Tony Renis, wellknown composers like Giulio
Libano, Ennio Morricone, Giovanni Danzi, Mario Panzeri, were not admitted.
As a final decision on the part of ATA, 5 of the 8 songs that should have

been performed by RCA Italiana artists have been left out. RCA Italiana,

learning of this decision sent a cable to ATA asking it to revocate its decision,

but ATA confirmed its solution and RCA Italiana will therefore not take part
in the contest. Neither, of course, will the artists of RCA Italiana, nor the
songs they would have performed on the San Remo stage.
We have received from RCA Italiana copy of the letter that the managing

director of RCA Italiana, Guiseppe Ornato, addressed to the members of the
selection committee of San Remo.
We also tried to get in touch by phone with ATA’s prexy, the head of the

press Office and the Organizer, Gianni Ravera, in order to know his opinion,
but without results for the moment. We are therefore obliged to postpone to
next week the publication of the letter sent by Giuseppe Ornato and the even-
tual reply by part of ATA.

In any case, it’s not yet possible now to indicate which will be the titles of
the 24 songs selected for this year’s Festival, and we are also unable to state
definitively the singers who will take part in the contest. Some Italian maga-
zines have reported a list of 26 tunes, but no official announcement has been
made by part of ATA.
Durium will present at San Remo its new artist Beppe Cardile, singing a

song written by himself, “L’amore E’ Partito” (Love has gone away), while
not yet decided is the participation of the firm’s top artist, Little Tony, due to
the fact that he was asked to perform, in company with Neil Sedaka, an RCA
song, which has been retired from the contest.

In spite of the warm request of the Organizers of the Festival for the partic-
ipation of The Marcellos Ferial, this group preferred to stay put this year
and have just released their new record: “La Storia Di Tutti” b/w “Con
Questi Chiari Di Luna.” They are hoping to repeat the success of “Angelita
Di Anzio” with “La Storia Di Tutti” and that of “Sei Diventata Nera” with
“Con Questi Chiari Di Luna.”
Both these songs were record and publishing hits and have been granted to

major publishing firms for international use.

Dionne Warwick, the wellknown top songstress (released through Phono-
gram in Italy) who will definitely take part in the San Remo Festival, is being
strongly promoted by Phonogram on our market. Phonogram has just released

a new single of the US star, “Reach Out For Me” a new hit written by Burt
Bacharach, and published by Aberbach, coupled with “You Never Get To
Heaven.”
Durium artists are having a busy time. Marcellos Ferial are constantly on

tour in Italy; Isabella Jannetti has just come back from Australia; Marino
Marini has just left for his first tour in the United States; Beppe Cardile,

Durium has acquired

subpublishing rights for same.
Hot news is Nini Rosso’s latest release: “II Selenzio,” coupled with the

leit-motif from the original soundtrack of the film, “Crimine A Due.”

For the first time, Decca Italiana has announced its participation in the San
Remo Festival. It will take part in the contest with the British talent of

Anita Harris, who will sing Beppe Cardile’s song “L’Amore E’ Partito.”

From Decca Italiana we have received the news of the release of the Rolling

Stones hit “Tell Me” published in Italy by Southern.
The title has been also recorded in Italian version by “Equipe 84,” a group

grooving for Vedette Records.
The name of Tony Dallara is back on the record hit scene thanks to his

latest recording entitled “Noi Ragazzi,” also published by Southern; the tune

is the leit-motiv of the TV show “Sveglia Ragazzi.”
From CGD International, we have received news concerning the new Italian

recording of the French artist, Marie Laforet. Marie has recorded the Italian

version of the French title, “L’Amour Qu’il Fera Demain,” translated in

Italian as “Io Ti Amero’ Finche’ Non Piovera.”
Marisa Solinas, the well known Italian young film actress, is making her

debut as a songstress. As we reported, Marisa signed an exclusive contract

with Emi Italiana. Her first single has been now produced. Both songs re-

corded are published by RCA Italiana.

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ARGENTINA
The following article has been written for Cash Box by well known folk

artist, poet and composer Alma Garcia, to give an idea about the development
of folk music in Argentina, from the International point of view, and add it

to the complete coverage made by Cash Box’s 196U Year End Issue.

During recent years, folk music in Argentina enlarged to dimensions not
even considered before. Hundreds of teenage groups, professionals and ama-
teurs, started singing and promoting it, resulting in a bonanza period not
seen before. However, this euphoric period changed when teenage singers (like
Palito Ortega and Leo Dan) became very popular and displaced the attention
of the public; however, this change did not affect but helped the folk music
scene, because those who had looked at it with real interest remained in the
field, and allowed the edition of records of real importance, like Horacio Guar-
any’s version of Jose Hernandez’ book “Martin Fierro,” which sold about 8,000
LP’s in a few weeks, Ariel Ramirez’, Los Fronterizos’ and Eduardo Falu’s
album “Coronacion del Folklore,” which for the first time gathered three first

rate names, and the recent “Folk Mass” (already commented on by Cash Box),
also produced by Ramirez and probably the most important local release of
this year. As it is known, the “Folk Mass” was recorded by Los Fronterizos,
the same Ramirez and the Basilica del Socorro Choir. All these waxings reveal
the desire of musicians and composers of producing works of international
value.

Another interesting event is the decision of putting on stage plays related
to this type of music; some of the artists involved have been Eduardo Falu,
the Arnoldo Pintos group, the Beatriz Durante ballet; the Bareilles Choir and
the Eray Ballet and Alma Garcia in a played organised by the Arts National
Foundation to celebrate the Folk Music World Day. The City of Buenos Aires
built a theater for these plays and produced one titled “La Cacharpaya.” Some
months later, Ariel Ramirez, Los Fronterizos, Los Chalchaleros and Jaime
Torres starred in “This is Folk Music” at the Odeon Theater.

Many artists traveled to other countries: Atahaulpa Yupanqui, and after-
wards Los Trovadores del Norte, among others, toured Japan; later Eduardo
Falu visited that country, preceding a trip to the United States, where he is
now. Los Chalchaleros also jetted to the States, for a series of concerts. On
the other side, a Japanese group singing Argentine folk music in a very clear
manner came to this country.

The closing of many “Penas Tradicionales” (restaurants where typical food
could be eaten while listening to folk music) must also be mentioned; instead
of them, there is a wave of “Regional Festivals,” practically in every province:
they normally include amateur musicians, singers and dancers, plus some com-
mercial groups and generally a gathering of folk experts who discuss legends,
rhythms and customs. During the past months there have been festivals of
this type in the North, Coast, Cuyo and Buenos Aires; the most important one
takes place every year in Cosquin, Corboda, and was started five years ago.
During the last edition of this contest a group of teen singers called La Mon-
tonera started its performances with success, directed by Julio Marbiz, who
also dircts the only magazine devoted to this music, tagged also “Folklore.”

More or less in the San Remo way, a commercial firm organized this year,
as in 1963, a Song Festival, with three awards: folk, melodic and tango music.
This time the number of composers involved and the quality of their works
wasn’t as important as in ’63.

Speaking about sheet music, several publishers gave a strong push to their
production. Probably the biggest folk catalog belongs to Lagos, who started
an interesting experiment: its sheet music contains reproductions of paintings
by well known local names, like Bemu, Castagnino, Basaldua, Schurjin and
others, obtaining a high artistical level both in the music and pictorical senses.
Lagos has published works by poets, Borges, Marcos Victoria (foreign affairs’
culture director), Canal Feijoo, and others, which, although aren’t yet very
popular, are gaining force among the public. Also classical music composer
Carlos Guastavino has started writing folk music, like “La Tempranera,” with
words by Leon Benaros. Other folk hits worth mentioning are “Zamba de
Usted” (Ariel Ramirez-Felix Luna), “Collar de Caracolas” (Agesta) and
“Trasnochados Espineles” (Cholo Aguirre).

The Government has also helped folk music, and the schools have formed
choirs of up to three thousand voices, which played music and sung it in the
city’s parks. The radio stations and TV have devoted plenty of time to its air
play, and TV’13 “Buenas Tardes, Mucho Gusto” has transmitted lessons of
guitar playing.

Also worth mentioning is the fact that teen singers like Leo Dan and Palito
Ortega have included folk songs in their repertoires. As it may be seen, 1964
has been a very good year for folk music, with a great strengthening of many
of its values.

In a series of meetings with several local diskery toppers, this Cash Box
representative recently had the opportunity of discussing the current state of
the market and obtaining some interesting comments that may be of value for
better knowing what’s happening with records in Argentina and what may
come in 1965.

As it is known, this country has gone through a tough economical situation
during the past years, with all the difficulties involved in it; record sales have
fallen more than 50% in three years, prices were sharply increased (not much
as other consumer products, but enough as to make it difficult for the average
buyer to get an LP, which costs him from 8% to 5% of his budget, if he is a
worker), and the volume of sales remained at about 80 million pesos ($600,000)
a month, for the whole industry, in spite of the price increases.

But, a couple of months ago, the green light appeared once again and, as it

was reported in this column, record companies started noting a boom that has
reflected in practically all of them, with several astonishing sales figures that
reveal a very big potential market, reached only in a few cases: the well known
“Misa Criolia” (Folk Mass) released by Phonogram, sold 40,000 LP’s in little

more than a month, while Palito Ortega’s “Vestida de Novia” passed the
100,000 mark and several other records got interesting reports. The sales
volume for November, compiled extraofficially by this CB rep, amounted to 165
million pesos, and, although it can’t be considered normal (there was a price
increase effective Dec. 1, and dealers bought to keep), the near future is

regarded with some optimism, with an expected monthly volume of 130 million
pesos ($800,000) and interesting possibilities.

Another fact that must be considered is that Winco, the main phonograph-
mixers producing company, is selling all its production, which amounts to

about 12,000 mixers a month. From the commercializing point of view (and,

strangely, there isn’t a single market research available in this field) that
means that the potential market, and especially the stereo one, is growing
firmly: there must be about 1,000,000 phonographs in Argentina, at the end of
1964 (for 22 million inhabitants), and one of the major challenges for the
record industry is how to reach these customers, since many of them practi-
cally don’t buy records after having made a heavy investment. The opening of
new channels for commercialization, as it has been insisted in this column, is
only a matter of time, and sales through newsdealers and mail (made by RM,
Fonorama and Sicamericana in the first case, and The Readers Digest in the
second) have opened new horizons; however, the record dealer will have to be
helped and strengthened in many ways, to cover better the market, since
during the past years the points of sale (record stores) have been sharply
reduced, with a lowering of exposure and less information to the customer;
new dealers will have to open in some areas where now there isn’t a direct
touch betwen customers and records displayed or played in commercial centers,
big shops, etc.

Another point may be also mentioned: the lack of a proper information
about new releases. There are no consumer record papers in Argentina, and
the only practical way for a buyer to know about new records is listen to the
radio or ask at the record shop. Obviously, the first way covers only hot pop
releases, some soft music and a few classical outings, but leaves out the big-
gest part of the catalogs, which rest unnoticed for the music fan; the second
one is limited by the fact that many customers-to-be are afraid to disturb the
record store people by asking, or do not have a clear idea of what they want,
thus not getting the proper information nor the record. The idea of a consumer
paper has been discussed very much, but up to now no practical way of pro-
ducing it has been managed. However, it must be said that one of the main
record stores is now working on such a thing.

Social life landmarked the end of 1964 in Argentina, with several parties
honoring artists, the press and deejays. RCA threw a party December 22 to

give gold records to Palito Ortega, Violeta Rivas, Los Chalchaleros, Juan
D’Arienzo and Johnny Tedesco, celebrating the sales of a million records by
each of them. CBS also gave a party for its top star Leo Dan, Dec. 18, with
a gold record for the artist of “Celia” and so many other hits, while Disc
Jockey gathered the record people and gave medals to Rosamel Araya, Ricardo
Rey and Jorge Sobral, honoring Araya as the label’s top seller, and Rey and
Sobral as winners of the recent Odol Second Song Festival, on TV Channel 13.

Press information from Odeon brings news about the label’s ten top artists:

of course, The Beatles lead the list, followed by Los Wawanco, Ramona Gal-
arza, Mariano Mores, Carlos GardeL, Nestor Fabian, Chicote Lopez, the late

Francisco Canaro, regional music star Rafael Rossi and well known folk man
Atahualpa Yupanqui.

Nestor Selasco and Luis Calvo of Sicamericana inform about the launching of
the new Roulette and Seeco records, priced at 535 pesos ($3.50), while regular
albums cost 695. First titles are “Excitante Ritmo de Tito Puente,” “Mas
Exitos de Vicentico Valdes” and “Charanga Moderna,” and are intended to

reach the big tropical music market. Barreto’s album features his famous US
hit, “El Watusi”.

Julio Korn Publishers happy with the success of “Recuerdame,” the Marfil
tune recorded by Los Caucanos and selling very strong. The song, first in-

cluded in the group’s second album, was afterwards released as a single
because of the demand. Marfil is working actively as composer and director of

several tropical music groups.

Adolfo Pino of RCA infos that his diskery has inked film star Graciela
Borges, who has just recorded her first single for the label: “Cuando Llueva”.
RCA has also big plans about Mexican teen star Fabrizio, who will live in

Argentina and has been signed by it. He has already recorded two tunes,
written by star composer Dino Ramos.

Mario Kaminsky, Microfon’s “czar,” seems to have a big hit on his hands:
the new single by Los Cinco del Ritmo, titled “Nochebuena.” Initial orders for
this record have been extremely good, and it seems that this group will reach
the charts in short time. The record is aimed especially at Christmas and Year
End customers.

Otto Fey of Fenix infos about the first Verve releases made by his diskery,
after an arrangement made a short time ago. The new outings are albums by
Andre Previn, Gerry Mulligan, Oscar Peterson Trio and Gene Krupa, and will
be followed by several others. Fenix has big expansion plans and Fey believes
it will become very strong in 1965.

Mauricio Brenner of Fermata infos that Emilio Comte (Microfon) has cut
Nat Cole’s hit, “Amor,” while Pucho Vilar, for the same label, will wax Via-
nello’s “Tembleque.” Los Tammys have cut “Dinero” (Money) and some other
titles that will be included in their next LP.

CBS expects very much from the new Tito Rodriguez single, “El Dia Que Me
Quieras,” released by it through an arrangement made with Musicor. Rodri-
guez is a consistent artist, and this outing has strong sales appeal. Other CBS
newies are “The Jocker” and “Not Fade Away,” by Los Buhos, and the first

album by the same group. There is also a new album by La Sonora Santanera,
and a single by Brazilian star Roberto Carlos: “E Proibido Fumar” b w by
“Um Leao Esta Solto Nas Ruas.” In the Compact 33 field, newies by George
Maharis, Tony Bennett, Bobby Vinton and Steve Lawrence.

Cuban singer Olga Guillot, who is now settled in Mexico, made a successful

perfonnance at the Carnegie Hall a few weeks ago. After that, Olga signed
a contract with the night club “Livorio” where she presented her show for six

weeks, although she had only been signed for four. Presently, Olga is per-

The coin hoarder is making his presence felt through-

out the coin machine and vending industry and the time C

has come for a united front against this practice wher-

ever it has succeeded to date. It is a known fact, that *

while industry leaders are doing their utmost to bring ^
about a more fluid circulation of coins, in order to keep

the lifelines of the automatic machine business open for

everyday conduct of business, certain operators are re- <

portedly taking advantage of a situation that certainly

does them harm, namely the shortage of coins, and have
,

joined the groups who slowly but surely weaken the
^

foundations of the nation’s business with each new pur-

chase (and sale) of large quantities of coins at black

market prices.

This superficially profitable but shortsighted maneu- _
ver can only continue if operators honor the telephone

solicitations offering upwards of 2% premium payments
for thousands of dollars in coins. While the temptation

for the fast buck certainly is there, a second thought on l

the futility of this practice and the eventual high price

which comes with an operation being stifled for want of ,

these very same coins, must be taken into consideration.

It is often difficult to ask an individual to think in

terms of what is good for the industry. Too many op-

erators are more concerned with the amount of money
in the cash box on any given date, letting the chosen few
lead the industry practically single-handedly onto greater

heights. In the case of Public Relations, Higher Com- *

missions, and New Equipment Purchases to name but
three long-term programs designed for better and more >

profitable operating conditions, those operators choos- -

ing to turn their deaf ear to these suggestions, usually
continue in business without experiencing any sudden
detrimental change. Over the long run, the problems
continue to crop up, however.

When we speak of a coin shortage that grows more
serious because of the hoarder, we are speaking of a
situation which grows rapidly worse with each succeed-
ing purchase of coins from otherwise honorable op-

;

erators. In a matter of months, possibly weeks, an op- -1

eration’s coin inventory could dry up. The percentage «

received by the operator might represent his price for i

selling his own route down the river.

Judging from the reports of operators who have ad-
vised that the practice is growing, we can only belabor '

the obvious. The operator who sells his coins is an op-
erator who is selling himself out of business. Unfortu-
nately, this singular action on the part of one operator

,

reflects on the industry in general with an overall re-

sulting fall-off in collections stemming from no-service
equipment and a harmful public image.

If you don’t wish to cooperate with your local asso-
ciation’s proposals to re-circulate coins as quickly as pos-
sible, and you don’t intend to take time out to propose
well-meaning legislation such as that suggested by a
New Orleans operator which appears in this issue, then
go about your business as usual and let well enough
alone. And when the telephone rings with the coin so-
licitor’s percentage deal for the lifeline of your business,
give him the market price of your entire operation. You
may as well get paid for what you’re selling.

Amusement Equipment & Coin Oper-
ated Machine Exhibition and it plays
a very important part in the lives of
British importers, distributors, manu-
facturers and operators alike. Easter
is the deadline for delivery for the
start of the British entertainment
season and by showing their products
at the Blackpool function these people
are able to get a more accurate idea
of how much equipment they will

have to provide by that date. Before
the advent of this Blackpool show
there was only one major British ex-
hibition—The Amusement Trades Ex-
hibition—which takes place in London
at the end of January. Now with an
extra eight weeks at their command
the trade can more accurately assess
their commitments as well as being
in a better position to deliver on time.

This year exhibitors demonstrated
more new equipment than ever before
and because the laws of Britain are
on a par with those in Nevada the
accent was on gaming machines for
both arcades (where pay-outs are lim-
ited) and clubs (where liberal jack-
pots are permitted). The greatest
cross section of new equipment was
seen on the stand of Phonographic
Equipment Ltd. whose shares are now
quoted on the London Stock Ex-
change. Although they are now man-
ufacturing in a small way Phono-
graphic relies mainly on their contacts
in America and elsewhere abroad to
supply them with the goods. At this
exhibition they showed two new elec-

tronic uprights from Bally “Mazooma
Bell” and “Cute Caddie” which incor-
porated a quadruple feature pay-out;
fluctuating odds and a built-in coin
changer. British law states that each
play can only cost a maximum of six
pennies but in these machines a coin
ud to five times that amount may be
inserted. The extra games are cred-
ited but one play must be made be-
fore money is refunded. This is to dis-

courage players from using the ma-
chine solely as a changer. Also from
Bally, Phonographic showed the
“Money Honey” fruit machine which
has become popular with the British
trade because of the coins-in-coins-out
meters; and the two player flippers
“2 in 1”; “Mad World” and “San
Francisco.” The Sega Corporation is

now producing two new types of ma-
chines which have been devised for

the British market. The Sega “Royal”

is available from Phonographic on
both one penny and three penny play

and it differs from previous models

by incorporating a new fast drop coin

mechanism. To help the operator the

last coin inserted can be seen through
a small aperture. The other new ma-
chine is the “Ascot,” an electric horse

game on penny play. Players can

back a choice of seven horses whose
fluctuating odds are shown on a drum
which revolves during each play. If,

when the play ceases, a ringed figure

on the drums is the same as a lit-up

figure on the facia a bonus token is

dropped. The latest mid-way “Trophy
Gun” shooter was on his stand as

was the new two player “Flying

Turns” motor racing game. United’s

Bowler, which can cope with up to

six players and offering six variations

of play also caught the attention of

the visitor.

Two Australian manufacturers of

fruit machines are very active in the

British market and both had a wide
variety of their equipment repre-

Consolidated Industries (G.B.) Ltd.

Ju-
bilee Products were represented by
one of their main distributors Warren
Ward Enterprises Ltd. whose head-
quarters are in Birmingham. This
comnany showed a selection of the
Jubilee International Equipment as
well as a new British manufactured
iuke box. Manufactured at Bradford,
Yorkshire, it is called the Selectogram
and is available with 80-selections and
40 selections. Selection on the larger
model is made with two buttons while
only one button is used on the smaller
model. Warren Ward can now offer
their Ton Dog wall pay-out on penny
play which was designed by them-
selves.

Change is paid-out directly into the
pay-out cup.

Halel Enterprises Ltd. of London
have acquired the license to manufac-
ture and distribute “Spin Painting”
which has its origins in the United
States of America. This is the device
whereby plastic type paint of various
colors is dropped on to an art board
which is fixed to a turntable. This is

then rotated at a slow and then faster
speed and the wet paint is spread
over the board to give a final abstract
painting.

At Anglowest Bowling Co. Ltd. the
importers, distributors and operators
of coin onerated Bally Bowlers,
visitors to their stand were invited to
try their luck on the two lanes avail-
able.

In the United Kingdom there is

keen competition among manufactur-
ers to come up with bright ideas for
attracting the business of the arcade
owner and operator. As a result each
year sees a new crop of multi-slot
machines which are on penny play to
comply with the laws which govern
arcade business and state that pay-
outs cannot exceed 12 pennies (one
shilling). Acknowledged experts in
this field are Mayfield Electronics Ltd.
who have come up with the biggest
multi slot machine that has ever been
seen. Called “Grand Prix” this is a
car racing game which can accom-
modate 40 players with five slots
e«ch. With an overall measurement of
20 feet by eight feet it has 10 small
racing: cars competing in a one lap
race from a staggered start to the ac-
companiment of stereophonic sounds
such as car horns which one associ-
ates with a race track. Mayfield also
showed their other now familiar multi
slot race games with speed boats,
grevhounds and horses.

Kiddie rides, always a popular item
on the British amusement scene were
exhibited by Joyride Manufacturing
Co. Ltd. and Supercar Company
(Coventry- Ltd. as well as Mills Nov-
eltv Co. Ltd. and Watsonian Sidecars
LtA

There is also great competition
among British manufacturers to come
up with the latest ideas for wall and
console payout machines for penny
play arcade sites and among those
who had their products at this Black-
pool showcase were Teleform, J. M.
Products and Miller’s (Multi-Slots)
Ltd.
Not many overseas visitors arc ex-

pected at this Blackpool get-together
because they usually wait until the
Amusement Trades Exhibition which
takes place in London at the end of

January. Exceptions in this case were
Martin Bromley, head of the Sega

HIALEAH, FLA.—Justin Goldsmith,
President, All-Tech Industries, Inc.,

manufacturers of the Gold Crest pool
table line, announced last week that
the company will announce the re-
lease, in the very near future, of an
entirely new concept in coin-operated
pool tables which will “revolutionize”
the industry.
The new pool table will be rectan-

gular in shape, “not elliptical and not
round,” according to the company
exec, who added that the company
has conducted extensive tests on the
new model.

“In the very near future, we will have
available both of these new products,
and until that time we don’t wish to
set a definite date for release,” con-
tinued the manufacturer.

on the standard 6-pocket table which
came about after extensive field-tests
of all pool tables on the market today.

the “tar” and nicotine content of its

move comes on as the first major
change in cigarette marketing as a
result of the industry’s advertising
code voluntarily adopted by most to-

bacco growers last year.
Walker stated: “We printed ‘tar’

and nicotine test results on Carlton
and Montclair packages because some
smokers desired such information. In-
deed, both friends and critics of the
tobacco industry commented favor-
ably about our making such data
available,” he added.
“The dictate of the Cigarette Ad-

vertising Code under contemporary
circumstances, as conceived by the

operators during that time,” he added.
Hastings further advised that 1965
would be a year of revitalization for
his association.

Besides Hastings, the present slate
of officers and directors of the Mil-
waukee Association includes: vice
presidents Jerome “Red” Jacomet of
Red’s Novelty Co. and Jim Stecker of
Novelty Service Co.; directors Doug
Opitz of the Wisconsin Novelty Co.,

Joe Beck of Mitchel Novelty Co.,

Arnold Frost of Arnold’s Coin Ma-

so doing, we wholeheartedly endorse
the purpose and principles of the
Cigarette Advertising Code. For this
reason packages of Carlton and Mont-
clair will no longer carry this infor-
mation,” he further advised.
The code basically bans testimo-

nials, advertising aimed at persons
under 21 years of age and health
claims unless they are backed by valid
scientific fact.

Production of Carlton and Mont-
clair in revised new cartons and pack-
ages begins this month.

Stadium Should Gross $2 Million

First Year. Contract Is For 10 Yrs.

CHICAGO — Patrick L. O’Malley,
President of Automatic Canteen Com-
pany of America, announced last

week that Automatic Canteen has
been selected by the City of Anaheim,
Calif., to handle all concession oper-
ations for the new Anaheim Sta-
dium scheduled to open with the
1966 American League Angels base-
ball season.

O’Malley said Canteen will invest
approximately $1,500,000 in facili-

ties ana services “designed to pro-

vide the most modern, efficient con-
cessions and Stadium Club opera-
tions possible.” Based on an esti-

mated attendance in 1966 of 1,500,-

000 persons, O’Malley said anticipated
lst-year volume approx. $2,000,000.
Under a 10-year contract to be

signed with the City of Anaheim,
Automatic Canteen will handle all

concessions at the stadium, serving
the Angel fans during the baseball
season, and other sports and public
events during the remainder of the
year.

Conveniently-located stands will

provide fans with many new products
including carved hot roast beef,
corned beef and ham sandwiches,
pizza, shrimp rolls, Tacos, and other
items hitherto not available in the
average ball park.

In April of this year, Automatic
Canteen initiated a 10-year conces-
sion contract with Yankee Stadium,
in New York City. The company
is presently discussing similar con-
cession business with other major
ballparks and stadiums.

Last week O’Malley announced a
20% increase in earnings for Can-
teen on record sales for the fiscal

year ended October 3rd. Sales and
Operating Income rose to a new high
of $269,019,937 while earnings reached
the $5,113,260 figure.

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Distrib Pins Coin Shortage

On Hoarders And Speculators

LOU BOASBERG

NEW YORK—Lou Boasberg, New
Orleans Novelty Company, amusement
machine distibutor in the Louisiana
territory and operator of equipment
in that area, has offered his views on
various subjects concerning the indus-
try, in the past. This week’s observa-
tion concerns the shortage of corns
and the necessary legislative actions
which may alleviate this crucial situa-
tion in the future. Following are Boas-
berg’s comments.

All silver coinage—niekels, dimes,
quarters, half-dollars and silver dol-

lars—are fast disappearing from cir-

culation. This lack of the mediums of
exchange is causing great hardship
in all business, especially all phases
of the coin machine business. There
have been many opinions expressed
as to the reason for this shortage,
but the whole truth of the matter is

that the silver coinage is being con-
centrated in the hands of hoarders
and speculators. Because of the hard-
ship caused by these hoarders and
speculators, these people are conduct-

ing a practice that is anti-social, un-
American, and extremely unpatriotic.
Congress could pass laws to remedy
the situation immediately and should
do so. A law should be passed making
it illegal for any individual to possess
more than a certain amount of money
in silver coins. The law should fur-
ther state that businesses, corpora-
tions, etc., can possess up to the
amount of silver coinage to conduct
their business, and said coinage must
be in circulation. And above all, no
company, individual, or corporation,
with the exception of banks and the
Federal Reserve, can possess coinage
that is not in actual circulation. Na-
turally, such laws would meet with
the disapproval of a few, but as the
entire economy is being affected, and
the hardship of many are being af-
fected by the greed of a few, then
there is only one remedy, and that is

stringent laws.

Seeburg Votes 50%
Dividend Raise To 15^

CHICAGO—Directors of The See-
burg Corporation last week raised
the quarterly dividend on the com-
mon stock of the company to 15
cents from 10 cents, indicating an
increase in the annual rate to 60
cents from 40 cents. The first divi-

dend at the new rate is payable
January 20, 1965, to stockholders
of record December 31, 1964.
The Seeburg announcement said

that the audit of results in the fis-

cal year ended October 31, 1964,
has not been completed, but pre-
liminary information indicates that
earnings are up sufficiently to war-
rant an increase in the dividend
rate. Profit a year ago was $2,484,-

483, or $1.31 a share, on sales of
$54,584,306 both company records.
