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TELEVISION

Rock ’n roll has gone prime time, and
that, tradesters, is the best news the

disk industry has had in some time.

Once relegated to the late afternoon
— when dad was still working and
mother was usually too busy to care

—

the rock sound has found its way into

TV hours that invite the largest audi-

ences, the top ad dollar. All this and
network exposure, too!

It’s certainly better late than never, if

one considers that it has taken nearly

a decade of radio’s great acceptance of

the Top 40 teen-beat sound for TV to

recognize rock ’n roll’s mass appeal.

Last season, ABC-TV took a look at the

pop-folk boom and decided to pit an all-

folk program
—

“Hootenanny”—against

major TV programs. Perhaps the format
of the show was too specifically folk and
it didn’t quite catch on with a massive
enough audience. It was dropped by

ABC-TV—or perhaps to be more fair-

—

re-incarnated into this season’s “Shin-

dig,” sporting mostly rock talent and,

happily, much better ratings. NBC-TV's
“Hullaballoo” has come along and it,

too, boasts a fine rating.

Do we dare say that rock ’n roll has
come of age? Maybe. But it’s surely

possible that most of us and/or the

critics of rock 'n roll have underesti-

mated its appeal to audiences larger

than teeners. Folks a good deal past the

teen years seem to enjoy the enthusi-

asm of the teen-beat and are not all

adverse to seeing (and trying out!) many
of the teen steps they see displayed so

expertly by the kids.

Many of the younger adults, of

course, can look fondly back at the

rock 'n roll sound, since it represents

the music with which they enjoyed their

teen years.

Adult viewers, to be sure, cannot
easily be translated into adult pur-

chases of teen disks.

But, adults who are more amenable
to the rock sound and its dance-floor
by-product may consider their offspring

less than mad when confronted with a
request for the disk dollar.

From the comment we've heard from
tradesters, the shows (and the many
other non-rock shows featuring big teen
talent) are having a direct effect on disk
sales—all to the good.

“Shindig” and “Hullaballoo” are by
no means the teen-beat's only major TV
outlets. There are numberless local

shows, some of which, like the Lloyd
Thaxton Show, are being syndicated
throughout the country. Even late-hour

interview-type programs are bringing on
teen talent, to talk and to perform. Top
variety shows have long accepted the
audience-pulling power of teen-market
stars. And lucky is the solo performer
or group who can boast repeated ap-
pearances on these shows.

As we’ve often noted in this space,
it’s up to disk companies and personal
managers to see that if the fortunate
day should arrive when their talent is

set for presentation on one of the afore-

mentioned TV'ers, he should be pre-
sented with the stage presence of a true
pro.

Remember, millions are watching
every move he makes!

New AGAC Pact Calls

For Copyrights
In Writer's Name
NEW YORK—For the “work-a-day”
writer without his own publishing
firm, a new contract that the Ameri-
can Guild of Authors & Composers
(AGAC) will negotiate with U.S.
publishers will call for copyrights to

be issued in the writer’s name.

Presently, pubberies apply for copy-
rights in the name of the company.
Burton Lane, president-writer of

AGAC, contends that while publishers
will “eai-n as much money as before,”
the writer who owns his own copy-
rights will be better protected, legally
and economically.”

Under the new agreement, set for
negotiation, Lane explained, the writ-
er grants the music publisher the
right to publish and license his ma-
terial for records and other enter-

tainment usage. The publisher is

given the legal license to market this

material, and therefoi-e exercises the

same rights to the material as before.

Provisions of the new contract also

prevent a publisher from taking a

song or musical theme and failing to

exploit it after a pei’iod of time. A
system of periodic advances which

must be paid if the publisher is to

control material has been included.

The new contract would replace the

present one, in use since 1949. AGAC
membership is put at 2000.

The basis
of Corsack’s anger comes from the
fact that the “Joan Baez Songbook”
is not listed on any of the weekly
best-seller lists in the newspaper book
review sections.

Corsack says that the book, which
sells for $3.95 (paperbound) and
$5.95 (elothbound), is nearing the
100.000 sales-mark. And yet this
walloppingly impressive total hasn’t
even garnered a footnote on the
charts.

Jan Peerce’s superlative operatic tenor voice is

exquisitely showcased in this rendering of 14 love
songs from the Yiddish theatre. Peerce’s handling
brings out all the warmth and emotion of the
selections, aided by wonderful orchestration
(arranged and conducted by Gershon Kingsley).

middle eastern touch and a bit of blues. Fine
sound, deserving of attention.

JAZZ BEST BETS ========

RUTH BROWN ’65—Mainstream 56034/ S 6034
Ruth Brown has earned many laurels for her

jazz-blues stylings and this latest set beautifully
exhibits the mature, polished singer she has be-
come. This appealing platter features a shining
singer backed by the superbly matched support
of strings and brass. The album is highly suited
for mood and pop programming, and should
catch a good deal of attention. Especially pleasing
tunes are: “Whispering Grass,” “Here’s That
Rainy Day,” and “Help A Good Gird Go Bad.”

TRAVELIN’ LIGHT—Shirley Scott and Kenny
Burrell—Prestige 7328

Shirley Scott and Kenny Burrell team up for a
swinging session that has resulted in a fine set of
grooves. The pair, Burrell on guitar, and Scott on
organ, move through a set of six tracks in fine

style, with each complementing the other’s solos,

and both working out . extremely enjoyable
counterpoints. The album is all instrumental, but
what the lark could have done vocally is made up
for by her fine handling. Feature cuts include:

“Nice and Easy,” “The Kerry Dance,” and “They
Call it Stormy Monday.”

RIMSKY-KORSAKOV: SCHEHERAZADE; Leo-
pold Stokowski conducting the London Symphony
Orchestra; London SPC 21005

Leopold Stokowski’s premiere disk for London,
another of the label’s beautiful Phase Four pack-
ages, could easily become one of the firm’s

strongest catalog items. The maestro presents a
superb reading of the lovely and mysterious
“Scheherazade,” capturing all of the exotic beauty
and fire of the Rimsky-Korsakov tone poem. The
splendid performance of the orchestra has been
faithfully recorded in this stereo set; and pack-
aged in a double-leaf cover which features photos
of Stokowski, and the story of the session as well
as historic notes on the work itself.

MOZART: THE PIANO QUARTETS; Mieczy-
slaw Horszowski and the Budapest String Quar-
tet; Columbia ML 6083/MS 6683
The unique pairing of Mozart’s piano quartets

could be a very trying experience for most musi-
cians, since the two are of completely different

natures; the G Minor work, somber and “tragic,”
while the E Flat Major opus is highly energetic.

PARIS—Vogue productions inter-

nationales phonographiques of France,
Belguim, Germany, Switzerland, and
it’s affiliated companies in Europe
achieved formidable success in 1964.

In Belgium, the Vogue artist, Marva
Nollet, known as Marva, won strong
popularity with her Flemish record-
ing of “Donne-Moi Ma Chance” (Geef
Mij Nog Een Kans).

In Germany, Deutsche Vogue
Schallplatten, which was established

four years ago expanded so rapidly
that it was compelled to move from
Frankfurt to Cologne, taking over the

Vox Imago factory in 1963. In addi-
tion to a warehouse in Berlin,
Deutsche Vogue maintained it’s ware-
house in Frankfurt and established
new warehouses in Hamburg and
Munich in 1964. Belmont Musikverlag
was also established to handle music
publishing activities.

The expansion of its commercial
operations, the increased output of the
A&R department, numerous hit rec-

ords and other activities resulted in

the German firm doubling its turn-
over in 1964 over that of 1963. Ex-
amples of this expanded activity was
the recording of “Warum Nur
Warum” (Walk Away), a sale in ex-
cess of 250,000 on the first record to

be released by the new Swedish
singer, Suzie, and the continuous flow
of successful records by Petula Clark,
Francoise Hardy, the Searchers, The
Kinks, Pat Boone, Billy Vaughn and
Dionne Warwick.
The Italian affiliate, Saar, has pro-

duced hits with Remo Germani, Tony
Dallara, and the Petula Clark record-

ing of “Quelly Che Hanno Un Cuore”.
The Saar Italian recordings of Fran-
coise Hardy alone sold in excess of

one million in 1964.

The Vogue group now represents

such American labels as Autumn,
Dot, Elektra, Everest, Glad Hamp,
Gene Norman, Kapp, Kenwood,
Laurie, Peacock, Reprise, Roulette,

Scepter, Warner Bros., The Jay Gee-
Jubilee Group, Red Bird, and the just

acquired Premier label.

The care-
ful preparation of this series includ-
ing 4 color covers has resulted in wide
acceptance by the French consumer.
As a result the Mode line has become
one of the most important in the
European market. In France alone
more than one million long play al-

bums are reportedly sold each year.
Vogue is the only independent

French record company to have regu-
lar distribution in the British market
under its own label.

This continuing successful growth

of the Vogue group covering an area

that extends from Scandinavia to

Italy and fi-om England to Germany
involves the direction by Leon Cabat

for France, Jean-Jacques Finster-

wald for Germany, Walter Gurtler

for Italy, Svend Hansen for Den-

mark, and Joseph erga for the U.S.,

WHO, in New York, represents the

interests of the group in the Ameri-
can market.

Regina’s La Forge:

Artist Who Means Business

NEW YORK—Big music things are
happening in the Bronx, where Jack
LaForge, pianist and guiding light
of Regina Records, is after world-
wide recognition of his label.

LaForge is currently taking things
into his own hands (no pun intend-
ed), as his interpretation of the
“Goldfinger” main title is a Top 100
noise-maker.

But, as president of Regina, La-
Forge must direct the activities of the
label’s growing artist roster and, to

be sure, all business deals that play
a part in Regina’s expansion.

LaForge’s “computer head,” as he
terms it, has met with considerable
success in non-musical areas. Fore-
most is an artificial flower company,
which he developed and recently sold
to Revlon, with the condition that he
stay on as consultant. His business
acumen is also enhanced by the fact
that he is a Certified Public Account-
ant and has studied law.
With a personal and business stake

in the music business, LaForge means
business in putting the 2%-year-old
label over. He is eyeing artists in
every musical field, with the exception
of classics. Jazz singing and musi-
cianship are getting a big play from
the label. Signed to exclusive pacts

—

the only kind of artist deal LaForge
makes — are such personalities as
Shorty Rogers, Frances Faye, Sylvia
De Sayles, Charlie Mariano, Toshiko
and Dorothy Donegan. This proclivity
for jazz is evident in most of La-
Forge’s seven albums to date, which
often display him in flights of jazz
fancy.
LaForge thinks in other musical di-

rections, too. An upcoming album will

be inspirational in nature. It’s called

“Think On These Things” and fea-

tures the performances of the Fred-
erich William Chorale.

Regina’s domestic and foreign rep-
resentation is strong. There are 40
U.S. distribs of the label and EMI
handles Regina product abroad. In the
U.S., sales are handled by vet music
man Mort Hillman.
The Bronx is both home and head-

quarters for LaForge. Only blocks
away from his East Bronx house are
LaForge’s main offices of Regina. And
that’s where they’ll stay. LaForge is

in the process of making a deal for
the construction of a 2-story taxpay-
er, in which tenants will sign a 90-

day lease clause, permitting LaForge
to continually expand Regina’s opera-
tions in the same site. Edifice is also

to feature a drive-in platform on one
end, shipping on the other.

Regina’s expansion will entail, in-

dicates LaForge, the possible acqui-

sition of the catalogs of other labels.

In publishing, LaForge recently

completed a deal with United Artists

Music to incorporate one of his firms

into its Unart operation. Also, there

are music companies still under the

LaForge wing, including Kingsland
Music (BMI) and LaForge Music
(ASCAP).
LaForge likes to relate the story of

his first disk association. It was with
a label that released an Hawaiian LP
with his piano artistry. LaForge says

the LP sold 40,000 copies, leaving him

with $10,000 in royalties. This started
his “computer head” working: Total
profits to the label were much greater
than his royalties. Simple arithmetic
gave birth to a new label, one whose
president aims to make a total suc-
cess.

Cliff Richard and Frank Ifield recently became the first pop singers to be
quoted on the London Stock Exchange. The stars have sold three of their
private companies to Constellation Investments, a city firm set up to acquire
shares in unquoted companies with show business interests. The transaction
gives the stars shares in the company valued at well over £400,000.
Meantime, rumors continue to grow that Northern Songs, the company which

publishes all compositions written by Beatles John Lennon and Paul McCartney,
will go public in the near future, although the boys co-director, publisher Dick
James has no comment to make at this stage. Besides the Beatles members
Northern Songs has, in the past year, handled major hits by fellow artistes
Cilia Black, Billy J. Kramer, Peter and Gordon, the Applejacks and the Rolling
Stones. Another Dick James company, Metric Music, has the new Marianne
Faithful single on Decca “Come Stay With Me” penned by Jackie de Shannon.
A new single by The Beatles coupling “If I Fell” and “Tell Me Why” two

tracks from the “A Hard Day’s Night” LP is finding its way into the British
market despite the fact that the disk was meant for export only. It is on EMI’s
International label but dealers have become aware of it, are ordering it and
selling it. A similar situation arose a few years back with a Cliff Richard
single “Gee Whiz It’s You” which, although it was never issued for the home
market, enjoyed British chart success.
Two new operatic albums in the Cetra catalogue are released by Oriole this

month on their high standard, low-priced, Realm series, “Rigoletto Highlights”
and “Madame Butterfly,” both featuring Tagliavini and Taddei. One of the
most popular LPs in the Realm series is Maria Callas Sings Excerpts from
“La Traviata” and “La Gioconda.”

Delighted to receive a call from Paul Anka, in London to promote his current
RCA single “To Wait For Love.” In recent years Paul has concentrated more
on perfecting his cabaret act than producing a hit single. However, “To Wait
For Love” backed by extensive TV and radio coverage may well re-establish
him in the charts. Not the least important of Paul’s many interests is his
music publishing company, Spanka Music, for which he has just acquired his
first British master, a Mitch Murray composition “Is It Me” by new British
singer Paul Murray who gets his first break in America via Imperial Records.
Feldmans own the copyright here but as yet there is no news of a British
release.

Delyse Records, prompted by the success both here and abroad of their
massed choir LP “A Nation Sings” which was recorded live at the Royal Albert
Hall in 1963 will record Volume 2 there on April 30th. The company expects to
double their catalogue by the end of the year and are currently seeking organ,
choral, folk and chamber music repertoire for distribution in the United King-
dom.
The National Jazz Federation are presenting the 1st American Negro Gospel

Festival billed as “An authentic documentation of American Negro Church
Music” featuring Bishop Samual Kelsey, the Original Five Blind Boys of
Mississippi, Sister Lena Philips Jones, Inez Andrews and Rev. John Little.
Apart from playing nine concert dates in Britain they will record a TV show
for ABC TV. Philips is issuing an album by the Five Blind Boys.
When Georgia Brown turned down the part of “Maggie May” which Lionel

Bart had written specially for her the role went to Rachael Roberts. After six
months Rachael is leaving the cast to join husband Rex Harrison in Italy.
Taking over . . . Georgia Brown.

Executive re-shuffle at Oriole Records as their CBS operation gets under
way has resulted in the following appointments. Ron Bell takes over radio
promotion, Derek Witt will be responsible for TV and Artistes promotion,
Roger Easterby becomes Press Officer and W. Sparkman, Sales Manager.
Ember Records, independent label which has previously been distributed via

Selecta (Decca’s distribution set up) and other independents, is to get national
distribution via EMI as from February 1st. First disk release under the new
system will be “Tribute to Ringo Starr” by Larry Finegan.
The Honeycombs, currently playing dates in Australia are booked for a week

of TV and radio shows in New York including “Shindig,” “Hullabaloo” and
“The Dick Clark Show.” Managers Alan Blaikley and Ken Howard are hoping
to get the necessary visas to enable the group to make a short tour. Their
single “I Can’t Stop” is doing well in the States on the Interphon label. A
return visit to Scandinavia is planned for early June.

Pirate radio ships are still in troubled waters even though they are inter-
national. The latest threat to their existence comes with this week’s meeting
of the Council of Europe (representing some 32 countries) and the introduction
of legislation .which, if ratified, will make it illegal for member countries to
supply the ships with food and other essentials and at the same time veto
advertising. It is estimated that in the last ten months Britain’s Radio Caroline
(operating from two ships, one in the north and one in the south), has brought
in a monthly advertising revenue of some £16,000. A spokesman for the station
reports that alternative plans have already been made to set up offices in New
York, operate with non-European d.j.’s and service the ships from non-member
countries should the Government clamp down on them. Advertising too, would
of course emanate from non-member countries.
K.P.M. Music have great faith in the revival of “Tammy” which when they

first acquired the number in 1957 resulted in no less than 80 recordings topped
by Debbie Reynolds. Now The Graham Bond Organisation (yes, that’s the
name of the group) have revitalised it on Columbia and KPM hope it may
prove a parallel to the second-time-round success they had last year with “The
Wedding” by Julie Rogers. Like “Tammy” they acquired the copyright several
years before and enjoyed chart success via the Anita Bryant version.

Other KPM copyrights include “She Loves to be Loved” by The Falling-
Leaves” on Parlophone; “Thanks a Lot” by Brenda Lee on Brunswick; and
“Walking On The Edge Of The World” by the Shevells on United Artistes.
They also have “The Name Game” by Shirley Ellis. Although she didn’t make
it over here with her American hit “Nitty Gritty” maybe Shirley will have
better luck this time.

Italian responsibles of the music industry; but now that the festival, for the
second time, must be considered as an international event, it also becomes an
occasion for a convention among the personalities of the international music
scene.

This is the case with Mrs. Michiko Sekine, general manager of the Japanese
publishing Company Suisei-Sha. She reached Milan this week, where she will
hold meetings with the principal publishing firms in Italy.

We wish to stress that Suisei-Sha is the firm which first introduced and
launched Italian music in Japan. Thanks to Mrs. Sekine’s concern, for the first

Anagon-Mdrotone-Publishers of Holland gave 1965 a big start by obtaining

world-copyrights on Walter and Connie’s debut record. This BBC-couple has
become extremely popular in Holland and many other countries through their

regular TV-series of English lessons. Titles of the record—due for release are
“In The Park” and “What Is This?”, both written by John Moring. Anagon’s
president, Mr. Jan V. Schalkwijk furthermore declared that 1964 was a good
year for Anagon and his associates. “We acquired the rights for several big
hits, among which there were Golden and even Diamond awards such as “Lass
Mein Herz Nicht Weinen” Imca Marina and “Vous Permettez Monsieur”
Adamo, he said. Other hot-selling items were: “Liebeskummer Lohnt Sich
Nicht” Siw Malmkvist, “Hippy Hippy Shake” Swinging Blue Jeans, “Quand
Les Roses” Adamo, “Bye Bye Blondie” Trini Lopez, “Walk Away” Matt
Monroe, and several titles sung by Gitte and Rex Gildo. “Besides the new
Walter and Connie songs,” added Anagon’s president, “the new year goes well

with “Dolce Paola” Adamo, “Melancholie” Die Bambis, “Ich Will Immer Auf
Dich Warten” Brenda Lee and “Let’s Go” Sir Henry and his Butlers. Anagon
Publishers were represented during 40 weeks in last year’s Cash Box Top 10
with at least 2 titles.

Basart N. V. pulled out all the stops for the Petula Clark hit “Downtown.”
The firm expects this song to be one of the biggest successes of the first half-

year 1965. Basart production department produced a 30 cm LP “Proost,” con-
taining thirty drinking songs. C. N. Rood released this album in a festive cover.

The young Dutch pianist Harry Vooren is starring in one of the most suc-

cessful Dutch pictures “Mensen Van Morgen” Kees Brusse. He highlights this

Dutch film production with his masterly playing. Basart production depart-
ment contracted Harry Vooren for the production of a 30 cm LP, the greater
part containing Spanish music, the predelection of Harry Vooren. This record
will be released in the first part of Feb., supported by strong publicity action.

Basart N. V. obtained the rights of the German song “Ich Stel Mein Bett
Heut’ An Die Theke,” which will be released by C. N. Rood in a Dutch Carnival
version. Rob de Nijs recorded the Dutch version of “She Understands Me”
(want zij begrijpt mij) and he hopes to score another success with this record.

Leeds Holland (Basart N. V.) got the rights of the Sam Cooke hit “That
Cousin Of Mine.” Sam Cooke disks are very much in demand here since

his tragic death. Connelly-Basart is very happy, being able to report that
they signed up the rights of the evergreen “Just An Old Fashioned Girl,”

made famous again by Eartha Kitt.
Phonogram will release an entirely new and complete recording of Bach’s

“St. Matthew Passion” conducted by Prof. Karl Miinchinger, on four Decca-
LP’s in a luxuriously designed case. (German sung). Miinchinger has followed
the authentic score, which means that the chorales are sung by boys only
Stuttgart Hymnus Boy’s Choir. Soloists are Peter Pears, Herman Prey, Marga
Hoffgen, Fritz Wunderlich, Tom Krause, Heinz Blankenburg, and the Dutch
soprano Elly Ameling. Mrs. Ameling, a famous Oratorio-singer, was selected

by Miinchinger, after he heard her sing via radio. Hans Tecker of Dutch Decca
added that this unique release will also involve a special sales-action in this

country. Subscribers will profit considerably.
French chanson has always found a fairly good market in Holland, and with

the tremendous success of Johnny Hallyday (starting with his personal appear-
ance in Amsterdam, 1963), French teenage songs have conquered this market
as well. Sheila, Claude Francois and France Gall, all on the Philips label,

are gaining much popularity; and if a personal appearance could be realized
for the latter, it is certain that his hit recordings like “J’y Pense Et Puis
J’oblie” and his latest “Donna Donna” would reach the top of the Dutch
hit-parade. Phonogram has released France Gall’s version of “Laisse Tomber
Les Filles” (written by Serge Gainsbourg in the special single-series “Succes
De France.”
One of the most popular (weekly) radio programs in Holland is “Time for

Teenagers” (Tijd voor Teenagers), a presentation by Holland’s No. 1 disc-

jockey, Herman Stok. The snappy title has become such a chatchword in the
world of light music in this country, that Phonogram has used it for a Philips
LP series. Otto Vriezenberg of Phonogram told Cash Box the LP’s cover
collections of Dutch teenage-toppers which proved to be a big success in

previous months. It is a re-nackaging of hits slowing down on sales, and with
a remarkable sales-effect. Much attention is paid to the presentation: colorful

albums with photographs and biographies of the artists.

New American and English hits released by Phonogram this week: “Rosalyn”
by the very successful Pretty Things (Fontana), “Do-Wacka-Do” by Roger
Miller (Philips), “Go Now!” by the Moody Blues (Decca), “Like A Child” by
beautiful Julie Rogers (Mercury), “Walk Tall” by Val Doonican (Decca) and
“Oh No, Not My Baby” by Maxine Brown (Fontana).
“Bovema’s 3rd Annual Kaag-concours will also pay special attention to old-

and modern jazz-categories,” says Cees Mentink, Imperial-chief and main
organiser of this popular summer-event, who also stated that the festival will

probably start on June 14. Les Gars du Nord and The Solids, last year’s winners
made their entrance in the recording field soon after this talent-contest.
As a result of a pleasant an well-organized press conference, the Dutch

musical press unanimously frontlined Bovema’s release of Walter and Connie’s
first record as singers. Both sides are originals by John Moring, the company’s
A&R producer.

Capitol-Holland will soon release Nat King Cole’s new single hit “Poople,”
as well as Bobby Rydell’s “I Can’t Say Goodbye” and Frankie Laine’s “Half-
way.” The Bovema label hopes to have this country included in Buck Owens’
forthcoming European tour, which starts on April 8. Owens recently hit the
market with “I Don’t Care.”

After the success of “Handy Man,” singer Del Shannon caught on very
strongly with his new item “Keep Searchin’ ”, recently released on Bovema’s
Stateside label.

Columbia label manager Cees Pompe will set up a promotional campaign for
Shirley Bassey’s rendition of “Goldfinger” on the occasion of the motion
picture’s premiere due to take place at Easter time.
New releases in the CBS popular LP field include an exciting album by

Eydie Gorme and the Trio Los Panchos entitled “Amor” (Great Love Songs In
Spanish). Further, a wonderful album by Ray Conniff and The Singers:
“Invisible Tears,” which most likely will click in this territory. Also, CBS
released a special album for the Jazz-lovers: Charlie Christian with The Benny
Goodman Sextet & Orchestra, presenting the world-famous guitarist in the
history making performances of “Seven Come Eleven,” “Solo Flight,” “Air
Mail Special,” etc., now available on a LP record for the first time. The fact,
that many CBS artists are visiting our country enables CBS’ sales manager
Hemmy J. S. Waperom to make strong promotional efforts for the artists,

resulting in a marked increase in sales. Kenny Rankin is due to appear in the
“Anneke Gronloh Show” on January 20th.
The Louis Van Dyke album entitled “Trio & Quartet” is still going strong

in Holland. Several Radio and TV appearances by the artist have done a good
job of making this album a bestseller. The Kilima Hawaiians, The Pico’s and
other local CBS artists are giving many performances in our country and
abroad, stimulating the sales of their records.

Cash Box MEXICO
Trini Lopez is a tremendous success in Terrazza Cassino and on TV. Lopez’s

debut last Jan. 22 to a full house, with a very excited audience which went
simply crazy over his show. Assisting on the bill are other world known fig-

ures like Maria Felix, Andy Russell, Silvia Pinal and others. Trini confessed
that he never before got such an reception as here in Mexico. People showed
such enthusiasm that they sang almost all the time with Lopez, and many of
the people were dancing around their tables in the middle of the show. Sin-
cerely, we have never seen anything like that. The songster’s manager is plan-
ning to record a new album with Trini singing live here, including new ar-
ragements of Mexican standards on TV, the reaction was also very much com-
meted upon, and we were informed that he will do a benefit show at the port
of Acapulco.

Brigitte Bardot also made her arrival in town to film a new picture with
Alain Delon and Jean Moreau, titled “Viva Maria.” Brigitte was welcomed
among others by the DUSA Records organization which represents Philips,
the label to which Bardot is exclusively signed.

Enrique Guzman, big idol of the Mexican “new wave,” released, at CBS, a
new single that includes his Spanish version of an Italian hit “Sabato Sera”
and the French tune “Si Tu N’y Crois Pas.” The Mexican titles are “Saturday
night” and “If You Don’t Believe In Me.” The arrangements were made by
Chuck Anderson. Guzman is doing a new picture based on a musical comedy.

Spanish composer Augusto Alguero and his wife and actress Carmen Sevilla
left town to perform in several Latin American countries. Before leaving,
Alguero gave Mexican singer Alberto Vazquez two of his new compositions
which will be recorded immediately for the Musart label. Vaquez is presently
performing at La Fuente’s place with Manolo Munoz.
On Feb. 8, Manuel Vidal Zapater and Enrique Ma. Peral, general manager

and president respectively at Gamma Records, will arrive in town direct from
Madrid. They will discuss plans for expanding the firm, which met with great
success in Mexico last year.
At present, RCA Victor’s release of three-disk sets, featuring the best songs

of the most popular Mexican artists, numbers 19. These collections will be
sold in the US at the same price as is charged in Mexico, about $8.

Peerless Records released a new album by Los Teen Agers, including special
arrangements of themes like “The Roundest Of Them All,” “Just Like Romeo
And Juliet,” “Wipe Out,” “The Gypsy Cried,” “You Bug Me Baby,” “Surfin’

CBS Records released three new albums with Dave Brubeck and his Quartet.

The long plays are “Time Changes,” “West Side Story” and “Jazz Impressions
Of Japan.” In the classical catalogue, CBS released two albums with Eugene
Ormandy, “Sibelius” and “Reverie,” and Robert Casadeus’ “Ravel, Debussy.”

Conductor Juan Garcia Medeles changed l’ecord company affiliations and
passed from Peerless to RCA, where he cut a danceable album of romantic
songs.

NORWAY
The New Christy Minstrels visited Oslo last weekend for a TV show and a

concert. The TV show took place but the concert had to be cancelled since
Oslo University authorities refused to open its assembly rooms for the pop
artists. “A University is a place where culture belongs, and today’s pop idols

have too little in common with that word” it was said. The New Christy Min-
strels would probably have been considered acceptable for the University, but
it was said that “if we let them in today, we might have to let The Beatles in

another day.” The Oslo teenagers were not too happy about the University’s
decision.

Reprise is being handled in Norway by Arne Bendiksen since the start of
this year. Formerly handled by Nor-Disc A/S, Reprise went to the same dis-

tributor which is handling Warner Bros. Records.

SWEDEN
Idols with long hair seems to find the climate very hard in Sweden now-

adays. Only recently the internationally well-known pop group the Shanes
were refused service at a Restaurant in southern Sweden as “the way they
look would have disturbed our other customers.” The other day, a musician in

another city in southern Sweden was told either to cut his hair or look for an-
other job. Cutting his hair means farewell to his job in the pop orchestra, one
of the most popular at the spot. The hair fashion, once started by the Beatles,
is very popular here with some teenage boys. An extreme group is seen using
lipsticks and silk bands in their long hair.
On Jan. 18th STIM, the Swedish Performing Rights Society, wrote to the

Swedish government suggesting a legislation that means licenses for all tape
recorders in the country. “With between 300,000 and 400,000 tape recorders in

circulation now and approx. 50,000 new tape recorders sold every year, more
and more people can tape their favourite tunes from radio and this means
no royalty to composers/writers, as well as dropping sales figures for the rec-
oi-d industry” STIM wrote. As far as known, STIM made no suggestion as of
how much such a license would cost annually.
The conflict between the record manufacturers of the I.F.P.I. group and

N.C.B. continues with no solution in sight. According to N.C.B. the present
situation means that the manufacturers cannot make any new recoi'dings after
Jan. 1 this year, nor can they import and release records recorded in their
country of origin after that day. Cash Box has learned that the I.F.P.I. law-
yers now are investigating if the present conflict really will stop them from
such an act. If not, it is to be expected that Swedish artists might go abroad
to make recordings for release here as “imports.” In any case, nobody in the
trade is expecting anything to happen between I.F.P.I. and N.C.B. during the
first six months of 1965.

Sonet recording artist Jerry Williams might get his chance in American TV.
Jack Bart of Universal Attractions in New York visited Stockholm recently,

offering Jerry Williams a contract to the TV show “Shindig.” The main prob-
lem seems to be to get all details cleared up with the American Immigration
authorities until March, the only month Jerry Williams is free from other en-
gagements. Recently, Williams appeared on the French TV show “L’Age Ten-
dre Et Tete De Bois” together with the Violents and Danish entertainer Svend
Asmussen.

It could well be a major breakthrough for the Ca-
nadian Music industry. Now, if we can develop an area of close liaison be-

tween the nation’s record producers and promoters and the Canadian broad-

casters, we just might make the rest of the World really aware of the first

class talent and product, and the highly professional channels of exposure that

exist in this Country, to the mutual benefit of all. . . . New Canadian record

product that has already proved itself on a local basis is “Be” by Lori and
Diane on Ralph Mangeau’s Ottawa-based Diana label. Having sold well

throughout the Ottawa Valley, the single will now be distributed across Can-
ada by Quality. The session was produced by veteran Walter Munro and has

won much favour with all deejays who have heard it. Its selling potential has

already been established in the highly competitive Ottawa area, and based on

this it should l-apidly break out in numerous other key Canadian centres.

Claude Renallo, Columbia’s genial man on the cocktail circuit, hosted a very

enjoyable evening in Ottawa (1/20) with Gene Pitney as the guest of honour.

Gene was in the nation’s capital doing a P.A. for Barry Brazeau and John
Charlton’s Universal Star Productions. Gene and Tracey Dey were stars of

the Ottawa stand, moving on to Kingston the following evening. Many of the

leading lights of the Ottawa music scene were in attendance. Harvey Glatt,

leading impresario, was enthused over the recent selection of his group, The
Couriers, as best vocal group of the year in Canada by R.P.M. CKOY spinners

were out in full force for the get-to-gether with Nelson Davis, Dean Hagopian,

John Coghill and Ray Green all dropping in to say hi to Gene Pitney.

After Adamo and Cogoi, can Belgium bow a third great international star?

Bob Michel is a sympathetic school teacher from Liege for whom Polydor is

reserving all its promotion. The newcomer is indeed worth the while. Frans
Romeyns included him on his TV program and the press and broadcasters con-

sider him “a big success.” His first record “Bien Trop Beau,” published by
“Ideal Music” may become the first big hit in 1965. The flip side is “Tout
S’Arrangera,” by Jean Kluger. Mr. Mertens of Polydor presented Michel to

the firm in Paris, which has become enthusiastic, and the record will be issued

in France next month.
We may have the opportunity to see Rene Carol on the Belgian TV. Con-

tacts have already been made. Meanwhile his last record “Du Darfst Nicht
Weinen” has grown into a big success in the Flanders.

Polydor Paris has just issued, for the Belgian market, a new recording with
the Babs, “Viens Danser.” This title, which has been chosen by Europe No. 1

as indicative of the music, has a good chance to become a smash in Belgium.
Music publisher Jean Meeusen is the general manager for a new company

called “Rakki Music.” This firm will distribute for American record companies
and publishing firms in Europe. Therefore he began a big European tour in

Jan. visiting France, Italy, Germany, Switzerland, Holland, Denmark, Sweden
etc. At this moment these are the first artists for which “Rakki” will handle

the record and publishing rights in Europe; Jimmy Gilmer’s “Cinnamon
Cindy,” The Fireballs with “Yummie Yamie Papa,” America’s Barry Allen

—

“Easy Come, Easy Go,” “Never You Mind,” and “Country Church” by the

Cords, “We Gotta Get Together” by The Crickets, etc. Rakki will also be the

exclusive publisher for the late Buddy Holly album, which soon will be released.

For this company, arranger Jean van Horn recorded a 12 inch album in 4 track

stereo for the States. Meeusen is concentrating his..efforts, very,, heavily, on this

company and intends to switch over the coming Frankie recordings and songs

to this firm. The Freddy Bears will soon be turned over from “Frankie” to

“Rakki.” Besides all these activities Meeusen now has a second radio program
called “This Is . . . The Hit!” which features top tunes from various countries.

Well known Brussels Theatre “Ancienne Belgique” has just had an unusual

experience. Famous French chanter Charles Aznavour was the very first artist

ever to perform in this theatre for 3 consecutive weeks with a daily 2-hour

recital; the “Ancienne Belgique” had more than a full house every night which
seems incredible for Brussels. While in Brussels, Aznavour cut some new re-

cordings with Peter Plum: one new song in French “Le Monde Est Sans
Amour” and some of his established hits, in English with an orchestra con-

ducted by Sy Oliver.

Vogue is very proud of the fact they are now distributing the Reprise label

in Belgium. Before this was handled by Artone. The label features hitmakers
lik Trini Lopez (who is very popular over here), Dean Martin, Frank Sinatra,

and we may not forget Sammy Davis.

Vogue has many artists performing in San Remo as well: Peppino Gag-
liardi, “Ti Credo”; Nicola Di Bari, “Amici Miei”; Remo Germani, “Prima O

(bass), Ayrton Moreira (drums). It is already on the local charts, only a cou-

ple of weeks after its release, which proves that the modern popular music is

having great receptivity and an ever growing number of fans. Besides several

compositions by those few names already known to an international public

(Jobim, Vinicius, Menescal and Boscoli, Baden Powell, and others) the LP
also contains several numbers by Cesar Camargo Mariano, the pianist of the

group.

Ex-

cellent! .

Marcos A. Nobili, who is heading the PR and the Press Dept, at RGE, in-

forms us that the diskery released a single by Robledo with the successful

number, “Melodia Fatal,” from a “soap-onera” type of show on Channel 9.

Another popular artist (especially in the Northeast of this country) is Miguel
Angelo, who will have also a single released by the company. Still another

Bossa Nova instrumental group comes into the picture! This. one with the

suggestive name of Os 6 Em Ponto, young-men with ages ranging from 18 to

25, (directed by Alberto Hekel Tavares, son of the famous maestro Hekel
Tavares); the group’s style is pure, simple and honest, which are qualities of

sure success.

Our efficient informant from Companhia Brasileira De Discos (Philips), Sue

Clark (Suzi), has more news from the company: the first item is from the
classical line—sales are swelling over CBD’s latest release from the DGG
catalogue of Mozart: “Gran Partita,” Serenata In Si Bemol Major, for 13
stringed instruments, as interpreted by the Bavarian Radio Orchestra, con-
ducted by Eugene Jochum. Philips released a new LP tilled “Os Gatos” (The
Cats), special reference to Durval Ferreira, known as “O Gato.” Considered
by many THE rhythm guitarist of Modern Popular Music, Durval is also a
leading composer. He recorded with Sergio Mendes Bossa Rio, Herbie Mann
and Cannonball Adderley. With some of the best Rio musicians—Edison Ma-
chado, Marciel, Eumir Deudato, Durval presents some of his most recent com-
positions in this album, including “San Salvador” (a wildly rhythmic samba),
the softly swinging “Nuvens” (Clouds), the quiet sadness of “A Chuva”
(Rain), as well as the new “twist” of a Modern Samba version of “Canadian
Sunset” and a strong bow to modern jazz with “Estamos Ai.” Also appearing
this month is “0 Frevo Sauda 0 Rio Quatrocentao,” by Jonas Cordeiro and
His Frevo Orchestra, a homage to Rio’s 400th Centennial in one of the most
interesting rhvthms of Brazil, especially at Carnival time in Recife. CBD is

now distributing a new line of records under the Forma label. The first re-

lease is by popular Luiz Carlos Vinhas, pianist of the “Bossa Tres.” He is ac-
companied by two very swinging musicians in drummer Edison Machado and
bassist Otavio. On several tracks the group is augmented by flute or har-
monica. Included are several original compositions along with well-known hits
such as Jorge Ben’s “Mas Que Nada,” Eduardo Lobo’s “Reza,” Tom Jnbim’s
“Inutil Paisagem.” A very attractive double flap cover enhances all Forma
product.
The PR Dept of the pubbery Vitale is still going strong with “Exodus,”

which recently reappeared in the series by Bob Fleming at Nilo Sergio’s disk-
ery, Musidisc. From the same label, “Os Romanticos De Cuba No Rio” in-
cludes thr«e works o-f th° Vitale catalogue—“Suas Maos,” “Castigo,” “Aqua-
rela Do Brasil.” From this diskery’s production, other releases include hit
numbers from the same pubbery: Connie Francis’ “Mala Femenna” with Luna
Caprese; and Adelino Moreira’s production for the Carnival of the 4th. Cen-
tenary of Rio. New life has been brought to old favorite numbers like “Una
Largrima Tuva,” “Uno,” and “Adios Pampa Mia,” through the recent release
bv RGE of the album by Ubiraiara “Urn Bandoneon Dentro Da Noite”—all

numbers are Vitale’s. Castique, Suas Maos and Risque are three other songs
in the catalog of the pubberv which were revamped in the interpretation of
the great organist Walter Wanderley in his recent album, “Orgao & Sax &
Sex.” And another group of three, this time from the folk music catalogue of
Vitale, was presented on a Polvdor LP by the “Coral De Ouro Preto”: “Pas-
torinhas,” “Praqa Onze” and “Rancho Fundo.”
From CBS Do Brasil we have more information through its Promo Dept. A

new LP has been cut by popular Abdias. Another prospective hit. The DC
(Double-Compact) “0 Menino Triste,” which Alcenir Da Silva cut for the la-
bel. is bavico- great success in the interior. “MaMaesinha” is the number most
asked for. Alcides Gerardi on his tour by the northern part of the country pro-
moting his LP—most requested ^umbers are “Uma Palavra.” “Duvido.”
“Dama Da Noite” and “Oue Importa A Vida.” A new album by Maestro Astor
for the dancing public: “Fox . . . Blues . . . Cha Cha Cha.” Based on the great
success of his first LP, the exclusive artists of the label, Madrugada, is cut-
ting another wax with hit numbers like, “Cansei De Pedir,” “Quero Me Casar
Contigo,” “Amor E Desprezo.” The reputation of popular songster Carlos Al-
berto is crossing the borders: his two last LP’s are being prepared for release
in a Spanish version in Latin America, starting in Venezuela. Popular artists
of the company, Carrapeta, is seeking a repertoire for his next album. The
number “0 Solitario” is having a good air-play with the voice of Carlos Ely.

Discos Continental, the label of “Grava^oes Eletricas S.A.” is keeping its

promise about novelties connected with the reorganization of the company.

Here are the first few, as given by Alfredo Corleto of the PR Dept.: inked with

the company already this year are Portinho, the well-known, talented maestro;

Mauricy Moura, promising ballad songster; the excellent pianist Hermeto;

and, last but not least, Djalma Dias, who, according to the opinion of Alfredo

Borba, will be the great revelation in “sambista” in 1965.

We received a full collection of records for children, produced by Ramalho

Neto for the RCA Victor label. Well presented “compacts” with one full story

in each side, and with fine interpretation.
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ARGENTINA
After the sales peak at the year’s end, the record scene in Buenos Aires

seems more calm at holiday time. This was expected, since the summer has
started, and many Buenos Aires citizens are spending it at the seaside, in Mar
del Plata or Uruguay. However, it might be noted that this is always the
time for big surprises, and many big sellers (among them, “La Novia”)
started during the summer. But let’s see what’s happening in detail.

Odeon is releasing, through its Liberty label, the famous Chipmunks
records, cut by David Seville. In this case, the noted animals devote their
efforts to the Beatles’ repertoire, covering “A Hard Day’s Night,” “All My
Loving,” “Love Me Do” and “I Want To Hold Your Hand.” The same label

is rereleasing old recordings by Julio Sosa, with Francisco Rotundo’s orchestra.
Sosa’s waxings have been selling very well since the chanter’s death some time
ago. Also worth mentioning on Liberty is a Compact 33 by The T-Bones, with
Drag music.
On the CBS side, top star Leo Dan is on tour in several provinces, having

finished the shooting of his first flick, “Santiago Querido.” Leo is visiting

Cordoba, Salta, Corrientes and Tucuman, while the label prepares his new
single, “Susy, Call Me” b/w “Adios A Las Penas.” CBS Peruvian star

Pablo de Madalengoitia. The current cast of the program is Larry, La Charanga
Del Caribe, Luis Ordonez, Roberto Yanes, the Cuarteto Imperial and many
others.
Phonogram, still riding on the extraordinary “Misa Criolla” wave, has some

interesting news: Cholo Aguirre has cut “Rio De Amor” and “No Llores,” two
new folk tunes; local lark Sonia, “Ragazzo” and “El Espejito”; Andy Reyes,
"“Olvidame” and “Te Senti Temblar”; and Ramiro Ramos, “Un Amor En
Buenos Aires.” There is also a top notch Compact 33: “Boleros A La Moda”
by best selling Chico Novarro.
RCA is preparing the bolero music album by Chico Miranda, which is

expected to be a strong item during the Carnival parties. He is considered a
potential star, and wide promotion is being prepared. Another new name is

Graciela Borges, an actress from many local flick hits. On the folk side, two
new albums by Los Chalchaleros are being prepared, and big sales are also

exnected.
Famous has released the first albums recorded by Fonograma in Venezuela

at a promotional price: 535 pesos. Titles are “Una Cita Con Emilio,” by Emilio
Munoz and his group, and “Bailando Cumbia Sobre El Mar,” by Climaco
Sarmiento, one of the most interesting Venezuelan musicians. There are also

singles by Munoz and Emilio Bermudez.
Near the Music Hall tower, activity is focused around a new album by

Fulvio Salamanca, recently inked by the label; another one by folk singer
Rodolfo Zapata and still one more by best selling Julio Molina Cabral, which of
course carries “Collar De Caracolas.” Beto Feman’s latest single, “Mama
Provinciana,” has shown heavy sales, and Trini Lopez’s “Angelito” is also

moving well. Music Hall his inked Chilean chanter Sergio Inostroza, who will

start recording very soon.
Microfon is preparing a new album by Cuarteto de Tango Leo Lipesker,

one of the most advanced expressions in modern tango music. Also on deck
is an album by The Tammys, who are performing frequently on TV and are
riding the Beatlemania wave. Kaminsky’s label also has big faith in the new
single by Emilio Comte, just released.
On the publishing side, Mauricio Brenner of Fermata reports that Valentino

(Odeon Pops) has cut “De Noche No” and “Solo Solo.” This artist will be
launched by Odeon very soon and seems to have good possibilities. Pucho Vilar
(Microfon) has cut “Las Cosas de Esta Casa”; while Claudia (also on Odeon
Pops) is preparing “Cancion Oriental” and “En Los Paises Latinos,” the
latest Vianello hit.

Julio Korn Publishers, currently enjoying their holidays, have in mind a
new waxing by Palito Ortega, “Que Te Pasa Gaucho,” which is expected
to reach very high on the lists (as, in fact, all his singles do). There is another
tune penned by him as well, “Duerme Mi Nina.” It will be cut by Rolo Puente,
also for RCA.

Liliana Paz of Smart is happy with the success of best selling Trini Lonez
record, “Michael,” which has also five other versions in the market, by The
Clevers, Los Santos and others. Liliana has written “Cuando Me Enamore,” a
tune that has been cut by Los Ases del Paraguay for the new Ala-Nicky
label. Other recordings are expected.

Stanko Jerebic of Melograf is interested in the career of “Carino Mio,” a

ballad penned by Leo Dan and cut by the same artist for CBS, and
Romana Farres (Music Hall). There are also several versions of “Esta Noc-he,

Vida Mia,” a cumbia that seems to be a good bet, and “Saboreando Suenos,”
cut by Siro San Roman for Music Hall.

Rodriguez Luque of Disc Jockey infos that his label has released an album

At the beginning of the year we knew definitely the results of the poll in

which the State Radio Station had named the winners of the 1964 Gold Rec-
ords. This poll, through the deejay programme of Mariano Mendez Vigo, is

done with votes from listeners in every part of Spain, so the results give an
idea of the most popular artists and song in this country. Here they are:

Best Spanish Singer: Luis Gardey (Zafiro)
Best Foreign Singer: Luis Aguile (Odeon) from Argentina.
Best Spanish Female Singer: Salome (Zafiro)
Best Foreign Female Singer: Mina (Belter) from Italya.
Best Spanish Groups: Los Pekenikes (Hispavox).
Best Foreign Group: The Beatles (Odeon) from England.
Best Spanish Song: “Gracias,” written by Guijarro y Alguero; published

by “Canciones del Mundo”; recorded by Carmen Sevilla (Philips) and Con-
nie Francis (MGM), among others.

Best Foreign Song: “La Mamma” (Aznavour-Gal). Published in Spain by
Ediciones Quiroga. Recorded by Aznavour (Barclay), Los Tamara (Zafiro),
Juanito Valderrama (Belter), Alberto Cortez (Hispavox), Luis de Lucena
(RCA), and more.
Not everybody agrees with these results, mainly in the foreign female

singer category. Some say that Sylvie Vartan is more popular than Mina; and
also among Spanish Singers, Miguel Rios instead of Luis Gardey.

Well, where you have read “best,” insert “most popular.” That should set-
tle things.
Hispavox is going to work with Chess in Spain. It probably will open with

some Chuck Berry records. RCA is expecting to sign a contract with Dot
shortly and begin representing them immediately. Fonogram is representing
“Virrey” from Peru.
Christmas time registered an incredible “boom” in the sales. Some records

reached the 20,000 figure in less than a month. And two surprises: “La Yen-
ka,” a Finnish dance, made popular in Spain by Johnny and Charley in a TV
programme, and “Vamos A La Cama,” by Los Chavalitos. Something curious
about this last record. Everyday, at nine o’clock, you can see a spot on TV
with a funny drawing of some children that are moving and singing some-
thing like: “We must go to bed because we have to rest to wake up early
tomorrow,” done with a happy music. The spot is to remind children that they
must go to bed. Well, the music from this spot, on a record with one of the
funny children’s picture on the cover, is, at the moment, having a quick and
surprising success on the Spanish record market, a market that is going
higher and higher every day.

Music from the film “The Cherbourg umbrellas” is selling very well.
Belter records, from Barcelona, has signed Conchita Bautista, one of the

most popular female folk singers, and she begins with a “new style” on the
new label. Jorge Teijon passed from Discophon to Vergara. And Rudy Ven-
tura from Columbia to Vergara.
Hispavox sold about a thousand copies of an LP in which, under the title

“The Best Of The Year,” the Spanish label put together various artists from
different diskeries ( Reprise—Vogue—Moonglow—Festival—CGD—Interna-
tional and Hispavox).

The Discotheque

and the Operator

Although many people have danced to juke box
music in this country for years, the music operator
has done little to promote the idea other than to pro-
vide the equipment where it was asked for. Now
that the coin-operated discotheque is a reality, every
music operator is in a position to approach certain
locations for the very first time, and he would be
wise to look into the mechanics of selling these loca-

tions a dance program, where it appears to have po-
tential for success.

If dancing to the juke box can be sold to America
on a large enough scale, this could very well be the
answer to some of the problems facing the music
operator today. At a time when there are less loca-

tions than ever before, and when more equitable

commissions are necessary, the operator is in need
of a program which will place him in the driver’s

seat once again. At the moment he is offering loca-

tions pretty much the same bill of fare he offered

last year and the year before, from the standpoint

of increasing attendance in a location. High fidelity,

stereo, album music, and new design have unques-
tionably increased collections on location, but it is

doubtful if a location’s attendance has shown any
appreciable increase because of any one of these

new innovations. Couple this with a location’s atti-

tude on loans and bonuses, an agreeable operator

who has little choice but to hold onto the location,

and the music operator’s position must grow weaker.

If he can give the right location a refreshment-

buying dance crowd, however, the shoe will be on
the other foot.

Seeburg, who originated the discotheque pro-

gram for operators, is enjoying nationwide accept-

ance of its planned package involving special rec-

ords, twin floor speakers and packaged props. Rowe
AMI, who devoted a portion of its national sales

meetings to discotheque, is producing special dis-

cotheque speakers and has distributors conducting

demonstrations. Wurlitzer’s distributors make avail-

able a discotheque program using present equip-

ment including console floor speakers which match
the phonograph, while Rock-Ola will use its deluxe

speakers to provide the discotheque sound.

The operator’s attitude over the years has been

one of reluctance when it comes to new ideas. He
must be talked into sampling and eventually using a

new model or a new idea throughout a route. Con-

sidering the potential here with discotheque and the

juke box, the operator would be wise to check out

the programs available to him and those locations

which qualify for dancing. This could be his shin-

ing hour. There doesn’t appear to be competition

from the non-coin segment of the business world.

Actually, the operator has the best tools working for

him when you compare the ‘live music’ and ‘compo-

nent’ approach. But if discotheque continues to gain

acceptance and nationwide publicity, there will be

competition, of this we can be assured. As long as

the operator enjoys an inside track, he should be

quick to shed the reluctant attitude and find out

what this discotheque thing is all about.

Under New Rule
Mayors Decide On
Games Of Chance

HOLLAND—Amusement machine op-
erators here have enjoyed more than
two months of more favorable oper-
ating conditions under the revised
laws as they pertain to gambling
equipment. On December 8 of last
year the Dutch Senate ruled 52 to 4
in favor of permitting the Mayor of

SPRINGFIELD, ILL.—More than 100
members, and numerous prospective
members of the Illinois Coin Machine
Operators’ Association (ICMOA) at-

tended the 2nd Annual Meeting, Sat-
urday and Sunday, January 23-24, in

the Holiday Inn South here, despite
a paralyzing ice storm that slowed
transportation facilities considerably
throughout a wide regional area. The
prime topic under consideration and
open for discussion was the oppres-
sive state license fee of $10.00, which
is currently in its second year. It was
reported that ICMOA’s Legislative
Committee has been doggedly pursu-
ing this problem, and is awaiting a
review of the tax situation pending
in the State Legislature. This was
borne out during a special meeting
Saturday evening.

Prior to the big general meeting
on Sunday afternoon there were sev-
eral committee sessions, commencing
Saturday afternoon, and continuing
on during the evening hours. These
special committee sessions, which are
chaired by Bill Poss, Valley Music Co.,
Aurora, president of ICMOA, were
resumed Sunday morning.

It was reported by Bill Poss that
obviously other allied associations
(Restaurant, tavern, etc.) are being
pressed by similar legislative prob-
lems in Illinois. He suggested (and
it was subsequently passed by unani-
mous vote) that ICMOA, now feeling
its power in numbers, should join with
these allied organizations toward
“helping to combat this sort of unfair
legislation,” and to improve the lot
of the operator and location owner.

This grouping of allied associations
was scheduled to meet in Chicago on
Tuesday, January 26, to attempt to
formulate an effective plan of action.
Poss had intended to represent the
ICMOA during this session. Further-
more, Illinois operators and location
owners were strongly urged to keep
in touch with their local legislators.
Another nagging problem brought

up at the weekend gathering is the
application of location-license decals
on coin-operated equipment in loca-
tions. Efforts are being pursued to get
the Illinois State Licensing Authority
to approve another form of license
which may be purchased by the loca-
tion owner and placed elsewhere on
the premises (not in decal form).
During the meeting of the Member-

ship Committee later Saturday eve-
ning a new type of application form

was introduced, in a simplified card
form, to be distributed to all member-
ship prospects. Poss asserted that at
the rate of new members signing up
there may well be more than 300
members in the organization by the
year’s end.

Chicago’s coin machine distributors
were well represented at this two
day session. Nate Feinstein, Tom Hig-
don and Art Wood represented World
Wide Distributing Company. Empire
Coin Machine Exchange’s Jack Burns
and Bob Vihon were also present.
And, there was a large delegation
from Atlas Music Company: Eddie

Ginsburg, Joe Kline, Sam Gersh, Mr.
& Mrs. Stan Levin (Cookie), Mort
Jacobs, Chuck Harper, Bill Phillips,

and Johnny Havrilla. Richard Ut-
tanoff, of D & R Industries, Chicago,
was in attendance.

Guest speakers at the Sunday meet-
ing were MOA Officers Lou Casola,
board chairman; Clint Pierce, presi-
dent; and managing director Fred
Granger.
Granger reviewed his first year at

the helm of the management of
Music Operators of America. He de-
clared that he looks forward to this
year’s accomplishments with “eager
and optimistic anticipation.”
Lou Casola added a somber note

to the proceedings when he reported
on the coin shortage and silver short-
age problem this country and the in-

dustry is facing. He strongly urged
operators not to charge a fee for
providing change in coinage to any-
one, thus avoiding taking advantage
of a serious shortage. He explained
that the Congress will “not take too
kindly to this affront.” Rejectors, he
added, will be converted in not later
than two years. (That’s how long it

will take National Rejectors to com-
plete the task).
Due to the various complexities

emerging in the state’s broad tax con-
siderations during this present session
of the legislature Poss declared that
special meetings of the Legislative

Committee may be called at any time
for discussion and recommendations
for future action.

There was a general discussion
among the rank and file members on
the sudden emergence of Discotheque
music, and how it affects the operator
and locations. The general feeling was
that this popular music form will
create the possibility of a greater
number of locations for phonographs
throughout the state.

As an added feature the color film
“Service At The Drop Of A Coin”,
produced as a public relations gesture
by Henry Leyser, prexy of Associated
Coin Amusement Co. (ACA), in Oak-
land, California, was shown during
the general meeting. Leyser is chair-
man of MOA’s Public Relations Com-
mittee. The film was first shown at
last year’s convention in the Sherman
House in Chicago.
The next meeting of ICMOA will

be held during the latter part of
April, 1965 in Chicago. Specific dates
and site are as yet undetermined. It
was previously agreed that the meet-
ings will be held alternately between
Chicago and Springfield. Thus, the
next Springfield meeting will be next
January, tentatively.

ZURICH—Seeburg did a turnabout
here two weeks ago. The Company
took a European innovation—the dis-

cotheque — and, after having re-

searched the dance craze and shaped
it for the music machine operating
business, served it back to Europe
“Seeburg style.” and the Continent
may never be the same again.

The site of the special European
distributor meeting was the Hotel
Spirgarten in Zurich, Switzerland, on
Wednesday, January 20.

Sam Stem, president of Williams
Electronic Manufacturing Co.; Wil-
liam Prutting, Seeburg vice president
George L. H. Gilbert, Seeburg vice
president for Europe, and John Stu-
paritz, assistant to Gordon.

New products and new concepts
were the order of the affair, following
the welcoming of visitors by Maurice
Rosengarten, head of Musikvertrieb,
Zurich, who hosted the affair.

specially recorded Rec-O-Dance al-

bums which provide the Big Beat
rhythms in proper programming se-

quence.
Seeburg President, J. Cameron Gor-

don, gave complete details of the dis-

cotheque program and outlined See-
burg’s approach to discotheque which
is having success in the United States
in starting Americans dancing again.
Gordon humorously noted that See-

burg had taken a concept from Eu-
rope, taken it to the United States,
automated and packaged it with spe-
cial records and special stereo equip-
ment, and then brought it back to

Europe so that it could be even more
successful with a broader base of
appeal.
“Not everyone can afford the cost

of the expensive high fidelity equip-
ment, the extensive library of records
and qualified personnel to properly
program the music for a discotheque,”
said Gordon. “We have taken a con-
cept and come up with a ‘packaged
discotheque’ that will make the enor-
mously profitable discotheque busi-
ness available to locations of all kinds

in most communities in the world,”

he said.

Gordon emphasized that a constant

turnover of patrons, of varying ages,

is vital on a discotheque dance floor.

He said that Seeburg Rec-O-Dance

albums provide the proper sequence

of selections of varying rhythms with

the overlapping and blending in of

each selection without interruption,

thus providing continuous music.

A point that created considerable

surprise for the European coinmen

was Gordon’s announcement that the

only time lag between the finish of

one side of a Rec-O-Dance record to

seconds. Gordon explained that this
was accomplished by another Seeburg
innovation, that of recording music
on the lead-in and cut-off grooves.
Gordon introduced the assemblage

Gordon pointed out that “you can

help everyone in our business if you

try. Seeburg has, through the years,

introduced many new concepts that

are accepted today although they

were considered radical when intro-

duced. We will continue to introduce

new concepts in our equipment, and

we will help with all our means to

contribute to the growth of the indus-

try. Our discotheque program will

help the industry. So will our Income

Totalizer System.”

Among his closing remarks, Gordon

pointed out that “we are entering a

new year aware of our responsibilities

to the international coin machine in-

dustry. We hope that what we have

said and done here today proves this

iiimiiimiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiimimiiMimiiiimiiiiiiimimtiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiMiiiiiiiiiiimmmiimiiimiiiimiiimiiiimiiiiiiiiiimiiiiiiii
the start of the other side was four point.”

Since its inception, the
firm has conducted an old-line factor-
ing business, specializing in the pur-
chase of accounts receivable that are
collected by the factoring company
without recourse to the seller.

In 1958, Hubshman expanded its

activities to include the commercial
financing of accounts receivable, in-
dustrial time sales and equinment fi-

nancing. In 1961, substantially all of
the capital stock of Hubshman was
acquired by Automatic Canteen.
