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Headline obituaries are usually left

to the deaths of prominent statesmen

and, for some periodicals of dubious

taste, the sordid circumstances that

surround a death of someone of no

particular public recognition.

Nat Cole’s passing fell into neither

category, and yet the tragic news of his

passing got highlight front page cover-

age in the consumer press.

True, his death came at an age when

many men have peaks to reach, and he

died of a terrible disease that generally

claims the lives of people decades

ahead of his age.

But, it seems to us, the bold head-

lines pronouncing Nat Cole’s passing

had a deeper significance. In the pub-

lic’s mind, he had reached a peak many

years ago—In artistry and personal

esteem—that represents a pinnacle of

achievement. In a sense, he had

achieved a station In life where he was

taken for granted: whenever there would

^be a good song to sing, you could de-

pend on Nat Cole to record it, to add it

to his personal-appearance repertoire;

If there were a fine oldie that somehow

he had never performed, he would get

to it some day, giving it the Nat Cole

touch that made the number sound re-

freshing again.

How many publishers and A&R men,

forgetting for the moment that Nat Cole

has died, will come across a new song

and, like an automatic reflex, disclaim:

Nat can do a great job with this one!

The shocking fact is that pop music

can no longer have the privilege of a

new Nat Cole performance.

But, thankfully, through the miracle

of recordings, the great talent of Nat

Cole can still shine. As we hear them In

the months ahead, there will be sorrow

that he is no longer going to grace a

recording studio or some other project

worthy of his ability. With the years,

however, our sorrow will be replaced by

a deep appreciation of his distinctive,

thoughtful way with a pop song. These

recordings will remind us that while

musical fads and fancies fly by, there

are artists of the calibre of Nat Cole

to assure us so beautifully that there

are certain invaluable constants in pop

music.

THE ROLLING STONES, NOW!—London LL
3420/PS 420
The Rolling Stones, who are still rolling along

with their “Heart Of Stone” chart-riding single
(spotlighted on this album) seem destined to have
a sales blockbuster with this new set of funky
bluesers. The group’s feelingful, soulful approach
is effectively showcased on the likes of “Every-
body Needs Somebody To Love,” “Oh Baby We
Got A Good Thing Goin’ ” and “Little Red
Rooster.” Tremendous potential here.

THE SEARCHERS LP—Kapp KL 1412
The Searchers should have no difficulty in

rapidly jumping into the winner’s circle with this
new installment of their distinctive brand of hard-
rockin’ ‘Mersey Beat’ sounds. The group’s teenage
fans should really dig their danceable renditions
of “Everybody Come Clap Your Hands,” “I Don’t
Want To Go On Without You” and “Something
You Got.” Heavy sales indicated here.

In addition to the likes of “I Want To
Hold Your Hand,” “She Loves You,” “Please
Please Me,” etc., the fold-out package includes
complete printed lyrics and chord finger symbols.

A NEW CONCEPT—Enoch Light and the Light
Brigade—Command—R879/RS879SD
Enoch Light’s swing catalog adds another chap-

ter with a fine collection of Cole Porter’s well-
known show tunes. Light has taken the com-
poser’s romantic ballads in this double-jacket
package and changed the tempos to fit in with
today’s more lively dance numbers. Some of the
high spots on the wax are “Begin the Beguine”
with a twist beat, and “C’est Magnifique” as a
bossa nova. Strong sales potential seems indi-
cated.

THE SHANGRI-LAS—Red Bird—RB 20-101
Having turned in three smashes in the singles

area, the Shangri-Las can’t miss with their first
LP effort, which includes “Remember,” “Leader
of the Pack” and their latest deck, “Give Him A
Great Big Kiss.” The second side features six
tunes taped live, most of which need no introduc-
tion to the teens who will turn out in droves for
this set. If these gals could displace the Britishers
on the best-seller charts, this group has a tre-
mendous selling power, and tunes like “Maybe,”
and “Twist and Shout” provide still more appeal.

THE ASTRUD GILBERTO ALBUM — Verve
V-8606/V6-8606
Astrud Gilberto hit it big when bossa nova took

the country by storm, and with the present re-
surgence of the Brazilian sound, sales should
boom for “The Astrud Gilberto Album.” The
silken voiced lark is ably assisted by Antonio
Carlos Jobim as she glides through 11 tunes,
almost all of them by Jobim who wrote “Ipan-
ema,” “Manha de Carnaval” and many more
smash songs. “Agua de Beber” is a cut which
demands special attention, as do tracks like “And
Roses And Roses,” and “Dreamer.” The soft beat,
lovely vocals and beautiful selections make this
LP an automatic winner.

THEM COTTON PICKIN’ DAYS IS OVER—
Godfrey Cambridge—Epic FLM 13102

Comic-impersonator Godfrey Cambridge has
waxed a live bundle of chuckles in his initial
appearance at the Hungry i in San Francisco. The
rib-tickler provokes the belly laughs with his
fresh approach to poking fun at the stereotypes
of his own race as well as others. Cambridge
keeps his audience roaring with his remarks on
such subjects as sky diving, drinking and travel,
on tracks such as “Is Black Muslim Really a
Textile?”

James Brown displays the instrumental side of

gram of recent vintage blues items. While backed
by a fine swingin’ combo, organist Brown creates
some funky, soulful statements on “Tempted,”
“After You’re Through” and “Headache.” R&B
and jazz deejays should find plenty of program-
mable material here.

THEMES FROM THE UMBRELLAS OF CHER-
BOURG—Don Costa—DCP International DCL

“The Umbrellas of Cherbourg,” the widely-

acclaimed French motion picture has become the
basis for this Don Costa LP. The conductor-
arranger has delved into the film’s soundtrack
and has put his own skills to work to produce a
fine package of listening. Also in the album are
several themes from other new flicks, including
“How to Murder Your Wife” and “Goldfinger.”

LIVE AT THE REGAL—B. B. King—ABC Para-
mount ABC/ABCS-509

“Blues Boy” King is going strong in his second
decade on the r&b scene, and judging from his
latest effort, he shows no signs of letting up.
Backed by a solid rhythm section, the songster
drives through a sampling of ten songs, recorded
live at a concert, many of which he has turned
into hits. The soul vocals, and wild blues guitar
breaks should sell up a storm in the r&b areas.
Among the moving numbers are: “Every Day I
Have the Blues,” “Please Love Me,” and “Woke
Up This Mornin’.”

LITTLE RICHARD’S GREATEST HITS—Vee-
Jay 1124

This new Vee-Jay release of the smashes that
were made by Little Richard is not merely a re-
release of the oldie, but new performances of the
hits. The old sound is still there, but these rendi-
tions add a new life, and frequently a new polish
to the tunes. Among the favorites that should
see new action among the songster’s fans are:
“Good Golly Miss Molly,” “The Girl Can’t Help
It,” and “Slippin’ and Slidin’.” The set is amply
suited for dancing and should see some air play.

GOLDEN BOY—H. B. Barnum—Capitol T2278/
ST2278
H. B. Barnum has arranged and conducted a

glittering interpretation of “Golden Boy,” the
Broadway musical smash. Lush orchestrations,
including “I Want To Be With You” and “Don’t
Forget 127th Street,” highlight the album and
provide captivating listening. Barnum’s crackling
arrangements are spiced with exciting solos on
drums, bass, guitar, and tenor sax, among others.
Package has broad sales potential.

SOME OF MY BEST FRIENDS ARE THE
BLUES—Jimmy Witherspoon—Prestige 7356
Jimmy Witherspoon’s many albums have found

warm welcomes among jazz and blues buffs, but
this set, which features Spoon’s hit “You’re Next”
could sell to the pop public as well. As the title
indicates, this collection is steeped in the blues,
put across with the chanter’s own brand of strong
soulful feeling rippling through a soft exterior.
Fine orchestrations arranged and conducted by
Benny Golson. Along with the title tune, and
“You’re Next” shining selections include “Who’s
Sorry Now” and “The Angels Sing.”

ZORBA THE GREEK—Original Soundtrack

Mikis Theodorakis has succeeded in creating a
stirring package of themes in splendid keeping
with the vitality of the movie, “Zorba the Greek,”
the widely-acclaimed story of a fiery Greek
peasant. The soundtrack, with comments by An-
thony Quinn as Zorba, captures the bold spirit of
the story in its lead-off tune, “Theme from ‘Zorba
the Greek’,” and the vibrant motif continues
throughout the score. A delightful package.
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SOMEBODY LOVES ME—Perry Como—RCA
Camden CAL 858/CAS 858

In the traditionally smooth Como style, the
chanter glides through a series of nostalgic
numbers on this LP offering. With the able back-
ing of the Mitchell Ayres ork and the Ray Charles
singers, the crooner once again spins a magic
web of wax. The track includes such old-timers
as “The Island of Forgotten Lovers” and “That
Old Gang of Mine.” Looks like another Como
success.

THE NEW DANCE SOUND OF BILLY BUT-
TERFIELD—Joy JL 1003

Billy Butterfield and his ork cash-in on the
discotheque trend with this hard-driving program
of chestnuts dished-up in an appealing terpsi-
chorean-oriented fashion. The big band combines
elements of blues and Dixieland into a slick co-
hesive musical fusion. Among the best dancin’
bets here are “Big Noise From Winnetka,” “My
Johnny Is Coming Home,” and “Ballin’ The
Jack.”

JAZZ PICKS
OUT OF THE WOODS—The George Shearing
Quintet—Capitol T/ST 2272
Composer Gary Burton has created a nice col-

lection of swingers for waxing by the George
Shearing Quintet and the Four Woodwinds. The
jazzmen’s lively session is topped off with some
exciting numbers including “The Great Fugue”
which has an interesting second session with two
independent four-part fugues, and “Dialogue For
Two Pianos” with some fine dual improvisation on
the ivories and a good bit of keyboard soloing by
Shearing.

ELLA AT JUAN-LES PINS—Ella Fitzgerald—
Verve V/V6-4065
The international jazz festival at Juan-les Pins

provides the background for a dandy package of

Ella Fitzgerald grooves. Since there were no
plans to record the concert the thrush’s warblings
were waxed from a video tape. The always im-
pressive artist highlights the LP with such
memoz’able tunes as “I’ve Got You Under My
Skin” and “The Lady is a Tramp” plus her im-
provisational “The Cricket Song.”

HEDY WEST VOL. 2—Vanguard VRS 9162/
VSD 79162
Hedy West has come out with another fine col-

lection of folk tunes from her large repertory on
this new Vanguard album. Her style is traditional
and her approach is eclectic. She has the ability

to make the audience “feel” or “live” the song
without using the pop-styled sounds and gim-
micks of the modern folk-stylists. The LP in-

cludes the mountain sound of “Moonshiner’s
Lament” and the tender, “Poor Little Lost Baby.”

THE ORIGINAL SOUND OF THE 20’s—
Columbia C3L 35
Most of them are here. The greats—many re-

membered today, others known but to pop music
scholars. There are 47 tracks by such 20’s favor-
ites as Paul Whiteman, Ted Lewis, Sophie Tucker,
Ruth Etting, Bix Beiderbecke and, closing out the
decade, Rudy Vallee, Bing Crosby and Kate
Smith. As with all of Columbia’s Archive offer-

ings, a detailed brochure covers the recordings
in words and photos. A gold-mine of talent and
nostalgia.

NEW SOUNDS—The Travelers 3—Capitol T/ST
2207
The Travelers 3 serve up a collection of familiar

folk tunes, but with a touch of rock and a smat-
tering of jazz which shows them off in a com-
pletely new light. This album has got to be heard
to be appreciated because the zestful vibrant
readings of tunes like “Sally Don’t You Grieve,”
“Hoi Mai Liza” and “Turnaround” simply defy
verbal description. The college crowd should snap
up this release, and the teens will probably fol-
low suit. This is a set to watch carefully, it has
the stuff that hits are made of.

LOST . . . AND ALONE—Don Francks—KL
1417/KS 3417
Unusual and different ai-e qualities that can be

applied to Kapp’s new recording artist, Don
Francks. Francks, a Canadian export, hits the
American scene with a well-chosen collection of
past favorites. Berlin and Gershwin, among
others, are given a new breath of life with
Francks’ down to earth renditions of “All Alone,”
“God Bless the Child,” and “Someone To Watch
Over Me.” A most promising premiere entry.

BREAK OUT!—Moonshiners—Village Gate VGLP
2002

Here’s an interesting pop-folk set which show-
cases the varied talents of a new trio called the
Moonshines. Disk, which is part of 4-LP series,

was cut in conjunction with Gotham’s famed
talent and showcase club, the Village Gate. The
group’s rousing style includes elements of blues,
gospel and country construction. Highlights in-

clude “Morning Dew,” “Deep Blue Sea” and
“Takin’ It Easy.”

MONK—Thelonious Monk—Columbia CL 2291/
CS 9091
The faithful following that Thelonious Monk

has accumulated should find many additions via

this excellent collection, which will completely
satisfy the most demanding of Monk’s old fans
and delight the jazzophile unenchanted as yet by
his keyboard mastery. Able assistance is offered

by the remainder of the quartet, with especially

fine solos by saxist Charlie Rouse. Among the
tasty tunes which make standout cuts in this

magnificent package are “April In Paris,” “Liza
(All the Clouds Roll Away),” and “Just You,
Just Me.” One of the Monk’s best to date.

JAZZ BEST BETS
BABY BREEZE—Chet Baker—Limelight LM/
LS 86003
Chet Baker’s return to the jazz scene almost a

year ago was the cause of quite a bit of excite-

ment, much of which was channeled into LP
sales. The latest outing features his horn in the
company of greats like Kenny Burrell (guitar)

and Bobby Scott (piano) riffling through ten
grade-A tunes; including “One With One,” and
“Cornin’ Down” in the up-tempo vein, and a
couple of blues selections, several showing Baker
as a vocalist. Fine sounding set, with very good
sales potential.

IN ’N OUT—Joe Henderson—Blue Note BLP
4166
Joe Henderson gathers together a combo of

vet mainstream musicians, and a handful of tunes
by trumpeter Kenny Dorham and himself, and
wails through a fine session on his new Blue Note
sampling “In ’N Out.” The set moves from start

to finish showing off the wealth of improvisational
talents in Henderson on alto sax, Dorham, pianist

McCoy Turner, and bassist Ritchie Davis, sup-
ported throughout by the fine drumming of Elvin
Jones. Everything about the album is Grade A,
especially cuts like “Serenity,” which is anything
Wt calm, “Short Story,” and the tab tune “In ’N
Out.”

CLASSICAL PICKS
CHOPIN: PIANO CONCERTO NO. 1 IN E
MINOR; Emil Gilels with the Philadelphia Or-
chestra conducted by Eugene Ormandy ; Columbia
ML 6112/MS 6712
When well played, the complex configurations

of this Chopin concerto sound simple, and this

Emil Gilels reading is one which seems to dismiss
him from credit because the work appears so

easy. The nationalist fervor of the composer rings
out clearly in the first and third movements, sepa-
rated by a very well played romantic section. The
piece glitters in the hands of Gilels with Eugene
Ormandy helming the Philadelphia Orchestra,
and forms a most magnificent selection, which
should be a delight for many classical listeners.

The
exec indicated that in the future the
publishing company would contem-
poraneously re-evalute the properties
in its existing large catalogs and
pursue publication of new properties
by both established and new com-
posers and authors. He cited the cur-
rent popularity of “Red Roses For A
Blue Lady,” a Mills’ property which
had been dormant for more than fif-

teen years, an example of what might
develop from the re-evaluation and
subsequent attempts at promotion and
exploitation of qualified properties
from the firm’s copyrighted composi-
tions.

Rosenthal also noted that the right
chase of the Mills copyright catalog,
U & I’s new subsidiary had agreed
to pay the old Mills Music company,
in periodic installments, amounts
equal to approximately 75% of the
annual copyright royalty income aris-
ing from the use of the Mills’ catalog
properties, after deducting therefrom
royalties required to be paid to the
authors and composers of the music,
for the life of then existing copy-
rights, including renewal periods.

Roseithal also noted that the right
to receive such periodic payments of
the purchase price represented by
amounts equal to approximately 75%

entity, known as the Mills Music
Trust, created for that purpose. To
acquire the right to receive these
payments, the Trust had first pur-
chased all of the outstanding stock
of the old Mills Music company from
its former shareholders and had then
caused that company to be completely
liquidated. The net cost to the Trust
of obtaining the right to these pay-
ments was $4,500,000 plus expenses of
about $110,000.

250,000 was obtained by the Trust
through bank loans and the balance
through a public issue of 277,712 units
of Beneficial Interest in the Trust.
The units were offered for subscrip-
tion to shareholders of Utilities & In-
dustries under transferable rights is-

sued by the Trust on January 12th, at

The pro forma
statement for 1964 included in the
prospectus indicates that, out of the
$626,000 which would have been re-
ceived by the Trust in that year under
the purchase agreements, the Trust
would have been paid interest of ap-
proximately $107,000 on its bank loan
and would have repaid about $311,000
of the principal of the bank loan and,
also, trustees’ fees and other expenses
of about $22,000. On this basis, the
Trust would have had available for
distribution to the Trust Certificate
owners about $187,000 or 67 per
Trust unit, based on the 277,712 Mills
Music Trust units outstanding.

Rosenthal noted that, as a result of

enormous proliferation of retail out-
lets, a gigantic increase in the book
buying public, tre greatest revenues
to successful authors in history, and
a whole new class of customer who
brought in additional income to the
old-line book publishers and actually
served to increase hard-cover sales.”

“Capitol has realized that precisely
the same effect as the paperback sit-

uation in the book publishing field can
develop through this arrangement
with Pickwick,” the exec continued.

Leslie said there were negotiations
with other firms being conducted for
similar arrangements.
Pickwick International, which is a

publicly-held company, traded over-
the-counter, recently revealed sales
for the first six months of their cur-
rent fiscal year. May 1, 1964 to Octo-
ber 31, 1964, of $3,036,412 and earn-
ings of $131,521 or 45.3 cents per
share.

Great Britain's Best Seiiers

Britain is to have its own Pop Song Festival. The announcement came at
a reception hosted by the organisers, The Music Publishers’ Association. With
British writers enjoying unprecedented success around the world the timely
event, to be known as “The British Song Festival At Brighton,” should at-
tract considerable attention and draw hundreds of music publishers and record
executives from Europe and even further afield. The event could be Britain’s
answer to San Remo. The first British Song Festival will take place on May
24th, 25th and 26th at the Dome, Brighton—a seaside resort some 60 miles
and one hour’s journey from London. On each of the first two nights eight
songs will be presented from which a panel of experts will select four songs
to go into the final. The final judging will be in the hands of fourteen regional
panels. Artists who accept invitations to appear will be given a selection of
songs specially written by top composers for their consi&ration and choice.
The Grand Prix award will be a challenge trophy in the form of a ‘Golden
Manuscript.’ During the planning period the M.P.A. has worked closely with
top executives of the British record industry who have pledged their unani-
mous support, as have members of the Brighton Corporation. Production of
the contest will be handled by the Independent Television Company, Rediffus-
sion who will give national coverage to the event. Promotion of the festival will
be in the hands of well known London Impresario, Arthur Howes.
As already announced Oriole Records starts the distribution of the CBS line

in the United Kingdom on March 1st. This follows the acquisition of Oriole by
Columbia Records last September and marks the latest development on the
part of CBS to acquire independent facilities in all territories. Since September
the Oriole organisation has undergone considerable expansion to deal with
this increased activity. Steps have been taken to ensure effective distribution
throughout the United Kingdom. Not only will all the major record factors
be handling the catalogue but also a vigorous direct van sales force will be
servicing all leading dealers in Britain. This will be supported by powerful
promotion and advertising in all fields. To ensure adequate radio exposure for
their product CBS has taken a considerable amount of time on Radio Luxem-
bourg. The launching will be spearheaded by a bumper initial release including
the “My Fair Lady” original soundtrack album together with Andy Williams,
Andre Previn and Percy Faith versions. The release will also include the new
Tony Bennett album “Who Can I Turn To;” Ray Conniff’s “Friendly Persua-
sion;” New Christy Minstrels “Cowboys and Indians” and Dave Brubeck’s
“Jazz Impressions of New York.” These releases will supplement the complete
CBS LP catalogue which consists of some 500 LPs available, for the main part,
in both mono and stereo. Initial CBS singles will feature Jerry Vale, Kenny
Rankin, Mel Torme, Marty Robbins, etc. Locally produced singles will be by
Roy Castle, Diahann Carroll and June Christie. In the classical field, CBS’
March release will include a new version of Stravinsky’s “The Rake’s Progress”
conducted by the composer; Prokoviev’s First and Second Violin Concertos
(Isaac Stern) ; Bach’s Inventions (Glenn Gould) and Haydn’s Symphonies 82
and 83 (Leonard Bernstein). Other classical items for future release feature
important additions to the “Stravinsky Conducts” series including a first re-
cording of his “Babel” and works by Schoenberg and Mahler.

Pye Records Ltd. held a special launching party for the new Chess label
whose recordings they have released for the past four years on Pye Inter-
national. From America for the occasion came Chess vice president, Marshall
Chess; A & R chief, Billy Davis and artists Jackie Ross, Buddy Guy and
Johnny Nash who was accompanied by his manager Danny Sims. All three
artists have current releases “Jerk and Twine” (Jackie Ross)

;
“Let Me Love

You Baby (Buddy Guy) and “Strange Feeling” (Johnny Nash).
Philips Records has introduced a new low-priced label, “Wing,” available as

of Mar. 1. Leslie Gould, general manager of Philips advised us that the new
bargain label will offer top quality 12" LPs by top artists and will be presented
in the best packaging at the highly competitive price of 15/— ($2.10). De-
signed to cater to all tastes including classical, light classical and pops the
first 26 releases range from Wagner and Beethoven, Gershwin and Berlin to
Cascading Strings and Pub Favourites. The LP’s will be available at Philips
depots only, and dealers will bet a 4/2 profit plus a 5% return entitlement and
a cash settlement discount.

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At last Spain has a song for the Eurovision Song Contest. It was chosen
from among thirteen in a special TV transmission. And is titled “Que Bueno,
Que Bueno” (How Good, How Good). The number was sung by Spanish Cochita
Bautista, one of the best and most dynamic girls in the modern-popular style,
who sometimes sings folk music, and sometimes modern music, but always has
a touch of Spanish flavor. The song was published by Southern (Spain-Musica
del Sur) and the thrush’s records are on the Belter label. Things will be care-
fully prepared in order to get a good position in the contest. In Naples we will
look for a spectacular arrangement.
The lark was the first Spanish participant on the Eurovision Song Contest

four years ago with the song “Estando Contigo.” The song later rose to the
top ten. After that year, we sent “Llamame,” “Algo Prodigioso” and “Cara-
cola,” which had very bad results and were almost the last ones sent. This is

the reason why a great deal of hope is riding on the lovely singer. More so, in
fact than the tune itself.

Almost every record of San Remo Festival has been released here, but with
no success. Spanish composers have had a meeting in order to help Spanish
modern music, because (they said) there is too much music infiltrating from
abroad. That is true. Among the twenty Spanish best sellers only two have a
local copyright. International hits, sung in Spanish by international artists
are now the trend including “The Shoop Shoop Song” in Spanish by the Surfs,
“In Ginocchio Da Te” by Gianni Morandi and many others.
The new dance craze tune, “The Yenka” known as Jenka or Letkiss) has been

the most powerful record on the market. Johnny and Charley, two Dutch boys
who for some years have been working in Spain, are the composers and sing-
ers of the titles that have received the most success. Unofficially, the record
has passed the 20,000 mark in less than a month.
The top young groups following an ascending line of success are the Peke-

nikes, the Brincos, the Mustangs, the Tonys, the Sirex and many others in

different styles.

We have had a visit from Petula Clark who sang on a TV show. After the
performance her single “Downtown” was released and moved to the fourth
position on the Best Seller list in only a week.

To Belgian record-dealers and music publishers the yearly song festival at
San Remo is of utmost importance. It was, therefore, not surprising to meet
well known people over there, seeking publication rights for one song or
another. Jules Nijs, owner of Show Records and the Belga Music pubbery of
Aarschot was right on the spot, wanting to buy some numbers, either for the
Benelux area or for Belgium. At first he believed John Foster, a CGD star
whose label he distributes in Belgium and who had scored a hit with “Amore
Scusami,” would win the day. But as soon as it was known that Bobby Solo
had come out on top, he decided to acquire the rights on the winning tune “Se
piangi, se ridi.” And he went on to secure rights on “lo Non Volevo,” “Abbra-
ciami Forte” and “Le Colline Sono in Fiore.” Press people present believed
that Foster’s rendering of “Cominciano ad Amarci” should have made it as hit
number one at the San Remo festival. Betty Curtiz, with “Invece No” and “La
Fine Settimana” is sure to reap many a success in the box-office domain and
Vittorio Inzaina had some merit with his “Si Verda” and “Ogni Sera Accanto
a Te.’’ Inevitably Show came out with the participating song by Gigliola Cin-
quetti “Ho Bisogno di Vederti”? The reverse, featuring “Grazie Amore” is
another attractive number. For Show and Belga it has been a very successful
festival.

Polydor by the way stands a good chance to score a hit with “Ho Bisogno di
Vederti,” the tune Connie Francis sang at San Remo, even though they have to
face the competition of the better known Cinquetti, who also cut this song.
Polydor has therefore made a special promotion effort with press and radio
people. Artistic manager Mertens is very pleased with the recent success of the
latest John Larry single (John being, by the way, “the darling of Flemish
girls”) called “Ik zie in je ogen.” Polydor in the meantime has added two
names to its repertoire, Lenny Escudero and Isabelle Audret. Their first EP
has been published by the firm.
Verve has just come on the merket with a single by Ella Fitzgerald, featur-

ing “Ringo Beat” while MGM launched an excellent tune by Richard Chamber-,
lain called “You Always Hurt the One You Love.”
A new Brenda Lee record is due. It’s called “Thanks A Lot” and is a Bnins-

wick product. Siw Malmkvist has produced a dashing tune in the style of
“Liebeskummer lohnt sich nicht.” Its title is “Kiisse nie nach Mitternacht.”
Also worth mentioning is a record full of atmosphere for teenagers, “Let’s (3o”
by Sir Henry and his Butlers, on Polydor.
CBS-Belgium was in a hurry to bring onto the market the winning tune at

San Remo, and initial sales figures were encouraging. Pascal Robiefroid, man-
ager of the firm, announces that Mimmie Smith has been engaged as public
relations officer. She is well known in radio and TV-circles which means she is

well placed to publicize records by her firm. Solo’s “Cristina” in the meantime
is doing fine. Claude Leveillee who has scored a hit with his rendering of
“Frederick” has been in Belgium where he performed at the Old Belgium and
for Flemish and Walloon TV. The firm did its utmost to provide promotion for
this talented Canadian, while he was over here.
Vogue is very busy at establishing the Reprise undertaking, whose interests

it represents. Special efforts were made to publicize the lastest singles by Trini
Lopez, especially “Besame Mucho,” but a lot of attention is also paid to other
Vogue prominents. Guy Mardell, for example, features on the hit parade with
“Si n’y crois pas.” Mardell is popular, both in the Flemish and the Walloon
country. Romuald, who is under contract with Vogue has also appeared at Old
Belgium and a great number of journalists were present at a reception in his
honor at the Martini-bar.

Inelco received visits from two of its top performers, Alain Banriere who has
made a clean breakthrough only recently with “Ma Vie,” and Sacha Distel, who
is well established as a French crooner. Sales manager Willy Roelants, ar-
ranged for radio and TV-appearances for them. Both artists did separate
shows for a youth feature on Flemish TV which have been widely acclaimed.

J. Swaelens, assistant commercial manager at SA Gramophone has just
summed up the activities of this firm. He told us they have produced an LP,
“Special Jeunes,” featuring outstanding French performers, the most recent
LP of Freddie and The Dreamers has been sold at cut rates on the occasion of
the group’s appearance in Brussels: Alain Servan who has launched the French
version of the “Letkiss,” has been welcomed by the company and has appeared
both on radio and TV-programs. Adamo, after his triumphant performance at
the “Olympia” in Paris has done a recital at Old Belgium in Brussels. Proceeds
went to the handicapped children of “Village Number One”.

Gramophone, by the way, now takes care of distribution on the Belgian
market of the “Music Today” series, produced by EMI in collaboration with
the Calouste Gulbenkian Foundation. Available are works by Gerhardt, Schoen-
berg, Luytens and Britten. Norman del Mar and Antal Dorati are directing.

Discobel told Cash Box its Number One sound, both on single and EP is

Frank Alamo’s rendering of “Le Chef de la Bande” on Riviera. The crooner
will have an LP on sale shortly. Number two is “It’s A Sin To Tell A Lie” by
Red Sheldon on Discostar and number three “Zilverdraden tussen Goud” by
Jerry Bey, also on Discostar.

A new EP of “Le petit Prince” will be available on Riviera soon and in the

offing is a new Jerry Bey disk called “Twee Ogen zo Blauw” and an impressive

instrumental by Anthony and his Skylarks “Lady Of Spain,” on Discostar. Last

but not least, a new single by Imca Marina, the young singer with the golden

record from Holland will appear on the market.

Jan Theys, former P.R. representative at World Music and Palette recently

summed up the activities of both firms, just before leaving them to become a

popular M.C. on TV. He says that the charming Ariane and her backing group,

“10/20,” have just produced a new record, “H ne m’arrive jamais rien” and

“Les petits mots d’amour.” Latter title is the translation of Will Tura’s hit

“Elke Zaterdag.” Thanks to promotion efforts, it has been decided in Paris to

produce an EP (which will also appear over here) with two additional titles

“Pourquoi pourquoi” and “Je ne veux pas te perdre”.

He also states that Andre Brasseur, a well-known guest performer on radio,

has cut his first record for Palette, picking two fitting titles “Hold Up” and

“Far West.” Michel Lemaire, who introduces the “Moins Vingt” features at the

Hainaut studio is using it as a signature tune. Brasseur is also noted for his

arrangements and compositions. The above mentioned numbers ai'e his own

works and French teenage stars will take care of them. The composer’s “multi

sound organ” is really and truly, a find. Instrumental records which are fit for

dancing are not very numerous. This is a top hit with the best sellers. And,

finally. Will Tura has just appeared on the market with his latest single

“Gedeelde Smart, Halve Smart” and “Elke Zaterdag,” lifted out of his LP. We
hope this will be his breakthrough in Holland.
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It is our opinion that the record market situation at the moment in Italy, is

not good, in spite of the promotional support which was expected from the
San Remo Festival.

Of course the present situation stems directly from a general economic
crisis, as we stated in our column last week.

From the symptoms, it seems that the economic crisis is slowly but surely
reaching a solution, but we think that, as far as the record market is concerned,
the resolution of the crisis will occur later.

The San Remo Festival has not given the market the revival for which the
industry was hoping, and we think that this is due to the fact that this year’s
contest was not at the same level as in past years.

This year there were no songs to draw the full attention of the record buyers
such as last year’s “Una Lacrima Sul Viso,” “Ogni Volta,” “Quando Vedrai
La Mia Ragazza,” “Non Ho L’eta.”

This is demonstrated by the fact that, even if many of the San Remo records
entered the charts (including some that did not enter the finals), there are no
strong requests concentrated on them.

On the other hand it is really too early to make a final report about the suc-
cesses derived from the contest since the chart positions of the San Remo
records are not definitive.

As an example, the biggest selling record was “Le Colline Sono In Fiore”
by the Minstrels while, at the moment the best selling disk on our list is “Se
Piangi, Se Ridi” by Bobby Solo.

Another example is the Petula Clark recording, “Invece No” which listed at
the 10th place the week immediately following the festival and is now climb-
ing the charts toward the number one position.

Regarding this disk, we wish to report that the SAAR responsibles have an-
nounced that three weeks after the festival the record had sold 200,000.

While on the subject we continue with our news concerning the SAAR art-

ists who participated in the San Remo festival.

Peppino Gagliardi, who did not enter the finals, will once again present to

the Italian public his San Remo composition “Ti Credo” (that he interpreted
along with Timi Yuro), on the TV show “La Fiera Dei Sogni” (The Dreams
Fair).

Udo Jurgens has been chosen by our well known film producer Dino De
Laurentis to sing the leit-motif of the Princess Soraya film, “I Tre Volti”
(The Woman With 3 Faces). The song entitled “Camminando Per Roma”
(published by De Laurentis, will be presented on the same TV show by Jurgens
himself.

The other SAAR artist who took part in San Remo is Nicola Di Bari who
interpreted, along with Gene Pitney, “Amici Miei.” He recorded the song in

Spanish and in French for immediate release on both markets.

The thrush will be appearing in Spain on the TV show “Noce de Estellas.”

Joe Giannini, manager of CGD International, informed us of the visit of
singer-conductor-composer Teddy Randazzo, who came to Italy to record in

Italian some of his recent compositions. Orchestrations and arrangements of

these records will be done by Randazzo himself.

Another guest of Italy was English songstress Samantha Jones who came
to Milan to record the Italian version of her recent English hit “It Is All Be-
cause Of You” (“Una Goccia D’Amore”) for CGD International. Giannini
further informed C.B. that the two Kessler sisters, Alice and Elen, have also

signed a long term agreement with CGD. Their recordings were previously
released in Italy under the Polydor label. The duo will be participating this

year in the new weekly TV series “Studio Uno” (Studio One). This will give
them the opportunity to introduce to the Italians the new Scandinavian dance
“Letkiss,” which, of course, is expected to be a success over here. “Letkiss,”

with the Italian title “Lasciati Baciare,” will be the first Italian recording by
the sisters under CGD. The flip side of the record is entitled “La Notte E’ Pic-

cola” (The Night Is Short), which is the leit-motiv of “Studio Uno.”

Franz Leonardi informed us that the San Remo song “Cominciamo ad
Amarci,” which he published has been recorded in the States by Robert Goulet
for CBS, with the title “Begin To Love.” The tune was originally recorded by
John Foster, whose disk will be released in the States by Capitol. Composer
of the song, Gino Mescoli previously had another success with both the artists
doing his “Amore Scusami” (My Love Forgive Me).

August Batzem, Export Manager of Electrola, the EMI’s German affiliate

which has strong commercial interest in the South Tirol territories, has paid
a visit to La Voce del Padrone in Milan to make arrangements of mutual in-

terest for a forthcoming sales campaign.

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This week, the Scandinavian column will deal with the local Song Festivals
only. Winning song in each country will represent its country at the Euro-
vision Song Contest at Naples, Italy, on Mar. 20.

DENMARK
A year ago, it was officially declared that Denmark would never more par-

ticipate in those spectacles, but for some reason, the people concerned seem to
have changed their minds.

_

To get a Danish entry, ten composers were invited to send in their contribu-
tions, and eight of them did so. DBC-TV has announced that they have picked
the song, “Kun For Dig” (Only For You) as the winner, but the song has
not yet been presented to the audiences. Composer of the music is Professor
Jorn Jassild and lyric writer is Poul Henningsen. The song will be sung at Na-
ples by Ellen Winther. There is no publisher yet, since local pubberies seem
to prefer to wait until the song has been presented officially. And due to the
conflict between the mechanical collecting society and record manufacturers,
there are no recordings available.
Judging from Danish trade people, nobody seems to care too much about

the Festival this year. The composers invited are known as specialists either
on ‘classical music’ or jazz.

FINLAND
The local Finnish Song Festival took place as a TV shown on Feb. 13. Four

of the original ten songs had been voted out of the competition and of the six
songs left, ten juries of ten people in each, spread all over Finland, voted for
the one they liked best. A Scandinavian jury, with members from Denmark,
Finland, Norway and Sweden, was sitting in Helsinki, doing its own voting,
and finally, the audience was invited to vote, too.

This confusing system gave Finland three winners. The ten juries gave their
votes to “Iltaisin,” the Scandinavian jury preferred “Kun Aurinko Laskee
Lanteen, and finally, the audiences preferred “Minne Tuuli Kuljettaa.” As a
result of all this, the Finnish TV people decided to follow the advice of the
Scandinavian jury, and send “Kun Aurinko Laskee Lanteen” to Naples.
Below is the result of the ten juries and how they voted.

Interesting and encouraging to see that at least some top people in the trade
in the United States are at least to the “talking stage” on the subject of one-
speed records and domestic playback machines. This is an ideal opportunity for
Australia to lead the field in the conversion to one-speed records as we do not
manufacture the “doughnut” centre singles. This fact helps to make conversion
to one speed a relatively simple matter for the record industry because it

doesn’t cause any hazard to the consumer who already has a playback unit.
Of course, the problem isn’t so simple in relation to the record player manufac-
turer. He would still have to consider the consumer who has a record collection
of various speed products. On the subject of speed, it wouldn’t be a bad idea
to have tape manufacturers around the world get together and standardize
playback specifications.

famous One Man Show on AVRO’s Feb. 27 TV program, after 600 perform-
ances everywhere in the country and preceding its tour of Vienna. Bovema’s
HMV label will soon release the album of the Show, live-recorded at Carre-
Theatre, Amsterdam, the mecca of Dutch showbusiness.
The Shepherds Trio, also on HMV, will be guests on Corrie Brokken’s TV

show on Mar. 7. Label manager Heeremans reports that the group will tape
an album and folksongs in a short time.
The sad news of Nat King Cole’s death caused a lot of reactions and exten-

sive publicity in the newspapers. AVRO’s “Rhythme-Club” did a special me-
morial program on Monday, Feb. 22, featuring the radio-premiere of the sing-
er’s ‘Love’ album. Complete discographies have been distributed to all Bovema-
dealers.
Both the HMV and Columbia labels have already taken special action on

the promotion of their large Easter-repertoires.
The company’s Stateside label this week released Ronnie Dove’s “Right Or

Wrong,” as well as Alvin Cash & The Crawlers’ “Twine Time.”
Capitol is giving strong promotion to popular Buck Owens’ latest single,

Wayne Newton’s “Red Roses For A Blue Lady” and also released Nancy
Wilson’s album “The Nancy Wilson Show,” as well as new folk music by the
Kingston Trio and religious numbers by Tennessee Ernie Ford.

Outstanding French violoncellist Maurice Gendron, under Philips contract,
has recorded the Six Suites for Cello Solo (BWV 1007/12) by Johann Seb.
Bach. The luxuriously designed case with informative books contains three
LPs. This was reported by Otto Glastra van Loon, PRO and adviser for
affairs in Phonogram’s classical field. He also mentioned the SRO personal
appearance of Mercury’s Rafael Puyana at the Mauritshuis Museum in The
Hague. Bolivian-born harpsichord-player Puyana (33) is a pupil par excellence
of the late Wanda Landowska; his repertoire includes mainly harpsichord
music from the 16th, 17th and 18th centuries. Phonogram has released two of
his LPs on Mercury, and more material from Barogue composers is to follow.
A meeting for eventual duo-recordings on records will soon be arranged
between Puyana and the famous Belgian violinst and professor of music,
Arthur Grumiaux.

His Royal Highness King Bhumibol of Tailand, well-known as an excellent
jazz-musician (clarinet) and a pupil of Benny Goodman, has composed a ballet
entitled “Manohra,” a ‘Musical Fantasia Suite’. It is not a jazz-ballet, but
the music roots into the Tchaikowsky tradition. In a performance by a
large philharmonic orchestra, the complete ballet was released on a 12' LP by
Philips’ Phonographic Industries, Holland.
On Mar. 20 the Eurovision Song Festival 1965 will be held at Napoli, Italy.

For Holland, Conny Van Den Bos (28), a popular Philips artiste, who gained
her greatest success with very personal interpretations of chanson-typed
ballads was chosen. The thrush won the Dutch Song Festival competition
with the song “

’t Is Genoeg” (It’s Enough) by Mrs. Joke van Soest and
Johnny Holshuysen. Other competitors were Trea Dobbs, who took second
place, and Ronnie Tober in third place.

It is interesting to note that Phonogram could release the three first

songs “ ’ t Is Genoeg” (Philips), “Ploem Ploem Jenka” (Dobbs, Decca) and
“Geweldig” (Tober, Philips) one day after the Dutch competition was closed.
Dealers could be supplied immediately.
Phonograms adjunct-director R. Klaasen informed Cash Box that diskery

has gained the distribution-rights of the new German pop label “Star Club
Records.” The Star Club in Hamburg is one of the most important teenager
clubs in Europe, where the Beatles started their career, and r&b artists like
Jerry Lee Lewis, Fats Domino, The Rolling Stones and Little Richard did
live performances. There are ten Star Clubs in Germany at the moment, and
that number will be extended to thirty in the near future. A Star Club Agency
was founded in England, which means that the German image has an
enormous impact on the British youngsters. Recently, the Hamburg club
management decided to start record-productions in close cooperation with
Philips Germany, but under its own label. The first LP and single production
include The Liverbirds, four young girls from Liverpool who will soon tour the
United States, English singer Lee Curtis, The Searchers and Germany’s top
rock and r&b group The Rattles who already sell very well in Canada, England
and Australia.

Holland’s top jazz-singer Rita Reys (six outstanding awards and first

prizes), soon to celebrate her tenth year on Philips has released “Boy From
Ipanema” with Evans’ “Waltz For Debby.” Rita is accompanied by her own
Trio plus tenor-sax and extra rhythm.
New releases in the CBS single field include Kenny Rankin’s Italian items

“II Tuo Amore” and “Non Mi Posso Innamorare Di Te,” and Bernd Spier’s
likewise Italian “Vieni Con Noi” and “Ho Cambiato Ragazza.” Both discs are
recordings of material presented at the San Remo Festival.

Further, CBS recently released a new single of the Geschwister Jacob from
Germany.
“Ein Cowboy der Braucht Liebe” b/w “Liebe Muss Kein Marchen Sein,”

which is expected to hit hard in this territory. Johanna, Rosemarie, Eva and
Hannelore are doing very well in Holland at this moment. Also, CBS
Gramofoonplaten Holland released new singles including The Fireballs
“Yummie Yama Papa” and “Baby, Tell Me What’s Wrong,” Barry Allen
with “Never You Mind” b/w “Easy Come, Easy Go,” Jimmy Gilmer with
“Cinnamon Cindy” b/w “Break His Heart For Me” and The Cords with
“Country Church” b/w “Termites.”
CBS’ Local Jazz piano discovery Louis van Dyke appeared on Dutch VPRO-

TV on Mar 2. The van Dyke Trio, will be featured in a 20-minute TV per-
formance and play “Blues For Robin-Mark” and “That’s All” from their
bestselling album, “The Louis Van Dyke Trio/Quartet.” The Jenka, an
original Finnish dance is becoming very popular in Holland. That’s why CBS
released a single of Belgian Norman Ruby Orchestra with “Tea And
Trumpets” (an all-out Jenka) b/w “The Chou Chou March.”

World-famous CBS pianist Robert Casadesus arrived in Rotterdam on Feb.
17, for several concerts in Rotterdam, The Hague, Arnhem, Amsterdam and
Brussels. The personal appearances in Benelux formed part of his tour
through Europe, and CBS Gramofoonplaten as well as the Dutch music-
lovers were delighted to have him back again in the low countries.
CBS Gramofoonplaten is conducting a campaign concerning the promotion

of local CBS artists & their recordings. Artists will be invited to make
auditions for local TV stations. They include Brigitte & The Fire Strings,
who will soon have another CBS release. Jacky Delmone, The Twenties, The
Rowdies, Danny Fisher, Chris Wijnen, Julio B. Euson and Garry Brandy. So
far, local CBS artists Jacky Delmone, The Kilima Hawaiians, Julio B. Euson,
Louis Van Dyke and Laguestra already have been on local TV-programs.
French songster and CBS artist Yves Montand arrived in The Hague, for

a one-nighter of “Des Clowns Par Milliers,” in which he plays the lead. He
was welcomed by CBS Gerard Hulsebosch at his Hotel in The Hague during
the afternoon.

The Manpower Problem

NYC Works

Toward

The Solution

A hopeful ray of light was cast on an otherwise dimly

lit problem corner of the coin machine industry last week

when a foundation was laid in New York City for a City-

sponsored music machine operator service school. Coming

at a time when the entire industry suffers from an acute

manpower shortage, a meeting held in the offices of the

Music Operators of New York between industry leaders

and the Board of Education’s Manpower Development and

Training Program, may not only ease the shortage of quali-

fied servicemen, but can serve as an example for other

cities to do likewise.

While the basic plan has been in the discussion and

research stages for several years. Board recognition of

the problem, and its willingness to serve the coin machine

industry as it already has served dozens of other busi-

nesses, is indeed encouraging. City-sponsored technical

courses now serve a wide array of businesses including the

printing, office equipment, electronics and meatcutting

industries, to name but a handful. Close to $10 million

has been spent by the City’s Board of Education to pro-

vide training grounds for qualified people where trade

apprenticeships once served this need. The scarcity of

skilled servicemen can never be overcome by the individ-

ual operating company in this day and age. Modern equip-

ment, constantly changing innovation, high cost of labor,

have combined to place the burden of instruction on the

shoulders of distributors and factories. And this instruc-

tion is specialized, in that courses of instruction are aimed

at experienced people. Technical courses for the neophyte

are costly and can be assumed only by the larger indus-

trialists. Smaller industry, such as the coin machine and

vending fields, require outside assistance. The New York

City program will provide this assistance.

The mechanics of the course have been worked out be-

tween the Manpower Training Program and the music ma-

chine distributors and association officials In New York.

The cost of the equipment necessary for study will be

shared by the industry and the Board. The necessary

manuals and plans will be furnished by the distributors.

Instructors must come from within the industry. Class-

rooms will be held in several available schools with ample

space and facilities. While the initial number of students

budgeted for the first session is but twelve, this number

can be expected to grow in relation to the success of the

program. Later perhaps, amusements and vending will be

covered. Other industries have hired students for jobs be-

ginning the day of graduation. The coin machine industry

in New York City can be expected to do likewise.

No starting date has been set since additional steps

must be formulated. But the Manpower Board heard what

it wanted to hear at the meeting last week—namely, there

is a desperate shortage, the industry will provide total as-

sistance to get a technical school underway, and the

graduates will be placed immediately.

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WHEELS PUT IN MOTION

NYC Ops Discuss City-Sponsored

Trade School Thru Manpower Program
NEW YORK—Leaders of this city’s
coin machine industry and a ranking
member of its Board of Education
convened here last Tues. Feb. 23, and
laid the initial groundwork for the
establishment of a technical school
for training juke box mechanics un-
der the auspices of the Board’s Man-
power Development and Training
Program.
The meeting, which was held at the

headquarters of the Music Operators
of New York, Inc., was attended by
association president A1 Denver, VP
George Holzman and managing di-

rector Ben Chicofsky representing
MONY

;
by Meyer Parkoff (See-

burg), Harold Kaufman (Wurlit-
zer), Nathan Sugerman (Rowe-
AMI) and Harry Koeppel (Rock-
01a) representing the four phono-
graph distributors and was initiated
and conducted by Rolf Bjornson, Su-
pervisor of the Manpower Develop-
ment Program.

Bjornson informed the assembled
coinmen that he had received a di-

rective from the Board of Education
to meet with them and prepare a
training project for juke box me-
chanics. The Board, he said, had been
prompted in its decision to establish
the training course by repeated re-

quests from the city’s music oper-
ators for qualified mechanics and by
the State Employment Service which
had recognized a notable scarcity of
such technicians in the city’s labor
force to answer a growing need for
such men.

Bjornson stated that the Board has
decided to select twelve men for its

first juke box course—five men to
cover future expansion in the indus-
try’s need for qualified phonograph
mechanics and seven to cover the
probable replacement of those al-

ready in the field. While unanimously
agreeing upon the urgent necessity of
such men, the trade representatives
expressed their feeling that the city’s
distributors and operators could eas-
ily absorb twice that number. Bjorn-
son revealed that twelve trainees was
indeed the smallest number allocated
to any of the Manpower Program’s
trainee fields (by Jan. 22, Manpower
had graduated 2,101 men trained in
twenty different occupational fields)

but that this was the number de-
cided upon by the Board through in-

formation supplied by the Unemploy-
ment Division.
The Supervisor advised that the

candidates for the class will be drawn
from an available 210 men who have
met the required standards. The
class’s qualifications will require each
student to be over 21 years of age,
be a high school graduate, have some
electronics experience, have already
or be in a position to get a driver’s
license and be suitable for personal
contact. Placement of the class’s

graduates, Bjornson said, will be
done through the Board and through
the advisory committee (in this case,
the distributors and association lead-
ers). Bjornson revealed that many
trainees in other Manpower occupa-
tional courses have been hired by
prospective employers even before
the class has finished.
After discussing the matter of the

class’s curriculum or lesson plan, the
committee suggested that a suitable
area of study would involve one each
of the manufacturers’ new phono-
graph models and one each of their
older series. These machines, they
agreed, would bring just about every
mechanical feature of juke boxes
presently on location in New York
City before the students for their fa-

miliarization. Toward that end, the
distributors decided they would send
manuals and schematic diagrams of
this equipment to Mr. Bjornson for
his consideration. Bjornson further
advised that he would attend several
service classes which have been sched-
uled at the various distributor show-
rooms. Once the class program has
been established and suitable instruc-
tors have been selected, Bjornson
will submit his plan to the Board of
Education and ultimately announce
the date and place where the class
will begin. Instructors will be drawn
from the coin machine industry, it is

hoped. Phonograph factories will be
asked to make available service en-
gineers to instruct students.

The Manpower Development and
Training Program, a relatively young
project, was instituted by the Board
of Education to provide training fa-

cilities for certain skills which have
little or no such provision for formal
study today. Bjornson said that the
days of apprentice learning training
are virtually over, except in the cases
of certain labor unions, and as such,
a scarcity in skilled employees has
been created in many areas. By Jan.
22, 1965, approximately $9,208,000
had been allocated by the Board of
Education to teach mostly unem-
ployed men and women such skills

as offset press operation, office ma-
chine, washing machine and oil bur-

ner repair, electronics mechanics and

meatcutting. Members of the coin ma-
chine advisory board at the initial

meeting also expressed their desire

to create more qualified games and
vending machine mechanics in addi-

tion to phonograph specialists, citing

a scarcity in this field also.

Reduced 5%

The 15 per cent import tax will be

reduced by five per cent to ten per

cent on and after April 27th. Intro-

duced six months ago as a temporary

measure to restrict imports and ease

Britain’s balance of payments, the

Government has decided that satisfac-

tory progress has been made in this

direction to enable them to make a

cut. The announcement, well received

in Britain, received an even warmer
reception from the seven fellow mem-
bers of EFTA (European Free Trades

Association) when they heard the

news from Mr. George Brown, Eco-

nomic Minister at a special meeting

in Geneva, Switzerland. Mr. Brown
gave no indication if, and when, fur-

ther cuts would be made.

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Business Experts To Discuss & Anaiyse

Vending Operations At NAMA Spring Meets

HOWARD CONOMIKES JUNG RANDALL

CHICAGO—Continuing its emphasis
on management methods for vending
operators, the eleven 1965 Spring
meetings of the National Automatic
Merchandising Association will be
highlighted by a two-hour presenta-
tion entitled “How To Manage Time
To Realize Extra Profits Potential.”

business discussions are scheduled
from 10 a.m. to noon, with a keynote
address scheduled after a group
luncheon.
From 2 to 4 p.m. the schedule calls

for the management methods confer-
ence, followed by the customary spon-
sored hospitality hour from 4 to 5 p.m.

Organized “take-home” printed ma-
terial will be furnished to each opera-
tor as part of the afternoon session,
Tansey said.

Alternating at different meetings in

the vending management presentation
will be the following three experts
from the Business Forum organiza-
tion: George S. Conomikes, Forum
director and former project director of
the Industrial Relations Center of the
University of Chicago; Allen F. Jung,
associate professor of marketing at
the University’s Graduate School of
Business; and John G. Randall, Forum
vice president and former Director of
Marketing Services of McCann-Erick-
son, nationally known advertising or-
ganization.

CMA To Battle NYS Cig Tax Proposal
NEW YORK—Members of the Cigarette Merchandisers Assn, here entered

the forefront of the fight against Gov. Rockefeller’s recently proposed cigarette
tax increase, at an association meeting last week, by revealing their concerted
plan to encourage all vendors, retailers, manufacturers and the general public
to urgently petition their legislators in Albany to vote the measure down.
Toward achieving this end, CMA’s business manager Morris Weintraub

announced several steps which his association will take in the coming weeks
and several which have already been put into effect—all of which would put
pressure on the State’s senators and assemblymen to throw the tax proposal
out.

These steps included: preparation of several thousand paste-ups for cigarette
machines, printed signs for display at retail stores and books of matches, all

bearing the plea for all citizens to register their protest against the notion of
added cigarette taxation (which the CMA sees as flagrantly discriminatory).
Weintraub began the meeting, which was held last Wed. evening at Ricardo’s

restaurant in Long Island City, by briefly outlining the Governors proposal.
Weintraub stated that if passed, it would mean a doubling of the prese’nt State
5^ per pack tax to 10c. It would also give the option to provide communities
to add on an additional sales tax as high as 3%.
On the whole, Weintraub advised that the increase would mean that the

cigarette smoker in New York State would have to pay an average increase of
$25.00 for his smokes each year while vendors and retailers would suffer a
considerable drop in sales. The drop in sales would be due partly to the numer-
ous smokers who would more than likely travel to neighboring states to buy
their cigarettes where differences up to 80^ per carton would exist.

At the conclusion of the meeting, many operators decided to visit their leg-

islators this week in Albany and personally protest the tax. If passed at a
hearing on March 4th, Weintraub advised that the new tax would probably go
into effect April 1st.
