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The classical music field rarely en-

joys the chance to get caught up In the

whirlwind of excitement that is gener-

ated by an artist and his public. Such

Is the adoring public of Vladimir Horo-

witz that the great pianist’s wife re-

sponded to the remarkable demand for

tickets to his first concert engagement

in 12 years by dubbing him “The Fifth

Beatle.” (With more than half of 1965

yet to pass us by, we still doff our hats

to Mrs. Horowitz for the public rela-

tions line of the year!)

While Horowitz “live” spearheaded

the amazing news coverage of a mem-

orable night-at-the-concert, the vet-

eran devotee of serious music could

not be taken back by people going to

great lengths to see a favorite per-

former. This is especially true In the

world of opera, where an appearance

at the Met of Maria Callas or Joan

Sutherland can mean all out efforts by

their fans, including long, tiresome

hours on box-office lines, to attend

their performances.

Nevertheless, a publicity explosion

in the Horowitz vein—or that of Van

Cliburn, an example of an instance of

uncovering greatness—is of vital sig-

nificance in our own sphere of music

on records. It should serve as a strik-

ing reminder that the field of serious

music boasts personalities who are

day-to-day heroes to a public who may

well constitute the most loyal purchas-

ers of recordings around.

It should be remembered that while

the Horowitz date at Carnegie Hall was

his first public engagement in 12 years,

his artistry, however, has been con-

sistently on public view throughout

this period via disks.

Thus, in our view, his artistic “ab-

sence” from public admiration in the

past 12 years is subject to debate. His

recordings, made with the latest ad-

vances in engineering, were undoubt-

edly a delightful second-best to hear-

ing him “live.” And the vicarious thrill

of “being-there” will come through

the miracle of recordings when his

performance at Carnegie is released

on LP.

The Horowitz episode Is the kind of

morale booster that the sometimes dif-

ficult area of classical recordings needs

to feel wanted. Too often it is thought

of as the department “on the other

floor,” staffed with people who are

apart from the record business. But,

an exciting artist from that department

and all the colorful appreciation he can

engender prove otherwise. The “Fifth

Beatle” is the latest testimony to this

fact.

The Sound Of Quincy Jones

On Soundtracks Fills The Air

NEW YORK—Quincy Jones is a man
of many musical worlds and one of

those worlds is the area of movie
soundtrack scoring.
At the moment, Jones, who serves

as a vice-president at Mercury Rec-
ords, is putting much of his creative

talent to work on film music.
He is currently represented with

“The Pawnbroker,” the well-received

American art film starring Rod
Steiger. Soon, his music will be heard
in “Mirage,” a Universal release that

stars Gregory Peck, Diane Baker
and Walter Matthau. In fact, Jones
has commitments to do four more
films, the productions of which will

take him into 1967. One of these is a

QUINCY JONES

Rock Hudson starrer called “Seconds,”
a Paramount release.

While he is primarily a music man in

the record business, Jones has had a
desire to write film music for more
than seventeen years. At 32, this inter-

est first blossomed when he was 15,

when, he notes, he was completely
familiar with Frank Skinner’s “Un-
derscore,” the bible of film back-
ground music composers. His first film

credit was for a Swedish film back in

1960.
Jones says he has no conflict in

writing film music, while at the same
time realizing that the music will be
transferred onto LP. “My first obli-

gation is to make the film work,” he
says.

Bock Remaius As Operation Head
HOLLYWOOD—Liberty Records has
acquired World Pacific Records and
substantially all of its assets, accord-
ing to a joint announcement last week
by A1 Bennett, president of Liberty,
and Richard Bock, president of World
Pacific. Purchase price, not made
known, includes the firm’s subsids.

POP PICKS
MY NAME IS BARBRA—Barbra Streisand—
Columbia CL 2336/CS 9136

After a rocket-like climb to stardom, Barbra
Streisand, who was relatively unknown a year
ago, now enjoys the distinction of being the only
artist to receive a gold record for every one of

her album attempts. Titled after her widely ac-

claimed new TV series, “My Name Is Barbra,”
this one looks like it’s headed in the same direc-

tion as her previous successes. The songstress’
distinctive stylings, give this LP tremendous po-
tential with renditions of standards like “My
Man” and “Someone To Watch Over Me” as well
as the title track.

THE LOVE ALBUM—Trini Lopez—Reprise
R/RS 6165
Add another link to the long Trini Lopez chain

of best sellers with this outing featuring a col-

lection of recent and vintage tunes in a romantic
vein. Off the Latin and folk kick, the chanter
turns out a series of tracks suited beautifully to
good music and late night spinning as well as
to top 40 programming. The songster’s brilliant
quality is apparent on his recent noise maker,
“Sad Tomorrows,” and other cuts, including
“Dear Heart” and “A Taste Of Honey.” Headed
way up the charts.

“HALF A SIXPENCE”—Original Broadway

The British Sound boom is as much for Broad-

way as the Top 100. Latest proven import from
London is “Half A Sixpence,” which has made
former English rock ’n roller Tommy Steele the
darling of the Main Stem. His vehicle—a repeat
of his London role— is a song-and-dance version
of H. G. Wells’ sentimental “Kipps,” with songs
(words and music) by David Heneker that are
tunefully tender and gay. With a good run as-
sured, this caster can prove a long-term seller.

BEGIN TO LOVE—Robert Goulet—Columbia CL
2342/CS 9142
With a chain of hit singles and albums already

behind him, Robert Goulet adds another strong
link with this solid selection of love songs,
dubbed after his receht charter, “Begin To Love.”
Aiming the package at the young adults and
lovers of good listening, the chanter spins a
web of romantic mood music, with strong empha-
sis on melodies from past decades. Among the
tracks that make the album a powerful con-
tender for chart honors are “As Time Goes By”
and “Long Ago And Far Away,” in addition to
the classic, “In The Still Of "The Night.”

THE NEW SEEKERS—Capitol T/ST 2319
Blazing their way into the top ten with “I’ll

Never Find Another You,” the Seekers display
tremendous verve on their first Capitol album
which presents a collection of folk tunes lightly
backed by a vibrant string ork. The songs are
not adulteratfed for a pop audience, but the ma-
terial has enough bounce and vitality to be able
to carry this set way up the charts (i.e. “This
Little Light Of Mine”).

Soft pop and fine folk tunes are taken for a
rollicking rock ride on this album from the
Serendipity Singers, which is capped off by the
crew’s current chart rider “My Heart Keeps Fol-
lowing You” for built-in sales excitement. Run-
ning all the way from a Pete Seeger tune, “Bells
Of Rhymney,” to a Beatle-penned selection, “And
I Love Her,” the outing bounces along in a style

that should attract considerable air play and a
boom in sales.

SWINGERS’ PARADISE—Original Soundtrack

British rock star Cliff Richards, backed up
with the Shadows, has come out with a wild
platter of swingables straight from the sound-
track of his latest teen-oriented motion picture,
“Swingers’ Paradise.” The warm-voiced chanter,
who comes across on a record as well as he does
on the screen,, offers a wealth of musical goodies
ranging from heart-tugging ballads to super-
charged rockers. Top tracks include “On The
Beach” and the tender lead-off item, “Wonderful
Life,” as well as a dozen others. Lots of potential
here.

SANDIE SHAW—Reprise R/RS 6166
After establishing a firm position with the

American singles-buying public, Britain’s Sandie
Shaw has come out with her first album, full of
the stuff that has brought high-riding chart po-
sitions to her singles outings. 1116 songstress,
who has found a natural market for all her
musical offerings seems destined to hit it big
with this package, which features all three of
her hit sides. Kicking off the session with “I’ll

Stop At Nothing,” she continues to wail with
“There’s Always Something There To Remind
Me” and her most recent smash, “Girl Don’t
Come.” Watch this one zoom.

WE’RE GONNA MAKE IT—Little Milton—
Checker LP 2995

Little Milton, who’s currently riding high on
the charts with his latest single, “We’re Gonna
Make It,” dubs this package after that same tune
and displays his multi-faceted artistry with a
platterful of solid, heartfelt blues. In addition to

The Southern Gentleman, Sonny James, dubs

packs the disk with a rich assortment of tunes
done in his smooth country style. Held in high
esteem by the country fans, the chanter’s pleas-
ant, easy-going style could also cause a stir
among the city slickers with this batch of blue-
grass tear-jerkers.

Titled after his current country
charter, “Tombstone Every Mile,” the package
could be the vehicle by which the chanter will
establish himself as a household word with the
hillbilly fans. In addition to the best-selling title
track, the songster includes among the grooves
both sides of his latest single, “Six Times A
Day” and “Down By The Old River.” This one
should get a strong reaction from country buyers.

MUSIC FROM MARY POPPINS—Living Voices—RCA Camden CAL/CAS 881
The music from the multi-Oscar-winning mo-

tion picture, “Mary Poppins,” gets another airing
as the Living Voices come up with a delightful
delivery of the flick’s entertaining melodies. Ar-
ranged and conducted by Anita Kerr, the lovely
blending of the chorale voices is an enchanting
addition to the sheer charm of the Sherman-
penned score.

Songs steeped in the Mediterranean tradition

are the focus of this instrumental outing which
treats the tunes with a lively yet romantic hand.

Vet trombonist J. J. Johnson debuts on RCA

outing. Feature tracks include a red hot reading
of Miles Davis’ “So What” and some easy blues
samba sounds on Gary McFarland’s “Winter’s
Waif” all done up in arrangements by Oliver
Nelson, Johnson and McFarland. The album has
all the zest and excitement necessary to cause
big things. Watch it carefully.

THE THING—Jazz Crusaders—Pacific Jazz PJ/
ST 87
The wailing sax of Wilton Felder and Wayne

Henderson on trombone steal the show on the
title track of this Pacific Jazz LP, but the combo
plays together in a tremendous effort that should
please a bevy of listeners. The crew drives
along in high style with a light touch of blues
on this package, and the lively bounce of cuts
like “Sunset In The Mountains” and “New Time
Shuffle” could click with r&b fans as well as
jazz buffs. The set has a vigorous appeal that
should spark a strong response.

UP UP UP—Donald Byrd—Verve V/V6-8609
Donald Byrd joins forces with an adept gather-

ing of artists on this collection of blues and beat
tracks that include seyeral bands with vocal ac=
companiment. Herbie Hancock at the keyboard
with the trumpeter, Kenny Burrell on guitar and
Bob Cranshaw on bass are some of the standout
names in the combo. Among the fine grooves in

JAZZ BEST BETS
THE LAWS OF JAZZ—Hubert Laws—Atlantic

One of the instruments to flower in jazz gar-

dens during recent years, the flute is extremely
well applied in this outing from Hubert Laws,
featuring a small combo behind it for unusual
and highly fascinating coloring. With expert as-
sistance, Laws turns in a top drawer showing on
tracks that range from some soulful blues to
fancy-free exuberance. Among the standouts
are: “Miss Thing,” “And Don’t You Forget It”
and “Capers.” Jazz jocks should hop on this one
and find spins very easy to come by.

MANNE—THAT’S GERSHWIN—Shelly Manne

Outstanding solo showings make this magnifi-
cent collection of Gershwin tunes a standout of-

fering. The combo, under Johnny Richards’ mu-
sical direction, reads some of the greatest works
of the composer with brilliance and excellent
taste. Each of the works is so well handled that
it would appear that they had been written
especially for this big band improvisational set-

ting. Manne’s artistry shines throughout, with
some fine solo showings from Conte Candolli on

LIEBESTRAUM, FAVORITE MELODIES OF
LISZT; Philippe Entremont; Columbia ML 6123/

Piano virtuoso Philippe Entremont achieves an
amazing sound in this Columbia set of nine works
by Farnz Liszt, featuring the “Liebestraum,” and
including some of the best known and most
widely admired pieces by the composer. Among
the popular selections are the “Mephisto Waltz”
and “Hungarian Rhapsody No. 2.” The album
ranges from poignant to ecstatic in a repre-
sentative cross-section of the composer’s canon,
and maintains an emotional fervor that should
appeal to admirers of both Liszt and Entremont.

The company showed a loss of

32<i per share for the year ended

Sept. 30, 1964. Shares of the corpo-

ration are traded on the over-the-

counter market.

Vee Jay-Seasons Settle Suit

composers, as is Johnny Mandell, who
wrote such background scores as the
recent “Americanization of Emily”
and the years-back awards winner,
“I Want To Live!” While both Man-
cini and Mandell are jazz-oriented
writers, Jones, himself a writer with
a strong jazz background, lists such
film music romanticists (and great
melodists) as the late Victor Young
and Alfred Newman as being among
the film writers he respects the most.
Commenting on the great increase

of jazz writing for the screen, Jones
contends that he writes in that idiom
only if the situation in the film calls

for it. In “Pawnbroker,” he conducted
an orchestra composed of many top
jazzists, including Oliver Nelson, Phil
Woods and Bobby Scott.
As the number of film companies

releasing his scores indicate, Jones
works on a non-exclusive basis, which,
he explains, allows him to be more
selective in the properties he wishes
to work on. He composes mostly in

New York, and has written music in

hotel rooms, studios, planes, etc. All
his contracts with film companies
stipulate that Mercury Records is to

be the benefactor of the soundtrack
score (as is the case with “Pawn-
broker”).
To keep up with Jones in his other

worlds of music, he is set to conduct
and arrange for Frank Sinatra’s up-
coming summer concert tour and is

on his way to writing his first score
for a Broadway show, which has an
original storyline that he is not yet
prepared to divulge, except to say
that it is about “young people.”

Lou Adler, a former vice-president

of Aldon Music and Screen Gems
Music, who left the latter to become
a partner in Dunhill Productions, Inc.,

will act as creative head and musical
supervisor for the label.

Jay Lasker, most recently execu-

tive vice-president of Vee-Jay Rec-
ords, and formerly with Reprise and
Kapp, will head up the business man-
agement and administrative functions

in his capacity as president of Dunhill

Records, Ltd.
While Adler will concentrate on

musical aspects of the Dunhill artists,

the organization will carry its clients

a step further by directing them into

other fields of show business, guided

by Cossette and Roberts.

The following statement has been issued by the Musicians’ Union;
“The control of the entry of musicians and other artistes between countries

is necessary and likely to remain so for many years ahead, but, in general,
the Musicians’ Union would sympathise with the basic principle underlying
the leader, ‘Bad Visa Policy,’ in the Cash Box issue dated May 8, 1965. We
believe that our views would be shared by the American Federation of Mu-
sicians. We think it highly dangerous to leave it to non-musical people em-
ployed in the United States Immigration Department to decide whether a
musician can claim ‘distinguished merit and ability’ or ‘uniqueness that Ameri-
can talent cannot duplicate.’ In reverse and under the reciprocal exchange
scheme operated so successfully between the M.U. and the American Federa-
tion of Musicians, we have welcomed many American musicians to Britain who
were excellent performers but whose ‘distinguished merit and ability’ might
be a matter of opinion and whose talent could most certainly be duplicated by
British musicians. But, provided an equal number of British musicians have
played an equal number of exchange dates in the U.S. for an equal salary we
have been content to leave it to the British public to decide whether it was
getting value for money. Similarly the American Federation of Musicians
have never questioned the standard of ability of our members. Tt is therefore
perhaps fair to make it clear that those union officials, mentioned in the
article, who may have decided to use the Immieratioo D^nartmo-nfs permit
provisions to stem the entry of British musicians into the United States, were
not officials of the A.F.M. Relations between th“ Mnsicia^^s’ TTrinn ar>-i +he
American Federation of Musicians have always been good but never better
than they are at the present, and the U.S. Immigration A.uthorit'’es conUl well
afford to relv upon the good judgement of the Federation when ^rmsi'ierinon

It is generally agreed by the
record manufacturers that single sales are indeed down although LP’s
are up, and it is also generally agreed that the pirate ra^^m stations are to
blame for the drop. However. Louis Benjamin, managing director of Pye
Records states “For the first three mo’^ths of 1965 our sales of single pop
records increased bv 57.2 per cent and LP’s by 17.8 per cent oven the previous
year. This is in sharp contrast to the figures recently issued b-”- the Board
of Trade showing a decline in the sale of pop records for the +o+al industry.
Our total company sales show an increase of 35 per cert as against the same
period in 1964.”

Decca Records, in association with Apollo Music, hosted a reception this
week to celebrate the success of “Concrete and Clay” bv the Unit Fonr Plus
Two. The group has had a huge success in Britain and the'<’’ are now zooming
nn the American Ton 100. Thev have penned potential hit No. 2 “You’ve
Never Been In Love Like This Before,” again published by Apollo anfi issued
on Decca. Although different in style from their initial smash it is s^'nong

enough to emulate its success. Having scored at home the bovs set o^p on
their first European tour in June which will take them to France, Holland,
Denmark, Norway and Sweden.

Radio Luxembourg, the only legal commercial radio network in Bri+ain has
just published a brochure which contains some interesting information. For
instance, Radio Luxembourg now broadcasts in English. French. German,
Flemish and Luxembourg, and is heard dailv bv upwards of 50 mifi’an listen-
ers. It is estimated that in Britain some 6 000,000 people tn-e in to T.nvem-
bourg nightly. Peak listening hours are between 8:00-10:00 p. m. and 41 per
cent listen on car radios. The station, which began its broadcasting career
in 1930, beams its programmes to Britain from 6:30 p.m. until 2:00 a.m.
nightly.

Hal Shauer of Sparta Music is delighted with the extensive airplay being
given to “Blues For Mister Charlie,” via the Count Basie/Sammv Davis Jr.
Verve single and Bobby Sharp (Stateside). He is also elated at having two
Df his copyrights in the British Song Festival. These are “From The Bottom
Of My Heart.” penned and recorded by The Moody Blues as a foBow-up to
their outstandingly successful “Go Now,” which has scored on both sides of
the Atlantic, and “Here In Your Arms” penned by Hal Shaper and Tom
Springfield and recorded by Helen Shapiro (Columbia). Another Spanta copy-
right which looks like it’s hitting hard is “Before And After” by Chad and
Jeremy, now making their debut on the CBS label. Maybe the rew label will
aring them luck, for somehow or other. aPhough anclaimed in America, they
have not been able to achieve recognition here in their own country. “Before
A.nd After” is currently in the American Top 100. So is “You Turn Me On”
written and recorded by Ian Whitcomb, just released here on Capitol.

Swedish publisher Felix Stahl stopped by to say ‘hello’ during a brief visit

Meistersinger.”

In our editorial in the Christmas issue, summing up the results of 1964 on
the Italian market, we noted that a good percentage of the top Italian hits
are derived from the unique ‘live’ TV program “The Dream Fair.” It seems
that in 1965 this successful TV series once again served to introduce a good
number of new smashes. Confirmation of this was given last week by the per-
sonal appearance of the Belgian singer Adamo, who presented his latest re-
cording “La Notte” (La Nuit). This new disc by the young singer has imme-
diately received a great reaction from our public, with 40,000 copies having
been sold so far. The record has immediately entered the charts, and is the
artist’s third record presently listed on our hit parade. The other two are
“Non Voglio Nascondermi” and “Dolce Paola.” Therefore, Adamo can be def-
initely considered as one of the leading personalities of the light music world
in Italy, where his popularity is increasing more and more. This was con-
firmed by the great number of guests and especially by the press representa-
tives who were present at the cocktail party held by EMI Italiana on the
occasion of the chanter’s visit to Milan.
Accompanied by his impresario Bylois, Adamo expressed to CB his great

satisfaction and his gratitude for the outstanding promotion given him in
Italy by EMI Italiana. Present at the cocktil party were, of course, Francois
Minchin, general manager of the label, and sales manager Barbareschi.
At the same time another top foreign artist was feted with a cocktail party

held by Phonogram. We refer to Julie Rogers, the English artist who made
her first personal appearance in Italy, also taking part in “The Dream Fair.”

At the party, held in Phonogram’s recording studio in Milan, we met her
and her attendant, Mr. Cramer, as well as our friend M'aso Biggero, A&R man-
ager of Phonogram, who announced that a promotional campaign will be or-
ganised in Italy for the songstress.

During our conversation with Biggero, while speaking about the label’s fu-
ture programs for the promotion of foreign artists in Italy, he told us that the
Eurovision contest winner, France Gall, will be back in Italy on May 27 to
appear on the “Dream Fair,” and. on June 12. she will return as a guest star
on the new TV serie«. “Jonny 7,” scheduled for the summer. MC of the new
series will be Jonny Dorelly.

Alfredo Rossi has announced the finalization of a deal with Eddie Barclay
in Franco calling for Barclay Records to distribute the Ariston catalog in
France, Belgium, Holland and Switzerland. Ariston Records is distributed in
Spain by Discos Vergara.

Musikhouse Italiana has informed us that Dr. Bu.sse, owner of the firm, is

making a promotional campaign on our artists. He currently distributes
Wilma Goich and Gigliola Cinquetti exclusively in Germany; Fred Bongusto in
France; and Peppino Di Capri in France, Germany and Spain. He is particu-
larly satisfied with the latter, who is at the top of the German charts with
“Melancolie,” and is also having a great success in Spain where his records
are distributed by Hispavox. Already 6 of his singles and 1 LP are best sellers
in that country.

Benito Vassura, owner of Jaguar Records, has informed us that Ricky Gian-
co, who had fallen ill, as we reported, is now completely recovered, and is

scheduled to take part in the Cantagiro with the song “La Mia Voce.” The
tune is the Italian version of “When You Walk In The Room,” which was
originally recorded by Jackie De Shannon (Liberty Records).

Gianco has released his first tris, which includes “La Mia Voce,” (publisher

Confident Legislation

Can Be Defeated Again

CHICAGO—Music Operator of Amer-
ica officials told Cash Box last week
that they had no knowledge of See-
burg’s plan to consider turning over
the management of COPPS (Coin-
Operated Phonograph Performance
Society) to MOA at a later date. The
statement which mentioned MOA and
COPPS was made by Jack Gordon,
Seeburg’s President, during the initial

Seeburg-operator meet of the series
(see separate story) at NYC’s Holi-
day Inn on May 6.

In outlining the Seeburg-owned
COPPS’ procedures, Gordon told ops
that Seeburg is leasing its own copy-
rights to music operators for use
“when and if ASCAP legislation
passes.” In this way, according to
Gordon, operators will be able to pro-
gram Seeburg music which will not
call for a performance fee. He said
that if ASCAP legislation passes
Seeburg will turn over COPPS to
MOA or other operator associations.
Managing Director Fred Granger

issued a statement with official MOA
authorization. It states: “MOA con-
tinues to adhere to the view that the
mechanical fee is the best solution to

NEW YORK — Jack Gordon and
twelve Seeburg execs told the na-
tion’s music operators during a series
of 48 meetings last week that the
Company had formed its own per-
formance rights society — COPPS —
Coin-Operated Phonograph Perform-
ance Society, and that the company
is making 4000 copyrights available to
operators on a lease arrangement.
President Gordon told the operators
“when and if ASCAP legislation
passes requiring you to pay a per-
formance fee, you can operate See-
burg music at no fee under the aus-
pices of COPPS and use it as a hedge
against paying ASCAP fees.” Gor-
don’s first meet was held at NYC’s
Holiday Inn (5/6).

A Seeburg Tune On Every Disk

Last December Seeburg released its

own records—Rec-O-Dance—-The Rec-
0-Dance series features sets of ten
little Ip’s oflPering six tunes to each
disk. Annual lease charge is $60 for
4 sets of ten disks. One or more se-
lections on each disk is a Seeburg
copyrighted song. In the event of
ASCAP legislation, Gordon advised
the operators that Seeburg would
make 33 and 45 rpm records available
offering only Seeburg (COPPS) tunes
thereby circumventing an ASCAP fee.
Since the disks have been, and will
be leased only, the records will not
be made ' available for sale nor will
they be played over the airwaves. By
leasing the disks, Seeburg thereby
controls the copyright and, according

to Gordon, also controls the phom}-
graphs on which the disks are played.

The $1495.00 Deal

In order that the Seeburg-owned
music gain broader exposure, the exec
announced an immediate cut in price
of the Seeburg LPC-480 Console
and two wide-range Altech Lansing
Speakers from $2700.00 list price to
$1495.00. Each package includes one
set of 10 Rec-O-Dance disks with sets
of 10 issued every 90 days until 40
have been issued. Gordon said the
deal would be available for 60 days.
The bargain amounts to $1495.00 for
the phonograph with no charge for
the Altech Lansing-type speakers.
Following the meeting, Seeburg dis-

tributor representatives approached
individual operators and wrote orders
while on the meeting floor. Several
distributors reported large-sized or-
ders. At most meetings, operators
were asked to purchase “at least one
phonograph” to support the program.
Seeburg tunes will be recorded on 45
rpm disks later and leased at the
price of $40.00 per year for forty
records. The Rec-O-Dance little Ip’s

are leased at $60.00 annually.
The announcement of its own per-

formance rights society and a drastic
slash in price came as a dual surprise
to the industry. Gordon told ops that
Seeburg has spent up to $50,000 a
month garnering 4000 copyrights and
recording the material under its own
record company facilities. The Rec-O-
Dance Series features four different
types of music: Discotheque, Disco-
teen, Rhythm, and Country-Western.
Originally, the Packaged Discotheque

promoted dancing. Since the broaden-

ing of the music available and the
continued use of the wide-range

speakers, Seeburg is also promoting
“listening.” Company execs demon-

strated various Seeburg disks at
meetings held throughout the country.

A Form Of Entertainment

“Last year we took a word—Disco-
theque—and we ran with it!” ex-
claimed Gordon who told his audience
that a large segment of the public is

already convinced that the juke box
is already regarded as a form of en-
tertainment, much as the radio, tv
and movies are. “It will accept our
music,” continued Gordon who out-
lined via color slides the impressive
amount of publicity brought about by
the Seeburg Discotheque Program.
“And not a word referred to racket-
eers,” stated the Seeburg President,
“this is what this program has accom-
plished!”
Gordon began each meeting outlin-

ing Seeburg accomplishments over the
years—pointing to the company’s
growth—volume went from $6 million
to $85 million, mainly through ac-
quisitions of other coin-operated en-
tities.

Fattening The Record Firms

Gordon cited his company’s ability
to borrow $24 million from an in-
surance company “when we couldn’t
get $500,000 as recently as five years
ago.” He cited Seeburg’s progress in

He then linked television and
radio vdth BMI, Broadcast Music
Inc., a performance rights society
formed by radio stations in 1940. He
allied ASCAP vdth the movie indus-
try. By naming the major record com-
panies in business today, Gordon
linked each one with either radio-TV
and BMI, or movies and ASCAP.
Making his point, Gordon enumerated
the labels. “RCA Victor? radio-TV,
BMI; Columbia? radio-TV, BMI; War-
ner Bros.? movies, ASCAP; have you
ever heard of MGM? movies,
ASCAP! Decca? Universal Pictures,
movies, ASCAP; Dot Records?
Paramount Pictures, ASCAP . . .

need I go on?” exclaimed Gordon
who attempted to illustrate the
line of division between the music
operator and all other mediums of
entertainment. “You are fattening the
goose,” exclaimed Gordon who told
his listeners that operators buy in the

Gordon stated that background

Meyer Parkoff, Atlantic New York
Corp. head, addressed the ops follow-
ing Gordon’s presentation, and told
operators: “We can negotiate with
the performance rights societies be-
cause we now have a tool—COPPS!”
In order to give full exposure to the
program, Parkoff explained that the
$1495.00 package was introduced. “I

don’t mind telling you that this price
cut represents a sacrifice on the part
of distributors and the Seeburg fac-
tory,” stated Parkoff. Gordon added
that two distributor changes had to
be made because of disagreement with
factory on the price-cut.
A question-answer period prompted

Gordon to advise that a Q&A Booklet
would be made available later answer-
ing most questions concerning COPPS.
“Will kids and juke box patrons take
to the COPPS music?” was one ques-
tion asked most. Gordon’s answer was
an exciting demonstration of several
selections recorded under Seeburg
technicians. “Do they play our Rec-0-
Dance disks because they like ASCAP
or BMI tunes, or is it the COPPS
song that attracts the coins?” asked

Gordon.

PHILADELPHIA—Increases in reve-
nues and earnings of Automatic Re-
tailers of America, Inc. for the
second quarter of fiscal 1965 (13
weeks ended April 2) were announced
by Dave J. Davidson, chairman of the
board of directors. Davidson reported
that revenues were $67,721,000 com-
pared with $57,419,000 in the second
quarter of last year, a gain of 18%.

Murray revealed that as of last Tues. he had already taken orders for

50 of the phono-speakers combination and says part of the package’s popular-

ity, besides price, is that ops have discovered that their location patrons are

listening to the “big speaker sound” besides dancing to it.

Executives of the Rock-Ola Mfg. Co. were in New York last week to p^-
miere the firm’s new phonograph line before their Eastern distributors. Ed
Doris, George Hincker and Jack Barahash checked into the Summit Hotel ear-

lier to set up the new equipment which will be premiered before distribs at

three meetings. The Rock-Ola group was scheduled to leave NYC for a New
Orleans meet (5/17) and then fly back to Chicago (5/20) where West Coast
distribs will flock to the Water Tower Inn to see the new machines. Ops will

get their first view of the equipment “shortly.” Preparations have been going
on here at Albert Simon Inc. for several weeks in anticipation of the new
phono lineup’s arrival.

NYS Assn. Leaders Puzzled On New Tax Law
NEW YORK CITY — Authoritative
sources in the coin machine industry
here, after considerable study by
them and by their attorneys of the
new 130 page sales tax law, which
will go into effect Aug. 1st, revealed
last week that the question of its ap-
plication to phonograph cash box col-
lections remains unclear.
However, it has been the general

thought of industry leaders that in as
much as the play of music on a juke
box is not a tangible purchase, it

should and will remain untaxable.
Music operators in New York City
are currently paying a 4% sales tax
on the purchase of equipment, rec-
ords, parts and other supplies needed
to operate a route but have been ex-
empted from paying a tithe from
their music collections. They have,

however, been paying the 2/5ths of

one percent gross receipts tax as do
most businesses in the state.
The new state sales tax law will

require New York’s consumers to
give 2% to the bureau in Albany and
anywhere between zero and 3% addi-

tional tax depending upon their local

civic requirement, (In New York City,

consumers previously paid 4% tp City

Hall, whereas after Aug. 1st, they

will pay only 3% to the city, with an
additional 2% to Albany for a total

of 5% sales taxation.) Should the

state tax department interpret the

new law to include cash box receipts,

association leaders state they will

take the matter to the courts. Right
now, they say, it will be a waiting

game to see how Albany moves.
