1965 successes. He earned clean sweeps in the C&W awards made by the National Academy of Recording Arts and Sciences and took both the Best Record and Best Artist of the

Year awards from the Music Operators of America. In addition, the Record Industry Association of America confirmed during 1965 his million-copy sale of “King Of The Road,’’

which also was a No. 1 record in England; and the $1,000,000 in sales accrued by his Smash album, “The Return Of Roger Miller.”

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Today’s Disk Contract

We’re not scooping the trade by de-

claring that success in the recording

world is far from an end-all in achieve-

ment within show business. Records

have often been the preliminary to

even greater things to come for many
artists—and the roll call would be im-

pressive. From Crosby to Presley, per-

formers who first achieved wide re-

nown in recordings have gone on to

become established performers in

other entertainment media, the latest

of which is television.

In days gone by, however, the proc-

ess whereby a performer or an act got

the chance to prove themselves In

other areas of show business was
often unexpected and rather selective.

Today, the signing of any act immedi-

ately generates thoughts among the

performers and their business associ-

ates of what could prove to be an over-

night expansion of their exposure.

More recently, we have seen hot disk

attractions switch labels or negotiate

new contracts with current affiliations

simply on the basis of a guarantee of

a move into the movies. If the com-

pany does not have any direct tie-in

with a film outfit, then it is expected

to provide much. If not all, of the bank-

roll so that a film effort is eventually

realized.

What all this means is that record

companies are being forced into

greater commitments to performers

who reap the rewards of disk fame.

Once these artists make the grade

with continued success,' they auto-

matically begin to think in larger terms

of exposure and financial remunera-

tion.

Thus, today’s substantial labels

—

indies and majors alike—are finding

themselves operating under more
complex business arrangements with

the foremost members of their artist

stables. The record business may well

be reaching the stage whereby it can-

not only be concerned with its roster

as recording talent, but as a partner In

various ventures that cast it In newer,

financially expensive roles as an entre-

preneur.

The film association may be the

highlight example of this greater busi-

ness scope today; tomorrow, it could

be anything from producing TV shows
to sweatshirts with an artist’s likeness

on them.

In short, the recording contract is

getting to be an all-encompassing doc-

ument. When It’s finally agreed upon,

everyone has greater things at stake

and more responsibilities In seeing to

it that a hot attraction stays success-

ful.

Capitol Starts New Year With 19 IP's
HOLLYWOOD—Capitol has just an-
nounced the release of eleven pop
albums, eight Angel classical items
and the start of an intensive mer-
chandising and promotion campaign
all planned to stimulate early sales
in the new year. Latest creation
from the company and merchandising
development manager Fred Rice is a
combination divider/display card
designed especially for the new
“Bang! Bang! Bang!” LP. At the
same time the company is coming
out with an “animated op-art” dis-
play. The floor/window unit, which
measures 38 by 38, holds seven LP
jackets and in the center is a moving
“grid” designed to catch the viewers
attention. The label’s other major
promotion is a nationwide contest
that will enable a student to win a
free year’s tuition at the college of
his choice, by completing the state-
ment “I think the Lettermen are
today’s #1 college recording group
because . . .”, in fifty words or less.

This contest will be promoted in con-
nection with the group’s new LP
“More Hit Sounds Of The Letter-
men.” The ten additional albums in
the capital release are headed by
Nancy Wilson’s “From Broadway
With Love,” “Stan Kenton Conducts
The Los Angeles Neophonic Orches-

tra” and David McCallum, known to
“Man From U.N.C.L.E.” fans as Ilya
Kuryakin, conducts his first Capitol
album “Music-A Part Of Me.” the
balance of the pop product includes
“Nat King Cole At The Sands” and
Elliott Fisher’s “Bang! Bang! Bang!”
The three new c&w LP’s in this

same release are “The Many Moods
Of Charlie Louvin,” “Ferlin Husky
Sings The Songs Of Music City” and
“Wanda Jackson Sings Country
Songs.” The balance of the Capitol
offering numbers an LP by Brazilian
composer-artist Dorival Caymmi and
bearing his name as the title along
with an album of folk songs recorded
in Canada “Malka and Joso.”
The Angel offerings include high-

lights from “Carmen,” Highlights
from Wagner’s “Lohengrin,” “Berlioz/
The Trojans,” tenor Nicolai Gedda
sings “Favorite Encores,” and pianst
Gonzalo Soriano offers “20th Century
Spanish Piano Music.” The new
product list concludes with Josef
Krips conducting the Philharmonic
Orchestra in “The Firebird Suite,”
“Der Rosenkavalier” by Strauss,
cellist Jacqueline du Pre is heard in
a recording of the music by Delius
md an aria and song recital by
Elisabeth Schumann on Great Re-
cordings of the Century.

LOS ANGELE S—MGM/Verve’s
roared last week as the label billed
more than $3.5 million in new product
orders last Tuesday (4) at its sales
convention at the Beverly Hilton
Hotel.
Regarded as the label’s biggest one-

day sales period in its history, its

stature is further enhanced by the
label’s recent announcement that it

billed $2 million worth of albums in
Dec., its largest monthly take ever.
The new product that moved in

this manner included 11 MGM, eight
Verve, three Metro and five Verve/
Folkways albums (see list below).

Nasatir Speech

In an address before his staff and
more than 100 distribs, Mort Nasatir,
president of the label, looked beck at
a year when, he claimed, MGM/Verve
and its affiliates took over the number
4 spot in industry sales. He cited
statistics compiled by the label that
showed that 16 MGM/Verve albums
sold more than 100,000 copies each
during the first eight months of 1965,
a figure no other label could match.
The exec said that a “unique” aspect

of this sales spree was the diversity

of the types of albums that had been
sold and the number of new artists.

Regional Editions Ads

He said the label, whose ad budget
has been increased 38%, has a larger
and more important ad budget on the
consumer end than at any time in its

history. He said the company would
put the bulk of its advertising on
regional advertising, greatly utilizing
the regional editions of national
mags. Nasatir favors regional edi-
tions over local newspapers for the
following reasons: circulation figures
in specific areas far outstrip circu-
lation in a vast majority of cases of
local newspapers; magazines are kept
around the house and have a higher
pass-along readership than news-
papers; ads in national publications
have the prestige value of the nation-
al mags reputations in back of them;
ad rates for specific editions give the
advertiser a higher concentration of
readership for a lower per ad cost

—

thus making more advertising dollars
available for a broader scope of
product advertising.

. . what we are attempting to

do with our advertising campaign at
MGM/Verve is to fit artist and pub-
lication readership together at the
very place where it makes the most
sense—in the area where sales are
most likely to happen,” Nasatir says
in summing up the label’s ad goals.

Some New Year’s Eve parties seem
to never end.

ALBUMS REVISITED
MODERN SOUNDS IN C&W MUSIC

Four years ago this month ABC-
Paramount Records released a pro-
vocative experiment called “Modern
Sounds In Country And Western
Music” by none other than vet blues
singer Ray Charles. Many industry
doubting Thomases predicted dismal
prospects for the set, a collection of
C&W chestnuts adapted to the R&B
idiom. History has rendered a far
different verdict.

The LP, stimulated by a smash

single, “I Can’t Stop Loving You,”
received an RIAA-certified gold disk
just six months its release. To date,

the album has sold more than 1,600,-

000 units in the U.S. Impressive in-

ternational figures added to the domes-
tic results give the set a total global
sale of more than 2 million copies.
Although “Modern Sounds” has been
off the charts for almost three years
it still moves (in both mono and
stereo versions) at the healthy clip

of 100,000 pieces a year. '

est in classical music began over
thirty years ago when he found him-
self seated near a crowded dance
floor on Chicago’s northside with an
elderly and distinguished gentleman
who turned out to be Maurice Ravel.
They had both come there to hear
clarinetist Jimmy Noone and Ravel
explained to Kenton that he was
“making notes for a new symphony
based on this jazzy new music which
is sweeping the world.” He added
that “music is a dynamic language
which grows by building upon a thou-
sand ideas and a dozen concepts. As
a composer you must listen to all the
sounds surrounding you so that you
can develop your own musical philoso-
phy.” Ravel became the stimulus for
Kenton’s “Artistry in Bolero” and
“Fantasy” and over the years Kenton
and chief arranger Pete Rugolo ex-
perimented with several classical no-
tions convinced that it was one way
to make their modern music survive.
“If I had stuck to the original music
that Pete and I wrote for the Artis-
try in Rhythm Orchestra,” says Stan,

the outstanding works and it is brief
enough (3:09) to be aired on day-
time AM stations.

is Johnny Williams’ “Prelude and Fu-
gue,” and awesomely dramatic extrav-
aganza in reeds, brass and percussion
and altogether an inspired effort.

Our “West
Coast Girl of the Week” is every-
body’s love, Petula Clark, climbing to
the top ten with “My Love” and re-
cently quoted in Life Magazine as
saying that she’s more optimistic
than teen-agers. “I call “Round Every
Corner” an anti-protest song.” . . .

Which brings us again to Bob Dylan’s
now celebrated Columbia Records’
press conference and his few choice
lines on protest singers—Q: “How
many protest singers are there?” A:
Thirty-six or forty-two, I forget
which.” Q: Would Barry McGuire be
defined as a protest singer?” A: No,
more of a country-western singer or
17th century minstrel. The real pro-
test singers are Robert Goulet and
Eydie Gorme.” Q: How would you
define a protest singer?” A: Some-
one who is singing against his wishes
to sing.”

Spinners and good music fans will
find this one an appetizing platter.

Stage, screen and TV personality David Mc-
Callum, who rocketed to fame with his starring
role in the weekly video segment, “The Man
From U.N.C.L.E.” turns his attention toward the
musical picture with this debut session on Capitol.
Standing at the helm of an ork that features the
oboe and the English horn, the actor-conductor
generously spices the package with highly listen-

NEW YORK—Juggy Gayles has been

named by Bang label chief Bert Berns
to the post of general manager and
director of sales and promo for the

label. Gayles, a 30-year veteran in the

music business, has left an album
production post at Atlantic-Atco to

assume his new affiliation.

The first records that Gayles is

working on at Bang are new releases

by the Strangeloves and The Exciters,

“Night Time” and “A Little Bit Of

Soap,” respectively. Bang is currently

hitting with the McCoys’ “Fever” and

their LP, “Hang On Sloopy.”

Gayles’ career in the music business

dates back to the 1930’s when he

worked promoting such hits as “You

Go To My Head,” “The Trolley Song”

and “White Christmas.” He organized

his own music publishing firm. United

Music, in 1947, and over the next five

years published a flock of hits includ-

ing “The Hucklebuck,” “Somewhere

Along The Way” and “I Won’t Cry

In the 1950’s, he became a promo

man for the Jubilee label, where he

worked on hits like Della Reese’s “And
That Reminds Me” and Don Rondo’s

“White Silver Sands.”

#1 daytime show on the ABC net-

work. It is estimated that the “Ac-

tion” show reaches between 18 and 20

million viewers a week all across the

country. Clark uses and exposes ap-

proximately 12 different teen acts a

week on his Action and Bandstand

shows.

Stapp-Killen Success Story; Music City 'Gold Dust Twins'

NASHVILLE—Jack Stapp and Bud-
dy Killen, president and vice presi-
dent of Tree Music and Dial Records,
have earned themselves the title of
“The Gold Dust Twins of Music City”
in 1965 as their combine took on
ofiant steps forward in a whirlwind
of success that gave the duo their

biggest year since they started the
nublishing firm s a hip-pocket side-

line ten years ago.

At the close of 1965 the pubbery
emerged as the leader of the c&w
nack, and drew even further recogni-

i-ion as one of the nation’s top four
all-around publishers. A great deal

of the firm’s success can be attributed
to the home-brewed writing talents of

Roger Miller, whose Tree tune, “King
Of The Road,” was named the top
country song of last year. Other
award-winning writers, such as Dot-
tie West, Justin Tubb, Don Wayne
Tnd Curley Putnam, professional
manager of the firm’s country section,

spearheaded the pubbery’s onslaught
to success.

In the same year, Dial Records
emerged as a contender with triple-

threat proportions, scoring well in

three different fields. Joe Tex riddled
the r&b charts with such tunes as
“Hold On To What You’ve Got” and
“A Sweet Woman Like You,” while
artists like Bobby Marchan and Jack
Barlow put the label on best-seller

lists in the pop and country fields.

This year promises to be even big-
ger for the firm as the current charts
are already speckled with product
from the combine. Miller’s latest sin-
gle, “England Swings,” has gener-
ated his usual excellent pop-country
sales response, as has his current al-

bum, “The Golden Hits Of Roger
Miller.” Johnny Darrell’s “As Long As
The Wind Blows” is also on the coun-
try lists, while Tex’s “A Sweet Wo-
man Like You” continues to sell in
both pop and r&b fields and “Spread
It On Thick” by the Gentrys con-
tinues to bound up the pop charts.
The setup received an avalanche of

awards for the past year, some of
which included the nomination of
“King Of The Road” as the MOA
Song Of The Year, Miller being
crowned the number two male vocal-
ist of the year right behind Elvis
Presley and Barlow’s being named
Most Promising Male Vocalist in the
country market.
The firm claims that one key fac-

tor that figured in the Stapp-Killen
success surge was the development of
a country department and the place-
ment of hit songwriter Curley Put-
nam at its helm as professional man-
ager, who has provided a closer liai-

son between management and writers
and has strengthened the Tree-Dial
for new blood.

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This week we take a brief look at the relationship in Australia between
television and pop music and records. Television in Australia is just ten years
old this year, and similar to the pattern in most countries, it has had an
enormous effect on our lives in general, although now we are all inclined to
take it for granted. The result is that television has lost quite a deal of its
original excitement; this is especially true of many locally-produced shows.
Of course, this happens all over the world because of the tremendous drain on
new ideas, planning, presentation, and original conception.

One of the bright spots in Australian television is in the pop music shows.
* “Bandstand” has been running nationally now for many years and still main-

,

tains a good standard, although the content of the show has gradually di-
gressed from a straight rock show in its formative years, to a more sedate
type of presentation and performance. “Bandstand” is hosted by one of
Australia’s finest television personalities in Brian Henderson, who has always
attempted to run a “clean” show in every respect. “Bandstand” operates on
a fairly substantial (by Australian standards) budget and this is reflected

' in the sets, and more particularly in the quality of the backings and arrange-
ments for the artists who sing on the show. “Bandstand” is a weekly national

" show and isn’t afraid to give new talent the necessary opportunities it needs;
the show has been with us for a long while and looks as though it has plenty
of life left in it yet.
Another national show is the “Go!!” show which concentrates almost all its

energies on teenage pop entertainment; obviously the format is good because
the show is a success and it has been with us for a long while. It has long
since passed the “death-time” period for new television shows. “Go!!” is com-
pered by youthful Ian Turpie whose work is in keeping with the general
outlook and atmosphere of the show. “Go!!” does not have a big budget to

" play with, the one restriction this brings about is the fact that they cannot
regularly bring in big name interstate acts; but where their purse will allow
it they have no hesitation in doing so. Some artists have been known to re-

quest a bigger and fuller backing than is provided on the show; but for a
series that is aimed right at the teenage field, “Go!!” seems to be in pretty

^ good shape with the backings it provides. This show is always ready to help
plug a new record, and the show has given that once-in-a-lifetime chance
to many promising artists who have been looking for a break.

Latest entrant into the television stakes is a show called “Kommotion” which
'' has been running for a short time only and has still to become fully established

before any comments can be passed. One vital point in favour of “Kommotion”
is the fact that it is hosted by disc-jockey Ken Sparkes (3UZ) who has been
in the business for a few years; Ken brings a strong touch of authority to

the subject of records, which account for around 90% of entire program con-
tent of the show. “Kommotion” runs five nights each week for thirty minutes
each night, they use local people miming to overseas records; and in the
case of local records the artists concerned perform their own. It looked for

a while that the show was going to land in trouble when Actor’s Equity
* instructed their members not to appear on the show miming records of either

overseas or local artists. This instruction could easily have stopped “Kommo-
- tion” before it got started, but somewhere along the line the problem was

ironed out and the show is now running. It provides an additional exposure
outlet for records and local artists.

Another deejay hosting his own weekly show is Mike Walsh (2SM-) who
comperes the weekly national program “Ten On The Town.” This one deviates

from the others a bit in-as-much as they use a lot of off-beat presentation
ideas to give the session something different from most other pop music
programs on television today. They incorporate regular outdoor action shots
from various well-known location spots to get their message across; and the

* show seems to be doing pretty well on this format.

Yet another deejay hosting a national television series is Tony Murphy
(2SM) who heads up the weekly “Saturday Date.” The show has been run-

ning for a couple of years now but Murphy has only been compering for a

short while on a regular basis. “Saturday Date” is another valuable exposure

medium for local artists and their records. This program isn’t confined strictly

to teenage music, it gives a fair go to the adulteen type of performer also

<> which is designed to grab viewers in the young adult group.

, ^ One of Australia’s best-loved young recording talents is Col Joye who now
has his own national TV series running for ABC-TV, the Government network.

He is something of a young veteran of the music business in Australia, an

original member of the new wave of Australian artists who began to rise

to prominence some ten years ago. He has weathered the years well, although,

over the past few years he hasn’t had the best of luck with his single records.

,, But right now he is getting-a-mile out of his version of “You’re The One,”
*' which is issued on the Festival label. It’s good to see established artists like

in/" Col Joye with regular television shows because this type of entertainer is

always willing to give new talent the chance it needs to be seen and heard.

—J Programs such as those mentioned (and several others that aren’t, due to

space limitations) are playing a vital role in the development of Australian
~

' talent and songs. In our view the most important aspect of these sessions is

the laudable fact that such talent is being given many opportunities to “sell”

themselves nationally. We cannot over-stress the importance of this to the

overall pop music scene. These artists aren’t from Melbourne, Sydney, Brisbane

or Perth . . . they are from Australia!! This is the way to develop national

talent and help breakdown and completely discard those frightful interstate

barriers that have been a severe hindrance to the local record and music

business in years gone by.

“Al Hirt/Carnegie Hall Concert” and “Down The Line/The Astronauts,” which
is one of the strongest releases of the month, the advertisement of which can
be seen every corner of the record shop, music magazines and papers.

Among the New Year’s first releases by Teichiku Records, the firm strongly
recommends the following six stereo LPs: “Xavier Cugat Smashing Parade,”
“Rockin’ Rolling/The Fabulous Jokers,” “Temptation” by the Francis Bay Big
Band, “Stage Coach” by the Brussels World’s Fair Orch, and, finally, “Movie
Parade.” Xavier Cugat’s is the first release on Decca.

In the 17 centi LP section, the firm recommends “Fascinating Tenner/Sam

Toshiba Records released the Beach Boys’ anniversary releases to honor
their performances here, in which “The Surfer Girl,” “Beach Boys’ Party” and
“Amusement Parks U.S.A.” ai-e seen. Besides the anniversary disks, “Nat Cole
Vol. II,” “The Hits Of Frank Sinatra,” “All About Julie,” “The Best Of Roger
Williams,” “All Of The Kingston Trio” and “Peter, Paul And Mary In Con-
cert” are in all the firm's current New Year advertising plan.

Nippon Grammophon is strongly advertising “Best Of Oscar Peterson” to
honor their third performance here. With t’ne rumor that Ray Brown will
retire after Japan’s performance, the record will probably sell best among
those of the combo released by the firm. “Karelia, The Best Of The Spotnicks”
is now riding high, while “You And Me/Johnny Tillotson” is noteworthy in

that it was written by Ichiro Takasaki and composed by Kunihiko Suzuki. The
firm expects it to be another “Namida-kun Sayonara” (Good-bye Mr. Tears).
“The Theme Of Sylvia/Waltz Of Venus” is also noteworthy. The former was
composed by Yasutoshi Nakajima, composer of recent hit, “Namidano Taiyo.”
The tune is a kind of trumpet blues by trumpet and electric guitars. In the
•Japanese locals section, the firm released “Hanawa Chiri Yuku” (Flowers Are
Scattering) by songstress Sachiko Nishida, who hit recently with “Akasakano
Yowa Fukete.” Additional releases are Teruko Hino’s “Minatono Okani Namida
Shite” and Mari Sono’s “Aitakute, Aitakute.” Both are slow, sweet melodies
and greatly expected to hit by the firm.

“Negro Spiritual/Mahalia” has been on the air every night over Tokyo’s
Channel 12 since Dec. 13. In the set Mahalia Jackson appears singing one song
on the TV Show. The lark has plenty of popularity in Japan, being known as
the “Queen Of Gospel.”

Among the new releases by Nippon Columbia is “Jazz Odessai/Chicago,”
which consists of a 3 set LP. Another LP is “Best Of Stonewall Jackson,”
which attracts c&w fans. Songs on the album include “Don’t Be Angry,”
“Water Loo,” “Second Choice,” “Old Show Boat,” “Lost In The Shuffle,” and 7

others. “Brothers Four In Tokyo” is the LP recorded live at the group’s per-
formance in Japan.

King Records will release “New Limelight” and “Ole Mantovani” on Feb. 10
on London. The former is by Frank Chacksfields and includes “Scarlet Ribbon,”
“Night And Day,” “Limelight,” “Tonight,” “The Theme Of Picnic,” “Smile,”
and others. The latter includes “Jealousy,” “Tico-Tico,” “Mexican Hat Dance,”
“Adios,” “Quizas, Quizas, Quizas” and others.

Nippon Grammophon held an anniversary year end party on Dec. 28 at the

Takanawa Prince Hotel, Tokyo. At the beginning of the party, Nobukata
Izawa, president of the firm, awarded a prize to each of the artists, writers and
az’rangers who have worked on such hits as “Natsu No Hino Omoide,” “Nani
Mo Iwanaide,” “Namida-Kun Sayonara,” which were on the firm’s labels in

1965. In his speech Izawa said that it was remarkable that there were some
writers among the prize winners who are not exclusively signed to the firm.

He went on to say that in 1966 this phenomenon will occur in every record
company in Japan.

Also Growing Older) without making a chart list anywhere in Germany. The
song was written by Heinz Korn, the author of the top festival hit “Mit 17 Hat
Man Noch Traeume” (At 17, You Still Have Dreams) which was an absolute
top seller for Peggy March.

Producer Gerhard Mendelson has signed American Charlie Hickman to an
exclusive contract. The young former U.S. soldier is readying a top TV career
here with his own nation wide series starting this month and will have his

records released by Polydor here.
America’s Mai Sondock who also records for Polydor has started a new

pop TV series on national Swiss TV called “Hits A Go Go,” the first pop hit
program in Switzerland. The first show drew terrific response and now is set
as a series.

Although Beatles manager Brian Epstein signed the Philips beat group,
the Rattles for concert appearances in England, the group was not allowed to

perform as the English musician’s union refused the permit with the explana-
tion that young English groups must be given the chance in place of foreign
groups. Since dozens of English groups far less known than the Rattles are
performing in Germany and Germany is also a top market for tours and night
club appearances by well known and lesser known groups from England, the
union should consider the consequences of a similar decision by German
officials.

Rolf Budde reports that his publishing house is moving into the new year
with a hatfull of hits including the new Beatles smash hits “Day Tripper” and
“We Can Work It Out” and a stack of German hits by various artists.

Marlis Borchardt, the new right hand gal for Heino Gaze tells us that Heino
has just finished filming a new 45 minute special under the title “An Artist
Portrait” for German TV portraying the last 20 years of his work. In the
spotlight will be such hits as “Shake Hands” by Drafi Deutscher and “Dream-
boat” by the Leismanns and, of course, the world hit “Calcutta” especially the
version by Lawrence Welk which topped the U.S. hit parade.
Former Ariola radio promotion head Werner Sassen has joined Deutsche

Vogue as head of radio-TV and press promotion for North and West Germany
including radio Luxemburg. Doris Wagener who held the post until now has
left the firm to take over as artist promotion head of Edition Montana in

Munich.

Gilbert Becaud, the French singer who appears nightly at La Fuente’s night
club. Lucho Gatica gave a cocktail party for the singer with the assistance of
general manager of Capitol Records Andre Midani. The press and deejays at-
tended. The chanter informed us that he will probably record in Mexico ac-
companied by a “mariachi” group.
RCA Victor announces that Pepe Jara, who is doing well with his version of

“La Mentira,” has signed a new exclusive contract for four more years. Before
this there was a rumor that he might sign a contract with Orfeon Records.

Alberto Vazquez has cut a tune at Musart Records. It is a new song written
by Pituko Rigual, author of “Cuando Calienta El Sol” (Love Me With All
Your Heart) and is titled “Caliente, Caliente.” The chanter has sung in Eng-
lish his version of the old standard “16 Tons.” And speaking about “Caliente,
Caliente,” there also exists a version by the Hermanos Rigual and Alberto
Luque. The former at RCA and the latter at the Polydor label.

Gamma Records has released a new LP by A1 Caiola, his guitar and orches-
tra, playing hits like “Satisfaction,” “Help,” “Yesterday,” “You Were On My
Mind,” “You Really Got Me” and others.

Vidal Zapater, president of Hispa Vox-Garnma Records, spent two weeks in

free, an immensely popular stunt. Among LP bestsellers are The Glenn Miller
Story, The Best of Mario Lanza; The Concert Sound of Henry Mancini and
many classical titles.

Barclay is currently busy launching a new dance, the Monkiss, and are pro-
moting an EP, featuring four versions of the dance. The press is following
suit. Present Barclay bestsellers are “Le travail c’est la santee” by Henri
Salvador, and Sonny and Cher’ “Sing, c’est la vie”. Barclay’s also announces
the following novelties: a 10" LP by Ji Brel with “Jacky”; an album by Jean,
FerrA featuring “Potemgine” and another by Eddy Mitchell with all original
songs. The three albums are all tucked into colorful sleeves. And here are
some award-winners: Henri Tachan (Grand Prix de I’Academie du disque
frangais), J. P. Chabrol raconte (Prix Colette) and Guitars Unlimited (Grand
Prix de I’Academie du disque fran^ais).
The following records are boosting the Monkiss-operation: a new EP by

the Strangeloves ; a new record by the McCoys and a new disc by the Airdales.
Also helping is a creature called “Mjonkiss” made of a small red-colored fur
ball with two eyes.
Ronnex is still selling the instrumental version of The Saint after the pop-

ular TV-serial with Roger Moore in the title role. The Shake-Spears, a group
from Rhodesia, is taking care of the Ronnex version. This original rendering
will probably become available in Great Britain, Germany, Holland and per-
haps also in the States. “Ebb Tide” by the Righteous Brothers is also going
quite well.

“Les Marionettes” by Christophe seems just as successful as his first num-
ber “Aline”. Christopher will soon be in Belgium. He will be at four gala per-
formances in Flanders and will remain for a whole week in Walloon concert
halls. Vogue has rather a restricted home-production as they draw practically
all their hits from their main establishment in France. Director Roger Meyle-
mans now hopes to have scored a hit with Vic Valence’s first record. Both tunes
featured are sung in Flemish.

Flemish Hit Festival Boon To Belgian Industry

BELGIUM—To benefit UNICEF, the
United Nations Children’s Fund, a
Flemish hit festival was organised
here for the first time.

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COIN MACHINES & VENDING say, arises when a coin mechanism is found to be in need

of normal routine care. In effect, then, the operator who
complains of poorly performing cupronickle coins is in-

dicting himself as negligent in his performance of simple

preventative maintenance.

Preventative maintenance—taking routine steps to

keep machinery in peak operating condition in order to

avoid costly and annoying breakdowns later—is a sound,

sensible business concept. It is, at the same time, the

first practice that a businessman can eliminate if he wants

to shave his operating costs.

Preventative Maintenance—

Working Toward The Long Dollar

Cutting down or eliminating preventative maintenance

procedures is working toward the fast buck—not the

long dollar. The operator will certainly save on time and

the cost of labor and supplies now, but can be awakened

later on to the expense of a complete machine replace-

ment—even literally awakened some night by a frantic

location owner whose phonograph has gone dead. Silent

phonographs are often the result of dead amplifier tubes

—a normal breakdown which could have been avoided

if a serviceman had tested and replaced the guilty tube

when it was merely faulty.

Operators whose routes are located in large metropoli-

tan areas have come to depend in increasing measure

upon independent service companies to repair their ma-

chine breakdowns. The unfortunate result here is that

these operators are not as close to the equipment on

their routes as they should be, cannot normally spot

trouble in advance and take the steps to avoid it, and are

eating into profits that might otherwise be used for mod-

ernization and expansion. It’s not as easy or as practical

for an operator whose route is spread about a large rural

area (as in the South and Mid-West) to call in a service

specialist for a breakdown. The rural operator, who must

repair his own equipment, consequently takes more care

of his machines. When he’s making collections, he

spends a little extra time checking out the unit to spot

and correct those little problems which could develop

into big ones by the time he’s 100 or more miles away.

Since the release of the cupronickle quarters to public

consumption last fall, a number of operators have been

complaining that the new coins are being rejected by

some of their mechanisms, considering them to be slugs.

The unanimous reply from our slug rejector manufactur-

ers is that the new formula coin has been scrupulously

tested and proven to work 100% of the time in ail types

of coin mechanisms presently on location, right along

with the older silver coins in circulation, without any

extraordinary adjustments to the unit. The trouble, they

All coin machine operators should devise a system of

preventative maintenance for the route—a list of techni-

cal “musts” to be performed by the route serviceman, or

the operator himself if he doubles in that capacity, each

time collections are made or at some other specified in-

tervals. This, of course, means more than cleaning nee-

dles, washing glass, swapping records and replacing

damaged shuffle pins. The conscientious serviceman

must probe deeper—into circuits, contacts, amplifiers

and perform the proper adjustments if they are called for.

If you haven’t one now, institute steps for a routine

route inspection. The time is negligible and the cost of

supplies inexpensive when compared to the logical end

result of poorly maintained equipment—lower resale

value, breakdowns and midnight headaches. Spend a

dime now to save a dollar later.
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Strikebound N.Y. Spins Manhattan Juke Collections

Sign at New York subway entrance
gives mute testimony to city’s historic

transit tie-up.

NEW YORK—At precisely 5:00
o’clock the morning of Jan. 1st, mem-
bers of the Transport Workers Union
struck New York City’s subways and
city-owned bus lines, forcing the mil-
lions of people employed in the metro-
politan area to rely on their own cars,

the taxicabs and their wits as a means
of getting to the job the following
work week. The result, as the nation’s
headlines have reported, exchanged
the common traffic term of “rush
hour” for the more appropriate
“crush hour”, kept an average of 30%
of the work force at home and inflict-

ed financial losses at almost every
level of business—especially the re-

tailer.

A poll of music operators, whose
routes cover locations both in the
bustling Manhattan work district and
in the neighboring boroughs such as
Brooklyn and the Bronx, revealed
that the transit strike cast its cloud
of gloom over phonograph collections

as well.

After the first five days of the

tieup, operators were able to judge
that juke box receipts from locations
in Manhattan were hit severely,
underscoring the fact that most
people were preoccupied with ways of
getting home, while others simply
didn’t report to work at all. Collec-

tions in the more residential boroughs
however, were reported status quo,
nullifying the belief that many stay-
at-home’s were spending their unac-
customed free time in the local tavern.
The mass of traffic also harassed

the normal dispatch of service calls.

Paramount Vending’s A1 Miniaci, a
prominent Bronx-Manhattan music
operators, revealed that one of his
service trucks required an entire day
to complete just four calls on Tuesday.
On Tenth Ave., coinrow, many opera-
tors attempted to stagger their visits

to distributors and one-stops due to

the thousands of autos clogging the
streets. At presstime, the TWU and
the city’s Transit Authority were still

negotiating for a strike settlement
but little pi’ogress was evident at that
time.

The Tripple Inn: Where the Juke
Jumps and Christmas Comes in July

NEW YORK—It’s always ten to three
because the decorative clock on the
fireplace mantelpiece has been stuck
for three years, but the Tripple Inn,
a midtown Manhattan lounge at the
corner of 54th Street and Eighth Ave-
nue, rolls on and on to the sound of
an almost never-silent juke box.
“The electric sign was here when

we bought the place in 1960,” said co-
owner Phil Coyle, “so we kept the
sign and the name, but we made a
lot of changes. First of all, we kept
the undesirables out by putting a
buzzer on the door. Then we redeco-
rated, put in a juke box and every
once in a while we’d have a jam ses-
sion. I’d bring out my guitar and
musicians would drop in.”

1960 was the period known as Early
Tripple Inn. Three newspapermen
from the New York Times—Ken
Cangro, Harold “Hank” Waite and
Phil Coyle—went into partnership
and opened a bar in a section of New
York’s west side that had not yet got
a facelift. Six months later it had
become a meeting hall, mailbox and
home away from home for actors,
pilots, detectives, karate experts, plain
folks and an occasional passer-by.

In those days the juke contained
everything from Jan Peerce singing
“Bluebird Of Happiness” to Ray
Charles with “Unchain My Heart,”
Mancini’s “Moon River,” to Eddie
Condon and his Hotshots playing “I’m
Gonna Stomp Mr. Henry Lee” circa
1929. The actors played Walter
Houston singing “September Song,”
the single girls played “Scotch and
Soda”—if they had a date they played
“Tender Is The Night.”

“A whole panorama of people come
in here,” Phil Coyle said. “We try to

have something that everyone can en-

joy."
The choice of selections on the first

Tripple juke, a Seeburg AQ 160 S,

was outrageous, funny and gaudy. At
one time the complete cast album of
“My Fair Lady” on 45 rpm records
filled an entire row. Next to it was
“Save The Last Dance For Me” by the
Drifters, just above “Lili Marlene’’
by Marlene Dietrich.
A well-dressed, middle-aged man

once came in, sat at the bar and sip-

ped his drink. Listening to the music
for awhile he became especially fasci-
nated by one song, “I Surrender Dear.”
He asked Phil who the singer was and
Phil told him, “Bing Crosby with Paul
Whiteman’s Orchestra in 1927.” The
man swallowed his drink, said, “I am
growing old,” and left.

Phil chooses the records and to keep
up with current styles sometimes asks
younger customers what’s hot. The
Tripple Inn was one of the first spots
in New York to have a genuine Beatle
record on its juke box, but it took
longer for the Rolling Stones. In
desperation, a Stone fan bought a rec-
ord by his idols, waited until Phil had
opened the box, and then pounced.
There are now six Stones records
on the Tripple phonograph and all are
playing.
By 1964 Hank, Ken and Phil de-

cided that a new model juke was
needed and contacted Max Gavarin at
the M. G. Vending Co. in the Bronx,
who supplied them with a Seeburg
LPC-1 still on location and giving
customers good service. Stereophonic
sound and little LPs came in, along
with a collection of hats strung over
the bar (a police helmet, a nurse’s
cap, a derby, a beret, a Texas ten-
gallon, a Swiss alpine hat and forty
more) and a collection of bartenders
that ranged from a former light-

Dirt, sand, or
sediment can damage pumps, valves
and plug screens causing increased
maintenance and more service calls.

Filtered water eliminates these prob-
lems and provides greater machine
reliability.”

The bulletin provides details on the
Calgon Fine Filter, giving size and
flow rate requirements for four mod-
els of the filter, together with in-

stallation data.
